Wnrncfl A^nlnst Parly S|iirlt, and 
1C iMny JVol Be Too Lnlc Yet To 
Heed the Wnriling 

Tho columnist Wtltcr LSppmsnn doMrvos s vote of 
thinks for bringing to light « part of Watblnglon's Fsre- 
well Address which la seldom quoted and which tho 
American people need to know. So much Is hoard of tho 
part about "ontangllng •1110000®'* lhai maybe Ji la llmo to 
road tho whole apooch. 

Llppmann commonis on Washington's ■ pooch as follows: 
"In WaBhingtoa's farowoll addross there Is a passage 

which Is nol oflon quoted In Iho psrly conventions, II is 
tho passage in which Washington warned tho American 
people 'In tho most solemn manner agalaal tho baneful olfocla 
of Iho spirit of parly gonorally.' For In tho popular form* 
of governmont, ho salct IhU Spirit of parly 1* soon In il* 
greatest rankness and Is truly Jholr worst ©nomy. . . , Il 
nerves alway* to dblracl Iho public councils and enfooblo 
Iho public admlnlslralion. Il agltalos Iho community with 
llbfoundod Jealousies and false alarms; kindles tho anljnoS' 
Ity of one part against another; U foments occasional rlol 
and insurrocllon. It opens Iho door to foreign influonco and 
corruption, which find a faclliialod accosa to tho govern- 
men! Itself thru the channels of party passion. Thus the 
policy and the will of ono country aro tub Joe led fo the 
policy and will of another. 

" There is an opinion thai parties In froo counlrle* »ro 
useful chocks upon the administration of tho governmonl 
and servo to keep allvo tho spirit of llberly. This within 
cert sin limits Is probably truo. . _ . 

■* ^Bul ... in govornmonts purely elective It Is a spirit 
not to bo encouraged. From tholr natural tendency U is 
certain that there will always bo enough of that aplrlt for 
every salutary purpose; and there-boIng eansJsnt danger 
of excess, tho effort ought to bo by force of public opinion 
to mitigate and assuage it. A fire not to bo quenched. II 
demands a uniform vigilance to prevent Its bursting Into 
a flame, letl. Instead of warming. 11 may consume/" 

To summarise Washington's warning about political 
parties and the party spirit, there are certain very blunt 
facts to be seen In his staiemonts: 

Washinglon foresaw that Iho partisan spirit would bo 
truly Tho worst enemy" of a free country. 

Ho said tho partisan spirit Is a consuming fire and may 
desSroy, 

The Idea that political parties are necessary to balance 
each other Is not true, according to Washington. 

Washington warned thai the country icnusl always fight 
against the partisan spirit. 

Ho wont still further to say thai no one In q free country 
should encourage tho party spirit. 

Jf Washington were hero today ho would see that his 
warning about partisan pollllcs did liitlo good. Ho would 
see a nation in the mldsi of many crises lorn by warring 
political parties, and at a llmo when there ought to be unity 
he would see a country divided against itself. 

He would see & nation In which every cltlton and voter 
thinks of parly first; a nation Jn which millions of Us voters 
will vote for onything provided 11 has the parly stamp on It. 

The point in which Washington stated thai the parly 
spirit should not be encouraged deserves special consldora. 
lion. I have staled In a previous edilorlal that there are 
two thing* which this country should slop Jn order to save 
what liberty we havo. 

There ore two things which wo do and which make us 
alt damfools about politics. 

Wo put party labels on our ballots and force people to 
vote under a party JabeL There Is no sensible reason why 
a party label should over appear on a ballot. A citizen 
ought to have the right to vote v/ilfaoul having the Insult 
of a party label staring him In tho face. 

If Washington were allvo ho would no doubt call Ibis 
ploco of foolishness the greatest encouragemeni to parly 
spirit. He would say it Is very dangerous to encourage 
partlsanlsm in such fashion. 

The second way In which we as a nation encourage 
party spirit to the point of foolishness Is thru nowapapors. 
PartUanlsm Is continually agitated by newspapers. The 
raaisea of the people might be able lo gel rid of some of the 
party spirit, but thoy are continually agitated by news- 
papers. Tho average newspaper has becomo nothing more 
nor leas than a propaganda sheet for party spirit. 

II Washington could see the modern newspaper he 
would probably bo alarmed at such foolish oncoursgoment 
of the party spirit. 

* If ho found out what a price tho people pay for such 
propaganda in the purchase of advertised goods he would 
bo still more amazed. Ho would probably consider the 
nation s total failure. 

OiddUners In the slot machine business seemed to have 
a philosophy that party mattered Hi tie: that It was always 
best lo "play ball" with the man or parly elected lo office. 

Wo should modomire that philosophy and try lo save 
whal liberty we have left. When a man Is eloctod by a 
majority of the people ho Is eniltlod lo some respect and 
consideration until his term expires. The last three Prosl* 
denlial terms hare been undermined by high-powered 
propaganda. 

The propaganda machines are powerful enough today 
lo undermine any man elected to office in short order. In 
other word*, wo have no prospect of tuccossful governroervl 
again until the party spirit Is dropped. 

Only a miracle can save the United Slates In Its present 
conflict with the European and Japanese dictators, and the 
real reason for our troubloa Is that wo vole for parly frtstoad 
o! our country. 

Il Isn't only business that hangs In Iho balance now—it 
is life and liberty as well. But in the elections in Novombep 
we will all vole for party, as usual.
