Season’s Grosses

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—Vaude and
band units topped by box-office person-
alitles dominated the combo house fleld

. from Coast to Coast last season. Such
has been the case for at least three years,
indicating that customers will buy flesh
Mlils provided they are headlined by the
personalities of the day, ballyhooed con-
currently on the air and in the press.

Prominent managers of the better
known combination houses say that the
more expensive the show, strangely
enough, the more profitable it is. They
point out that a routine vaude bill, old
fashioned In pattern, won't draw flies.
A name band, however, or a timely vaude
unit, costing anywhere from 84,500 to
$12,000, has box-office appeal for both
the old vaude fans and the new genera-
t#ion which wants bands and personali-
tles.

In New York, for example, the Para-
mount Theater, one of the leading and
most profitable combo houses in the
country, has not had a losing week since
gelling name bands and big vaude and
picture acts. The stage show is sold in
its publicity campaigns with as much
drive as the accompanying picture, and
1t pays off lucrative dividends. Robert
M. Weitman, manager of the Paramount,
states that 22 stage shows were played
during the 1939-'40 season, Most bills
remain two weeks, others three and four.
The following five shows, in order
named, have been the best box-office
attractions of the season: Glenn Miller
and band: Charles Barnet and band co-
featured with Tony Martin and Danny
Kaye; Tommy Dorsey and band: Roches-
ter, Red Skelton, and the McFarland
Twins orchestra; and Allan Jones, Mary
Martin, and Johnny Green’s orchestra.
Same policy will be in effect at the Para-
mount this season. .

Band policy will also continue at War-
ner's Strand here. While all major War-
ner pictures get their first runs in that
house, bands on programs are credited
with a fat share of the returns. A big
picture and strong band on same bill

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- GADGET-BACKING IN AGAIN

Performers Still Go Heavy for
Inventions Promising Millions

NEW YORK, Aug. 31 —The yen among
performers either to back or create new
gadgets s beginning to take its toll
again, tho in a small way compared to
the days of 10 years ago, when a lot
of money was floating around and actors
contributed to the tide in the hope of
securing " their futures with a steady
income.

It’s being done with much less of a
flare than in the old days when Oscar
Hammerstein, originally a cigar maker,
perfected a device to enable the public
to cut its own hair, or when Harry De-
Muth (of the Whirling DeMuths) spent
all of his time between vaude bookings
promoting his “hair growing studio” on
Broadway.

Performers for the most part ceased
being easy targets for make-a-million
schemes during the past decade, hait the
old feeling 1s beginning to creep in
again, Chief reason that the theater is
considered an easy touch for invention
promoters is the uncertain tenure of
professional life In the show business
and the desire to have something solid
to fall back on, if and when. As a con-
sequence, performers with a few bucks
salted away aren’t hard to get when
somebody has the invention to end all
Inventions and make at least a million.

Some of the present crop of show
business-backed gadgets are paying off,
but they're few. One of the most suc-
cessful of the gadget hunters is Fred
Waring, who has been making a small
fortune on his “Fred Waring Mixer,”
which in the past few years has become
standard bar equipment.

Waring’s success has spurred some
of the others on, but the results so far
haven't been as terrific., Harry Richman’s
flier into fancy envelope cigarette cases
is one example.

Phil Wirth, of the Mae Wirth troupe,
went into the theatrical transfer haul-
ing business because he had a gadget
designed to facilitate the lifting of
trunks and crated props without the
use of manpower. He found performing
more profitable.

Henny Youngman is $5.000 richer be-
cause of an “acetate celluloid record” on
which he held the patent. It's his fondest
wish that his gasoline stations pay off
as well in the ensuing years.

Billy B. Van was lured by the smell of
the pine trees in his native New Hamp-
shire and started manufacturing pine-
tinctured soap. He ultimately sank =2
mint in the soap business, which eventu-
ally folded.

Joseph Basson, president of Local 306

of the motlon picture operators, in-
vented a switchover device for motion
plcture projection machines which he
patented and on which he's receiving
royalties.

Plenty of musicians seek Improve=-
ments in instruments. Basil Fomeen in-
vented the Basiphone—a plano with sev-
eral keyboards embodying the standard,
vibraphone, and chimes. Bert Lynn in-
vented the Vibralynn, an electrified
guitar of sorts. Gil Lamb, dancing
comedian who was first a musician, is
backing Ferry Corwey’'s gadget of a re-

mote-control attachment for a vibra-
phone. And Tom Cracraft quit stage
designing to back an all-electric or-
chestra. The instances are numerous;
the profits are somewhat scarce and the
losses many, .

Some of the boys, however, manage to
experiment with pet theories without
inflicting too much of a loss on their
purses, as Iin the case of James Paul,
strong man in vaude, who for years has
been trying to push a sure cure for
pyorrhea, his own discovery. He had a
few bottles made up several years ago
but stopped there. He still has them.

Even producers and others on the
money end aren't exempt, Al Woods went
into bankruptcy eight years ago because
of his backing of an automatic photo-
graph gadget. At present S. M. Chartock
has a new-type brake he's trying to sell.
There are plenty more,

Familiar Figures
Might Again Kill
Revival of Flesh

T HAPPENS every year and this year is
no exception. Every year about this
time the wishful thinkers in the person
of the men whose pocketbooks would
benefit accordingly engage in the harm-

less but rather ineffective pastime of
prognosticating a good season for talent
bookings. As far as we can see. after
trying real hard to avoid being in-
fluenced unduly by the glib talk, this
year’'s Pollyanna chorus possesses a cer-
tain amount of substance. There does
seem to be some basis to the predictions
that there will be more playing time for
acts, attractions and bands as well as
fatter pay rolls.

With hissing thanks to the martial
spirit, Industry is in a far better position
to absorb men and pay out wages. Thea-
ters thruout the country are more kind-
ly disposed tuwards the idea of employ-
ing stage attractions to bolster grosses,
not only because exhibitors are counting
on the ability of the public to support
higher box-office scales but also because
there is a definite revolt against double-
featuring. Needless to dwell in detail
on the fact that double features have
contributed more towards killing the live
talent market than any other single
factor.

So maybe this year the boys who -are
indulging {n pipe dreams with sound
of a bonanza season are hitting closer
to the truth than they feel in their heart
of hearts.

America is a-pushover for a revival of
activity in the live talent market. The
stage is set. The switchboard waits for
the caress of the electrician. The actors
are stamping around the stage ready to

lay their parts. Everything is ready
ust as it has been on several occasions
in recent years. There s only one hitch
to the completion of the picture and
that is the very important man known
as the exhihitor. Not very important
except that he provides the salarles
that are handed out to the actors, stage-
hands, musicians, and projectionists. Ex-
hibitors are not quite as dumb nor are
they as devoted to the principles of so-
cial justice as some of us believe. Ex-
hibitors are frequently showmen, but
whether or not they are showmen they
are first and last business men.

Exhibitors cannot be blamed from any
angle if they are frightened away from
using stage attractions by unreasonable
demands of actors, stagehands, and
musicians. We include the actors be-
cause we want to be technically right.
We doubt seriously whether actors, as
represented by their American Guild of
Variety Actors, will stand in the way of
theaters resuming with stage shows by
making unreasonable demands of theater
men. We are afraid that we cannot give
the same assurance for musicians -and
stagehands. We have no brief against
stagehands and musicians, Some of our
best friends carry IA cards and tote a
fiddle. We are not prejudiced sgainst
these gentry. But we know our theatrical
history and we know how many well-laid
plans for the installation of stage shows
have been given the kibosh by certain
locals of these highly esteemed unlions.
The stagehands and musicians have been
permitting certain of their locals to play
dog Iin the manger long enough. It is
high time that the farce was ended and
the boys got down to business. How
they can afford to have gone along as
they have up until now is one story; it is
quite another as to how long show
business can stand by and permit the
chasm between union locals and theater
men to keep stage shows in cold storage.

Americanism Programs Given Big
Hunks of Free Time by Nets, Indies

NEW YORK., Aug. 31.—Without spend-
ing a dime, the government’s defense
program has already acquired as many
shows and as much radio time as are
bought by the industry’s biggest spend-
ing sponsors whose radio budgets are in
the millions. The “co-operative” drive
by the National Defense Advisory Com-
mission and the War Department has
just begun. Networks, independent sta-
tions, and sponsors have indicated that
within the next few weeks even more
air time will be donated.

Counting only those shows which are
regular weekly or daily programs set at
press time, survey shows that American-
ism is piped over 13 network programs
and occupies 53, weekly network hours.
In addition New York local stations are
running 10 more “patriotic” programs,
consuming another five hours weekly.
Local line-up is indicative of independ-
ent station situation thruout the coun-
try. These Yankee Doodle figures do
not include the spot broadcasts on con-
scription and the National Defense Series.

Irregular Additions

Supplementing the list of regular flag-
waving shows are occasional and featured
insertions such as Edwin C. Hill’s inter-
views with industrialists on the subject
of our national defense program (Human
Side of the News, CBS, Thursdays, 11:05
p.m.). Hill, as well as Gabriel Heatter
(We, the People, CBS, Tuesdays, 9 p.m.),
has handed out Americanism by the
chunk ever since the early days of the
Europear crisis. Other CBS shows which

Color Television Demonstrated

NEW YORK, Aug. 31. — Columbia
Broadcasting System held a private
demonstration of television in full color
for James L. Fly, chairman of the Fed-
eral Communications Commission, at its
laboratories Thursday. Paul W. Kesten,
CBS vice-president, declared that the
colored process would be on the market
for commercial broadcasting by January
1. Colored television will be shown to
the press next week.

CBS’s innovation is the system de-
veloped by Dr. Peter C. Goldmark, CBS’s
chlef televislon engineer. Full technical
details will be presented to the National
Television Systems Committee at its
next meeting in New York. According
to Kesten, the new process will not add
chaos to the troubled field. He explains
that it employs standard television
equipment with a few minor adjust-
ments.

S-C Shot Promotes FM

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—When Strom-
berg-Carlson Telephone Manufacturing
Company starts its series of commer-
cials—the first to promote frequency
modulation—September 2 for three half-
hour weekly periods on WQXR, commer-~
cial will be geared to sell the “staticless
radio” primarily. S~C product itself is
only secondary element in sales copy so
far. Initial plug points out the “sensa-
tional, revolutionary advance” of FM
and reports there are 40 hours of FM
broadcasting daily in this area.

Program, entitled Treasury of Music,
on from 7:30 to 8 p.m.

And may the spirit of brotherly love
breserve inviolate the glorious principles
on which our own great country was
founded. Peace on earth, good will to
all men.”

At WFIL, Philadelphia, station orders
to the music department require the
playing of patriotic records whenever pos-
sible. Later this month WCAU, Phila-
delphia, will tnaugurate a series of pro-
grams under the auspices of the Ameri-
can Legion. Meanwhile station has com-
missioned Lawrence Tibbett to record the
Star-Spangled- Banner, a public domain
number, as a precaution against a show-
down in the ASCAP-BMI war, which
would cut off use of the Irving Berlin-
Kate Smith hit, God Seve America.

Covernment Handouts

United States Office of Education has
a slew of Americanism shows worked out
in scripts, recordings. and transcriptions,
for the immediate use of stations who
want to buy programs at low cost. Radio
Script Exchange, in recent bulletin to
stations, listed seripts which can bhe bor-
rowed. Some of its titles are already on
the air, such as Americans All—Immi-
grants All. In next few weeks shower of
hew programs will bear some of the other
heads: Let Freedom Ring, Freedom on
the March, I'm an American, Democracy
in Action, etc. The stations have but to
devote the time, and the government
bureau provides the capsule. After Sep-
tember 1 the Script Exchange of the
American Red Cross will. similarly, pro-
vide radio with variations on the Yankee
Doodle theme.

Accompanying chart lists only defi-
nitely set and regular network and local
New York programs devoted to ‘‘patri-
otic” themes. Some, such as the Wings
programs, are produced in co-operation
with the U. S. government army air
corps.

Talent Policy in the Fall

NEW YORK. Aug. 31.—English lve
talent policy for evening programs will
be inaugurated this fall by WOV, foreign
language station specializing up to now
in Italian programs. In preparation for
the expansion, station’s own artist
bureau will institute a series of audi-
tlons, September 6, for swing vocallsts—
singles and combinations—and variety
acts. Dramas and dramatic actors are
excluded, according to present plans.
Station is also contemplating adding a
house bard of swing character, to keep
intact the swing theme for after-6 p.m.
programs,

Move follows closely statlion's first
character change which went Into etiect
about three weeks ago when mansgement
pulled all station sustainers, shoved nll
foreign language commercials into the
daytime range up to 6 p.m.. and started
the swing sesslons (recordings and inter-
views with band leaders who happen to
be playirg the town in the evenings.

According to the office of Hyla Kic-
zales, general manager of the station,
these innovations are tn preparation for
more extensive changes being mulled to
prepare WOV for the role of anchor sta-
tion in the American Breadcasting Sys-
tem’s contemplated Atlantic seadoard
network. Auditions will be handied by
John C. Sechramm, program director, and
Sydney Leipztg, head of the artists’ bu-
reau.

Plans are bound to afiect changes in
character of wstatlon’s artist bureau
which, up to now, specialized in Italian

talent, with probably a corner on the
supply, Bureau has about 123 perform-
ers and singers under contract, accord-
ing to Leipzig, who estimates that the
whole field consists of 250, exclusive of
name opera stars. During the past sum-
mer Itallan pop singers commanded be-
tween 370 and $80 weekly salaries at the
Italian summer resort hotels. On club
dates the vocalists fare better than do
the English-speaking warblers, with an
average of $20 to $25. Bureau head de-
clared that, contrary ‘o popular belief,
there 16 » comparative scarcity of Itallan
popular singers, which tends to give
those who are around the salary edge.

The
Willlam Morris Agency, with Martin
Wagner in charge of that department,
has long specialized in these dates.

Paramount Leads Circuits

Among the circuits, Paramount s
booking most houses. The Paramount,
New York; Chicago, Chicago, and the
State-Lake, Chicago, use shows 52 weeks
a year. The Orpheum, Minneapolls;

Cutler, tall and good locking, fronts
his full band, lending a nice baritone
volee to occasional vocals. His band is a
good, solid outfit that spices up pop
tunes with glee club and trte vocal
snatches and that mixes up the congas,
rumbas, waltzes, and fox trots nicely.
Drew crowded floors.

ship papers have been secured and
whether a petition for naturalization
has been filed; relatives in the United
States; arrests, convictions, and offenses,
1f any; and list of organizations affili-
ated with in the last five years which
are “devoted in whole or in part to in-
fluencing or furthering the political
activities, public relations, or public
policy of foreign governments.”

Allen Registration Act of 1940 makes
registration of aliens compulsory. Fine
of $1,000 or imprisonment of six months
is prescribed for failure to register, re-
fusal to be fingerprinted, or for making
statements known to be false, Accord-
ing to Earl G. Harrison, director of
registration; all records will be kept
secret and confidential and will be made
available only to such persons as may
be designated, with the approval of the
Attorney-General of the United States.
Anyone who has not secured his second
citizenship papers is considered an alien,
whether or not first papers have been
taken out. This includes refugees and
also aliens who have married American
citizens.

OKIES GET 11 MILLION

Bulk of Traveling Ork Gold

Split Up

BOSTON, Aug. 31. — Approximately
$11,500,000 was spent last year in sal-
aries to traveling bands, wending their
way into 571 theaters, ballrooms, hotels,
night clubs, and roadhouses thruout the
U. S. and Canada, according to Harry
E. Brenton, treasurer of the American
Federation of Musicians, who makes his
headquarters here.

Altho there are 3,200 traveling bands
on the Federation's books, a little less
than half that number—1,500—are reg-
ular itinerant orks, while the rest average
from one week to two months of travel-
ing time. Of the 571 “centers” of music
serviced by the musical Okles, very few
are in theaters. According to Brenton,
there “is not much theater work.”

One-Fifth in 7 Towns

The 811,500,000 figure, however, is not
the total of earnings of bands going
into the vartous territories outside of
their jurisdiction, but rather is based on
the earnings of the individual musician.
Extra slices, trimmed off by the name
bands and booking offices as their earn-
ings, are not included in the total figure.

While the road bookings take the bands
into every State of the Union and Can-
ada, better than one-fitth of the wealth
is provided in seven cities of the U. 8,

Ruth Lowe Signed by
Gordon&Williamson

NEW YORK, Aug. 31—Ruth Lowe,
author-composer of the No. 1 song hit
of the country, I'll Never Smile Again,
was signed to an exclusive personal ap-
pearance contract this week by Gordon
& Willlamson, Inc., who will begin
selling her for theater and radio dates
after September 9.

The fem composer, former pianist
with Ina Ray Hutton’s ork, created all
sorts of attention after Tommy Dorsey's
Sun Music published her first song.
Before she left for the Toronto Interna-
tional Exposition this week, the Gordon
& Williamson agency secured a writ-
ten authorization to sell her as a single
act for vaude and radio engagements.

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—The battle be-
tween Consolidated Radio Artists and
Charlie Barnet flared anew this week
after Barnet booked himself into the
Fiesta Danceteria here in what CRA
described as a violation of the maestro's
management contract with the agency.

Tempting Fate

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—Charlie Bar-
net, when he signed the contract for
a date at the Fiesta Danceteria, start-
ing Friday, September 13, began to
tempt fate at the very start.

He was against opening that day,
because of the superstition, but did
s0 on the insistence of the Flesta
management. A few minutes after
he air-matled the contract from Day-
ton, 0., where he was playing a theater
engagement, a five-gallon can of
paint came crashing down from the
scaffold on the roof of the theater,
missing him by inches.

Dispute, however, goes beyond the one
booking, and is expected to be climaxed
before the American Federation of Mu-
sictans, with Louis Randell, attorney for
Barnet, claiming that the detalls of
Barnet’s new 10-year management con-
tract with CRA will be bared, and that
“somebody is going to get a spanking.”

The Barnet forces claim that when the
leader was taken out of the Hotel Lin-
coln here and put on the road he was
promised by CRA that he would be back
in the Lincoln in mid-September.
Promise, however, it is claimed, was not
tulfilled, and in order to keep three key
men in the band Barnet had to secure &
New York location to comply with the
union’s ruling on out-of-town men.

Barnet sent Charles Green, CRA prexy,
a registered letter informing him of the
booking at the Fiesta, beginning Sep-
tember 13 for two-and-a-half weeks, and
telling the office not to book him dur-
ing that period.

other engagements of these members.
Petrillo originally set Monday (2) as the
deadline for AGMA instrumentalists to
join the AFM, threatening to bar them
from all future engagements. Court ac-
tion was immediately taken by AGMA,
since many instrumentalists were in
danger of losing their Labor Day dates.

Justice Pecora’s order will remain In
force pending a motion for a temporary
injunction returnable Thursday (5). If
the temporary injunction is granted, it
will remain effective pending trial to
make the injunction permanent.

AGMA 18 determined to fight Petrillo’s
order to the end. Lawrence Tibbett,
AGMA’'s president, stated that “this 18
a battle for the right of musical artists
to organize as they please, and for the
emancipation of labor unions from
petty, totalitarian dictators.”

J. Dorsey Pulls $2,340
At Yankee Lake Ballroom

YOUNGSTOWN, O., Aug. 31.—All-time
attendance records at Yankee Lake Ball-
room at near-by Brookfield were shattered
Sunday (25), when Jimmy Dorsey jam-
med 3,600 into the resort’s pavilion at
65 cents a person.

Big take was registered in spite of
steady all day and night downpour, ac-
cording to Paul Jurko, managing direc=
tor of the spot, which has been a con=
sistent winner all summer.

BENNY GOODMAN (Columbia)
Nostalgta—W. Li'l Boy Love—FT; VC.

A WALTZ from one of the most important stalwarts of swing {s an event that

ought to cause more than a little lurry of interest in recording circles. Here
Benny comes up with the first three-quarter time opus he has ever waxed, and his
bunch of swingsters does justice to a melodic thing by Robert Stolz, Viennese
composer of the well-known Two Hearts in Three-Quarter Time. It's a little bit
of a shock to hear a flowing, at times brilllant and almost symphonic arrangement
of a slow waltz stem from a disk that bears the Goodman imprint, but once the
surprise is out of the way listeners can sit back and find enjoyment in a truly
fine musical Job. It's not the first time a band noted for Its swing has pressed
a waltz—Glenn Miller did it with a pair of them several months ago—but it is
the first time that a top band has submerged its own style to give what amounts
to an alien arrangement the proper and necessary treatment, Because of its
novelty, and because of the impending pop tune on the reverse (which is typical
BG) this disk is nicely commercial.

DINAH SHORE (Bluebird)

Smoke Gets in Your Eyes—V. How Come You Do Me Like You Do?—V.
MISS SHORE has been making some exceptionally pood platters of late, and

this {s probably the best of her endeavors to come out of the Bluebird wax-
works since her disk dcbut. Omne of the principal reasons for that is the choice
of selections—two oldles, Smoke one of the most popular standards in any catalog.
and the other a blues number circa 1920. The contrast is obviously excellent,
and Miss Shore’s splendid vocal talent makes the most of the two types of
tune., The Jerome Kern classic is the sort of material that complements an ability
like Dinah's and gives it the showcasing it deserves. The only regrettable feature
of this side is that, with an eye on those buyers who like to dance to a record as
well as listen to it, it was arranged in strict fox-trot tempo, with the resultant loss
of the opportunities to make the verslon even hetter by doing it as a song rather
than as a dance tune. Reverse i{s lighter In mood and in its own way equally as
good as the A side.

ALEC TEMPLETON (Columbia)
Grieg’s in the Groove—Piano Solo. Redwoods at Bohemian Grove—Plano Solo.
EMPLETON switches over from the Victor rolls to Columbia with this release,
and makes his first recording in some time that lacks one of his famed
“musical caricatures” on one side, But the omission Is more than made up for
by the humorously subtle swing version of a Grieg classical melody. Templeton
has the pianistic ability to carry out his tmaginative musical flights, and here
his ivory technique is displayed to its best advantage. Also Impressive is the flip-over,
a tone poem picturing the huge redwood treces of the North woods. Coloring is
admirably achieved thru the vse of excellent chord formations. Both sides are a
must for all Templeton fans and anyone else who enjoys something different and
something well done.

BERT WILLIAMS (Columbia)
Famous Songs of Bert Willlams—Four-Record Album.
OT only is this packaging of elght of Bert Willlams’ best known songs a natural
record collectors’ item, but it also has large commercial possibilities among
those who remember him as one of this country’s greatest comedians and who
would llke to hear him agaln this way, aside from the collector value of this
album. Williams has been dead since 1922 and these songs, re-recorded from the
original masters, again display his homely philosophy in its application to the post-
World War era in American life. A couple of them kid Prohibition, and in general
they reveal the qualities of humor and personality that made this Negro comedian
one of the great artists of the American stage. Despite the outmoded equipment
used on these old masters and the resultant weak reproduction of horn recording,
this is a fine addition to anyone’s library, whether he has hundreds of disks or
Just the latest best sellers.
BOB HAMILTON TRIO (Bluebird)
Safart—FT. S O S—FT.

Hot Hammond organ addicts will take
this one to their bosoms.

Like earlier Saroyans, Sweeney seems
to concern itself with a quest for the se-
cret of life. It says everything and

"nothing at the same time, the three acts
mever ending, merely stopping.

And

it leaves the audience baffled, intrigued,
annoyed, and in some cases thrilled.

Saroyan has fashioned a study of
frustration and contradiction. Michael
Sweeney has everything that money can
buy and he despises money. Most of the
other characters whom he encounters
have nothing and worship money, hating
it at the same time because it contin-
ually eludes them. In developing the
theme, Saroyan includes a pair of danc-
ers who find applause a hollow honor
because the better they dance the less
applause they get. And there is an old
poet who would write great plays but
drinks instead.

Saroyan himself, in a foreword, de-
scribes Sweeney in the Trees as *‘a play,
a dream, a poem, a travesty, a fable, a
symphony, a parable, a tragedy, a farce,
a vaudeville, a song and dance, a state-
ment on money, a report on life, an es-
say on art and religion, a theatrical en-
tertalnment, a circus, anything you like,
or whatever you please.” S8ilnce it is
more obscure and less orthodox than
anything Saroyan has done, it is sur-
prising how fast the play moves. The
unexpected always happens and brilliant
writing covers up other spots. But there
are times when*Saroyan bothers none
whether the conversation 1is sequentlal
and logical, and oftentimes he hardly
bothers to have 1t make sense,
with the result that everybody is left
hanging on the ropes.

Even if it’s not a play—and Saroyan
has never been a stickler for form—he
has at least invented some provocative
people. One of the principal characters
is a Jim Lark, who once lived in a tree,
where an eagle was his best friend. At
one point Jim says: *“Except for a small
amount of public schooling I've had I'd
probably be living in a tree now. I can
get along with people if I have to, but
birds have space all around them. And
I need space.”

To the old poet go the most articulate
lines. Speaking of people, he says:
“They're horrible most of the time.
Something in them that they themselves
don’t like—that they would be free of
—makes them horrible.”

Then there 1s Sweeney himself. who
can find no true companionship except
in his alter ego, Death, represented by
a man wearing a mask of Sweeney's face,

This
final success compensates for his past
blunders, and his meddling is forgiven.

Deserving speclal mention are Robert

rom Out Front

N ITS September 1ssue The American Mercury has one of the silllest articles this

corner has ever scen. Written by T. F. Healy, who 1s described as an Irish
scholar, it attempts to prove that Shakespeare was en Irtshman—and succeeds only
in proving how far afield an impassioned Irishman can ride when he is estride his
favorite hobby. With the general proposttion thzt Shakespeare had Irish or other
Celtic blood in his vetns this corner has no quarrel; as a matfer of fact, the beauties
of language and sensitivity of thought indicate the deep-rooted Celtic straln that
is shared by every other so-culled “Fnglish” poet who has ever been worth his salf.
But that Shakespeare was directly Irish scems as silly as any cther faddist concep-
tion advanced by Shakespearean cranks, and Mr, Healy's way of proving his thesis
s a hilarious example of how a ride on 2 hobby czn lead not to a senstble con-
clusion but merely to the misty vales ot Tyr-nan-Oz.

< * .

N THE first place, says Mr. Healy, very little is known asbout Shakespeare’s pri-

vate life; therefore Shakespeare tried to hlide it; therefore he was probably an
Irishman, because Irishmen were hardly welcome guests In the England of Good
Queen Bess. It never occurs to Mr. Heuly's wildly riding mind that Shakespeare,
during his own lifctime, was unknown and unimportent in any wide sense. merely
& hack who tinkered with other men's plays, ground out vehicles for the mo-
mentzary requisites of & specific acting company, and didn’t achieve the dignity of
print except thru prompters’ copies. If he did try to hide at gll (which is extreme-
1y doubtful), a far more probuble reason wos that he was simply trying to avoid
action of rampant moralists—action such as that which overtook Kit Marlowe just
before hi: death. In those day:s one didn’t edmit plays (or even spoken opinions)
that overstepped the beaten path by ever so little—a condition once again famillar
to all good Germans, Italizns, Russians, Englishmen and New Deal Democrats.

Mr. Healy also cites what he calls Shakespeare’s huge knowledge of Irish legend
and history, convincingly suggesting that Shakespezre’s reference to a song he called
Callino Custurame really referred to Colleen Og Asthore Mr, and claiming that there
are 10 other Irish songs alluded to In the plays. He conveniently neglects, however,
to mention even one other. As for the legends, he says that all of Shakespeare's
more fanciful figures can be found in Irish folk-lore. Of course they can; they can
7150 be found, with very little search, in the folk-lore of almost any other country.
By such means it would be quite easy to prove that Shakespeare was, at one and
the same time, both a Persian and an American Indian.

Mr. Healy also clalms that the Macbeth story, in toto. Is really Irtsh—an odd
assumption when it can be found In the early legends of Scotland. As for cvidences
of early British lore and religion found in the plays, it 1§ tfar more likely, even
speaking geographically, that Shakespeare got them from Wzles, where they were
Just as widespread as in Ireland, snd preserved in probably even purer form. Tuis,
for example, is gzsuredly true of the trizds and “foretastes of doom’ that Mr. Healy
cites so bravely; both were g3 common in Welsh lore as in Irish.

ND then Mr. Healy pulls something of & prize. Shakespeare was probably Irish.
he says, because he used rhyme and alliteratlon, both Irish devices. To make
that a proof of Shakespeare’s Hibernianism youwd first have to prove that there
was no rhyme or alliterztion in Encgland until he used them.

Mr. Heazly also rings in supposed “historical” evidence regarding relationships
with Essex and Spenser, and says that brogue passuges in the plays take on sdded
significance when read aloud. But the Spenser and Essex allusions are pure sup-
position, as worthless factually ss, for example, the silly de Vere contention; and
Mr. Healy fzils to cite a single one of the prize passages of brogue.

Then he comes out with another honey. Shakespeare doesn’t draw audlences
in Enegland, he says, but does draw in Ireland. That's a very {nteresting point,
and 1t's a pity that he doesn't try to prove {t. As "proof™ he cites only the English

Wehle, who this season has been op-
erating his own Billroy's Comedians
tent show, sold the above to Austin last
season and recently won a judgment of
87.804.15 against the latter on the charge
that Austin still owed him 88500 on
the purchase price.

UT Mr. Healy’s high point Is his argument that Hamlet ts really an Irish play—

a somewhat startling theory, based on three major points, viz.: 1, the Irish see
their own characteristics in the play; 2, the play’s text includes the oath “by St.
Patrick,” reference to baked meats and the sight of a walking ghost, all of which,
according to Mr. Healy, are peculiarly Irish, and 3, the allegation that the original
from which Shakespeare took his plot was, in its beginnings, an Irish legend.

On the first point, it would be difficult to find a nation that failed to see
itself in some measure in the all-enveloping introspection of Hamlet. The second
point may be true, but ét seems both doubtful and unimportant.
Mr. Healy calls Hamlet an Irish legend, believe it or not, on the basis of two vague
references in the entire field of Shakespearean literature and a far-fetched yarn

retained today by Irish story tellers!

As for the third,

This yarn details the adventures of an Irish

tailor—a tailor, mind you-——who was captured by the Danes and set up shop in
Denmark; and Mr. Healy proceeds to *“‘prove” that this was Shakespeare's source
by citing references to the tailoring trade written into the play. These include Ham-
let's mention of his “suits of solemn black” and his admonition to the players

not to tear “a passion to tatters, to very rags.”

They also include speeches not ut-

tered by Hamlet at all, but by Polonius, who wasn't a tailor even in Mr. Healy’'s

“Irish version.”
. . .

UT with Mr, Healy’s last argument this column is in agreement.

That Shake-

speare had the blood of the Celt in him, he says, is shown by his “exuberance,
his sense of reverie and passion, of ecstasy and despair,” his worship of nature, his
magnificent mastery of the colors of speech and the flooding of his works with “the
light that never was on land or sea,” This, I agree, does actually indicate that
Shakespeare, like all other true poets who have been called English, had Irish or
Scottish or Welsh blood deep in his belng. This, more than all of Mr. Healy’s stlly

arguments, tends to prove it.

Thru the sort of “proof’* advanced by Mr. Healy you could “prove” that Disrael

and Sholom Asch were Irish.
