All contracts lot from June 13. 1940. until April 30. 1941. are In-
cluded regardless of six., but any towns or cities that have not received
contracts totaling $100.000 or more are not listed.

It will be noted there is a discrepancy between she State totals,
which head the listings In each State. and the sum of the actual listings,
This is because the Stale totals aro according to where the contracts
have been let. whereas the listings are according to where tho moneywill actually be spent. For example, $239.724 is being spent in Fort
Thomas. Kentucky (population 11.034). yet the great majority of con-
tracts hay* been let across the Ohio River in Cincinnati. Thus the
9239.724 listed opposite Fort Thomas. Kentucky, is actually included
in the Ohio State total.

Figures in parentheses aro the population of the cities according to
the 1940 Bureau of Census report. The par capita expenditure was
computed by dividing the State totals by the total State population.

however. tell only half the story of
what the Defense Program means
to the nation's business, since they
reveal only what the government it.
self is spending. For that reason.
anyone striving to interpret these
figures in terns of added purchasing
power in towns where contnicts
have been let must also take into
consideration many other factors.
One of these Is the amount of money
being spent by firms molehill de-
fense orders for equipment and ma-
chinery to marniftecture their or
dens; and Use amount they are sub-
letting to other firms for parts,
raw materlabt . freight, etc. There
is no definite means of estimating
these factors: however, many firms
that have yet to receive an order
from Uncle Sam are working on
24 -hour seven-dav week schedules
turning out jobs for firma that have
received them.

Another factor that is not revealed
by these reports is the amount of
money that will pour into towns
where subsidiary factories of large
manufdeturers are located. For In-
stance, many orders for textiles
have becni placed with New York
firms to be loomed in Southern
cities.

Wages and tie Theo flesemat
Perhaps two of the moat Impor-

tant factors which must be held In
mind In cons/daring these figures
are first, how much will be paid out
In wages? and second, how goon
does this money that a city receives
go Into action?

Here again estimates are difficult.
On the wage question, however,
governmental experts indicate that
from 40 to 00 per cent of each con-
tract will be paid out in wages_ On
construction jobs. like airports, bar-
racks, etc., this percentage will rise
still higher, and on other prolects.
where row material costs will be
high, wages will fall below this
minimum. The wage average from
June to December. 1040, on all de-
fense contracts was 58 per cent.

As for the time element, there is
no way of figuring it A million
dollars allocated for a battleship
may be- spent over a five-year
period. whereas a Illce amount for

coratructiun of an army camp may
find Its way into circulation in a
few months.

Effects of defense spending nit
important raw material centers :Los
also basitimable. Iron and copper
producing centers. coal mines. lum-
ber mills, hydro -electric plants, all
are going at fop speed as result of the
defefu progrsun-but these centers
tire not reflected in the di -tease con -
trivet chore The furnaces art the
giant steel mills In Gary. Inds for
example. are working at full ca-
pacity. yet Gary is hated as receiv-
ing only 3120,483 ise defense con-
tracts from Uncle Sam so far.

All there condition., should be
taken Into consideration In studying
these tables. They do not minimize
the value of these figures as sign-
posts of where the defense money
rf going and where it is increasing
spending power. But they do call
for further study of local conditions,
especially In spots where it sews
probable tuft direct effect of na-
tional defense expenditures on local
spending will be greater than the
tables show
