Optimism perviddes comment,

B UDGETS for atiraclions in this
B war year will not be appreci-
ably cut by fairs, parks, carni-
vals and qpmwumd events. A num-
ber of talent buycers have reporied
that they will increase expenditures
for acls. A large percentage intend
Lo keep their entertainment budgels
at the 1941 level. Bookers and acls
lind a slightly increased demand for
their services over 1941 and a ma-
jority declare thal thetr bookings
for this vear are better than in 1941,
These facts are brought out in a
survey made by The Billboard and
Lthe conclusions are, of course, hased
upon national conditions and gov-
crnment rulings as  they existed
early this month. To obtain a cross
section of opinign a8 to season’s
prospects and a consensus as to busi-
ness resuiis a canvass was made of
leading fairs and smaller annuals in
key localities, foremost amusement
parks, representative carnivals and
in the leld of bookers and inde-
pendent acts, Replies reccived belie
any staterments that much retrench-
ment on enterlainment will be made
this vear.

A preponderance of belief is that
this will be a prosperous season, pro-
viding no greal changes occeur in the
present economic set-up. The ques-
tion: "If vou operate without major
reslrictions (such has blackouts, re-
cduced power, limiled repalr and
maintenance materials, ete)) do you
anticipate a prosperous season, keep-
ing in mind that morale is vital lo
the communiiy?,” was answered as
follows:

FAIRS
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Of the falrs replying 92 per cend
said Lhey would not cut thelir attrac.
¥ions budgets against 8 per cent who
teported that they would. Tinter-
tainment budgets will be inercased
by 28 per cent of fairs that an-
swered, 72 per cent deciding against
increases. Standing pat on the level
of the ’41 budgeis will be 78 per cent
of those who replied to this query
against 22 per cent in the negative,.

There appears no general plan to
operate on iwo budgeis for allrac-
tiong, adopting one (maximum) or
the other (minimum) as conditions
permit, 79 per cent of replies being
against the idea and 21 per cent
adopting it, Advertising this year
will be concenirated close to home
by 70 per cent of fairs answering on
this and 30 per cent will cantinue to
cover a wider territory. No trans-
portation difficulties that will cut
attendance are anticipated by 61 per
cent of replies, while 39 per cent in-
dicate that the {ravel problem will
hurt gatles.

The proportion
is 58 per cent who find talent buyers
slower in signing up for attractions
and shows as against 42 per cent
who do not,

The moot question of co-operation
in exploitation and publicity of acts
with talent buyers is brought to the
fore in replies which indicate that
95 per cent furnish advertising and
publicity material, compared with
5 per cent who do nol. Returns show
a disposition on the part of 53 per
cent of acls and hookers to increase
this aid, while 47 per cent will not.
That the transportation outlook is
not encouraging is lelt by 60 per
cent of bookers and acts, who he-
lieve that they will be affected by
difficulties, while 40 per cent do nol
think so.

every American should keep in

mind. a few of us have been out
in the field talking to a lot of the
people who make up the outdoor
amusemenl industry. We were In
Chicago for the annunl conventions
untii December 6, arriving back in
New York the next day Lo learn irom
trip-hammer pounding over the air-
lanes that treachery had been com-
mitted in Pearl Harbor by Hirohito's
gangslers

This single incident, as everyoune
knows, changed American opinion
from a mixiure thal resembled an
inebriated chef’s conception of hash
io a pure and unadulterated product
whichh we call “united [ronl.” Amer-
icans are fairly easygoing, but when
attacked and affronted are the fighl-
ingest race on the face of the earth,
and that is no kind of people 1o
meét down a dark alley, hecause the
punishment this breed can mete out
is something that is notl at all short
of terrific.

The united front of Americansg in
general has its counterpart or sub-
division in the coutdoor show busi-
ness in particular. This is, of ecourse,
the Outdoor Amusement Congross,
conceived in a liberiyv-loving coun-
try and dedicated to the proposition
that all men and all gperations in
thie summer eniertainment business,
whatever the rank, class or lype, are
equal during an cmergency, if not
under normal conditions,

The QAC was born in Tampa on
Friday, February 6, just short of
nine weeks after the Japs stabbed
American territory in the hack., It
was in Tampa that a chairman was
named and an executive council of
leading operators formed. It was
there that a ficld otfice was set up
and a secretaryship crealed. Tt was
in the Florida metropolis that un-
selfish men with good will, courage
and defermination drew up a plat-
form of objectives, which swiftly
hecame known as the “Ten Com-
mandments,” in which the principles
were stated and the purposes clearly
defined.

Observan{ readers will have noted
that government and show business
get an egual split in the objectives.
We mean that the first five state-
ments refer Lo what the outdoor in-
dustry 18 prepared io do for the
United States and the eonelading
five are based on a program for the
industry itself. Could anything be
fairer or more unselfish, especially
when il is considered that manv an-
other industrial pursuit seesks fo
gain from the emergency?

The historic Tampa conference
rapidly gained momentum on a
scale thut fur surmassed all expecta-
Lions. The almast wnpossible had
already been achieved by drawing
together in an out-af-the-way region
a checkerboard of operating and exe-
culive personalities, including in-
dependent functionaries, who sat
down to talk it over and decide upon
a plan of action.

Obstacles To Overcome

A{ the convention of the North
Carolina Association of Agricultural
I"airs the prediction was put forward
that the industry would outflank
any and all obstacles that might
arise, Showmen were complimented
for their foresight in being prepared
with such materials as they needed
for the ’42 season and it was agreed
that their age-old ingenuity would
ouiscore the fate which has put us
into another war after nearly a
quarter of a century of legal pesace.
These were cited as debits on the
ledger: _

1. Due io the auto and tire situa-
tion, patronage iz expected from in-
mediate region, but attendance from
outer reaches would drop.

2. The business would have to cut
corners to take advantage of every
possible economy.

3. Labor was seen as ab
problem.

4, There will be some shoriages
nnt easy to counteractl.

And on the credit side:

1. Large pay rolls would provide
a hoom.

2. Oplimism was voiced as 1o
equipment, rubber, autos, ete,

3. Amugements build morale and
are therefore essential

When delegates and attractionisis
assembled for the South Caroling
meeling they were told that rail-
roads would take care of carnivals
despite extra burdens, altho others
were not that optimistic. There will
be no blackouts, it was said, unless
regularly scheduled air ratds alerts
or actual rgids warrant them.
Women were being talked of 1o re-
place men in such departments as
ticket taking, ushering and the like,

At the Georgia conference a united
umpaign was pledged Lo encourage
production of essential farm ecrops,

In Maine the main discussion cens
tered around steps {o eliminate the
pass evil, a maiter considered par-
ticularly wvital in view of the new
federal tax on admissions starting
at ohe cent of the face price, The
associstion  pushed for Defense
Bond purchases to the hil{ of the
respective finances of the individual
assoclations.

In Pennsylvania one spokesman
said that Eastern bombing is con-
sidered by military authoritics ag
being in the remote possibility class
and that air-raid blackouts would
be down to the very minimum.

Virginia officials likencd the situ-
ation to 1918, when Canada, two
yeurs al war, continued operation of
fairs. The commissioner of agricul-
ture stressed the place of fairs in
national defense, and {here was a
large program devoted 1o subjecls
touching direclly upon the war.

Al the Massachuselts convenlion
faire were asked 10 mainlain wunin-
lerrupted operations, but to offer
use of prounds 1o the government
“as our coniribalion to democracy.”

“Go-Ahead’ Signal in Tampa

Tair officials and showmen took
heart in Tampa, when, at the organ-
izing meeling of the Amusement
Corngress, a wire was received from
Claude R. Wickard, U. S, Secretary
of Apriculture, which read:

“Because  fairs and  expositions
serve 80 useful a purpose, I hope the
members of your association (Inter-
national Assoclation of Fairs and
Expositions) will be encouraged to
proceed with your plans for 1942,

“There may be areas where for
military reasons it will be unwise
to encourage Jarge gatherings, but
such arcas will he relatively few
and, in any ease, can be determined
simply by consultation with the ap-
propriate corps commander of the
United Slates Army.

“The 1942 fairs and expositions
ean and I am sure will he a powerful
force m carrying to the general
public the facts and needs of Amer-
1ca’'s war effort.”

The communication, tantaniount
1o an official go-ahead, was received
with acelaim by the delegations, and
the IAFE immediately dispatched a
photostatic reproduction to cvery
single fair in the United States, ap-
proximately 2,100, with IAFE mem-
bers being naturally included in the
mailing list, as well as the various
State associations.

At the Tampa conlerence leaders
of the industry expressed themselves
on the subject of 1942 operations, of
which the bhighliechts may be sum-
marized as follows:

1. Traveling shows can and should
Play a great part In co-opervating an
national defense wilh locual direc-
Lors of the Office of Civilian Defense.

2, Fairs should enjoy a big year,
but gate attendance is figured o de-
cline somewhat due {o tire ration-
ing.

3. In one region (Wisconsin) fairs
will in all likelihood open later in
Lhe merning and close later at night.
This practice will give the luborer a
better opportunity to see the night
atiractions.

4. Euch loeality will have to han-
dle its own problem separately.

5. Attendance hulk was seen as
coming from the immediate locality
and as a result attractions will have
to be depended upon more than ever
before for {he chief hwe.

B, Excepl lor erilieal areas, fairs
will operate withoul other than rou-
line inferruplion,

7. Stiunation wiil give fairs appor-
tunity fo show that thelr exisience
15 justiied,

8. Carnivals were urged to ar-
range lots as close o town as pos-
sible where the population is ready-
macde and iransportation is therelore
nob a problem.

-

9, The industry should be prepared
to make whatever sacriflices are nec-
egsary in the interests of the na-
tional welfare.

Direetly following the Florida
conclave, the last major fair meet-
ing in the East was held in Albany,
where the prineipal subjeet taken up
concerned the federal admission tax.
Dealegates here did not seem to be
unduly ruffled about the war and
promised to continue on a scale that
will compare favorably with normal
years. As ail olher annual conven-
tions, attraction interests turned out
in voluminous guantifies and made
their presence fell wherever they
went, In the traveling category, the
majority of operators scemed to feel
thalt the crux of the problem will
evenfually center about transporta-
tion, butl no prediclions were handed
out.

Expect Mistory To Repeat

It 1s appropriale at this point to
reflect upon World War 1 and how
the fairs handled the topics of the
day. It is an axiom that fairs are
the key to ouldonr show business
in general. When they run., the prod-
ucts which feed into them are
placed in a position where they as
well as the fairs themselves can
prosper. When they are shelved, the
loss 1s very real to those who depend
on Lhem and this loss is never re-
gained.

The experience of fairs in the war
of a quarler cenfury ago leads to
the belief that virtually every ane
of them which is in sound financial
condition will operate this year. The
events on the Pacific Coast and in
other areas wusually deseribed as
critical by military experts are, un-
fortunately. on the shelf, probably
for the duraiion.

What happened in 1917182 A
specidl meeting of the IAFE mems-
bership was held in Washington an
July 3, 1917, following a report,
given wide circulation in various
newspapers, that fairs woonld be
called off on o wholesale basis. This
was tounded on the supposition that
during ithe fair months there would
be vast movements of troops and
materials on schedules so larege and
congested that civilian fransporta-
tron would have to be subordinated
Lo national needs.

It was in the Willard Hotel that
represenfatives from about two
dozen associalions gathered together
and on that very day were invited
to confer wilth Herbert Hoover, food
administrator. The man who was ta
hecome President asked the TAFE
to leave a committee in Washington
to discuss details ol service and co-
operation. Conversalions were also
held with various arms of the De-
partment of Agriculture on subjects
periaining to food conservalion, ad-
vancement of agriculture, and mo-
rale.

Shorilly  therealer, association
heads were received by President
Woodrow Wilson, who heard fairs
pledge their services to the govern-
mentl.

W PUBLICITY and attractions are so
closely lied together lhat any
cansideration of plans to stage

the latter immediately lvings up the
necessily of and best means hy
which to obtain publicity and to
conduct exploitation of the enter-
tainment bill. Good publicity is not
always cheap, and novel methods
not only ¢all for originality on the
part of the purveyors but, as a gen-
eral rule, for added expenditure,

During the uncertainties of this
war year, it is realized, is not a fav-
orable period In which to offer
preachments on the demand and ese
senliality for publicity of a helter
type, more of it and more effective-
1y applied as il affects programs and
revues al fairs and acts in amuses
ment parks and with carnivals,

However, recent canvasses by The
Billboard and contacts with many
atiraction people, performers and
bookers have shown thal falent buy-
ers and talent scllers alike are far
from salisfied with the gquality and
scope of publicity for atlractions as
il has been and is belng conceived
and exectited. So for present study
and future action some of the facis,
opinions and sugegestions that have
come from the field ave being pre-
sented here.

A majority of fairs that will oper-
ale this vear and purks and carni-
vals Lthat have been surveyed will
nol reduce their appropriations for
atiractions, they report. Their ad-
vertising probably wiill be concen-
trated closer to home operations and
some of them intend to inlensify
their publicity campaigns in the be-
lief that larger attendances from
closely adjacent territory will do
much to offset lack of patronage
from a distance.

What of the aets and bookers? Of
those guerted the 95 per ceat who
reported that they furnish advertis-
ing and publicity malerial and help
to talent buyers as compared to the
5 per cent who said they did not, 53
per cent said they intended to in-
crease this aid, The remaining 47
per cent declared they did not plan
to do more toward publicity or that
they would retrench on that which
they had been doing.

Lack of Co~Operation Scen

But some close abservers of this
angle of the presentation of enter-
tainment generally agree that there
is a very definite lack of co-operation
between the attracilionists at a Tair
or park or with a carnival and the
talent buyers, The fault, it is de-
clared, lies with both parties. In
many instances stage shows, fea-

tured acts and thrill shows do noth-

ing to get publicity during an en-

| gagement far the purpose of help-

-

ing the purchaser of the talent to
increase attendance. On the other
hand, it is pointed out, talent buy-
ers or committees are often as badly
at fauli for notl tendering the proper
support and cncouragement fo acts
and shows to oblain publicity, in
great or small measure, thru the
pregs aud over the air.

The sort of publicity that can be
secured by better co-operation and
a larger display of resourcefulness
comprises thoge out-of-the-ordinary
angles that will make the front pages
of newspapers, gct spots on the
radio, the use of striking paper and

other printed material and all other
mediums that can be effectively
used by both parties.

Occasions are eited In too great a
number on which managers ol fairs
and carnivals and operators of parks
will book an act or other attraction
of good or feature caliber and., ex-
cept for daily performances, lebl it
sit. on localion out of sight. By the
same token, the attraction itsell will
do the two or three shows daily and
then hide away in trailers, tenls or
hotel rooms. If more attention were
given to thinking up and putting
over publicity stunts in some un-
usual or inleresting manner, it is
contended, both parties would bene-
fit and attendance would be stepped
up.

Some examples noled of valuable
publicity thru co-opecration of an
act are those activities of Selden,
“The Stratosphere Man,” who de-
livers radio broadeasts from the top
of his high pole. His high-powered
stunt of photographing crowds from
his pinnacle has caught on in many
cities and there is always a demand
for the pictures from fair secretaries,
who see that the pholos land in
newspapers, as well as from news-
papermen Lhemselves. He supple-
ments this with appearances before
luncheorts of civie and business
clubs. Such luncheon appearances
are valuable to any attraction and
are perhaps best suited fo fominine
performers of considerable pulchri-
tude who can easily take time off
for such engagemenis during per-
inrmancces,

Thrill Shows and Safety

Automotive thrill shows are rvon-
sidered ideal for sensational pub-
licity calculated to bring 'em thru
lhe gates at fairs. It is opined that
much more general use can be made
of safely driving tests and similar
offerings of civie interest to draw
atiention to special days at fairs.
Some wvaluable publicily possibili-
ties are being overlooked by mane-
apements of fairs and parks during
appearances of radio, filbm and stage
personalities, it is charged. It is ob-
vious that little or no extra pub-
licity effort is indicated in these in-
stances for the reason that news-
papers, radio stations and social
gatherings are usually willing and
anxious to have pictures, interviews
and personal appearances. It be-
hooves hoth talent buyers and at-
tractionists to give weighily Lhought
to numerous angles that may be
easily overlooked in this connection.

The guestion also is raised as to
whether some bets are not being
overlooked when an individual act
or other attraction is booked at a
fair or into a park as a fealure. Does
it receive the feature billing that is
indicated and that it deserves? If
not, here again the talent buyer and
{the attraction are to blame. In cases
galore the act hag nothing that the
fair manager or'the park operator
can use jn billing or proper pub-
licity, such as window cards, photos,
mats and press stories. And the
management paying for the act may
or may not have a publicity depart-
ment but, regardless of this, does
not ask for such material or try to
learn whether it is carried by the
act. There have been many cases
where attractions have sent pholos,

-

mals and stories ahecad and the tulent
buyer has failed to use them. If an
atiraction is worth feature position
on a program, it is argued, it is cer-
tainly worth properly publicizing so
that public interest will be aroused
in it. It is said that acts which fur-
nish window cards can be counted
upon the fingers of one's hands.
That in many instances those who
buy ihe talent do not use any paper
whatsoever and do very little local
advertising appears very evident.
Inquiry has shown that they depend
enlirely upon a few brief write-ups
in local newspapers and some throw-
aways, and let it go at that.

Realistic Stories in Order

That the big unit stageshows and
musical revues do noi recelve proper
exploitation, advertising and pub-
licity during engagements at fairs
is another guestion raised. Veleran
fair execulives, as well as fairgoers,
believe such shows should receive
more atleniion from bhoth the hooker
and the buyer once they begin play-
ing engagements.

Shorter, snappier and more real-
istic stories will be the order of the
day for publicity representatives of
revues and other types of grand-
stand entertainment if these rep-
resentalives would be successful in
this, a year in which war has come
o America,

This advice is given for what it's
worth, but lel's not forgel thal there
wil] be a shorfage of paper this year,
with most experts agreeing that
April will be the thme for rationing
of that valuable commodity to begin.
For this reason, Incidentally, radio
figures to play a more important
part in exploiting entertainment.

With many newspapers, the Jarge
as well as the small, expected to re-
duce in number of pages and even
in size or format, and conserving
space wherever possible in their
newly arranged set-ups, the race
will be nol only to the swift but to
the press agent who can furnish pub-
licity material that is impressive
richt off the bat when the desk hbe-
gins to read it. Hence our advice on
brevity, shap and realism—realism
meaning a reduction in the blah de-
partment.

Publishers have alrecady empha-
sized at regional and national meet-
ings the necessily of eliminating ma-
terial that could be done withoul
very conveniently. Many phases of
show business, unfortunately, fall
into this class from the point of view
of publishers, so why not take the
hint?

No matter what the subject, the
suggesiion is advanced that the story
be concise, and every possible punch
line should be employed to hit home

a point in a dramatic way without.

an overdose of wverbiage. Service
angles should be employed to the
hilt. Benefit performances in behalf
of one or more of the armed forces
of the nation will receive more con-
gideration by edifors than ever he-
ore.

Develop Radio Talent

Radio talent, especially with re-
vues, should be developed, making
possible the presentation of more
appealing programs. This feature
will have a better chance for ac-
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ceptance by stations with which
fairs, revues, shows or sponsors have
been working from an adverlising

standpoint,
With the luss of much nalional
advertising  alvready being  felt

heavily by many media, radio sta-
tions and newspapers will be more
dependent on new sources of adver-
tising support, and an Increased ad-
vertising schedule from revues,
grandstand units, special attractions
and act bills in general is bound
to be accompanied by a hetter {eel-
ing in the editorial offlice. This is a
year in which closer co-operation
belween business and editorial de-
partments is due to come aboutl
withoul loss of face by the ink-
stalned craflt.

Publicity men representing revues,
thrill shows, auto races and other
claborate layouls will have to bear
in mind that managements ol [airs
will be faced with a labor shortage.
For this reason alone, every co-
operative step should he made by
providing fair secretaries with copy
that is suitable for distribution to
newspapers without other than rou-
line alterations and patchings. Spol
announcements should be writien
for radio use, and all possible radio
lalent should be ineluded in the ad-
vance packages or publicity kits
which are sent to scerefaries, ad-
vertising agencies or cdirect to the
home press agent.

And don’t Torget this-——with serv-
lcemen receiving some of the mueh-
deserved recognition thru pictures
and stories, reports of showmen
serving in various active fields re-
lated to the war effort will always
make interesting recading and result,
mn stories that could noi otherwisc
be planted.

If you would have that box office
remain par lor the course or even
hettercd, get down to cases with
yvourself and decide what you, as an
ceditor, would use under the condi-
tions which are expected to prevall
in the year in which America and
the United Nalions take their big
stand against the Axis.

Some Free Acts Hidden

Are carnival frec acels used 1o
“sguare” gate admissions or are they
used as altractions to bring more
pairons to midways? If the first be
true, then managers who locate acts
behind midways, to be seen only
over show tenls and Ferris Wheels,
do so because they lock upon them
as necessary evils. But if free acls
are carried for their value and o
give showgoers somcthing besicdes
show ballyhoos and attractions that

have been carried by .collective
amusement companies for years,
with annual wvariations in show

names, fronts and lighting effects,
then these acts should be publicized
to the limit.

Extent of some shows' free-acl
billing is usually a line across the
bottom of a one-sheet date read-
ing, “Sensational Free Acts Twice
Daily,” When twice dally? During
still-date season matiness are scarce
and usually only given on Saturs
days. Perhaps setting a time for each
aflernoon free-act program might be
a help in bringing people to the lot
for more matinees.
