NEW YOREK, May 21.—Technleal em-
ployees at DuMont's tele station here,
WABD, last Thurasday (16) voted 24-3 {0
heve the Internationnl Association of
Theatrical and Stage Employees, AFL,
represent them as exclusive bargaining
agent in all future negotintions with

station maonagement. The election, held
at the order of the Natlonal War Labor
Board, resolves a jurisdictlonal dispute
between TATSE the Netional Asseciation
of Broadeast Englneers. and Techniclans,
the American Communications Associn-
tlon (CIO) and the Internationnl Broth-
erhood of Eleetrleal Workers (ATL),
which has deadlocked negotiations at the
statlon since early last fall,

Of the 27 votes cast, 24 went to TATEE,
two to ACA and one for no unlon, The
organizatlon of DuMont technleal ems-
ployees by IATSE, predicted by The Bill-
board early Iast fall, means that sound
and light men, electriclans, cameramen,
all engineers at master econtrol and
dransmitter, production assiefants, floor
girls and all ather technleal help except
the three stapgehands (who are already
members of Stagehands Local No. 11)
are now repped by IATSE. Only tech-
nical employees exempted are executives
who are empowered to hire and fire.

All employees at one time had signed
with NABET, However, when the NABET
agresment was sent to the WLB, it was
discovered that two technienl executives,
Sal Patremio and Morris Barton, had
been slgned into the independent union.
WLE declded that the contract was not
legrl because of the presence of manage-
ment representatives in the union and
it was voided. Shortly after this, TATSE
put on a strong organlzational drive and
convinced the meajority that it would
best serve thelr interests. Union will
shortly open negotiations with DuMont
management.

eral other world leaders this week called
upon the broadcasters of the world to
preserve the unity in internationsl radio
which has been the basls of the me=
dlum's valued sid in the defeat of the
Western Faselst powers. In a survey
coliducted by John Salt, North Ameriean
Director of the BBC, ﬂeleg‘ab&& expressod
the hope that radio, as has heen the fear
of lending Amerinnn broadcasters, will
not go isolationist.

The delegates’ plea tles In with the
growing bellef in the trade that U, 8.
broadeasters, with a few exceptions, will
cuti thelr overseas ogperations, both short-
wave abroad and news coverage hsamed
here, to an absolute minimum. Pri-
viately, several notable American radio
men have said that the future of'inter-
noational! broadeasting, as far as this
country is concerned, 1s a black one. Al-
ready, networks have begun to cut their
short-wave operations. Newsmen, whose
work could be a great help In explaining
events In Burope fo the American publig,
have been withdrawn from the E. T. O,
gome to go to the Paciflc and some to e«
moin here.

Cost Biggest Factor

Primary American objection fo post=
war Infernatlonal broadeasting 18 its
great cost, which will hurt even more
when time i3 not 8o searce as it 1s now
and the fear that programs will have no
listeners even if they are broadeast,
However, leaders of the national groups
which have gathered here to create an
International organization to prevent
Tuture wars feel that radio has an im-
portant part to play in the cultural unity
of the world nmnd expressed themselves
:lnl‘datrung terms. Secretary Steeinius
sald:

“"The erganizatien for the malnienanos
of peace being oreated in San Franclsco
will be only as enduring as the undere
ftanding in the minds and hearts of the
men and women of the Uniled Natlons.

Service Yital

in the total scores—especially among
the net and ad agency totals—even tho a
dozen less editors cast ballote., The an-
sawer 1les In a mare thoro scanning of
flacks by the editors.

One thing every radio editor—and by
and large they're an averworked lot—
noods is concise copy, local angles and
someone at the statlon who knows the
ins and outs of radio. Most local sta-
tion flacks--again with glorious excep-
tions—are strictly tlack-sappy.

Where these publicity people are on
their foes the eds are fully appreclative,
But where they don't exist or don't know

BEven tho
some of them have been lueky enough
to gel fractional space increases—while
others have been unfortunate enough to
be cut——everyone has been hypercritical
of the length, quality and of the copy
they get from radio flackmen.

It’s an old story, but an important
one, and therein lies the secret of the
guccess and failure of the varlous press
agents and departments. Program correc-
dions must arrive in time or the front
office gets squawls Irom the readers;
and cnough squawlks raise hob with the
editors and thelr space,

Waste Paper

This year thers were two new, to the
survey that is, variatlons on both the
“short and sweet" themes. Many of the
editors were disgusted with the paper
wasted to bring them crappy copy and
dupliecate copy from several sources,

Ohviously every newspaperman is con-
sclous of the newsprint shortage. Ob=
viously also no newspaperman can for-

Acget It when hils tageblatt is running

stories asking readers to turn in their
waste paper. And just as obviously the
editor will burn at the flagrant waste
of paper that hits him in the klgser
everytime the mailman stops at his desk.

The “sweet” eripe stems from a yen
¥Yor local news angles on network pro-
grams, The editors want it and aren’t

S having too mueh luck in gedting the

service they need., What burns them is
this . . . . a good locally-slanted yarn
about a webh show can easily and often
does, earry over onto the news pages or
magazine section as a feature story.
Those big spreads mean prestige, for the
editor and the department, and prestige
aventually means more dough.

A Localized Stuff

Whether or not the racdio flacks are
bullding, or trylng to avold bullding, a
publiclty Frankenstein thot will even-
tually swallow them {5 a moot polnt.
With the present p. a. staffs there aren’t
many deportments equipped to provide
the added locallzed service the eds want
and need. Yet the movle flacks do 1t
and even tho they're botter staffed and
budgeted It's probably just a question of
time untll radlo follows sult.

Another development worth notleing
#this year Iz the number of newcomers
filling the radio editor desks. They're ex-
perienced mnewsmen, some have been
working on other amusement asslgn-
ments, but for one reason or another a
number of them are now radlo editors.
And they're partieular and perdurbed.

FCC Holds Up

FM Allocation

"Til Experts Test Proposed
Channels; Others Assigned

Decision After Experiments; FMBI EUnhappy

WASHINGTON, May 21 —The Federal
Communications Commission lest Thurs=
day (17) declded to reserve untll fall its
final allocation of M channels. The de=-
lay will allow its enpineers three months
in which to econduct tests, under operat-
ing conditions, of the proposed channels:
560-68 mec., 68-86 me., and 84-102 mc, The
last 18 the band which the Commission
origlnally proposed for post-war assign-
ment to FM,

The FCC's report, which was revealed
ab the same time as 145 declslon to assign
the other channels which {t proposed to
allocate several months ago, was rE=-
garded by some Industry leaders here as
the only practical way to determine on
which channel FM reception is most ef-
ficlent. TCC's originul proposals gave
36 me, for video, 1B for FM, two for fac-
simile and four each for amateurs and
mobile services including walkie-talkies,

Summer Tests

For the summer, Commission sngineers
will work at several existing experimental
FM stations and operate them on the

three disputed bands. At the end of the
summer, which iz the worst time of the
vear for transmission, the Commission
will make public a final decision. Wash-
ington sources freely predict that the
Commission, having decided that its orig.
inal proposal for the assignment of 84-
102 me. to - FM was too high, would
probably make a final allocation of
b0-68 me, Thus satisfying Industry com-
plaints that the higher band would mean
delaying the post-war development aof
FM and make existing receivers ohsolete.
Several top engineers here expressed sur-
prise over the delay. but felt that 1t will
mean a wise final declsion, It was pointed
out that present M users will be satis-
fled, and that the Industry will get a

~glear green light based on sound judp-

ment once the GCommission's englneers
have completed thelr tests.

Cousisteney Counts

The same holds true wikth the ad
agencles. The veleran radio flack shaflfs,
. e., Thompson and Y&R, have the field
lapped In that the editors are usecd 1o
getting thelr copy, associate definite stars
and programs with the agency. The
others have haod radio publielty sel-ups
but thelr effleacy and importance to eds
have varied with the tldes of the agancies’
radio billing,

The jndie flacks alignment shows the
same Influence. Merrls Is tops, in quality
and years of service and cxperience. Ap-
parently he won't be hended until some
competitor epplles as much consistency,
energy and ability as does Ferris. The
only one with any persistent record In
this sector s Dave Alber. who's been

in there pitching and bullding accept-
ance for years.

Ulcers or Young Death

agents.” This year the winners, once
they'd gotien by the applause perlod,
huve o tough year ahead of them.

HOLLYWOOD, May 21.—Maln tople of
discussion at annual conventlon of So-
clety of Motlon Picture Englneers, held
hiere last week at Roosevelt Hotel, was
video and what It would mean to the
film Industry. EKlaus Landsberg, of
WeXYZ, and Ralph B. Austrian, of REQ,
dominated the floor, each expressing
their vilews on production.

Main bone of contentlon was Aus-
trian's statement: “Fllm will be the
backhone of television programing.” He
went on to present fizures which he
clalmed gave Indisputable evidence that
live talent shows in most eascs would
involve too much cosl and fime o he
pond commercial bets. However, he said
that certaln types of programs would
always he live, such a5 Interviews of
prominent peaple, style shows, sporting
events and outdoor pageants.

Landsherg Contests Statement

Landsberg  Immedlately challenged
Austrian’s claim, stating that llve-talent
productions will be an important com-
merclal segment of post-war fele. In
presenting his ease, Austrian hacd a
cliavt which showed productlon and ro-
henrsal sked elght hours & day of live
tele shows, For each elght hours of alr
time, there will be required 53 houra
and 15 minutes of actual rehearsal, pc-
cording to his figures, :

Herg is the bhreakdown, using seven
sfudios: In Studio 1, for twao half-hour
shows, BIX houre and 30 minutea of re-
hearsal will be required: Studio 2, with

two half-hour shows, will regquire elx -

hours; Studio 3, with = guerter-hour
and two half-hour shows, elght hours
and 15 minutes; Studic 4, three 30-
minute shows, nine hours and 30 min-
utes: Studio 5§, two 30-minute shows.
elght hours: Studlo 6, two half<hour and
one guarter-hour show, nine hours;
Studle 7, two 30-minute shows, siX
hours., Bach elght-hour-a-day sked will
require 18 hours and 15 minutes of waork
from scenery crow and 67 hours and 30
minttes from studio operating crew.

Landsberg Counts Shooting Days

This chart was supposed to show the
difficulty in presenting live tele shows.
Hawevar, Landsbherg countered by stating
that to produce the average 80-minute
commmercinl film 1t required 30 motion
picture shooting days, with additional
cutting, editing, and dubblng before it
could he ready to show. In making his
plea, Landsberg said: “We are going to
have to find a happy medium hetween
ltve shows and film.”

In hizs operation of W6XYZ. Tands-
berg has econstanily been trying to de-
velpp new technigues in the production
of Hve talent shows, He Is & firm be-
1lever i1 the fact that live-talent ghows
will make a direct and intimate appeal
to the viewer. SBome feel that only with
film ecan perfection be attolned, but
Landsberg does not shars thls view.

Equipment With Eye-Appeal

In speaking of post-war tele equip-
ment, Landsberg fouched on a new note
when he stated thot It would have to
embody more eye-appeal than motion
pleture equipment because it would be
spen constantly by the public at special
events, a3 well as in the studio, How-
ever, he stated that such eye or “au-
dience appeal” In equipment should not
be achleved at the expense of functional
design, which need not be unattractive
and will provoke confidence so essential
to tele now,

He went on to say that because of the
mar, tele had to make out with t1he
equipment on hand, with the result that
many Improvements have heen developed
by broadeasters in the course of actunl
operation which desipn engineers have
not had opportunity to study. For ad-
vertising punposes, artists aimply “added
streamlines” to pre-war equipment, he
said, without too much regard for ad-
vanees in funetional design and Im-
provement in picture quallty. To Mlus-
trate his point, Landsherg showed ple-
tures of control equipment he had de-
slpned and was using at WEXYZ. Equip-
ment, which was bullt along radically
new lines, clearly reflects the Influence

of the motion pleture stadio. “These de-
slgns represent a gradual evolution to-
ward greater simplictty and serviceabll-
ity under the stress of actual operating
requirements," he declared. “This new
sound control can be moved from studio
to studio with the mobility of that used
at present In ilm studios. It can also

be loaded Into a three-guarter-ton truck
Tor field work."

Negative Better, He Says

In diseussing film technieal require-
ments, Landsberg sald that he had ob-
talned better reproduction by use of
negative film rather than positive; that
Is, negative film reversed Into positive by
electrical means during transmission.

Television studio equipment and facll-
itles will Influence the deslgn and use of
motion pleture equipment he sald, and
mobility and flexlbility of video facili-
tles will result in decreaszed production
cost and more economical guantity pro=
ductlon of flims so vital to television
progreming.

16mm. Use Diﬂ;:llﬂh‘ ed

Those atiending the convention dis-
cussed pro and con the subject of 16mm
films for tele. It was polnted aut by a
high-ranking video man that if some
of the current crop of 16mm. stufl s
shown over +tele statlons irreparable
harm ean be done, Most 16mm. film has
not been made for tele, with bad light-
ing, weak casis and no story, the us=ual
line-un.

When tele first gets the commerecial
green laht it wns explained, thore ia
possibility that producers of 16mm. sub-
jects may try to get on the bandwogon
by unloading their wvaults to procducers
who want to show anything ot all on
the elr, as long as it moves. Unless care
is exerclsed by those in charge John
Public may be burned out on tele before
it pets started by viewing the barrage
of drivel turned out by the low-budpget
sprocket crowd. This will make the view-
or skeptical of anything connected with
video.

Good Psychology Needed

It was pointed out that public ecan
be sold on video from the opening gun,
hy the applleation of good psychology.
Bet buyers will be anxious to lay out
their dough for the novelty angle at
first, If for no other reason. Thaen, if
solld programing job s mufied, both in
film and live production, the process of
woolng i{s golng to have to be restarted
with plenty of added weight to carry
down the home stretch. As has been
pointed out before, radlo, the gread
levaler, has moved the backwoods to
Broadway, and the whistle-stop viewers
are going to be as criticel of the product
shown on the home screens as thelr blg-
town brethern. A deluge of anemle film
fodder, orlginally produced for harroom
juke boxes and road shows, will lower
an effectual boom on the noggins of the
wise hoys who believe “anything goes
as long as 1ts on a scrocn.™

Consensus of oplnlon of those attend-
ing the meet was that film will have to
be produced expressly for television, that
new production ideas will have to be
worked up, new glmmicks pulled out of
the hat and an entirely orlginal ap-
proach made to the medium from tech
crews to soript writers. Otherwise, publie
will shy away from tele, bankrollers will
zipper their wallets and agencymen will
go on the bhromo. The boat that was
mizsed will be on the rocks and it may
be a long walt for the high tlde that
will do the “re-flating."”

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Leader, Agent Must
File Pacts in Mich.,
Musicmakers Decide

DETROIT, May 21.—At the 28th an-
nual confab of the Michigan Musleians'
Association, State AFM org, definlte
recommendntion was made to the na-
tlonal secretary’s office that all booking
agents and AFM members be notified
that it is the jJoint responsibility of
the leader and the agent to flle con-
tracts, prior to engagement, with the
secretary of the local having jJurisdle-
tion. This situation, of paramount in-
terest in Michigan, iz the dlrect resull
of the recent action of the mnational
afflee In inerensing jurlsdletions of lo-
cals, so that some locals in the Bfate,
typleally Muskegpon and Bay Clty, find
themselves responsible for territory as
mich as 250 miles away, without ade-
quate facllities for pollelng it. This
Iz partloularly important in connectlon
with the collection of the 10 per cent
notional tax on traveling bands.

The national office was represented
by Oscar F. Hild, president of the Cin-
clnnat] Iocal No. 1 and a member of
the Internatlonal Executive Board., Two
State problems of national slgnificance
were discussed. It was learned that
the AFM has informally adopted a
“hands ofi” polley on the Vandenberg
Bill, On the much-disputed Interlochen
situation there was much discusslon,
with a detalled statement by Hild, but
no action was taken, Inasmuch as this

is now a problem for the national office
to handle.

S. S. Tax Discussion

There was & dlscussion of the Boclal
Security regulations and Withholding
Tax {n relation to the Form B (stand-
ard) controet. It was indicated that
the present cases in federal courts af-
fecting the payment of these taxes will
be cargled to the U. 5. SBupreme Court
Tor a definitive declslon,

Reports Irom locals showed that the
up-State locals in particular have been
very hnrd hit by the draft. Because of
the low average apge of musicians, espe-
clally in smaller communities, some lo-

Bhows, desplte the lack of censorship,
are clean, The Mong Lisa, one of the top
Epots on the main drag, has a good show
featuring a fan dance. But the gal dances
on a darkened floor, handles the feathers
adeptly and Is well covered with a span=
gled Ge-string and bra. There are no
monologlsts to erack smutty jokes,
Emsees work in Spanish and English,
A lot of the gringos speak fluent Mex in
thig section.

But what started out as a clean-cut
booking operation meant to protect an
original investment has naw developed
into a two-edped sword which sometimes
hurts the house as much as it onee
helped if.

There are a number of resson for this,
According to bookers and agents. Old-
time pacts with optlons seldom exoeeded
a couple of sentences written in plain
English. Today, with big talent sgencles
in the pleture, the lawyers have stepped
in and wrapped the thing up In so many
“party-of-the-first parts” and “where-
as5e5" that it takes maybe a dozen other
lawyers to figure them out, and even
then there Is lots of room for twisteroos,

One of Those Things

Il an act falls to ellck the first time
out, it's Just one of those things., But if
it does, then the competition starts
smelling around, offerlng bigger dough.
A percenter, seeing a chanee to make an
extra buck, starts thinking up ways to
colleet and the fat iz in the fire. Main
reason for this scramble for talent is the
contlnued shortage of acts. The Para-
mount, Capitel, Strand and Roxy which
run shows for a perlod of weeks are each
faced with the problem of finding at-
fractions and supporting acts. Practle
cally every one of the house bookers is
on the spot when it comes to figuring
Tuture shows. .

Bookers, belng human, can't click with
every flesher. But 1oo many turkeys—
and the talent buyer is up on the carpet,
50 it is ressonable that bookers prefer
to let the other guy bulld an act and,

if it cdevelops Into an attraction, try to
get it away.

It is true that for the duration of the
option the performer js out of Stem cir-
culation es far as other theaters are con-
cerncd, But the fact that he has & New
York date under his belt makes him a
hetter bet for out-of-town houses, And
if he doesn't want to leave town he ean
usually get local nitery dales to keep
him busy.

Comes the Time

The trouble begins when it comes time
for the act to Iuliill his old commit-
ments. It 1s then that agency boys and
competitive hookers become busy Wwlilh
the old romance pitch. A performer
who made n hit In his Stem preem Is a
hot-shot for out-of-town houses. It is
there that he can drag down the heavy
lettuce, for while hiz base salary may be
the same as in New York, he also can get
deals for splits and percentages that up
hls take to maybe 85,000 or $6,000. Ob-
viously he's no longer a happy boy when
it comes time to go back for $1,200.

House May DBonus

In many cases the house understands
and comes thru with a helty bonus at
the end of the first week of the return
date. It may even tedr up the old con-
tract and issue a new one for more
dough. But, in exchange, the theater
may want additional optlons, and with
the heavy romancing ringing in his ears,
the performer s no longer interested.
50 contracts disputes epring up and the
liwyers have a field day.

Another thing that will burn a per-
former up is to hear that another actor
doing a slmilar routine is getting more
money. From that time on the actor is
mad from way back. The theater is glv-
ing him a lousy deal. The agent is selling
him down the river, and so forth, and so
forth, ad nauseum. |

Yet a house anxious to bulld attrac-
tlons has no other way to protect itself
except thru optlons, It ean, of course,
bld agalnet the competition, bul there
i8 & limlt t0 how much it can pay. As
the meaetter stands now practically every
booker accuses the other of over-paying.

If the problem of getting acis and
holding onto them for future use is
acute among Stem houses, it is much
worse in out-ol-town theaters and in
neighborhood spots. The Jamalea, in
Long Island, for example, has to find 14
acts o week with a budget that seldom
exceeds scale. It manages to get showing-
acts but it also must find others. Split-
weekers In other portions of the country
who are hungry for atiractions are al-

most ready o go Into hock to get some-
thing that will draw.

Only On the Stem

Outislde of the Stem there is no option
gimmlick. A house playlog an act on a
percentage or a split ecan't do it. Bug
New York houses, in order to get names,
don't always stick to a straight salary
basis elther. Deals which call for splits,
plus a guarantee, are rot new to the big
houses,

Stemmers with fivst-run films are al-
wiys in there pltching for strong stage-
shows. A weak flicker has to have a sock
flesher to build the takes. A strong ple
on the other hand must be supported by
an equally strong vaude bill so gereen
fore won't be let down. So week in and
week out there's a mad scramble for acts.

In spite of the foct that bookers prefer
to play names the present acute shortage
forces them Into giving the Johnny-
Come-Latelys & break which they ordi-
narily would have to walt yeers to pget.
It 1s no longer news for an act to jump
into the Big Tlme after maybe two ar
three years of knocking around for coffee.
In the old days it would take the same
act maybe 10 or more years to make the
crade,

So while the option hurts as well as
it helps, it opens more doors for the new
act—and there are plenty of them coming
up.

Qutlets Do Slow Burn

Philadelphia stations, especlally after
the paper shortage cut available space,
began to do a slow burn over the thing.
T'or a while papers which had not been
anti-radlo in the past declded to do
nothing about it. Then as the news-
print shortapge became more acubte sta-
tions hegan to press a little harder for
their point. TFinally after New York
broadeasters sald that they understoed
the situation perfectly and consldered
the Philly stations' stand to be com-
pletely logieal, papers agreed to ellmi-
nate duplicating listings.

For some time New York flacks, like
thelr conferes in other large clties, have
been working on latings in out-of-town
sheets, realizing that their strong signals
were making the listening hebits outside
of metropolltan arens. Charley Oppen-
heim, at WOR, has done a particularly
aggressive selling Job in the areas sur-
rounding New York., At the present
time more then 300 dally and weekly
papers within the WOR slgnal arean rmn
1istIngs and those which have radio col-
umns are regularly serviced with press
materinl,

However, WOR, like other bip stations,
iz willing to lose some of the out-oi-
town space it has been getting, at least
for the duration of the paper shortage.
P. a.'s feel that they'd probably do more
harm than good to themselves and thely
wehs if they wera to start 2 battle over
listings, Consecuently, when a station
affilated with the same web as the big
one complains, metropolitan outlets are
freely glving up thelr plugs.

Durable columms on roll-
ing panels eut manpower

—hoist simplifies scooter

&
5T. LOUIS, May 19.—Plastic columns
on the front of the minatrel show on the
Roval Ameriean Midway here have causzed
coneiderable gaping on the part of visit-
ing showmen, and 211 hands will watch
this experiment closely as this org wends
its way over the country thru the various

temperature changes.

Semi-cylinders of rolled, colored plastio
cover the columns dividing the panels on
the huge front, taking the place of that
hard = ta =get chromium-plated copper,
stalnless steel, ete. Lighted from the
Inside, the light is diffusad in 2 manner
not unlike that of neon without the ap-
parent fragility of the latter material.

The durebility of this materlel, nccord=-
ing to Carl J. Sedlmayr, owner of RAS,
ia vet to be proven over the course of a
long season with rough handling.

"So far, It has withstood many hard
knocks and weather changes, but the
practicabllity ef this type of plastic re-
mains to be proven,” he declared.

Manpower Saver

Sedlmayr pointed out that the plastie
coclumns are removed In complete see-
tlons and packed into the wagons, saving
many operations in the upping and
downlng of the chow, thereby saving con-
slderable manpower.

“If pur breakage is no greater than it
wis In handling neon and chrome col-
umns, we will be far ahead at the end
0l the season, as the labor-saving is o
tremendous factor,” he sald,

Chrome-plated, crimped copper col-
umns are used on the posing show frount,
bulit into Individual columns, but these
must be lighted by floods or neon.

Both fronts ave eatirely new In con-
structlion design, belng bullt in sechlons
on rollers in such a manner they slide
into the wagon after the top half 1s lIow-
ered, thereby saving plenty in the lug
and holst department.

The new girl show front has not heen
erecled, a8 new canvas and the stage is

CHICAGO, May 19—War or no war,
falrs In Belgium continue, ziving a con-
vinelng demonstration of the tenacigus
hold they have upon the publle every=
where.

Pvt. Edward L, Fleld, U. 5. Army, writ=
Ing from Belgium, glves some Interesting
sidelights on fairs and show business in
that country. Palrs, says Field, form a
large part of the amueements for the
goneral Belglan publie and are always
well attended. There s hardly a eity,
town, village or hamlet that does not
have at least one Inir &fch vedr. The
fair scason starts at BEaster and ends
on or about All-Salnts Day, which core
responds to our Halloween.

Bach fair has Its chaplaln, susually a
Monk or Friar, who, before the start of
the festivitles, blesses the falr and who
generally sees that nothing lmmoral or
viclous takes place. Thirlng the occupi-
tion of Belglum by the Nazis, fairs were
halted thru most of 1040, but were or-
dered to reopen In 1841 after the Belgian
Government Intervened In behall of the
show people. "They are proud of the fact
that they helped to keep Belglan morale
high,” says Private Pleld,

All falrs are held during some type
al festivities, such ns horse markets and
certaln rellglous festivals, Ficld states.
The midway attractions are much the
same as at the smaller county falrs in
the United States. "The showman here,”
says Field, “is 8 unit In himsell and gets
his spots by bidding In ano open auction.
The bilds vary according to the slze of

the fair, the expected business of the
concesslon, and Its location, Mechanical
rides are mostly Imported Irom the
Unlted States or HEngland, altho prior
to the occupation one Belglan, Mynheer
T. G. La Fevre, of Brussells, manufacturecd
a few. He was formerly in the United
States, where he was connected with out-
tdloor show business for & numher of
years prior to 1830. He also opened the
first permanent speedway and Luna Park
in Belglum.”

“The show people here,” says Field,
"had to contend with the same problems
that show people in the United States
had to face during the last four vears—
transportation, lack of employees {most
of them taken to Germany as slave labor)
and blackouts. But they al=o had to
contend with poor clothing, little food,
inferior and ersatz materials, bombings
and reprisals for acts “of sabotaze, At
last, after a long and painful period of
waiting, the liberation from Nazi domi-
nation came, with the long-expected en-
trance of the victorious Alliod armiles.
The military offensive on Belgium caused
a short cessation of falrs, but they have
resumed In part and are planning to
try to hold as many of the falrs as pos-
gibhle thls season,

“Waturally, the falrs of the future will
follow time's evolution, and as the me-
chanlecal and electrical attractions de-
velop and the latest Amerlcan and
Britlsh rides are put back on the mar-
ket, the Belglan showman ls sure to keep
ahbreast of the times and to provide the

‘ Happy, Hectic KC

By Will H. Locke

COTPLACKIE" DAWSON'S recent letter
reminiscent of bygone days in
Kansas City, Mo, brought to mind & re-
trospect of the “X.C." many of us knew
during the gay 'B0s and the late 'BOs.
Thosze were the days! Some happy and
some hectle—butb good old davs after all,
Charley Pervis's saloon, The Dizzy, op-
posite the old Ninth Street Theater
(later the. Orpheum) was the actor's
rendezvous. Charley was thelr good
friend In ecalm or in storm. The walls
of his place were covered with hundreds
of pictures of theatrical folks, all bear-
ing affectionnte autographs, It was there
that we met each other when the season
closed and we came off the road., There
wns a cafe In connection, and dear old
Mother Fessler's rooming house was up-
stairs,

There were no regular theatrical agen-
cles in Kansas City then., It was the
custom I1or managers wanting people to
send a letter or wire to The, Dizzy and
to the Ackerman-Quigley Printing Coms-
pany to be posted on the “Call Board."
Many an actor or actress needing an en-
gagement got it that way.

Ted Sparks and Leon Hahn were o
vaude team Enown as the Ragtime Boys.
About 1903, they split and Leon joined
me. I hed the Lockes In repertoire open-
ing at Mound City, Mo. Ted opened an

agency in K.C, In the old Century
Bullding opposite the post office on
Grand. The back end of the hallway

on the second floor had a fence with a
gate across it, and Ted hiad o desk In
there, That was his “office.” As far as
I know, It was the first theatrieal agency
In the town. T immediately sent Ted
$10.00 on deposit in case I should wire
him for an actor. In after years, Ted
told me that he was flet broke and that
tha sawbuck was the first money he ever
pot as an agent, It was perhaps, the
first ever pald to an agent in old K.C.

Ted had pretty tough going for a while
but eventually bullt up, and he and
Frank Caldwell had o real ageney and
hooking office. Then, 1 belleve, Al Mack-
Insan, Charley Haommond and Katherine
Swan opened offices, and others socon
followed. Charley Hammond published
The Thespian, one of the classiest the-
atrical publications. T was the first sub-
sorlber and contributed a column titled,
“Thesplan Thoughts," durlng the entire
existence of the paper,
of World War I caused the paper to dis-
continue,

For years, Kansas City was the hub
and the mecea for managers and actors.
But the Bells of Time have rung drastic
changes, and all that Is left of the good
old days is Inscribed on the tablets of
memory,
