No Solace to Starvin’ Chinee

HONOLULY, Aug. 21.—The rice
relief benefit for the Far East at the
Honolulu Stadium July 27-<31, which
brought 35 performers from Holly-
wood embracing the screen, radie
and record fields, was an artistic
success but ended financially in the
red, with the promoters standing a
loss of $60,000, according to unof-
ficial figures.

Gate receipts after taxes came to
about 520,000, Hotel expenses {or the
actors were $13,000, and expenses
ranging from ushers' wages to sound
equipment were $5800. This left a
deficit of 8§1800 immediately ap-
parent, Transportation for the per-
formers to and from the island came
to $15,000, a bill for which ther® was
no money wheh it came time for the
performers to refurn home. Private
unntrihutan; were nsk-_:iii ti‘:m Inr;n a
money pool which paid plane fares
from Honolulu to the Mainland when
the show collapsed financlally. In
addition to thid an estimated $10,000
in wire charges and travel inciden-
tals was charged against the show.

Attendance at the performances
fell far below the expectations of the
promoters and the backers. Accord-
ing o a reliable source lhere were
13,277 paid admissions, the prices
peeged at $1.20, §2.40, §3.60 and $6.

The Honolulu Star Bulletin, lead-
ing daily, editorialized:

*The rice show started with =
house of 650 people. It wound up
with a house of 14,000, But its full
potentialities as a fund ralser for a
charitable éause never was realjzed

“Thizs was due, in part, to lack af
adequate advance presentation to the
people of Honolulu, and in part to
rival attmgctions. Further, the extrav-
agant promises made Ih the early
stages of the enteérprises, the evident
expectations of promoters for a large
slice of the proceeds, and the lavish
use of funds to bring down and house
the performers, doomed the enter-
prise to financial failure before it
opened the gates,

“Such enterprites could really fall
into disrepute in the future if they

are not handled in proper fashion."

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Dead Legislation
| Is Basis for FCC

Ban on Giveaways

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21. — The
special House committee investigating
the Federal Communlcations Commis-
slon (FCC) said teday that proposed
regulations curbing giveaway pro-
grams are based upon Section 316 of
the' Communications Acl, a section
which was repealed last June by a
recodification action. Wayvne L‘c:-w.
FCC chalrman, was so notified in a
letter from ‘F‘rank Bow, counsel for
the House group. The latter inquired
whether the FCC "'still plans to pro-
ceed . ., and under whay authority.”

Bow indicated that hig group was
not taking sides in the giveaway con-
traoversy but merely sought informa-
tion as to the FCC intention, He
pointed out that lotteries and give-
away shows also come under the
eriminal code, and that violations of
the code come under the jurisdiction
of the Department of Justice rather
than the FCC. Bow suggesied co-
operation between the two bodies,
with the FCC governing giveaways
by formulating new rules, and the
Justice Department prosecuting erim-
inal violations of the code. The FCC
might alsp, he =aid, consider how to
deal with such programs in the
course of acting on renewal of broad-
casters’ licenses.

Under Plan A, the international
board would function in a manner
similar to the AFR.\ national board.
Regular meetings would be held in
New York, with additional sessions
in Los Angeles and Chicago to con-
sider regional problems as well as
over-all policy.

Under Plan B, however, three re-
gional boards would sit regularly in
MNew York, Los Angeles and Chicago,
and would exerrise wide powers over
matters within their areas.

Reasons given by AFRA execs for
the advisability of merger range far
afield, and indicate that all top prob-
lems of the union are tied up in one
way or another with merger and can
be solved that way. For instance:
(1) TV jurisdictional disputes can
best be avoided if the unions unite;
(2) merger will strengthen all per-
former unions with respect to the
Taft-Hartley Law. With the unions
divided, support of one by another,
as in a strike, is a secondary boycott
and therefore illegal.

The way AFRA sees it, merger
wolld not sacrifice local autonomy.
Branches would administer their
own affairs; negotiations and en-
forcement of pact would remain
status quo, and current union pacts
would not be adversely affected.
AFRA figures its dues would not go
up, but some brackets in other un-
ions might be hiked. As to the cen-
tral treasury, the various AFRA lo-
cals would submit their annual budg-
ots to AFRA’s national board, which

of Stations

Is Milder Than It Sounds
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Control of 17 Outlets by Individuals Still Possible

WASHINGTON, Aug. 21.—Amid a
flurry of broadcast industry excite-
ment over this week's proposal by
Federal Communications Commis-
sion (FCC) to limit AM ownership to
seven stations and to clamp an un-
precedented ceiling un the number of
minority interests, ¥CC insiders are
emphasizing that the proposal is a
lot milder than it counds,

Under the plan, an individual
could cantrol as many as 17 stations
in all categories (seven AM's, 6 FM's
and 5 TV's).. Also, the FCC's first-
time proposed ceiling on minority in-
terests (holdings of 1 per ecent or
more stock in anv station) leaves
the way clear for any one person to
hold minority interests in as many
ag 38 different stations (14 AM's, 12
FM's and 10 TV's) if that individual
I8 not a majority stoekholder in any
other station,

Anybody directly affected by the

proposed rule would have until
January 1, 1853, to conform. Hardest
hit under the proposal would be Co-
lumbia Broadcasting Svstem (CBS)
and Paramount Pictures. Under a
sliding scale of permitted minority
interests in addition to controlled
stations, CBS would be obliged to
realign its TV and AM interests. The
chain presently owns outright seven
stations and has a minority interest
in KQW, San Jose, Calif. According
to the proposed scale, an entity own-
ing seven AM stations 15 permitted
no minority interests in the standard
held.

The web might also lose out on
some of its TV hopes.

already owns WCBS-TV, New York,
and a minority interest in KTTV,
Los Angeles, CBS s also trying to
acquire a TV channel in Washington.
A chain owning four TV stations
would be permitted a minority in-
terest in either one .r two other TV
stations, depending on individual
circumstances, Thus grants to CBS
for four stations might rule out its
ambition to own part of a Washing-
lon station.

Paramount Situation

The Paramount situation is even
more complicated. Its wholly owned
subsidiaries now have two permits,
while DuMont Laboratories, assumed
by FCC to be controlled by Para-
mount, has three others,.as well as
two pending bids. Paramount fur-
ther has an interest in five other
pending bids, for a grand total of 12
TV outlets in which the flicker firm
would- have an interest.

In setting up its formula to pre-
vent concentration of control incon-
sistent with the public interest, rcd
Eurpusel}f left its sliding scale flexi-

le. It represents ‘“something to
shoot at in future hearings rather
than a hard-and-fast rule to be
pushed at once,” according to =a
spokesman, who indicated that the
commission's chief purpose in set-
ting up a sliding scale is to curb a
lendency among some individuals

and groups to accumulate small
stock holdings in a great number of |
stations.

Irks Receivers

on giveaway programs has touched
off the heaviest outpouring of listen.
er mail on any issue in the commis-
sion’s history. Capitol Hill also res
ports a slew of communications aon
the subject, and even the While
House has been getting the overfilow.
A sampling of the correspondence
shows public opinion Jjust about
evenly divided on the FCC's anti-
Eiveaway stand.

While networks and broadcasters
are still biding their time in filing
briefs in advance of FCC's september
10 deadline, radio listeners have
been voicing heated opinions in both
prose and verse. Their mail has
come in written in pen, pencil, cray-
on and typewriter on business paper,
notebook paper, scraps of envelopes
and wrapping paper, Old-timers here
cannot recall when any FCC pro-
posal produced so heavy a tide of
publie expression of opinion. Vir-
tually every section of the nation is
represented in the outpouring of mail,
with feeling at fever-pitch in corres-
pondence featuring such words as
“stinks," "“rotten racket.” “bureau-
cratie” and “suckers.”

Several of the correspondents were
so intent on getting their opinions
across that they sent duplicate copies
to the FCC, the White House and
their favorite congressmern. Hun-
dreds of others concentrated on their
congressmern. Among those who ex-
pressed themselves in verse, a Knox-

Bob Howard has been around for
years—in vaude, niteries, radio (he
vas a dally feature on WHN for

_vears)—and now, naturally,
has gravitaled into television.
Usually, his pounding, com-
mercial piano, barrel-house
fashion, projects well and gets
the toes a-tapping, but despite

his years of experience, television
seams to find him unduly restrained.
‘The free-wheeling ebullience which
characlerizes his work in other fields
is obviously missing under the cam-
eras; he sits stiffly at his piano and
seems to work a= tho someone had
him really skeered.

One reason may be that CBS is
'using Howard as an advance trailer
to herald shows airing later in the
evening. His frequent glances off
camera tip quite obviously the use of
a blackboard or similar device for his
cues, but his halting comments, com-
bined with the ganders, deprive the
effort of the ad lib quality sought. The
attempt to relieve a straight 15-min-
ute piano-vocal show of monotony
is commendable; a much more sen-
sible approach would be to cut the
show by about 5 minutes. You gotta
be a Crosby before vou can do a
15-minute tele solo,

Howard's prop laugh, also a trade-
mark in radie, doesn't stand up too
well, either, escentially because vou
get an awiul lot of it in so brief a
"span. His thumping piano and vo-
cal style come over cokay: the stuff
ihat's been added serves as a hin-
drance.

Second N. Y.-to-Boston Relay
To Be Opened in September

BOSTON, Aug. 21, — Additional
television network productions are
virtually assured for this area as the
result of a decision by American Tele-
phone & Telegraph Company
(ATE&ET) to permit use of the protec-

tion eircuit in the New York-tos
Boston microwave relay syvstem for
relaying two different video programs
at the same time.

In effect, the agreement reached
between ATET. and WBZ-TV and
WNAC-TV officials enables hoth sta-
tions to take eight hours of network
relays a day instead of the present
arrangement of sharing eight hours
belween them., The project is ex-
pected to go into effect sometime in
September and continue thru Novems-
ber and will be operated an an un-
protected basis,

Up until now one of the two eir-
cuits north toe Boston has been util-
ized as a spare, over which television
programs have been antomatically
switched when trouble developed in

the overland relay svystem., While
telephone and video engineers are in-
clined to discount the possibility of
any serious break In the service, dis-
rupfion of either circuit might wreck
a telecast until engineers at any one
of the seven intermediate radio relay
stations between the two cities could
restore narmal service,

The move to turn over the protec-
tion circuit for added relavs was
deemed necessary to avold an im-
pending wrangle over the allotment
of the facilities, WBZ-TV, tied in
with the National Broadeasting Com-
pany, wiag obliged to struggle along
with about one-gquarter of the eight
hours a day, while WNAC-TV, still
operating on an informal schedule,
had title 1o the remaining time by
virtue of their interim affilintion with
DuMont, the American Broadcasting
Company and Columbia Broadecasting
System television networks.

Telephone officials intimated that a
new protection circuit should be in
operation around November 1.

How Much Revenoe?

In addition to the Leibell double-
payment threat and the writers® rights
guestion, the simple guestion of how
much revenue musie is going to bring
to television In the future is acting
as a deterrent to individual publish-
ers as well as the Performing Rights
Socleties, who must figure out open-
ing rates. This consideration also is
breaking rate-offers by the television
people, who feel they ecannot be =o
rash as to agree to long-term per-
centage agreements.

Still another development is under
close surveillance by the pubbers—
the current negotiations between
James C. Petrillo and the movie mag-
nates to establish a rate of payment
for tootlers who record for films to he
used on viden, The price eventually
sel may have an important bearing
on the fes that producers feel they
can afford to pay pubbers for music.

Finally, there's the demand by the
American Federation of Radio Artists
(AFRA) that kinescopes be burnt
afler a single usage. The union
would prefer thiz destruction to re-
peat payments for performances aon
the thesis that additional productions
would spread wideo work. It would
also spread music use, of course, and
tend toward preélerence for flat per-
formance synchro fees by pubbers
rather than percentage fees based on
number of performances,

The affi-
davit would attest that the only
beneficiary of the function would be
the org running it (the org itself
would first have to pass muster) after
deductions for rental of a spot, mu-
sicians, stagehands, elec. A notarized
and itemized statement of expenses
also may be requesied, after the
gshow, to supplement the original
afidavit.

Crivainal Action Threatened

Any person or organization obtain-|

g acts for free thru false state-
ments, says AGVA, would be faced
with legal and possibly criminal
action,

AGVA officials =aid it was not
their intention to penalize legitimate
charities. “Anybody with a good
cause who will attest to it formally
and will give us the proper docu-
ments will not be brushed off,” said
a union spokesman., “What we are
after is to stop rackels and take the
heat off our members."

Under the present set-up the Thea-
ter Authority, thru its executive sec-
retary, clears all benefits. Under the
proposed set-up a new Thealer Au-
thority of three- members, one of
whom will be an AGVA member,
will be established to pass on all
shows.
