sues as they appear to the operat-
ing surgeon at the point of trans-
mimion. This will enable sur-
geon.viewers to distinguish 
nerves from arteries or tendons.

This trip is not yet over, and 
we all know a good deal not only 
about mie another but about our 
respective families. Each of us has 
slyly implied that his wife and 
kids are something really eetra 
special. and Jim Cox. who only 
recently married a lovely lass 
named LaVernn, is utterly con-

cloned that no female more beau-
tiful, more Intelligent, more 
charming was ever created. A color 
photo of LaVernn. which was 
taken as recently as a couple of 
weeks ago, is worn dog-eared with 
showing.

WASHINGTON. May 10.— The 

Communications Commission's TV 
allocations plan increased in 
acrimony this week as petition. 
poured into the FCC in greater 
volume. The angry tone .if some 
of the petition, as well as the 
growing pace of filings pointed 
up for FCC art outlook for pro-
tracted hearings in dozens of 
cities, an nutiook to which most 
FCC members have long been 
resigned. 
Most hotly-worded contest of 

the week emerged in four-way 
scrap over Memphis VHF alba. 
tinos. The WREC Broadcasting 
Service of Memphis filed a peti-
tion vigorously objecting lo a re-
quest by WMCT-TV, of the same 
city, to shift from Channel 4 to 
Channel 3. instead of to Channel 
5 as suggested by the FCC's allo-
cations plan WREC contended 
that kV/HUT-TVS request 
stemmed from "gross selfishness 
and jealousy." 
WIICT-TV in turn asked the 

commission to strike out WREC 
Opposition, claiming it was -50 

replete with name calling and 
vituperative allegations. without 
support by statement el fact. that 
if should be stricken as sham and 
scandalous." WREC, itself an ap-
plicant for Channel 3, charged 
that WMCT-TV feared some other 
operator might set up • compet• 
ing TV station in Memphis. In ils 
request fur commission denial et 
the WMCT-TV petition, WREC 
said the applicant had "no reason-
able or plausible excuse" to sup. 
Port its "selfish request." WMCT-
TV in its answer obiect.1 to what 
it said were WREC's "erroneous 
conclusions of an engineering nee 
lure, none of which are supported 
by an affidavit of a qualified 
radio engineer." 

Would Require Change 

WMCT-TV declared that adop-
tion of the commission's order to 
shift to Channel 5 would necessi-
tate a change in the table of 
assignments because Channel 5 
could nut be allocated to Nash-
ville, as provided in the commis-
sion's plan. In this it was sup-
ported in a separate petition by 
the Capital Broadcasting Core. 
Pane. WLAC and WSLX of Noah-
ville. They said failure to grant 
the WMC't petition could bring

"Those Endearing Young 
Charms" retains some of its old 
weekly format. But in spite of 

the assets remaining from its ca-
reer as a half-hour program, the 
family situation comedy undeni-
ably now has less to offer tele-
viewers. Tho the stanza, as yet. 
is several notches above soap op-
era, there are signs it will even-
tually move into that class. The 
pressures of the limited time 
available for the development of 
either characters or situations will 
be difficult for the writer to resist. 
The plot was so simple its solu-

tion was tipped off early in the 
script. The story was about the 
desire of Clem Charm, the young 
son of Abby and Ralph. to change 
his first name. But his father, an 
amateur child psychologist, de-
cided to balk him by having 
members of the entire family 
change their names.

All the Shor regulars were at 
Hutton's, fighting for a wack at 
the mike to tell Miss (Mrs. Le. 
Durocher) Day, how much the: 
loved her; how talented she was 
how beautiful; how gracious etc.. 
etc. There was no argument about 
any of these tributes. 
Miss Day is nimble enough to 

stay out of controversies, but she 
is also smart enough to encourage 
them from her guests via probing 
questions while she keeps neutral 
at the some time. Phil Foster 
came on to tell Miss Day he was 
against her type of program be-
cause it kept people away from 
night clubs. Miss Day agreed to 
the visible discomfiture of the 
Hutton management who are pay-
ing about 91.000 a week for line 
charges plus a weekly salary to 
Miss Day in the hopes that people 
stay away from clubs and come 
in to Hutton's instead. 

Mies Day manages to get in 
baseball bits stressing her hus-
band's team, the Giants. It is 
natural, therefore, that much of 
the mike chatter is about the na-
tional pastime. Producers hope to 
get national figures to come on 
between 12 and 3 a.m, to keep 
Miss Day company.

Nothing done on TV thus far in 
its history has had the quiet. dra-
matic feeling of the President of 
the United States escorting mil-
lions of viewers on a personally 
conducted tour of the refurbished 
White House. Neither has any po-
litical personality ever come so 
close to his constituents as did 
President Truman while he 
strolled thru the various public 
room of 1600 Pennsylvania Ave-
nue. In sum, this was television 
at its very best; this was democ-
racy at its peak. 
The three networks pooled their 

resources and manpower for a 
great 50-odd minutes of television 
entertainment and education. Con-
sidering the physical limitations. 
the crews did a tremendous job in 
presenting the White House tour 
to the public. Video effects were 
at times superb. Audio was ex-
cellent. And (ho there were minor 
fluffs here and there, the final re-
sult was near-fabulous video cov-
erage of a truly precedental event. 

Fascinating Show 
From the moment when the 

screen was occupied by the usual 
White House "at home" invita-
tion, until the final playing of the 
"Star Spangled Banner." the en-
tire program was a series of fas-
cinating shots, remarks, stories. 
etc. The three network newsmen, 
Walter Cronkite. Frank Bourg-
holtzer and Bryson Rash, served 
to carry the hand-mike and to 
keep the presidential commentary 
flowing. The President needed 
very little heln. He could have 
carried the entire tour by himself. 
To some viewers it must have 
been amazing to discover how 
much of the White House history 
the President actually knew. He 
commented on furnishings, paint-
ings, architectural changes and 
historical background much as a 
professional guide might have 
done. More, he did it as friend to 
friend, rather than as guide to 
tourist. 

Must for Schools 
His homey references to Mar-

garet. his sudden decision to play 
a bit of Mozart on one of the 
grand pianos, his little humerous 
anecdotes about previous White 
'louse occupants—all these added 
ea to superb entertainment. Kines 
if thee program should be a must 
tern for schools. Nothing, it 
seems. can teach democracy as 
well as can the sight of the Presi-
dent chatting about the White 
House and its history. Harry 
Truman once again proved that 
he was a man of the people. No 
matter what the. political beliefs 
of the viewers; they must have 
realized that Truman was basical-
ly a "good guy." Joe Martin.

Moore in '32 and Paul Hartman 
today) was no mental giant.

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4,000 Radio Execs Attend 
42 BMI Program Clinics 

Common Problems, Particularly 
Programing, Thrashed Out 

NEW YORK, May 10.—One of 
those '91 can't be done" projects 
has het been completed by 
Broadcast Music. Inc.-42 Pro-
gram Clinics in a little over two 
weeks-37 in the U. S. and five 
in Canada. More than 4.000 ra-
dio exerutives and their staffs at-
tended. with the consensus being 
that all were benefited by an old-
fashioned - down - to - earth 
thrashing out of common prob-
lems, particularly those pertain-
ing to programing. It was "old 
fashioned" in the sense that h 
was accomplished, in each ease, 
with no pulling of punches but it 
we. up-to-the-minute in the pres-
entation of current pertinent 
everyday iteme that occur in the 
broadcasting lives of radio men 
and women. 
While the job stained berets-

ken as to the efforts of BMI 
President Carl HaverlIn and 
Glenn Halberd, director of station 
relations, who laid the ground-
work with the co-operation of 
presidents rif state brudeasters 
association,, true credit for the 
oui-rets of the Clinics is placed at 
the doomtep id the bmadeasters 
who attended in record-breaking 
numbers. The trade as a whole. 
as well as BMI officials, see in 
these Clinic attendees en earnest 
desire to better programing val-
ues to the listener and sponsor 
elike. 

Willing So Lewis 
This also places radio on record 

as at least one industry whose 
executives do not pretend to 
"know it all," but ere ever will-
ing to learn, exchange kieu with 
their fellows, and above all dispel 
the notion that radio is taking • 
siesta on the proverbial laurel 
couch. What's more, the broad-
caster In this ease actually digs 
down for traveling expenses for 
himself and staff, often covering 
hundreds of miles in his effort 
to learn more about his own 
business. 

In planning its Clinics, B141 
took cognizance of the thousands 
of miles of travel involved, plus 
the time required despite the 
many one-night stands. The need 
of faithful co-operation by both 
traveling and local speakers was 
met right on the nose. In this 
respect the traveling speakers 
were set up in groups, comprising 
12 teams of three or more each, 
and so uheduled that none was 
away from his desk for more than 
• few days at • time. 
This co-operation by busy ex-

ecutives, who did not hesitate to 
hit the road and Marc their ex-
periences and knowledge with 
other broadcasters, competitors or 
not, is also a matter of pride in 
the industry, judging from the 
muy expressions to that effect 
all over the country. Where one 
traveling team left off and an-
other took on, BM1 officials and 
field men continued thruout the 
two weeks of hectic activity. 

Actually, compressing the ac-
tivity into virtually two weeks 
not only made for time-saving as 
to the speakers, but each Clinic 
was enabled to benefit from the 
exchange of ideas while they 
were fresh and hot. 

"Bull Sessions" A Hit 
According to reports from all 

sectors, the open forum or bull 
semions were highly popular. It 
had been found during the 1951 
series of B141 Clinics that two 
speakers at one session may have 
been at variance in their views. 
And while questions and answers 
were permitted from the floor, 
this had a tendency to hold up 
the following speakers and dis-
rupt the time schedule. Also, ar-
guments were not always ironed 
out completely due ta the lack of 
time. 

In the current series, BMI, it is 
understood, booked one or two 
fewer speakers for each Clinic 
and devoted the extra time at the 
close of the afternoon session for 
the bull session. 

This permitted all queries to be 
more fully answered, arid the ad-
dition of items not on the agenda 
provided considerable added in-
terest and o broadened base to 
the entire Clinic subject nutter. 
Thu. any earlier remarks by • 

speaker which may have seemed 
ambiguous at the time, were clar-
ified for the attendees, and all 
specific gaulions brought opaca-

fie answers. As a result, before 
leaving the premises, each broad-
caster who disagreed with a 
speaker's viewpoint had an op-
portunity to iron out his case 
fully and also to bring up any 
particular problem he had in 
mind for general discussion or 
solution. Thruout the series of 
Clinics, The Billboard, either thru 
its editor, who attended several 
of the Clinic,, or thru its local 
correspondents, was unable to 
find any broadcaster who attend-
ed the Clinic in his area who did 
not feel he was well rewarded for 
his attendance. 
One net result of the Clinics 

being condensed to the shorter 
period wu the better chance of 
a break in the weather since the 
time of the year could be chosen, 
according to Cul HaverlIn. Lut 
year the Clinics started earlier in 

the year and the first one ran 
afoul s blizzard in the Midwest, 
while the last one, held late in the 
year. tared little better. While 
this did not kill the attendance 
by any means, it possibly pre-
vented many radio men and 
women from traveling. 
Weather during the mid-spring 

season this year was excellent 
and bore out the decision to hold 
all Clinics while the going wu 
good. By a direct comparison, in 
virtually every instance, attend-
ance this year was far ahead of 
last year.

PERfNNIAL CRY 

Co-Operation Is 
'Must' for Station 

NEW YORK. May 10. — The 
broadcasters' perennial cry for 
greater to-operation between sta-
tions' sales and program depart-
ments is slowly but surely taking 
effect in concrete action. This is 
evident from the talks delivered 
tisis week at the BM! Program 
Clinics held from coast to coast. 
Many broadcasting execs pointed 
to specific actions at individual 
stations which mulled in both 
better programing and more sales. 
For many years cooperation be-

tween programing and sales peo-
ple has been difficult to attain by 
brwdmsters. Now, many 'Omit, 
the pressure an «idle from televi-
sion and other advertising media 
has forced action to replace talk. 

In general, broadcasting execs 
at several BMI Program Clinics 
reminded their audiences that re-
newals, rather than initial sales, 
were the backbone of successful 
radio business. Renewals, in turn, 
were more dependent upon the 
program department than the 
sales department Other general-
ized statements made were the 
front office must not permit the 
sales manager to make • »le 
which would adversely affect the 
program schedule; sales person-
nel must take • decided interest 
in the program sold to a new 
client; the station's entire person-
nel should be informed about 
everything that happens on the 
station. 
More specifically. Joe Connolle, 

WCAU, Philadelphia, told broad-
casters that the program manager 
at his station makes frequent calls 
ors ad agencies and sponsors along 
with the station's salesmen. 
WCAU sales people consult regu-
larly with the program depart-
ment. Twice each week the sta-
tion holds staff meetings at which 
all employees are informed of 
what programing plans and activ-
ities are 
Louis Read, WDSI./. New Or-

leans, -We have found that it is 
mart helpful to have our program 
director sit in on sales meetings 
on a regular basis. . . The pro-
gram manager can add much to 
the sales servicing of an account 
by submitting periodic reports on 
his observations of programs.... 
The sale of a program is not the 
end but merely the beginning of 
the salesman's obligation to ht 
client .ind to our elation's audi-

ence ,"pointing out the results of 
closer co-operation between sales 
and programing, Tom Barnes, 
WDAY, Fargo, N. D.. said, "The 
salesman knows more about what 
the program ingredients should be 
and what's going to pay off for 
the advertiser." 
Gene Ackerley, KCOW, Alli-

ance, Neb., reported on his sta-
tion's job training plan which in-
cluded training each employee to 
handle • job other than the one to 
which he was regularly assigned. 

Additional comments on co-op-
eration for better programing and 
better sales results included such 
elatementa as; "I'm appalled every 

time I think of the number of 
tunes a salesman comes back to 
his office with am order for • pro-
gram and then turns it over to the 
program department and prompt-
ly rit, back to await develop-
merits.

Hut Amasad

tributing a disservice," he de-
clared. He expressed his amaze-
ment that the radio industry con-
tinues to accept the rating serv-
ices, in view of the sampling 
methods used. 

Describing one rating service 
as • menace to the radio industry 
because everything it does for 
radio is negative, Haas said. 
"Every other medium but radio 
uses the multiplication table in 
quoting ill coverage. This service 
uses subtraction. He described 
how a newspaper, taking its cir-
culation and multiplying it by 
the presumed average number of 
readers per copy comes up with 
a staggering total readership. 
He went on to describe a rating 

service operation" which takes 
radio's 105,000,000 sets and im-
mediately reduces this to 42,000;

program manager of KOY, 
Phoenix Ariz. "It (Public eery-
ice) can make money for you, 
build audiences for you, provide 
friends for your operation and 
melt you into the heart of your 
community to such an extent that 
nothing can replace you! All this 
and keep the FCC happy too' 
This thinking now pervades Ty 
as well. (See Washington story in 
regular news section this issue). 

In many instances the speakers 
pointed to newscasts as the prime 
example of public service pro-
graming which I. commercially 
strong. In this same category 
were placed such typical pro-
grams as sportscarta, weather 
news market reports. etc. Many 
a speaker reminded his audience 
that • public service program 
isn't hurt by being sponsored. 
Money, however, they cautioned, 
should not be the criterion-

Whers Expected? 
The growing relimtion that ra-

dio stations are becoming more 
apecialized in audience coverage 
stimulated some of the thinking 
on building the station in ch. 
community via public ...vim 
programing. The public service 
programs are also expected either 
to result in a direct dollar return 
or, in many more cases, as a force 
to build sponsor interest in the 
station for the future.

WALLACE 

Public Service 
Program Is 
'Here to Stay' 

NASHVILLE, May 10.—Bruce 
Wallace. manager of public serv-
ice programs for WTMJ, 
kee, talked to BM1 Clinic broad-
casters here on seeking the right 
public service programs.

Show Ratings, 
Sell Station 

PORTLAND, Ore.. May 10. — 
Radio stations should stop bat. 
tlang each other for advertising 
&liars and gang up on the corn-
pcting media, especially newspa-
pers. Dave Baylor, manager of 
WJMO. Cleveland, declared at 
the EMI Clinic here this week. 
The first step. according to Bay-
lor, is for stations to make a thorn 
evaluation of what they have to 
sell, and that does not mean just 
program ratings. Newspepers. 
Baylor said, have been going 
along all right telling their clients 
nothing more than their print or-
ders. They never attempt to tell 

the advertiser how many persons 
read this ad or that. 

Baylor said he saw a readership 
study once, "and the number of 
large-sized ads which show no 
readership at all is staggering." 
He said if ht, station's listener. 
ship compared with that he would 
go out of business. Meanwhile. 
station salesmen throw around 
ratings like confetti, and the ad-
vertiser gets . confused he goes 
back to newspapers whose circu-
lation figures he can understand. 

Baylor described a few tests 
showing that radio's drawing 
power far out-ranked that of 
newspaper advertising. One test 
was for an automobile dealer in 
Cleveland who placed InstI• 
tutaonal type ads on has station 
while spending about five times 
as much in newspapers with ads 
that quoted car prices. Baylor 
placed trained interviewers in the 
dealer's shop and proved that the 
radio plugs were bringing in more 
customers than all the newspa-
per ads. 

Baylor's second step was to 
pomade the medium of radio and 
each station's call tenets. "Don't 
let an opportunity go by to tell 
the people who count that radio 
is the greatest, most flexible me-
dium known," he said. • 

FRECHETTE 

Local News 
Key to Larger 
AM Audience 

MINNEAPOLIS, May 10.-1.-
cal news can become the key to 
greater audiences and greater 
revenue for local outlets, said 
George T. Frechette here this 
week at a BMI Clime. The ex-
ecutive is general manager of 
WFHR, Wisconsin Rapids, and 
managing director of the Wiscon-
sin Network. 

Frechette advised concentrating 
on news shows which are specif-

Instead. Payne said. K1XL cre-
ated a policy of offering n diet of 
music for well-balanced listening, 
the emphasis on prestige music. 
The schedule consists of light 
classics, pop concert selections, 
great vocal orrangements and the 
best of the instrumental soloists, 
he said. Six transcription tervices 
arc subscribed to. and 99.44 per 
cent of the music is on disks. 
The pay-off, Payne maintained, 

can be seen in the audience index 
reports which am extremely fav-
orable to the outlet, and the large 
list of sponsors. But he stated 
that the station is careful to pro-
gram only the finest music, never 
to play down the audience, and 
to keep everything in the best 
possible taste, including trimmer-
cials.

Takes Rap At 
AM Audience

LOS ANCELES, Mss 10 — 
Mark Haas. vice -President of 
KIIPC. advised radio men attend-
ing the BMI Clinic here last week 
to stop taking Hooperatings ser-
iously and think only of their 
Advert.rating.. Taking Hooper 
as representative of audience re. 
search services in general. hats 
said they are performing a defi-
nite disservice to radio. 
He eriticized Hooper for cover-

ing telephone homes only, which 
account for only 50 per rent of 
radio homes, and for making such 
a small number if calls far each 
half hour period. "There are 
many programs which Hopper 
shows as having no listeners 
whatsoever that are doing a tre-
mendous job for advertisers," 
Haas said. 
Haas started out by assertmg 

that radio has an inferiority com-
plex He traced this to five basic 
causes: 11 government regulation, 
21 advertisers' attitudes, 5/ im-
positions from civic groups, 41 
the advent of radio's "little broth• 
en" television, and 5) listeners' 
reaction 

Analyzing each of these causes. 
Haas liktinted out that radio has 
no need to be ashamed of the job 
it has done and can continue to do 
for tho advertiser, fer the listener 
and for public service organiza-
tions. He urged his listeners not 
to feel frustrated by government 
regulations, since they are the 
necessary rulss of the game. He 
also urged them not to be fearful 
of the effect nf television, since it 
has been proven in the major of 
TV markets that there will con-
tinue to be n place for radio in 
the borne, side by side with tele-
vision.

Good Sponsor 

MILWAUKEE, May 10.—James 
Hanlon, public servke director of 
WON. Chicago. told a B/dI Clinic 
here that "Good public service 
programs should be sponsored." 
"Commercial sponsorship does 
not make a public service pro-
gram, less attractive, either to the 
listener or to the Federal Com-
munications Commission," said 
Hanlon, pointing out that WGN's 
chart of programs in the public 
'Merest "served as the key to a 
successful defense of our position 
at a clear channel hearing in 
Washington." 
"During March, 1952," observed 

Hanlon. "11.8 per cent of WON's 
total time was devoted to public 
interest programs, not including 
news broadents which are also 
considered programs in the pub-
lic interest and which constitute 
from 10 to 12 per cent of our total 
air time. Approximately 35 per 
rent of ote public-interest pro-
grams in March were sponsored, 
and about 90 per cent of our 
news shows." 
The Chicago broadcaster said 

that other stations could chalk up 
equally high sponsor percentage 
records in the public service field 
if they would adopt a "similar 
concept of programa in the public 
interest."

— An 
awareness of the listener was 
given as the major "target prin-
ciple" for the building of intelli-
gent programing by Paul Marion, 
program supervisor of W BY, 
Charlotte, in a speech before the 
BMI Clinic here this week. The 
broadcaster staled that in •ddi-. 
lion to this "target Principle," 
stations should also know their 
audiences, be friendly and sin-
cere, make the program fit the 
schedule of their listeners, be 
aware of their competition and 
create sound, basic program grue-
tam. 
Th first point, knowing your 

audience, Marion said, means un-
derstanding it, composition, Frits 
and his German band may be 
smash in Milwaukee, he claimed. 
but in North Carolina the "boys 
would fall on their faces." Much 
more of an audience potential, 
which is being neglected in the 
South, he maintained, I. the Ne. 
gro listener. 
Harlon pointed out that friend-

liness and sincerity are created 
by personalizing programing and 
announcing. Shouting and orating 
on radio, he said, is not conducive 
to sales. 

Programing the time of day, 
Marion stated, helps stations from 
firing • volley of shells when 
there is no target to be hit. For 
example, programing e heavy 
type show that takes concentra-
tion while the housewife is fixing 
lunch will not make for listening 
during that hour, but doing the 
reverse — light musk — is much 
more apt to hit the bulls-eye. 
Merton clainied that checking 

and re-checking the competition 
keeps stations on their toes and 
in a position to fight any inroads 
being made in their audience.. 
Fighting the opposition, be said, 
with the same kind of show may 
not always be the answer. Per-
haps the better plan might be to 
go for • segment of the audience. 
The Wade program structure 

should also be re-evaluated reg-
ularly to see that there are no 
glaring bumps in the schedule 
and to make it keen uP with the 
times, Marion maintained. For 
example, news shows an now at 
the peak of their Interest because 
of world affairs. Stations must 
contrive to hold news audiences 
by giving them as much if not 
more than competing outlets, he 
said.

cludes town folks who do busi-
ness with farmers as well as the 
farmers themselves, will continue 
to be • market for radio advert.. 
mg. according to Mason, because 
the cost of television won't allow 
it to appeal to specialized groups. 
Mason pointed out that farmers 

don't only buy products needed 
for runnlng • fun, but they also 
buy the nationally advertised 
brand, that urban audiences do, 

Urges Fuller 
Use of E. T. 
Music Library 

BATTLE CREEK, Mich., May 
10.—Many radio program direc-
tors today are unaware of the 
changes that have taken place in 
the transcription library field, ac-
cording to Gus Hagenah, Veepee 
of Standard Radio, Inc. In • 
speech before a BMI Clinic here 
this week, he explained that as 
the recording people began using 
vinylite and recording at 33 and 
45 r.p.m., the transcription com-
panies had to meet this competa-
lion with new programing ideas. 
Consequently, he added, we now 
offer a completely integrated 
service, including variety of 
ferent script .. 

In reference to a recent "Bill-
beard" story (about New York 
indic WNEW contemplating ban-
ning free plugs for record labels), 
Hagenah told the broadcasters, 
"If radio stations ever decide not 
to mention disk labels unless 
they're paid for such mentions, 
you would increase your revenue 
tremendously over night." 
"Musical programs" said the 

exec "have the widest general 
appeal, and TV, newspapers or 
magazines cannot take it away 
from you, if you cater to it prop-
erly—not via the current hit pa-
rade tunes—but with the Mont 
and Dad hit parade murk, the 
meat and potato kind of program-
ing (military marches, religions, 
semi-classical) that appeals to the 
larger listening audience. That's 
where your trankraptken library 
pays oft"

Give Radio 
Back to 
Audience 

WICHITA, Kan., May 10.—"My 
Plea here today is—let's give ra-
dio back to the audience," nid 
John M. Outlet general manager, 
WSB. Atlanta, before broadcast-
en here. "Let's slow up on the 
master - minding and begin to 
shorten up on the cord between 
is and the folks who give us 
being." 
Outler recommended that 

broadcasters sell and promote ra-
dio just as if they had lut gotten 
into the Weiness and urged them 
to stop the snide competitive 
methods that sometimes gives ad-
vertiser the urge to put his busi-
ness in newspapers rather than 
to give it to another radio station. 
Outler said that he had experi-

enced 'his greatest thrill in 21 
years in the industry when his 
station celebrated its 30th arlhi-

versary. "During The course of 
the celebration." be said. "over 
2,000 birthday greetings—the for-
mal, fancy kind that cost mowy— 
rune in addreased to the station— 
not to an individual but .to the 
call letters. That's not much mall, 
but that many people would 
spend money to buy • birthday 
card and address it to a tram-
miner made of steel and copper 
and glass—well, it just doesn't 
make sense unless you realize 
that ma sentiment was lust as 
accurate and sincere as if we had 
been a member of the family. 
And that', just what radio is—a 
member of the family. That's ra-
dio's strength and responsibility— 
has been and will be. We belong 
to the audience much more than 
theaudience belongs to us. Let's 
not sell that audience and that 
confidence on a short market" 

only the rural people ran afford 
to buy more of them.

Says Pubsery 
Spots Should 
Be Paid For 

WICHITA, Kan.. May 10.—The 
term "public service" has taken 
on an "unfortunate connotation.' 
in radio today, according to Ar-
den Booth, manager of KLWN, 
Lawrence, Kan. Booth told 
BMI Clink here this week, '1/ 
time is given away, listeners 
think we're operating in the pub-
lic interest; but if the time is sold 
then we're not. I'm convinced 
we've a good selling job to do as 
broadcasters to legitimatize, legal-
ize, and even possibly glamourize 
our advertiser to the listening 
audience." 

In line with this thought, Booth 
said KLWN pairs every free pub-
he service spot with a "blunt" re-
'minder to listeners that the sta-
hon's sponsored propene "pay 
the way" for sustaining eirers. In 
support of his argument that ra-
dio should put public service 
spots on a rash as well as gratis 
basin Booth pointed to the "full 
page double truck" ads in local 
newspapers, which tout "Wei-
come Home Charms." or "This Is 
National Put-the-Lug-on-the-Ad-
vertiser Week." which list "about 
20 advertisers names at so many 
bucks a throw." 
Booth asked the broadcaster. 

for ideas on how stations can 
"combat this evil," (I.e., newspa-
pers putting pressure on adver-
tisers to buy space to push a 
"public service" ad). "I wonder," 
said Booth, "if a lot nf those boys 
that love to have their names on 
a cancer crusade page. or an 
lugged into it couldn't be brought 
along to the point where they'd 
much rather make time available 
than to buy that apace." 
Booth opined, "There's a very 

close relationship between publie 
relations end listener-ship," and 
urged the broadcasters in pro-
mote radio more generally. 
"When you tear down your fellow 
broadcaster, you're tearing down 
yourself." He said, There's noth-
ing worse for you (from • public 
relations angle) than a bad radio 
station." 
Booth's own station is active in 

many phases of public service 
programing, including spe— 
cial shows for local schools, re-
ligious groups, civic organizations 
and special local news coverage. 
However, Booth cautioned broad-
casters to "spot public service 
shows carefully, because special-
ized - audience programs "will 
cause a curtain amount of tuning 
out—not necessarily in a weak 
listening time, but in a period 
where •udience flow will give • 
renewable expectancy of having 
those tuner-outers return to the 
station."

There is one point on which

Fol-
lowing are a few of the ideas 
which will be tried (or are al-
ready in the works) designed to 
draw customers: 

I. Special night.. Ballrooms will 
feature special dances on given 
nights each week devoted to the 
teen-agers, over 30 groups, polkas, 
waltz, ladies (with admission free 
for the ferns), masked balls. cos-
tume balls, Sadie Hawkins events, 
dance instructions, dance con-
tests and battles of music twith 
two bands playing against one 
another/. 

2. Direct snail programs. Many 
operators have built up mailing 
lists covering up to a 50-mile ra-
dius of their location. This year 
they will add money to the direct 
mail budget. 
3. Newspaper advertising. While 

this is not new, more operators 
are turning to newspaper ads to 
promote la) special dance nights 
and (b) appearance of names in 
the ballrooms. 
1 Television. This type promo-

tion is still in its infancy, but 
more and more operators are be-
ginning to think abattit hole the 
new medium can be used to help 
them, rather than cut their busi-
ness. Spade Cooley now originates 
a TV show from his location in 
Hollywood, and several other 
spots are planning similar moves 
some time this year. 

5. Tie-in with civic event.. Spe-
cial promotions which will be 
closely aligned with civic events 
of a general nature. These include 
centennials, ',airs, holidays, etc. 

6_ Give more for the money. 
Joe Bonds, owner of the Sky 
Club, Dallas, has been using a 
gimmick for several years now 
which has worked out well for 
him On week nighta, admission 
is 11.25 and covers refreshments. 
as do the following: Saturdays, 
$1.50, name bands or star show, 
82.50. 

Refurbishing 
In line with the promotion 

drive by most ops, the heavy ma-
junty of locations thmout the 
country this past winter did some 
refurbishing. These programs 
ranged from redecorating to vast 
overhauling, and in many cases 
represented the outlay of thou-
sands of dollars. 
Among the major activities in 

the rebuilding programs were: In-
creased capacities, addition of 
ben and tables, new dance floors, 
new sound equipment and addi-
tion of stages, addition of heating 
and or air conditioning plants, 
replaced old lighting systems with 
indirect units, added lounges and 
rebuilt restrooms. 

Practically all ballrooms either 
redecorated interiors or plan to 
do 30 during the year. 

Low Mortality Rate 
Despite some severe setbacks 

following the I.h post-war years, 
there have been few failures fr. 
the ballroom field In recent 
months. 
Some operators, like R. E. (Doc) 

Chinn, president of the National 
Ballroom Operators' Association 
and operator of Crystal Ballroom, 
Fargo, N. D., were hard hit by 
the recent floods. Chions location 
was under 12 feet of water dur-
ing the flood, and it will be sev-
eral weeks before he will be able 
to aerate. 
Lake Lansing Park, HasJett, 

Mich., has converted its ballroom 
into a roller rink after fighting to 
make a profit in the dance busi-
ness However, • counterpart to 
this operation can be found iri 
Detroit, where Edgewater Park 
this year converted its skating 
rank, which had previously been 
a ballroom, back to a dancen'. 

Several operators have sold 
their locations. Cliff Brown, 
Broken Bow, Neb., peddled his to 
the Elks, while Mrs. Robert 
SmelnYk, Ogallala, Neb., sold her 

ballroom to enter another busi-
ness. 

Palais Royale Bellroom, South 
Bend, led., is now being used for 
rentals for card parties, ban-
quets, etc.. exclusively. The ball-
room at Geauga Lake Park was 
burned to the ground April 9. 
Several locations have cut their 
sheds.

Back in the early turbulent '20's 
and the heydays of Small's and 
the Cotton Club. the original edi. 
tion of "Shuffle Along" touched 
off a new trend. It was a first all' 
Negro musical to come down to 
Broadway. Now nearly 30 years 
later Messrs. Miller, Sizes and 
Macke have clubbed together 
again on a 1952 edition of the 
same package. It would be pleas-
ant to report favorably on their 
current efforts. Unfortunately all 
of them seem to be still living in 
the flapper era; and theatrical 
progress has ground off. a lot of 
track since the jazz age. 

In sum, the book for the new 
"Shuffle Along" is a singularly 
plodding affair, a paste-up of 
musical comedy plots prevalent in 
the '20's. In fact there is so much 
plot, and it takes so long in de-
veloping, that there is practically Ino room for comic relief. And what there is comes strictly from 
the bottom of the barrel. Roughly, 
it all has to do with Negro 
WAAC's and G.I.'s In Italy (Circa 
1945), and subsequently brings 
some of them to New York for 
further antics in a fashionable 
them shop.

A lot has happened in 20 years 

—for one thing musical comedies 
have grown up in the interim. 
Nevertheless, many memories 
slipped back into the 1930's, and 
the overture to George Gershwin's 
Pulitzer Prize winner, "Of Thee 
I Sing," was greeted by rounds of 
applause and quavering vocals 
from the opening-night audience. 
But for this reporter, who was 12 
when. "Sing's" curtain first went 
up. it's all new stuff. And from 
his viewpoint it's hard to believe 
this is what mom and pop have 
been raving about all these years. 
True, everyone concerned has put 
all he has into this show to make 
it a smart production, but by mod-
ern musical standards the George 
S. Kaufman-Morrie Ryskind book 
seems pretty dull and the Ira 
Gershwin lyrics old hat. How-
ever, for all that, the curious and 
the nostalgic will probably keep 
it running into next season. 
There are some items in "Sing" 

which save it from being utterly 
disappointing. About midway thru 
Act I, Paul Hartman lifts the 
show off its feet with a comic 
dance and paves the way for a 
riotously funny series of news 
flashes as the presidential returns 
come in. After that the story of 
John P. Wintergreen's election to 
the presidency on a platform of 
love, sparked by a beauty contest 
to pick his wife, falls back into a 
ho-hum pattern. Not much hap-
pens except that Wintergreen jilts 
the contest winner and marries a 
gal who can bake muffins. 

Thin Ice 
After intermission the skating 

is on pretty thin ice, as the contest 
winner, a Miss Devereaux, re-
veals a dubious French back-
ground, thereby creating an in-
ternational strain leading to a 
threat of impeachment. However, 
the arrival of Mrs. Prexy's twins 
cancels the impeachment, din. 
misses all matters and leads to 
a final "Of Thee I Sing (Baby)." 
The saving grace here is a 

vaude turn by Hartman and Jack 
Carson. The latter comports *him-
self well in his stage debut. Win-
tergreen, however, doesn't seem 
to be his metier. He could use 
better material—likewise Lenore 
Lonergan, who was good within 
limitations of what she had to do. 
Jonathan Lucas and Joan Mann 
step fancily, but Jack Donohue's 
dance patterns, too, left much to 
be desired. 

In strong support are Jack 
Whiting, Howard Freeman and 
Loring Smith who set a mighty 
zingy pace for the rest to follow. 
Betty Oakes also is properly pert 
as the muffin gal. But no efforts 
top that witty newsreel, the peak 
of the show.

It was a good many years ago— 
as far back as 1934—that Leonard 
Sillman proved his worth as a 
talent scout. After a lapse of 
many years that saw many "new 
faces" cropping up all over the 
show sphere, Sillman comes back 
to the legit stage to make it serve 
as the jumping-off place for a 
dozen and a half youngsters rated 
by his standards as young star 
material. And by audience stand-
ards, there are several on deck 
who have more than it ordinarily 
takes to make the grade that 
leads to the top drawer in the 
show whirl. 
Wrapped together as a musical 

revue, this edition, which is a far 
cry from the intimacy such offer-
ings created in earlier days, holds 
the upper advantage as to timing. 
With summer coming on, there s 
enough in the works once it is 
put into proper shape to keep a 
Broadway audience fully enter-
tained with song and dance, plus 
proper dashes of comedy satire 
for a full evening. And until the 
mood calls for a more substantial 
theatrical d i s h. "New Faces" 
should have no trouble attracting 
a friendly audience for many per-
formances to come. 

Easy to Trim 
While there is no abundance of 

terrific talent, and the show stop-
pers are few and far, there is an 
overflowing capacity .of youthful 
enthusiasm generating abounding 
energy that makes it come off. 
And with the soft spots falling so 
obviously flat, it's a most simple 
gesture to wrap it up in a running 
order that will make for an eve-
ning well-spent and one that is 
entertaining. 
While the sketches all weave a 

pattern of satire with wit that is 
subtle, it's in the song and dance 
design that the revue shines 
brightest. And so do its "new 
faces." Moreover, the song and 
dance pattern leans more toward 
the sentimental than to the mod-
ern. 
About the best song in the 

batch is "Love Is a Simple Thing," 
which introchces one of the nunt 
charming and sweet songbirds to 
grace the boards in ever so long 
in Rosemary O'Reilly. And with 
June Carroll, who wrote the lyr-
ics, adding a sock switch finish, 
it makes for one of the high 
marks of the revue. Miss Caroll 
also shows off as a singer of ma-
jor proportions, particularly in 
her balladeering for a "Guess 
Who I Saw Today" torch. Also on 
the distaff side, the strongest 
show-stop is registered by Alice 
Ghostley, in baggy sweater and 
horn-rimmed spectacles reminisc-
ing on her love affair as she sings 
—and in good voice—a real sexy 
bit called -Boston Beguine." 

Other Gals 
Among the other fern voices in 

the cast, the vibrant voice of 
Earths Kitt, negro looker, regis-
ters when adding a comedy un-
dertone as she does best for "Mo-
notonous," with her top bit in a 
sketch where she is called upon 
to impersonate Yma Sumac. Vir-
ginia DeLuce, a blonde eyeful, 
serves to introduce the bits in her 
determination to sing about being 
an income tax deduction. How-
ever, the singing doesn't matter 
with all the glamour she gener-
ates as well as adding a light 
touch to the intros. Patricia Ham-
merlee, who has all the outward 
appearances of a good song mug-
ger who makes as well with her 
hipe, is confined to the folksy 
"Lizzie Borden" song. However, 
the impact of the song is lost in

sion that they really heard some-
thing meaningful. 

Pearson's tendency toward 
meaningless but inflammatory 
statements, done apparently for 
the sake of sensationalism only, 
were never more obvious than in 
his "news" item that government 
officials are fearful about in-

creased Russian military activi-

ties now that General Eisen-
hower is about to return home. 
The recent French plane inci-

dent and Pearson's claim that 
various border moves were being 
made by the Russians, tied to-
gether with a delivery that 
sounded like the Voice of Doom. 
must have sent untold number of 
'ittery viewers scuttling under 
their beds or packing their be-
longings preparatory to making a 
getaway. Unless, that is, they 
stayed around long enough to 
hear Pearson mercilessly flay his 
own straw man by stating he had 
just returned from Europe, and 
from his own observation, he 
didn't think it likely that trouble 
will develop, as the Russians 
would not be apt to telegraph 
their punches. 

Thus, Pearson could lay claim 
to a scoop if anything should 
flare up, and similarly he would 
be right if all remains calm. What 
price accuracy! 
There's no denying, despite this. 

that Pearson should acquire and 
hold a sizable TV audience. Ob-
viously nervous on his preem, he, 
nevertheless, always kept his de-
livery sounding important. And 
the very importance of his voice 
will impress enough viewers to 
give him a goodly rating. 
Commercials were on the 

strong side, too. Arrid's plug went 
in for mentions of "horrid sights" 
(sleeves with perspiration stains 
under the arms), and the Carter's 
pill plug told of the case of one 
Jane Hall, who "had a bad habit" 
—she took laxatives regularly. 
But Carter's pills relieved her 

irregularity and improved the 
flow of her liver bile. Maybe 
they'd do the same for Pearson, 
too, and tone down his delivery a 
mite, but that would not be likely 
to have a happy effect on his fol.

All this is said with due respect 
to some admirable playing by 
Ernest True,,, against whose na-
ture it is to turn in a bad job. As 
Hillary. the philosophical pawn-
broker. Trues does a fine bit of 
characterization. Unfortunately, 
the same cannot be said for per-
sonable Wendy Drew. as the 
genus lead. Miss Drew simply 
was not up to handling a difficult 
role, that of a dreamy, fey lass 
whose mind was several centuries 
removed from modern problems 
and confusions. What was in-

High in Wages 

Average 6% Higher 
Than '51—Point to 
Big Outdoor Year 

WASHINGTON, May In.—Shows 
playing the rural areas this sea-
son will play to farm workers 
with all-tone high wages. up 8 
per cent April I from a year ago 
altho the number of hired help 
is the lowest in eight years. ac-
cording to the Agriculture De-
partment's latest farm labor re-
port covering persona on all /arras 
in the United Stales 
Farm wages have rtsen stead-

ily thruout the cownry. with the 
highest hourly rates of 11.04 and 
97 cents in the Pacific and New 
England areas, and the lowest, 54 
rents, in Arkansas, Louisiana, Ok-
lahoma and Texas. Last year's 
high was 98 cents and the low 50 
cents. These rates do not include 
room and board. Which, of roùrse, 
lowers the rate real,. 
On April 1 there were 200,000 

fewer paid and unpaid workers 
than last year, a total of 8,790,-
000 farm people. Unusually 
poor weather conditions, how• 
ever, have delayed the hiring of 
extra workers for plowing and 
planting in many parts of the 
country, but by the time outdoor 
shows are traveling, the number 
of workers should increase. The 
average number of workers em-
ployed each month from January 
this, March is 1.258, an eight. 
year low. Hired farm workers 
for the week of March 23-29 
totaled 1.657. compared to 1,672 
a year ago, and 1,761 for the 
1945.49 period. The Colorado. 
Utah-Nevada area has suffered 
the biggest drop in number of 
hired workers for the one.week 
period. having 229 this year and 
277 in 1945. From February to 
!tiara, this year. the seasonal 
jump in hiring was nearly half • 
million men. with 60 per cent of 
them in the South Central States, 
where the season was more ad-
vanced than in other parts of Ut. 
country.

Knight recently was awarded a 
new contract for $33,000 for a 
public opinions survey to deter-
mine popular attitudes towards 
U. events. 

Knight's new contact calls for 
eurveys of 15 faint five more 
than have been checked in Um 
past 

In the complaint made against 
the Knight firm, it was said that 
the brochure was unattractive 
and inaccurate and could not be 
used. It was also said that gram-
mati.1 errors of singular verbs 
and plural subjects were thruout 
the brochures and that in the 
listing of directors several names 
were omitted. 
Other examples of errors were 

that the publication listed the 
Merced District Fair as being in 
Santa Clara County, when it is In 
Merced County: use of street car 
ads by the Sonoma County Fair, 
an area which has not had trot. 
leys for several years, and that 
Ferndale, site of the Humboldt 
County Fair. could be reached 
by train. 
Answering the charges, Knight 

said that the actual coat of the 
brochures was $3,1100 and that he 
had obtained some for $280 for 
500 copies, a price that could not 
be any lower under present costs. 
Because of the budget, it was 
necessary, the surveyor declared, 
to make the covers of light paper 
stock. The printing was identical 
on all brochure fronts but the 
colon were varied for identifi-
cation. 
Knight said that of the 10 

brochures made, nine were with-
out errors. He added that the 
10 — for the California State 
Fair—was designed to give ex-
hibit space rates and that the 
information he received was in-
correct. The book was re-run 
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with the State Fair paying for 
the extra work. Knight said. 
The head of the opinion survey 

declared that an error was made. 
in the first run, of the Merced 
County book and in which Santa 
Clara County was given as the 
event's location. The pamphlet. 
were called in. corrections made 
and then run again. 
Knight answered the charge 

that no trolleys had been operat-
ing in Sonoma, deep in the 
Mother Lode countrY, for ye= 
and that the fair could not use 
street car ads by saving that San 
Francisco trams were used. The 
fair, it was said, draws 25 per 
cent of its attendance from San 
Francisco. where the cards are 
used.
