In a tatigne-uncheek essay 
titled "The Shee of Copyright 
to come,- Dour! F. Reines, of 
the Copyright OffIres examining 
di , suggest» th t Purr the 
time has tense to plan in. inter-
galactic copyright eonventior . The 
Copyright Office, says Rides 
waggishly, has reached "the ines-
capable conclusion that human 
beings, most probably American.. 
will land on the moon before 
1960, and on Mars and Venus be-
fore 1975." These landings will 
produce some knotty ploblems 
for creative fol. who want their 
musical effusions and other works 
of art protected by copyright in 
outer spare. For Instance, assume 
that some composer stationed on 
the moon gets a tune published 
and distributed in the American 
colony there. The question sr ses, 
quips Reines, at to whether the 
tune "can be registered, and in 
what ear." 
As for Mars and Venus, they'll 

be real toughies for the Copyright 
Office when clerks get • cold 
sweat at the *ought of trying to 
decipher the tricky new tongues 
of the Martians and Venusla..

NBC topper, feel give, them the 
edge over their CBS rivals, and 
as soon ea the formalities of affili-
ate approval have been corn. 
Dieted. the NBC salesmen are ex-
pected to go gunning for business 
now on other web. Apart from 
thi., the difference between the 
recent CBS and the new NBC 
discount adjustments are slight: 
+Here the former'. averaged 25 
per cent reduction in net time 
casts, the NBC adjustment ranges 
from about 23 per cent minimum 
to 30 per cent maximum. 

In the contiguous rate deal, 
however. NBC feels It has stolen

The daytime rate, 
also would be subject to • 10 per 
cent rebate for 51 consecutive 
weeks, and to weekly dollar dis-
counts ranging from 5 to 27.5 per 
tent.

in-law. He'd run out on his ailing 
wife 'several years before and in 
the interim the girl had died. The 
boy is deeply remorseful, but the 
Fisher family—around whom the 
series is built—and the people of 
the town just can't get themselves 
to accdpt him. 
The wind-up rather subtly set 

forth the way the family came to 
accept the idea that they must 
forgive the trespasses of others 
and how they were reconciled to 
the lad. The weak point in it, in 
this reviewer's opinion, was that 
this change of heart was too great 
an extent instigated by the little 
boy of the family, a proper little 
fellow who goes about spouting 
Sunday school homilies. Not only 
was this unrealistic, in contrast to 
the rest of the story, but young 
David Kasday's performance was 
simply not up to the others. The 
outstanding performances were 
those of Forrest Taylor as the 
grandfather, who opened the 
show with narration, and Ray 
Boyle as his restless and unhappy 
son-in-law.

— The 
long . standing dispute between 
songwriters and publishers over • 
method of amounting for royal-
ties on song books and follos,

agreement reached in June by the 
Songwriters' Protective Associa-
tion and the Music Publisher.'

ties due writers on certain uses of 
copyrights not covered in SPA 
contracts prior to 1947. It also 
provided for an audit of the books 
of publishers to compute any roy-
alties due the cleffers for such 

Contract tonne spelling out the 
compromise reached by commit-
tees of both SPA and MPPA, 
were mailed to members of the 
writer and publisher organiza-
tions with a return deadline date 
of September 1. 
Of the 400 publishers to whom 

contract, were forwarded. only 
152 returned signed copies to 
SPA. Among the recalcitrant ones 
are a group of top firms, includ-
ing Bourne, The Big Three, Leeds. 
Milla Chappell, Santly-Joy, Lau-
rel and George Simon. Prominent 
among those which signed are 
Marks Music, Mickey Goldsen, 
Criterion, Southern, Famous-
Paramount, Shapiro - Bernstein, 
Spitzer and Tannen.

This DJ Would Charge 
25c Per Station Plug 
By NEV GEHNIAN 

NEW YORK. Sept. new 
gimmick designed to guarantee 
publisher, radio time for their 
tunes litas created more than a 
little stir among a number of the 
publishers. Reason for the up-
heaval is that contrary to the 
normal procedure of publisher, 
collecting revenue from station. 
for the use of their music, this 
proposal would have the pub-
lisher pay for his air plugs. 
The idea is the brain child of 

the Wayne Howell Productions, 
headed by NBC announcer-disk 
jockey Wayne Howell. Howell 
Presently peckage, several radio 
shows for RCA Victor record.. 
Briefly the set-up works as fol-
lows: Howell owns the rights to 
the "House of Music" progreso 
which formerly aired In New 
York and Chicago. Each show is 
built around an interview with 
a show business personality with 
records interspersed. Howell's 
plan is to merchandise the pro-
gram to stations thruout the 
country as a half-hour. five-day-
a-week package. Stations have 
the option to sponsor the pro-
gram. Each station would receive 
a transcription of the interview 
and would play the records 
called for in the interview. 
The hooker is that each parti-

cipating publisher would pay 
Howell 25 cents per plug per sta-
tion. According to Howell this 
would guarantee the playing of 
the tune whereas them is no as-
surance that a specific record will 
be played on regular disk jockey 
shows. Ile added that the pro-
gram would be presented it, the 
interest of "the rune publishers 
of America." 
Howell ties already approached 

a number of publishers with the 
proposal. As far a. can be de-
termined, these have been the 
larger firms for the most part. 
Howell claimed that he had 
cleared the idea with Harry Fox's 
office, publisher's agent and trus-
tee, and thus far had gained par-
ticipation assurance from Breg-
man, Voceo 8,c Conn; Leeds, Chap-
pel, Robbins and l'orgie. 
When queried on this point, • 

spokesman for the Fox office 
stated that no such clearance had 
been sought by Howell and added 
that rich • project would not 
come under that office's surveil. 

lance. A check with the first 
three named publishers further 
showed that at preso time no 
decision had yet been made 
whether or not to go along with 
the plan.

GERTRUDE LAWRENCE 
Gertrude Lawrence, noted actress who had been starring 

on Broadway this season in 'The King and I," the Rodgers. 
Hammerstein production at the St. James Theater, died Satur-
day morning (81 at the New York Hospital. New York. M iss 
Lawrence, who was 51, was a Donaldson Award winner. She 
had been suffering from a liver ailment. At her bedside were 
her husband, producer Richard Lawrence, and two friends. 
Fannie and David Holzmann. M iss Lawrence, lived at 17 E. 54 
Street, New York. In addition to her husband, M iss Lawrence is 
survived by a daughter, Pamela. 

M iss Lawrence was born in London. July 4, 1898. She 
made her first appearance on the stage in 1908 at the Brixton 
Theater. London, as a child dancer in "Dick Whittington." 
Early in her career she toured variety theaters and at the 
Repertory Theater, Liverpool, in 1912, and appeued as the 
principal dancer in "Fifinella." 

By the early 1920's, M iss Lawrence had already achieved 
an active, successful career on the English stage. She played 
the lead in "London Calling!" in 1923 at the Duke of York's. 
In 1924, she came to the United States, and at the Times Square 
Theater starred jointly with Beatrice Lillie in the noted musi-
cal success, 'Andre Chariot's Revue of 1921." The company 
returned to England in 1925 to play at the Prince of Wales 
Theater, and following • run there came to New York again 

M iss Lawrence's next New York success was the musical, 
«Oh, Kay!", in which she played the role of Kay. One year 
later, in 1927. she went to London, playing the role at HIS 
Majesty's. 

In succeeding years M iss Lawrence appeared in many 
plays on both the London and New York stage. Her roles in-
cluded Jane Crosby in "Icebound," 1928; Ann Wainwright in 
"Treasure Girl," 1928. and Amanda Prynne in "Private Lives," 
1930. In 1935 she toured England with Noel Coward in "To-
night at 8:30," appearing in the nine one-act play, comprising 
the group. Following a London run, this group of players was 
brought to Broadway for a run at the National Theater, 1938, 
In 1937 M .. Lawrence played SUS. Troxel in "Susan and 
God." and on 1939 toured the United States as Lydia Kenyon 
in "Skylark." M iss Lawrence started her role in "The King and 
I" in April, 1951. 

M iss Lawrence's role in -The King and r in currently 
being played by M iss Constance Carpenter, an English actress 
imported by the producing office o. Rodgers and Hammerstein. 
She will continue until other plans are made. .

Hurricane Sends Park 
Business Down Drain 

KE-Y YORK, Sept. 6 — Angry 
gales bred from a tropical hurri-
cane lashed across the Atlantic 
seacoast from the Carolinas to 
New England over the Labor Day 
weekend, and altho damage from 
the 45 to 70-mile-an-hour win d% 
was negligible, amusement park.

The Westchester 
County playspot announced that it 
would close September 7, but will 
keep its kiddieland open on all 
remaining Sunday, In that month. 
Olympic Park, Irvington. N. J.. 

registered a near washout for the 
week-end, and had only "a hand-
ful of people" visit. One park of-
ficial estimated that good weather 
would have drawn 100,000 during 
the three-day period. Last year.

Phil. Coinmen 
Cites Positive 
Approach 

SPOKANE. Sept. 6.-A heavy 
revenue loss to governing 
agencies in the State of Washing-
ton will reeult from a decision 
of the Supremo Court this week 
unless the court reconsiders its 
ruling. In a 7-to-2 decision, the 
court on Tuesday 121 declared 
unconstitutional a 1037 State law 
permitting operation of bell ma-
chin« in private, non-profit 
clubs. The ruling was in an 
action brought by a group of 
Spokane ministers against the 
Brotherhood of Friends and ap-
pealed by the BOF. 
The decision was based on a 

provision of the State constitu-
tion, prohibiting all lotteries. The 
majority opinion held that the 
bell machines were mechanical 
lotteries. The minority opinion 
stated that purchasing a chance 
on a lottery was far different 
than putting a coin in a bell 
machine. 
Joseph L. Thomas, attorney for 

the BOF, announced that he 
would file a petition for a re-
hearing. The ruling would mean 
that more than 200 non-profit 
clubs in Washington would have 
to dispose of their bell machines 
within 39 days. 
The State Tax Commission 

revealed there were 2835 ma-
chines licensed h, operate as of 
July 1. A survey showed revenue 
from the machines at Federal and 
State levels had approximated 
$4,500,000 a year. For the 12 
months ended April 30, they 

paid $3,773,141 in taxes to the 
State. 
Court records showed the BOF 

had- paid the city of Spokane 
$102,302 in taxes titre February, 
1951, Washington State $849,828, 
and the federal government 
$28,540 in license fees. The 
Spokane city auditor said 30-odd 
cluba paid city taxes of $143,229 
last year and that they had paid 
in *4,1110 in the first seven 
months of this year. On the basis 
of the 5 per cent tax, the clubs 
made gross operating profits of 
$2,884.550 last year, he said. 

Previously, the State SupremeCourt outlawed pinball machines 

that paid off. Many of the pin-
belle were converted to straight 
amusement play.

aiitomatie pitching machines, 
plane rides, midget movies, gulf 
machines and a host of others 
still in the embryo stage. 

Looking Mused 

The importance of these uniU 
remy not be fully realized for 
years to come. But their immedi-
ate alue res ly assessed. First, 
they brought in much needed new 
personnel and new naiad to 
replace the many coinmen who 
left the business following the 
enactment of the Johnson Bill 
The horses and movie units. es-
pecially attnated new capital 
and talent, and the automatic 
pitching machines are expected to 
do likewise, 

The hones and movies also 
returned another dividend. They 
made the average citizen, and a 
host of new locations coin. 
machine conscious. Many of the 
horses went into the traditional 
stem, such as dolt/Stare.. Arcades 
and transportation terminals. But 
the vest majority were Installed 
in department stores. super-
markets and other retail outlets, 
which previously had no coin 
equipment. 

Merchandising these units, of 
course, is entirely different from 
merchandising their immediate 
predecessors in the amusement 
games field. While they have a 
good selling point in earning 
capacity, the clincher is that they 
help stimulate over-all business. 

Plkehing Gamete 

Still 10 get the green light of 
widespread public acceptance is 
the pitching machine. Pitching 
units have been in existence. in 
one or another form, since the 
1920's. but because of their limit-
ed promotion, until this year. they 
never excited great interest.. 

Pitching mechines are rapidly 
becoming big businese now be-
came of a change of scenery. 

Realatic Touch 
This touch of realism was 

inspired by the success of golf 
driving ranges, and many of the 
owners III pitching units am driv-
ing ranee owners, who have let 
up I baseball game adlacent their 
golf establishments. Proof of the 
real appeal of the baseball ma-
chines la the number of men and 
boys waiting their turn at bat, 
and the crowds which gather to 
look on. Many in the crowds of 
obeervers wind up in the batting 
cage themselves. 

'Ibese new products. and others 
still to come, may well carry the 
games industry to new heights of 
prosperity. l'hey already have 
proved profitable and demon-
tanned. once again, that the coin 
machine industry keeps itself 
healthy by constantly catering to 
the changing times. 

Operators, too, felt the pinch 
since many of the amusement 
game companies also had bell and 
related equipment, 

in eales and operating revenue 
and forced more competition for 
the straight amusement games 
business. 
With incomes lessened, demand 

for all type, of amusement games 
dropped off sharply and the de-
cline was reflected in plant pro-
duction schedules. 
This immediate drop caused 

some factory officials. Who bad 
expressed their approval of the 
Johnson Bill, to sander whether 
they had helped create a bigger 
problem than existed when bell 
machines were in production. 
This feeling, incidentally. still 
exists in the rmnds of some of 
the biles earlier proponents.

EDITORIAL 

Pulling Together 
Ono of the most encouraging signs for the future of the 

phonograph business in a long time is the evidence of growing 
co.oikration between the Phonograph Manufacturen' Associ-
ation and Music Operators of America. 

As the 'Pemba"' group prepares to hold Its third annual 
ronvention and 'exhibit in Chicago this week, its officers and 
directors can report to the membership that manufacturers, 
distributors and operators pulled together the last 12 months 
like they have rarely done in the past. 

The four members of the manufacturers' association (AMI, 
Rockola Seeburg and Wurlitzer) are not going to exhibit 
their juke bone, at the Congress Hotel during the 2.10A 
meeting. But they have done the next best thing; The four 
made a cash contribution to the MOA treasury as an indication 
of their belief in what the association aims to accomplish. 

New Cenlidence 
As further proof of their new-found confidence in one 

'another, the phonograph makers will have 1d0A's officers 
and directors as their guests at a luncheon. 

All of this does not mean that the manufacturers have 
put their unreserved stamp of approval on the operators' 
organisation. The business has too king a history of mutual 
mistrust between manufacturer and operator for any such 
rapid change. But the beginnings of a real spirit of co-
operation, and mutual confidence, are there. 

ASCAP Gets Credit 
Strangely enough, no small credit for this closer working 

relationship ought go to a third outfit generally regarded 
as an arch enemy in juke box circles. It was ASCAP. 
sponsored legislation which brought operators and manu-
facturers into closer rooted this past year. The ASCAP 
battle forcibly reminded the industry's buyers and sellers 

The ASCAP threat is as strong today as it was a year 
ago, and that threat alone will keep PIMA and MOA in 
relatively close contact_ Every thinking member of the in-
dustry hopes that this co-operation will be extended to other 
vital problems: To State and local tax matters; to a long-
range and effective public relations program for the benefit 
of the entire industry, and to programing which is the 
determining factor in an operation's success or failure.

OrERATORS who are alert to 
the possibilities in creative 
programing have been able 

to make the Irarge-catmeitY Juke 
box work fur them more produc-
tively But too many route own-

ers have seen in the bigger ma-

chine only a simple competitive 
tool To the latter it has too often 

been used only to secure a loca-
tion against inroads by the opera-
tor down the street. It's new and 

shiny and full of interesting gim-

micks to attract the patron's eye 
The location-owner wants it and 

the operator gives it to him if he 
can thereby win a more favorable 
contract stipulating front money 
or a weighted split. 

But the operator who has taken 
this attitude toward this more ver-
satile Instrument is miming • good 
bet. He 13 using the machine, be 

it Seeburg. AM/ or Wurlitaer, 
pretty much as a "small" phono-
graph that just happens to con-

tam mure record slots. He Is re-
luctant to explore the potential in-

herent In adventurous programing. 

Today, it is estimated, there are 
more than 50,01/0 coin phonographs 
on location show-casing 80 or 
more selections The bulk of them. 
of course. are Seeburg 100's, How-

ever, AMI and Wurlilaer, with 80 
and 104-selection units respec-
tively, are stepping up their pro-
duction programs and the num-

ber of high-capaeity phonographs 
on location is due to Increase at 
an ever accelerating pace. Evans 
and forints will soon add thed 

100-selector models to the field. 
The problem, then, which is 

becoming more apparent to aware 
music operators Is how to more 
fully realize the profit potential' 
of the "jumbos."

Thus. he 
has rarely been one to beat out 

new trails. It has been enough

That's where most of the 
money comes from, except in the 

most aPeciellsed type of location.

lowed. A smaller number were of 
Me strong opinion that high-

capacity phonographs opened up

One program-conscious operator 
put lus finger on the problem by 
rt-slating the too-often forgotten 
industry axiom: "No two locations 
are alike."

Survey Shows 
Ops Sell 5.8% 
Of All Bars 
WASHINGTON, Sept. 6. - A 

recently completed analysis made 
by Wilbur K. Hess, researr.h di-
rector of the Wholesale Confec-
tionery Industry Foundation, re-
veals that vending machine oper-
atom account for 52 per cent of 
the sale of all candy bars pro-
duced In this country. Chain 
stores. on the other hand, the re-
port indicates, account for only 
13.6 per cent of the bar goods 
manufacturers' production. This 
is the estimate of the last U.S. 
Department of Commerce survey 
(IMO) of th, candy industry, 
which is the basis for the Wet? 
analysis. 
Wholesales alone handle 56.3 

per cent of the candy bar produc-
tion, and 45.2 per cent of all candy 
sold, the survey notes. The dif-
ference between the 56.3 per cent 
sold thni wholesalers and the 77.1 
per cent figure, is the amount sold 
direct to independent distributors 
of vario. kinds. The remainder. 
after allowing for the chains and 
vending operators, Is sold to the 
government (2.0 per cent), and 
others, including exporters (1.5 
per cent). 

In commenting on the analysis, 
He said. "Wholesalers and op-
erators of all types play an in , 
portent part in the distribution 
of confectionery and especially 
for the candy bar manufacturen. 
They do this thru their service to 
over 1,500,000 independent retail-
ers, theaters and innumerable 
other outlets thruout the country."

Vending Revenue Off 
Slightly on NY Subways 
NEW YORK, Sept. 6. - New 

York subway riders are spending 
slightly less in coin vending ma-
chines than they did • year ago. 
A report by the New York Board 
of Transportation for the fiscal 
year ending June 30. 1952. reveals 
that receipts to the city from 
vending machines were $1,262,-
218, Total receipts for the fiscal 
year ending June. 1951. were 
$1.266,381. 
Of course these figures merely 

represent the amount of gross 
business as they are the subway's 
share of the volume. For example. 
when the subways took in $1,266.-
331 in 1051, it represented a total 
gross of 23,731.258. While no total 
gross figures for 1952 have been 
released. the take should top 
$3,500.000. 
Subway takes for all gum, candy 

and nut machines were virtually 
the same for the 1952 fiscal year 
as for the 1951 fiscal year-27110,-
000 for 1952 and 818 more for 
1951. All candy, nut and gum 
machines are operated by the 
American Chicle Company.

Key to Vending Industry: 
Small, Profit-Reaping Bulk Units 

By FRED AMANN 

BULK VENDERS; nurnmically 
and historically, constitute the 
backbone of the automatic 

merchandising Industry. Over 
1,340,000 mit. ball gun and candy 
machines were in operation thru-
out the country last year, and 
that bulk machine operation 
continues to mow is irdicated by 
the 1,000,000 unit, on location 
during 1949 and the 1,230.000 ma-
chines during 1950. 
With each unit averasdng 100 

sales per week for an annual 
total of ahead seven billion sal., 
up from the five billion sales 
level in 1949. the importance of 
the individual bulk unit cannot 
be Minimtzed. 
One of the smallest units in the 

vending industry, and the least 
costly, the bulk machine also 
affords esta1711shed operators a 
means of low unit cost diversifi-
cation and expansion of present 
routes, and new operators a basic 
vending education with a mini-
mum of investment outlay if the 
equipMent Is not Dromobon 
punned. 

Attesting to the value of bulk 

vending as a companion activity 
to nickel andrar dime products 
equipment are the number of 
such operator, .ing penny units. 
Last year, 51.2 per rant of all 
operators In the nation had some 
bulk venders, while 71 per cent 
of all pert-time operators had 
added bulk equipment 
During the middle and late 

1920's. before present-day bever-
age, candy and cigarette venders 
arrived on the automatic mer-
Chanditreg scene in force, the 
bulk vender became established 
as the major coin-operated prod-
uct dispenser. It co itinued to 
grow during the 1930.. especially 
during the early "depression" 
years, and reached the billion 
unit level in the late 1940'3.

Today, with new packaged and 

other nickel-and-over product 
venders featuring a greater vari-
ety of merchandise, the industry 
spotlight la often shown more 
brightly on this equipment. How-
ever, the bulk vender, profit-
proven by at least three decades 
of volume operation, continues to 

hold high public esteem by 
reason of its dependability and 
(a factor not to be under-
estimated) for its nostalgic associ-
ation by the average American 
adult with his childhood. 

Unit Designing 
One of the longest-lived 

(potentially) types of vending 
equipment, bulk units neverthe-
less have not been relegated to a 
static position. design-wise. The 
postwar years, especially, have 
eran numerous innovations in the 
construction, operation and ap-
punnet of such venders. 

Plastics, for component parts 
and globes and/or cabinet viewing 
plates, have been employed to an 
increasing extent. Dispensing 
wheels have been Improved to 
the point where they CHO vend 
'event] sine of product, on 
a rotation basis, without 
adjustment. 

Sanitation of interior parts, 
vender globes and bases, has 
been facilitated by the simpler, 
faster dissembly permitted by 
new designs. Also, location serv-
icing time has been shortened by 
the increasing use of fully loaded

15% From July, 1951 

WASHINGTON. Sept. 6.-This 
summer's sales of candy ban is 

no g behind last summer, both 
pound and dollar-wise, the De-
partment of Commerce an. 
nounced this week. The figures 
were termed a 'Significant" 
decrease. 
During July, the dollar volume 

of'candy bars trailed behind July 
ot lam year by 15 Per cent, and 
poundage showed a 16 per cent 
decline. 
Bulk goods, Including but not 

limited to penny items, showed 
• 9 per cent dollar decline and a 
poundage drop of 5 per cent. 
Sales of 5 and 10-cent candy 
specialty items rose 1 per cent in 
dollars but dropped 1 per cent ira 
poundage. 

11151-1930 Comparison 
This week, Commerce also --

Ported that sales of confectionery 
and chocolate products in 1951 
totaled $985 million, compared 
with sales of $924 million in 1950. 
A review of Commerce figures 
show only 1948 sales exceeded 
1951 totals in the past five years. 
In 1948, total sales amounted to 
$981 million 
Since the average price of a 

pound of all types of candy was 
slightly higher in 1951, manu-
facturers repotted the 5 per cent 
increase in dollar volume, de-
pile • 1 per cent decrease in 
poundage. 
As usual, salts were heaviest 

the lait three months of the year. 
During October and November, 
1951. setts totaled $111 million, 
co:squared with a 1950 October 
total of $109 million and a No-
vember total of $98 million. 

Mirada TOO SRLSS 
Illinois reported the heaviest 

sales-a total of $242,382,000 In 
1951 against $237.288,000 hi 1950. 
The Commerce Department 

survey showed sal. Of package 
goods jumped 10 per cent in 1951 
Over those of the previous year, 
akin, poundage sales Increased 
only 4 per cent. Yearly package 
goodie sales totaled $106,188000 
f. 251.163 pounds. compared 
with a 1950 sales total of $98,-
6111,000 for ten,581,0x) pounds. 
Most money came from the sale 

of bar goods, which reached $327,-
729,000 for 869.179,000 pounds, 
compared with a 1950 total 
of $305.530,000 for 686,124,000 

pounds, a rise of 7 per cent, altho 
poundage sales dropped 2 per 
cent. 

Sales from bulk goods totaled
