Cat's Paw rubber 
heels and Clarets. Packard and 
the Electrical Companies Adver-
tising Program elm are hot to 
move into web video. Others, 
heavy usen of both types of TV, 
have cut nown spot expenditures 
to make room on their budgets 
for web bankrolling. 
The Gruen buy of Walter Win-

chell via American Broadcasting 
Company was made largely from 
funds which had been devoted to 
spot previously, teeming Broth-
ers likewise now are plugging 
Baume Dengue via the Jackie 
Gleason show on the Columbia 
Broadcasting System. Similarly, 
Griffin Shoe Polish has bought 
into "Your Show of Shows" via 
the National Broadcasting Coin, 
pany. Clorets, also riding the 
Jackie Gleason bandwagon, had 
concentrated on spots in the past. 
And Cat's Paw rubber heels has 
shifted to sponsoiship of "Quiz 
Kids" on CBS-TV alternate Sun-
day afternoons. 

Packard Too 
Packard, which placed its "Re-

bound" film series on a spot buis 
last season, now is shopping for a 
web slot for the current semester.

One 
is that the old belief that it's eas-
ier to clear time on • spot rather 
than network basin is proving less 
true today, and station reps are 
hardly better equipped than the 
networks to arrange clearances. 
Along this line, some webs al-
ready are placing sponsor.' film 
shows in certain otherwise unat-
tainable markets on • spot bash 
h. addition to markets which are 
cleared on a regular network 
basis. 

Rely on Webs 
Another factor Is a growing 

feeling of responsibility to the 
networks by affiliates, especially 
in one and two-station markets. 
The outlets, which hitherto have 
been having a field day. recognize 
that with the ending of the freeze, 
they will lean more on the webs 
as competition comes into their 
cites, and now are more co-oper-
ative about clearing time. They 
know the time is coming when 
they will be basic affiliates of a 
single network only in their city, 
add will rely more on the web in-
volved. 
Along this line. both CBS and 

NBC station relations execs are 
known to be developing long-
range plans on dealing with affili-
ates who currently are subject to 
heavy pressure from station reps. 
Time periods allocated to spot are 
discussed with these affiliates 
with • view to regaining them for 
network use. Consequently, many 
spot advertisers now are begin-
ning to feel insecure about their 
status. Some are therefore turn-
ing to the network(' u a recourse 
for acquiring good permanent 
slots, 
From a station point of view, 

the increased revenue obtainable 
from national spot as compared 

with network has beets a major 
factor. But even the webs now 
admit that, when • network 
really is determined to clear key 
markets for an important show, 
they will make • deal with sta-
tions not unfavorable to that 
which would be gained via sta-
tion reps. 

Sons* Reason. 
As can be seen from the above 

list of sponsors, some have bought 
into network participation shows. 
This is especially true of bank-
rollers which could not afford a 
show of their own, and have been 
using station breaks widely. With 
decent adjacencies of this tin» 
tougher to get, some advertisers 

have gone network. 
Sponson who follow ratings 

closely feel that it is possible to 
follow progress of a show more 
easily on network bash. Projec-
tion of a national rating for a spot 
show can never be accurate since 
factors such as opposition and 
time period vary from city to city. 
A co-ordinated publicity and pro-
motion campaign. likewise be 
developed more easily when a 
etude time is being pushed. 
Network emu point out that 

even film producers themselves 
are reeOgniring this turn in the 
situation and are showing greater 
interest than ever in getting a 
network outing.

FOREIGN PRODUCTION, SALES 

American Video Market Views 
Europe as 

The production of television 
films in Europe for the Ameri-
can video market has meant 
many things to many people. 
The cost-cutting promise of-
fered by foreign film production 
hum% always bun 
but producers and distributors 
are still looking to the Conti-
nent as a major source of both 
theatrical and specially pro-
duced for television films. Look-
ing far into the future, Ameri-
can TV brass also thinks of Eu-
rope as a market for its locally 
produced products. 
From • round-up of TV film 

production in Europe as com-
piled by The Billboard corre-
spondents in Paris, London. 
Rome and Copenhagen, it is 
evident that TV film has made 
some deep economic impres-
sions on the various countries 
there. The smaller independent 
French film producen were 
given the long awaited chance 
to make some money. Italy sees 
TV film production u a major 
new industry. England has be-
come heavily involved is. the 
field, while the Scandinavian 
countries and other European 
nations are still in the early 
stages of investing time, money 
and effort. America still se« 
Europe as • major, untapped 
source of film product for TV 
use here but only a few large 
outfits have been willing to at-
tempt any real tapping of the 
source. 
TV film action In Western 

Europe ranges from actual full 
scale production to wild pipe 
dreams, and Includes • batch of 
new firms, new studios, concrete 
plans and the usual wildcatting 
attending a new industry. Ma-
jor activity in many nations has 
centered around the release to 
television of theatrical films 
from large studios in England, 
France and Italy. The latter ac-
tion has created r mild boon, in 
the re.dubbing business. At the 
moment, for example, a batch 
of 52 French filing are being ne-
gotiated for in this country. 
with Marlene Dietrich involved 
in the proposed transaction. As 
the 'Mier Hollywood studios 
continue to hold off releasing 
their films for TV, film buyers 
are being forced to deal more 
frequently with foreign firms. 

As1 unusual switch in the film 
business, and one which may 
portend similar actions in th, fu-
ture, wan the recent deal made 
by Sheldon Reynolds, "Foreign 
Intrigue" producer, who has re-
leased his TV films for theetri-
cal distribution in Europe. And 
a few weeks earlier, Italian 
video brass picked up telecast-
ing rights to • large group of 
American products for use on 
Rome's TV outlet. 

England say. Billboard corre-
spondent, Leigh Vance, hu been 
grinding way since 1947 on t'Y 
films. L. the early days, Ameri-
can TV film produce., operating 
out of England found it difficult 
to get suitable studio space and 
equipment. But those like John 
Carroll, who stuck it out, won 
their battle and found that they 
could turn out films for about 
half the price it would have cost 

the United States. Back in 

Major Film Source 
1949, John Nuht turned out a 
musical series starring Dolores 
Gray, and sold the film series to 
the British Broadcasting Corpo-
ration in addition to American 
film users. With Misr Gray hay-
ing completed three years of 
starring in the London produc-
tion of -Annie Get Your Gun," 
Nasht found a ready market 
there for his product. In most 
instances, tho, the producers 
have found that tastes of the 
American ard British people 
vary too much to permit the 
average film series to be sold in 
both markets. 
Of late, the largest TV film 

producing outfit in England has 
been Douglas Fairbanks Jr. Pro-
ductions, Ltd. Using all-British 
casts and production crews, 
Fairbanks has completed three 
pilot films which National 
Broadcasting Company la said 
to be ready to pick up for net-
wait WM and syndication The 
Fairbanks' pilots are "Foreign 
Legion," an adventure story, di-
rected by Daniel Biel and writ-
ten by Anthony Etartky: "The 
Accused," a send-documentary 
thriller, from a screenplay by 
John arid Gwen Bagni with ad-
ditional dialog by Robert West-
erby and direction under Law-
rence Huntington, and "Silent 
Man," a dramatic film directed 
by Terence Fisher and written 
by Lewis Rosoff, Herman Blazer 
was co-producer end Alan Grey 
music •composer for all three 
films.

A. • result, the small 
firms have found it uneconomi-
cal to get involved in producing 
theatrical products for Ameri-
can use. Television films, how-
ever, come under the heading of 
short subjects. If the producer 
can guarantee immediate export 
of the films, he is fairly free of 
production regulations. He must 
guarantee hat the film will 
never be shown in French ter-
ritory. 
As a result, there has been 

much activity among the 
smaller firms in France. The 
two basic types of production 
companies are those who suck 
to producing films for American 
TV, and those producing films 
in French for later re-dubbing 
into English. Last year, for ex-
ample, Englishman John Nasht 
shot his Dolores Gray series in 
Paris using French niters' and 
vaudeville stars. Of late, Shel-
don Reynolds has shifted • ma-
jor portion of his filming to 
Perim from Stockholm.

Altho Jimmy Durante made his 
TV debut less than two years ago 
(November 1. 1950), he already 
has undisputed ownership of 
"Most lovable guy in TV" title, 
both by right of showmanship and 
a consistent show of good sports-
manship toward visiting artists. 
The "Schnozz" is always a per-
sonal success, whatever the cali-
ber of his program in general. 

Last Saturday's "All-Star Re-
vue" was a case in point. with 
Durante scoring his usual person-
al triumph despite so-so material. 
less than sparkling production 
numbers and disappointing per-
formances by Margaret Truman 
and Phil Harris. 
The fact that the daughter of 

the President of the United States 
can participate in a song and 
dance number with a slapstick 
comedian on TV is a wonderful, 
truly American phenomenon, and 
certainly nothing to write a bad 
review about. However, let's face 
It, Miss Truenan is no Ethel Mer-
man (or Helen Traubel for that 
matter) and shouldn't be present-
ed as such. She's a remarkably 
relaxed, pleasant girl, with a nice 
sense of comedy timing an 
somewhat less impressive vocal 
gifts. Her previous strut-away 
comedy bits with Durante were 
acceptable as a novelty, but the 
prospect of Miss Truman playing 
musical-comedy-vis-a-vis Durante 
on a regular basis is a dismal one.

vocal. He was back in top form 
for Durante's usual let's-break-up- , 
the-joint, break-away piano fin-
ish, but the Club Durante bit, of ; 
course, was all Jimmy's.

Sandwiched, as it is, between

The first show in the new 
"Cavalcade of America" film se-
ries is very sound. If anything, 
there is too much sound and not 
enough to see. Essentially, "Poor 
Richard" is a radio script acted 
out in costume. 
The story is about old Benja-

min Franklin. It tells how he 
went into negotiations with Gen-
eral Howe in the early stages of 
the Revolutionary War and sim-
ply stalled until a rain storm 
broke out that enabled the troops 
under Washington to make their 
escape off Manhattan Island. 

Cecil Kellaway as Franklin in 
charming, warm and sly, and his 
make-up is a veritable cartoon of 
the wise old man. In Kellaway's 
performance is the main interest 
and pleasure of the show. But it's 
all talk, talk, talk. So, while it is 
a nice show, it doesn't have much 
impact. 

Ita Poasible 
But it could have if some 

thought had been given to the 
matter. 
The story has Franklin at first 

opposed to going into the negotia-
tions. But a courier arrives with 
a request from Washington that 
Franklin go in there and stall 
until the Army can make its get-
away. Later, when Franklin, 
along with John Adams, who is 
portrayed as an utter nitwit, and 
Edward Rutledge, stops at an inn 
for the night on his way to 
Howe's headquarters, Franklin 
encounters the courier again. The 
courier thietime does not say a 
word to Franklin but just slips 
him a note. Franklin reads it 
aloud in the privacy of his room. 
It is from Washington. warning 
Franklin to keep Adams quiet 
since he might force a showdown 
in the talks. Adams does not 
know of the plan to stall. 
Now the film could have 

evoked much more interest if the 
business with the courier were 
presented visually only. The ape-
cifin of the plan might have been 
kept from the audience, as well as 
from 'Adams, until the end when 
the thunder claps and the mission 
is completed. 

A Letdown 
That, anyhow, is one way in 

which the show's visual interest 
could have been enhanced. But 
of course that's only a makeshift. 
One would expect more of "Cav-
alcade of America," a title that 
for 18 years on radio has meant 
tops in institutional advertising 
and public service. With Du Pont 
sponsorship and with the wealth 
of history as its theme, this TV 
film series presents an opportu-
nity to try some of the different 
approaches people in the industry 
sometimes talk about. Du Pont 
has used three different film corn-
paniea on the first series of 19. 
Midst all this film talent there 
must be an Idea someplace. 
The end-show commercial, only 

one rendered, told and showed 
Du Pont's grants to graduate 
science students. It was an in-
teresting message and was de-
livered effectively.

Extensive doctoring is needed 
to get "Bernardine," Mary 
Chase's new comedy, in shape for 
the Stem. She has written a play 
that is at once original, amusing 
and frequently touching—as well 
as being formless, undeveloped 
and brimful of a vague boozy 
philosophy more suited to the 
character of Elwood P. Dowd 
than the problems of adolescence. 
Her theme is the gull of feeling 

that exists between youth and 
age. The central character is an 
18-year-old lad, plagued by the 
discovery of sex, a child merged 
with an adult. In a city of the 
Far West, he pals with a gang of 
kindred spirits who serenade 
Bernardine, a dream girl from 
"Sneaky Falk, Idaho, and the 
only word she knows is 'yes'." 
Mrs Chase undoubtedly has an 

ear for the speech patterns of 
adolescence, and she has cap-
tured the phrasing and rhythms 
of such talk with amazing fidel-
ity. However, she does not use 
much selectivity in her dialog, 
and the constant repetition of cer-
tain key words tends to become as 
tedious as it is in life. The boy is 
well drawn, but the other mem-
bers of his clique are shadowy 
and without motive. We are told 
they come from the country-club 
set, and they like to hang out in 
the Shamrock saloon and drink 
3.2 beer, but little else explains 
their strange behavior. 

Incongruous 
The play's conflict becomes 

more sharply defined when Ber-
nardine finally shows up as an 
older woman, a friend of the lad's 
mother, and invites the boy to her 
hotel room. There follows the 
death of the dream but a growing 
understanding of himself. Again, 
Mrs. Chase's craftsmanship is du-
bious. It is difficult to believe an 
experienced woman would re-
spond so completely to the lad's 
bumbling advances. Indeed, this 
lack of comprehension extends to 
all her adult characters. The boy's 
mother is surely one of the most 
witless matriarchs on record, 
without a glimmer of common 
sense or understanding, much too 
credulous to be accepted. 
Johnny Stewart's performance 

as the perplexed Wormy is adroit 
arid authoritative, highlighting 
the humor without losing any of 
the pathos of his role. Irene Her-
vey, despite the thinness of her 
part, doca some personable thesp-
ing. John Kerr, as Arthur Beau-
mont, the leader of the gang, 
makes an auspicious debut on-
stage, and the remainder .of the 
cast is excellent. Only Beverly 
Lawrence, playing a floosie 
rather than a divorcee of sensibil-
ity. seems miscast. 

Growing Pains 
There is warmth and wisdom 

in "Bernardine." There is also a 
disturbing resemblance to "Har-
vey." The flights of fancy about 
Sneaky Falls are inventive but 
require the same eyes-toward-
the - second - balcony technique 
more appropriate to an alcoholic's 
fantasy-world than to the con-
fusions of teen-agers which are 
anything but misty. Not only 
that, their dreams are devoted to 
destructive pranks tending to lose 
audience sympathy, tho the lis-
tent is toward depicting them se 
essentially decent and honorable. 
There are so many penetrating 
commenta and poignant moments 
in the comedy that it is a pity 
Mrs. Chase has only hit off some 
of the surface mannerisms of 
youth. 
Compared to a serious study of 

adolescence like "Member of the 
Wedding," "Bernardine" is suf-
fering from growing pains.

Estes Keleuver 
(D' Tenn.) wee top Democratic 
choice in the number of copy-
righted tunes when the party con-
vened to nominate its standard-
bearer. and Stevenson wasn't even 
in the running so far as the tune-
smiths were then concerned. On 
the GOP side, the, Eisenhower had 
a commanding lead in the political 
tunes when the GOP convention 
rolled around. 
Four years ado top popularity 

honors in the number of copy-
righted tunes went to that year's 
rear runner at the Republican 
Convention in Philadelphia. Gen. 

• Douglas MacArthur. In 1930 Alf 
Landon, of Kauas. GOP standard-
bearer, captured the fancy of 
three time. more copyrighted 
tunes than were composed about 
President Franklin D. Roosevelt, 
who all but blanked Landon in 
the electoral count. 

Yet, the songwriters proved 
prophetic in 1932 when they copy-
righted three times more tunes 
about F. D. R. than for his GOP 
foe, Herbert Hoover, who was de-
feated in his re-election bid that 
year.

Approval of the classification 
committee and action by the 
board is deemed sufficient. This 
has already been accomplished. 
The Society now, on both the 
writer and publisher levels, is on 
a performance pay-off basis pri-
marily. This virtually negates 
the old machinery of appeals 
boards and arbitration panels. 
Should the plan prove workable 
in its essentials, it will be con-
sidered a notable accomplishment 
—for altho it streamlines the pay-
off plan, it, nevertheless, clings to 
philosophies which the Society 
has considered very essential — 
availability and seniority. These 
have been modified so as to fit 
into a performance framework. 
Most ASCAP publishers, at this 
stage, feel the accomplishment 
has been a tremendous one, with 
the Society motivated by instincts 
of fairness and benevolence.

age-wise the r.reb. departments 
are among the leading profit 
makers of various record catego-
ries In the major firms. 
Okeh Records hit the 80,000-

mark with the Red Saunders' 
waxing of "Hambone," and one of 
The Treniers' recent platters hit 
the 60,000 figure. The Okeh label 
was not taken over in Cleveland 
and Cincinnati because the Co-
lumbia-owned distributors were 
doing poorly, but because the 
firm believes the indie jobbers 
will do better due to the unusual 
selling conditions and specialized 
concentration of the r.drb. market. 

Victor's Research 
Three years ago RCA Victor 

had an independent research or-
ganization survey the r.drb. field 
for them, and one of the recom-
mendations was that RCA Victor 
should re-activate the Bluebird 
line for r.&b. waxings, and that 
the new line be handled by in-
dependent distributors where the 
RCA Victor jobbers had shown 
an inability to crack the market. 
Tho RCA Victor mulled this rec-
ommendation, it was finally de-
cided to continue as before. 
Whether Columbia's important 

step with the Okeh line in Cin-
e nati and Cleveland will lead 
to other changes, Is of course. 
speculative. However, it is rea-
sonable to assume that the firm 
will be watching the sales figures 
of the independent Okeh distrib-
utors rather closely. The other 
majors will also be quite inter-
ested in this new development. 
Decca Records created a com-

pletely independent line in the , 
pop, country and classical fields 
when it started Coral Records la-
bel which is distributed by in-
dependent distributors. 
Whether independent distribu- , 

tion of r.dib. platters turned out . 
by the majors is the answer to 
their problem in this field is yeti 
to be determined.

Gross Tops $2,000,000 in 11 Months

CHICAGO, Sept. 27.—When 
Abe Saperallein's Harlem Globe-
trotters plane into San Francisco 
Tuesday (2) from Honolulu, the 
much-traveled cacen will have 
completed their most ambitious 
season to date. 
Within a year, the aggregation 

ha. traveled more than 55,000 
miles, played to over five million 
basketball fans on five continents 
and grossed well over $2,040000. 
During the team's regular 

United State. and Canadian tel-
son. from October 1951, thru 
March of this year. It traveled 
over 15,000 miles and played to 
more than three million fans. 
This wu followed by its so-
celled "World Series Biekethall" 
which pitted the Trotters against 
a group of college stars in 16 
games played in 15 of the nations 
leading auditoriums. More than 
201,000 fans mw the two-week 
series, which started in New 
York's Madison Square Garden 
and ended in the St. Louis Arena 
after a 5,000-mile jaunt that in-
cluded games on the West Coast. 
During the Globetrotter's 

round-the.world tour they played 
to 2,000,000 more people and. 
traveled some 35,000 miles. The 
past summer's oversee, jaunt was 
the most ambitious yet under-
taken by Saperstein and included 
games b, several South American 
countries and most of the Euro-
peen rations this side of the iron 
curtain. The troupe then ronWed 
to North Africa and Asia and, 
stopped off in Japan, Formose 
the PhiliPPines, G ti am and 
Hawaii. 
The Globetrotters' rise to 

prominence in the sports-enter-
tainment world wasn't easy and 
money was tight in the early 
days. Saperstein, who guided the 
enterprise then its trying days 
was born in London, England. but 
at the age of 1 migrated to Chi-
cago with his parents. He grew 
up there and, despite his five-foot 
three-inch frame, was a star 
basketball player in high school. 
Later he turned semi-pro as a 
player, coach, manager and pro-
moter and finally took over a 
Negro basketball team, sponsored 
by the Savoy Ballroom, Chicago. 
When the ballroom manager tired 

of the leant in 1927, Saperstein 
took it over, renamed it and hit 
the road in an antiquated auto. 
mobile. 
Playing almost every night, and 

sometimes twice a day, the youth-
ful promoter adopted the comedy 
routines to conserve the liDiyerie 
energy. Oftentimes during those 
days of small squads. Saperstein 
wœ the only substitute on the 
bench and he played when he 
was needed.

VENDER EXPORTS BOOM
