Fun -Seekers' Hunger and Thirst Tabbed at 
$200 Million for New Season's Till 
By CHARLES BYRNES 

CHICAGO - Fun -seekers at 
-outdoor amusements - fairs, parks, 
carnivals, circuses, kidclielands and 
celebrations - will consume over 
$200,000.000 worth of food and 
drinks this summer and fall. 

Long rated big and profitable, 
too, the refreshment field is grow- 
ing constantly due to shorter work 
weeks, more leisure time, improved 
transportation and increased popu- 
lation. 

Experienced hands in the con- 
cession game peg the nationwide 
average for food and drink sales at 
an outdoor -type event at slightly 
over 40 cents per capita. Top eaters 
and drinkers are auto race fans, 
who due to the heat, length of pro- 
gram and waiting periods, normally 
consume soft drinks, beer and food 
on a whopping per- capita basis. 

Appetites are affected 
by many factors. The -foremost, 
however, is the time a patron puts 
in at an event. For instance, the 
average fair -goer is on the grounds 
from six to eight hours, and ex- 
perienced operators figure he'll 
spend about 90 cents on refresh- 
ments Charing Isis stay. 

Remarkable Growth 
There has been remarkable 

growth in the field since World 
War If and this year should be no 
exception. People have become ac- 
customed to eating out more often 
and this is a big factor in the 
growth of outdoor food and drink 
sales. Too. there is more selection, 
the result of hep concessionaires 
who have expanded their menus 
and are merchandising their- prod- 
ucts. Improved equipment with in- 
creased flash also plays a big part 
In attracting the patron's eye, 

Not too many years ago the pa- 
trons were satisfied with a cold 
drink, a hot dog and possibly a bag 
of popcorn or peanuts. Now,they're 
faced with offerings that include 
chicken and steak dinners, glorified 
hamburgers, shrimp rolls, turkey 
sandwiches and dozens of other 
delicacies. 

The staples, soft drinks and hot 
dogs, however, still lead its sales 
despite the inroads made by the 
newcomers. According to surveys, 
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each person at an outdoor amuse- 
ment consumes an average of 1.25 
drinks of pop. Two hot dogs are 
sold to every three persons, and in 
1957 the outdoor business took'a 
big share in the 670 million pounds 
of wieners produced in the United 
States. 

Hamburgers are big sellers, too, 
altho well below the hot dog. Ice 
cream annually accounts for sales 
of over $16 million, with other im- 
portant items including high- profit 
refreshments' such as snow cones, 
crushed ice with flavored syrup 
and traditional cotfon Candy. 

Glamor Treatment 

The latter two are being glamor- 
ised this year for bigger sales. Sev- 
eral new flavors, including rasp- 
berry, are expected to increase 
snow -cone sales. Two-tone cotton 
candy, produced by having two 
machines earls running a different 
color, is expected to increase sales 
of floss. 

Peanuts, long traditional at the 
circus, are still holding their own, 
particularly at shows carrying ele- 
phants. Wieners, coated with bat- 
ter and roasted, continue to main- 
tain their popularity. 

One of the fields where -food 
and drink sales has expanded the 
most is the drive -in theaters. Some 
years ago earls movie fan spent in 
the neighborhood of a quarter each 
time he visited the open -air cinema. 
Now, thru broadening of menus 
and smart merchandising, that 
same movie -goer is spending over 
40 cents and in many cases that 
figure has grown considerably 
higher. 

MINNEAPOLIS - Super- 
markets, discount stores, drug- 
stores and dime stores here 
have made a steady switch 
in the past few months to kid - 
angled displays and merchan- 
dise of all kinds, following 
survey results by Progressive 
Grocer Magazine which 
showed that couples with 
children average $2.65 more in 
purchases than the nearest 
competing grouping. Tho the 
woman is still the dominant 
factor in shopping, the clear 
trend toward family excur- 
sions, according to one of the 
Super Value Stores chain here, 
has precipitated a minor revo- 
lution. 

Kiddie disks, products ad- 
verti$ed on Isis:rnile TV shows 
and toys and games have been 
outselling comparable adult - 
angled items and are now dis- 
played with an eye to surpass. 
ing them even further. Friday, 
.long considered to be the big 
food shopping day; sees an 
ever -growing sales volume for 
"family - merchandise" Miti- 
gated by moppets even tho the 
product isn't specifically a kid 
product. The power to move 
goods liias reached a new peak 
for "Western series, cartoon 
shows, syndicated adventures 
and somadio deejay strips." 

Simultaneously. kid shows, 
which diminished in number 
in 'fV and radio dieing 1956 
and 1957, are experiencing a 
tremendous revival of sponsor 
interest. As one manager puts 
it: "They never heard of the 
recession here. It's spreading 
South too, so it can't be too 
long before East and West 
Coast store owners will get 
the message.

CHICAGO -Representatives of 
30 -odd key indie labels, in attend- 
ance at the MOA annual conven- 
tion at the Morrison Hotel here, 
held an urgent meeting Wednesday 
night (7) in an attempt to solve 
problems stemming from the evils 
of free record deals and excessive 
returns. It was the consensus that 
a monster had been created at the 
one -stop and rack jobber levels; 
that sounder business methods 
must be adopted at these levels 
if the indies wished to survive. 
Soft business, aggravated by the 
recession, lent a sombre note. 

The advisability of forming an 
organization to adopt standards of 
business practice was discussed, 
hut despite the feeling of urgency 
surrounding the meeting, nothing 
came of this suggestion. Some indie 
reps felt that the matter of such 
an organization's legality would 
first have to be explored. 

Many of the Indies, questioned 
after the meeting, lauded the atti- 
tude of Leonard Chess and stated 
they would follow a similar method 
of operation. Chess held a meeting 
with his distributors on Tuesday. 
He is adopting a uniform method 
of operation with distributors 
which provides for a 61/2 per cent 
return privilege; an allowance of

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Not Much Loot, But Artists 
Will Save Day at Brussels

NEW YORK - Current indica- 
tions, budget limitations notwith- 
standing, are that the United 
States performing arts representa- 
tion at the Brussels World's Fair 
will be strong enough for the 
nation to fare moderately well, 
when all the cultural and propa- 
ganda chips are finally counted. 

The favorable turn of events 
comes despite an apparently slow 
start made for the program via the 
showing of the film, ' South Paci- 
fic"; a confused situation with re- 
gard to performer appearances, 
and the unyielding hand on the 
purse strings by Representative 
Rooney, chairman of a special sub- 
committee of the House Appropria- 
tions Committee which head a 

plea for additional funds. 
According to Jean Dalrymple, of 

the New York City Center, who is 
in charge of setting up the per- 
forming arts program, a substantial 
series of booking is set, covering 
many facets of the performing arts 
-from jazz to ballet and from legit 
drama to recitals -despite severe 
budget limitations. 

Budget Trimmed 
Originally. we were supposed to 

have $2,000,000 out of a total 
budget of $15,000,000," says Miss 
Dalrymple, "but when the total 
budget was trimmed to $11,800,- 
000, at which time about $10,- 
000,000 had already been commit- 
ted, that left Bus with only about 
$500,000 for the performing arts 
program. 

"A supplementary appeal was 
made and tho we got a little more, 
it's still far less than we needed.

Leading private industry support 
is Westinghouse Broadcasting Cor- 
poration, which is sponsoring the 
the appearance of Benny Goodman 
and his band with Jimmy Rushing 
and Ethel Ennis for a full five -day 
turn late this month. Westing- 
house is picking up the tab for 
everything on this junket. Miss 
Dalrymple says that income re- 
ceived from the $1 -$2 -$3 admis- 
sions for the 1,100 -seat auditorium 
will be turned back to Westing- 
house. 

Another corporate giant, the 
National Broadcasting Company, 
is paying all costa involved in send- 
ing the NBC Opera Company to 
Brussels for the premiere perform- 
ances of the latest Gian Carlo 
Menotti opera, "Maria Golovin," 
The opera will be performed for 
11 days starting August 20. 

Also on the live theater front are 
three musical, the physical produc- 
tions of which are being made 
available by the New York City 
Center, These are Carlisle Lloyd's 
"Susannah," for a four -day run, 
and the musical standards, "Ca- 
rousel" and "Wonderful Town," 
both of which will have approxi- 
mately two -week runs.

ASCAP Counsel Blasts 
Charges by Alexander 

WASHINGTON - Herman 
Finkelstein, counsel for the Ameri- 
can Society of Composers, Authors 
and Publishers, has written the 
O'Mahoney (D., Wyo.) Copyright 
Subcommittee that Perry Alexan- 
der's charges against ASCAP dur- 
ing recent juke exemption hear- 
ings were a clear case of the pot 
calling the kettle black. 

Finkelstein said dissident ASCAP 
publisher- member Alexander had 
charged the Society with short- 
changing his firm on performance 
royalties for the hit -tune "Cry." 
At the same time, Alexander was 
giving the songwriter Churchill 
Kuhlman only 10 per cent of a 
total take of $140,000 in various 
moneys earned by the song in 
1952, said Finkelstein. 

The ASCAP attorney told tite 
subcommittee that counsel for 
Kohluran had sued publisher Alex- 
ander in an attempt to recover 
the writer's fair share, the cus- 
tomary 50 per cent, which should 
have given Kohlman $120,000 for 
"Cry. 

Finkelstein also said Alexander's 
claim during hearings of having 
"sneaked" the tune into Isis BMI 
firm, Mellow Music, because of 
trouble over performance fees with 
ASCAP, was not borne out by the 
record. The ASCAP attorney has 
submitted a copy of a letter Alex- 
ander wrote, saying the switch was 
made because a wonderful deal 
was opening tip" for Kohlmán in 
the Mellow Music firm in 1951. 
No ASCAP trouble was mentioned, 
said Finkelstein. 

Finkelstein accused Alexander of 
song -sharking, a practice of charg- 
ing writers for song publication 
and promotion which is often 
never even begun. Alexander had 
assured Sen. Kirksen (R., Ill.), dur- 

ing the Senate hearings, on the bill 
to end juke exemption on perform- 
ance royalties, that his firm 
"charged nothing" to the song- 
writer. 

On the contrary, ASCAP counsel 
wrote the committee, Alexander 
"solicited amateur songwriters to 
engage him as their publisher" 
upon payments of sums from $300 
to $500. Finkelstein submitted a 
copy of Alexander's "glowing pros- 
pectus," and photostats of half a 
dozen sad letters from disap- 
pointed writers who never recov- 
ered their money, in amounts from 
$25 to $500, from the Dubottnet 
first. 

Finkelstein also noted that while 
Alexander complained of getting 
only $434 in writer royalties, and 
$4,180 in publisher royalties, over 
10 and 13 -year periods, he failed 
o mention $4,000 received over a 

hvo -year period from ASCAP's re-

Aside from feeling the need to 
follow the price pattern set by gen- 
eral discount and department 
stores, the strictly record outlets 
explain the low prices for diamonds 
as a traffic builder at a time when, 
as one storekeeper put it, "we 
really can use some traffic, man!" 

Even at the deeply cut price 
structure, stores can still make a 
slight profit. The run of local 
prices is from $4.99 to $5.99 for 
single styli and $5.99 to $6.99 for 
dual styli. Mechanization of 
mounting the diamond tips has 
greatly reduced production costs: 
One firm, Electro'ox, maker of 
Walco needles, is operating a plant 
in Puerto Rico whirls employs 100 
people. with labor costs less than 
half what they would be in the 
States. The up -dated production 
methods have brought the rice of 
needles to dealers to as little as 
$5. according to one authority. 

Out of town, the prices are show- 
ing the saine general trend, say 
observers. but the process is 
slower. In other areas the price 
range is still in the $9.95 to $15 
category, but tie -in deals with 
disk merchandise is expected to 
have the effect of pushing these 
down to the lower levels, even in 
the last holdout areas.

'Platter' Amusing R & R Lampoon 

Matinee Theater 
NBC -TV, 9-4 p.m., EDT, May 6 

(Caught again). 

NBC -TV's "Matinee Theater" 
took a cheerful, satirical swing at 
rock and roll last Tuesday (6) af- 
ternoon, via an hour -long comedy 
tagged "Top Platter." 

In view of its generally erratic 
nature, the pop record field is 

difficult to satirize, since the busi- 
ness is frequently far funnier in 

real life than anything dreamed 
sip by a TV writer. Consequently_ 
Warner Law's "Top Platter 
script deserves special kudos for 
being both entertaining and rea- 
sonably knowledgeable. 

The plot, in brief, concerned 
a guilt -ridden TV script writer 
(Steve Dunne) who-in flashback 
-confessed that back in 1952 he 
had "invented" rock and roll. For- 
tified by a shaker of martinis. he 
and a pal (Casey Adams) had 
conspired to make "the lowest, 
lousiest record" possible as a gag- 

gift for his bop -minded teen -age 
daughter. Instead he came up 
with a best- seller and supposedly 
launched today's enduring rock 
anti roll craze. 

The cast was umiformly'good- 
particularly Dunne, Adams, Tom 
Gilson, Herb Ellis and Sig Ru- 
man -with Ellis portraying a cyni- 
cal deejay with considerable au- 
thenticity. Altho snatches of r. &r. 
disks were played thruout the 
hour, surprisingly no attempt was 
made to introduce a new record 
on the show. `:Matinee," of course 
is primarily aimed at the house- 
wife. thereby making the comedy 
anti -rock and roll slant acceptable 
to most of the audience.

No stranger to the field of album 
recording, Ferrer still gets royalties 
from the sale of "Cyrano de Ber- 
gerac" on Capitol and "Othello" on 
Columbia. 

The new "Oh, Captain!" album, 
however, is already moving nicely, 
according to Ferrer, who admits 
that he and Miss Clooney are be- 
ing sought by M -G -M to give the 
"Mr. and Mrs." treatment to the 
scores of other Broadway shows, 
some not yet produced. 

Danger of Squeeze 
Rising musical production costs 

in both movies and the theater, 
coupled with the increasingly sharp 
pens of critics of both media, will 
force producers this season to move 
very cautiously on new musical 
projects altho original TV musicals 
may boom, Ferrer forecasts. 

This may well result in a steady 
shrinkage of source material for 
albums, so ultimately the econom 
ics of musical production are go- 
ing to affect the record dealer. 
There's no such thing as a 'fairly 

nod musical' any more." he says. 
A Broadway musical has to go for 

ten months before it's in the clear, 
and a feu' empty seats each night 
can ruin von. A TV musical is a 
memory- in one night In movies, 
nothing short of a blockbuster mu- 
sical can make it, and a producer 
has to sell his shirt to produce one 
today." 

An accomplished pianist and an 
ardent hi -fi fancier, Ferrer has in- 
vented a new, de luxe hobby for 
people in the musical production 
field. With the aid of some 83,500 
amplifiers and speakers, Ferrer 
sinuses himself by singing home- 
made stereophonic tape duets with 
Jose Ferrer.

NTA May Wed 
NEW YORK -In a statement 

carefully worded in legalese, Na- 
tional Telefilm Associates, which 
has been in the news iritis its take- 
over of the WNTA radio -TV chan- 
nels in New York, and National 
Theaters, inc., once linked to 20th 
Century -Fox as a theatrical off- 

shoot, announced that "discussions 
are taking place to explore the 
question whether there would be 
a basis for an association of NTA 
and National Theaters." 

20th -Fox interest in well- heeled 
National Theaters has long since 
been dissolved be order of the 
Justice Department, but 20th Fox 
owns a 50 per cent interest in' the 
NTA Film Network. A National 
Theaters buy -out of NTA could 
therefore create an interesting legal 
poser with the picture and theater 
companies linked once more thru 
an intermediate firm. 

Another odd linkage is that NTA 
is reported considering a plunge 
into the record field with the crea- 
tion of a new subsidiary. 20th -Fox 
has just entered the record field, 
and National Theaters is reported 
"considering" a similar move. The 
theater firm, now active in feature 
production via "Windjammer." is- 
like NTA-moving in on the station 
field, having recently bought 
\VDAF, Kansas City. 

Top Singers Belting 
Beer Commercials 

NEW YORK -- The nations' 
leading breweries are setting a new 
musical pace in radio commercials, 
using an increasing number of es- 
tablished recording "names" to sing 
warble, or belt out radio jingles 
used in widespread national spot 
campaigns. 

Latest to hop on the naine- singer 
bandwagon is Joseph Schlitz Brew- 
ing Company, which has penned 
deals with a fair -sized roster of 
wax talents in a special Spring - 
Summer air drive designed to re- 
verse the downward trend of sales 
curves in the beer industry. 

Signed for Schlitz spot radio 
jingles so far are: Peggy King, Mar- 
garet Whiting, the Ili -Los, Frankie 
Laine, the King Sisters and such 
country artists as Jean Shepard 
and Ferlin Husky. 

Schlitz is thus following a radio 
trail already blazed by such brew- 
eries as Ballantine, one of the big- 
gest (24 major Eastern cities) of 

the regional brands, and Bud- 
weiser. Ballantine has already 
used a number of well -known disk 
names in spot commercials, notably 
Columbia Records' Johnny Mathis. 
Budweiser, long on a country kick 
musically, has used a number of 
names from "Grand Ole Opry" 
roster. 

Other brewers, both national and 
regional, arc eying the Schlitz- 
Budweiser - Ballantine operation 
closely, and are reported planning 
similar wholesale raids on the tal- 
ent rosters of the major wax - 
cries. 

Meanwhile, the "name" element 
in the music of spot commercials 
is growing in other areas, as part 
of a general upgrading this season 
of commercial efforts. Jazz instru- 
mentalists, from Benny Goodman 
for Texaco spots to Louis Met- 
calf for the "trumpet squeeze" ef- 
fects in the Saran Wrap commer- 
cials, are now finding that their 
music can "sell," as well as "send."

BROADCAST TRENDS AND TRIFLES

BREAKING THE BALLROOM BARRIER 
Sammy Kaye has a promising fall project afoot, with an assist from 

TelePrompter. The vet bandleader is prepping a series of closed 
circuit telecasts, to run Friday or Saturday nights for about three boars, 
in which his band and singers and a top name guest will provide an 
evening of entertainment and dancing for ballrooms, counrty clubs, 
civic groups and school dances. Originating in N. Y., the telecasts 
will cost buyers about $500, with takers already on hand in the form 
of halls which want annual subscriptions. 

"The big band business, while it never was a dead duck, is 
now coming back," says Kaye. "Tile chief trouble during the 
past decade has been the absence of new blood. Also, the fad 
of over -arranging caused a decline in recording strength for 
bands, with the emergence of ad lib singers. But now the bands 
have the beat again and kids are dancing to old tunes as well 
as rock and roll. Fresh ideas, like our closed circuit plan, should 
hurry the rebirth. What would also help is the repeal of the 
20 per cent cabaret tax and the Union ceiling of 5 per cent 
on massager's fees." 

Kaye and his manager, Dave Krengel (who hasn't left the business 
for greener fields, because of that AFM rule), have cooked tip a second 
happy project, a half -hour TV series with a good gimmick for home 
viewer participation. "I'm tired of admen calling Lawrence Welk's 
success a freak," Kaye says. "When a quiz or Western makes it, copies 
appear by the dozen. But when Welk scored, the networks refused to 
follow him with bands. As for the record industry, what's better for 
stereo than a big band ?" 

His swing- and -sway music currently blankets radio, mean- 
while, with two NBC and three CBS broadcasts a week plus an 
ABC Sunday session of poetry reading, The "Sunday Serenade" 
book, by the way, a 15 -year best seller, is now over 200,000 
copies. And Kaye's diskery, Dale, is now distributing thus 
London Records ( "It was nothing but headaches "), so "every- 
thing's humming."

WHEELING AND DEALING 
TALENT TIDINGS 

THE WELL- TEMPERED HARPSICHORDIST 
The boom for the harpsichord is gaining momentum, with Fernando 

Valenti in the forefront. The instrument's renaissance began in the 
concert hall, Wanda Landowska lending it principal impetus for several 
decades. Stan Freeman's nitery dates and disks like ' Come On -a My 
House" reminded the pop field the piano had an attractive ancestor. 
Today snore harpsichord recitals are scheduled across the country than 
you can shake a metronome at. while home buyers are deluging the 
feu' reputable makers in the V. S. 

Valenti, the distinguished Spanish -born harpsichordist, has 
a personal formula for the instrument's popularization. "People 
think it's stuffy, so I play in street clothes instead of tails and 
ask my audiences to toss away their printed programs. I spice 
my commentary with a few jokes and gradually they find it's 
not as dead as they supposed," he says. "And, most important, 
I (and other recitalists) commission new works regularly. There's 
no reason to limit the repertoire to Bach's contemporaries." 

Dave Brtbeek, Mel Powell and Vernon Duke are among the 
modernists who have turned out sonatas for Valenti. "Jazz goes great 
on the harpsichord, even if they have to explain markings like 'Let it 
drip' to me. It's got a wider range of dynamics and a bigger bag of 
tricks than the piano, but not many realize that; he points out. 
Valenti will etch the above works when he completes the mammoth job 
of waxing all of D. Scarlattï s works on 46 LP's for Westminster; he's 
done 21 to date. With a hit pop disk at 17 ( "Only because it was the 
flip of 'Managua Nicaragua. "') Valenti is also in the market for a lyric 
to pursue Tin Pan Alley. 

"Anyone who can impress the keys is turning to the 
harpsichord now," complains Valenti. "Lame -duck pianists think 
it's a less -crowded field. Teaching at Juillard, I can confirm 
that the number of students is now staggering. If we continue 
at this rate, our lifetime will see the harpsichord firmly estab- 
lished, along with piano and drums, as Mother's choice for 
Junior to learn,"

'Excitement Factor' 
Cues Intellect Appeal 

By CHARLES SINCLAIR 

A surprised New York listener telephoned indie outlet WBAI 
last Saturday, certain there was a mistake in the program listings. 
Do you mean to say," said the listener, "that you re broadcasting 
a single recording that's three hours long? Three whole hours? 

There was no mistake, as most of the 300,000 radio listeners 
who regularly tune the thriving FM outlet have long since realized 
to their delight, WBAI was indeed airing an LP version of "Alice 
in Wonderland," starring Cyril Ritchard, and it did run for three 
hours. It was just the latest in a long series of off -beat music 
and personality programming ventures that have helped the sta- 
tion grab off an estimated 10 per cent of all FM homes in the 
New York area. 

"We do not consider ourselves a 'music- and -news' outlet, 
even 'good music -and -news, " says Bert Cowlan, the one -time 
actor- announcer recently appointed general manager of the sta- 
tion. "We are not playing Music for Daydreaming as an answer 
to To 40 rock and roll records. We try for an 'Excitement 
Factor that will appeal to an audience that's intellectually 
acquisitive." 

Music, however, plays a very real and very important role 
in enabling WBAI to sally forth, like David, against the Coliaths 
of New York radio -TV in a search for audience. 

For one thing, the station avoids routine single records 
like the plague, and plans 100 per cent of its musical shows 
around albums, live music, or special musical features that range 
from the "Opera for You' interviews with Metopera stars to the 
personality music shows of Theodore Bikel and John Henry 

Faulk. 
Hi -Fi and Stereo Sound 

For another. \VBAI execs make the most of their FM sound, 
and serve up, from an engineering standpoint, a near -perfect 
broadcast signal. One of the station's trade marks, in fact, is 
the use of "audio frequency test tones" at the hour station break 
points with which hi -fi- minded listeners can check the frequency 
response of their audio equipment at home. Currently, the 
station's engineering staff is deep in the exploration of FM multi- 
plex broadcasting as against the day, possibly in a year or so, 
when the outlet will be broadcasting in stereo. 

By aiming squarely for the sophisticated taste and doing, 
as Cowlan describes them, "the kind of things that networks 
can't afford to touch," \VBAI has evolved its own brand of 
"balanced programming." 

"Thru surveys. mail analysis, phone calls and personal con- 
tact we've learned that over 80 per cent of our listeners are in 
the professional class in New York City," says Manager Cowlan. 
"Their income is way above average, and is usually in the $10,000 - 
and-up category. They are well-educated, inquisitive and tired 
of being treated like morons by other stations. They are a chal- 
lenge to us, and to advertisers, but they are a wonderful market" 

In his restless prowl for new program ideas, Cowlan and 
his staff are tapping many new sources. One of his latest moves 
is a series of program exchanges with the governments of France 
and England, a unilateral deal which paid off recently when the 
station scored a U. S. premiere (thanks to the BBC) in airing 
Shostakovich's new "Eleventh Symphony."

Henry Busse Jr., deejay, KOWH, Omaha: "Top 40 
poses a decided challenge to the personality of any one 
deejay in maintaining Isis individuality. With a tight 
music list, no one deejay can use the music as a crutch. 
Unless he takes more time and effort in planning his 

show, it will have the same sound as any other platter 
hvirleï on the same staff. I program Top 40, but I 

try to use gimmicks of clipped delivery, teen promo- 
tions, personal appearances and a weekly teen hop to 

help build a complete identity for myself in an air slot 

between 4 p.m. and sign- off." 

John Scott, deejay, WSOP, Boston: "Certainly, we play 
a Top 40 record format, but it isn't just the wax you 

see at the top of the national charts. We conduct our 
own surveys in the Greater Boston Area, because there's 
a difference in local tastes as compared with, the na- 

tional average. Also, we program various extras in 

records -new talent on the way up, records that are 

breaking big locally. We constantly try for an adult 
slant, with the result that at least 33 per cent of the 
listeners are adults, and our advertising is slanted at 

them. Incidentally, adults do like Top 40, too." 

Sid Knight, program director, \\'ASK, Lafayette, Ind.: 
"With experience in many markets, I've never under- 
stood the actions of the Top 40 operators. They'll go 
to great lengths to hire top -rated deejays, publicize 
them, then hand them a format and say, 'Play these 
records, and say these things.' The qualities of in- 
genuity, taste and professional approach to program- 
ming that gave these men superior ratings are lost in 
automation. Certainly, the listeners are short -changed, 
and this belies the. claim that Top 40 is preferred by 
the majority. Anybody checked the rating rise of 'bet- 
ter music' stations lately ?" 

Paul Flanagan, deejay -program director, WPTR, 
Albany, N. Y.: "I program Top 40, but I don't consider 
it a formula. These records are the currently popular 
music, of all kinds, and I have successfully played 
popular music of the day for many years, before it was 
called Top 40 or anything else. From experience 
I think I know public taste, and I'm sure most people 
like to hear something live,. up to date and modern. 
Radio is a form of companionship and when people 
switch it on they want to hear the current hits. Our 
huge audiences and our record of sales for sponsors 
seems to indicate that we are right." 

Paul Berlin, deejay, KNUZ, Houston: "I believe the 
Top 40 formula, as such, leaves a lot to be desired. 
Advertisers are interested in numbers, but they are 

also interested in composition of audience. The deejay 
of today, with sharp production, pleasing personality 
and intelligent semi -formula of music selection will 

obtain top ratings and establish a buying audience. 
Thus, the personality takes equal billing with the music, 

and becomes a proven air salesmen for his sponsors."

Here in New York, several key 
deejay changes have taken place, 
highlighted by Alan Freed's re- 
sìgtiment from \VINS; Art Ford's 
departure from \VNEW and Ted 
Steele from his WOR -TV record - 
hop show. None left because of 
anti - "Top 40" sentiments, but their 
departures point up the current 
trend for big stoney personality 
jocks to change station. Steele s 

departure won't take place until 
July. (See story elsewhere in this 
issue for a more detailed report on 
recent station changes by New 
York deejays.) 

Commenting on the current sit- 
uation, 'red Cott, veepee of Na- 
tional Telefilm Associates, which 
recently took over operation of 
\VAAT and WATV (newly named 
\VNTA), said: "Radio is making 
a terrible mistake. Fonnulized ra- 
dio is Muzak with commercials." 
Cott, who helped pioneer the per- 
sonality- jockey format when he was 
program director of WNEW in the 
forties, has hired Art Ford as pro- 
gram director -deejay of both 
\VAAT and WNTA, which will 
feature a personality programming 
format. 

Meanwhile, "Top -10" stations 
across the country continue to 

thrive rating -wise. For example, 
during a semi-annual conclave of 
the Storz Stations managers in 
Chicago last month (April 17, 18, 
19 and 10), prexy Todd Storz said 
the combined Storz stations bill- 
ings were up 17.5 per cent over 
the comparable first quarter last 
year, and that ratings were at an 
all -time high for all four stations 
-WHB, Kansas City, Kan.; \VDCY 
Minneapolis; WQÁ\i, Miami, and 
WTIX, New Orleans.

"The day is over when an Ameri- 

can record artist can go to Europe, 
England in particular. and expect 
to snake a killing with the audi- 
ences on the strength of a single 
hit disk." This is the word from 
soarces in the know on the other 
side of the Atlantic, according to 
Eddie Elkort, exec of General Art- 
ists Corporation here. The source 
continued that one of the biggest 
troubles with American pop and 
rock and roll acts is that the) ask 
far more loot on the other side than 
they are worth. 

Statements were occasioned 
by the fact that only recently, 
at least three highly touted 
American acts, two of which 
have hit records riding out 
the foreign charts, have more 
or less bombed out on tours 
there. Al Hibbler who had 
been set for four weeks with 
a four -week option, returned 
to the States after the first 
three weeks. Buddy Holly and 
the Crickets, a grpup of the 
top gyrators on the American 
scene also did poorly on a 

recent visit to England, and 
Marvin Rainwater who, oddly 
enough, has the top disk in 
the British charts right now 
with "Whole Lotta Woman," 
is doing "no business," on his 
British tour at this time, ac- 
cording to a source there. 

"They like rock and roll, sure," 
said Elkort, but they want a per- 
former, too. Johnnie Ray. always 
does well in England. He can 
practically write his own ticket, 
but right now he doesn't have any 
hits riding there or here. But 
you'll have to admit he's a per- 
former." 

All of which introduces the 
element of misfortune that 
accompanies many of the 
overnight disk hit -makers of 
this day and age. Many of 
them, it must be acimowl- 
edged, are not performers. As 
one tradester said recently: 
"They call them stars. They 
may be record stars in the 
strict sense. But they are not 
really full- fledged stars until 

they have a solid act and 
know how to put it over on a 
theater stage or a night club 
floor." 

Pop hits of today can come from 
Nashville, Memphis, Philadelphia, 
Chicago, Clovis, N. M., Oshkosh 
or even New York. But many of 
the hits are made by quickly as- 
sembled groups who have never 
worked a stage before. All of a 
st,dder. they have a hit and they're 
in great demand. Another observer 
has remarked that: "All you need 
to generate the demand is the 
single hit record. Then they want 
you at the Copa or any number of 
class spots across the country. You 
get out on the floor and once 
you've sung your hit record, you're 
nowhere" That's the curse of the 
business today.

Miss Dalrymple described the 
difficulties involved in operating 
with a limited budget.

After that, I have 
to submit the names of all per- 
formers to the main committee in 
Brussels.

It's a trying thing to go thru all 
this and still get the bad press 
we've gotten for our efforts. If we 
had more money, we would have 
no problems at all."

Accessories Push 
Cues Extra Sales 

Slogan: 'get most from 
disks' is pay -off 

Also: 'diamonds are 
hi -fi's hest friend' 

By BOB LATIMER 

BOULDER, Colo. - Aggres- 
sively pushing the theme, 'We 
want you to et the most out of 
your records,' is the platform on 
which Aber's of Boulder, operat- 
ing two stores here, sells one of 
the State's biggest volumes of ac- 
cessories. 

Lyle Aber, owner, is convinced 
that many record retailers are 
overlooking a lot of extra sales 
possibilities then leaving accessory 
sales suggestions "til later." The 
time to sell accessories is always 
now at Aber's two stores, and in 
putting strenuous efforts into this 
operation, the Colorado firm has 
set some glittering records. 

Accessories Push 
For one thing, Aber sells a 

diamond needle at from $15 to 
$22.30 with 75 per cent of the 
high -fidelity record players which 
are bought in his stores. For more 
than a year Aber's has averaged 
the sale of at least four diamond 
needles per day, two in each 
store. More than half of all rec- 
ord- player customers buy at least 
twò accessory items, and many of 
them add as many as five to their 
purchases. When it is considered 
that Aber sold 487 record players 
from September 1, 1957, to 
March of this year, it can be seen 
that accessories are definitely big 
business at the Boulder stores. 

There are a lot of elements in 
a successful accessory merchan- 
dising program as practiced at 
Aber's. For one thing, Aber builds 

good will from the start by pric- 
ing out all of his radios, players, 
high- fidelity equipment, etc., to 
produce a 30 per cent mark -up. 
Any surplus mark -up goes into 
gift record albums which are is- 
sued to the customer once a 
month until the amount is used 
up. This may mean three albums 
of records or 10, according to the 
size of the sale. 

"When the customer finds that 
we are offering him these free 
records, he is a lot easier to sell 
on accessories," Aber indicated. 
"That's the point at which we 
bring in our slogan. Telling the 
customer that we want him to get 
the most from his equipment and 
records naturally brings up the 
subject of essential accessories. 
Pleased as he is, we don't find it 
difficult to sell static brushes, 
static cloths, needle -leveling kits, 
cabinets, replacement diamond 
needles and other items." 

Salesmen Follow Plan 
All six of Aber's floor sales- 

people in the main downtown 
store, and in the Campus store 
near the University of Colorado, 
follow this sales plan, without P. 
M.'s or any other special com- 
pensation for accessory sales. At 
each store a sign posted above 
the service counter lists the ac- 
cessories which the music lover 
should have, including brushes, 
cloths, needles, turntable pads, 
record racks, leveling kits, album 
covers and others. Inset in the 
counter itself are two shallow 
glass cases, each filled with ac- 
cessory items where the customer 
is likely to put his elbows down. 
Smaller separate glass display 
boxes set along the counters and 
in the record department show

accessories as well, accompanied 
by small, informative signs which 
explain what each item is for and 
why it should be used. Standard 
instructions to salespeople are to 
place actually as many items as 
possible in the customer's hands 
during a sale. handing him a bot- 
tle of anti- static liquid, a brush or 
clout even when he is buying only 
a single record. 

"We believe that the effort is 
well spent even if the customer 
doesn't buy at the moment," Aber 
said. "If he is familiarized with 
static cloths, for example, he will 
remember them the first time his 
player begins to crackle with 
static when he is listening fo his 
favorite record. A few minutes 
spent now in demonstration may 
produce $15 worth of accessory 
sales the following week" 

Hi Fi's Best Friend 
Typical of the sales effort toed 

is the program which sells dia- 
mond needles with every high - 
fidelity player. Aber shows at 
least 30 in many price ranges in 
a 20 bs' 25 -foot showroom at the 
rear of the mails store. As soon 
as a customer buys any model, the 
salesperson removes the old 
needle and goes into a sales pitch 
on the diamond needle, empha- 
sizing the fact that the customer 
is making a considerable invest- 
ment in his phonograph, and that 
the needle should be in keeping 
for best sound reproduction. 
Using one of two microscopes 
along the sales counter to show 
why the diamond needle is worth 
its cost, comparing with metal 
needles, puts over the extra sale 
in 75 per cent of all high- fidelity 
player sales. 

"We were fortunate in already 
being set up for merchandising 
diamond needles when the manu- 
facturers cut the price from $28 
to $40, to $15 to $22." Aber said. 
"We had already been selling a 
pleasant volume of the more ex- 
pensive variety. When the price 
came down, we applied more and 
more selling effort, never missing 
an opportunity to sell a diamond 
needle. This led to setting up a 
quota of four per day, two at 
each store, and we have main- 
tained that average ever since." 

Turn Beefs to Sales 
Turning complaints into sales is 

an everyday occurrence at both 
stores. Whenever a customer com- 
plains of buzzes. hums and static 
in records or players, Aber's re- 
gards this as an opportunity to 
sell corrective accessories and 
does so enthusiastically. "Selling 
$4 worth of accessories to a com- 
plainant usually changes him into 
a booster," Aber says happily. 
"Since the customer's experience 

with these items usually proves 
that we were right all along." I 

An mazingly complete inven- 1 

tory of accessories is a must. Aber 
says. For example, he offers a, 
wide choice of levelling and arm - 
balancing kits. newest wrinkle in 
better reproduction, and sold 
them them for mouths before any 
competitor in the area began 
stocking them. Some idea of the 
inventory policy may be had from 
the battery department, where 
Aber carries no less than 35 types 
of small batteries for portable 
radios, transistor radios, players, 
hearing aids, etc. He feels that a 
can-do reputation which builds 
confidence that the store can sup- 
ply any accessory need, brings in 
customers from every direction. 
No dealer, not even in Denver, 
22 miles ass -as', carries anything 
like the stock of batteries which 
appears al Aber's, and his record 
accessory inventory is just as com- 
plete. In taped music, for exam- 
ple, there is a minimum of 200 
numbers its stock at all times, and 
where blank tapes are concerned, 
Aber's stocks five lines, in sizes 
from 150 -foot reels up to 1,800 
and even 2,400 -foot reels. There 
is little or no need for a "want 
book" here! 

Aber sells around 15 per cent 
of the store's total volume in 
accessories, and believes that this 
percentage will increase during 
1958. 

Anybody- who owns a phono- 
graph is an accessories prospect," 
he stressed, "whether it is a col- 
lege student, a housewife or a 
plumber who enjoys music during 
his time off. We simply button- 
hole every possible prospect, play 
up the importance of accessories 
to good musical reproduction and 
keep it up until the customer 
buys"

would be hard to believe an actual 
stabbing could be caused by any 
kind of music in itself." 

Dozen Testify 
More than two dozen witnesses, 

including publishers, composers, 
deejays, singers, record manufac- 
turers and talent managers, denied 
any and all charges of broadcaster 
"conspiracy" to promote one type 
of music at the expense of another. 

Paul Raibum, president of a 
Paramount pictures corporation 
subsidiary which operates KTLA in 
Los Angeles, owns two ASCAP 
publishing firms, and has recently 
acquired Dot Records, made a 
plea for diversification in the en- 
tertainment business, which must 
depend on public whim. 

Raibum said the hard- pressed 
movie industry has to diversify to 
survive, and music is a large factor. 
Movies need special promotion of 
movie tunes by Paramount Pic- 
tures' two ASCAP affiliated pub- 
lishing units, Famous Music and 
Paramount Music. Outside firms 
will not give movie tunes the spe- 
cial treatment which in turn helps 
sell the movie. 

'Not Considered' 
Consideration of music on the 

basis of licensings báckground, 
or broadcast- connection, never 
swerves any of the movie -music or 
the KTLA broadcast programming, 
said Raibum. Pursuit of the public 
taste is the only touchstone in 
choosing music. in proof, Raibum 
noted that Dot Records are played 
in the lowest percentage on the 
KTLA music log. Over -all, ASCAP 
music runs about 68.5 per cent 
against BMI's 14.2 per cent on the 
station. 

Omar Elder, American Broad- 
casting Company counsel, whose 
AB -PT firm owns both ASCAP and 
BMI publishers, and AM -PAR rec- 
ords, questioned the whole "ra- 
tionale' of the Smathers Bill. 
(American Broadcasting - Para- 
mount Theaters has no connection 
with Paramount Pictures Corpora- 
tion.) 

Elder asked why a Bill would 
deny publishing and recording 
music interests to broadcasters, but 
permit them for movie producers, 
who account for the largest single 
chunk of performance royalty in 
ASCAP. The ABC Network owns 
only 41/2 per cent of total BMI 
stock, and ASCAP music predomi- 
nates on the network, said Elder. 
ASCAP also affiliates the major 
music publishing firms in the movie 
industry, and in the country, Elder 
pointed out. 

Pastore showed keen interest in 
Elder's remark that the BMI dives- 
titure issue in the Smathers Bill 
exactly parallels the plea being 
tested in the courts, in the song- 
writers' $150,000,000 suit against 
BMI and the broadcasters. Pastore 
asked for the wording, and Elder 
supplied the songwriter "prayer' 
which asked for a "permanent 
mandatory injunction," directing 
defendants to divest themselves of 
all connections with BMI, Inc. 

Robert Burton, vice- president of 
Broadcast Music, explained to the 
committee just how technological 
casting overturned the old ways of 
music promotion via name singer 
and name bands. Improvements of 
records, the coming of tape 
and broadcasting overturned the 
"tightly held monopoly" of tin pan 
alley and Hollywood songwriting 
and recording centers, Burton 
pointed out. 

With the new era, a "democrat- 
ization" of music took place. Mu- 
sic could be born, published, re- 
corded on tape or on unbreakable, 
hi- fidelity records, popularized and 
attain hit- potential in any part of 
the country, Burton pointed out. 
It was on this basis that BMI was 
able to compete with ASCAP, once 
the BMI doors opened to the hun- 
dreds of new songwriters, new pub- 

lishers, and new music trends. 
Broadcast ownership was only the 
means to "get it off the ground" 
during the early years of competi- 
tion with ASCAP, Burton said. 

Lew Chudd, major domo of Im- 
perial Records, said independent 
record companies were never better 
off. He brought an echoing state- 
ment from Archie Bleyer, of Ca- 
dence. 

Pastore asked if the big net - 
owned record companies put Im- 
perial at a disadvantage because 
of broadcast ownership, big bud- 
gets and talent contracts. Chudd, 
who astonished Pastore with his 
declared policy of "free access" of 
any songwriter to recording, said 
he was happy with his "over $5 
million gross last year." He was 
happy with his own talent -which 
include Ricky Nelson and Fats 
Domino. 

Said Chudd: "Eddie Fisher 
hasn't had a hit in three years, 
If RCA dropped him, we wouldn't 
pick him up." Chudd said he had 
found no discriminating against 
Imperial Records by networks with 
their own record companies. In 
fact, one Columbia Records exec 
asked him how he got so many 
Imperial records aired, said Chudd, 
"I work hard," was the answer. 

Testimony denying talent pre- 
emption, or even talent superiority, 
in net -owned recording or broad- 
casting was given by Joseph Csida, 
former editor -in -chief of Billboard 
Magazine, co -owner of Csida -Crean 
Associates, talent management firm 
and owner of both BMI and 
ASCAP publishing firms. 

Csida denied earlier charges by 
Seymour Lazar, L. A. attorney, 
that the Csida BMI- affiliated mu- 
sic publishing firm, Trinity Music, 
dictates BMI song preference to 
the talent agency clients. Talent 
does its own choosing, said Csida. 
Betty Johnson, 'PV singer, and one 
of his talent group, told Pastore 
that 96 tunes, sung by her on the 
Jack Paar "Tonight" show, were 
ASCAP as against 28 BMI songs. 

'We Had It Tough' 
Csida told Pastore that BMI pub- 

lishers have no easier time get- 
ting songs recorded at net -owned 
Victor or Columbia, and no easier 
access to broadcast programming 
than ASCAP. In fact, Csida and 
his associates have hae such a 
hard time getting records made, 
they are going into the record 
business, like many another pub- 
lisher having the same difficulty, 
he told the Subcommittee, 

Moe Gale, who has managed the 
Ames Brothers, the Fontaine Sis- 
ters, and many others, and owns 
both ASCAP and BMI publishing 
firms, told the same story. The 
talent expert's prime purpose has 
to be to "further the artist's ca- 
reet," or they both go down. His 
artists recorded at Victor and Co- 
lumbia without any question of 
identity of tunes being BMI or 
ASCAP ever arising, said Gale. 

On the other side of the coin, 
Gale's ASCAP firm, which is 
owned 50 per cent by the Gale 
Brothers, and 50 per cent by Mu- 
sic Publishers' Holding Corporation 
(Warner Bros.), which owns the 
largest single group of ASCAP 
publishers in common ownership, 
has had no trouble getting its 
music promoted or recorded by 
net -owned record companies. 

On a different tangent, Wash - 
ington attorney Marcus Cohen, 
asked that any bill requiring di- 
vestiture be given special wording 
to exempt educational stations' ac- 
tivities in recording and publish- 
ing. Cohen spoke on behalf of the 
National Association of Educa- 
tional Broadcasters. He also spoke 
on behalf of WHOM, and WHOM - 
FM, New York, asking that the 
broadcaster's lease of its recording 
facilities to outsiders be exempted 
from the provisions of the Smath- 

ers Bill, or any bill of divestiture. 
Muzak Corporation President 

Charles Cowley also asked for spe- 
cial wording to exempt background 
music services from the terms of 
the type of bill Smathers has pro- 
posed. 

Broadcaster Marlin T. Obie, 
KWAD, Wadena, Minn., took a 
round -house slam at SESAC's fees 
of from $20 to $30 monthly from 
broadcasters, "for practically noth- 
ing." Obie had surveyed a num- 
ber of stations, and reported heavy 
resentment against SESAC claims 
that it had bought former ASCAP 
publishing firms, so that even an 
ASCAP label on a record might 
be a SESAC property. This kind 
of set -up made "weak" independent 
stations easy prey for any licens- 
ing group that could acquire a 
few publishing firms, said Obie. 

Tribute to BMI's activities in 
promoting serious music was given 
by William Schuman, president of 
the Julliard School of Music, and 
a BMI composer. BMI subsidy of 
concert and symphonic music has 
extended to everything from cham- 
ber music festivals to underwriting 
"American music on records," which 
was compiled for public service by 
the American Music Center of 
N. Y., for the National Music 
Council. BMI also contributes to 
the Council and the International 
Music Council. 

The hearings are scheduled to 
resume May 21, with testimony 
from network spokesmen. Hearings 
will not resume again until July, 
for rebuttal by John Schulman, 
counsel for SPA, and the counter 
rebuttal by Judge Rosen, for BMI.

dozen name disk acts, offer much 
more opportunity to develop an 
act. With a 5 to 10- minute turn 
on each performance, during which 
the one or two hits identified with 
the artist are performed, there is 
hardly a chance to become profes- 
sional. And anybody who has seen 
the parade of vocal groups on the 
normal touring shows, with their 
highly simplified foot and arm 
movements worked at an oblique 
angle to the audience, will agree 
that performing polish in talent 
today is highly lacking. 

In England, the theater 
chain is still an important ex- 
posure medium. It's unfortu- 
nate that due to the lack of 
proper training grounds here, 
American acts often cannot 
make the grade in this field of 
overseas variety work. It 
would appear that there's a 
great opportunity for choreog- 
raphers, act - writers and 
stagers to increase their own 
business and help a lot of rec- 
ord artist who badly need a 
bit of professional showman- 
ship to help avoid the oblivion

representatives, by means of a 
power of attorney, to collect royal- 
ties and audit the statements of all 
monies due from and after Septem- 
ber 1, 1958." 

Consequently, Miss Stern said, 
even publishers who haven't signed 
agreements with SPA will be le- 
gally compelled to pay royalties 
due SPA members (who have 
signed over the power of attorney) 
thm SPA. 

Miss Stern opined that the plan 
would make life easier for both 
publisher and writer since "an ex- 
perienced firm of independent cer- 
tified public accountants" will han- 
dle the operation, thereby cutting 
down on publishers' bookkeeping 
costs. 

Publishers will be notified to 
send to SPA's accounting depart- 
ment statements and royalty checks 
for payments due on all contracts 
(SPA or non -SPA). Publishers will 
be expected to make out one roy- 
alty check to SPA, covering all 
royalties due its members. SPA, in 
check ( "less the cost of collection ") 
to each writer- member. 

Burton Lane, SPA prexy, said 
the collection service charge "will 
not exceed 5 per cent of the 
royalties collected from the pub- 
lishers." The exact amount, he 
said, will depend upon such factors 
as total amount of royalties col- 
lected, auditing expenses, etc. 
However, he said the charge will 
be held to a minimum since "this 
operation is not intended to make 
a profit."

Bridge Comes to Arenas; 
New Buildings Planned 

By TOM PARKINSON 

BRIDGE HAS BECOME an important branch of the business 
for the Lansing, Mich., Civic Center. Large bridge parties are 

not unusual, but one doesn't think of these as regular arena 
business. Nor does one expect that many buildings include several 
hundred card tables among their facilities. 

Lansing's massager, Charles Ziogas, recently had a bridge party 
that required 450 tables on the masse floor plus 15 more tables in a 
foyer. An overflow was directed into the exhibit hall. That adds up 
to nearly 2,000 bridge players. 

This is only one -tho the largest -of six important bridge 
functions on the Lansing books. Most of these are sponsored by 
church groups as annual benefits. The arena stage in at least some 
of the cases is used to display merchandise that will be given to 
prize winners. Tickets are sold by members of the organizations 
involved as a money- raising project as well as social event. 

In Lansing, for that matter, some of these parties have taken on 
a social significance, and guests come wearing fine gowns and furs, 
Ziogas recounts. 

From the building's standpoint, Lansing shapes up as great 
bridge territory. So the building equipped itself with 250 bridge 
tables. But that isn't enough now. For the larger parties, Ziogas has 
had to rent additional equipment, and he now is of a mind to add 
another 250 to the building's own supply when that is feasible. 

And why an arena? Why do bridge parties want to come to 
the Lassoing Civic Center? Perhaps part of the answer lies in the 
fact that the added space means more of the patrons may play. 
Last year one of the big parties was held elsewhere and 1,600 
attended. But of that number, only about 100 were actually at the 
tables. The others could only sit and watch front other seats. Nosy 
the party is an arena client.

TIMONIUM, Md. -- Acquisi- 
tion of the Maryland State Fair 
midway is Dave Endy's biggest 
achievement since he and brother 
Ralph toured the old Endy Bros. 

For the past 
three years Endy has operated his 
Fun Fair Park outside Arlington, 
Va., then made fair dates in the 
fall. 

PIans for Timonium, which has 
trimmed its run from 13 days to 
eight this year (The Billboard, Feb- 
ruar), 24), call for Endy to enlarge 
the midway operation considerably. 
He has cited his permanent park 
business as providing him with a 
chance to set up an office at the 
fairgrounds and do several weeks 
of advance work. 

The 1,000 -foot alley skirting the 
race track will be decked out with 
flags, Endy says, and depth will 
be added.

Endy's title is director of mid- 
way activities. He will conduct 
business at the fairgrounds on 
Tuesdays and Thursdays, starting 
later this season.

Biggest week was 
the winter circus deal at Tropical 
Park sponsored by the Junior

Another bright spot is the new 
show restaurant being framed by 
George Reinhart, who also has the 
midway cookhouse. The unit for 
show people is being expanded by 
six feet to accommodate another 
row of tables.

LOST WORLD 

Prehistoric Monster 
Scores in Kit Field 

By ERWIN KIRBY 

At several times over the years it may have appeared that there 
was nothing left to produce in the sway of hobby assembly kits, and 
that all the manufacturers had to do was keep abreast of the times. 
This philosophy has been a sure money maker, as put- together units 
have followed the public's growing awareness of jet planes, racing cars, 
atomic submarines, guns and other objects. 

Some ancient items still are popular among kit- makers, such as 
the World War II aircraft, antique model cars and sailing vessels. 
But for real old age, it's virtually impossible to match the Tyronosaurus 
Rex. There is one appearing ois the market and it consists of 46 pieces 
of white plastic parts plus instructions on how to assemble a genuine 
dinosaur skeleton. 

This is a natural for children, and the kit, neatly boxed, has re- 
ceived excellent initial reaction. Orders of J2 kits entitle -dealers, upon 
realest, to a colorful display case standing 22 inches wide, 14 high 
and 9 deep. It has the ferocious looking dinosaur on a pedestal, in 
front of a curved prehistoric background scene taken from Life maga- 
zine's "The World We.Live In" series. 

The kit weighs eight ounces and the finished piece stands 16 
inches high and is nine inches long. A $1.98 retailer, it goes to dealers 
on standard 40 -and -5 discounts. Idea for the dinosaur, definitely a 
departure in the assembly kit field, was presented by a salesman at 
a brainstorm session. Samples shown around were well received. 
In the New York area TV advertising has just begun and a first-day 
rrsult showed 1,500 units being sold at Bloomingdale's and 800 at 
Lit's in Philadelphia. Time will continue to be bought on kiddie TV 
shows for two months. 

More Coming 
Success has plunged the manufacturers into a series proposition, 

with dies already in the works for a stegosaurus and a brontosaurus. 
The display case would be a natural eye -catcher not only at resort 

stores, but on prize shelves of operators of bingo and other group 
gauges. Distribution on the item started a month ago and there is no 
production problem yet. 

In February, this column was kicked off with a piece about per- 
sonalized items such as names -in -wire and name buttons. Now Big 
Name Button has been put on was by ABC -Paramount Records, fea- 
turing the Royal Teens vocal group. While the lyrics and rhythm 
will scarcely go down in history, they are sufficiently irritathìg and 
repetitious to merit playing by retailers selling the buttons. Constant 
drumming of the phrase, "big name button," will help draw attention 
to the display. The repetition theory has been applied successfully 
for cigarettes, cars. beer and other products, so why not name buttons?

Wall Box 

Rock -Ola also showed a new 
dual- purpose wall box which may 
be used for either 120 or 200 -se- 
lection phonographs. The unit ac- 
cepts all coin combinations, credits 
up to $1, and has 50 -cent play as 
a standard feature. 

The new Rock -Ola juke box does 
not replace the standard 200 -play 
machine, which was also shown at 
the convention.

EDITORIAL 

MOA's 1959 Program 
MOA staged a convention last week that on two of three 

counts was successful. Exhibits and attendance were good. 
But the business sessions, especially the general meetings, 

were bad. 
MOA should overhaul its general meetings. It should plan 

its forums. 
Attendance at morning meetings has dwindled steadily the 

past years. When a national association such as MOA cannot 
attract more than 150 to 200 people at most to attend its general 
business meetings at a convention attended by conservatively 
10 to 15 times that number, something's wrong. 

Two things could be wrong. One is that operators don't 
want good information and MOA therefore fills up the mornings 
with speeches by as many people as they can collar. 

We don't buy this one. We've talked to enough operators 
at the conventions to know there are many who want to talk 
shop, but can't except during the forum meetings, which suffer 
badly from poor planning. Even at that, discussion this year at 
several forums was excellent. 

The other thing that could be wrong is the program of the 
general meetings. We pick this one. 

We defy anyone to sit thru speeches by 18 people in three 
days -even by the world's greatest speakers -and not get tired of 
it. 

What to schedule on these programs and how to better 
plan the forum meetings will be the subject of succeeding 
editorials. 

Business meetings are a key factor in attracting operators. 
MOA cannot afford to ignore them. 

Map Major Battle 
On Juke Licenses 

Mass. Atty. Tells MOA Board, Forum Legal 

Strategy That Could Kill Present Fees 

CHICAGO -A legal battle 
without precedent in juke box 
history in size and scope -one that 
could furnish a permanent bul- 
wark for operators against the 
paying of excessive license fees, 
and possibly any licenses -was out- 
lined to MOA's board of directors 
and at a convention forum on li- 
censes and taxes last week. 

Arthur Sherman, legal counsel 
for the Massachusetts Music Oper- 
ator Association, blueprinted the 
plans for the fight as a surprise 
speaker at the directors meeting 
Monday (5). He also addressed a 

hushed audience at the business 
forum on licenses and taxes 
Wednesday (7). 

Sherman first reported on the 
progress being made by Use Massa- 
chusetts group in its fight with the 
city of Boston and the Common- 
wealth of Massachusetts on the 
combined license fees paid by 
Boston operators totaling $150 per 
juke box per year. 

He said that the suit now pend- 
ing in the Massachusetts Superior 
Court will result in ass ultimate 
determination of the constitution- 
ality of "not only the Massachu- 
setts statutes and Boston ordi- 
nances, but also will affect the 
foundation of every license fee and 
so- called "occupation tax" now in 
force from Maine to California." 

Declared Sherman: "The prior

restraint on freedom of speech is 
the novel approach upon which 
the Massachusetts operators will 
rely to completely wipe out all 
semblances of licenses. Research 
has disclosed cases holding that 
entertainment as a mode of ex- 
pression is entitled to the constitu- 
tional protections of freedom of 
speech under the First and Four- 
teenth Amendments." 

Another ground on which the 
constitutionality of license laws of 
all types will be tested is in dis- 
crimination in the field of enter- 
tainment and consequent denial of 
equal protection of the laws, he 
said. 

The question raised in the courts 
of Massachusetts will be this: 
"Why should a juke box be 
singled out as opposed to radio, 
movies, television or background 
music ?" 

Special Sunday license fees will 
also be tested, he said, since the 
Massachusetts Supreme Judicial 
Court has previously ruled that 
there can be no regulation on a 
Sunday of an activity which can- 
not be regulated on a secular day. 

Sherman emphasized that if the 
case were lost on constitutional 
issues, the Supreme Judicial Court 
of Massachusetts would still order

Ditchburn Hits 

At Excessive 

Commissions 
CHICAGO - Norman Ditch- 

burn, leading British juke box oper- 
ator and manufacturer, told MOA 
comentioners at the Wednesday 
morning (7) business session that it 
is better to lose locations than to 
have the location owner get out -of- 
line commissions. 

Ditchburn said that the operator 
should examine his operating costs 
carefully to determine just how 
much commission he can pay and 
how much he must get for his 
music per play. 

Great Britain, he said. has bad 
the equivalent of our dime play 
conversion problem. A year ago, 
Ditchburn said, three -penny play 
was standard. At that time, the 
cost accountant of the Ditchburn 
Organization pointed out that the 
firm would no longer be able to 
operate new equipment profitably 
at this figure. 

Conversion 
So Ditchburn converted his en- 

tire operation from three -penny to 
six -penny play, with a loss on only 
2 per cent of locations to operators 
who did not convert and an imme- 
diate gain of 12 per cent ins 
revenue. 

Ditchburn did not say how many 
juke boxes his company operates, 
but he did say that its equipment 
averages more timan a million plays 
a week.

MI.\NU BEACH, Fla. -- Uni- 
form excellence characterized the 
first day of the National Vendors 
Association convention's business 
sessions. 

The keynote speaker, Irving Ax- 

elrod. got off a volley of Texan 
jokes and bore down on the bulk 
vending machine and gum manu- 
facturers with the accusation that 
their products are obsolete.

MIAMI BEACH, Fla.--A curi- 
ously disorganized, usually dull, 
concluding business session fol- 
lowed the informative meeting of 
the previous day. 

Slated to get underway at 10 in 
the morning, the session did not 
come off until 11:05, with an at- 
tendance slightly over 60, altho 
almost every seat was filled as the 
meeting wound up. 

In a speech that was to take up 
the problem of ethical competition 
in the bulk vending industry, NVA 
president Leonard Quinn explained 
that the best way to fight spiraling 
commissions in location jumping is 
to offer the best product. 

Rolfe Lobel] said that Automatic 
Canteen and White Vending Com- 
pany, Chicago, both use point -of- 
sale merchandising to increase 
sales. Lobell gave no figures on 
hove much typical point -of- display 
material increases gross receipts. 

The one -act farce that was to 
follow the Lobell speech wasn't 
presented. Key performers were at 
the distributor meeting that took 
place at the same time. The dis- 
tributors insisted, incidentally, that 
that was the only practical time 
they could get together. 

Roger Folz argued that inflation 
over the years now makes it ad- 
visable to eliminate the slowest 
locations and at least double up on 
the good spots. He stated in his 
speech that the per -unit gross sales

New Life Insurance 
Available Thru NVA 

CHICAGO - Eighty more 
people are needed before July 1 in 
order to put the new National 
Vendors Association $10,000 life 
insurance plan into effect, said 
Sylvan Lipshutz, the association's 
insurance agent, last week. 

A total of 100 participation in 
the plan is needed, and as of 
last Thursday 20 members of NVA 
(or employee members) had signed 
for the life insurance policy. 

In his speech at the NVA con- 
vention in Miami Beach, Lipshutz 
stated that principal features of the 
plan are low cost, -waiver of a 
medical examination, and the effec- 
tive date. 

Everyone from an age under 
40 up to 64 years of age may be 
insured for $10,000, while those 
from 65 to 69 may take out a 
$2,500 policy. The low annual 
premium ranges from $56 for the 
youngest carriers to $368 for the 
eldest, said Lipshutz. He also 
pointed out that whereas men un- 
der 40 typically pay a $9 annual 
premium per $1,000 insurance in 

standard group insurance plans,l 
under the NVA program these men 
pay only $5.60 per $1,000 pre- 
mium. He also stated that over- 
weight people, for example, have 
an ideal opportunity to increase 
their insurance estates at low cost. 
Last week Lipshutz added that if 
the 80 needed members sign up by 
July 1, the policy will go into effect 
immediately.

PROFILE OF THE WEEK 

Distributing Evolved Naturally 
Russ Thomas bought 10 bulk vending machines early in 

1943 while working in a defense plant in Memphis. Other men 
he worked with became interested, and he set up three with 25 
machines each, Thomas acting as supplier in returns for 50 per 
cent of net profits. After the war these men sold out to Thomas, 
who formed a small route of 105 machines. By putting in long 
hours and a lot of hard work, he eventually built the route up 
to 1,000 machines. 

His name began to spread with his success. and before 
long men began dropping in at his home, wanting to know 

where they could buy bulk 
vending machines and get 
into business. Callers be- 
came so frequent that 
Thomas went into distrib- 
uting as a natural outcome. 
He formed Vendor Distrib- 
uting Company, Memphis, 
in 1946, and sold his route 
of bulk machines in the 
same year. 

He then began traveling 
the Mid -South territory, 
calling on operators within 
a radius of 200 miles 
around Memphis. He was 
successful in starting many 
operators in bulk vending, 
and reports that several 
now have routes with more 
than 1,000 machines. 

Thomas learned a good 
deal about bulk vending 
from Isis father, who 
started a route "because he 
liked the sunshine and 
visiting a r ?Lind with 
his friends, reminisces 

Thomas. In 1930 and 1931 Thomas helped his father on the 
route, altho shortly thereafter he entered the main family busi- 
ness. One of the early users of trinkets in bulk vending ma- 
chines, the Thomases used Japanese imports. Recalls Russ, 
"There was a string looped in each one and we had to cut the 
strings off so they wouldn't clog the machines. The trinkets 
weren't manufactured as charms for vending machines." 

Prior to helping his father, Thomas had been graduated 
from Paducah High School, and spent some time at the uni- 
versities of Kentucky and Texas, where he majored in business 
administration. In 1931, at the age of 23, he married Alice 
Brown Tidwell, his high school sweetheart. Thomas then took 
charge of one of the four garages his father owned in Paducah. 

In 1932 Russ and Isis two brothers, Ward and Paul, jointly 
bought a garage of their oven in Orlando, Fla. Family loyalty 
has always characterized the Thomas family. Iu 1939 flood 
waters inundated the Ohio River valley and wiped out the home 
as well as garages of the elder Thomas. His three sons returned 
from Florida to help hint start anew. 

Within a year his fathers business had been rebuilt. 
Thomas then took a position with Brown & Williamson Tobacco 
Company, working out of Memphis as a sales representative. 
For the next four years he called on drug and grocery store 
owners, until war broke out and he began the small venture in 
bulk vending that eventually led to his present business. 

Thomas and his wife have three sons -Fred, 16; Linn, 13, 
and Jack, 7. The family usually travels as a unit every summer. 
The favorite vacation spot is Daytona Beach, Fla., where they 
usually spend three weeks. Next summer, however, they plan to 
travel thru the \Vest and into California. 

Thomas sees baulk vending as presently in a state of flux. 
"An operator has to be open -minded," says Thomas. "He has to 
try new types of machines put out by manufacturers. Ness' 
things are the key to the growth of this business, which changes 
in cycles of about 10 years' duration."

rather see the merchandising man- 
ager of an entire chain first. Com- 
missions should be settled before 
the oper, for proceeds further, tai 
Axelrod, 
the operator should offer the high- 
est commissions equitable to both 
parties. Axelrod feels that since 
supermarkets account for 75 per 
cent of total sales with only 25 per 
cent of total grocery outlets, the 
built -in guarantee of maximum 
traffic entitles a supermarket to 
higher commissions than typical 
stores. 

Axelrod stated that typical goods 
in a supermarket give only a penny 
of profit on each dollar, and that 
because of this the supers are 
moving into non -edible merchan- 
dise that has a higher mark -up. He 
feels that this evolution in the 
supermarkets will make them more 
receptive to enterprising bulk vend- 
ing operators who are willing to 
install large batteries of attractive 
machines. Commissions from bulk 
venders are generally much higher 
than most profits from the other 
20,000 different items sold in a 
large supermarket, said Axelrod. 

No Contract 
It was interesting that Axelrod 

insisted that the bulk vending oper- 
ator should not attempt to draw up 
a contract with supermarkets. The 
burgeoning facets of grocery dis- 
tribution are apparently making the 
business so competitive that any 
operator who insists upon a con- 
tract discourages the chalices of 
putting his machines on location in 
the supers. 

Again and again Axelrod insisted 
that the quality of the merchandise 
offered in the machines should be 
kept strictly fresh as well as attrac- 
tive. The Weingarten policy, said 
Axelrod, is to throw out all coffee 
unsold beyond a stipulated period 
of time, to use one of bis examples. 
Customers rely upon strict fresh- 
ness, and bulk vending operators 
are thereby obligated to follow 
suit. 

Axelrod said 60 per cent of a 
super's business is done on Fridays 
and Saturdays. Bulk vending oper- 
ators must be willing to adjust their 
servicing schedules to meet these 
two days of maximum traffic, dur- 
ing a week in which from 25 to 40 
thousand people make purchases. 
He made the specific suggestion

NVA president Leonard Quinn 
opened the business sessions with a 
short, conversational.. welcomè.

The high- 
light of the Raynor speech was the 
flat, unegmvocable statement that 
any member operators using ma- 
chines liable for the $250 federal 
gambling tax will be expelled from 
the association. He specifically re- 
ferred to operators using rabbits 
feet in machines as most culpable.

'NVA May Act 

As Mediator 

For Industry 
CHICAGO-NVA may attempt 

to mediate differences of segments 
of the association, said counsel 
Milton Raynor last week. 

Making reference to a reported 
conciliatory atmosphere between 
distributors and charm manufac- 
turers at the recent association 
convention in Miami Beach, Ray- 
nor said that he feels NVA may 
well be able to achieve complete 
unity within the association. 

This statement was made in 
reply to The Billboard's question 
of how NVA can stand for unity 
and at the same time refuse to 
involve itself in internal disputes 
within the industry. In his opening 
convention speech (see separate 
story) Raynor said that NVA stands 
for the unity of the bulk vending 
industry. Later in his speech he 
said that the association would not 
involve itself in the internal policies 
of the different strata of the asso- 
ciation- operator, distributor and 
manufacturer. 

The prgblem of unity may well 
be one simply of the meaning of 
words. (To the extent that NVA 
extends aid to any of the three 
segments of the industry, it, of 
course, stands for unity of a kind.) 
It was on this equal- aid- for -all 
theme that Raynor hammered 
away on in his dynamic speech. 

On the theme of final harmony, 
Raynor also mentioned that several 

' distributors, who in the past had 
'adamantly refused to give any 
!recognition to NVA, joined the 
association during the convention, 

Raynor added that an overload 
of work and the moving of his 
office made it impossible for his 
secretary, Laurette Cooke, to tabu- 
late final registration figures. A 
rough estimate is that 285 signed 
in at Miami Beach, he said. Last 
year's total registration was at least 
100 fewer, he added.

Type Game 

Bows at MOA 
CHICAGO -American Shuffle- 

board Company pulled the wraps 
off its new Bumpo pool- shuffle- 
board game at the MOA show, as 
exhibits opened Tuesday (8). 

The unusual game, which com- 
bines play features of both pool 
and shuffleboard on a nine -foot 
board, drew crowds of curious 
tradesmen, and racked up top 
interest among the game displays. 

Two can compete in the game, 
or one can play by himself. Bumpo, 
a patented machine, has a unique 
mechanical compression system, 
which brakes the full size pool 
balls as they are shot over scoring 
areas at the far end of the playing 
board. 

Players shoot balls with cue 
sticks from one end only. Object 
is to land balls in high score areas 
designated by number, attd, in 
addition, to land balls on special 
bonus spots within these areas. Two 
electric ball bumpers, located be- 
tween the first and second score 
areas, also register automatic 
scores when hit. 

The display model will be re- 
vised somewhat, according to the 
firm, to offer just four frames of 
play, and 32 ball shots per game. 

Balls, which can be hit as hard 
as desired, are braked by a me- 
chanical "squeeze" of the playfield 
bed and the glass. Cloth covering 
is unaffected by the braking action, 
according to the firm. 

Scores are registered autotnati- 
cally on a backglass scoreboard, 
and are announced by chimes, 
buzzers and lights. 

Competitive action includes 
bumping and blocking of opponent 
plays, and using carom shots off 
ball bumpers. 

Game is fully automatic except 
for clearing balls from table, which 
can be done with a push stick in- 
cluded with game. 

Playfield is of Bakelite, and 
climate adjusted; bed is covered 
with rubber- backed cloth. Bumpo 
is equipped with an ABT coin 
chute.

The wheel ride fills 30 by 
40 inches of floor space and fea- 
tures a single seat chair that re- 
mains in the same plane as it is 
rotated on Formica -covered wheel. 

Sam Goldsmith, Capitol, said the 
firm originally planned to hold off 
introduction of the ride until Fall, 
bitt that several of the units on 
test locations drew attention, and 
demand grew quickly. 

The ride includes a tape ma- 
chine and speaker unit for musical 
attraction which fit into the ride 
itself. Goldsmith termed the ride 
"a door opener." 

He .reported the firm's Auto 
Test machine, which has been on 
the market for two years, is selling 
better now than when it was first 
introduced. The newer Test Pilot 
is a variation of Auto Test, replac- 
ing the automobile driving movies 
with airplane flying movies on 
which player is scored for ability 
to follow directions and control 
"flight"

Feb. Exports Slide 
1 Mil Off January 
Games Take Heaviest Cut, Jukes Also 
Below 1957 Average; Total: $1,206,000 

WASHINGTON -U. S. game 
and juke box exports fell to a total 
volume of $1,206,000 in February 
following a record- breaking Janu- 
ary month that found games alone 
racking up a $1,273,000 volume. 

A comparative study of U. S. De- 
partment of Commerce figures for 
the two months indicates that the 
all-out push of the year's first 
month apparently took the wind 
out of the February market. 

Most major markets, including 
Belgium, West Germany, Switzer- 
land, Italy and Cuba, took cuts of 
an average of 50 per cent from 
their January volumes. Only Can- 

ada, among the major markets, 
topped its January run in February 
(see chart this section). 

Italy fell from first to seventh 
place on the market ladder on a 
$45,000 volume, mainly in amuse- 
ment games. Italy's game imports 
bit $442,000 the previous month. 

Belgium swung back into the 
top spot on a $262,553 volume in 
games and jukes, a figure that 
would have squeezed into fifth 
place the month before (it held 
second in January). 

Venezuela climbed back up the 
ladder on the strength of new juke

Clinton S. Pierce, AMA first 
vice -president, also pointed out that 
about 10,000 bills are introduced 
in each legislative session and that 
congressmen haven't the time to 
study them all. By knowing his 
congressman, the operator can ex- 
plain the merits of legislation 
affecting him, Pierce said.

play. Asked why, he said that he 
believed It was because there were 
"too many operators, particularly 
part -timers," operating in Detroit. 
He said there are about 185 oper- 
ators in the city, including numer- 
ous part-time operators who have 
five to 10 machines. These people 
are hurting the business because 
they don't have to live on it, hav- 
ing other full -time jobs. 

During the open discussion, the 
role of the association in helping 
operators convert was brought up. 
One operator from Alabama 
pointed out that altho he had been 
a dine play advocate for some 
time, it was not possible to follow 
the course suggested by Snodgrass 
in many areas because of the com- 
petition of operators still on nickel 
play. 

"1f ais operator were to tell a 

location owner in some areas of 
Alabama that he was going to con- 
vert the machine to a dime, a com- 
peting operator would quickly get 
a call from that location asking him 
to install a juke box." 

The Alabama operator then ex-

there had helped operators in con- 
verting to a dime. 

At this point, Snodgrass made 
it clear that the role of the associa. 
tion is as a meeting place for op- 
erators to exchange ideas and views 
on dime play, among other things, 
and that it was definitely not for 
the purpose of "fixing prices." 

The Alabama operator also 
pointed ont that the problem was 
accentuated by the fact that some 
operators do not earn their oper- 
ating income from juke boxes but 
rather from "other equipment" 
(presumably, games), and that they 
operated juke boxes at losses "just 
to keep the location." 

Les Montooth, Peoria operator 
and an MOA official, pointed out 
that his route had been converted 
three years, adding that the dime 
was necessary since there are 
usually only "one or two big days" 
for juke box play. 

Willie Blatt, Miami operator and 
MOI official, said that machines 
were converted in Negro locations 
on a test basis to find out if play 
would be adversely affected since 
Negroes fall in the lower income 
group and that if there would be 
opposition, it would be most pro - 
nounced among patrons this group. 
He said that operators found it 
worked successfully in these spots. 

Francis Miller, a Kentucky op- 
erator, explained that he converted 
to dime play one town at a time, 
and that he has machines both in 
towns where joke boxes are all 
converted and in towns where some 
are on nickel, some on dime. He 
said that in the same block in one 
town all locations (the same type) 
except one where switched to a 
clime. Those changed to a dime 
imillediately increased revenues 
and the inéome of Ilse one remain- 
ing at a nickel stayed exactly the 
same. This showed him, he said, 
that atrons don't change locations 
simply because of dime play. 

Bob Guarro, head of Associated 
Buyers Corporation, Chicago, said 
that operators in the Windy City, 
having been on dime play since 
1950, were now thinking about 
"two for a quarter" play. 

Asked how many plays to offer 
for a quarter when singles were 
a dime, Snodgrass said "three or 
four" seemed about right. But, he 
said, the important thing is to get 
dimes and quarters, not nickels.

operate my route 100 per cent as a 
businessman -each and every ma- 
chine must pay its own way. Loca- 
tion owners run their business the 
way they must to make money. I 
run mine the way I must to make 
money. I make that point clear to 
them right from the start and never 
have trouble making money operat- 
ing juke boxes only." 

Silver pointed out that he serv- 
ices his own route, a fact which 
Baker seized on as the primary 
difference between Silver on one 
hand and Snodgrass and himself on 
the other, both of whom have 
large routes serviced by crews. 

Snodgrass answered Silver by 
saying that he had already ex- 
plained that he felt juke boxes 
were still the backbone of the oper- 
ating business. He said he did not 
mean to give the impression that 
his juke boxes don't pay, but rather 
that for dollars invested, they pay 
less than some other types of 
equipment, all of which could 
mean more net dollars for an oper- 
ator properly diversifying. 

Silver said that he felt operators 
would tend to ignore the phono- 
graph and thereby provide less 
service if they operated other types 
of equipment. Ile cited several in- 
stances of operators who became 
more interested in bigger temporary 
earnings on some games, only to 
find once takes started dropping 
that their juke box business had 
"gone to pot." 

Snodgrass said ise believed that 
30 to 40 per cent of all juke box 
operators had cigarette machines.

Spontaneous Speech 
Milton Raynor then made a 

spontaneous speech. A talented 
public speaker, Raynor attempted 
and almost succeeded in firing up 
the audience. 

Harry Bell took over with the 
report of the nominating committe 
which included the re- nomination 
of the past year's president and 
vice president. The slate he read 
off was eventually re- elected, bust 
not before the Canadian Kenneth 
McPhail and Cramer Gum's Rich- 
ard Rollins were voted in as mem- 
bers of the board of directors.

Wallace pointed out that he un- 
successfully tried to buy out an 
existing route of an established 
cigarette vending operator in his 
area. He then decided to begin his 
own route. Lou Casola, the Rock- 
ford, Ill., operator, the third panel 
member, said that he thought the 
main advantages of diversifying 
had been adequately covered by 
the preceding speakers. He said 
that he was not interested in in- 
creasing gross income, only net 
income. 

During open discussion, an oper- 
ator asked Snodgrass whether he 
thought the fact that a "major mu- 
sic machine manufacturer" had 
entered the cigarette vending man- 
ufacturing business and was plan- 
ning to sell machines thru distribu- 
tors would adversely affect music 
operators wishing to diversify with 
cigarette machines. 

Snodgrass replied that Ise slid 
not think so. Ile said that the 
cigarette vending business was al- 
ready heavily peopled with large 
firms such as tobacco jobbers and 
that "no phonograph distributor 
could be tougher than they are." 
As a matter of fact, said Snodgrass, 
the fact that there is diversifying 
"at the top" (i.e., a manufacturer) 
should indicate that the trend to 
diversification should be a wise one 
for operators to explore. 

In answer to a question by Ted 
Nichols, Fremont, Neb., operator, 
Snodgrass said that whether ciga- 
rette machines are serviced by the 
same man who services the juke 
box depends on the size route, and 
the size area covered. IIe said that 
he sees no reason why he could not 
if the route were a size that did not 
justify an additional man. 

Answering a question raised by 
Clint Pierce, Brodhead, \Vis., oper- 
ator, Snodgrass said that 30 or 40 
cigarette machines could be op- 
erated "tó advantage" by any op- 
erator from a profit standpoint, but 
that 150 to 200 were necessary to 
justify setting up a separate ciga- 
rette vending department, such as 
he himself has. 

A veteran background music and 
juke box operator suggested that 
the background music field might 
be a good one for juke box opera- 
tors to diversify routes with. Snod- 
grass said he believed that the 
potential is limited in many areas 
because quality equipment is avail- 
able inexpensively and most loca- 
tions wanting it buy their own. At 
least, he said, this was his own 
experience. He said that back- 
ground music might be good in 
some areas, but that an operator 
considering setting up an installa- 
tion should be sure to get a con- 
tract long enough to enable him to 
realize a fair return on his 
investment.

Equipment exhibits walked off 
with the MOA convention. Fifty- 
six exhibitors showed, including 23 
equipment manufacturers. Juke 
box manufacturers debuted two 
new machines and one introduced 
a new line of cigarette venders; 
13 games manufacturers showed a 
total of 45 pieces of equipment 
(See separate articles in this sec- 
tion and amusement games.) 

Exhibits drew well thruout the 
three days of the show. 

General business sessions, held 
during the mornings, lost ground 
by default, and showed there is a 
need for a complete overhauling of 
this part of the program (see edi- 
torial). 

The associations fledgling forum 
sessions, held during the afternoons 
-despite poor attendance -won a 
quiet victory in demonstrating that 
there is a need for providing opera- 
tors with the red meat of business 
information and exchange of ideas. 

At press time, no official figures 
were available, altho estimates 
place attendance at about the same 
as last year's record- breaking total.

Phonograph Manufacturers Asso- 
ciation, at the MOA convention 
Tuesday (6). He said that he didn't 
believe the juke box business would 
suffer from the recession as much 
as "other businesses around us." 

Making it clear that he was 
speaking only as president of AMI 
and as friend of MOA, Haddock 
said that he believed much had 
been accomplished by operators - 
particularly the more progressive 
ones -in the past year to give the 
public "better service at lower 
cost." 

Haddock, a perennial MOA con- 
vention speaker, said that he 
doesn't look for any "general up- 
turn for at least 18 months," a 
view shared by some big manufac- 
turers. 

Touching on the copyright hear- 
ings (see separate article), he said 

that he believed an excellent" 
case for the operator had been 
presented at last month's Washing- 
ton session, and that the APMA 
and MOA co- ordinated their pres- 
entation very well. He declared: 

"I do not think that ASCAP will 
prevail. But I can't minimize the 
problems. They are well organized 
and financed." But he added that 
he believed the "record shows" 
that they should not in fairness 
achieve their goal. 

He urged operators to talk to 
members of the business from for- 
eign countries attending, pointing 
out that this attendance was in- 
creasing. 

"Patterns are developing (in the 
juke box business) in other coun- 
tries different from ours," he 
pointed out. "One of the startling 
things" is in 'the difference in 
commission arrangements. "In no 
country in the world do locations 
benefit as much (from the juke 
box) as they do in the U. S... . 

we as an industry must bring home 
to location owners that we do pro- 
vide their business with a great 
source of revenue."

He raised the question whether 
location owners should get as much 
as they now do and said he did not 
think so.

a reduction in the amounts of the 
fees as a result of the fact that the 
fees were in an amount far in ex- 
cess of the amount necessary to 
collect to defray the cost of admin- 
istration and collection. 

He also stressed the fact that 
operators thruout the country 
should be alerted to the constant 
quest of cities and States for addi- 
tional revenue. "If the juke box 
license in Massachusetts can be 
overturned as unconstitutional on 
the basis of the protection and 
guarantees of freedom of expres- 
sion, millions will be saved in the 
years to come for all operators 
thruout the U. S.," he declared. 

Sherman said that he expects 
the U. S. Supreme Court to finally 
rule on the issues involved. 

The case is now pending in the 
Massachusetts Superior Court. In 
order to expedite it, both sides have 
agreed in principle not to hold a 
trial but to cause the case to be 
reported for decision to the State 
Supreme Court on an agreed state- 
ment of facts. After that court's 
decision, either side can then 
appeal to the U. S. Supreme Court. 

Sherman urged operators to 
individually or collectively give 
financial support to enable them to 
take the case to the high court be- 
cause of its nation -wide significance

3. The removal of the exemption 
would be contrary to the public 
interest, since the payment of per- 
formance fees may result in oper- 
ators charging more per play. It 
could also result in some locations 
being deprived of juke boxes, since 
additional taxes would make their 
operation unprofitable. 

4. Removal of the exemption 
would also be discriminatory be- 
cause by "legjslative fiat" every 
juke box would be subject to pay- 
ment of performance fees, even 
those in private clubs and homes. 

5. It is highly questionable I 
whether a single person playing the % 
music of Isis choice on the juke box 
could be construed to mean a "pub- 
lic performance." 

6. In fighting the proposed 
change in the copyright law, op- 
erators are not seeking special A 

privilege, but rather the licensing / 
agencies are. 

Miller said that he felt that for 
the first time in his experience of 
appearing before a congressional $ 
committee on the copyright fight, 
testimony for the operators fell on 
deaf ears. He emphasized that this 
was his own personal impression. 
He pointed out that hearings were 
conducted on a high plane, and 
that juke box witnesses did a fine 
job. 

Cautioning that ASCAP has vir- 
tually unlimited income upon 
which to draw in carrying on its 
fight, Miller explained that altho 
MOA grossed only $75,000 last 
year with which to operate the en- 
tire association, ASCAP spent close 
to $400,000 in legal fees during 
the year alone.
