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Capitol's Sales Up
24% Over Last Year

Phono Line, Record Club, Angel Label
Investments Dampen Net Profits

HOLLYWOOD -- Capitol Rec-

ords, Inc., sales jumped a full 24
per cent this year over the previous
12 -month period, giving it a gross
sales figure totaling $43,694,818,
marking the highest gross sales fig-
ure in the company's 16 -year his-
tory. This was revealed in CRI's
annual report for its fiscal year
ending June 30 of this year.

CRI president Glenn Wallichs
told stockholders their company

For the fiscal year ending June

30, 1937, CRI reported gross sales
amounting to $35,108,401, with a
net income of $3,239,362. In his
annual report, Wallichs told stock-
holders that the decline in net in-
come during the latest fiscal year
despite the sizable gross sales in-
crease resulted largely from the
company's launching three new en-
terprises; the Cap phono line, Cap's
Record Club and Angel Records.
CRI also faced a rise in general
operating costs.

According to Wallichs, the com-
pany enjoyed a boost in sales vol-
ume in each of Capitol's major
lines. This expanded business vol-
ume. he said, demanded an increase
in distribution facilities and person-
nel, including expansion of its ma-
jor branches in .New York, Chicago
and Los Angeles. Wallichs also
pointed out that -a new Los An-
geles plant is being built on a four -
acre site at Fletcher Drive and
San Fernando Road to help meet
the increased productio.t demands:
Capitol bought the property
ea/her this year for $403,000 and
expects to invest an additional
$500,000 in improvements of the
property. The plant is scheduled
to be completed during the present
fiscal year.

\Vallichs lifted the curtain of
the new fiscal year for the stock-
holders to point out that on Au-
gust 18 Capitol will represent the
EMI label in the U. S. whose
prodect will be issued in this coun-
try under the newly created ban-
ner of Capitol -EMI. This, he said,
will be an additional prestige series
of fine high-fidelity classical re-
cordings which will offer a number
of leading European artists under
contract to Electric and Musical
Industries, Ltd., England. WallichS
also repeated that both Capitol
and Angel will be issuing stereo -
disks as of August 18.

CHARTS SPOT
DECCA IN HIGH
SINGLES GEAR

NEW YORK--Decca Rec.-
cords has become the latest
of the majors to swing back
into high gear singles -wise.
The label achieved the No. 1
best-selling spot this week
with Domenico Modugno's-
"Volare."

NEW YORK -- ABC-TV has
dropped cutback plans for "Ameri-
can Bandstand" and will reslot the
Dick Clark strip in a 4-5:30 p.m.
berth next month. The arrival of
Liberace, Peter Lind Hayes,
Freddy Martin and the rest of the
web's daytime debuts which are
bringing heavy business along with
them lopped off a half-hour of
"Bandstand." Now the withdrawal
of Kellogg from sponsorship of
"Fun at Five" is giving Clark the
extra 30 minutes back.

The network is currently renego-
tiating Clark's long-term contract in
terms more favorable to the deejay.
At the same time, plans for a new
Clark stanza to be added to his
daytime strip and his Saturday
night Beech-Nut show have been
postponed until January.

Avakian,' a veteran of more than
25 years in the record industry
and until recently director of pop-
ular album repertoire. for Colum-
bia Records, will direct the pro-
duction of albums and singles for
the company in conjunction with
Mr. Conkling.

Altho Avakian will make his
headquarters ill the East, his scope
of operation will not be geograph-
ically limited, Conkling empha-
sized.

"There will be no distinction in
the operation of East and West
Coast repertoire functions," he said,

Censored REA on New MBS
Disk Service Format
By 'JUNE BUNDY

NEW YORK -- The -Mutual
Broadcasting System has switched
its 21 -hour per week disk program-
ming service for affiliates from a
"Top 50" policy to a "Pop 50"
format, whereby the network now
bans certain types of rock and roll
records. Only those best sellers
which meet musical director Phil
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Lampkin's new "censorship" stand-
ards are aired by the web.

The move points up a growing
trend for the networks to take a
stand against rock and roll. NBC
Spot Sales, for instance, recently
aroused the ire of several record
companies when it sent out a spe-
cial LP (to . advertising agencies)
blasting r,&r, disks and stations
that played them. (See The Bill-
board, July 14, 1958.)

Seemingly the only pro-r.&r.
network today is ABC, which is
understandable in view of its suc-
cess with Dick Clark's rock and
roll TV shows and the succession
of r.&r. hits chalked up by its sub-
sidiary label, ABC -Paramount Rec-
ords.

Modified Format
In describing Mutual's new 'for-

mat, Lampkin stated: "Altho sev-
eral large radio Indies have com-
pletely banned rock and roll, we
are not following that policy. In-
stead woo are eliminating only those
rock and roll tunes which are dis-
torted, monotonous, noisy music
and/or suggestive or borderline sa-

lacious lyrics. My experience is

that this type of record has a very
high mortality rate."

He added: "This is the first time
a network has instituted such a
policy and I believe the policy will
attract more listeners and still re-
tain teen-age groups who will still
get their rock and roll, but of a
better type.... It is my contention
that constantly broadcasting all
types of rock and roll, 'both good
and bad, has driven the adult lis-
tener-comprising the buying public
-away from the radio set at such
broadcast periods."

According to Lampkin, "Nearly
all of the undesireable r.&r. rec-
ords are made by one-shot com-
panies," while "most of the good
r.&r. records are turned out by
the major labels, which, he main-
tains, are in full accord with Mu-
tual's new policy. A spokesman for
Lampkin last week also opined that
many of the major labels only re-
lease rock and roll. records "under
duress."

Lampkin's screening rules don't

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The Silly Season
Readers of The Billboard will have noticed in the last

several months an interesting series of stories by June Bundy
detailing various attacks on rock and roll. Some of the attackers
were so impassioned that they literally blew their tops and are
now threatened with legal action. Other anti -rock and rollers
have not gone this far; but their arbitrary, censorious attitudes
are likely to prove just as fruitless.

As old Joe Martin used to say when he was writing for
these columns, "It's the kid with the 98 cents in his pocket who
will set the trends and styles." That is stifrtrue.

Meanwhile, it may be noted that there is much non rock
and roll material produced on records and broadcast over the
air. The great influx of European material is an example. There
is much inspiration material and ballad material, and many of
the latt-i; include arrangements with rock and roll figures which

--have become part of the pop music heritage.
The disk jockey fraternity is an independent one. It can be

flatly stated there will always be enough jockeys to give good
exposure to fresh new material-and the record buyers will
do the rest.

The persistent attempts to forcibly channel pop music into
one category or another, into one style or another, is merely an
indication that the silly season is here. This is random, puerile
activity.

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Diskeries Have Right to

NEW YORK -- As everyone
knows record dealers have their
problems, what with discounters,
racks, one stops, and trans -ship-
pers, as The Billboard has noted
from week to week. But record
manufacturers, the most maligned
of men, have their troubles, too,
and to them they are not little
ones.

At the present time manufac-
turers are concerned with four
problems, stereo vs. monaural, low
price lines, tape, and singles. Each
of the problems looms large or
small depending upon the type of
operation the manufacturer is en-
gaged in, size of firm, size of cat-

paign in the company's history.
Promotion will include copies of
the "Sell-Ebration" disks for sales-
men's demonstration use as well as
a regular demo set for dealers, ex-

Bill Broonzy,
Blues Vet,
Dies at 65

Top Talent
For Clark
Bowl Show

HOLLYWOOD -- Dick Clark
has lined up a flock of name talent
for his stageshow at the Holly-
wood Bowl here August 24.

The Bowl accommodates 20,000
people.

Following his Hollywood Bowl
appearance, Clark will emsee an
All -Star Record Hop at the Minne-
sota State Fair in Minneapolis
August 27, 28 and 29. He will also
act as one of the judges for a dance
contest, with regional winners from
all over the State in the finals.
Artists lined up for the Minneap-
olis show include Jody Reynolds,
Jack Scott, Duane Eddy, Dale
Hawkins, Eddie Cochran, and
Bobby Hendricks.

- CHICAGO-Big Bill Broonzy,
65, pillar of the earthy blues sing-
ers, died on the way to the hos-
pital here from his home Friday
morning (15). Broonzy had been in
poor health for the past three years,
William Lee Conley Broonzy was
born in Scott, Miss., June 26, 1893,
later moving to a farm in Pine
Bluff, Ark. During the 1920's he
moved to Chicago, securing a job
as a redcap. He worked his first
disk dates in 1926 as a guitar ac-
companist to Crippled Clarence
Lofteon and Bumble Bee Slim. He
made his first records under his
own name as a singer in the early
'30's, always returning to his Ar-
kansas farm. In 1938, jazz promoter
John Hammond staged a mammoth
blues and jazz session at Carnegie
Hall, New York, where Broonzy
scored 'heavily to a white audience.
He worked a similar Carnegie con -

A wrong direction can cost a lot
of money.

Here the
question is how fur should they go
with a low price line, and that
answer depends on whether they
feel the low price market is big
enough to make money for them.
Like automobile manufacturers
now trying to cope with the prob-
lem of a small, cheap automobile,
the large cliskeries are faced with
their own cheaper disk problem.
Ever pee is in the low price disk
market, yet it is common knowl-
edge that a number of the Indio
makers of low price disks are al-
ready in serious difficulty.

But more important to the man-
ufacturer of a regular line and a
low price line is the possible ef-
fect that good albums at $1.98
may have on the sales of good
$3.98 disks. Does one affect the

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CALLING ALL CATS

Via Window or Loudspeaker,
Wax Exposure Comes High

NEW YORK -- In this curious
business called the record business
there are side ways of exposing a
record or album that calls for un-
usual types of deals. And as the
cost of everything else goes up
these costs go up, too. The refer-
ence here is to displaying an album
in a dealer's window or having
your single record played on a
loudspeaker in front of a record
shop. In this city the competition
for both is tough and the price is
high.

In New York there are a number
of key stores in which distributors
try to get their wares displayed.
One of these is the Colony Record
Shop at 53d and Broadway. To
get an album displayed Colony
charges 50 albums and the distrib
utor has to build the display him-
self. The window is set for 30 days
or so. This is the West Side story.
The East Side story is the Liberty
Music Shop at 49th and Fifth, the
jewel for show album and classical

 displays. Right now the window
has an actual piano in it with a
full-sized dumn1y representing Van
Cliburn rn a full dress suit playing
the instrument.

Window Dollars
The price for the Liberty win-

dow varies from $700 to $1,500.
According to one sardonic distribu-
tor, the window only cost about
$700 until Victor and Columbia
spoiled the store via their elaborate
displays of show albums. The price
is arrived at after negotiations by
both the distributor and the store.
A low price, as one distributor said,
means inexpensive backdrops, a
high price expensive sets. Liberty
includes the sets for this price. In
addition to these stores, all deal -

The bill. by Senator Malone
(R., Nev.), foe of the cabaret
tax, is in a sense doubly late,
with the Presley -type guitar
elbowing all other solo instru-
ments out of the contemporary
music limelight.

However, an issue of stamps
of appropriate design, glorify-
ing the piano -accordion, back-
bone of many a radio amateur
hour, boon to the small nitery
performer, could give a new
boost to that versatile instru-
ment. The fate of this one
rests with the Commitee on
Post Office and Civil Service,
and is all too predictable.

ers in the area have their own
special arrangements to display
certain records or albums and it's
usually paid off via merchandise.

Big Beat on Street
The other method used to exploit

a record are the loud speakers that
a lot of Broadway record shops
have located in the front of the
store. These speakers blare out to
attract the attention of the passe4,-
by. To get a record played on these
street speakers the charge ranges
from $50 to $100, "according to
the ability to pay," according to a
local distributor. Once one dealer
charged $200 but that was to a
music publisher. The dealers
usually take care of about 10 rec-
ords, which they play at least once

an hour every hour of the day for
the week.

In their zeal to show their
patrons that they are playing the
records dealers usually turn the
record player on very loud. This
has resulted in a lot of these deal-
ers being fined for playing the rec-
ords too loud and thus many of
them are complaining that they are
losing money in spite of charging
$50 per week. There seems to be
no solution for this problem, Even
if a record dealer of this sort sells
no records he always has an in-
come of $500 to $1,000 per week,
distributors point out. Some even
claim that these dealers are less
interested in selling records than in
paying them-for pay, of course.

GRASS ROOTS PAY-OFF

No Boundaries for
CAW Music Impact

A major share of Acuff -Rose's
current success is due to recordings
obtained on an increasingly large
number of Hank Williams songs as
well as those written by the team
of Boudleaux and Felice Bryant.
The current Williams resurgence is
particularly noteworthy.

"Rocky Clark, W I C C,
Bridgeport, Conn.: "My show,
'Rock 'N' Rhythm,' celebrates
its 16th anniversary this
month. I call it `radio's old-
est jazz program.' Can any-
body challenge that state-
ment? The most rewarding
experience in doing an estab-
lished jazz show is the loyal
audience it builds up. Some
of my listeners write regularly
year after year. They help
me make up the show because
I frequently remind listeners
that it's their show.... 'I want
to spin the jazz you want to
hear, so send in your requests
on a postcard' . . . and they
do. Most of them (in fact all
of the loyal year -after -year

fans) go for the traditional
stuff.

"Ocasionally I arouse attention
by spinning a jazz record from over
seas, thanks to a swap arrange-
ment I have with a couple of col-
lectors in Europe. One of them is
in Czechoslovakia, which gives me
the opportunity of showcasing jazz
from behind the Iron Curtain. A
collector_ in England provides me
with some of the tastiest jazz from
overseas. England has some ex-
cellent traditional jazz bands -
Chris Barber, Ken Colyer, Dave
Carey, etc. Holland boasts the ex-
cellent Dutch Swing College Band.
France come thru with our old
Sidney Bechet. From Italy I have
acquired a real swinging LP by
the Milan College Jazz Society.

Despite the number of
years my show has been on the
air, I experience the same dif-
ficulty a number of your other
jazz jocks complain about-the

difficulty in obtaining jazz
records from manufacturers or
distributors.

"A word of advice to younger
jazz jocks: Even tho your taste
may lean toward the progressive,
try varying your program. Toss in
a few good Dixieland and blues
numbers, and see if you don't ac-
quire some loyal listeners. The
most popular American traditional
groups, as far as my audiences
are concerned, are the Dukes of
Dixieland, the DeParis Brothers,
Firehouse Five, Paul Barbarin,
Jimmy McPartland, and the inevit-
able Eddie Condon and Louis
Armstrong. I also get frequent re-
quests for collector's items by
Beiderbecke, Wailer, Oliver, Mor-
ton, Henderson, Red Allen and
Bessie Smith.

"How do I make a living
out of a weekly, jazz pro-
gram? I don't. During the

Forgetting about song material,

backings, and all the rest, it's in-
teresting to note from time to time
the ebb and flow of the artists
themselves on the best - sell-
ing charts. It's no secret that the
pop record derby has produced
the phenomenon of the so-called
one-shot hit maker. That's no won-
der in this day when every week
there are a dozen or so new labels
and more new artists than you can
shake a stick at. Actually, how-
ever, it might better be called the
phenomenon of the two -shot artist,
because in many cases, after the
initial hit, there s enough backlog
of interest in an artist for him to
place his second effort somewhere
in the charts, tho perhaps not as.
high as the first.

But perhaps there is more
staying power on the current
scene than would at first be
suspected. For example, al -

most one-third of the current
top 30 artists had records on
the charts one year ago. Of
those represented on the
charts now, Ricky Nelson, the
Coasters, Elvis Presley, Patti
Page, Pat Boone, the Everly
Brothers, and Johnny Mathis
all had disks on the charts in
August of 1957. Current chart
entrants, Perry Como and
Doris Day, each had disks on
the charts at this time two
years ago. The most stable
of the current crop would ap-
pear to be Pat Boone, Elvis
Presley, and despite what they
say about thrushes, Patti Page.-.
These three are on the charts
now and were also represented
in August of '56 and '57.

From the opposite side of the
pole, fully one-third of the current
top 30 are artists enjoying their
first appearance on the charts.

These would include Domenico
Modugno, Duane Eddy, the Kalin
Twins, Jimmy Clanton, Jack Scott,
Sheb Wooley, the Danleers, Jerry
Butler and the Impressions, the
Poni Tails and the Olympics. Four
of these are on labels also enjoying
their first appearance on the charts.
These are Jamie, Carlton, Abner
and Demon.

On the "whatever happened
to" kick, however, one can go
back to the charts of one year
ago and wonder with some
justification what ever hap-
pened to Debbie Reynolds,
Billy Williams, the Del Vik-
ings, Billy Ward, sale Storm,
Johnny and Joe, Buchanan
and Goodman, Dave Gardner,
Russ Hamilton, the Four
Coins and even Sal Mineo
and Jerry Lee Lewis. These
questions are posed only with

CHANGE AND CONFUSION
From the vantage point where we sit, the music publishing

business appears to be boiling with changes taking place all over
as the business feels the strains of smaller and smaller copy bales
and more and more indie publishers entering the business. One
of the more interesting facts is that one of the diskeries that pio-
neered its own music publishing firms has suddenly started to take
tunes from outside publishing firms and even to split copyrights
with its artists who write the tunes. Another interesting item is
that two old line ASCAP publishing firms who went to BMI to
start new firms this year were turned down by the latter. A few
years ago BMI would have jumped at the chance. And a quick
check of the publishing fraternity reveals that the rate has become
so common that it is a rarity when a publisher gets a tune waxed
for 2 cents, except with one of the larger recording companies
which doesn't seem to be hip about such- matters. The only pub-
lishers able to hold at 2 cents are the two tune firms and the
Warners' publishing companies. In addition to rates the practice of
splitting copyrights is also so common as to no longer be 'worth
mentioning in Lindy's. Splits are made with a.&r. men, diskeries,
artists, other publishers who control artists, artist managers and
occasionally deejays. all adds up to confusion.

 Swing away from rock and roll on many stations is
sparking upbeat in use of jazz albums and artists

 As program fare, jazz now reaches a growing air
market often ideal from Madison Avenue viewpoint

More and -more jazz deejay

shows are springing(up across the
country. And, many pop spinners
-including some key jocks - are
beginning to integrate jazz plat-.
ters on .a regular basis into here-
tofore -strictly pop programming
formats.

The entertainment world has
never been as jazz -conscious as it
is today. Network -TV shows are
spotlighting jazz talent with in-
creasing frequency; jazz niteries,
festivals and concerts are booming,
and jazz LP sales continue to spi-
ral; thereby giving jazz jockey

shows a new-found commercial im-
pact and creating an unprec-
euented audience for jazz records
on the local radio level.

Interestingly, the rock and roll
controversy is-in part---Tesponsi-
ble for the stepped -up jazz pro-
gramMing by many pop stations.
One of the top indies, \VNEW,
New York. for instance, now spots
jazz waxings on practically all of
its shows as part of its anti -rock
and roll- programming format,
which emphasizes LP selections
and non-r.&r. singles.

Jazz Names Appear
Jonah Jones, Ella Fitzgerald,

Count Basic, Carmen McRae, Cole-
man Hawkins, Artie Shaw, Erroll
Garner-these are just a few of
the jazz names featured on
WNEW, including William B.
Williams' high -rated "Make Be-
lieve Ballroom" stanza. The sta-
tion also spotlights many progres-
sive jazz sides on Al "Jazzbo Col-
lins' night time airer.

Another New York pop jockey,
Jim Lowe, WCBS, New York, in-
tegrates a considerable amount of
jazz wax into his regular daily pro-
gramming period (4-5 'p.m.) and
spotlights a 15 -minute "Jazzarama"
seg on his Saturday afternoon
show. Lowe opens with a big band
side - Ellington, Goodman, etc.;
followed by a small group such as
Brubeck, Shearing or Mulligan; a
vocal; and closes with a Dixieland
selection. Lowe also eqsees "Sat-
urday Night Upbeat,"" a weekly
CBS network live jazz show.

"The LP," notes Lowe, "has
done for jazz what remote broad-
casts did for bands back in the
thirties." Lowe concentrates on
jazz artists with the most mass -
appeal during his week -day ses-
sions, on which he plays most of
the artists noted above by WNEW,
plus the Dukes of Dixieland and
Louis Armstrong.

Socio-Economics
Surveys (see jazz market survey

study elsewhere in this issue) show

that jazz fans are in a higher in-
come bracket than the average ra-
dio - TV listener. This fact,
of course, is played up for all it's
worth by stations seeking sponsors
for jazz record shows, and is also
utilized by stations (such as
\VNEW) which claim their non --
rock and roll programming reaches
more listeners with buying -power
(i. e., adults rather than teen-
agers). .

For example, FM station KNOB,
Los Angeles (supposedly the only
all jazz station in the wprld) has
made a special study, which indi-
cates that the average KNOB lis-
tener is 28, married, with two chil-
dren and owns his own home and
one or more autos. And, in New
York, indie FM outlet WBAI,
which has a fairly "Serious" jazz
show, has learned that the income
of the family head who listens reg-
ularly to the station averages
around $10,000 yearly.

FM, which has always been a
stronghold for classical music, has
recently begun to spotlight more
and more jazz shows. The impact
of jazz on FM is dramatically
pointed up by KNOB, which
switched from a pop format to. an

- jazz programming policy in
August, -1957, and has been in the
black since its first month of op-
eration. The outlet now features
jazz thruoot its entire 16 -hour pro-
gramming day.

Dixieland is played during the
early morning hours, jazz for the
housewife thruout the afternoon
(Sinatra, Ella Fitzgerald, Billy
May, Les Brown, etc.); quiet jazz
at dinner time (Modern Jazz Quar-
tet, etc.) and- modern jazz at night:
On Saturdays, big bands and Latin
styled jazz are featured, and on
Sunday "Jazz Goes to Church"
(spirituals by jazz artists and/or
with jazz -styled backings).

In addition -to general manager-
deejay "Sleepy" Stein, KNOB is
represented by program director
and promotion chief Dave Larsen,
and deejays Pat Henry and John
Brophy, plus a specially taped se-
ries by WNEW jock "Jazzbo" Col-
lins. Larken and Stein attended
the Newport Jazz Festival last
month and taped special inter -

`Live Stereo' Show
Draws TV Viewers

ART FORD: His show is

"Art Ford's Jazz Party," aired
over WNTA-TV, Newark, N. J., on
Thursdays (9-10:30 pail.), is an
outstanding example of a local live
jazz show which has gained both
critical and audience acceptance,
and added fame for its deejay host.

The program, which debuted
live in the New York -New Jersey
market last May to rave reviews
from local and national press, has
steadily increased its ratings (ARB
Reports for July showed it jumped
to 16.6, a cumulative increase in
audience of 400 per cent over the
program's 4.1 per cent share in
June). -

At the same time, Ford and
"Jazz Party" recently received the
first annual  '.41allmark Stereo-
phonic Sound Award" for "imagi-
native and artistically provocative
radio and TV programming which
added a new dimension to the art
of entertainment."

3 -Channel Sound

The award was in recognition
of the show's regular stereophonic.
broadcasting operation, whereby
the weekly 90 -minute program- is
carried on WNTA-TV and aired
simultaneously on radio by WNTA-
AM and WNTA-FM. Separate
mikes in the studio are used to
feed each transmitting facility.
Listeners are advised to sit in the
middle of the room surrounded by
an FM radio, AM radio and TV

AM -FM -TV

set-all tuned to WNTA and
WNTA-TV.

Jack Could, The New York
Times' TV editor, called the stereo
show an "audiophile's delight,"
with a "vibrancy and life -like
quality that placed the sound of
the average television program on
a par with people talking under
water.

Gould also pointed out that
while stereophonic broadcasting it-
self certainly isn't new, "the dif-
ference here was in also seeing
where. the stereophonic sound
came from." He added, "Those
far-sighted enough to record the
show-no doubt the school of hi-fi
post -graduates did it on tape de-
signed for stereo recording-had
themselves a collector's item."

"Jazz Party" is slated to be tele-
vised soon in foreign countries
(via tape) and relayed to service-
men over the TV and sound facili-
ties of the Armed Forces Radio
Network.

Meanwhile Ford is setting uka.
another version of "Jazz Party
which will be aired over VNTA-
TV's sister station in Minneapolis,
utilizing local jazz men and a local
emsee.

"Jazz Party" is completely un-
rehearsed, a fact which has un-
doubtedly helped Ford line up the
remarkable -list of big name guests
who've played the show since the

NEW GLOSSARY

A Deejay's Guide to Jazz
Terms, Trends and Styles
By BOB_ ROLONTZ

A glossary of any sort is apt to
be capricious or arbitrary or both.
The object of this jazz glossary is
to avoid both pitfalls-and yet iden-
tify for deejays some of the terms
tossed about so readily today by
jazz critics and jazz buffs when
describing styles of jazz music and
jazz performers.

The two terms most common to
jazz are very general and taken to-
gether they cover about half a
century of jazz music. These are
Traditional and Modern jazz.

. Traditional is used to cover all
styles of jazz up to the swing era;
modern is used to cover all styles
of jazz since the swing era. This
automatically brings up a third
term, Swing, which links the two
general terms, traditional and mod-
ern, and is often used to cover a
separate era of its own.
. Traditional Jazz: In its original,
connotation traditional referred to
New Orleans jazz, the fount from
which all jazz floWs. It has since
expanded to cover .Dixieland, rag-
time, boogie  Nvoogie and other
forms of jazz that grew up in the
period -between the 1900's to about
1930. Performers who started in
that era and are performing today
are still considered traditional.
Louis Armstrong, for instance, is a
traditional jazzman, even tho he is
as active today as he was 30 years
ago. There are, of course, other mu-
sicians who started as traditional-
ists and have changed to the mod-
ern style and are now known as
modernists.

In one sense, traditionalism is.
fading out since there are fewer
and fewer jazzmen around today
who play real Nev Orleans jazz.
But as the years roll by and new
styles crop up the older styles are
relegated to traditional.'Thus many
of the early swing men are looked
on by some as being traditional-
ists even tho by strict definition
they are not.
 Swing: The big swing bands
were active from the early 1930's
to the late 1940's. Before the big
swing bands small combos were
developing  the style that led. to
swing (especially in Kansas City),
and at the end 'of the swing era
new bands were forming that be -

cane the modern jazz orks. The
great swing bands include such
names as Count Basie, Jimmie
Lunceford, Duke Ellington, Fletch-
er Henderson, Benny Goodman,
Woody Herman and a host of
others. The swing period was also

the time of the swinging pop
bands, such as the two Dorsey
bands, the Glenn Miller, Harry
James, Artie Shaw crews and
others. At times all of these bands
and many others of that era are
lumped together as swing bands.
And most of the musicians who
played with the big bands of that
era are still called swing musicians,
even tho many of them have pro-
gressed much farther today. Duke
Ellington has gohe on from here
to create his own musical style and
his own following.
 Modern Jazz: This is a sweeping
term designed to cover almost all
of the musical styles developed in
jazz since the end of World War
II. Almost all of the creative as-
pect of jazz today lies in this realm.
This type of jazz sells the most
records and has the most active
following of jazz fans,

Modern started on a broad scale
somewhere about the end of 1945,
altho the Woody Herman band,
Eddie Sauter and Thelonious
Monk,,to name a few, were experi-
menting with modern chords and
arrangements long before bop be-
came 'a household jazz word. The
early bands of Herman and Stan
Kenton and Billy ,Eckstine were in
the modern groove. Charlie Parker
was one of the most influential
leaders of the movement; many
others were experimenting at the
same time. One of the earliest
terms applied to the modern move-'
ment was Bop. It usually meant
the style of ,jazz played by small
groups in New York, led by Charlie
Parker, Dizzy Gillespie, Lester
Young, to name a few. This early -
style bop is no longer with us, but
it has developed into Hard Bop,
a term used to describe the play-
ing of Art Blakey, Max_ Roach,
Sunny Rollins and others. Bop -
type solos can be heard played by
many of our current performers.

Alongside hard bop, or Progres-
sive Jazz, two terms that are used
almost interchangeably, there has
grown another school of modern
jazz musicians to whom no general
term applies. These include such
diverse figures as Dave Brubeck,
Charlie Minus, Miles Davis, ,Ger-
ry Mulligan (who can play in any
style), George Shearing, Chet
Baker,. Jimmy Giuffre, Andre Pre -
yin, the Modern Jazz Quartet, -
Tony ,Scott, Thelonious Monk,
Shorty Rogers, Chico Hamilton and
others. All that one can say is that
they are all modernists. The term
"cool" used to be used for many of
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these artists, but cool is dated to-
day.)

There is another term that is
used in describing jazz artists, a
term that covers all types of ground
and styles and has more than one
meaning. It is Mainstream. In its
musical meaning it covers the tra-
ditional, swing and modern fields.
It refers mainly to -jazz artists who
are performing today who base
their approach on traditional and
swing styles rather than bop. This
would incrude such artists as Cole-
man Hawkins, Rex Stewiirt, Roy
Eldridge, Ben Webster and J. C. -
Higginbotham. Some critics even
include Gerry Mulligan in this clas-
sification.

There is also another meaning,
tho, to mainstream. This meaning
is an economic one and its refers
to a large atom) of jazz artists who
appeal to very wide audience and
usually have best selling records.

`Big Brother'

Is Watching . .
As ineXorably as fate, an

electronic monitor keeps the
deejays and announcing staff
oT WDRC, Hartford, Conn.,
on their toes these days dur-
ing local radio shows. -

The gimmick is a tape re-
corder, running at slow speed,
hooked up to the "studio signal
light" in the announcer's stu-
dio. Whenever the mikes go
live, the tape goes to work,
running automatically 24
hours a day to catch deejay
platter intros, newscasts, live
spots and the like.

The station's announcing
staff, oddly enough, like the
electronic "Big Brother" just
fine. One staffer, playing the
tapes (they're kept on special
colored reels, incidentally),
found he was using some
phrases repetitively. Another
spotted some vocal manner-
isms of which he was not
aware.

Since nothing but talk goes
-on the tapes, about six hours
worth of normal station pro-
gramming goes onto each tape
reel.

Appeal of Jazz

 Growing public taste
crosses jazz frontiers

 Deejays win listeners
with new jazz artists

The roster of best selling jazz

artists has not changed appreciably
during the past year from the dee-
jay's point of view.

The record buying public; how-
ever, apparently has become more
j:tzz-conscious. Many of the
bums that are landing on the best
selling jazz charts are also big pop
clicks, showing a definite trend to-
ward "commercial jazz."

The most dynamic new personali-
ties to have joined the ranks of top
commercial jazz artists last year
are Dakota Staton and Jonah Jones,
both new Capitol actees: "The
Late, Late Show," by the sultry -
voiced Miss Staten, released well
over a year ago, blossomed into a
dual -market pop and jazz hit last
fall and has been selling well ever
since and getting lots of deejay
spins. Her current LP with the
George Shearing Quintet also ap-
pears a jazz -flavored hit.

Jonah Jones scored heavily with
"%toted jazz," his first Capitol al -

brim, and. `;Swingin' on Brpad \N ay,"
his second -Capitol release, followed
suit. His current album, "Jumpin'
\Vith Jonah," is presently moving
well.

Best selling single jazz artist
thruout th'e year was Erroll Gar-
ner. His Columbia album, "Con-
cert by' the Sea," also a pop
item, is still. going strong, and his
first album with strings and- full
orchestra, "Other Voices," also
reached the best selling jazz chart.

Show -Tune Jazz
Top jazz group was Shelly

Mamie and His Friends, whose al-
bum of jazz interpretations of songs

' with- sparkling piano performances
by Andre Previn from "My Fair
Lady" and "Li'l Abner" on Con-
temporary were successful pack-
ages. "My Fair Lady" headed the
list of jazz albums most of the year.
The Dave Brubeck Quartet, Co-
lumbia artists, clicked with "Jazz
Impressions of the U. S. A.," "Jazz
Goes to Jr. College" and their cur-
rent release, "Dave Digs Disney,"

is a strong seller and a favorite
with deejays.

"Black Satin" proved a strong
item for the Capitol's George
Shearing, Quintet, who also placed
among the top selling jazz groups.
"The Modern Jazz Quartet" on At
lantic was one of the top -selling
albums by a group last year. Dixie-
land fanSand hi-fi bugs found "The
Dukes of Dixieland, Volume 3," on
Audio Fidelity, and "The Roaring
'Twenties," by the Charleston City
All -Stars, on Grand Award, to
their liking, creating a demand for
air plays of these albums.

Top jazz bands on records this
year were Duke Ellington and Stan
Kenton. 'Ellington at Newport"
is in its second year as a best seller
and several later Columbia releases
by the band also scored. "Such
Sweet Thunder" and "A Drum Is
a -Woman" were big items.. The
Kenton crew has successful Capitol
LP's with "Kenton With Voices"
and "Kenton in Hi-Fi," both draw-
ing heavy featuring on the air.

Ella Fitzgerald still reigns as the
top selling commercial jazz vocal-
ist. Her Verve releases of the
songbooks of Cole Porter, Rodgers
and -Hart and Duke Ellington were

!huge pop and jazz hits, Her two
volumes on Verve with Louis Arm-
strong" also enjoyed strong sales.
Best selling Male vocalists were
the Four Freshmen, who also sold
well in pop and jazz markets. This
was a rough season for male jazz
vocalists. (See separate story for
more detailed discussion of top sell-
ing jazz vocalists.)

Jazz and Poetry
Wo*rds and music took on a new

meaning this year with an excur-
sion by the "Beat Generation"
school of -West Coast poets into the
jazz field, Kenneth Rexworth and.
Kenneth Patchen, among others,
presented readings of their works
against jazz backgrounds, and these
are available on Fantasy (Rexworth)
and Cadence (Patchen).

Jazz releases by new groups ,or
artists who offered  experimental,
specialized programs off the order
of the mainstream track (tho in
most cases these represented work
by some fine new talent and many -
interesting new ideas in jazz) did
not catch the public fancy. By and

ming blues. Conversely, deejays
passing ,,,up the blues are missing
a good bet.

This can be stated_ as fact, in
view of the great quantity orblues
being recorded currently and dur-
ing the past year.

The big upsurge in blues is most
interesting on the package level.
Iu the singles field, it had already
been noted in The Billboard that
blues constituted a very large pro-
portion of singles released. The
increase. of blues in the album
field followed the singles upsurge,
and the interest of the adult Mar-
ket in this product is indicated
by the fact that the current selec-
tion of the RCA Victor Book. of
the Month Record Club is Harry
Belafonte's new recording of blues
material.

Blues albums offer /all types of
material-ranging from folk, as in
Big Bill Broonzy's Columbia re-
cordings; to jazz, as in Atlantic's
"Joe Turner Sings Kansas City
Blues."

In recent months,. notable blues
packages have been done by -Pearl
Bailey  on Roulette, Jimmy With-
erspoon on Atlantic and Victor,
among others.

,One -phase of the- blues renais-
sance has been the slavish attempt
to recapture the style of Bessie
Smith, legendary blues singer
whose work is available on four
LP's issued on the Columbia label.
Ronnie Gilbert on Victor, LaVern
Baker on Atlantic, Juanita Hall on
Counterpoint, and many others
have tried to re-create the moods
of the great chanter.

This is symptomatic of the great
hold blues has taken on the re-
cording world-from the manufac-
turer to the consumer...

It is unlikely that this is only a
passing phase. Blues is one of the
truly American musical forms-

 Deejays are increasingly important in forming new

trends in jazz vocalists, shaping listener taste

 Strict "jazz vocalist" label is obsolescent as
materials, styles aim at commercial sales success

By REN GREVATT

Where is the field of jazz vo-
calizing headed today? What are
the influences that propel it along
on the current scene and occasion-
ally, perhaps, bring it a much-dis-
cussed new disciple?

It might be better to first deter-
mine the answer to the long-stand-
ing enigma, "what is a jazz singer?"

There are numerous concep-
tions of what constitutes a jazz
singer, so many, in fact, that one
trade observer was prompted to
remark that "It's all just a matter
of semantics."

"Roughly," says veteran jazz disk
man George Avakian, of jazz vocal-
ists, "a jazz singer in my mind,
is the kind who woulci, be singing
with a band if we had bands in
the older sense today. Many of
your top jazz singers of this day
cut their eye teeth in this business
singing with bands."

Atlantic Records jazz mahoff,
Nesuhi Ertegun, feels it's primarily
a matter of beat. "If a singer
stresses different accents, or lays
back or gets ahead of a beat, he
or she has the jazz feeling. The
ability to improvise vocally is an-
other attribute of the jazz singer.
They have to be able to use the
voice like a horn, but they also
must have an uncommonly good
ear and feeling for rhythm.

All these definitions, perhaps, are
part of the jazz vocalist. And in-
terestingly enough, tho there ap-
pears to be numerous definitions
by which a singer can be admitted
to the jazz school, the field is char-
acterized by a very minute number
of new entrants who manage to
amount to anything at all.

Talented Newcomer
In the past year, only one singer,

ARTIST BIOGRAPHY

Dakota Staton
Born in Pittsburgh, Pa., in June,

1931, Dakota Staton began her
career at the age of seven, singing
with her two sisters. The trio dis-
solved when the sisters married, but
she went on as a single while still
attending high school, appearing
in night clubs in the evenings. In
1955, with the help of jazz pianists,
George Steiner and Willie Bryant,
she secured a Capitol Records re-
cording contract. That same year
she won Down Beat's "Newcomer
of the Year" -award.

Her distinctive vocal styling: are
sometimes blues -like, with an un-
usual misty quality and sometimes
swingin' with .a light, refreshing
beat. Her album, "The Late Late
Show," has been riding the best
selling charts for approximately
six months. She has appeared on
many television shows and in plush
rooms all over the country. George
Shearing says, "She's dynamic,
and that she certainly is.

Dakota Staton, has found a solid
niche in the commercial jazz field
and, 'largely by becoming the
sweetheart of the disk jockeys; did
Miss Staton establish herself. With
this grip on the ladder, she has be-
come a solid seller with two Capi-
tol albums getting heavy sales play.

From the standpoint of sales,
Ella Fitzgerald, Chris Conner, June
Christy, Sarah Vaughan and Anita,
O'Day have all done exceedingly
well.

Miss Fitzgerald, with her Verve
songbook albums of the works of
Porter, Rodgers and Hart and most
recently, Duke Ellington, has
scored heavily. Chris Conner, too,
with her Atlantic album of George
Gershwin material, has vaulted to
the top of the jazz sales lists.
June Christy has continued to score
with her Capitol albums, including
"Something Cool," and "Fair and
Warmer," while Miss O'Day after
a long spell of relative quiet, has
made a strong -comeback via her
most recent Verve albums.

This group is close to the top of
the jazz group in terms"tf sales.
Interestingly, most of them had a
strong band background in their

earlier experience. Also of interest
is the fact that from the standpoint
of material, in the cases of three
of the jazz singers here, best selling
albums are composed of standard
show tunes. This would, indicate
that the artists involved are selling
in the broad pop market as well as
the more limited jazz field.

It may indicate, too, that what
happened in the traditional fields
of rhythm and blues and for that
matter, country and western music
as well, has also in a measure
happened in jazz. Distinct markets
for r.&b. and country music in the
authentic sense now barely exist.
As has been said, "It's all part of
the vast pop melting pot. Both
traditiopal country and r.&b. have
had a powerful influence on pop-
ular music today, but as separate
fields they have virtually disap-
peared. Something of the same
thing is true of vocal jazz.

It's not just the out-and-out
jazz fan today who is buying re-
corded jazz. It's the hippies, the
smart, sophisticated buyers who
like good song material, well per-
formed as well as the cap and
Jaguar cats who answer a question
with such well-chosen words as
"Well, like, you know man."

The commercial jazz and the
jazz fan today who is buying re -
pear to be dominated by the distaff
side. That is to say, the ones
who have the largest sales and the

views with jazz names for re -broad-
cast over KNOB.

Meanwhile, Stein, Larsen and
Henry are negotiating to open an-
other all -jazz FM station in_ San

rancisco sometime after the first
of next year pending FCC ap-
proval.

'Deejay's Deejay'
Among the key jazz -jockeys to-

day are Dick Martin, who emsees
a two hour show, "Moonglow with
Martin," over WWL, New Orleans,
and Felix Grant, WMAL, Wash-
ington, D. C. who now presents
regular monthly Sunday afternoon
concerts-featuring some of the big-
gest names in jazz today-at the
Sheraton Park Hotel.

The jazz jock is the "deejay's
deejay," in that pop spinners often
spend their free time listening to,
jazz shows. In line with this, Bill
Lowry, Jr., KGGF, Coffeyville,
Kan., (who notes, "I have little op-
portunity to play jazz on my shows,
however plug it to the limit") wrote
The Bllboard recently to praise
Martin's WWL jazzcast.

Jazz jocks are eager to share
their theories on jazt program-
ming and the following comments
represent a cross-section- of their
thinking:

Mel Clark, WASK, Lafayette,
Ind.: "If the jazz disk jockey takes
into consideration the fact that he
is there to entertain his audience
and not educate them, he would in-
crease his listening audience at
least 100 per cent.... In mail re-
quests the artists most represented
are those that. follow the melody
line of  the music. I don't say the
more progressive type of music
should be completely eliminated
froin your show, but it should be
held td a minimum."

Charlie Doll, WELK, Charlottes-
ville, Va.: "A few words of advise
to beginner - jazz - spinners: (1)
Don't just spin sides by Hampton,
Brubeck, Armstrong and Good-
man. 'Cats' like Miles Davis, Pen
Golson, Herbie Mann and Chico
Hamilton are players that also
make the grade; (2) if you don't
know too muds about jazz tl en the -
less said, the better the show;
(3) a helping hand is to listen to

the guys who've been spinning jazz
for a good while. Dick Martin,
Felix Grant, and Al Collins; (4)
be yourself! Don't come on with
things like 'wild, man' or 'wow' or
'what a gas'.'

Lots of Ideas
Don Hofmann, KAKE, Wichita,

Kan.: "In programming a show I
always try to build it around one
or more ideas....I think it's ridic-
ulous to play an entire LP on one
show unless it's an extended work.
... I always try to keep music
balanced between combos, big
bands and vocalists, and try not

-stick to one -`type' of jazz.... Also
important, I feel, is the commen-
tary made about the recordings
such as who plays fourth trumpet
in the Kenton section. I also try
to exploit 'new' talent as much as
possible. Last week for instance we
featured an 'international segment'
on our show, playing stuff by over-
seas groups."

John G. Lindemulder, WTOD,
Toledo, 0.: "I originally ran 'The
Sound of Jazz' myself but Bernie
Leiter and Chase Clements, two
local jazzophiles, stopped in one
afternobn to make a few remarks
and they've been here since. While
not catering to any particular area
of razz we try to give an idea
of what's happening nationally
and internationally. For example,
Chase reviewed the Newport Festi-
val, and we showcased as many
artists who were outstanding there
as possible. There's no format. We
just let it happen, and, strangely
says the program director, our mail
(really)- grows each week. For ma-
terial we rely on the station li-
brary, our personal collections, and
the stock of a downtown record
shop where we have a working
agreement."

Webs Learn That
TV Jazz Can 'Sell'

 Commercial jazz is no
longer a "Sonny Tufts"

 Gray -flannel execs now
snap shows with beat

One year ago the programming

veepee of a hugh enlightened TV
network proposed a jazz series.

The commander in chief pon-
dered and, in the stunned silence of
the conference room, replied, "You
mean like Helen Kane?'

The 1957-'58 season has changed
all that. There's hardly a network
exec today who doesn't know what
jazz is, who plays and sings it best
and what rating it should draw.
After a trial period with plenty of

error, television has embraced jazz
with as much fervor as it rejected
it as entertainment for. 10 years. .

Not that Helen Kane and boop-
boop-a-doop won't also be repre-
sented. But 1957 -'58 -,the season in
video history in which music gen-
erally laid an egg-has convinced
scions that jazz which showed
well against the trend) can be just
as commercial and sometimes more
so than ballads, variety and musi-
cal comedy .spectaculars.

"Of course, we still have the
little problem of audience composi-
tion. We don't know exactly who
likes jazz," purrS an NBC-TV exec.
"But we do know nosy that the.
combination of earthy siinplfcity,
musical sophistication and a swing-
ing beat can hold 5,000,000 view-
ers.',

Show Ranks Rise
Spontaneous combustion is how

some explain the broadcasters'
switch, with the totals leaping from
two regular jazz shows to about
102 in local and web TV within
the year. Others, more gray -
flannel -minded, note that the
broadcasters' about-face followed
ad agency research for hardy
clients like U. S. Time, which ven-
tured in with the Timex All -Star
Jazz specials where veepees feared
to head,

The second Timex show !aft
April, hosted by Garry Moore on
CBS -TV, won good critical notices
and a whopping rating-and even
gave a short-term, 300 per cent
boost to Timex watch sales. A third
was instantly scheduled for Novem-
ber 10 of this year to include
Louis Armstrong, Anita O'Day and
the Les Brown ork. If there s one
thing all webs agree on, it's that
jazz still needs names to insure a
big audience.

A case in point is "Stars of Jazz,"
which. improvised healthily for 100
weeks as a Los Angeles local
stanza, accenting names unknown
to the general public. With the
expansion to network status via
ABC-TV, a big -name policy has
been instituted. Since names which
Madison Avenue recognizes as be-
ing of national value are sharply
limited, of necessity the guests are
all scheduled for multiple appear-
ances.

Names Are Booked
Suddenly we're finding that

Harry James, Margaret Whiting
Ella Fitzgerald, Jackie Cooper,
Steve Allen, Peggy Lee, Mel
Terme, and others popular on the
guesting circuit of the big hour-
long extravaganza series; are turn-
ing up on scenically poor, non -
costumed, generally modest jazz
shows. And they're exhibiting
facets of their talent little known
to John Doe.

At the same time, elder states-
men of video like Ed Sullivan have

Bust
as suddenly opened the guest

ook to jazz singers and groups.
Dakota Staton, a girl Grandma
hadn't heard of, is much in de-
mand. Charlie Ventura is on some-
body's program almost every week.

The tradition -hung "Voice of Fire-
stone" has gone native and booked
Benny Goodman and Jo Stafford.

In addition to network activity
and the boom in local TV jazz
stanzas typified by "Art Ford's Jazz
Party" on WNTA whose current
local 16.6 ARB rating is depressing
"Playhouse 90," jazz has made a
startling gain in daytime TV.

"At an hour when Greenwich
Village fans are asleep, we tossed
jazz at housewives and they loved
it," says an NBC veepee. "True, it
was radio, but what went three
times on Bert Parks' Bandstand now
will go in TV. And NBC aims to
prove it this winter."

Jazz "Education"
NBC's educational series on jazz,

telecast on a delayed basis which
put it in most markets between
10 a.m. and 4 p.m. and at the
latest in a 6:30-7 p.m. slot, buried
forever the widely held notion that
jazz was strictly late night pro-
gramming for insomniacs and
drinkers.

"When I was briefed for my pres-
ent programming job," recalls an
amused CBS official, "I was told
as a passing truth that jazz even
in guest spots was not to be con-
sidered before 10 p.m."

The infiltration of jazz has even
extended to Lawrence Welk, who
features crarinetist Pete Fountain
every week, and the McBoing-
Boing cartoon series, which is using
Chico Hamilton background music,
as well as "Omnibus,"Wide, \Vide
World" and almost every egghead
series. Thep newest wrinkle, poetry
read to jazz backing, debuted via
Kenneth Patchen last week on
"Stars of Jazz." Hypoed by a
growing interest reflected .in LP
sales and concert attendance, the
stations and webs are no longer
embarrassed at showing a sponsor
an outline for a jazz show or a
guest roster dotted with jazz per-
formers. (One by-prodat is the
heavy schedule of radii) broadcasts
of jazz festivals, which many insist
will embrace TV next summer.)

Advertisers, whether they be the
chicken or the egg, are loosening
purse strings for this area of music
regardless of personal tastes. "I'm
a Blue Danube man myself, but by
Nielsen! jazz can move my prod-
ucts," exclaims a detergent wizard.
"Our commercials happened to fall
before and after several stanzas of
'The Subject Is Jazz' in a few
tough markets and the sales charts
zoomed thru the ceiling for the
two-day period immediately after."

All this doesn't mean that any
kind of jazz goes. "The agencies
are still afraid of progressive or
modern sounds in jazz and prefer
elements of swing, blues and the
older forms," says a Grey Agency
spokesman.

Absolutely,
say 011ie Treyz, prexy of ABC; Bob
Kintner, prexy of ABC; Merle
Jones, prexy of CBS; 011ie Unger,
prexy of NTA Film Network; plus
a dozen sponsor reps queried.

"TV offered viewers the tops in
pop talent, like Sinatra, Rosemary
Clooney, Polly Bergen, Gisele Mac-
Kenzie, Guy Mitchell, Patrice
Munsel," summates an NBC exec.
"They didn't pull ratings, nor did
Patti Page's 'Big Record' or 'Your
Hit Parade.' That doesn't mean
they won't ever be back. It just
indicates to us that the public is
looking for something else in music
on their screens. It isn't chamber
music, opera, symphony, ballet,

Thelonious Monk
This pianist, composer and leader

of many exciting jazz groups is one
of the creators of modern jazz and
remains one of its most active con-
tributors. He has earned the praise
of jazz critics, listeners, fellow mu-
sicians and buyers of records.

1958 Is Big Year
For Outdoor Jazz

 Success of al fresco
events tube upbeat

 New audience doors
opened 'for deejays

The summer of 1958 may well
go down in jazz annals as the big-
gest yet in the short history of al
fresco ja2z festivals.

Where only three or four years
ago an outdoor jazz festival was a
novelty, by ,the time summer 1958
is over close to a dozen major jjazz
festivals will have been held in
almost every section 'of the North
American continent, ranging from
New England to California, from
Ontario to British Columbia. It is
estimated that they will attract
close to 250,000 jazz aficiandos.
Jazz festivals have become, in one
sense, the musical chautauquas for
a -large segment of the college age
population, and no deejay can af-
ford to be unaware of their in-
fluence.

So far this summer there have
been major jazz festivals held in
Newport, R. I.; Ravinia, Ill.; Great
South Bay, N. Y.; Stratfort, Ont.;
Vancouver, B. C.; and most re-
cently, French Lick, Ind. Still to
come are concerts at Randalls'
Island, N Y.; Lenox, Mass.; and
Carmel, Calif. This doesn't include
the many college jazz festivals and
concerts sponsored by colleges,
such -as the Big Eight jazz festival
held at the. University of Kansas,
the inter -collegiate jazz festival at
the Lighthouse in Hermosa Beach,
Calif., the Hofstra College Con-
temporary Music Festival in Hemp-
stead, L. I., and many more.

Big Audiences
That the total attendance at. the

summer jazz festivals may surpass
the various organizers and pro-
moters' fondest hopes is indicated
by the whopping 60,000 attend-
ance at the Newport jazz Festival
over the Fourth of July weekend.
In spite of rain the Ravinia, Ill.,
and Great South Bay festivals also
did well. The French Ljck Festi-
val marked the first in the Mid-
west and is the portent of many
more to come in the heartland of
the country. In New York, the
Lewisohn Stadium concerts, once
addicted exclusively to classical
and show music, added a few
special jazz Concerts_ this year, and
the sponsors found out these drew
more customers than all. but those
featuring the strongest classical
artists.

The attendance at jazz festivals
has a threefold meaning. It indi-
cates that there is a large and
active audience interested in jazz,
and that a great many of these jazz
fans are interested enough in the.
genre to get out and spend a week-
end at a jazz concert to see their
favorites perform. The growth of
jazz festivals also points up the
parallel growth in the size of this
jazz following, for the festivals are
a direct result of the widespread
interest in jazz encouraged and
awakened via the great wealth of
jazz on LP, jazz on radio .and TV
and performances by jazz artists
at local jazz clubs.

None- of these things will sur-
prise the jazz disk jockey nor the
jockey whor-tho he may play jazz
only occasionally-is a jazz fan
himSelf.

But it may be an eve opener to
many jockeys who have stayed
away from jazz figuring it could
only appeal to a limited audience.
Some recorded jazz today only
appeals to a liMited audience, but
that can be called just that,
"limited jazz." But there is a great
deal of jazz, perhaps more than
half of -all jazz recorded, that ap-
peals to a broad audience right
now, and over the corning years

will appeal to an even wider seg-
ment of the listening public.

Names Draw Crowds
The promoters of jazz festivals,

jazz concerts, etc., are a canny
crew. They want their jazz shows
to succeed and thus they plan
their programs for the widest pos-
sible , audience. That is why such
names as Erroll Garner, the Duke
Ellington ork, Benny Goodman
ork, the Modern Jazz Quartet,
George Shearing, Gerry Mulligan
Quartet, Miles Davis Quintet, Louis
Armstrong, Dave Brubeck, Dizzy
Gillespie, and others of this name
Value appear on many of the
various festival programs. These
are the names that draw, and proof
that they do draw is apparent from
some of this year's festival attend-
ance figures.

Robert Allen
This successful, 38 -year -old,

NeW York composer's tunes have
sold over 12 million 'records
within the past two years. He
is undoubtedly one of the hot-
test writers around. Both his
-pare»tS. were accomplished pi-
anists -and he took music lessons
at an early age. After amateur
dates and his first professional
job at the age of 16, jobs as a
musician were not too available.
De drove a taxi and worked for
a contractor.

In 1945 he started playing
the piano in Greenwich Village
clubs and worked his way up to
the lush spots in the East 50's.
In 1951 Gordon Jenkins intro-
duced him to Alhtn Roberts, a
well-known lyricist, to kick off
special material -for Julie Wilson
and Eddie Cantor in addition
to the first .three Jimmy Dur-
ante TV shows.

He wrote "Song for a Sum-
mer Night" for "Studio One,"
and "The Ninth Day" for "Play-
house 90." In 1952 he met
lyricist Al Stillman and since
then has done the majority of his

-Writing with him.
The top tunes he has collab-

crated on are: "Chances Are,"
It's Not for Me to Say," "Mo-
ments to Remember," "No, Not
Much," and "Home for the Hol-
idays." Three of his current hits
are: "Enchanted Island," re-
corded by the Four Lads; "If
Dreams Came True," by Pat
Boone. and "Everybody Loves
a Lover," by Doris Day. Allen
is now writing a Broadway mu-
sical with David Shaw and Bob

Otis Blackwell
Otis Blackwell, who was born

in Brooklyn, N. - Y., started
-writing slangs while in high
school. After several unsuccess-
ful attempts to produce a hit
song, he scored heavily with
"All Shook Up," one of Elvis
Presley's biggest hits.

After breaking .thru with that
hit song, he wrote "Priscilla,"
'Sit in My Window," "Cherry
Blossom" and "Don't Be Cruel"
-the latter -also a big record for
Lesley. He also cleffed "Fever"
for Little Willie John, and that
hit of two 'seasons ago is cur-
7ently enjoying a smash re-
vival via the Peggy Lee record-

-tag.
Blackwell is married and has

two children. In addition to his
cleffing talents, Blackwell is
finite a singer and has recorded
fur Gale, Atlantic and Date rec-
cals.

. Boudleaux and
Felice Bryant

Both Boudeleaux and Felice
come from families with musical
interests. Bondeleaux's ambition
'was to become a concert vio-
linist while Felice's talent was
hinging. Mr. Bryant began
playing for Station WSB in At-
lanta and this led to a -season
with the Atlanta 'Philharmonic

Orchestra, while Mrs. Bryant
sang for USO shows and won
several amateur contests.

"The Bryants" finally met in
Milwaukee where Boudeleaux
was playing a show date for a
local hotel. Their mutual inter-
est in music drew them together
and they were married in Sep-
tember, 1945, thus starting the
now successful songwriting
team. Boud, as he is best
known, and Felice both write
songs separately as well as col-
laborating with each other.
They hold the distinction of re-
ceiving a BMI award for an
outstanding song every year
since BMI has been awarding
them.

They are credited with such
hits as, "Hey, Joe," "Hawkeye,"
"I've Been Thinking," "Richest
Man in the World," "Have a
Good Time" and "Bye Bye
Love." The latest hits of this
prolific team are: "Wake Up
Little Susie," 'All I Have to Do
Is Dream," "Devoted to You,"
"Bird Dog," "Little Brother,"
"You Thrill Me," and "Blue
Boy."

Bob Crewe and
Frank Slay Jr.

The song writing team of Bob
Crewe and Frank Slay Jr. came
into being in 1953. Both are
single, and while holding down
other full-time jobs, still manage
to get together for songwriting
and recording sessions. In ad-
dition to collaborating together
as cleffers, they also arrange
their numbers, then sell_the mas-
ters of their recorded tunes to
various record companies.

Twenty -seven -year -old Slay,
who hails from Texas, claims
that he became a songwriter by
a fluke. After losing a job at an
insurance agency, he utilized
his free time in 'Composing. His
tune was accepted by a pub-
lisher and later recorded.

Crewe, one of New York's top
male models, is also a noted
artist, and some of his canvasses
have sold for as much as

51,200. He also is under
contract to Vik Records as

a vocalist, and he has waxed
one of their early efforts,
"Chan'' Bracelet." Other top
tunes by the duo are "Silhou--
ettes," which was a huge hit for
the Rays, who were discovered
by Slay and Crewe, .and "La
Dee Dah," a recent click for
Billie and Lillie. Their latest
song is "Elevator Operator" on
which there are several records
due to be released soon:

Melvin Endsley
Melvin Endsley was born in

Heber Springs, Ark., in 1934.
He was stricken with polio
at the age of three and spent
several years in hospitals at
Little Rock and Memphis. He
graduated from high school at
Concord, Ark., and began work-
ing for radio station ICON in
Conway, Ark.

- Endsley has been singing and

-playing guitar for as. far back
as he can remember. His( fa-
vorite country artist is the late
Hank Williams. He records
for RCA Victor records and is
currently a very active song-
writer. His' hit tunes include
"Singing the Blues," "Knee Deep
in the Blues." "Love Me to
Pieces". and "Cettin' Used to the
Blues."

Sammy Fain
Born and educated in New

York, Sammy Fain, a natural
pianist, began songwriting as a
boy. Before becoming a radio
.singer, he was on the profes-
sional staff of a New York mu-
sic publishing house. Fain was
among the first songwriters to
work in Hollywood in the new
sound era. He wrote scores for
such Broadway productions as:
"Hellzapoppin'," "Sons o' Fun"
and "Boys and Girls Together."

He has written many hit
songs that today are considered
"classics."- A few are: "Let a
Smile Be Your Umbrella," "That
Old Feelin'," "I Can. Dream
Can't I," and "I'll Be Seeing
You."

In addition, he wrote these
other best sellers: "Wedding
Bells Are -Breaking Up That Old
Gang of Mine," "When I Take
My Sugar to Tea," "You
Brought a New Kind of Love to
Me," "\Vas That- the Human
Thing to Do," plus "Dear Hearts
and Gentle People," and "The
Dickey Bird Song." -His latest
hit is "A Certain Smile" written
with Paul Francis Webster and
recorded by Johnny Mathis for
Columbia Records.

Eddie Heywood
Eddie Heywood's rise to fame

was systematic  and compara-
tively smooth. Born in Atlanta
in 1915, he made his profes-
sional debut at the age of 15.
In 1939 he moved to New York
and became a member of the
Benny Carter band. He later
broke out as a single act and in
1943 recorded his million -sell-
ing record of "Begin the Be-
guine."

- In addition to. being one of
the country's leading' pianists,
he arranged for Bing Crosby,
the Andrews Sisters and many
other big stars. One of his earli-
est hit tunes was "Haiti Lady."

In 1946 he suffered a ner-
vous breakdown and was forced
to discontinue his musical ac-
tivities. His hands were in plas-
ter casts for several months, but
thru determination and patience,
he gradually strengthened his
hands and was able to make a
comeback. Heywood is married
and has a young F0». Some of
his better known songs are "Soft
Summer Breeze" and "Canadian
Sunset," which was a big hit
instrumental for him, and which
later scored in a vocal version
by Andy Williams.

But what of the men in the jazz
vocal field? In the '20's the
blues was considered more or less'
ss nonymous with jazz. And the
New Orleans cats of that era with
their blues were widely considered
as jazz stylists. The granddaddy of
them all in the vocal department,
Louis Armstrong, is still using his
voice just the way he blows his
horn. But today some of our strong-
est male singers are blues special-
ists of varying degrees of primi-
tiveness, and yet they are not con-
sidered primarily as, jazz artists.

Ray Charles, Joe Turner, Jimmy
Bushing 'and Jimmy Witherspoon
all have the deep, basic blues qual-
ity. But today, perhaps as a result
of the many offshoots and inde-
pendent factionalisms of jazz,
ever) thing becomes a separate
school: The blues singers thus are
strictly blues, not jazz, As an illus-
tration, when Joe Turner and Ray
Charles, both admittedly powerful
performers in their field, recently
appeared on the Saturday evening
concert at the Newport Festis al,

hich was labeled "Blues Night,"
the response was less than enthu-
siastic.

Ballads Sell
From all indications the strong-

est selling offerings today are the
sincerely sung ballads, of higher up
beat or slower tempo, but ss ith the
rather straight, non - impro-
vised reading: Ella Fitzgerald.
June Christy; and Anita O'Day and
among the men, Joe Carroll, take
occasional flights into the bop -scat
field, but on records this does not
account for the big sale, aitho the
eager acceptance of this free-

lwheeling style in concert may bring
more of it to the fore on disks.

At the vocal group level, there
is also no hard rule at this time as
to what is and what isn't jazz.

Every jazz fan attending for
the second or third time usually
broadens his vision and discovers
three or four new artists he wasn't
truly aware of previously. Either
way, the jazz attendees help
spread the ssord of jazz and they
look for the music of jazz wher-
ever they can.

jazz festivals are, in themselves.

spreaders of the word. They are
part of a general movement that
keeps jazz growing all the time
and helps it spread its vital musical
message to an ever increasing
group. Astute jockeys can easily
grab this sizable audience by
spinning the plotters of the big
jazz names who sell, in many cases,
more LP's than most pop artists,
and by occasionally playing the
recorded performances of some of
the newer, more talented jazz
musicians who are just starting to
make an impression in the jazz
world.

A re-creation of an_ actual jazz
festival, by playing records of the
artists who performed there, is an
interesting type of program for the

jazz jockey. Tying in with local
festivals by featuring some of the
artists who will be on the bill is
easily accomplished by any jockey,
no matter what type of show he
has. The ipterest that these festi-
vals create, what they.- mean in
terms of business for record
companies, musicians, and local
businesses in the towns where
they are held makes them a
natural for deejays to tie in with
iillenever possible.

PHONO MERCHANDISING

Stereo Age Poses Touchy Sales

Problems for All Phono Dealers
By RALPH FREAS

"\\'hen I sell somebody a stereo phono-
graph, where should I tell -them to sit in
relations -to the phonograph in order to hear
the stereophonic effect?"

This question was posed by a dealer at the
Phonograph Record Clinic at the recent Music
Merchants show in Chicago. And, judging from
the interest shown by the dealers attending the
clinic, the. question is one that dealers every-
where have been mulling lately. Evidently, this
is regarded as a key question in closing. the
sale. It is also a tricky question.

Speaker placement is important. The
danger lies in giving the customer the impres-
sion that lie has to be -glued to one. spot in
order to enjoy his stereo phonograph. Unless
the customer is a dyed-in-the-wool audiophile,
he'lllook.upon this static listening position as
too great a price for enhanced sound-in the
beginning.

What to Stress
It is true enough that the listener has to be

in a specific spot to hear the optimUm stereo
effect. However, this is less than half the story.
It is equally true that stereo is distinctly differ-
ent from monophonic sound no matter where
the listener is in relation to the speakers. The
difference is apparent even to someone who
isn't even in the same room with the speakers.
Try it. Have someone play a stereo record and
its monophonic equivalent. ,for you. GO into
another room and listen to it. The stereo record
will give -an illusion of heightened reality. The
sound has a solidity. that the -monophonic ver-
sion hasn't. Stress this difference.

This is -not true of gimmick records-those
that -depend for their interest on movement
back.and lorth between speakers. In the cate-
gory are the trains, cars, marching-groups or
what -have -you in which the illusion of move-
ment is important. These demand listening
from a specific point but, even here, some
latitude is allowed.

The Placement Problem
Still the placement problem remains to

plague us. Once the customer is convinced that
he doesn't have to stand in one spot to enjoy
stereophony, what should he be told about
getting the optimum stereo effect?

The problem can be stated simply. There
is no standard way to place speakers because
every room has unique acoustical properties.
They depend upon the shape and size of the

sown itself, the furniture in it, draperies and
rugs and even the texture of the walls. Still,
certain principles can be followed.

First, the speakers should- not be placed
closer together than six feet. When they are
placed too close together, the record sounds
like a monophonic disk. Any stereo effect is
lost.

Second, the optimum X, feet can be heard
at a distance from the speakl,rs that is roughly
equivalent to the distance between the speak-
ers. If the speakers are- 10 feet .apart, the
maximum effect will be heard at a spot 10
feet from a point midway between them. .

Third, the speakers should be faced straight
out-not angled in toward the optimum point.
Angling ,the: speakers in greatly reduces the
over-all stereo effect that will be heard thruout
the room.

Fourth, the speakers should not he placed
too far apart. The result will be a "hole in
the middle" of the sound,

Getting Optimum Effect
There is a simple means of getting the

optimum stereo :effect in the store and the
customer can use the sauce method in the
home. A standard monophonic record should
be played on the stereo phonograph with both
speakers placed clOsed together. Then, the
speakers should be moved apart until the
sound seems to be coming from a point mid-
wasY between them. when the listener is posi-
tioned at, the point from which he will listen
most often. This. is the- optimum point.

There is one final rule that dealers would
do well to follow. Avoid discussing all of the
foregoing with the customer until the sale is
closed. If the customer raises the question of
speaker placement, avoid giving the customer
the impression -that he has to listen from a
specific spot. At the risk of sounding repeti-
tious the listener doesn't have to listen from a
specific spot to enjoy stereo.

Heavy Responsibility
It was reported recently that a large dealer

posted a sign in his window reading, "Stereo
spoken here." The story is some index of what
dealers will be up against next fall. The heavy
advertising and promotion scheduled by phono
manufacturers will certainly pique the interest
of the customer. But, as always, the sale will

'be made ill the stores. And the dealer who is
able to "speak stereo" well is the dealer who
.ands the best chance of closing the sale.

He cited warping of the plastic
cartridge shell, uneven guidance of
the tape past the playback heads,
and lack of smoothness of move-
ment as some of the difficulties to
be- overcome. -

The record firm pioneering the
tape cartridge development is RCA
Victor. Gundy believes that they
were a bit "premature" in bringing
out the cartridge at this time. The
industry, he believes, should go
thru a "reel-to-reel shakedown" of
four -track recording and reproduc-
tion before bringing out the car-
tridge.

Gandy scoffed at rumors that
RCA was buying Ampex.

"With our .knowledge of the
tape field and with our stake in it,
we will someday surpass RCA in
size," the Ampex president said.

Turntables, Changers
Now Sell in Kit Form

NEW YORK --The "kit fever"
which has seen companies like
Rico and Heathkit grab off an im-
portant segment of the consumer

. audio market, and which has wit-
nessed even giant General Electric
taking the kit plunge on a speaker
enolosure package, is now spread-
ing to turntables and changers.

Rek-O-Kut is first off the mark
in the turntable field, reportedly
planning a fall launching of a
single -speed (331/2 r.p.m) belt -
driven turntable in kit form for just
$39.95. This is about $20 less than
the cheapest Rek-O-Kut two -speed
assembled turntable currently on
the market.

The unit, due to be termed the
IC -33, has been styled by noted de-
signer George Nelson's staff,
utilizes a belt drive from a heavy
four -pole motor, claims a noise level
of 47 db under recording levels,
and involves only some 30 minutes
of do-it-yourselfing.

Sale of the K-33 unit will be
handled via Rek-O-Kut dealers.

Changers, Too

will be available in knock -down
form this fall.

In its first tie-up in this area,
Heath Company, whose Heathkits
now range from an AM -FM stereo

Glaser -Steers, incidentally, is now
marketing its "GS 77" model,
whose new features include stereo
wiring and switching, and quick -
change cartridge holders. The
Belleville, N. J., firm has been mak-
ing several major advances lately,
including a deal with Stronberg-
Carlson in which the G -S changer
has replaced Garrard models in
packaged Stromberg phonos.

Heathkit's main business is in the
mail-order field, but the electronics
has recently been setting up fran-
chised dealer operations in a few
key cities, and has been encourag-
ing dealers to set up a "Do -It -
Yourself" department in which

NEW YORK -- "Hi-Fi" is to
the Japanese what "air condi-
tioned" used to be in this country,
with "restaurants, coffee houses,
etc., boasting 'hi-fi played here,'
and even department stores and
says advertising exec Jack Gil-
bert, head of Gilbert Associates,
modern plants now piping it in,
who has just returned from a busi-`
ness trip to the Far East.

Components Big
"Some hi-fi packages are shown,"

reported Gilbert, "but major em-
phasis is on components. They
make everything: turntables, arms,
amplifiers, tuners, speaker systems,
cartridges, tho some U. S. car-
tridges are in evidence.

"Quality of products is good," he
added. "Tape recorders from units
of textbook size on up to big
semi -pro, gear are selling especially
well. Stereo has hit only with tape;
the 45-45 record system is barely
known in the market except among
slip -stick boys."

According to Gilbert, the Jap-
anese are giving more study than
ever to the marketing problems of
a commerical invasion of certain
U. S. sales fields.

"They're becoming )nore aware
of U. S. consumer reaction, brand -

name prestige, long-term market,
and are developing more consistent
marketing techniques. Not enough
of it yet, but signs are encourag-
ing," he says.

The Japanese camera industry,
a postwar phenonienon, is pointing
the way for Nippon's manufactur-
ers to crack the U. S. market, ac-

cording to Gilbert, "utilizing co-op
efforts of U. S. admen and dis-
tributors." Problem so far, says
Gilbert, is lack of organization
among small producers - partic-
ularly in electronics-and lack of
understanding of U. S. marketing,

CRYSTAL GAZING IN AUDIO

Some intriguing new ideas are being developed in the
electronics field. Minnesota Mining, for instance, has evolved

new "sandwich" recording tape, which has a thin plastic
layer-only 50 microns thick-over the oxide to protect it
from wear, and to keep it from rubbing off on tape heads
during recording. According to the tape firm, this steps up
the usable life span of the tape "30 to 100 times more than
old type." So far, this de luxe tape is being made for com-
puters, but it may ultimately be available in a regular audio
version.

KEEP IT CLEAN, SON!

The familiar hassle to keep tape heads clean goes
on, however. Latest weapon in this never-ending
problem is a new device from the Walsco Electronics
firm in Rockford, III. It's called "Kleen-Tape," and is
a "specially Impregnated fabric tape on a standard
tape recorder reel.' The reel goes on the recorder in
the usual manner, and is played thru. As it passes the
head, a special formula cleaner is said to "dissolve
and remove iron oxide accumulation, dust, and other
foreign materials." A reel of Kleen-Tape will sell for
$2.95.

STEREOCASTING UPBEAT SEEN

There's more and more interest on the part of broad-
casters in stereophonic radio. By one network's estimate,
nearly 175 stations are engaging in part-time stereophonic
broadcasts today. Biggest thing on this horizon is multiplex-
ing in FM. Even tho the FCC in Washington is still just
gathering comment on the subject, broadcasters are already
talking of stereocasting in multiplex. And one of the big
suppliers of transmitter equipment, Gates Radio, is now offer-
ing FM broadcasters a packaged stereo transmission unit for
$10,500 that includes turntables, tape unit, studio console and
single or dual multiplexed transmitter.

THAT SPEED PROBLEM AGAIN

New York audio and record retailer George
Leavy, of Terminal Music Shop, swears to the follow-
ing: Lady came into his shop and asked for Glenn
Miller's "In the Mood." The conversation went like

'es, Ma'am. What speed would you like?"
"Oh, 45 and 78 please."
"You want 45 and 78?"
"Yes."
"Yes, Ma'am. Here you are."
"Oh, no! I don't want two records. Just one rec-

ord."
"But, didn't you say ..."

-You don't understand, young man. I want one
that plays at two speeds. You see, we have a three -
speed phonograph.

PREVIEW'S OF AUDIO SHOWS

With the current boom in stereo gear, the big audio
shows this year will 'probably draw record crowds. The
biggest exposition of the lot, the 1958 New York High Fidelity
Music Show, is booked to occupy the entire Trade Show
Building representing an increase of 25 per cent in exhibitor
space. Theme of the show is "The Age of Stereo," and dates
are September 29 thru October 4. In Detroit, the Second
Annual Detroit International Hi-Fi Show has been sched-
uled for Noveinber 7 thru 9 'at the Leland Hotel with
plenty of advance support assured from local dealers. Show
is being sponsored by Electronic Representatives, Inc., a
group of electronics reps in Michigan.

MARS DEAD AHEAD, SIR!

Nobody can say Zenith isn't keeping on its ga-
lactic toes. Latest product announcement from the
big electronics firm reads like science fiction. The gim-
mick is a new high -gain "fast wave" amplifier tube that
requires no refrigeration equipment. Developed by Dr.
Robert Adler and Dr. Glen Wade, the tube has many
military applications including its use in "receivers
designed -for long-range communications between the
earth and interplanetary space ships," according to
Zenith execs.

TAPE ABOUT TAPE SELLING

Dealers who sell tape recorders and accessories can
"sit-in" on a recent conference held, in Chicago to thresh out
problems of marketing and selling in this field. The price:
$5. A complete tape of the first Annual Retail Distribu-
tion Congress is available for the above amount from Bel
Canto, 2919 South La Cienega Blvd., Culver City, Calif.
Among the problems tackled by the experts -are "Market
Research for the Dealer," "Sales Planning," "Advertising to
Promote Business," and "The Future of the Magnetic Record-
ing Industry."

others, then it's about time someone
should hear about it. If jazz is to
be heard on radio, let's see that
the deejays that have modern jazz
shows get some of the releases.

Phil Brooks, program direc-
tor-deejay, WKPA, New Ken-
sington, Pa.: "Isn't it about
time that radio station manag-
ers began to give some seri-
ous consideration to jazz as an
integral part of their program
policy? For as long as I can
remember the word 'jazz' has
been taboo at the vast major-
ity of stations. . . The jazz
audience_ has for too long
been neglected. I'm willing to
wager that it's a great deal

' larger than many radio people
care to believe. The anti -jazz
faction in radio presents a
mighty weak argument when
they classify jazz as cocaph-
ony, when one stops to con-
sider the brand of music spill-
ing out of many radios
today.

"Our success with jazz program-
ming at WKPA is a point in case.
We program approximately 15
hours of jazz weekly. The decision
to program the modern idiom was
not made overnight. It began
strictly as an experiment with one
hour set aside each Sunday after-
noon for the playing of nothing but
.good jazz. Audience response was
so good that we added another,
hour, and for the past six months
we have been programming a great,
deal of jazz from 6 to 8:30 p.m.
daily.

"I hasten to add that a dee-
jay who spins jazz cannot be a -
mere 'record spinner.' He must
have a broad enough scope
and understanding of his
product before he can pre --
sent it intelligently and suc-
cessfully. When he is inte-
grating jazz with pops he
should be careful to -select the
more melodic jazz rather than
the 'pure.' There is a great
deal of tasty commercial jazz
that will very nicely augment
the music of a pop show. the
real thing (i.e., jazz for the af-
ficianado) should be separately
showcased.

"Now I have an age-old bed.
Not enough co-operation from the
distributors. The jazz single is ft

Taking it from the album
angle, however, the picture is
vastly different as far as best-
sellers are concerned. The
sales retentive, power at the
album level of certain sets
and certain artists is phenom-
enal.

For example, four packages on
the current best-selling album chart
were on the same chart two years
ago. These were the "My Fair
Lady" original cast, and the sound.
tracks for "Carousel," "The King
and I" and "Oldahoma." In addi-
tion to these four, the soundtrack
for "Around the World," Manto-
vani's "Film Encores," and Tenn-
essee Ernie's "Hymns," all on the
current charts, were also on the
charts one year ago. Tho with dif-
ferent albums, Frank Sinatra was
represented on the album charts
for all three years, while Nat King
Cole was listed both last year and
now. In_fact, nine out of 15 of
last year's best-selling album en-
tries show, up this year either in
terms of the same package or a dif-
ferent package by the same artist.
All this, despite the fact that the
amount of album product now be-
ing pumped to market is incred-
ibly large. It would appear that
the new album artist or the off-
beat album idea has far less a
chance of becoming a best seller
than even one of the 150 or so
singles being issued every week.

Lou Krefetz of Poplar Rec-
ords will shortly be swinging
back into activity after play-
ing it cool during the summer.
Lou is readying an album for
October release by the Clov-
ers. Distrib reaction to the
test pressings has been- great,
says Lou, and he freely pre-
dicts it- may hit the top al-
bum slot on the charts.

ARENAS & AUDITORIUMS

'Free' Convention Deals
Irk Auditorium Managers

By TOM PARKINSON

AUDITORIUMS AND ARENAS are competing actively Nlth ho-
tels for convention business that to both is all important. From

Gordon Hewson, manager of both the municipal auditorium and
the convention bureau of Fresno, Calif., came these points when
he spoke at the IAAM conclave receptly:

'Prior to World War II, conventions were seen largely as the
type held by the American Legion and Shrine, plus the political
conventions. Then came two things that changed the whole picture
for everyone.

First name the motel in its present modern form to take much
standard travelers' business away from hotels. Second came a ruling
by the Internal Revenue Bureau to the effect that costs of business
meetings were tax deductible. So hotels sought out the new -day
conventions.

HEWSON CONTINUED BY stating that now more money is
spent on conventions than on all types of reading matter, from
comic books to encyclopedias; that convention money is highly
important to cities; that in California alone there are 28 bureaus
charged with bringing more conventions to their areas; that there
are 500 convention bureaus in the U. S. and about 1,000 hotel sales
agencies. They are after some 20,000 yearly meetings.

Hotels are doing, well on this business, well enough to make
them the nation's seventh largest business,' according to Hewson.
They are doing this to a great degree, he says, on conventions taken
from auditoriums.

Now same auditorium -arena management feels the pinch and
the policy. Often that policy, determined by a city, provides that
in order to get and keep a convention, facilities might have to be
given free or at cost. Many municipal buildings charge no rental
for conventions, only a fee for lights, janitors and other out-of-pocket
expenses.

A FURTHER STEP is that nom hotel -based conventions seek
free meeting and exhibit rooms at the auditorium when hotel space
proVes to be inadequate. That chagrins the building managers, who
are seeking favorable financial statmenets for their buildings. Some
have made arrangements by which the convention bureau or some
similar agency pays the charges that are waived for conventions.

It is meeting space that most frequently is donated to conven-
tions. As soon as any phase of a convention is commercialized, how-
ever, the donations halt and charges begin. Thus, booth space is
not given free.

Both Burt Geisreith, former mayor and now auditorium man-
ager at Sacramento, and Robert R. Hill, manager of the Seattle
convention bureau, supported Hewson's statements. They see no
hope to stop the trend to free meeting space.

ADDING INSULT TO that IAAM injury was the final -para-
graph of a story in The Seattle Post-Intelligencer, August 1, report-
ing on opening of the IAAM convention.

"Altho the delegates favor the use of auditoriums," this news
item concluded, "they are scheduled to hold their meetings in ahotel."

IAAM, of course, is not idle. Their own convention, they point
out, happens not to be of the size auditoriums and arenas usually
want most. Further, they passed a resolution urging that in all cases
a charge be made for expenses incurred in a convention's use of
a building. (A stronger resolution wasn't possible in view of the wide
range of municipal policies affecting the field.) And more managers
resolved to get bookkeeping credits at least for costly giveaways

THERE IS MUCH MORE to be said on the side of the arenas-
auditoriums regarding convention business. Not the least of these
is that many conventions stay in these buildings regardless of other
considerations. And premium -priced buildings continue to win heavy
convention business despite the price competition by "free build-ings" and hotels.

STEADY PRICES

Lamps In Envious
Position in Field

By IRWIN KIRBY

Of the large and varied number of low-priced inerehandise pieces
%% Melt: deluge the country's midways and resorts, the lamp holds a
position of envy in one special regard-its price has not spiraled in
the last decade.

"Mere is no doubting the basic appeal of lamps when it comes
flashing up concession operations or stores. In addition to their

color and decorative form, they are self -illuminating, a quality which
is valuable since it simplifies lighting problems and highlights the
merchandise itself.

Lamps are used in many operations. Games use them, group games
like bingo and coin -operated point games find them  invaluable as
prizes, and boardwalk stores use them to brighten their merchandise
displays. For vearS the standby of the bingo stand was the big, black
mibian slave figure topped by a frilly shade, and the tall horse s.head
limp. Thee had size and glitter, and still do. But they are being
replaced these years with other styles after leading the way in their
field lot quite a while. They sell for around $2.50 apiece.

Matched Lamps Popular
The average bingo lamp wholesales at around $3., altho most

operators will raise their price average to $3.50 and $1 for major fair;
dates. This is especially so where other bingos operate in competition.
Becoming popular now are the matched vanity lamps, at two for $3
and available in a variety of shapes.

Intent of the lamp people is to satisfy the whims of the carnival,
park and resort operator in turning out an item which is cheap.
flashy and appearing as tho it is worth much more than it actually is.
But other factors are taken into consideration. The carnival conces-
sionaire hasn't as much storage space as a store, so his items must
nest snugly and compactly. Shades must not crush easily under weekly
loading and unloading.

With this aim in mind, lamp producers have found that parchment
shades, altho used on midways, cannot take the abuse of plastic. They
also know that the popular double-decker table lamp, bearing a shade
of two rings, the upper one smaller than the lower, is a tough one to
pack for shipping. One shop beats this problem by inserting a rod
down the center of its packing case. separating each shade by card-
board ttthe sections, and fastening the rod to the inside;' roof of the
carton. In this way, each shade is suspended separately from its
neighbor and none touches the carton wall. Most shades are wrap-
around plastic or Fiberglas, materials which are durable, washable
and waterproof.

Many Styles Available
Standbys on the midway are the ornate traditional or colonial

lamps, phis novelty items such as the fife hydrant. There are planter
models, pin-up spice rack lamps, drunks leaning on lamp posts, hobnail
chimney lamps and others. The variety is almost endless. If the midway
is a permanent one there will be more lamp bodies made of molded
chalk and plaster, which are heavier than others and cannot take the
rough handling as well as glass and chinaware. Despite its fragile -
sounding name, the china bodies are the most indestructible of all,
except for wood and metal. They will not break unless dropped on a
very hard surface such as concrete, and will not chip as easily as some
other materials. A chalk televisionAop lamp is a popular park item,
sometimes in the shape of an oriental sampan.

In games, lamps are a natural for a coin -pitch operation. The lamp
pitch stands high among the pitch games, which also feature glass-
ware, plush bears and parakeets. A shade is a natural support for asaucer, and several illuminated lamps make a fine, flashy display for
pitching coins into dishes. They are so successful that one Eastern
manufacturer provides churches with free framing and set-up for lamp
pitches at bazaars, stipulating only that the stoek be purchased from
him. Small bazaars have been known to distribute. two gross -4-lamps
in a week with this stand at $35-40 a. dozen, taking in $2 to $3 and
more for every dollar turned over in merchandise,

Number of Children Will Increase
8% Quicker Than Population Rise

CHICAGO-By 1970 the bulk
vending industry can expect a
primary' market 33 per cent larger
than it was in mid -1955, according
to population projections of the
Bureau of the Census. The Bureau's
statistics disclose that there will be
64,567,000 children 14 years or
younger in 1970, compared to
48,795,000 in ,mid -1955.

The total population will be 26
per cent larger in 1970, a rate of
increase. 8 per cent less than that
in the number of children, the pri-
mary consumers of bulk vending
products. The total population will
be 209,380,000 by 1970, compared
to 165,248,000 in mid -1955.

Thus the expansion of the bulk
vending market will not only
'rapidly increase over the next de -

Instead of plowing all his profits back into his movie enterprise,
orwald began investing in stock. When the stock market appeared

eaded for a long, profitable climb, he ended his career as an actor
d concentrated his energies in the investment field.

Bill to Control

Cig Ads Intro'd

By Rep. Blatnik
WASHINGTON -- A bill de-

signed to "protect the users of to-
bacco products from misleading
advertising" has been introduced
in the House by Rep. John A.
Blatnik (D., Minn.).

Blatnik proposal would give Fed-
eral Trade Commission tighter con-
trol over the advertising of tobacco
products and would label a ciga-
rette ad "misleading in a material
respect if such advertisement con-
tains the word 'filter' or any state-
ment, design, device, symbol,
sound or any combination there-
of, stating or suggesting reduction
in tar thru filtration unless the
smoke from such cigarette produces

Report from Detroit
By HAL REVES

Charles Bernstein finds that
raising capital for expansion of his
routes is one of the headaches of
the business. "You can't get any
financing from the bank with bulk
vending as you can with bigger
machines," he says. "They claim
your business is such that they
would have difficulty tracing down
the machines if it became neces-
sary." To get around the problem,
Bernstein often uses his automobile
for collateral, and pays the loans
off gradually with profits from his
machines. When new locations
open up suddenly and he can't
obtain a loan, Bernstein frequently
buys used machines and overhauls
them. He says the investment is
generally one -fifth that of a new
vender.

"My machines sell out about
once a month now," reports Henry
Lemke, a veteran operator with 45
years in the business. He currently
continues to operate a small bulk
vending route in addition to his
other business interests. He finds
that bulk vending isn't as good in
his area as it was last year, and
cites unemployment as the main
contributing factor. "With the
daddies unemployed, the kids don't

(I I''. but will expand' at a rate
souk \%liat faster than that of the
general consumer public. This
could mean that the bulk vending
industry will have a cushion
against any fluctuations in the
general economy during the 1960's.
It could also mean that bulk vend-
ing will be able to grow at a
faster clip than that of businesses
and industries that have older age
groups as their primary consumers.

Alternative Projections
The Bureau of the Census gives

alternative population projections in
its publication "Current Population
Reports" (Series P-25, No. 123,
dated October 20, 1955, which is
the last projection ,of U. S. popu-
lation broken down into all age
groups.) The alternative projections
of population arise from different
assumptions regarding future fer-
tility rates. The .Billboard selected
the projection based upon the
fertility rate prevailing during
1954-'55. This seemed the most
reasonable assumption because
economic experts predict that the
economy will not only pull out of
the recession rapidly but expand
substantially over at least the next
decade. The fertility rate prevail-
ing during the depression, for ex-
ample, does not seem as reason-
able a basis of prediction, given an
expanding economy.

Largest On .Record
States the Bureau in another re-

port: "There were 4,302,000 babies
born in 1957, the largest number
on record. About 32 million babies
have been born during the past
eight years, or more than the total
number born in the whole decade
of the 1940's." The fertility rate of
1954-'55 may well thus prove a
conservative basis for projection of
population growth. Whatever the
case, between 1960 and 1970 there
will be approximately 4.6 million
infants born each year. Since tod-
dlers are big consumers of hulk
vending products, operators will be
able to tap this market years be-
fore many other businesses.

Growth in West
According to another Bureau re-

port, the West can look forward to
the greatest rate of growth in
numbers of young people. By 1970
there will be 60 per cent more
persdns 18 years or younger in the
West than there were in mid -1955. Oregon and California.

(Estimates of increases in younger
age groups are not given.) The
Northeast region will expand 34
per cent in this -age group, North
Central 39 per cent, and the South
11 per cent. In terms of totals,
the West will lag behind other
regions. While there will be ap-
proximately 12 million persons 18
years or younger in the \Vest by
1970, the Northeast will have 17
million, North Central 22 million,
and the South 23 million.

Nevertheless in terms of future
growth bf bulk vending in differ-
ent regions of the U. S., one of
the most important considerations
is the increase in totals of younger
persons. Even tho there are fewer
people in the West than in any of
the four regions, the expected in-
crease of young people compares
favorably with all regions except
the North Central. According to
the Bureau's projection, compared
to mid -1955 there will be approxi-
mately 6.2 million more persons 18
years or younger in the North
Central section by 1970, 4.5 mil-
lion more in the West, and 4.3
million more in both the South
and Northeast.

Additional Operations
Assuming that competition is

roughly similar thruout the U. S.,
the North Central and \Vest
sections of the nation will thus be
able to support the greatest ad-
ditional number of bulk vending
operations by 1970. If this ex-
pected opportunity is seized upon
by operators, there may well be
a gradual shifting of manufacturing
and distributing centers westward.

The Bureau of the Censiis
classifies the four sections of the
U. S. as follows: The Northeast is
comprised of New England, New
York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania;
the North Central'of Ohio, Indiana,
Illinois, Michigan, Wisconsin,
Minnesota, Iowa, Missouri, North
Dakota, South Dakota, Nebraska,
Kansas; the South of Delaware,
Maryland, District of Columbia,
Virginia, West Virginia, North
Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia,
Florida, Kentucky, Tennessee, Ala-
bama, Mississippi, Arkansas, Louisi-
.ana, Oklahoma, Texas; and the
West of Montana, Idaho, Wyom-
ing, Colorado, New Mexico, Ari-
zona, Utah, Nevada, Washington,

Folz Vending Begins
10 -Cent Capsule Tests

NEW YORK -- Roger Folz,
president of the New York Bulk
Vendors Association, told members
that his firm has been experiment-
ing with 2 -cent bulk confection
and 10 -cent capsule vending.

Speaking at the organization's
August meeting here NVednesday
night (18), Folz said that the cap-
sule vending tests look promising,
but that little success had been
encountered with 2 -cent confec-
tionery vending. The tests have
been in progress for six weeks, and
Folz said they will be continued
until definite conclusions are
reached.

On capsules, he explained, ex-
pensive rings vend for 10 cents on
the same installations which dis-
pense other capsule items for five
cents. To date, said Folz, the dime
items have been accounting for as
much per -machine sales as the
nickel items, with a higher profit.

Folz has about 40 dime capsule
machines on location, all of chain
stores.

Main difficulty in vending pea-
nuts and jelly beans for 2 cents,
said Folz, is that children don't
seem to realize that inserting a
single penny in the 'machine will
buy nothing. Even tho the price
is plainly marked on the machine,
he explained, people still attempt
to make a 1 -cent purchase.

Folz is now trying 2 -cent vend-
ing on new locations where the 1 -
,cent habit is not firmly entrenched.

In other business at the meet-
ing, Sid Mollingartin and Sid Col-
lin were named to head the mem-
bership committee.

Michael Dinoffria, who
Operates multiple bulk vending
installations, agrees that business
is currently slow.

Gerald Warren went into bulk
vending three yeats ago when his
screw machine shop burned down.
He_ runs a diversified route
comyirised of candy, nuts, capsules,
charms, pen venders and scales.
\tally of his machines are in de-
partment stores, and he notes a
drop both in their business volume
and his own. He finds the pen
vending business seasonal, the big-
gest slump coming in the summer
when the schools are closed. He
also has pen venders spotted in
government offices, and looks for
a pickup in revenue there when
licensing payments start -coming
due and paperwork in these offices
hits its peak.

"Not too good," is the succinct
comment of George Wilson on
bulk vending. However, over-all
revenue is about 'equal to last year
because he has put out more units.
He reports the per -.machine take
down around 25 per cent. There
are seasonal difficulties as well.
"In the summer the biggest prob-
lem is keeping peanuts dry enough
to vend properly. If they get too
hot, or with the rains we had for
a while, they cause trouble," he
comments. About the Only practi-
cal -solution is simply working
harder during the summer and
changing the 'machines more fre-
quently, he finds.

"The public -is not going for the
penny stuff so much. They are
going more for nickel purchases,"
says William Emig, who has been
operating bulk vending machines
along with a route of major equip-
ment. His firm is curtailing its
penny nut operation largely be-
cause the price of peanuts is not
in line with gross receipts. Like
many operators of major equip-
ment, he claims that package nuts
are capturing more and more of
the market. Emig thinks that a
good slug .rejector is needed for
bulk venders, especially for ma-
chines taking coins greater than a
cctit.

Senate Lifts

Tax on Milk

Bar Locations
WASHINGTON -A proposal

that would exempt "milk bars"
from the cabaret tax, and possibly
lead to a greater demand for juke
boxes in teen-age gathering places,
was approved by the Senate last
week (12. )

Now that the measure has passed
both Houses, it needs only the
President's signature to become
law.

In a report issued earlier on the
proposal by the tax -writing Senate
Finance Committee, it was pointed
out that since milk bars "do not
fall within the scope of the adult
commercial entertainment normal-
ly associated" with the cabaret tax,
they should not be subject to the
levy.

Milk bars have incurred the tax
because of the phrasing of
language in the Internal Revenue
Code. Code levies the tax at any
"cabaret, roof garden or similar
place," where dancing privileges
are provided in connection with
the serving or selling of food.

Under the new proposal, incor-
porated in the Forand (D., R.I.)
Excise Tax Technical- Change Act,
milk bars would be specifically ex-
empted from the cabaret tax if
music for dancing is provided by
a juke box or provided free of
charge by the location owner. Light
refreshments could be served, but
no alcoholic beverages would be
allowed. (The Billboard, July 21.)

DEVISED BY CALIF. OP

SAN DIEGO-A totally new concept in wall box installa-
tions was devised by an operator here, when he incorporated
a special, custom designed remote selection unit into a room
separator for a cocktail lounge.

The operator, Jack Gordon, was faced with the problem
of providing the owners of Cabrillo, a swank new cocktail
lounge, with a music installation that ,would fit into the decor
of the spot.

Multi -Sides
His answer was a custom -designed unit that doubled as a

room separator and flower planter. Each of the units has a full
200 -selection program in full view, with seleotor mechanism
and coin chute on each side of the "wall."

' Two of the wall separators were installed in the lounge,
with the actual phonograph mechanism housed in a hideaway
model removed from .sight. Special speakers installed in the
wall of the lounge comp ete the installation.

to the exclusion of other song-
writers and their representatives,
Congress will review the whole
matter, and take steps to put an
end to any abuses. The report out-
lines the "reasonable" fee -set-up
suggested by the National Licensed
Beverage Association, and endorsed,
by ASCAP at the hearings.

It notes that based on The Bill-
board Juke Box Poll in May 20,
1957 issue, the Copyright Office
determined annual charges to juke-
boxers would run like this: 120,000
boxes of 40 to 50 plays, at $15 a
year, would pay 4.1 cents per day
per box. 290,000 boxes from 80 to
120 play, at $20 per year, would
pay 5.5 cents per day, and boxes of
200 or more, numbering 90,000
would pay $25 annually, or 6.8
cents per day. Total of 500,000
boxes would average payment of
$19.70- fee per year, or. 5.4 cents
per box per day.

Bargaining
The committee majority says it

feels bargaining and negotiation
between creators and users of copy-
right music, with a "reasonable"
framework of such fees, is more
the American way than setting up
statutory ceilings. It notes that
letters from State Department and
the Copyright Office endorse the
bill, although Justice Department
prefers to remain neutral in a mat-
ter it considers one of "policy."

About complaints of juke opera-
tors concerning licensing groups,
the majority acknowledges that
there may be a basis for criticism,
but says these are "internal" mat-
ters. Complaints that certain fa-
vored publisher and writer mem-
bei-s of ASCAP get the lion's
share of ASCAP distribution are
not truly germaine to the question
of whether performance royalty
should be paid to authors and
composers in such societies, the
majority believeS. The report also
indicates that the consent decrees
under which ASCAP and BMI op-
erate offer justice department the
means of correcting any such
abuses in distribution for individual
songwriters and publishers.

No Threat
The majority believei that repeat

of the juke exemption would not
constitute a serious injury to the
manufacturers and operators of the
boxes. It points out rises in price
of the _boxes, and increases in num-ber of boxes, indicating to the
committee that the juke box busi-
ness is healthy enough to "pay its
fair, share," like other users of
copyright music who perform it
publicly for profit.

The committee also insists that
under our copyright law, payment
of mechanical royalty should not
exempt the juke box operator from
paying performing royalty.

Popularize Music?
The argument that juke box

play popularizes music, and so in-
directly pays for the use, is brushed
off by the majority opinion. The
argument hasn't much weight
either way, they feel-juke play
doesn't necessarily kill a composi-
tion with overuse, as proponents of

in Report
S. 1870 claimed. However, juke
play by itself, rarely popularizes
any untried music, the majority re-
ports. The traditional arguments -
of proponents and opponents of
juke exemption legislation, are
lined up: Creators of music and
licensing' groups, argue' that the
creator has a right to be paid by
all users, with6ut juke -play exemp-
tion. Proponents say payment of
mechanical royalty was intended
by law to be "exclusive" of royalty
obligation on public performance
for profit.

Proponents point out that me-
chanical royalty does not provide
the copyright proprietor with any
bargaining power as to the actual
mechanical fee received, and this is
One reason why the act specifically
says mechanical royalty shall not
cover performance obligation.

Proponents
Proponents also say juke play

does not popularize, but rather
shortens life of music by overplay
Opponents of anti -exemption legis-
lation say: the 1909 copyright act
exemption is still valid for today's
small-business operation in juke
boxes. They claim the exemption
is the very basis for present spread
of the industry, and constitutes its
lifeline for survival.

Opponents say SI 1870 would
give performing rights groups a
new right heretofore denied them
under law, by the exemption in
section 1 (E). They claim the li-
censors do not distribute fairly to
songwriters (and during hearings,
this was a reason given for upping
mechanical royalty in lieu of per-
formance rights fees involving the
licensors. No operator dreamed at
that time, that a bill incorporating
both types of levy would emerge
from hearings),Opponents also ob-
jected to the original O'Mahoney
legislation as providing no ceilings
on fees to be charged by licensors.

individual or organization entitled
to any "residual profit derived,
after payment of all expenses and
charges. It "treats as a charge, the
share of receipts payable to the
proprietor of the place at which
the machine is operated, hereby
absolving such proprietor from lia-
bility unless he also is entitled,
thru his ownership of the Machine
or othenvise, to receive residual
profit...."

(5) It places on the copyright
owner (or his representative, such
as ASCAP, BMI, SESAC), the
duty to file with register of copy-
rights (with recording fee), every
agreement executed by him,- con-
senting to the juke box play.

(6) It enables Congress to keep
track of this information by re
quiring register of copyrights to
send annual reports "summarizing
the provisions of all such agree-
ments filed during the preceeding
calendar year."

$250 Stamp Sales
Triple, $10 Fees
Drop in Kentucky

FRANKFORT, Ky.--The Inter-
nal Revenue Service reported sales
of federal $250 gambling tax
stamps for pinballs tripled in Ken -

Nay dining the last fiscal. year.
Li this period 946 such stamps
were sold, compared to 265 the
previous year.

In the same period, sales of $10
aneisement device stamps dropped
to 4,522, compared to 4,933 the
previous year.

There is no federal law against
pay-offs on a pinball, provided tile
game is covered with the $250
stamp. HoweVer, pay-offs are il-
legal under State law, and under
codes of the various cities.

An IRS official commented on
the trend to buy stamps: "These

- machines are getting so costly that
it isn't worth the dodge of buying
'only the $10- stamp and risking
confiscation."

The 946 gambling tax stamps
sold during the year ended June
30 brought the government $236,-
500, compared to a $66,250 intake
a year ago. IRS also reported 208

-federal wagering stamps at $50
each, good until next June 30,
have been sold since July 1. In
the year ending June 30, 289 such
stamps were sold.

Fed. Probe

May Hurt

Indy Pins
INDIANAPOLIS -- A federal

grand jury investigation of an inter-
national multi -million dollar gam-
bling syndicate, allegedly head-
quartered in Terre Haute, Ind., is
expected to revive the drive against
pay-off pinball operations in Indi-
ana.

Questioning of witnesses, expect-
ed to include nearly 200 persons,
some famous personalities, began
last week, and is to continue for
the next two or three weeks. The
Syndicate f., calculated to have ac-
cepted and placed $3,500,000 in
bets on athletic events.

The highly publicized investi-
gation with its dramatic overtones
of famous personalities and Lbu-
lous sums of money is almost slue
to affect the future of pinball
operations in the State.

Many Indiana pinball operator ,
and distributors, dm none of them
were connected with the Terre
Haute enterprise, view the matter
with concern. Up to this time, the
prospects of new anti -pinball legis-
lation in the 1959 General Assem-
bly seemed remote.

Now prospects have changed
with the Terre Haute incident be-
lieved to have given legislators a
fresh, impelling reason for pressing
on with their pin campaign. That
they will now enjoy stronger public
support is certain. As a rule, anti-
p;n prohibitions in this State are
part of a general anti -gambling
legislative package.

No Interference Nov
Currently, pinball operations are

progressing without interference
thrill-int' the State.

The fUllowing anti -pinball legis-
lative possibilities, some too ex-
treme for serious consideration, are
forecast as -result of the Terre
Haute investigation:

1. Outright ban on pins.
2. A policy of enforcement to

A Fair Trial
Operators contioually call for "new and different" coin

games that will jack up collections. But too often the seeming
lack of a spectacular new game is mused as a ready excuse for
poor operating results. No new type of game can work a miracle
for operators. They must be willing to work a little harder as
well, by giving new games a fair trial on locations.

Distributors report that operators sometimes have such pre-
conceived notions about any one new type of game that they
refuse to even give the game a tryout. The only games that
seem to be immune from such notions are bowlers and pinballs,
amid even some of these, if they incorporate some untried new
play idea, are apt to face an abrupt thumbs -down treatment from
operators.

We think that manufacturers are making real efforts to
produce new types of games that could bring top business to
the industry as a whole. Of course, there is room for improve-
ment, especially in the matter of price -a top operator com-
plaint.

But no new game that is well built and offers a fresh idea
in amusement should be shunted aside by an operator simpl\

because "no one thinks it will go," or "this type of game nee er
worked before," or "it's okay for Arcades, but won't do for a
tavern."

Operators can truly argue that no game can lose money
until purchased; but by the same token, no game can make
money until it's on location. if a new -type game has basic merit
it's worth a tryout in at least one spot on the route.

MOVE TO SUMMIT

Kiddie Ride Op Hikes
To Mountains, Ups $$

DENVER - - Frank Thorwald,
prominent kiddie ride operator
here, each summer undertakes a
ponderous moving job, but one
which pays dividends in increased
revenue. As the summer season
breaks, he moves a dozen coin
rides up into the high Colorado
Rockies, where he catches the
tourist trade.

'He has locations at such spots as
the Mountain Deer Ridge Chalet
near Estes Park, Colo., and the
Berthound Pass Inn, astride the
Continental Divide, west of Den-
ver,

Most of the kiddie rides out-
weigh even the heaviest phono-
graphs, and thus require man-size
trucks to make the transfer. The
receipts. however, coming from
thousands of tourists flowing in
from all over the nation, is so out-
standing that the trip is thoroly
worthwhile, Thorwald says.

In some instances, play from
mountain -based kiddie rides has
been from 10 to 15 times greater
than in standard city locations.

Supervises Move
Thorwald contracts for the

handling, goes along on each
junket to make sure that the rides
are' not damaged, sets them up
himself, and then visits each site
regularly thruout the summer to
make- collections as well 'as to per-
form the sort of preventive main -

Wurlitzer Awards Attract
-Cream of Latin Disk Talent

MEXICO CITY Probably
the greatest array of Latin-Ameri
can recording and composing tal-
ent ever assembled under one roof
gathered at the swank Ranchero
d'Artistahere July. 28 for the pre-
sentation of the Premio Wurlitzer
awards.

--The competition, sponsored by
Casa Riojas (Mexican juke box
manufacturer and Wurlitzer dis-
tributor) covers classifications for
various types of male and female
vocalists, combos and composers of
poptilar music. All artists from
South and Central American coun-
tries are eligible .for awards.

The contests, held each year
with awards based on the previous
12 months' performances, have
reached about the same status in
Latin -America as the Motion Pic-
ture Academy Awards have at-
tained in this country.

Radio Coverage
Tho this year's contest is only

,

the third held, every Mexican radio
and television network gave the
event live coverage, and KALI,
Los Angeles' Spanish language sta-
tion, sent down its top disk jockey
to cover the event, The tape was
later played over KALI.

The method . of selecting the
award winners is thoro and expen-
sive. Thru the co-operation of the
Gadena Latin -America de Com-
mentardestes de Discos (Latin-
American DJ Association), some
6,000 voting cards are mailed out
each month.

At the end of 12 months, the

votes are tallied and awards are
given for the best bolero (sophis-
ticated) male and female vocalists,
the best ranchero (country and
western) singers, the _best bolero
and ranchero songs and Composers,
the record of the year, the best
vocal groups, etc.

Award Dinner
Each award winner is presented

with a gold, statuette at the award
dinner. Some 200 Latin-American
radio stations give live -coverage to
-the. event.

Despite the scope of the- ven-
ture, _Riojas figures the promotion
costs him the relatively low price,
of $10,000 a year ,to, run. The
degree of co-operation the press
gives the competitions is fantastic.

Leading daily newspape,s-from
the Texas border to Rio de Janeiro,
give front page coverage not only
to- the awards presentations, but to
speculations- about poSsible win-
ners. Disk jockeys speculate about
the winners and_ refer to previous
award whiners when _they an-
nounce their records.

Latin Oscar
Winning a_Premio Wurlitzer iu

Latin America is tantamount to
winning an Oscar in Hollywood.

Jose Riojas, who foots the bill
for the enterprise, feels that the
competition stimulates the play of
popular music on juke boxes, en-
courages Latin-American recording
artists and composers to higher lev-
els of creativity-and makes the
Wurlitzer name a household word
in Central 'and South America.

Commissions Hard to Budge
cu,,,,/ pont page 94
firmly for the 50-50 arrangement
is Joseph Kanterman, of K & S

It is a few "johnny come late -
lies," he thinks, who are really
causing this trouble, not the es-
tablished operators. I don't think
it's too prevalent. On the whole,
most operators are good fellows.
The chiselers tend to be the newer
operators who have not had the
experience and think they can
make money that way.

Bar
owners naturally Will go for the
operator who will offer them the
most."

A -diversified. operation, Kanter -
man's route provides a good cross-
section of the slight variation ex-
isting between different types of
games in respect to commissions.
Shuffleboards, long ago paid for
but still popular, are at 50 per
cent; pool tables, also low in cost,
generally 50 per cent; new games,
especially new ball bowlers, 40 per
cent if possible, otherwise 50; guns,
with relatively low -investment, 50...

Operators indicated generally
that there is no money off the top
or .front money being taken out in
games today. Some would like to
see it, but don't think it feasible
now. Kanterman suggested one rea-
son:

"If our machines are to get a
good play there must be promo-
tion on the part of the location
owner. And the amount he puts in
out of his own pocket he is not
going to split with you."

Mixed Views
Operators would generally like

to see the commission percentage
Unproved, but see no practical way
to do it. Opinions differ 'on wheth-
er the prevalent 50-50 basis is ade-
quate to give Them a fair profit.

Those in favor of better com-
missions argue higher cost of new
equipment and service:

"The cost of parts just eats you
up."

"Yon never get far enough ahead
so that you can pay cash for new
equipment, and the cost of financ-
ing is a big item today. -If you
have to refinance it really kills
you."

Those satisfied with 50-50 say:
"Yuu can make money on 50-50,
but you .have to do a lot of hard
%sock. It's not like the shuffleboard
business. The bowlers require a
lot of attention. In order to oper-
ate enough machines to make a
profit, you have to have service-
men-and the cost of service is very
high."
