NEW YORK- Question upper- 
most In the minds of many diskers 
is a provocative one, succinctly 
posed: "What's wit' he sinks 
business?' 

That the dollar volume is spread 
thinly ov, r many labels, and that 
many manufacturers are reporting 

Our volume even on chart records, 
L no longer news. What is news 
is the fact that a number of labels 
are doing considerable soul- search- 
ing to ascertain reasons for the lag 
-and to come up with a possible 
cure. 

Over -production and lack of 
sufficient air time are among the 
most cited arguments for lagging 
sales. To these, however, have been 
added newer theories. One of the 
most provocative has to do with 
possible changes in the buying 
habits of teen -agers. With regard 
to the latter, several top execs are 
of the opinion that teen buying 
habits are experiencing a change; 
that many youngsters, aware that 
they can hear singles many times 
over the air, are getting "hip" and 
ere saving their money to buy al- 
bums. Tied in with this argument 
D the view that the price of singles 
may be completely unrealistic.

Hip Kids Tape 
D.J. Programs 

NEW PORK -- In line with the 
question as to "What's with the 
slingtes business," a number of dee- 
Jays have reported that kids are 
taping their shows and then using 
the tapes at parties and dances. 
According to these jocks the young- 
eters know they can hear all of 
the top 40 tunes on most' of the 
stations and thus they obviate -via 
the tape machine -the necessity of 
going out to the stores and buying 
the disks. 

At the same time that manu- 
facturers are complaining about the 
singles business, three noticeable 
sales trends are being closely 
watched. The first is that there 
ere less million sellers at present 
than there have been over the 
past few years, more 500,000 sell- 
ers, and many, many more bombs. 
The latter of course is due to the 
slew of records released each week. 
Some observers attribute the slack- 
ening of million sellers to the dif- 
ftrlrlty of "toying on" a record in 
a crawled m lace. 

of price. On some very high levels 
the feeling is.thiu that a break in 
price will have to be drastic if it 
is to be effective. Secondly, it is 
felt that any company bold enough 
to make such a move will have 
to do so at a time when it has 
hot artists - otherwise the move 
will mean little. 

Another aspect of the situation 
being reckoned with is this: The 
singles business, es-en tho it repre- 
sents only 30 per cent of the dollar 
volume, has a terrific profit mar- 
gin. A drastic price break would, 
of course, eat into this consider- 
ably. Again, on the other hand, it 
could introduce a measure of sta- 
bility into a field over -run with 
rampant svheeling and dealing. 

Several labels, which have ad- 
mitted they have tried to analyze 
the pros and cons of a drastic price 
break on singles, have specifically 
pointed out that as of now they 
have .lade no decisions. 

While th y are debating, others 
are of the feeling that the current 
situation is transitory; that excit- 
ing new artists will help to cure it. 

More Production 
There are others who believe 

that the changing taste in music 
will help overcome the weak sin- 
gles situation. They point opt the 
slow fading of .the wild rock and 
roll material and the smoother 
types of ballads coming to the fore. 
They also note the great increase 
in country -type tunes hitting the 
top of the charts, and note as a 
current example the folk song 
smash, "The Battle of New Or- 
leans." 

It is certain that a. &r.- seise, 
many labels are making an attempt 
to coma up with singlet product 
which has more "production" than 
a lot of the material of the past

FELLOWS SOUNDS 
KEYNOTE FOR 
DEEJAY MEET

MIAMI - Ilarold Fel- 
lows, National Association of

Fellows strongly 
urged so- called "personality" 
jockeys to be ever mindful of 
their responsibilities, not only 
to the public but to their sta- 
tion management. 

The NAB exec cautioned 
Jockeys against running "the 
risk of taking yourself too se- 
riously because people refer 
to you as a 'personality' or a 
'name." Regardless of those 
tags," he noted, "in the last 
analysis you are none of these. 
You are that station and all 
of the people who made it 
possible for you to be on the 
air." 

Fellows opined that "This 
basic consideration is over- 
looked be a few of our disk 
jockeys.

Recently Hitless Names Making 
Comeback; Twin -Side Scoring

N6\' YORK - A strong re- 
surgence of country music as an 
important pop factor highlighted a 

series of interesting new trends on 
The Billboard Hot 100 chart this 
week. Other changes noted in- 
eluded the reappearance on the 
charts of a half -dozen recently hit- 
less name acts and what appears 
to be at least a trend toward art- 
ists scoring with both sides of a 
single disk. 

At least four artists, well -known 
in the country field, have simul- 
taneously broken out with their 
very first disks to hit the pop charts. 
The big example of the week, of 
course, is lot Horton's runaway 
smash, "The Battle of New Or- 
leans," which took over the top 
slot this week. 

Big Jump 
But there were others. Carl 

Dobkins Jr., with his Demo disk 
of "My Heart Is an Open Book," 
bounced up from 47 to 31 in the 
standings. Stonewall Jackson's 
"Waterloo, on Columbia moved 
from the 98 to the 60 slot, while 
George Jones' "White Lightning," 
on Mercury moved from position 
number 88 to 75. All these artists 
are on the pop chart for the first 
time. 

Also of some interest is the move- 
ment of tsvo other Columbia Rec- 
ords. Johnny Cash with "Frankie's 
Man, Johnny, moved tip to 57 from 
the 70 slot, while Carl Perkins. 
with "Pointed Toe Shoes," entered 
the chart for the first time in the 
97 position. The appearance of i m m i e s Hyp 
Horton, Jackson, Cash and Perk- 
ins on the pop chart means that Instrumentals 

four of Columbia's six current 
chart records have strong country 
origins. Tradesters recalled that 
not since the advent of the Everly 
Brothers as pop hit makers has the 
rural flavor appeared so strong. 

Dual flits 
On the dual -hit kick, eight art- 

ists appeared on the citarla this 
week with two sides of a single 
disk. The trend appears to reflect 
the fact that disks may have a sim- 
ilar mood or rhythm on both sides 
plus the fact that as some observ- 
ers have noted: "They're just mak- 
ing better records all around these 
days." A third and perhaps more 
logical theory is that with the pres- 
ent admittedly 
singles business, the phenomenon 
of tite so- called "throw -away' side 
is no more. Record men simply 
figure that they have twice the 
chance of getting a hit if they put 
two good sides back to back. 

At any rate, appearing this week 
with coupled hits are Brook Benton 
with "Endlessly" (13) and "So 
Close" (51); Fats Domino with 
"I'm Ready" (17) and "Margie" 
(56); the Everly Brothers with 
Take a Message to Mary" (181 

and "Poor Jenny (41); Elvis Pres- 
ley with "A Fool Such as I" (19) 
and "I Need Your Love Tonight" 
(29); Fnmkie Avalon with "Bobby

Allege Trio's Club, One -Stop, 
Rack Deals Restraint of Trade

CHICAGO -A lawsuit long 
forewarned by the Society of Rec- 
ord Dealers (SORD) charging RCA 
Victor, Columbia and Capitol Rec- 
ords with violations of the Sherman 
Antitrust, Clayton and Robinson - 
Patman Acts was filed this week in 
Federal District Court here under 
the names of four Chicago disk 
retailers. 

In a 21 -page brief, the dealers 
allege that the three majors have 
"conspired" to restrain free trade 
by operating mail order record 
clubs and in giving lower prices 

Muse Tune 
Rights Spark 
Pubber Suit 

NEW YORK - Mills Music 
and defier Clarence Muse filed 
suit in New York Federal Court 
Thursday (28) against publisher 
Robert Mellin and a pair of his 
ASCAP - affiliated firms, Robert 
Music and Sherwin Music. The 
suit involves renewal rights to the 
tune "Sleepy Time Down South." 

The suit seeks a determination 
as to who owns said renewal rights. 
The complaint states that sometime 
prior to 1930 the tune was written 
by Muse in association with Leon 
Rene and Otis Rene. The three 
cleffers are claimed to have as- 
signed renewal rights in 1957 to 
Mills Music. Defendants have 
claimed that they own the re- 
newal rights under an alleged as- 
signment made by Muse on Feb - 
ruary 16, 1951. 

The suit seeks a permanent in- 
junction against the Mellin firm's 
claims to or licensing of the song. 
Damages and reasonable legal fees 
are also sought by plaintiffs. 

MJQ Set for

Plaintiffs in the suit are Bernard 
Strickler, owner of two shops 
called Harmony Hall; B. H. 
(Bernie) Skidell, ABC Record - 
Teria; V. H. (Andy) Anderson, 
Record Center, and Gerald R. 
Tapp. They filed in their own be- 
half as well as in behalf of all re- 
tailers is. the Chicago area, in what 
is called a "spurious class" suit. 
This classification. according to 
Jerome Marvin Kaplan, SORD 
counsel as well as co- counsel in the 
suit, enables any additional retailer 
to become a party to the complaint 
before final adjudication is made. 

The brief seas prepared by the 
firm of Marks, Marks and Kaplan, 
specialists in antitrust law, co- 
counsel with Jerome Marvin Kap- 
lan who is connected with a sepa- 
rate firm. Marks, Marks and Kap- 
lan recently fought a successful 

suit against the A.&P. food drain 
resulting in their relinquishing their 
exclusive right to dstribute Wom- 
an's Day magazine. 

Named as co- defendants in the 
suit are the company -owned dis- 
tributing branches. 

Major arguments advanced in 
the suit are: 
1. The defendants manufacture 

and distribute the major portion of 
all r -cords consumed in the United 
States. Because these companies 
have exclusive contracts with 
artists who enjoy strong public de- 
mand, no substitute for t teir prod- 
ucts can be offered. Therefore, no 
dealer "can successfully compete 
with any other sellers of records to 
ultimate consumers . - , without car - 
rying . , . all or the greater portions' 
of the product of the defendant 
majors. 

2. For four years prior tu the 
suit, the defendants allegedly did 
"discriminate in prices between 
certain retailers," by giving dis- 
counts, rebates, commissions, free 
goods, discounts for advertising,

NEW YORK - RCA Victor is 

running a "Summer Clearance" 
sale on a lot of older album mer- 
chandise starting this week, which 
slashes the price of "hundreds" of 
previously released albums to 
$1.49 fros' the original list price 
of $3.98 and $4.98. The lead item 
in the summer clearance is the 
original cast waxing of "Say Dar- 
ling," which was issued at $4.98. 
The clearance also contains stereo 
albums as well. 

RCA Victor does not reveal in 
its trade ads the names of the al- 
bums that are part of the summer 
clearance except for "Say Dar- 
ling." They do not give a price 
for the albums to either the dealer 
or the distributor except to say that 
it is "very special." 

The summer clearance works as 
follows: Distributors and dealers 
receive pre- packed cartons, each 
one containing 25 assorted LP's, 
which include pop, classical and 
jazz albums. Each carton contains 
25 different selections, altho The 

Billboard seas arable to learn the 
names of these selections at press 
time. The carton unfolds into a 
browser box that can be placed on 
a rack or on a counter. With the 
cartons come window streamers, ad 
mats, and envelope stuffers. 

Victor states that the supply of 
these cartons is limited. They also 
mention that there are hundreds 
of LP albums among the merchan- 
dise. How long the suml.mer clear- 
ance will last is not mentioned. 

News of the RCA Victor summer 
clearance plan caused much specu- 
lation in the trace. What the disk - 
ery will do about dealers who have 
these slimmer elearar.^s items in 
stock nosy was not known. As for 
price, it was estimated by trade - 
stees that the 11.49 albums would 
cost the distributor about 75 cents 
each and the dealer about 95 cents 
each, or thereabouts. This is the 
first summer clearance sale by Vic- 
tor in many years, and one of the 
few sales in which the savings are 
passed directly to the consumer.

MIAMI BEACH, Fla.-One of 
the most provocative discussions at 
the deejay convention here last 
week was the panel devoted to the 
subject, "What Next, Mr. Music 
Man." 

Joe Kolsky, Roulette Records' ex- 
ecutive vice -president, stated that 
M the disk business one could al- 
ways expect the unexpected. He 
stated the manufacturer must pur- 
vey not what he likes but what the 
public likes. "In short, we as manu- 
facturer and you as disk jockey do 
not act, we react. Kolsky noted that 
because of the increase in formula 
programming, the over -exposure 
given to top records contributed 
to the phenomenon of smaller sales, 
with newer records never even see- 
ing the top of the turntable. 

He predicted an even further 
decline in singles sales unless the 
situation is corrected. Kolsky stated 
that once a record reaches its peak 
and begins to slide, it is no longer 
a hot record and should be taken 
off the list to make room for new 
releases that are getting action, "In 
doing this, we maintain the Top 40 
format and the Top 40 becomes 
more current and gives exposure to 
more records. 

Dave Cavanaugh, Capitol Rec- 
ords a.&r. exec, stated he saw a 
trend toward better music. As evi- 
dence, he noted the.rise in impor-

MIAMI BEACH, Fla. - The 
disk jockey has become the custo- 
dian of American music, the DJ 
convention was told by The Bill- 
board music editor, Paul Acker- 
man, in the panel on Disk Jockey 
Promotion Via Trade Papers. In 
view of this, Akerman noted, the 
jock most "always seek to broaden 
his knowledge of the music busi- 
ness and all its facets -records, 
songs, trends in taste, etc." 

The serious jockey, said Acker- 
man, faces up to this obligation. 
He added: "He is the true savant 
of American music. It is he, more 
than any college professor, who 
has his finger on the true musical 
pulse of the nation."

They also 
have the obligation of preserving 
"an independent attitude toward 
the record business. Like the hon- 
est jockey and like Caesar's wife, 
the honest trade paper must keep 
itself abov- suspicion."

Lively Discussion on 
Problem of Releases 

MIAMI BEACH, Fla.- Lively 
discussion on the subject of the 
great number of record releases 
was held at the deejay convention 
here last week, with considerable 
range of opinion being voiced. 
Archie Bleyer, Cadence Records 
chief stated there were too many 
releases, that even conscientious 
deejays could not listen to them all, 
that the buying power of the pub- 
lic could absorb only a small per- 
centage of the records. He rioted 
an increasi a. disregard of talent. 

Bleyer stated the deejay com- 
municates thru music rather than 

speech and that if records are not 
of good quality the deejay would 
suffer along with sponsors and rec- 
ord manufacturers. He said the re- 
birth of radL was due to the cre- 
ativity of record companies and 
disk jockeys; he warned against a 
decline in the creative level of 
record men and jockeys. He con - 
gratulated Sam Phillips, of Sun; 
Steve Sholes, of RCA Victor, and 
those jockeys who recognized such 
talents as Elvis Presley. With re- 
gard to complaints about the lag 
in singles sales, Bleyer indicated

NEW YORK -Sin a rec-

up on single records by retail rec- 
ord dealers and chains amounted 
to $5,600,000 in the four weeks 
from March 1 thru March 28; as 
against total sales on singles of 
$4,600,000 in February. February, 
1959, was one of the slowest sin- 
gles months of the season. 

However, single record sales for 
March, 1959, trailed single record 
sales in March, 1958, by about 
$100,000. This was better, com- 
paratively speaking, then February 
1959 versus February 1958, since 
February 1958 was a hot molstls 
with single sales of $5,900,000, as 
against February 1959 sales of 
$4.600,000. 

For the first 12 weeks of 1959, 
single record sales are trailing 
1958. They llave only totaled 93.4 
per cent of the dollar volume 
chalked ..F for the first 12 weeks 
of 1958. In dollars this snean $15,- 
000,000 as against $16,700,000 for 
1958. 

The 45 r.p.m. EP record sales 
picture was surprisingly strong in 
March, ho.vevcr. For the first time 
El' sales during a four week span 
in 1959 bettered those during a 
comparable perioa last year. 

These figures, like the others 
quoted here, ara based upon Ilse 
third report for 1959 issued to con- 
fidential subscribers by The Bill-

Leonard W. Schneider, exec vee- 
pee of Decca, stated that "the de- 
cision, if *it stands on appeal, which 
we doubt, will involve an account- 
ing of aJlproximately $20,000 to 
$25,000. 

Another Decca spokesman, com- 
menting on the decision, declared: 
"If there is any theory which would 
tend to sustain this judgment it 
would be that it is possible to 
have a monopoly o11 a style or a 
sound. This we doubt." Conclud- 
ing, the spokesnsa.s' said he felt 
the decision an "astounding" one.

Everest Charts 
Broad Expansion 

NEW YORK - Belock Instru- 
ment Corporations recording sub- 
sidiary, Everest Records, h being 
keyed for an expansion not only on 
the domestic market but also over- 
seas. Several developments are in- 
dicative of this. Firstly, it is al- 
ready, known that Harry Belock has 
already negotiated pacts providing 
for distribution in most of the 
Western World, and details will be 
forthcoming shortly. Secondly, and 
of great interest to the trade, is 
Belock's acquisition of Edward 
(Ted) Wallerstein, pioneer -ecord- 
ing executive, to hear up the Ever- 
est operation (The Billboard, May 
25). 

Wallerstein, who is vice -pr .,- 
dent of Belock Instruments, of 
which Everest is a division, is 

already scouting talent and formu- 
lating plans which will result in 
broadening the Everest repertoire. 
Wallerstein's intention is to have 
the product encom . a s all fields - 
in albums and ^ngles. Much albs 
material, he indicated, has been - 
and is being- recorded, and will be 
released between new and Christ- 
mas. This material will include a 
net by the London Symphony, a 
new Stokowski pop package 
among others. In the singles field, 
Wallerstein will move more slowly, 
analyzing marketing and talent 
trends. His aim, he said, will be 
to broaden the repertoire while 
maintaining the Everest quality 
and sound. 

It is estimated that the cost of 
the Everest recording and studio 
equipment (the -Indio has recently 
been rebuilt) totals between one - 
half and one million dollars. "This 
gets the sound," said Wallerstein. 

This heavy investment is prob- 
ably not yet completed. Waller- 
stein hopes the Everest operation 
will some day include a pressing 
plant. He added, however, that

Oberstein 
Target of 
500G Suit 

NEW YORK - Veteran dicker, 
Eli Oberstein, popped into the 
news again this week, this time as 
Record Corporation of America 
firm, in a suit launched by band- 
leader - cleffer - arranger Jerry 
Gray and Albert Music. 

The suit seeks a permanent in- 
junction against alleged infringe- 
ment of a number of tunes from 
the public domain, for which Al- 
bert claims it secured exclusive 
rights. These tunes include "Clow 
Gently Sweet Afton," "Anvil Chor- 
us,' " Valse Triste," and "Loch Lo- 
mond," among others. These and 
others were transcribed by Cray 
in 1952 under agreement with 
Standard Radio Transcriptions and 
were marketed as electrical Iran 
scriptions. 

Claiming that the tunes as waxer 
by Gray constituted in toto a val- 
uable and unique property, the 
complaint charges that Oberstein 
and Record Corporation of Amer- 
ica with full knowledge of plain- 
tiffs' rights and notified by plain- 
tiffs of alleged infringement did 
nevertheless reproduce the tran- 
scriptions and place them on the 
market under the title "Tribute to 
Glenn Miller, with John Gregory 
and His London Orchestra," on 
Halo Records. 

Claiming that unless defendants 
are enjoined, plaintiffs will suffer 
irreparable damage, the suit seeks 
$500,000 damages.

SALES GIMMICK 

NEW YORK - Carlton 
Records has come up with a 
new sales gimmick on its new 
cutting of "Till There Was 
You" with thrush Anita Bry- 
ant.

CAT'S OUT OF THE BAG 

Polyethylene Album Sleeves 
Go Refrigerator Conscious 

NEW YORK - What had 
been one of the most closely 
guarded secrets in the record busi- 
ness for many months is now out 
in the open. Those polyethylene 
bags which manufacturers use to 
enclose their LP records are being 
re -used by housewives all over the 
country to preserve lettuce, en- 
dive, hamburger meat and scores 
of other perishable foodstuffs. 
There is hardly a refrigerator in 
any record buying home that does 
not now have in it at least one 
polyethylene bag preserving the 

delicate flavor and the crispness 
of leftover salad, meat loaf, et al. 

According tc the rumors being 
bruited about the supermarkets, 
sales of polyethylene bags intended 
for refrigerator use have falten off 
sharply wherever supermarkets 
have installed record racks. And 
they even say that sales of bathing 
caps have nosedived too, as many 
clever women have found that the 
1 oly. tl.vlene bags keep their hair 
dry under the shower. Many wom- 
en use the bags at seashore resorts 
to take wet bathing suits home 
from the beach. Others have found 
that they are great for wrapping 
the children's school lunch. 

Record companies, having 
latched on to the multiplicity of 
uses for the polyethylene sleeves, 
are starting to do things about 
them. it is noticeable that in re- 
cent months, many record manu- 
facturers have eliminated the 
plain polyethylene bag in favor of 
one with the company s name on it 

in stark, bold lettering. They 
claim that as long as these bags 
are being used constantly they 
want to make sure they are get- 
ting over their advertising mes- 
sage. As one manufacturer put it: 
"Every time a woman takes her 
leftovers out of the refrigerator, I 

want to make certain she sees my 
company name. When a woman is 
preparing dinner is the time she is 
most susceptahle to the subliminal 
advertising approach."

NEW YORK -- "Wives Sing 
Stereo Living Room Blues" is the 
way the headline read in the May 
11th Billboard story about prefer- 
ence shown by the distaff side for 
all -in -one stereo units. Wives, the 
story said, are determining stereo 
phono designs. They don't want a 
lot of furniture. 

Response to the story by audio 
firms was immediate. 'the Con - 
tempo Corporation in Denver, for 
example, said wives don't have to 
sing those blues no more. Their 
answer ? -a "Stereophonic Coffee 
Table." Contempo Sales Manager 
Brady Malone, sent along a flyer 
describing the table. Center panel 
of the unit is hinged and lifts up 
ta reveal the record changer and 
controls. End sections of the coffee 
table are speaker enclosures. Unit 
is mounted on brass legs and fin- 
ish is plastic laminate, easy to clean 
if, presumably coffee is spilled. 

Decrosonics, Inc., of Freeport, 
N. Y., also is out to take the blues 
out of stereo. Their answer is 

from a painting." Speakers 
are mounted behind colorful scenes 

and subjects printed on linen and 
mounted in a picture frame en- 
closure two and a half inches deep. 
The paintings, in the modern vein, 
are from originals painted for Dec - 
rosonic by Kikuchi. Prices, de- 
pending on size, range between 
$49.50 and $59.50. Hanging on 
the wall, no one would recognize 
them as speaker enclosures. They 
can be used not only for stereo but 
for radio and TV. Speakers have 
six to eight ohm impedente and 
have 12 -watt capacity.

Costs of Conversion 
To 4 -Track Tape Vary 

By RALPH FREAS 

NEW YORK - Advocates of 
four -track tape reproducing equip- 
ment point out that two-track ma- 
chines already In homes can be 
converted to four -track play. Con- 
version to four -track is important 
for several reasons. In the first 
place, existing equipment is not 
obsoleted with introduction of fuor- 
track recorded tapes. Secondly, a 
strong conversion movement on the 
part of the consumers could give a 
boost to sales of four -track re- 
corded tapes. Third, the dealer 
stands to profit from the sale of 
conversion kits. 

Officers of the Magnetic Record- 
ing Industry Association, eager to 
see conversions take place, empha- 
sised that the conversion cost is 
self -liquidating because of the sav- 
ings effected in being able to play 
the less expensive four -track tapes 
(The Billboard, May 25). Price 
differential is about $4 per reel 
for the same amount of recorded 
music. The amount of time it 
would take to liquidate the con- 
version depends on the cost and 
the rate at which the consumer 
ands to his four -track library. 

The cost of conversion, The Bill- 
board found out, varies widely on 
the type of equipment the con- 
sumer has. Here's a run -down on 
some of the conversion units being 
offered by those firms committed 
to a four -track program.

Phonos Show 

'Fast Growth' 
WASHINCTON -- Phono- 

graphs are high on a list of the 
country's fast - growth products 
which have maintained high an- 
nual production increases between 
1929 and 1957. The list appears 
in Commerce Department's jubilant 
report on strong recovery trends 
in the nation's production figures, 
published in the May Survey of 
Current Business. 

The survey shows phonograph 
production has averaged an an- 
nual increase of between 15 and 
20 per cent. Radios are included 
in a "moderately grossing" cate- 
gory, with annual average increase 
of about 5 per cent, and radio - 
broadcast stations with 7% per 
cent. Commerce considers a pro- 
duct in fast -growth class if it has 
averaged annual increase of 71/2 

per cent or more since 1929. 
Altho tape recorders for home 

use, and TV sets came out with a 
high average annual increase of 30 
to 40 per cent lip to 1957, they 
are currently listed among the 
"downslide" 1958 exceptions to the 
general rosy trend noted in the 
survey. 

Commerce notes that spectacu- 
lar increase percentages are often 
the result of a new and dramatic- 
ally fast -growing product, like TV 
sets, which drop to much louver 
percentages when the saturation 
point has been reached, (as with 
TV sets), or when other factors 
slaw production oser a period of 
years. 
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Strong Arguments Win 
Tape Recorder Sales 

BILOXI, Miss. - Scotty Allan, 
of Allan Applianoes here, likes to 
tell records and phonographs. At 
the same time, he also likes to sell 
tape recorders -primarily because 
a tape recorder is a big ticket 
sale which keeps on getting big - 

Allan points out that once a cus- 
tomer has been successfully sold on 
a tape recorder, not only for the 
musical pleasure which it provides, 
but likewise for its versatile uses 
in Isotne recording, parties, etc., 
tape sales keep increasing. Selling 
a reel of high fidelity tape takes 
little more effort than selling a sin- 
gle long -play record, and conse- 
quently, Allan puts a lot of time 
into convincing music lovers that 
`tape brings satisfaction which goes 
on forever:' 

Tape Longevity 
In usinb this approach, Allan 

concentrates on the fact that tape 
is practically indestructable, can 
be put aside for years if neces- 
sary, until the customer feels like 
listening to the music again, with 
no loss in tone or quality. One of 
the most effective ways of proving 
this point is to pick up a record 
and carry it over to a demonstra- 
tion tape recorder, with a reel of 
stereo music, and ask the customer 
to compare the differences first 
hand. Stressed, of course, is the 
fact that the surface of a standard 
phonograph record is "just about 
the world's best dust catcher" 
with its highly polished surface 
picking tsp dust which is difficult 
to remove. Pointing out that the 
plastic tape on the re&, on the 
other hand, is automatically in- 
sured against dust collection by 
being wound tightly on its reel 
carries much weight with any cus- 
tomer. whether his interest be in 
high Fidelity music or simply "re- 
cording the gang's voices. 

"First Approval" 
Allan doesn't know hose many 

additional tape recorders this rec- 
ord-and tape reel -comparison has 
sold, but he. knows that the dem- 
onstration has been responsible for 
a lot of tlsem. 

"One of the surprising points 
which we have learned is that 
there are many people who are 
just getting started on music ap- 
preciation, and who have never 
given it much serious thought 
before," it w. pointe' out. "These 
arc people starting out with their 
first music collection and they, of 
course, will stick to whatever type 
of musical presentation first wins' 
their approval. Where such cus- 
tossers Art concerned, we put ev- 
ery possible emphasis on the ad- 
vantages for tape, see to it that 
they get an opportunity to sit down 
at leisure, uninte -eu -tad by sales- 
people, and listen at length. 

Trouble -Free Play 
The hour -long trouble -free play 

of the tape recorder is a strong 
selling point. The tact that tape - 
recorded music swings from one 
number directly into another with - 
o .t pause is another point. Fast 
forward and rewind spa eds, and 
counters which make it easy for the 
customer to locate are specific 
number he wants to -hear are usu- 
ally enough to answer' the prob- 
lem when a customer wants to 
know how he can listen to a par- 
ticular number without having to 
wait for others to go by on the 
tape." 

Allan has found the tepe re- 
corder represents a bigger unit 
sale to begin with and a larger 
unit sale as yr" where the music 
purchase is concerned. It isn't un- 
usual for a tape recorder owner to 
b..y two and three times as much 
music in terms of dollars in a 
single year than the usual record 
purchaser. 

Much of Allan's volume is pro- 
vided by the huge Keesler Air 
Force Base, the gate of which Is 

only a few steps from Allan's Ap- 
pliances. Altpo most of the men 
stationed at the base are in the 
lower -rank, student capacity, Allan 
still sells a predominently better - 
priced tape record volume.

Audio Feedback 
By RALPH FREAS 

CLEARING TAPE PICTURE .. 
We were discussing the way the future of recorded to 

1s shaping up with Andy Lorant the other day. Andy it with 
Bell Sound Systems out in Columbus, O., and therefore 
is plenty interested in any opinions on recorded tape. Bell, 
of course, has several tape recorder and playback models 
in addition to a line of hi -fi components. 

The talk got around as it usually does these days 
to that RCA Victor tape cartridge and player. 

"I think a lot of people are missing. an important point 
about that RCA cartridge, Andy said. In my opinion, that 
cartridge system is aimed at and will find the widest accept- 
ance by a mass market. Opposed to that and existing along- 
side of the mass market is the audiophile or audio out of hi -fi 
fan or whatever you want to call him. Sure, RCA wants to 
sell him, too, but I don't believe that's the primary market 
for the cartridge. I think the hi -fi fan is going to want his 
recorded tapes on open -reels that play at 72 inches per 
second. It's axiomatic that you lose quality and fidelity by 
cutting tine speed in half and the cartridge plays at 3% 
inches per second." 

SIDE BY SIDE 

You don't thick then that there will be a battle 
between the two systems, we said. 

"Absolutely not," Andy said. "I think the cartridge will 
compete more with disk recordings than it will with open - 
reel tapes at 7'.4 ips." 

Did Andy Lorant think that RCA Victor would 
bring out open -reel tapes at 754 ips along with the 
3 ?i ips cartridge? 

"I'd like to see them do it," he said, 'but it's hard to any 
what they'll do at this point." 

All of the foregoing was a reminder of our story 
last week in which the upcoming NAMM shove was 
likened to a battleground on which the two "opposing" 
tape playing systems would fight it out. Fight? From 
Andy Locust's point -of -view, a fight is as unlikely as 
snow in New York on June 22d. 

TIIAT CIIICACO MEETING 

Is anyone confused? If you didn't see The Billboard's 
story on last week's Chicago meeting of the Magnetic Re- 
cording Industry Association, you might be. At the MIMIA 
meeting and at the press meeting the following day, the tape 
recorder and recorded tape people declared themselves al- 
most unanimously for the four -track, 71 inches per second 
recorded (ape system. The system makes their stereo recorded 
tapes almost competitive in price with stereo disks. And 
the quality. they emphatically point out, is far superior to 
the disk. The recorded tape producers are beginning crash 
programs to convert their two -track libraries to four track. 
The recorder people are, with few exceptions, ready ing 
four -track models for the NAMM show. And a number of 
them are making kits to convert two-track machines already 
in homes to four -track systems. 

Everybody guesses that RCA Victor will have 
their cartridge player at the NAMM show also. If 
they do, they'll be joined by other firms who will 
also have cartridge players. RCA's strength in the 
overall situation is their ability to release outstanding 
items from their album catalog on tape cartridges. 
This is so important that they have swayed recorder 
firms to their way of thinking. 

IMPORTANCE OF MUSIC 

Ever since last fall, Bell has had four -track conversion 
kits for their tape recorder line, Andy Lorant told us. Inex- 
pensive too! They only cost $25 or $27.50 depending on 
the model to be converted. 

"I took one of them home last weekend," Andy 
said. "and converted a machine I have. It was a cinch 
to do and it works like a charm. 

"We haven't done much with them tho because the 
dealers and the public have been apathetic. Now that there's 
a lot of music coming out on four -track, the picture's chang- 
ing. There's more of a reason to convert. And we're actively 
going to promote this thing." 

According to the recorded tape producers, about 
150 four -track titles will be in the catalogs by 
NA\lM -time. 

QUALITY FIGHT? 

Will there be a quality fight between the open -reel, 
7'2 ips producers and the 3% cartridge producers' Andy 
Lor.uut was inclined to doubt it. 

"The people who buy a cartridge player aren't 
going to be that discriminating," he said. "They aren't 
interested in specs; signal- to-noise ratio and that kind 
of thing. They'll buy the cartridge concept. This gets 
hack to what I said before. The hi -fi fan will prob- 
ably stick with open -reel at 71. The mass market 
will go for the cartridge." 

Whatever happens, one thing is certain. It's RCA's move 
and everyone in the tape industry is watching them closely 
to see what they'll do at this point.

LIST TIPS BY RUPPE: The local record survey list (by 
radio stations) is a competitive one in St. Louis, where all three 
major stations maintain their o vn individual top -disk lists for pro- 
gramming. 

Michael Ruppe Jr.lcirculation director of KWK, St. 
Louis, and the man in charge of KWK's "Great 38" list) 
bas some interesting tips for stations on what he deems 
proper proceedure for setting up successful local survey 
operations. 

The Great 38," which started last October, is distributed by 
more than 85 dealer -outlets, which hand out around 8,000 copies 
each week. The list is primarily based upon from 35 to 40 
weekly reports from these dealers. Ruppe combines this info with 
reports from KWK program director Gil Newsome and program 
co- ordinator Bill Bennet, both men representing the opinion of the 
deejay staff. 

Major rules set forth by Ruppe for setting up a local 
music survey are as follows: A. "This is a two -way street. 
Not only are you getting info from your sources, but you 
should be passing info on to them -new releases that seem 
to have hit potential, etc. B. Get the reports in writing 
from your retailers. Ours are prepared on Saturday night or 
Monday. This gives the reporter a chance to put some extra 
thought into the report. The timing is good too, because we 
get the advantage of their weekly sales summary made for 
ordering purposes the following week. 

"C. Don't 'hype' because once you're caught, you've 
had it. The reliability diminishes. Stick to the facts. A good 
music survey is a strong influence in your area. The need for 
accuracy beomes a major moral responsibility. D. Keep fully in- 
formed on up -to- the -minute happenings in the inuste and recording 
fields, via the trade papers. E. Try to establish a first -person 
liaison with your reporters. It pays off in accuracy, plus fast tips 
on releases beginning to get good reaction." 

HE'S ON "OUR SIDE ": Barney Groven, who left 
KFDA, Amarillo, Tex., last week to join WKLO, Louisville, 
Ky., has some interesting and encouraging thoughts on 
our recent paragraphs re the comparative scarcity of fern 
deejays. He writes, "Bless You. (Vox Jos) You, to my 
knowledge, are one of the first to acknowledge the fact that 
girl jockeys are not freaks, but actually a growing factor 
of modem radio. My wife, Dottie (heretofore with KRAY, 
Amarillo, Tex.), has been a jockey for a number of years now, 
and i've worked with gals for some time, off and on, at 
various stations. They have, every one, proven to be just as 
efficient as men, more tolerant, and'more watchful of details. 
Citing Dottie, as au example, I've found women proficient 
in every phase of on -the -air operations. 

"Believe me," continues Groven, "l'ni much more interested 
In seeing management accept gal jockeys than automatic pro- 
grammers. A gal is still a radioman, but ass automatic programmer 
will only present the "X -456" show, l'd like to see more said by 
gal jockeys in their crusade to ruin acceptance."

The name of the late Ritchie Valens is still a owerful one in 
the record business. Bob Keene of Del FI Recorda in New York 
en route to Miami this week, told us that at least 1300 fan letters 
on Valens still pour into his West Coast offices every week. "There 
are at least 50 active Ritchie Valens fan clubs too, Keene said. 

To keep the name of Valens on the lips of his public, 
Keene has adopted a powerful merchandising idea -that of 
the limited edition memorial release -once used by RCA at 
the packaging level for Glenn Hiller material. Keene is 

applying the euocept to singles of previously unreleased 
Valens sides. He's using a special four -color sleeve for the 
singles, employing blow ups of color transparencies taken 
for publicity purposes when Valens appeared In an Alan 
Freed picture. A special gold colored label is being 
used with the series. On the sleeve the name and address 
of the Valens national fan club prexy is also listed. 

In samples of the initial release distributed to the jockeys 
in Miami last week, a special leaflet described a Ritchie Valens 
memorial fund which is to be applied to a young people's center 
in Pacioma, Calif., in the artist's memory. Part of the profits 
of the memorial records were to be set aside for this purpose. 

Keene, who started the original Keene Records label 
on the West Coast and who had the first Sam Cooke hit, 
"You Send \Ie," is operating the Del Fi firm with much the 
same apporach as that used by Archie Bleyer at Cadence 
and Johnny Vincent of Ace-that is, limited releases by a 
limited number of artists. "It's the only way to work today," 
says Keene. "The market is glutted with stuff that can't sell. 
I think it pass to wait for the right song done with the 
right arrangement and interpretation. We only have a very 
few acts. We're parching very hard on the Addris' Brothers 
now. People like them because they have a great act. 
They've played the best clubs in the West, Including Los 
Vegas, and we're trying to build them that way. 

On the subject of deejays and record hops, Keene has a sug- 
gestion. "Everybody's crying about the single record business. 
No sales they say. I think it s a mistake for the big companies to 
send out so many records to the disk jockeys to give away to 
every kid at a record hop. The practice destroys the idea of value 
in a record. And if you give enough records out, It's bound to 
affect your sale. There's nothing wrong with passing out a few at 
a hop. But why not make them door prizes or prizes for a dance 
contest? If you limit the number given out, then it becomes a 
bigger deal for somebody to get a free copy.

that good product would material - 
1y help the situation, giving as an 
illustration the good sales of John- 
ny Horton 's 'Battle of New Or- 
leans." 

Slayer added that creative tal- 
ent cannot be put on a mass pro- 
duction basis. Recognition of this 
fact, he added, will solve much if 
the fact is recognized before the 
public loses the habits of buying 
records and listening to radio. 

Bob Clayton, WHDII, Boston, 
stated that compete:.t deejays can- 
not be bought; that manufacturers 
and distributors should resolve to 
clean up the industry by not pay- 
ing anybody. He posed the ques- 
tion of bow the manufacturer 
could obtain the loyalty of the 
jockey, and in answer urged that 
manufacturers, in their artists' con- 
tracts, make it obligatory that art- 
ists make themselves available to 
get out and visit deejays. 

Randy Wood, Dot president 
stated that an aid in solving the 
problem would be the practice of 
more creativity, selectivity, proper 
promotion and public relations. 
He stated Dot would exercise this 
type of creative selectivity. Dee - 
jays, too, must be increasingly 
selective. He concluded that if 
both manufacturers and jockeys 
discharge their creative responsibil- 
ity, the industry would be a better 
one. 

Mike Maitland, sales-merchandis- 
ing vice- president of Capitol, stated 
the shotgun theory was on the way 
out. He said: 'The answer, then, 
is selectiveness. If the company 
doesn't have something good, they 
shouldn't release anything. lie 
added: "We welcome the guy with 
ideas...." Maitland urged that 
deejays give a fair audition to each 
record, because of the ceaseless 
flow of new ideas and talent. 

Buddy Deane, WJZ- 'l'\', Balti- 
more, stated that altho there were 
a great many releases, deejays were 
doing a real job in exposing the 
new merchandise. "How many 
times have we %t records stack is 

on our desk unopened?' he asked. 
He added that the deejay with the 
highest rating usually sells the 
most records. "When you mer- 
chandise, glamorize and excite 
people about records, you can 
usually also stimulate them to buy 
your sponsors product... " He 
added that "the only thing a disk 
jockey has to sell is first, his rec- 
ords, and secondly, himself. When 

for young talent. "So keep the 
new releases coming, as disk 
jockeys, let's try to be a little snore 
entertaining and a little more 
enterprising. Of course, you can't 
program them all, so program the 
best."

Culligan embellished his speech 
with an amusing taped satire by 
Bob and Ray, depicting a mythical 
razzle -dazzle in d i e operation, 
WSKY, complete with echo cham- 
ber sirens and gun shots. In line 
with this, Culligan blasted "one 
practitioner of formula radio who 
believes that the public will even- 
tually believe anything if it is 

shouted often enough and long 
enough." 

Culligan said he believed in 
"formula radio" in its literal sense, 
but stated: "I am unalterably 
opposed to any formula which 
emerges from a cynicism of its 
creator about the intelligence of 
the public, the disk jockey and 
some advertisers." 

Culligan also complained that 
the debate issue was not "clear cut 
in definition," since many so- called 
indies are now in themselves a 
small network with central news 
and programming services." The 
exec mentioned Westinghouse in 
this connection, and noted that 
Stori s Oklahoma City outlet, 
KOMA, Is nosy a network affiliate. 

McLendon maintained that there 

is "no economic room for more 
than two national networks," and 
he also held "that the average 
market will support at best three 
music and news stations at a 

profit. Those who think all music 
and news stations are doing well," 
said the broadcaster, "are deluding 
themselves. For that reason, we 
are now experimenting at our new 
KARL in San Francisco with a 

good music station." 
McLendon added: "Radio's ma- 

jor need today is for experimen- 
tation in new program techniques." 

McLendon questioned the valid- 
ity of "the so-called believability 
approach" utilized by NBC re- 
cently, wherein the institute for 
motivational research made a 
study which purported to show that 
even tho more people listened to 
McLendon's Station KILT in that 
city, they believed more in what 
they heard on the NBC outlet. 

"First," he commented, "I 
learned that almost everybody in 
Houston listened to KILT, but 
nobody believed a damned thing 
we said. Nosy that's a strange 
thing, wouldn't you say, the peo- 
ple of Houston silting around all 
day listening to a bunch of liars.

NEW YORK - Freddie Parker 
has joined publisher Julie Stearns 
as assistant. His duties will be the 
acquisition of songs, masters, and 
he will also operate on the promo- 
tional level. 

Stearns, who recently left his 
post as general professional man- 
ager to net up his own publishing 
firm, has now established a wholly- 
owned British wing. This is Julian 
Stearns, Lts., in London. Pacts with 
various foreign representatives cov- 
ering European areas will be an- 
nounced shortly. 

Stearns is also in talent man- 
agement, his new artist, Susan Bar- 
rett, having just recently cut an 
album for Capitol.

what his type of programming. 
The other type of broadcaster, lie 
said, operates "without plan or 
thought' and borrows ideas from 
other sources.

In U. S. Contour 

City Officials Praise Scheme; Plan 
Historical Layout, World's Biggest 

t NEW YORK- -The lid has fin- 
ally been lifted on Gotham 's big 
amusement development In the 
Bronx which bids to outstrip Dis- 
neyland in both size and invest- 
ment. Site planning is in progress 
now by the Andrews & Clark en- 
gineering firm, which estimates cost 
of planning; surveying, land fill 
and leveling at $1,500,000. 

Work will 'ue under way shortly 
on construction, but actual ground- 
breaking will not be until the sum- 
mer. Tentative plans call for a Fire- 
works gala on the evening of July 
4 for this purpose. The pyrotech- 
nics will stress Freedomland's (the 
park) U. S. outline, plus a mowing 
golden shovel. 

Marco Engineering Company re- 
ported that equipment companies 
such as ride manufacturers, will 
share in the park's production, and 
that "several' ride firms will turn 
out specially adapted devices in the 
guises of ferryboats, buckboards, 
antique autos, sterntvheel boats, 
covered wagons, mine trains, ore - 
bucket sky lift and others. 

86 Acres for Amusements 
It was pointed out that Disney- 

land has 168 acres thus far de- 
veloped, of which 100 are for park- 
ing. Freedomland will occupy 212 
acres, making it, hands down, the 
world's largest theme installation. 
Of the total acreage, 86 will be 
used For entertainment and mer- 
chandising, 10.5 for administration 
and services, and the remaining 
115.5 for parking. 

This latest development is one 
in Marco's expanding activities in 
the park field. Pleasure Island, 
Wakefield, Mass., outside Boston, 
will have a press kickoff Tune 21 
benefiting the Boys Club of Bos- 
ton, and the public will start view- 
ing the combined Western-pirate- 
whaling village layout the following 
day. In Miami, Marco is stirring up 
interest in a Discoveryland pirate - 

nautical park, whose location is still 
to be announced. The pirate Jean 
Lafitte will play a key theme part 
in the $5,000,000 development. 

The Bronx park will mil about 
$19,000,000 for construction alone, 
exclusive of costs of land, whereas 
the announced Disneyland figure 
was $17,000,000. 

Freedomland will be on the 

southern part of 400 acres owned 
by Webb & Knapp, Inc, and 
leased therefrom. The realty firm 
envLsions a 800 -room motor hotel 
on the remaining land.

'Watercade' Show, Open in lila.; 

Fast, Well- Framed 
Set Thru Oct.

JERSEY CITY, N. 1. - The 
new "]roliday Waterca e" produc- 
tion, fresh from its Greenville, 
S. C. arena debut, started a six - 

d..y run in Roosevelt Stadium on 
Tuesday (26) with still another 
debut: its initial effort before an 
outdoor crowd. Show ',vent from 
here to the fairgrounds in Green- 
wood, S. C. 

Speculative buyers took in the 
South Carolina date, as did fair 
and arena figures who had con- 
tracted the show and expressed a 

natural curiosity over the package 
they had bought. It is not surpris- 
ing that none was reportedly dis- 

appointed, for the summation, fair 
by any standard, is that Lena La- 
den has built himself a fun -loaded, 
eye- pleasing unit. Satisfying for 

all ages, it displays kn.wledge 
and skill in all departments. 

Performance time is two hours 
flat, including 15- minute intermis- 
sion. In this space of time Laden 
offers a fast show, heavy on laugh - 
provoking water - stage nonsense, 
swimming aid diving skills, tank 
and stage choreography, and vari- 
ety acts. If there is a weak s,..Jt 

hiding in the performance its de- 
tection is a matter for Scotland 
Yard, not a show critic. 

The show sparkles not only in 

the performant but also in the 
property department, where a swim 
tank, diving tank and 32- square- 
foot -stage have a freshly built look 
about them. In this inanimate di- 
vision is one of the show's silent 
stars -the lighting effects created 
thru illumination of frosted 
squares of plexiglass, framed in 
aluminum. These panels line the 
base and background of the tank, 
the rear of the stage, the twin div- 
ing platforms and the round diving 
tank. 

Thmout the show the panels, 
backed by lighting, are altered 
by console controls into numerous 
color combinations which are in 
turn gentle, sharp, unobtrusive 
and gaudy, as is required. Foun- 
tains in round plastic pools float 
in the main tank's four comers. 
Over -all length of the tanks and 
stage is 165 feet, Ballet pool is 

55 by 34 and four and a half 
feet deep. Diving pool is 32 feet 
in diameter and seven feet deep, 
of steel paneling. First -grade ma- 
terials -pipe framing, heavy poly- 

wood, light towers, steel paneling 
and supports -is used throout. Ed 
Gillen long-time water comedian, 
turned out the tanks. Entire layout 
goes up in 6 -8 hours. 

Opening night in Jersey City saw 
a strong performance lavished on a 

meager crowd of 1,000 or so. Two 
Elks clubs worked the advance. 
Show was routed by baggage car 
and Pullman to the fairgrounds in 
Greenwood, S. C., then had a

carries perfectly. Martha Ann 
Bentley shows the ballet capabili- 
ties for which sl- has become 
known. Swede.a s Bitten Bergen 
shows off her ballet swim strokes, 
which lose effectiveness in one se- 

quence dirt distraction from water 
reflection of the poolside lighting. 
A spotlight on the dark pool would 
add effectiveness. 

Variety numbers include the 
posing- balancing act of Howard 
and Randall. and :hick dark, tal- 
ented ' armonica artist with an 
overly nervous torso. For serious 
and comedy diving skill, there are 
Athos Darigo, Charlie Aitken, 
Mitch Drake, Charlie Diehl and 
Johnny Edwards, all capable pro- 
fessionals. There is a 14 -girl swim 
and dance line, and nine- member 
orchestra led by musical director 
Mort Newburgh. Costuming is 

new and colorful. 
Pacing is swift and pleasing; 

Laden seems to have capitalized 
on a basic formula which carries 
the performanr along surely, on a 

mirthful pitch: when in doubt, 
use Eddie Rose.

ARENAS & AUDITORIUMS 

New Icer Designed to Win 
In Different Towns, Arenas 

By TOM PARKINSON 
ANEW ICE SHOW opened last week in Hammond (Ind.) Ch-lo 

Center, a newcomer that offers several points that are new 
or different. It is the International Ice Review, produced by Tom 
Parker, whose other activities include the promotion of the Cristianl 
circus In Chicago and Los Angeles. 

The show is framed to play places that don't get the principal 
leers. It is small, tho-as with the new -trend cars -it is probably 
more descriptive to say "compact" because it is significantly larger 
than most units that have played fairs and hotels. 

International is playing a great number of one -day stands. 
It is appearing usually under sponsorships and it currently is using 
telephone promotions in numerous stands. 

Parker. current tour Is for six weeks, which will take It into 
Illinois, Wisconsin, Minnesota and Michigan. Early stands have 
the show in such typical buildings as the Dixon Armory, Urbana 
Armory, Jacksonville High School Gym, Quincy College Gym, Knox 
College Gym at Galesburg, and Wharton Fieldhouse in Moline, 
all Illinois, and the Cedar Rapids (Ia.) Municipal Auditorium. 

The cast includes Howard Bissell and Jerry Farley, the Paul 
I.e Ducs, George Simpson, Art Newman, Norman Crider, Les Muller, 
Raymond Browning, Dave Park and a line of eight girls. Almost 
all of the cast has been with major leers and hotel shows. Company 
manager is Harry Hirsch. 

In all there are 23 performers, and the star of the show is 
young. Audrey McColl, champion figure skater of Scotland. 

Additional personnel is held to a stage electrician, stagehand, 
spotlight man, two rink men, wardrobe mistress, unit manager, 
truck driver and the advance. 

Beyond the current six weeks' tour, Parker has extensive plans 
and a good start on the bookings to materialize them. The show 
reopens September 10 and then expects to stay out "continuously." 
It has hooked the first nine of a projected season of 40 or 45 weeks. 
By early 1960, Parker expects to have a second unit formed to play 
the Nest Coast. 

The show is leapfrogging two rinks, one 28 by 31 and one 
20 by 30. There are plans for a larger rink soon. Similarly, the 
initial background and masking are to be replaced with a set that 
is to be of new design and new combination of materials. The 
show pleased good crowds of up to 3,000 each at a three -day stand 
in Iíanunod, and the refinements scheduled give promise of greater 
success. 

Parker, familiar with buildings thru earlier indoor circus con- 
nections and prior show promotions in Texas, has been aiming at 
this sort of an arena show for some time.

COPENHAGEN'S TIVOLI 
OPENS ON STRONG NOTE 

COPENHAGEN, Denmark-Tivoli started its 1959 season 
with heavy attendance despite some rainy days and chilly nights. 
Pay -gate attendance for the first 18 days (May 1 -18) was a bit 
over 800,845, an'incréase of 150,430 above' that of the same 
period in 1950. 

More flowers, lights . and music apparently draw ' larger 
attendances. and bring in a- higher gross. In 1952, Tivoli 
made use of 72,000 flower plants; in 1959, it will use 115,000. 
In 1952, there were 51;000.electric light bulbs used for exterior 
illumination, while this year it will use 85,000. In 1952, the 
park employed 103 musicians (not including the boys' band or 
musicians in restaurants), and this year it has more than 150 
musicians. In 1952, it had 2,225 employees (including those 
working for concessionaires). This year it has 2,500. 

Prior to 1952 the season attendance record was broken 
with 3,318,224 paid admissions in 1948. Since 1952 that record 
has been passed twice, with 4,280,387 in 1958 and 4,181,452 
in 1958. In addition, 15,348 season tickets were sold in 1958. 

While music and numerous free attractions are big drawing 
cards in Tivoli, its 23 restaurants and its flower gardens and 
some 3,000 free chairs, seats and benches in all sections of the 
park are also trumps: This is clearly demonstrated each season 
on Whit Sunday, which is a holy day with no music or amuse- 
ments. 

On Whit Sunday, Tivoli and the park restaurants open 
at 9 a,m., as usual, but close at 8 p.m. Kiddie rides, concession 
stands and coin machine Arcades operate from noon, or earlier, 
until 8 p.m. This year the Whit weekend drew big gates - 
Saturday (18), 47,100; Sunday (17), 31,000, and Monday (18), 
with some rain and chilly weather, 43,800.

Employ- 
er who could not (for competitive 
reasons', raise ,rrices enough to 
cover added labor costs would have 
to consider laying off some employ- 
ees In order to keep stage costs in 
proper balance. 

"In our industry," he e-plained, 
"this would surely involve high 
school and college students who 
sorely need to earn money to help 
finance their edslcatio.. sand a large 
group of deserving people, .ouch as 
housewives who supplement their 
husband's earnings with part -time 
work, and elderly people, some of 
whom are partially incapacitated, 
not to speak of the many widows 
a''so need the income from summer 
employment to make ends meet. 
After working for a period of 20 
st eeks, these widows fir ' elderly 
people qualify for unemployment 
benefits for another 26 weeks."

alors agreed on a 10 -point pro- 
gram that would serve as a tenta- 
tive guide for the public relations 
committee.

2. To promote proper legislation 
that will be to our mutual in- 
terest to the n'effare of the com- 
munity.

4. To co-operate with all recog- 
nized operator associations In our 
immediate vicinity. 

5. To pledge ourselves to keep 
our industry clean and decent and 
to do everything in our power to 
keep gangsterism and hoodlumism 
out of the industry. 

6. To get the proper newspaper 
publicity for all our activities that 
will lend status to our industry. 

7. To pledge ourselves not to 
operate, sell or promote any gam- 
bling devices that are illegal by 
State or city statutes. 

8. To promote worthwhile chari- 
table causes by a joint effort by all 
men In the industry without re-

Co- operation 
The letter goes on to say that 

the trio have met recently with the 
manufacturers as well as other in- 
dustry figures and have been 
promised full cooperation for a 
public relations program. 

Flossever, they called upon oper- 
ators to give their support by join- 
ing MOA and paying their dues to 
the association. 

"The manufacturers and distrib- 
utors that we have talked to ap- 
pear very willing to pay their fair 
share of such a program, but they 
expect you and us, Mr. Operator, 
thru MOA to pay our fair share," 
the letter states. 

P -R Firm 
According to the trio, the MOA 

formed committee would rase 
money from all segments of the 
industry and would decide upon a 
national public relations firm to 
rum the program as well as the 
material to be used by the firm.

Every 
member of the board has spent at 
least $1,000 of Isis own money each 
year to attend board meetings, 
committee meetings and trips to 
Washington.

"The time has come and it is 

imperative that MOA do even 
more. We desperately need a pub- 
lic relations program. We further 
believe that after having served on 
a committee which spent a full 
week calling on the manufacturers 
and all other segments of the indus- 
try, that the president and the 
board of directors should instigate 
a public relations program in co- 
ordination with the manufacturers 
of phonographs, distributors of mu- 
sic, manufacturers of games, record 
companies and all other suppliers 
and the trade papers. 

Mfrs. 
" \ \'e find that the manufacturers 

are very co - operative and very 
much have the interest of the oper- 
ator. as well as the industry as a 
whole, at heart and that they 
readily agree to co- operate on a 
joint industry -wide public relations 
program.

Shades of 

Old West 

JACK SCHWAB 

ONE OF the most colorful figures in the Colorado Juke box 
industry is Jack Schwab, who, with his wife, Millie, oper- 

ates a string of phonograph and amusement machines "all above 
timberline" in the high Colorado Rockies surrounding Cripple 
Creek. 

Schwab, in addition to his coin machine enterprises, owns 
a jewelry store and a large restaurant and bar called The Cottage 
Inn, in the former Colorado ghost town. During the busy sum- 
mer months, when Cripple Creek attracts upward of 100,000 
tourists, Schwab wears two 45 caliber revolvers in heavy lea- 
ther holsters on his rounds, and true to Western cowboy tradi- 
tion, he carries out all of his business operations in blue jeans, 
heavy boots and Western shirts. 

Gourmet, Too 
Each year, in his Cottage Inn restaurant, Schwab serves 

a "wild game smorgasbord" which brings gourmets from all 
over the West. Served on a groaning table are such wild game 
meats is deer, elk, bear meat, antelope and even an occasional 
mountain lion steak. Backing up the heavy meats are wild 
partridge, quail, turkey, duck, goose and other delights. An 
avid hunter and headquartering in one of the most thickly 
populated game refuges left in the United States, Schwab 
shoots mane of the trophies himself, and has set something 
of a record Mr the people attracted to Cripple Creek for a single 
meal. 

With his many operations and record tourist traffic also 
prompted by old time drama presented nightly in the theater 
of the Imperial Hotel around the corner, Schwab is the busiest 
In his memory. and tltreatens to buy a house trailer and take 
a long -planned vacation in Southern Arizona. "I have been 
putting off the trip For 10 years," he said. 

Machine Wear 
Schwab buys new phonographs, a variety of new amuse- 

ment machines at the beginning of each summer, and has 
actually worn out several coin machines in the course of 90 
days, as Cripple Creek becomes jammed with tourists. His wife 
Millie, along with running the bar and supervising the kitchen 
of The Cottage Inn, doubles in brass as a saleslady in the Schwab 
jewelry store, and during her "time off" has become something 
of an expert in repairing phonographs and amusement machines. 

The Schwabs visit Denver every spring, and plan to merease 
their phonograph routes to cover a wide variety of villages 
and resort centers which have built up in recent years along 
the Colorado "Front range."

subjects. Are operators missing the boat by catering to rock 
'n' roll teenagers and ignoring a sizable adult market? Ratajack 
thinks they are. Here's his side of the story. What do you think? 

'Two articles in this week's (18) selection. Any operator who 'packs' 
his programming is not only vio- 
lating these two precepts, he is 
using poor judgment and putting 
himself out of business. Can you 
imagine any other business where 
the market is the 30-year-and-older 
group.and is being offered wares 
suited for the eight -to -15 -year 
bracket? 

is it any wonder that this same 
operator claims and cries about a 
drop in take? What can he expect 
but a drop in take when he caters 
to the musical tastes of an age 
group that is prohibited from even 
entering most of his locations? He 
compounds the error by offering 
to the age group that is willing 
and able to spend, a programming 
that can only be described as may- 
hem on wax.

Arrest Local 266 
Biggies in Round -Up 

Follows Indictment by Nassau County, 
N. Y., Grand Jury; Take O'Rourke, Too 

NEW YORK -The as fell on 
Local 266, International Brother- 
hood of Teamsters, last week as 
both its president, Joseph De 
Grandis, and secretary- treasurer, 
Ernest R. Zundel, were arrested 
after indictment by a Nassau 
County Grand Jury on extortion 
and coercion charges. 

The arrests climaxed three weeks 
of secret hearings into alleged 
racketeer pressuring of the còin 
machine industry. In all, some 15 
individuals were included in the 
indictments. 

Also seized y Nassau authorities 
was John O'Rourke, an internation- 
al vice -president of the Teamsters 
and a close associate of the union's 
president, James R. Hoffa. 
O'Rourke is also president of the 
union's Join: Council 16 in New 
York City. 

Others seized include Herbert 
Jacob, president of the Nu -Way 
Vending Machine Company of 
Brooklyn; Philip Losquadro and 
Vincent Losquadro. brothers, also 
from Brooklyn and identified with 
the coin machine industry. 

Investigation of Local 268 by 
the Nassau County Grand Jury 
followed extensive investigation by 
the Senate rackets - investigating 
committee earlier this year. The 
local had attempted to organize 
servicemen in the amusement game 
and juke box industries. It had 
been labeled a phony, gangster - 
ridden union by Senator John L. 
McClellan (The Billboard, May 18 
and 25). 

On May 14, a surprise raid on 

the local's headquarters by the 
Nassau County District Attorney's 
office ended with the DA's men 
stripping the office virtually to the 
walls and confiscating all records. 

Ironically, on 'Thursday (28) less 
than 24 hours before being jailed, 
Local 266 president Joseph De 
Grandis called The Billboard to 
protest that his local was ".... not 
out of business," as he felt the 
Billboard story in the May 18 issue 
implied. 

De Grandis further stated that 
his local was "not gangster- ridden" 
as implied but was a ' clean local." 

He also referred to a Billboard 
quotation of a statement by 
O'Rourke that no support would 
be given by O'Rourke to Local 286. 
De Grandis said that "O'Rourke 
has made no such statement and 
is solidly behind Local 266." 

However, since their arrest, 
neither De Grandis nor O'Rourke 
has been available for comment., 

Previously, William Cahn, Nas- 
sau County assistant distric: attor- 
ney and head of the racket: bureau 
investigation, had said that Local 
266 had picketed some dozen Nas- 
sau County locations over organi- 
zational difficulties. 

De Grandis admitted that he 
had been organizing the past seven 
months in Queens, Nassau and 
Suffolk counties, but that he had 
succeeded in picking up only 25 
members with only 160 members 
in the entire local. The local had 
succeeded in establishing a collec- 
tive -b:- gaining agreement with the

DENVER -It is just as impor. 
tant for the bulk operator to give 
his customer a bargain in the prod- 
uct vended as in any other type of 
retail operation, according to Jay 
Shannon, active bulk operator, 
here. 

Shannon operates over 100 ma- 
chines on a 5 -cent basis, concen- 
trating almost exclusively. on pis- 
tachio nuts, altho there are numer- 
ous cashew nut machines as well. 

The Denver bulk operator pre- 
fers vending pistachios, primarily 
because of their long -standing rep- 
utation for cleanliness, the fact 
that they do not deteriorate in the 
machines, and because the bright 
red color is particularly attractive 
in service stations and other loca- 
tions where there is a lot of fast 
moving traffic. 

Bargain 
Wherever he has put a pistachio 

machine in, the installation has al- 
ways been a success, Shannon in- 
dicated. He believes that the ma- 
jor reason is simply that he snakes 
it routine to "give the customer a 

worth -while bargain." 
"The customer who feels that he

ers have left on the floor. So, we 
have to give the location owner a 

little something extra to make sure 
that he will go along with the idea. 
That something extra is a better 
deal on the amount of nuts de- 
livered for every nickel dropped in 
the chute." 

Regular Visits 
At regular intervals, Shannon 

visits stores which sell nuts at re- 
tail in glassine or cellophane bags, 
buys a few 10 -cent bags, and then 
counts the number of pistachios in 
each. This gives him an average 
figure and he uses this as a form 
in setting his 5 -cent vending ma- 
chine to give exactly the same 
number of pistachio nuts which the 
customer would get for 10 cents in 
aocery store, drugstore or bar. 

Physical difficulties keep us 
from being able to do this in every 
location," he said. "Some machines 
cannot be opened up to put out 
that many nuts for every nickel. 
Most of them can, however, and, 
consequently, we can surprise the 
location customer with the number 
of nuts which come tumbling out of 
the machine when he drops in his 
nickel." 

Results 
Results have been remarkable, 

according to Shannon. He has 
checked at numerous service sta- 
tion locations and found that once 
a customer has dropped the nickel 
in, and obtained a handful of pis- 
tachio nuts, the chances are that

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RS: No Confiscation; 
Insists Pins OK Till 
Protests Answered 

But Supports Local Offices' Action 
On Civil Tax, Gaming Proof Basis 

WASHINGTON - It now ap- 
pears that local Internal Revenue 
Service field offices and federal 
headquarters are moving in differ- 
ent directions on the still un- 
published, but nevertheless en- 
forceable ruling that pinballs with 
free -play button -meter combination 
are per se gambling devices, and 
subject to the $250 tax. 

Collection enforcement on the 
machines on the per -se basis has 
reportedly been made in Baltimore. 
There have even been reports of 
confiscation of pinballs on the 
sa.ne basis but no one has been 
able to name a specific case of con- 
fiscation without proof of gam- 
bling on the machines. 

Excise ruling staffer John Kear- 
ney, who first broke the news of 
the per -se ruling at rackets hear- 
ings last February, told The Bill- 

United Preems 

Two-Way Play 

Flash Shuffle 
CHICAGO -- Deluxe Flash 

Shuffle Alley, a new puck bowler 
that can be played two ways with 
the players making the selection, is 
in shipment at United Manufactur- 
ing Company. 

Players can select either "flash" 
or "advance" scoring by pressing a 
button on cabinet before starting 

play. The game accommodates up 
to six players. 

The game utilizes a single verti- 
cal score panel on the backglass to 
indicate scores possible under 
either system of play. 

Set for flash scores, a traveling 
light moves across playfield in front 
of the pins, and a light travels up 
and down the vertical backglass 
panel, indicating varying scores 
possible on each shot. The panel 
scores super strikes, strikes and 
spares at points ranging from 
50- 100 -200 to 300 -500 -800. Player 
tries to time his shot with the trav- 
eling light for top scores. 

Set for advance scores, the light 
moves progressively up the back - 
glass panel, indicating a definite 
possible score in each frame. Tim- 
ing of the shot, in this case, is not 
of importance, but accuracy is. 

Flash measures 81/2 by 21/2 feet 
standard shuffle alley size, and 
utilizes the new popular rounded 
top ball -type shuffle puck. 

board: "In Saying last week that 
'no action is contemplated' with re- 
gard to these machines (Billboard 
May 25, 1959) until a formal ruling 
is issued, what was meant was 'no 
confiscation action.' Field agents 
have been instructed to tell the 
owners that the machine is liable 
for the $250 gambling device 
stamp if it has button and meter, 
and collection will be enforced. 
However, it was to be on the basis 
r' civil tax delinquency. The own- 
ers were to be permitted voluntary 
payment, and if this was not forth- 
coming, the owner's bank account 
would be attached for tax pay- 
ment. It was to be on a civil tax 
liability basis." 

If any cases of confiscation have 
occurred, Kearney plainly stated, 
"It would then seem that the field 
office is acting on its own -or pay- 
off on the machine must have been 
proven. Field offices were instruct- 
ed to collect the tax but not to 
confiscate machines." 

Billboard asked: "1Vhat of re- 
ported cases in Baltimore of collec- 
tion on a pro -rated basis making a 
charge of about $70 for months of 
April thru June, plus interest and 
delinquency payments ?' 

Kearny was explicit: "No in- 
structions have gone out about pro- 
rating payment as of anv particular 
date. The ruling, which is still to 
be issued, after all protests are 
processed, will give the effective 
date. If local field offices have 
i.-o- rated, they have done so on 
their own." 

Currently, even if demand for 
payment on the $2.50 tax is refused 
outright by the location owner, no 
confiscation has been indicated, 
said Kearney. The collection divi- 
sion has still been instructed to 
keep the case on civil tax liability 
basis and attach bank accounts, 
when no gambling has been 
proven. 

Billboari asked about conflict 
with local gambling laws, where a 
$25G gambling device stamp on a 
machine makes the owner liable to 
prosecution, even tho under the 
new IRS policy the machine may 
be taxed on the basis of its 
gadgets, and without actual proof 
of gambling. 

Said Kearney: "That would not 
be the concern of the Internal 
Revenue Service. Our job is to 
enforce federal tax law." 

In the Courts 
HARRISBURG, Pa. - Penn- 

sylvania's State Supreme Court'has 
agreed to review opinions of lower 
courts on whether. multi -coin pin- 
ball machines are gambling de- 
vices. A precedent -setting decision 
by the Fayette County Court, 
Uniontown, held such machines 
are "essentially and inherently 
gambling devices, used and intend- 
ed to be used for the purpose of 
unlawful gambling." The State 
Superior Court, which twice heard 
an appeal from the Fayette County 
ruling, upheld the decision that the 
multi -coin machines are gambling 
devices. Machine owners appealed 
the decision to the high court and 
the court agreed to review the 
case, which will probably be 
argued in Pittsburgh at the Sep- 
tember term of the tribunal,

CLEVELAND - The amuse- 

ment Arcade picture in the Cleve- 
land area for spring will change 
considerably this year. 

One of three amusement Arcades 
in Cleveland will be closed this 
year after 60 years of operation.
