'Stereo Festival' at Resort Hotel 
Sparks Effective Exploitation Route 

LIBERI Y. N. Y.- Grossinger's 
classy Catskill spa, treated its 1,500 
guests to a three -day "Stereo Fes- 
tival" here. beginning last Tuesday 
(I8). The event, sparked by Bo- 
gen- Presto, University Loudspeak- 
ers and United Audio Dual record 
changers, could mark an effec- 
tive new route for high fidelity ex- 
ploitation. 

The Grossinger management, 
alert to untried ways of entertain- 
ing well- heeled vacationers, helped 
the component firms in many ways. 
They provided a listening room off 
the main lobby for continuous re- 
corded concerts. The "Tatter," a 

three - page mimeographed daily 
newspaper. plugged the concerts 
and the king -size demonstration 
held on the final night of the Fes- 
tival (see separate story below). 
Full page announcements, headed 
'The First Annual Stereo Festi- 
val," appeared on the dining room 
menus during the week. Signs, 
directing guests to the listening 
room, were tacked up at vantage 
points thrtw_it the katel. 

Mfrs. Pitch 
For their part, the co- operating 

manufacturers assembled a 5400 
component system (Bogen - Presto 
RC 412 receiver. University S -80 
speaker system, Dual 1006 changer 
and Fairchild SM -I changer) and 
gave it away to a lucky ticket 
holder on the last night of the 
gala. The ticket stubs required the 
name and address of the guest and 
form the basis for a follow -up 
mailing to be sent later in the 
summer. A rep from each firm 
took turns manning the listening 
room - not to sell, according to

LIBERTY, N. Y. -A stereo 
'gala' at Grossinger's here got off 

to a flying start last week, picked 
up speed as it moved toward a 

mass wind -up demonstration and 
then, to the sorre., of guests and 
co- operating manufacturers, sud- 
denly went ph- t -t -t!. 

Before a packed audience of 
1.500 genuinely interested vaca- 
ti,:mers, the stereo failed to stereo - 
plionize and the system developed 
a forni of distortion heard as con- 
tinuous rumble. 

"A half hour before we went on, 
It was working perfectly," the man- 
ufacturers moaned. 

The Thursday night fizzle un- 
derscored an important stereo 
demo principle: Keep a second sys- 
tem set up ready to go against the 
1000 -to -t chance that something 
will misfire. 

Bogen -Presto's Larrs Epstein, but 
to answer questions and keep the 
music going. 

From the points of view of both 
the resort management and the 
manufacturers, the promotion paid 
off. 

"These people have heard a lot 
about stereo but they've never 
really heard it." University Loud- 
speakers' Jay C. Carver told The 
Billboard. "In this relaxed atmos- 
phere, they finally find the tinte to 
explore what it's all about. No- 
body's rushed. Nobody's trying to 
catch a bus or train.

And from the looks 
of the place this morning, a bunch 
of the guests broke in with food 
and drinks and sat listening to the 
system until I don't know what 
time." 

United Audio's Harold Barton 
had a word of Advice for any reps, 
dealers or manufacturers who fol- 
low the Grossinger exploitation 
lead. "We're commercial, but not 
crassly 'so. Our signs are out but 
they're small and dignified. This

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FCC BLUEPRINTS 
UHF TELEVISION 
TEST B'DCAST 

By MILDRED HALL 
WASHINGTON - An ex- 

periment in "stereo" television 
on ultra high frequencies 
(UHF) instead of present very 
high frequencies (VHF) in the 
New York area, is in the 
works. It will involve simul- 
taneous broadcast of the same 
program over two UHF chan- 
nel stations, one located atop 
the Empire State Building. in 
New York City, and the other 
at a distance of shunt t 

miles. 
The experiment, proposed 

last week by the Federal Com- 
munications Commission is 
part of the agency's $2,000.- 
000 Congressionally author- 
ized allocations study. It will 
test feasibility of all -UHF tel- 
evision in the New York area, 
and will use the "stereo" type 
of simultaneous broadcasting 
to find out if the generally un- 
satisfactory ultra high trans- 
mission is improved that way. 

The FCC has invited rep- 
resentatives of the National 
Association of Broadcasters, 
the Electronic Industries As- 
sociation, and half a dozen 
others, to participate as an 
advisory committee. The proj- 
ect will be tinder direction of 
the Commission's chief engi- 
neer, and a UHF -TV project 
unit is being set up at the 
FCC for the purpose. 

The advantage of a switch 
to the ultra -high frequencies 
for television is the opening up 
of between 70 and 80 chan -

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Sam Goody Sues Columbia, 
Caedmon Over Club Deal 

Charges Antitrust Law Violation; 
Asks 750G Treble Damages

NEW YORK -A second front 
was opened here this week in the 
continuing battle of the record 
dealers vs. the record clubs, with 
the institution of a suit in the U. S. 

District Court for the Southern 
District of New York, by Sam 
:Goody, Inc., against Columbia 
Records and Caedmon Records. 
The complaint was filed Thursday 
afternoon (21). 

The complaint alleges violation 
by the defendants of Sections 1 

and 2 of the Sherman Antitrust 
l.aw and Sections 2(a) and 2(f) of 
the Robinson- Patman Act. 

The action first details the 
modus operandi of the Columbia 
Record Club which, it is noted, is 

a retail operation. in competition 
with plaintiff and other dealers. 

"Columbia Records sct out to 
injure and destroy the competition 
with it of phonograph record deal- 
ers such as plaintiff," says the 
complaint, "to restrain their trade, 
to divert to itself their business 
and their customers and to mo- 
nopolize or attempt to monopolize 

CRDC Gets 
FTC Payola 
Complaint 

WASHINGTON - The Federal 
Trade Commission issued com- 
plaints of undercover payola last 
week against Capitol Records Dis- 
tributing Corporation, of Holly- 
wood, and Schwartz Brothers, Inc., 
the first Washington firm to be 
cited, together with its officials 
Harry, James, Bertram and Stuart 
Schwartz. The agency also ap- 
proved consent orders forbidding 
payola by seven record manufac- 
turing and distributing firms. In 
the same busy week, the Joseph M. 
Zamoiski Company, Baltimore dis- 
tributor, denied charges of payola 
and asked dismissal of the FTC 
complaint. 

Firms signing consents, without 
admitting payola, were: Fargo 
Records. W. S. F., Inc., and Ideal 
Record Products, Inc., all of New 
York City, together with Ideal's 
Newark, N. J. outlet; Eric Distrib- 
uting and Field Music Sales, Inc., 
both of San Francisco; King Rec- 
ords, Inc., of Cincinnati, and South- 
ern Record Distributors, Inc., of 
Nashville. 

FTC says any and all payments 
to push records on the air require 
public disclosure. The agency cites 
undercover payments as unfair 
trade competition and deception of 
the public as' to the popularity of 
the tunes being pushed. 

the sale at retail of phonograph rec- 
ords. 

"To accomplish such results, Co- 
lumbia Record Club has continu- 
ously offered for sale to ultimate 
consumer in all parts of the United 
States, its phonograph records at 
prices substantially below those at 
which it has sold and continues to 
sell the same records to plaintiff 
and other retailers." 

The complaint then goes on to 
illustrate the alleged disparity be- 
tween prices offered to club mem- 
bers as against those offered to re- 
tailers. 

Regarding Caedmon, the com- 
plaint states that the company of- 
fers its product to dealers at ap- 
proximately $2.87 each with a sug- 
gested retail price of $5.95 each. 
It is then charged that Columbia 
and Caedmon entered into a "con- 
tract, combination or conspiracy," 
under which, allegedly, Caedmon 
made available to Columbia, rec- 
ords of "like grade and quality as 
those sold by Caedmon to plaintiff, 
at prices substantially less than 
those at which said records arc 
sold to and purchased by plaintiff

500,000 units were LP's and 5,- 
600,000 were singles. In compar- 
ing 1960 against 1959. for the same 
four -week period, May 23 thru 
June 18, both single and LP sales 
are ahead. In 1959 in this period, 
total sales came to 7,900,000 units. 
of which 2,700,000 were LP's and 
5,000,000 were singles. 

The comeback of singles indi- 
cates that 1960 could be shaping 
up as a strong year for records. 
For the first half of the year, or 
from January 1, 1960 to June 18, 
there have been 35,000,000 sin- 
gles sold in record shops and 21,- 
000,000 LP's. As against 1959 that 
marks an 8 per cent gain for singles 
sales and 24.4 per cent gain for 
LP sales, adding up to a 13.4 per 
cent gain for unit record sales in 
stores in 1960. 

Even with more and more labels 
entering the picture, the Everly 
Brothers with "Cathy's Clown," El- 
vis Presley with "Stuck on You," 
and Brenda Lee with "I'm Sorry" 
all passed the million mark this 
spring. Altho records are selling at

Roulette to Take 
Over H -S Control 

NEW YORK - Stockholders of 
Hanover- Signature Records, Inc., 
voted this week to accept a plan 
whereby the company in effect will 
become a subsidiary operation of 
Roulette Records. Preliminary de- 
tails of the plan were revealed in 
The Billboard (July 11 issue). 

At the meeting Tuesday (19) 
it was revealed that Roulette would 
have an option to acquire 55 per 
cent of Hanover - Signature out- 
standing stock within the next five 
years. Considerably more than the 
necessary two -thirds of the stock- 
holders okayed the plan. 

Roulette will immediately ad- 
vance to H -S $25,000 to help the 
company in what tuas described as 
the "planned expansion of artists 
and product," No later than Au- 
gust 15, the H -S offices will be 
moved to the new quarters about 
to be occupied by Roulette at the 
corner of Broadway and 50th 
Street. 

Morris Levy, prexy of Roulette, 
said the H -S- Roulette deal was in 

line with trends toward "bigness" 
as noted in earlier stories in The 
Billboard. Levy and Bob Thiele, 
H -S prexy, agreed that the move 
would immediately save $2,000 
to $3,000 a week in operating over- 
head for H -S. "We'll be able to 
extend a number of services to 
the company." Levy said, "includ- 
ing our own IBM bookkeeping sys- 
tem, art department, recording stu- 
dio facilities and even promotion 
services." 

Thiele said that there are now 
approximately 35 albums in the 
H -S catalog yet to be released, in- 
cluding new material by Werner 
Mueller and Arthur Godfrey.

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CRDC BRASS SHOCKED BY 
FTC PAYOLA CHARGES 

NEW YORK - Capitol Records has issued a strong state- 
ment relative to the Federal Trade Commission's payola com- 
plaint against CRDC. The statement notes the lack of definite 
allegations of fact and expresses shock over blanket charges 
lacking specifics. The statement, issued by Glenn E. Wallichs 
and John K. Maitland, respectively chairman of the board and 
president of Capitol Records Distributing Corporation, follows: 

"CRDC is surprised and shocked by the FTC's complaint 
charging that it has engaged in the practice of payola. 

"On two previous occasions CRDC has co- operated with 
the FTC in their investigations into the so-called "payola" situa- 
tion. The FTC's complaint gives no facts in support of the 
blanket charges: No names, no dates, no cities. It doesn't 
even state what form of payola is claimed to have been given. 
CRDC's attorneys are endeavoring to learn from the Commis- 
sion at the present time specifically what those charges may be. 

'Until we are properly informed by the FTC as to the 
specific charges we can only reiterate that we are shocked and 
surprised by the complaint. 

"We have always taken great pride in the integrity of our 
operation. As a matter of company policy we have not, and do 
not, indulge in the practice of payola, and we deeply regret that 
the Commission has put us in the position before our colleagues 
in the recording and broadcasting industries, and before the 
public. of having conducted our business in a manner which the 
FTC deems questionable. 

"We also regret that the Commission, by the issuance of 
this vague and general complaint containing no definite alle- 
gations of fact whatsoever, has forced that position upon 
CRDC."

Similar to the florists' telegraph 

organization, a new record delivery 
service called Europrasent, has 
been set up, embracing about 600 
record retailers in Western Ger- 
many, and West Berlin will par- 
ticipate when the service starts 
August 15. The customer can se- 
lect a record and one of 10 differ- 
ent preprinted letters for delivery 
by the dealer nearest the home of 
the addressee. Delivery charge 
for a single record is DM .85 (about 
20 cents); for LP's the amount is 
1.58 DM (i.e., about 39 cents). 

There has been a remarkable ex- 
change of tunes between West and 
East Germany. Philips has given 
such titles to the East German 
Amiga label as "Chico Chico 
Charly" sung by young actress 
and songstress Heidi Brutal, "Luna 
Luna Lu, Lieber Mond" by the 
same singer, and "Primadonna in 
Meinem Herzen" (Primadonna in 
My Heart) by Peter Beil, young 
trumpeter and singer, as well as 
recordings on Gerhard Wendland. 
In return Amiga has sent such East 
German titles as "Weil Er Ein See - 
mann War" (As He Was a Sailor), 
and "Damals" (Then) by young 
Berlin songstress Barbel Wachholz, 
among other titles regarded as 
having a good chance here. The 
smash hit "Gitarren Klingen Leise 
Durch Die Macht" (Guitars Are 
Sounding Softly Through the Night) 
had been No. I in Eastern Ger- 
many before being released here 
by Ariola, sung by Greek singer 
Jimmy Makulis, whose disk was a 

really tremendous hit, remaining in 
the best -selling charts for many 
months in Western Germany. And 

now the latest top title of the Rus- 
sian Zone has just been released 
by two West German firms:

Deutsche Grammophon Gesell - 
schaft has just released an M -G -M 
record with the Gerntan version of 
"Everybody's Somebody's Fool," 
entitled "Die Liebe 1st Ein 
Seltsames Spiel." 

Ted Herold has the German ver- 
sion of "Swinging School" from 
"Because They're Young" (starring 
Dick Clark and Victoria Shaw) 
entitled "Hast Du Funf Minuten 
Zeit'3" (Have You Got 5 Minutes 
Time ?), released on Polydor.

from August 1. Releases on the 
Decca, Durium and Beltona labels 
at present cost 65 (84 cents), but 
will move up to 6s4d (89 cents). 

Oriole has placed two of its re- 
leases with Jamie for U. S. distribu- 
tion, and has a third coupling with 
Everest. Frank Weir ork with 
"Caribbean Honeymoon" and 
U. S. comedian Leo De Lyon's 
first British waxing. "Rich in Love" 
b -w "The Blue Train," are the disks 
with Jamie, while Dick Jordan's 
"Little Christine" is with Everest. 

. The label recently signed one 
of the best -known British rockers, 
Terry Dene, from Decca thru El- 
vis Presley, who, at the end of his 
European Army service had a good 
knowledge of the U. K. musical 
scene. Better, frankly, than some 
visiting execs. Seems that an Amer- 
ican writer cßrrently based in Lon- 
don, Charles Greenfield, did a num- 
ber he thought suitable for "G. I.

With near saturation of two -

There is a growing 
awareness, too, by BBC radio of 
pop music, with a higher than ever 
number of d.j. shows slotted at 
good times. 

EMI -Columbia's Cliff Richard 
looks like setting a new British 
record by gettin4 gold disks for 
successive single Issues - "Living 
Doll," which hit in America, too, 
and its following release, 'Travel - 
lin' Light." Sales of the latter are 

over 900,000 and it is still moving 
in some overseas markets as well 
as picking up some sales here. The 
two disks have done well over 
two million together. 

Richard continues as the most 
consistent British artist with his 
latest disk. "Please Don't Tease" - chosen by a panel of teen -agers 
who listened and voted on a set of 
unreleased masters - hitting the 
No. t spot this week. He takes 
over from Jimmy Jones (M -G -M) 
whose "Good Timm' " slides into 
second place.... But the biggest 
jump of the week is by British 
Decca's Anthony Newley with the 
vocal version of "La Montana," ti- 
tled "If She Should Come to You," 
in for the first time, in its second 
week of issue, at No. 10. In its 
initial week, Duane Eddy's "Be- 
cause They're Young" theme (is- 
sued on London) shows at No. 14 
and seems certain to repeat its 
U. S. success.... Almost incredi- 
bly the "Elvis (Presley) Is Back" 
LP moves up to No. 16 to take 
a dominant place among single 
sales. 

Summer holidays have begun 
and releases are reduced in quan- 
tity. Even so this week marked 
the first Warner Bros. EP - a 
Bill Haley collection of "Crazy 
Man, Crazy, "Kansas City," "Stag- 
ger Lee" and "I'm in Love Again," 

There will be heavy compe- 
tition on "Mission Bell" with 
Decca's London label getting the 
U. S. hit version by Donnie Brooks 
from Era, German singer Peter 
Kraus having an English- language 
version on Polydor and HMV 
weighing in with Ronnie Hilton.

LP Release 

NEW YORK - Tabb Records, 
the Ben Barton -Frank Sinatra la- 
bel, is readying 12 new albums for 
fall release as a result of the sales 
success of its first album "Songs 
You Swooned To" by Raymond 
Price's ork. 

The. packages will all be pat - 
terned'after "Swoon's" lush instru- 
mental style. Tabb prexy Barton. 
also head of Barton Music, Inc., 
reports the "Swoon" LP has al- 
ready passed the 10,000 sales 
mark. 

He plans to bring out singles 
releases, 'culled from Tabb LP's in 
the near future, including sides 
from Price's second package 
"Swing Along With Me" and "Tell 
Her You Love Her." Barton Music 
and its affiliated firms publishes 
all the tunes in Tabb albums re- 
leased to date. 

The checking into netwòrk tie - 
Ins with film companies is part of 
the FCC's network programming 
study, undertaken by the agency's 
Office of Network Study. The pro- 
gramming probe is the. long - 
awaited outgrowth of the Ilarrow 
study of network practices, con- 
cluded in 1957, which recom- 
mended an examination of net pro- 
gramming, and nets' outside inter- 
ests in program materials such as 
music recording, publishing, film 
production, et al. In his report, 
Dean Roscoe J. Barrow., of the 
Cincinnati Law School, said he 
had been unable to complete the 
programming study because of de- 
lays and resistance of broadcasters 
and program packagers. 

The gathering of material in Los 
Angeles and other cities is for 
the complete analysis of network 
program practices in "ownership, 
acquisition, production, distribu- 
tion, selection, sale and trade li- 
censing of TV programs." It is not 
to be confused with the report on 
the agency's hearings of last win- 
ter, to determine whether or not the 
FCC itself should get into pro- 
gram consideration - an outgrowth 
of last year's TV quiz and payola 
scandals. The latter report .is al- 
legedly completed but almost too 
hot to handle among the conflict- 
ing commissioners, and is not ex- 
peeled to see action until the fall. 
(The Billboard, July 11, 1960.) 

Network Study Office chief and 
head counsel, Ashbrook Bryant, has 
a hand in both. As counsel and 
emsee of the FCC programming 
hearings of last winter, he is author 
of the as yet unreleased report on 
FCC's rights and duties in program- 
ming. As continuing counsel, and 
now head man for the FCC's Net- 
work Study Office, in operation 
since 1955, he will have much to 
do with reporting on the outcome 
of hearings.being held on network 
film tie -ins and other programming 
practices. 

Speculation is rising as to which 
way the new FCC member, Charles 
H. King, officially sworn in last 
week, will vote on the controversial 
programming control issues. King, 
Dean of the Detroit College of 
Law, will fill the vacancy left by 
resignation of former Chairman 
John Doerfer, and is expected 
to fill the term to its expiration 
date of June 30, 1961. However,

Dot Readies

Firm Bows 

To FTC 
WASHINGTON - American 

International Industries, Inc., of 
Philadelphia, a distributor of rec- 
ords and vending racks, has agreed 
to a Federal Trade Commission 
consent order prohibiting the firm 
front "using deceptive employment 
offers, exaggerated earnings claims. 
and other misrepresentation, to sell 
its merchandise." 

In its complaint of last March, 
against the firm, and its officials, 
Joseph and Francis Alper, the FTC 
charged the concern with newspa- 
per ads offering employment which 
were used solely to get leads on 
prospective buyers. The complaint 
said blue -sky claims that a $975 
investment would return $50 and 
more a week were way out of line. 
Other alleged false claims were that 
the investment money is secured 
by the stock, and full refund would 
be made if all stock is returned. 

FTC also said purchasers were 
not given exclusive sales territories 
as promised, and the firm does 
not have contracts with large chain 
stores permitting the installation 
of racks and records in the chains' 
outlets. Agreement by the firm to 
discontinue these tactics does not 
constitute an admission of guilt, 
ETC points out.

Just That Simple 
Why, is obvious. "We are a com-

3,000 to 4,000 let- 
ters the staff receives each week, 
our show, 'Top Twenty,'. which is 
scheduled Sunday evenings, is one 
of our most popular programs." 

Barry Altdis,.tínother of the Eng- 
lish -language "announcers and dee- 
jay for "Top Twenty," Cut in to 
add that: "Most of the major rec- 
ord companies release (heir new 
disks in both countries at the same 
time. A good example is 'Kathy's 
Clown,' which was at the top of 
both U. K and U. S. lists for 
weeks." Alldis says, incidentally, 
that this disk was the most re- 
quested record of his tenure at 
Radio Lux. 

The station's slogan is "Station 
of the Stars," meaning pop music 
stars. It has a large percentage of 
American listeners, the majority 
service personnel stationed in Eng- 
land, which is not served by the 
U. S. military's Armed Forces Net- 
work (AFN), but to which Radio 
Lux beams its English -language 
transmissions. 

Radio Lux lures about 35 mil - 
listeners to its English - 

language programs: I1 million to 
those in German; 10 million in the 
French -language area: and 4 mil- 
lion for Flemish and Dutch. 

Gustave Graas, the station gen- 
eral manager, says young people 
behind the Iron Curtain prefer to 
listen to Lux's pop music rather 
than party -line propaganda on their 
local radio stations. 

"%e have a great number of lis- 
teners in the Iron Curtain coun- 
tries." Graas expanded. "Many of 
them write us and send us clip- 
pings from their newspapers to 
show how the Communist press 
attacks Radio Luxembourg." 

The Communists say that Amer- 
ican businessmen own Radio Lux- 
embourg. But, in fact, it is owned 
and operated by a corporation with 
French, Luxembourg, and Belgian 
stockholders. which was first 
formed in 1930. 

"We havé three different syave 
lengths,. plus FM (for Lux- 
embourg), and we have a TV sta- 
tion.Ra'' 

dio Lux operates on a charter 
granted by the government of Lux- 
embourg, which exercises certain 
controls over the corporation. One 
control is the .requirement that at 
least half the station's board of di- 
rectors be Luxembourg citizens. 

Huge Influence 
Radio Lux has tremendous in- 

fluence on the musical tastes of 
Europeans. "For example, I under- 
stand that a recent survey showed 
that 80 of each 100 records sold 
in West Germany were purchased 
because the buyer first heard the 
number on Radio Luxembourg," 
Graas said. Record companies re- 
port similar statistics from other 
countries. 

With some of the world's most 
powerful transmitters, Radio Lux 
blankets Europe and North Africa 
around the clock.

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NIGHT CLUP REVIEW 

Jack Douglas' Material Is Potent 
Jack Douglas' engagement at Freddie's in Minncapolit got 

off to a slow start opening night (July 11), drawing only a 
scant crowd, but the writer -comedian's performances were highly 
entertaining and appeared destined to attract larger audiences. 
Altho Douglas has done humorous writing for the past 20 years, 
be is relatively new to the field of stand- up .comedy, so his repu- 
tation is mostly restricted to steady viewers of the Jack Paar 
TV show or to readers of Douglas' two books, "My Brother Was 
an Only Child," and "Never Trust a Naked Bus Driver." The 
first -night crowd gave a warm welcome to the former head writer 
of the Paar show, however, and seemed to appregiate his original 
and subtle material. 

Last month Douglas scored with night club audiences at the 
Bon Soir. on his home ground in New York, where he is any- 
thing but anonymous. Dpring his engagement there he recorded 
an LP for Columbia which will be released in late August. Doug- 
las said that his LP will not be suitable for air play. But his own 
television and night club exposure should help its sales) 

After devoting most of his life to writing for some top co- 
medians, Douglas now is writing for himself in his new career as 
a night club artist. He describes himself simply as a "talker," 
in which capacity he provides even a greater impression of in- 
formality than most of the other new comics. He radiates a 
kind of gentleness in his delivery' that is deliberate. comical 
and amusing. Hisanaterial is extremely good; one would be sur- 
prised if it weren't, in view of his long record as a top comedy 
Writer. 

At times while Douglas is perched atop a stool holding the 
mike stand between his knees, one could easily imagine that he 
Was with an intimate group of friends and had been called upon 
to tell a few jokes. In reality, this is the kind of rapport his ma- 
terial most requires and which he tries to achieve. 

Upèoming Douglas bookings include the Slate Brothers in 
Beverly Hills, the Hungry i in San Francisco and the Blue Angel 
in New York. He continues to appear intermittently on the Paar 
show and was last seen July 21. 

He is scheduled for a "Person to Person" TV interview Au- 
gust 19. 

Douglas is preparing his third book, which should be out 
sometime this fall. In keeping with his policy of unusual titles, 
he has copse up with one to rival those of his two previous tosses. 
But Douglas thinks that "A Funny Thing Happened to Me on the 
Way to the Grave" may have to be changed to something a 
little less macabre. 'Man' French. 

LEGIT REVIEW 

La Channing's Show a Gay Romp 
"Show Business" found Carol Channing romping across the 

Los Angeles Greek Theater stage in a series of humorous sketches 
and songs. For the most part, Miss Channing's material is the same 
she featured in her last year's Vanguard album and which she 
intends to offer when she opens in New York this autumn. It is 
basically a one -woman show, altho she's allowed an occasional 
breather with the appearance of "Le Quat Jeuds, a rather pallid 
comedy song foursome she had acquired during a recent Paris 
visit, and the more successful antics of comic Wally Griffin.

AFTRA Stresses 
Role of Performer 

Convention Delegates Told Actor 
Takes Rap; High Standards Urged 

By MILDRED IIALL 
WASHINGTON - A sober 

awareness of the performer's role 
in an era of national and world 
peril made itself felt at the 23d 
annual convention of the American 
Federation of Television and Radio 
Artists held here last week (20 -24). 
Guest speaker James Mitchell, Sec- 
retary of Labor, the first Cabinet 
member to speak before an 
AFTRA convention, urged the un- 
ion to work for a higher level of 
morality in broadcasting, as well 
as improved working conditions 
among the members. 

National executive secretary Don 
Conway, summing up policies and 
accomplishments of A F T R A, 
stressed the need for more supervi- 
sion of licensee programming by 
the Federal Communications Com- 
mission and looked to FCC Chair- 
man Ford for continued improve- 
ment in the whole broadcast media, 
AFTRA President Virginia Payne, 
better known as radio's "Ma Per- 
kins," presided. 

Secretary Michell urged the per- 
former on radio and TV to make 
a strong effort to set high standards 
of broadcast performance, or the 
government might start "telling you 
in detail what you shall do." He 
said a proposal for a "taste culti- 
vation burueau" in Washington, 
was a typical result of public 
discontent with broadcast scandals 
and poor programming. He warned 
AFTRA membership to work for 
better working conditions for all 
American groups, from farm la- 
borer to the distressed -area worker, 
as well as for their own entertain- 
ment membership. 

Conway, taking a more concise 
stand on the subject of broadcast 
programming, pointed out that 
AFTRA had suggested a return 
to the FCC's 1946 bluebook pro- 
posals to gather programming sta- 
tistics, and to compare detailed pro- 
gram logs with licensee promises. 
AFTRA's position, taken at the 
FCC's programming hearings of 
last winter, also backed proposals 
to suspend licensees failing to live 
up to their obligations in the public 
interest. 

Performer Takes Rap 
The AFTRA national secretary 

reminded membership that it is 
the "face and voice of the per- 
former and announcer that is linked 
with bad practices on the air." The 
public is only aware of the per- 
former, and does not realize that 
those appearing on the programs 
do not make the station policy or 
decide program format. 

Conway said the protection of 
the reputation and livelihood of 
AFTRA members, which includes 
recording artists, can only be se- 
cured if the FCC keeps track of 
licensee's program activities, as well 
as the money the stations make. 
AFTRA had urged the FCC to get 
funds for a special program moni- 
toring staff, Conway said, and the 
union looks for better conditions 
in the programming area, not that 
the FCC has its funds for the new 
watchdog unit. 

Matters of burning interest be- 
fore the convention were first and 
foremost the question of merger 
between the Screen Actors Guild 
and AFTRA. It was expected that 
SAG proposals for joint administra- 
tioó by the two unions in the area 
of taped commercials and other 
taped programming, would get an 
okay from the delegates. A further 
possibility was a cross -credit ar- 
rangement in pension and welfare 
negotiations. Earlier proposals for 

a complete merger of the two un- 
ions got a strong "no," from.SAG, 
as it has for the past 18 years. 
Resolutions on this and other mat- 
ters before the convention dele- 
gates had not been voted on at 
The Billboard's dealine, last Thurs- 
day (21), the second day of the 
five -day meeting. 

There was little reference to re- 
cording artist interests since these 
were settled in negotiations last 
year, when AFTRA secured in- 
creased pension and welfare bene- 
fits in the recording contracts, plus 
improved rates for solo and group 
performances, AFTRA Secretary 
Conway pointed out in his rundown 
on 1959 accomplishments. The re- 
cording provisions remain in effect 
until 1962. 

Resolutions were also expected to 
back extension of minimum wage 
legislation to cover low -paid broad- 
cast employees, regardless of the 
station size; to back the self -em - 
ployed retirement plan under H. R. 
10 passed by the House and 
now in Senate committee, Dele- 
gates were also expected to support 
performer tax -spread, to that the 
good years would not be can- 
celed out in lump -sum taxation. 
Other problems to be- considered 
were the role of the Performer 
in pay -TV, and his fate in an era 
of rising automation in broadcast- 
ing. 

Mull Fall Demands 
Over -all, the big effort was to 

formulate demands for the upcom- 
ing national negotiations with the 
networks. in September. By that 
time, AFTRA hopes to have the 
SAG -AFTRA areas of joint repre- 
sentation worked out to, present to 
the networks. Negotiating years 
occur biennially in AFTRA, when 
contracts covering commercial 
and TV transcriptions, videotape 
commercials and programs are 
about to expire. 

A sobering note canse when Con- 
way, addressing the membership, 
noted that every singer, recorder, 
actor, entertainer, of whatever un- 
ion, should wórk for the proposed 
"international secretariat" - a code 
that would protect the union per- 
former on a world basis. Conway, 
and Herman Kenia, president of the 
American Federation of Musicians 
(present on the AFTRA rostrum, 
together with several other enter- 
tainer union representatives), were 
impressed with the idea when both 
attended an international confer- 
ence in Brussels, Belgium, last year, 
at a meeting of the International 
Free Trade Unions (ICFTU).

Time was when all a phono 
dealer had to do to sell his equip- 
ment was to show the customer 
that it worked and tell him the 
price. Today's customer, familiar 
with high fidelity and used to hear- 
ing good sound, is somewhat more 
sophisticated than his father was. 
He wants to know what's in the 
phonograph you want to sell him, 
much' as he wants to know what's 
under the hood of his car. 

Under the hood of every phono- 
graph, be it a low- priced portable 
or high- ticket console, is an ampli- 
fier, a unit similar in many ways 
to the engine of a car. Like the 
car engine, the function of an am- 
plifier is to' develop power. And 
like a car engine, it can be a low - 
powered two or three -tube unit, 
or an elaborate high -cowered unit 
with separate preamplifier and con- 
trols. The equipment is not dis- 
similar whether you're talking por- 
table phonographs, consoles, or 
component systems, and the ques- 
tions customers ask could apply 
equally well to the most expensive 
and the lowest priced sets. Here 
are some of the more common 
questions you'll get on amplifiers, 
together with the background in- 
formation you'll need to answer 
them. 

Amplification 

What is an amplifier'. A phono- 
graph cartridge makes music by 
translating the mechanical wander- 
ings of a needle in a record groove 
into electrical impulses. However, 
these impulses are very weak, and 
must be amplified to a point where 
a loudspeaker can reproduce them. 
The amplifier is simply an elec- 
trical circuit which accomplishes 
this. For practical reasons, most 
phonographs include in the ampli- 
fier circuit tone and volume con- 
trols, to allow the listener to ad- 
just the sound to his liking. 

How much power does it have? 
Some amplifiers are bigger, or 
more powerful, than others. The 
usual way of describing the power 
of an amplifier is to tell how many 
watts f program material it can 
produce. This figure is supplied 
by all high fidelity components 
manufacturers, and by the makers 
Consoles. In the case of stereo 
units, power may be given on a per - 
channel basis, or as a total of the 
output of both channels. Monaural 
amplifiers weren't considered "high 
fidelity" until they had TO watts 
or more output. Today, that figure 
is 10 watts per channel, or 20 
watts total. There were a number 
of perfectly good phonographs 
which had amplifiers with only 
two or three watts' output, but 
these were designed for use with 
crystal or ceramic cartridges and 
small loudspeakers. The magnetic 
cartridges which became popilar 
about a decade ago required more 
power, because their signal was

much weaker than that of the cry- 
stals. Find out how much power 
each unit on your floor has - 
sooner or later somebody will want 
to know. 

Why does one cost no much 
more than another? As with any- 
thing else, your customer pays 
for quality. As the watt power of 
the amplifier goes up, so does the 
price. As the flexibility of the am- 
plifier goes up - in terms of added 
controls, or additional outlets - 
so goes the price. Obviously it 
costs more to make a precision 
camera than to make a box 
Brownie. In the case of the cam- 
era, the hulk of the cost is likely 
to be centered in the legs. In a 
phonograph or console, it's likely 
to be centered in the changer. As 
the number of tubes used in the 
amplifying circuit go up, the power 
and price go up. And so does the 
ability to insert controls which al- 
low the listener to shape the sound 
to his own personal taste. An ele- 
mentary stereo phonograph, for ex- 
ample, may contain only two con- 
trols - volume and tone. A me- 
dium- priced unit may add con- 
trols, and may split the single tone 
control into separate bass and 
treble knobs. And some of the 
more elaborate consoles allow the 
customer not only to adjust the 
volume, bass and treble on each 
channel separately, but to reverse 
stereo channels, filter out un- 
wanted surface noise or turntable 
rumble. 

Other Uses 

Can I use the amplifier for other 
things; such as television or a tape 
deck? Altho the higher- ticket items 
provide extra inputs for such ex- 
tras as television or a tape deck, 
virtually any amplifier capable of 
10 watts output or better can ac- 
commodate these extras with the 
simple addition of an input jack. If 
the customer for a portable insists 
on this feature, your serviceman 
can probably give it to him. But 
the console manufacturer, such as 
Pilot, Stromberg- Carlson, Fisher, 
Magnavox and others, have used 
this as an added feature on their 
equipment with marked success. 
The amplifiers in these units often 
have provision on the back for 
the addition of a tuner or tape 
deck (if the console doesn't al- 
ready contain one) and television. 
The input selector on the front 
panel makes instant switching pos- 
sible from one sound source to an- 
other with a minimum of incon- 
venience. 

Component Picture 

Why are some amplifiers sold as 
separate components? Some peo- 
ple prefer the convenience of an 
amplifier apart from the rest of a 
high- fidelity system, so that they 
can more tladily make connections 
or reach it for adjustments. Others 
prefer to buy their amplifier sep- 
arately because they don't want to 
pay for the furniture which houses 
a console. Ilse trend in recent 
years, even among component cus- 
tomers, has been toward buying 
furniture and amplifier at the same 
time. Part of the reason for this 
has been the steady improvement 
in the quality of amplifiers used 
in consoles in comparison to com- 
ponent amps. In fact, in such 
cases as Capitol, Fisher, Pilot, V -M, 
Magnovox, Stromberg - Carlson, 
and others, the same amplifiers 
may be bought either as compo- 
nents or as part of a console.

of which differential and discrimi- 
nation in price, defendant Colum- 
bia Records, Inc., had knowledge. 

"In furtherance of said con- 
spiracy or combination, defendant 
Columbia entered into an agree- 
ment pursuant to which the other 
defendants permitted and licensed 
Columbia to use the master record- 
ings owned by then( to process and 
produce Cacdmon records identical 
with those sold to plaintiff at a 

cost substantially less than the 
prices therefor required to be paid 
by plaintiff to Caedmon." 

The complaint then charges that 
as a result of the alleged Colum- 
bia-Caedmon agreement, Columbia 
was able to sell Caedmon record- 
ings to ultimate consumers "for ap- 
proximately 66 cents each of like 
kind. grade or quality as those sold 
to plaintiff (Goody) for S2.87." 

Caedmon also, it is alleged, "per- 
mitted Columbia to use the Caed- 
mon trade -mark, brand or name in 
advertisements which offered for 
sale to ultimate consumers at ap- 
proximately 39 cents Caedmon 
records identical with those sold by 
Caedmon to plaintiff for approxi- 
mately 52.87 each. Such offers 
to sell were made by Columbia Rec- 
ords in order to induce ultimate 
consumers further to purchase, 
from it, other phonograph records 
instead of purchasing the same 
from plaintiff and other retailers." 

In all the offers to sell, the corn - 
plaint continues: "Defendants rep- 
resented that the records so offered 
for approximately 66 cents and 39 
cents were sold by plaintiff and 
other retailers for $5.95 each." 

Further, it is stated that Colum- 
bia "has induced or is about to in- 
duce other manufacturers to be- 
come part of such combination or 
conspiracy." As a result of this, 
it is stated that Columbia "has in- 
duced more than 2.000,000 ulti- 
mate consumers, mane of them cus- 
tomers of the plaintiff, to purchase 
phonograph records from it, all in 
restraint of trade of the plaintiff 
and such other retailers and their 
competition with Columbia Rec- 
ords." 

Asks 750G Damages 
The complaint states that Goody 

has been damaged to the extent of 
S250,000 by the alleged practices 
and asks for treble the damages 

sustained ($750,000). It is also 
asked that the alleged monopoly 
of record sales engaged in by Co- 
lumbia be declared illegal and "en- 
joined as violative of the Sherman 
and Robinson Palman Acts; that 
all persons acting on behalf of all 
defendants be enjoined from con- 
tinuing the alleged monopolies and 
attempts at monopolization; that 
defendants be enjoined front en- 
forcing any contracts heretofore 
made and front making any new 
contracts "having the effect of en- 
abling Columbia to sell to the pub- 
lic at prices lower than the prices 
which plaintiff is obligated to pay 
for similar records purchased for 
resale," and that defendants bear 
court costs and legal fees. 

Tradesters have noted a similar- 
ity in this action to a litigation now 
in progress in Chicago, in which 
various dealers have sued the three 
major record clubs on charges of 
similar violations.

Firm Builds Cagneys Again; 
Original Ran in 1894 -1926 

FROM 1894 until 1926 a successful line of amusement park trains 
was that of the Cagney Steam Train, built by the McGarigle Machine 
Company of Niagara Falls, N. Y., and sold by the Cagney Brothers, 
New York, Over 3,000 Cagney trains were sold. But, as on the full - 
sized railroads, many park trains were dieselized in the 1930's and the 
gas -powered train finally put the Cagneys out of business. In July, 
1959, because of the renewed interest in steam and appearance of 
several copies of the Cagney train on the market, three men decided 
to manufacture Cagneys again. The founders of the new company, 
called the Eagle Locomotive Works, Inc., are W. A. Morrison, presi- 
dent and design engineer; Jay L. Wulfson, vice- president and secretary, 
and William H. Morrison, treasurer. The treasurer and president are 
a father and son team. 

Robert Parr, employee of the Cagney family since 1905, was 
retained to manufacture the trains for Eagle. Parr had the machinery 
and also a 1924 model train on permanent loan from its owner, Mrs. 
Charles Cagney, widow of the last operator of the Cagney business. 
Wulfson and Morrison visited Mrs. Cagney and obtained full rights 
to manufacture the train under the Cagney name. She also gave them 
the majority of the plans .and patterns. They built shop facilities at 
Pine Creek Railroad Museum in Marlboro Township, New Jersey, with 
which they are affiliated. The Eagle Locomotive Works was incor- 
porated in November, 1959, and soon after sold its first locomotive, 
ironically a gas engine -powered unit delivered to a park in Pennsylvania. 
It was decided to manufacture the 15 -inch gauge Class 2 Cagney and 
also a small plantation -type locomotive which could be constructed 
in any gauge from two to three feet, and in any wheel arrangement as 
desired. The design and pattern working for these narrow gauge engines 
is being done by Andy Morrison and should he completed for the 
1961 season.

The guard rails consists of lengths bridge planking three inches 
thick and a foot wide, nailed to railroad ties spaced four feet apart. 
The railroad tie posts are about seven feet long. Five feet of them 
are buried in the ground. 

"Occasionally a car might flip over this rail, but we're confident 
that none will ever go thru it," says Miller.

NEW SITE HELPS 

Taunton, Mass., Fair Finds 
Formula After Long Struggle 

TAUTON, Mass. - Fairly sub- 
stantial success has been achieved 
by the Middleboro Fair, which for 
some years has struggled along in 
a different location and for two 
and three -day meetings. This year, 
officials ran a seven -day fair and 
ended June 21 with the biggest 
grosses and crowd attendance in 
the history of the event. 

More than a 50 per cent increase 
on all levels was realized this year, 
according to Producer - Director 
Mario D. Sena. The fair has now 
been established permanently at the 
Taunton Dog Track which allows 
for six days of greyhound racing, 
which this year totaled $1,670,000 
in pari -mutuel betting. Attendance 
for the seven days was reported as 
being close to the 100,000 mark. 
Sunday .(19) .drew more than 
15.000. 

Up until this year tents were 
used to house exhibits but the fair 
now boasts several permanent build- 
ings, a situation that has proved 
more attractive to patrons and ex- 
hibitors. In contrast to the $1.6 
million pari -mutuel total this year, 
last year saw some $800,000 go 
thru the machines for the highest 
total to that date. 

Exhibitor space this year was at 
a premium and some 300 were 
turned away from exhibiting in 
the poultry section alone. Other 
sections had the same problem. For 
this year's event, Sena bought up a 

number of buildings from the Air 
Force at Otis Field, Cape Cod. 
These consisted of four 20 by 110 
structures and eight 20 by 55 build- 
ings. Several others are planned for 
next year as well as permanent rest 
rooms within the track area. 

Several innovations were tried 
this year and biggest success was 
the horse show consisting of 21 
classes. This will be a permanent 
attraction. The fair also tried and 
found successful a sports car gym- 
khana and will continue the event - 
the first of its kind at a fair in the 
New England area. 

President. Gordon MacNeill said 
some $90,000 had been spent this 
year in improvements and that 
much more was earmarked for that 
purpose next year.

NEW YORK - The second 
chapter of this year's "Aquarama" 
presents a water -stage production 
already tailored by several weeks 
of experience, and it is heartening 
to report that it is coining money. 
With recent Flushing Meadows 
Amphitheater efforts having been 
no financial bonanzas, Dick Ran - 
dall's venture has somehow found 
a successful road to follow. 

In many ways the Randall ver- 
sion is typical of these outdoor 
potpourris.

DETROIT - Bob -Lo Island 
Park, operated under the general 
management of W. B. (Bill) Brown- 
ing for the Browning family inter- 
ests, enjoyed a close to "full house" 
crowd of about 8,500 Saturday 
(16) with the Detroit Edison Pow- 
er Club annual picnic. 

Favorable weather was a factor 
in the big weekend business. Many 
days of rain earlier in the season 
undoubtedly discouraged attend- 
ance to sonie extent for the first 
few weeks, but per capita spend- 
ing at the park is a little higher 
than in several years, according to 
park Manager Harold E. Gorry. 
Result is that total business at the 
park is about equal to last season's.

Detroit Ops Apathetic to New Code

DETROIT -Local bulk opera- 
have been so busy concentrating 

tors, who will be seriously affected 
by a number of provisions of the 
new Detroit Health Code Ordi- 
nance now being prepared for ap- 
proval by the Common Council, 
have in general taken little active 
part or even interest in the pre - 
paratory steps. This is partly the 
result of the large number of very 
small operators in this field and 
partly because penny operators 
tend to be so busy with their day - 
to -day operating problems that they 
do not have time to watch out for 
their long -tern interests. 

The proposed ordinance estab- 
lishes certain health standards, sets 
a scale of regulatory fees and re- 
quires commissary-type operation 
for any products consumed (as even 
ballgum) unless the product is not 
stored but taken directly from the 
wholesaler or other source to the 
locations. 

Some modification of the higher 
fees originálly proposed was se- 
cured thru the initiative of She Mer- 
chandise Vendors Association of 
Michigan, but no bulk operators 
as such are even listed as members 
of this group, tho a few members 
operate some bulk units in conjunc- 
tion with their major vending op- 
erations. Hence the bulk operator 
is not directly represented thru his 
own trade association, and his in- 
terests might accordingly be over- 
looked.

The latter, 
who has been in business for 22 
years, added that he planned to 
look into the situation promptly to 
determine how it affects the small 
operator. 

Garden Criticism 
"The proposed ordinance re- 

quires that I have to have a corn- 
missarv" is the specific criticism 
of Michael Garden, who has been 
in the business here for 34 years. 
"I've been operating out of my 
home. It is unnecessary to have a 
commissary. I go down and buy 
50 or 100 pounds of peanuts at 
a time, and they'll be fresh when 
I get them to the machines -just 
what I can use up in not over two 
days. Then on the third day I go 
to the wholesale house and buy 
another supply. The same with 
ballgum. My station wagon is used 
only for business purposes, and the 
stock is not removed at any time 
except to refill the machines." 

There appears to be some ques- 
tion whether this type location, 
with no stock removed for tem- 
porary storage in home or garage, 
is to be permitted. Any commis- 
sary used must be in a commercial 
building. not residential. 

"I don't think the authorities 
are interested in the public health," 
Garden suggested. `9 think they are 
interested in the money. angle of 
it. I get around a lot.,and see a 

lot of establishments - grocery 
stores, beer gardens, most any kind 
of business. You don't have to 
look far to see how filthy they are. 
If a man is inclined to keep his 
place clean, he will do it whether 
there is an ordinance or not. 

"As operators, if we don't keep 
machines clean, we won't get any 

constitutes 90 per cent of the op- 
erators to continue since he 
could not use his basement or ga- 
rage for this purpose any longer. 

At the same time, the larger op- 
erator will apparently be discour- 
aged by the new fee and regula- 
tions. There is an obvious trend 
for large operators with diversi- 
fied' routes, such as Canteen, to 
get out of bulk vending. 

Handicaps 
The low margin of profit and 

low unit of profit per sale or per 
machine over a given length of 
time make bulk business less and 
less attractive to the operator 
geared to big operations with ma- 
jor equipment. 

Typical was the comment of 
Norman P. Nowalk, of' Variety 
Vendors, in business here some 20 
years as one of the larger vending 
firms - "Things are getting so 
rough, we are going to pull out 
the few peanut machines we have 
if the Code gets rough enough. 
There is not enough in it to con- 
tinue. 

"The Code would be good for us 
(as major equipment operators) but 
not for the little fellow who is in 
the peanut business." 

A similar reaction is evidenced 
by Lorie Lodico, owner of Lynn 
Amusement Company, who special- 
izes in a very sizable amusement 
games route and maintains a small 
number of bulk venders chiefly as 
an accommodation to his custom- 
ers. He says: 

"If they put a tax on penny 
vending,

To Profit 
This is the second of a two- 

part series on how Irving Ellis, 
a part -time bulk operator, con- 
ducts his business. This part 
deals with landing new loca- 
tions, commissions, route 
management and hookkeeping. 

By BENN OLLMAN 

MILWAUKEE -The part- timer, 
to realize financial benefits from 
his enterprise, must be systematic, 
according to Irving Ellis. who op- 
erates about 100 machines here. 
"Group your locations in a concen- 
trated pattern," he advises. "Driving 
a lot of mules to service machines 
can eat up your profits." 

How often should machines be 
serviced? Ellis does not confine 
himself to a rigid schedule. While 
he seldom allows a location to go 
unchecked for longer than one 
month at a stretch, his calls vary, 
according to the location's needs. 

"As a part -time operator, I'm 
still small enough to be able to give 
my locations personalized service. 
It a location runs out of merchan- 
dise every week--Ell be sure to get 
there to service it. Likewise, if a ma- 
chine runs out earlier than normal, 
or is not in operating condition and 
the location owner calls isle, I re- 
spond quickly. Competition is too 
keen nowadays to take a chance on 
losing a good location through slow 
service." 

Getting Locations 
The successful hulk lender must 

also he a good salesman, says Ir- 
ving Ellis. Soliciting new locations 
is an every day chore. An honest. 
forthright sales talk to a prospec- 
tive location owner lands "at least 
50 per cent of the stops that I want 
to get," he claims. 

In his solicitation calls, Irving 
Ellis stresses these selling points: 

in Part -Time Route 
(1) Bulk vending provides a popu- 
lar service to location patrons. For 
example, he points out to filling 
station and garage 'loners that peo- 
ple waiting for their cars to be 
serviced like to patronize vending 
machines. The same preference, he 
adds, applies to the location em- 
ployees -they too like to munch 
on nuts and candies, while at work. 

(2) He soft pedals any talk about 
commissions. "Don't give them the 
pitch that they will receive a lot of 
money from your machines. It 
doesn't ring true. A sensible busi- 
nessman knows that there can't be 
a great deal of commission to 
spread around from the receipts oft 
a few nickel or penny venders. In -j 
stead, sell them on the fact that 
their share of the machine's receipts' 
may pay for the electric hill -or a 

part of it." 
(3) Refer them to other locations 

that you service for recommenda. 
tiens. This is a good leverage in' 
clinching an okay front a prospec- 
tive location owner. 

Make If Clear 
New locations should he told ex- 

actly what they can expect in the 
way of service and commissions. 
"It is very important to have a clear 
understanding at the outset," sacs 
Irving Ellis. 

All of the Irving Ellis locations 
receive the same co to ttission -2l1 
per cent of the receipts. 

"I know that a lot of my con, -; 
petitors pay 15 per cent," he says.' 
"But. I figure that the extra 5 per 
cent I give will insure better co-! 
operation. I have found it worth 
the extra amount to develop more 
loyally and col down on the mis- 
handling of equipment." 

Few Slugs 
Slugs arc not a serious problem.: 

"Sometimes I go for six months 

without finding a slug in a machine. 
I'm sure that developing good re- 
lationships with the location owners 
helps keep down the number of 
slugs." 

Attempts at dime vending 'have 
not proved successful. Irving Ellis 
experimented with several 10-cent 
hot nut venders a few years ago. 
But the time spent sanitizing the 
equipment and the mechanical 
failures caused by the excessive 
oiliness of the hot mil fills forced 
his change of mind. 

A businesslike approach is as im- 
portant for .the part -timer as it is 
for the person who relies on bulk 
vending for his livelihood, believes 
Ellis. For instance, an exact knowl- 
edge of the proper count of nuts 
vended with each portion is essen- 
tial to efficient operation. 

Check Count 
"It is a good idea," he says. "to 

check your machines every time 
you service them to find out if they 
are vending the proper count. Too 
small a portion is almost as bad as 
loo much: customers will shun your 
machines if they feel they are being 
cheated." 

Ellis credits his wife with a good 
deal of the success of his vending 
business. She handles all bookkeep- 
ing and keeps the route records. 
Her assistance allows hint to devote 
more time to service and mainte- 
nance work. 

"Keeping (rack of all earnings 
and business expenses for income 
tax purposes is very important. I 

keep an exact inventory ' all my 
machines, and I list every expendi- 
ture that I make that can be 

charged to my business." 
Depreciation Schedule 

Depreciation of equipment is an- 
other item the hulk vender must

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Denver Operator Uses Imagination 
DENVER -The ability to sec 

special values in a bulk vending 
machine installation, and convinc- 
ing the location owner of them is a 

flair which has helped Lou Malone, 
of Kap's Vending Company here, 
to land extremely profitable loca- 
tions. 

There are a lot of reasons why 
a bulk machine should be installed, 
other than the mere profit return 
to the location owner, Malone has 
found. A typical example came 
when he approached the manage- 
ment of Anderson's Toyland, huge 
toy store in the Cherry Creek Shop- 
ping Center in mid -town Denver. 

One of the largest by stores in 
the West, Anderson's attracts ex- 
tremely heavy traffic, particularly 
because the management bought all 
of the rides which had formerly 
been operated by a defunct Kiddie - 
land. and placed them on the roof 
of the building. Here, thru the 
summer, as many as a thousand 
youngsters per day can enjoy them - 
selves while parents shop for toys 
in the two floors below. 

Objections 
Like many toy store owners, the 

store head was against the instal- 
lation of bulk machines, simply be- 
cause of the litter which he felt 
would spill on the floor, and be-

cause some mothers, he felt, ob- 
jected to machine -vended candy, 
peanuts, charms, etc., as unsani- 
tary. 

Malone, of course, had a ready 
answer for the sanitation point, 
stressing the extreme care which 
goes into handling of all food items 
to his machines. Where spillage 
was concerned, however, he knew 
that there would he a certain 
amount of it. and needed a cogent 
reason for the toy store operator 
to make the installation anyhow. 

Checking the situation, Malone 
noticed one important fact -which

take into consideration. Ellis' sched- 
ule calls for depreciating each new 
piece of equipment over a five -year 
period. In order to take full advan- 
tage of this tax deduction, he re- 
places the machines that have hit 
the five -year mark with new ones. 

Too many part -time bulk opera- 
tors fail to develop good customer 
relations, claims Ellis. "So many of 
them obviously feel that because 
theirs is a small operation, they 
don't have to follow basic business 
principles. For example, it is very 
important to keep equipment clean, 
both inside and out. The more at- 
tractive and appetizing the ma- 
chines look, the more patronage 
they will receive." 

Each time Ellis enters a location 
he brings with him a service kit. It 
consists of a moist sponge, clean 
wiping cloths and a bottle of glass 
cleaning fluid and some basic, tools. 

Some final hit of advice from 
Ellis: "Even tho you may be a 

part -timer in this business -be a 
full time booster for bulk vending. 
The personal appearance of the op- 
erator also has a vital bearing on 
customer relationships. Neat ap- 
pearance and a pleasant smile are 
fundamentals. After all, you are 
not only selling your merchandise; 
you are selling yourself every time 
you call at a location." 

was that there was usually a lot 
of squalling youngsters around the 
check stand at the front of the 
store, primarily the children of par- 
ents waiting their turn in line at 
the check stand, or to pay for pur- 
chases already made. Usually, 
small children proved quite fretful 
during this waiting period, particu- 
larly after they had been enjoying 
themselves lustily in shopping then 
the store, or on the amusement 
rides above. 

Something to Do 
Here, Malone knew he had a 

thoroly practical reason for instal- 
lation of vending machines, which 
would give the youngsters who 
must wait several minutes for their 
parents to go thru the check stands, 
something to do thus eliminating 
the clamor and general confusion 
which young voices normally cre- 
ate. 

Malone asked Ilse toy store own- 
er to let him experiment with the 
idea, placing four or five machines, 
vending a variety of products, in 
an angle, between the check stand 
and the front entrance. He got 
grudging permission, installed ma- 
chines on low stands where they 
could be easily operated by the 
children themselves, and began 
getting good results from the out- 
set. 

It took only a week for the toy 
store owner, abetted by the enthu- 
siasm of the check stand checkers, 
to decide that vending machines 
here were a very good thing indeed. 
Consequently, Malone got permis- 

¡sion to install five machines, three 
on one head, and two single units, 
vending ball gum, confections and 
charms, which has since become 
some of the most profitable in his 
entire string. 

to fact, the location owner was 
all in favor of his installing still 
more machines where space pro- 
vided on the roof, and elsewhere 
thruout the building. 

"It's simply a matter of over- 
coming objections of this sort with 
the proper kind of equipment, to 

¡do more than one job for the lo- 
cation owner," it was summed up.

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The Coin -Machine Council: An Industrywide View 
By AARON STERNFIELD 

CHICAGO- Coming our for a meaningful public re- 
lations program in the coin machine industry is pretty 
much like coming out for a healthy, balanced economy 
in a political platform: Everyone is in favor of it, and few 
can spell out how it will be achieved. 

A spot check of operator thruout the nation, 
conducted by Billboard .correspondents, disclosed 
just about what everyone had suspected -that the 
operators, to a man, want to see the program of 
The Coin Machine Council, the industry's public 
relations arm, begin to roll. But when it comes to 
individual support, their caution exceeds their en- 
thusiasm. 

The Coin Machine Council. is the first serious attempt 
of the industry to tackle the problem on a national basis. 
Object of the CMC, to borrow a cliche from Madison 
Avenue, "is to create a favorable public image' of the 
industry. 

Contrary to what. !pony coinmen believe, the 
Industry has not been neglecting public relations 
entirely. Than is, if you define public relations as 

the gift of a juke box to a local boys' club or the 

awarding of a scholarship to a worthy and needy 
student. 

These areas properly belong in the public relations 
domain, and they are not to be belittled. But, at best, 
they are local efforts which would be many times as effec- 
tive were they to be part of a national program, and were 
they to be buttressed by favorable stories in the major wire 
services and the national consumer and general business 
press. 

Some groups, notably the New York State Coin 
Machine Association, have planned and executed 
an effective Statewide program, complete with block 
parties for the youngsters, participation in charitable 
drives, and various other activities which have re- 
ceived favorable mention in the local press. 

But none 01 these local efforts have come to grips with 
the central problem, and none of them are equipped to 
do so. This problem is how to convince the conveyors to 
information to the mass ntarkvs -radio and television net- 
works, national publications and the press services -that 
the people engaged in making their livings from the coin 
machine industry are a fairly representative group of 
businessmen, probably no botter or no worse than any 
other group. 

This problem can be attacked only by a well- 
organized national group, with professional council 
and with access to the national media. Funds re- 
quired for the effort are far beyond the reach of 
any local group. The Coin Machine Council has 
committed itself to a first -year operating budget of 
$65,0011. And it is counting on strong industry sup- 
port to fullfil this committmeut. 

Whether or not the support will be forthcoming will 
be determined in the next few months. In an attempt to 
get an idea of what local groups are doing about public 
relations, and how individuals regard The Coin Machine 
Council, 7'he Billboard has gathered a series of regional 
reports. 

These reports are completely unscientific. Op- 
erators and regions were selected at random. Ne 
attempt at evaluating their comments has been 
made. We publish them as a random sampling of 
operator and distributor attitudes toward public 
relations. We don't agree with some of the state- 
ments. But we feel that no public industrywide 
relations program can be successful unless those 
responsible for that program know what they're 
up against. (Continued on page 91) 

Seeburg Brass Reaffirms Faith 
In 33 as Single Disk of Future 

CHICAGO -Top executives of 
the Seeburg Corporation reaf - 
firmed the company's confidence 
that the 33,./3 is the single record 
of the future and that the 45 is on 
the way out both in the consumer 
and in the music machine market. 

Speaking before about 50 Illinois 
operators at the Sheraton Black - 
atone Hotel here Tuesday night 
(19), Del Coleman, Seeburg presi- 
dent; Jack Gordon, vice -president 
in charge of phonograph sales; Bob 
Kelly, executive vice -president, and 
Tons Herrick, vice -president of 
marketing and advertising, cited 
chapter and verse to point out why 
the 45 single will be replaced by 
the 33. 

The occasion was a reception 
and dinner sponsored by the Atlas 
Music Company, local Sccburg dis- 
tributor, with Eddie Ginsberg and 
Nate Feinstein acting as hosts. 

Low Collections 
Gordon told the operators that 

music machine collections are at a 
five -year low thruout the country, 
and he laid the blame on Ilse fact 
that current programming -on 45 
singles -does not provide the music 
demanded by the bulk of the adult 
population. 

He pointed out that in 1948, 
when music machine collections hit 
their postwar low, the 24- selection 

machine, playing only hits, was the 
reason for the situation. Today, he 
added, despite the fact that ma- 
chines play up to 200 selections, 
the concentration on hits is also 
responsible for the sorry state of 
collections. 

Gordon cited figures front trade 
papers showing that 45 singles are 
currently only 20 per cent of the 
total record market, and that the 
prime buyers of 45's are teen- 
agers and juke box operators. He 
asked the operators if they want to 
get the 20 per cent of the market 
represented by 45's or the 80 per 
cent of the market, represented 
by 33's. 

Demonstration 
He cited the activities of the 

major record labels in pressing 33 
singles, pointing out that most 45 
standards are dated and that 
standards which have been re-re- 
corded on 33 single produce a 

superior sound. He played a few 
numbers of each to prove his 
point. 

"A one -speed industry makes 
sense," Gordon said, adding that 
the effort required to change from 
a 33 to 45 and back again on a 
home unit has also hurt the sale 
of 45's. 

Gordon maintains that most of 
the 45 single releases are geared to 

Williams to Move 
Plant to Niles, Ill. 

CHICAGO -The Williams Elec- 
tronic Manufacturing Corporation 
plant here is up for sale, and the 
company plans to stove its full fa- 
cilities to Niles, Ill., by fall. 

At Niles, in a plant already oc- 
cupied by Schroeder 1V1 Company, 
the Williams vending machine sub- 
sidiary, Williams' coin game, vend- 
ing machine and Magnus Chord 
organ production systems will be 
set up under one roof. Ganse sales 
and administration will also be han- 
dled out of Niles. 

Expansion work is currently un- 
der way at Niles, with the revamped 
plant expected to fill 130,000 
square feet by completion date, 
October 1. 

Going Full -Line 
Williams bought the Niles fac- 

tory in conjunction with its acquisi- 
tion of Schroeder Industries, Inc., 
of Woburn, Mass., late in April. 

(The Billboard, May 2.) Schroeder, 
which became Schroeder IVI Com- 
pany with the purchase, produces 
and sells a coffee vending machine. 

Plans are under way at Williams 
to extend the vending machine pro- 
duction facilities to full -line thru 
either machine development, pur- 
chases, or both. 

Williams, a leading producer of 
coin amusement games, has oc- 
cupied its present Chicago plant at 
4242 Fillmore on the near- South- 
west Side since 1949. Williams was 
acquired by Consolidated Sun Ray, 
Inc., a large Eastern organization 
with diversified holdings, in July, 
1959. It operates as a division of 
Consolidated. 

The new Williams plant in Niles. 
Ill., is located close to the Chicago 
boundary line to the extreme north- 
west of the city, at 5959 Howard 
Street. 

the teen -age market, while most of 
the locations are taverns with an 
exclusively adult patronage. 

Coleman Talk 
Del Coleman told the operators 

that "you are not offering the right 
merchandise." He referred to the 
fact that juke boxes offer the con- 
sumer music other than that he 
buys for his home. 

Tom Herrick charged that when 
it comes to records, "the juke box 
industry doesn't lead the phono- 
graph industry, it follows it." 

He said that the public will force 
the standardization of speeds and 
that the buying habits of the gen- 
eral public will determine what the 
juke box operator will buy. 

Swing to Albums 
Herrick cited the swing to al- 

bums and added that rock and roll 
is not the most popular type of 
music, despite the fact that it is 
heavily programmed in juke boxes. 

"If there weren't juke boxes," 
he explained, "there wouldn't be a 
45 single market." 

He also cited the lag in the re- 
leases of 45 stereos. `How can 
you expect any selection of 45 
stereos," he asked, 'if phonograph 
companies are casing up on the 
production of 45 monaurals ?" 

Artist of Week 
Seeburg officials demonstrated 

the conversion unit which makes a 
two -speed phonograph of the new 
Q line. The shadow box album 
and the title strips for the Artist 
of the Week were explained in de- 
tail, as was the merchandising of 
this feature. 

Also demonstrated was the

Philadelphia Ops Favor CMC

Operators in the Pennsylvania area seem unanimous in 
the opinion that The Coin Machine Council is a very good 
thing for the industry. 

But several of them voiced various opiuions 
why operators are not 'flocking to Join. 

Abe Witsen, who operates in addition to being presi- 
dent of the Scott -Crosse Company, felt that operators are 
"very wrong" in not rushing to join the council. But he 

said many of them are "depressed" over the way business 
is going and don't seem to care. 

"They hear about operators in other areas doing 
good and then think `what's the use of trying." 
Witsen said. "They are not pushing the public rela- 
tions angle as a result. We are in a period of trou- 
ble. Asa result, the operator doesn't know what to 
du. He doesn't know right from left." 

Leon Taksen, manager of the Pennsylvania Amusement 
Machine Operators Association, advanced the theory that 
maybe the personal approach should he used. 

"Operators would respond much better to The 
Coin Machine Council if they were somehow ap- 
proached personally." he said. "They might see a 

coupon to send in for membership in a trade paper 
but just not get around to doing it. 

"May he if each distributor was commissioned as a 

special agent for signing up new members it would help." 
Taksen, a member of the board of directors of the MOA, 
went on. "Then when an operator came into the distribu- 
tor's place, he could talk to him about joining the council. 
This would give it the personal approach which I have 
found operators like." 

Taksen said the operators in the Pennsylvania 
AMOA have no objections to the council and feel 
it will help. It just seems they need some kind of 
push to join. 

Joe Silverman, business massager of the Amusement 
Machine' Operators of Philadelphia, said many of the mem- 
bers of his group are "going for the council." 

"It is a good thing for the industry," he said, 
"it is the same as any other business. Public rela- 
tions can't hurt." 

Bul Silverman is an advocate of the soft sell. He feels 
that a quiet campaign will pay off better in the long run 
than a "blaring. noisy one." 

"in Philadelphia we do a lot of charitable 
work," he said. "15'e have never turned down any 
worthy cause. Re do something each week. Tire 
word is hound to get around about what we're 
doing. and people will think more of us than if we 
used our charily work for publicity."

Detroit Coinmen Lethargic 
By HAL REVES 

The objectives of The Coin Machine Council appear 
to have just about universal assent among all classes of 
operators here, but little or nothing is being actively done 
about it. The council, despite its primary activity as a public 
relations organ. appears to have done a very inadequate 
publicity job in making itself known within the industry 
to the first place, and secondly in inspiring any active 
support, ar far as Detroit is concerned. 

Many operators are vaguely aware of its exist- 
ence, and that Is about all. Others never heard of 
It. Some criticize the alleged lack of special litera- 
ture mailings to them, others admit receipt of such 
material and paid little further attention. The coun- 
cil to date has failed to spark the inherent support 
it could still arouse among operators. 

Detroit operators are probably no more apathetic than 
any other group. Failure to respond to a common indus- 
try objective has occurred before, but the earnest co- 
operative efforts of operators here thr,, their associations 
for specific objectives which arouse their interest has been 
repeatedly proven by the reports in these columns in re- 
cent weeks and months. The council has so far not suc- 
ceeded in enlisting that interest. As far as reactions can 
be summarized, this seems to be because: 

1. The techniques of communication have not 
yet reached the individual operator in a way to 
move him into action. 

2. Operators feel to some extent that good nation- 
wide institutional public relations, while they admit their 
desirability, are too remote front their day -to -day route 
operation to become concerned. 

Literally dozens of random calls have been 
made to operators, with almost none indicating any 
active contact with the council. 

Typical reactions arc summarized: 

"We are members and I think everyone should 
be a member of it," said Joe Auton, manager of 
King -Pin Equipment Company, a highly diversi- 
fied operation and the only member found in the 
whole survey. Ile admits realistically that "however 
operators have so far expressed little interest in it, 
for no reason I can assign." His own problem is 
that he has simply been too busy to do much 
about it. 

Front Charles Bernstein, typical of the intelligent small 
operator, who has conducted a successful bulk vending 
business for 23 years -"I have received some literature 
about it, but did not pay much attention. I do not believe 
that it has much importance to the small operator." 

"I'm not acquainted with its operation, tho I 
have heard about it," is the word from Sol Boesky, 
owner of Banner Distributing Company, and a 

major amusement games operator, who has some 
two decades of experience with the field. He points 

Local PR Stressed in Memphis

Operators here generally feel that they should con- 
centrate their time and money on local public relations 
projects rather than in The Coin Machine Council on a 

national scale. 

Reason is they believe it will help their local 
Industry more.

to a problem -"1 have had no literature on it- 
nobody has contacted me....

Paul Folino, sales manager of Fabiano Sales and Serv-

He spoke for a number of operators 
contacted, declining detailed comment because "I 
would have to know much more about it before 
I could express an opinion." 

"I haven't heard too much about it" is the word even 
front an association leader like Robert Calderwood, secre- 
tary- treasurer of the very active Detroit Shuffleboard As- 
sociation (which includes all types of games operators in 
its membership). He adds that "the vending and music 
people seem to be taking the lead, rather than amusement 
people. Other than a few rumors heard around the dis- 
tributors' offices, I haven't heard anything about it, or 
seen any literature."

right away they call us all kinds of names. I think the 
idea of the Council is great." 

Tommy Greco, of Greco Bros: Amusements, 
upstate in Saugerties, N. Y., said that altho his 
company is a member of the Council, "We've 
heard very little about it in recent months. We 
really don't have much of an idea of what has been 
going on, but we support the idea. I would say 
however, that public relations at home, at the local 
and regional level, has to come first, before a na- 
tional organization can really succeed." 

Carl Pavesi, prexy of the Westchester Operators Guild. 
also expressed support for the Council. Pavesi pointed 
out that the Westchester operators, along with the West 
Virginia operator group, was among the very first to join 
the Council.

Boston Operators Unconvinced

Reaction to the appeal of the Coin Machine Council 
in the Greater Boston area is, to put it mildly, un- 
enthusiastic. It would appear that the operators feel the 
public relations group has done a poor public relations 
job in its initial appeal to the men in the music industry 
in these parts. 

Generally the feeling was that the operators 
would have to know more about the aims of the 
CMC before committing themselves to consider 
membership. One operator could not decide 
whether this Council was sponsored by MOA, since 
President Miller's name was on the letterhead. He 
felt that if it was not under the aegis of MOA that 
it would be merely a duplication of that body's 
function. 

Another operator pointed out that a number of such 
groups had started out of Chicago and after a few flutters 
had died a quiet death. He said he vitas not prepared to 
jump on to every new group that thought it would like to 
start up. He said the income from music routes would not 
at this time leave enough "to indulge in such nebulous 
whims." 

Answers ranged all the way from knowing 
nothing of CMC to being skeptical of any such new 
group. 'Others read the letter as an appeal for 
money and said they received so many of these that 
they read only a few words and filed the letter in 
the waste basket. 

While none had any encouragement for the new 
group this does not mean that the operators in the area 
are unaware of the value of public relations. The Music 

Twin City Coinmen Lack the Facts

While there has been talk among some operators 
in the Twin Cities of joining the new Coin Machine 
Council others were completely unaware of its existence 
or its purposes. 

An exception was Jack Karter, head of Mid- 
west Novelty Company, St. Paul, who Is vice - 
president and secretary- treasurer of the Ramsey 
County (St. Paul) Amusement Operators Associa- 
tion. Karter pointed out that some of the operators 
feel the need for co-operation in this territory. 
They are beginning to realize, be pointed out, that 
they are divided and the industry is starting to fall 
apart. As a result, it Is the location owners and 
wholesalers who are benefiting, he declared. 

Karter feels that a meeting is needed to get the 
operators here to. join The Coin Machine Council. The 
meeting preferably should be conducted by a representa- 
tive of the Council or someone outside the Twin Cities. 
Karter is of the opinion that it would be easier for an 
"outsider" to sign up the operators. 

A joint meeting of Twin Cities operators is 
needed, Karter said, with some good speakers to 
tell the operators of the advantages of membership 
in the Council. 

Kader, who has been one of the spark plugs of the 
St. Paul operator's association, pointed out that there has 
been a gradual waning of interest in association activities 
in that city, with the result that some members of the 

Company, who travels the Mid -South territory calling on 
music, game and vending operators, said the Memphis 
Music Association's public relations program was one of 
the best he has seen. 

He added that any such move In the industry, 
nationally or locally, was good, but that in the 
long run each local group had to do some basic 
goodwill work in their city for best results.

industry in the eyes of the public. But if the na- 
tional group is experiencing any difficulty in ob- 
taining broad support, no is Bodkin.. 
Following a year of significant, publicity garnering 

efforts. the local New York group has now run low on 
operating funds. Bodkin makes no secret of his discourage- 
ment at the failure of New York State ops and distributors 
to come thru with financial' support for the forthcoming 
year. 

"We sent out a letter IS asking for dona- 
tions," Bodkin said, "but . are coming in only 
in dribs and drabs, not enough. Pm doing 
this job for free, and I- we got a lot done 
last year. But they'll have ̀ to `give me the tools 
to work with, and by that4igean money. I'm not 
being supported by the people up -State and to get 
a real program going for this year, everybody has 
to get behind us. I would schedule a meeting but 
what good is that if people don't turn oat. Charity 
and public relations begin at hone; that Is, in every 
city in the State, and if we don't have that we 
can't succeed." 

Operators Association of Massachusetts has worked for a 
number of years thru fund drives and youth groups with 
collective and individual action to try to bring the true 
picture of the music business to the public. 

One source said that one of the most valuable 
achievements of the MOAM was the fact that the 
operators themselves had, been brought to the reali- 
zation thru MOAM that a discreet and orderly 
manner of operating was their best advertisement. 
As a result of the program, he said that "bumping" 
was practically unknown in the area. 
There also was the feeling that a program which 

covered the whole nation did not lend itself to dealing with 
the problems that arose as a result of local attitudes. 
It would seem then that CMC will have to take a 
different approach if it is to interest the operators in this 
area. 

Ramsey County association have dropped their affiliation. 

The St. Paul operator feels that support of The 
Coin Machine Council is necessary to (1) increase 
receipts and, (2) raise the prestige of the operators 
in the eyes of the local public. There seems to be 
considerable ignorance of operators as to the pur- 
pose of the Council. One Minneapolis operator 
said that he might b'e interested in joining the 
Council if there were no conflict with the National 
Automatic Merchandising Association. His first al- 
legiance is to that group, he emphasized. 

There is no doubt that considerable informational and 
organizational work remains to be done in Minneapolis 
and St. Paul by the Council. 

Pinballs Get Favorable Review - 
At Last -In True Mag Spread 

CHICAGO - True magazine's 
August issue broke the monotony 
of a long string of upbraidings and 
quasi -crusades popular to the pub- 
lic press with a very favorable re- 
view of pinballs. 

The six -page article by J. P. 
Cahn features a colorful biog of 
Harry Williams, founder of the 
Williams pin manufacturing firm, 
and a history of the games he built. 

It leads off with a full, color pic 
of Harry Williams backgrounded 
by a splash of pinball backglasses. 
Another pic shows a view of the 
Williams production line, and a 
series of pix demonstrate the tech- 
nique of pinball body English as 

applied by a young lady aficionado. 
Altho the story deals with the 

pinball as a single entity and an 
almost pure creation of the Wil- 
liams mind, and doesn't mention 
contributions by many other pro- 
fessors of the pinball school, it 
makes for good and relatively ac- 
curate reading. Since Harry Wil- 
liams has since left the pinball 
manufacturing field, however, the 
text seems somewhat outdated. 

It's titled, "Ungunchable Harry, 
King of the Pins." referring to the 
terms "gunchittg and hulaing," 
coined by one of the more imagi- 
native members of the public press. 
Gunching and hulaing, of course, is 

what players do when applying 
body English to the machine. What 
the author refers to in the title, we 
presume, is that Harry won't be 
tilted. 

Cahn calls Williams the "Thom- 
as Edison" of the pinball, reporting 
that "just about every feature of a 
modern pin machine sprang from 
his inventive brain: first, he electri- 
fied it; then he licked cheating 
with the famed 'tilt' mechanism; 
next he made it possible for pinball 
machines to 'pay off' in free 
games. Without these develop- 
ments the pinball industry would 
still be in the dark ages." 

The story traces Williams' Hora- 
tio Alger -like climb up the ladder 
from obscurity to prosperity, his 
early alliances with Ray Maloney, 
former Bally head; Lyn Durant, 
United president; Fred McClennan, 
an earlier manufacturer, and Bill

Italian P -R Idea Gets Results 
TURIN. Italy -A public relations campaign conducted by 

the AMI distributor is achieving extraordinary success for the 
juke box business in Italy. 

Apparecchi Musicali Italiani, S.r.l., the AMI distributor, 
has hired a public relations expert to direct the good -will drive. 
The campaign, into which Apparecchi Musicali is investing a large 
amount of money, is employing a variety of devices to counter 
opposition to the operation of juke boxes in public locations. 

Complaints and arguments against juke boxes have been 
assembled. broken down and analyzed. The campaign is directed 
at countering, by the most suitable methods. each category of 
complaint. To nobody's great surprise, it was found that umbrage 
was taken against juke boxes. in Italy as well as elsewhere, mainly 
because of noise. 

How Apparecchi's campaign is tackling this complicated pub- 
lic relations problem is revealing of the public relations drive as 
a whole. Apparecchi attacked the problem at the source -at the 
juke box site. Hundreds of hall posters were printed and dis- 
tributed to juke box sites thruout Italy. The posters read: "Please 
moderate the volume of your juke box. Thank you, Mina." 
"Mina" is a popular Italian singer. Posters are also signed with 
names of three other stars, Domenico Modugno, Joe Sentieri and 
Tony Dallara. 

The response has been terrific. Site proprietors have sud- 
denly awakened to the fact that a good part of their anti -juke 
box problem is as simple a solution as turning down the volume. 

Apparecchi's campaign is also concentrating on getting pro - 
juke box publicity into the press countering the anti -juke box 
propaganda which heretofore enjoyed a near monopoly'. 

France May Take 5,000 Phonos 
PARIS -A survey by the French coin machine industry 

places the "probable" market for juke boxes in France at 5,000 
annually thru 1962. 

The survey forecasts the continued steady increase in juke 
boxes hut cautions that. at least thru 1962, the gains will be 
relatively small.

Swiss Fight 'Quick Money' Ads. 
ZURICH -The Swiss coin machine industry is conducting a 

campaign against misleading advertising with get- rich -quick claims 
for coin -operated equipment. 

The industry is taking space in publications to warn against 
double -your -money schemes for the purchase of coin machines 
or the investment in coin machine firms, which frequently exist 
only on paper. 

The Union of Swiss Coin Machine Operators and Traders 
has established an office here to advise on the purchase, opera- 
tion and sale of coin machines. This new Zurich organization, 
which is supported by the industry, seeks to safeguard the interest 
of coin machine owners.

The 33 r.p.m. single record 
offers the most promising avenue 
for recapturing this vital but di- 
minishing market. Starting with 
our next release. each new Co- 
lumbia single will be. released si- 

mallatteously in both 45 and 33 
monaural. In introducing stereo 
seven, Columbia took a bold step, 
alone. This time other manufac- 
turers. noticing the urgent need to 
revitalize the singles market and 
agreeing with Columbia that 33 
singles are the media with which 
to do it, have already announced 
their intention to produce monaural 
33 singles. Columbia will be the 
first major company to actually 
market these records and have them 
available in stores." 

Beckwith said July 5 that he would 
take no action on destroying ma- 
chines until 10 days after the de- 
cision, because pinball operators 
had 10 days in which to re -argue 
their case before the high' court. 

However, in the period since the 
decision, it is believed that all of 
the machines have been altered 
mechanically so they do not offer 
free games and therefore are legal. 

Attorney Joseph J. Burns, repre- 
senting Abe Fish of General 
Amusement Game Company, one 
of the founders of Music Operators 
of Connecticut. and long an agres- 
sive- minded industry spokesman on 
the State level, said that all of 
Fish's machines have been altered 
no they no longer provide free 
games. Fish operates 62 of the 176 
pinball machines within city limits. 

Burns told The Billboard July 
15 he believed all other concerns 
operating pinball machines inthe 
city had also altered their machines.

The 14 districts, including the

inducements to American coin ma- 
chine producers in the form of 
capital grants, tax exemptions and 
financing at rates of interest as low 
as I per cent. 

Special consideration is given to 
growth industries, especially if they 
are complementary to the Belgian. 
economy. 

Does this include coin machine 
producers? "Yes, almost certain- 
ly," responded an official. "Have 
you ever noticed how many juke 
boxes and coin games we have ?" 

Competitive Move 
The Belgians are in competition 

with the Dutch, West Germans and 
Italians to lure American industry. 
They are pressing a vigorous come - 
hither campaign beamed to U. S. 

industry generally. 
Coin machine nroduction spe- 

cialists here state that their best 
arguments were developed by H. E. 
Humphreys Jr., chairman of the 
U S Rubber Company, who calls

Fresh Philosophy 
Humphreys, after a survey of

"A tremendous resurgence is 

Liv- 
ing standards have risen faster than 
in the U. S. Vigorous competition 
is shouldering aside the philosophy 
of controlled markets, replacing it 
with the new concept of mass mar- 
kets built around the European 
Economic Community (Common 
Market).

Want Ilse Best 
Another drawback is the fact 

that owners of brilliant new stores, 
for some reason, feel that anything 
but a brand new kiddie ride de- 
tracts front the appearance of the 
store, and wants to spot the ma- 
chine in a rear location, even in 
downstairs departments where, of 
course, collection opportunities 
would be almost nil. Most opera -' 
tors hesitate to invest in an expen- 
sive new machine in such spots. 

Most of Denver's dozen -odd kid- 
die ride operators have built up a 
string of first -class locations, where 

are on excellent terms with 
the location owner and get first - 
class co- operation. 

Keeping spare machines on hand 
to maintain such locations makes 
more sense than putting them out 
in new spots where location owner 
demands are excessive, or where 
the location owner simply isn't co- 
operative, a typical operator re- 
ports.

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Special Cabinets Permit Outdoor 
Juke Box Operation in Fla. Resort 

LONG BEACH, Fla. -Building 
husky weather -proof cabinets to re- 
sist the bad effects of high humidity 
and blowing sand has permitted 
Charles Hawkins, of Gulf Music 
Company, Inc., here, to operate 
three unusual outdoor spots. 

The site is colorful Long Beach 
Resort, which combines an amuse- 
ment park with one of the world's 
most attractive white -sand beaches. 

Originally all dancing facilities 
at the Long Beach casino were with- 
in the main building, some 350 
feet from the beach proper, which 
meant that bathers who had an urge 
to dance a bit would have to walk 
a long distance in from the beach. 

With the Long Beach casino 

management, the Florida operator 
worked out a plan whereby three 
pavilions have been built directly 
on the edge of the beach itself, 
actually only 150 feet or so from 
the water's edge. Here, open on all 
sides, the three pavilions are strung 
out in train fashion to provide a 

cool, comfortable, roofed -over spot 
in which dancers can enjoy a 
smoothly polished cement floor, 
comfortable benches around all 
four sides and refreshment stands 
along the rear wall. 

Three 100- record phonographs 
are used. one for each section of 
the pavilions, mounted on the beach 
side, near the center of each danc- 
ing area.

Weather Problems 

At the sanie time, subject to the 
weather problems which there are, 
the machines undergo the heaviest 
wear and exposure damage of any 
of the Hawkins string. The logical 
answer, of course, has been to 
move the machines inside when 
play falls off and collections are 
light. 

This was considered out of the 
question, however, inasmuch as 
with many of the 200,000 tourists 
in the area given to late night swim- 
ming and celebrating, the collec- 
tions can he just as good at 2:30 
and 3 o'clock in the morning as 
the mid- afternoon hours. 

The solution which Hawkins 
adopted (several years ago) is in- 
stallation of three tightly sealed 
cabinets, ead of which is perma- 
nently mounted just off the dance 
floor in each pavilion. 

Swinging Doors 

Each is equipped with two large 
swinging doors, joining in the cen- 
ter, which can be easily swung all 
the way back and around the sides 
of the enclosure, where they fasten 
in place, completely out of the way. 

The sanie padlocks which protect 
the phonographs from vandalism 
and mishandling during the day 
hold the doors from swinging, ex- 
tending out into the path of dancers 
or otherwise causing trouble. Now 
built from heavy plywood, with 
an extra layer covering all cracks, 
and the junctures around the doors,

mechanisms, with gears and me- 
chanical parts. 

At first it was considered that 
some type of heating coil might be 
employed to dry the interior of the 
cabinet, just as heated drying cab - 
inets are used for film, delicate 
jewelry, etc. It was soon found. 
however, that the heat of the pho- 
nograph itself, after only a short 
period of operation, was enough 
to dry out all of the moisture with- 
in the cabinet and thus the phono- 
graph would turn up amazingly 
dry whenever the doors were 
opened, even in the midst of pro- 
tracted rain spells and humidity 
often in excess of 90 per cent. 

Attendant 
There is always an attendant on 

duty, around the clock, who keeps 
a close eye on the phonographs. 
Therefore, if any of the three ma- 
chines is locked up at the time a 
group of celebrating would -be 
dancers arrive, it is a simple matter 
to unlock the padlocks and put the 
phonographs into operation again. 

Since there are periods in the 
early morning when nothing else 
is open for amusement on the 
beach, the collections from spur - 
of- the -moment dancing in this way 
have often been equal to peak day- 
time play.

many's crippling labor shortage is 
reaching into the coin machine in- 
dustry, making it increasingly dif- 
ficult for manufacturers to expand 
operations. 

Indeed, the entire industry, front 
manufacturer to operator, is feeling 
the pinch of this nation's phenome- 
nal labor dearth. Some companies 
have had to shelve expansion plans 
indefinitely. Construction com- 
panies are short manpower. and 
once the new plant capacity is 
ready, it would be difficult to re- 
cruit the skilled labor to operate 
the added capacity. 

More and more operators are 
coming to grips with the labor 
shortage. Servicing has had to be 
spaced longer,. routes consolidated 
and operations automated to the 
maximum.

Automation Helps 
West German industry generally 

is trying to lick the labor shortage 
by automating and rationalizing 
production; by "importing" foreign 
labor; by luring housewives to part - 
time work -and by establishing 
subsidiaries outside Germany in 
labor -plentiful countries. 

Some or all of these expedients 
and palliatives are being resorted to 
by the coin machine trade. The 
Bonn government is officially sup- 
porting, by means of inter- govern- 
ment agreement, the entry into 
West Germany of workers from 
Italy, Spain and Greece. 

Obviously, the palliative eyed 
most eagerly by coin machine 
manufacturers is the establishment 
of branch plants and subsidiaries 
outside West Germany in labor - 
available areas.

Juke Box Output Underway 
In Principality of Monaco 

MONTE CARLO, Monaco - 
Prince Rainier's drive to bring in- 
dustry to Monaco has given the 
Principality its first coin machine 
plant, "Electroniquc Et Mecanique 
de Monaco." 

The plant produces the "Black 
Magic" box under a licensing ar- 
rangement with Tonomat of West 
Germany, housing the 1 onomat 
mechanism in a cabinet of original 
design. 

"Black Magic." in which Prince 
Rainier is reported to have a per- 
sonal interest, is a 100 -selection 
machine offered in a variety of 
colors. 

Compact Box 
It is an extremely compact. dur- 

able box of unusually high fidelity, 
with tweeters at the top of the 
cabinet and bass at the bottom. 
The cabinet is made of a fireproof, 
scratch -resistant plastic, 

"Black Magic" features com- 
plete pre- selection, with a selection 
button alongside each title. The 
carousel Tonomat mechanism pulls 
out easily for servicing. 

The box can be tilted to 30 de- 
grees without interrupting play, 
proof of its durability, according to 
the factory. It is priced at well 
under $1,000. 

First of Croup 
It is reported that "Black Magic" 

is the first of a full line of coin ma- 
chine products visualized for manu- 
facture in Monaco under Prince 
Rainier's industrialization drive. 

The Prince long has been tinder 
pressure by the Monaco Legislative 
Council, with which Rainier shares 
governing power, to bring industry 
to the Principality. 

Despite its renown abroad as a 
funspot, Monaco is financially 
hard pressed, a circumstance trac- 
ing back to the principality's bank 
scandal and the decline of its casino 
as the Continent's gaming center. 

It is understood that Princess 
Grace introduced Rainier to the 
juke box production idea while the 
royal couple were visiting in the 
U. S. 

As it is related here, Grace and 
Rainier stopped in a snack bar in 
Philadelphia for a hamburger. The 
snack bar had a juke box which was 
kept in constant play, causing 
Grace to remark to Rainier, "This 
is a tremendous business in Amer- 
ica. I can't understand why we 
don't have them in Monaco." 

The Prince, immediately fas- 
cinated, ordered a study when the 
couple returned. He decided on 
the basis of the study that not only 
should Monaco have juke boxes 
but that music box manufacture 
would be a good business for 
Monaco. 

Rainier then proceeded to round 
up Monegasque business interests 
with the money to invest.
