Jazz Giving Push 

To Album Action 
Business was spotty last week for both albums and singles; 

up in some markets, slow in others. Where the album business 
was swinging, jazz LP's and original cast sets were helping 
sales a good deal as were the healthy action of the new Elvis 
Presley record of "Girls, Girls, Girls" and the Gene Pitney LP, 
"Only Love Can Break a Heart." 

The ever -enlarging sales of jazz albums continues as more 
and more jazz disks break into the pop circle. Right nosy, in 

addition to the various bossa nova LP's -six of them are selling 
-new jazz sets by Herbie Mann, Horace Silver, Ahmad Jamal, 
Benny Goodman and Miles Davis are grabbing lots of action. 
New LP's by Stan Kenton and Don Wilkerson were catching 
early action. 

Of the bossa nova albums, et the national best seller 
"Jazz Samba," with Getz and Byrd, ;,3ts by Zoot Sims, Quincy 
Jones, Láurindo Almeida and Barney Kessel are doing well. A 
new bossa nova LP that looks like a comer features the Ramsey 
Lewis Trio. Gene Animons' new jazz sets are racking up good 
sales. 

Original cast sets also pulling in the consumer include the 
newly issued "Mr. President," "Stop the World, I Want to Get 
Off," "Beyond the Fringe" and "Oliver." And one movie track, 
"Gypsy," is also beginning to move out in areas where the 
picture has opened. 

So far only one Christmas album has really taken off. 
This is "The Glorious Sound of Christmas" with the Philadel- 
phia Orchestra and the Mormon Tabernacle Choir. However, a 

new Bing Crosby Christmas album on Warner Bros. is starting 
to move, and Bing could add another Christmas best seller to 
his long list with this one. It can be anticipated that in another 
week or two many of the other new Christmas LP's will be 

grabbing sales. 

Vladimir Horowitz's first LP for Columbia now appears to 
be approaching the proportions of a pop LP hit. Many dealers 
across the country say that it is selling almost as well as a pop 
album and that sales are building. 

Chicago Christmas Cheer Early 
CHICAGO- Christmas is coming early to the Windy City, 

at least as far as the album market is concerned. Dealers are 
starting to stock the cream holiday merchandise in preparation 
for what many feel will be a big year. 

Fred Sipiora of Singer One -Stop reports strong orders on 
"White Christmas," Bing Crosby, Decca; "Little Drummer Boy," 
Harry Simeone Chorale, 20th Century -Fox, and Mitch Miller's 
second Christmas album, "Holiday Sing -a- Along," on Columbia. 
A couple of new albums, though not yet selling strongly, also 
look good, according to Sipiora: "Christmas in Zitherland," Ruth 
Welcome on Capitol and "We Wish You a Merry Christmas," 
Ray Conniff, Columbia. 

At Music Box, Russ DiAngelo reports orders on Crosby's 
new Warner Bros. album, "1 Wish You a Merry Christmas "; 
"Christmas Carols," Mantovani on London, and "We Wish You a 

Merry Christmas," Robert Rheims on his own label. 
It's a little too early for Christmas singles but among pop 

singles, a new novelty ditty -"Pepino, the Italian Mouse," Lou 
Monte on Reprise -appears to be catching on strongly. Both 
Music Box and Singer report strong sales, and Reprise claims 
some 9,000 moved here within the last week. Sipiora also reports 
strong sales on John D. Loudermilk's "Road Hog" on RCA 
Victor. 

DiAngelo is getting action on "Ruby Ann," Marty Robbins, 
Columbia; "I May Not Live to See Tomorrow," Brian Hyland, 
ABC -Paramount, and "Rainbow at Midnight," Jimmy Rodgers, 
Dot. 

Among the pop albums, Allan Sherman continues to make 
folk fans of everyone. Chess' "Treasure Tunes From the Vault" 
is bumping Allan for first place. Several dealers report a pick -up 
in sales of the "West Side Story," Columbia sound track follow- 
ing the appearance of the movie in neighborhood theaters.

LONDON -Further attempts to 
organize an international disk fes- 
tival are being made here and will 
extend to New York and Los 
Angeles at the end of the month, 
when organizer Barry Langford 
visits the U. S. to enlist the 
support of the American industry. 

The festival is scheduled to take 
place next May in Brighton, a sea- 
side resort 50 miles south of 
London. 

Langford, a Londoner, has en- 
listed the support of several 
Brighton notables. The town coun- 
cil is supporting the venture with 
publicity and physically, in the 
rent -free allocation of its Corn 
Exchange assembly hall. BMW 
European director Art Rosett has 
also agreed to serve as interna- 
tional adviser. 

Tough Rowing 

Langford, however, has hit 
heavy water in not gaining support 
of the British industry. Five firms 
-EMI, Decca, Pye, Philips (and 
its new associate Deutsche Gram - 
reophon and Oriole -formed a 
committee which met at EMI 
House tinder the chairmanship of 
EMI Record's general promotion 
manager, Arthur Muxtow, and 

discussed it with representatives of 
Langford's Brighton group. 

In the end, the committee issued 
a statement saying that "after very 
careful investigation and consid- 
eration, the companies represented 
would not be participating or 
taking part in the organizing of 
the festival." 

To Carry Message 
Though a setback for Lang- 

ford, his plans are going ahead. 
In New York, he intends to call 
a press conference to be attended 
by representatives of American 
record companies. 

Langford's plans include a series 
of record awards, probably record 
of the year, "best American," "best 
European," and "best rest of the 
world" categories. 

Langford also wants to have a 
big trade exhibition covering all 
branches of the industry and plans 
to stage bills featuring disk artists 
in Brighton's two main theaters the 
week of the contest. Langford in- 
tends setting participation by artists 
at their normal fees. 

He hopes that British industry 
will take part and the majors will 
reverse their decision. In any case, 
he says, space will be made avail- 
able to then in the exhibition.

Dollars for 
Excise Tax 

Entertainment Up, 

Collections Reveal 
WASHINGTON - Americans 

bought at least 6 per cent more 
records and spent more on home, 
theater and cabaret entertainment 
in fiscal 1962 than in the previous 
fiscal year, Internal Revenue excise 
collections indicate. 

Manufacturers' excise on phono- 
graph records for fiscal 1962 was 
$24,299,000 as against $22,823,000 
in fiscal 1961. The 10 per cent 
tax on actual money -in -hand manu- 
facturer sales of $242,990,000 does 
not cover incentive "free goods" to 
distributors, which find their way 
to retail outlets. 

Phonographs, television and radio 
sets and components showed a leap 
of over 15 per cent in fiscal 1962 
excise beyond the previous year. 
Unfortunately, IRS does not break 
out separate phonograph figures 
from this group which totaled ex- 
cise of $171,717,000 as against the 
$149,989,000 the previous year. 

Musical instruments produced a 

5 per cent lift in manufacturers' 
excise, totaling $19,036,000 in fis- 
cal 1962, up from $18,113,000 in 

1961. The upward trend is expected 
to continue, with instrumental disks 
gaining top spots on the charts, and 
the school bands growing in size 
and prestige. 

Theater, concert, stadium and 
other hard- ticket admissions taxes 
(10 per cent on all over SI) pro- 
duced $37,362,000 excise in the 
past fiscal year, as against $35,646,- 
000 in fiscal 1961. Cabaret taxes. 
which were reduced from 20 to 10 

per cent after Islay, 1960, totaled 
$35,037,000 in fiscal 1962, up from 
S33,603,000 the previous year. 

A steep drop of almost 18 per 
cent showed for coin -operated 
amusement and gaming devices, 

which are taxed at $10 and $250 
respectively. Tax was $19,617,000 
in fiscal 1962, down from $23,- 

909,000 the previous year.

The indemnification agreement 
can be used by any rack jobber 
where suspicion of infringed mate- 
rial may exist. 

The jobber simply requests the 
manufacturer to sign the agree- 
ment, which has the effect of a 
manufacturer guarantee of indem- 
nity for the racker should such 
material be proved to be infringing. 
If a manufacturer declined to make 
such an agreement, a racker 
would then be in a position to re- 
fuse to handle the merchandise. 

Ist Move 
NARM is the first trade associa- 

tion to take official action on the 
problems posed by some low price 
album product. Malamud, in an- 
nouncing the new agreement form, 
said he hoped other industry 
groups would take similar action 
m the future.

Sue Gets Sued 

In 330G Suit 
NEW YORK -Ike Turner, Ann 

Bullock (also known as Tina 
Turner) and Placid Music Corpora- 
tion have filed suit in New York 
Federal Court against Sue Records, 
Saturn Music and Henry Murray 
Jr. for $330,000, Ike suing for 
$220,000, Tina $100,000 and Placid 
Music $10,000. 

According to the complaint, Sue 
Records, Saturn and Murray have 
not lived up to certain provisions 
of separate contracts filed between 
Ike, Tina and Placid Music. One 
part of the complaint charges that 
Sue has breached contracts with 
Ike and with Tina by failing and 
refusing to give an accounting and 
pay certain royalties. It is also al- 
leged that the label withheld and 
concealed over $100,000 from the 
singers' earnings in both the foreign 
and domestic markets. 

Another portion of the complaint 
charges that Saturn Music, the Sue 
publishing affiliate, had breached 
the contract and failed to pay 
moneys to Ike Turner as writer and 
Placid Music as part publisher. 
Turner is asking $20,000 and 
Placid is asking $10,000. 

A fifth cause of action charges 
that Ike Turner, as producer of 
master recordings, sold and as- 
signed to Sue certain masters, but 
Sue failed and refused to pay. 
Turner is asking for $100,000.

Southern Exposure Jets Bossa 
MEMPHIS -It takes all kinds of exposure to help establish 

a musical trend. In this important Southern market, distributors 
last week told BMW that bossa nova, both singles and albums, 
was going over well, even though it's a musical style more lis - 
tened-to than danced -to. 

What has helped bossa nova in Memphis, according to one 
distributor source, is that "sonie of the good music stations are 
now getting behind bossa nova here and giving it enough air play 
to balance off the pop jockeys who are hesitant about play- 
ing it."

On other Memphis record fronts, business levels in singles 
and albums were said to be "steady and good," sparked by 
Christmas buying and a general upward swing in retail business 
in the wake of the easing of the Cuban crisis, Brisk action was 
reported on several singles, notably the Tornadoes' "Telstar" 
on London, Elvis Presley's "Return to Sender," Ray Charles' 
"Sunshine" on ABC- Paramount, the Cookies' "Chains" and Little 
Evá s "Keep Your Hands Off My Man" on Dimension, and 
Ray Stevens' "Santa Claus Is Watching You," a seasonal newie 
on Mercury. 

Memphis distributors were divided on another point: the 
oldies- but -goodies trend that has become a major factor on pop 
progranuning. Three leading "chart oriented" Memphis stations 
-WHHM, WHBQ and VVMPS -are currently on the oldie kick. 
One distributor source said flatly that "it breaks the monotony 
all right, hut it doesn't sell any singles." Another source, how- 
ever, who handles albums like Chess' "Treasures Front the 
Vault" and End's "Memory Lane" set, said that oldie program- 
ing "helps us stove merchandise." So the answer to whether 
Oldies sell records seems to he largely a matter of what a dis- 
tributor is handling.

But the agency 
scolded KELP's management for 
failure to exercise proper responsi- 
bility in the day -to-day program- 
ming. KELP has promised not to 
do it again.

Charlie Byrd. Riverside RM 436 (M); RS 9436 (S)- 
Here's one of the basic artists of the bossa nova trend 
with a powerful package that should net wide air play 
and solid sales. Byrd's guitar was an important factor on 
the hot Verve disk he shared with Stan Getz and that 
sanie sensitive warmth is evident on every track here. 
Byrd appears on the disk with strings and horns and the 
sound of the album should appeal to the growing number 
of Byrd fans, as well as a flock of pop fans and deejays, 
too. The tunes are right out of the bossa nova book with 
"Yvonne," "Meditacao." " Desafinado' and "Bim Born" 
sonie of the topflight tracks. 

COMIN' HOME BABY 
Mel Torme. Atlantic 8069 -Singer Torme currently has a

certi should produce equal magic for classical record 
dealers' cash registers. The music shows off the powerful 
Rubinstein interpretative powers and stately orchestral 
accompaniment by Alfred Wallenstein. A highlight of the 
album is the open cadenzas in the C Major which 
Rubinstein fills eloquently. 

HANDEL: MESSIAH EXCERPTS 
Joan Sutherland. London 5712 (M); OS 25712 (S)-Lon- 
don's spectacular soprano, Joan Sutherland, is at her excit- 
ing best in this familiar oratorio. Released in time for the 
serious -music field, the recording work is quite spectacu- 
lar, with Miss Sutherland's voice showcased perfectly 
against a large orchestra and chorus in what seems to be 
a huge studio -hall. Clearly, Miss Sutherland is not limited 
to a few choice operatic roles. 

PUCCINI OPERA ARIAS 
Sander Konya. Deutsche Grammophon LPEM 19 370 (M); 
SLPM 136 370 (5) -Tenor Sandor Konya does a magnifi- 
cent job on this new recording with a collection of Puc- 
cini arias from the composer's best known operas, includ- 
ing "Tosca," "Madame Butterfly," "La Boheme" and "Tur- 
andot." "Pinkerton's Aria" from "Butterfly" and "Rudolf s 
Aria" from "Boheme" are two of the best selections. In- 
cluded with the set are Italian and English translations 
of the arias. Strong wax for the market. 

MESSIAH CHORUSES 
London Symphony Chorus and Orchestra (Boult). London 
5711 (M); OS 25711 (5) -Just in time for the Christmas 
season is this magnificent performance of choruses from 
Handel's "Messiah," movingly sung by the London Sym- 
phony Orchestra Chorus, and accompanied by the Or- 
chestra under Sir Adrian Boutt. The 14 choruses contained 
here include "And the Glory of the Lord," "For Unto Us a 
Child Is Born," "Lift Up Your Heads" and "Hallelujah." 

OTELLO HIGHLIGHTS 
Various Artists. London 5701 (M); OS 25701 (S) -Con- 
densed neatly from the full -length version of the tragic 
opera, this album still manages to capture the "excitement" 
portions of "Otello." The cast names are strong -Mario 
del Monaco, Renata Tebaldi and Aldo Protti -and should 
provide sales strength. Particularly rewarding are Tebaldi s 

performance of the last -act "Willow Song" and Del Mon- 
aco's singing in the final death scene. Moody cover is 
eye- catching. 

BEETHOVEN: PASTORAL SYMPHONY NO. 6 IN F 
MAJOR, OP. 68 

The Cleveland Orchestra (Szell). Epic LC 3849 (M); BC 
1249 (S )-Despite the many versions of this Beethoven 
work, this stereo approach by Szell and the Cleveland 
are bound to rack up a solid classical sales mark with 
the LP. The "Pastoral" is a solid, standard item in just 
about everyone's collection, and this version, which shows 
the vigor and the liquid purity of the Szell-Cleveland 
interpretation should rank with a good many classical 
buyers. The performance is highlighted by intense work 
from the string section and exceptionally fluid work of 
woodwinds. 

ENCORE BYRON JANIS 
Mercury MG 50305 (M), SR 90305 (S)-A group of short, 
melodic piano selections which are typical "encore pieces" 
-Mendelssohrt s "Song Without Words," Chopin Waltz 
in A Minor," etc. All but three of the selections were 
recorded on location in Russia by Mercury engineers dur- 
ing Janis' much- heralded recent tour. Janis has a good 
chance to show his crisp versatility, and the sound is 
excellent. 

FIRST PERFORMANCE LINCOLN CENTER FOR 
THE PERFORMING ARTS PHILHARMONIC HALL 

Leonard Bernstein, New York Philharmonic. Columbia 
L2S 1008 (S) 2-12" LP's -Here is the complete program 
as CBS TV and radio audiences heard it on the opening 
night of Lincoln Center's Philharmonic Hall, last Sep- 
tember 23. Included is the opening address by John D. 
Rockefeller III and performances by the ork and Leonard 
Bernstein of works by Beethoven, Copland, Vaughan 
Williams and Mahler. There are additional notes and 
articles by Bernstein, Goddard Lieberson, Elia Kazan, 
Agnes DeMille and a host of other notables. Truly a 
standout package, issued to start its sales run during 
the Christmas buying period. 

Low- Priced Classical 

BEETHOVEN: VIOLIN CONCERTO 
Josef Suk; Czech Philharmonic Orchestra ( Konwitschny). 
Parliament PLP S 169 (S) -This is a most satisfactory 
performance of the familiar Beethoven Violin Concerto, 
played with feeling by Joseph Suk and the Czech Phil- 
harmonic Orchestra under Franz Konwitschny. The record- 
ing, made in Czechoslovakia, has first -rate sound, and for 
the price this version is hard to beat. Good item for racks 
as well as stores. 

Children 

YOU READ TO ME, I'LL READ TO YOU 
John Ciardi. Spoken Arts SA 835 -This is a delightful 
album, featuring poet John Ciardi and his children Myra, 
John and Benn, reading poems penned by Ciardi for 
children. The poet reads one, then one of his children 
reads another, and they all perform so artlessly and so 
charmingly that many children -and their parents -will 
be pleased and entranced by the set. Record will also 
be featured with the book of poems in many outlets. 

GREAT OPERATIC COMPOSERS (1 -12 ") 
Camarata and Various Soloists. Disneyland ST 3919-2 - 
Some "educational" albums talk down to small fry listen- 
ers; this one doesn't. Produced in Hollywood with some 
good (albeit not famous) singing voices such as Sally 
Sweetland and John Guarnieri, this two- record album 
touches on the highlights of a number of famous Mozart, 
Rossini, Wagner, Verdi, Puccini and other operatic works. 
Unity is given by narration, and by bound -in book pages 
which portray the operas and give short biographies of the 
composers. Adults will probably learn quite a bit from 
this album, too.

THE ALL NEW HAWKSHAW HAWKINS 
King 808--Hawkins is back with King Records, and his 
first LP is an impressive outing. The artist's first single on 
the label, "Bad News Travels Fast," is included, along with 
songs by a number of the top country writers.

Mercury MG 20747 
(M); SR 60747 (S)- George Jones picked up a flock 
of awards during the Nashville fete last week, and this 
album, like the rest of his albums and singles, should do 
a lot of business.

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Some 190 Labels 
Cover Switzerland

Switzerland which is a small 
country has around 190 labels in 
the record business, more than any 
other European country. There 
is practically only one complete 
record manufacturing service, how- 
ever, and this is the Turicaphon 
AG. Schallplattenfabrik in Riedi- 
kon bei Uster (Suisse). 

BMW's Hungarian correspond- 
ent, on vacation in Switzerland, 
visited this factory and Director 
Hans Oestreicher. 

The factory makes everything 
from tape recording to album 
covers. Besides their own label 
(Elite Special) they do the pressing 
for EMI, Philips, Deutsche Gram - 
ophon, London, Telefunken, Decca, 
Sonette, Storyville, Austroton (their 
own second label), a few numbers 
for RCA and many others. There 
Is practically no other pressing 
plant in the country. Turicaphon 
thus presses approximately 21 to 

million records of which about 
to 11 million are their own la- 

bels. About 50 per cent of the 
whole production is exported, 
mainly to Germany. 

Unrestricted Imports 
In Switzerland there are no cur- 

rency restrictions and no custom 
rotection, the import of ready - 

nade records is unrestricted. There 
Liss an import of about nearly 5 mil- 
lion records bringing the total of 
this years sales to more than 6 mil- 
lion records. 

Home production splits as fol- 
lows: 10 per cent classical music 

90 per and 
instrumentals; some language teach- 
ing records are also produced. 

The foreign import of classical 
music is gaining ground. This year 
classical records may reach the 30 
per cent margin, of which about 
15 -20 per cent are stereos. The 
home production of stereo record- 
ings is practically nil. In general the 
purchase of classical music records 
is mounting steadily. 

The 196.. production compared 
with 1961 is the sane. Import in- 
creased somewhat in value, due to 
the fact that the singles business is 
slowing down and the classical is 
mounting steadily. The highest 
share goes to West Germany which 
Imported more than 21/2 million 
records in 1961. 

As the record company can do 
no radio advertising (there is no 
Commercial broadcasting), there is 
no disk jockey show on Swiss radio.

Forecast for 1963 
When asked about the outlooks 

for the coming year, Oestreicher 
is not too optimistic and expects a 
slight decline in business.

Switzerland is not a member of 
the EWG (Europaeische Wirt - 
schaftsgemeinschaft) and finds ex- 
port more and more difficult. 

No Discounting 
There is no discounting in the 

record business as there is no such 
practice in any business in the 
country.

There is one record club 
which also offers books. This club 
imports some big labels direct, 
even they have agencies in the 
country. This club can assure cus- 
tomers of about 10 per cent saving 
on record prices. 

The influence of juke boxes Is 
not too strong. The SUISA (coun- 
terpart of ASCAP) knows of about 
9,000 machines dominated by 
Wurtitzer, Seeburg, AMI and Rock - 
Ola. Any juke box pays for the 
performing rights, 100 francs per 
year (1 dollar is 4.30 francs). In 
season business they pay for a one 
month contract 16 francs, from 
two -five months 14 francs per 
month and for six or more months 
12 francs monthly.

LONDON -The Rank organiza- 
tion's last connection with the rec- 
ord industry has been severed. 
Rank's record firm, Thompson, 
Diamond & Butcher, one of Brit- 
ain's best -known and longest- estab- 
lished disk wholesalers, is ending 
its role as record distributor. It will 
continue as an electrical and do- 
mestic electronic distributor. 

Rank bought T. D. & B. in 1959 
to prepare for the group's entry into 
the disk market. It was felt that an 

established distributor was essen- 
tial to compete on level terms with 
EMI and Decca, which also con- 
trolled - and still do - their own 
distribution outlets. 

Rank felt that after the Top 
Rank label had been handed over 
to EMI in 1960, T. D. & B. did 
not fit into the group's general 
trading pattern. It has also been 
affected by several newly launched 
labels being confined to distribu- 
lion facilities of the parent organi- 
zation. 

This has applied for many years 
to the HMV line, but the present lead as the pop singing idol Billy, pattern began when Warner Bros, 

supported by Bodil Kjer, Lise was opened here in 1960 and dis- 
tributed only by British Decca's 
wholesale affiliates. Subsequent 
notable examples include Reprise, 
which is available now only through 
Pye's direct distribution scheme 
and CBS which is available only 
through Philips' outlets.

Certainly recordings by Stan 
Getz, Charlie Byrd, Edmundo Ros 
and Dizzy Gillespie have been re- 
leased, but whether this new gim- 
mick will catch on or even, as pre- 
dicted, top the twist and rock, is 
doubtful. 

On November 13, however, its

Teenage Express, Dublin 
Stratton Mills, a member of the 

Unionist Party of North Belfast, 
says he will ask the president of 
the Board of Trade "whether he is 
aware of the practice whereby 
grammophone record manufactur- 
ers sell 12 -inch records lasting for 
less than 20 minutes per side in- 
stead of the normal 25 -28 minutes, 
without giving any indication to the 
purchaser, and if he will seek 
powers to ensure that the playing- 
time of a record is printed on the 
sleeve." 

Over the past few years there 
have been a number of similar com- 
plaints, but these mainly applied 
to singles. Nothing has ever been 
done, partly because of the absence 
of a dealer -distributor organiza- 
tion in the Republic, which would 
iron out such problems.

"Top Ten Tips," the weekly 

Radio Eireann lunch -time spon- 
sored program which uses a panel 
comprising two teem and two adults 
to give verdicts on five new re- 
leases, continues to flourish. It is

formation is supplied by the British 
paper, New Musical Express. Irish 
audiences appear to favor this typa 
of panel program. BBC-TV's "Juke 
Box Jury," which is directed along 
similar lines, has many followers 
In this country. Speaking of the 
importance of "Top Ten Tips" to 
record sales, a leading Dublin 
dealer said: "When disks are pre- 
viewed during the Friday session, 
it is quite common for customers 
to flock around my shop the same 
day, looking for them. And when 
they discover the records are not 
available at that time, they gen- 
erally buy other waxings." 

Though the Irish market is not a 
lucrative one by international stand- 
ards, "Forty Shades of Green," tho 
Johnny Cash original issued on 
Philips during summer 1961, sold 
extremely well and established Cash 
as a big name here. Several of his 
usual country music sides have 
been marketed since, but there is 
still no sign of a follow -up to hit 
Irish hit. 

Decca Stereo Cut

Decca Records, which in 1958 
was the first French label to market 
stereo records, has launched a pro- 
motional campaign labeled the 
summits of stereo," in order to put 
the stereo records within the reach 
of the general public. Stereo rec- 
ords will sell from now on at the 
sane price as monos; that is, 15 
per cent less than before. This new 
price, intended at first for classical 
records only, will be applied as an 
experiment to sonic pop LP's.

(Columbia), Jao Pandeiro (Colum- 
bia), SI Zentner (Liberty), Julie 
London (Liberty), Jean Leccia and 
the Golden Guitars (both on RI- 
cord i). 

First Palette record marketed by 
Festival in France is "What Cha 
Gonna Do" by Vince Taylor... 
Pathe Marconi signed up Swiss 
thrush Franca Di Rienzo. First rec- 
ord will include "Faits pour 
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s'aimer," French version of "Desa- 
finado." . . . Festival marketed 
simultaneously three EP's devoted 
to the typically French dance the 
"Java" by J. P. Mauric, Marcel 
Azzola and Andre Verchuren. No- 
vember will be an interesting month 
for jazz fans. John Cobrane, Mc- 
Coy Tyner, Jimmy Garrison and 
Elvin Jones will be in November 
17. Les McCann, Ron Carter, Ron 
Jefferson, Zoot Sims, Charlie Byrd, 
Keeter Betts and Buddy Depen- 
sehmidt will be in November 24. 

Hawaii," a Coda original, released 
on Polydor with the Rainbow 
Sisters, has stirred the interest of 
German publishers. 

The Mikuiski Import Service in 
Frankfurt rushed the original bossa 
nova on the German market, the 
Verve record of "Destinado" by 
Stan Getz and Charlie Byrd.

Decca issued the 
first Oederland EP album for Ger- 
many, Austria and Switzerland with 
the Alfred Jack song "Adieu, Mon 
Amour" as the leading title. French 
Decca has also released an Oeder- 
land EP album. News has just ar- 
rived from King Records, Japan, 
that they have released the first 
Japanese Oederland single on Lon- 
don Records, Japan. 

After a six -month search for 
a' vocalist with the Oederland ork, 
Paul Siegel has finally signed up 
the Swedish singing star Bianca, 
who was born in Norway. She is a 
TV, movie and radio star, and sings 
iri six languages. Bianca will make 
her first German Decca record with 
the Oederland ork and will record 
"Margie's Tune," German lyrics by 
Hans Bradtke, and a song by Heinz 
Attach with lyrics by Fred Ziebold. 

RCA spotlights the original 
sound track from "Kid Galahad" 
starring Elvis Presley. . . . The 
London label started a new series 
"Great Hits With...." The first 
five albums offer the Mills Broth- 
ers, Little Richard, Jerry Lee 
Lewis, Fats Domino, and Rick 
Nelson.

In RAI Growth

Jazz and light music continue to 
dominate the programs of RAI -TV 
which went up to a total of 3,973 
in 1961, an increase of 470 shows 
over the previous year. Light music, 
in first place, was allowed 269 
hours, some 35 less than the pre- 
vious year. Only children's pro- 
grams occupy more time on the 
Italian network. 

With Tony Renis and "When, 

When, When" far in front with 
tabulations for the first half of the 
"Canzonissima" show, which is tied 
up with a national lottery, rival 
composers and publishers are 
threatening a restraining action be- 
cause rules limited entries to songs 
published not later than January, 
1962. To meet the regulations of 
the San Remo competition, in 
which it finished fourth, it was 
withheld from official publication 
until after the festival during the 
first week in February. 

Bossa nova is finally hitting 
Italy. Philips was first with Dizzy 
Gillespie's "Desafinado" and "Pas 
de Arar," but Duriunt has fol- 
lowed with a new rendition by 
Marino Marini. Public debut will 
take place at Milan's Teatro delta 
Via Manzoni, Nov. 19 when Inter- 
disc of Lugano, Switzerland, which 
distributes jazz disks in Italy, will 
present Charlie Byrd and others. 
Rome date is November 22. 

CGD's Giuseppe Giannini is cur- 
rently in New York to discuss 
contracts with American labels. 

. On the heels of Neil Sedaka's 
successful Italian TV debut, RCA 
Italiana is planning to present a 
new group of U. S. artists on forth- 
coming "Studio One" show.. . 
Gilbert Becaud, whose latest here 
is Voce del Padrone's "The For -. 
midable Becaud," left his success- 
ful Paris opera to make a TV 
appearance in Milan... Al Caton 
is latest to do a guest spot for 
Caterina Valente. Others who will 
follow are Johnny Dorelli, Lily 
Anterri and Neville Cameron... . 

One more top artist has succumbed 
to the Madison in the person of 
Pino Donaggio with "Madison 
Among the Angels."

"Christmas Joy" by the Melachrfno 
Strings, and LP's by Perry Como, 
Mario Lanza and Marian Anderr 
son. 

Before the Chilean debut of Sonia 
and Miriam completed their first 
LP in Mexico for RCA, to be is- 
sued next month, one of their sin- 
gle numbers, "Envidia," became a 
hit. 

Before she came to Mexico tinder 
a contract for theater, night club 
and TV appearances, Argentinian 
singer Baby Bell, a former Odeon 
recording artist, was signed up in 
Buenos Aires for RCA by Mariano 
Rivera Conde, vice -president of 
RCA Mexicana. She will record in 
Mexico the Italian song "Renato" 
and "Adios, My Love," by the 
Greek composer Hadjidakis. . . 

Pietro Vaccari, managing director 
of RCA Italiana, visited his Mexi- 
can affiliates just before RCA Mex- 
icana's President Michael Hazzard's 
leaving of the company. 

Starting January 1, Audio Fi- 
delity's recordings will be pressed 
locally by the Musart factory. , . 
The same company reached a rec- 
ord sale this month of nearly 37,- 
000 LP's of Capitol's "The Eddy 
Duchin Story."

Isles, have just signed a $28,000 
guarantee with dance -hall baron 
Philip Warren. Warren will use 
them in his dance halls and coffee 
bars, but will allow them to do 
other concert work for outside pro- 
moters. This means that leader Olaf 
Keil will not migrate to the U. S. 
as he intended. 

Auckland veteran entertainer 
Mary Throll is headed Sydney -side 
to spend a few weeks' vacation 
and will also try her luck on the 
Australian circuit. Mary once 
owned the well -known Fuller The- 
atrical Agency. . . Doug Elliot's 
music paper Hit Parade will 
sponsor a popular record poll and 
will give awards to the various sec- 
tion winners, the first of these in 
New Zealand. , . , Reports from 
the U. S. jazz magazine Downbeat 
have indicated that Louis Arm- 
strong will tour here. Some time 
ago Harry Miller stated that he 
would negotiate with Louis' man- 
ager for such an event, but doesn't 
know anything about the Down- 
beat report. Other show promoters 
deny any knowledge of a projected 
visit by the Armstrog band, al- 
though all would like to bring it. 

Though there is no popularity 
poll to judge the top jazz musicians 
by public vote, radio announcer 
John Joyce (recently returned from 
the U. S. with many tapes of in- 
person interviews) is compiling his 
latest poll which will give overseas 
agents an indication of the likes of 
NZ'ers as far as jazz is concerned. 
BMW will announce these results 
later.... Adam Faith, the visiting 
English singer, said that he will 

(possibly rewrite his autobiography 
which sold 200,000) "Poor Me" 

when he returns to England; he 
also gave out his yearly earnings as 
50,000 pounds. 

Managing director of La Gloria 
Records Harry Miller wed an 
American lass month in Los An- 
geles and has taken her on a round - 
the -world honeymoon. They have 
planned at least five wedding recep- 
tions, to be held in the countries 
they called on. The new bride is 
the former fashion model Pat 
Mitchell front New York. We wish 
then the best. 

Record sales are reaching an 
alarming low in sales, what with the 
dropping off in popularity of the 
twist and the present financial po- 
sition. Something has to happen in 
the next few months or a lot of 
small retail dealers fear they may 
have to sell at far ' below market 
rates and give up records alto- 
gether. Already many of the larger 
dealers are pushing recently ac- 
quired stock in an effort to get 
money for Christmas trading. Rec- 
ord distributors are also feeling the 
pinch here. 

Disk Firms Show 

At Poznan Fair

The International Fair in Poznan 
is the most important event in 
Poland. It is held every June. For 
two weeks Poznan Is a business 
center of Europe. Almost all the 
important countries of the world 

participate. They make many deals, 
not only with Polish companies, 
but also they make business among 
themselves. The recording industry 
is well represented. Further in- 
formation can be obtained front 
Miedzynarodowe Targi Poznanskie, 
Poznan, Poland. 

The well -known Polish composer 
Witold Lutoslawski arrived in the 
U. S. A. for a two -month stay. He 
is delivering a series of lectures on 
composition in Berkshire Center of 
Music in Boston. 

Polish conductors are wanted all 
over the world. Several of them 
have permanent jobs abroad. 
Stanislaw Skrowaczewski has been 
appointed as a leader of the Minne- 
apolis Symphony Orchestra. Now 
talks are in progress concerning an 
appointment of a Polish conductor 
to Mexico. 

Polish Radio broadcasts two jazz 
programs monthly in foreign lan- 
guages. In English, "Spotlight on 
Polish Jazz," and in German, "Jazz 
aus Polen." These are presentations 
of new jazz releases with commen- 
taries. The Polish jazz scene is also 
covered by the West German Radio 
Bremen "Jazzbriefe aus Warschau." 

The most popular monthly maga- 
zine Radar (published in Eng- 
lish and in German) also covers 
the Polish and foreign jazz in pop 
scene. Radar is read all over the 
world and has a tremendous appeal 
mostly to young readers. 

In Warsaw a disk stock exchange 
has been organized. For two weeks 
the representatives of the Polish 
distribution company discussed 
with retailers a way of improving 
the record distribution. New prices 
for poor selling records have been 
fixed and new releases have been 
presented. Over 1,000 record re- 
tailers took part. 

The Polskie Nagrania recording 
company will issue highlights of the 
last Festival of Song in Sopot. Re- 
leases consist of Polish tunes sung 
by foreign singers. 

It is possible that if Radio Lux- 
embourg can find a sponsor Polish 

will be included to 
the International Night Service, 
broadcast every night from 12:30 
to 3 a.m. 

Urdaneta Dies 

Suddenly at 37

The Puerto Rican record and 
musical world was saddened by the 
sudden death of one of its young- 
est, most successful and best liked 
members, pianist -composer Hector 
Urdaneta. 

Urdaneta, 37, died of a stroke 
on October 10. He had been pianist 
of Lito Pena's Orquesta Panameri- 
cana since its foundation. This or- 
chestra is one of the highest paid 
hotel orchestras in Puerto Rico. 
They also do much television work 
and have appeared in New York 
Latin neighborhood theaters. 

Urdaneta composed one of the 
top record sellers of 1961, the 
calypso "Ay que negra tengo" (Do 
the Limbo) published by Peer In- 
ternational. He followed this num- 
ber with another big hit for 1962, 
"Simplemente Una Ilusion," both 
for the Ansonia label. Other big 
sellers were "Tonadita," "Melodia' 
and "Tra La La." 

Young Urdaneta was also music 
consultant for the Puerto Rico of- 
fice of publishers Peer Interna- 
tional. At the time of his death he 
was taking advanced musical train- 
ing at the Puerto Rico Government 
Conservatory of Music. He was 
also a very active member of Local 
468, A.F.M. 

The American Federation of 
Musicians, Puerto Rico local, will 
hold its first annual dance and pres- 
entation of local orchestras at El 
San Juan Hotel November 18. 
About every entertainer and record- 
ing star in Puerto Rico will appear

NEW YORK -If J. S. Bach 
could step down from his organ 
church loft today he could make 
a bundle cutting pop records. An 
electrified version of Herr Bach's 
favorite instrument is very much 
the thing these days, and singles 
by pop and jazz swingers are 
causing a good deal of chart 
attention. 

During 1962 a wealth of or- 
gan -based material was cut and 
a good percentage hit the charts. 
Jazz organist Jimmy Smith 
crashed through with two big 
ones during the year with "Mid- 
night Special" (Blue Note) and 

A How -To Kit 
Tells How to 
Be Belafonte 

CHICAGO- Mercury is desig- 
nating November National Do -It- 
Yourself Folk -Singing Month and 
Is tying it together with a tongue - 
In -cheek promotion of "The Two 
Sides of the Smothers Brothers." 

Key to the program is a "Do- 
It- Yourself Folk Singing Kit," con- 
taining a booklet, "How to be a 
Folk Singer," authored by the 
Smothers Brothers, spoofing folk 
singing and folk 'singers; a booklet 
on how to play the guitar; a 
diploma embellished with a gold 
seal to be filled out by those who 
feel they have become proficient 
folk singers, and a lapel button 
which proclaims "I Am a Folk 
Singer" in large type, and in 
smaller type, "Authorized by the 
Smothers Brothers and Mercury 
Records." 

The kit is being sent to disk 
jockeys and newspaper editors 
around the country. Record dealers 
who wish to tie in are being pro- 
vided with a counter card and a 
quantity of buttons. 

Kenny Myers, vice -president, 
termed it the "largest promotion 
a record company ever put be- 
hind a folk music album and is 
just the first step in our expanded 
folk music operation." 

German Exec 
On U. S. Tour 

NEW YORK- August Batzem, 
an executive with Electrola Rec- 
ords in Germany, completed a tour 
of the United States and Canada 
this week which was meant to 
solidify and expand the label's rep- 
resentation on the North American 
continent. While in the United 
States, Batzem visited affiliates and 
toured various outlets in the Ameri- 
can merchandising make -up. 

In an interview he said Electrola 
was interested in placing more 
product (especially classical disks, 
not released by arrangement with 
Angel Records) with U. S. firms. 
Arrangements for Electrola prod- 
ucts in this country are made 
through the West German's rep, 
Transglohal Music. 

He also toured retail outlets to 
get a better picture of merchandis- 
ing techniques used in this country. 

He had praise for those stores 
dealing in foreign language re- 
cordings who compete on the open 
market with imported disks and 
sell them at list price. He made 
an extensive visit to the Yorkville 
section of this city, which has a 
strong German -American popula- 
tion. 

The Electrola official had critical 
words for the low -price and dis- 
count record structure in this coun- 
try, commenting that such price 
cuttings damage high quality mer- 
chandise, especially records in clas- 
sical catalogs, 

"Walk on the Wild Side" 
(Verve). Dave (Baby) Cortez, 
who has had a number of past 
hits, has had it big on the pop 
chart with "Rinky Dink" and 
has a strong one in his current 
"Happy Weekend," on Chess. 

Another newcomer to organ 
hit makers is Jimmy McGriff 
who originally appeared on the 
Jell label. McGriff is now on the 
Sue label with "I've Got a 
Woman." Booker T. and the 
MG's had a big organ instru- 
mental hit with "Green Onions" 
on Stax. And then there's Earl 
Grant who has had two solid 
chart performers, his latest being 
"Sweet Sixteen Bars" on Decca. 
Grant is even more potent on 
LP product which spotlights his 
instrumental organ work along 
with his highly individual vocal 
style. 

It's interesting to note that 
both the McGriff and Grant 
sides are interpretations of Ray 
Charles matenal. Charles him- 
self had a big instrumental hit 
with the artist or the organ in 
"One Mint Julep" a while back. 

This move on the pop front 
for the Hammond is a current 
break through for a type of 
instrumental music that has been 
very successful in jazz for some 
years. Such artists as Jimmy 
Smith, Johnny (Hammond) 
Smith, and Shirley Scott have 
been potent sellers for a long 
time. There's a good chance that 
trend will continue too, for the 
number of new artists plying 
the organ trade seem to increase 
with every passing week. 

Dot Opens Own 

Boston Branch 
HOLLYWOOD - Dot Records 

last week opened its own branch 
in Boston, making it the 18th com- 
pany -owned distribution outlet to 
be launched by the label. The line 
had been handled in that market 
by Lee Hartstone's Mutual Dis- 
tributing since 1955. Dot's newest 
branch will cover both Boston and 
all New York markets. 

Seymour Spiegelman, manager 
of Dot's Memphis branch for the 
past two years, will serve as man- 
ager of the new Boston branch. It is 
interesting to note that Spiegelman 
is a former member of the Hilltop - 
pers, Dot's first successful singing 
group during the label's early days. 

The new branch is being opened 
by John P. (Pete) Vescovo, admin- 
istrator director of Dot Records 
Distributing Corporation. Vescovo 
will oversee the branch operations 
from his New Orleans headquar- 
ters. He reports to Mrs. Christine 
Hamilton, Dot Records vice- presi- 
dent in charge of sales.

outlets across the nation. A similar 
deal is now in the works with the 
Goodyear Tire & Rubber Com- 
pany. 

These operations are worked not 
through jobbers, but direct. The 
individual store manager reorders 
for his store. In other cases, if new 
accounts are picked up in various 
markets, the nearest rack jobber 
will more than likely be assigned 
to handle the account.

CHICAGO- Philips Records has 
named Charles Goldberg's Affili- 
ated Record Distributors, Inc., its 
new distributor in Newark, N. J., 
and Hugh Devlin's Delta Record 
Distributing Company, Inc., its out- 
let in New Orleans.

"We do 
our own mastering, plating, press- 
ing and album covers in our own 
West Coast facilities, where we 
employ 450 people," he said. 

26,000 Outlets 
lines now in the PRI fold, 

which has 26,000 retail outlets all 
told, include Kimberley, Venise, 
Mayfair, Tops, Golden Tone, Ron- 
do, Rondolette, Galaxy, Evon, 
Acorn and Choo Choo. 

"Having a big variety of mer- 
chandise is one way of keeping the 
rack jobber happy and we try to 
have a lot to offer him. We have 
700 titles now and we'll be intro- 
ducing two new 99 -cent lines the

Finley said.

Act. The actors tried hard with what plot, jokes and lyrics 
(James Lipton) and music (Sol Berkowitz) pasted together, but it 
was a hopeless way of making a living. The gags were extremely 
small ones ( "Boy, what a terrible gang." "No, they're terrible 
people; it's a great gang. ") and one lyric rhymed "happy" with 
Shoulder- strappy." The music was loud and largely forgettable. 

There are two kind words left over for the Kermit Bloom - 
garden production: Dorothy Loudon, Against terrifying odds, 
Miss Loudoen, a tentperary fugitive from supper clubs in her first 
Broadway show, got a few nice moments across as the gangster's 
girl, Wilma Risque. She wore well in two numbers, "I Love 
You for That" and "Baby, Baby."

CONCERT 

Limeliters Show Solid Appeal 
If ticket sales and audience reaction are a valid measure, 

the Limeliters' one -nighter at Carnegie Hall November 10 was a 
solid hit. Every seat in the house was filled, and the overflow 
piled up on the stage seats to the point where it looked as 
though the folk- oriented trio was being backed by the West- 
minster Choir. 

The Limeliters, with five strongly selling RCA Victor albums 
behind them (plus an earlier album on Elektra), put on a concert 
performance that was a model of polished folksiness. Limeliter 
Lou Gottlieb's erudite, polysyllabic comments on the group's 
numbers ( "Here's a little number, literally the quintessence of 
Yarbroughism -. " and "We admit, in all truthfulness, that 
the lyric does evoke a certain vivid imagery . ") was the 
perfect, dead -pan balance for fast -paced musicianship. 

Wisely, the Limeliters did not simply give an on -stage 
performance of their recorded successes.

the Risin' of the Moon." 

Only once during the evening was the group "upstaged." 
As a final encore, and in response to demand, the trio swung 
into "Hey Le Lee Li Lee," an exercise in choral singing in 
which audience members furnish two -line verses. An audience 
voice broke everybody up- including the Limeliters, with: "I 
think the Limeliters are nifty ... but, Oh, that ticket price 
-four -fifty!"

Technician Training Tied to Sales 
HAMBURG- Secburg's West German affiliate, Seevend 

Automatenvertriebs, is pressing the training of technicians as 

the key to high -voltage sales efficiency. Dr. Rolf- Dieter Pohl, 
Seevend chief, believes that sales begin with service -the trained 
technician. Dr. Pohl, an attorney specializing In economic late, 
established Seeburg's German operation. He is concentrating on 
recruiting technicians, in short supply because of the general 
German labor dearth. Gerhard Knospe, a veteran of Wiegandt, 
has taken over as sales manager for Seevend. 

Seek Biennial 'Euromat Congress' 
VIENNA -Austrian trade leaders are proposing a "Euromat 

Congress" every two years to thrash out common problems of 
European coin machine operation. Austrian trade chiefs are 
skeptical about trying to organize a single European -wide in- 
dustry through the Euromat device, but they believe a biennial 
congress would be useful in sorting out the trade's common 
Common Market problems. President of the Austrian trade or- 
ganization, Oesterreichischen AutomatenGewerbes, is Karl Anton 
Bergmann and the business manager, Dr. Rudolf Rampf. Other 
officers are Anisim Christoff, Walter Groemmer, and Hans Her - 
wig, all of Vienna, vice- presidents, and Josef Maier, Graz; Franz 
Svoboda, Salzburg, and Walter Ptchal, Vienna, directors. 

Hamburg Firm Shoots High 
HAMBURG -Th. Bergmann & Company is bringing out 

two new target ganses, Safari and Arizona. Safari is an electronic 
and Arizona a mechanical game. The two ganses have been 
developed under a program designed to take Bergmann into 
games production on a major scale. The firm has its eye on 
Continental leadership in the game field, which continues to be 
the soft sector of the European trade. Bergmann produces four 
models of payouts and a popular "bomber" game, Atlanticus. 
U. S. firms continue to dominate the European games field, 
virtually without competition. 

Guards in London Want to Play 
LONDON- Prison warders throughout Britain are protest- 

ing a ban on fruit machines in clubs for prison officials. The 
anti -fruit ukase was issued by the Whitley Council for Prison 
Service, the United Kingdom's national prison administration. 
The ban is based on a law prohibiting gambling on crown 
property. The Prison Officers' Association is protesting on the 
grounds that the gambling law applies to substantial stakes and 
not to the minimal amounts fed into the fruits, which Ilse 
warders claim are primarily amusement machines. In any event, 
no prisoners are ever permitted to play Ilse fruits, the warders 
added. 

See German -Japan Coin Trade Tie 
BONN -Japanese Premier Haytao Ikeda's recent visit to 

Bonn may result in links between the Japanese and German 
coin machine trades. Members of Ikeda's party disclosed that 
coin machines were included in the wide- ranging trade talks 
conducted here by Ikeda. The Japanese are pressing the Germans 
for co- operation in establishing European production subsidiaries 
to get a foot in the European Contusion Market. The Japanese 
have in mind establishing a large number of branch firms in 
Europe to assemble Japanese products, among them coin ma- 
chines, for the European market. The Japanese are pressing 
phonograph development and reportedly are about ready to 
market a "super- compact" wall box hardly larger than a large 
transistor radio. Ikeda presented Foreign Minister Gerhard 
Schroeder with a transistorized TV set no larger than a lady's 
handbag, and members of Ikeda's party said the new phono- 
graph is of comparable miniaturization. 

Bingo Ops Fear Cut in U. S. Exports 
LONDON -Continental bingo operators are rushing to stock 

tip on U. S. machines in anticipation of a drastic cut in production, 
if not outright suspension, as a result of the U. S. Senate bill 
just signed by President Kennedy. The Senate bill bars bingos 
front inter -state shipment, and trade sources here and on the 
Continent are predicting that curtailed output will create a 
"bingo famine" in export markets. The big Continental export - 
import firms are encouraging such speculation with advertising 
programs keyed to a "get -'em- while- they -last" theme. The biggest 
Continental bingo market is Belgium, where the machines have 
been granted a reprieve until next January. 

U. S. Kiddie Rides Go Over in France 
PARIS -American kiddie rides are finding a big market in 

rance which the trade here predicts may become the best 
S. foreign customers. The leading French importer, "Palais 

NI Jeux," has just staged an exhibition of a dozen rides in con - 
nection with a Paris toy fair.

HAMBURG - White Seeburg 
stages a frontal assault on the 
European Common Market with its 
straight - from - Chicago "Break - 
through" premiere for its new LP 
Console, the Automatic Canteen 
Company of America is quietly at 
work trying to sew up the super- 
market by envelopment and infil- 
tration. 

Automatic Canteen executives 
believe, despite Seeburg's 'Break- 
through" zip and razzmatazz, that 
their quietly methodical "adjust -to- 
Europe" ways will win then more 
Common Market ground faster 
than a hit -the -beach sales invasion. 

Almost unnoticed by either the 
U. S. or European trade, Automat- 
ic Canteen has been systematically 
collecting the components of a 

Common Market coin machine 
colossus. This process has been so 
expertly conducted, and is so far 
advanced, that Automatic Canteen 
is fortified for almost any European 
economic eventuality. 

For example, Canteen will bene- 
fit if Britain enters the Compton 
Market, but Canteen also had 
hedged itself against a British boy- 
cott of the big market. 

Canteen's German empire- build- 
ing is instructive of its "quiet Amer- 
ican" approach, the building block 
by block in unhurried tempo and 
hewing to plan. 

The first step was acquisition of 
the West German independent 
phonograph manufacturer Tonomat 
at Neu Isenburg, outside Frank- 
furt.

FLORENCE, S. C. -Where an operator has a 
large number of bulk machines in an industrial 
location, it pays to make sure that potential 
customers have plenty of change "on the honor 
system," according to Bonneau Lesesne, of B & D 
Vending Company here. 

Lesesne, who intermingles operation of 600 
bulk vending machines with half that number in 
candy, cigaret and merchandise vending machines, 
has increased collections sharply in every factory 
location by honor system change offered in auto - 
matic cafeterias which he operates at such loca- 
tions as the Du Pont Corporation plant and the 
Electromotive Corporation, Sealtest Company head- 
quarters. 

Instead of merely using coin changers, such as 
is usually the case, the South Carolina operator 
has amplified the change facility for customers 
by displaying a carton lid full of small Kraft 
paper packets daily, each packet containing an even 
dollar in change, including quarters, dimes, 
nickels and pennies. 

Set out in the open where any customer can 
quickly help himself, leaving a dollar bill in ex- 
change, the honor system display has proved not 
only a benefit to employees who are limited in 
time for lunch, but for those who enjoy a snack 
out of 5 -cent and 10 -cent venders as well as penny 
bulk venders through the day. 

Including 10 pennies in the change offered in 
the honor system envelope has made an impressive 
difference in the number of pennies collected by 
each machine, Lesesne said - and even though 
there is no supervision over the packets of change, 
B & D Vending Company has still to lose its 
first dollar in change. 

Lesesne gave no thought to the penny consid- 
eration when he first began the honor system, but 
soon realized that the large number of hulk vend- 
ing machines in each location, plus a natural 
shortage of pennies in the area, made it essential 
to offer this service too. Bulk vending profits have 
been excellent ever since.

Coded System of Cataloging Records 
Means Cost Saving to Beer City Firm 

By BENN OLLMAN 

MILWAUKEE -An inexpensive notebook sys- 
tem saves Milwaukee Amusement Company hun- 
dreds of dollars yearly on its phonograph record 

purchases. The system is han- 
dled by one employee. He func- 
tions as the company's record 
specialist. 

Clarence Smith, owner of 
Milwaukee Amusement Com- 
pany, says: 'This system is re- 
markably efficient. We avoid 
costly duplication of effort and 

expense by assigning only one man to the job. 
He is responsible for selection, purchases and stor- 
age of all of our records. He also has charge of 
location programming, taking into consideration, 
of course, requests brought in by the routeman." 

Ken Zastrow, who heads Milwaukee Amuse- 
ment Company's disk buying and inventory sys- 
tern, explains how it operates: 

Master Notebook 
A master notebook is the "heart" of the 

system. In it Zastrow lists the artist and title 
of every record, plus the quantities he has pur- 
chased. The records are all given a code number; 
these numbers are later transferred to the individual 
route books. 

"A system based on the catalog numbers used 
by each record label would be too unwieldly," 
explained Zastrow, "since the record companies 
all use different number arrangements. So, we 
follow a normal numerical sequence. There is 
nothing secret or unusual about our code: we 
started at `number one' and have continued in 
normal progression. The purpose of using a num- 
ber code is to help us keep track of each record 
we buy, regardless of label." 

A notebook for each location is kept in a 
pigeonhole filing system in the record department. 
Every notebook contains a list of all the records 
put on the juke box in that location. When the 
record is pulled, the code number by which it has 
been listed, is scratched off. 

Record Requests 
A request notebook is also part of the system. 

At the end of each day's work, the routeman 
notes all record requests he has received and the 
locations asking for these records. Zastrow relies on 
this request notebook for his programming informa- 
tion. All request records purchased and those 
drawn from the record library are put in the 
pigeonhole set aside for each location. 

A color code is used in the master notebook 
to distinguish the types of categories into which 
all new records purchased fit: 

Numbers written in BLUE ink ... pop 
tunes 

BILLBOARD 

Numbers written in GREEN ink ... polkas 
and westerns 

Numbers written in RED ink ... rhythm 
and blues. 

Thin Line' 
"There is often only a very thin line between 

rhythm and blues and pop or jazz records 
released nowadays," saSis Zastrow. In instances 
where I feel a record' could fit in two categories, 
I write the number in both color inks. This indicates 
to me that these numbers can be programmed in 
spots that prefer either type of music." 

Zastrow is responsible for assembling the route - 
man's supply of records for each day. He sees 
to it that title stripes are available for each rec- 
ord. His job also includes maintenance of the 
company's record library. The takeoff records are 
shelved according to artists' names. 

Why file records in the library according to 
artist? 

Ask for Artist 

"Most of the requests stress the artist. Cus- 
tomers ask for something by an artist more often 
than they request a particular tune," explains 
Zastrow. 

How long are records kept in the library after 
they have seen service on the routes? 

"Actually, we never throw all the records 
away," says Zastrow. "For example, if we covered 
the routes with a hit number -and we use close 
to 100 copies of a big hit -I would keep 15 or 
20 in the library when the locations were through 
with it. The rest are sold or given away." 

There's no reason for keeping a large quantity 
of old records once the number has had it. But 
you never know when requests will pop up for 
an oldie -or the tutee may even make a come- 
back." 

Zastrow's keen knowledge of the strengths 
and weaknesses of each of the company's nearly 
100 locations is a strong factor in the capable 
handling of his job. 

One -Stop Purchases 
All records, he says, are purchased from a 

local one -stop. Each week he sets aside several 
hours for visiting the one -stop to audition the new 
releases. 

"It is up to the routeman to decide when a 
record should be taken off. But the routeman 
depends on my ability to select the best numbers 
for hint to put on his' juke boxes," says Zastrow. 

"To do the job properly I have to keep in 
touch with the trade press, especially the charts 
and reviews of new singles in Billboard Music 
Week. I also have to listen to the radio stations 
in town that play the newest releases."

Don't Cry" at the top. 

But operators generally felt the 
new five listed here would click 
their meters extremely well, and 
had a chance to be the top tune on 
their route.

Missouri organizations for taking 
similar actions at their recent meet- 
ings." 

Anderson said that the West Vir- 
ginia operators "liked the new look 
of MOA." He said he referred 

;specifically to the "change in by- 
laws, broadening the membership 
base, having an operator as presi- 
dent, and emphasis on closer work- 
ing relations with State and local 
organizations. 

"When Bob Blundred attended 
our annual convention in Septem- 
ber, he did a good job explaining 
the three major objectives of the 
association. I am referring to the 
emphasis in having MOA represent 
the interests of the industry, help - 
ing the individual operator be a bet- 
ter businessman, and telling people 
about the value and contributions 
made by the industry. 

Mature Businessmen 
"People in this industry are na- 

ture businessmen," Anderson said. 
"They realize the need to have a 
strong trade organization at both 
the State and national levels. I for 
one am happy that MOA is re- 
sponding to these desires." 

John Fling, executive secretary 
of the Missouri Coin Machine 
Council, said he was authorized to 
forward the check by unanimous 
vote at the last membership meet- 
ing of the organization. 

The 5330 contribution repre- 
sented a graduated payment by 
members based on the number of 
machines in operation. Amounts 
ranged from $25 to $50 per mem- 
ber. 

In making the contribution, Fling 
said the graduated payment plan 
was one he had always advocated 
to replace the present flat fee basis 
of membership dues. 

"All of our members have long 
agreed on the principle of gradu- 
ated dues and have had it in effect 
in this council for three years, us- 
ing a 'dime -a -week' plan to raise 
money at the rate of $5 per year 
for each machine on location."

effort, and the Ilse of paint spray 
cans was never completely satis- 
factory, because dust would settle 
on the paint before it dried, re- 
sulting in anything but a pre- 
possessing appearance. 

About a year ago, however, the 
Colorado operator had a bad 
scratch on the fender of his pick- 
up truck refinished and was sur- 
prised to see the body shop man 
use a soft camel's hair brush, 
instead of the usual spray can, 
for the touch -up. 

Frederics was also surprised to 
see that the paint dried quickly, 
without picking tip the least bit 
of dust, and just as attractively as 
a spray job. 

Other Advantages 
Further research proved that the 

synthetic enamel, mixed with an 
instant -evaporating reducer had 
other advantages. For one thing, 
it was not necessary to carry 
liquids around for cleaning the 
brush, since as rapidly as the paint 
dried in the brush, it could be 
powdered out by simply rubbing 
the brush against a rough surface 
such as a brick, removing all of 
the paint flecks. 

Then, the brush could be put 
into the synthetic enamel again 
where it softened immediately back 
to full usefulness, and made it 
possible to do just as smooth a 
paint application job. 

That's all the Colorado opera- 
tor needed to know to begin using 
these synthetic enamels successfully. 
Since then, he has not only touched 
up all of his machines, but fre- 
quently, refinished entire units, 
with brush and paint which dries 
in a matter of seconds, back to 
like -new appearance. 

Variety of Brushes 
Frederics carries a dozen sizes 

of paint with him, 
all small, soft bristle art types, and 
can keep each brush ready for 
use, by simply rubbing the bristles 
against a rough surface or between

Sweden, where it converted a 30 
Per cent holding in Automatforsal- 
lning -AB, Stockholm, into outright 
ownership. By erecting strong bases 
in Britain and Sweden, Canteen has 
hedged itself against the exclusion 
of Britain from the European Com- 
mon Market. 

If Britain joins the supermarket, 
Canteen will be in a strong com- 
petitive position, but if the British 
stay out, Canteen, thanks to its 
British and Swedish affiliates, will 
still be in a strong position. 

Benelux Operation 
The Stockholm acquisition pro- 

vides a base for Canteen's expan- 
sion throughout Sweden, Norway, 
Finland, amt (if Britain stays out of 
the Common Market) Denmark. 

In Europe. Canteen is pressing 
its expansion without particular 
reference to the Common Market. 
It has established Automatic Can- 
teen Benelux to serve Belgium, 
Luxembourg and the Netherlands, 
and it has acquired a series of 
Swiss firms. 

All of these various acquisitions 
are carefully planned to provide 
Canteen with maximum operating 
leverage and flexibility throughout 
the Greater European market. in- 
cluding Britain and Scandinavia. 

The U. S. colossus has arranged 
itself so cozily among the Euro- 
pean trade that few of its European 
competitors are yet fully aware of 
the powerful market position it 
has been patiently fashioning.
