SAN REMO—A gew teen-
age star was born here when
Gighola Cinquetti, 15 years old
and one of the two new artists
in the program, won the San
Remo Song Festival with the
song "Non Ho L'eta per
Amarti."

Beatles Begin New
British Artist Push

NEW YORK — Greal Britain
hasn't been as influential in
American aflairs since 1775.
The sensational impact of the
Beatles on  England’s former

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Eulogy for 3 Jazz Greats

In two short months since December, three
prominent members of the jarz world have died,
Although each of these people was entirely
different from the other, each had a forceful
impact on the music as it is played, sung and
produced.

In December, the whele music indusiry was
shocked by the sudden death of Bill Grauer,
president of Riverside Records. With Ormrin Keep-
news, Graver built Riverside from a $500 in-
vesiment into a powerhouse jazz firm which,
in the last two years of his life, moved sub-
siantial jazz product into the pop market.

He envisioned his company as becoming a
dominent force in the independent record world
Although Bill was as much a music man as
any, 11 was generally understood that Orrin was
the record producer while he, Graver, was the
businessman

As a businessman he was dynamic, driving
himse!l and those around him relentlessly toward
his goai—a bigger and better place in the sun
for Riverside. He was among the first in jazz,
with Norman Granz, to realize what drastic
changes were taking place in the selling end of
the record industry. He was constantly trying to
geiar his company to (and at the same time pro-
tect 1t from) the volatle effects of volume selling
Cne of his fondest wishes, which he often re-
peated, was to have Riverside stock offered for
public sale.

So strong was this per-
sonality that even, as many suspected, when she
was losing «her voice through the last few years
ol her life, she could half talk and balf sing a
Iyric and make it an impelling story.

As an artist she remains a Queen—and, as
she used 10 say, “not just Queen of the Blues™
In her prime her interprelation of a song—any
song—had power. As she once said, ‘'l can sing
anything. The blues, jazz, musical comedy, opera
—Jn}thlng And, if I have to, | can even go to
church.”

The third loss was as telling as the first two,
Just a few short weeks ago, trombonist Jack
Teagarden died. His personality and style as a
human being was in sharp contrast to Bill
Graver and Dinah Washington, but his loss is
as great, the place left unfilled as large,

The trombonist was as powerful in a retiring
fashion. Like Miss Washington, he made direct
contact with an audience. His tools were warmth,
umplicity and open-handed genumeness. He wore
his heart on his sleeve. His singing was touched
with humor and a gentle sadness. His playing was
alert, inventive, warm and full. Unlike many
jazzmen who grow stale and openly show their
loss of mterest in music and control of their
mstrument, Big T played and sang with author-
Hy almost to the day he died. No small ac-
complishment for a man involved in the spirit-
breaking business of plaving and traveling for
soine 40 vears. He was 58 when he died.

WAYNE SETS TAPESTRY
WITH ELECTRIC BANJO

NEW YORK—On a new LP
called "Tapestry,” Chuck Wayne
demonsirales something old
plaved like new. Wayne, ordi-
pnarily a guitanst, plays electni-
fied banjo on two of the tracks

“Tapestry™ has been released
on the Focus [abel, which is
being distnbuted by the Atlan-
tic banner. The label comes
from an idea and the money
of Mort Fega, jaxz deejay at
WEVD here. It was his purpose
to create the best package pos-
sible for Wayne, and the result-
ing album is a sharp, clean, well-
paced set that features nine
tracks of guitar tric work and
two with the banjo as the front-
line instrument.

Wayne has been a familiar
face on the jazz and pop music
scene for more than 15 years.
He gravitated to the big band
business from Boston, attracting
a pgood deal of attention with a
stint for Woody Herman, Bar-
bara Carroll, George Shearing
and a host of other groups.

The instrumentalist is cur-
rently one of the first-line side-
men in the recording, radio and
TV studio ranks. He works on a
wide variety of record dates
from pop to jazz, and plays
frequently at CBS.

It was a tour of duty at CBS
that led to the artist’s eXperi-
mentation with the banjo. As
part of a morning show, he was
called upon to play fills and
strum softly behind singers and
instrumentalist. As a result,
Wayne began “fooling around”
with the instrument. “I tuned
the banjo like the first four
strings of guitar because | was
more familiar with that finger-

ing. Everyone seemed 1o get a
kick out of the modern chords
and solos that resulted. Then I
got my hands on a six-string
banjo, something rather rare,
and | was encouraged to bring
it along on record and night
club dates,” he says

“Actually,” Wayne says, “the
six-string version of the instru-
ment has a really good sound
when it's played like a froat-line
instrument. When you play it
like a jazz guitar it gets a soff
yet percussive sound that's inter-
esting without being gimmicky.”

OUn the album the banjo-play-
ing guitarist s accompanied by
a strong rhythm team of Ernie
Furtado, bass, and Jim Camp-
bell, drums.

Chuck Wayne has no plans
yet for another album, or a tour
on the road or a regular group
o work night clubs, “We have
plaved The Most (the East Side
club here) with a trio, and you
might say that that’s where the
new jazz banjo officially made
it's debut; but right now we'll
just see what happens with this
album.™

HOLLYWOOD — The small
indie jarz labels must find a
pew, crealive method of selling
their product and forget about
patterning themselves after the
major labels, says Les Koenig,
head of the Contemporary and
CGood Time diskeries.

The massive disk market with
its new distribution outlets has
seriously affected the availability
of jazz product in many areas,
reports Koenig, who recently
visited seven key markets.

“There 15 a great demand for
im prosfuct,” states Koenig,
“but we must realize that im
can never attain the
of the pop market. We are l.‘ur:ll
ing wtth I small per cent of the
business, but one which can be
both profitable and healthy for
those of us concerned with "

This tight jazx market, as
Koenig sees it, is comprised of
Riverside, Atlantic, Prestige,
Blue Note, Impulse, Vee Jay,
Verve, Fantasy, World Pacific
and one of the majors, Co-
lumbia.

Exec says he finds racks,
distribs and one-stops who don't
carry all the lines or any depth
of product and this ma-
terial is the key to survival for
a jazzery.

With almost 60 per cent of
disk business done through racks
which only handle the hot chart
itemns, Koenig feels he's losing a
healthy slice of his business by
being excluded. He relates an in-
cident which occurred close 1o
home which points up the un-
availability of jazz product and
the paradox of people asking
for jazz “l received a letter
from Lou Hermann, a jazz disk
jockey on KVEC in San Luis
Ohbispo,” Koenig recalls, “who
wrote that he hadn't been re-
ceiving any of our records, We
senl him several LP's, he played
them on the air and people
began calling to find out where
they could get them.™

voenig then checked the Cen-
tral California area, and discov-
ered his product wasn't available
in any store. He called the Pasa-
dena rack jobber who handles
the arca and was told he only
stocked those items he thought
would =ell,

“The racks aren't going out
and promoling the specialty
lines,” Koenig beefs. In cases

M course, slow-speed high fidelity recording
aiready exists—at a relatively high price—in the
IM-Revere tape cartridge system and in the
Roberts Electronics “crossfield head”™ recorder

Ihe crossfield head isx regarded as a wvery
promising development, and is now being ex-
tended 1o other makes of recorders—again, high-
priced units, o far as we know The pnnclple %
available 10 any recorder manufacturer, and a
low-priced version will be available

The crossfield head is a development of 1T
Research Center of the lllinois Institute of Tech-
nology, which holds most basic magnetic-recording
patents. IIT magnetic recording expert Marvin
Camras said the development is available to all
of IIT's magnetic recording licensees. The princi-
ple, he 10ld us, 15 “not basicalls expensive.” He
said it makes possible frequency response up lo
15,000 cvycles at 17 ips. The crossfield pPrinci-
ple sharpens the head’s magnetic field, and makes
possible the use of an extremely narrow gap in
recording and playback

Camras [eels it will be just “a matter of time"
until the new head becomes the industry standard
There is another ig problem in slow-speed 1ape,
however, which 15 currently imposing the major
harrier to ils use in moderate-priced machines.
This is the mechanical problem—the problem of
eliminating wow and flutter at 1% ips

“Al the present time, the need is for better and
more expensive tape transport mechanisms” for

extremely stable tape speed ot 1% ips, said
Camras. (M course, the problem becomes cven
more scule in lower cost machines, because of
the high degree of precision needed.”

Echoing Camras’ sentiments & Bermnard Killin-
ger, sales manager of Michigan Magnetics, one of
the largest Amerncan manufacturers of tape re-
cording und plavback heads. “The mechanical
problem.” he told us. “is probably larger than the
head problem. We probably will solve our problem
before the manulacturers of molors and tape
drives solve theirs.”

Michigan Magnetics also is working toward the
1™ ips recording head, and It is doing this
through a redoction in the size of the gap
Moullinger feels that the crossfield head “isn"t immi-
nent 0 mass production, and his company prefers
at this time to improve frequency response through
refinements in conventional methods of building
tape heads

We are shooting at the lowest possible speed,”
he suid. “This would not enly reduce costs of raw
lape 1o the user, but it could result in sharp
reduction n prices of pre-recorded tape by bring-
ing down the cosi of reproducing from master
tapes. The most expensive factor in reproducing
tape s the time invalved,” he added, “and slowing
down the playing speed would make it possible
to speed up the reproducing process.’

“The whole recording industry.” said Killinger.
is faced with getling costs down to the point
where magnetic recording is comparable to disks
in price. Today, unfortunately, a really good
record is closer to the price class of color TV than
it 18 1o good record-playing equipment.’

Killinger pointed out one of the less dramatic
ways in which recorder costs are being reduced
In recent years, he said, costs of recording heads
have dropped by as much as 40 per cent.

An imminent development by Michigan Mag-
nefics 15 aimed at cutting the maintenance costs
of tape recorders. It will soon announce heads
made from a new malerial—so new il doesn’t vet
have a trade name. “This material extends head
wear characteristics beyvond anything we've ever
hoped.” said Killinger. "It virtually eliminates the
element of head wear. We have found no prob-
fems at all o 2,000 hours of continuous use.”

The new head material will also help Michigan
Muagnetics program aimed al increasing lape-
playing time and reducing speed. “We could
alwovs make a head gap 45 narrow as we wanted.
But holding it was the problem. This new material
will help hold the gap 1o the proper size.™

These are just a couple of the upcoming
developments in magnetic recording. Together
with others in the works, they're expecied 10 help
the recorder industry’s drive to hreak through the
cost barrier. The future dimensions of the audio
recording industry will depend on how effectively
the cost challenge is met

substantial amount of free records as an induce-
ment to put special effort into promoting them.
Hix stores all make weekly sales reports to two
local radio stations. Frequently included in their
lists of best selling singles will be those ilems on
which freebies have been received, even though
in fact they may not have sold that well—i
at all

One of the stations is well aware of the dis-
crepancies and distortions present in reports from
the Smith stores. Every effort is made to ferret
out the phony listings by careful cross checking
with dependahle sources of imformation. As a re-
sult, the station's playlist 15 an accurate reflection
of record populanity in the market.

The other station accepled the reports at face
value. Result: Their playlist contained a certain
percentage of losers. As a further result, this sta-
non is lagging far behind in audience ratings,
while the other station, with its carefully checked
playlist, 1s consistently No. 1

CASE HISTORY NO. 4. This is a composite
of several bad examples. It concerns the disk
jockey of obvious talents who never quile made
the big time. He started out well. He “owned™
his town—a smaller town. Record men knew
about him and spread the word. A big town
station invited him to send tapes. He got the job

He was gmat on the air, Off the air? Well—the
p.d. began to look puzzled. Worried. The jock
secemed like a loner. In staff meetings he was
often cynical, sarcastic, sneering, almost. The feel-
ing grew that he though only of himsell, There
was little or no regard for the station's welfare

The jock was much sought after by record
promoters. He was the star of the station. He
sold records. He broke new hits. His approval
was eagerly sought by record people. They con-
vinced him, without much trouble, that he was
far more important to the station than the pro-
gram director or the general manager.

In some ways, this potential genius was a rebel,
He hated rules. He wanted 1o be the King—
muking his own rules. When the p.d. correcied
him he was resentful. He thought he could be a
better p.d. than the one he was taking orders
from. He threw his weight around. He was fired.
Of course, he found other jobs, but there were
always problems.

The only ending we can provide for this com-
posite case study of several d.j.s 15 one of frustra-
tion and disappointment, Apparently genius 1S no
guarantee of success in radio. It takes a true
professional to concentrate all hus ability m the
direction poimnted by station policy, and to accept
direction as help rather than as interference.

Van der Wage
believes that “the hour has
struck™ for coinmen to unite
even as the nations of Europe
are doing.

There is increasing criticism
that while major European in-
dustries and trade enis are
organizing on a European Com-
mon Market-wide basis, the con
machine trade “has turned 1ts
backs on progress.” Euromat
proponents warn that the coin
machine trade risks being left
behind in the economic trans-

Hans Odenthal, business man-
ager of the Central Federation
of the Organizations of the
German Coin Machine Operat-
ing Trade (ZOA) calls for a
“one-trade” concept of Conti-
nental coin machine operation.

International Approach

He proposes an international
approach to resolving trade
problems. He would convene
regular meetings of representa-
tives of European operator or-
gantzations.

In Austria, Van der Wege and
Marchant are strongly supported
by the Verband des Oesterreich-
mchen Automaten - Gewerbes
(VOA), whose secretary, Dr.
Rudolf Rampf, s seeking to
foster international trade con-
tacts. Dr. Rampf{ would not
restrict & Euromat organization
to merely member stales of the
European Common Market and

Britain, but would seek the
widest possible  international
grouping.

The Austrian trade leader
even proposes welcoming rep-
resentatives of the Iron Curtain
trade, on the premise that the
more interested they become in
international trade affairs, the
more likely they will buy West-
ern equipment.

Results of a nationwide, six-
step, self-regulation program (o
prevent the illegal sale of cigarets
to miners from vending ma-
chines was itmmediately pre-
sented o Dr. Luther L. Terry,
L. S. Surgeon General, by the
National Automatic Merchan-
dising Association.

NAMA also called a series of
State meelings for early Febru-
ary to plan legislative activity
regarding the cigaret-health con-
troversy (see separale slory).

Louis J. Risman, chairman of
NAMA's special commiltes on
cigaret vending, informed the
surgeon general that “Operators
of cigaret machines in every
State have ordered more than
260,000 ‘minors-are-forbidden’
labels for their machines in the
past year.

“This covers more than twice
the 15 per cent of vending ma-
chines which were in locations
freely accessible to minors when
the program began,” Risman
suid

New Bedford Leads Mass.
In $250 Gaming Stamps

By CAMERON DEWAR

BOSTON—According to fig-
ures released last week by the
Internal Revenue Service, New
Bedford is the in-line capital of
the Bay State, with the Whal-
mmg City accounting for 81 of
the 171 $250 federal gaming
tax stamps issued in the Com-
monwealth.

Somerville follows with nine
stamps; Revere is third with
cightt The Internal Revenue
Service is not concerned
whether or not the game actu-
ally is used for gambling. As
long as 1t contains certain arbi-
trary features, it must carry the
3250 stamp

Not a single permit was taken
out in Boston or Fall River, IRS
statistics show. Boston banned
these devices in 1959 and some
B0 machines went out of busi-
ness, but three locations, a bus

terminal and two arcades were
allowed to operate for amuse-

ment purposes only.
IRS V

Said an IRS official: “Some
operators prefer to register their
machines and take their chances
that local law enforcement offi-
cials won't catch them doing
anything illegal. Others feel that
if local officials look into our
records and find their names
they will have a line on them."

Periodic raids set up by
undercover agents annually net
a fair amount of machines being
operated illegally and are sup-
posedly used to scare operators
into complying with the stamp
rule,

An official of the Massachu-
selts Department of Standards,
which passes on the category of
each machine, estimates that
there are about 7,000 such ma-
chines in the Commonwealth.
