Mercury's Steinberg Talks Out
On Mfr.-Racker Frictions

Grants Distributor Price
On Budget Merchandise

CHICAGO—A top executive
with one of the world’s largest
record company combines came
away from the recent National
Association of Record Merchan-
disers convention in Miami
Beach with both bouquets and
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EMI GROSSES
$23 MILLION;
UP FROM ‘63

LONDON—EMI group prof-
its have gone soaring hand in
hand with the Beatles. Buoyant
record sales have spearheaded
a gigantic increase in profits—
the group’s pre-tax profits for
the year ending June 30 are not
expected to be less than $23
million, compared with $15 mil-
lion for the previous year,

EMI chairman Sir Joseph
Lockwood announced a one-for-
one scrip issue and forecast a
sharply higher final dividend.
This is expected to be 10 per
cent on the enlarged capital
against the equivalent 6% per
cent.

The prospective total divi-
dend for the year ending June
30, is 12%% per cent on the
new capital, compared with the
equivalent of 8% per cent for
1962-1963.

The news made EMI shares
jump to a new four-year peak.
The 32-cents share went up
30 cents, to about $7.75.
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brickbats for the rack-jobbing
fraternity.

Irwin  Steinberg, executive
vice-president of the Mercury-
Philips-Smash group, said the
rack jobbers deserve a pat on
the back for their “merchandis-
ing genius and depth of sale
performance.” But he added
that they’ve failed to live up to
their responsibility in several
other key areas.

The Mercury exec spoke in
an exclusive interview with Bill-
board last week.

He elaborated on a new Mer-
cury franchising policy toward
rack jobbers where the racks
can buy Mercury ‘merchandise
at the same price as distributors.

He re-emphasized Mercury’s
determination to continue giving
rack jobbers a functional dis-
count. At the same time, he
pointed out that the recent elim-
ination of functionals by Cap-
itol was “forced by the rack
jobbers themselves.”

Steinberg referred to a com-
ment back in the March 7 issue
of Billboard where he noted
that “Capitol’s action reflects
the growing demand on the part

RCA Puts Big Dent
In Religious Mart

NEW YORK—RCA Victor is
quietly racking up very strong
sales in the sacred and religious
record market. This is true of
both the RCA Victor and Cam-
den labels. For the former, for
instance, total sales in 1963 ap-
proximated 500,000 packages.
For Camden, the 1963 figure
reached about 400,000. Accord-
ing to Ray Clark, product plan-
ning manager, RCA Victor, the

figures for the first quarter of
1965 are 10 per cent ahead of
1963.

Biggest sellers, according to
Clark, are such artists as George
Beverly Shea, Billy Graham,
the Beechwood Brothers, the
Statesmen Quartet, the Carter
Family, the Speer Family (not
now under RCA contract), and
such country-oriented artists as

ROSA Move Picks Up MOA
Hopes for Diskery Support

NEW YORK—Juke box pro-
gramming will be the theme of
the 1964 convention of the Mu-
sic Operators of America to be
held at the Sherman Hotel,
Chicago, October 14-16.

MOA’s executive director,
Fred Granger, here to line up
record company exhibitors for
the show, disclosed that the
Record One Stop Association
will participate in the conven-
tion by holding meeting using
MOA facilities, participating in

programming forums and main-
taining a booth at the show.

Granger and Irv Perlman,
Philadelphia, ROSA president,
agreed on the details of the one
stoppers’ participation Thursday
(30).

ROSA’s participation is the
first major step taken by Gran-
ger in an attempt to bring the
record companies and the juke
box operators closer together.

Rift Has Widened

The rift between the two has
widened in the last decade, due
largely to the expanding role

of the one stops. With opera-
tors buying about 80 per cent
of their product through one
stops, record labels have felt
that promotion to the operator
was wasted effort. They rea-
soned that as long as the one-
stop shaped the operator’s buy-
ing habits, the need to partici-
pate in an operator convention
was not important.

Other factors were responsi-
ble for the lack of participation
in juke box operator affairs. In
1961 and 1962, the MOA show

Club. Complaint alleged sup-
pression of competition, fic-
titious prices in advertising and
accused Columbia of monopoly
practices.

Sokolow said government had
no proof that either Victor or
Capitol clubs had any intention
of changing their practices. He
noted dryly that these practices
include “exclusive” arrange-
ments on a single-record basis
which “cherry-pick” top hits.

New Types of Argument

The Columbia attorney said
the government had not only
shifted gears to drag future pos-
sibilities into the case, but it
had introduced new types of
argument not covered in the
complaint, and not covered by
witness testimony during lengthy
hearings (11,000 pages, 1,500
exhibits). Sokolow also com-
plained about a new estimate
of club share of record sales
for 1962, made by government
attorneys. He was given oppor-
tunity to study and rebut the
new findings, which were based
on “in camera” (not for public
release) testimony and exhibits.

The government case, handled
by FTC attorneys Richard La-
vine, Morton Needleman and

Peter Diaz, ended with a fervent
plea to FTC Hearing Examiner
Donald R. Moore to affirm the
complaint against the Colum-
bia Club. They urged it in the
name of protection for “cur-

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RITA PAVONE ARRIVES FOR
RCA’S PROMOTION TOUR

NEW YORK—Rita Pavone, Italy’s teen-age top-seller, arrived here
Friday (1) to start a nationwide promotional tour as part of RCA
Victor’s all-out U. S. star build-up in her behalf. She is set to appear
on the Ed Sullivan show on May 17, and will launch her cross-

country tour on May 20.

During her first week here she will start rehearsals with artist
and repertoire producer Joe Rene on a single and an LP. The single
is scheduled for release May 12, and the album will be issued

early in June.

According to RCA Victor, Miss Pavone has sold

more than 8,000,000 records during the past 14 months, including
her sales in Italy, Spain, Germany, Argentina, Belgium, Japan, and

other markets.

During her U. S. promotional tour, she will participate in disk
jockey hops, on-the-air and press interviews. Some of the cities set
at press time include Los Angeles, San Francisco, Milwaukee, Minne-
apolis, Boston, Detroit. Other prime markets visits are being arranged.

RCA Victor had launched a teaser ad campaign a month ago
heralding Miss Pavone’s arrival. Last week, the label started flood-
ing the trade with “Think Rita Pavone” stickers. She is being

CHICAGO — If the ghosts
were to have paraded from the
cemetery it wouldn’t have cre-
ated greater fuss and tumult in
the radio-record trade than the
radical change in format em-
barked on by WMAQ, the Na-
tional Broadcasting Company-
owned outlet here Friday (1).

Although the new format will

Atlantic Back
On "Hot 100°

NEW YORK—Following a
strategy outlined by Executive
Vice - President Jerry Wexler
some months ago, Atlantic Rec-
ords is once again on the “Hot
100” charts, with a distinct
spread of six singles and three
others “Bubbling.”

Atlantic’s strategy was to re-
lease more first-grade disks to
try to start a number of singles
happening in different areas.
The approach worked, though
the Beatles and assorted British
surge caused a setback for At-
lantic and most other com-
panies.

Now, Atlantic executives, and
others in the industry, get the
distinct impression that perhaps
the Beatles binge is slowing
down.

This week for instance, “My
Girl Sloopy,” by the Vibrations
(Atlantic), moved up to No. 27;
“Goodbye Baby,” by Solomon
Burke, is No. 54; “Tea for Two,”
by Nino Tempo and April
Stevens (Atco), is No. 65;
“That’s When It Hurts,” by Ben
E. King, is No. 69; the Drifter’s
“One Way Love” (Atlantic), is
No. 78; and, Barbara and the
Browns’ “Big Party” (Stax), en-
tered the charts at No. 97. (The
“Bubblers” are 122-124.)

(In addition the company has
two albums on the charts:
“Apollo Saturday Night,” by
various artists (Atco), is No. 85;
Otis Redding’s “Pain in My
Heart (Atco), is No. 133.)

WMAQ has long been the city’s
leading outlet for semi-classical
music and talk. The closest it’s
been to pop music is an occa-
sional show tune or perhaps a
subdued madrigal.

The “Battle of Champions”
contest on WMAQ is in some-
what the same category as put-
ting the Beatles on a program
of chamber music beamed to
the senior citizens of the world.
Behind the big switch is Mike
Joseph, vice-president in charge
of radio-owned stations for NBC.
Joseph is the same man who
pulled the razzle-dazzle with
the NBC outlet in Detroit just
a few months ago.

NBC had a station called
WKMH in last place with a
middle - of - the - road format.
When Joseph got through,
NBC had a station with new call
letters (WKNR), new music for-
mat (Top 30 Plus 1) and new
ratings (first). So far Joseph is
keeping his plans for a WMAQ
in Chicago a secret (even from
his staff, or so he says), but he
will say that it will be “unique,
different and exciting.”

The “Battle of Champions”
contest, however, gives some in-
dication. For one thing, it lists
record by such artists as Elvis
Presley, the Kingston Trio and
the Platters. For another, it talks
about “the new ‘Q’” and urges
listeners to call in and vote for
winners.

To most radio-record people,
this smacks of “Top 40,” or
something very close. The feel-
ing here is that it will be “close,”
or as one promotion man put it,
not “Top 40 but more *“Chicken
40.” WMAQ also has a new
program director, Chuck Benson,
formerly from Buffalo. How-
ever, Joseph said he is planning
no further staff changes and is

W. German Diskeries Vie
For Common Market Trade

FRANKFURT — West Ger-
many’s disk industry is going
through an upheaval triggered
by the anticipation of riches to
be reaped in the European
Common Market.

Aggressive new diskeries and
a revitalized old diskery—Elec-
trola—are jostling the compla-
cent giants for position in the
new world of the European
trade community.

Leadership of the German
industry in 1964 has been exer-
cised so far by new firms, new
names, and new faces. The tra-
ditional pacesetters are lagging
behind.

Electrola Ahead

Revitalized Electrola, which
led the industry last year, is out
ahead this year. Close behind
in gross sales are Deutsche
Vogue and Bernhard Mikulski’s
German CBS. A new entry, the
electronics manufacturer SABA
of Villingen, in the Black For-
est, has shot to the top with
fast-selling LP’s.

The giants of the German
trade have been forecasting a
“consolidation” phase for the
record market, with the bid disk-
eries swallowing up the lesser
competition and girding to do
battle in the European Com-
mon Market with polyglot plat-

ter production. Merger, fusion,
and concentration was supposed
to be the order of the day. In-
stead, competion is exploding in
all directions with the upstart
labels carrying the sales battle
to the complacent colossi.
Aggressive Labels

The agressive new labels are
Abanori, Acondor, Ballaphon,
Casino, Funk Record, Roxy and
Ostinato. Along with Electrola,
Deutsche Vogue and CBS Ger-
many, the new labels postulate
that the European music market
is a ferment of new ideas and
techniques, and that past posi-
tion and leadership mean little
in the new race.

Abanori is sponsored by the
Heinz Schiegel Schaliplatten-
und Musikproduktion Nurem-
berg. The label attracted initial
attention with Mike Roger and
his so-called “‘Slop-Platte” style,
but Schliegel brought out four
new singles in March with di-
verse themes.

Acondor, property of Harald
Goettsche Schallplatten - Pro-
duktion, Hamburg, has just re-
leased “Mohikana,” a title from
the Marbot Music Publishing
House with the orchestra of
Jacques Landre.

Riedel & Company, Frank-
furt, is using its Bellaphon label
to wax a number of French
labels it represents in Germany.

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Live Promotions Pay
For Crenshaw Hi-Fi Center

HOLLYWOOD — Live in-
store demonstrations of music
equipment have been luring ad-
ditional traffic into the Cren-
shaw Hi-Fi Center, which re-
ported a $480,000 gross for two
of its locations last year.

Jim Trego, president of the
three-store West Coast chain,
who operates out of the main
store in Los Angeles, stated he
has been gaining excellent sales
and public relations benefits
from having representatives of
tape and audio component lines
conduct demonstrations and ex-
aminations in the store.

Recent examples of success-
ful live promotions involved rep-
resentatives from Ampex, Tand-
berg and Mclntosh. Trego has
tied in these promotions by of-
fering special tape sales which
result in both machines and tape
being sold at the same time.

When offering specials on
tape, Trego offers enough of a
broad catalog to cut the price
one-third off, he explained. “If
we secure $1,000 worth of tape
at a good buy, we usually run
the sale until we’ve sold $1,000
worth of tape at cost.” A tape
sale in April provided “excellent
results, which produced a lot of
store traffic we wouldn't have
had.”

When a factory representative
from the Tandberg company set
up a lab at the Los Angeles
store, customers brought their
recorders in and had the rep
check out the instruments for
frequency response.

Decca’s VIP's
Include Vocals
Dealer Plan

NEW YORK—Decca Records’
May VIP’s (Very Important
Product), have been announced
and will include an available
list of 98 vocal atbums with a
dealer incentive program to run
through May 29

During such months Decca-
Coral concentrates on a particu-
music field (the earlier VIP's
were dance bands in March and
instrumental artists in April).
The available list of records in-
clude new releases within the
field, plus full catalog availa-
bility of the same artists, and a
number of special re-releases.

The May release follows style
with 10 brand-new vocal sets—
with all catalog items of those
artists available, plus a special
Louis Armstrong compendium
which includes two multi-disk
packages of that best-selling art-
Ist.

Among the new releases are
Decca albums by Brenda Lee,
Burl Ives, Carol Burnet, the
Tarriers, Mabel Mercer. Also
from Decca are three antholo-
gies of Ella Fitzgerald, Peggy
Lee and Roberta Sherwood.

Coral is represented with its
Holly album, and a Tito Guizar
package.

Decca supports dealer-sup-
pliers with a full-color book on
the 10 new releases, plus indi-
vidual index cards which would
make it easy to draw from the
catalog available on each artist.
And, in addition, the company
has prepared in-store and win-
dow displays spelling out the
purpose of the program.

Each time a manufacturer’s
rep is set to visit the store, Trego
advertises this fact in the news-
papers and on FM radio. He has
been running a continuing Am-
pex clinic at his store several
years and boasts that 15 per cent
of his tape machine business is
with Ampex.

Among the audio components
he carries are Mclntosh, Ma-
rantz, Fisher, Kenwood and at
his Woodland Hills store in the
San Fernando Valley, Pilot com-
ponent consoles. The Woodland
Hills store has been open since
last October and the firm’s third
store in Seattle has been in op-
eration over two years.

Business on the Rise

Trego finds the tape and com-
ponent business steadily rising,
noting that business at the Los
Angeles store was up 15 per cent
over the previous year and hit a
gross of $300,000. The gross
at the Seattle store was $180,000,
up 50 per cent. There were no

figures for the third store be-
cause of its short existence.

While Trego carries a full line
of tapes and accessories, he does
stock a modicum of records,
notably the Command line,
which audiophiles like to. use to
test their equipment.

Trego finds that FM offers
him an excellent consumer ad-
vertising medium, and budgets
about $7,200 for spots on
KRHM and KBCA and in The
Los Angeles Times classified
section and FM Guide, a local
programming publication.

When the Whiskey A Go-Go,
a Sunset Strip disk night club
opened recently, Trego won the
contract to install a complete
stereo sound system plus dual
turntables. And since the club
has become a local success,
Trego’s equipment has under-
gone punishing workouts. With
the Watusi dancers bouncing
hectically along, Trego is a hap-
py sound man.

In addition, a TV film special,
“The Big Hoot,” was shot there
and will soon be offered to sta-
tions.

Like another successful West
Coast folk club, the Troubadour
in Los Angeles, the Ice House
has drawn new folk acts who
wish to debut in show business.
Stane reports that a good portion
of the acts offer satirical ma-
terial which goes over extremely
well because of the strong influx
of college students from a host
of schools in the area.

Stane boasts of a mailing list
reaching 10,000 persons which is
kept up to date. Customers
come from as far as San Fran-
cisco and San Diego to hear the
sounds at the club which is ad-
vertised as theater-restaurant.

Stane says he pays trios a
$350 scale and that he is booked
solid through July.

SALES CONFAB
SET FOR SPAIN

MIL AN — Stanley West,
European co-ordinator for CBS
Records, here to discuss the new
summer sales program with
Ricordi officials, also revealed
plans for the label’s secord sales
convention at Torremolinos,
Spain, May 19-23.

of rack jobbers to buy at a price
so low that it is increasingly dif-
ficult for record companies and
distributors to deal with them
economically.”

Calls for Understanding

And while challenging, Stein-
berg nevertheless called for “un-
derstanding and co-operation”
between rack jobbers, distribu-
tors and manufacturers.

He said Mercury felt that the
record industry’s total volume is
capable of doubling in the next
five years. “It would be a shame
to destroy this potential with in-
fighting.”

Just what is the place of the
rack jobber in the record indus-
try today? Steinberg talks in
terms of a “total responsibility”
concept that he first mentioned
at last year’'s NARM convention
in San Francisco.

“When a man enters an in-
dustry, he has a responsibility,”
Steinberg points out, “Not just
to make money, but to con-
tribute something as well.”

He accuses too many rack
jobbers of *“coming to the mar-
ket place prepared to play but
not pay.”

He feels many rack jobbers
felt they could “bull their way
in” because of their merchandis-
ing ability. They (the rackers)
said, in effect, “I have all this
to offer in terms of merchandis-
ing and exposure—I want cer-
tain concessions in dating, price
and guarantees.”

Steinberg says there has been
little “self examination” by rack-
ers. He noted this was very evi-
dent throughout the recent Mi-
ami Beach conclave.

The questions were mostly,
“What is the manufacturer go-
ing to do about this, that and
the other thing? not, what is
our role?”

Steinberg criticized some rack-
ers for attempting to use the
manufacturers as bankers in-
stead of going to conventional
sources of credit.

6

He said most rackers feel the
“pre-sell” function belongs to
the manufacturer yet rack job-
bers have said they have no
space for “risk merchandise.”

“This is a contradiction”
Steinberg said.

“On the one hand, rack job-
bers feel the manufacturer
should pre-sell the merchandise
and absorb all the attendant
expense, yet they are unwilling
to recognize this function in
terms of paying a higher price.

“Risk is a normal part of dis-
tribution and the rack jobber
should be willing to assume his
part,” said the Mercury execu-

tive.
Product’s the Thing

“Price is not the prime con-
sideration in selling records—
it’s product,” said Steinberg. He
called attention to a NARM
panel in Miami Beach where
one of NARM’s own members,
Al Pardo of Mobile, Ala., said
the public is willing to pay a
higher price if they receive the
merchandise they want,

Steinberg said the sales of
such items as “My Fair Lady,”
“The Singing Nun” and the
“First Family” show the growth
depth of sales potential in the
industry today.

Commenting further on the
rack jobber’s role in the record
industry. Steinberg stressed the
fact that to remain subdistribu-
tors (and entitled to functional
discounts), the rack jobbers must
pass on the responsibilities of
retailing.

These he listed as merchan-
dising, payment for goods, and
accepting the normal risk of
business inherent in judicious
exercise of the return privilege.

If the rack jobber assumes
ownership of the goods and
doesn’t pass these retailing re-
sponsibilities on, he is, in effect,
a retailer, Steinberg said.

“Someone has to assume the
retailing responsibilities,” said
the Mercury executive. “If the

racker assumes it, he isn’t en-
titled to a functional discount.”

The Mercury executive re-
ferred to the Federal Trade
Commission’s proposed rule on
this subject.

Policy Continues

Steinberg said that Mercury’s
policy would be to continue to
“attempt to recognize the rack
jobber’s functional contribution,”
but he noted the company
would carefully examine just
who is and who is not entitled
to receive this discount.

Steinberg  said, too, that
Mercury would be watching the
FTC carefully for its final and
official stand in this matter.

Regarding Mercury’s new po-
licy on budget merchandise,
Steinberg said it was brought
about because of the “extremely
low mark-up on this type prod-
uct.”

He noted that hereafter, Mer-
cury was classing rack jobbers
in the same category as distribu-
tors and permitting them to buy
at the distributor price where
budget merchandise is involved.

Mercury is now in the process
of contacting all rack jobbers
who are eligible to buy under
this program, Steinberg said.

He's Queried
On Capitol
Cutoff Policy

HOLLYWOOD — A Federal
Trade Commission investigating
team quizzed a local rack job-
bers last week regarding the ef-
fects of Capitol Records Dis-
tributing Corporation’s recent
product cutoff policy affecting
selected racks and one-stops.

Glen Becker, Music City Rec-
ord Racks, told Billboard the
two representatives were wait-
ing for him when he returned
from the NARM convention in
Miami. He said he spent four
hours with the two investigators,
discussing the effects of the
Capitol action to halt sales of
its product to certain subdis-
tributors.

Becker said the two FTC
agents were interviewing Los
Angeles rack jobbers affected by
the policy to determine if
CRDC’s actions were in the
public interest.

“They really dug deep,”
Becker said, noting he was que-
ried about CRDC’s effect on his
accounts, their customers and
any effect to dealers cut off in
the program. Of prime concern
to the FTC was the financial ef-
fect of the action upon the racks
and one-stops. Becker said he
was affected because he is a full-
line rack jobber and needs all
products to operate efficiently.
He admitted to having had
trouble obtaining Capitol prod-
uct and had been buying both
locally and from out-of-town
sources.

With the exception of Sammy
Ricklin, head of California Mu-
sic and Dale’s Record Service,
who was aware of the FTC’s
presence, the other racks con-
tacted had not yet been visited
by the team.

A Capitol official stated he
had no knowledge of any FTC
people from Washington talking
with local rack jobbers about
CRDC'’s product cutoff policy.

to promote novelty numbers.
For example, its latest release is

This points up the fact that
most of the new diseries are
dedicated to the explanation of
new themes or the off-beat
version of established theme
and to radical new production
and sales techniques. All hew
to the proposition that to be suc-
cessful a diskery need not be
mammoth, that what counts is
agility and imagination.

Most of the new diskeries are
devoting themselves to a search
after overlooked artists and
overlooked music, primarily in
Europe. This is a reflection of
the increasing introspection
which  characterizes  current
European music production.

This seems a paradox, but in
fact it is consonant with devel-
opment of the European Com-
mon Market, which, while inte-
grating European States, tends,
nevertheless, to be an inward-
looking institution.

rent and future competition”
and “free flow” of product in
the record industry, now being
clogged by exclusive contracts
in the club field.

“Group Boycott” was the
government attorneys name for
the contracts by which Colum-
bia Club keeps seven labels
(total catalog) out of any rival
club or direct mail sales. FTC
attorneys said Columbia does
not really need such *‘exclusive”
contracts. It “covets™ the other
labels and wants to foreclose
any new entry into club selling.
Government attorneys say this is
the real purpose of the contracts.
They are “illegal agreements”
barring licensors from selling to
other clubs or mail order out-
lets, and make sure they do *‘not
compete” with Columbia in the
club field.

Calls Phrase “Siily”

Sokolow called the “Group
Boycott™ phrase “silly” and said
courts had never applied such a
term to other exclusive (and
legitimate) multi-label product
agreements. He said government
had switched from complaint
charge that anti-competitive
harm to retailers was “aggra-
vated” by exclusive contracts,
and was now condemning the
contracts themselves as pivoted.
The Columbia counsel said dur-
ing hearings government had
“failed to prove that the con-
tracts were unreasonable.”

Sokolow went on to sing club
praises as beneficial to over-all
sales of LP’s, and an additional
channel. He accused FTC attor-
than a ‘“clogging up” of any
channel. He accused FTC attor-
neys of trying to “dictate” to
Columbia the manner in which
it should acquire club product,
and to “force” the club to raise
its prices to consumers.

(FTC attorneys had chal-
lenged Columbia claims that it
is “not afraid to compete.”
Prove it by going out and com-
peting in open market for club
records, they said. Government
argument noted that the now
defunct record operation of the
Diner’s Club was told to *“go
out and compete” when Colum-
bia would only sell it albums at
$2.47, the regular retail price,
as against the Columbia Club’s
$2.14 average to first-year sub-
scribers.)

Government roused more Co-
lumbia ire by claiming that the
club’s exclusive contracts with
seven labels amounted to a “per-
manent acquisition” of the label’s
whole product, as far as club
selling went. Government point-
ed out that none of the labels
had left the Club but one, and

that was because the club
couldn’t sell jazz product.
Contracts “Temporary”

Sokolow said the contracts
were ‘“tempomary,” for three
years, with partial release
clauses. The labels and their
talent are happy with Columbia's
massive advertising of their
product by the club. Sokolow
also reminded FTC attorneys
that restrictions cover only club
or mail order sales; labels can
distribute club records freely
at any other level of retailing.

FTC attorneys were scornful
of Columbia claim that its “in-
fant” club had to go to outside
labels to build up and to pro-
vide variety for consumers.
Government argument said the
Columbia Club never was an
“infant™ in the business. It al-
ways had over 50 per cent of
club sales, which are in turn
20 per cent of all record sales.
Columbia, during hearings, had
said its club sales slipped to 40
per cent of the market in 1961
and were drooping in 1962,
FTC attorneys said it was more
like 55 per cent. Each side had
statistics to prove its case.

In fact, on almost every is-
sue, each side could dredge out
of the complexities ana con-
tradictions and overlap of rec-
ord interests, statistics or cases
or testimony to prove practi-
cally anything.

On the subject of Billboard
charts, FTC attorneys said Co-
lumbia used them to prove retail
dealer outlets and sales were up
—but Columbia reversed, and
claimed charts erred in showing
the label's dominance in LP hit
album lists. Government outlook
was the reverse. They said fig-
ures showed number of retail
dealers (not retail ‘“‘outlets,”
which includes racks) had
dropped, and charts correctly
showed Columbia LP domi-
nance.

Which side of the argument
on the Columbia Club complaint
will prevail with Examiner
Moore is something even he
doesn’t know at this stage of
the proceedings. By June 10 he
will have made an initial deci-
sion. after which the full Com-
mission will make final judg-
ment. If the case goes against
Columbia Club, the courts will
almost certainly get this one.

No Conspiracy Alleged

Moore broke in on very few
occasions, but each time it was
to question or clarify govern-
ment attorney concepts. He
asked if by “Group Boycott™
they were implying any ‘“‘con-
spiracy” among the contracting
labels. Government attorneys
emphatically said “No—no con-
spiracy is alleged.” But they be-

lieve Columbia acted as a “‘clear-
ing house” by getting informa-
tion for each label individually,
conferring on product, talent,
terms, et al.

Government attorneys held
that Columbia knew much of
the individual label's affairs,
and that each label knew of con-
tract terms of the others, with
the Columbia Record Club. “Co-
lumbia is like the hub—and they
are the spokes—together, they
form a competitive plurality.”

Examiner Moore questioned
government concept that the ex-
clusivity contracts were like
“acquisition” of label product—
their masters, good-will, talent,
a.&r. resources, etc. Moore
asked: “You say exclusivity pro-
visos are the major vice in con-
tracts. Would they be accept-
able if there were no exclusivity
involved?”

FTC attorneys held firm to
belief that the contracts were
illegal whether or not they were
exclusive. They suppress com-
petition, and licensors refuse to

sell to competing clubs or di-
rect mail, which constitutes il-
legal agreement, was government
viewpoint.

Legal or Illegal?

Moore asked about the Victor
and Capitol conjecture: “If RCA
and Capitol are poised to follow
Columbia practices, are you sug-
gesting that the club may be
legal now, but will be illegal if
the two major competitors fol-
low?”

FTC attorneys stuck to their
“illegal” characterization for the
Columbia contracts, whether or
not other clubs did the same.
“But if these illegal arrange-
ments by Columbia are allowed
to continue, the Columbia Club
practices may well be com-
pounded, and the likely result
must be considered.” Again.
FTC attorneys foresaw that
shut-out of any new club or
mail-order selling competition
would mean eventual control of
all LP field by the Big Three,
both in and out of clubs.

Eddy Arnold and Don Gibson.

“This field—like the country
field—has a hard core of loyal
buyers, and when an artist be-
comes established his product
often achieves catalog value,”
Clark stated. He added: “We
seldom cut out a religious al-
bum ... the concept of catalog
in this area is very strong.”

Cites Factors

Clark traces the strong sales
of religious records to several
factors. Primary, of course, is
the power of the artists. In ad-
dition, however, is the fact that
Victor, several years ago, placed
the distribution of this product
in the hands of six distributors
who handle this type of mate-
rial only. They are specialists in
the field and have access to
dealers — including bookshops
which specialize in religious ma-
terial. Too, Clark points out, the
cultivation of the religious field
on the a.&r. level has been an
old tradition with Victor and
has been closely associated with

their activity in the country mu-
sic field. For instance, Steve
Sholes, division vice-president,
pop a.&r., for years cultivated
the sacred field in conjunction
with his c.&w. activity. The loy-
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alty. of the buyers is another
factor, according to Clark. He
pointed out that these artists do
much of their own promotion
and actually sell much of their
own product at their personal
appearances. These appearances
include all-night sings, both in-
doors and outdoors and events
at auditoriums, fairs, etc.

Like the old country field,
the religious field tends to be
a self-contained cultural entity,
Clark explained, with its own
promoters, bookers and deejays.
Unlike the pop field—and again
like the country field—the art-
ists do much of their own pro-
motion. They travel in their own
buses and planes.

Clark estimates that some 850
albums comprise the Victor pop
catalog, and of this number
some 66 are sacred recordings
by artists such as Shea, Graham,
the Statesmen and the Black-
wood Brothers. This comprises
8 per cent of the total. Addi-
tional sacred music by country-
oriented artists, such as Gibson,
Arnold, and by pop and western
artists Perry Como and Sons of
the Pioneers, number about 16
albums, bringing the total reli-
gious product to about 10 per
cent. About 15 Camden albums
are in the religious category—a
percentage of 9.5 of the total
Camden product. Some of these
Victor albums, according to
Clark, sell so well that they are
included in Victor’'s Top 50 al-
bums. An example is George
Beverly Shea's “Inspirational
Songs.”

Issued Quarterly

Victor releases about 16 reli-
gious albums a year, and Cam-
den three or four.

of abandoning its earlier charges
of monopoly for the newer ap-
proach, Examiner Moore asked
government attorneys pointblank
if they had abandoned charges
of monopoly or attempts to
monopolize by Columbia.

FTC attorneys said they had
not abandoned these charges.
They consider exclusive agree-
ments an attempt to monopolize
the club field, and eventually
the whole I.P market. Further
(as in recent case of FTC order
to giant Procter & Gamble to
divest of Clorox), a giant con-
cern, dominant in its field,
makes a much heavier inroad
when it acquires additional prod-
uct, than if some smaller firm
takes it on.

Moore had some questions
on government claim that Co-
lumbia and the licensor labels
agreed on higher “suggested list
prices” for club product than
for non-club selling—to make
the club bargain look bigger.

Government  attorneys had
two documented instances, based
on testimony about Caedmon
and Verve. But the attorneys
said club contracts allow Co-
lumbia to use a “formuwla”™ to
arrive at a club list price as
against regular list price. Moore
pinned down the fact that there
were only two specific argree-
ments in club price setting on
the record.

Sokolow Protests

Columbia attorney Sokotow
got to his feet to protest amy
“conspiracy” implications among
the contracting labels and Co-
lumbia. He demanded to know
how government assumed that
licensors “‘knew”™ about each
others’ contract terms. CBS con-
tracts with each separately, said
Sokolow—there is no ‘*‘group”
dealing.

Sokolow demanded to know
“where is the proof?” that li-
censors knew and Columbiu
uses mutual knowledge of each
others dealings? On this rock,
the government case could take
some bad bruises, if Examiner
Moore is as meticulous on le-
galities as his handling of this
and other cases indicates. Soko-
low urged the FTC examiner to
“deal with cemplaint charges
as proven by the facts,” and not
with “government afterthought.”

FTC attomeys ended with a
plea for Examiiner to sec “this
sunny picture of harmony be-
tween CBS and otherwise vig-
orously competitive licensors us
repugnant to a competitive
society.” They urged that gov-
ernment “strike down exclusive
agreements which shut off cam-
peting clubs—when clubs are a
vital and growing factor in rec-
ord sales.™

Peggy Lee
Has Impact

Peggy Lee turned in a
brilliant performance at the
Royal Box of the Hotel Ameri-
cana Wednesday (29). The Cap-
itol Records’ artist is at the
height of her power—assured
and gracious in manner and
blessed with a vocal style of
technical excellence. Not the
lease of her impact derives from
the fact that her voice is so
completely under control. This
facilitates evocation of the many
moods indicated by the differ-
ent songs.

Show tunes, such as “Make
Believe,”- country ballads, as “I
Can’t Stop Loving You,” up-
tempo rhythm songs, as “Talk
to Me Baby” and such great
blues and jazz items as “Fever”
and “Lover” — these constitute
only a sampling of Peggy Lee’s
range of material.

The program started with a
leisurely pace and rapidly
quickened in excitement. Two
elements, in addition to Peggy’s
personal  performance, con-
tributed to the total effect. One
was the top quality support of
the orchestra under the baton of
Jack Del Rio. The other was
the production by Nick Castle.
And the show really had pro-
duction values: the choice of
material, the weaving of many
tunes into meaningful medleys,
the use of a dancing clown in
a “Funny Man” medley, etc.

This reviewer has always
found Miss Lee outstanding in
her understanding of many dif-
ferent kinds of American music.
We have mentioned show tunes,
country songs, blues and jazz.
To this we may add the Latin-
American genre and the Negro
spiritual. All these categories
were represented in the Wednes-
day show, and all had the
artist’s distinctive styling.

Awards at BP Luncheon

NEW Y OR K — Peabody
Awards for Distinguished
achievement by TV and radio
during 1963 were given out at a
luncheon meeting Wednesday
(29) of Broadcast Pioneers at
the Hotel Pierre.

Highlight was the accept-
ance by Leroy Collins, NAB
president, of the Peabody Spe-
cial Award for the broadcasting
industry’s coverage of President
Kennedy’s assassination and the
events that followed.

Peabody Board Chairman
Bennett Cerf announced the
winners, and the awards were
presented by Dean John E.
Drewry of the University of
Georgia’s Henry W. Grady
School of Journalism which,
with the Peabody board, ad-
ministers the awards.

In the presentation, Dean
Drewry paid tribute to the mem-
ory of Peabody and said that
during 1963 “radio and TV
reached new heights—tragic as
was the news event which em-
phasized the technical profes-
sional, special, and patriotic
capabilities of electronic journal-
ism.”

The Peabody Award for
Radio News was presented to
NBC'’s Sunday Night “Monitor,”
for “presenting, in attractive and
interest-arousing forms, both im-
portant news and significant
background features, tailored to
mobile, restless, and busy lis-
teners.”

WLW, Cincinnati, received
the Peabody Award for Radio
Education for devoting “a good
radio time to emphasizing and
clarifying basic constitutional
rights and freedoms through
regular series of short, informa-
tive, and interesting interviews
in the program, ‘Government
Under Law."”

“Open Line,” KSTP’s daily
discussion program in Minne-
apolis, won the Peabody Award
for Radio Public Service. The
award cited KSTP for “playing
a significant role in the 1963
statewide controversy involving
the University of Minnesota and
certain public groups which
claimed that this institution was
harboring  subversive agents
and influences. Lee Vogel, the
producer, by giving ample air
time to numerous civic leaders,
professors, and students, suc-
ceeded in making known the
true situation and re-establish-
ing a sense of confidence and
integrity.”

The Peabody Award for
Radio Contribution to Interna-
tional Understanding went to
“Voice of America,” the broad-
cast service of the U. S. Informa-
tion Agency which broadcasts
794 program hours per week
in 37 languages.

In the 3 to 5 p.m. and
7 to 11 p.m. periods, “Denny’s
Den” swings out with the current
hits and latest releases. Denny
claims 4,500 club members who
are eligible for daily prizes.

As a relaxing nightcap,
WLAP serves up “Suspense The-
ater,” a syndicated drama pack-
age heard 11 to 12 nightly.

LINCOLN, Neb. — KLMS
converted a well-planned April
Fool joke into an effective civic
promotion project.

Unique Phone News

MONTREAL — One of the
most perplexing problems fac-
ing radio station operators across
the nation is how to program
their stations differently from
the other stations. Playing fol-
low-the-leader is usually unre-
warding and most frustrating.

General manager of CFCF,
John Wright, faced with four
English and four French-lan-
guage stations, and one bi-
lingual station, has inaugurated
an over-all novel approach to
the problem with a format that
is unique.

The station uses no disk
jockeys but employs a nine-man
on-the-air news staff. The news,
music and audience participa-
tion format makes extensive use
of the telephone.

The CFCF broadcasting day
is divided into three major news
blocks called “AM,” “Noon,”
and “PM,” featuring two anchor
newsmen and revolving short
human interest features, local
and national news reports and
pop records. The station spot-
lights the news for early risers
with the slogan, “This happened
while you were asleep last
night.” The “AM” period runs
from 6:30 to 8:45 with “Phone
Forum”—an audience telephone
participation program taking
over from 8:45 to 10. Inter-
laced with the frequent news
reports are current pop records
from Billboard’s Hot 100 chart,
but without identification. Music
is segued right out of a news
item.

While the audience is on the
phones, two full-time CFCF
“news callers” behind the scenes
make extensive use of beeper
phones in getting local and
national news stories and inter-

views on tape. There is no
hesitation when it comes to
calling anyone at anytime.

CFCF newshounds aroused the
former Jack Ruby defense coun-
sel, Norman Belli, out of bed
while he was in Dallas to get
a statement. It was 5 am.,
Dallas time, when the call came
in.

From 10 a.m. to noon CFCF
opens its gab lines to the women
and discussions prevail on a

In the works is
a transcontinent quiz whereby
a housewife in Montreal will be
able to compete with a house-
wife in Vancouver via the good
graces of the telephone com-
pany’s call director.

Musts on Making a Good Show

MANY DISK JOCKEYS can’t program a good
air show. This applies to contemporary, pop,
standard, jazz, country and you name it. Some
DJ’s don’t program their own
records. Others are restricted to
a limited number of records,
and are not permitted to select
from the full playlist. Even so,
a number of program directors
have told me that certain dj’s L
require constant help to turn .
out an acceptable show. J

Musically, what makes a
“good” show? How can we be sure that one DJ
plans his music better than another? A partial
test is provided by the rating services. A DJ who
rates No. | must be doing a lot of things right;
so must a DJ who has a larger share of audience
than any of his other station colleagues.

MOST PROGRAM DIRECTORS prefer not to
wait several months for the ratings to offer a
clue. The PD can tell, after checking a few
shows, whether the new DJ has know-how. This
applies equally to all music and top 40 operations.
Within the limits of station policy, the PD always
must be able to evaluate the DJ’s musical ability
and to make the necessary compensations for
lack of it. Some DJ’s are so obviously talented as
air-men that a shortcoming in music skills is not
critical. Ability to present a show is what counts.

There are, of course, a few DJ’s who are
jealous of the programming function, rather than
zealous in trying to perfect their skills. Since the
DJ field is so highly competitive, most DJ’s need
all the skills they can muster.

I HAVE ASKED several program directors
what it takes to program a good show. Their
answers would fill several pages. Combined and
compressed, their observations boil down to four
major requirements: awareness, objectivity, prep-
arations and desire.

Most. PD’s agree that the best programmers
have a keen awareness of musical values. In other
words, they know about records—which artists
are most in demand, which styles and sounds are
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most acceptable, which records are selling and
being requested.

GOOD PROGRAMMING is for the listener.
The good programmers is objective. His judg-
ment isn’t influenced by personal tastes or feeling.
He learns all he can about his audience. He
learns to sift out the truth from the hypes in the
world of records.

There is some disagreement as to how much
a DJ should prepare his show in advance. How-
ever, it is agreed that some advance planning is
necessary, regardless of how few records are
available for selections.

OF ALL THE DJ qualities that please the
program director, the most delightful is desire.
Many DJ’s perform competently, but their interest
in records is no more personal than is that of
the grocer in the canned goods he sells. The top
programmers have a genuine personal involvement
in records. The focus of their interest gives them
a driving desire to be “with the right music.”

The character of an individual market will
usually determine the way in which the different
musical sounds are balanced and emphasized.
While there is no rigid classification of the various
sounds, they can be divided in practice into
smooth and patty sounds, nitty gritty, blues, jazz
folk and country. In addition are such other
obvious categories as slow, medium and fast
tempos, and the performer categories of various
kinds of vocals and instrumentals.

SOME AREAS WILL accept a larger than
average percentage of country sounds in pop
programming; some show a stronger preference
for rhythm and blues. The best balance between
patty sounds and the rougher nitty gritty varies
from one town to another. Nor are these areas
permanently fixed. Continual shifts in population
tend to shift the center of gravity for a mass
audience appeal. Experience, not theory, is the
only teacher. A constant willingness to learn from
experience, and thereby to modify older ideas,
marks the more effective programmers.

With awareness, objectivity, preparation and
desire, it is quite likely that the programmer

will succeed in pleasing many—including his boss.

Iron Curtain Lifts for
Other Sounds of Music

By OMER ANDERSON

BERLIN — Iron Curtain
countries will be a factor in
Western music this year for the
first time. ever.

The ferment of recent years
has produced a musical revo-
lution which is sweeping the
entire Soviet Communist bloc,
Mother Russia included.

In Berlin, Communist au-
thorities are not only pleased
to discuss the removal of the
last Stalinist restraints on music,
but are lyrical in forecasting
the inclusion of the Commu-
nist bloc in the Western music
trade.

Essentially, what has hap-
pened—or, perhaps better, is
in the process of occurring—
is this: Music has been freed
from Marxist dogma. Hence-
forth, music will be classical,
neoclassical, pop, c.&w., and so
on; but it will not be *“Social-
ism” (meaning Communist) or
“imperialist-capitalist, with the
latter characterized as reac-
tionary and degenerate.”

An Iron Curtain country by
country survey reveals unprec-
edented Western music activity
in all of the Soviet satellites.
The satellites are ready with
hopes of selling their own music
to Western countries and buying
music from the West.

A genuine two-way trade in
music seems to be taking shape
fast. It is a logical outcome of
Nikita Khrushchev's de-Stalini-
zation of Communism and the
thaw in the cold war. It has
been helped along by Fidel
Castro’s Cuban revolution; for
Castro has planted Latin rhythms
in the Communist bloc big, and

while they tolerate Fidel’s bongo
drums it would be tiresomely
fatuous for the Communists to
pillory pop as ‘‘degenerate.”

Country by country, here is
the rundown on record pro-
duction programs behind the
curtain for 1964 as they bear
on Western music:

The East Germans will issue
about 350 new titles in 1964
under the Eterna and Amiga
labels, of which 60 per cent
will be Western-style pop. This
is the highest percentage of
pop ever pressed by the East
Germans in any single produc-
tion year. East German au-
thorities state that the notion
Western music is ‘“‘decadent”
died with Stalin. East Germany
is restricted in importing
Western music only by the lack
of foreign exchange. Therefore,
the East Germans are forced to
restrict imports mainly to West
Germany, with which it has
special trade relations. Consid-
erable of East Germany's West-
ern music is pirated from the
air waves and from disks smug-
gled through Berlin.

Jeno Fehervari, director of
the State Record Company
(Qualiton), is quoted by Hun-
garian officials here as pre-
dicting Hungary’s biggest music
year in history for 1964. Hun-
gary’s own music production is
being thoroughly expanded
through new pressing facilities.
More Hungarian production will
be sold in the West, and the
proceeds will be used to buy
Western Music. West Germany

appears to have the inside
track. Dr. Erich Schulze, the
general manager of GEMA

(West Germany's ASCAP coun-
terpart), was in Budapest re-
cently to discuss East-West
royalty arrangements.

Qualiton will produce 200
pop titles, four operettas, three
complete operas, three albums
of contemporary Hungarian
composers, two albums of Bela
Bartok, and a goulash of gypsy
music and folk songs.

Czechoslovakia

The Czechs are keyed for a
big export drive based on an
inventory of around 500 titles,
most of them classics. Czecho-
slovakia operates through a pro-
duction and sales team of Su-
praphon, the domestic producer,
and Artia, the foreign distribu-
tor of Czech music and litera-
ture. Artia has been opening
sales offices in the major West-
ern countries and is now rep-
resented in West Germany, the
Netherlands, Britain, Italy and
France (where Supraphon is
sold under the Barclay label).
Supraphon is gearing export in
1964 more than ever to the
Western market. An example is
Supraphon’s new LP “The Lights
of Prague,” with commentary
in English.

The Poles are probably most
enthusiastic of all the Soviet
satellites about their prospects
in the U. S. market—and with
reason. For Poland has nego-
tiated a distribution deal with
Columbia Records which puts
Poland solidly in the American
market. Ars Polona, Poland’s
sole exporter of records, sheet
music and books has a double
track deal with Columbia.

Ars Polona will sell tapes
with recordings for release on

AUCKLAND, N. Z—Viking
Records has absorbed the Mas-
cot Recording firm, a sound
and processing studio. Bruce
Barton, director of Mascot will
run the company as technical
chief.

Equipment from Mascot will
be moved into the Viking studio
this month and Ron Dalton,
who has been in charge of all
Viking’s recording dates here
will move down to Wellington
to take up an administration
position with the head office
branch. Mascot has in the past
recorded some local material
but without much success al-
though the sessions cut for La
Gloria, Prestige and Octagon
Records have met with good
sales.

Columbia Records, and Colum-
bia Records is providing its own
recordings for disks cut in
Poland. Poland expects to sell
Columbia a big repertory of
Polish classical music and folk
tunes.

An Ars Polona official pre-
dicted that the Columbia deal
will boom U. S. pop music in
Poland. “The possibilities are
unlimited,” he explained. “We
are getting Columbia’s entire
catalog, and the right to pick
from it anything we like and
to press any number of records
we wish.”

Columbia Records is to re-
ceive a fixed share from each
record pressed and sold in
Poland. Poland also hopes to
export records to the U. S.
through the Sol Hurok Attrac-
tions in connection with appear-
ances by Polish artists in the
U. S. under Hurok auspices.

was literally a walking advertise-
ment for disks.

This season’s theme was rec-
ords, with the object being to
create a design on the shirt
which exploited the disk chosen.
On the day of the dance, stu-
dents were allowed to wear their
shirts with their nutty designs
and cartoons around school. The
most original designs were sin-
gled out during the festivities.

A Billboard survey of the
shirts displayed showed that
single records were foremost on
the students’ minds. One student
chose “Don’t Let the Rain Come
Down” and illustrated the disk
with a cartoon on the front of
her shirt of a crooked man, with
a crooked cat and mouse walk-
ing on a crooked road in the
rain. On the back side she drew
a crooked house in the rain all
akin to the song’s lyrics.

Among the hundreds of disk
shirts embellished with original

designs were the following titles:
“Glad All Over,” “Dawn Go
Away,” “Buttons and Bows,”
“Patches,” “Lollipops and
Roses,” “Pink Panther,” “Angel
Baby,” “A Taste of Honey,”
“Little Children,” “Does Your
Chewing Gum Lose Its Flavor
on the Bedpost Overnight?”
“Outer Limits,” “Surfer’s
Stomp,” “Scarlet Ribbons,”
“Days of Wine and Roses,”
“Green Sleeves,” “Bits and
Pieces,” and “Peanuts.”

With retailers already spon-
soring many kinds of teen-age
activities including little league
baseball where teams carry the
sponsor’s name on their uni-
forms, a smart record man could
have a field day at school dances
by interesting students in wear-
ing special shirts. Skeptical trade-
sters should remember that Van
Nuys students have already per-
formed this function without any
complications.

NEWS REVIEW

Nonesuch Begins New Catalog

NEW YORK — Nonesuch, a
subsidiary label of Elektra Rec-
ords, has released the first 10
of the 40 records it proposes
to issue this year. This new,
low-price line (Billboard, Feb-
ruary 29) is especially aimed
at listeners interested in music
of the Baroque, Renaissance and
Modern periods.

Many of the records have,
and will, be obtained directly
from European labels, but there
will be, and indeed already are
some original recordings re-

leased. And, true to the orig-
inal claim despite the economy
price, there is no sacrifice in
either sound quality or pack-
aging.

But the major value of the
series thus far, not discounting
the above advantages, is the
relative uniqueness of these re-
cordings. Four are specialized
sets; two collections of Renais-
sance songs; a group of 22 ex-
amples of the Baroque trumpet,
and seven Baroque-styled com-
positions, ranging from sym-

phonies to fanfares, largely
from the 17th century and
generally composed for royal
functions.

Of the remaining six albums,
only one, the customery pair-
ing of the Ravel and Debussy
quartets, is well represented and
better read in the catalog. Only
the Bach cantatas and the Al-
bioni are available, and only
limitedly. Most of the rest are
seldom heard, on or off records.

‘Bright Future’ for Parts Industry

COMPONENT HIGH-FIDELITY sales are
still on the rise and they should continue to in-
crease at the expense of packaged consoles, while
the hope for boosting tape re-
corder sales lies in easy-to-
operate high-quality models.

These views were expressed
recently by Joseph Benjamin,
hi-fi industry veteran and presi-
dent of Benjamin Electric Sound
Corporation (Miracord auto-
matic turntables and Truvox re-
corders). Component sales this
year are running 5 per cent ahead of 1963, he
estimated, and the industry has a “bright future”
because components are “now seriously accepted
as something better than consoles.” He agreed
with estimates that approximately 25 per cent
of today’s console owners are prospects for stereo
components.

HE WARNED, however, that components
can’t be merchandised in the same manner as
consoles. Specifically, he took exception to the
“system” approach (pre-selected component com-
binations) in retail component advertising. “The
system concept,” he told us, “will do more to
degradz components than anything the industry
is doing,” since a component system is only as
good as its weakest link.

Many retailers tend to assemble *“systems”
consi>uug Of a quality brand-name tuner-amplifier,
for example, combining it (for the sake of price)
with a house-brand or low-quality speaker system.
Thus, the low-priced speaker system is the limiting
factor, and consumer dissatisfaction can reflect
on the high-quality amplifier because of the poor
results of the entire system.

Conceding that there is a need to cope with
customer indecision, he said a good audio equip-
ment salesman will: (1) Determine the price range
the customer is interested in. (2) Recommend
the best equipment (tuner, amplifier, record-
playing equipment). (3) Ask the customer to
listen to three of four speaker systems com-
mensurate with that particular price range. “More
than any other factor in high fidelity,” said Ben-
jamin, “the speaker system is a matter of personal
choice.”

THE MIRACORD is, of course, an automatic
turntable, and Benjamin sees automatics taking
over am increasing share of the record-playing
equipment market. “Automatics have improved
to the point where they now give performance
equal to that of manually operated turntables,”
he said. Excellent tracking ability, extremely light
pressure and high compliance are now character-
istic of quality automatics. One important advan-
tage of automatic turntables, he pointed out, is
that the tone arm or cartridge never need be
touched, thereby helping to safeguard records
from damage.

The Benjamin Miracord automatic turntable
line will be broadened, he said. He indicated
one direction this broadening may take. He
pointed out that transistorization now makes it
possible to include most of the high fidelity sys-

tem’s electronics within the base of the turn-
table.

Turning to tape recorders, he said the average
consumer who wants a good machine, but who
isn’t necessarily an audio hobbyist, now has no
place to go. “The public is getting its fill of cheap
tape equipment, and the trend will be toward
higher quality,” he said. “Yet the higher quality
machines have been somewhat too ‘professional’
in the past. They have become too complicated
for the average family, and this is hampering
sales to the layman who wants to record good
music off the air.”

This increasing complexity has created prob-
leins for the dealer, too. “The initial sale may be
made, but the customer isn’t satified until he
can use the recorder properly. The average dealer
doesn’t have the profit margin to spend an hour
or so educating the customer.”

BENJAMIN INDICATED that some future
Truvox recorders will be aimed at “simplified
home use with the quality of professional equip-
ment.” Audiophile features are fine for the audio-
phile market, he said, but quality recorders
should be aimed at the entire public, “not at
| per cent or 5 per cent of the market.”

On other aspects of the tape recorder field, he
made these comments: (1) Like the rest of the
industry, he’s watching results of the automatic-
reversing recorders, which he thinks could set an
important trend. (2) “Furniture styling” in re-
corders is a mistake, because “there’s no room
for another piece of furniture in the average
living room,” and cost of the furniture may cause
skimping on the electronics in the machine. (3)
Slow-speed recording is not ready, suffers from
“inherent lack of response.” (4) Cartridge tape
recorders “won’t be a major factor for a number
of vears.” (5) There will be “tremendous in-
terest” in home video tape recording, which will
also serve as a stimulus to audio recording.

In the chaotic hi-fi component pricing situa-
tion, Benjamin sees nothing unique. “Since the
failure of the fair laws to stand up,” he said,
“all American retailing is going in this direction.”
A dealer, he added, can justify a higher price
only if he provides added services, such as dem-
onstraiion, delivery and home servicing.

“THE CONSUMER must learn who gives him
the best service, and this comes through experi-
ence and judgment.” Benjamin feels that it is not
the manufacturer’s province to spread the word
about the difference between the discounter and
the servicing dealer, since the manufacturer and
his rerresentatives must treat all dealers alike.

Benjamin thinks the so-called “minimum resale
price,” which is designed to place a floor under
discounting, solves absolutely nothing. “What
haorens in the catalog business then? Half of the
catalog prices now are list price, and half are
‘minimum resale.” These ‘minimum resale prices,’
in effect, merely establish new and lower list
prices.” And, he implied, they’re just as unenforce-
able.

But despite the current price anarchy, Ben-
iamin thinks quality sound equipment is a good
business to be in today—because it’s a business
that’s on the way up.

ciples of operation he singled
out early in his career. One of
these is the central location of
the A.B. Vending shop and
headquarters. His locations
spread out, making it relatively
easy to provide regular and
emergency service calls to any
point.

As another important factor,
all Bianco’s routes are in a
section he has known since boy-
hood. This has aided the ex-
pansion of the business and
helped to maintain cordial re-
lations with all location owners.
The owners are also pleased by
Bianco’s system of paying cash
commissions on the spot when-
ever he services machines and
counts the take.

Regular Service

This occurs often because
one of this operator’s prime
principles is. regular service ac-
cording to a fixed schedule. No
location goes for more than a
month without a visit, and high-
volume spots each get a check
every two weeks. A card system
maintains this regularity. On
most trips, John Bianco, Arthur’s
nephew, makes up half of a
two-man team, and fills and
services machine heads while
his uncle handles receipts and
commissions.

Arthur Bianco believes that
penny vending is still the back-
bone of the business. And he
has never sneered at the penny
stop. He is also not afraid of
the extra work in maintaining
a large number of 5-cent
cashew and pistachio nut ma-
chines. This is an item that
requires close attention. Bianco
travels an average of 1,000
miles a month in a limited city
neighborhood to keep his ma-
chines up to snuff.

MINNEAPOLIS — An in-
crease in the use of slugs in
vending machines is plaguing
at least one operator here.

John Caproon, leading Minne-
apolis operator, recently found
140 plastic buttons among $10
worth of coins he emptied from

a penny machine. The slugs
are the “tiddly-wink™ buttons or
similar plastic devices from

children’s games. The location
of this machine was in a poor
neighborhood.

Most slugs, Caproon says, are
used on penny machines, al-
though nickel machines will
sometimes reveal a few punch-
plugs from electrical boxes.

May Add Sticker

Caproon is now considering

adding a sticker to his machines,

advising the user that slugs are
unlawful. He hopes this will be
a deterrent.

Also, Caproon tries to locate
his machines near the front en-
trance of a store or other estab-
lishment, so that the manager
can observe the machines.

Caproon now has 1,000 ma-
chines located in an area extend-
ing 150 miles from Minneapolis.
Locations are generally in super-
markets, drug stores, and laun-
dromats, and the items offered
are gum, charms, and capsules.

Caproon does all his own
work. He also has a full-time
post office position.

His first vending experience
came in high school, when he
operated 10 penny nut ma-
machines, which he later sold

Western Operators Get
Reminders on Labeling

LOS ANGELES — Eugene
Zola, counsel and executive
secretary of the Western Vend-
ing Machine Operators Associa-
tion, warned association mem-
bers Tuesday (28) that they
must label all bulk vending ma-
chines by Monday (11).

He said that unlabeled ma-
chines will be sealed by the
City of Los Angeles and that
the operators face penalties.
Zola conducted the regular
monthly dinner meeting at the
Blarney Castle in the absence
of Preston Coombs, president.

Los Angeles requires a sticker
on the front of the machine
giving the operator’'s name or
corporate title, address, tele-
phone and license numbers.
Machines not having this in-
formation will be sealed with a
$10 penalty assessed for un-
sealing.

The Western Vendors Asso-
ciation was instrumental in hav-
ing the city license department
forego a 25-cent charge per
sticker two vears ago.

Bud Harris, International
Vending, San Pedro, said he
had investigated the city reg-
ulation and had looked into the
matter of a rubber stamp that
would imprint on bare metal
with a special ink. In view of
the oncoming deadline, a rubber
stamp was believed to be the
solution until, perhaps stickers
could be made. Harris said that
he would keep operators ad-
vised on his findings regarding
the stamp and ink.

Harris also suggested that a
central file be maintained on
suspects in machine robberies
and stolen equipment. He ex-

Six-Month Wonder

By SAM ABBOTT

BELLFLOWER, Calif.—The
largest bulk vending operation
in the Los Angeles area got that
way in less than six months.

Crest Vending Service today
claims 6,000 bulk machines and
200 kiddie rides, a combination
with kiddie appeal that Dick
Vandenberg, who founded the
company, said worked well.
Crest, he added, uses coin-
operated machines only for kid-
die customers (except for a few
on bar routes), which gives it a
strong selling point with chain
drug, variety, markets and de-
partment stores. It serves them
along with supermarkets, gaso-

line stations and some bowling
alleys.

Of all the bulk machines on
location, Vandenberg estimated
about half to be operating on
a penny and the rest on nickels
and dimes. The company also
has 80 25-cent machines. The
company vends “just about
everything in the bulk line”—
ball gum, capsules, BB’s, some
candy-coated chocolates, and
almost two tons a month of
peanuts. Crest, on the basis of
this year’s sales, will have an
annual gross in the six-figure
class.

High-Pressure Sales
Bug European Trade

HAMBURG — Nothing suc-
ceeds like success. In this case
the European coin machine
boom is being exploited for
get-rich-quick  advertising  of
phonographs all over the Con-
tinent.

The West German trade as-
sociation is investigating, and in
Switzerland, the trade associ-
ation regards the deceptive ad-
vertising as so serious that it
has formed a special panel to
deal with the situation.

High-pressure phonograph
salesmanship is also a problem
in Belgium and France.

VDAI Campaign

Verband der Deutschen Auto-
matenindustrie is campaigning
against efforts—by advertising
and otherwise—to picture the
operation of coin machines as
an effortless way to wealth.
There are a number of court
cases in Germany now involving
alleged fraudulent advertising.

In Switzerland, ASA, the
Swiss trade association, is check-
ing- all advertising of coin ma-
chine equipment, and where
such advertising is found to be
misleading and exaggerated, the
ASA demands immediate with-
drawal.

In case of refusal, the ASA
initiates legal action against the
advertiser to force withdrawal
or correction of the advertising
copy to reflect the facts of the
Swiss operating situation.

In West Germany, before
taking further steps, the trade is
watching the current court cases
and their effect upon high-pres-
sure salesmanship of coin-oper-
ated equipment.

Trades Reject Tactics

Continental trade associations
take a uniformly hostile view of
high-pressure salesmanship based

City Is Upheld
On Ordinance

OWENSBORO, Ky. — The
Kentucky Court of Appeals has
upheld the right of a city to
regulate pinball machine opera-
tion. The ruling reversed an
earlier decision by the Circuit
Court.

This city had passed an ordi-
nance to prohibit licensing of
any pinball machine or amuse-
ment device for which a fed-
eral gambling tax has been ob-
tained. J. G. Smith and Marvin
Melheiser, operators of Owens-
boro  Amusement company,
paid a required State fee for
pinball machines, then placed
one in a restaurant location.

The city denied them a
license on the ground that the
restaurant owner possessed a
federal gambling stamp. The
operators and location owner
tested the ruling by bringing
suit, and were upheld by the
Circuit Court, which ruled that
the city had exceeded its powers
in passing the ordinance. This
ruling was upset by the Appel-
late Court, which held that
cities may license, tax, regulate
or suppress instruments used for
public amusement.

on exaggeration and even calcu-
lated misrepresentation. The
continental trade consensus is
that, long range, coin machine
operation will flourish only to
the degree that its wins the
public confidence.

In Bremen, the court has been
hearing a fraud case based on
newspaper advertising claiming
that on an investment of $3,000
a “certain income of $900 a
year can be realized.” The ad-
vertising involved a bankrupt
Bremen firm and its business
manager.

The defendant, using mis-
leading advertising, sold a 54-
year-old war invalid five phono-
graphs for $5,500, guaranteeing
the buyer monthly collections of
$250. In six months the invalid’s
total collections from the five
boxes totaled $1,000. After
paying copyright fees, records,
amusement tax, maintenance,
and the location split, the in-
valid wound up deep in the red.

The court heard expert testi-
mony that coin machine opera-
tion is a highly skilled enter-
prise requiring experience and
judgment. Testimony showed

DALE SIMULATOR

LONG BEACH, Calif.—El-
don L. Dale, Dale Engineering
Company, announced that the
Dale Auto Simulator, which
tests driver skill in a racing car,
is now ready for delivery.

The Simulator, Dale said, will
test and accurately record the
driver’s ability to steer around
mountain curves, freeways and
city streets at speeds from 60 to
150 miles per hour. Driver re-
action time is measured in
tenths of a second. The simu-
lated motion picture speed in
miles per hour, normal stopping
distance in feet and distance car
will travel are shown.

The automated unit is 72
inches long, 29 inches wide, 66
inches high and weighs approxi-
mately 300 pounds. It has a

did not receive full support from
the music machine manufactur-
ers, and operator attendance at
the annual conventions was low.

But the 1963 convention drew
the four juke box manufacturers
and also pulled in Columbia
and Capitol. And with 900 op-
erators attending the show, the
exhibitors felt their efforts were
not wasted.

ROSA’s participation in the
MOA show should encourage
record companies to take exhibit
space. The diskeries will be able
to reach the ultimate consumer
(the operator) and his buying
source (the one stop) at the
same time.

This year more than ever
before, record companies will
bave product designed primarily
for juke box operators. In the

past, operators have been buy-
ing hit singles which were also
the fastest moving over-the-
counter disks.

But today, with the emphasis
on adult singles programming,
stereo singles and little LP’s, the
juke box record market is taking
on a character of its own.

While operators still buy hits,
they also buy product geared
for the adult market. And with
the advent of music machines
playing at the 33 speed and
accommodating little LP’s, the
supply of special product has
not met up with the need.

Problems to Be Aired

Problems of supplying 33
stereo single and little LP prod-
uct will probably dominate the
convention’s business sessions.
Without participation by record

companies and one stops, such
sessions would be academic.

Granger’s initial attempt to
interest record companies in the
MOA show has borne some
fruit.

Columbia has agreed to par-
ticipate again in the show,
promising to take at least as
much exhibit space as in 1963.
The other major label exhibiting
last year, Capitol, has indicated
it probably will make the con-
vention.

RCA Victor's Jack Burgess
told Granger that he was en-
couraged by the 1963 MOA con-
vention, and that Victor is con-
sidering exhibiting at the 1964
show.

Coin Exhibits
Draw Throngs
To Milan Fair

MILAN—Italian pinball dis-
tributors — anticipating the le-
galization of the machines on
public locations—turned out in
full force for the 42d annual
Milan Fair recently.

The 95 coin machine exhibi-
tors occupied an entire floor of
one pavilion and spilled over
into two others.

Pinballs are now legal only
in private clubs, but, as a result
of a 1963 Constitutional Court
decision — new police regula-
tions legalizing the machines in
public locations are expected to
be announced shortly.

U. S. juke box exhibitors in-
cluded Seeburg, Wurlitzer and
Rowe AMI.

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The spurt came after Van-
denberg, 27, in vending for
eight years, sold partnership in-
terests to Gary Vandergrift and
William Mouw Jr. and later to
Ed Vander Haar. The only em-
ployees are a full-time auditor,
Ron Vanden Bosch, and three
part-time workers. With this
staff of partners and employees,
Crest operates six pieces of roll-
ing stock—four panel trucks, a
pick-up and a compact station
wagon. The area covered is
bounded on the south by San
Diego and Bakersfield on the
north, a distance of approxi-
mately 250 miles.

Vandenberg was born in Chi-
cago, but has lived in California
since he was about 10 years
old. For a time he worked with
his father in his general vend-
ing operation. Automatic Vend-
ing Service. Then he was with
Roosevelt Milk Vending. While
with this firm, he saved $300
and bought filled 10 Acorn
bulk machines—the make used
exclusively today by the en-
larged Crest operation. He par-
layed the 10 into 2,100 in
about three years. Then the
company was split into four
equal partnerships.

First to Be Partners

Vandergrift and Mouw were
the first to become partners,
Vander Haar joining later. The
four had been friends for several
years. None of the three part-
ners, however, had vending ex-
perience.

Vandergrift, 32, was born in
Minnesota and had lived and
worked in electronics in Cali-
fornia since 1956. Mouw, a
California resident for 19 of his
26 years, was a barber. Vander
Haar was born in Holland 28
years ago and grew up in Min-
nesota before moving west to
enter the construction business.

Despite these varied back-
grounds, they learned the busi-
ness. All four work routes. Van-
dergrift devoting more time than
the others to the kiddie rides,
and Vandenberg handling ad-
ministrative duties as well.

Grab Pinballs
—Minus Stamp

COLUMBUS, Miss.—A team
of 18 Internal Revenue Service
agents from Jackson Miss.,
raided six locations here re-
cently and confiscated nine
bingo type pinball machines
which did not have the $250
federal gaming stamp.

No arrests were made. The
agents were led by IRS District
Director J. G. Martin Jr.

Martin said the machines
were operated by Fairway
Amusement Company of Colum-
bus.

The Internal Revenue Serv-
ice in September, 1959, put out
a directive saying that in effect
bingo machines were gaming
devices and required the $250
stamp.

In a clarifying memo in the
fall of 1962, the machines were
classified by the government as
gaming devices ‘“per se.” The
machines were so classed be-
cause they contain a multiple-
coin device for increased odds
and a meter to register free
games.

EUROPEAN NEWS BRIEFS

Long Distance Ops

OSLO—Norwegian operators,
with machines scattered over
wide areas, are experimenting
with a “let-George-do-it” scheme
of location disk-changing.

The operator has the owner
keep regular entries for the
popularity meter, and when the
meter indicates that play is drop-
ping, he purchases new records
from a local source.

This is usually done by tele-
phone conversations between
operator and location, with the
operator advising on disk titles
to be picked. The system works
fairly well in isolated districts,
which, otherwise, would require
as much as 100 miles of travel
for one or two machines in a
village.

Coin Mach. School

BINGEN, W. Germany —
NSM-Loewen-Automaten  are
operating a “college of coin ma-
chine knowledge” for operators
and technicians.

The Bingen firm will bring
any recognized operator and
technician employed by an oper-
ator to the home plant for in-
struction in NSM equipment
maintenance.

Loewen-Automaten, NSM
sales arm, provides free training,
with meals and lodging. The
enrollee pays only for his trans-
portation to and from Bingen.
The course is several days. Upon
completion, the enrollee receives
a certificate.

The training is now concen-
trated on NSM’s new fast-sel-
ling Serenade phonograph.

Appoint UBA Men

BRUSSELS — The  Belgian
Ministry of Finance has ap-
pointed Henri De Vroey and
Omer De Munck to represent
the coin machine trade on the
mixed committee established
under the new Belgian coin ma-
chine tax legislation.

De Vroey is president of
Union Belge de I’Automatique,
the Belgian Trade association,
and De Munck is the UBA’s
general manager.

The mixed committee has
charge of equipment classifica-
tion under the new law, which
establishes uniform national
taxation for all coin machine
equipment.

Equipment is classified in one
of five categories. Taxes are
levied according to category and
population of the area.

De Vroey and De Munck are
the only representatives for coin
machine trade on the mixed
commission, their appointment
constituting recognition by the
UBA’s Ministry of Finance as
the official Belgian trade as-
sociation.

New Tax Woes

COLOGNE—From the fry-
ing pan into the fire. This is
roughly the predicament of coin
machine operators in North
Rhine-Westphalia, West Ger-
many’s most populous state.

For nearly a decade, the oper-
ators have been fighting to have
the state’s amusement tax either
reduced or abolished. The
government majority has now
introduced into the state legis-
lature a bill to abolish the tax—
and replace it with a special levy
on coin machines.

Trade consensus is that the
proposed new coin machine tax
would be more onerous than the
present amusement tax. The
North Rhine-Westphalia govern-
ment showed that coin machines
contribute well over 50 per cent
of amusement tax revenue.

Eye Japanese Mart

BONN — West  Germany’s
thriving coin machine industry
is eying the Olympic Games in
Tokyo as a glittering showcase
for its coin machines.

German manufacturers be-
lieve the contest could be an
avenue to substantial German
penetration of the Japanese coin
machine market.

Trade information here sug-
gests that of all the world mar-
kets, the Japanese may well be
the most profitable of all the
“underdeveloped” markets.

However, the main attraction
in Tokyo for German manu-
facturers is that the Olympic
Games literally will provide
them with a world showcase for
German equipment.

Rock-Ola Console

HAMBURG—Nova is ready
to introduce the new Rock-Ola
console, which is being pro-
moted in Germany as the ulti-

at least 200 machines. To raise
these funds, he worked as a
part-time salesman from 1948
to 1961.

200 Machines a Must

“The only one you fool is
yourself if you go into vending
with less than 200 machines,”
he now says, “You will not be
getting full efficiency out of
the money you have invested.
With only a few machines, you
have money tied up in merchan-
dise well above your specific
needs at the moment,” he says.

Caproon does not advise en-
tering the field unless you have
plenty of money. “It cost me
$1,000 to learn from my mis-
takes,” he says.

This is also no field for a
lazy man, Caproon continues, as
he demonstrates how many
miles one man can cover and
how much work is necessary in
the evening and during time off
from his regular job.

A criticism that Caproon
makes of the industry is the
dropping of items from manu-
facturers’ or distributors’ lines

just when they happen to be

building up rapidly in the oper-
ator’s territory,

“It frequently happens,” he
says, “that an item proving es-
pecially hot with my customers
cannot be re-ordered because it
has been discontinued. Maybe
somebody or some other area
got poor response from it, so it’s
dropped, but it's very dlsap-
pointing when | can't continue.

Changes Displays Often

“Also, the frequent changes
in the lines have me changing
my displays every three months.
With over 100 dime-capsule ma-
chines to change, you can
imagine the effort it takes to
keep up.”

There is also an occasional
flop among the items Caproon
offers. A recent problem for him
was the Kennedy ring.

“l was completely fooled on
this one and thought it would
be a runaway. But I now be-
lieve that it was introduced
much too late.”

Caproon tried it as a 10-cent
capsule item, as well as in 5-
cent and in penny machines.
Only the penny sales drew fairly
well, he said, so he is now tak-
ing them out of the capsules
and putting the remaining stock

problems in [0-cent vending is
the incidence of slugs. The slugs
have been appearing with greater
frequency in recent months, a
hazard the New York Bulk
Vending Association is trying to
find legal means to combat.
Bianco started as a part-time
vendor. By the time he came
out of service after World War
I he was ready to give the
business his full attention and
has been at it since 1946.

Sticks to Bulk Vending

“Bulk vending has been good
to me,” he says, “and I'm
happy to stick with it. Com-
petition has become much more
severe in the past five years,
but it is nothing that steady
work and attention to business
can’t overcome.”

Despite his reputation for
quick service in cases of me-
chanical  difficulty, Bianco’s
home telephone is unlisted. He
takes care of emergency re-
pairs by leaving a supply of
postcards at each location, each
card bearing the message: “If
machine needs attention, please
mail this card.” The location
owner can simply check spaces
indicating whether the machine
is empty, out of order or broken.
A.B. Vending responds to these
cards immediately.

Bianco has an inventive turn
of mind and has used this fa-
cility to turn out gadgets help-
ful to the bulk operator. He has
equipped his own machines
with a washer of his own in-
vention that foils many a would-
be thief. A machine thus
equipped requires a small tool

MOA Institutes
Legislative Dues

CHICAGO—Music Operators
of America has instituted a new
“legislature dues™ to cover in-
creased expenses in this area.
It ranges from $15 to $65, de-
pending on number of machines
operated. Administrative dues
stays at $35. Operators with up
to 50 machines pay $15 legisla-
tive dues, 51-100 phonographs
$40, over 100 phonographs $65.
Associate members (distributors-
jobbers) pay $100 per year.

to open. in addition to the key.
Bianco sells this product to
other operators and they have
become popular in the New
York City area.

A Must for Bianco

Attendance at conventions is
another must for Bianco. He
says an idea he learned of at
the April NVA parley in Flor-
ida was worth the price of the
trip: bolt machine keys, with
their points out in a star-like
arrangement, to a small, strong
piece of metal. The increased
case in opening and closing the
machines would alone make
the device worthwhile, but it
has the added virtue of pre-
venting most twisting and break-
age of keys in recalcitrant locks.
The operator can strap the de-
vice to his belt at the end of
a piece of leather.

In addition to his other ac-
tivities, many of them involv-
ing civic responsibilities, Bianco
is also membership chairman of
NVA for New York State and
is trying to swell the organi-
zation’s ranks.

At Hanover the Administra-
tive Court also rejected the
amusement tax, but on other
grounds. The court said billiards
were not a sport but billiards
also did not fit the amusement
tax statute.

One bone being dangled be-
fore the prospective exhibitors is
the anticipated  attendance,
about 1,500 to 2,000 operator
firm representatives, according
to Granger.

Heavy record company partic-
ipation could do a lot to reju-
venate the MOA show. In the
1950’s MOA convention was a
major event in the music busi-
ness. Dozens of record compa-
nies participated. With them
came the recording artists, rec-
ord distributors and disk jock-
cys. The shows of the last
decade swung.

If the record companies re-
turn to the fold, the excitement
factor which has been missing
during the last few years will
be restored. And, in the long
run, this excitement factor could
mean more to MOA than all its
business forums.
