RECORDS 2 DIFFERENT TRACKS

New Tape System Is Said
To Make Inroads in Sound

By DAVID LACHENBRUCH

NEW YORK—A new pro-
fessional recorder mustering svs-
tem, which is claimed to make
a noticeable improvement in the
sound gquality of records and
prerecorcled tapes, was dem-
onstrauted  here  vesterday by
Minnesota Mining & Manufac-
turing C.ompany

The S8.500 tape system is
already in trial operation at
Capitol, Columbia and Decca,
asccording to Dan E. Denham,
general sales and merchandising
manager for 3IM's  Magnetic
Products Davision.

The new mastering device
now “miikes it possible to vir-
iually  eliminate the annoying
hiss, distortion and electrical
noise that previously has been
inherent in records and prere-
corded miagnetic tapes,” a news
conference was told by John
T. Mullin, the Magnetic Prod-
ucts Division’s Electronic Spe-
cial Products manager. The sys-
tem, he said, improves sound
recording up to 15 decibels,

The bisic difference between
the new system and those now

in use s that it records two dif-
ferent tracks for each channel.
One track records the signals
in the normal way, while the
other records signals of low
volume. In playback, an elec-
tronic swilch automatically trans-
fers sound from one track to
the other so that the master
tape has the widest dynamic
range without distortion.

The version demonstrated
here was a three<channel re-
corder, reconding six tracks on
Y4 -inch-wide tape. Other wver-
sions have been developed for
one—and two—<hannel record-
ing. As described by Mullen,
the extremely fast and noiseless
electronic switch “allows us to
lake soft sounds without back-
ground noise from one track,
or the loud sounds from the
other track —all without dis-
tortion.” - :

Although the recording in-
dustry is the prime market for
the new device, Denham sad
M also feels the concept could
be used by the motion picture
and broadcasting industrics 1o
upgrade music  reproduction
qualines.

TOKYO —With a view 1o
materializing the immediate rat-
ification of the Rome Copy-
right Convention, the Ministry
of Education has been rushing
to work out an over-all amend-
ment of the existing copyright
law.

The Third Sub-Committee of
the Copyright Coungil, which
takes charge of problems re-
lated to music, has been carry-
ing on discussions and debates
tocussing on the secondary use
of records;

The Council submitted its
interim report to the Ministry
last November which reportedly
recommends the abrogation of

Article 30, (B) of the curremt
Copyright Law which admils
free use of records if the in-
dication of the source of rec-
ards 15 made, i1.e. label names.
This is a very significant re-
vision by which authors and
composers will hereafter be
granted the right to authorize
the use of their records for
radio or public performance,
and users will simultaneously
be requested to pay a certain
amount of remuneration for the
records used.

In consideration of the nature
of broadcasting, however, the
council has a plan afoot to

LONDON — British record
siales showed the mosl astonish-
mng rise to date when the Board
of Trade revealed figures for
March. Manufacturers sales for
the month were almost 30 per

National sales were responsi-
ble for the increase, They were
up by 60 per cent, while ex-
ports were down about 12 per
cent.

The sales were valued at
6,110,500 pounds as compared
with 4,189,625 pounds in March

actually 3 per cent down,

British 'material, against more
than half American. Thus, if
there is any squawking to be
done, it s still the Briish who
are more entitled to do it than
the Americans.

“Americans will only be really
justified in squawking when they
find the positions reversed, with
British tunes taking nearly 60
per cent of American air time.
while American tunes are held
down to about 33 per cent."

On the other side of the coin,
though, are the recurrent
“squawks” that have been com-
ing from the U. S, radio audi-
ence that there has been an
overload of English-made disks
on the air and that the time
has come [or a concentration on
home-grown product.

General speculation is that
it will require considerable time
more for the Ministry of Ed-
ucation to ready revision, and
that the soonest possible date
the Parliament will sanction the
amendment bill will be at the
end of 1966.

The ¢onvention is also ex-
pected to result in a consider-
able number of new manu-
facturer-distributor alignments.

AFM Backs FCC
On Station Queries

WASHINGTON—The Ameri-
can Federation of Musicians
says the FCC is taking a step in
the right direction when it de-
mands detailed reporting on live
and local talent shows, and a
community canvass. During oral
hearings held here last week on
proposed program reporting
forms for television stations,
AFM spokesman Warren Woods
said TV broadcasters would at
least have to think about live
musical talent if they have to
answer a detailed questionnaire.
Broadcasters at the hearing
urged FCC to use a shorter,
more general reporting form
suggested by a special commitice
of mdustry-FCC consultants.

Woods Testifies

Currently, 502 out of 537 TV
stations across the country do
not have even one musician on
the regular payroll, said Woods.
He told the panel of Federal
Communications Commissioners
that prevalence of “canned” mu-
sic in broadcasting had cul off a
source of talent development, as
well as cutting down drastically
on the ncome of musicians
since the days when big stations
employed full orchestras. AFM
would like 1o see more local
hearings held by the FCC on
those stations that promise live
musical and local talent shows,
but never dehiver them.

Tips on Being Top Manager

A RADIO STATION is people. Tis impact
on listeners and advertisers is the product of a
number of people, doing a number of things,
Engineers, secretaries, salesmen.,
disk jockeys, nccountants, super-

visors, switchboard operators
and maonagers all combine to
produce profitable program-
ming.

Of all the people who make
radio what it is, the one who
stamps his personality most in.
delibly on a radio station is the
manager. Not only does he control a station’s
destintes, but his personality and character are
often reflected by his employees

THE MAN WHO achieves managerial status
miost often does so by demonstrating ability in the
husiness aspects of broadcasting. More often than
not the manager lacks experience in programming,
or in any of the performing or production phuses
of show business. While he can direct his ssiles-
men and accountants with the voice of experience,
he usually rehes heavily on his program director
to plan and supervise the actual programming

There are times, however, when only the man-
ager can make cribcal decimons about program
policy. At such times, a lack of program experi-
ence can produce decisions that do more hiurm
than good. All too often & manager's decision 1o
make drastic changes in program policy is made
without proper awareness of consequences

THE PURPOSE of this Newsletter is to suggest
certain qualities that all managers should have in
making their program decisions effective

OBJECTIVITY: A manager may be coldly
analytical about such things as overhead, tixes
and profits, but he is often apt to let his own
personal tastes get in the way of good progrum-
ming judgment. He forgets that the music that he.
his family and friends enjoy is not necessarily the
music most preferred by most radio Listeners, A
careful study of ratings, as influenced by various
programming patterns, offers the only safe guide
on this thormy path

OFEN-MINDEDNESS: We need ook back
only a few years to remind ourselves how radio
continues to change. New ideas bring new suc-
cesses, New ideas are not necessarily good ideas,
and they frequently fall short of their goal. No
capable munuger will try out every new jdea
hrought to him, but he will at least be ready 1o
explore its possibilities. There are few surer
methods of failing in radic management than a
stubborn adherence 1o the past

CONVICTION: Some managers embark on a
new program  policy with obvious reluctance

Their doubts and fears are contagious. The entire
staff is infected by uncertainty. Program planning
lacks directions and decisiveness. Air work suffers,
When a manager finds it necessary 1o submer

his own personal tastes in order to follow objec-
tive logic, he should keep his feelings 1o himself,

COURAGE: A conservative station that
awitches to a top pop music policy is bound 1o
become the target of adverse criticism. Listeners
will protest. Local newspaper columnists will poke
ridicule. The manager's golfing cronies will express
their objections. Every manager who takes his
station into the pop music field for the first time
should expect such abuse and be prepared 1o
discount it. Eventual gains in ratings and revenue
will be sufficient rebuttal for the critics.

CONSISTENCY: Once a program policy is
embarked upon, it should be followed without
deviation until it has been thoroughly tried and
tested. This is simple common sense, but some-
times it s overlooked, and confusion is com-
pounded. Consistency also should be the rule for
successfully  established operations. Overconfi-
dence can lead to tinkering with the program
structure to the ultimate damage of the station's
ratings,

AWARENESS: A good manager should learn
all he can about the sources of his program
material. He should know the news services, the
record distributors and their promotion people,
He should know about his production material,
who produces his jingle packages, and why they
cost s0 much. Being thus well informed, he will
be better fitted to work closely with his program
director in handling special problems

SENSE OF COMMUNITY: Most managers
belong to service clubs or the chamber of com-
merce. They see 1o it that their siations carry
public service spots in support of community proj-
ects. This is not enough. A station’s strongest
safeguard against sudden swings of public favor
is found in 1ts community roots. Every employee
should be encouraged to be a part of its com-
munity activities: churches, schools, clubs, etc.
Friendly contacts should be maintained with civie
and philanthropic leaders. The station’s voice
should not just parrot “me too.” It should at all
times speak with prestige and authority on com-
munity matters. There is no reason why construc-
tive community roles should be reserved for the
network stations or for the conservative inde-
pendents. The progressive, contemporary music
stations can play an equally significamt part,
Radio generally has lagged far behind as a repre-
sentative medium of mass communication. In such
a policy, community interest and sell interest go
hand in hand,

It 15 a wise manager who knows when and how
to take an active part in his siation’s program-
ming. He is even wiser who knows when and
where to leave it alone.

In this vein, Rolf Syversen, of
Iversen & Frogh, in Oslo, says
that Radio Luxembourg is the
main source of exposure of rec-
ords in Norway, and that Nor-
wigian disk buvers have become
heavily dependent on the sta-
ton,

Until the appearance of the
“pop pirate” ships—Caroline
and Atlanta—off Britain, Radio
Luxembourg had the commercial
field to itself on the European
airwaves, save for minimal com-
petition frorn Europe 1, the sta-
tion owned by Prince Rainier's
Monegasque interests.

Radio Luxembourg's pold-
plated success with “platters,
chatter and ads™ (as the station
capsules its formula) has in-
spired the "pop pirate” imita-
tors, but more than it is working
a revolution in European broad-
casting.

As indicated by Rolf Syver-
sen, Radio lLuxembourg has in-
spired the phonograph record
companies 1o demand more ex-
posure for domestic disk pro-
duction on national radio net-
works. The preference on most

national networks (where pro-
gramming is done without ref-
erence 1o a close study of listen-
er likes) is for a minimum of
pop and a maximum of didactic,
non-musical fare.

The success of Radio Luxem-
bourg is leading 1o a peneral
re-examination of European
hroadcasting patterns, with pub-
lic sentiment heavily weighted
toward the general sanctioning
of commercial broadcasting in
competition with the State net-
works somewhat on the pattern
of competition between the
Canadian Broadcasting Corpo-
ration and private stations in
Canada.

Societies Line Up

Performing rights societies
are lining up behind commercial
broadcasting in Britain and in
all of the major Continental
countries, In Britain, the com-
mercial radio ships are nepotiat-
ing the payment of performing
rights fees, and their pop music
programming, far from offend-
ing British listeners as a buc-
caneering enterprise, is prodic-
ing strong sentiment for the li-
censing of commercial broad-
casting by the British govern-
ment.

In West Germany, the Saar
Radio Network has broken away
from the quasi-state controlled
network, and is expanding its
commercial and pop music ex-
posure. Demands are increasing
in Germany for a general over-
hauling of radio broadcasting
legisiation o permit private
commercial stations, which
would operate alongside the
quasi-state networks,

In France, Beligium, Holland
and Italy, exposure of pop music
on the State networks in these
countries has been steadily ex-
panded under pressure of public
demand—and the indirect com-
petition provided by Radio
Luxembourg.

The Home Entertainment Dollar

THERE'S MORE tough competition ahead for
the dealer who sells audio equipment only

Never before have there been so many products
hidding for the home entertain-
ment dollar—and this competi-
tion is certainly going to in-
crease. First, there's color TV
This has the status of a new
product—although it's not very
new.

In our interviews with indus-
try leaders, we've reported sev-
eral times on the widespread
feeling that color TV may be siphoning off home
entertmnment money which might otherwise have
been ear-marked for console or component stereo
There can be no question now that color TV s
at the beginning of a genuine boom. And this
boom should asccelerate sharply—the more sets
sold, the more color programming; the more color
programming, the more sets sold

A SURVEY OF manufacturers and networks
st March by Television Dugest, the weekly in-
dustry newsletter, came up with these median
projections ol color set sales; about 1.15 million
scts in 1964, nung to 1.9 million in 1965, 2.3
million in 1966, 2.5 million in 1967 and 3 million
in 1968,

Subsequent developments lead us to belleve
these projections are quite conservative. One ol
these has been the general decline in color set
prices, as sparked by RCA's cut to a $399.95 Jist
price. Most industry prognosticators are now talk-
ing about sales of at least 1.3 million color sets
this year, and more than 2 million in 1965

The figure being projected for 1965 is almost
double the number of console phonographs sold
last year. How many families will be buying color
'V sets next year instead of new siereo equip-
ment or tape recorders?

It sounds logical 1o say that sales of color TV
scts are mainly being made at the expense ol
black-and-white TV and until very recently most
industry observers predicted that black-and-white
sales would decline in proportion to the rise in
color set sales. But it hasn't happened that way
Last vear, both color and monochrome television
sales set all-time records. Both categories appear
o be heading for new highs this year

COLOR TV has made strong inroads into the
black-and-white console business—cut the heart
out of it, in fact. As color set prices come down
the indusiry simultaneously lops black-and-while
consoles off the high end. Even so, the console
hias now declined to the point where it represents
less than 30 per cent of the total black-and-white
television business, compared with more than 50
per cent in 1953

But ai the same time as color is making inroads
into high-end home entertainment merchandise

the new concept in televivion portables threatens
to compete directly with phonographs selling for
up to 3200 (“What shoulkl we get Mary for her
birthday—a record plaver or one of those cute
new portable TV sets?”). The new phenomenon
in black-and-white TV is the “personal portable,”
and its impact should become more evident this
year,

For the coming model year (1965), most domes-
tic manufacturers and all TV importers will fea-
ture the new tinyvision models. Both domestic
and foreign sets now come in two distinct flavors
—conventional  AC-powered and  battery-or-
AC-powered. General electric has given its Japa-
nese competitors a start by announcing a nine-
inch battery-operated TV set at a list price of
$159.95, as compared with $249.95 for the lead-
ing import of the same size. Philco will offer »
nine-inch set at what it calls a “strictly competi-
tive"™ price

FROM JAPAN, new television configurations
are coming—some no bigger than portable radios.
All of this new merchandise, coupled with heavy
advertising campaigns, will create formidable
competition for the only other comparably priced
electronic home entertainment instruments—pho-
nographs and tape recorders

Hut that’s not the end, cither. In perhaps three
more years, another new wvisual home enlertain-
ment product will take ity place alongside—und
in competiton with—the phonograph. It is the
much-heralded home video tape recorder. Some
pudio men console themsuelves that this is an
audio as well as o visual product, and will lead

o more widespread interest in audio tape
recorders
THEY'RE FOOLING ihemselves. This is a

visual medium, in which audio plays just as much

4 part as it does in televimion. Television has

loudspeakers, but that doesn’t make it an audio

applinnce. In short, home video tape will be a

competitor to home audio tape and to the home

:["'{'n‘ system, in exactly the same way that color
s

It's not our intention to be gloomy about the
future of audio products. But all evidence indi-
cates the competition for the home entertainment
dollar s going 1o get stiffer and stiffer. For the
manufacturer, it means a need for product inno-
vation, and real promotion of the advantages ol
good music in the home.

For the dealer, it means knowing his merchan-
dise. and knowing how w sell it—and to sell
up—with & minimum of wiiste. The dealer who is
in the best position, of course, will be the one
who sells both audio and visual entertainment
cquipment

EVEN IN AN ERA of affluence. there will be
lough, competitive hmes ahead for both manu-
facturers and dealers. And in the home entertain-
menl industry, the competition will exist among
dissimilar products as well as similar ones

BOULDER, Colo, — Lyle
Aber, record and phonograph
dealer with two operations in
this college town of 22,006, has
found an ideal means of attract-
ing women phonograph owners
in to buy new needies.

Acknowledging the tremen-
dous regard the average house-
wife has for trading stamps,
Aber came up with a clever
stunt recently, whereby he of-
fered 100 Golkd Bond trading
stamps to any cusiomer who
brought in a phonograph needle
for an inspection. There were
no strings aftached although
Aber did recommend new dia-
mond point replacement needles
at $10 and $11 in both stores.

Although the ad wasn’t spe-
cifically addressed to the femi-
nine side of the market, Aber
knew that it would be women
most likely 1o respond. That's
exactly how it worked out. The
day after the offer appeared in
the newspaper, there was a line
of women outside the store al
opening time, who had obvi-

Other Willlams officers include: Jack Mittel, vice-president in
charge of sales; Gordon T. Horlick, vice-president in charge of engi-
neering. Russell W, Babb, vice-president and controller; John I
Keefer, treasurer; Lillian K. Kubicek, secretary; John F. Nichols, as-
sistant secretary! and Edgar E. Tober, assistant secretary.

Fits Present Patiern

Gordon noted that “this latest acquisition adds a valuable and
appropriate new line of coin-operaled products to the Seeburg line
and fits in perfectly with our present patterns of distribution.

“Several of our distnbutors are already distnibutors of the ex-
cellent Williams line of equipment and practically all are familinr
with the design characteristics of Williams products,

“It also adds another element to our corporate structure to sup-
part our claim to being the world's largest manufacturer of coin-
operated egquipment,” Gordon said.

The Seeburg president said it was Seeburg's intention that Wil-
liams continve to be operated under Sam Stern's management.

Seeburg first announced its intention to buy Williams at its
national distributor meeting in Chicago several weeks ago.

In buving Williams, Seeburg acquired all the issued and out-
standing shares of capital stock from the firm's two sharcholders,
Samuel Stern and Bernard Weinberg.

Current Production

Williams is currently producing a two-player pinball game, San
Francisco, and a baseball game, Grand Slam. The firm will continue
with this production until it goes on its annual vacation June 26.

In July, Williams will start to produce a single-playver pinball

game, Heat Wave.

Williams was founded in 1946 by Harry Williams, now head of
Southlund Engineering Company, Santa Monica, Calif. Sam Stern
came in as vice-president in 1949 and acquired full control of the
company from Williams 10 years later. .

The firm is one of the largest amusement manufacturing con-
cerns in the city with some 40,000 square feet of plant space.

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Detroit’s City Summer Location
Operators a Yanishing Breed

By H, F. REVES

DETROIT — Summer loca-
tions, operated for only a few
months in the warm weather,
hold little attraction for hig city
aperators any more. Al one
time, a sizable number of De-
trait game and music operators
had rowtes that took in a good
number of upstate spots, some
close to the city, which ran only
in the summer—but it is difficult
to find an interested local oper-
ator. Some who had profitable
routes a year ago have ceased
operations

Summer locations exist, and in
some profusion, in a State thal
considers 1iself a major lourst
mecca. But they appear to be
the domain almost exclusively of
the upstate firms, in commu-
nitics close Lo resort areas,

Summer locations are no long-
er able to compete economically
for the attention of the metro-

palitan route operator-—proba-
hly because of their secasonal
nature

Local Picture Good

However, the outlook appears
o be penerally very good for
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local operators. Last vear was
the best in five years, with the
expectation thal good conditions
would continue this summer.
General  business  conditions,
good breaks from the weather
and the tourist trade nre the
principal factors responsible for
the hgh 1963 figures. More
people were vacationing on the
road in 1963 than in many vears,
reports from the tourist trade in-
dicate, and the prediction is for
a probable slight improvement
this season,

The automotive industry calls
the business turn in this part of
the country, and the indications
for continued high earning levels
and continued lesure-time activ-
ity are strong in the current pre-
liminary position in UAW nego-
tintions

This is a key factor in the
whole economic situntion for
severil Midweslern  States as
well as Michigan.

Equipment on summer loca-
tions is generaly older than else-
where.  Juke boxes are usually
the older maodels, which are put
out in the summer spots as sec-
ondary locations. But there is
an interesting change in progress
right now, as reported by Harald
Christinnsen, general manager of
Angott Sales Company.

“"Operators up north™ (in the

summer location country), says
Christiansen, “are all anticipat-
ing a very pood summer, They
have been buving a lot of equip-
ment especially for these spots.
With the rice weather we have
been having, they have also been
opening earlier. This has cer-
tainly helped sales.

“"There Is a marked trend to-
ward buying much later equip-
ment than lir:y have been using
in the pasl, In recent summers
they have been buying old juke
boxes at $200 o $300, Now
they are buying machines only
A year or so old.”

In amusement machines, the
picture is changing more dras-
tically, and operators are both
upgrading their games and buy-
ing new ones for summer loca-
tions, according to Art Heberi,
manager of Miller-Newmark
Dristributing Company. The good
year enjovisd in 1963 s encour-
aging them 1o invest in betler
equipment  bhecause operators
feel that they will have less
trowihle servicing the newer ma-
chines. Also, the games-playing
customers are usually vacation-
ers from elsewhere and will rec-

ognize these machines as new
equipment, making for more
play.

fees which would be borne by the music operators and ourselves.

There is considerable turn-
over of equipment when the
summer season ends. Very few
machines are now left on loca-
tion at season's end, compared
to three or four years ago. Van-
dalism and other location prob-
lems proved too costly. Accord-
ingly. especially in games, most
of the summer equipment is like-
Iv to be traded in

This is usually viewed as a
wise lactic by operators, whao
can take the old stuff off their
books just when the summer
location closes and use its trade-
in value to reduce the cost of in-
vestment in new equipment for
the allvear locations. There is
also some likely tax advantage
in this procedure in some in-
SANcCes

Larger operators tend not 1o
trade-in at the end of the season
but to stock their summer equip-
ment unfil next May. There is
a good reason for this, 100, they
report. In the spring when they
want to get this type of special-
ized equpiment readv for loca-
tion, there is a hig demand for
it, and they are often unable to
buy what they want If they
stock it themselves. they ure as-
sured of having the machines
they will need. There is also an
additional investment advantage,
in that the trade-in value is like-
ly 1o be higher in the spring.

Programming Variable

Programming on juke boxes
follows a wvariable pattern, ac-
cording to Ron Rogers, manager
of the Angott onc-stop.
