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Latins: Don't Fence 
Us In; Set Congress

NEW YORK-South and Central American record manufac- 
turers, long cramped for lebensraum, will make a bid to burst 
the confines of their tight little economic island this fall. 

The event will be the first hemispheric congress of record 
labels, to be held in the Hotel Tamanaco, Caracas, about Oct. 1. 

Sponsoring organization is the Federacion Latino- Americana de 
Productores Fonograficos, headed by Luis A. Aubrey, head of Sono 
Radio in Peru. 

The Federacion has as its members the national phonograph 
record manufacturers' associations of the various South American 
countries. 

While no formal agenda has been set, industry sources say 
that the primary purpose of the meeting is to promote Latin- Ameri- 
can record product on the world market. 

Most of the Latin -American product on the international market 
today makes it because it's "Latin," rather than because it's salable 
merchandise. 

For example, countries such as Brazil, Argentina and Ven- 
ezuela produce considerable middle -of- the -road product and records 
that fall into the pop, non -Latin bag. Little of this product ever 
crosses the border.

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Mfrs. Battling Split Plays 
With Single -Song Singles

NEW YORK -In an attempt to avoid having 
their records split -played on radio, record com- 
panies are leaning toward one -sided and double - 
faced singles. Station program directors through- 
out the nation report that the number of one -song 
singles they are receiving is steadily rising. 

While only Motown makes it policy to issue 
one -sided disks, several others said they are doing 
it with increasing frequency. Among those com- 
panies releasing one -sided product or promotion - 
backed records are the Decca- Coral- Brunswick 
group, Motown, Soul City (Liberty), DynoVoice 
and Columbia. Columbia, however, is restricting 

its double -faced releases to reserviced records, 
"Split airplay hurts record sales," said Lenny 

Salidor, Decca Records national promotion direc- 
tor. "Unless the record becomes a two -sided 
smash, we definitely feel the bite when some sta- 
tions ride one side while others go on the other." 

A split in record play in some markets can 
effect sales and airplay throughout the country. 
when there is uncertainty over the "A" side, the 
single can lose sales or go down the drain be- 
cause of the following cycle:

RIAA Opens Door 
To Worldwide Unity

PARIS -An important step toward interna- 
tional unity in the world record industry was 
taken here when the International Federation of 
the Phonographic Industry (IFPI) approved the 
affiliation of the Record Industry Association of 
America (RIAA) which represents 80 per cent of 
U. S. record companies. 

The agreement means that the RIAA will asso- 
ciate itself with IFPI in pursuing the aims of the 
IFPI regarding the rights of the record pro- 
ducer. 

The IFPI will not operate in the U. S. but will, 
when requested, represent any member of the 
RIAA outside the U. S. 

After the four -day meeting at the International 
Conference Center, RIAA Executive Secretary 
Henry Brief said: "Our association has had the

NEW YORK - Decca Rec- 
ords is adding bongos to its mu- 
sical instrument lines. The com- 
plete musical instrument line for 
1968 now carrying the Decca 
trade name includes a full range 
of 22 folk and classical guitars, 
a budget- priced ukulele. drums 
and tambourines. 

Decca is moving into the 
bongo field with a party -pak 
bongo set which includes a set 
of bongos, a pair of maracas, 
a pair of claves and an instruc- 
tion manual on "How to Play 
the Bongos." The complete 
party unit will be poly- bagged 
and will carry a suggested re- 
tail list price of $9.95 for the 
set. 

For 1968 the -company is of- 
fering a total of 26 accessory 
items. Included are such ac- 
cessories as strings, picks, straps, 
instruction books. drum stands 
and cases. 

Decca's complete 'line of mu- 
sical instruments will be on dis- 
play at the company's booth 
during the annual music show 
sponsored by the National As- 
sociation of Music Merchants in 
Chicago from June 25 through 
June 29. 

NEW YORK -The equaliza- 
tion of the price of monaural 
and stereo disks is fast becom- 
ing an industry standard. With- 
in a week after CBS Records 
made the initial move raising 
the price of its mono product, 
with RCA Victor hard on its 
heels, eight more record manu- 
facturers set up similar pricing 
patterns. The mold is apparent- 
ly set. 

Capitol Records has set a 
July 1 changeover date for its 
own increase in mono album 
prices. The equalization will 
cover Capitol's pop product, 
Angel and Capitol classics. Ex- 
cluded are Seraphim, the budg- 
et line; children's LP's on the 
J and JAO series, reel and car- 
tridge tapes. 

Stan Gortikov, president of 
Capitol's distributing corpora- 
tion, called the price rise an 
"opportunity to. compensate for 
rising costs and diminishing prof- 
its." However, he deplored 
what he called the demise of 
the mono LP. "Every echelon 
of distribution today has a sig- 
nificant investment in monaural 
stock, and an orderly phased 
sales cycle will serve the in- 
terest of all industry elements.

record groups at the Avalon, and working with Helma and Cohen on 
creative projects. 

The thrust into the San Francisco hippie musical scene by the 
New York headquartered KS operation, comes five months after the 
firm opened a production office here. 

The affiliation with Helms may be considered the first move 
toward fulfilling the desire of several pop outfits for the formation of 
a hippie label (Billboard, May 6). All disks produced by Family Dog 
Productions will bear identifying logo alongside KS name, with 
the future possibility that Family Dog may develop its own separate 
record label. 

Musical Workshop 
Ripp said last week that the studio in San Francisco, which 

he labeled a "partnership type of community," would be a musical 
workshop. "People who don't have the money, who want to hear 
themselves and get a reflection, will be able to utilize the facility. 
We won't charge them anything; they'll just have to make an ap- 
pointment. This studio will help us develop musical seeds in San 
Francisco. Kama Sutra wants to provide in San Francisco, Los 
Angeles and New York, a garden where the talent seeds can grow ... without being Broadwayed." 

The studio should be complete within six weeks and include 
one, two and four -track recording coverage. KS will probably 
bring the tapes down to Los Angeles for mastering, albeit there 
are several San Francisco studios which custom master. 

KS expects to initially release three major hippie groups as- 
sociated with Helms. The San Francisco note brought to KS would 
have the option of designating which publishing firm would handle 
their material, KS or a Family Dog operation. KS will provide com- 
plete artistic freedom, including album cover artwork design to the 
artists. 

The recording control room will be located in the Avalon's 
balcony. 

Use Home Recorder 
Helms and Cohen have been taping several groups on a home 

2 -track recorder. The studio will probably be called Avalon Record- 
ing, although the formal name and hourly rates have yet to be 
determined. 

Family Dog will receive an independent production percentage.

Lion campaigns for its roster.

"Because, if you can stop at- 
trition by even a few per cent. 
then you've done something im- 
portant, not only for your art- 
ists but for your company," 
Nasatir said. "You've got to use 
every method possible to do this 
exploitation, promotion, and 
marketing." 

Nasatir also launched recent- 
ly the Lyra Records label (pro- 
duced in Greece) in the U. S. 
and a new gospel music line. 
The MGM Playtape 2 -track sys- 
tem has added much to the 
profit picture. White said that 
the label had sold more than 
a million of the 2 -track CAR - 
tridges for the unit. In addition. 
the firm has been marketing the 
player units through its distri- 
bution channels. 

The label has marked up tre- 
mendous successes with its 
soundtrack, scoring a world hit 
with the track of "Dr. Zhivago," 
which is approaching 2 million 
sales domestically and another 
million abroad. "Grand Prix" 
has already sold in excess of

with the one -way record traffic, with a river of product coming in 
and a trickle going out. 

In the last decade, the bossa nova from Brazil, which made 
its impact on international pop and jazz markets, has encouraged 
South American manufacturers to look to North America, Asia and 
Europe for sales. Another problem certain to be discussed is the 
difficulty in shipping masters from one South American country 
to another. 

Red Tape 
According to Pete Heine, Billboard's Latin- American general 

manager who returned this week from a month -long trip to Ven- 
ezuela, Brazil, Argentina, Peru and Colombia, the bureaucratic 
red tape and complicated customs arrangements make normal com- 
merce between South American nations difficult. 

Heine said the manufacturers will probably discuss the feasi- 
bility of subsidizing a low -price phonograph. Currently, the least 
expensive phonograph available on the Continent lists for about 
$50, and the quality leaves a bit to be desired. 

With the emergence of a salaried middle class in South America, 
the manufacturers feel they can expand their domestic markets 
considerable when such a player is available. 

Cartridge Growth 
Tape cartridge development in South America has been slowed 

due to the lack of local manufacturers. Playback equipment, all 
of it imported, sells for $200 and up, while imported tapes list for 
from $8 to $10. But, according to Heine, South American manu- 
facturers will begin their own manufacturing this year. Most of the 
tape sales are 4- track, but 8 -track is beginning to make inroads, 
as are Philips cassettes. 

The South American manufacturers hope to set up the equiva- 
lent of a Common Market for the record industry, with govern- 
mental restrictions between the various countries on the Hemisphere 
eased, and with the nations of the Hemisphere working in concert 
to promote their product on the world market. 

"This is the sign," Nasatir said. 
"by which you tell whether 
you've been just lucky or you've 
put a lot of work on the album 
to make it what it is. The 
lucky ones may go up fast, but 
they drop fast, too." 

MGM Records has also been 
involved on the independent 

production front, operating suc- 
cessfully with Mickie Most, who 
produces Herman's Hermits; 
Koppelman and Rubin, who 
produce the Lovin' Spoonful 
through Kama Sutra Produc- 
tions; AI Grossman, Wes Far- 
rell, Mickie Stevenson and 
others.

charts. When some markets report sales on one 
side and other markets on the other, the singles' 
national chart rating is effected. 

Radio stations, faced with not knowing which 
side is going to break, will follow a "wait and see' 
policy. This decision of indecision may kill the 
record completely within that market. 

National rack jobbers, most of whom buy off a 
national chart, will not pick up the record if it 

isn't in the top grouping on the chart. This, in 
turn, further curbs record sales. 

Big. Problem 

"The big problem," Salidor continued, "is that 
most companies are not prone to commit them- 
selves to one side. What they're saying, in effect, 
is that they're not sure themselves of which side 
they think will make it. It's a calculated risk, but 
we believe it's one worth making -especially in 
view of the costs and other ramifications of split 
programming. 

"By issuing some of our product with. the 'A' 
and 'B' sides the same, we are showing radio 
stations that we have confidence in one.side. We 
want one national breakout -not two regional . 

breakouts of the same record." 
Most program directors welcome the one -side 

single as an aid in programming. "We want to 
know which side the company is promoting ' said 
one director. "The concept of releasing one side 
is extremely wise from the label's standpoint. 
We've seen many a record get lost because of split 
airplay. 

Some record companies have accented an "A" 
side only policy. "If a radio station makes a corn- 
mitment to one side of a record,' one spokesman 
said, "many times they're quite reluctant to flip 
it over even if the other side is stronger in sales. 
Also, if a station begins airing a 'B' side, the 
record company is caught between two poles- 

which side to promote. Rarely will a station.play 
both sides." 

Not all companies and radio stations, however, 
are attuned to single -sided concept. Said Dick 
LaPalm of Chess -Checker, "I feel that it's an 
affront to the station to send it a one -sided disk. 
Most program directors or station music men are 
qualified to pick the hit side. There are some 
stations that won't accept anything but a two - 
sided single." 

Rushed Out 
"We do issue some one -sided records," LaPalm 

continued, "but we do it only for expediency. If 
we must rush a record, we'll release- an 'A' side 
only single and then send an 'A -B' version 
later." 

The primary source of split airplay is currently 
in r &b-pop crossover. Frequently, a pop -rock out- 
let will pick up the flip side of an r &b single._ 
because of the record's sound. Thus, within one 
market, two sides are being pushed with the net 
result of no hit at all. Decca had released one - 
sided singles of Gene Chandler's hit "The Girl 
Don't Care" and Jackie Wilson's "I've Lost You." 
The label has just issued double "A" side the 
Nova Local's "If You Only Had the Time" and 
"Just One More Chance," by Patrick Bradley. 

Other labels, realizing that stations will turn 
records over, are issuing promotional and instru- 
mental "B" sides. Liberty Records' World- Pacific 
Records, through its Soul City label, has re- 
leased five 30 to 50- second edited tracks of the 
Fifth Dimension's "Up; Up and Away" album on 
the group's single of the same name ..(Billboard, 
May 27). And- Blue -Note Records, also a Liberty 
Records subsidiary, has planned a mini'cut edi -., 
lions of its jazz albums for broadcast airplay 
(Billboard, June 3). The flip 'side of the Bob 
Crewe Generation's "Miniskirts in Moscow" 
featured a promotional contest.. and many "B" 
sides. now are instrumental versions of the "A" 
side.

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Jazz Beat 
By ELIOT TIEGEL 

Amplified guitarist Gabor Szabo has been experimenting with 

controlled feedback for about a year as a means of adding a new 

sound to his playing. "On certain notes if you turn toward the 

speaker you get a feedback sound," he said, after recently wowing 

the first annual Los Angeles Jazz Festival at UCLA. 

"I've been experimenting with controlled feedback and 1 have 

around 'a dozen notes I can work with." Gabor says controlling 
amplified distortion fits into what he calls his "1967 conception of 

contemporary music." 

"I feel frustrated that l can't hold my notes like a trumpet," 
offered the Hungarian native who learned about jazz from the 
Voice of America, the BBC and Radio Free Europe. He started 
playing around with bending the feedback to fit into his arrange- 
ments by accident. The sound has a strong Indian feel, very rem- 
iniscent of a sitar -only amplified. Szabo has a volume control 
knob on his guitar and when he turns toward his speaker, he hits 
the knob lightly with a finger tip to control the feedback loudness. 
He gets a different sound if he moves toward or away from the 
speaker. When he does perform the gimmick, Szabo turns sideway 
to the audience; and people can't see what he's doing. 

Asked about the Indian sound which sways through his im- 
provisations, Szabo answered, "I'm very impressed by sitar music." 
A recent Impulse LP of. "raga jazz" offers a blending of two 
cultures. 

"On a good night I can get two or three notes working at 
the same time. I can hold some quietly but the applications are 
limitless. It can sound like a couple of horns." On Szabo's forth- 
coming LP "Sorcerers," he has several tracks which utilize this 
controlled feedback effect. "There are no difficulties in the record- 
ing studio. It records like any other sound." 

Szabo's bassist for the past three months has been.Louis Kabok, 
a former musical associate in Hungary. The duo is planning some 
musical on -the -job experiments, using Bartok and other classical 
forms. When they first came to the U. S., they decided to form a 

trio, but soon realized they had developed styles which couldn't 
jell. Now they seem to be thinking along the same creative lines. 

Szabo practices at home with an unamplified guitar and is 

taking sitar lessons, but he disclaims any desire to play authentic 
sitar music. "It takes a whole lifetime to learn to play that in- 
strument," he explains. The sudden domestic interest in the sitar 
is causing a lot of poorly made sitars to be imported here, Szabo 
believes. His manager got his through the Indian Legation.

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Crown Music Is Named in 
An FTC Consent Order 

NEW YORK - Crown Mu- 
sic Co. here has been named 
in a Federal Trade Commission 
consent order for what the fed- 
eral agency called "misrepre- 
senting songwriting services" 
and other offers. 

The order forbids Allan Law- 
rence, also known as Larry Al- 
Ian, of Crown Music Co. to use 
deception to sell his songwriting 
services. The order is for settle- 
ment and does not mean that 
Crown has violated any law. 
The order also charged "mis- 
representing" potential value of 
poems submitted, collaboration 
with authors, Crown's contracts 
in the music industry, success 
of songs produced and pro- 
moted, and his musical accom- 
plishments. 

The FTC also said that 
Crown is not in need of poems 
nor was their advertising for 
these poems genuine, and that 

the firm indicates acceptance of 
a poem to induce a writer to 
seek Crown's services for the 
sole profit of Crown. 

An FTC spokesman in Wash- 
ington declined to comment on 
whether the order was prompted 
by one, or several complaints. 
He said that the FTC investi- 
gated Crown, and issued its 
order accordingly. The spokes- 
man said the matter was ended 
as long as Crown abided by the 
order. 

A check with both the Na- 
tional Better Business Bureau 
and the Better Business Bureau 
of New York, showed that they 
had files on Crown dating back 
to 1953. The National Bureau 
said two complaints were reg- 
istered with them dealing with 
Crown. The New York Bureau 
had no complaints on Crown, 
only a description of the var- 
ious services the firm offered.

Szabo says his creative concept is to branch out to cover such 
fields as bossa nova, rock 'n' roll, Hindu music, the classics. 

For almost a year, Szabo has worked with Jim Stewart, a 

young amplified guitarist, who is impressive as a duet partner. 
Stewart does not use the controlled feedback technique, leaving 
that to Szabo who seems to have stumbled onto a sound which he 
can nurture, mold and have work for him. In the past, a guitarist 
hearing a loud blasting cycle tone roaring through his speaker, 
would have turned his volume down and the audience would have 
been relieved. Szabo lets these cycle tones come through in an im- 
aginative way, which, in a sense, is a pioneering step in the de- 
velopment of a new form of amplified jazz. 

Doors Latching On as Top 
Elektra Coast Rock Group 

LOS ANGELES -The Doors 
have emerged as the leading 
Coast rock group for Elektra. 
a New York -based label. The 
quartet's LP bearing its name 
has been moving out of the 
label's local distributor at a

50,000 copies have been sold. 
according to the company. 

The rising popularity for the 
group, who have been together 
over a year, has sparked a Man- 
hattan concert and club en- 
gagement in mid -June.

Nelson Debuts 

In Vegas With 

Stylish Band 
LOS ANGELES -Composer 

Oliver Nelson made his local 
debut with a 20 -piece brass 
band last Friday (26) at Martys 
On The Hill in Las Vegas. 

Nelson's hand -picked studio 
band provided almost continu- 
ous stylist entertainment despite 
only three rehearsals. It roared 
nicely behind vocalist O. C. 
Smith, whose rich, robust style 
pleased a good sized audience 
in the 400 -seat room. Lee 
Magid, who manages a number 
of jazz acts, is the talent booker 
and owns a piece of the action. 
His pairing of the two names 
appears to have proven popular 
with local jazz buffs, who 
ranged in age from couples in 
their S0's to the younger swing 
set. 

Nelson's second set was more 
polished than the opener in 
which he admitted he didn't 
know what was going on. He 
should keep these confessions 
private. His multi-hued com- 
positions, however deserve to be 
heard publicly, as in the case 
of a sadly brooding untitled 
selection from his forthcoming 
Impulse LP "The Kennedy 
Dream," on which the late Pres- 
ident's voice is interpolated. 

Like other arranger- musicians 
who have formed bands for 
local nitery bookings, Nelson's 
aggregation drew from the lead- 
ing jazz studiomen, includ- 
ing Conte Candoli, Freddie Hill 
and Billy Byers on trumpet; Lou 
Blackburn, trombone and Bill 
Green, tenor sax. 

Nelson played tunes by Gary 
McFarland ("Jazz March ") and 
John Coltrane ( "Naima ") which 
added influences to the pro- 
gram. 

Smith, whose stage capabili- 
ties are good, chose a set of 
pop tunes and except for "That's 
Life," shied away from any true 
blues material. He is apparently 
trying to launch a different 
image, that of the broad pop 
singer, rather than the blues 
better. The Columbia artist 
needs a strong song to emo- 
tionally grasp his audience. The 
locals liked his "What Is This 
Thing Called Love," "Beautiful 
Girl," "Fever," "On a Clear 
Day" and "That's Life." Smith 
makes a point of saying he cut 
"Life" before Sinatra, but the 
latter is totally identified with 
the tune, so Smith should seek 
out his own strong flagwaver. 
He needs it if he is to crack 
through as his own entity.

"Without sacrificing 
our housewife audience," Sklar 
said. 

That, in effect, is the pattern 
throughout the industry. Most 
rock 'n' roll radio stations hav- 
ing been programming only the 
softer -sounding records during 
the day -the kind that will most 
likely appeal to housewives. 
Around 3 p.m., they have been 
switching to emphasize the 
more -raucous tunes. Summer 
changes things because the teens 
are potentially tuned in through- 
out the day as well as the eve- 
ning.

tions will not be hardening their 
daytime sound, but these sta- 
tions are directing their pro- 
gramming toward adults more 
and using oldies to a large ex- 
tent as a way of doing this. 
Ron Jacobs, program director 
of KHJ in Los Angeles, said 
he wouldn't be hardening up 
for the summer at all. Yet this 
is the station that plays 2 to 3 

oldies an hour during the week 
and goes to an every-other -one 
ratio of oldies on weekends. 
Ken Draper, program drector 
of WCFL in Chicago, said he 
doesn't program his station for 
teens, "so there's no reason to 
change. Our big audience is the 
18 -35 bracket and their habits 
don't change in the summer." 
The station integrates oldies at 
the rate of three per hour and 
considers these as tools by which 
to balance the programming. 

KELP program director 
Charlie Russell said his station 
is "getting a little tougher" 
for its El Paso, Tex. audience 
and that the summer had been 
"kicked off by a lot of hits 
from last summer." But the 
normal range of oldies was only 
three to four an hour, depend- 
ing on the commercial load. 

Oldies on Weekend 
WAQY in Birmingham, Ala., 

does a lot of oldies on the week- 
end, but isn't doing anything 
different from usual during the 
week, said program director 
Ken Tremelling. At KEEL in 
Shreveport, a No. 1 Pulse and 
Hooper -rated operation, the 
sound for the summer will be 
harder, the rate of oldies is two 
an hour, said program director 
Vern Sherman. Sherman is mov- 
ing into sales and Don Logan 
is taking over the program di- 
rector duties. 

WHO() in Orlando, Fla., 
plays an oldie every- other- 
record during the weekend, and 
has been for some while, but 
usually only two an hour. The 
station is hardening up during 

the day "a little," said music 
director Peter Potter. 

But the usual trend toward 
a barrage of oldies during the 
summer is gone and Sklar gave 
a logical explanation for it. "The 
amount of exposure that people 
have to music is so great . 

there's so much music. And 
everything changes faster. The

WMCA's Daniels Plugs Insecurity 
NEW YORK - The security 

of the typical deejay is a fragile 
bubble that could burst any 
second . and this constant 
state of insecurity is necessary, 
believes Dan Daniels. 

Daniels is not a typical dee- 
jay; he's one of the major per- 
sonalities of WMCA here and 
the fact that he's been there 
almost six years is a tribute to 
his talent. He started at KXYZ 
in Houston, where he stayed 
15 months; then he shifted to 
WDGY in Minneapolis, where 
he was for four years before 
moving on to WMCA. At 
WMCA, he handles the after- 
noon drive time 4 -7 p.m. The 
deejays he works with will tell 
you that he has one of the 
smoothest methods of blending 
music with the other things a 

deejay must do of anyone in 
the business. 

"I always thought I was good 
enough to be in New York," he 
said, "but I think I'm better 
now that I'm here. A lot of 
guys west of the Hudson River 
are good enough to be here in 
New York. Just the same, many 
guys have bombed out in major 
markets- mostly because they 
thought too highly of them- 
selves." 

Had to Stay on Top 
It's dificult to become a top 

personality with a major market 
station, but harder to stay there, 

WSIX -FM to Unveil 
Mod C&W Stereo 

NASHVILLE - WSIX -FM 
will unveil its stereo "Metro- 
politan Country" sound within 
a few days, according to Paul 
Ruble, manager of WSIX and 
WSIX -FM. The station becomes 
only one of three or four FM 
stereo stations programming 
country music full time. 

"The Metropolitan country 
sound climaxes a long search for 
a new FM image and a more 
competitive position in the mar- 
ket," Ruhle said. He said it was 
prompted by pride in the "con- 
stantly expanding Nashville 
Sound and in Nashville's grow- 
ing position in the music world." 

Ruble added that the station 
hopes to boost not only the lis- 
tening audience, but the image 
of "Music City" as well. 

WSIX and WSIX -FM will be 
involved in a mammoth promo- 
tion campaign to kick off the 
new sound. Bill Gerson, who 
joined WSIX last year as pro- 
gram director, will assume re- 
sponsibility for setting up the 
new FM format. 

Gerson said the 100,000 
watts of power and stereo pro- 
gramming will do much to sup- 
port and enhance the sophisti- 
cated country approach. 

In April, 1965, WSIX -FM be- 
came the first station in Tennes- 
see to begin broadcasting with 
dual - polarization antenna 
equipment. 

he said. "You have to be con- 
stantly good, with the insecurity 
on your back . otherwise 
you'd get lazy. If deejays had 
security, as a class, radio would 
be so dull we'd go out of exist- 
ence. As it is, you have to make 
your own security by being 
good. Too, the insecurity forces 
a deejay to diversify, to broaden 
himself. The fact that I do a lot 
of freelance commercial work is 

so I can become more than a 

deejay," 
There's also more than spin- 

ning records to being a good 
deejay. "When I first started 
back on an Armed Forces radio 
station in the Navy, I probably 
had my own way of doing 
things that made me a little 
different . but I've refined 
this over the years." He de- 
scribed this "way of doing 
things" as a cross between a 
sophisticated approach and the 
country approach, but with 
tongue - in - cheek egotism. 
He bills himself as, for example, 
America's most adequate disk 
jockey. "While a lot of people, 
I hope, know who Dan Daniels 
is, more know Dandy Dan." 

One of the secrets, he felt, to 
building a successful radio sta- 
tion, regardless of the market, 
hinges on the ability and free- 
dom of the deejays on the sta- 
tion to communicate with their 
audiences. "I've heard many 
glib people who didn't say any- 
thing. I would no more knock 
on a person's door and scream 
at them to sell Avon than . 

I would talk just like I talk to 
my listeners on the air. A deejay 
can be excited, use sound ef- 
fects, voices, whatever. But 
when you talk to people, you've 
got to relate to them. When 
you give the time or the weather 
. . . anybody can do that . 

so you do it in your own style. 
Try never to say the same thing 
in the same way. Some of the 
things you say are trade marks." 
One of Daniels' trade marks is 
the phrase: "I love you 
and especially you, size nine." 
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W T V N'S OLDIE PLAY 
COLUMBUS, Ohio - Easy 

Listening format stations have 
always programmed a smatter- 
ing of oldies, but WTVN here 
decided to follow the path of 
the rock 'n' roll outlets recently 
with an entire day of oldies. 
Real oldies, ranging from Glenn 
Miller's "Moonlight Serenade" 
to Bill Haley and the Comets' 
hit "Rock Around the Clock." 

Each Wednesday for more 

than a year, the station has 
presented a "Star Salute" in 
which throughout the day a fea- 
tured artist is played twice each 
hour from midnight to midnight. 
Wednesday, a couple of weeks 
ago, the station went to clas- 
sics, and met such response 
from the promotion, that it now 
plans to continue the event 
periodically, says music director 
Jim Lohse. 
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Who size nine is a secret never 
mentioned on the air. Too, Dan- 
iels has a theme song -"Big 
Boss Man" performed by 
Charlie Rich. The record, he 
said, is kind of a put down 
about himself. 

Ties Show Together 
But there's more to a radio 

show than just being a person- 
ably. Daniels has a knack of 
putting things together right. 
He tries to tie in every record 
to make one continuous short 
story of a show. It isn't pos- 
sible all the time but he works 
at it. First, he begins working 
on his 4 p.m. show often 
around 2:30 p.m., looking at 
the music list and thinking of 
something to say about the art- 
ist, the record, or the song. He 
jots down a key word to re- 
mind him of the thought. When 
he comes to the record in his 
show, he may or may not say 
it. "You don't always have to be 
funny or say something every 
time. 

"The secret to blending a 
good show, in my opinion, is 
not the matter of playing a 

given record at a certain time. 
Because I always play the top 
25 every day. It's tying in every 
record with something. For ex- 
ample, I might come out of 
a United Airlines commercial 
with the Fifth Dimension's 'Up, 
Up and Away' record. There's 
not a current record of 'Danc- 
ing in the Dark' by Mel Torme, 
but if there were I might say:

SAN FRANCISCO - KYA 
has strenghtened the San Fran- 
cisco pop /hippie sound by play- 
ing lengthy. cuts from local 
group's albums and doubling 
the amount of music played 
each hour. The effect, accord- 
ing to general manager Howard 
Kester, is simply to "examine 
what's obvious and do it." 

The Avco Broadcasting outlet 
reports playing from 16 to 19 
records an hour, up from a pre- 
vious high of eight per hour. 
Kester has established a cutoff 
of I I commercial interruptions 
during the hour, which allows 
for flexibility in music program- 
ming. The station hits with an 
identification jingle before.every 
record, but does not classify 
them as commercial. interrup- 
tions. 

The new format is Kester's 
campaign to cut into the lead- 
ing position maintained by 
rocker KFRC. He recently hired 
Johnny Holiday as his program 
director, a new title for the 
veteran top 40 disk jockey, who 
spins disks during the 3 -6 p.m. 
traffic period. In the May 
Hooper book, KYA's efforts of 
the past months have begun to 
appear in the numbers battle. 
These latest rating .statistics are 
the highest KYA has .attained 
in over one year, or prior to 
being sold by Churchill Broad - 
eating to the Cincinnati broad- 
casting chain. 

Hopper Ratings 
Weekdays from 7 to noon. 

Hooper has KFRC with an .8.4 
share to KYA's 7.6. From noon - 

to 6 p.m. KYA takes over with 
11.5 to KFRC's 7.8. and the

Kester has slotted the pop/ 
hippie groups. at the top of the 
hour in a feature billed as "The 
San Francisco Sound," The sta- 
tion plays all of the "under- 
ground groups," including a 
seven- minute LP cut by Country 
Joe and the Fish. A five -min- 
ute Bob Dylan LP cut was also 
programmed as a San Francisco 
sound spotlight.

The station's promotional fla- 
vor runs along the lines of be- 
ing the outlet which "puts its 
audience. on." Consequently, 
there is an hourly "test your 
ESP" contest, in which the lis- 
tener is told to place his hand 
on his radio and tell the DJ 
the position of the next record 
on the station's top 30 list. If 
he wins, he receives all 30 sin- 
gles. 

Asked about programming 
music over the usually accepted 
2:30 length, Kesler answered that 
he looked upon the extended 
cuts as "a double play." Each 
air personality (the staff has 
remained basically the same) 
fills out a phone response form 
at the end of his trick which. 
provides audience preferences.

NEW YORK -The RCA Victor Red Seal artist roster has ex- 
panded with the addition of several important performers during 
the three and a half years of Roger Hall's tenure as classical a &r 
director. Included have been Montserrat Caballe, Andre Previn, 
Shirley Verrett, the Guarneri Quartet, John Browning, Raymond 
Lewenthal, Georges Pretre, Peter Serkin, and the Philadelphia 
Chamber Orchestra. 

Several artists have made their recording debuts on the label 
this year, with more due. Pianist Mischa Dichter, who created a 
stir as silver medal winner at the Tchaikovsky Competition in 
Moscow last last year, appeared in the perennial Tchaikovsky "Con- 
certo No. 1" with Erich Leinsdorf and the Boston Symphony. 
Hall considers Dichter "an instinctive musician with quite a show 
business flair." Dichter's first recital album is due early next year. 

Itzhak Perlman, "our choice as the violinist of the future," is 
debuting this month in a couplig of Prokofiev and Sibelius con- 
certos, also is due for a recital album, slated for late this year 
or early next year. His pianist will be Samuel Sanders, who also 
accompanied cellist Stephen Kates, a Tchaikovsky silver medalist, in 
his debut album early this year. 

Mines Debut 
Baritone Sherrill Milnes of the Metropolitan Opera, who will 

make his debut in Verdi's "La Traviata," listed for waxing this sum- 
mer, also will be featured in Mozart's "Cosi Fan Tutte." The 
" Traviata" package, which also will star Caballe and Carlo Bergonzi. 
is being rushed as a fall release. to coincide with Miss. Caballe's open- 
ing of the new Met season in the same role. The conductor will be 
Pretre under his new exclusive Victor contract. Pretre also is sched- 
uled for Sibelius symphonies with the New. Philharmonic Orchestra. 

The "Cosi," which will be conducted by Leinsdorf, also will 
feature Leontyne Price, Tatiana Troyanos,:Judith Raskin, George 
Shirley and Ezio Flagello with the new Philharmonia. Victor also 
has recorded two Handel operas, including "Hercules," under a 
new contract with the Handel Society: Due for a fall release, 
this set will feature Maureen Forrester, Teresa Stich- Randall, Louis 
Quilico, Alexander. Young and harpsichordist Martin Isepp. Brian 
Priestman conducts the Vienna Radio Orchestra. The. other Handel 
work is "Julius Caesar," which was recently cut in New York with 
Julius Rudel leading a New York City Opera Co. cast, which in- 
cluded Miss Forrester; Beverly Sills, Beverly Wolff and Norman 
Treigle. 

Caballe's Lieder 
Miss Caballe, who bolted_ to the top of the charts with her 

Victor debut album, "Presenting Montseratt Caballe," has a current 
release of Richard Strauss lieder. Slated for the fall is an LP of 
Verdi arias. The Spanish soprano this summer- also is recording 
Rossini arias and a second Verdi collection. 

Miss Price, who also will have an operatic recital album this 
fall, is due to record Verdi's " Emani" this summer in Rome with 
Bergonzi, Mario Sereni and Flagello. She also will be featured in a 
pop album with Previn due this fall. Ort Previn's development as an 
orchestral conductor, Hall said, "I particularly believed in him as 
a symphonic conductor. He's now a major factor in London's musi- 
cal life." Previn, whose symphonic releases have mainly been with 
the London Symphony, will be music director of the Houston 
Symphony next season, succeeding Sir John Barbirolli. Recordings 
slated are Vaughn Williams symphonies with the London Sym- 
phony and: Mozart's "Impresario" with Richard Lewis. 

Lewenthal Cited 
Another major figure on the English musical scene is Lewen- 

thal, who will continue to record "unhackneyed Liszt" and then 
cut "Scriabin," Hall cited Previn, Caballe, Lewenthal and Pretre 
as examples of his interest in. "heavy representation in major music 
centers of the United States and Europe." 

Other piano recordings planned are Claude Franck playing the 
complete Beethoven sonatas and William Masselos continuing in his 
Ives specialty. In addition, Browning is set for the Tchaikovsky 
"Concerto No. I" as well as Beethoven- and Schumann. 

Serkin "with a remarkable blend of his heritage and his .in- 
volvment with present -day youth is copy for the fourth estate," 
according to Hall. Serkin is slated to record with the Guarneri 
Quartet. An album of the Brahms "Quintet in F Minor" with the 
ensemble and Artur Rubinstein' will be out soon with more on tap. 

Brahms' "Serenade' will be one of the first releases of the 
new Philadelphia Chamber Orchestra under Anshel Brusilow. Hall 
called Brusilow "a creative musician with many good ideas for 
repertoire and for collaborations with other artists."

Victrola &Maestro: Treasure. 
NEW YORK -The six albums being issued by 

RCA Victor on its low price Victrola line in 
commemoration of the 100th anniversary of 
Arturo Toscanini's birth and 10th anniversary of 
his death contain a succession of treasures for 
the record -buying public. The six disks, contain- 
ing selections recorded by the maestro with the 
NBC Symphony between 1950 and 1953, are 
available only in mono, a departure from Vic - 
trola's previous policy of only issuing material 
available in both mono and stereo versions. Much 
of the material only recently was deleted from 
the regular price Victor Red Seal line catalog, 

While warhorses abound, there is nothing 
commonplace about the performances as the 
maestro's unfailingly accurate hand breathes new 
life into standards, whether tone poems, Verdi 
and Rossini overtures, or Dvorak's "Symphony 
No. 9 (From the New World)." Schumann's 
"Manfred Overture" waxed in 1946 completes 
the album with the "New World," which was 
recorded in 1953. The lively overtures' pressing 
contains Verdi's "La Forza del Destino" (1952). 

"1 Vesprei Siciliani" (1942), and'preludes to Acts 
I and II of "La Traviatas" (1941), and Rossinis 
"L'Italiana in Algeri" (1950), "La Cenerentola" 
(1945), and "L'Assedio di Corinto" (1945). The 
sweeping tone poem LP contains. Smetana's 
"Moldau" (1950), Sibelius' "Finlandis" (1952), 
Glinka's "Kamarinskaya" (I 940), Tchaikovsky 's 
"Romeo and Juliet (1946) and Liadoff's "Kiki - 
mora." 

Another superb collection of standard reper- 
toire contains Respighis "Fountains of Rome" 
1951 and "Pines of Rome" 1953, and Ber -- 
lioi s "Roman Carnival Overture" 1953. A 
Wagnerian set has preludes to Acts 1 1946 and 
Ill 1951 of "Die Meistersinger," preludes to 
Acts I and. Ill of "Lohengrin" 1951; "A Faust. 
Overture" 1946, and the "Siegfried Idyll" 1952. 
Rounding out the. excellent sextet is an album 
of Debussy's "La Mer" 1950 and "Iberia" 1950. 
and Franck's "Psyche and Eros" 1952. This com- 
bination of familiar repertoire and legendary per- 
formances should have wide consumer - appeal.

Sound Salmonella Warning 
CHICAGO -"I do not view 

the vending machine as a poten- 
tial infector of Salmonella bac- 
teria," said a Food and Drug 
Administration official here last 
week at the National Confec- 
tioners Assn. convention. 

However, with other sanita- 
tion experts on the NCA pro- 
gram, FDA Salmonella project 
officer Kenneth R. Lennington 
warned that Salmonellosis is one 
of the biggest problems confront- 
ing the food and confection in- 
dustries today and that various 
segments of vending should 
maintain the highest sanitary 
standards. 

Salmonella is a genus of bac- 
teria that produces one of the 
two most common types of food 
poisoning known to man. The 
average person knew little about

the disease until after the war. 
Reported cases rose from 723 in 
1946 to 21,113 in 1964, but it 
is estimated that, because symp- 
toms are common and usually 
relatively mild, these figures rep- 
resent about I per cent of the 
actual cases. The very young and 
the very old are threatened most 
by Salmonellosis. There are an 
estimated 500 deaths each year 
attributed to the disease. Symp- 
toms of the diseases are fever. 
cramps. diarrhea or vomiting. 

Sources 

The limited amount of re- 
search in the field indicates that 
products most often found to 
he carrying Salmonella bacteria 
are frozen and dried eggs, poultry 
and poultry byproducts, meats 
and meat byproducts, fish meal 
or flour and dried milk powder. 
It becomes obvious that in most 
rases any infected vended prod- 
uct would have been contami- 
nated either at the source of the 
raw materials or at the point 
of manufacture. 

However, there are some other 
sources. some of them unrelated 
to food. These include novelty 
items such as plastic drink cooÍ- 
ers and certain toys, some of 
then imported. An Asian strain 
of Salmonella (typhi- nsurium) 
was found on toys in St. Louis. 
Fortunately, no human disease 
was traced to contact with the 
toys. 

However, contamination can 
occur through careless proc- 
essing and procedures at the 
point of food preparation. Offi- 
cials speaking here urged that 
food processors strive to con- 
tinue improving sanitation and 
bacterial control measures. They 
urged measures such as labora- 
tory analysis, a resident sanita- 
rian, a preventive sanitation pro- 
gram developed with the aid 
of outside consultants. 

Health Rules 

There are strong indications 
that many primary sources of 
the the infection are air -borne 
Air drawn in from the outside of 
a building for ventilation pur- 
poses may be contaminated. 

Employee must not he per - 
mitted to ignore basic health 
rules. And only clean water 
should be employed in wash -up 
operations. There should he no 
cross plumbing connection and 
raw water should be avoided. 
Employes should be checked 
periodically by doctors .and 
clean hands, uniforms and work 
surfaces should be routine pro- 
cedure. Anyone with diarrhea. 
cuts or open sores should be 
temporarily excluded from sensi- 
tive food zones or from filling 
bulk vending globes. 

The problem of Salmonella 
is not new," said Dr. A. B. 
Cramer, F &F Laboratories, Inc.. 
Chicago. "We must have had 
the same thing when I was a 

child and they sold hand -dipped 
ice cream outside schools. We 
¡ust know the identity of these 
micro -organisms now. 

We had a problem with 
trowel sterilization in slabbing 
candy on flat tables. We tried 
using boiling water, but the 
workers couldn't handle the 
tools, so I started using acetic 
acid in a bucket of water and 
dropped the Ph down to 2.5. It's 
a great sterilizing process and 
now the workers use it when 
Heir hands get sticky, too. 
They've got the most sterile 
hands in the candy business. 

Bagged 
°I don't believe, however, 

that this system would work for 
hulk vendors wishing to sanitize 
machine globes that handle un- 
wrapped candy and guns. I 
would rather see the vendors 
get their merchandise already 
bagged in globe -sized quantities. 
Then the only possible contami- 
nation- provided the globes are 
properly sanitized -would come 
from the one person who dumps 
the bag into the machine." 

Meanwhile, local, State, na- 
tional and international health 
agencies are co- operating in their 
efforts to control Salmonella. 
Rigid laws are already on the 
books and enforcement is im- 
proving. The FDA has ac- 
celerated its program with the 
organization of a special divi- 
sion. headed by Lennington. 

A summary of all Federal 
State and Local sanitation regu- 
lations is available from the Na- 
tional Automatic Merchandising 
Assn., 7 S. Dearborn Street. 
Chicago. Ill. 60603. The Nama 
also provides other sanitation 
materials for vendors. 

During its convention here. 
NCA members debated whether 
or not to set aside $35,000 of 
its own money for Salmonella 
research. No decision had been 
reached at this writing. The food 
and confection industry is con- 
cerned. Product call -backs have 
put at least one company out 
of business. 

The vending industry at the 
very least, experts said. should 
he cautious.

work and is pioneering some of 
the most original concepts in 
today's coin -operated entertain- 
ment machine field. 

"My florist hill runs about 
$500 a month." he told a group 
of surprised fellow operators. 
"Not a day goes by on our route 
where we're not sending flowers 
out to bartenders, barmaids, 
owners of locations and so on. 
We kept lists of all birthdays 
and special events such as anni- 
versaries." 

"My office is piled up with 
gifts of all kinds. No visitors," 
Tabh said. "comes in but what 
they are given a pen or a bill- 
fold or some kind of gift." 

Tabb's own concept of public 
relations has allowed him to 
impart to his route lieutenants 
the same enthusiasm. He ex- 
plained to FAMA delegates and 
guests how his route managers 
hold dances, fun nights, and spe- 
cial promotions in the locations 
they service. 

"Our men work on a strict in- 
centive basis," he said. "A com- 
mission above a base weekly 
salary. We furnish vehicles or 
pay a man if he wants to use 
his own car," he said. in describ- 
ing his arrangements with route 
collectors. 

"Eight -Ball Gimmick" 
Tabh explained one of his in- 

centive gimmicks -he calls it the 
"Eight Ball" plan. 

"We rate all our collectors on 
an average basis. The man who 
has the lowest average for each 
given week must wear an 'eight 
hall' chained to his keys the 
following week. People ask hint 
why he carrying this eight ball 
and he tells them his collections 
were down and he needs more 
help with the jukeboxes and 
games so he can quit wearing 
this eight ball chained to him. 

Like many incentive plans, 
another Mar -Tab stunt involves 
the location more directly. "We 
give each location collection

Must Stay Alert 
"FAMA has finally come of 

age," Pepper said. "We need 
to be so well-organized that we 
don't become frightened every 
time a new beverage director 
is appointed. We need to stay 
on top of developments and not 
have to panic when we learn 
of some unfavorable bill on the 
32nd day of a 62 -day legislative 
session." 

Reporting on a current 
amusement center bill in both 
branches of the Legislature, Pep- 
per said it was FAMA's posi- 
tion to agree with the propo- 
nents who wish to legalize the 
awarding of prizes up to 75 
cents in value in certain coin - 
operated amusement centers in 
Jacksonville Beach, Daytona 
Beach and Panama City. 

Outlining problems of watch- 
ing legislation, Pepper men- 
tioned some of the difficulties 
and used the amusement center 
bill as an illustration. "! learned 
that a House committee had 
approved this bill at a 6:30 
a.m. meeting when someone 
said it was just a 'little harm- 
less amusement bill' and one 
member moved it should pass. 

4,000 Bills 
"The Legislature has only 

about two hours a day to act 
on laws. You can spend all 
day with some committee head 
and the next day he will meet 
you and not know your name," 
Pepper said. 

Pepper's remarks were ampli- 
fied by those of Rep. Don Tuck- 
er who addressed a luncheon 
meeting during the weekend af- 
fair and said, "We have over 
4,000 bills to consider during 
each session. This is the kind of 
legislative optimism equal to 
that of a man who comes home 
and finds cigar butts around the 
house and decides that his wife 
has quit smoking cigarets and 
has changed to cigars." 

The importance of prepared- 
ness was not lost on FAMA 
members as they reviewed the 
upcoming question of taxes, the 
need for legislation spelling out 
a clearer Billiard Parlor law and 
the need for creating a better 
public image for their industry. 

New Dues Plan 
Asking the assistance of Fred 

Granger, executive vice- presi- 
dent of the Music Operators of 
America and also for the help of 
MOA president James Tolisano 
who is FAMA treasurer, the 
group appointed a special sub- 
committee which drew up a 
completely revised dues struc- 
ture based on the number of 
employees in each member 
company. 

A budget for the coning year 
was drafted and the dues archi- 
tects worked accordingly. The 

structure has a $50 minimun 
and is divided into categories of 
one, 2 -4, 5 -7, 8 -12, 13 -20 and 
over 20 employes. 

As an additional method of 
gaining membership through 
solicitation of associate mem- 
bers, FAMA decided on secur- 
ing plaques similar to those. 
used by Chamber of Commerce 
groups and presenting these 
to locations who join the Florida 
association. 

A separate category of mem- 
bership was voted on for the 
participation of wholesale dis- 
tributors and manufacturers of 
equipment. 

It was also decided that 
FAMA will publish a yearly 
convention program and solicit 
advertising to raise additional 
revenue. 

Regional Meets 
FAMA executive director Ju- 

lius Sturm in his talk before 
the group outlined continued 
plans for membership telling the 
group that "We now have 106 
dues -paying members and think 
we can look forward to at least 
225. We are planing special 
practical political seminars in 
different areas of the State and 
will soon initiate a public rela- 
tions campaign." 

Citing the continuing need for 
better public relations, Sturm 
related an anecdote about an 
operator he visited after taking 
the FAMA post of executive 
director. "This operator had 
just moved into a differ- 
ent neighborhood. His next door 
neighbor asked the operator 
what kind of work he was in. 
The operator said he was in 
the coin-operated amusement 
business and the neighbor re- 
plied 'Oh, you're in the rackets, 
huh?' 

told the delegates that 
he would immediately start 
work on the 1968 convention 
and that he had encountered 
some difficulty in planning the 
meeting here. "You can't sit 
around and think everything 
will be handled. No man can 
do it all alone," he said, "let 
me know how many are com- 
ing and what facilities we'll 
need."

receipt a weekly number. Then 
each of our top men receive a 
prize but in addition numbers 
are drawn on each route and 
the lucky location gets a S100 
check," he revealed. 

Polaroid Camera 
Revealing still another more 

personalized gimmick for stim- 
ulating collections, Tabb ex- 
plained a plan wherein his route 
managers use color Polaroid 
cameras. 

"We go in and take a photo 
of a different person each week. 
Sometimes it's the barmaid, or a 
bartender, a waitress or hat 
check girl. Then we place this 
color shot in one of the album 
display panels on the jukebox 
with a little sign that says 'Bar- 
bara likes A -1.' 

"This way, Barbara, or who- 
ever it happens to be on any 
given week, will take customers 
over to the jukebox and show 
then her picture and asks them 
if they please won't play her 
song because she has her pic- 
ture on the jukebox." 

Mystery Record 
Carrying this idea still further. 

Tabb has found another gim- 
mick where the patrons of each 
location get into the picture. He 
calls this scheme the "Mystery 
Record.' " 

"We're using about three dif- 
ferent records on each jukebox. 
The title strip is blank except 
that it tells the patron that if 
they guess the song that plays 
they get a free record. This costs 
next to nothing because you're 
using used records as give- 
aways." Tabb said.

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Tolisano Tells

strong State organizations is to 
build from the local areas up. 

Local Problems 

"It doesn't cost any dollars but 
helps make dollars," he said, in 
describing how his own group 
formed with about a dozen 
members to work out local 
problems. "We didn't draw up 
bylaws, our dues are only 
enough to cover our meetings 
every two weeks and we work 
with temporary officers." 

Tolisano, president of the Mu- 
sic Operators of Connecticut for 
eight years before coming to 
Florida where he is now treas- 
urer of FAMA, said, "I have 
seen so many organizations 
formed and then fall by the 
wayside. We had several at- 
tempts to organize here before 
we finally found out how to do 
it by trial and error. 

"The real values of local or- 
ganizations . are many. You can 
perform public relations on a 
local scale, you can help out in 
various emergencies and you can 
compare notes on how your busi- 
ness can be operated better. 

Competition 
"But organizing in this way 

doesn't stop competition. Free 
enterprise still exists all the way 
up and down the line. We found 
this out because there was some 
head knocking in our group at 
first. But by organizing you get 
away from unethical methods 
and deal with each other on an 
honest businese level. 

"We had two one -man oper- 
ations who were working almost 
around the clock seven days and 
seven nights a week. Since 'the 
inception of our little group 
they both agreed to share a serv- 
iceman so that now each one 
of them gets off at nights at 
least- one or two weeks every 
month. 

Turning his attention to State 
organizations the MOA presi- 
dent said, "I am in favor of hir- 
ing professional management for 
State groups. No matter if an 
operator is large or small he just 
doesn't have the time to work 
as the administrator of a large 
group. 

"I think that here in Florida 
we can already see the benefits 
of hiring Julius Sturm as our 
executive director last March. 
This is something more States 
should consider. 

"A director can work with 
two or more States where the 
population is sparse and where 
there is a geographical problem 
of operators being too scattered 
out. There'can be an area meet- 
ing on a periodical basis with 
local groups meeting more fre- 
quently. 

-More Meetings 

"The problem in Washington 
this year with the copyright law 
has kept the MOA from carry- 
ing through its plan to go out 
and meet with more State or- 
ganizations," Tolisano said, "but 
from now on we are going to 
to make every effort to build 
up local groups and will go 
wherever we are invited. 

"We are planning a meeting 
in Arizona very soon and are 
.definitely going to Montana later 
in the summer. We are also 
talking about a regional meet- 
ing in New England early this 
fall,
