Digital System Has Pulse
On Storing of Sound Data

LOS ANGELES — Howard
Holzer, recording equipment
innovator, is developing a con-
cept of digital storage of sound
information. He’s working on
the project through his MAECO
firm and Data West, firm op-
erated by his brothzr Nathaniel.
They plan to have a demonstra-
tion model of their system
ready within six weeks.

Holzer said he has been
working for a year on using
computer techniques involving
encoding sound signals into
digital pulses. Three weeks ago,
Samuels Engineering, another
local company, announced its
entry into this new concept of
recording and storing informa-
tion.

Holzer, who is a designer of

stereo record heads and the
compatible stereo  generator
(CSG), feels sound recording

CHICAGO — Mercury Records
artists are benefiting from unprece-
dented advances in marketing tech-
niques. For example, 15 minutes
after a shipment leaves any of
five U.S. pressing plants, a bill
processed here can be on its way
to the wholesaler.

At the same time, this acceler-
ated analysis of U.S. marketing
trends aid overseas sales, Irwin H.
Steinberg, president, said. A recent
Joe Tex single was released simul-
taneously in eight countries.

Steinberg said Mercury and its
parent firm Philips is working
more closely together than ever
before and that Philips is increas-
ingly “conscious of contemporary
music.

The aim is to deliver European
product in the U. S. and U. S.
product in Europe at optimum
speed.

Production manager Len Di-
mond explained that a new Magne
Fax 880 not only receives shipping
invoice data from plants via tele-
phone at the rate of three minutes
for an 8" by 10" page, but that
the machine can transmit label
copy to the plants just as quickly.
Thus. electronic machinery is ac-
celerating production at both ends.

Mercury here is wired in all day
long, sending distributor orders to

plants. Shipping and sales data is
analyzed overnight through two
IBM  230/30 65X  computers
owned by parent North American
Philips and located in Skokie, Ill.

The label here knows the sales
activity of singles for 1 day, two
days, three days, one to five days
and then six to ten. days. Album
data follows a similar though less
frequent analysis pattern.

Mot only does Mercury know
the sales activity overnight and
accumulatively every Thursday,
but can tell which markets are
most active, where radio play is
infliuential, where to therefore con-
cenlrate more promotion and final-
ly when to switch to something
else after all efforts have been
expended.

Chappell Launches Porter Year

NEW YORK—Chappell & Co.
is commemorating Cole Porter’s
80th anniversary year with a year-
long tribute to the composer. Chap-
pell, publishers of Porter’s music
since 1936, is coordinating the en-
tire 80th anniversary year (June 9,
1971-June, 1972) with a drive aimed
at refocusing attention on Porter’s
contribution to American music.

WNBC’s *“Monitor” show initi-
ated the salute to Porter on June 5,
and on Wednesday (9), numerous
New York station including WQXR,
WOR and WVNJ will also air Por-
ter programs. The top MOR sta-
tions in Los Angeles, KMPC, KFI,
KOST, KGIL and KOST will simi-
larly broadcast “Cole Porter Days.”
Also on Wednesday, Joe Franklin
(WOR) will devote his entire radio
show to Porter, as will “Chappell’s
Broadway,” the publisher’s weekly
radio program on WQXR on Fri-
day (11). Both shows will feature
rarely heard Porter tapes and rec-
ords including some with the writer
playing and singing. These special
tributes will continue through the
entire year.

In addition, on Wednesday (9),
Bobby Short, considered one of the
definitive interpreters of Cole Por-
ter’s music and lyrics, will perform
an evening of Porter’s music at the
Hotel Carlyle where he and his
group are currently appearing.

New record action has also been
spurred by the 80th anniversary
celebration. Among the labels com-
ing out with new product are RCA,
which will release an album in
October featuring the Living Strings
and the Ray Ellis Orchestra, and
Atlantic Records, which will release
a deluxe two-record set by Bobby
Short.

In the area of stage and TV re-
vivals, John F. Wharton, trustee of
the Cole Porter Musical and Literary
Property Trusts, indicated that
properties being prepared for
Broadway are a revised version of
“Anything Goes,” “The Gay Di-
vorce,” “Nymph Errant,” a musical
version of “The Pirate” (film), and
“DuBarry Was a Lady.” This last
is also being primed for TV, as are
both “Red, Hot and Blue” and
“Jubilee.”

Cole Porter displays, featuring
manuscripts, sheet music spanning
his career from his first published
song (at age 11), photographs, al-
bum covers, and show programs
will be on exhibit at various points
in the New York area during the
year.

“Having the artists share in the
profits of the company make for
better relationships between the
artists and the managers,” said
Daley. “The artists know where the
money is going.”

Included in the production com-
pany will be independent publish-
ing firms for each of the artists.
Daley said this will be another
source of income for the acts
in the company.

Daley said the Everly Brothers
are planning one LP per year, plus
one each by the individual broth-
ers. The duo also plans to write
material for other acts. Despite
rumors to the contrary. the act
will not break up.

Mendes Forms 2d Production
Co; D. Graham ’‘Catalyst’

LOS ANGELES—Sergio Men-
des, who owns Serrich Productions
which records artists for A&M
Records, has formed a second
production company, this time
with Don Graham, who previously
promoted his disks at that label.

The new firm, which will spe-
cialize in attracting and recording
pop acts, is called the Mendes/
Graham Association. It is head-
quartered temporarily in an office
adjacent to Mendes’ 16-track re-
cording studio on his property in
Encino, Calif.

“Now I
will be able to devote my entire
time to it.”

As part of digital techniques,
sound waves are transferred into
pulses which uare codes. These
pulses are then processed and
when played back, they sound like
conventional music waves. The
information is stored at a super-
sonic rate.

Information processed through
digital systems has a greater usa-
ble dynamic range than is possi-
ble with current audio equipment,
Holzer claimed.

“The basic usable dynamic
range is 25db, while music’s dy-
namic range is between 75 and 80
db’s,” Holzer said. “We cannot
use the dynamic range in music

today for fear we will overload
in the loud passages or fall into
an unusuable noise level in the
low edges of the dynamics. By
recording digitally, it is possible
to stretch the dynamics without
adding noise or distortion.

“We purposefully saturate the
tape with bits of information,
and this information is so strong
that you don’t have to erase it,
you just record over it.”

Another Feature

Another feature for the record-
ing studios which Holzer talks
about with a digital system is the
lack of rewind time for the tape.
A producer can push a button
and the digital system will auto-
matically pick up where the re-
corded music stopped, Holzer
points out.

Holzer plans to manufacture an
entire system including a console
which houses the coding and de-
coding device (called a controller)
and the storage system which
may or may not be conventional
audio tape.

‘Superstar’ Head for Bway
With Budget of $800,000

NEW YORK — Rock opera
“Jesus Christ Superstar” will get
an official Broadway opening in
October with a total budget of
$800,000 allocated for the produc-
tion, announced Robert Stigwood,
chairman of the Stigwood Group
who control the rights for the
work.

Meanwhile, a New York pro-
duction of the Who's rock opera,
“Tommy,” has been delayed in
favor of a film production of the
work. The Who management an-
nounced that Joseph Strick had
been named producer of the
“Tommy” film. Hair producer Mi-
chael Butler has expressed inter-
est in presenting “Tommy” on the
Broadway stage.

Recently the Seattle Opera
Company presented the first full
scale stage version of “Tommy”
in association with the Seattle
Repertory Company.

Stigwood announced that “Su-
perstar” would also open in Lon-
don in the spring of 1972 with
a Los Angeles version set for
around the same time.

“We intend to treat the Broad-
way production like a recording
studio in an attempt to achieve

something unique in theater
sound,” said Stigwood.
Two concert tours of “Jesus

Christ Superstar” have also been
set, produced by the Stigwood
Group, MCA Inc. and writers of
the work, Andrew Lloyd Webber
and Tim Rice. The first company,
booked throughout the U.S. and
Canada by Steve Leber, director
of the William Morris music divi-
sion, opens in Asbury Park Con-
vention Hall, New Jersey, July 14
and will then tour for the follow-
ing 12 months. The company will
include a 32-piece orchestra, rock
group and 20 singers, said Stig-
wood.

The second company will be
aimed at the college market and
will kick off in the autumn.

Calling the arrangement to pre-
sent touring versions of “Jesus
Christ  Superstar” before the
Broadway opening ‘“an unprece-
dented step,” Stigwood said that
demand for the work plus several
unauthorized performances of the
rock opera had caused them to
advance the tours.

The
pilot will remain at Montreux at-
tending all concerts. Philips has
also arranged a press party for
Flying Dutchman artists.

Thiele plans to record his acts
at the festival and states that he
could come away with material for
as many as six albums. A special
$50,000 8-track desk. with facil-
ities for {6-track monitoring, on
loan from Rupert Neve, has been
moved into the Montreux casino
{where the festival is held) for re-

cording purposes by festival direc-
tor Nobs.
Atlantic Plans

Atlantic also plans to record
while at the festival under the su-
pervision of Atlantic vice president
Nesuhi Ertegun. The Atlantic night
features Roberta Flack, Mongo
Santamaria, and the University of
Illinois big band, with Gary Bur-
ton as guest conductor and solo-
ist. Aretha Franklin is also head-
liner on one evening.

“We consider Montreux essen-
tial for exposure in an ideal set-
ting for our artists to the Euro-
pean market.” said Atlantic exec-
utive Vic Ogilvie. “Nesuhi Ertegun
has been closely associated with
Claude Nobs since the festival
started when it was only a three-
day event instead of this year's
nine-day affair.”

Atlantic was able to team jazz
artists Eddie Harris and Les Mc-
Cann together for a live album and
the pairing opened up opportu-
nities for them: to work as a duo
as well as providing a major sell-
ing jazz album.

The Longest

This year’s Montreux Festival,
the fifth one held, may not claim
to be the biggest ever staged in
Europe but it is certainly the long-
est. After nine days of interna-
tional jazz and pop, there will
also be four days of performances
by various U.S. high school bands.

The festival will include a jazz
photographic exhibition, an inter-
national jazz group contest with
participating bands from 12 coun-
tries. including Canada for the
first time, plus jam sessions, in-
strument clinics and a record sale
and exchange market.

Artists appearing include Aretha
Franklin, Mclanie, Tony Williams,

Rare Earth Files Mich. Piracy Suit

NEW YORK — Rare Earth —
the Detroit-based rock group. and
the Rare Earth Corp., have be-
come the first performing group
to initiate direct court proceedings
against suspected tape pirates.

In an unprecedented move, the
group and its corporation have
filed the first piracy suit recorded

in the State of Michigan, and have
named, among the defendants, the
first blank tape manufacturer, to
be cited in a piracy action.

The suit, filed in the Oakland
County Circuit Court, names the

and Harmony House as defendants
and claims $1,000,000 in dam-
ages.

It seeks to enjoin The Lear Jet
Corp. from supplying blank tape
cartridges to The Pan American
Distributing Co., alleging that by
the knowledge of the purposes for
which the blank tapes were or-
dered, Lear Jet “did cause severe
financial loss” to Rare Earth.

The suit also secks to enjoin
the other defendants from repro-
ducing and selling all material in-
cluded in Rare Earth’'s albums,
“Get Ready” and “Ecology.”

Rare Earth contends that in ad-
dition to the contractual violations
intrinsic in such a suit, the pirated
tapes were ‘“‘detrimental to the
group’s professionalism,” in that
“the quality and sound in the de-
fendants product, including stereo
8 reproductions of the selections
made from the group's perform-
ances done exclusively for the
Rare Earth label, distort the in-
strumentation and voicing of the
group'’s renditions, to the detri-
ment of the musical aggregation
known as The Rare Earth.”

The group is seeking an injunc-
tion under four counts of Michi-
gan law, including MCLA 445,801,
making it unlawful to “advertise
and disseminate to the public,
statements leading the public to
believe that the product sold was
first class, when they were, in fact,
unauthorized reproductions.”

A request for the impounding of
all copies of the tapes still in the
possession of the defendants named
in the suit, was filed pending the
hearing and determination of the
action.

The action was filed by Rare
Earth's attorney, Henry Baskin of
Cooper, Baskin & Feldstein, and,
according to Ron Strasner, the
group’s manager, other defendants
will be added to the suit as they
become known.

New Muntz Distrib;
Maruwa Bites Dust

LOS ANGELES—Muntz Stereo
Corp. is switching to Clarion as its
Japanese player supplier. It will
introduce six 8-track car units for
the Consumer Electronic Show
from this firm. Two of Muntz's re-
maining new CES products are by
Maruwa Electronics, which has
gone into receivership.

Muntz plans to introduce later
this year a new logo for its higher
priced units, Muntz by Clarion, ex-
plains company president Barney
Phillips.

Muntz moved into the d4-track
cartridge business with Maruwa
eight years ago.

Of the eight car units, five have
vertical tracking heads, a feature
which is supposed to help elimi-
nate cross talk. These players only
include: the 886 ($49.95), the 888
($89.95), the 883 ($119.95), the
607 ($99.95) and the 884 ($109.95).

In addition, there is the 881
($39.95) which has modular parts
and is the first unit in the Muntz
line to incorporate this feature.

The 886 is also a modular model
which can take an FM stereo car-
tridge and has a digital indicator
and automatic track changer.

The 888 (with a reported 40
watts of output) has two loudness
switches.

The 883 has a built-in burglar
alarm system and fast forward
switching. It can take an FM car-
tridge. The alarm works on a dial
indicator concept which is set when
the owner leaves his car. He has
10 seconds in which to reset the
dial when he enters the car before
the alarm goes off.

Chicago Test Markets
Beltek Home Tape Line

ROSEMONT, Ill. — Tape and
record departments should become
more involved in selling hardware,
according to Lawrence Finn, mar-
keting manager of Beltek, a Japa-
nese-made line of players being
test-marketed in the U.S. through
z local tape and record rack job-

er.

It's no accident that Finn be-
lieves software people can move
hardware because of the tremen-
dous traffic in tape and record de-
partments of large mass merchan-
dise outlets. Fro seven years, he
was with E.J. Korvettes' tape-and-
record division, before joining
GRT Corp.

But such a philosophy presents
somewhat of a dilemma, because
Finn also believes tape and rec-

ord departments are best equipped
to sell low-end-to-medium players.
The Beltek division of Teloem,
Inc., has only three players in its
initial product lineup listing below
$100. Were not going to be in
the low-end battle.”

However, Finn isn't ruling out
the introduction of more merchan-
dise up and down the price scale
once the Beltek name as a quality
brand is anchored. It's with his eye
on wider distribution that he says:
“I always hated to see the record
department not selling equipment.
Software departments can do a
great job with $80 to $100 three-
piece decks and other items.”

Finn's immediate problem, how-
ever, is how to edge his way into

FOR TAPE BOOTLEGGER

SAN FRANCISCO—Contra Costa Superior Court Judge Nor-
man Gregg handed out the nation’s first jail sentence for illegally

selling bootleg tapes.

Robert Hunter, president of the defunct Tip Top Tune Tape
Service, San Francisco, was given a 30-day jail term and placed on
three years probation. Hunter, who pleaded guilty, and an associate,
Theodore Deinger (also known as Charles Jackson), had been charged
under section 653 (h) (2) of the California Penal Code. The statute
deals with conspiracy, a criminal charge. Deinger has avoided arrest.

The conspiracy complaint charged that Hunter and Deinger
sold more than 200 8-track cartridges in Contra Costa County with-

out authorization.

The conviction of Hunter capped an investigation of more than
one year by Contra Costa District Attorney William A. O’Malley,
Samuel H. Mesnick, deputy district attorney, and investigator Charles

Myhre.

Casemakers’ Chief Calculates
Cartridge-Cassette Capability

LA GRANGE PARK. Ill.—To
be a successful casemaker, it's a
good idea to make baskets for a lot
of different kinds of eggs. This is
why Allen E. Terman, president,
Casemakers, Inc., here, isn’t too
worried about the soft market in
camera cases. The firm’s line of
20 tape cartridge-cassette carrying
cases is coming on strong.

Not surprisingly, the better grade
of tape carrying cases is leading
the parade. And since retailers can
enjoy over a 50 percent markup,
according to Terman, the carrying
case business looks better all the
time,

Casemaker's most recent inno-
vation is to shrink-wrap its line so
that the package sells itself either
off the counter or in stacks on a
discount house floor.

Dealers and reps keep asking for
larger capacity cases, too. “They
want us to build one to hold 50
cartridges—how could you carry
around such a thing?” Terman
asks. He is also receiving requests
to go into wood cases and cabi-
nets, a trend already developing
among his competitors in the case
field.

As of now, Terman’s best seller
is the STR-30, attache style, car-
rying case, listing for $16.95. An-
other front runner is the $14.95.
CAS-30, for cassettes which also
has an attache case look. Both
handle 30 units. The STR-15 lists
for $11.95 and holds 15,

Considering the firm’s substan-
tial OEM business, tape cases now
account for from 30 to 40 percent
of total sales. The larger portion is
still in camera cases, gadget bags
and other photo items. But the 10-
year-old firm makes cases for ohm-
meters, wigs and portable bars, too.

A privately held firm not there-
fore required to reveal sales fig-
ures, Casemakers grew from a
5,000-square-foot  operation in
Lyons, IIl,, to the present 30,000-
square-foot facility on 100,000
square feet of ground here where
it moved in 1967.

Terman, who has been making
cases all his business career, con-
siders himself a pioneer in the tape
cartridge field. He became in-

Ist 4-Channel
Unit for U.K.

LONDON—Golding Audio. Es-
sex - based  hardware  company
which distributes the Japanese
Scandia equipment line, will in-
troduce the first quadrasonic car-
tridge player in the UK. It is
a Scandia unit incorporating an
AM/FM tuner, and, although it
is basically a four-channel system,
it will play ordinary 8-track car-
tridges “simulating a quadrasonic
sound.”

“The U.K. market isn't really
ready yet for quadrasonic,” said
Robin Golding, a director of Gold-
ing Audio. “There is hardly any
4-channel software around. But
we think there will be some de-
mand for the player and I certainly
think quadrasonic is going to be
the next big innovation in sound
reproduction.”

Another new product from Gold-
ing is a cartridge-to-cassette con-
verter unit which can be slotted
into any 8-track player. domestic
or car, and enables the user to
play cassettes. The company is
test-marketing the unit, which is
being made in Japan.

Golding added that a number
of software manufacturers had
shown interest in the adaptor.

The firm has appointed two
agents to handle both its own
hardware lines and the Scandia
equipment: Demesne Records,
which will represent the company
in Eire and Northern Ireland, and
Vender-visi~n which will distribute
in Jersey. Vender-vision already
handles Matsushita and National
Panasonic in the Channel Islands.
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volved when RCA and Lear Jet
first developed 8-track. The 8-track
configuration still leads the way in
sales in carrying cases, he said.

Cassette/Recorder Case

He figures to have two shots at
the cassette business though. First,
he is already entrenched in the
photo field where the cassette has
had good success; secondly, he has
developed a case to carry both
cassettes and a recorder, an edu-
cational field natural.

The contrast between the photo
and recorder-tape field is interest-
ing from the distribution standpoint
too. In the photo field, Casemakers
has always sold direct to big buy-
ers. But in tape, the pattern has
been through distributors and rack
jobbers. This may change. Terman
I1s going to leave it up to the 60
reps who will eventually be selling

tape-carrying cases as to whether
shipments are direct or through
distributors. *‘Personally, 1 don’t
thirk retailers can beat the service
they receive from rack jobbers. I
don’t know why they feel they
should but direct, considering the
many distributor functions.”

Terman has stocking distribu-
tors, such as in New England, and
will have a West Coast warehouse
eventually. Now, many big ship-
ments are made from here.

Two-Color Selection

Although the firm makes a va-
riety of carrying cases, it only pro-
duces them in two colors—black
and olive. Terman had a bad ex-
perience with a leopard skin color
and shudders when the subject is
mentioned. “Olive appeals to young
and old, male and female.”

Like most carrying case manu-

facturers, the problem of supply-
ing a lock and key is a bane. Most
wonder why customers insist on
a key, since it’s so simple to walk
away with the whole case. Terman
has some observations: “T'll say
that in Europe I once saw a case
robbed an left intact. This
wouldn't happen in America. It's
silly to have a key and lock. I tell
people to throw away the key the
first thing. Lose the key and you've
blown the case,” he said, laughing
at the cliche sound of the remark.

However, in some instances, the
addition of an attractive lock helps
to dress up a case, said Jack R.
Scanlan, sales and marketing man-
ager.

Casemakers is geared to con-
struct cases in three ways: sewn,
heat sealed or stapled and glued.
Such versatility, Terman believes,
bids well for future growth. Al-
though high tariffs rule out any
international sales expansion—the
tariff is over 7 perzent even for
nearby Canada — he is already
studying the cartridge television
field, wondering what kinds of
cases CTV software might require.

cartridge player to cassette through
a mechanism using 150 precision
parts.

The advantage of the CP-55 is
its compact size and the fact that
the entire device fits into the tape
compartment of the player in use.
Other similar converters allow the
cassette to jut out from the open-
ing of the tape compartment, adding
to wow, flutter and crosstalk dis-
tortions.

The rated specifications of the
CP-55 are: frequency response,
40 Hz to 7,000 Hz; signal to noise
ratio, more than 35 dB; wow and
flutter less than 0.5%. The CP-
55 has four transistors, operates
on DC 12V (10-16V) and has an
output of 0.5V per channel. It is
marketed primarily under the
name, Shakard, a trademark owned
exclusively by Nichinan Sangyo.

Ishii said his firm now ships an
average of 3,000 units per month
to buyers in Europe, the U.S. and
other markets. Most of the ship-
ments are through general exporters
in Japan, including Tsurumi Ex-
ports, Amerex. Daido Machinery,
Monarch and others.

Although Automatic Radio, Mo-
torola, Ampex and other large im-
porters in the U.S. and Europe
have sought exclusive import rights
for the device, Nichinan Sangyo
has rejected such offers so far,
largely on the question of price.
The current f.o.b. price is $12.30
per unit, including a leatherette
carrying case and protective pack-
aging. Ishii admits that limited pro-
duction facilities discourage high-
volume, low-price manufacture of
such devices in Japan today, add-
ing that he feels the current price
is realistic and by no means pro-
hibitive.

The firm has received inquiries
from more than 50 parties in the
U.S. and especially Europe. In the
interest of stabilizing production
and sales, Nichinan Sangyo would
prefer to form an exclusive distri-
bution agreement with one U.S.
and one European firm. Negotia-
tions with various distributors in
both markets are now on.

The firm plans to enter the high
fidelity line with high performance
audio hardware in the near future.
In addition to the cassette pack
adaptor, the firm also contracts for
OEM production of related audio
hardware and accessories, digital
clock radios, speakers, etc., through
its two subsidiary manufacturers as
well as through independent Japa-
nese makers.

As to the battle of configurations
in the compact tape industry, Ishii
concedes that the cassette has made
and will continue to make giant
strides in both the car stereo and
home markets. But, he adds, the
owners of cartridge systems now
have made considerable invest-
ments in cartridge software and by
that reason will continue to favor
it over the cassette. The fact that
there is a dual pattern developing
-—cartridge for car stereo and cas-
sette for home use-—accounts for
the increasing demand. for such
products as the Shakard converter.

dio and videotape industries May
13 at the opening of the First In-
ternational Tape Seminar held
here.

Humberstone, who spoke on a
panel with Walter Woyda, general
manager of Precision and Graham
Smith of British-Decca, was called
to discuss the progress of the cas-
sette and cartridge markets. and
said the “invention of the 8-track
cartridge system was seized upon,
and thoroughly marketed by the
automotive industry and today,
after six years, 30 percent of all
prerecorded music sold in the U.S.
is on tape. And they estimate 50
percent by 1975.

The music industry in the US.
had managed to pull a good per-
centage of the business away from
the automotive outlet and plant it
securely in the retail record shop.
“Don’t let us sit on the fence and
let that happen here. Don’t let's
miss six years of tape profit, as
the record retailer in the States
did.” Forecasting total U.K. tape
sales this year of £43 million,
Humberstone said, “The automo-
tive people here in the UK. are
very bright. They are not only
stocking tape, but developing little
tape shops on their premises and
they are buying the music journals
to familiarize themselves with the
business, and to Kkeep up-to-date
with new releases. Remember, this
is precisely what happened in the
uUS.

"And don't forget that car cas-
sette players are also appearing
now in garages—so they are sell-
ing cassettes as well as 8-track
cartridges.”

Humberstone suggested that re-
tailers could form a software al-
liance with the garages fitting
hardware.

It was a point also made by
Woyda, who suggested that 8-track
cartridge appealed to the wealthy
customer.,

The arguments put forward by
dealers about the high percentage
of pilferage with cartridges was
not warranted, Woyda suggested,
who said that 85 percent of car-
tridge sales were through non-rec-
ord outlets. Two racks. one a brow-
ser and the other a display which
are both theft-proof, has been in-
troduced.

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Cassette ‘Flux’ Laid Chicago Test
To Early Overkill

By RADCLIFFE JOE

LOS ANGELES — The current
state of flux in the auto cassette
market has been blamed largely
on early industry overkill spawned
by equipment manufacturers over-
eager to get in on the action.

According to Lauren C. Davies,
sales manager of the Craig Corp,,
the problem was created by an in-
flux of entrepreneurs, who, with
little knowledge of the industry,
entered it in its early stages and
oversaturated the market with the
wrong type of equipment.

He said that in addition to this
the auto cassette was faced with
a formidable competitor in the 8-
track player which was already
well-entrenched, and the limited
range of prerecorded product.

However, Davies does not be-
lieve that the death-knell has been
sounded for the auto cassette. He
feels its potential is as great as
ever. “Unfortunately, however, sig-
nificant inroads can hardly be real-
ized for another three or four
vears,” he said.

The reason for the delay, ac-
cording to Davies, is that the life-

line of the 8-track has been ex-
tended by a number of innovations
including quadrascnic. “This has
made it an even more formidable
competitor,” he said. “The manu-
facturers and marketers of the auto
cassette should have been aware
of this and realize that this was
an Inopportune time to introduce
the auto cassette to Detroit.”

Stressing that the auto cassette
still  has tremendous potential,
Davies said recent innovations in-
cluding automatic reverse and auto-
matic changing will go a long way
towards aiding the configuration
in its new thrust into the auto-
motive market.

Because of its faith in the fu-
ture of the auto cassette industry,
Craig is beefing up its efforts in
that area with aggressive merchan-
dising and marketing programs, as
well as the introduction of an ex-
panded line of units with automat-
ic reversing features, designed for
the OEM market. The units and
promotion programs will be offi-
cially bowed at the 1971 Consum-
er Electronics Show in Chicago
later this month.

Four lowa Firms Are
Sued as Counterfeiters

DES MOINES—Atlantic, Lib-
erty/UA, Ampex and ABC-Dun-
hill have filed suit against four
Iowa companies, alleging that the
firms made and sold counterfeit
stereo cartridge tapes. In suit filed
in late April in U.S. District Court
here, it is charged that Genco
Distributors, Inc., Des Moines;
Tape Town US.A., of Ames;
Rodger Miller and his Cartridge
City, Towa City, and Lee Parks
and his Speed Parts, Davenport,
manufactured and sold tape re-
cordings of popular rock groups
and sold the copies without paying
either the performers or the re-
cording companies.

The suit alleges that counterfeit
tapes were made of recordings by
Steppenwolf, Three Dog Night,
Dawn, Canned Heat, Van Morri-
son, Christy, Neil Diamond, Brian
Hyland, Led Zeppelin, Mama
Cass and the Woodstock rock fes-
tival. “If these defendants are not
involved in the manufacture of
the pirated tapes, they do purchase

such tapes from those who are
responsible for the manufacture,
knowing that they are pirated
tapes,” the suit contends.

The recording companies jointly
seek a total of $50,000 punitive
damages from the four defendants,
and, in separate counts, Atlantic
asks $50,000 damages each from
Genco for allegedly counterfeit
tapes by Christy and Van Morri-
son, and from Tape Town, over
recordings by Led Zeppelin; Lib-
erty/ UA seeks $50,000 damages
from Genco over sale of allegedly
counterfeit tapes of Canned Heat;
Ampex seeks $50,000 each from
Cartridge City over the Woodstock
album and recordings of Dawn,
and from Speed Parts for Steppen-
wolf tapes. Ampex and Dunhill
jointly ask $50,000 damages from
Speed Parts over tapes of Steppen-
wolf, and $50,000 damages trom
Cartridge City over alleged coun-
terfeit tapes of Three Dog Night
and Mama Cass.

Wally: Educate or
Face Steady Decline

NEW YORK — Tape tradesters
have been urged to devote more
time and energy to educating their
dealers and the consumer, and to
pay more attention to the general
promotion of their products, or
face a continuing decline in the
potential of their industry.

Harold Wally of Wally’s Stereo
Tape City, in a recent assessment
of the magnetic tape industry, said
too many distributors and dealers
around the country are going out
of business mainly because the
current supply of tape and tape
equipment far exceeds the demand.

“The reason for this,” he said,
“is that the consumer, key cog in
the wheel of this industry, is
basically uninformed about mag-
netic audio tape, its applications
and advantages.

“No one other than the manu-
facturer is to be blamed for this,”
he continued, “our is still a fledg-
ling business, and consequently, it
is still very much a business of
education and promotion. There
can be no future in this industry
if manufacturers in their compla-
cency continue to refuse to edu-

cate and promote to the mass mar-
ket.”

Although Wally feels that if
this prerequisite is met, it would
augur well for the future of the
industry, he thinks that other prob-
lem areas must be looked into and
corrected before tape becomes a
completely viable medium of ex-
pression. These areas, according
to him are prices, quality and
after-sale service to the consumer.

Said Wally, “Current prices of
both prerecorded tape and equip-
ment must come down, quality
must go up, and top quality after-
sale service to the consumer must
be maintained.”

Wally, whose firm recently in-
troduced a low-cost 8-track auto-
motive player to the consumer
market, feels that the car is one
area in which problems of equip-
ment, servicing, pricing and edu-
cation, must be met and solved.

Equating tape to both the cam-
era and razor industries, Wally
said manufacturers, especially in
the yet fully unexplored automo-
tive area, should make available
low-cost, high quality equipment

a tape recorder-player market over-
crowded with at least 120 different
brand names. The Beltek brand is
well known in Japan as the third
largest auto stereo player line, but
Finn’s lineup for the Consumers
Electronic Show (CES) and his
initial marketing strategy is tied
to home equipment. Beltek’s auto
player plans are on a list of sev-
eral items Finn is not discussing
at this time.

The line includes Model M3110,
a three-piece cassette with AM-
FM multiplex radio featuring au-
tomatic cassette insertion (the cas-
sette fits in from its side), separate
volume control for play and re-
cord mode and microphones con-
cealed in the speakers. It lists for
$249.95.

A three-piece 8-track with AM-
FM multiplex (C1530) has auto-
matic head cleaner, repeat pro-
gram and a synchronous hysteresis
motor with a $249.95 list price.
The same machine without radio
is available in two models at
$159.95. An 8-track deck with re-
cord feature at $159.95 will bow
in June.

The C3320 two-piece portable
8-track with AM-FM stereo plays
in the opened position, which Finn
claims is unique. It lists for
$149.95.

The threepiece PH 81 at
$119.95 has phono inputs, fine tun-
ing and independent power switch
(for adding a cassette deck or pho-
nograph turntable). A companion
(PH82) deck lists for $69.95.

An 8-track unit with AC/DC/
12-volt (without speakers) at
$99.95, and a portable at the same
price complete the current line.

A force of 37 representatives
will be appointed; a repair facility
and Los Angeles warehouse and
sales offices in Sunnyvale, Calif.,
Cleveland and New York are
planned.

AMSTERDAM —Philips video-
cassette recording system is devel-
oping a licensing network. Among
the firms adopting the VCR system
as their entry into cartridge televi-
sion are: AEG Telefunken, Blau-
punkt-Werke, Grundig, Loewe
Opta, Norddeutsche Mende Rund-
funk, Nordmende and Saba, all in
Germany; Willi Studer, Revox and
Lenco, Switzerland; Industrie Za-
nussi, Italy, and Thorn Electrical
Industries, England.

Philips plans to show its video-
tape playback and record system
at the Berlin radio and television
show in August. Exhibitions in
other countries will take place
shortly thereafter. Deliveries of
players will begin later this year,
with full-scale production set for
next year.

Philips’ first player/recorder
model, the N1500, is built for the
PAL color system. The tuner al-
lows the viewer to record one
show while watching another si-
multaneously. The N1500 will be
available at about $600. A blank
cassette containing 60 minutes of
playing time will sell for $30.

Philips plans making its
machines available in both PAL
and SECAM color versions. Al-
though there is no compatibility
between these two color systems, a
videotape recorder in the PAL
mode can be played on a machine
geared for the SECAM system as
a black and white program. The
reverse situation is also true for a
show recorder on a SECAM ad-
justed machine.

Philips first demonstrated its
video recording system at the sec-
ond annual International Music In-
dustry Conference in Palma de
Mallorca, Spain, in April 1970.

Fall EVR

VRC Offers
Sociology and
World Culture

WESTPORT, Conn. — The Vid-
eorecord Corp. of America has
added a group of award-winning
programs on world culture, social
problems and black awareness to
its library.

The company has also reached
an agreement with the National
Council of Churches Broadcasting
and Film Commission, and the
Council of Churches of the City
of New York for the distribution
in CTV format of religious-ori-
ented programming.

Through its agreement with the
Council of Churches of New York
City, VRC will offer the award-
winning film, “The Parable,” which
depicts th relevance of the gospel
to modern life.

From the National Council of
Churches, VRC will distribute
several programs in the area of
social relevance including “The
Captive,” a portrayal of an Amer-
ican family in Appalachia; “Faith
in Revolution,” a documentary on
Indonesia today; “A Problem of
Power,” a study of social and eco-
nomic conditions in Colombia, and
“Tauw,” an examination of a
young student’s difficult decision
to leave the ministry in order to
become more involved in the social
issues of the day.

NEW YORK — “Lenny,” as
adapted by Julian Barry from
“The Essential Lenny Bruce,” be-
came the medium for a tour de
force characterization by CIiff
Gorman as Lenny.

Occasionally introduced by the
brief fanfare of actors/musicians
Vaughn DeForest on trumpet, Er-
nie Furtado on bass, John Gordon
on trombone, leader Warren
Meyers on piano, Ron Odrich on
sax/clarinet/flute, and Adam
Smith on drums, an effective chan-
nel for Bruce's verbal lasers was
Tom O’Horgan’s musicalization of

“To . . . Is a Preposition” which
Gorman punctuated with drums
amid choreographed frenzy.

But while Joe Silver, especially
as several judges, Erica Yohn as
Eruce’s mother Sally, and Jane
House as his wife, Rusty, deftly
completed the polarity of Bruce’s
life, there was an ensemble com-
pany spirit prevailing under
O'Horgan’s intrepid direction of
this surreal monster hunt played
out against the fantastic, hovering
monstrosities of Robin Wagner's
sats.

And as a further provocation
toward appreciation of monsters,
rzal and imagined, it would be
invaluable to include pictures of
the production when the original
cast album is released by Douglas
International.

To paraphrase an axiom, the
more sound change the more they
sound the same. The Lettermen
have followed this course for nine
years, reshaping the contemporary
into their own image. A formula
for success which has made them
consistent chart stealers and fa-
vorites with the campus crowd and
along the club circuit.

They're no longer students, per-
haps. But now they're teachers
who graduated “summa cum softe”
as they displayed in their opening
here June 2, trained by experience
and a knowledge of their craft.
Yet they still maintain, collectively,
a boyish charm, building together
and relying on old skills like
boys creating castles in the sand.
Uncrumbled and not washed away
by time’s waves.

Impact and drama are not their
fortes. Just simply singing, having
fun, and doing the job honestly
and carefully, with voices that re-
flect themselves.

ARETHA FRANKLIN
Apollo Theater, New York

“She’s home” ran the marquee
billing. Aretha at the Apollo—
the natural woman in a natural
setting. There it was, the cohesion
and knitting together of singer and
audience and song, an audience
who lent depth to her “Dr. Feel-
good” crashing in on the lyric with
knowledge and taste, like good
gospel rollers.

Aretha (Atlantic Records) had
King Curtis’ big band, her own
chorus and it was more than
enough without some attempt to
dress up the evening with sets,
curtains that dropped and rose
throughout, and dancers. Aretha's
iron voice and control cut through
it all. She was home, at home.

CHASE
Aquarius Theatre, Hollvwood

Skill. That's not a word one
hears too much in music anymore.
Many persons have talent but few
skill: the ability to totally under-
stand the instrument you're play-
ing. Chase is a nine-piece skilled
music band on Epic Records.

Chase is unique because it has
four trumpets. It would be a good
gimmick for some groups. With
Chase, it is a necessity. The
group’s music wouldn't work any
other way. The brass section is
led by Bill Chase, veteran of many
jazz bands. His solos are imagina-
tive and emotional—and loud. His
support in the section is by Alan
Ware, Jerry Van Blair and Ted
Piercefield, all excellent in their
own way. They play in counter-
point to one another rather than
just chords. While the sound of
the section could be a bit too high
pitched, the organ and bass coun-
teract with sufficient bottom tones
to produce a full sound.

Despite the presence of this ex-
cellent trumpet section, the real
star of the band is guitarist Angel
South. South is the first person
since Jimi Hendrix and Lou Reed
and Sterling Morrison of the Vel-
vet Underground to totally use the
electric guitar. Rather than just
notes or chords, South employs
waves (not walls) of sound, some-
times building as many as five
separate waves at once. He came
the closest of any rock guitarist
to going into the realm of free

form jazz, and understanding it.

Vocalist Ted Richards fits in
perfectly, adding the right amount
of boogie to keep things rocking,
as does drummer Jay Mitthamer.

GEORGE KNEMEYER

EBB TIDE
Howard Johnson’s, Omaha
This group believes in grass
roots exposure. The four-man

combo drove here from Cincinnati
in two station wagons loaded with
three Kustom amplifiers and all
the other paraphernalia of rock
bands—750 miles, non-stop, 12
hours. Then, after entertaining
jukebox operators from five states,
they rushed back for their regular
appearance at the Sheraton-Gibson
Hotel in Cincinnati.

Here is a group with the appear-
ance of a rock band and all the
instrumentation—and they do per-
form rock—but with a Sha Na Na
type of act, only without greasy
hair. Their bag is oldies, and they
delighted the operators with per-
formances of old Kingston Trio
hits as well as contemporary ren-
derings of such things as “ls Any-
body Goin' to San Antone” and
“Help Me Make It Through the
Night.”

Musician a Technician Who Picks Up,
Expresses Environment: Hancock

NEW YORK-—A musician, ac-
cording to Herbie Hancock, War-
ner Bros. artist, is nothing more
than a technician who has been
taught to express the environment
in which he functions. “Music is
an expression of truth through

sound.” said Hancock. "It is a re-
flection of the musician’s immedi-

ate environment. Al a concert, the
fruest music a musician can play is
the music which develops from
being created by the vibrations
which the musician picks up from
the audience.

“An artist is only a voice,” con-
tinued Hancock. “He picks up the
vibrations which are already in the

air and manifests them through his
instrument. Until one hears the
musician play, the vibrations are
not manifested. The audience re-
ceives only what they have cre-
ated. Speaking totally, it is the
audience itself which must create
and receive the music. The mu-
sician, of course, must be attuned
to both the audience and his in-
strument in order to manifest the
vibrations.”

“When this happens, the mu-
sician has made commercial mu-
sic. I mean that this music has to
relate to people because the peo-
ple are the creators. By right, the
musician cannot take credit for
any function other than manifest-
ing the music.”

Keen Sense

It appears the young people are
rapidly picking up on the musical
genre in which Hancock plays.
“They have a keen sense of some-
thing greater than human but de-
void of dogma,” said Hancock.
“They can feel the music and what
it represents. In a sense, it was
these people, as well as people
with  whom 1 have played, who
have shown me the path to follow.
I think that the students can feel
this music because they study the
patterns of thought on which this
genre is based. Students have free
time and are inquisitive. Eastern
thought is rapidly becoming a pop-
ular topic on campuses throughout
the country arnd it is not in the
classrooms as much as just among
friends. The whole idea of com-
munity and family fits in here.
Collective reascning and conscious-
ness are well defined terms to stu-
dents today. Thus the music takes
on another level of being. This is
the level which 1 seek and know
is there.”

One of Hancock’s desires is to
make people aware of their en-
vironment through his music. “In
order to attempt this, we must con-
sider our total environment, every-
thing which goes through us and

Definition Out, ‘Balance’ In to

The New M'media Radio Chief

NEW YORK-—The days when
radio stations limited themselves
to only middle-of-the-road artists,
such as Frank Sinatra; or only to
country artists, such as Lynn An-
derson: or soul performers, such
as Isaac Hayes, are a thing of the
past, according to George Dun-
can. He is the new radio chief for
Metromedia, one of the nation's
major  entertainment complexes
with record and publishing divi-
sions, plus a chain of television sta-
tions and AM and FM stations.

“Music, to me, has always been
interrelated . . . and not exclusive
to any particular format. In to-
day’s radio market, which is one
of great fragmentation, you'll find
formats and variations of formats.
For example, there may be a radio
station with an oldies format, but
this doesn’t mean that a Top 40
station can’t play oldies,” he said.

One of the best examples of
what is happening in radio today
would be a comparison of WWDC,
Washington. and WABC, New
York, Duncan stated “WWDC is
called an easy listening station;
WABC is called a Top 40 station.
Neither definition is true. Both play
a broad spectrum of music. It is
the balance of the music that gives
a radio station a particular ‘sound’
and its ability to please a segment
of the audience.”

Blend

The “blend” has replaced the old
concept of format, Duncan said.
“Today a radio man must figure
out what level of the demographics
he's going after and then devise a
blend of music to reach that target
audience. The beauty of the blend
approach to radio programming is
that you can blend a Ray Stevens
record to a rock format. Chubby
Checker and Frank Sinatra might
be too polarized to be blended. At
least, it would be difficult, though
I won’t say it can’t be done. But
Sinatra’s ‘That’s Life’ can certainly
be blended with an Isaac Hayes
record. You can make it work, de-

pending on the audience you're
going after. It might interest an
audience, especially if you were
trying to expose an easy listening
audience to more black artists, to
hear Sinatra next to Hayes that
way.” He pointed out that the
blending of music in radio is fas-
cinating and “who of us 10 years
ago would have predicted that
such a heavy percent of black art-
ists would be played on MOR ra-
dio stations, as today.”
Universal Language

“But music is a universal lan-
guage to radio and it’s only how
you speak it that matters. T think
it would be beautiful to segue
from a ‘Tea for Two’ by Tony
Bennett to ‘Love the One You're
With’ by Steve Stills on an easy
listening station because Stills has
got to be one of the best ballad
singers in the nation. Now, it
would be difficult to set up that
type of blending on a rock station
because you would have to explain
it. But an MOR station? Ah, what
a great thing to introduce to the
audience . . . to introduce them
to the legitimacy of a Stills. And
what a great way to expose Hayes
to them by playing him behind a
Sinatra.”

Duncan, who came to Metro-
media in sales at WNEW in 1958,
said that he is not bothered that
music is blending together. “There
are many country music artists
who'll never be played on WNEW
.. . they're too far from the tastes
of the WNEW audience. But Lynn
Anderson and Ray Price fit per-
fectly well on a WNEW. And it’s
interesting what you can do on a
radio station if you think of the
sound of the station as a music
fabric. You can make the presen-
tation of artists as broad as or
narrow as you want, depending on
the audience you're going after.
With more than 40 radio stations
listed in the ratings book in Los
Angeles, it presents a different
problem and a different solution.

You can’t be all things to all peo-
ple. KLAC is our country music
station, but I feel that Los Angeles
could easily support a station that
played all bluegrass music, another
one that programmed modern
country music, another that stuck
to traditional artists, and maybe,
even one that featured a blend of
all these.

“In San Francisco, we changed
KNEW to an oldies format recent-
ly after research revealed the mar-
ket was ripe for a station of this
type. Most of the music on the
station is from the 50's and 60’s
and only 10 percent is from the
70’s.” Although a definite move
has not been fully decided for
Metromedia’s station in Cleveland,
Duncan felt that there was certain-
ly room for another rocker in the
market, as well as a country music
station and an all-news station.

In line with the building pro-
gram, Metromedia is going to buy
two more radio stations.

Classical Outlet Woos Listeners

LOS ANGELES—KFAC, South-
ern California’s only remaining
full-time classical music station,
must listen closely to “the most
loyal and vocal audience in radio,”
Graham Richards, appointed pro-
gram director 90 days ago, said.
Richards, who pointed out that
KFAC is one of only 17 full-time
stations with an all-classical for-
mat and one of the few which airs
classical on both its AM and FM
wavelengths. said listeners help the
station by serving as a constant
sounding board.

Richards has a unique back-
ground, having acted as a program-
ming consultant since 1965, until
taking the KFAC post. He began
his executive assignments in radio
with the Storz chain, working out

are a valuable contact the listener
has with the deejay. Requests are
so heavy that KWOW has a spe-
cial request phone line for use dur-
ing the day.

Records from local bands us-
ually come from groups appearing
in nightclubs around the area. The
bands come from around the en-
tire area of the San Gabriel Val-
ley, which comprises part of
KWOW's listening radius. Wick-
strom said that at one time the
station worked in promotions with
the bands at the local nightclubs,
but this became such a problem
that they discontinued the promo-
tion.

KWOW also originates and fea-
tures six hours per night—midnight
to 6 a.m.—of automated program-
ming using a modified Schaeffer
automation system. Material such
as station ID’s and disk jockey in-
troductions are on reel-to-reel and
records are on cartridges. Wick-
strom said there are 18 tape decks
available for use. The show is
called “Constant Country.” There
is more emphasis on music during
this show than during the live day-
time program, he said.

Two disk jockeys are heard dur-
ing the show, with the deejays vary-
ing periodically. Wickstrom said
that while it is too early to deter-
mine whether the all-night pro-
gramming is doing well in ratings,
listener response has been favor-
able.

The line-up for KWOW includes
Chuck Wilder from 6-10 a.m.; Lee
Clark 10 a.m.-2 p.m.; Arlin Miller
2-6 pm. Bill Williams 6 p.m.-

midnight. Wilder is also the mu-
sic director.

“Personality is very important
now,” Wickstrom said. “People
have to have something to identify
with, and this means both the per-
sonality and the music.”

KWOW’s playlist is comprised
of from 70 to 85 singles plus an
oldie every other record. Some al-
bums are also used occasionally.
The oldies date back to the 1930’s.

Progressive
Station Airs
Live Concert

DETROIT — WABX-FM, pro-
gressive rock station here, will
delve deep into live broadcasts this
summer, according to station man-
ager John Detz. Every Saturday

of KOWH, Omaha, from 1955-
1957; moving to the Intermountain
network of seven stations as direc-
tor of programming, headquarter-
ing at KIMN, Denver, until 1959;
then rejoining Storz as vice presi-
dent, national director of program-
ming, from Miami, where he re-
mained until 1965. He had KFAC
as a client since 1965, among other
format stations.

“I've endeavored to change the
basic sound and appeal of KFAC,”
Richards said. “For instance, the
station used to play single move-
ments from symphonies; now we
play an entire symphony without
interruption. Some of these works
are 80 minutes of continuous mu-
sic. We attempt to hold the com-
mercial count to three in any clus-
ter, with a maximum of 12 min-
utes per hour.” In order to build
audience for highlight symphonic
and operatic works, KFAC pre-
promotes them heavily on the air.

“KFAC's ‘Collector’s Shelf’
which for years featured 78’s from
our extensive library, has been
eliminated in favor of the newer,
stereo long play version. There
was no listener feedback. They like
the improved sound and favor
stereo.” The station library has
over 10,000 stereo albums.

11,000 Paid Members

Richards contemplates more in-
novation, but he is using his lis-
teners as a sounding board. All
mail is studied closely. But more
influential has been the series of
meetings held with the KFAC Lis-
teners’ Guild, formed less than a
year ago and boasting 11,000 mem-
bers who pay $3 yearly. At these
meetings, “everything from music
to commercials is dissected by our
listeners.” Richards hopes to stage
at least four of these meetings
yearly. At the last meeting, listen-
ers complained strongly about cer-
tain commercials, pointing out that
the hard sound did not fit the
KFAC image. Station management
explained the need for commer-
cials and that certain national ad-
vertisers, such as the US. Army
recruiting program, could not build
commercials for particular stations.
KFAC works with classical concert
promoters locally to bring dis-
counts up to 50 percent on tickets
for Guild members.

The most ambitious project for
the Guild has been the opening of
a local club, which serves as a so-
cial meeting place, restaurant and
concert performance hall for mem-
bers. El Cid, located in Hollywood,
provides lunch and dinner buffet
at a reasonable $2 and $3 respec-
tively. Classical music is piped in

and regular live concerts by prom-
ising new classical artists who are
in the area are held with the co-
operation of Local 47 of the Amer-
ican Federation of Musicians.

KFAC also publishes a com-
plete programming guide monthly,
which has a paid subscription of
13,000 at $7 per year.

Richard urged record companies
to service all-classical outlets like
his with new albums as early as
possible. He pointed out that the
45-day-in-advance-of-mailing dead-
line made it imperative that new
releases be rushed to KFAC. When
Columbia recently staged its all-
Bach promotion, they airmailed
program material ahead of release
to KFAC, enabling the station to
tie in more closely with the pro-

Letters To The Editor

Dear Sir.

I'm sorry that it has taken me so
long to respond to an article that
appeared in your column weeks
ago, but, as I'm sure you are aware,
putting off writing a letter is one
of the easiest things to do. But 1
read with interest your comments
on major market radio, as well as
smaller market radio, following
the trend of softening up their
sound to get the so-called “older
demographics.” I agree with you
totally that Top 40 radio stations
should go back to playing Top 40
music and not try to appeal to
older demographics by softening.
Actually, a Top 40 radio station,
in my opinion, can never steal lis-
teners from the “good music” sta-
tion, because even if you get tue
good music listener with a soft rec-
ord, he's going to leave you us soon
as you play the latest by the
Stones . . . so it’s a never ending
cop-out battle, with the program
director getting ulcers wondering
what to do next.

I cannot understand the concept
of softening up a station's sound
to appeal to older demographics.
From the things I've heard—talk-
ing to general managers, owners,
salesmen and program directors—
the most important age group that
you need to reach is the age group
from 20 to 29. Some break it down
to the 18-26 and others to the 22-
32 or whatever. But 1 think it's
agreed that the most important
age group is the 20 to 29, as far
as station image and selling go.
What is strange to me is that sud-
denly a jock is promoted to pro-
gram director and he goes through
this overnight change from a
young businessman, aggressive and
hip to what’s happening, to an old
conservatist, going by the rules
others set down in the late S0s.
What's going on?

I believe in “rock™ radio. Call it
Top 40. up-tempo or whatever, |
call it rock. At 25, I'm right in the
middle of the important age group
that radio is trying to reach. and
maybe I’'m an outcast or something,
maybe I'm different. but at the age
of 20 1 didn’t start disliking rock
music. . . . T didn’t start switching
over to good music radio to slow
down the tempo. I'm 25 and I still
dig the Stones. . . . I love heavy,
fast radio . . . not some dull-sound-
ing middle of the road station that
adds nothing, nor takes anything
away, from my day. I can’t under-
stand why program directors across
the country think we have to soften
our sound to get the older audi-
ence.

My opinion is this: Let's give the
MOR stations the older, slower
people. I'm going to be there some-
day myself. But let’s quit copping
out with our Top 40. Let’s give
our audience what they want to

hear . . . our audience being the
age group from 5-25. that really
digs all the heavie sounds . . . and

the audience from 25-35 that digs
most of them. Let’s give them o
clear cut decision. Do T listen to
Gerry's radio station because 1
like the pace of the “rock” sound.
or do I go to the MOR because
I don’t like the pace of the “rock”
sound. We will keep more than our
share of the audience that way.
But when we try to appeal to both
... we wind up losing both . . .
the older audience to the MOR
because we played “Brown Sugar™
by the Stones. and the younger
audience because we played the
new Perry Como hit.

In Denver at KTT K, where 1
was assistant program director and
music director. it was mv policy
that we play only eight slow rec-
ords in our resular rotation. This
policy was softened bv the others
somewhat. but myself. workine
afternoon drive. and Jack Arm-
strong. working 7-midnight
“rocked on.” never slowing down.
never trving to appeal to an older
nerson that we couldn’t appeal to
if we tried. The numbers in Denver
bear me out. JTack and T were the
onlv jocks that hit double figures
at KTTLK. And we did it by “get-

ting it on” 60 minutes out of every
hour that we were on. And our
demographics were solid in the im-
portant 20 age group. And what
made it even greater was that our
salesmen had no trouble selling
our sound. We were sold out. Why?
Because we sold!! A hard Top 40
sound sells like no MOR could
ever even think about selling.

Here at WMFIJ, we are “‘rock-
ing” as hard as we can rock, 24
hours a day. | enclose the latest
survey taken in our area. Ratings?
We’ve got them all. Demographics?
We've got them all!

But the important thing to real-
ize. is in a major market, even if
you don’t have top ratings, if you
have a “rock” format that sells . . .
you don't need to be the No. 1
station in town . . . just make sure
that all. and I mean all, of the age
group that is important that listens
to “rock™ is listening to you. And
it can be done. Then let the country
and MOR’s split the over 35s that
aren’t going to listen to you any-
way.

It's impossible to put my feel-
ings on paper. 1 think you put it
best, Claude, when you said that
Top 40 stations should put the
“rock” back in radio. It's funny
that since I've been program direc-
tor here at WMFIJ, after leaving
KTLK, the expression that we've
been using regularly is: “WMF]J
- . . puts the ROCK back in radio.”
We do it both live and produced.
The ratings speak for themselves

. that and the fact that this
station is sold out 12 months out
of the year.

It is my ambition to put my
ideas into realization in a major
market before T move into MOR

. ho ho ho. T would like to
show the program directors., own-
ers and general managers that rock
doesn’t end at age 19. One day
Bob Weeks, or someone like him.
will own a major market station,
and Dick Clark, station manager
of WMFI, or Jack Chapman, for-
mer station manager at KTLK. or
someone like them. will manage
it . . . people who believe in the
reality of “rock.” The result will
amaze some., and wise old sages
like you and 1. Claude. won't even
say “I told you so.”

Thanks for reading the letter of
an old demographic, Claude . . .
and thanks more than that for
printing the truth in your column

. not the hypocricy and idealis-
tic wunrealities T read in most
others.

Until T see you over a beer, or
in the great rocker in the sky (God.
I hope it hasn’t gone MOR to get
the older demographics), T am

large order on a national basis
for Cribari Wine (students, as part
of the pitch, could send in $! for
a poster that also plugged the
Criberi wine line.)

Cass supplies camera ready
work, glossies, mats and mounted
and unmounted plates. Most news-
papers are offset printed but some
are letter press, he said.

In many cases, the college pub-
lications are larger than regular
newspapers in the region. He
mentioned the Daily Illini, Cham-
paign Ill., as being larger in cir-
culation than the Champaign Cour-
ier. The same holds true, he said,
for the Daily Egyptian at Carbon’
dale TII.

“The Northern Star published
by the University of Minnesota
is probably the third major paper
in that area w1th a circulation of
around 65,000,” Weisman said.

Most Iarger college papers,
moreover, continue to publish dur-
ing the summer at least once a

week. However, Cass’s business is
largely an 8-to-9-month season.
“At least 100 papers do publish
all summer long,” he said.

The extra deal of offering album
and single review services to
labels has a parallel in the film
business, he said. Many college
film editors and reviewers are in-
vited to advance screening just as
are regular newspaper film critics.

As for the press service, Weis-
man indicated that he felt the
papers—many of which are non-
profit-needed a free press service.
“Some press services supplying the
needs of college and high school
papers charge for their services,
all the way from $25 a month to
$300 a year. Ours is free.

“We feel that our service will
help papers publish more often
and produce a better product,” he
said.

Cass's program with high school
papers is only 18-months old, and.
as with the college papers, will
soon be expanded into a national
one.

with which we come in contact.
We must do this in order to com-
municate faster.”
Creative or Not

One point in a musician's career
which seems crucial to Hancock
is when the musician must decide
whether or not he is creative. “I
had to decide if I was creative. If
I had decided that I was not cre-
ative, I would have copied some-
one else. For a time, I was inter-
ested in writing simple, singable
tunes with catchy rhythms and
pretty harmony, but tunes which
were not of an established form.
That would have just been some-
thing someone else did. Today,
that level seems more surfacy. I
fee! 1 know what the common de-
nominator is and it has changed
my outlook on everything.”

Hancock has taken an African
name, Mwandishi, which means
composer in Swahili. “Using both
a Swahili and American name in-
dicates that I am a black man as
well as an American. I believe the
blacks should get credit for what
they create. Every group should
get credit for its contributions.

The rhythms of the music which
Hancock plays seems to reflect an

r&b evolution. Yet Hancock gives
credit to Miles Davis before any-
one else. “The sound one hears
today, the sound which I play,
originated with my experiences in
Miles Davis' groups.

“To trace it through albums,
Davis’ ‘Cookin'’ and ‘Relaxin’’
LP’s marked the change. He left
the chord structures and made no
logical sense. This was in the >50’s,”
Hancock said. “Then there was
John Coltrane who also experi-
mented and the extremists or total
experimenters like Ornette Cole-
man. All of this has blended in
the minds of many musicians and
understanding this evolution helps
us to manifest musical vibrations.”
Hancock also mentioned Tony
Williams and the rest of the Davis
Quartet in which he played as well
as the John Coltrane Quartet. “We
take something from the revolu-
tion in music and something from
the past to make the greatest most
understandable advances. Now
that freedom relates to a broader
spectrum of actions and experi-
ences, this music is more under-
standable.

“The music of today is cosmic
and soon we will be able to use

that term to describe it,” Hancock
concluded.

Blank Cassette Rates
Stronger Marketing

UNION, N.J.—The popularity
of blank cassettes is going to re-
quire a marketing program that
will make them as uccessible to
the consumer as batteries or post-
age stamps.

That’'s the opinion of Ralph
Schechtman, president of Program
One-Stop. a wholesale company.
“"Most companies manufacturing
and marketing blank tape are com-
pletely unprepared for the market
surge and still don't realize what's
huppening.” he said.

He feels that blank tape produc-
ers should inaugurate merchandis-
ing programs to take the confusion
out of a “badly muddled situation.”

Schechtman has found one mar-
keting program he likes: Data
Packaging's Dynasound line. Tt

features compact displays of its
cassettes in  blister packages,
mounted on cardboard and offered
in three price ranges.

Program One-Stop services de-
partment stores, record shops, drug
outlets and specialty locations. He
believes the burgeoning market for
blank cassettes is a direct result
of the availability of cassette re-
corders at prices low enough to
enter a mass market. “Kids are
finding all kinds of ways to use
their cassette recorders with tape
they can afford.’

Schechtman said that although
cquipment has reached the mass
market, tape manufacturers have
been slow to provide a mass mar-
keting approach for blank cassettes.

Ariz. Dist. Pushes 2/25¢ Play;
Better Jukebox Programming

By ROBERT LATIMER

PHOENIX, Ariz. — Good pro-
gramming is necessary, even when
your jukeboxes are set three for a
quarter play, or whatever. This is
the flat statement of Roy Dickson,
Struve Dist. here, who is encour-
aging operators to switch to two
for a quarter pricing. So far, even
with a special chart posted in the
Seeburg facility, it's been hard to
convince operators to change over.

As the change occurs, however,
Dickson believes good program-
ming will be even more vital. Dur-
ing the transition, he sees more
price changing for games rather
than music. “The switch to two
for a quarter pins is so fast we
can't keep in quarter slug rejec-
tors,” he said. The games switch-
over will spark jukebox price
changes too, he believes.

“Operators by and large tend to
shy away from the drop in gross
which two for a quarter play will
bring, forgetting to look instead
at the better profit picture which
will be produced,” Dickson said.
“For that reason we went out on
routes picked at random. where
the higher play had been intro-
duced and interviewed the location
owners separately.” He published
the findings on an easily under-
standable chart which gives an at-
a-glance picture of what the
change in play prices can do.

Highly interested in the eco-
nomic health of his operators,
Dickson has been steadily cam-
paigning for two for a quarter play

for more than a year. And so far
he has found it tough, inasmuch
as operators are loath to increase
prices in the face of continually
rising costs in general. Many feel
that patrons are rankled by find-
ing their records now costing them
122 cents a shot. “Publishing ac-
tual black and white figures, tied
to location owners already known
to the other operators concerned,

was the only answer,” Dickson
said.
The result was an elaborate

chart on the wall of the Secburg
showroom which concisely details

Play Price Hike Keyed

SAN ANGELO, Tex. — High
operating costs and equipment
costs in the jukebox field have dic-
tated a rise in cost per record play
for the Dreyer Music Co. in some
of its 900 spots throughout the
state. In Dallas, the jukeboxes in
the private clubs have recently been
switched to one play for 25 cents
from two plays for 25 cents. “"We
have found that it was necessary
to try this out because of the rising
costs for a machine and operating
expenses,” said J.W. Hoover, vice
president of the company. "It is
too early to tell if this will be suc-
cessful, but we are hoping for the
best.”

Dreyer charges 25 cents for two
plays in almost every club in which
it has a jukebox. The oniy excep-
tion is in some West Texas clubs
where the company felt that it
would not generate a higher in-
come. “We have two for 25 cents
play in the beer halls all over
but not in the restaurants because
we have found that the restaurants
cannot sustain this type of fee,”
Hoover commented.

Dreyer began two singles for a
quarter play in 1968 with the ad-
vent of the Wurlitzer 3100 machine
which is equipped with a dollar
bill acceptor. It was on an experi-
mental basis but was soon insti-
tuted as a permanent fixture, since
there were very few complaints.

“The two for a quarter play has
gone over quite well,” Hoover said.
“It is no surprise really, since if
people want to hear the music,
they will usually pay the price,
even If they are used to getting
what they think is more for their
money.”

Country music is the staple of
most of the Dreyer Music Co.'s
machines. “"We have some pop and
soul music, but our mainstay is
country,” said Hoover. “We use
yellow strips to show new records
in the machines and we feel that
this helps people find the new tunes
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quickly and consequently helps our
business. The older tunes are dis-
played on white strips. We gen-
erally do not classify the music
any further unless we uare asked
because it takes too much time,
and in this business time is money."”

There are three managers, one
each located in Abilene, Dallus,
and Big Springs. They handle ali
the problems in their area and
Dreyer, who started 25 years ago,
lets his managers and route men
do what they think is best with
each location.

Perhaps the biggest change in the
Texas coin machine business in the
20 years since Hoover has worked
for Dreyer is the 50-50 Law which
was instituted by the Texas legis-
lature. “This has stopped all of the
cutthroats in the business, since it
guarantees the location 50 percent
of the take and the operator 50
percent of the take,” Hoover said.
“"We have a license much the same
as any store owner. Then we buy
licenses for our machines. It is all
done on a state level and all kept
above board.

“The machines are better now
also.” said Hoover. "They do not
break down as much so we spend
less time with maintenance and
they are easier to maintain.” The
company has one full-time me-
chanic. “Also, 1 think we have
evolved from the 14-hour-a-day
routeman to where he now works
perhaps one night a week and reg-
ular eight-hour days. All of this
has helped us grow and keep our
people for a long time. Dreyer
pays quite well and this is another
factor which has helped. We still
have some trouble with break-ins
and the like, but in general, the
business has improved greatly over
the past 20 years and we hope that
our experiment with one play for
a quarter works out as well as our
previous two plays for a quarter,”
Hoover concluded.

Operated Industries of Nebraska,
indicated that where new juke-
boxes are installed, the new pric-
ing is almost automatic. Results
are often surprising.

“I installed four new jukeboxes
at two for a quarter and just
couldn’t believe the increase in
revenue,” said Earl Porter, Mitchell,
S.D.

"I didn’t even experience the
usual drop in revenue you would
expect. Some increased as much
as 80 percent. I wonder if people
aren’'t putting in (wo quarters to
hear two songs, perhaps not under-
standing that the new signs read
two for a quarter.”

In Peoria, [ll., Les Montooth
reported that his firm was nearly
85 percent changed over to two
for a quarter.

However, typical of operators
in outstate regions, Hugo Prell,
Breman, Kan., said: “We just
can’t get away with two for a
quarter in our area. The cconomy
has been down. It's difficult
enough getting people to go for
three for a quarter.”

Prell said that where people
dance to the jukebox, that is,
where the jukebox is the focus of
attention in a location, the new
two for a quarter pricing has
worked out.

The dilemma is that manyv lo-
cations just do not warrant new
equipment, and yet to change over
effectively to the higher pricing. a
new piece of equipment is often
necessary.

2 for 25¢ Play Narrow Edge
In Overcoming Longer 45s

By EARL PAIGE

ARLINGTON HEIGHTS, Iil.—
Two for a quarter jukebox play
pricing is about the only way to
stay even in the battle against
longer recordings, according to
Wayne Hesch at A. & H. Entertain-
ers here. In fact, since switching
about 85 percent of the firm'’s juke-
boxes to the higher price, Hesch
reports that income has increased
only a modest 5 to 10 percent.

Hesch said he surprises some
people with his theory that per-
haps jukeboxes ought to be set on
free play during the dead periods
throughout the day.

“I'm only interested in the prime
playing hours, which of course
varies from location to location.
During the dead periods 1 don’t
care what price the play is. I'd
love to have some switch here at
my office and change over to two
for a quarter at the peak period
in each stop,” he said idealistically.

MORE RECORDS

As for longer records, he said:
“Go back five years and our rec-
ords were averaging something like
2:30 minutes. We were three for a
quarter. Now, they’re averaging
something like 3:17 minutes. In
minutes per quarter this is nearly
even—7:30 minutes in 1966 as op-
posed to 6:34 today.

“Just look at what it is if you're
still on three for a quarter with
these long recordings. You're sell-
ing 9:51 minutes of music for a
quarter, or 2:21 more than you
were selling for a quarter five years
ago.

Two for a quarter doesn't add
up to a bonanza by any means, he
said, because due to quarter break-
in danger, many good stops must
now be serviced weekly instead of
every other week, as in years past.
It’s easy to see why Hesch wants
two for a quarter pricing during
peak jukebox play hours.

Jukebox Play Price Increase
Success in Wis. Campus Stops

MADISON, Wis.—Two for a
quarter jukebox play pricing is
working well in campus locations
serviced by Modern Specialty Co.
here. Often, it means putting on
more records. The business in-
crease from new pricing may de-
rive from games and vending too.
Thus, new pricing affects the
whole location.

The operation, headed by promi-
nent industry veteran Lou Glass,
maintains a detailed chart analysis
of all {ocations. Most of the route,
including jukeboxes on or near
campus, are now two for a quar-
ter. Those still remaining at the
old price are for the most part
secondary locations.

Two exceptions, according to
programmer Mrs. Pat Schwartz,
are campus spots where the owners
just wouldn’t go for the new price.
One was apprehensive because a
stop across the street remained at
three for a quarter; the other went
along with the recalcitrant owner.

“Most location owners. don't
care about the new price because
they understand all costs are in-
creasing. They don’t care as long
as they don't receive guff from the
patrons.”

She said that the transition was

"I have some locations that
phone in a list of maybe 18 to 20
new records they want. When it's
a top stop 1 don't mind putting on
this many new records every other
week. T do call back and attempt
to find out if all of them are really
actually being played.

“The problem is different in a
location where the jukebox does
poorly but where a game or the
cigarette vending machine does
well.

“For example, we have a stop
where the jukebox might run only
$20 a week. If you are using a
formula of 10 percent receipts go-
ing for new records. this would
mean about four new records every
service period. What do you do
when this kind of location calls in
and wants 10 new records?”

She said that because the pool
table in this particular location is
the big money earner, she goes
ahead and fills the programming
order for 10 records.

“Sometimes the cigarette machine
is a big money earner. You have
to fook at the over-all location pic-
ture.”

As in other areas throughout the
country, Mrs. Schwartz said it is
extremely difficult to effect a
change in play price without put-
ting in a new jukebox.

Pin games are also being put out
al two for a quarter and many
other games are on quarter play.
The games, the new price of cig-
arettes (50 cents here) and the
jukebox pricing all work together
in the adjustment to new pricing.

the experience of a dozen opera-
tors. The chart is divided into a
series of vertical columns. The first
lists the date, the second original
collections, the amount after
switching to two for a quarter, the
percentage jump, the dollar rise,
whether the phonograph accepted
bills, the type of location and
Dickson’s comments on each. Lo-
cations are classified into night-
clubs, supper clubs and family lo-
cations.
Case History

A typical entry showing the suc-
cess of one operator notes that
average collections prior to switch-
ing to two for a quarter play were
$131.17, and afterwards $177.20—
a 28 percent increase. This loca-
tion was characterized by Dickson
as a ‘“typical white-collar spot,”
the most likely to adjust quickly
to the new price. Figures on the
chart tend to bear this out, with
“blue collar locations” showing
smaller increases where the price
increase has been introduced, but
nevertheless, increases significant
enough to cause plenty of interest.
Each of the dozen locations, inci-
dentally, showed a worthwhile in-
crease on figures taken directly
from the play meters, and attested
to by the operator concerned.

Dickson, who recently became
manager of the branch at the age
of 23, following a long career be-
ginning as a mechanic, said: “lIg-
noring the potential of two for a
quarter is foolish.”

counties north of St. Louis. The
jukeboxes have been on nickel
play since 1938.

Storts admits the hike in record
prices has caused him to wonder
about his pricing. In some cases,
his jukeboxes are priced at five
plays for a quarter. He changes
five records every other week.
Some stops “ten miles off the
road” are checked once a month
during the winter. “A jukebox is
a baby sitter at these kinds of re-
sort places,” he explained.

Other equipment is priced low
too. Bowlers (10-cents), pin games
(5-cents), normally quarter priced
driving games (10-cents), candy
bars (10-cents). Pool however, is
priced at 25 cents a game. “That’s
all right, because that’s only 6
cents a player,” he said.

Greek Music
Festival Set

ATHENS-—The 10th National
Festival of Light Music, organized
by the International Fair of Thes-
saloniki, will take place at the
Palais des Sports, Sept. 8-10.

U.K. Sales
Figures Drop
In February

LONDON—Despite an encour-
aging start to 1971—sales in Jan-
uary were $1.6 million up on the
same month of 1970-—the progress
was not maintained during Febru-
ary, according to new statistics is-
sued by the Department of Trade.

February sales, at $6.7 million
were $1.3 million down on the
previous month and by compari-
son with February 1970, showed
a 9 percent drop overall, but a
drastic 12 percent dip on the home
front alone. Exports at $1.1 million
were a tidy 8 per cent up on 1970.

Production in February con-
tinued to steam along, however,
and 9.6 million records were
pressed, 7 per cent more than last
year. Album output was 5.6 mil-
lion copies, over 800,000 copies
more than in the previous Feb-
ruary. but this was nevertheless
the first time manufacturing fig-
ures were lower than six million
copies since August of last year.

Singles have evidently fallen
into a predictable pattern with
figures varying only slightly from

shiba's “Rock Now™ campaign—
a big success — has given them
confidence.

To Release ‘Ram’

Toshiba will release “Ram,” the
Paul and Linda McCartney album
in Japan June 2S5 by special ar-
rangement with Harry Flower of
EMI, London, and Apple’s New
York office. This is less than five
weeks after the U.S. release date
and is a speéd record for the Ap-
ple division of Toshiba. Masters
were received May 1, and promo-
tion material shipped out soon
afterwards. Jacket art negatives
were received late May and rushed
through the printers to enable To-
shiba to fulfill the 40,000 advance
orders for the album, which is
priced at $5.56.

By contrast, local importing
firms have played down the al-
bum. one of the three largest im-
porters cutting down from 1,000
to 300 copies when it learned about
Toshiba's rush release. The album
was only on sale May 26 at $6.94.

Local manufacturers planning to
rush-release foreign product stress
the fact in advance publicity to
discourage the importers further.

Another Toshiba rush-release is
Elton John’s *17-11-70" album, re-
leased in the U.S. May 15 and in
Japanese dealers’ hands Saturday
(5), only three weeks later. The
arrangement worked so well that
Toshiba hopes to release future
DIM (John’s U.K. label) simul-
taneously with U.S. releases.

The importer mentioned earlier
also dropped his Elton John im-
port shipment to 300 copies when
he learned of Toshiba’s rush re-
lease.

Warner/Pioneer also plan to
rush release the Rolling Stones’
“Sticky Fingers” album on Thurs-
day (10). The importer had his
copies on sale May 11 but also cut
his orders upon knowledge of War-
ner/Pioneer’s plans.

There is also a trend among the
more progressive manufacturers to
take chances on new, relatively un-
tried product from overseas on the
strength of its own value, rather
than success in other markets.

Dutch Firm’s
Bootleg Meet

AMSTERDAM-—At the request
of Polydor's managing director,
Robert Oeges, the Dutch Union of
Record Importers and Manufac-
turers (NVGI) met recently to dis-
cuss the possibility of taking steps
against illegal record selling and
bootleg LPs.

During the course of this year,
the number of unofficial record
selling outlets—handling normal
repertoire at special low prices—
has grown enormously. Oeges be-
lieves that these outlets received
their supplies from wholesalers
overseas. At the meeting, he drew
attention of the other local rec-
ord companies to this fact, urging
them to pay closer atiention to
such developments.

NGVI also discussed possible
steps to be taken against manu-
facturers and suppliers of white
label recordings. This bootlegging
practice is affecting the genuine
Dutch record industry consider-
ably.

Ecology Folk
Nisk Released

LONDON — Transatlantic Rec-
ords is releasing folk singer Jean
Ritchie's album, “Clear Waters
Remembered” which deals with
ecology, to coincide with the sing-
er's U.K. tour. The album will be
on Transatlantic’s low priced Xtra
label and was originally recorded
for Sire Records in the U.S.

The
festival, co-sponsored by Univer-
sal Orient Promotions, Nippon
Hoso (Japan Broadcasting Co.) and
Toshiba Musical Industries will
also feature the 1910 Fruit Gum
Co. and Buffy Sainte-Marie, as
well as local rock, jazz and pop
groups include rock guitarist Shi-
geru Narumo, jazz artist Sadao
Watanabe, The Happenings Four
Plus One, rock group Eve, Toi et
Moi, the Dark Ducks and others.
Nippon Hoso will broadcast a se-
ries of Saturday record concerts
featuring Pink Floyd. Toshiba will
release Pink Floyd’s LP “Relics”
— a coupling of prior releases
edited by EMI UK.—on July 25.

Kyodo Tokyo Productions have
confirmed the date of July 17 for
the Grand Funk Railroad’s live
concert in Tokyo's huge outdoor
Korakuen Stadium. Mashmakan,
Remi Aso and Wynd of Seattle,
and other foreign groups are ex-
pected on the bill. Toshiba, Capitol
representatives here, reports that
GFR’s “Survival” LP sold over
50,000 copies in Japan in the first
three weeks after its May 5 re-
lease and sales are still climbing.
The label ordered 80,000 copies
for the initial pressing. Toshiba is

considering a giant billboard in
Tokyo similar to the one erected
last year in New York’s Times
Square. Total Grand Fund LP sales
in Japan to date are just short of
the 200,000 mark, with singles well
over that figure, according to the
label.

Toshiba is also breaking sales
records in the rock field here with
their promotions of Three Dog
Night. “Golden Bisquits,” released
May 25, is expected to go over
100,000 copies before mid-summer.
The single “Joy to the World.”
released in late April. has sold
over 50,000 copies and will go over
300,000, says Toshiba. The label
has pulled out the plugs in the
promotion department and is dis-
tributing free hot dogs (three to a
customer) to disk jockeys, offer-
ing Three Dog Night bracelets and
other giveaways to record buyers
and is distributing posters, a 24-
page biography of the group and
other promo material to a direct
mail list of 30,000 young rock
fans as well as through dealers
throughout Japan. . . . The Jacques
Loussier Trio (King) of France
will tour Japan with concerts in
Tokyo and other cities in June and
July. Also here on tour is German
baritone Hermann Prey, sponsored
by the Yomiuri and the Hochi
newspapers with the support of
the West German Embassy. He
has three Tokyo concerts. .
A free concert of contemporary
Japanese and Italian musical works
was held in late May in Tokyo's
Italian Cultural Institute. Fuji Tele-
vision will hold an “All Nippon
Kayo Contest” in August to attract
new pop singers. . . . Singer Aiko
Itoh has switched labels from Vic-
tor of Japan to Nippon Phono-
gram.

The advent of rock in Japan
has caused the demise of most of
the “group sound” groups which
were at the height of popularity
in the early 1960s. Ox, which man-
aged to outlast the others has fi-
nally broken up. Another indica-
tion of the changing trends in mu-
sic in Japan is the announced clos-
ing of the “musicspot” ACB on
Ginza Blvd. in Tokyo. ACB was
opened nearly two decades ago
and has been until recently one of
the most important showcases for
new talent. Most of Japan's top
pop groups, folk singers and “group
sound” bands received their initial
public exposure here.

CBS/Sony last month released
the LP “Original Caste/Live in
Japan” recorded in concert in To-
kyo last February. RCA has re-
leased a single by Rumiko Otani,
a Brazilian-born relative of the
Japanese Imperial Family.

Japanese Government censors
have not prevented local radio
stations from airing Eric Burdon &
War's controversial “P.C.3” or the
“Open Your Box” cut from the
“Yoko One/Plastic Ono Band” LP,
released here by Toshiba. The la-
bel also has announced official
airplay clearance for Brewer &
Shipley’s “Takio Road,” banned
in certain other countries. . . . Pop
singer Akira Fuse, on King in Ja-
pan, will visit the U.S. this month,
following his one-man show at the
Nichigeki Theatre in Tokyo. With
Fuse will be T. Motoyeshi of King
and Y. Maehara of Watanabe Pro-
ductions. A&M producer Chuck
Anderson, B urt Bacharach, Fuse
and the others will work on an LP
to be titled “The Masterpieces of
Burt Bacharach” which will in-
clude at least six standard Bacha-
rach/David hits as well as six new
compositions by Bacharach “in-
spired” by the latter’s recent Japan
visit. Fuse will sing in English and
Japanese, and King is aiming for
a sales target of at least 30,000
copies.

Heibon, a popular weekly maga-
zine in Japan, has recently pub-
lished a list of the 1970 top money
earners in the talent field in Japan.
Topping the list are composer
Masao Koga, singer Saburo Kita-
jima and singer Haruo Minami.

For Permanent Revival

LONDON — Plans are going
for the British Phonographic In-
dustry to be revived on a perma-
nent basis to act as a representa-
tive body for the country’s manu-
facturers and independent record
labels.

Top Hungarian
Groups Disband

BUDAPEST — Top Hungarian
rock groups Omega, Hungaria and
Metro have split recently.

Reasons given for the groups’
break-up were mainly dissatisfac-
tion over financial arrangements.
For instance, in all three groups
only the leading composers get
performing and mechanical fees—
although the final product is one
of group collaboration.

As the Hungarian record com-
pany, Qualiton, pays no royalties
to the artists—only recording fees
—there has been a marked differ-
ence in the financial status of
group members.

As a result of the recent
changes, a new outfit, Lokomotive,
was formed by Gyorgy Presser,
formerly pianist, organist and com-
poser with Omega, who was joined
by Josef Laux, drums, and two
leading musicians from the Metro
and Hungaria group. Lead singer
with Lokomotive is Sarolta Za-
latnay.

BPI was first constituted back
in the 1930’s, but in recent years
has functioned mainly on a con-
tingency basis as the need arose,
Its last major activity was to han-
dle the industry’s case over resale
price maintenance.

However, with the current con-
cern over bootlegging and the im-
peding transfer from purchase tax
to value added tax among matters
touching on the industry as a
whole, the time is obviously right
for establishing an association
which can speak, negotiate and act
for the business as a whole.

A meeting of the BPI member-
ship—there are over 50 compa-
nies represented—has been called
for June 15 at EMI House, by
Derrick Daw, administration man-
ager of EMD’s sales and distribu-
tion division, who is fulfilling sec-
retarial duties. The meeting will be
asked to confirm the appointment
of Decca chief Sir Edward Lewis
as chairman and EMI director
Leonard Wood as deputy chair-
man.

The meeting will discuss the fu-
ture operation of BPI and also
consider the appointment of a
management committee. It is also
expected that a number of sub-
committees will be formed in due
course to deal with specific matters.

Ultimately it is hoped that BPI
will operate from its own offices
with a full-time staff.

LONDON—Island Records has
broken from Philips UK. in a
reshuffle of the company's licen-
sing outlets in all world territories
excluding North America, where
Island’s product is handled by
Capitol and Australasia by Festi-
val.

Classical LP's Output on March
In Poland; Export Sales Increase

WARSAW — The output of
classical 1.P's is steadily growing
here, according to Edmund Rono-

wicz, Ars Polona (importer-ex-
porter) record department chief.
The growth, which began in

1960, has spurred an increase in
the export releases as well, and
titles include many works by
Polish composers.

Available, for instance in the
firm’s catalog are 25 LP’s of the
complete  works of  Fredrik
Chopin, recorded by leading
Polish pianists. These are dis-
tributed worldwide either on Po-
lish disks or on records pressed
from tapes supplied by the
Polish owners.

Ronowicz believes there is “a
comparatively rich selection” of
works by living contemporary
composers who have become in-
ternationally renowned—Ilike Wit-
old Lutoslawski, Krzysztof Pen-
derecki and Tadeusz Baird—
which 1s available in recordings
by some of the best Polish artists,
conductors and symphony orches-
tras,

In the U.S., Polish records are
bought mainly by Americans of
Polish origin. The import and dis-
tribution side is handled in the
U.S. and Canada by the Polish
Record Centers of America, based
at 3055, North Milwaukee Ave.,
Chicago, Ill. 60618. The company
is headed by Jan Wojewodko,
well-known impresario for Polish

artists in the area. The firm is
in contact with branch firms
throughout the rest of North

America.

“Many American music fans
must surely have heard of such
Polish conductors as Witold Ro-
wicki, Stanislaw Wislocki, Henryk
Czyz or Jan Krenz, or such well-
known performers as soprano
Stefania Woytowicz, bass Bernard
Ladysz, soprano Halina Lukom-
ska, Mezzo-soprano Krystyna
Szostek - Radkowa, baritone An-
drzej Hiolski and tenor Wieslaw
Ochman,” said Ronowicz.

Well-known international rec-
ord companies often purchase Pol-
skie Nagrania recordings on li-
cense agreements. Polish record-
ings have already appeared on
such labels as Philips (Holland),
Telefunken (Hamburg), DGG
(Hamburg), Ricordi (Italy), Erato
(France), CNR (Holland) and
Nippon Columbia (Japan).

Gain Awards

A number of Polish recordings
have gained international awards.
These include Karol Szymanow-
ski's  “King Roger” (Mua)—
which received the Grand Prix
du Disque—Lutoslawski’s “Livre
pour orchestra” (Muza) and his
“Three Poems” (Muza) — which
gained the Kussevitky Award;

The move is
being made in conjunction with
the recently established policy to
place new emphasis on the label
and offer high-quality recordings
while widening Philips’ product
scope.

Twenty-seven remastered items
are triggering the plan, the re-
leases to be spread over a four-
month  period Dbeginning this
month. First release will be avail-
able to dealers on Thursday (10).
The projected release schedule
calls for a total of 75 domestic
albums to be imported this year.
These will consist of converted
catalog product only. Some 50
new items will also be imported as
part of the usual Philips U.S.
release program.

To make the dealer’s lot easier
regarding the picking of the con-
verted catalog items, Philips is in-
stituting a new numbering system
in its catalog. The imports will
be listed numerically in the regu-

lar import catalog section along
with the old domestic number
underneath. Also in the catalog,
will be a numerical conversion
listing, giving the old number
underneath.

Kaminstein, who joined the
Copyright Office of the Library of
Congress in 1947, and succeeded
the late Arthur Fisher as Register
in 1960, has been the major mov-
ing force in the struggle for revi-
sion of the U.S. Copyright law,
and in this country’s strengthening
position in international copyright.
Kaminstein has announced his plan
to retire on Aug. 31 of this year,
following the Paris meeting on
revision of the Universal Conven-
tion and the Berne Copyright Con-
vention.

CBS Will Sell
Part of Canadian
CATV Company

NEW YORK-—CBS will sell a
portion of its Canadian CATV
company, National Cablevision,
Ltd, in order to conform to the
foreign ownership regulations of
the Canadian government. The in-
terests in the CATV outlet will be
acquired by a group consisting of
the Quebec Deposit and Invest-
ment Fund and several Quebec
life insurance companies. After the
reorganization, National Cablevi-
sion will own CATV systems in
Montreal and Quebec City. CBS
hopes to retain a 20 percent inter-
est in the company.

In addition, CBS and the Sydney
W. Welsh Group of Vancouver
plan to form a public CATV com-
pany, which will include the re-
maining CBS interests in Canadian
CATYV systems. CBS plans to of-
fer shares to the public in the fall.

Both transactions are subject to
the approval of the Canadian
Radio-Television Commission.

Columbia Pictures Industries
Inc. reported a net loss of $611,-
000 during the fiscal third quar-
ter, ended March 27. In the like
quarter of 1970, net income was
more than $2 million, or 33 cents
a share. Gross revenue for the
third quarter declined to $64.5
million from $70 million a year
earlier.

For the nine months, net in-
come plunged to $347,000, or S
cents a share, from $5.3 million,
or 85 cents a share, a year before.
Gross income rose slightly to
$184.1 million from $182.8 million.

But Bell Records, the music
wing of Columbia Pictures, reports
that record and music publishing
operations have improved both in
sales and earnings.

Twentieth Century-Fox Film
Corp. lost more than $77 million
in 1970, although its first quarter,
traditionally good because it in-
cludes figures for the Christmas
season, showed a net of $4.5 mil-
lion, or 53 cents a share, com-
pared with $967,000, or 11 cents
a share in the like period a year
earlier.

In the midst of a proxy fight,
Fox has been splotched in red
for some time.

“But,” according to a corporate
spokesman, “it has been music
publishing, among other proper-
ties, that continues to give us
hope for a rebound situation.”
Fox is a minority owner of
Metro - Goldwyn - Mayer - con-
trolled music publishing compa-
nies, Robbins, Fiest & Miller.

Lumped together with “other
revenue sources” — Deluxe Labs,
Wylde Films, KMSP-TV—music
publishing and records fell 30
percent to $1,355,000 from $1,928, -
000. “You can bet, although, it
wasn't music that contributed to
that decline,” said the spokesman.

Gulf + Western Industries Inc.,
which owns Paramount Pictures
and Famous Music Co., stays
with tradition and prefers not to
report divisional performances.
But Charles G. Bludhorn, chair-
man of the conglomerate, told a
meeting of New York security
analysts that “Famous Music Co.
has been restructured and revi-
talized and is now becoming a
factor to be reckoned with in re-
cording, tape and sheet music.”

(Gulf 4+ Western recently ac-
quired Sega Enterprises, a Tokyo-
based manufacturer of amusement
devices and arcade equipment.)

“When we acquired Paramount
(and its other leisure time prop-
erties, like music publishing and
records),” Bludhorn said, “it was
in serious financial trouble. We
began a program that took almost
three years to carry out—to re-
store the company to preeminence
in the leisure time field.”

Kinney Services

Kinney Services Inc., the War-
ner Bros. (family of labels) par-
ent, failed to post a breakdown
of its entertainment companies in
a record six-month report. But it
is no secret that music (from War-
ner Bros.-Reprise, Atlantic and

Elektra) plays an instrumental
role in the companies’ fiscal
reports.

It reports profits of $20,365,-
000, or $1.10 a share, $1.01 diluted,
up more than 13 percent over
last year’s $17,976,000, or $1.02 a
share, 93 cents diluted. Gross
through March 31 jumped nearly
17 percent to $289,206,000 from
$247,385,000.

(Warner Bros. Records is likely
to receive a financial windfall
over the next few years from dis-
tribution of tapes. Ted Ashley,
chairman and chief executive of-
ficer of Warner Bros. Inc., said
a tape distribution arrangement
(with Ampex Corp.) will yield the
company $60 to $70 million in
revenues.)

(Although he didn’t elaborate

on the arrangement, Ashley told
security analysts in San Francisco
that this will be a substantial im-
provement from the company’s
previous current tape report.)

(Warner Bros.-Reprise and At-
lantic’ Records went to Ampex
for tape duplication and distribu-
tion under a multimillion-dollar
transaction.)

MCA’s overall performance,
including Universal Studios and
the record-tape-publishing  divi-
sion, is one of record sales and
profits. MCA reported a 20 per-
cent first quarter profit over last
year, posting $3,619,000 or 44
cents a share in net income, as
compared with $3,021,000, or 37
cents a share a year ago. Gross
revenues for the first three
months of 1971 totaled $78,868,-
000, compared with $72,814,000
during the same period a year
ago. Lew Wasserman, president of
MCA, said that records and tapes
continued their upward trend.

Wasserman stated the record-
tape division (Uni, Kapp and
Decca) turned around the last
quarter of 1970 and is running
substantially ahead of forecasts.
The division suffered from an
industry-wide slump in record
sales last year that led to inven-
tory write-downs and executive
and organizational changes, in-
cluding consolidation of its three
labels under a new chief, John
K. (Mike) Maitland, reelected to
MCA’s executive vice president
level along with Sal Chiantia, mu-
sic publishing, at the company’s
annual stockholder meeting Tues-
day (1) in Chicago.

Wasserman expects 1971 sales
and earnings to be the best in
MCA Records’ history.

MCA Technology

At the same time, he reported
that MCA Technology, a major-
ity owned electronics subsidiary
which includes Gauss, Electro-
dyne, Langevin, Optimation, Udac
and Saki, is recovering more
slowly than other divisions and
despite “substantial improvement”
from 1970 still isn’t expected to
be profitable this year.

MCA Tech lost money last
year and in the first quarter of
1971, but operated profitably in
April except for severance costs.

A corporate spokesman from
MCA said that MCA Tech could
turn more quickly on the ad-
vancement of a cassette-to-cas-
sette copier innovated by Gauss
and a new video recording disk
system.

The company is evaluating the
disk system to determine if it's
viable. “If it is,” Wasserman said,
“we’ll arrange some kind of man-
ufacturing agreement to produce
it.”

MCA Tech is already market-
ing its portable high-speed cas-
sette copier which duplicates the
contents of a master cassette once
every 2% minutes. The unit is
being marketed to the business,
industrial, institutional, audio-
visual and educational markets.

SAS Opens Office
In Beverly Hills

BEVERLY HILLS, Calif —SAS,
Inc., New York-based management
firm, has opened offices at 449
South Beverly Dr. here. The firm
will be represented by Danny Kes-
sler. Kessler will handle all West
Coast activities of music publish-
ing firms, promotions, concerts,
movie and television activities of
all SAS clients.

Sydney Seidenberg stated that
the reason for a West Coast office
was because of plans to place more
SAS clients on TV and film. The
SAS roster includes B.B. King,
Eugene McDaniels, Patterson Sing-
ers and Bull. Press relations for the
Coast branch will be handled by
Jay Bernstein Public Relations,
Los Angeles.

Transamerica  Corp., which
owns United Artists Pictures and
UA Records (nee Liberty/UA
Records), has expressed optimism
for improved results in company-
owned entertainment divisions.

The motion picture business of
United Artists has reversed its
loss position of the last two quar-
ters and recorded a profit for the
first three months.

However, UA’s record and tape
operation suffered a loss for the
first quarter despite increased
revenues. A major reorganization
has been under way in the divi-
sion, with results expected to re-
flect in later earnings reports,
said John R. Beckett, chairman
and president,

In 1970, when UA’s total after-
tax loss was $45,480,000, of which
$17,980,000 represented operating
losses and $27,500,000 was an ex-
traordinary charge relating to
film inventory reduction, UA
Records (then Liberty/UA) posted
these figures:

Records and tape sales slipped
only about 3 percent to $74,603,-
000 from $76,687,000 in 1969,
while income from interest on in-
vestments decreased to $844,000
from $1,470,000.

It is indeed a bull nrarket in
most cases for music divisions,
and it could well climb to record
highs before the year is over. It
seems the turnabout is genuine.

of sales, “If T am not one of the
first 1,000 record and tape dealers
who qualify, I will pay any price
to be 1,001.

“Before 1 opened my in-depth
store in the fall of 1970, I found
myself swamped with special order
business. Being eager to create
customer goodwill (and sales), I
accepted all special orders. Many
of them (customers) have waited
up to six months for their records
and tapes. I want to be a FIND
dealer.

“After much time (and expense)
we find that we still receive only
about 30 percent fill and are losing
$500-$600 monthly on unfilled spe-
cial orders. Please send us details
on your FIND program.”
