Clark is there for sug-
gistions or for questions, Clark also
discounts the use of the “hot lhine”

- 50 Years Of Studio Mikes

By JOHN WORAM

NEW YORK-—Presented at the
recent convention of the Audio En-
Eineenng Sociely was an inleresting
paper by Dr. Harry Olson of RCA
Laboratories, who traced the devel-
opment of the studio microphone
over the past 30U years

In the 19205, omm-dircetional
condenser and dynamic micro-
phones were developed in response
lo the needs of the emerging broad-
cast and sound molton picture in-
dustries. However, it was not untl
the early '30s that bi- and uni-direc-
tonal microphones came into crcu-
lauon

Early condenser mucrophones
were large and cumbersome, with as
many as three vacuum tubes con-
tamned within the mucrophone cas-
ing In fact, the physical bulk of the
micraphone tended 1o diffract high
frequencies, thus making an other-
wise omni-direcuonal microphone
more and more directional as the
frequency increases. The problem
inspired research into the develop-
menl of smaller microphones, and
by the early “30s, Aliec had wmitro-
douced a munuature condenser micro-
phone with an overall diameter of 4
wnch

Olson notes that the Hirst dynamac
moving <ol mucrophone was com-
mercially produced by Westemn
Electnc in the late 1920s |t was des.
ignated as model 618-A and had a
dumeter of about 3 inches. Like the
early condenser macrophones, the
618-A became more directional at
higher [requencies

In the late 1930k, Western Elecinc
introduced its model 630A dynamic
microphone. Encased in a sphernical
enclosure, it preserved its omni-di-
recional charactenstic over the fre-
quency range from 30 Hz o 15 kHz

In 1931, RCA completed develop-
ment of 115 model 44A nbbon micro-
phone, with an improved model, the
44B, appeanng in 15940, Olson notes
that to this day it appears impossible
0 duphcate the sensitivity ol this
type of nbbon microphone.

RCA’s model 77TA nbbon micro-
phone became available in 1933 and
achueved immediate acclaim since
its unu-directional charactensuc was
recognized as a valuable production
aid. As Olson observes, the popu-
lanty of the umi-directional micro-
phone continues (o this day

Further advances in microphone
design led 1o the model 77C, a 1941
microphone in which the character-
isuc could be switched between
omni-, bi- and uni-directional. A
further-improved model 77DX g5
still manufactured by RCA.

Olson cites the development of the
electret microphone as an important
breakthrough in condenser micro-
phone lechnology, and in a paper by
H. Kubota of the Sony Corp., recent
developments in electret micro-
phones are described

Electret microphones have been
commercially avalable since 1969,
and offer the advantage of a per-
manently polarized diaphragm. Ku-
bota says it may take 30 to 100 years
for a well-designed electret micro-
