There was no Goubt of it, but that Silly Bill
was tbe hest '‘smiper’’ that ever worked in
the city of K— The agent of every show
that visited that city was loud in his praise
of the work done by Silly Bill, and always
congratulated the hill posting firm on the
vlegant showing they pgot with paper intend-
ed for dead walls, ash-boxes and other places
not touched by the regular bill posters.
Bilt was loaded down with paper he man-
aged to get It all up, and he never kichked.
He was the most profitahle employe that the
bill posting firmm had, and yet he was not
on the regular pay-roll. The reason for tnis
can only be given hy relating how Bill came
to get in the employ of the bill posting firm.
In May a man had been picked up near to
the railroad that skirted K——. Ile was nn-
conscious when found, and upon being taken
to the clty hospital, the physicians declared
that the prospeets of his rec ry were slim
indeed. His skull had been fractured, and it
was feared that an operation would kill him.
After a numher of hours of consultation they
concluded to perform the operation, and did
s0. He immediately showed signs of Improve-
ment, and In a few days commenced to regain
strength. It was soon seen, however, that his
memory was entirely gone, for he could not
tell his name, where he had formerly lived
or anything about himself. Nothing had
heen found in his clothes that would give a
clue to his identity, and notwithstanding that
all the newspapers took up the story and puh-
lished details of the mysterious man, none
came forward to tell the story of his life.

The next
few days found Bill out with one of the wag-
ons every day, and he seemed delighted
when allowed to post a few snipes, The story
soon spread around the shop, and Bill was a
welcome companion to any man who had a
fot of sniping to do., for he could put up
quite an amount of paper in a day.

The hill posters pald for his food, and the
janitor allowed himn to sleep in the shop. Bill
seemed perfectly happy. One day there was
an awful press of work In the shop and a
scarcity of hill posters, and the foreman was
at his wit's ends to secure help. One of the
men suggested that he allow Bill to go out
sniping, and without any belief that the poor
fellow could do any work he allowed him to
g0. When, however, he inspected the work
the next day he was more than surprised at
the amount of work done, and the rneat man-
ner In which it had heen done. After that,
Bill was placed on the regular pay-roll, and
he did all the sniping. When pay-day came
and Bill was handed the envelope, be seemed
very much surprised, and juggled the money
in his hands as if it was toys or marhles.
Then he threw it in the midst of a crowd of
urcbins who congregated near the shop, and
Jaughed with glee as they scrambled for it.

This story was told to thc boss, and be had
a talk with Bill and tried to explain to Bill
that the money he got was not to he thrown
away, hut Bill did not seem to understand.

Two Stock Shows.

As the outcome of the International Llve
Stock Exposition, which haa been in progress
at the stock yards for a week, there wiil he
established In Chicago two permanent an-
nual stock expositiors. The first wiii be held
In the fali, immediately after the closing of
the State and county fairs, and the other will
follow in the first week in December of each
year. The eariy faii meeting wiil be arrauged
for the breeding classes or fancy stock, while
it is pianned to make the aecond distinctiveiy
a fat-stock show, to be modeled after the
great annual show at Smithfield, England,
but on a larger scale.

Generai Manager Skinner, of the present
exposition, announced the foregolng as the
general pian mapped out hy the promoters of
the show. The matter wiil be taken up at
the next meeting of the Nationai Llve Stock
Association in Sait Lake City, and In Janu-
ary Mr. Skinner wiii meet the president of
that association and a committee of three
from each of the natlonal breeding associa-
tions for the purpose of perfecting arrange-
ments for the aunuai shows. This meeting
will he held in this city.

The managers estimate the week’'s attend-
ance at 250,000. The numher of visitors who
paid is estimated at ahout one-tenth of the
entire number. It was announced that there
would he a deficit of ahout $i5.00, owing to
the generous policy of the management in
distributing passes

Eight hundred young women from the Chl-
cago Normal Schooi, accompanied by fifty
teachers, attended the live-stock show hy in-
vitation of the management.

About Street Fairs.

To the Editor of **The Hillhoard:"’

Dear Sir—1 note in a recent issue of “The
nllhoard™ that yaeu state that street falrs
have ahout had their day We can agre
with you to a certain extent. Unforiunately
this conditlon eovers a great deal of terr
tory eof the

country, but fortunately there
are a number of safely established street fairs

cities that are assured successes The
committees of these eities are wide-awake men
who are on the square, and believe in adver

tising their eities instead of themselves, and

are willing to pay everybody who assists
them.

One does not have to go far to obtain the
reasons for the decline of street fairs it

1s readily traced to the fault of committee-
men Men are chosen to dictate the poliey
of a street fair and handle the finances, whe
are no more eapable to do so than they would
be to organize and finance the building of 2
great ship eanal. Their egotism, petty jeal-
s, narrow-unnded ignorance, upled
with a desire to “"best” everybody, has un-
doubtedly been tiie undeing of the greatest
merchants’

ousi

advertising proposition that has
ever been diseovered in the way of
attracticns. These men
ness. ' Their actions are neothing more ner
less than fraudulent transactions in many
casges, In a number of eities, committeenier,
have engaged talent of different kinds f the
purpose cf drawing visitors to their cities and
entertaining them. (The committeemen he-
ing merchants, they all make money direetly
and Indirectly by the engaging cf this talent.)

Several cities holding street fairs have ab-
golutely refusid te pay these hard-werking

outdcor
call their acts' busi-

pecple who have been induced to travel many
miles to seck employment, believing that they
were doing business with legitimate peoplc
In geveral instanees they had to be helped
out cf the e¢ities. The only excuse the com-
mitteemen had to offer was that they “‘needed
the money.”* They ceolly informed the per-
formers that they owed, in one instanee; that
the money was in the bauk and if the péople
wanted it they could sue for it. Show people
know their ¢haneces to win are not one
thousand, and their engagement in other
cities prohibits tham frem entering into law
suits. The cemmittee knew this, and conse-
quently teok advantage of it. Their actions,
to say the least, were contemptible as they
are dishonest. They ccmmence telling you
from the timme you enter their eity that they
are legitimate business men and are responsi-
ble. These facts ere gathered after a earefui
investigation. AMr. Louis Oppenheimer, as
hard a worker as ever lived, put in eight
weeks' time at Nevada, Mo., and the *"bust-
ness men’ (sie’) of the town refused to pay
him a penny, and he was forced to remain
over and get up a benefit in the town for
the show people, who were employed ther
by the committee and left stranded This
is only one instance where hard-working pro-
moters who have devoted their time, brains
and energy for the benefit of the people wheo
derive just ten times as much finaneial re
sults as they do, and all of the glory. In
sonme eities where suecesses have been ob-
tained this year hy promoters, the commuittec
got so jealous that they went around on the
“sneak’” to the newspaper ofiices and request-
cd the newspapers n > Liines
of the promoter n any way, while frankly
confessing that without the promoters’ aid
they could never have made a success. An
energetic promoter of a street fair, if he has
experience and ability, is just as essential to
a comniittee as a skilled surgeon is to a
patient, or an intelligent lawyer is in a law
suit. 1 note several hreezy letters from win-
ter street fairs in the South, written hy Mr
Frank M. White, who in a very abie and ca-
pable way verifics the above faets (if you
read between the lines). Yeou will no doubt
find some committecman who has the “gall’
that we have referred to in the abeove lines,
and who wiil endeavor to defend their cause
hy teilicg you that the reason that street
fairs have had their day is the fauit of the
Midway showmen. This is not the truth, for
the fiy-by-night Midways started out early
in the season attempting te furnish obscence
shows, scon went to the wall They were
shunned by their own feliow-showmen, as
well as by respectable committeemen, and in
many cases the committeemen reserved the
ht to protect the public if they wishad to
do #£o0 in their contracts. The newspapers in
all cities were on their goard, and threatened
all manner of things if the shows were not
conducted in a proper manner. This had a
tendeney to stop vulgar she

straightferward manner. These conditions a
to be regretted, for merchants and n
turers know by cxperience that they get
quicker and better results in o« small, com-
paet exposition than they do in an inter

seems a pity that the men who prolit most
