MOMENTOUS ISSUES DECIDED 

AT THE BARTHOLDI 

TRIBUNAL. 

Precedents Thrown to the Winds, 

Traditions Torn Up by the Roots 

and the Whole Edifice of the 

Association Shaken Down, 

Turned Inside Out and 

Made Oyer. 

The most notable meeting of bill posters 
ever held in the history of hill posting, one 
that will be written down in the annals of the 
1 raft as the most important event ever re¬ 
corded. was the meeting of the board of di¬ 
rectors of the Associated Hill Posters of the 
I'nited i^tates and Canada, which was held at 
the Hotel Bartholdi, New York City, .Ian. 7 
to 9. 

As predicted in last week's issue of "The 
Billboard. ' the meeting was marked by great 
upheaval, broad, sweeping changes In the 
existing order of things and a complete meta- 
motphosis of the association itself. 

Nothing quite so radical was even dreamed 
of, much Uss expected, by bill posters in at¬ 
tendance. and even some of the members of 
the board had no inkling of the surprising 
action to be taken. And yet it went through, 
partly because it was the only logical escape 
from a difficult situation beset by many com¬ 
plications. and partly because of the personal 
magnetism of one man—the one who evolved 
and proposed the scheme—O. J. Gude. 

Briefly, the action taken looks toward the 
(oinplete wiping out of the Associated Bill 
Posters' Protective Company, the Bill Post¬ 
er-Display Advertising Publishing Company, 
the International Distributors' Association, 
and the reconstruction and rebabitulation of 
the Associated Bill Posters on a basis that 
will take over all three of the organizations 
first mentiomd. 

Instead of there being four separate and 
distinct bodies, as heretofore, they will all be 
merged Into one. and it will be reorganized 
on corporate lines. The unit of representa¬ 
tion will be the town of ten thousand popu¬ 
lation, which will hold one share of stork and 
be entitled to one vote on measures and at 
elections. Towns of twenty thousand will 
have two votes. Cities of fifty thousand will 
have five votes, etc., etc. The membership 
fees and dues will be regulated in like man¬ 
ner. 

Committees have been appointed to bring 
about the various dissolutions and reorgani¬ 
zations, but the plan, although nominally in 
abeyance, is practically already adopted. In 
the vernacular, it is all over but the shouting. 

While there is a romm.ltee from each or¬ 
ganization in the deal, the principal work 
on the matter of reconstruction, revision of 
constitution and by-laws, reorganization and 
incorporation will devolve on the big five— 
viz., O. J. Gude. Samud Pratt. J. F (> Meaita, 
K. C. Donnelly and C. F. Filbrick 

After the teismic waves had subsided and 
the dust of wreckage cleared away, the lob¬ 
byists found that other matters had engaged 
the attention of the boaid. even if they had 
been lost sight of in the cataclysm of icono- 
clasm. 

.MINOR MATTER? 

In the ordinary business fansacted, that 
which attract*d the most atti-eition was prob¬ 
ably that relating to the solii itor.- The board 
of directors went on record on tlijs question 
in no unceitain manner. "No newspaper 
agents need apply." was blazoned abroad in 
letters ten feet high. Applicntiors were on 
file from I»rd ii Thomas. Chicago: Mahin 
Advertising Company. Chicago; Banning Ad¬ 
vertising Company. Chicago; Pettengiil * 
Co.. Boston; Geo. E Troop. Chicago; Clarence 
E. Runey. Chii ago. In their eagerness fer 
emphasis in the matter of turning down the 
newspaper men. the board turned all the aji- 
plicaiits down indiscriminately. Runey and 
Troop went down with others, although 
neither belongs in that class This action 
does not affect Mr. Runey. as he pos.-iesses a 
frani hise and can send out woik and claim 
the commission just the same. 

In this connettion much int'rest was man‘- 
fested in the charges against N W. Ayer A- 

Son. of Philadelphia. They are essentially a 
newspaper agency, and the posting en ' of 
their business is merely a side line with tic m 
although thev have sent out a great deal of 
work. There was much feeling manifested 
against theni. Charges against them of rate- 
cutting filid by .Mr Runev came before the 
tribunal. The hearing had not proceeded f.nr 
when Mr. Runey withdrew his charges Their 
attitude on other matters came in for con¬ 
siderable attention and criticism, however. 

and they will have to sign the "obligation of 
honor ' and otter some satisfaetory explana¬ 
tions at the next meeting or meet with sum¬ 
mary treatment. 

The matter of the Roehester Bill Posting 
Company and the decision of the supreme 
court upholding the city ordinance having 
become a national issue, next claimed the at¬ 
tention of the board. The association's at¬ 
torneys were present and briefly present*d 
the 1 as*-, as follows, viz.; "In the case of the 
city of Rochester against Robert West, inan- 
agt r cf the Rochester Bill Posting Company, 
the defendant wiis arrtst«-d April 3il, IsyT. 
chargid with ihe violation of Sections 8 and 
;* of an ord.nance i,f the c.ty of Rochester, 
cntitl*d '.An Ordinance Relating to Bill Post¬ 
ing and Bill Boards.' adopted by the com¬ 
mon council of the city, Dec. 22, 1896. Those 
sections are as follows: 

" 'bic. 8. No person shall hereafter erect 
any b.ll board more than SiX feet in height 
w.thin the city of Rochester without permls- 
s.on of the common council. Every applicant 
f*ir permission to cre*t a bill board more than 
six feet in height within said city is required 
to g.ve one week's notice in writing, person¬ 
ally or by mail, of such application to the 
ow ners, occupants cr agents of all houses and 
lots within a distance of two hundred feet 
from where such bill board is to be erected. 
No su< h application shall be considered by 
the common council without verified proof 
of the service of the notice herein described. 
<.r the writtei (■ ■•‘-ent of such owners, occu¬ 
pants or ag the erect.on of said bill 
board 

" '?ec. 9 or other structure within 
said city b..<iii u. used as a bill board with¬ 
out the consent of the common council. The 
same notice and proof required by Sec. 8 of 
this ord.nance shall be necessary to obtain 
the consent of the common council to use 
such fence or structure as a bill board.' 

"Section li) provides for a fine in case of a 
violation of any of the provisions of the ordi¬ 
nance. 

"It IS admitted that the defendant, on April 
26. 1897. ereited a bill board more than six 
feet in height on Lake avenue, without taking 
any cf the steps provided for by the fore¬ 
go.iig ordinance. It was also conceded that 
'Suih bill board was ere* ted upon lands 
leased by the said Rochester Bill Posting 
Ctjmpany. and that such bill board was well 
constructed of new material, and 'that out of 
six thousand posters put up each week for 
forty weeks of the jear. not more than four 
hundred would go upon a bill board six feet 
b gh.' 

The case was submitted to the police justice 
upon these facts, no other testimony being 
taken, and on June 4 judgment was entered 
against the defendant for the sura of J.'>. On 
appeal, the county court affirmed the judg¬ 
ment. The appellate division affirmed the 
judgment of the county court, and allowed 
an appeal to the court of appeals, certifying 
the following questions; 

" 'First —Whether or not the common coun¬ 
cil of the city of Rochester has authority, un¬ 
der Subdivision 21, Section 4ii of its charter, to 
pass the ordinance under consideration in this 
case. 

"Sfcond—Whether or not the ordinan**- in 
*!uestion is not an unrea.'-oiiable and undue 
restraint upon a lawful trade and business, 
and also a restraint upon the lawful and b'-n- 
eflcial use of private property.' 

".lustiie .Martin writes the following opin¬ 
ion : 

" Whether this appeal should be sustained 
depends wholly upon the validity or invalid¬ 
ity cf an o-d'.name cf the plaintiff which for¬ 
bid.* the erection, within its limits, of bill 
boards more than six feet in height without 
the consent of the (ominnn council. By its 
character the plaiiitifT was authorized "to 
license and regulate bill posters and bill 
distributers and sign adv* rtiaing. and to pre- 
wribe the terms anil *-oiii!;tioi.s ution wh'ch 
iinv BU*h Ii*en‘e shall he granted, and to pro¬ 
hibit all unlicensed persons from acting in 
such capacity. (Ch. 14. Laws ISSII. Sec. 40, 
Sulal V 21. as amendi-d, l.,awH 1894, Ch. 28, 
?*<• 9 I 

" 'Wc think this statute conferred upon the 
<</mmon council *;f »he city authority to regu¬ 
lar* ta.arfis erecitd for the |iur|i(isc cf bill 
I-*i8ting. s*) far. at least, h-' such regulation 
was ii*eessary t*> tlie safety *r welfare of the 
inhabitants of the eity. *>r iiers*ins pass'i.g 
along its strtefs That iir-piselv what the 
erd i.ar*o in *)iiest on was iiiKmle*! to aeeom- 
plish To regu-ale is to govern bv, or sub- 
ji 1 t to. eirtain rules or restrietion. It im- 
til ea a iiowt r of restrietuin and restraint, not 
orlv as to the n;ann<r t.f eondiieflng a fpeei- 
111 busin*ss, blit also as t** the i rc*tion in e-- 
neon '• hieh 'he busuiess is to be eondin iid.

" Nor d*> we think that the aiipellant's elalm 
that th's Rta'ute was unauthorized can be 
sustain* d It is obvious that its luirpf.se was 
to allow the (cmmim cooncll to jirovide f*ir 
fh<- welfare and safetv cf the commun'ty in 
the in'iniciiialilv to which It apriti**!. If the 
dffendant's aothor'ty to ere* t bill boards was 
w holly unTtnited as to height and dim* nsl*>ns. 
they m'ght readilv become a constant and 
coiit'niiing danger t*) the live-- and person* 
of thos* who hb'Mild pass along the street In 

proximity to them. That the legislature had 
power to pass a statute authurixilig the city 
to adopt an ordinance winch, if eiilorce*!, 
would obviate that danger, we have no doubt 
Nor was It III (oiiflict with any provis.on of 
the State or Fedcial Constitut.on. The fact 
tiiat no injury has occurr«-d by reason of the 
ereitioii ct tlie P>ll lioard in question, or that 
It IS improbaole that any such injury w>ll 
incur lucrein.iii, is not controlling upon (he 
question uiid* r coasidt ration 'I he validity 
cf u statute is nut to be di '.ermiiicd by what 
has been Oune in any particular instance, but 
by what may be dene under it (Stuart vs. 
laiiiur. 74 N. Y 18::. Gilman vs. 'tucker, 128 
N. \ 190. 2i8i » 

" 'It is iquully true that the validity of a 
statute or urdiiiunce is not to be determined 
irom its efte*t lu a particular ca.se, but upon 
Its gent rai purpose and its effieiency to etlect 
that end. When a statute is obviously in¬ 
tended to provide for the safety of a lummu- 
luty, and an ordinance under it is reasonable 
and in compliance with its purinise, both the 
statute and the ordinance are lawful, and 
must be sustained. (Village of t'ardiage vs 
Frederi* k. 122 N. Y. 2(k8. I’eople ex rel. vs. 
I’ralt, 129 N. Y. 68. Mayor, eti .. vs D. D. 
E & B. R. R Co.. i:{3 N. Y. 104, Cily of 
Rochesltr vs. Simpson. 124 N. Y. 414. People 
vs. Haviior, 149 N. Y. 19.'>, 2o4 I 

We are of the opinion that this ord.nance 
is reasonable, that the legislature authorized 
its adoption; that the statute in pursuance 
ol w hi* n it was pass* d was valid, and. con¬ 
sequently. that the defendant's appeal *an not 
be sustained. 

It follows that the judgment appealed 
from should be affrmtd riie questions cer¬ 
tified to this *ourt are answered as follows: 

" '1. The common council of the city of 
Rochester had authority, under its charter, 
to pass the ord.nance under consideration. 

'2. The ord.nance in questum is not un¬ 
reasonable cr an undue restraint of a lawful 
trade or business, nor a restraint upon the 
lawful and beneficial use of private property 

t) Brien, Bartlett, Haight. Vann and 
Landon. J. J., eoncur. Parker. Ch J.. not 
s.t'ing. 

" 'Judgment affirnitd. with costs ' " 
The board, under advice cf their attorney.*, 

dec.ded to carry the case to the Supreme 
Couit of the I'nited States, if necessary t*> 
beat it. The Idea that an ordinance limiting 
the height of bill boards is not "unreasonable 
or an undue restraint cf a lawful trade or 
business, nor.a restraint upon the lawful and 
beneficial use cf private proijerty" is r.di*- 
ulous. It affects every bill poster in the coun¬ 
try. and must not be allowed to stand. The 
action of the board will be generally ap¬ 
proved. 

The next matter in the order of importance 
was the resolution to change the place of the 
next meeting from ?an Francise-o to Buffalo. 
That this is a wise move goe.s without saying 
The resolution was offered by Mr. O'Mealla. 
seconded by Mr. Ramsey Mr Gude. while 
concurring that San Francisco was too far. 
advised delay. .Mr. Pratt laiinted out that it 
would take over three weeks' time and at 
least ITsmi outlay on the part of every member 

-Mr. Filbrick pointed out the advantages of 
Buffalo during the exposition and the low- 
excursion rates from all over the country that 
could be obtained 

Mr. Campbell stood firm for San Franriw-o 
Mr. I.«cn. L) Owens also pointed out all the 
advantages of San Francisco, and predicted 
the good effe* t it would have on the bill post¬ 
ers of the Pacific coast. 

Mr. Gude offered an amendment, f-assing It 
up to the members-at-large in the shape of a 
postal card vote If the members prefer Buf¬ 
falo and vote accordingly, then Buffalo it is 
Mr. O'Mealia accepted the amendment as the 
original motion, and it rarrl*d. 

The Springfield Bill Posting Company was 
expelled for instituting opposition against the 
Fiske Bill Posting Company at Worcester. 
.Mr. Gilmore, of the Spr.ngfi* Id Bill Posting 
Company, claim* d that he was the s*ile owner 
of the oiqxisition plant, but the stat'.unery 
b*)re the names of lyenoir and Perkins, and 
this was *'on8ider*d evidence that they were 
refponsible for the opp*)8itlon at the time It 
was institiittd. regardless of who now owned 
the plant, and hence were guilty of conduct 
unbt*omlng a member. The matter of select¬ 
ing a new member for the franchise at 
Springfield thus vacated was referred to the 
New England Bill Posters' Association. 

About the same action was taken against 
Fr*d Jennings, whose father Is guilty of In¬ 
stituting opposition at Hartford against the 
member at that point It Is not at all clear 
that Jennings' father is connected with the 
plant, however, and the chances are that the 
New England Assorlatlon will reinstate him. 
The New England Ass*>eiatl*)n meets Monday. 
.Ian. 14, and we will announce the outctiir.e 
next week

One of the really great circus managers of 
this country is Louis E. Cooke, the general 
talented and popular representative of the 
Bailey and Cole interests in the three 
famous aggregations, Buffalo Bill's Wild 
West. Barnuin and Bailey and the Korepaugh- 
Sells Shows. Mr. Cooke was born in Penn¬ 
sylvania. tie is essentially a self-made man. 
and although not yet fifty years old, is ree- 
ognited as without a peer in his profession 
in this country. liis father moved W€“st and 
fettled at Kalamazoo, Mich., where most of 
his boyhood days were spent. Mr. Cooke be¬ 
came a newspaper man in his youth and soon 
achieved an enviable reputation in that line. 
He was twenty years of age when he was en¬ 
gaged by Professor Martino, the California 
illusionist. Mr. Cooke did all the work of 
advertising himself. There were no regular 
bill posters except In one or two towns in 
.Michigan. It was with W. W. Cole that Mr 
Cooke made his first great reputation. He 
rose from middleman to general agent at 
the close of one of the most remarkable cir¬ 
cus tours ever made. 

Starting at St. Louis, the Northwest was 
covered and California, and for the winter 
season steamers were taken to New Zealand. 
Tasmania and Australia and back to San 
Franci8< o in the spring. It was the first big 
circus that ever toured the antipodes. Cross¬ 
ing the continent completely as far as Hali¬ 
fax. the aggregation wound up at New York 
for the winter, making three continuous show 
seasons and never missing a date. Mr. Cole 
cleared semettaing like a third of a million 
on the trip, and retired from business for the 
time. Itefore that, however, Mr. Cooke had 
been engaged by Forepaugh as general agent 
and as such contracted for Madison Pipiare 
Garden, shutting Barnum out of New York 
and making the latter com'bine for the sea¬ 
son and later divide the show territory on a 
basis of equuality for a four years’ contract. 

It was at this juncture that Mr. Bailey 
bought back the Barnum Show. He wanted 
Mr. Cooke as an exchange with the Fore¬ 
paugh management, and got him. to that for 
the past ten years Mr. Cooke has been con¬ 
tinually with Itailey. and during that time 
made the big deals which have given the lat¬ 
ter practical control of the show business in 
America. He made the contract with the Buf¬ 
falo Bill Show whereby Cody and Salisbury 
retain the performance, name, title, fame, 
etc., but the Bailey interests own the cars, 
tents, paraphernalia, and do the moving from 
town to town. Bailey bought out Forepaugh's 
show on the latter's death and the Sells-Fore- 
paugh combination was formed. Then on 
Barnum’s death Mr Bailey bought out the 
latter's interest in the Barnum * Bailey 
Show. He detailed Mr. Cooke to go to I..on- 
don to make arrangements for the latter ag¬ 
gregation's trip abroad. Kailrnad contracts 
were made with the English road for five 
years, and the first American cars ever run 
the other side of th1^ ocean were put on by 
the Yankee management. After the show- was 
established permarentlv abroad. Mr. Cooke 
returned to this eoiintry to leeok after Mr 
Bailey's Interetts in the sheiws here, and now 
represents the Barnum fr Bailey aggregiit'on 
in Ameriea. When the latter was syndicated 
in England. Mr. Bailey st’ll retained the con- 
t-olling stoek, and Is with the show in Ger- 
tnany. Meanwhile, Mr Cooke's former em- 
rilove*-. W. W. Cole, again became heavilv In¬ 
terested in the two shows In America, He is 
now in Europe also, linving Mr Cooke as the 
active head on this side of the Atlantic of the 
three great aggregations. The latter d'vldes 
h's t’me between them, inak'ng his head- 
ouarters at various (loints d fferent parts of 
the stason. His, nominal home Is Newark. 
N. .1 , wh<re he has an interest In the Con- 
t'nental hotel. He was tnarriid to Miss Katie 
Bartlett, of Corning N. Y . and is blessed 
with five children. The curious part of It Is 
that all of their first names lugin with V. 
and the circus magnate takes fatherly pr'de 
in rolliiis out the list cf them Virglllne, Vlc- 
t( r. Viola, Vivian and Vulcan.

The nwist annoying pest around a show is 
always the candy butcher, who persists and 
insists uiwin shoving his wares under the 
noses of the willing and unwiH'ng patrons 
of the c'rcus. Kecentiy several railroads abol- 
Isht d the randy butcher from their trains, 
notably the t'hlragu A Alton, the I.w>hlgh Val- 
b y and the Krle. Some of the best show 
luanagtrs in the country have been trying 
for years to get rid of these petty larceny 
fellows, who have brought disrepute uiwin 
loany otherwise reputable tent attru< lions 
Now that the railroads have destroyed the 
oi l upstion of the randy butcher, it is prob 
iililo that many of the big shows will take 
-lops In the same direction. The "t'hicago 
Ueoord.” In a recent editorial, solemnly bids 
fan well to the candy butcher on the trains 
as follows’ 

"The action of some of the railway rom- 
paiiic-s In d»M- ding to remove the trainNiy 
from their service apparently marks an In¬ 
evitable step In evolution In the days when 
'ravel was much slower and dining cars were 
rare the trainboy was almost a neoesslly, and 
I"’ o rtalnly did much to ameliorate the hard- 
bi|>s of travel.

Baboon in the Hands of Dentists. 

' I’cte.” the n« w baboon of the Norris & 
Kowe Alilnial Show, which is occupying the 
old Mills Tabernacle, HakUnd. Cal , as win¬ 
ter quarters, was given a taste to-day of hu¬ 
man civilization very much against his will. 
He Joined the show only a short time ago. 
and then very much against his will, 
for he is apparently very much angered that 
he should ever have been molest* d In his jun¬ 
gle home and placed behind strong Iron bars. 

He was purchased by Norris, who has suc¬ 
cessfully trained dogs. cats, ponies, monkeys, 
elephants and a zebra and now longs to try 
his hand at training a baboon. I’ete is the 
subject that he chose A day or two ago Nor¬ 
ris d«H Ided to b*-gtn tha education of the 
baboon, but before he had got well along with 
the first lesson he was attacked by the 
bnbo*)n. which weighs over llH) pounds, and Is 
verv strong and active 

While Norris was not Injured In the mIx-up. 
he bei'sine convln*-ed that he would feel more 
contented In the society of the animal If he 
had his sharp tusks renmved. Accordingly, 
Norris and his partner set aN>ut making the 
necessary arrangements fur a tooth pulling. 

and aa It Is a desire of the showmen not to 
cause any of the animals needless pain. Hr. 
li. H. Hamlin was called In to give the 
baboon chloroform while Hr. H. F. Travers 
pulled the objectionable teeth. 

How to get at the animal that he might be 
made to inhale chloroform r*-quired the use 
of I oiisid* rable ingenuity, but a device was 
r.gged up wh.ch was very like placing the 
baboon's head in stocks. Hoards were placed 
about him so that he could not injure the op¬ 
erators with bis hands or feet. 'This done, a 
sort of improvised wire hood lined with ab¬ 
sorbent cotton was sli|>ped ov*-r his head. 

The I'otton had previouely been soaked in 
chloroform and it r*-quired a wait of but a 
few minutes until the baboon was readv to 
have bis teeth pulled, though it required no 
little exertion on the part of the dentist to 
d slodge the teeth from their firm setting. 
As scon as his gums heal his education will 
be resumed and Norris says he can go about 
that work with a feeling of safety that was 
very much lacking prior to the tooth-pulling 
incident.

Fight between Deer and Cougar. 

Vancouver, B. C., Jan. 12.—A fight to the 
death between a dier and a cougar was wit¬ 
nessed by two hunters on the north fork of 
Kettle Kiv<r, in the Interior of British Co¬ 
lumbia 

The contestants were a large buck and a 
powerful cougar, and John Sell and A. B. 
Jones, who were up country on a fortnight’s 
shooting trip, tay that it was a battle royal 

The attention of the chance onlookers was 
attracted to the scene at the moment when 
the cougar launched himself upon the buck 
from the limb of a tree. He landed squarely 
upon the shoulders of the buck, the force of 
the leap almost throwing the deer to the 
ground. The buck recovered himself almost 
instantly, however, and the battle began. 

Tossing his head back, the buck poised 
himself for a second and drove two prongs 
of bis antlers into the cougar's body; then, 
with a deft swing forward, threw his enemy 
to the ground. Leaping backward, the bead 
of the herd, with lowered head, awaited a 
second attack. 

The buck had not long to wait for a re¬ 
newal of the contest, for, with a roar of pain 
and rage, the cougar sprang' upon him. He 
was deftly i aught upon the antlers of the 
buck and burled high in the air. The mo¬ 
ment the cougar struck the ground the buck 
was upon him, striking savagely with his 
fore feet, which cut like knife blades, and 
driving his antlers again and again Into bis 
enemy. But the cougar was no passive ad¬ 
versary. He tore frantically at the deer with 
his great claws, until the buck bad a great, 
gaping wound in his should* r. 

Finally they separated, but only for a sec¬ 
ond. for the cougar by this time, blinded with 
blood and almost disemboweled, crawled for- 
with for the final death struggle. Game as 
was the cougar, the odds were now wholly 
with the buck, and it did not take long to 
fliiith the cougar, although the latter made 
desp* rate efforts to reach the throat of the 
deer. 

The buck walked up to his fallen foe, 
struck him a few times with his feet, and 
then, aft<T sniffling at him and satisfying 
himself that the cougar was dead, slowly 
walked away. The hunters, with that sense 
of rough Justice which prevails In the hills, 
suffered the buck to escape unmolested by 
them, agreeing that an animal which could 
put up such a fight had earned the right to 
live.

The ball In Ihe leading trades union rcHiort 
and place of meeting for the C’lnclnnatl labor 
organizations, which fact undoubtedly gave 
the enterprising agent of the aggregation the 
Idea of placing the exhibition “under Ihe aii- 
splcc-s of the trades unions” This action was 
wholly unauthorized, and was denounced by 
prominent labor leaders In unmeasured terms. 

ITesIdent Frank L Rist. of the Central 
I.abor (’oiincil. and several others staled that 
to their knowledge not a single one of the 
trades unions of the city either approved or 
Indorsed the show, and each ancl all were 
most hitler in their deniinrlatlons of those 
who were responsible* for the lying statement 
to that effect ('inelnnatl Enquirer.

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Players of Early Days. 

Mr. John W. Reilly has at his place of busi¬ 

ness, 4(S) East Fayette street, one of the most 

Interesting collections of theater programmes 

ever got together. The lover of histrionic lore 

may find here almost a complete serial story 

of the stage during the century just closed. 

Mr. Reilly has been an enthusiastic lover of 

the stage all his life. He inherited the senti¬ 

ment. as his father, the late John Ueilly, had 

the same feeling toward actors and acting. 

Retween them Messrs. Reilly have been col¬ 

lecting theatrical programmes for seventy- 

seven years, and the collection is not only in¬ 

teresting from the artistic standpoint, but has 

a great local value in its relation to Ralti- 

more theatrical life during the flrtt half of 

the century. The latest programme in the 

<‘ollection bears the date of 1ST4, and the ma¬ 

jority of the valuable framed slips of paper 

deal with events prior to the Civil War. 

The elder Reilly's restautant was a favor¬ 

ite resort for men whose names have been 

carefully preserved by history, and few actors 

of the older school now leave Raltimore 

without calling upon the son. At the latter's 

place is a plain but substantial mahogany 

table that has much more than passing his¬ 

toric interest. It was built for the elder 

Reilly's restaurant, and its history is told by 

the following card fastened to the wall above 

it; 

"Vide I The old Shakespearen table. In 

use since lS2<i. 

"Around this venerable and convivial board 

the great actors. Booth, pere et fll.s; Forrest. 

Macready, etc., and the statesmen Webster, 

Clay, Calhoun, etc., have often assembled and 

n ade the good old table re-echo their jovial 

wit and mirth. 

"Requicscat in pate. Reiily. 'Auld Lang 

Pyne.' ” 

About this old table giants of the stage 

have often gathered for merry hours before 

and after the evening performance, to drink 

hot brandy tt ddy and mull their ale. Seme 

of the old pewter pots ustd by celebrities of 

three-quarters of a century ago are now 

hanging, tattered and d.scolored, on the wall 

a’'ove the table. 

Actors, even the stars of the stage, were 

not wealthy men in those days. Terrapin and 

champagne suppers, like those of the present, 

were practically unknown, although terrapin 

was then cheap enough for almost any table 

to afford. Mulled ale. made by Inserting red 

hot pokers in pots of the foaming beverages, 

and hot brandy toddies were the actors' de¬ 

light. After a jovial session of several hours 

about the old Shakespearean table at Reilly's 

the party would usually adjourn to Dav.d 

Pierce's place, at Gay and Frederick streets, 

for a nightcap. This consisted of a glass ct 

whisky each, the price paid being one cent 

a glass. Mr. John W. Reilly is author.ty for 

the statement that this whisky was as fine as 

a man ever tasted. It sold for 16*4 cents a 

gallon and could bo got at a number of places 

in Baltimore. Mr. Reilly says it was quite 

amusing often to see a party of well-known 

actors standing on the street fishing in their 

pockets to niaVie up a pool of six cents in 

order to get six drinks of whisky to go to 

sleep on. 

Mr. Reilly has the programme that an¬ 

nounced the first appearance of Edwin Booth 

on any stage. It was for the week beginning 

Monday, Sept. 3, 1S49. The stage of the Bos¬ 

ton Museum was the scene and Sept. 10, 1H49. 

the time. The bill announced that the emi¬ 

nent tragedian. Junius Brutus Booth, would 

take the part of Richard HI. and that Edwin 

T. (Thempsen) Booth would play Tressel. 

The young actor evidently acquitted himself 

well, as he was in much demand as a star 

after his first appearance. 

One of the greatest supports ever tendered 

any man was that which John E. Owens en¬ 

joyed during the week of March 3, IStK!. It 

was at the Boston Academy of Music. Sup¬ 

porting him were E. L. Davenport (father of 

Fanny Davenport), William Wheatley, Mr. 

and Mrs. J. W. Wallack, Jr., Thomas Bar.-y, 

Mark Smith and Mrs. Julia Barrow, in the 

play, "The Poor Gentleman.” It was a fare¬ 

well benefit tendered the company, that had 

been playing to delighted audiences for many 

weeks at the Boston playhouse. 

In the older bill the tragedy was always fol¬ 

lowed by light, sparkling farce-comedy. Take, 

for instance, the first appearance of Edwin 

Booth as Tressel in "Richard HI.;” after 

the stirring tragedy was over the farce-com¬ 

edy "Slasher and Crasher” was produced. 

An example of the varied programmes may 

be shown by the following of Mr. Reilly's 

selection; At the Holliday Street Theater, 

March 8, 1862, J. Wilkes Booth appeared as 

Richard III., and Miss Anne Graham as Lady 

Anne. This, it is said, was played in due 

solemnity and decorum. Immediately after, 

a young woman railed Miss Olivia gave a new 

medley dunce, followed by the farce-comedy 

"Brother Bill and .Me.” During the next 

week, according to the bills, Edwin Forrest 

would take the part of Virginius, John McCul¬ 

lough that of Irilius, and Miss Athena that 

of Virginia, and this soul-stirring tragedy was 

to be followed by a farce-comedy called 

"Poor Pilliccddy.” 

One of the greatest casts ever got together 

was in 1849, when a benefit performance was 

tendered at the Front Street Theater to 

Thaddeas J. Barton, long a popular Balti¬ 

more memter of the retired force of actors. 

The play was "Julius Caesar,” and the cast 

was as follows—the greatest. It was said then, 

that was ever got together;

One of the bills cf the old Baltimcre Mu¬ 

seum has a sentimental Interest. The play 

is cailled "Leap Year.” and the time of pro¬ 

duction is October, 1857. In the cv* Miss 

Mary Devlin. A month or so after she went 

to Richmond, Va., and while there became 

the first wife cf Edwin Booth. She had long 

becn'"a favorite with Baltimore theater-goers. 

Adelina Patti was at the Holliday Street 

Theater in March,. 1*68, when she sang "Mar¬ 

tha." The priies were then .^0 cents and $1 — 

quite a difference from the prices of to-day. 

Another pregramme of Mr. Reiliy's collec¬ 

tion is for the "Naiad Queen,” produced at 

the Hell.day Street Theater in April. 1868. 

Stuart Robson appeared as Schnapps. 

When he was here last week -Mr. Robson 

called on his friend. Mi. Reilly, who showed 

h'm the old programme. Mr. Robson was 

deeply interested. He told of a benefit per¬ 

formance that was given him at the Holliday 

Street Theater many years ago. The house 

was crowded and the prices were high for 

those days. Mr. Robson got the entire gross 

receipts, and he receive-d $173. 

In the days before the Civil War. when 

stock companies were in every city, only the 

stars traveled from city to city, and not en¬ 

tire companies, as now. Theaters in each 

city had large stock companies, which were 

prepared at all times to support visiting stars. 

The latter sent on ahead the manuscripts of 

their plays, anl the members of the stoe k 

company were compelle;d to become proficient 

in their parts before the stars reach* d the 

city. Sometimes a new play was to be pro¬ 

duced each night, so that the troubles of the 

stock-company actor can be readily insagined. 

The leading man in the stock company got 

from $12.50 to $15 a week and the lesser lights 

from $4 .50 to $5. 

Playgoers in the old days evidently got their 

money's worth, according to some of the old 

bills owned by Mr. Reilly. One is for a Hol¬ 

liday Stref't performance In 1860. The pro¬ 

gramme opened with "William Tell” In five 

acts, with Harry Langdon as Tell. This was 

followed by the comedy, "The Persecuted 

Dutchman,” In two acts; a fancy dance by 

Miss Olivia and the farce, "Gudgeons at the 

Relay House.” The prices of admission were 

26 and 13 cents. 

The first minstrel performance was in 18.36 

at the Old Assembly Rooms, northeast cor¬ 

ner of Holliday and Fayette streets, where 

Mr. Reilly's saloon now stands. "The Old 

Virginia Serenaders,” consisting of six per¬ 

sons. gave an entertainment there and be¬ 

came so popular that minstrel troops sprung 

up all over the country. 

The great Irish comedian. Tyrone Power, 

began an American tour in Albany in 1836, 

appearing in the Town Hall. The attendance 

was considered enormous, and the prices 

high. Mr. Power got the total gross re¬ 

ceipts. amounting to exactly $74. In those 

days, and nearly until the Civil War period, 

the prices of seats were 50, 33. 23 and 15 cents. 

On March 10. 18.56. at Boston Theater, For¬ 

rest appeared as Richelieu, supiiorted by Mr 

and Mrs. John Wood. Mr. Belton, Mr. Sted- 

dart, W H. Carter and W.. A. Donaldson 

Mr. Donaldson took the part of Buradas. 

During the succeed.ng years he acted with 

several well-known stars, and when the Civil 

War broke out enlisted in the Federal Army 

and fought through that conflict, emerging as 

a major. He is now in charge of the Federal 

Cenutery at Loudon Park, to which place he 

came from Winchester, Va. 

As illustrating a style of performance that 

was popular half a century or more ago. the 

following programme at the Chestnut Street 

Th*ater. Philadelphia, July 17, 1848, is given 

The prices were 23 and 12*.s *‘ents, according 

to location.

Ponies Smarter than Horses. 

Looking to nature for a match to the av¬ 
erage pony, we find that he has very many 
cf the points of the primitive borse. Bur- 
1 bell’s z 'bra. the commonest species of South 
Afr.ta, has many of the gtxid points of the 
pony, and also many of the bad ones. He is 
short in the back, medium-slztd but strung, 
with a regular pony head and profile. But be 
has a bad shoulder and a short stride All 
zebras are sure-footed In rough ground, as 
ponies are, and. like |>onies, they can gallop 
both up and down steep and mountainous 
slopes. But the ponies represent a later de¬ 
velopment than the zebras, and better natural 
powers. As animals are not really progr«-88- 
ive, though by artifiiial selection their 
physique or mental capacity can be improved 
in certain directions, the ponies have often 
retained much that the horses have lost. The 
mare of an Arab chief, which lives dally with 
its master. Is ftd on little but wholesome 
food, and exists in nearly natural conditions, 
retains the qualities of endurance and Intel¬ 
ligence, augmented by the purity of its blood 
and by slightly inertased size. But the ar¬ 
tificially enlargid horse of Flurope, which 
s|>ends its life in the stable or harness, and 
supports Its Increand size by consuming 
greater quantities cf artificial food, loses con¬ 
stitution, endurance and brains. It Is not fair 
to our liors»*s to compare them with th» 
sharp-witted little ponies, btcause they are 
never given a chance to think for themselves 
1 he tendeiny for generations has been lo 
make them Into machines. That many of 
them retain the caiiacily for thinking and 
learning is proved by their cleverness when 
any one takes the trouble to teach them. But 
moet. for want of teaching, develop the weak- 
neeses cf ignorance, such as panic, excitabil¬ 
ity. helplessness in danger and a total Inabil¬ 
ity to understand anything which is new and 
strange. But In the matter of endurance and 
constitution the ponifs are first and the rest 
nowhere. Sir Walt* r Gllbey's collection of 
l>ony storit s from all lands. Burniab, Moroc¬ 
co, India. Turkestan, Figypt. Texas, the Sou¬ 
dan and Asia Minor, with the exi>erlenres of 
Bashi-Bazouks. |M>st r ders. Colonel Burnaby. 
Colonel Dodge and half a dozen transport of- 
flc« rs in as many British possessions, is de- 
I ghiful reading. I’erhaps the most deserving 
pony of the series was an American Indian 
Ptinv, whose aceoalnlance Colonel Dodge 
made In the great West. 

He offered $40 for It. but the owner asked 
$t'>isi. He luad ridtlen this pony during six 
months, when caTylng the mails between 
Chihuahua and Fll 1‘asn, nearly .KIO miles 
apart, through the territory of hostile 
Indians, Apache braves who would have tor- 
»>'red and Idllcd him If they had caught him 
He made this tierllous louriiey once a week 
on his |M>ny. hiding all day and riding all 
night for three sin i essive davs. F'or six 
months the pony carried him between 90 and 
list miles three nights In each week. Burnaby 
used to r.de 40 miles a dav on his Siberian 
IMiny. The cavalry In the dash for Metem- 
meh rode fourtien-band Arabs One day the 
regiment traveled 4o miles In 11V4 hours, with 
half a gallon cf water per horse and four 
pounds of grain. But the most satisfactory 
thing about ponies In generaJ la that from 
Corea to the Orkneys there In hardly a had 
breed They all seem able to do the maxi¬ 
mum of work on the minimum of food. Their 
intelligence Is easily accounted for. Flvery- 
where the pony In keut out of doors, and 
leads a more natural life than the horse. Its 
hardiness makes It a constant companion of 
man and It Is everywhere used for work and 
not for show. The Shi-tland pony, the small¬ 
est of his race and family, (he greatest prize 
and ptissesslon of our chlldhiHid, In now be¬ 
coming quite a personage on his own account 
His birthplace and bringing up, his career 
and obseiiules. are unique In the history of 
the world's domestic animals. Bom In hyper 
horean Islands of a diminutive father 
and still more diminutive mother. he 
basses from pasture to pasture In hosts, till 
he go<>s to the Mouth in a ship with hundreda 
of bis companions. Then he descends thou¬ 
sands of feet Into the earth, where he works 
by artificial light all hla life, and at his death 
ia brought aUive ground to be buried. To 
work In the mlnew ia the destiny of the ma¬ 
jority of Shetland ponlea.- -London Spectator.

Betting on Heats. 

This subject is one that appears to bear a 
charmed life. It has been discussed from 
every conceivable standpoint during the past 
ten years, and in spite of that is still un¬ 

settled and apparently as far from solution 
as ever it was. As long ago as 1890 it was 
pointed out as tlje disease that was slowly, 
but surely, sappirig the very life-blood of har¬ 
ness racing. Its opponents made a great deal 
of headway during the subsequent discus¬ 
sions. By that we mean that they apparently 
secured many recruits to their way of think¬ 
ing. But in spite of all. heat betting fiour- 
ished and increased, much after the manner 
of the candidate for political office who wins 
a contest at the polls despite the ridicule and 
abuse of his enemies. Later there came into 
the field a number of sturdy advocates who 
championed the cause of heat betting, and In 
so doing advanc'd arguments that were hard 
to meet. Among other things they pointed 
out the fact that every big "job" on the 
harness turf has been put through for the 
gains from the auction pools, which are on 
the result of the race and not on any heat. 
Some of them even went so far as to ad¬ 
vocate the abolition of auction pcncling, claim¬ 
ing that if such a course were pursued and 
the betting limited to the books and mutuals 
the number of "jobs" would be reduced to 
an almost unnoticeable figure. It is uii- 
nc*cessary. at this time, to attempt to decide 
between the two contending forces of de¬ 
baters. Nor does it appear that anything has 
been accompIi8he>d by either side. Heat bet¬ 
ting still lives, and. even now, after years 
of stubborn opposition, threatens to outlast 
the hopples, which, it is almost needless to 
say, have also been the subject of more or 
less aggressive warfare. One thing, how¬ 
ever, is certain: If the public wants to bet 
on heats it will place its money that way. If 
it turns against that form of betting the slate 
might as well be turned to he wall. There 
will be an ouburst of scandal, now and then, 
no matter what manner of laying wagers is 
in vogue, which means that some one will 
ever be looking for something different, even 
if he fails to get it.-The Horseman. 

Two Joes in Congress. 

We now have two noted Joes in Congress, 
both horsemen of high flavor, as well as 
statesmen. Joe Bailey, of Texas, and Joe 
Sibley, of Pennsylvania—both representative 
horsemen of large states as well as estates. 
And Joe Bailey has just given vent to some 
V-ell-timed views in reply to some narrow¬ 
headed critics who proclaimed that pure 
statesmanship could not be made to jibe with 
the horse business. We quote from the Texas 
Joseph: 

"I ran see nothing inappropriate in a man 
in public life owning a stable of horses. I can 
not see how this interest can conflict s'ith 
his public duties. The horse is the best, the 
most useful and intelligent of all the animal 
creation. He typifies the nob41lty of nature. 
To own a good horse ought to Improve even 
a good man."

Mr. Frank Rockefeller will not breed 
horses, but fine cattle, on bis new, mammoth 
Kansas ranch.
