who are back In dues: and that If they do 
not pa.v what they owe and one year's dues 
In advance Immediately, that their names 
be stricken from the roll. 
\ motion was made and carried that It 

was the opinion of the association that 
memiters of the association receiving paper 
from a solicitor should be paid In 30 days 
after expiration of contract, and that no¬ 
tice to this effect be sent solicitors at once.

It was lucky that the ai'cident did not hap 
pen when he was near the top. or serious 
results might have happened. <*ne of (he

BETTER FAIRS IN 1902. 
Suggestions to Fair Secretaries 

Prompt Answers to Corre¬ 

spondents. 

There Is a custom prevailing among sec¬ 
retaries of street and county fairs to delay 
an“wering corr«“sponilents, until the time 
given for “next address” to run out be¬ 
fore they can decide to answer. There Is 
no I'xcuse for this. A secretary who has to 
run to a committee for consultation is not 
worthy the name; he Is only a “figure-head” 
secretary. It Is, however, a lamentable 
fact that men who otherwise are considered 
smart and capable business men will, when 
placed upon a committee for the conduct of 
a str(H>t fair, swell ufi like a toad, and get 
so “wise” (?) that they are willing to ex¬ 
pose their colossal Ignorance of the duties 
assigned to them. In order to try and main¬ 
tain the high-sounding title of “director,” 
and will go so far as to handicap a really 
capable secretary. If I were secretary un¬ 
der such clrcumstanci*s, I would resign. No 
place on earth Is the expression, “a little 
learning Is a dangerous thing,” so manifest 
ns in the dins-torship of organizations of 
stns-t and county fairs, us a rule. .Now, 
there are some exceptions to this, but they 
are so few and far betwi-en that they are 
In a ho|ieless minority.

The advertising 
will lie turned over to another astute mer 
chant, who will buy expensive pn|>er. and 
thi-n have It tacked u|) in sahMUis and Itar- 
la-r shops, and on barns, to be blown down 
by the first breeze that comes along. There
