'I'lie meeting was to have been held in 
Cineinnati on Dee. IG, but owing to the ill¬ 
ness <if Mrs. Stoops, it was postponed un¬ 
til Dec. 1*3. Meanwliile, Mr. Stoops asked 
to l»e excused on account of the illness of 
ills wife, and I’resident Bryan appointed 
Mr. AI Bryan in his stead. Tlie committee 
registered at the Grand Hotel, Cincinnati, 
and spent Sunday ins|K-eting the two plants 
of tile rival companies. On Monday there 
was a meeting between ail parties con¬ 
cerned, as well as their attorneys. As sen- 
silde liusiness men they got together in 
sliort order and practically agreed upon a 
plan 'if proeeedure, which will prove profit 
aide to liotli sides. There was nothing done 
iiMtking to the destruction of the Chapman 
plant, as was alleged liy the dally press, 
lint .Mr. .Morton and the Chapman boys were 
callrM togetlier and overtures for pence 
were made by both sides. 

The result of the conference will be re¬ 
ported to I’resident Bryan' and he will ad- 
\ise tile committee what further action 
slionid lie taken toward bringing about a 
liarmonioits condition of affairs in Cincin-

The Well Known Havana Bill Poster 

Has Something to Say to 
His Traducers. 

<.f tlie uncalled for attack on me. This man 
Curtis who makes tlie eliarges is at the head 
of tlie new concern, and Ills oliject in at 
tacking me was to Injure my standing with 
American advertisers. I want to say this as 
empliaticall.v as Knglish can make it. 1 am 
going liack to Havana, and when I get 
tlierc some one will do some reckoning with 
me. Tlie west Indies Advertising Compa¬ 
ny, wiiich is coin|Hised of my wife and my 
self, is organized under the laws of Ha 
vana. whlcli are Spanish. The Spanish law 
is very severe with regard to the payment 
of delits. It does not even liave a home¬ 
stead law. Now I have atiout $Ui,lHitl in¬ 
vested in Havana. It is there in property 
suliject to attachment under the Spanish 
law tlie moment 1 am unable to meet my 
oliligations. Even my clothing and my 
wife's piano can be taken if we fail to pay 
our delits. Now if I owe money in Havana 
and charges are hanging over me. why is 
not my property attached? .Xnotlier tiling; 
my wife lias Iiihmi in charge of the Inisl- 
ness of tlie West Indii's Advertising Com¬ 
pany during my aliseni-e in tlie I’nited 
Statics. She has in^en in tlie otlice every 
day and has been conducting tlie business. 
.4s a partner in the concern she is. under 
the Spanish law, equally liable with me for 
any wrong doing. Even if 1 had left Hav¬ 
ana secretly they could have held her for 
my wrong doing. 1 am in receipt of a cable 
from my wife saying that the busini^ss is 
going on nil right. Now if there has lieen 
any wrongdoing why has she not been held 
for it in my absence. I want it understoiid 
tliat tile attack made on me by this man 
Curtis is malicious and underhanded, and it 
was done for the purpose of injuring niv 
liusiness—nothing else. However, he wilt 
find that I will Im* liack in Havana all right, 
and he will wish that 1 had never «.ome 
There is the rub. His wish that I 
do not return is father to the thought, lint 
I'll fool him. I'll give "The BilHioard” some 
real news about the liill posters in Havana 
as soon as I get back there, if there is any 
doubt in the minds of any American ad¬ 
vertiser with regard to the value or ef¬ 
ficacy of ni.v plant in Havana. 1 would re¬ 
spectfully refer them to Leeming Bros., 
manufacturers of Nestle's Food. Xo. 74 
Warren street. New 'York: Mr. Mennen. the 
maker of Mennen’s Talcum powder, or Mr. 
raniagiia. South America’s representa 
five of Miinyon's reimslies. These gentle¬ 
men have been In Havana and have inspect 
<k1 mv plant. They have also given me their 
business, so I suppose they know what they 
are doing." 

Mr. Hood has in his possession a scurril¬ 
ous letter sent to a New York publication 
in which the writer, while denying any per¬ 
sonal animosity toward Mr. Hood, abuses 
him and attacks his business methods. This 
letter while purporting to 1m- signed by 
Flaiide R. Harris, looks suspiciously like it 
was written by the same hand tliat penned 
the other letter attacking Mr. Ho<mI. The 
latter declares that there is no Claude R. 
Harris in Havana.

Havana liill poster and head of the West 
Indies .\dvertlsiug Company, arrived in Cin¬ 
cinnati Friday, Dec. 2t), on his way back 
to Havana. Sir. Hood was a welcome call¬ 
er at the office of “The Billboard” the day 
of his arrival, and gave some facts which 
jiiits a new light on tlie matter of the 
charges ris-ently made against him by a 
man wlio signs himself H. F. Curtis, of 
Havana. Mr. Hood says tliat Curtis was 
formerl.v his foreman in the painting depart¬ 
ment of the XVest Indies Advertising Com¬ 
pany. Tliere was some trouble over a 
money matter w liich ri-sulted in Hood caus¬ 
ing Curtis’ arrest. After the arrest .Mr. 
Hood says he decided not to pnisecute be¬ 
cause he did not want to see any American 
experience tile liorrors of a Cuban prison. 
"If tliire is any charge of perjury hang¬ 
ing over me in Ilavana,” says Hood, “I do 
not know it. When I left Havana I en¬ 
gaged my stateroom on a Ward line steamer 
tiiriH- da.vs in advance, and my name was 
piililislicd among tlie list of passengers. It 
siM-ms to me that if there were charges of 
any kind against me in Havana I could 
have bf-i-n arrested before I sailed, as my 
intemb-d departure on my annual trip to the 
Fiiited States was well known days before 1 
left. My trip to the TTniti-d States is not 
out of the ordinary. I come here once a 
yea'f to liMik after business. The only differ¬ 
ence is that I came a little later than usual 
tills year in order to get a touch of cold 
weather. 1 thought it would brace me up. 
Regarding the sale of my plant, I want to 
sa.v that J liave advertised It for sale openly 
ail'd above board. I expect to locate in Chi¬ 
cago, and tliere is no secret about my de¬ 
sire to sell my plant. The story of Ken- 
neily forming an opposition plant amounts 
to this: Kennedy was in my employ and is 
a splendid man, notwithstanding his age. 
He told me he desired to go In business for 
himself, as he wan getting old and wanteil 
to be tn a iMisItlon where he could work or 
not. as he pleasi-d. I advised him to carry 
out the idea, and have even called on him 
to help me out with iny work.

A NEW, STRANGE THEORY. 
Dr. .A. D. Houghton, of Chicago, claims 

that he was expelled from the Hahnemann 
.Medical College Faculty l>ecau8e of his ad¬ 
vanced ideas, one of which Is that at some 
future date he will Itc able to make ani¬ 
mals from chemicals. "I found,” said the 
Doctor, “that by retarding the crystallza- 
tlon of a solution I could form almost any¬ 
thing. I thus succeeded in forming a shell 
of microscopic size. Then I thought I 
might Ih' able to place life In this cell. I 
assumed that if the essential components 
of protoplasm were worked upon by some 
force they would form a cell containing 
life. In this I have proved to be correct. 
But I have not been able to make these 
cells reproductive. AVhen I do thaL and 
1 will. I will have solved the problem of 
creation. To make my methods simple, 
suppose I took a portion of protoplasm 
fri.m the human body and allow^ It to rot 
so that none of the protoplasmic form re¬ 
mained, but still all the disintegrated 
chemical compounds were present. I have 
then simply the chemical components of 
protoplasm ns though I bad poured so 
many chemicals from so many bottles. By 
placing them in this solution of disinte¬ 
grated protoplasm a motive agent such as 
an enzyme, which Is not a living agent 
like yeast, but of the nature of pepsin, I 
cause the chemicals which formerly made 
up the protoplasm to again seek the proto 
plasiuic form, and thus create a living ceB 
• >f protoplasm. I have done this repeat 
edly.”

IN THE CLOUD 
On Dec. 10. M. Marconi, inventor of the 

wireless telegraph, succeeded In floating a 
balloon 200 feet above the summit of Signal 
Hill, at St. Johns, N. F. This bill is 600 
feet In height. The balloon Is fastened by 
a series of stays, rendering It almost mo¬ 
tionless. It bolds up the vertical steel wire 
which is used in the system of wireless 
telegraphy In communicating with distant 
ships. 

Brof. Frank LeRoy, the noted aeronaut, 
who is now living at Baris, Texas, after 
having bi'cn. on account of sickness, com- 
pellt'd for two years to abandon the bal¬ 
loons. will next May enter upon a season 
which now promises to be a successful one, 
much time having already been booked In 
Texas. Indian Territory, Oklahoma, Arkan¬ 
sas and Ml.s.souri. Professor LeRoy writes 
that he Is feeling flne and doing nicely, and 
wishes all of his friends a merry Christ¬ 
mas and a Happy New Year. 

Aeronaut M. Capazzo Is about to under¬ 
take the hazardous task of crossing the At¬ 
lantic Ocean In a balloon. M. Capazso will 
be remeniltered as the first aeronaut to 
cross the Mediterranean from Marseilles to ■ 
Corsica, and there Is no douht that he will 
perform this second feat and bring it to a 
successful termination. 

"The project I desire to carry out, and 
which 1 have studied with M. Ellsaee Re- 
clus and Baron Berger, lecturer on physical 
geography,” said M. Capaszo, “Is to sUrf 
from the Canaries and land at the sooth¬ 
fast of Panama. 1 expect to have my 
steerable balloon (^instructed next year.” 

AVhen It Is borne In mind that the dis¬ 
tance from the Canaries to Colon on the 
Isthmus of Panama Is alvout 4.22b miles, 
and that the present balloon long-distance 
record Is only l..‘>f>4 miles. It will be seen 
that M. Capazzi Is undertaking a mas- 
todonlc venture. Comte de la Vauex is the 
holder of the riHvird of 1..WI miles. 

THE LAGOON’S FUTURE. 
.As has b('en usual at this season for sev 

eral years past, speculation la rife as to 
the future of the Lagoon. Perhaps there 
has never Iveen an amusement resort In the 
history of the country that has had such a 
varied career as the beautiful Kentucky 
park. It has tM'cn involved In litigation 
for a uumlier of years, and, as a result, 
has beeu of little financial benefit to any 
me of the various claimants of proprietor¬ 
ship. 

In 1800. after a hitter legal struggle In 
which there were half a dozen different In¬ 
terests InvolviHl. Mr. George M. Keefer, 
of Covington, was appointed receiver for 
the park, and took charge of It. It proved 
a financial succi'ss. At the close of that 
season the receivership was lifted, and 
Messrs. .Anderson and Ziegler operatisl the 
Lagitoii In 1000. coming out a little to the 
gotxl. The past summer Mr. Keefer rent- 
i-d the place from C. H. Brooks, the Cleve¬ 
land capitalist, who had bought iu the 
property at a sale In the United States 
Court. Keefer lost considerable money, 
not tM'cause of poor management, but as 
the result of litigation, miserable street 
ear service and lack of advertising. Keefer 
has announced that he does not want the 
Lagoon again, and Messrs. .Anderson and 
Ziegler declare they wouldn't have It as a 
gift 

A’et there are many who would be glad 
to assume the task o'f rescuing the Lagiton 
fntnt the sink-hole. The C.. N. A C. .8treet 
Railway Company. It Is said, are making 
overtures to Brooks. If this company gets 
It. big Improvements will be made, strong | 
attractions bivoked and. of course, the best t 
stri'i't car service will be had. The fact 
that the I.agivon has survived Is evidence 
that It will be a money maker when proper¬ 
ly Improvi-d and advertised. There are few 
parks possessing the natural scenic beauty 
of the Lagiton. and It Is to Ix' hoped that 
some one with money and enterprise will 
si'cure It for the season of BWfJ and bring 
It up to the plane of potnilarlty It enjoyed 
under the Noonan regime.

That either of these faults is 

fatal to any amusement enterprise is well 

known to every man who has ever dabbled 

in the show business.

DOVE OF PEACE 

Has Spread Its White Wings Over the 
War Between Burlesque Managers. 
New York, Dec. 23.—Disgruntled man 

agers of burlesque entertainments did not 
hesitate to Say yesterday that the man¬ 
agers of the burlesque houses were nlKiut 
to perjietrate the neatest sort of a "double 
cross” on them. They are led to this con 
elusion by the contemplated movement of 
the Eastern managers in attillating with 
those of the West and forming one con 
tlnuons circuit. 

Desidte all the threats which have l»een 
hiirlca back and forth lietween the two si-ts 
of managers, it now seems more than like- 
l.v that consolidation and peace rather 
than long, bitter strife will result. This 
practically was decided upon at a meeting 
of the Eastern managers held in the par 
lors of the Fifth Avenue Hotel. 

Nothing had bi'en announced In advance 
concerning the meeting, tint all the East¬ 
ern managers were asked quietIv to be 
present and discuss “business of impor¬ 
tance.” It was desired especially that the 
members of the Traveling Variety Man¬ 
agers’ Association be kei>t In Ignorance of 
the contemplated action. Nearly twenty 
of the most prominent burlesque hotises 
were represented at the gathering, Includ 
Ing those who at the outset of the contro 
versT were bitterest toward the memlx-rs 
of the Empire Circuit and the coininlttee 
of traveling managers who met three 
weeks ago at I’IttsImrg. 

It Is said that those present were idedged 
to secrecy. Whether or not this is so, all 
approachi'd concerning the matters under 
discussion showed extreme reluctance alnint 
discussing details.

FOR $25,000 DAMAGES. 

Bostock Wild Animal Company Suet 
United Light Concern. 

Tlie Frank O. Bostock WJld Animal Im 
porting and Exhibition Company, by its 
attoruevs, William J. D'Brlcn and Oans & 
llainaiii filed a suit in the mrnrt of Com¬ 
mon IMeas this morning aguiiTA' the United 
Elei'trlc Light and Power Company, asking 
gi’iu.tssi damages for the luiruing down of 
the plaintiff's Zoo on the night of Jan. 30. 
I'.sil, which the declaration avers, was the 
result of cari'lessnesB on the part of the 
defendants in stringing the wires on the 
liuilding which was burned. 

The declaration gives in detail the history 
of the Zoo, and a list of the animals de- 
stroyi'd in the conflagration of Jan. 3ti. It 
is allegt'ii in the bill that the defendant 
compan.v was engagt'd by the plaintiff to 
furnish electric light for the Zoo building, 
and that it was the duty of the defendant 
to see that the wires usi'd for conveying 
the power should l>e properly insulated, so 
as to eliminate the danger of fire. Further, 
the bill avers, the wires conveying the elec¬ 
tric jKiwer were entirely in charge of the 
electric company, whose business it was to 
keep them In a safe condition. This, it la 
nllegi'd. was not done, and as a result of 
defective wiring the building and stock of 
the plaintiff were totally destroyed. 

The fe«-d wires, the bill claims, passed 
through two small holes in close proximity 
to the woodwork of the building, and came 
In actual contact with the corrugated Iron 
frame work, thereby causing the current to 
pass from the wires to the framework, 
which set the woodwork on fire. The plain 
tiff claims that the conflagration and con¬ 
sequent loss was due to no negligence on 
his part, but to the careleaaness of the elec¬ 
tric company.
