now lielin; razed to make room for a sky- 
vciaper to lie ereeted liy tlie Traetiou I'om- 
pany, Wiih his eajjle eye t;lned to a good 
lliiiiK, Fill 1‘liil. Morton, tlie Idllposter, or¬ 
dered a <-arload of lumlier and proceeded to 
jint np a niet* ITi-foot lioard around the 
pla<’e, on wlileli he proposed to put up a lot 
of paper.

:ind warned him to post no paper unless he 
desired to suITer the jienalties provided hy 
an ordinanee prohihitlnK tlie erection of l)ill 
lioards on city inoperty. Accordingly the 
saw was called into iday and the boards 
were dwarfed. Anotlier feature in the case 
and one not willunit a vein of eomedy, is 
tlie attitude taken iiy I’resident Schoepff. 
regarding tlie jiosting of paper of the \Val- 
nnt and folumida Tlietiters. On Uecem- 
lier :io. last year, tlie Wainnt management 
made a eontraet witli . tirangiT, an 
iittorney for tlie Traelion Company, for the 
use of tile linllding for posting purposes un 
til its demolition was completed. For eight 
weeks Advertising Agent Ceorge Hartford, 
of tile tliealers mentioned, kept one side of 
til hiiiiding eo\ered witli aiiiioiineements of 
attraitions. 'I'lieii I’resident Seiioopff ar¬ 
rived from Hie i;ast, saw tlie Idlls and let 
out a yell a la Commanelie, and ordered 
a erew of men to remove tliem. Tlien an_ 
Ollier eontraet was made witli it. S. Solitf 
A f i.. who are reeking the Imilding, for 
Hie exelusive use of tile walls, .\gain Mr. 
Sehoe|iiT ohjeiied, and Jiad tlie iiaper re¬ 
moved liarlford's perniil was produced. 
SelioepIT said permit or no permit made no 
‘net er mind” with him; they eonldn't Jiost 

paper on the hiiilding. Hartford was game. 
He saw tieorge .lotTee. wlio ocetiided the 
eorner store, and I’oniraeted for Hie use of 
tile walls .Ml nlglil long Hartford and a 
force of six men jilied tlH“ iirnsli. Tliey 
Were gazing witli pride upon tlieir work 
wlieii an army of ten street ear men came 
along and look Hie jiaper down. Kecogniz- 
ing the risks to he eneountered in pitting 
his sniall hand of warriors against the hosts 
of the enemy. Heiieral Hartford retreated 
III order, ami lay eiitreiielied until the next 
nioining. when he sent a lieiitenaiit to in- 
leniew the gentleman who had purchased 
Hie gl i's in the large ^how window. Tin deal 
was made, and the )ialriots in the cause of 
piihlieiiv waited iiii'il the wee, sma' hours, 
and under cover of sl.vgian darkness, 
marelied to the hattie Held and soon had 
the glass plastered. Heiieral Sehoepff's 
forces, however, had been alert and It 
again heeanie tlie iiart of wisdom for tlen 
oral Hartford to order a retreat. That's 
Hie way matters stand at present.

ILLUSTRATED VILLAGE. 

A Swiss Town Where Outdoor Picto 

rial Work Is Appreciated. 
The various reform niovenieiits wlih li are 

eonslanlly going on in this country soim- 
limes iioss.ss Imlii-rous eharai-leristies. Hut 
owing to the niutiial impulsiveness and mu 
tahiliiy of the .\nieriean leniperanient a 
project of this kind, liowevi'i- little perlln 
ent it may apiiear. never lacks immediate 
and enlhnsiastie followers. 

The oiiler,v which has lately been raised 
against otir billboards as nnsiglitly objects 
whieh mar the seener,v and corrupt the 
morals of the rising generation, may be 
denominated as the veriest “rot," springing 
from the captions minds of people whose 
raw and undeveloped tiesi hetielsm has 
deteriorated into fastidious hobbies. The 
truth Is that such jieople do not under¬ 
stand true and natural art. They should 
bear In mit.d that the masters of an art 
are never I'-i critics. 

To strengthen their argument they refer 
to the picturesque villages of Kiirope, 
where, they aver billboards are nev(>r al¬ 
lowed to be erected. 

Without further comment we reproduce 
the following article, which appears in the 
May number of Pearson's, showing the ad 
vantage which the much looked down upon 
Swiss have over the Americans. In artistic 
temperament: 

“AX ILLFSTKATKI) VILLAGE. 

When next you go to the Lake of Gene¬ 
va pay a visit to the little-known village of 
St. Legier, near by, on the road between 
Vevey and Itlouay—one of the quaintest 
villages in Europe, and one of the proud¬ 
est, on account of Its extraordinary adorn¬ 
ments. 

St. Legier, and also the adjoining village 
of La Chiesaz, are nothing more or less 
than Illustrated villages. They are as pro¬ 
fusely Illustrated as the modern magazine, 
for m-arly all the houses bear on their out¬ 
side walls some striking picture, or comi¬ 
cal caricature, from the brush of a great 
man in the village. Monsieur Alfred Ge- 
guin, a painter of local renown, and not 
unknown in Paris. 

A house in St. Legier has no use for a 
sign board to tell the world that it is an 
inn, a cyele shop, a forge, or a dairy. M. 
Itegiiin's picture does that. t>n a stable 
wall he draxvs a picture of a spirited run¬ 
away horse, knocking down men as he leaps 
for freedom; on the white wall of the little 
villlage forge are pictures of men making 
horse-shoes; on the wall of the dairy, a 
(lairy-maid balances a pall of milk on her 
head; while scenes of local life, as pictures 
of the annual summer exmltis to the moun¬ 
tain pastures with the cows and goats, and 
caricatures of the local big-wigs, make a 
bright picture gallery of the village. 

For many years past M. Beguin has 
amused himself by painting the houses, and 
in the tirst place he acquired most of his 
skill and boldness In painting In this way. 

He is not only a caricaturist, but a 
skilled artist of retined talent, and many 
fine pictures of his painting, in oil or water 
i-olors, hang. In the conventional way, on 
the walls of neighboring houses and in the 
homes of picture lovers. 

But doubtless his fame will rest on his 
caricatures. With a half-dozen strokes on 
the wall of a house he will depict the man¬ 
nerisms of some friend or neighbor so truly 
Hiat the whole village will at once recog¬ 
nize them. When the spirit moves him to 
draw caricatures, the villagers take care to 
treat him with respect. Sometimes the 
general public appreciates a caricature more 
Hiati Hie person caricatured--and more than 
nice M. Beguin has been asked to obliterate 

or to redraw some of his delightful charac¬ 
ter sUetches. 

But HI the ordinary way the good folk of 
St. i.egier are onl.v too flattered when M. 
Beguin comlcscends to immorlalize them. 
When his tirst sprightl.x pictures on the 
hoiisc-walls drew ever.v one s attention, he 
was besieged by Hie iieasants. all clamoring 
lo have their homes adorned Rut M. Be¬ 
guin would onl.v go out to paint in the vil¬ 
lage street at rare intervals, when a carl- 
cat me lit seized him so many of the cot¬ 
tagers liad to wait in patience until the 
paiiiier's whim should draw him In their 
direction.

month of their prisons, and they wriggled 
out. One big fellow managed to wrap liim- 
self about Keejier Ed. Co.vne's legs, but was 
beaten off before any harm was done. A 
horned horse will Iw here sism. This anl 
mal Is very rare and vicious. He Is prln 
cliially distinguished for homeliness. A lion 
slayer Is also a feature. This animal Is a 
large balHion, possessing a tnane like a lion, 
and whetiever he becoiu«“s enraged that 
mane stands straight up In the air. Hte 
phan savs a Hon slayer is a very good thing 
to keep away from.

Meet If Wanamaker’s Plans 
Mature. 

CouctTuiug Juhu Wauaiuukcr'a iutrutiuD 
to o|><'U a Klsuntlc store iu i.oiiduu, “l‘ru- 
Krrs>lve .VilTertIslug,” of that city, has the 
lollowlua to say: 

"Mr. John Wanauiaker, of Thiladelphla 
and .New York, who has the reputation of 
hi'liiK the largest shop keeper In the world, 
has lieen staying at the Hotel Victoria, In 
Ixiudon, and It is ruiuore<l that he inteu>ls 
starting a gigantic store on the American 
plan here. 

".\sked about bis intentious on this point 
Mr. Wanamakor adtnlttol that the matter 
iiad iK^en talked about, hut he has made no 
detiidte plans. 

"If his pri'scut trip should lead him to 
center his attentlou.s on London, traders 
liere may look for some surprises. He 
•'oiiducts business on a gigantic scale. His 
>tiop in i’biladelphia di>e8 the largest direct- 
sale trade on earth. 

"In New York, in the heart of the lower 
city, he has a gigantic white marble pal¬ 
ace. In Philadelphia bis transactions are 
■-o itiiinense that be Is popularly said to own 
tile place. I'nder one roof he has 4.1M» 
■ lerks. He is the biggest retail advertiser 
.\iuerica has seen, and the man who writes 
liis ads Is said to receive a salary of 
llii.iisi a year. 

"He pays nearly $l.:loi) a day Just for 
advertising his riiiladelphla store. He 
uses a page a day In live dally newsitapers 
In that city. Tliey are as follows, and they 
lost yearly: "Press,” $(!ii,(SMi; "Ledger," 

"Tiin«*s,” Js'si.fssi; "North .\iiieri 
• an," fT.'i.lisi, and ‘•Kvenlng Telegraph," 

“1 p to a few nionth.s ago Mr. tVanamaker 
was using a jiage ad. In the "Kecord” at 
tlie rate of $8T..'V(ai a year, which would 
liave made an annual exis-ndlture of 
.’’ssi. tVhcii he wanted to renew his adver¬ 
tising contract with the "Kecord” the pul*- 
llshers askeil $1I.'i.inn) more, or a total of 
$11:^,5111). Yfr. M'nnamaker refused to pay 
the amount, thinking that no one else 
would pay that sum for the page. The 
|irii|>ositlon was made to Lit Bros., who 
accepti'd the contract without a moment’s 
hesitation. 

"Now, It dws not matter a Jot whether 
it is a Wauamaker, Lit Bros.. Siegel, 
I’ooper A t’o.. or any otlier .\nierlcan linn 
that opens in Lomlon. One or the other of 
them Is sure to do so sooner or later, and 
tills Is the kind of romp«'tltlon which the 
London sho|>-keeper may exj>ect. 

"TJie man who Is going to spend f’JoB.Oki 
to a year on advertising, is going 
to get a very large share of the Imslness, 
wlodher he Is an .\nierican or a Briton. 

“The moral is that large Knglish shop¬ 
keepers should not leave the opportunity 
"is-n to the American. If an .\merlcan 
opens up liusiness over here In the present 
conditions of affairs, he will, by the ver.v 
contrast of his extensive ailverti'sing, scoop 
In trade which he would not have the same 
Opportunity of doing If the dearth of other 
people's advertising did not make his more 
prominent. If the large shop-eepers on this 
side onl.v wae up to this question and do 
more and belter advertising, they will not 
only directl.v benefit from their advertising, 
but will do so Indirectly, l»y keeping the 
American out.”

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EXPOSITIONS SINCE 1875. 
Successful from au educational and artis¬ 

tic standpidiit. the great expositiun shows 
of th(‘ past thirty years hav<* nevertheless 
been tlnaiieiul failures through lack of coiii- 
inon liiisiiiess sagacity in the art of pro¬ 
motion and advertising. They liave all 
failed in the one I'ssiuitial particular. None 
of them have properly attracted the masses 
from th(> start. .\s a result^ the crowds 
failed to come until too late. Each exiio- 
sition failed to take advantage of its prede- 
•■essor's errors, and hence, in turn, lost the 
iiiinieiise advantage presented thereby. 
Splendid as these exhibits were, their great 
power as educators was only exercised In 
liart. Had the management attracted from 
the start and made the opening day the 
star objective point, five times the attend¬ 
ance wouid have been secured, and the In- 
llucnce for goisl of the big shows wouid 
li.ive been proportionately increased. 

In holding expositions there are two pur¬ 
poses- to edueatf* and to advertise. No 
matter the siz«‘, idther big or iittie, country 
lair or world’ fair, the theory Is the same, 
t.ach is intended to show (educate) their 
piiblb; the iidvaneements made by the skiil 
and industries of the time. In the sciences 
and arts. Each hopes to advertise the pe- 
'•iillar titness of its exhibitors in their own 
particular line of display. The theory of 
the exposition Is that l>y showing wliat man 
has tlone man will be spurrtsl to higher 
ambitions, greater skill and more perfect 
art in exercising his talent. 

It naturally follows that in order to make 
an exposition successful in its best and only 
sense, the management must attract to it 
the people. The broader its lines, the 
grander its exhibits, the greater Its splen¬ 
dors. the greati'r should be its attendance in 
order to lairry its b-sson on and on. 

During the past thirty years the United 
Stat<“s has had four great expositions, each 
one belter than the other in man.v respects, 
and while it is true in theorv these expo¬ 
sitions were all that could be asked, yet 
none of th»*m accomplished its full pur¬ 
pose, because of the mistakt's made b.v the 
management of each in failing to apply or¬ 
dinary liusiness sense in attracting the 
masses from the very start. 

In all four fif the great (‘Xpositlon shows 
held during the periisl mentioned, the amaz¬ 
ing fact remains that at tirst tiie show was 
depended upon to advertise Itself. The pro¬ 
moters were too busy tor else overbKjked 
the point entirely^ with arranging an edti 
catioiial display, to give proper attention to 
getting together their scholars. Hence in 
each of the exposition shows it was not 
until midsummer that the crowds began to 
arrive, and when they did come in paying 
numbers It was too late to make either the 
expositions financial successes or the cities 
in which they were held proiier and ade¬ 
quate remuneration for the (“xpeuse and 
hard work done by the citizens In carrying 
on the projects. 

The history of the Chicago World’s Fair 
points many notable examples of Just such 

failures. Until late in .\ugust the attend 
anei- was so low that the expenses prom- 
iseil to pile up a debt almost as great tis 
the original cost. 'I'he exposition had been 
run as a self winding draw-all on a strictly 
edue.itbiiial basi;. .\iiy attempt to “feat- 
nr<'" the .Midway at I fact ions was frowned 
upon. Kesults —a select but cultivated 
aiidienee. bankruptcy for eoneessionalres, 
gbsmi for the management and dismay for 
the eillzeiis. 

'riieii they woke up. Somebody remem- 
bered tliat to truly educate, you must first 
get to the people. Somebody found out that 
they had a show—that all expositions are 
simple shows, and that while many are in¬ 
terested in high art, the masses want 
amusement sprinkled in with their instruc¬ 
tion in order to enjoy the process. It was 
also retuemberisl that «-ven at the country 
fairs, while it attracted passing notice, the 
prize pumpkin wasn’t In the class with 

■Bosco,” the live-snake eater, as a genuine 
attraction, and that human nature was hu¬ 
man nature ail the world over. 

So they sitring the “hoochee coochee’’ and 
the fireworks, tlie lilgli diver and the Streets 
of Cairo, and they spring them for all they 
tire worth as genuine attractions. By Oct. 
I the World's Fair was clrcused like a 
five tent show, and from 2.1,(100 per diem 
in July the attendance reached 750,000 on 
(»< t. The live advertlslg ft-atures were 
eonfiiietl, however, to Chicago. 

Where would the attendance have gone 
b.id tile m.-inageimuit used at first the Jiidg- 
im-nt displayed later and had advertl.sed 
strong three months before the gates were 
opelii'd’? 

It Is all very well to say that an enter 
prise will advertise Itself, but facts prove 
the contrary. The great captains of in¬ 
dustry don't wait, the great showmen get 
there from the jump the great political 
parties in their educational campaigns 
iievi'i- -wait until the polls open to advertise, 
and the great educational expositions have 
attained partial sue<-ess only by featuring 
their show attractions in regulation show 
style. 

Had the World's Fairs not made* the se¬ 
rious mistake of taking tmi much for grant¬ 
ed. and had promoted the enterprise prop¬ 
erly before the fact, each of them would 
have proved big money makers, as well ns 
irreater instruments for (‘iilarging human 
knowledge. 

A lirlef description of the advertising mis 
takes of each of them is as follows: 

HIE CEN'I'ENNIAI. AT UHILADEl.l’HIA. 

First, in INTO, twenty-six years ago, or 
over one-fourth of a century past, the first 
big exposition was given in this country. 
Milliikiis of money were spent in exhibits 
and for buildings and grounds. When the 
Centennial was first arranged, the commis¬ 
sioners in charge of it. for a wonder, espe¬ 
cially in the light of later expositions. Ih’- 
gan to realize one importatit fact -that they 
actually h.id a show, and a hugt* one at 
that, on their hands. Nothing more or less. 

Notwithstanding the airy loftiness of some 
of their number whose countenances were 
elevated man.v degrees in disdain, at tlie 
mere mention of a show in such connection, 
some little practical common-sense pre¬ 
dominated in their deliberations to the ex¬ 
tent at least of inviting the late Mr. 1’. T. 
Barnutn. the world-renowned showman, 
into a conference which was shortly there¬ 
after held, for suggestion and advice. 

He told them they had .T show, and a 
gneit one. To make any kind of a success 
or even a showing financially, they must 
not lose sight of tlnit fact, but the show 
should be conducted strictly on show prlu 
eiples. with an experienced scientific adver¬ 
tising showman in charge of the advertising 
or promotion, as no one else could possibly 
be eoiiipettuit to accomplish it. He could 
si-e no other way to repay the .<1..1ii0,(i(iii 
advanced the show as a loan from the 
United States (Jovernment. 

The management made offers to Barnum 
to accept remuneration or a regular salary, 
both of which he p<ditely declliKMi. Had 
the advice he was solicited to give been 
followed the exposition would not have de¬ 
faulted to jhe stockholders, although the 
management finally paid back into the 
treasury the (Jovernment loan. For a long 
time after Its close the effect of the expo¬ 
sition ciinu' near seriously injuring the 
great city of I’hiladelphia. The same dr 
similar Incompetence almost ruined Chicago 
after the World’s Fair, so that incompe¬ 
tence in such things borders really upon 
criminal lines. 

In one respect, however, the record is 
fitter than that of any subsequent event of 
a like character. Had the management, 
however, finally decided to advertise their 
show properly. It would have been a gigan 
tic success, and from one to thrw' y<*ars 
after it was over the great mass of the 
American peopb* would not have just com¬ 
menced to hear about It tirid say. "Well. I 
wish I had known about the rentennial In 
time; I would have arranged my business 
so as to have been there.’’ 

THE WDULD’S FAIR AT CHK'AtJD. 

Second—In only seveiiDs-n years 
after the Centennial and only nine years 
ago, the World’s Fair was given. Truly, It 
was a World's Fair, eclipsing any expo¬ 
sition given in the world up to that time, 
but not tiiitll two-tlilrds or four months of 
the time of the exposition had passed did 
the fact of its greatiK'ss begin to reaidi any 
great nnmber of people. The last two 
months was not tlim* enough for the re¬ 
mainder of the masses to get there, and the 
result was that many millions of ptsiple 
within twenty-four hours’ ride of Clilcago 
never got to'the World’s Fair. They di<l 
not hear about the Fair’s greatness in a 
way to excite their curiosity; did not have 
the importam-e of the fair Impresseil upon 
tliem in time for them to arrange their 
finances so as to leave their business prop¬ 
erly and go. 

This fair, like all the others mentioned 
herein, was not proporly advertised, and 

everyone who knows anything about ex¬ 
positions admits that the mas.scs must be 
inttwested and made to visit same if it is to 
be .1 money maker from the word "go;” in 
other words, if any fair or «‘Xposltion enter¬ 
prise of ai.y eharaeier is to be iiiiub' to pay, 
the masses, atid not the classes, are what 
an exposition needs. 

The plain people are those who are ready 
to spend their moiu‘y by distributing it 
tqiially, a little here and a little there. 
They see all the sights that are to be wit- 
ue:S4“d. Tliey arrange for ample time to 
si-e them. Why’; Because with them it is 
the event ot a lifetime, while with the 
wealthy and leisurely magazine readers, it 
is simply an incident in his or her round- 
the-world whirl of the year. To the latter 
an exposition is no novelty. They have al¬ 
ready a surteit of sindi—either as an edu¬ 
cator or amusement, and a well-written de¬ 
scriptive article of such attraction will suf¬ 
fice them. -No American exposition of the 
future can depend upon that class for its 
patronage, at least for generations to come. 
To be a success, the next great show must 
play to the common people, and its success 
will be measurial by its ability to get that 
class Interested and attracted. 

THE TKANSMlNSlSSll’1’1 EXI’OSITK»N. 

Third- 'This exposition, held in Omaha in 
!S!(.\ was geographically well located for a 
good business, but its directors likewise for 
got to advertise until August; then in only 
a half-hearted way they billed excursions 
and kept talking of cheap rales and talked 
to the last moment as if to ballyho the 
population into :t trip to Omaha, to make 
which without any preparation or arrange¬ 
ments ef finances or of conducting of their 
business at home during their absence was 
manifestly Itnpossible. Failure was assured 
before th«-y eommem-ed, for the manage 
iiieiit diseovereil by closing time, Nov. 1, 
that it had st» successfully kept its light 
Hidden under a bushel that the people did 
not even know that there was a Trans- 
.Misslssippl Exposition, in order to get the 
people, the management finally reasoned it 
would have to give the exposition for an¬ 
other year, but the second year, not being 
properly arranged for with the exhibitors 
and, similar to the first, not properly adver- 
tlstsl, was a still greater frost. 

THE FAN AMEIHUAN EXFOSITION. 

Fourth—This brings us up to the I’an- 
.\merieau Exposition at Buffalo during I'.kd, 
which in many ways was more modern than 
either of its three pri-deeessors, and was 
in several respects a greater exposition. 
It also was ruined from the very start as 
a great money maker from the fact that 
it was not properly advertised or placed be¬ 
fore tl'.e public. The management fooled 
tliiinselves by argument that they did noj 
need to advertise by outdoor display nieth’- 
ods; that pcsrple wouid hear aliout the Fan 
American by reading magaziui's, booklets, 
etc., and so they spurned all offers of as- 
sistame from outdoor display advertisers 
of national reputation, and not until the 
middle of .August did they awaken to the 
fact that gisid, live, circus-ginger, outdoor 
display advertising was what was iieed«*d. 
Then, as usual, it was too late, and with 
(he assassination of the late Fresident Mc¬ 
Kinley, the fair was kilbsl. The manage¬ 
ment has only this great national calamity 
as an excuse for failure which was brought 
on solely liy its own asinine stupidity and 
gross lucompeti’uee. The financial death 
rattle was in its throat long before our 
lamented Fresldnit lost his life then-. 

Now. what Is the matter'; 
Amerii-a has had four great expositions, 

c< sting millions of money, and all four have 
lost money. Why"; (Hie reason sutfices for 
all—lack of proper advertising, not using 
the right methods, and failing to act at the 
proper time. Had either of the four great 
expositions spent from J.'iOO.IM) to $1.5(IU.<'<((1 
in .idvertlsing, and spent it judiciously with 
an outdoor display of posters, painted signs 
and walls, newspapers, etc., they could 
have gotten the n-cognltlon and patronage 
that they so hoiu-stly des«-rv»sl, and in the 
('hic,igo instance alone would have b<s-ti the 
most profitable <-oup ever made In the 
United" .Ntates. It would have put Uldnigo 
ahead of all other plai-es in the country. .As 
It was, incoiupetency and figure-headism 
nearly rulneil both the fair and the e'ly; 
the latter only now recovering from the 
great World's Fair slump in real ••state. 

Successful display advertising is an art 
understood by few, as the failure of these 
big shows to profit by It bears silent testi¬ 
mony. Its s<H-ret is a simple one, and Is 
this: Bang your proposition at the ptsiple 
everywhere, and k(“«‘p It up until their cu¬ 
riosity Is arouseil to the point of accept¬ 
ance.' Iland It up to th<‘ public until a 
man can not escape It, wldchever way he 
turns. Bring him fac-e to face with what 
you want of him ••y<rywhere. Llk«- In 
hypnotism, the subje«-t finally sinks into the 
iiiliid by a metapliysb-al process as subtle 
as it is'sure; then ••omes success, whether 
it is pink pills or green eb-pbaiits. 

• )utd<s>r display •liffers from ordinary ad 
vertlsing m<-diuins in this—It floes not de¬ 
scribe, but Inviles, attracts, ami finally 
compels. Wlo-n seb'iitifically blemled with 
newspaper arlverllslng and hainlle<l by an 
• Xpert, it ffirms a •■onibination that Is the 
zenith fif jufllebais aflv^‘rtis*>ment. Ueeog 
idzcfl as a Wf>rbl beat^-r by the big shows, 
ami by the great m-wspapt-rs when they 
have tin apin-al tfi make to all the la-ffple, 
its value to expositions sm-h as tin- fottr 
timler dlseussloti Is Sfi putetlt Its tf» retpilre 
no argiiiiient. That way Ib-s success. Ex- 
posltiffii managi-menls shoulfl flgtiri- on hav¬ 
ing the (TfiWfls waiting for tin- gat^-s tfi
