LEVYNE’S LETTER. 

7'» Editor Killboaud; 
D£ak Sib—In the issue of The Bill¬ 

board of Dec. 27, headed “Why a lower 
rate than twelve cents?” and signed C. 
Heaps Kates, attracted my attention more 
than the usual run of letters in your valued 
paper, and to which 1 would like to reply. 

Mr. Kates writes: "Just take up the 
December number and turn to page 2U, the 
Dlinois list; the first town Irvington, has 
'JO,(KJO population, rate o cents, while An¬ 
tioch, just helow, same population, rate 
1« cents; Alton, 20,000, geU 7 cents, while 
Barrington, 1,200 gets Hi cents; Decatur, 
u real city, charges 7 cents, while Dea- 
plalnes and Dolton and Downers Grove 
tare they on the map), get 16 cents.” 

Antioch, Ill., is a summer resort, near 
Fox Lake. They haxe six galvanized steel 
boards, and the nearest billposter Is at 
Waukegan, a distance of 30 miles, and 
this city on their country route. As a point 
for billposting, the billposter spends more 
money than he takes in. In making this 
town. lie supports a salaried billposter, 
pays hotel hill and all exivenses thereto at¬ 
tached, while the billposter at Abingdon 
only owns two wooden boards, full of holes 
and has no other business, and as far as 
I can see, has no business to be in the 
business, and, l>esldes, Antioch is a sub¬ 
urban town, and the travel through the 
city amounts to a hundred per cent, more 
than its regular population. In reference 
to the New Jersey towns, the same rules 
apply as above. Mr. Kates makes a mis¬ 
take in advocating a flat rate of 12 cents 
to be adoptiHl in the small town billposters, 
fur 1 will prove otherwise. 

A short time ago, while advertising man¬ 
ager for the Franklin Soap Co., it was a 
part of mv duty to send out posters to the 
different cities of the Central West, and 
us there was not sufficient matter to cover 
the whole of the territory, we took from 
the big list our data and my instructions 
from the president were to place paper 
in the cities of the most Inhabitants in 
consideration of the price, for instance If 
a city of b.OOO charged 7 cents per sheet 
and another city of 10,000 charged the 
same rate, the argument was, why should 
he patronize the smaller city in prefer¬ 
ence to the larger, and the paper was sent 
out governed entirely by these arrMg^ 
ments. The same can be said of my d^i- 
ings with Mr. Fritz, of Strauss Fritz Co., 
of Cincinnati, and others that 1 do not 
care to mention. .... t.i„ 

When a billposter revolutionizes his 
whole plant by erecting more expensive 
boards, paying additional rent in consid¬ 
eration of the superiority of the locations, 
and Is working for the welfare of the ad¬ 
vertiser In giving him better results, then 
1 see no reason why Mr. Billposter should 
not Increase his rates to reimburse him 
for this additional expense. As an Illus¬ 
tration, the John Chapman Co., of ClncliL 
natl, have given notice that they would 
raise their rates on March 1 to 14 cente 
per sheet, and are and have been for the 
past 30 days tearing down their old loca¬ 
tions and erecting new ones made of gal¬ 
vanized steel, and it is only a question of 
time or when they can get around to it, 
when Cincinnati will have no locations 
made of wooden boards on which to post 

^ \lr. ^ates speaks of the passionate ap¬ 
peal made by Clarence E. Buney at the 
Buffalo Convention, when he (Mr. Kuney) 
stated that an increase of rate would drive 
every advertiser from the small town 
should the small town billposters advance 
laelr rates, and Mr. Kuney was righL 

I suppose there is a time when an ad¬ 
vertiser must use the boards in a certain 
town, even If the billposter charged a dol¬ 
lar a sheet, but those times are few and far 
between. The small billposter Is too apt 
to think his town the center of the uni¬ 
verse ana forget there are others on the 
map. The advertiser has opinions of his 
own on this point. 

To my mind to advance rates In the 
small towns would cause the advertiser 
to cut them out and use paint and the 
large' steel signs now being Introduced on 
the market. As a solicitor in taking con¬ 
tracts for the billposters, I find that I am 
compelled to make false statements to the 
adyertlser In regard to the rates, that is, 
cities of a certain population charge cer¬ 
tain prices. It is confusing to the adver¬ 
tiser, and it takes as much explanation 
on my part to explain to the advertiser 
as it takes me to land the contract. I 
am not in favor of any city charging more 
than toe listed rate according to Its popu¬ 
lation, but 1 see where the large cities 
with their country routes must govern 
their out-of-town prices in accordance with 

the prices of their respective home cities, 
for it is not a question In my mind, and It 
should not be In Mr. Kates’ mind, that 
the country towns on the routes of the big 
cities give a much superior service than 
the towns of the same population that has 
a resident billposter. 

Chicago, for instance, “Is Chicago,” even 
as far as .Vutioch, which is not to be com¬ 
pared to Abingdon. Messrs. Sam Fratt, 
Barnev Link, K. J. Gunning and Bob Camp¬ 
bell have a reputation that is hardly nec¬ 
essary for me to uphold, but I would like 
to say that If these gentlemen charge 16 
cents a sheet to post in Antioch, or even 
in Donners Grove (which, by the way, is 
on the map), they will give a 16<ent ser¬ 
vice. 

In regard to whether Mr. Bernard is 
prou- of his record made through the Ber¬ 
nard Advertising Service, allow me to say 
(without Mr. Bernard's permission), be is 
the proudest billposter in all the land and 
well deserves it, too. 

1 would like to know what advertiser 
would give his good money in paying a 
12-('eut rate in the small cities of Arkan¬ 
sas, .Mls-sissippi and Louisiana. Just try 
It, -Mr. Editor, and you will see the barest 
lot of boards a man ever erected. 

In my ezi>erience a solicitor has not all 
to say indictatlng to the advertiser on 
l>osting his paper unless an open order is 
given to post the whole of one State, and 
even to that the solicitor must submit that 
list to the advertiser. Should it embrace 
a 12-ceut rate in the small cities the ad- 
verti.ser would be compelled to pay at least 
UHi per cent, more for bis biUpostlng, or 
cut the small towns out. 

There are local conditions that exist 
that compel some billposters to charge 
more than others. There are some bill¬ 
posters who work more conscientiously 
than others, but the advertiser who foots 
the bill can not see these distinctions, and 
1 am in favor for the billposters to charge 
the rates which appear in the official 
organ and according to the population, all 
country routes adjacent to the large cities 
excepted. 

With all due resi*ect to Mr. C. Ueapes 
Kates, who, from the tone of his letter, 1 
would suppose to be one who knows the 
grame, would say that he is wrong, and 
wouoi like to asK him a question that has 
crept into my mind from reading between 
the lines. Has he not a certain axe to 
grind'r Yours truly,

ADVEKTISIXG IN BELGIUM. 
To appear well versed in the honorable 

vocation of trade-jonmal composition, I sup¬ 
pose 1 should begin this article with some 
pithy sentence, containing in a thought, the 
gist and outline of the subjecL 

Not having such a sentence in stock, and 
finding nothing suitable in my writer's 
guide, 1 shall m compelled to plunge into 
the very middle of it—like the silly fly 
who falls into the soup—by saying: “1 
would like to kick the man—for a bluther- 
Ing idiot who first conceived the idea of 
taxing advertising as they do here in Bel¬ 
gium. But, I suppose, by now, the guilty 
one Is dead and gone, and, in everlasting 
damnation, is doomed to watch the souls of 
poster salesmen, far, far above him In glory, 
flitting from one rosy tinted cloud to an¬ 
other, with their golden harps under their 
left wing—^just as they used to carry their 
samples—and that be must continue, for¬ 
ever envying their happy state, and wishing 
that be bad not worked out his own ill 
fate by causing them so much sorrow and 
toll w'ben on earth. That’s what he de¬ 
serves anyway. For, In this country, every 
piece of paper, which is possible to attract 
tiie public gaze, whether large or small, 
printed or written, must contribute a cer¬ 
tain sum to the king’s bank-roll. 

'The price of the revenue stamps vary ac¬ 
cording to the size of the paper, and are 
only good for fifteen days. The official 
billposter, apjiointed by the city, has a 
monopoly of the billboards, he charges three 
cents a sheet, 42x28, a day, for posting 
and space. 'The revenue stamp for the 
same size is 3 3-5 for fifteen days. 'This 
“Koyal” billposter has charge of fifty boards 
In Brussels. 

The largest piece of paper I saw up in 
Belgium was about the size of an American 
1-sheet. But it will not be long now be¬ 
fore there will be some large and fine post¬ 
ers on their boards; finer than anything 
they have ever seen, and there will be an 
American signature “'The Donaldson Litho¬ 
graphing Go., 23 Oxendon Bt., I'iclodelly 
Circtis, 8. W.” in the southeast comer of 
each sheet. Then 1 can bear the opposi¬ 
tion firms kick and bowl, “What extrava¬ 
gance !” “These American ideas will be the 
ruination of us all!” etc., etc. But they 
won’t! .Vnd next year the kickers will buy 
paper themselves, and, when enough of them 
are in line, a petition will be sent to their 
S<-nate which will result In the abolishing 
of the ol>jectionable tax' just as It did in 
Austria two years ago, then Belgium will 
be up-to-date. (As far as we are cun 
ceraed-i At jircsent the revenue from the 
tax on lithographs, etc., is the most in¬ 
significant item in the budget, whereas, if 
advertising were free the freight receipts 
from iM>sters carried on the government rail¬ 
roads would net more money than the 
framer of the stamp law ever dreamed of 
realizing from his silly tax. 

To say nothing of the benefit that would 
be derived by the creation of a new busi¬ 
ness and the impetuous which advertising 
always gives to a nation’s commerce. This 
is bound to come in time for the simple rea¬ 
son that the Belgian merchants and manu- 

fucturers want to advertise and would now 
If It were not fur the obstacles In the 
way. 

'Then, there is the duty on lithographs : 
On cardboard, one or two t-olors, JlVtio per 
220 itounds; on paper, ;f7.tKl per 2'20 
IKtunds ; on cardboard, more than two colors, 
?»8.00 per 220 pounds; on paper, <il4.0d per 
220 pounds. Ibit we, with our wall of pro¬ 
hibitive tariff fattening the trusts, should be 
the last to complain of high duties. 

'The largest advertising agency here la a 
stuck company who control most of the kios- 
ques in Belgium. 'These klosques are of two 
kinds; the first, see Cut I, Is hexagonal In 
shape, about 12 feet high and built of steel 
and glass: these are illuminated from in¬ 
side at night. 'The second, see Cut 11., are 
round, built of wood and somewhat higher. 
Tht'se klosques form the best basis fur ad¬ 
vertising with paper In Belgium, but on 
neither dot's a sut'et larger than 2Sx22 
inches show to advantage. They line the 
sidewalks of iHtulevards and principal 
streets at Intervals of about one hundred 
feet. 

''Udol,” the most extensively advertised 
article In Europe, have the cornices of all 
of the illuminatetl klosques in Belgium for 
their blue and white enamel signs. “Nestle's 
Milk,” runs ''Udol” a close second and “Sun¬ 
light Soap,” “Singer Sewing Machine,” and 
“Leibich's Meat Extract,” are a dead-heat 
for third place In the race for advertising 
supremacy here on the continent. “(Quaker’s 
Oats” have recently shown themselves to 
considerable advantage in some localities, 
but not strong enough, as yet, to win a 
place with the above mentioned firms, of 
whom we note four out of live are .\merlcan. 
'There is no regular system of street-car 
advertising; a card here and there or a 
transparency on the window are the limit 
In this branch. 

Equally unsystematic are the newspaper 
advertisements which are crowded and 
smudgy in appearance, and printed upon 
the cheapest paper. There are only two 
branches of advertising, here In this coun¬ 
try which can lay claim to respectability; 
they are painted bulletins and enamel 
signs. 

'The former are usually on the angles 
of walls, where, in the old streets, one 
house projects further forward than its 
neighbor. The enamel signs are restricted 
to a place on the door poets of the shops 
where the goods mentioned are sold. There 
are no legal restrictions to any form of 
advertising except on paper. 

In Brussels the signs indicating the 
names of the streets are in white letters 
on a blue ground, and invariably on the 
northwest corners of the streets. An en¬ 
terprising piano firm recently got them¬ 
selves mixed up with the local authori¬ 
ties by putting a sign, almost an exact 
fac simile, except In color, upon the south¬ 
eastern corners. The authorities growled, 
of coarse, but as thev have not, as yet. 
found an act in their statutes whereby 
they can compel the removal of the signs, 
strangers continue to walk miles from Van 
Haarlem's Fianos to Van Haarlem’s Org¬ 
ans in search of Boul. Auspacb, and won¬ 
dering If they have struck a town where 
only musicians live and had lived. 

The theaters, a goodiv crew, with two 
Varietet. advertise only with wagons, 
which they call here omnibuses, upon 
which are painted the program of the 
evening, etc. 

There are several large department 
stores, but their wlndow-dretwing Is very 
sad. 

As it is in Brussels,, the capital, so It is 
In the other cities of the Kingdom, unlev 
we make note of the slightest exception in 
Antwerp, w-here there are two splendidly 
constructed plants and where billposting 
is not a monopoly, flow John Moore got 
bis firm’s paper on these boards is another 
story which, for the want of space, we 
must reserve for another time.

As only a certain rain¬ 
fall is accrediteil to each year, we expect 
that the excess so far noted will be “cred 
IteiT’ on account, and that the remainder 
of the season will he correspondingly mild. 
We have In Wasliington, five months of 
what we call winter, during which time 
much rain falls. The remainder of the year 
is exce|itloually fine weather. The rainy 
months are November, Itecember, January, 
February and a part of March.”

A NOTED “SPIELER.” 

The Washington (D. C.) T’lmt's recently 
published the following story regarding 
Senator Keiiua, as relat^ by a fellow Sen¬ 
ator : 

It was back In the early seventies. Ken- 
na was then a l>eardless young attorney, 
living in Charleston, W. Va. He had Just 
hung out his Bliingle, and I doubt If he 
possessed a single client. Ex-Congressman 
Uomeo 11. Freer, now attorney .general of 
West Virginia, had an otUce across the hall 
from Kenna. 1 don’t think he had one 
mure client than his brvther In the profes¬ 
sion. 

The two became warm friends quickly, 
for they had lots of time to visit each oth¬ 
er. At the time there was a hot fight on 
between Wheeling and Charleston as to the 
location of the State Capital. Wheeling 
possessed that honor, and Charleston want¬ 
ed to wrest It from her rival. The ques¬ 
tion was to be decided at the next meet¬ 
ing of the State Legislature, so both cities 
entered into the campaign on that issue 
alone. 

Speakers were sent out througn the 
State. Kenna and Freer not being busy, 
the citizens of Charleston hired them to 
make a joint canvass of the lower portion 
of the State. When about to start, John 
Uobiuson's circus arrived. At that time it 
traveled overland, and, by the way, it was 
one of the first circuses to enter the State. 

Anxious to have big crowds, the thought 
struck Kenna that it wuuld be a good 
scheme to travel with the circus and ad 
dress the crowds at each point of exhibi¬ 
tion. A conference was held and s special 
committee was sent to Cincinnati to make 
an agreement with the management of the 
show. Fur $l,i>"0 Uublnsun agreed to give 
the speakers the use of the tent each after¬ 
noon for an hour for three weeks, aud not 
lo feed the animals until the speHk.ug was 
over. 

Kenna and Freer joined the circus at 
Huntington. Df couroe, their meetings 
were largely attended, for every person 
wanted to see the animals fed. I won’t 
vouch as to the numlier of animals, but it 
IS said the menagerie consisted of a black 
Dear, a lion, a tiger and two camels. The 
young lawyers were orators, however, and 
the pe<»ple were carried away with their 
appeals fur Charleston as the proper site 
fur the lapltal. 

Df course the speakers had to make the 
best of the trip, aud as no traveling accom¬ 
modations bad been provided, taey slept 
in the band wagon under a lot of canvas. 
They were young and healthy, however, 
and enjoyed the novelty of the trip. Neither 
was a millionaire and neither possessed 
but the suit of clothes he wore on the 
trip. 

One night the show was going away from 
Ixigan Court House to Madison. When the 
circus started that night the weather was 
perfect. Kenna and Freer crawled under 
the canvas and were soon fast asleep. 
They had traveled about ten miles when 
a heavy rain fell. The road was of red 
clay, and soon became almost impassable, 
because of the long train of burses aud 
wagons. 

Both young men were unmindful of the 
elements until they were rudely awakened 
by the driver of their wagon, who summa¬ 
rily ordered them to awake and get out and 
push. They objected, but the atmosphere 
became sulphurous, and they acceded to 
his demand. With a longing look at their 
liest clothes, the two climbed out and drop¬ 
ped down Into the mud. 

Because of the terrible condition of the 
roads the show did not reach Madison un¬ 
til shortly after noin, and just a few min¬ 
utes before time for the circus to exhibit 
Both Kenna and Freer were sights, for the 
red clay had ruined their clothis. Nothing 
daiinteil they faced tne big audience that 
afternoon, and telling their experiences of 
the previous night, they carried the audi¬ 
ence by storm. 

After their three weeks’ campaign, the 
election was held and Charleston was vic¬ 
torious. The campaign served to make 
both men well known throughout that end 
of the State, and the very next year both 
were drawn Into politics. Kenna was a 
Democrat and Freer a Uepubllcan. At 
that time West Virginia was strongly Dem¬ 
ocratic, and Kenna rose In the ranks rap¬ 
idly. He was elected prosecuting attorney 
and then was elected a United States Sen¬ 
ator. lie was one of’ the brainest men In 
the upper branch of Congress. 

Freer was to have his turn, too. He 
was elected prosecuting attorney, a circuit 
judge, then served a term In Congress. Now 
be bolds a prominent State office. Both 
men were drawn Into their political lives 
by their novel campaign with a circus.

Is the Circle 
Theater, which .Messrs. Herbert k Etherlng- 
ton had littevi up excellently a few weeks ago 
As In the case of Mrs. Osborn's playhouse, 
everything was done to insure the com¬ 
fort of the |iatr((ns, who for some reason 
or another never turned up. In both in¬ 
stances the shows given and the artists en¬ 
gaged to exploit the plays were artists of 
merit, and collectively head and shoulders 
away above many of the companies filling 
the casts at other theaters, playing to re¬ 
munerative business. In both instances the 
l<K-atl<in and approaches of the two the¬ 
aters now closevi are good; in one In¬ 
stance the orchestral seats commanded fifty 
cents more than any other theater In town, 
was within a stone's throw of Sherry's, 
Delmonlco's and other aristocratic resorts. 
Each and every evening the performance 
was fixed to start at H.i.l, to give these 
late diners a chance of not being rushed 
In their mighty efforts to be in the theater 
at rise of curtain.
