paw shows will be operated In America as 
separate and distinct business enterprises. 
However, neither will declare war on any¬ 
body. The Idea of the opposition car, as 
recently printed In the Enquirer, is not 
new. We have had opposition cars before, 
and the fact that Mr. Kane, of Cincinnati 
was selected to have charge of the opposl- 
tdon car simply means that we selected the 
beet man we could find for that depart¬ 
ment, as we do In all other departments 
The o|>poslt1on car Is not aimed at any 
one circus or corporation. It Is simply a 
matter of self-protection with ns.
