THE FIRST WORD

The 2nd Annual Rock ‘N’ Bowl will be held at the South Bay Bowl in Redondo Beach, CA on Saturday, April 7, with all
proceeds going to the T.J. Martell Foundation For Leukemia and Cancer Research. Lastyear's Rock ‘N’ Bowl raised over
$30,000, and the planners expect to raise $50,000 this year from the AOR Community. The eventis open to music industry
personnel by invitation only. Lanes will be sold for $1,000 each, with a $15 per person entrance fee. Entertainment will be
provided by local bands and record company artists. For information and reservations, contact Anita Webb atMusic Vision,
(213) 344-5599.

RECORD NEWS: The new Psychedelic Furs LP is scheduled for mid-April, produced by Keith Forsey. Columbia also has
LPs coming from Romeo Void (produced by David Kahn) and Scandal (produced by Mike Chapman) in April. A new Elvis
Costello studio LP with his band is penciled in for May. Elvis’ solo tour (with T-Bone Burnett) starts April 10 in Charlottesville,
VA and continues into May. A band tour is scheduled for August. . .The Dire Straits live LP will be a double. It's called
Alchemy, after a Brett Whitely painting. Taped 7/23/83 atthe Hammersmith Odeon in England, itfeatures 10 tracksincluding
two never performed live before, “Going Home (Theme From Local Hero)” and “Two Young Lovers.” There are no overdubs.
The show was also filmed and may surface sometime in the future on cabie. Meanwhile, Mark Knopfler's brother David has
been signed to Passport Records. Look for a solo LP in mid-April. John llisley and brother Mark join him. . .Gang Of 4 is
calling it quits, but not before a final tour. Don’tmiss them. . .A&M has signed Georgia's Swimming Pool Q’s. . .The General
Public LP will be outin May on I.LR.S.. . .The soundtrack to Hard To Hold, in addition to a few tunes by star Rick Springfield,
includes a new Graham Parker track. . .Look out for the new Spongetones EP on Ripete Records. Their debut LP was our
favorite flashback of 1983. For info call (803) 776-2759. . .The new Nona Hendryx LP, The Art Of Defense, is due in early April.
It's produced by Bill Lasweli arid Michael Beinhorn of Material, who also handled the duties on Nona. . .Bonnie Hayes & The
Wild Combo are going the D.LY. route. A new 6-song mini-LP should be out shortly on their own label. You can reach
Bondago Records at(415)665-7927. . .Eastside Artists has formed Sour Mash Records. Their debutrelease willbe an album
featuring both Certain General (whose EP on Labor Records was a Jackpot! pick) and Band Of Outsiders. It features studio
tracks and 2 live tracks from each band. The live recordings were done at CBGB in New York. Also inthe works arean EP by
the Corvairs, and records by Venus-2 and Mode/1Q. you can reach them at (212)228-0024, or write 120 East 4th St. #K,New
York, NY 10003. . .Finally, Menudo has been named the first Youth Ambassadors for UNICEF. They join Goodwill
Ambassadors Danny Kaye, Liv Uliman and Peter Ustinov. Can you stand the excitement?

JACKPOT! SINGLES, TRACKS, ETC.

Y ECHO & THE BUNNYMEN “The Killing Moon” (12") (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—
“The Killing Moon" is a tour-de-force for Echo & the Bunnymen—their finest track yet. Lush production meshes layered
guitars into a hypnotic background, and this setting, combined with lan McCullogh's vocals (sounding eerily like Jim
Morrison) puts “The Killing Moon” somewhere between a lullaby and a nightmare. New music and rock radio will be hard
pressed to find a more exciting track this year; clubs will find the 9 minute mix a welcome change of pace; and college radio’s
continued allegiance is assured. Just brilliant.

% GEORGE KRAMZ “Trommeltanz (Din Daa Daa)” (12”) (Personal, 211 W. 56th Street, Suite 12A, New York, NY 10019)—A
club chant-topper, Kranz deserves a place at college and new music radio. “Trommeltanz’ is a wild scat over an infectious
backing track, one of the most exciting dance singles out right now. Kranz hails from Germany, but this track proves his
international appeal.

Y BANANARAMA “Robert De Niro’s Waiting” (PolyGram, 810 Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10018)—You just have to love
Bananarama. With each successive release they become more and more charming. The bleach-blond trio (sound familiar?)
of Keren, Sarah and Siobhan has released another near perfect 3-plus minutes of pop heaven, this time an ode to their
celluloid hero Mr. De Niro. “I| don't need a boy/l got a man of steel.” With the characteristic Bananarama harmonies
pervading throughout, how can you resist?

TOM TEELEY A Rocket And A Roman Candle” (LP cut) (A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea, Hollywood, CA 90028)—Teeley recorded
his Tales Of Glamour And Distress in and around Manhattan’s Irving Plaza concert/night club, giving it a fresh, tough,
streetwise rock feel. “A Rocket And A Roman Candle” is the standout track, packing a wallop from the opening wail and
drums to the fade. In between is pure pleasure—celebrating the end of a search for the right woman. Teeley’s vocals burn
with the fire suggested by the title.

LENNY WILLIAMS “Pressure” (LP cut) (Rocshire, 1240 N. Van Buren, Suite 102, Anaheim, CA 92807)—There’'s some nice
R&Bon Lenny Williams' Changing LP. Williams' voice is smooth and appealing—he should do well on pop radio. “Pressure”
is the best bet for colleges locking for progressive R&B crossover—the music is infectious, and is spiced with neat
production effects and guitar work. Give ita whirl.

COLOUR RAD!O “Dancer’'/*Adrianna Dreams’ /“Johnny"' (LP cuts) (Gold Mountain, c/0 A&M, address above)—Above
average energetic rock and roll with a modern street feel. Vocalist Stephan Schneider has a great set of rock and roll pipes
and he's ably backed up by a talented R&R unit. Produced by Rick Derringer, who aiso contributes on lead guitar.

“WEIRD AL" YANKOVIC “Weird Al" Yankovic In 3-D (Rock ‘N’ Roll, c/0 CBS, 51 W. 52nd St., New York, NY 10019)—The
spoof-goof Prince of Parody who gave us “My Bologna” and “Another One Rides The Bus” offers us “Eat It" (explosive
video) and other wacky take-offs on current hits. Novelty records must be presented tactfully to be effective—so play this
cautiously. Yet it certainly is hilarious. Try “I Lost On Jeopardy” with a special appearance from Don Pardo (the best
announcer's bit we've heard since Phil Rizzuto's cameo on “Paradise By The Dashboard Light"). Weird Al spoofs Survivor's
“Eye Of The Tiger” with the “Theme From Rocky XIIIl,” which witnesses our favorite heavyweight working in a deli
recommending the chopped liver on “the rye or the kaiser.” “King Of Suede” (Pain) and “The Brady Bunch” (to the tune of
“The Safety Dance") are nice. . .once or twice that is. Except for the crafty “Mr. Popeil,” a B-52’s-ish number, the few
originals don't hold up as well. Stay with the parodies.

Two soundtracks have just been released which deserve your attention. Against All Odds (Atlantic) features a new track by
Peter Gabriel, “Walk Through The Fire.” Nothing new for him, but an exciting song nevertheless; certainly one of his most
accessible. Big Country's “Balcony” is here, and we like it better than the import single “Wonderland.” It's a ballad which
expands a bit on the sound from their LP. Also included: new Stevie Nicks, Kid Creole, Mike Rutherford and Phil Collins
(already reviewed here). . .Repo Man(MCA,70 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608) features some top-notch punk
and hardcore, including Black Flag's “TV Party,” Suicidal Tendencies’ “Institutionalized,” Fear's “Let's Have A War,” Circle
Jerks' “Coup D'Etat” and “When The Shit Hits The Fan" plus twoold Plugz iracks (and one new one). There's also a new cut
by Iggy Pop (the title track) and a version of Jonathan Richman’s “Pablo Picasso” by Burning Sensations.

__ Jackpot!x By Mary Anna Feczo

JOHN COUGAR MELLENCAMP “Authority Song’’ (PolyGram) directed by Jay Dubin—The ambitious energy in this well shot,
punchily edited b/w clip implodes in stunning fashion, leaving the viewer with a Mellencamp whose frustrations fester at not being
able to get around authority. Dubin’s symmetry is twofold and impeccable: a boxing ring with management/military honchos on one
side and their working class/recruit counterparts on the other, as well as a little kid, resembling a pint-size David Johansen, who
portrays the young Cougar. Mellencamp's tour de force swan song to the sole accompaniment of percussion may reflect his being
down in defeat, but when the kid rolls up his t-shirt sleeves a la the big Cougar and nods a knowing, graceful, “m'am” to the
champagne-sipping crowd, the viewer acknowledges he's not out. Sleek and controlled like a (loafer-shod) contender.

ART OF NOISE ‘‘Beat Box'’ (ZTT/Island) directed by Anton Corbjn—Trevor Horn's ZTT label’s house band supplies the audio which
is highly evocative of Philip Glass's orchestral brilliance in Koyaanisqatsi. Thatfilm recorded mgvement as nature evolved into urban
chaosbut“Beat Box" is notatall ominous, depicting instead a day-in-the-life while the vocal ‘ba-ba-ba’s" pierce the dawn, work the
day, and careen through the wee hours. Editing is geared to the beat and the bouncy track is more a pleasant excuse to watch

“fashion” London. Shots of pacing "bovver" boots are a highlight.

GENESIS “lllegal Allen’’ (Atlantic) directed by Stuart Orme—Phil Collins houses on his dome a toupee that looks like a horse hair
palm tree thatch dyed black, and gestures with a highly polished cuke and zucchini—doubling as guns and greenbacks—all to point
out, to audio’s sprightly tempo, the quasi immigrants’ pathetic lot and their reasons for wanting to cross the border. Mike Rutherford's
catching cigarettes in his mouth as they dive-bomb from the air like m&m'’s is daft, but the end of the clip, showing an aerial shotof the
studio’s interior "Mexican” set obviously closed off to outsiders, makes the “entry forbidden" theme most sobering.

BANANARAMA “Robert de Niro’s Waliting” (Mercury/PolyGram) directed by Duncan Gibbins—Holed up in ltaly, Keren, Sarah and
Siobhan claim notto need a boy because they've got—in their hearts at least—a man of steel. The guy is Robert de Niro (who does not
appear in the clip) and audio’s easy going pace meshes with Bananarama's amiable escapism of de Niro—watching via the TV and
movie screen. The Travolta look-alike in pursuit, bearing a violin case in Godfather garb, turns out to be a delivery boy of three
midget-sized pizzas from the neighborhood Corleone take-out joint. Bananarama is still as jaunty, fresh-faced and wide-eyed as
ever.

LAURIE ANDERSON ‘““Sharkey’s Day" (Warner Bros.) directed by Laurie Anderson—This mostly animated clip starts outambitiously
as union in nature manifests via trees of vastly different geographic climes—cactus, palm, evergreen—dotting the highway's edge.
But Anderson's lyrics, thrusting spiritually as well as playing with the notion of life emanating from the sea—the protagonist's name is
Sharkey—have trouble finding a visual home. Anderson’s bloodless figure in blackface calls to mind David Byrne's failed massive,
superimposed visages: the lyric grandeur and thematic scope of both these avant-gardists have yet to find video expression capable
of paring down without diluting.

This issue's picks:

SECRET SECT (4 song cassette) (947 Kenneth Ave., Elizabeth, NJ 07202/201-355-8547)—Secret Sect is a band you'll be
hearing more and more about. This demo, although it's somewhat muddy, shows flashes of guitarist Jay Laskowski's fierce
chops—his The Edge cum Jorma technique predominates over solid funk bass and steady drumming. The best track, (track
4, still untitled), is reminiscent of U2—it's energetic yet melodic. “Dog Town” is a “Radio Clash”-styled rap, while “Hunger” is
a persistent power thumper: “I've gota hunger/| callitlove.” Secret Sect’s approach to their music is firm and aggressive—
that combined with Jay's knowledge of the guitar and its effects will make for some great recordings.

RAVEN KANE AND KLAUS NETZLE Silicon Valley (Erdenklang, c/0 Weller Entertainment Management, 3608 Barham
Blvd., Suite U-321, Los Angeles, CA 90068)—American singer Raven Kane teams up with Germany's Klaus Netzle to create
afinerecord featuring high tech wizardry layered over Raven's (oft shrill) vocals and electronic polyrhythms. The LP plays off
the classic struggle of man vs. machine. On “High Tech Soft Touch” Raven sings “You used to kiss my lips/Now | compete
with micro chips,” or “You used to be tender to me/Before you got your MTV."” “Bring Back Those Office Days” is a
cabaret-styled shuffle (nostalgic yet electronic) recalling the halcyon era of the late 1950s. Also check out “Breakdance
Fever,” a humorous approach to the style craze and “Updated” with its techo laden funk bottom. All in all, this is good
electronic music that's appropriate for progressive radio—it's notas far outas some techno things tend to get. This European
release awaits a home in America.

DOLCE VITA Dolce Vita (EP) (Brain Eater Ltd., Box J, Island Park, NY 11558/516-432-6160)—Dolce Vita, (The Sweet Life), a
standard rock four piece delivers confident straight ahead rock. Producer Chris Spedding nicely harnesses the drive power
of these forceful rockers. “Looking Away"” is our favorite, with a rapid drum undercurrent keeping the beat and energy level
joined by the loose-wristed rhythms of guitarist Tommaso Commonara. Also try “Never Let Go Now,” a basement ballad
nicely blending bits of beauty and boldness. A welcome debut from Dolce Vita (see the movie (1?)).

STYLE COUNCIL My Ever Changing Moods (Geffen, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd.,
Burbank, CA 91510)— 1983's EP Istreducing The Style Cowncil was just that, an introduction. On My Ever
Changing Moeds, the Stlye Council has arrived full-fisted with Paul Weller blossoming into a confident and
competent crooner capable of ringing out on Janrstyle jumpers, soulful serenades, and lounge like laments
incorporating more jazz and R&B influences than on any of his previous work. More importantly, Weller (and
other Honorable Council members) now effectively convey the distinct emotions evoked by each and every tune
(compare “The Paris Match" and “Headstart For Happiness™ on Istreducing to the reworked gems). The use of
homs, strings, and smokey blue guitar chords enrich the sounds of “Here's One That Got Away,” “Blue Cafe,” and
“My Ever Changing Moods.” This deliciously diverse LP includes the rap tune “A Gospe!,” and the solo piano romp
(by chief Council member Mick Talbot) “Mick’s Blessing.” Our favorites also include “You're The Best Thing” (a
stunning ballad), "A Solid Bond In Your Heart™ and “Strength Of Your Nature.” Absorb yourself in My Ever
Chonging Mosds, a record that will camry you through the emotional cycles of rinse, spin and dry. Play it all!

KING CRIMSON Three Of A Perfect Pair (Warner Bros., address above)—The third LP in the
trilogy that began with Discipline and Best finds King Crimson exploring the same adventurous turf as on those
previous LPs. On side one of Thres Of A Perfect Palr the experimental leanings of the musicians develop from a more
mainstream framework. “Sleepless” is the standout, a hard rockin’ funk track which could break through to AOR
and pop radio much the same way “Buming Down The House" did. (A club mix by Francois Kevorkian is in the
works.) “Man With The Open Heart” is similar in mood to Best's “Heartbeat"—both soothing and invigorating.
The title track falls somewhere in between—Robert Fripp's guitar loops and nuances are most enticing, and
Adrian Belew's vocals soar above them. Side two is more exploratative—here all the players search for new
territory on their respective instruments inan exciting adventure in sound and atmosphere. “Industry” and “Larks
Tongue In Aspic Part |11” are the most stiming. Listen carefully to this LP—it's worth every moment.

CARS Heartbeat City (Elektra, 665 Fifth Ave., New York, NY 10022)—A little automotive
history. . .inMarch 1977 the Cars were a last second substitution to open for Bob Seger at Boston's Music Hall
when the original opener was snowed out. RAVES! A tape of “Just What | Needed” was circutated to cotlege and
progressive radio in the summer of 77 and remained in heavy airplay for nearly a year, at which time the band was
signed to Elektra and the vinyl replaced the tape. The rest, as they say. . .The Cars were the first “new wave”
band to explode throughout mainstream American media. And they allowed the floodgates to open for the Knack,
Pretenders, Devo, Blondie, Police et al. Hearthest City is the best Cars album since their classic eponymous debut
LP. Produced by Mutt Lange, the dents and scratches of the past few LPs have been given a fresh new sheen. Yat
the electronic street edge is still present, guided along by Ric Ocasek's trademark vocals. The upbeat rockers all
stick, the favorites being “Looking For Love,” the heavier "Magic,” “It's Not The Night" and the single “You Might
Think.” Also try the lush synth shuffle “Why Can't | Have You™ (could be a massive CHR hit), the airy,
atmospheric love song “Heartbeat City” and Ben Orr’s fine vocal baliad “Who's Gonna Drive You Home." Drive it.

GO-GO'S Talk Show (i.R.S., c/0 A&M, 585 Madison Ave., New York, NY 100189)—Everyone
knows the Go-Go's can pop, but this? Talk Shew rocks with the best of them. If you find that hard to believe, put
on your headphones (trust us—it's best that way) and tum “Head Over Heels” up loud. Martin Rushent has
cleaned up their act, and it sounds just great—especially listen for the guitars, keyboards and drum break. If that
doesn't leave you thoroughly drained, check out “Tum To You,” “Mercenary” and “Capture The Light.”
Congratulations girls (and Martin)! We never knew you had it in you.

JOE JACKSON Body And Soul (A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea, Hollywood, CA 80028)—O0n Bedy And
Seul's opening track, Joe Jackson challenges the listener to reach “The Verdict” on his new LP, which is,
according to the liner notes “Joe’s most pure and personal, leaving behind the ironic observation and social
comment of much of his earlier work in favour of a more direct expression of human emotion.” A fair observation.
Bedy And Sawl is refreshing in its simplicity—the music is beautiful, a logical extension of Night Aad Day, even
lighter and more pop-oriented. The songs are honest in their emotions and intent—"Be My Number Two" and
“Not Here, Not Now" are simply wonderful love songs. “The Verdict™ is our favorite among the upbeat tracks, and
“Loisaida" is a gorgeous instrumental which might even cross Joe to jazz audiences. What's missing here though
is some of the conviction and bite that made the early LPs work even if they weren't as lyrically or musically
developed. With all the attention paid to the music, that prior edge seems to have been slightly lost and for that
we're sorry. Nevertheless, Bedy And Sewl is another satisfying step from one of our favorite artists.

SMITHS Smiths (Sire, c/0 Warner Bros., address above)—Britain’s gone wild for the Smiths: they
topped everyone's “best of" polis and charts for 1983. It's easy to understand why they appeal to the Brits—their
quirky semi-acoustic pop ballads topped with lead vocalist Morrisey’s unpolished but heartfeit vocals strike the
perfect chord between today's new and traditional musics. But will it play in Peoria? Maybe not just yet, but you
can bet on them a few months down the line. And smart radio will go with the Smiths now. Top cuts: “This

Make Graves.”

CHAMELEONS U.K. Script Of The Bridge (MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA
91608)—The Chameleons U.K. fall squarely in line with the current crop of U.K. guitar bands (U2, Echo, Big
Country) yet don't draw directly from any of them. Seript Frem The Bridge has a distinct sound which gets more
rewarding with every listen—though at first it feels simply atmospheric, familiarity reveals the band's talent for
guitar flourishes and subtle musical and lyrical twists and tums. The LP has been remixed and pared down to
eight tracks for U.S. release; our favorites are “Up The Down Escalator,” “Don't Fall” and “Pleasure And Pain.”
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
