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JACKPOT! 
Essential New Music—As chosen by NMR's editorial staff . These records demand your attention 

Jackpot! 
SUN RA Blue Delight (A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA 90028)—Sun Ra returns to vinyl with a straight ahead effort (as 
"straight ahead" as his Arkestra gets) that cements his position as one of the most important (not to mention colorful, entertaining 
and bizarre) musicians of the twentieth century. The 19-piece unit swings into gear and keeps the ball rolling, under Sun Ra's 
playfully goading and casually reinforcing piano lines (it's a delight to hear Ra's piano genius in better focus) along with some 
thoroughly exhuberant soloing (which are passed along as seamless as Olympian relay runners passing the baton), and snappy, 
polyrhythmic patter (Billy Higgins was brought in as the second drummer). The program is comprised of a few originals and some 
jazz standards ("Out Of Nowhere," "The Days Of Wine And Roses") that filters the past fifty years of jazz (Sun Ra and many of his 
loyal crew—saxophonist John Gilmore has been playing with Sun Ra for over 35 years!—have seen it all) into one refreshing long 
player. As avant garde as it is accessible, Blue Delight will surprise many who think of Sun Ra (the Moses of music?) as "too far out" 
and thrill those who've awaited the return of modern big band swing. 

BULLET LaVOLTA The Gift (Taang!, P.O. Box 51, Auburndale, MA 02166)—At a time when hairspray, leather and nose-rings are 
supposed to qualify you as "rock roll," it's a relief to find a band that sears the suckers without any pretense or bullshit. Boston's 
Bullet LaVolta are an incendiary five-piece who last year lobbed a grenade launcher EP of primal riff-worship spearheaded by the 
kill-yr-mom gravel larynx of one Yukki Gipe, and they've one-upped the proceedings with their first full-length LP. While BLV hasn't 
lowered the adrenaline level a bit, some of the songs here are actually more (shock! horror!) accessible, with melodic undertones 
showing through the ballbusting guitars like veins through skin; "The Gift" sounds like Cheap Trick after a stint as the house band 
at the Beirut Hilton. Don't expect "Sweet Child O' Mine," though: the Bullets are the only guns we know who can handle the 
bloodletting guitar spectacle of a straight-on post-metal outfit like Prong or Voivod, and somehow sneak in that certain post-'77 ear 
for rabbit-punchy songwriting once brandished by the Descendents, Damned and early Generation X (hey, Billy Idol wasn't always 
such a beanhead). These guys can fire off deadly sniper solos and dead-on barre-chord bazooka blasts with the best of them, but 
know enough to keep close to the bone when they have to. Pump these: "One Room Down," "Mother Messiah," "Little Tiny Pieces," 
"Birth Of Death" and especially "The Gift." 

PERE UBU Cloudland (Fontana, do PolyGram, 810 Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019)—Even after the success of last year's 
triumphant comeback LP The Tenement Year, even after years of being cited as an influence on just about everybody, even after all 
the changes in music that have taken place in the fourteen years since they first honked and squawked their way across a Cleveland 
stage, the thought of Pere Ubu, the icons of weirdness, landing on a major label is still a little scary, and definitely cause for jaws to 
drop and eyebrows to waggle. For their PolyGram bow, Ubu and producer Steven Hague (New Order, OMD) have turned the tubas 
and wheezing, whistling and noodling synthesizers way down (but if you listen carefully, they're all still there, buried in the mix) to 
reveal with startling clarity something old Ubu fans have always known; that beneath their hard, dissonant and inaccessible sonic 
exterior, Ubu are capable of writing some really catchy melodies. It should also startle more than a few onlookers (but then again, 
followers of Ubu would be surprised if there were no surprises) that the album's single, "Waiting For Mary," is actually one of the 
more eclectic. Ubuesque tracks on the entire LP—hardly the safe, stodgy move one would expect from a sell-out. Top of the Pops: 
"Breath," "Race The Sun," "Nevada" (soda an Ubu-ization of "Sloop John B") and "Pushin'." 

DON PULLEN New Beginnings (Blue Note, 810 Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019)—It's no hyperbole to say that the names one 
conjures when describing Don Pullen's piano playing are among the weightiest in jazz—the furious, impassioned dexterity of an 
Oscar Peterson, Cecil Taylor's exploratory banging and plinking, and the melodic, clustered, chordal bursts of McCoy Tyner all 
come to mind when discussing Pullen's attack on the acoustic keyboard. What places him among the elite vanguard of modern 
pianists (besides his unquestionable pedigree, including a celebrated stint with Mingus and a ten-year quartet tenure with tenor 
saxman George Adams) is his ability to inhabit all possible realms of the jazz piano, simultaneously mixing melodicism on one 
hand (usually his left) with the sweeping glisses and atonal, flat-handed slides and slams of his right. Pullen's gift lies in his ability to 
use such avant-garde noodling and splashing not as mere primitivism and unorthodoxy unto itself, but rather as a rapid-fire 
extension of melody, harmony, and the bending "blue note." Aided by the tight and inspired support of jazz vets Gary Peacock on 
bass and Tony Williams on drums, Pullen's breathtaking piano lines slide like water, jouncing freely from key to key, falling like 

hammers all over this session, particularly on the stunning dervish of "Reap The Whirlwind" and the CD-only "Silence = Death."

WORLD SAX 'PHONE QUARTET Rhythm And Blues (Elektra/Musician, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—Over eight 
albums in a ten-year span, the World Saxophone Quartet has responded to the personal challenge of forming a group without the 
obligatory rhythm section behind it; as the title suggests, this album delivers the WSQ treatment to several standards of '60s and 
early '70s R&B, including reworkings of songs made famous by Otis Redding, James Brown, Marvin Gaye, the O'Jays, as well as 
three original charts. What makes the WSQ's music s,:s startling is the non-traditional fashion in which the traditional is approached; 
present on this record is an astounding sense of melodicism and even romaticism (see "Let's Get It On" or "Dock Of The Bay"), 
combined with virtuoso playing that is also deeply soulful. Following in the footsteps of 1986's WSG Plays Duke Ellington, Rhythm 
And Blues transports six legendary R&B standards into the WSQ idiom, arranged solely for four saxophones and spotlighting each 
player's distinctive abilities. While lighter in tone than the somber, respectful seriousness of much of the Ellington album, Rhythm 
And Blues benefits the casual listener by the relative familiarity of its music; sometimes, hearing a jazz reading of popular classics 
can be a lot of fun. 

SLOVENLY We Shoot For The Moon (SST, P.O. Box 1, Lawndale, CA 90260)—Slovenly is one of the most intricately poetic bands 
around, and with their fourth LP they swoop and flutter with a derring-do that's been evident in past records, but with nothing near 
the majesty reached here. A cast-off point in the music of this Bay Area band lies in the thesaurus of phrases and asides that are 
nun .) from the instrumcrt,5 of Tom Watson, Tim Plowman and Scott Ziegler, as they trade off guitar/bass chores with a nimble, 
expressive grace that has had few equals since Richard Lloyd and Tom Verlaine had their fingers repossessed. Never sallying into 
the confines of repetitive riffing or standard verses and choruses, the band spreads out too many subtleties and notes of languid 
exactitude to grasp in one listening. Steve Anderson's vocals at first seem incongruous to the delicacy of the instrumental flittings, 
but his out-of-bounds, dramatic monotone actually provides a perfect contrast to the gentler elements of song. Slovenly has 
created an album where there's not a wasted note or lyric, where every element naturally fits into its proper time and space, and 
where pretense never gets the upper hand. Top cuts: the title track, "She Was Bananas," "Running For Public Office," "Don't Cry 
No Tears" (a Neil Young cover) and "Self Pity Song." 

COUCH FLAMBEAU Ghostride (It's Only A Record, 8640 N. Semite Dr., Milwaukee, WI 53223)—After lying around for nearly a 
year, the third Couch LP has finally been released, a doozy of ambition, sarcasm and guitar wizardry that's flabbergasting in the 
degree to which it succeeds. Building from the spacey, at times unfathomable mind-tunnels that slopped all over their first record, 
the Milwaukee duo of Jay Tiller and Neil Socol haiie developed an insidiously straightforward guitar finesse, emerging at its most 
full-blown and glorious here. If it wasn't for the vocals this would be a solid excursion into no-frills instrumental inventiveness, at 
least until Tiller lets lunatic hands guide his guitar into unpredictable flourishes. The only song that can really be taken at face value 

is the austere cover of Vince Guaraldi's "Cast Your Fate To The Wind" while the rest of the songs split into multi-levels of 
seriousness and scorn. Lyrically, the Couch sails off into whole new galaxies of intolerance for the silliness surrounding the rock 'n' 
roll habitat, cartwheeling between ironic observation and confusing non sequitur, such daffiness accounting for half their charm. 
The rest of it lies in their ability to outplay other bands while satirizing them to ribbons. In the long career of Couch Flambeau 
Ghostride is their best-aimed gob in the winds that fan the music scene. Top cuts: "We're Not Smart," "Just Kidding," "Think Twice" 
and "Summer Vacation." 
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EVAN JOHNS AND HIS H-BOMBS Bombs Away (Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf, Bldg. C-3G, Salem, MA 01970)—Austin's most 
endearingly earthy, sawdust-clearing combo have whipped loose with a collection to knock you off your barstool and keep you off 
till the stereo can't take no more. This non-stop rebel rouser is a bit of honkin' trash, a little County Fair high spirits, and a trough-full 
of jumpin' jive with a wicked Texas twist. The H-Bombs strap on rhythms that'll put a wiggle in your walk, adding all kinds of fun 
stuff like mandolins, fiddle, harmonicas, and slide guitar to achieve a steady back porch burn, with Evan drawling, smirking or 
howling as he does so well. Whatever the tempo (and it's usually a high-steppin' one), there's ladles of instrumental whiz and 
spot-on songwriting to get the good times going—Evan and Mark Korpi squall out guitar lines that kick up too much smoke to be 
ignored, and Dan McCann and Jim Starboard stomp out a claim with bass and drums around territory that ranges from surfin' 
snarls of yesteryear ("Dance, Frannie, Dance" originally found on Pebbles Vol. 1) to the decadent splendor of New Orleans ("Oh! 
New Orleans"). With Evan Johns around, there'll always follow a cluster of rowdies looking for honest, barre-chord craziness, and 
that group should grow to wall-splitting proportions with "Love Is Gone," "Lessons That Burn," "Boudin Man," and "Poor Boys' 

Dream." 
HENRY ROLLINS Sweatbox (Texas Hotel, 712 Wilshire Blvd., Santa Monica, CA 90401)—This spoken word three-record set is 
packed with three hours of Life According to Henry. Judging from these excerpts of live engagements, he could easily fill a dozen 
LPs with the tales of abhorrent events that have happened to him over the course of several hundred tours. Diversity is the key to 
this record, as it avoids the tedium most spoken-word records settle into, with Henry spinning yarns that range from a side-long 
reflection upon the joys of masturbation to the time he was stranded on the Autobahn at some ungodly hour. He also lets down the 
iron curtain and shows a rarely seen talent—humor, at times pressing out comical interpretations of bad situations, while at others 
depicting intense human struggle. At every turn, at every engagement he has the entire crowd spellbound (you'll stop what you're 
doing to pay undivided attention), making the most out of every situation or thought, and showing as much mastery in his role as 
social commentator/storyteller/comedian as he does singing in a band. This record is also littered with material too damaging for 
the masses (his little poem about feminine hygiene, for one). So listen to it, screen it and play it, 'cause we'll bet none of your friends 
has anything this interesting to say. 
HENRY THREADGILL SEXTETT Rag, Bush, And All (Novus, do RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036)—Henry 
Threadgill drags ragtime by the hair into the present, forcing a dusty old textbook topic, once taught from yellowed notes by bald 
and wheezy old professors, to stand up and strut, and making it sway and grind its brittle bones like it hasn't done since before they 
closed the speakeasies and bordellos. While Threadgill updates and explicates ragtime for a particularly raucous big band (they 
are outspoken even on the album's quieter numbers) with arrangements that are almost orchestral in scope, he never loses sight of 
the rag's original rollicking barrelhouse freedom—in fact, he transmutes that spirit into today's freeform idiom—so no matter how 
obtuse or angular things may get, one never loses that feeling of looseness and spontaneity that makes ragtime the favorite cousin 
of jazz and one of the earliest and biggest influences on its development. None of the four lengthy rags here tire or stray for even a 
minute, providing a spirited, lively listen—whether it's the upbeat frenzy of side one or the sombre spirituality and slow drag of side 
two, the horn heavy, pianoless Rag, Bush, And All is always challenging and guaranteed to turn a few heads and tap a few feet.

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WIRE It's Beginning To And Back Again (Mute-Enigma, P.O. Box 3628, Culver City, CA 90231-3628)—When a band is as 
monstrously prolific as Wire, the material often accumulates faster than it can be released. This 11-track LP couples live songs 
recorded last year in Chicago and Portugal with the three tracks that were released on the "Eardrum Buzz" EP (that song is featured 
here in both live and studio incarnations) last month. Never ones to pander to their audience's expectations, the live material 
consists of less familiar tracks from the past two years (there isn't a "hit" in the bunch) that have been so radically rearranged that 
they're practically different songs, creating cold, stark soundscapes that are simultaneously human and mechanical. The studio 
material features "Eardrum Buzz" (which could easily be their biggest hit), the gorgeous "The Offer" (lilting melancholia in the vein 
of"Kidney Bingos" or "Outdoor Miner"), and the instrumental "Illuminated," which finds them branching into almost Tackhead-ish 
territory. This stopgap LP should tide fans over until the next vinyl onslaught from the Wire camp. 

PHRANC I Enjoy Being A Girl (Island, 14 E.'4th St., New York, NY 10012)—Female folk singers have made many inroads in the 
"mainstream" world of pop music in the last few years. Success stories such as Tracy Chapman and Suzanne Vega have helped 
pave the way for the female vocalist, but Phranc (who's been doing the girl-with-the-acoustic thing for five years) is far from your 
conventional female folksinger. Calling herself "an average all-American Jewish lesbian folksinger," Phranc is both tough and 
stark, as well as humorous and off-beat. She can sing songs about her recently departed parakeet ("Rodeo Parakeet"), the joy of 
toys and toy stores ("Toy Time," which might as well be a Toys 'R' Us commercial) and her favorite tennis player ("M-A-R-T-I-N-
A"), with humor and a strong yet comfortable sense of self. She also knows how to be angry, on songs like "Bloodbath" and "Take 
Off Your Swastikas," two effective songs filled with a message not obscured by the rage behind it. Produced by the Violent 
Femmes' Victor DeLorenzo, I Enjoy Being A Girl brings the folkie tradition up to date with a slew of songs that range from silly to 
serious, all of which are emotionally up front, like 'em or not. "Folksinger" is an ultra-clever nod to the form and a song worthy of a 
lot of notice. Check out "The Ballad Of Lucy & Ted" and the out-of-control polka feel of the title track as well as those mentioned 
above. 

STEEL POLE BATH TUB Butterfly Love (Boner, P.O. Box 2081, Berkeley, CA 94702)—Steel Pole Bath Tub have been dwelling in 
San Francisco for a couple of years now, and as their debut makes astonishingly clear, no one in their vicinity comes close to 
approximating the howling wilderness these three create when they plug in their instruments. The skittish, gymnastic frenzies that 
overcome the rhythm section serve to offset the big guitar bombast, poking, pummelling and lashing out in every conceivable 
direction in the space of a single song, with Steel Pole advancing into crazed and dangerous corners at a pace that'll turn you 
woozy. The highwire screeches of Mike Morasky and Dale Flattum turns lyrical vignettes of alcoholic existentialism into a sort of 
satanic glossolalia, skewering the paranoid white boogie spewed out by the guitar as shrapnel flies out of the speakers at an 
alarming velocity. The Steel Pole three-chord circus, in its most transcendentally self-destructive moments, throws a line back to 
the throes of Scratch Acid, although SPBT isn't quite as deathly. That isn't meant to denigrate the good name of Steel Pole; they 
scatter their ideas and structures to the winds with spurts of kinetic malcontent that won't settle down, making for an LP that ends 
hoarse and breathless, one of the livelier debuts we've heard in awhile. Top cuts: "I Am The Sam I Am," "Hey Bo Diddley," Swerve," 
and "Thru The Windshield Of Love." 

K.D. LANG AND THE RECLINES Absolute Torch And Twang (Sire-WB, 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—Hailing from 
Alberta, Canada, Kathy Dawn Lang certainly doesn't look like your typical Nashvillian, tearjerkin', heartbroken country star 
dressed in spangles and lace, but, heavens-to-Patsy, what a voice. Add to it her trusty band the Reclines, who don't just kick up the 
dust they absolutely blast it, and you've got the combination that's gonna knock Nashville into the '90s. k.d. follows her rightly 
acclaimed, award-winning solo effort, Shadowland, by bringing back the aforementioned Reclines (who helped make her debut 
Angel With A Lariat the most talked about New Country record of that year), for another slightly warped whirl at pop and country 
stylings. Special mention goes to co-producer Ben Mink, a magician on fiddle, mandolin, and seemingly anything with strings. 
There's lots of good rockin' on tunes like the autobiographical "Big Boned Gal" and "Big Big Love," last covered by Nick Lowe, as 
well as some tasty swing on "Full Moon Full Of Love" and "Three Days," the Willie Nelson/Faron Young classic. With a dollop of sad 
tunes, the moaning "Wallflower Waltz" and the slinky "Trail Of Broken Hearts," the total effort of Absolute Torch And Twang is, as 
the title suggests, a combination of Lang's two previous works. Sometimes sultry, sometimes raucous, but always a delightful 
listening experience. 

TODD RUNDGREN Nearly Human (Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—It's long been an inside joke that Todd 
Rundgren's contract is supposedly worded so that he has to do "one normal album for each weird one," and since the A Capella 
album was so obviously one of the weird ones, this time he's presented us with Nearly Human, perhaps one of the strongest, most 
consistently listenable records from the span of his lengthy career since his days as pioneering Sixties studio whiz kid fronting the 
Nazz. Since A Capella (which gave new meaning to the term "solo album," consisting entirely of nothing but Rundgren's vocals), 
Todd has done a complete about face, enlisting the services of as many musical friends as possible (every track is literally crammed 
with people) including Tubes alumni (drummer Prairie Prince), and the able support of L.A. duo Bourgeois Tagg (Rundgren's 
name kept popping up on their album, which revealed a similar flair for pop arrangement and production sheen) to add flesh and 
blood to his ideas; the result is a seamless, impeccably produced album (would we ever expect less from the man who produced 
Skylarking, Forever Now, and Bat Out Of Hell?) which reveals that Rundgren has never really gotten over the rousing vocals of the 
soul music from his hometown of Philadelphia. Tops: "Waiting Game," "Can't Stop Running," and "I Love My Life." 
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DAVID TORKANOWSKY Steppin' Out (Rounder, One Camp St., Cambridge, MA 0214 )—While still young by jazz stardards, David 
Torkanowsky has never been lumped in with the latest crowd of New Orleans jazz wunderkinds such as Harry Connick, Jr. or the 
Marsalis progeny, but now after a long, generally underrecognized stint honing his skills as a support or ensemble player on the 
local jazz scene, he at last seems poised to step out of the shadows. Torkanowsky, previously heard on vinyl backing such New 
Orleans jazz and bluesmen as Alvin "Red" Tyler and Walter "Wolfman" Washington, chose to remain in New Orleans and record 
with a cast of regulars for his debut as a leader; the presence of such friends (among them Johnny Vidacovich, Steve Masakowski, 
James Singleton—who, along with Tork, are the Crescent City's hardest working and most versatile musicians—and drummer 
Herlin Riley) gives Steppin' Out much of the relaxed informality and looseness that makes it sound so fresh and dynamic. Top cuts: 
The eight-minute title track, "Big Greaze" (one of five DT originals), "A Love Song," penned by James Black, the legendary New 
Orleans drummer who died last year, and recorded as a tribute to him, the piano/bass duet on "Patrocenio," and the James Booker 
evocations on "Spring Can Really Hang You Up The Most," which fans of traditional New Orleans-styled piano will .mmediately 
jump for. 

GYUTO MONKS Freedom Chants From The Roof Of The World (Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf, Bldg. C-3G, Salem, MA 01970)— 
There's world music, and then there's other-world music! The Bhuddist Gyuto Monks hail from the Gyuto Tantric University 
(founded in 1474) and are disciples of the Tibetan Dalai Lama. They now live in exile in India (the Communist Chinese government 
killed most of them in the '50s), and performed in the West to raise funds for a monastery they want to build in Nepal. Their 
multiphonic, meditative chants are a form of prayer, with each monk singing a chord containing two or three tones simultaneously. 
Bhuddists say that the sound arises only from the throat of a person who has realised selfless wisdom; we say this is some seriously 
wild shit. This record contains excerpts of the full ritual and the sound of the Monks is simultaneously soothing and scary, featuring 
the deepest, lowest voices you've ever heard chanting mantra-like drones, punctuated by occasional clattering percussion. The 
two Monk cuts last between 27 and 28 minutes each, but programming short sections shouldn't be difficult, because there's really 
not that much variation. "#2 For Gaia," is a gorgeous, ambient instrumental and features Micky Hart (percussion), Phillip Glass and 
Kitaro (both on keyboards). We can guarantee that you've nevar heard anything quite like the Monks before! 

RAINMAKERS The Good News And The Bad News (Mercury, c/o PolyGram, 810 Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019)—The good 
news is that this quartet from our country's heartland has a new album filled with slices of Americana that we can all relate to. The 
bad news is that this band has been overlooked for too long, with many elitist programmers fearing the combo to be too commercial 
(even though they haven't been what you would call successful on retail or commercial radio levels). The Rainmakers' third record 
is full-tilt, well-crafted rock & roll, with a hometown backwoods twang of their native Kansas City, MO, led by Bob Wa.kenhorst's 
distinctive nasal warble. They display an outspoken attitude on topics from domestic homelife and relationships, to the importance 
of dreams and goals, to more broader social and political concerns, all with a very tongue-in-cheek Biblical and religious 
inclination. The music behind the message stands up to the lyrical thoughtfulness—simple, straightforward and hard-hitting. The 
most obvious track is "Reckoning Day," which appeared on Certain Damage Vol. 18, while other stand-outs include "Spend It On 
Love," "Horn 0 Plenty," "Hoo Dee Hoo" and "Battle Of The Roses."

VAN MORRISON Avalon Sunset (Mercury-PG, 810 Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019)—On his fourth album in three years, Van 
continues the spiritual themes that distinguished his last couple of records, and the passive, reflective mood set on Avalon Sunset 
takes him one rung higher on the ladder to Heaven. While the lyrics are certainly inspirational and touchingly reflect his faith, they 
can get a little over-zealous; the songs are also marred by big production (orchestras, massed backing vocals) that doesn't always 
seem to suit the humility of the lyrics. That said, there are always moments of near-transcendental beauty on Van's records, 
moments where his voice merges with the music and the two take off and become much more than the sum of the parts. That 
happens especially on the single, "Whenever God Shines His Light," where a simple but chillingly effective piano line creates a 
framework upon which the kitchen sink-production approach works; the music-with-monologue "Coney Island" (the one in Van's 
homeland, not the coastal paradise-turned-junkyard in New York), "I'm Tired Joey Boy," and "Daring Night," where Van says "one 
more time" and then repeats the phrase twelve more times! 

PUSSY GALORE Dial 'M' For Motherfucker (Caroline, 114 W. 26th St., New York, NY 10001)—Neil Hagerty's back, Julia Cafritz is 
gone, Jon Spencer is still czar, and on their second LP, the band conducts its heathen rites with a heightened spiritual accuracy. 
You probably won't catch them making some slatternly attempt to rewire all their crossed circuits for the benefit of a major with a 
new alternative department—not everyone can be accessible, but that doesn't sadden us in the least. These crossover phobics 
remember that there are some people who need to be alienated, and some of those people are being subjected to brainless drivel 
right now. Of course, noise for noise's sake is as bad as any other creative effort where the concept outweighs the execution, but 
Pussy Galore execute their little hearts out on Dial M, and they do it with razor-sharp guillotines. Genuine rock that you can also 
dance to, this record comes closer to the jacked-up Cocksucker Blues ideal than anything previous—a few of the songs here are 
more evocative of the real Exile On Main Street than PG's 1987 cover of that LP. The cherished hallmarks of the PG sound are at 
their bawdy, technicolor finest: rhythms that gallop down off-tune ravines, cab-dispatch vocals, an overall lubricious feel, and 
when they translate the revolution of cynics and creeps into music, PG plug their cantankerous souls right into their overloaded 
amps. Squirm to these: "Understand Me," "DWDA," "Dick Johnson," "1 Hour Later" and "Waxhead." 

TUPELO CHAIN SEX 4! (Selma, 1040 N. Las Palmas, Hollywood, CA 90038)—Joining the ranks of Led Zeppelin and Foreigner by 
simply numbering their fourth album, Tupelo Chain Sex return to prominence after a two-year vinyl hiatus with more of the 
craziness and blurting sax that marked their music from their first glowing moments back in the early Eighties. Part jazz, part salsa, 
part ska, part punk, and three parts gin, Tupelo Chain Sex mix styles and genres with all the sleight-of-hand of a skilled mixologist 
even though there's all sorts of variety and flavor in their musical blend, none of the ingredients stand out too noticeably, resulting 
in music that in spite of its outrageous diversity is still a harmonious whole when heard in its entirety. If James Chance were from 
the seedy side of Tinseltown instead of from the boho New York nocturnal underground, he just might make a record like this one. 
Whether it's "Chili-Dog," an homage to singer Limey Dave's favorite fast food treat, "La-La-Land," about the perils of iving in the 
Big Orange, or "Mambo Lola" (unquestionably a masterpiece of utter insanity, complete with samba drums, cowbells, police 
whistles and vague incoherent ravings about carnival in Rio), Tupelo Chain Sex cover all the bases in this freeform cddyssey of 
oddness and funk that's not to be missed. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Lyrics By Ernest Noyes Brookings (Shimmy-Disc, JAF Box 1187, New York, NY 10116)—Ernest Noyes 
Brookings was living at the Duplex Nursing Home when Duplex employee David Greenberger (who is also a member of Men & 
Volts) discovered Ernest's aptitude for poetry. Some of the poems he wrote at the Duplex are set to music here, with the topics 
ranging from "Baldness" to smoking ("The Harmfulness Of Tobacco"), to, of all things, the letter "T". Brookings' style of 
composition had an off-kilter, sideways logic and flow that was somewhat lacking on the syntactical side, but is made up for in its 
emotional familiarity and bouts of unpredictability. Since his poetry adhered stringently to the confines of meter, there's already a 
strong existing rhythm for the musicians to build upon, which they do in a dizzying variety of form, typically disparate examples 
being Johnny D. And The Domestics' cowboy doo-wop, the Brave Combo's appropriate treatment of "Polka," the pop perkiness of 
the Incredible Casuals' "Headphones," and the folksy jig Michael Bloom incorporates into "Haircuts." With star contributors like 
Jad Fair, Kramer, Christmas, and Eugene Chadbourne, an array of stylistic perversions and fluctuations take place, almost to the 
extent that a casual listener might fail to notice that the lyrics were composed by one person, though Brookings' affection and 
sincere manner shines evenly throughout, and gives the record its strange soul. 

MULTIPLE PLACES Duncan (Martini, P.O. Box 21126, Baton Rouge, LA 70893)—Veterans of years in the underground club scene, 
Multiple Places was one of the first bands in their hometown of New Orleans to attempt to break free from the blues/jazz/funk 
pidgeonholing that is part of the legacy (which in the case of new music like the Places, is also a bit of a curse) of claiming New 
Orleans as one's hometown. Their first album, Duncan (named after original lead singer Duncan McCord, who suffered from 
schizophrenia throughout his lifetime) is a benefit for victims of schizophrenia and their families, as proceeds from sales will be 
given to the National Alliance for the Mentally Ill—certainly a noble gesture for a band's debut album. Though the production 
quality certainly isn't Dark Side Of The Moon, Multiple Places' blend of psychedelic dance funk (with a rock solid rhythm section) 
makes for a combination that hits more often than it misses. Top cuts: Try "Colored Pages," "Victrola," "Rain," or "Gateway To 
Freedom."

CMJ New Music Report, June 2, 1989 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Calypso Pioneers (Rounder, One Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140)—At the same time that New Orleans was 
experiencing the birth of jazz, two hundred miles south in the Caribbean, musicians were inventing an astoundingly similiar 
musical form, but built upon an infrastructure of heavy steel drums. While North America was under the jitterbug sway of such 
icons of the jazz age as Louis Armstrong and Bix Beiderbecke, around Trinidad such exotically monikered calypsonians as 
Wilmouth Houdini, Attilla the Hun, and the Executor were rollicking with the citizens of the islands, streamlining and updating 
traditional African-derived ka/indas and vaudeville tunes into a curious new form of topical carnival music now known as calypso. 
While the recording quality is somewhat limited by the technology of the times, the performances themselves shine through with a 
joyful exuberance all their own (and there definitely is something incredibly decadent about hearing a compact disc of music 
recorded in one take with a needle on a roll of tin foil!). Like the earliest squawkings of jazz or the first recordings of amplified urban 
blues from the late '405, Calypso Pioneers capture all the excitement and novelty of a new music in its infancy, fresh and new and 
full of the life of its colorful creators. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Everyday Is A Holly Day (Emergo, c/o Roadrunner, 225 Lafayette St., Suite 709, New York, NY 10012)—"He 
might have passed away in that fatal plane crash 30 years ago, BUT HIS MUSIC LIVES ON!" You've probably been up late watching 
cable TV when those words introduced the latest compilation on K-Tel or some such post-mortem-exploitation. Patrick Mathe of 
New Rose Records comes to us with a different sorta compilation—the trendy deal where you get lotse "alternative" artists who pay 
tribute to a lost hero—in this case rock 'n' roll legendary boy wonder, Buddy Holly, and this one rocks and rages so hard and so 
sweetly that you can really say "his music sounds as new today as it did 30 years ago" with a straight face. Let's go right to the 
nuggets: "Peggy Sue" by Tav Falco's Panther Burns with an Alex Chilton solo is Memphis Memphis Memphis; Chris Spedding's 
"It's So Easy" is the most depressing version of the song ever, twisting the line "It's so easy to fall in love" into a hateful regret that 
the original only hinted at; "Not Fade Away" by the Lolitas, a pan-European act that's produced by Chilton. Also on Holly Day are 
the Shoes, LMNOP, Classic Ruins, the Country Rockers (average age: 61), Slickee Boys, Chris Bailey (the Saints' founder)—and 
Imitation Life doing an excellent tribute song/rocker "Hey Buddy" that has all the elements of "power pop" that Buddy Himself 
created. Rave On. 

JACKPOT! PLUS 
MARIA McKEE "I've Forgotten What It Was In You (That Put The Need In Me)" (12") (Geffen, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 
90069)—Moving on to a solo career after a two record stint with Lone Justice, Maria McKee gives us a sweet sample of her 
upcoming, Mitchell Froom-produced eponymous record with a ditty that picks up where "Shelter" left off. Her rich country-style 
vocals, along with a mature acoustic orchestration, give her a sound, and (hopefully) a soon-to-follow stature, of a female John 
Cougar Mel lencamp—just picture her swaying with her guitar while brushing her hair back out of her eyes. The vocals are the 
highlight though, her strong, yet at ease style avoiding pretense at every turn. What we have here is a convincingly romantic tune 
that leaves us anxiously awaiting more. 

MORRISSEY "Interesting Drug" (12") (Sire-Reprise, 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—Whither Saint Stephen Morrissey? 
As his solo output readily shows, the celibate wonder was much more responsible for the Smiths' sound than most people thought, 
and he continues to carry the torch for that late, lamented band—in this case, with all former Smiths except Johnny Marr on his 
second single of the year. The A-side (the lyrics are a lot less scandalous than the title suggests) features a cool, chiming guitar 
reminiscent of Orange Juice, with nice cooing backing vocals by Kirsty MacColl. On the flip, the gentle "Such A Little Thing" (with 
a hilarious refrain of "Most people keep their brains between their legs") is also worthy of airplay, as is a live version of the Smiths' 
"Sweet And Tender Hooligan," which was recorded at a surprise gig in England earlier this year that caused a riot! 

WOLFGANG PRESS Raintime (12") (4AD (UK), c/o 4AD (US), 611 Broadway, Suite 311, New York, NY 10012)—Percussive energy 
has long been a forte of this London-based trio, and although their progression over the years points to a more streamlined sound, 
the music shows no signs of losing its zeal. The latest offering of remixed materials from the Bird Wood Cage LP holds the beat right 
out in front, without coming close to falling into the mindless dance category (The Press more aptly fit in with the neo-funk 
intelligentsia). "Rai ntime" has been slightly beefed up and stripped down, adding more percussion but removing the classical 
instrumentation, and though the changes are subtle, the remix has a heavier feel than the LP version. The flip has transformed 
"Bottom Drawer," with the B-movie moonlight howling absent, and finishes with "Slowtime," a more murky rehash of "Raintime." 
Forget acid house and turn on to some real substance; Wolfgang Press offers music that is as listenable as it is danceable. 

MUDHONEY "You Got It (Keep It Outta My Face)" (7") (Sub Pop, P.O. Box 20645, Seattle, WA 98102)—The newest little glitch to 
the Sub Pop Singles Club is this: get a friend to join and mention your name, and you receive this handy item (you could also call 
and ask real nice, but we doubt that'd work). This latest from Seattle's chosen sons, however, is quite a prize, with the A-side 
grinding an uncharacteristically whiplashing, hiphugging, go-go feverish rhythm that both Russ Meyer and Roger Gorman would 
approve of. "Burn It Clean" is more Superfuzz Bigmuff-style desperado lurch, and has nothing to do with Echo And The 
Bunnymen, but it has enough punch to leave your brain cells as scrambled as Muhammed Ali's. 

SARAH McLACHLAN "Steaming"/"Solsbury Hill" (12") (Arista, 6W. 57th St., New York, NY 10019)—Sarah McLachlan filled a lot of 
ears and warmed a lot of hearts with her debut album Touch, a wonderful vocal odyssey into the enchanting world of this 
20-year-old Nova Scotian. On the album, she is cool, sophisticated and composed, due to a lifetime of classical training on piano, 
guitar and vocals. "Steaming," recorded live at The Town Pump in Vancouver British Columbia on 4/18/89—it didn't take them long 
to get this piece out!—shows that she is not at all subdued live, firing away with an intensity that is sometimes restrained on the 
album, while keeping her soothing and soaring voice just as pristine in the live setting as it was in the studio. The B-side, a cover of 
the Peter Gabriel tune, is probably more a tribute to one of her greatest influences than anything else. This 12" is just a little 
something to prime you for her tour, which will begin later this summer. 
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The future crop of 

Manic Pop is ripe now.

WRONG Ethel Merman Jism Spoon (Flux, P.O. Box 
2576, El Segundo, CA 90245)—For their debut, this San 
Francisco-via-Hawaii tonal set of sonic brats scurry 
and shuffle through a plethora of guitar-dominated, 
sunny variations on the grand old pop scheme, kicking 
some bootfuls of hi-speed punk in with the bargain. 
The foursome tinker and stretch the boundaries of a 
basic three-minute "underground-oriented" pop song, 
cramming in a slightly uppity, mostly wacked-out and 
charming personal touch, driving these tunes to the 
sort of breezy, carefree destination that so many 
college radio bands miss due to lack of wit, chops, 
imagination, or self-confidence. The Wrong don't lack 
any of these attributes, and besides a young turk 
attitude that enlivens the proceedings, there's also a 

continuous outpouring of fluid, hypersonic guitar from Dave Carr and Jim Cribley that 
doesn't stay still long enough to fall into cliches. Had the Wrong released this record four or 
five years ago, they'd have been heralded as one of the best new bands to get their motivation 
from seeing the Replacements or Reducers for the first time. They sound even better having 
gotten together when they did. Top cuts: "Simulated Religious Experience," "See You Next 
Time Around," "Drunk With You" and "Scared." 

F.Y.I. 
I am God, I am God, I am God. . . Ego Loop, hailing from 
Philadelphia, debut with an ice-cool sound that'll have 
synth-nuts on the pounce with their electrospook LP 
Nothingness (Gris, P.O. Box 413, Collingswood, NJ 
08108). Taking their cues from the cybernetic dance 
machinations of New Order and late-period Ultravox, Ego 
toop keep the soul-frozen instrumental decorations to an 
aloof and stark minimum, maintaining the impersonal 
touch to the extent of not listing any of the performers 
anywhere on the record or press sheet. Though Ego Loop 
sometimes keep their distance to an alienating degree, 
the layers of android keyboard, drums, and standoffish 
vocals more often than not combine to form a mesmerizing 
state, particularly with "Neon," "Fruit Of The Null," "The 
Feelings Return" and "Eos"... Sugar Ray, Nimoy, 
Bernstein. . . On a more rock 'n' rollin' note, you'll find 
Hollywood's latest greasers, The Leonards and their 
swingin' self-titled debut (Rock Ranch, P.O. Box, Holly-
wood, CA 90028). Although these four youngsters lack 
originality—this is about as predictable as rock 'n' roll 
gets—they kick out the basics in their own brash/ag-
gressive style. Solid as a rock, the Leonards are like a '62 
convertible Cadillac plowing into an '88 Integra, sporting 
a musical knowhow that covers three decades. John 
Pozza establishes his role with some of the most catchy 
choruses (check out "She Said Goodbye") caught by 
these ears in some time—with cool lyrics to boot. If'n 
bands like the Replacements pump your good times, then 
the Leonards may be a similar source of satisfaction. . . 
Speaking of a '62 Cadillac, this-here band called The 
Neptunes (contact: Davis McLarty, 512-328-4770) blasts 
further back, back to the days of the legendary Buddy 

Holly—and are even from the great state of Texas, to boot. 
They got this self-titled three-song demo that duck-walks 
across the paths trod by Southern pioneer badasses like 
Carl Perkins, Jerry Lee Lewis and Charlie Feathers, 
capturing their 30-year-old bar-brawling rawness and 
making it sound fresh as a daisy. Produced by big shot 
Joe Ely, the Neptunes' spare, blue-jean iummabilly 
radiates old Gibson guitars plugged into small Marshall 
amps, but wait, there's more—sparing no expense, The 
Neptunes complete their big sound with some barrelhouse 
piano sounds. While they do adhere to the tried-and-true, 
they're not just a Holiday Inn Mery And The Magictones 
band and are able to update that Big Boppin' sound by 
way of post-'80s high-velocity attack on their instruments 
and some worthwhile lyrics that should stand the test of 
time. Hey mon, have you had your palm read lately. . On 
the unusual note, Fortune Tellers not only cover a Bob 
Marley tune but also titled their record Lively Up! (Fortune 
Tellers, 1628 NW 41, Okalahoma City, OK 73118). This 
self-released ten pack is well produced, though actually 
they should've kept it to an eight pack, leaving the Bo 
Diddley and Bob Marley covers to folks like Eric Clapton. 
The rest of the record is a seemingly flawless weaving of 
different styles of music that all lean heavily on a Jason 
And The Scorchers vein of sound while maintaining some 
variety (on "Sanguine" they lay out a bluesy slide guitar 
instrumental that swings just as hard as any of the 
Mississippi sliding axemen). The rest of the songs bring 
guitar riff ing, not to mention air guitar, to a higher level, 
and why not, they play "all kinds of guitars exclusively" or 
at least that's what they say on the J-card

Emphasis Tracks: See A Little Light, Wishing Well, Poison Years 
Those expecting a noisefuzz extravaganza or a Husker Du spin-off or rehash will be 
disappointed; those looking for something that moves well beyond Mould's earlier 
work will be pleased as punch. Bob turns down the superfuzz bigmuffs and with more 
contemplative, folksy (ouch, the "F" word again) melodies, exposes the innards of his 
soul—a detached landscape of emptiness and introspection. It's a Workbook that 
takes sketches and makes them full-blown pieces of art. Seems radio has been 
reading furiously as Mould's Work climbs 9-4 College, 14-13 Commercial and 8-4 
combined while also grabbing the #4 Audience Response spot and the #4 Adventure 
Pick. "See A Little Light" jumps 8-3 on Top Cuts while "Wishing Well" follows with a 
debut at #32. As expected, it's selling like hotcakes: Workbook debuts at #5 
Progressive Retail. And Mould goes #1 at all of the following frequencies: KCOU, 
KGRG, KTSB, WECI, WHSE, WITR, WKDT, WMTU, WODU, WOFM, WPLS, WPTS, 
WRRG, WUAG, WVBC, WWVU and WXYC.

The Maniacs are taking over the asylum. . ." What these Maniacs are taking over is 
something quite different, yet quite the same in many respects: the airwaves. On their 
third full-length LP, the Maniacs show everybody that their past success wasn't just a 
fluke, but something this band deserved and earned. Programmers are feeling 
through the throngs of wax, and arriving at Blind Man's Zoo, which debuts at #8 
College and #5 Commercial, for a combined #7 debut, Blind Man's Zoo is the #1

In case anyone doesn't already know, 24-7 Spyz are a ferociously rockin' foursome 
from the South Bronx whose sound is one part Chilifishbone'd funk, one part Bad 
Brains-core and about ten parts adrenaline. And as anyone who attended the Spyz' 
record release soiree at the Cat Club last month will attest, they throw a mean party! 
(The usual thing: lotsa free food and drink, the lead singer swinging from the ceiling, 
and 50 revellers dancing onstage to "Jungle Boogie.") Local events aside, nationally 
the record debuts #53 College and #59 combined, while Commercial's too busy 
playing the Doobie Bros. Regardless, Harder scores the #13 Breakthrough, and— 
even more important—the #3 Adventure Pick, suggesting greater things in store for 
these homeboys.

STAN RIDGWAY Mosquitos (Geffen) 
Emphasis Tracks: Goin' Southbound, Heat Takes A Walk, Newspapers 
With the summer rapidly approaching, with the expected heatwaves and insect 
infestations that always seem to accompany the hot weather, there is one collection 
of Mosquitos that is immune from Raid, and will actually be welcome to find a 
dwelling in the corners and fibers of your seasonal fantasies. These Mosquitos don't 
breed in the swamps or wetlands, or feed on the blood of their victims, but thrive on 
the needle, while spinning at high rates of speed, working their way into the ears of 
the unsuspecting. Programmers all over the country are feeling the fever, moving 
Mosquitos 43-30 College and 32-24 Commercial for a combined leap of 40-30. 
Behind "Goin' Southbound," which debuts on CMJ Top Cuts at #24. Already infested 
are KBOO, KCPR, KCRS, KDVS, KFCR, KMSA, KRCC, KROQ, KSUN, WDCR (NH), 
WFIT (FL), WGTU, WPLS, WRAS, WRFL, WVBC, WVIA, WWVU and WXCI, who 
report Stan the Man top 10. 

DASH RIP ROCK Ace Of Clubs (Mammoth) 
Emphasis Tracks: Legacy, Money 
Rip roaring their way from the swamps of Louisiana to the bars of America, Dash Rip 
Rock have earned their title Ace Of Clubs from the never-ending road of constant 
touring; they live hard, play hard and take no prisoners once they step on stage. They 
belt out their own homegrown brand of fire-water inspired rock and roll that owes as 
much to Hank Williams as it does to other oft-cited college radio references. Songs 
from the Sportsman's Paradise are now being spun on stations all over this great land 
of ours: a strong running start at #64 College, Commercial Radio folds, as usual, but 
still making for a #71 combined debut—snagging our #15 Radio Breakthrough. 
Those already in the know about the South's hardest working band are quick to pick 
Dash as their #20 Adventure Pick: stations now riprocking out include KNLU, KSMU, 
KSYM, WBCR (#1 in Beloit, home of Point Beer!), WEGL, WKGC (#1!),WLYX,WMCX, 
WTUL (#1 Hometown faves!), WUMS, WUSC (#1!), WXYC, and WZMB, all of whom 
deal Ace Of Clubs into their top 15. 

RAMONES Brain Drain (Sire) 
Emphasis Tracks: Pet Sematary, Believe In Miracles, Bust My Chops 
Celebrating the 37th birthday of Joey, the Ramones seem to be laying off the Brain 
Drain-o and draining what could be their best record in some time. At any rate, it's 
nice to see Dee Dee King, excuse me, Dee Dee Ramone, punching out Ramones n' 
Roll. Nevertheless the boys have unclogged twelve new cuts dedicated to hangin' out 
and picking up chicks at the local P.S. College is being brainy, charting the LP at #28, 
while Commercial takes a big swig of the drain-o at #21, making for a combined debut 
of #27. The #5 Radio Breakthrough is led by "Pet Sematary," the title track of the 
Steven King movie which debuts on Top Cuts at #9. The audience can't seem to get 
these boys out of their Brain and make them the #11 Audience Response record, 
while programmers select them as the #19 Adventure Pick. Graduates from the Rock 
And Roll High School include: KRVM (#2), KTEC, KTUH, KUNV, KUWS, WAPS, 
WARG (#2), WARY, WBCN, WCVT, WDRE, WFIT, WH IL, WHTG (#1), WICB, WKPX, 
WMHW, WRST (#1), WSIA, WSUC, WUSO and WWPV, all whom report the Ramones 
top 10. 

MAUREEN TUCKER Life In Exile After Abdication 
(50,000,000,000,000,000,000,000 Watts-Dutch East) 
Emphasis Tracks: Hey Mersh!, Talk So Mean 
Moe Tucker's brought her self-imposed exile to a fiery close with the release of this 
all-star-assisted LP, the first full-length appearance from her in close to two decades. 
Whether it's Daniel Johnston, Lou Reed, or Sonic Youth lending their expertise to a 
particular track, the whole affair is kept at a level as fun and frolicsome as an 
afternoon hayride, if there still are such things. College crashes the party 53-27, 
Mersh moshes at #82, and overall the pinnacle of respect is reached at 51-33. On our 
merry Adventure Picking way, we chance upon Life In Exile at #13, as good an 
indication as any for a glorious future. Stations hip n' happening Top 10 are: CFMU, 
KALX, KCSU, KRPR, KRRC, KUOI, WBSU, WCBN, WDCV, WFCS, WGAJ, WGTB, 
WHSE, WJUL, WMBR, WMUA, WNUR, WORT, WRBU (IL), WRFL, WRMC, WRRG, 
WUAG and WYBC. 

CRIME + THE CITY SOLUTION The Bride Ship (Mute-Restless) 
Emphasis Tracks: Bride Ship, Keepsake 
Wallowing and wafting amid waves of woebegone wooziness, Crime explores life in 
the doldrums on their latest LP. Mick Harvey, Simon Bonney, and the crew rattle out a 
glamorously solemn musical rendition of the ruins of Berlin, making for an austere, 
unsettling voyage for those who'd rather not be cheered up. Veiled, mysterious, and 
morose, The Bride Ship crests on College 99-45, Commercial just isn't in the mood, 
and combined debuts at #51, good for the #10 Breakthrough. On this LP, Crime 
looms above caffeine/heroin-infatuated pipsqueaks, reducing such pretenders to 
dust with pathos so real it drips. Stations who need a jab of opiate delight are as 
follows: KCMU, KCSU, KSDT, KSMU, KTSB, KXLU, WBAU, WLOZ, WNUR, WNYU, 
WRBU (#1), WRUV, WUAG, WUOG, WVCW and WVKR, all taking aim Top 15.

Light," Original Sins "Hea-d It All Before," My Bloody Valentine "Feed Me With Your Kiss," Souled

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ORIGINAL SINS The Hardest Way (Psonik, P.O. Box 2727, Lehigh 
Valley, PA 18001-2727)—Sometimes in the endless quest to find a 
new hook, an experimental twist that hasn't been untwisted, it's 
easy to forget that rock and roll doesn't need a new set of clothes 
'cause the one it's worn all these years still fits just fine. Sometimes 
it takes a band like the Original Sins to remind you why you started 
jumpin' around in your bedroom with the door locked playing air 
guitar in the first place. One loud, relentless guitar, one snarly lead 
singer (even if it's the same guy), one snaky organ—yeah, organ— 
and a bass 'n' drums that like nothing better than to smash their 
heads together until they become one thumping rhythm ma-
chine—sometimes that'll still do the trick. More often than not. 
Pennsylvania's Original Sins will probably never know what it's 
like to be famous or rich—they don't care much about modern 
recording technology, they'd rather bash around and plug an 
occasional harmony into their once-in-awhile melodies than find 
the kind of beats that'll get them into CMJ's Beat Box column, and 
they don't even try to make up lyrics that'll get the guys from the 

Village Voice running to their dictionaries to think up smarty ways of describing what it all means. The Hardest 
Way is thP Original Sins' second album (check out their first, on Bar/None) and it's just as grungy and non-stop 
crazed as the debut—if "progress" means refining, then these guys would rather regress. Reference points can 
include '60s garage-punk or '76 punk-garage but you don't need reference points to know that the Original Sins 
mean business when they get to rockin'. All you gotta do is play the record (CD/cassette w/five bonus tracks) 
and no explanation's necessary. It ain't that hard to figure out what's goin' on here—it's rock and roll. 

24-7 SPYZ Harder Than You (1n-Effect/Relativity, 187-07 Henderson Ave., Hollis, NY 11423)—The press release that came with Harder Than 
You quotes drummer Anthony Johnson as saying that 24-7 Spyz "cut through the barriers and get way beyond the 'black rock' name," and 
for once a press release tells the truth. For all their deserved success. Living Colour sold itself on the premise that being a black rock and roll 
band was something unique, which would of course be news to everyone from Chuck Berry to Sly Stone to the Bad Brains. 24-7 Spyz (the 
name comes from 24 hours a day, seven days a week, and James Bond) is a black rock and roll band but more than that they're a great rock 
and roll band—and a great rock and roll band that doesn't stop to think about concept 'cause it's too busy bein' heavy. Harder Than You is 
something of a mini-tour through the entire history of black rock and roll if it need have that tag at all: "Grandma Dynamite," the lead track, is 
the aforementioned Bad Brains doing the aforementioned Chuck Berry's "Johnny B. Goode" ("She said, 'I bought you that guitar, boy you 
better play it"). From there it slips and slides through metal and rap, reggae and funk until it's all jumbled up in one big ol' 24-7 Spyz package. 
Kool and the Gang's funkfest "Jungle Boogie" becomes a metallic rap, the politically charged "Social Plague" seethes against racism to a 
Zeppelin riff, Black Uhuru's "Sponji Reggae" is given a staight-ahead, apropos el-tropico treatment that leads into a hardcore-polka 
(?!—really). Those who must have genres to work with, even those who needed to throw Living Colour and Public Enemy into a package 
they could sell, are gonna have to throw their hands up in the air and the book out the window this time. Harder Than You forces you to listen 
to their music for its own sake. Now there's a concept. 

TULI KUPFERBERG Tull & Friends (Shimmy-Disc, JAF Box 1187, New York, NY 10116)—Tuli Kupferberg, now in his sixties, could be 
found in the '50s among the beat poets of Greenwich Village and in the '60s as one of the Fugs (a role he still reprises every several years or 
so). Unlike most of his contemporaries, Kuperferberg remains true to his ideals of those headier days. He's also a real pisser. Tull & Friends 
(Allen Ginsberg being the best known of his friends) is partially music, partially spoken word (Kupferberg enjoys reading ironic and 
unbelievably stupid clips from the newspaper) and always a jolt. Original tunes such as "Go Fuck Yourself (With Your Atom Bomb)," with 
Ginsberg on harmonium, are joined head-on by parodies—the Dylan put-down "My Name Is Bob Dylan" is set to Zimmy's own "With God 
On Our Side"—and even an encore of one of the Fugs' saner tunes, "Morning Morning." Kupferberg's first-ever solo album, produced by 
Shimmy-meister Kramer, is a sparse affair to say the least—lots of acappella, nothing resembling an overdub—but it's got more depth than 
most of the self-conscious socio-politico-rocko that gets all the kudos. Tull & Friends would probably seem truly exotic to anyone who has 
no clue as to where Kupferberg's place in beatnik-yippie history lies, and God only knows what it'd sound like on the radio. But that's all the 
more reason it should be heard—this is radical stuff in more ways than one. 

PO1 DOG PONDERING Circle Around The Sun (Texas Hotel, 151 Wilshire Blvd. #151, Santa Monica, CA 90401)—Poi Dog Pondering sort of 
fills the role that Camper Van Beethoven did during their first few years: provide the acceptable face of hippiedom. Unabashedly 
flower-powery lightweight, the Poi Dogs think nothing of jumping about from guitary-psych to Hawaiian folksy-pop to airy acoustic fluff 
within one four-song EP and maintaining an identity all their own along the way. Like the Campers, this Austin crew (seven members and 
counting) isn't afraid to experiment, to be corny, to wear their influences on their sleeves (if they'd been around in the '60s they'd probably 
have a name like Flower Muffins or Love-In Cup or Poi Dog Pondering). The only real problem with Circle Around The Sun, and with PDP's 
indie label career in general, is that there isn't nearly enough of it to fall back on. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Rock, Rhythm & Blues (Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—If you haven't figured it out by now, the 
cover song is here to stay. Whether it's nothing more than pandering to the thirtysomething generation or a true reverence for the music of 
rock's Wonder Years, it's getting increasingly more difficult to find an artist within any popular music genre who doesn't in some way draw 
from and at some point try to remake, something from the '50s or '60s. Rock, Rhythm & Blues, the brainchild of producer Richard Perry, isn't 
the first or the best album to feature nothing but currently popular stars re-doing their favorite oldies. But it isn't nearly as intolerable as one 
might expect. How much of that is due to Perry's expertise at recreating the sounds of the past in a late-'80s framework and how much of the 
credit goes to the performers is debatable, but the match-ups here are sensible and enjoyable more often than not. Nothing is going to turn 
Michael McDonald into Jerry Butler, but there are some surprisingly good times to be had in Elton John's do-up of Fats Domino's "I'm 
Ready" and the Pointer Sisters' take on the Bobbettes' "Mr. Lee." The ballads, Howard Hewett on the Moonglows'"Ten Commandments Of 
Love" and El DeBarge's sweet interpretation of Jesse Belvin's "Goodnight My Love," don't match but don't hurt the originals, and Rick 
James does a mean Drifters in his "This Magic Moment"/"Dance With Me" medley. The Manhattan Transfer have spent their entire lives 
trying to be Frankie Lymon and the Teenagers, so it's no shock that they whip up a funtastic "I Want You To Be My Girl" (mislabeled on the 
album cover—jerks), and if Chaka Khan's cover of "Fever" is closer to Peggy Lee's version of "Fever" than Little Willie John's original, she 
still handles it well. Finally, the off-beat surprise on the album is surely Randy Travis's wonderful spin with the late Brook Benton's "It's Just 
A Matter Of Time." Benton was a highly underrated smoothie from the late-'50s/early '60s, and for Travis to even attempt the song is 
commendable. That he turns it into something of his own is applaudable. There's probably going to be a temptation for Perry to follow this 
up if the album does well, but hopefully he'll keep it a one-off and quit while he's ahead, with a rare genre exercise that accomplishes its goal. 

SHORT STOPS Carl Perkins—what can you say? The guy's a legend through sheer perserverance alone. The rockabilly pioneer's latest, 
Born To Rock (Universal, c/o MCA), is hardly the same stuff of which his '50s Sun classics were made, and though it'd probably be a sad 
statement if Perkins were still trying to rekindle that flame, that doesn't make Born To Rock an exciting piece of work. Perkins' albums have 
lc,_.en misguided for many years now and it's a shame one of the revivalist specialists like Dave Edmunds or Jeff Lynne didn't grab the 
production job from the two guys listed here, Brent Maher and Don Potter. In trying to place Perkins somewhere between the roots-rock and 
contemporary country zones, Born To Rock mostly ends up stillborn. A few risks that work make it something short of forgettable but you 
can be sure this won't make anyone's all-time favorite Carl Perkins list. To check out Perkins at his peak, try instead Rounder's new Honky 
Tonk Gal, a collection of rarities and outtakes from the Sun era. . . A live jazz album called Tribute To John Coltrane (Columbia) has the rare 
distinction of not only living up to its name but adding to the understanding of the musician it pays tribute to. A superb cast featuring 
soprano saxists Wayne Shorter and Dave Liebman, pianist Richie Beirach, bassist Eddie Gomez and drummer extraordinaire Jack 
DeJohnette cut the three Coltrane pieces presented here in Japan in 1987, and the music is bright and blissful throughout. A beautifully 
recorded concert that Coltrane lovers shouldn't hesitate to add to their collection.

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BUNNY WAILER 
Radio City Music Hall, New York, NY, May 4 
There's something to be said about this legendary stuff—keeping a low 
profile for close to 15 years and being an original member of reggae's 
most revered triumvirate made this show one of the most special and 
rootical concert experiences to pass through in a long time. Not to 
mention placing it in one of New York's most prestigious and archi-
tecturally fine venues, it was magic as Bunny Wailer majestically entered 
the stage at Radio City Music Hall. With a backing group of more than 15 
musicians dubbed the Solomonic Reggaestra, three harmony singers 
known as Psalms and intermittent appearances by both male and female 
dancers, it was a cultural extravaganza. As part of the Liberation Tour, 
Wailer covered old and new material, political, spiritual and whimsical. 
He spoke and he sang, he educated and entertained, and had everyone 
on their feet in a venue where standing, never mind dancing, is generally 
taboo. He was regal in his robes and headdress, earthy and casual in his 
jogging suit and sneakers. A powerful presence, Bunny Wailer's only 
flaw is that the program wasn't long enough. Honorable mentions go out 
to the legendary Skatalites who opened the show and set the tone for a 
classy, vibesy evening. 

NEVILLE BROTHERS 
Club CAY, Tokyo, Japan, May 15 
A crowd of 300 young Japanese and a few faithful foreigners packed the 
CAY club for the first of four sold-out shows (two each on two nights). 
Playing a set comprised mostly of material from their latest album (but 
spiced with a slew of cool covers) the Neville Brothers whipped a by-day 
staid, conformist crowd into a Mardi Gras frenzy. Highlights of the set 
included the opening medley which included bits of "Love The One 
You're With" and -You Can't Always Get What You Want," the guitar/sax 
duel that capped off -Yellow Moon," and a grooving version of Professor 
Longhair's "Big Chief." Seeing the Nevilles in such an intimate room was 
well worth the 4,500 yen ticket (that's $34 in depressed U.S. dollars), as 
the sweaty crowd would testify as well—they had to be politely asked to 
leave when the applause hadn't ended ten minutes after the house lights 
came up. Havirg witnessed the leather-clad crowd on its way to see 
Metallica the previous night (sadly, no tickets were to be found) as well 
as this New Orleans gumbo, one is tempted to make trite statements 
about music as a universal language—let's just say that on this night a 
yellow creole moon was definitely shining brightly on the land of the 
rising sun. 

New Orleans Jazz & Heritage Festival 

New Orleans, April 28 - May 7 
The great thing about Jazz Fest is that there are so many high points— 
from the widest variety of music ever assembled for one event, to the 
indigenous cajun-creole-Afro-caribe foods and crafts—but you simply 
can't catch them all. And no matter how many trips you makes to the fest, 
you're bound to find something new to write home about each time. Even 
though Friday's festivities were cancelled due to a sudden Thursday 
night storm, Saturday made up for the lost day. Kicking off in high style 
under sunny blue skies were The Wild Magnolias, one of the oldest and 
most famous groups of Mardi Gras Indians, who drummed and danced 
and reveled in their rhythmic call-and-response vocal chants—the 
origins of which predate rap by a hundred and fifty years. One thing 
that's unique about Jazz Fest is its knack for bringing out the best in the 

crowd as well as the performers; rarely are audiences ever this appre-
ciative, polite and just plain friendly—for instance, while Sengalese 
vocalist Youssou N'Dour hypnotized the crowd with his seductive, 
soaring world music we suddenly found ourselves in the midst of a crowd 
of native Sengalese citizens visiting America, who were all too happy to 
translate the songs' lyrics and teach us the necessary corresponding 
dances. Also of interest on Saturday was a set by French Canadian 
producer Daniel Lanois who played guitar backed by the rhythm section 
of the Neville Brothers; his lush atmospheric music sounded uncannily 
like every record he has ever produced. Saturday afternoon's peak came 
as the Dirty Dozen Brass Band stormed the stage, boisterously ripping 
through a string of jungle jazz tunes from their latest Columbia LP. That 
night the Radiators and Neville Brothers packed their second of two 
nights at Jimmy's and Tipitina's respectively; meanwhile, those who 
craved more traditional jazz sounds headed downtown to catch a stellar 
triple bill of flautist Kent Jordan (whose solos were so complex and 
literally breathtaking that Jordan himself seemed amazed that he had 
managed to pull some of them off), Earl Turbinton, (whose stage 
presence was almost as difficult and obtuse as his music, blasting out 
frantic, skewed sax solos while wearing a paper bag over his head), and 
headliner Max Roach, who kept the same dour expression on his face the 
entire night while his sticks blurred around him as he demonstrated his 
legendary prowess on the trap drum kit, closing his show with an 
informal lesson in percussion history (as it turns out, the drum kit as we 
know it traces its roots to. . . where else—New Orleans!). Sunday broke 
last-day attendance records for the Fest with performers literally both 
from around the globe and down the street. Ali Farke Toure, the 
legendary folk/blues singer from Mali, mesmerized the crowd with his 
hypnotic, droning John Lee Hooker-styled blues—Hooker performed a 
set of his own boogiefyin' badness on Saturday—sung in the dialects of 
his native country, while simultaneously across the Fairgrounds, blind 
blues guitarist Snooks Eaglin regaled a hometown New Orleans crowd 
with his enthusiasm and energy. And where else but Louisiana would 
one find a character like Jimmie Davis, the former state governor who 
also penned "You Are My Sunshine" and still performs it every year on 
the festival fairgrounds? Later, the Subdudes wowed the crowd with a set 
of songs from their forthcoming debut album on Atlantic. As the day 
wore on, the music just seemed to get better and better—while the 
Radiators played through a sea of tie-dye and a haze of holy herbs, and 
Dr. John held court with his Louisiana Luminoids, the Gospel Soul 
Children raised the roof in the Gospel tent, bringing all of its occupants 
closer to heaven. Closing out the twentieth annual Louisiana Jazz and 
Heritage Festival as the sun disappeared behind the trees was the 
irrespressible Fats Domino, whose portrait was honored Andy Warhol 
style in this year's festival poster, belting out a medley of his million 
sellers that showed that even at age sixty, the "Fat Man" was still in fine 
form. Jazz highlights included the always impressive and criminally 
underappreciated Astral Project who can play it straight ahead, swing it 
freely, bop it hard, or take it to the tropics all in the course of a fifty minute 
set: clarinetist Alvin Batiste led his band of dagger-sharp jazz proteges 
through a set of arresting, avant garde jazz with a special appearance by 
pianist Henry Butler: Sun Ra & His Arkestra (currently the world's 
greatest big band) returned to the carnival city with his costumed crew 
playing jazz standards, Disney tunes ("Zippity Doo-Dah") and a handful 
of originals which held the crowd spellbound up to the closing minutes 
when a fourteen foot puppet pranced out on stage and escorted the 
interplanetary one off. Heritage highs were the Boom and Chime Band 
from Belize, a percussion oriented ensemble (one guy played the 
jawbone of some sharp-toothed oversized beast!), who dressed in white 
and performed folk songs with a beat we could all dance to: The 
Bahamas Junkanoo Band, the most colorful outfit at an already colorful 
festival, who paraded around the grounds led by a stilt-walker and built 
their beat to a frenzy with various drums, whistles, etc. The one 
disappointment of this year's event (besides the too-huge crowd—if they 
didn't book national acts at the fairgrounds and saved them instead for 
night concerts, making room for the more heritage-oriented acts this 
might not be such a problem) was a no-show by Bongo Joe, an older man 
who plays green and orange spray painted industrial drums with rattles 
tied to his drumsticks. Hope to see you next year Joe.

Jackpot! 
HENRY THREADGILL SEXTETT Rag, Bush And All (Novus, c/o RCA, 1133 
Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036)—If your idea of a "Jackpot" is an 
easy, risk-free platter that will please most of your listeners all of the time, 
then maybe you should skip over this one, because this record won't fit that 
bill. Rag, Bush And All, new from the seven-piece Sextett of reedman Henry 
Threadgill, one of the most uncompromisingly creative composers in the 
world today, is a work of astonishing brilliance that requires some partic-
ipation, rather than mere passive audition, on the part of the programmer. 
Heard without a modicum of attentiveness and historical perspective. Rag, 
Bush And All may leave jocks dazed and confused. Yet, heard in toto with 
open mind and ears, it will leave jocks and listeners exhilarated and 
enlightened. For Rag, Bush And All, Threadgill composed four new ragtime 
pieces. updating (and, he says, "taking some liberties with") the form 
pioneered by Scott Joplin in the 1890s. Like Threadgill's acclaimed but 
now-defunct trio, Air, which he says "came together playing rags," his 
Sextett (Diedre Murray. cello; Fred Hopkins. bass; Newman Baker and 
Reggie Nicholson. drums and percussion; Ted Daniels, brass: Bill Lowe, 
bass trombone) interprets the four rags without piano. "It's been 50 years 
since rags were written (for performance on solo piano) in the classical 
sense," Threadgill, who plays alto sax and bass flute, informs Jazz Line. "I 

didn't go back and try to write music that sounded like it was from that period. I filled in the blanks." The Sextett's instrumentation 
enables Threadgill to cover virtually the entire tonal spectrum, and, in extending the original precepts of rags as an orchastral 

form, the ensemble merits high praise for its cohesion. Explains the leader, "The quick, sudden changes of direction call for a lot 
of concentration and stamina." Threadgill's rags. which he terms -symphonic-orchestral works," showcase one of the jazz 
world's most astute and spirited groups, and within these compositions one hears passages featuring the ensemble's 
instruments in unusual but winning combinations. Rag, Bush And All encapsulates the entire history of jazz. In short, this album 
is a once-and-future masterpiece 

RED RODNEY QUINTET No Turn On Red (Denon, 222 New Rd., Parsippany, NJ 07054)—Many things have changed in the 40 years since Red Rodney joined 
Charlie Parker's band, but the trumpeter's love for bebop, thankfully, isn't one of them. Robert Chudnick. a Philadelphia native, retains the same elfin bounce, 
cherubic zest and bright, pinched tone he brought to Bird's quintet as Miles Davis' replacement in 1949. Showing no signs of bitterness or debility. Rodney still 
gets high on bebop—no longer on skag, another legacy of his Bird days—as this 1986 studio session attests. One can take issue with his portrayal in the Clint 
Eastwood movie Bird, but one can't deny Rodney's importance as a first-generation bopper or his influence as an elder statesman on today's neoclassicists. Ira 
Sullivan, Rodney's peer and co-leader of a fine quintet in the late '70s and early '805, no longer travels the circuit with the trumpeter, but in multi-reedman Dick 
Oatts (soprano, alto and tenor saxophones) Rodney has found a suitable replacement. Youngbloods Oatts and pianist-composer Garry Dial (who has worked 
with Rodney for nearly a decade) bring abundant energy, vision and chemistry to this date, which is fleshed out by drummer Joey Baron and bassist Jay 
Anderson. In fact, their Garry Dial And Dick Oatts recording for DMP (grafting a large string orchestra to a jazz quartet, also with Anderson and Baron) will blend 
nicely in a set with a few tunes from No Turn On Red. The nearly 68-minute Denon CD, which sports five songs by Dial, one of the finest young composers on the 
scene, amply demonstrates that, with energetic young players on board, the now 61-year-old Rodney can still sail through the changes. For a taste of '70s 
Rodney, check out the Muse reissue Bird Lives. a 1973 quintet date with altoman Charles McPherson and pianist Barry Harris. (DMP. Park Square Station, P.O. 
Box 15835, Stamford, CT 06901: Muse. 160 W. 71st St., New York, NY 10023.) 

RALPH PETERSON QUINTET V (Blue Note, 8107th Ave., New York, NY 10019)—Drummer-composer Ralph Peterson, late of Out Of The Blue (OTB), makes an 
auspicious leadership debut on this neobop quintet session from April 1988. Peterson, dedicating this effort to the departed Dannie Richmond, stickman and 
torchbearer for Charles Mingus, and seeking to "further the cause" of drummer-leaders, directs a group of young, eager and enterprising players who share his 
quest for musical manifest destiny through an understanding of (but not blind adherence to) tradition: Terence Blanchard, trumpet; Phil Bowler, bass; Steve 
Wilson (who makes his debut on vinyl), alto and soprano sax; Geri Allen, piano. The leader has recognized early on that tradition, instead of being a trap, can bes 
trap door to new discoveries, and among Peterson's discoveries on this straight-ahead date, for which he penned five of the six numbers, is the role of ensemble 
cohesion in polyrhythmics: the unusual 17/8 time signature in "Monier calls for—and achieves—group interplay of the highest order. Another highlight of V is 
"Bebopskerony." at once a tribute to and a takeoff on the masters of the modern idiom. Well done. 

CHET BAKER The Best Thing For You (A&M, P.O. Box 118, Hollywood, CA 90078)—Amid the media mania surrounding Let's Get Lost, the stylish 
black-and-white documentary on the life of trumpeter Chet Baker. A&M has found—or, rather, just released for the first time—a straight-ahead Baker date from 
1977. Earmarked (but never issued) as the companion to the fusionish You Can't Go Home Again, this title finds the benighted trumpeter, '50s Golden Boy turned 
'80s Basket Case, singing and playing in his inimitably haunting manner in the company of altoman Paul Desmond (his last date), drummer Tony Williams, 
bassist Ron Carter and pianist Kenny Barron. Highlights include "I'm Getting Sentimental Over You," "You've Changed" and "How Deep Is The Ocean." A tune 
from this album should work well in a set with music from the Let's Get Lost soundtrack on RCA. By the way, the new A&M Jazz Series has also issued (on CD and 
chrome cassette) Where Flamingos Fly. a 1971 date by the Gil Evans Orchestra, and the live, 1971 recording by The Thad Jones/Mel Lewis Quartet. 

ATLANTIC JAZZ: Atlantic Records. now 40 years old, is launching a major offensive through May under the banner "Atlantic Is Jazz," releasing 14 jazz titles (new 
and old) ranging from mainstream to contemporary. In the former category are CD reissues of classic recordings by John Coltrane, the Modern Jazz Quartet, 
Charles Mingus and Milt Jackson. Ole Coltrane reprises a 1961 septet date with Eric Dolphy and Freddie Hubbard sharing the front line, Interestingly, this reissue 
duly credits Dolphy for his contributions on alto sax and flute: the album's original release cited him (perhaps due to contractual obligations elsewhere) as 
George Layne. Even more noteworthy is an extra, fourth, track not included on the original album, the nearly nine-minute "To Her Ladyship.". . The double-CD 
reissue of The Last Concert (Avery Fisher Hall, 1974) by the Modern Jazz Quartet is renamed The Complete Last Concert because two heretofore unheard tunes 
are included, one of them the nearly 11-minute "Concierto De Aranjuez." Of course, this wasn't the last MJQ concert—they regrouped, God bless 'e-n, and 
continue to record and perform with a panache and precision unsurpassed in jazz. For 30 years John Lewis, Milt Jackson, Percy Heath and Connie Kay have 
balanced refinement with swing in their bop-refracted classical jazz, and one looks forward to what should be a glorious 40th anniversary. Vibist Jackson of the 
MJQ is also heard again on Plenty, Plenty Soul, two sessions from the same day in January of 1957. Three cuts feature Jackson in nonet with horns 
aplenty—altoist Cannonball Adderiey, tenorman Frank Foster. baritonist Sahib Shihab. trumpeter Joe Newman and trombonist Jimmy Cleveland; the other four 
cuts feature Bags in a quintet with Newman and tenorist Lucky Thompson up front. Both sessions benefit from the distinctive arrangements of Quincy Jones. . 
The fiery genius of Mingus is recalled on Three Or Four Shades Of Blues. 1977 studio material from the bassist's quintet (including Ricky Ford and Jack Walrath) 
supplemented by guest appearances by George Coleman. Sonny Fortune, Jimmy Rowles and Larry Coryell. among others. . . IN THE MAINSTREAM: For his 
second offering on Concord, Sonny Side, Ken Peplowski pays homage to two of his formative influences, Benny Goodman and Sonny Stitt. Saluting the former 
with his clarinet, the latter with his alto and tenor, Peplowski joins forces with guitarist Howard Alden, pianist Dave Frishberg, bassist John Goldsby and drummer 
Terry Clarke. Well done. . A more established yet equally hard-core tenorman. Scott Hamilton, is the special guest with classical guitarist Charlie Byrd's trio on 
It's A Wonderful World (also Concord). Byrd's genteel Latin-informed stylings, complemented by Hamilton's sensual Ben Webster-ish blowing, on such 
evergreens as "I Got It Bad & That Ain't Good," "Between The Devil & The Deep Blue Sea" and eight others should find favor with straight-ahead stations. He's 
young (21, hence the title of his latest LP for Columbia), handsome and blessed (by both talent and the golden arm of the Marsalis clan), but Harry Connick Jr. 
isn't likely to become the Hoagy Carmichael of the '90s, as some accounts would have us believe. However. this transplanted New Orleans native is progressing 
nicely as a young artist. Another ascendant talent is tenor saxophonist Ned Otter, whose self-produced, self-released debut. Focus, bears the stamp of his 
mentor, tenorman George Coleman. Otter, 30. whose credentials include work in Coleman's octet and tours with the big bands of Dizzy Gillespie and Clark Terry, 
brandishes a meaty tone and a sure-handed approach to the neobop canon, particularly the Blue Note oeuvre, as exemplified on his lovely treatement of 
"Jeanine" by the late pianist Duke Pearson. The Coleman connection is further affirmed on this January 1988 session from Rudy Van Gelder's studio by the 
presence behind the piano of Harold Mabern, Coleman's longtime associate. Trumpeter Tom Kirkpatrick fleshes out the front line while bassist Dennis Irwin and 
drummer Billy Higgins round out the rhythm section. Otter merits kudos not only for his rapid ascent as an artist and his faithfulness to the bop continuum. but for 
his chutzpah in putting out his own disk Tenor gladness indeed. (Available from Nelson Otter Productions, 165 Christopher St., New York. NY 10014.). . . For his 
new recording on Verve. singer Joe Williams is In Good Company. The Count Basie Orchestra alumnus is joined on two tunes apiece by fellow PolyGram artists 
Marlene Shaw and Shirley Horn. In addition, the formidable saxophone quartet Supersax joins the festivities on two tracks. Henry Johnson, the guitarist in 
Williams' working group, is also heard to fine advantage. . CONTEMPORARY COUNTDOWN: From Denon (222 New Rd., Parsippany, NJ 07054) comes 
Norwegian Wood. a collection of Beatles covers by a bunch of well-established L.A. session cats calling themselves The L.A. Workshop. Coming together 
(forgive the pun) on separate tunes are guitarists Steve (Toto) Lukather, Lee Ritenour and Emanuel Klilakou. Tom Scott is the featured player on "Hey Jude." The 
rhythm section throughout is buoyed by drummer Vinnie Colaiuta and percussionist Paullnho Da Costa plus bass and various keyboards. . . With the success of 
Free Flight (with Jim Walker) and Sherri Winston and the reemergence of Bobbi Humphrey, the flute has made its presence felt in contemporary jazz. Overall, as 
fusion has become more textural and less monolithic rhythmically, the delicacy of the flute's sonorities has become manifest. A new contender in the flute 
department is Leslie Savoy Burrs, whose debut album for Encounter Records (P.O. Box 6403. Philadelphia, PA 19145) finds him in the brotherly company of 
bassist Gerald Veasley. keyboardist Bobby Jones and percussionist Doc Gibbs. Blue Harlem, Black Knight aims, as does Free Flight, for a synthesis of classical 
music and contemporary jazz. . . Booker T. Jones—remember his soul-stirring organ work with the MGs on "Green Onions" and "Hip Hug-Her"?—has come out 
with an utterly forgettable album on the MCA Master Series, The Runaway. It's not that Jones, manning the Hammond B-3 organ here, doesn't come Jp with 
catchy melodies (all seven selections are his); it's simply that he lays them over synthesized, prefab drum patterns, thus rendering the tracks limp and 
monotonous. B-3 players often dispense with bass players, preferring to handle the bass via foot pedal. but Jones employs a bassist (Nathan East) but no 
drummer! Big mistake. . He should have called Stix Hooper, the Crusaders' co-founder, whose new one, Lay It On The Line (Artful Balance, 5308 Derry Ave., 
A goura Hills. CA 913011, brims with enthusiasm and presence. Present on this studio date are bass guitarist Alphonso Johnson, guitarist Eric Gale. pianist Ted 
Lo, hornman Steve Modal° and percussionists Lenny Castro and Da Costa, among others. The accent is squarely on funk here, and among the highlights is the 
Latiny groove between the leader and Gale on "I Heard It Through The Grapevine.", . Saxist Eric Marienthal, best known for his work in the Chick Corea Elektric 
Band, takes a harder, more r&b-ish approach on his second GRP outing, Round Trip. Produced by his Elektric Band companion John Patitucci, who pops the 
bass here, Round Trip was recorded live in the studio and. for the first time. showcases Marienthal's soprano work (three cuts). Also on hand are drummer Dave 
Weckl (can't keep those Chick-sters down), guitarist Carlos Rios and Mitch Forman.

THIRD WORLD Serious Business (Mercury-PG, 810 
Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019)—Veterans on the 
international reggae music scene for 16 years, Third 
World has always been known for its "roots with 
quality"—the ability to fuse reggae music with pop, 
soul and rock. Now you can add rap to that list as well. 
Their first single "Forbidden Love," already on the 
charts, has Stetsasonic's Daddy-0 rapping on it. Reggae 
purists will prefer cuts like "Reggae Ambassador" 
(check lbo's journey into DJ-style rapping while you're 
at it), "Theme From The Underdog" and the title track. 
For the more crossover-oriented there's the beautiful 
"Take This Song" which features the voices of the 
South African youths from the play Sara fina, and the 
gorgeous duet with Bunny Rugs and Marva Hicks 

doing Earth, Wind & Fire's "Keep Your Head To The Sky," and "We The People." And then 
there's the Four Tops cover of "It's The Same Old Song." It's not the same old song here as the 
reggae ambassadors get down to some Serious Business with top-notch musicianship and 
lyrics of love (personal and universal), world peace and hope. 

ASWAD Crucial Tracks (Best Of Aswad) (Mango, 14 E. 4th St., 3rd Floor, New York, NY 10012)—Consider this 
"Aswad from then to now" as this record is a greatest hits collection of some of their best songs. From their first 
self-titled LP to last year's critically acclaimed Distant Thunder, it also contains their brand new single, the 
Temptations' classic "Beauty's Only Skin Deep," produced by Bobby Z and David Z of Prince fame. From "Back To 
Africa" to "Don't Turn Around," tracks not only come from their past seven albums, but include stuff from some of 
the LPs that have never seen U.S. release, some U.K. singles as well as non-LP B-sides. A must for Aswad junkies! It's 
a celebration of one of the most progressive and creative British bands of the last 15 years who have established 
themselves an enduring reputation at the very pinnacle of reggae. 

CHARLIE CHAPLIN Two Sides Of Charlie Chaplin (RAS, P.O. Box 42517, Washington, DC 20015)—With so much 
slackness on the dancehall scene, and so many "wolves in sheep clothing" professing Rasta, Charlie Chaplin nices 
things up with respectful, cultural and mindful lyrics. This guy's the real deal, with a sense of ethics and a talent for 
the spoken word. Interestingly enough, this album combines the spontaneity and crowd reaction of a "live" DJ set, 
capturing the essence of the dancehall while retaining the quality of a studio production. The session was recorded 
in Jamaica at Dynamic Sounds with the Roots Radics backing and a bunch of Charlie's friends egging him on. 
Whether teaching politics in "Cool The Violence," "Struggle" and "Freedom" or demonstrating his unmatched 
rapping abilities in "Enter Charlie," "Cultural DJ Business" and "DJ Rollcall," Charlie Chaplin has made an 
important new contribution to reggae music.

KING SUN XL (Profile, 740 Broadway, New York, NY 
10003)—"Warning: This routine contains extremely flam-
mable lyrics under pressure. Only adjust when the heat is 
up. . . Avoid prolonged exposure to Sun." Don't say he 
didn't warn you. King Sun is here and he's extra-large with 
his Profile debut LP filled with hip hop grooves that should 
keep you bouncing through the summer. This 21-year-old 
comer gets help from accomplished producer DJ Mark 
The 45 King (Chill Rob G, Latifah recently) on "Fat Tape" 
and "It's A Heat Up," two of the choicest cuts here. The 
strength of the album is surely the King's ability to bust a 
rhyme, regardless of the tempo—his debt to Rakim is 
obvious. "On The Club Tip," the obligatory dance track, 
puts the rap in the forefront rather than under a house 
beat; that's a welcome change and it also showcases his 
deep voice which comes across simultaneously laid back 

and pissed off. Definitely an important and strong rap record, XL should be sized up by listening to 
these hot tracks: "Lethal Weapon," "Coming Soon" (tongue-in-cheek sex talk), "All In" and 
"Snakes." 

NENEH CHERRY Raw Like Sushi (Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 90210)—The Beat Box hyped ya on Neneh's 
import 12" a couple of months back, and now it's a whole LP and there's a lot to swallow. Neneh, daughter of art deco jazz 
trumpeter Don, sings, raps, chit-chats, and no doubt THROWS DOWN on this debut that shows off the producing prowess 
of Bomb The Bass (Tim Simenon and Mark Saunders). Once you get past the single "Buffalo Stance" (which is hard to let 
go of), check out the soft-yet-powerful "Manchild" and the hard-hitting lyrics of "Next Generation." Neneh's not the most 
talented rapper or singer but she's best at mixing styles and moods and that makes for a great album. She's fast, furious and 
danceable on "Kiss On The Wind," "Love Ghetto" and "So Here I Come" and more introspective on "Heart." Raw Like Sushi 
has pop, hip hop, house and more attitude than either Roxanne, so dig in. 

III MOST WANTED Ill Most Wanted (Fever, c/o Sutra, One Madison Ave., New York, NY 10010)—Bayside, Queens' finest, 
III Most Wanted are bustin' it up with ten cuts of meaty raps on their self-titled debut. This trio of teenagers makes up a true 
Rainbow Coalition with an Italian DJ (DVS), a black rapper (Sharif) and a Puerto Rican rapper (Mr. Action). DVS can truly 
cut up the hits with some sizzling sampling on "Most Wanted" and the first single, "Calm Down," while both rappers have 
stylish deliveries, especially so on "Lights Out" and "Nitty Gritty." 

GREATER THAN ONE London (Wax Trax, 1659 N. Damen Ave., Chicago, IL 60647)—The address might have changed, but 
this label's A&R tendencies sure haven't. The releases keep coming, at least four or five every couple of weeks, and a gem 
like this one could easily be lost in the shuffle. Don't let it! Lee Newman and Michael Wells are Greater Than One, a British 
industrial/dance/sampling machine that has churned out this double-album that showcases their pulsating techno-grind 
especially well on "Computer Dub," "Dance Of The Cowards" and "Techno Golden Beat." They might have pulled off the 
biggest coup of all: "Now Is The Time" will have you dancing to Martin Luther King, Jr.'s "I Have A Dream" speech samples. 

THE 28TH STREET CREW I Need A Rhythm (Vendetta, c/o A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA 90028)—If you don't 
live near New York, and want to hear what a NY club sounds like, just spin this record. Louie Rivera, Danny Krivitt, John "DJ 
No" Ratke and Mervin "Funk Master" Jordan all have a hand in this "Done Properly Posse" production. Light on singing, 
heavy on crushing grooves, this album will mix into Latin hip hop, house or just about anything—it's definitely a 
user-friendly club record. Don't miss the hilarious "Inch By Inch." 

SIR MIX-A-LOT "Iron Man" (12") (Nastymix, 87 Wall Street, Floor 2, Seattle, WA 98121)-1988's gold Swass LP stretches all 
the way into this summer with a song that defines rap/metal crossover. Instead of sampling like Loc does, Mix-A-Lot brings 
in fellow Seattle-ites Metal Church to perform some scorching guitar licks on this Sabbath classic. The maxi-single comes 
complete with hip hop mixes and a "Metal Meltdown Mix" that has the best unsampled guitar chops on any rap record 
around. Perhaps AOR will open its blinders a bit and accept this as the great interpretation that it is. Yes Sir. 

MR. BIG MOUSE "Drop That Ghetto Blaster!" (12") [128 BPM] (Nettwerk, Box 330, 1755 Robson St., Vancouver, BC V6G 
387, Canada/604-687-8649)—ln which Karen Finley gets her evens with S-Express for sampling her voice throughout their 
"Theme From S-Express," which revolved around Finley screaming "Drop that ghetto blaster!" Under the name Mr. Big 
Mouse (?) here she screams "I just wanna scare you," but, surprisingly, there is little to be scared of here except for an 
excellent club record that scams on S-Express in more subtle ways than Finley is accustomed to (fans of "Tales Of Taboo" 
will attest to that). A sparse track, but one that is worth importing—especially with George Maniatis editing it. 

SUMMER SONGS: We'll kick off the deluge of 12"s with a couple from one of the best NY "underground" dance labels, Easy 
Street (648 Broadway, New York, NY 10012): HENDRIX's "Me Wonna See Ya Donce" [128 BPM] is what sounds like a 
drunken rastaman prodding club-goers onto the dancefloor over a great beat; while CULTURAL VIBE relies less on the 
voice (occasional chanting) and more on the synth-pounding on "Ma Foom Bey/Syntanjey" [124 BPM]. . . A sneak preview 
of KOOL MOE DEE's upcoming LP, Knowledge Is King, comes with "They Want Money" [112 BPM] (Jive, c/o RCA, 1133 
Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036) a dig on gold-digging women that grooves to a Teddy Riley beat. . . Speaking of 
Riley, seems like the king of "New Jack Swing" is getting a sweet tooth for rap—he also has a hand in the new HEAVY D. 
AND THE BOYZ single, "We Got Our Own Thang" [122 BPM] (Uptown, c/o MCA, 100 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, 
CA 91608) which is this rapper's finest moment. . . An Andy Panda-produced masterpiece comes from JOYCE SIMS on 
"Looking For A Love" [116 BPM] (Sleeping Bag, 1974 Broadway, New York, NY 10023), soulful singing with a lot of (would 
you believe?) flute-playing interspersed throughout. Delightful. . . Finally, the follow-up from SEDUCTION is "You're My 
One And Only (True Love)" [112 BPM], another house-y Robert Clivilles and David Cole production that would bring any 
house down. 

HONORABLE MENTIONS: Two great albums you won't want to ignore are ARETHA FRANKLIN's (duets with James 
Brown, Whitney Houston and Elton John!) and INNER CITY's (which expounds upon their house-building Saunderson 
sound). . . The Beat Box would like to extend a welcome "yo" to NY club Cave Canem and Minnesota's WMMR who join the 
eporting posse. . . WFMU's Vanilla Bean is planning a serious shindig with Jersey's dance garage sound showcased for 
the New Music Seminar at Club Zanzibar—details coming soon.

 Killer Pick 

U.D.O. Mean Machine (RCA, 1133 Avenue of the Americas, 
New York, NY 10036)—Between U.D.O.'s lukewarm debut LP 
and the recent directional change of Accept, longtime fans 
may have been wondering just where the old gang's, urn, balls 
might have rolled to. Wonder no more: U.D.O. is revamped by 
young blood and pumped by the soul of old Accept. All of the 
material on this venture was written by his feisty young new 
crew (whereas Animal House was written for Udo by his old 
chums in Accept), and Mean Machine revives the old formula 

that seemed to be lost—ya know, straightforward and right 
between the eyes. Complete with melodic choruses and heavy 
riffing, U.D.O. delivers what most expect from this legendary 
kopf-banger: that unmistakable voice, and pure metal. Top 
Deutsch marks: "Don't Look Back," "We're History," "Dirty 
Boys" (kind of a sequel to "London Leather Boys") and a 
worthy attempt at a ballad "Sweet Little Child." [KS] 

Killer Pick 

EXCEL The Joke's On You (Caroline, 114 W. 26th St., New 
York, NY 10001)—Venice, California has always bred a certain 
element of. . . let's just call it oddness, making it a veritable 
hotbed of swingin' underground thrashcore bands (i.e. Suicidal 
Tendencies, Uncle Slam and Dr. Know). Excel establishes 
their dominance and individuality without sacrificing what 
has brought them their icon status in the crossover league. 
Sticking with producer Randy Burns, Excel has grown into a 
premier skatecore outfit that has expanded a seemingly 
limited sound into an infinite realm by taking obvious Sabbath 
influences and slapping them with a fast, aggressive groove 
that would make even the most hum-drum dorks jump right-
da-fuck out of their skin! Even though the sound is much the 
same as ontheir '87 debut, Joke's. . . burns with intense guitar 
riffs and equally electrifying drum fills and chops. Excel-
lence: "Drive," "In My Thoughts," "Shadow Winds," "Never 
Denied" and their cover of the Police's "Message In A Bottle." 
[KS] 

CIRCUS OF POWER Still Alive. . . (EP) (Metal Blade-RCA, 18653 Ventura Blvd., Tarzana, CA 91356)—For a variety of reasons, this 
Lower East Side-via-Florida combo didn't get their due when their debut LP was released last summer. This six-live EP should put 
things to right, as the band sounds a lot more comfortable in a live setting than they did on the album, and their cover of Johnny 
Winter's "Still Alive And Well" has strong commercial airplay potential. Also check "Motor" and "Letters Home." 

TRUST. Live! Paris By Night (Megaforce-Atlantic, 63-64 Brunswick Woods Dr., E. Brunswick, NJ 08816)—Ready for something 
different? Trust is the band who originally recorded "Anti-Social" (y'know, Anthrax's last single) and here we've got a live greatest 
hits kinda thing, with a twist: the titles are in English, but it's all sung in French! But hey, rock 'n' roll is the universal language, so. . . 

si tu veut un goute de quelque chose avec un peut de difference, et quelque chose que je te promettre donnerait ton ecouteurs un 
grand surprix, ecoutez Trust, et tete-bangez! C'est metal heavy pour tout le monde! Sacre bleu: "Anti-Social," "Paris," "I Shall 
Return" et le chanson de title. 

SOUNDGARDEN "Flower" (12") (SST, P.O. Box 1, Lawndale, CA 90260) and "Get On The Snake" (from the Lost Angels 
soundtrack) (A&M, 1416 North La Brea Ave., Hollywood, CA 90028)—As the buzz on Seattle's starbound homeboys gradually 
turns into a roar, here's a couple of teasers to tide over the faithful until their major label debut comes out in the summer. The 
"Flower" 12" features two tracks from the Ultramega OK LP, but on the flip there's a killer five-minute slowgrind called "Toy Box" 
that's as gnarly and as good as anything on the LP. The Lost Angels cut is presumably a track from their forthcoming LP, and finds 
the band's infatuation with early Zep getting a tad out of hand: the song is practically a rewrite of "Misty Mountain Hop"! Still, it 
beats the hell out of all other Zep-clones. 

GUARDIAN First Watch (Enigma, P.O. Box 3628, Culver City, CA 90231-3628)—The melodic hard rock field has been getting 
mighty crowded as of late, but there's always room for a talented band like this. Combining an, uplifting outlook with very Van 
Halen-esque guitar and absolutely killer harmonies, SoCal's Guardian can get repetitive over the length of an album, but the 
commercial "I'll Never Leave You," the heavier "Kingdom Of Rock" or "Rock In Victory" (great chorus!) will work well on any 
melodic HR-minded playlist. 

LIFE SENTENCE No Experience Necessary (Walkthrufyre, P.O. Box 31292, Chicago, IL 60631)—One of the last pure-breed core 
outfits, Life Sentence personify everything from this lost generation of angry youth. Experience possesses elements of the 
Subhumans (Canada), Maximum Penalty and virtually everything else that is brutally aggressive, while maintaining a strong sense 
of direction and excellent songwriting. Besides being one of the most hard-working touring bands—I've seen them two or three 
times in the past year—Life Sentence seems to have learned a few tricks in the studio, as the production on this LP is much better 
than their '87 debut. They're not quite there yet, but Life Sentence are on the verge of collecting all the right factors for a perfect 
formula hit. Solid hard drivin' tunes include: "Ode To Me," "Actions Speak Louder Than Words" and "Sins In The Pulpit." [KS] 

SIR MIX-A-LOT "Iron Man" (12") (Nastymix, 87 Wall St., Floor 2, Seattle, WA 98121)—In the recent past it seems that the 
connection between rap and metal has met mild success with Ludichrist, the "mosh it up dude" rap by Anthrax, Run-D.M.C.'s "Walk 
This Way" and—best of these—Public Enemy sampling Slayer on "She Watch Channel Zero?!," but none can match the bustin' 
rhyme of Seattle's true "Iron Man." Sir Mix-A-Lot has taken the rap/metal realm one step further by bringing in his homies from 
Metal Church to cut the guitar tracks live—instead of sampling—on this Sabbath classic. This 12" is the fourth single from the 
certified gold record SWASS (hell, the mayor of Seattle even declared April 29 of this year Sir Mix-A-Lot Day!!), and of the three 
mixes, the "True Metal Meltdown" will work best on a hard rock show. Also check out the song's mega-def video! [KS] 

BLACKSMITH Fire From Within (Tropical, P.O. Box 3572, Pittsfield, MA 01202-3572)—This four-piece out of Albany, NY stirs up a 
rabid flurry of fast-tempo riffing with slightly retro—but strong—melodic vocals. Guitarist David Smith, the only remaining 
founding member, steers this power-metal band with his nifty musical skills—and he plays some hot solos but he should take a 
course in Lyrics 101: some of the writing is so bad that you want to tie him up and force him to listen to Dylan or Pete Townshend or 
even James Hetfield for inspiration. Cliches aside, Blacksmith is a promising, ferociously tight band that deserves to do well. Picks: 
"The Beast," "A Taste Of Darkness" and the slower "Theatres Des Vampires." [JA/KS] 
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Rock Talk 

As previously reported, Doc McGhee's Make A Difference 
foundation is putting together a compilation LP, from 
which all benefits will go to fight drug and alcohol abuse. 
It features cover songs of bands who have lost members 
to drug or alcohol abuse; tracks include Ozzy Osbourne 
doing Jimi Hendrix's "Purple Haze," Motley Crue covering 
Tommy Bolin's "Teaser" (great choice!), Cinderella doing 
Janis Joplin's "Move Over" (recently covered by Soul 
Asylum), Bon Jovi doing Thin Lizzy's "The Boys Are Back 
In Town," and Scorpions doing the Who's "I Can't 
Explain". . . In a move that should further solidify Metal 
Blade's reputation as a talent incubator, the label has 
signed a development and distribution deal with Capitol, 
whereby Capitol's A&R department will bring new hard 
rock acts to Metal Blade, who will develop the bands until 
Capitol deems them ready for major label release. The 
first Metal Blade/Capitol release will be Heir Apparent 
later this month; Metal Blade will continue to release 
records independently. .

All too often I've been told that a specific band has the "alternative/college sound" so I should play 
them. What pisses me off even more is being accused of not giving an artist a chance because I'm not open-minded enough. In my 
perception I'm very open-minded, and I do give every artist a chance. If I don't like it, I give it to someone on our music staff to evaluate, 
and only when two of them don't like it do I trash it. I really feel that an artist should play the best music possible, and have airplay as a 
secondary priority, rather than gearing your music towards getting airplay on college radio. Often times this catered music sounds 
"plastic," unfortunately, as more and more people figure out that college radio is a method of breaking into the industry, there will be mci'e 
-catered music." The major record companies have already figured this out, why do you suppose they hire all those college reps (nice as 
they are)? Because they care about the music? NO, they expect us to help them move a couple of hundred thousand units a year, if not 
more. As far as many of them are concerned, we're just here to help them make money. Many of their artists are geared specifically 
towards us, to make money, people like MORRISSEY, NEW ORDER, and DEPECHE MODE are prime examples. People still refer to them 
as -alternative," but just what is it they are doing that is new and exciting? Bands that are new and innovative: FRONT 242, CATERWAUL, 
WIRE.
