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VOIVOD Nothingface (Mechanic-MCA, 6 Greene St., New York, NY 10013)—In one way or another, virtually every great band coughed
up in this dying decade had its roots in punk/hardcore. Voivod (the name comes from a particularly nasty bunch of medieval Yugosla-
vian barbarians) began as a quasi-conceptual thrash band in the far reaches of Northern Quebec in 1982, and ever since their first
demo, they've just been, well, different. They fuse industrial noise with punk, thrash, psychedelia and progressive rock to create a
screaming black hole of sound that used to fit the thrash-metal category—but now? Who knows! On last year’'s Dimension Hatross
LP, melodic elements began to creep into their sound that have come fully to the fore here; while there's plenty of the spine-jarring
tempos, vacuum-cleaner bass and sandstorm riffs that have become their trademark (Die Kreuzen fans will love this), there's an uplift-
ing melodic skeleton that breaks through the brittle surface and makes it seem like there's two songs playing at once. Voivod just
seems to approach songwriting from a different angle than anyone else: rather than the traditional verse/chorus/bridge, they write these
different incongruous song-bites that don't seem to fit together, but after a few listens, it all makes sense. The most obvious track
here is their pulsating cover of Syd Barrett’s ““Astronomy Domine"’; take it from there into ““Missing Sequences," “‘The Unknown Knows''
and especially the (ulp!) ballad, “‘Into My Hypercube.’

ICE-T The Iceberg/Freedom Of Speech... Just Watch What You Say (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank,
CA 91505)—Yeah, so he's obnoxious, sexist, he swears a lot and if you heard your little brother sayin’ some of this shit you'd stick
a whole bar of soap in his mouth and slap him silly. And you sometimes wonder if he really means it. Ethics aside, this is a fuckin’
great record. You know it's different the second the needle hits side one: the first track is Jello Biafra's ‘‘Shut Up, Be Happy'' over
a tape loop of “Black Sabbath™ 's armageddon riff along with sirens and bells tolling and all-around end-of-the-world shit. For the
most part, the record is straightforward, powerful rap, from lightning-fast (‘‘Lethal Weapon,” “Hunted Child,” the seriously PMRC-
dissin’ "‘Freedom Of Speech”) to slower grooves (‘‘You Played Yourself,” “Iceberg'’), but coolest of all is the hilarious ‘‘She Tried
To Kilt Me,” which throws blazing metal riffs and screaming leads over a fierce and funny rap. If you can’t play records that say “‘fuck”
or “shit”” you may have to forget this one, but if you can, clear the way for one of the most controversial and powerful albums of the year.

DRAMARAMA Stuck In Wonderamaland (Chameleon, 3355 W. El Segundo Blvd., Hawthorne, CA 90250)—Every so often a record
comes along to reaffirm that rumors of the death of guitar pop are greatly exaggerated. Hailing from New Jersey (hence the title, a
reference to a late '60s New York-based kids' T.V. show which many CMJ staffers grew up on) but now based in L.A., Dramarama
skillfully melds finely-crafted songwriting with an electric/acoustic guitar sound that’s a tactful mix of twang and jangle. Simultaneously
retro and fresh, the lyrics are provocative but not obnoxious, and singer/songwriter John Easdale’s incisive hooks and refreshing melodies
add a twist to a familiar sound; these songs are so good that it feels like Dramarama is a success story in the making. A/l of the tracks
are good; the obvious lead track is “Last Cigarette,”" one of the strongest singles of the year, but nearly as great are the title track,
‘No Regrets,” the hilarious ** '70s T.V.,” and Easdale's obvious affection for lan Hunter comes across in their reverent version of
Mott The Hoople's *‘I| Wish | Was Your Mother,” which has been waiting to be covered for 16 years! Anywhere you drop the needle
here you can't go wrong.

JEAN-PAUL SARTRE EXPERIENCE The Size Of Food (Communion, P.O. Box 95265, Atlanta, GA 30347/404-373-4653)—There's
a lot of must-hear music from New Zealand, but unfortunately much of it is only sporadically available domestically. The Jean-Paul
Sartre Experience has been luckier than most, but with most recently-enlightened Americans still working on granddaddy bands that
arose in the early '80s mists, relative upstarts like J-PSE may have to wait until after they disband to be properly appreciated. At which
we'd say ‘tisk, tisk,”” because out of two LPs + some singles, there hasn’t been one cut with their name attached that has failed
to whisk the listener into a nebula of fantasy where smokerings of fear, boredom and uncertainty fioat idly above like the voice of an
anesthesiologist just before you go under. The music is more curves than angles, and the J-PSE gets that free-falling effect with a somewhat
more Spartan sound on this LP than their brethren, with a steady drumbeat consistently high in the mix, guitars electrifying off in the
distance in the customary NZ way, but noodling with a bit more teeth and actually adding structure to the songs rather than just at-
mosphere. Even at their most upright, however, the music is more conducive to painting a seascape than starting a riot, with a (Tom)
Verlaine imprint at times that makes the band and this album utterly independent from the rest of the pack. Waft out to ““Shadows,”’
“Cut Out,” “Thrills"’ and ‘““Life Inside A Window.

MICHELLE SHOCKED Captain Swing (Mercury, c/o PolyGram, 810 Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019)—In an, ahem, startling
stylistic move, for her third album Michelle Shocked reveals that behind the neo-folkie front of her first two records she's really always
been just a swingin' gal at heart, honky-tonkin' it up all over the joint and having a grand old time just growing into her impressive
and ever-more effortless voice. Shocked deftly skips through this Greyhound Americruiser tour of the 50 states, and stops and samples
more than a few of its myriad roadside musical styles along the way. Backed by a full complement of able and agile (if sometimes
a bit rote) support musicians, Shocked skips with glee from electric blues (‘‘Sleep Keeps Me Awake’’) and brassy country walking
(““Looks Like Mona Lisa") to a lazy bluesy stroll (on ““Silent Way’' you can almost imagine Leon Redbone's sunglasses and goatee
sitting in), all the way to beatnik scat bop (*‘Street Corner Ambassador"’), all with the carefree ease of a hobo shuffling down the road
with her whole life wrapped in a bandana on the end of a stick. Given her track record for doing the unexpected, it's no surprise that
even with its campy travelogue feel and (relatively) glossy, big sound, this is the most intelligent, mature and astoundingly soulful record
Shocked’s made to date. Wonder what's next?

PRIMITIVES Pure (RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036)—Unlike their U.S. debut Lovely, which started out abruptly
with the first clanging, chiming, hook-laden chords of “Crash,” Pure opens by settling in quietly like a gentle fog, gradually insinuating
itself, creeping up slowly like a sunrise; not until the flanged-out twang of the guitar intro to the single “‘Sick Of It three songs in
do things really start to kick in. A wonderful mix of part bubblegum pop, part Nico-esque angst, with more than a hint of Blondie, and
led by the delirious British cynicism of Tracy Tracy, these 11 new songs (plus last year’s ‘““Way Behind Me"’) step away from the boun-
cy, bright, peroxide pop sound that won them legions of fans last year, moving them into unexplored regions of sound only hinted
at previously. Though we wouldn't by any means tag the Primitives as “‘serious artistes’ just yet, still, by wrapping Tracy’s breathy,
gushing vocals ip a rich sonic haze so different from their earlier efforts, they show that they're capable of pulling off far more than
just feathery pop whimsy. Our favorites are *‘Sick Of It,” “‘Keep Me In Mind,” “Never Tell,"" and the richly atmospheric *“Summer
Rain,” as well as their utterly approriate cover choice of the Velvet Underground's “I'll Be Your Mirror.

ROCHES Speak (Paradox, c/o MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)—If you've ever been captivated by the
Roches’ soaring, spellbinding vocals, then this could be the record you've been waiting all this time to hear. Placing their vocal in-
tricacies in the fresh and clear spotlight of some of the finest material and production work they’ve seen since their incredible debut
Speak lifts the Roches up again to dizzying heights. Like sun rays creeping through the trees and streaming down to a carpet of leaves,
their bright and shimmering voices ring and flutter through this record, spun on looms of instrumental accompaniment, weaving a
bright, welcome, and invigorating change from average hum and drum. The whimsical a cappella *‘The Anti-Sex Backlash Of The 80's,"’
finds the Roches trademark humor and quirkiness intact, but with the emphasis equally on spirit as well as sound, the Roches live
up to their legacy and charm, one of the few bands that still come out refreshing and vital even after such a long and relatively underap-
preciated career. Top Cuts: “‘Speak,"" the guitar-spangled ‘‘Broken Places," the almost Laurie Anderson-ish “Merciful God,’" the hearty
“I Love My Mom,"" and the closing ‘‘Feeling Is Mutual
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DAS DAMEN Mousetrap (Twin\Tone, 2541 Nicollet Ave. S., Minneapolis, MN 55404)—For the first full-LP look at the new, revamped
line-up of this funloving New York indie-rock institution, Mousetrap does indeed clear away a lot of excess that sometimes cluttered
past states of Damen, with their instrumental complexities still intact, but just a little more graspable than previous. This is the LP
that's designed to turn non-hipsters on to the Damen road, a path involving swishy red hair, a love for '70s made-for-TV culture unrival-
ed on this coast, and a pure sense of melody, the songs riffing and crunching and oohing to new heights. Dave Motamed's bass play-
ing is largely responsible for the consistent swing and deeper impact of the songs, and there’s also a greater rock-god majesty to
the instrumental and vocal flourishes during the breaks and choruses, a closer friendship with the songwriting muse, and a bolder
stance that’s festooned with catchiness. Making no concessions and not really veering far from the chunky, mercurial directions of
the old SST days, the difference here is that the time changes make more sense and the emphasis is no longer centered on the mid-
song jam. Das Damen is finding themselves, and what they’ve discovered should prompt a bigger audience to check them out. Top
cuts: "Noon Daylight,” *‘Demagnetized,”” ‘‘Hey Angel’’ and "*Sad Mile.”

DON DIXON EEE (Enigma, 11264 Playa Ct., P.O. Box 3628, Culver City, CA 90231-3628)—Don Dixon has laid low of late, occa-
sionally re-emerging from the shadows to add new chapters to his sporadic recording career, returning once more to his first calling
as a musician (few realize that Dixon was already a mainstay of the North Carolina scene for well over 14 years before finding fame
behind the producer’s desk on some of the best records of the early '80s), concentrating now on casting himseif primarily in the artist’s
role. This time around the track, Dixon takes on a Costello-ish, Rockpile-ish posture, lending his sometimes gruff and hoarse voice
to crafty, catchy soul-tinged pop songs with sprightly hooks and ringing, resonant guitars, filling the whole affair with a sense of reckless,
almost gleeful abandon that sometimes contrasts sharply with the often somber subject matter. Sporting covers from early dB'’s (**Bad
Reputation’’), and Nick Lowe ("’Love Gets Strange’”) and a heaping helping of very cool originals like *’Oh Cheap Chatter,”’ the title
track, and the low-key mambo of ‘‘Sweet Surrender.” Dixon points back to the winsome '60s pop and sweet soul music that inspired
him, without copping licks or stances, just tapping the same spirit and vitality as his melodic forbearers, making EEE a most comfor-
table fit.

JOE SATRIANI Flying In A Blue Dream (Relativity, 187-07 Henderson Ave., Hollis, NY 11423)—Considering his reputation as an
intergalactic guitar whiz-kid, it's a real suprise that Joe Satriani has turned around and made a record that someone who doesn’t subscribe
to Guitar Player, Guitar World, and Guitar magazine can actually listen to and enjoy. While of course there’s a certain expected amount
of yank-off pyrotechnic soloing (it just wouldn’t be a Satriani record without a couple of long instrumental fusion-metal jams with goofy
titles like *'Back To Shalla-Bal’ or "*Flying in A Blue Dream’’), by and large Blue Dream is a suprisingly listenable album, even if you're
not interested in hi-tech bombshells of histrionic feedback, one-hundred-sixteenth-note soloing, and the latest crazes in whammy-bar
tactics. Breaking away from his previous **Serious Musician’’ tag, Joe loosens up and sings more (and does pretty well, too!) and even
pulls out a surprise cameo on harmonica, adding a heavy blues wail to the solo section of the single, **Big Bad Moon.” As usual,
Satriani plays with an impeccable sense of taste and style that’s light years ahead of other fret-tappers and pluckers, and as always,
his imitators will be sitting next to the speakers with their axes in their laps in awe for months to come; what’s different is that now
some other non-guitar-groupie folks might be listening, too.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Passion—Sources/NUSRAT FATEH ALI KHAN Shahnen-shah/TABU LEY Babeti Soukous/ORQUESTRA REVE
La Explosion Del Momento! (Real World, c/o Virgin, 9247 Alden Drive, Beverly Hills, CA 90210)—Based around his Real World
recording studios in Wiltshire, England, Peter Gabriel has turned his attentions to recording the musics of the world, playing a large
role in the formation of Real World records, a new label set up to record and promote a wide spectrum of artists, often giving valuable
exposure they might never receive otherwise. To inaugurate the label, Gabriel himself has compiled a fascinating collection based
upon the music he used to create the soundtrack to Martin Scorcese’s film The Last Temptation Of Christ. Effortlessly drifting be-
tween a wide variety of styles and sounds from almost every continent, Passion Sources is an intriguing and fascinating listen, and
as he segues seamlessly from recordings of Egyptian neh flute music to Sengalese griot singers to a performance by Indian violinist
Shankar, one almost gets the impression that one could be hearing a radio show, with Gabriel as D.J. The next stop on the Real World
global odyssey is Iran, home of Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan, the world’s foremost singer of Qawaali, a centuries-old Islamic singing style;
Nusrat's soaring vocals weave a hypnotic, mesmerizing spell over a rolling carpet of ragalike harmonium, tabala, and background
chorus. From there, the Real World series skips to Zaire, and the supercharged sound of soukous, a rhumba-based African dance
music that intertwines cyclic twin guitar lines with a polyrhythmic percussive pulse that bristies with irresistible energy and intensity.
Topping off this initial voyage around the Real World we stop off in Cuba for a blast of hot Afro-Cuban rhythms from Orquestra Reve,
who meld Spanish passion with salsa spice. Presenting real music from the real world, one can only look forward expectantly to the
future of this fascinating and timely new label.

FULL FATHOM FIVE Multinational Pop Conglomerate (Link, 277 Church St., New York, NY 10013)—We’ve been waiting for a
long time for Eric Melcher and his band of lowan accompanists to come along with a record that would really, completely, totally blow
minds, and though in all fairness this probably isn’t the one, it’s still an incredibly solid set from an ever-growing and maturing band,
unarguably the most sophisticated and ambitious FFF album to date. Leaving all the Huskerisms of their early work far behind, the
band proves their mettle and maturity by tackling new sounds and styles with an ease and confidence that only comes from loads
of experience. Two years ago this band couldn’t and wouldn’t have pulled off things like *‘Open Letter,”” ““‘Return To A Place Called
Home,"" the Joy Division-y ‘‘Caroline,” or the somber " Talking About Business,’’ but with Melcher's ever-sharpening sense of melody
and structure, and a truly stunning second side, this record shows just how far FFF has come, and also how incredibly close they
are to making that masterpiece LP that’s obviously brewing somewhere inside them. Listening to the Fathoms’ music, one hears the
saga of a band growing into their boots; though it may not be the monster career-turning album we've been anticipating, Conglomerate
stands as a bold and strong step on the way, setting the stage for a truly awesome future.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Gumby (Buena Vista, 2600 W. Olive Ave., Burbank, CA 01521)—Where would the world be without the joy
brought to us all by our little green bendable buddy Gumby? The ten artists who appear on Gumby (lovingly referred to as The Green
Album) have obviously thought about this a great deal, and to show their dedication and devotion to everybody’s favorite rubbery
pal, each contributed a track for this inspired tribute to the gummy green one; among the luminaries here who turn in tunes are the
ubiquitous reggae dynamic duo of Sly And Robbie (‘*Gumby, We Love You'’), Frank Sinatra Jr. (**'The Gumby Heart Song,” subtitled
the "*Original Gumby TV Theme'), Jonathan Richman (he likes Gumby), and those polkacidal masters of the claymation zydeco cha-
cha, the one and only Brave Combo. But it's Flo And Eddie (of Turtles fame) who have come up with the best lines (“All we are say-
ing/ls give Gumby a chance”) in their way-out tribute ‘‘We All Are Gumby,” and points for originality go to Dweezil and Moon Unit
Zappa ("'(In Love) With Gumby"’) and to Rick Schulman (his *‘The Ballad Of Gumby"' is a tumblin’-tumbleweed, desperado tale nar-
rated in deadpan Johnny Cash ringer over a gunslinger movie soundtrack). Off the wall and yet utterly sincere, these true fans stand
up to sing the praises of Gumby’s eternal beanstalk-like stature as an icon of friendly greenness.

LAURIE ANDERSON Strange Angels (Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91505)—Long revered in trendy circles as
a patron saint of performance art, an often overlooked fact is that Laurie Anderson is a musician, and although her records are often
soundtracks for larger works, her records are always presented as records. This is her first release in nearly three years, and it's her
most musicial work to date; for starters, on many of the tracks she’s actually singing, and while many of the songs are in her traditional
talk-singing style, there’s a hell of a lot here that she’s never done before. *'Monkey's Paw’’ and *‘Babydoll’’ incorporate world styles
in a way reminiscent of David Byrne’'s last couple of records, and ‘‘Ramon,” "My Eyes’’ and ‘‘Hiawatha'’ are softer, more ambient
pieces—the latter contains references to everything from Longfellow to Chuck Berry to Hendrix to Captain Midnight! (And Laurie’s
sense of humor is in full effect: "Hansel and Gretel are alive and well/And they're living in Berlin/She’s a cocktail waitress/He had
apartin a Fassbinder film.”’) The pristine production creates soundscapes that you can practically see, and if your respect as a musi-
cian is determined by who plays on your records, Bobby McFerrin, the Roches, Arto Lindsay, Chris Spedding, Tony Levin, Steve Gadd,
Nana Vasconcelos and Anton Fier lend plenty of credence. Strange Angels is an impressively diverse and exotic record that gets
better and reveals more with each listen.
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ELECTRIC EELS Having A Philosophical Investigation With The Electric Eels (Tinnitus, P.O. Box M1842, Hoboken, NJ 07030)—A
robustly bratty, bass-less quartet that was one of the gap-bridgers between the late-'60s/'70s nihilist anomalies and the bursts of noise
that coagulated into the punk movement, until now the world has only seen two near-unobtainable singles from these harbingers of
a more anarchic Cleveland scene that would need a few years and a few more angst-infested individuals to blossom. Their dingy aura,
with its suggestions of parking-lot violence and true outcast instability, emanates mainly from guitarist John Morton, a fraction more
notorious for his later group, X—X, along with lead singer Dave E., who recited his lyrics in one of the earliest full-fledged punk whines
ever recorded (1975}, with soon-to-be Cramp Nick Knox also along for the ride on this live-in-the-basement session captured at the
sunset of the Eels’ lifespan. What's represented here is a perfect tangle of the frustration that can be felt only by one who's been
hopelessly weird for a lifetime, with the direct jolt of energy that early punk gnashings used so efficiently, finding outlets in short an-
themic spurts like *'Agitated” and in longer idea-chasers such as *‘Cyclotron.” One shade grimier than the Pagans or much of anything
around in the mid-'70s, and with a more experimental side resting uneasily next to the more gutter-level aspects, with this LP the Elec-
tric Eels should make as many friends now as they had enemies back then.

SMITHEREENS 11 (Capitol, 1750 N. Vine, Hollywood, CA 90028)—After being branded somewhat unfairly early on in their career
as Beatlemaniacs because of their mastery over the form of well-crafted, three-minute-pop songwriting, the Smithereens have steadily
progressed and matured with each outing, refining and honing their talents into an ever more singular and distinctive guitar-driven,
vocal-rich sound. On 11's ten songs, producer Ed Stasium injects a loud dose of appropriate stadium sound to the mix, juicing up
the Smithereens’ melodic skills with a punch and overdrive that even further sharpens their well-polished glistening edge. Whether
it's *‘Blue Period" (which itself connotes Costello’s own blue period while simultaneously borrowing the harpsichord solo from the Beatles’
"'In My Life'"!) or the instantly recognizable signature hooks of **Yesterday Girl" or ‘‘Maria Elena,’” the Smithereens, 1989 model, finds
them the hardest, crunchiest and most rock-solid they've sounded to date. The first side easily clocks in among the best 20 minutes
of music so far in their career (“'A Girl Like You,”" *‘Blues Before And After”” and ‘"Room Without A View'' especially stand out), and
the second is also full of gems, like *'Yesterday Girl" or the androgenous **William Wilson"—stop us quick, or we just might list them all.
GRAHAM PARKER Human Soul (RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036)—After 13 years of evolution and develop-
ment, Graham Parker's career happens to be easily divisible into several categories which neatly (but certainly not coincidentally) match
up with the various labels he's recorded for. Though one may speak broadly of phases such as his ‘‘angry young man’’ time on Arista
in the early '80s, or refer to the **Mercury Years' of '76-'78 (which was, in fact, the name of a retrospective compilation LP), currently,
Parker's residence at RCA finds him on the upswing; each release since the rejuvenating The Mona Lisa's Sister has been increas-
ingly more confident and straightforward, his best since the explosive early days. Aided by the crystalline production skills of Brinsley
Schwarz and Jon Jacobs, here Parker continues to modernize the slight Stax/Volt soul twist of his recent albums, and here, at its
best, the sound blossoms into full flowering, complete with hot bursts of horns and booming, echoed ambiance that sounds like it
was taken straight off of an old Billy Stewart 45. Still, Parker keeps just enough variety to keep things from turning into a soul revival
rehash fest, as the skaful reggae of **Soultime' or the acoustic pop of “‘Daddy’s A Postman’’ will attest, Listen to the sound of Parker's
human soul.

MOMMYHEADS Acorn (Fang, 158 E. 7 St. #A3, New York, NY 10009)— Brooklyn's Mommyheads are young both in actual age
and in the span of time the three have played together as a band, so when encountering this outpouring of melodic sophistication
and creativity—both in the actual instruments and what is done with them—it's near-revelatory that there's so much packed in here
with so little previous experience. Adam Cohen and Matt Patrick’s vocals are swoon-material to those who favor sighingly wistful pop
that's half Drive-In Studios, half Difford & Tilbrook, crooning in milky pure falsettos that are surprisingly adaptable to, say, a violin-led
quasi-Eastern hypnotease and an acoustic funk number alike. That's only half of what could possibly spill them into a major, aboveground
tide of appreciation, however, as the busily percussive arrangements skip up and down ladders with a laughing ease that'd be sheer
freshman buzz but for outpourings of instrumental goosing that're more reminiscent of a veteran Village avant-rocker. Though there's
an abundance of non-traditional instrumentation and little twists and jolts of rhythm are perpetually hurled like so many kitchen uten-
sils, the record always stays on the wing, uncluttered, and though there's fragments of half-a-dozen other trailblazers in Acorn, when
fitted together the pieces make up an entirely new puzzle that's as pretty as it is challenging. Top cuts: **Cactus Farm," “‘All In The
Way It Was,"" "‘Earthtones” and ““Tie This Dragon Down."

WARREN ZEVON Transverse City (Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 90210)—The wit and irony that has given Warren
Zevon distinction as one of the more divergent songwriters of the last two decades is intact on Transverse City, his second album
since his five year hiatus earlier in the '80s, and his ninth overall. With a cast including such notables as David Gitmour, Neil Young,
Chick Corea and Jerry Garcia among others, Zevon creates a record dealing with technology and humanity in his own eloquently wry
manner, stretching what was once known as pop into powerful messages on today's society. The first single ‘‘Run Straight Down''
is an environmental anthem, with a background chant listing carcinogens that have been found in the environment. Other songs take
on a lighter tone, but all benefit from Zevon's derisive point of view, crafted in a rock/country/electronic style which sometimes mirrors
his dark message with an upbeat rhythm, expanded by the variety of his backing musicians. Other songs to check out include the
title track, "'Splendid Isolation,”” “‘Gridlock’" and “‘The Long Arm Of The Law."

MIKE DUGAN Workin’ (Polyriff, 317 W. 100th St., New York, NY, 10025)—Mike Dugan deals in blistering, sizzling blues guitar.
Whether it's a ripping, driving cut like **Prize Fighting Man"' or *'A Shot Of Rock And Roll,” or a slower, heavier jam like “"Couch Potato
Sunday'' or "*Here We Go Again,"” Dugan's lead licks and arrangements are always tasteful and polished, pulled off with suprising
saavy and chops for a relative unknown. Framed by slick production (Dugan shows his production chops rival his guitar prowess here,
producing this disc himself), Dugan plays the blues with class and style that few others of his ilk can muster. Sticking to his original
tunes, Dugan shows he's a real one man show as far as the blues are concerned, writing, playing, producing, singing—all clean, sharp
and professional. For all the polish, however, Dugan's talents shine brightest on the bluesiest, rootsiest moments, as in **Still Fishin'
" or “Don't Count Me Out."”

# Katic Webster

VARIOUS ARTISTS O Samba: Brazil Classics 2 (Luaka Bop/Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—
Although David Byrne’s fixation with Brazilian music first surfaced in earnest some time ago, it reached its full fruition on his new solo
LP, Rei Momo, and with the release last winter of Brazil Classics, a compilation album he assembied documenting some ten years
of Brazilian music, serving a mixed platter of the wide variety of spicy musical flavors currrently emanating from South America. Now,
Byrne returns with another companion volume concentrating on the seductive sounds of samba, taking us to the sprawling streets
and raucous carnivals of Rio and Sao Paulo, sampling the beat straight from the masters themselves, picking tracks by such local
figureheads of Brazilian music as Neguinho Da Beija Flor, Nunes, Agepe and Alcione. Spanning the past 15 years, O Samba focuses
in on the newer crop of samba musicians; even though some of the recordings date back to the early '70s, most have never been
widely heard here, giving them an appealing sense of freshness and discovery. Though names like Martinho Da Vila or Zeca Pagodinho
may not exactly be household words this far north of the equator, O Samba introduces those of us in non-tropical latitudes to the timeless,
swaying sounds of the samba. Drop the needle and start shimmying!

KATIE WEBSTER Two-Fisted Mama! (Alligator, P.O. Box 60234, Chicago, IL 60660)—Riding on the dextrous strength of her ramb{-
ing right hand and the sturdy honky-tonk bass rolls of her left, on Two Fisted Mama!'s title track, Katie Webster tells the story of how
her powerful hands have taken her from her home town of Houston and sent her around the world, belting the blues for over 35 years.
Today, Webster seems eternally young, one of the hottest, spunkiest piano players out there, still on the road, still traveling, shouting
the blues with more intensity and vigor than a lot of singers half her age. There’s quite a grab bag here of material to pick from: *‘Love
Deluxe” is just what the doctor ordered, a blues prescription penned by the two rock ‘n’ roll docs themselves, Doc Pomus and Dr.
John, and Katie takes Dire Straits’ **So Far Away”’ to the gospel tent, giving it a soulful, old-time revival hall treatment, while Katie's
sassy, irreverent character comes through in *‘Red Negligee,” and there's still plenty room for lots of frenetic boogie-woogie, barrelhouse
piano on *'C.Q. Boogie'' and ‘‘The Katie Lee.”” An irrepressible spirit as well as a consummate showwoman, Webster’s pretty astound-
ing for a woman they call the ‘*House-rockin’ Grandma''—just try and imagine your own grandmother belting out these tunes and
pounding the keys so wildly!

STEVE KILBEY The Slow Crack (Rough Trade, 326 Sixth St., San Francisco, CA 94103)—Through his seven albums with The
Church, Steve Kilbey has long proved his mastery of the winsome strum and distinctive, introspective near-monotone moan, and with
The Slow Crack, a collection of 11 tracks that are essentially one-man bedroom demos, he furthers his standing as one of the great
composers of sparkling, willowy melodies and a premier author of many shadow-dripped moods. However, once stripped of the gloss
and glimmer of Starfish’s shimmering production, it's almost as if when Kilbey's alone in his bedroom his own emotional gargoyles
and personal demons crawl out from the closets and under the bed; The Siow Crack tempers and fractures that unmistakable
Church/Kilbey sound, webbing it to something far darker and more enigmatic (Syd Barrett, perhaps) to create an aural equivalent to
Where The Wild Things Are. Remember, most of these tracks were recorded alone in Kilbey's bedroom, and as such they come across
as journal entries, diary sketches; each person’s bound to hear their own faves, and part of Slow Crack’s joy lies in finding the ones
that bend your own strings: particularly melodious to us were the mercantile siren song of ‘‘Transaction,” “‘Something That Means
Something," the wiggly synth-pop of ‘‘Consider Yourself Conquered,” **Song Of Solomon'’ (‘‘lyrics from the Bible, courtesy of God"),
and the piano slow drag of ‘‘Surrealist Woman Blues.”

MAP OF THE WORLD An Inch Equals A Thousand Miles (Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—From out of Ann
Arbor, Michigan, comes an ambitious and strident set of newcomers whose debut effort cuts down the frills and polish, presenting
the band instead in an honest and straightforward fashion. The rough and uneven sheen gives this record its appeal; some cuts have
a blue-coliar, unpolished quality that almost makes them sound like demos or soundboard tapes, giving this debut a rough-hewn, band-
at-work feel. The no-nonsense production approach strips down the performances to their bare-bones minimum, capturing the band'’s
simplicity and earnestness, showing that Map Of The World is not your average young band hiding their novice talents behind a wall
of studio whiz kid gimmickry. Lead vocalist Sophia Hanifi's voice is high and strong, recalling Anne Richmond Boston of the Swimming
Pool Q's, or even traces of a young Grace Slick from her Great Society days. Behind her soaring, ranging singing, the other elements
fall neatly into place—strummed, Byrdslike guitars, resonant, earthy basslines, and slow, loping tempos— making for a sound that’s'
difficult to fully describe just by name-dropping. Listen in to *‘Wall Of Least Resistance,” "Impenetrable You,”” and the quiet, acoustic
setting of ‘‘Steps.”’

LES NEGRESSES VERTES Mlah (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd., Burbank, CA 91510)—An odds-and-sods lot of rowdy
Frenchmen whose former occupations range from circus performers to fish-net menders, seashell collectors, and even ex-convicts,
like their Irish soul-bretheren the Pogues, Les Negresses Vertes crowd the stage with their overwhelming numbers (eight strong at
last count, with a chanteuse chorus of girlfriends-as-backup singers rotating around them in unsteady orbits), combining the traditional
with the modern, squeezing accordions and blatting on horns like there’s absolutely no tomorrow beyond last call. Filled with a mood
of appropriated roots eerily reminiscent of Sandinista (one of the singers is an uncanny ringer for mid- period Joe Strummer singing
in broken French), the Negresses traipse over all the varied musics they might find in a drunken ramble around Paris: a romantic
accordion love song from a sidewalk restaurant here, a few Spanish guitar flourishes from a street musician there, work songs, drink-
ing songs, and perhaps a dash of exotic Algerian influence from the African Quarter. It's easy to imagine the Vertes playing away
raucously in a dimly lit station of the Metro, or see them crowding the miniscule stage of some quaint left-banke coffeehouse, only
to be thrown out for their rowdiness. Top Cuts: ‘'La Valse,” "'Zobi La Mouche,” ““Orane,” *'La Danse Des Negresses."

BILDERS We Are The Coolest Cats In The World (South Indies, P.O. Box 7151, Wellington South, New Zealand)—This record
finds the Bilders to be a band that's maddeningly adept at wriggling out of any stylistic clamps, gamboling from piss-take funk to sad,
aeriel poignances, a different funhouse mirror with each blank groove, turning another preconception inside-out and on its bum. The
arrangements comprise tilt-a-whirls of guitars plunging and twisting, Bill Direen’s vocals that intrude into new pockets of sublime ab-
surdity, and Tanya Pekelharing's that clear out the silliness, sweeping in delicacy and mournful poise, along with a rhythm and horn
section that have a resounding disregard for the neighbors, probably keeping all the sheep awake till dawn, thrusting and parrying
with endless funk improvisations. Sometimes Fishbone-isms float up in the soup, sometimes Kleenex or Rip Rig + Panic, but the
Bilders will always leave you guessing as you're swept away in the flash flood of whatever mood has inspired them. The sound of
the band is by no means simple, and its experimentation is more reminiscent of early '80s British artfunk—in irreverent high spirits
they give any of the current spate of U.S. Clinton-worshippers a run for their Peppers LPs, that is when they're not letting the clouds
enter their hearts. There's no chains dragging around these ankles, making The Coolest Cats one of the most enjoyable bouts of
manic-depression we've weathered in a while. Top Cuts: “Gin Trap,” “Waxeye' and *'Johnny Wobble."”

F.S.K. Original Gasman Band (Zick Zack, Glashuettenstr. 113 2000 Hamburg 6, West Germany)—It'd be great to say that
cowpoke/punk/mutant jug music band F.S.K. were well on their way to being stars here in America, but well, the sad tale of this bumbl-
ing little German band is, alas, not a happy one; here it is, nigh on nine years of putting out albums of nothing less than sheer demented
genius to indifferent and perplexed audiences. By way of bio, F.S.K. (the name is from a quixotic German self-censorship group) are
a bit like Bavarian brethren of the Mekons or Camper Van, doing what those two did to gypsy and country music, applying slash-and-
burn bastardization tactics to German oom-pah and accordion-heavy Bavarian biergarten music. F.S.K. is that one band in a thousand
that has the smarts to poke fun at everything including themselves, and the musical clout to make it work. Leaning heavily on the
bawdy brass and a rigid Germanic absence of backbeat, F.S.K. stomps all over what would otherwise be great kickass rock ‘n’ roll,
if it weren't for all the feedback and the yodeling through a bullhorn. With raucous, uproarious titles like **Jodler Fur Sonny Sharrock’’
or “'Pennsylfawnisch Schnotzelbank,” F.S.K. makes an incisive yet gentle mockery of Americans and Germans both, with all the sad
beauty of the finest, most sublime sarcasm. It's iast call in the Biergarten, and here's F.S.K.

GRATEFUL DEAD Built To Last (Arista, 6 W. 57th St., New York, NY 10019)—While hipper-than-thou musical modernists continue
to badmouth the Dead without appreciating their musical TRIP (and despising them more for their ever-growing legion of Deadhead
fans), the good ol' Grateful Dead press on, playing to sell-out crowds and recording new songs. And while the ratio of inspired to run-of-
the-mill sets diminishes with time, the boys can still deliver the goodness (as evidenced on their most recent East Coast swing) proving
they are, like their hometown of San Francisco, Built To Last. Never known for their studio recordings, the Dead pulled a rabbit out
of their hat on their last album In The Dark, a top-flight effort recorded mostly live, but here the only parts that stand out and carry
that spontaneous, magic feel are Garcia's expressive riffs and liquid solos, which cast prisms of light on an otherwise overdone affair.
He's been toying with a new MIDI system and has expanded his range of sound, and on the title track he creates the effect of a Miles
Davis' muted trumpet solo. But Father Time's nimble fingered excursions make for only great moments, not a great album. Keyboard-
ist Brent Mydland gets more lead vocal tries than Weir and Garcia (check out **Just A Little Light’ and “‘Picasso Moon,"”" two of his
better offerings), so fans wanting some vintage Jerry circa 1989 should stick with their live tapes or play the single ‘‘Foolish Heart’
and the ballad ‘‘Standing On The Moon."”

DRAGSTERS Stoked (Great Jones, c/o Island, 14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 10012)—From a faraway atoll to the Lower East Side,
the Dragsters cruise the cosmos, plucking sounds and styles here and there on a surf odyssey, all in the name of the holy and never-
ending quest for the ultimate, perfect wave. Turning the tremelo up to ten, the Dragsters aren’t one of those nerdy, wimpy surf bands
afraid of getting their amps wet playing too close to the pool—these guys are serious high revvers toughened by living in the hard
streets of New York, where there isn’t a decent wave for 100 miles (they did pipe in some recordings of surf roar running in the background
throughout the album, however). Eternally cruising with the top down, the Dragsters point the hood ornament at the center line, em-
barking on a surfside safari that starts out at the Burger Palace and ends up in a mystical satori with the Big Kahuna somewhere
in the Outer Limits. Whether it's streamlining and rocking out a perennial classic {the theme from “‘Goldfinger'"!) or the latest poolside
craze (“Do The Clam”), the Dragsters are on the case, spitting out more surf licks than you can shake a Mosrite at. Add the way
out cover of “‘Maria (West Side Story)"” and by the time you hit the awesome chute-riding euphoria of **Surfing With The Godz" you
just might find yourself breaking out the tiki torches. Surf’s Up!

HUMAN DRAMA Feel (RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, New York, NY 10036)—Human Drama is a quartet from the City of Angels,
led by vocalist/songwriter Johnny Indovina, whose somber lyrics are delivered in a dark, humbling style, adding touches of Ultravox,
Sisters Of Mercy and Lords Of The New Church to his purely L.A.-rock approach. (The band's acclaim playing the L.A. club scene
led to their inclusion on '87s too-cool Scream compilation on Geffen Records.) Emotions are the modus operandi of the band, using
Indovina’s words to evoke a passion that the band tries to draw upon, though the vinyl rendition of their repertoire misses capturing
all of their energy. Feel, their first LP, is a dramatic collection of material that seems better suited for the live venue, where the band
isn’t limited in the full range of their performance. While they're fully capable of putting together a fine album some day, what we have
here is a fine band with a promising LP. For a hint as to what Human Drama is capable of, check out ‘‘Death Of An Angel,” ““Tumbie,”
“Dying In A Moment Of Splendor* and *“| Could Be A Killer,”” and catch them when they darken your door.

PHANTOMS More Drunken Buffoonery (Martini, P.O. Box 21126,
Baton Rouge, LA 70893)—Having recently moved up in the world
from the bustling music metropolis of Hammond to the alternative
rock mecca of Thibodaux, Louisiana, the Phantoms fling out garage
punk riffs so primal and real you can almost smell the auto grease
and paint thinner. On More Drunken Buffoonery (great title consider-
ing it's their first record), fueled by the snarling vocals of Rik Slave
(read: Reg Presley in a ten-gallon cowboy hat), from the moment they
launch into “‘Do You Believe'" (Reg, er, Rik howls '‘Do you remember
you and me/We used to trip out on LSD"'), you know you're on the
wildest, nastiest retro-punk roller coaster ride since Electric Peace
plugged in their first fuzz face. While other *‘punk revival bands’’ may
sport vintage Mosrite gear, Roger McGuinn granny glasses and neat
Beatle boots, the Phantoms shy away from copping looks and attitude,
instead recalling the real spirit of garage punk that seems dangerously
near extinction—i.e. they look and act like they do simply because
they don’t care what the hell anybody else thinks about it. With a sound
as dark and murky as spillway cilt or bayou brack, they tap the raw,
rural roots that made isolated sites like the Pacific Northwest such havens for '60s punk—namely, a lot of garages
and not a lot else to do except form bands to fill them.

Talk about a cutting edge. . . Serrated is a one-man preject, the man
in question being Reuben Radding, the demo in question taking seed
in the haunts of darkest Brooklyn, reaching its final formation with the
help of Wharton Tiers in the engulfing miasmas of Manhattan. These
three songs plus prelude are guitar-led explorations into the chaos and
decay of a coal-black soul, with frozen horror and violent action framing
the jagged, unrelenting motif, the sinister ambiance making an immediate,
dominant impression. The way Serrated combines harsh guitar punc-
tuations with ominous, steely percussion and snippets of dialogue and
teleporn brings forth a musical bas relief of urban squalor with an atten-
tion to detail and accuracy reminiscent of Chain Gang. Whether it's *‘Fan-
fare For The Common Man'" and “‘Backed Into A Corner’' 's screaming
in the night or *‘Better Let Him Sleep” 's bottomless depression, there's
an instrumental clarity of thought that pins down the desired mood. (Ser-
rated, 465 56th St. #2, Brooklyn, NY 11220). . . Marrow molder. . . Bone
Machine plays their music with two guitars and a drum, and with these
slight resources a surprisingly multi-tiered sound is crafted, one with a
splendid array of instrumental prowess and interplay emanating from War-
ren Defever and Jymn Auge's guitars. Their LP, Decapasaurus (A.U.D.,
17619 Woodside, Livonia, MI 48152) stays in an orbit of fuzzy, strung-
out guitar leads that come in spasms of nicotine-withdrawal jumpiness,
unwinding into a sunny melodic clarity beneath red-level distortion, with
hand-wringingly earnest vocals a constant. The emphasis on layered buzz,
and the pitch and distortion level of the instruments, are all around the
level of an Unrest or a Crystallized Movements, but although they're with
talented players and there're an unending number of ideas blurted out
in each song, they haven’t quite reached the imagination calibre of those
old-timers. Of the 11 cuts here, however, there's more than enough raw

material to suggest that they'll soon be elbowing the greats with little
trouble. Try “There's Something Between Us (And He's Changing my
Words),"" “After Our Long Civil War,"” “Epsilon On The Horizon'' and
“The Lorax"’ Batz Without Flesh is an imposing synth-draped exer-
cise in machinated ill-will, and their first full-length album, A Million Bricks
(N.T.S., 742 Paper Mill Rd., Newark, DE 19711), fashions a musical dic-
tatorship amongst the ruins. The hoarse, clenched screams are emitted
from Claude Willey, the vocal/technological rhythm division of this tag
team, with Sloth picking up the guitar dictums and harshly ambient ef-
fects. This music goes by the same bleakly, mercilessly danceable side-
tunnels of the industrial ethic that Ministry or Nine Inch Nails subscribe
to, neither the rhythmic pounce, the vocals or the guitar/sampled por-
traits of despair let up the scraping, bellowing knell for the length of the
LP. While there's no radically new angle on the dance of doom here,
there's enough insistence in the grooves of ““Oil,” **Watch Your Back"
and “‘Direction’’ to sustain the interest of even those only mildly amus-
ed at post-urban depression. .. And hiyo, Hegel, away!. .. Giddy'up
Einstein are San Franciscan in origin, and their music reflects a bit of
the metro-propelled rhythmic hyperboogie prevalent of the area, but cou-
pled with the bumpkin swing of Rank And File, the quartet manages to
produce something pleasing to the ears of those both gentle and action-
seeking. Their five-song debut, E=MC? + Guitar (Reptile, 1107 Vicente
St. #2, San Francisco, CA 94116) curves from kinetic, jarring beats and
guitar blasts to a continued attention to lily-smooth two-part harmony,
removing the metallic edge but maintaining a tottering balance between
musical distance and vocal/melodic warmth that leaves them promise
and room to expand, the most up-and-coming cuts being ‘‘Wasteland"
and “‘Alibis." —D.LY.

Ever fun and ever-lovable, Austin’s coolest combo returns with its first album to feature
the recently reunited original line-up since their first release way back in the halcyon
days of the ‘‘Austin sound’’ of the early '80s. Mixing arty quirkiness with pop simplicity,
through sheer perseverance and eclecticism the Eye continues to reaffirm their status
as one of the nation's most original and long-lived acts. College radio greets the Eye
with spring-like ardor, bounding them up the charts 66-35, while Commercial has yet
to be formally introduced, but still Glass Eye is seen this week leaping 77-49 on our Top
100, good for the #18 Radio Breakthrough. Overall, radio is sufficiently enamored with
the Eye to make them their #20 Adventure Pick; we feel this is a record whose impact
will grow and bloom like a budding flower, blossoming as more and more programmers
look deeply into the Eye and fall for this ardent and splendid band. Stations already in-
troduced and fully enchanted under the spell include KCMU, KMUW, (#1!), KTRU, KTSB,
KUOI, KUPS, KVSC, KWBU, WLCV, WNUR, WPSU, WVFS, WWUH (#1!) and WXPN,
all seeing eye to Eye Top Five.

LENNY KRAVITZ Let Love Rule (Virgin)

Emphasis Tracks: Let Love Rule, Even Care, Mr. Cab Driver

Is he Prince? Costello? Lennon? McCartney? Is he really Mr. Lisa Bonet? Who is this
wildman with the dreadlocks and the ring in his nose, and where’d he come from, anyway?
Bursting on the scene from virtually nowhere (though a handful of folks may remember
his first musical forays under the moniker Romeo Blue), this one-man-band paints the
town a psychedelic splatter-art color that’s a mix of Princely purple, Lennon white, and
Costello blue all swirled together. In radio, Kravitz turns the corner on the College chart,
rising 71-60, while Commercial shows they aren’t so square after ail, jumping the record
60-31, good for a bounce of 68-53 combined. Riding on the strength of the *“Hey Jude’'-
style anthem title track (On Deck on this report’s Top Cuts chart), plenty of stations are
currently feeling kind of daisy crazy, including KRPR, KTOO, KVSC (#1!), WAKE, WBER,
WBSU, WCCM, WCUA, WDCR (NH), WQCC (#1!), WSAP, WXCI, WXYC and WYRE
(WI), who all let Lenny rule Top Ten.

PALE SAINTS Barging Into The Presence Of God (EP) (4AD (UK))

Emphasis Tracks: Sight Of You, Mother Might

For their 4AD debut, these wan and fanguid British types have a masterful hold on ar-
rangements that sweep around in hugely melodic circles, combinant with the crunch
of a falling safe and slipper-soft vocals that insinuate themselves into any import- lovers’
heart. And indeed it seems that this four-song tour of the pagan and the divine has reached
a lofty height or two, chart-wise: The EP debuts #45 College, floating into a combined
position of #56, good for the #9 Radio Breakthrough. Coinciding with all this meritorious
attention is the #1 position on the imports chart straight out of the box, and the #16 Adven-
ture Pick to reflect the roar of the radio masses. The Pale Saints barge into the Top Tens
of these stations: KANM, KMNR (#1), KSUN, WESU, WFDU, WGDR, WHPK, WLOZ,

NEIL YOUNG Freedom (Reprise)

Emphasis Track: Rockin’ In The Free World

Always known for being completely unknowable and wildly unpredictable, Neil Young
bounces back with what could well be his finest and strongest work in—and do pardon
our intentional and very blatant hint—the last Decade. The gritty, guitar-y follow up to
This Note's For You meshes Young's rock ‘n’ roll overdrive with his acoustic observa-
tions, and radio digs it: a #49 bow on the college chart, a steady 24-23 creep on Com-
mercial, and a whopping 96-40 jump combined—the #7 Radio Breakthrough. Fueled
by the rousing electric version of ‘“‘Rockin’ In The Free World’ lodged at #32 on Top
Cuts, Neil could be on his way once again to dominate the charts, but one thing’s clear—
unlike a lot of the other dinosaurs lumbering around, Neil’s still as cutting and vibrant
an artist as he was way back in (pardon us again) his heydey of the Harvest era. Sta-
tions rockin’ in the free world include CHRW (#1!), KBUT, KRCC, KWSB (#1!), WBCN,

RECYCLED PAPER: THE CD SINGLE, or, are we the idiots they take us for?: The new age is upon us with a vengeance,
and with it is the mounting pile of singles, not for public consumption, but for promotion. These are not the 45s we used
to listen to at the record store on Saturday afternoon and take home as the sole product of the artist's labor, these are
the songs the industry geniuses have decided we should play. We are not bright enough to decide for ourselves what's
good on the album, we have to be told. Fine—if Megaconglom Corp. wants to piss away their money, and the artists
agree to it, then it’s their loss. But surely they know where they go, don’t they? There is a pile of them in my living room.
They hold up a broken table. There are boxes of them at every radio station in America. They NEVER get played. We
have the album. We know how to cue up song number three. They sell in used record stores for a dollar (or less) or
they get thrown out because there are so many of them that even the used record purveyors can’t be bothered. They
eventually end up in my town dump, tons of them. Really think about how many you have, how many of us there are,
and figure out how many town dumps will close in the next year because of them. How many will end up on a westbound
truck from New Haven to Ohio because there’s no room? How many centuries they will sit in a pit somewhere, refusing
to go away, the good and the bad? Don’t send me any more, please. I'm buying a new table, | don’t need them.

EGBERTO GISMONTI Danca Dos Escravos (ECM, c/o PolyGram, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019)—This is
how the playing of Gismonti ought to be heard—alone, just he and his wondrous guitars. Danca Dos Escravos, The
Dance Of The Slaves, is a musical poem about the colonization of Brazil, a tribute to the life and will of a population
enslaved by Europeans come to plunder the rich South American continent. Each of the seven instrumentals is pas-
sionate and beautiful, and exhibits Gismonti's powerful and dexterous abilities on a variety of different guitars. These
pieces have a classical feel and structure, but each emanates from the jungles and towns of Brazil, and each will carry
you away. The liner notes are a collection of brutal histories from the overlord’s viewpoint, depicting the stupidity and
brutality of the masters. The paintings on the cover and sleeve (by artist Trimano) are strong, sensuous portraits, as
are the musical portraits on the album. And both are a lesson for the present.

Real World, reel world, real, reel world: Alright! | take back some of the things I've said about Peter Gabriel. Anyone
who would stake his money and reputation on the set of records | just listened to has to have a lot going for him. I've
just gotten these on my deadline, so I'll save the detailed reviews for another time, but go find these recordings and
listen to them: TABU LEY Babeti Soukous; NUSRAT FATEH ALI KHAN Qawwal And Party, Shahen-Sha; and OR-
CHESTRE REVE La Explosion Del Momento. They are all on the new (to America) Real World label, distributed in
the U.S. through Virgin Records (9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 80210). Tabu Ley is the granddaddy of soukous,
one of two men (Franco, the other) who put Zaire on the musical map. This album is a greatest hits of sorts, featuring
new, live performances of classic Rochereau songs from the last 20 years. Sweet soul from the center of Africa (and
maybe, therefore, the world?). Orchestre Reve is one of the major purveyors of “‘son,” the Cuban music, sweet, sultry
and spirited. This album is typical of their blend of African and Cuban roots, and will even give you a taste of where
Tabu Ley got some if his inspiration. Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan has here a great album and a big improvement over the
last WOMAD issue of Qawwal And Party, with its safe western guitar part throughout. This one is a passionate taste
of the traditional, mystical music of Islamic Pakistan. Then, to finish off the package, there is a sampler of world music
called Passion Sources, a redemption for the album Passion that Gabriel created for the movies. Save for an occa-
sional tinkering with the tracks after recording the local musicians, this is a pretty good show. If this is a taste of things
to come, | await them with eagerness. . . WOMAD (World Of Music And Dance), by the way, is a foundation in England
that promotes international cultural work; concerts, recordings and other events. They have made some fine recordings
and can be reached at WOMAD, Mill Lane, Box, Wiltshire, SN14 9PN, England.

COMING ATTRACTIONS: Shankar will have a new release on November 20. Nobody Told Me is a recording of the
Indian violinist's more traditional side, and features the violin of the great V. Lakshminarayana (Shankar's father and
teacher), Zakir Hussein on tabla, and Caroline on vocals. While not strictly traditional, it has that same spirit, together
with an improvisational excitement. (ECM c/o PolyGram, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019). . . More mysterious
voices, this time from Soviet Georgia, are coming from Nonesuch (c/o Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019).
This recording varies from ecclesiastical songs to folk tunes whooped and hollered. | have no details, only a blank-faced
cassette to please my ears and torment my detail-hungry brain. Ah, the hell with my brain!. . . Still waiting for Rhino
to get the new Clive Gregson And Christine Collister album out. More of a rocker than their previous work together,
this one will make friends and enemies alike. .. The first of the U.S. releases on PolyGram’s Urban Africa label will
be the new Miriam Makeba album, Welela. Produced by Sipho Mabuse, it promises to be a pop mix of mbaguanga,
jazz and soul, a big change from her last a cappella recording. With a voice like Miriam Makeba's, it's going to be good
It's just a question of what direction it will take.

Well, that's it for this time. PLEASE, write and let me know what you think of what goes on; radio shows, concerts, recor-
dings. This ain’t just an ad for the record companies. Let's make college radio count for something more than chart
positions and sales. There are millions of potential listeners out there who want more than that. Music is just the vehicle
for something much more powerful. Use it.

Ah-So-Me Chat

Greetings! Since we last met, | had the opportunity to go on the road
with Donovan and Foundation, who are currentty on their debut tour
of the U.S. | went along as a kind of press agent a /a Night Nurse-
style. | joined them on the West Coast leg of their tour, and don't
you know that the day | arrived in Los Angeles is the day the mighty
earthquake shook San Francisco—'‘Wow, there goes the San Fran-
cisco date,” | thought to myseif, and quickly called my travel agent
to rearrange my departing flight. The L.A. show was at the Music
Machine, there was a decent turn-out and the bands were great—
definitely two new names in reggae music that matter. Lots of coi-
lege radio and reggae dignitaries in the house, including CC Smith,
publisher of The Beat as well as a DJ on KCRW, Tom Cheyney of
The Beat, Chuck Foster from KCRW, Tomas from KXLU, folks from
KCSB and KUOR, not to mention Neville Garrick (Bob Marley's art
director), and many folks from the Island/Mango staffs East and West.
| was in my glory as both bands filled the room with the return of
roots and culture, but my “reggae high” was short-lived, as early
the next morning | was awakened by a call from the tour manager
saying that the San Francisco date was on as scheduled. He had
managed to reach the club and they were open for business. After
calling the travel agent to change my plans once more, | started freak-
ing out that we were voluntarily heading for the part of the country
that was the news all over, with President Bush himself on his way
to check out the devastation. After getting through via telephone to
Doug Wendt and folks at Rough Trade and the Gavin Report only
to find them safe and sound and in good spirits, | felt a little better,
but still tense, uptight and very apprehensive about making this jaunt.
Then | contemplated it further and thought about reggae, Rasta and
prophecy. It struck me as kind of profound, actually, that on the 10th
day of the U.S. debut tour of Donovan and Foundation—two strong
acts aiming to reintroduce reality and meaning into reggae music—
the earth rumbled. Not only did the earthquake that shocked and
rocked San Francisco occur while Donovan and Foundation set out
to bring their music and message to the ears, hearts and souls of
the American public, but it happened while the groups were in L.A.,
just miles to the south of where the earthquake occured. The Mango
Reggae Express, as the tour is being billed, was set to play the
shaken city a mere ten days after the quake. Both Donovan and Foun-
dation are rootsmen, Rastafarians from the countryside of Jamaica,
and things like earthquakes are far beyond geological occurences
to these men, they're signs from Jah. Check the lyrics in Founda-
tion song "“Sign Of The Times'': ‘‘earthquake in the big city.” And
in “‘Days Of Sorrow,” Donovan says that “‘these are the days of
Sodom and Gomorrah." Prophecy from messengers of Jah? I'll leave
that up to you to answer, but suffice it to say that everything turned
out fine. The show went on at the Kennel Club, an in-store was held
at Rough Trade Records with Spliff Skankin’ keeping things irie, and
people showed up at both events. There wasn't much indication that
we were in a city that had just experienced a major blow, except
that the streets, hotels and airport were rather quiet. The bands just
tossed it off as “‘a natural mystic."”’ However, they did not stay over-
night in San Francisco as originally planned, but drove off to their
next gig. Still looking for some sort of sign or some kind of meaning

to the timing of all this, | started to play with dates in my head. On
October 19, 1944, Peter Tosh was born. On October 19, 1988, the
stock market crashed. On October 17, 1989, San Francisco ex-
perienced a devastating earthquake. And from October 15-20, the
Reggae Mango Express made its way north through California. It
just goes to show you the power of the message of reggae music! . .
On a different tip, | came home only to be greeted by some disturb-
ing news regarding CMJ's New Music Awards. While Ziggy Marley
had won for Best Reggae Album Of The Year, he was off touring
in Europe and would be unable to accept the award, and the record
company wasn't supplying an acceptance video. If we couldn’t get
someone to pick up the award, | was told that we'd have to scrap
that presentation from the actual awards ceremony. Now that’s what
they do at the Grammys with the reggae category, but CMJ is dif-
ferent. Plus, if the award wasn't given out at the Beacon, that also
meant that it wouldn’t air on the MTV special that will be carrying
the awards some time down the road, and that meant that reggae
wouldn’t be represented. Disturbed at this possibility, | scrambled
like crazy—I had less than 24 hours to pull this off—to find an ap-
propriate person to accept this award. Calls into Virgin Records got
me nowhere. | tried to reach Mrs. Booker, Bob's mother and Ziggy's
grandma. | tried to reach Chris Frantz and Tina Weymouth, producers
of the LP and celebrities unto themselves. All these calls were get-
ting me nowhere. Puzzled that Virgin wasn't rising to the occasion
and not returning phone calls, it started to dawn on me that they
weren't all that interested in whether or not this particular award made
it to broadcast. My suspicion was unofficially confirmed, as | learn-
ed that Virgin Records doesn’t want to pigeonhole Ziggy as a reg-
gae artist. That if he perhaps won album of the year, or song of the
year, or any other category that didn’t have the word reggae in it,
then we might have been offered some strong support and effort!
} must say that this is the biggest disappointment of all. Of course
we want to see Ziggy go further than just the reggae scene, and in
many ways he already has, but how can he turn his back on his roots?
Rather, how can Virgin allow him to do that? He is Bob Marley’s son
and he is the heir apparent to the torch his father carried. Ziggy
himself says “‘don’t know your past, you don’t know your future’’
in the chart-topping song ‘‘“Tomorrow People.” And in the song **All
You've Got,"” from his current album, he openly declares *‘We Love
Reggae Music.” How can Virgin deny this aspect of Ziggy's identity
and think an award like this at this point in his career would be
detrimental? Ziggy’s new album has held the number one position
on the Reggae Route Top Twenty chart since it was released. |
wonder if Virgin would be happier if it wasn't there at all? Perhaps
that's not good for Ziggy's career either. Maybe they shouldn’t ser-
vice the reggae radio programs at all. | don’t get it. The air of hypocrisy
is undeniable, if not sickening. As Bob Marley said, **If you know
your history, then you know where you're coming from. Then |
wouldn’t have to ask you who the hell do you think you are. . ."' Food
for thought for the decision-making executives at Virgin.

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New Music In Performance

LENNY KRAVITZ

The Bottom Line, New York, NY, October 10

Sentimental and nostalgic are two words that might describe the
retro styles that Lenny Kravitz relishes. Dynamic and exciting,
however, are the words that describe what this young, multi-talented
artist does with his influences both on vinyl and, especially, live
on stage with a fleshed-out band. On record, Kravitz handles vocals,
guitars, bass and drums (and let’s not forget his songwriting—as
wide-eyed as it can sometimes be—and his producing); live, Kravitz
surrounds himself with a tight band that seems to relish the op-
portunity of performing with him. Here they came off like a revved-up
‘66 Mustang on the open road, all full of smooth, sweaty pleasure.
From the opening energetic statement-of-purpose *‘Flower Child"
to the 15-minute-plus encore of “‘Let Love Rule," Kravitz got the
usually tame Bottom Line crowd (including spouse Lisa Bonet)
dancing many times. Kravitz performed a sizzling cover of Jimi Hen-
drix’s “If 6 Was 9’* and a long version of “‘Freedom Train,"" a churn-
ing groove that begs for an extended remix. Although the three
back-up singers didn't seem necessary and the daisies that were
passed out might have been overkill, Lenny Kravitz has the
charismatic stage-presence, musical chops and brazen ideology
that should win him a huge following

POl DOG PONDERING
The Bottom Line, New York, NY, October 18
Mixing up older, more familiar material from their first two Texas
Hotel releases (recently repackaged into one LP to herald their sign-
ing with Columbia) with newer songs that will probably surface on
record sometime early next year, the Poi Dogs seemed a bit
mellower and quieter than at previous New York appearances when
they crowded their large, luau-sized ensemble onto the smallish
stage in the toned-down, relaxed and intimate atmosphere of The
Bottom Line. Recalling what a younger David Byrne might have
turned out like if he had spent serious time hanging out on the
Austin barbeque circuit, head Poi Frank Orrall exuded wide-eyed
boyish charm and wiry stringbean energy, bouncing and leaping
about the stage with such frenzy and abandon that it almost seemed
as if he could have been hearing the Poi Dog sound for the very
first time, and digging it immensely. Assisted by a slide show seem-
ingly composed of frames from anthropological textbooks, various
Time/Life photography guides and the covers of their earlier record-
ings, Orrall led his gypsy-like outfit as they strummed mandolins
caressed violins, squeezed accordions, and blew furiously into
trumpets, trombones and tin whistles, portending future Poi vinyl
to be as ingenious and eclectically captivating as anything they've
pondered yet.

NEW MUSIC ITINERARIES

GUY CLARK/JOE ELY/JOHN HIATT/LYLE LOVETT

The Bottom Line, New York, NY, October 13

Country Music Month in New York was highlighted by this spec-
tacular grouping of the day's top—we’re talkin' aces—songwriters.
Intitially the atmosphere was tense with anticipation, not knowing
what to expect, who would open this show of seeming equals. But
they all came out together, guitars in hand, and proceeded to have
a grand old-fashioned song swap. The cigarette-tinged voice of
Clark led off, followed by the rockin’ yodels of Ely. Hiatt perform-
ed “One Step Over The Line,” his stand-out contribution to the
Dirt Band's Will The Circle Be Unbroken Volume 2. Lovett lent
a dose of his dry, spaced humor, and they were on their way.
Highlights included Clark's touching version of his classic ‘L. A.
Highway,” Ely's ““Me & Billy The Kid"' (a psychedelic tale of the
Old West), Hiatt's funky “Trudy & Dave,” and Lovett's sweet
chestnut from his first LP, ' This Old Porch." The set closer was
a Woodie Guthrie tune, chosen because it was something they all
knew—the harmonies were slightly off-kilter on this one, but as with
the rest of the night, the feeling was in all the right places. The
evening provided a rare chance to see some distinctive artists in
an unusual setting, and the fact that they were all on stage together
made it even more special.

LUBRICATED GOAT

CBGB, New York, NY, October 13

If one is of the inclination to indulge in Friday the 13th/full moon
spooky thoughts, the most fiendish event open to the public in
Manhattan that night was certainly the lone NY-area appearance
by these musically misshapen Australians, out on their first lark
in our sedate country. With the recent domestic release of two
albums spanning their career of mischief and mayhem, there was
a semi-sizable crowd in attendance, all of whom were noticeably
enthralled by the spectacle of a traveling four-member Satan's
School For Wayward Youth initiation ritual (one attendant got so
swept up in the vomitorium revelry that his enthusiasm needed a
good dousing from a handy bottle of Rolling Rock). On record,
Lubricated Goat summons a lot of faintly gastronomic-sounding
effects from their instruments, most of which were duplicated on
stage with rather unorthodox usage of slides and pedals, produc-
Ing rousing versions of “‘in The Raw,’ *‘Frotting With Ennio”" and
other songs from their LPs, keeping the selection of new material
to a minimum. Although the evening kicked off with a few stilted
numbers, by the first third everyone had gotten drunk and unhing-
ed, with an air of giggly wickedness permeating the hall, their
scatological ridiculousness separating them from other, more
serious-minded hatebreeders.

KIP HANRAHAN Conjure: Cab Calloway Stands In For The Moon
(American Clave (West Germany), available as an import from
Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140)—Kip Hanrahan, the
foremost auteur of New Jazz, presents the second edition of Conjure,
music written by various artists 1o the words of the poet Ishmael Reed.
A worthy successor to the original Conjure, recorded in 1983 for
Hanrahan's American Clave label, Cab Calloway Stands In For The Moon
once again presents a top-notch instrumental battery over which featured
soloists and vocalists strut their stuff. As always, Hanrahan, a master con-
ceptualizer, puts square (albeit hip) pegs into round holes, and makes them
fit. The results are lyrical, hard-pumping and frequently swinging, what with
blues, jazz, funk, rock and Latin strains coming and going as if through
the front door of the United Nations. The players, in all, are too numerous
to list, but a few stand out: Don Pullen (organ), Allen Toussaint (piano),
Leo (Meters) Nocentelli (guitar), Steve Swallow (bass guitar) and David Mur-
ray (tenor), all of whom had a hand in the composing. In particular, three
of the songs boast decent vocals by unlikely singers: Pullen ("‘My
Brothers™), tenorman Eddie Harris (“"Loup Garou Means Change Into")
and Olu Dara ("‘Nobody Was There"). Elsewhere, vocals are handled by
various singers, most notably the ever-expressive Bobby Womack. To these ears, the high points of this variegated CD
include " "Sputin™ (a hit on rock radio in northern Europe), Dara’s swooping cornet solo on ""Nobody Was There” and the
amusing call-and-response between the poet Reed and a chorus of children (hi-dee hi-dee hi-dee hi-dee hi. . .) on "*Minnie
The Moocher.”" Solid.

SUN RA Out There A Minute (Blast First, 262 Mott St., Room 324, New York, NY 10012)—Those who found Sun Ra’s long-overdue major-label debut,
Blue Delight (A&M), a mite tame should revel in these 13 interstellar tracks from the Arkestra, recorded in New York City in the late '60s and hand-picked
for release by the Saturnian himself. Someone went to great pains to come up with the picture-disc concept; it's too bad, however, that the same attention
wasn't paid to annotation—an explanatory essay, coupled with session credits and personnel, would seem to have been in order. Instead, we get two
pyschedelic color photos of Ra. Anyway, these 13 tracks—which, we're told, feature longtime Ra hornmen John Gilmore, Marshall Allen and Pat Patrick—
give new meaning to the term “out,” especially those cuts with tonal antecedents in Indian music. Out There A Minute is available in all three configura-
tions; the cassette and CD offer an 11-minute bonus jam, "Next Stop Mars."”

LOREN PICKFORD Song For A Blue Planet (Cexton, 2740 S. Harbor Blvd., Suite D, Santa Ana, CA 92704)—Altoman Loren Pickford leads a capable
quintet buoyed by the nifty rhythm section of pianist George Cables, drummer Billy Higgins and bassist John Heard (the other player is guitarist George
Roessler) on this 1988 title from the promising Cexton label. Pickford's isn't an airy, fluid, mellifluous sound, but rather a slashing, tearing, tenorlike con-
ception, rich in overtones, that suggests John Coltrane’s “sheets of sound’’ period. Label founder John Anello Jr., a reedman himself with several recor-
dings to his credit, operates a full-service jazz company that also produces videos. Besides the Pickford title, Cexton has issued boppish recordings by
the up-and-coming young tenorman Scott Kreitzer (Kick'n Off) and the Chiz Harris Quartet with guest trumpeter Conte Condoli (Confirmation), among
others. Cexton'’s leaders don't quality right now as masters—though, as is often the case, their sidemen sometimes do—but their recordings merit audition.
At atime when the sirens of commerciality (avaricious executives, formula-minded musicians, and wave and *'love jazz"’ formats) are beckoning seaworthy
jazz craft onto the rocks, labels such as Cexton, which are devoted to artistry, need and deserve the ears of discerning programmers. Listen up.

PAUL CACIA The Alumni Tribute To Stan Kenton (Happy Hour Music, 5206 Benito St., Montclair, CA 91763)—Before he died in 1979, Stan Kenton
declared, flat out: *No ghost band.”’ The late, great bandleader’s sidemen have acceded to his wishes. This heartfelt alumni tribute disc was conceived,
produced and mixed by trumpeter Paul Cacia, a Kenton enthusiast who, though too young to tour with the Kenton band during its final years, did manage
to befriend the master and occasionally sit in with the orchestra. Cacia, who as a student borrowed, and photocopied, Kenton band arrangements with
the permission of the maestro, assembled a band of Kenton alumni to make this hour-long CD. Conducted by Pete Rugolo and Bill Russo, with their
arrangements plus one by Shorty Rogers, The Alumni Tribute To Stan Kenton captures the spirit and essence of the Kenton legacy. The 12 horn-happy
selections are not letter-perfect re-creations, mind you, but hearing alumni soloists such as Bob Cooper, Lee Konitz, Laurindo Almedia, Jack Sheldon
and Carl Fontana is a sheer delight. Cacia, a gifted trumpetman himself, chips in with some roof-raising, high-C histrionics reminiscent of Maynard Ferguson
(check out “What's New"). The 14-minute ""Kenton In Portrait” mediey features voice-overs by Kenton alumni to the accompaniment of the band's best-
known material (**Artistry In Rhythm,”* *‘Collaboration,” "'Intermission Riff"’). Long-time Kentonians will fap this up, and newcomers will be introduced to
the music of a master of the Swing Era.

STRATA-EAST ARISES: Strata-East, an independent record label that, between 1970 and 1983, prospered artistically under the direction of trumpeter
Charles Tolliver and pianist Stanley Crowell, is being reactivated. In March 1990, according to Tolliver, Strata-East will issue 10 CDs—some reissues,
some new recordings; a few titles may also be available on vinyl. Scheduled for release, according to Tolliver, are: a reissue of Gil Scott-Heron's Winter
In America; both volumes of Tolliver's Music Inc. quartet (recorded live at Slugs) as well as a previously unissued date; solo-piano recitals by Cowell
and John Hicks; a never-before-issued Cowell quartet date from Japan with Billy Harper; both Tolliver big-band titles; a session from the Piano Choir
(a seven-piano session); a new release by Jimmy Hopps (Tolliver’s onetime drummer) plus dates by Cecil McBee and the late Charlie Rouse. According
to Tolliver, Strata-East will remain independent, as before; no distribution plans have been announced. The trumpeter, caught live by Jazz Line during
an appearance with the Louis Hayes Sextet at Trumpets in Montclair, NJ, Jersey's premier jazz club, performed with the Clifford Brown-inspired spitfire
intensity and burnished glow that have made him a favorite among avant-garde jazzbos. Tolliver, who has been inactive on the New York gig scene for
much of the past six years, opting instead for work in Europe as an orchestral writer and soloist, informed Jazz Line: '‘I've been busy raising a family
the past few years. | haven't been seen, but | never stopped playing. | never lost it."” Indeed, he hasn't, as witnessed by the Trumpets gig and his sterling
trumpet work on the Hayes quintet’s fine new Light And Lively recording for SteepleChase. As for the revived Strata-East, which he described as a “'grass-
roots organization™ operated by black jazz musicians, he pointed out: "'l never intended for Strata-East not to be reactivated. | just took a breather {from
1983-89]. Instead of taking money | earned on the road to keep a suite of offices, | decided that the best thing to do was to get on with my domestic
[family] situation.”” The emergence of the worldwide CD market—including Japan, where Strata-East product was ‘‘gobbled up’ by the Japanese for teas-
ing during the '70s—makes the trumpeter guardedly optimistic about the label's second coming. More reason for optimism is the perseverance of Tolliver
and Cowell (““my alter ego™'), not to mention the artistic superiority of their label’s records to date. *We were called ‘foolish revolutionaries’ when we started
out,” recalled Tolliver, "“and few people thought we'd last as long as we did as an artist-operated company. We may have been foolish revolutionaries,
but we've never been foolish.” Drummer Hayes' hard-hitting group, meanwhile, was preparing at press time to record a live album for Candid during
its engagement at Birdland in uptown Manhattan. Keep your ears open for future announcements about Strata-East.

IN THE MAINSTREAM: The fabled guitarist Pat Martino, having fully recovered from a near-fatal brain aneurysm a few years back, makes his vinyl come-
back with an aptly titled album, The Return (Muse, 160 W. 71st St., New York, NY 10023). Recorded live at Fat Tuesday’s in February 1987, The Return
documents his trio (Steve LaSpina, bass; Joey Baron, drums) performing four Martino originals. Martino, an exalted name among plectrists, is heard
in top form, especially on the boppish numbers at breakneck tempos. .. Fellow guitarist Leni Stern, wife of axeman Mike Stern, shares the spotlight
on her new semi-fusion recording for Enja (c/lo Mesa/Bluemoon, 209 E. Alameda Ave., Suite 101, Burbank, CA 91502) with two guest guitarists. On Secrets,
Stern does eight of her own compositions with assistance from drummer Dennis Chambers, percussionist Don Alias, contrabassist Harvie Swartz and
bass guitarist Lincoln Goines. “Who Loves You,” an oft-used phrase by the late Jaco Pastorius, is a tribute to the bass-guitar innovator and wastrel,
while "Grounahog'' is a three-guitar rave-up with the leader cutting out with David Tronzo (on slide) and Wayne Krantz. . . Also from Muse is Between
Me And You by drummer Michael Carvin. Recorded direct to two-track digital at Rudy Van Gelder's studio, Between Me And You finds the leader girding
a rhythm section with bassist Calvin Hill and pianist Cyrus Chestnut; on the front line, trumpeters Claudio Roditi and Cecil Bridgewater (on different
cuts) and tenorman Ron Bridgewater solo spiritedly on a batch of straight-ahead numbers, among them the standards '‘All Or Nothing At All”" and "'It's
You Or No One.” . . . Methinks John Handy may have a hit on his hands. The veteran reedman (also sax and clarinet) has come out with a winsome
platter that should appeal equally to contemporary and mainstream jazz formats (not an easy task). Centerpiece (Milestone, 10th & Parker, Berkeley,
CA 94710) showcases Handy with Class, a female violin-and-vocals troika, plus bass and drums. Handy's feisty alto (he sings, too) combines with the
ladies’ string playing and vocalizing to effervescent effect on such well-known numbers as *Summertime,” "‘My Funny Valentine” and **Mood Indigo."
Special guest John ‘‘Buddy’* Connor provides vocals on '‘Stormy Monday™ and "Softly, As In A Morning Sunrise.” Tunes from this album will blend
nicely in a set of music with Lambert, Hendricks And Ross, Manhattan Transfer, Take Six and the New York Voices. .. On Fire (Epic, 51 W. 52nd St.,
New York, NY 10019), new from Michel Camilo, is the whirlwind pianist’s eagerly awaited follow-up to Michel Camilo, which reached the top slot on
certain traditional charts. Camilo, who hails from the Dominican Republic and now makes his home in New York City, leads a trio once again, performing
nine originals plus an interpretation of "'Softly, As In A Morning Sunrise.” The pianist, whose best-known piece, '‘Why Not,” has been recorded by a
number of jazzmen (Paquito D’'Rivera among them), works with two sets of rhythm players: drummer Marvin ‘‘Smitty’* Smith and bassist Marc Johnson
on some cuts, drummer Dave Weck| and bassist Michael Bowie on others. ‘‘Hands And Feet,” interestingly, is a pas-de-duet between the pianist and
Flamenco dancer Raul. Camilo’s fleet-fingered pianistry caught many first-time listeners by surprise on his previous album, and once again he burns,
but Camilo’s orchestral inclinations (even with small combos) insure that he never sacrifices feeling for speed. Nice job. .. WBGO-FM (88.3), National
Public Radio’s flagship station (Newark, NJ) and the New York metro area’s only bona-fide, full-time jazz station, did itself proud on Oct. 6 by presenting
the world radio premiere of Epitaph, the recently discovered 30-year-old magnum opus of the late Charles Mingus. Mingus, who died in 1979, said of
this work, which was recorded during an all-star-orchestra performance June 5, 1989, at Wolf Trap in Washington, DC: *I wrote it for my tombstone."’
If and when the jazz station near you airs this performance, don't miss it; indeed, you'd do wel! to tape it. Kudos to WBGO. .. CHESS MAKES ANOTHER
MOVE: MCA/Chess Records, the first name in Chicago blues during the '50s and '60s, has reissued several more vintage titles. Fathers And Sons is
a double-pocket twofer reprising two 1969 concerts at which the venerable Muddy Waters and his pianist Otis Spann were joined by a sympathetic group
of upstart all-stars: Eric Clapton, Buddy Miles, Mike Bloomfield, Paul Butterfield, Donald *‘Duck’’ Dunn and others. In addition, MCA, behind the research
and coordination of Andy McKaie, has rereleased, under separate cover, the London Sessions of Bo Diddley, Chuck Berry, Howlin' Wolf and Waters.
Recorded variously between 1971 and 1973, these sessions, which have already been reissued several times, are transatiantic unions between blues
(and, in Berry's case, rock and roll) masters and their progeny. Worth owning —Gene Kalbacher

Jackpot!
DEAD ON Dead On (SBK, 1290 Ave. of the
Americas, New York, NY 10104)—I suppose we're
kinda biased, but so many of the metal-ish bands com-
ing out of Long Island suck that it's a revelation to find
one that’s actually good—I| mean, really good! Dead On
started off in junior high, and went on to record their
first demo by the time they reached eleventh grade!
Well, the band’s a little bit older now, and they veer
skillfully between thrash and trad-metal, mixing a crun-
ching, threatening sound with a surprising amount of
accessiblility. Occasionally their instrumental passages
and intros last too long, but ‘‘Dead On,”” “‘Full Moon,”’
“‘Beat A Dead Horse’ and especially ‘‘Salem Girls”’
(which is also on our amazing Marathon sampler) show
the potential of this unit.

Jackpot!

ACE FREHLEY Trouble Walkin’ (Megaforce-Atlantic, 63-64
Brunswick Woods Dr., East Brunswick, NJ 08816)—After
the departure of guitarist/vocalist Tod Howarth and a
constantly-rotating drum stool, Ace and bassist John Regan
were left holding what seemed to be a somewhat shallow
hand. Well, guess again! For Trouble Walkin’, ““Space Ace”
has pulled out every wild card and come up with a kiflah album
that features a whole slew of surprises. This record features
guest appearances from ex-Kiss drummer Peter Criss and
members of Skid Row, and features some of the strongest
songwriting we've heard from Ace since his departure from
Kiss. He gives Us one of the best covers of the year with his
catchy interpretation of the Move’s (and later E.L.O.’s) “‘Do
Ya” (although when he says, ‘Do ya, do ya want my face,”
we say, ‘‘um, well...””). We're happy to see this legendary
guitarist back in the groove again! Also dig **5 Card Stud,”
the swank ballad “‘Hide Your Heart,"” and the title track. [KS]

Jackpot!
KILLING TIME Brightside (In-Effect, 187-07 Hender-
son Ave., Hollis, NY 11423)—Killing Time is pissed
off. In what could be the shortest record since Circle
Jerks’ “Group Sex,” Brightside is crammed full of
more street grit, anger and energy than your average
60-minute slate. O.K., so they're a hardcore band from
New York, but there’s far more to the Brightside than
just speed and aggression. This foursome combines
hardcore with serious metallic elements and feeling—
this shit is real and from the heart. If ya had to pin down
their instrumental sound I’d say it's similar to Metallica,
only Killing Time has more hair on their back! Very man-
ly picks: ‘‘Fools Die,” ‘‘What | Want,”” *“Wisdom'’ and
the title track. [KS]

OVERKILL The Years Of Decay (Megaforce-Atlantic, 63-64 Brunswick Woods Dr., East Brunswick, NJ 08815)—
Overkill has been wielding their form of metal assault-and-battery since '82, and has built up quite a huge worldwide
following. There is no question that The Years Of Decay is their heaviest slate, with Bobby “‘Blitz”’ Ellsworth maintain-
ing his highly distinctive shrieks and drummer Sid Falck pounding a seriously brutal skin attack. While guitarist Bobby
Gustafson's riff rampage lifts seriously from Metallica and Nuclear Assault at times, their songwriting is stronger than
ever, and Terry Date’s production helps make this by far their best record to date. Picks: ‘‘Elimination’’ (also on our
godlike Marathon CD sampler), “Time To Kill,” “Nothing To Die For” and the monstrously heavy Sabbath-like
““Skullkrusher.” [KS]

MELIAH RAGE Live Kill (EP) (Epic, 51 W. 52 St., New York, NY 10019)—*‘Nothing about puppies or flowers or anything
nice, none of that shit, there’s too many nice things in the werld,”” growls vocalist Mike Munro on this decidedly not
nice 5-song EP recorded live in Detroit on Meliah’s recent tour with Metal Church. As in the case with the Suicidal Tenden-
cies EP, this record will serve as a reminder to the metal community that the Rage is still very much alive and well!
Live Kill catches these Bostonians in their best light, and although it's probably one of the strongest live records of
the year, it sort of leaves us just a bit too impatient for new material. However, included here is the long-lost raver “Kill
To Survive,” which was dropped from the band’s debut at the last minute due to lyrical concern from CBS's legal depart-
ment (hey, after all the money they spent on legal fees for Ozzy and Judas Priest, ya kinda can’t blame 'em). Dangle
from these tunes: “‘Beginning Of The End,” *‘Deadly Existence,” ‘‘Bates Motel’’ (look for the video) and “Kill To Sur-
vive.” [KS]

RAGE Secrets In A Weird World (Noise, 5 Crosby St., New York, NY 10013)—Far from the cliched Deutsche-thrash
you might expect, Rage is a fierce trio that pounds out complex, unorthodox Eurometal that's played with the aggression
of thrash but not its speed; the band’s songs incorporate a lot of different elements (including some strong hooks—
check the chorus of “Invisible Horizons"') in a way that’s refreshingly imaginative—they recall Rush without really soun-
ding like them. While vocalist/songwriter Peavey spends too much time in his shrieking, often annoying upper register,
and although it doesn't all fall together yet, Rage sounds like they’re onto something. Additional scenes from a weird
world: ““Make My Day,” “‘Light Into Darkness,”” ‘‘Talk To Grandpa’’ and ““Time Waits For No One" (which inexplicably
is spelled “Time Waits For Noone''!).
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KISS Hot In The Shade (Mercury, c/o PolyGram, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019)—Although Kiss has been
more of an institution than a real band for a decade now, Gene Simmons and Paul Stanley could probably write the
ultimate book on survival in the guerrilla war that we call the music business. Kiss could and possibly will go on forever,
and although their long-priviledged position has rusted the amazing sense of hunger and excitement that made their
early records so great, they’ve honed their talents to an amazing leve! of professionalism. Maybe the reaction to 1987's
horrendous Crazy Nights lit a fire under their asses, because this record's got more spark than anything they’ve done
in years. It's still slick and consumately commercial, but for the most part, it rocks. Stanley’s material is much stronger
than Simmons (they worked separately with outside songwriters); his voice sounds better than ever (check out his vocal
backflips on “You Love Me To Hate You"), and while he’s still capable of blatant lifts and his songs with Desmond
Child are just too Bon Jovi, “‘Rise To It,” *“Hide Your Heart,” *‘The Street Giveth” and the Eric Carr-sung *‘Little Caesar’’
all take a place in the band’s classic canon.

YNGWIE MALMSTEEN Trial By Fire: Live In Leningrad (Polydor, c/o PolyGram, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY
10019)—Despite its solo billing (how’d they finally get Yngwie to drop his middle initial?), this record features the same
Rising Force line-up that recorded last year's overlooked Trilogy, with Joe Lynn Turner putting in a stellar-as-always
vocal performance. That is, when he gets a chance: Yngwie's impossibly fast mega-classical quicksilver solos take up
80% of most of the songs! The guy's unquestionably one of the most accomplished guitarists in rock ‘n’ roll, and that's
what his fans want. While we hesitate to recommend any of the three instrumentals (which add up to 25 minutes!) for
serious airplay, the following tracks find the band’s quintessentially Eurometal approach jelling beautifully with Turner’s
soulful vocals: “Liar,” *"Heaven Tonight,” the ballad *‘Dreaming” (with a stunning acoustic intro), and especially a killer
cover of Hendrix's “‘Spanish Castle Magic,"” which finds both Yng and Turner getting uncharacteristically down ‘n’ dirty.

TRASH BROADWAY Trash Broadway (Torrid, 43 Gramatan Ave., Mt. Vernon, NY 10550)—Trash Broadway is a
Boston-based mainstream hard rock band heavy on big backing vocals and a rebel attitude, but what sets them apart
from most bands pursuing that sort of sound are the talents of guitarist Joe Stump (!), a Berklee graduate whose feisty,
metallic chops toughen up the sound and prevent things from getting too commercial. The band’s songwriting could
use a little refinement (although they certainly have their moments), but the production’s generally impressive. Oddly
enough, the album opens with one of its weaker tracks; check out "“Eyes On You,” “‘Wild Heart” and ““Showdown’’
(with its killer acoustic intro). And guess what? There’s an instrumental (that we don’t recommend for airplay) called
*‘Headchopper’s Ball"" that sounds just like Yngwie!

BRITNY FOX Boys In Heat (Columbia, 51 W. 52 St., New York, NY 10019)—Whatever you might think of these guys’
wardrobes or hairstyles, there’s no denying their rock-solid sound; if you like Cinderella, you'll love Britny Fox. Their
second LP is much stronger than the first: a solid year-and-a-half of touring and the success of their debut has evidently
given them a new confidence. While their cover of Nazareth's ‘'Hair Of The Dog"" is positively note-for-note, check into
“In Motion,” *‘Livin’ On A Dream’ and *‘Shine On.”

GANG GREEN Oider. . . (Emergo, 225 Lafayette St., New York, NY 10012)—Can’t ya take a joke? Weli ya better
learn how, because these guys may be older, but wiser? Er, doubtful, very doubtful! In their ongoing tradition of drunken
mayhem, Gang Green releases another wax donut spiked with serious abuse of just about every kind. Oider. . . is a
comical look at **'growing up”’ (alright!) which depicts everything from ‘“‘writing shit on the walls' to “‘makin’ love to a
couch,” but also finds our friendly guzzlers slowing down the pace with “‘Ballad’ while maintaining a serious skate-or-
die anthem-like pace during **‘Church Of Fun.” Older. . . proves that there’s still a lot to be humored in the world. Picks:
“We Can Go,” ““Tear Down The Walls" and ‘‘Bedroom Of Doom.”" [KS]

COUP DE GRACE (demo tape) (46 Center Rd., Circle Pines, MN 55014)—Drop and bow!!!! Here's a band that has
been sending shock waves through the underground for the past three or four months. This three-song demo flaunts
a strong studio presence, while showing strong potential in songwriting and musicianship. Coup De Grace is a nearly
flawless power metal band that weaves in trad-speed metal at times—accessible, but definitely meaty. Musically they're
as tight as Wrathchild America (with much better lyrics), while vocalist Jim Mecherle maintains the wide range of sneer-
ing/melodic vocals reminicent of Death Angel's Mark Osegueda or Mordred’s Scott Holderby. Really good demos are
few and far between; this just might be the best we've heard all year. [KS]

CRONOS (demo tape) (Raz Management, c/o Ron Zeelens, 161 W. 54 St., Suite 1203, New York, NY
10019/212-757-1289)—Cronos and the two guitarists from Venom’s Calm Before The Storm LP added a new drum-
mer to form a project simply called—Cronos. Remember where Tom G. Warrior took the last Celtic Frost record? Well,
it seems that Cronos has dropped the Lucifer worship too, and leaped out of the entrapping death metal shell with a
more accessible yet traditionally thick sound, with better vocals to boot. Wait, before you scream *‘sell-out,” give the
man his privilege to explore other options; he’s done exactly that on this four-song demo, and quite honestly, it’s a change
for the better! Do yourself a favor, unclog your ears and listen to the best stuff Cronos has kicked out since the Black
Metal record, er, 100,000 years ago. Picks: ““Terrorize” and ‘“‘Dancing In The Fire.”" [KS]
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For three years in a row now, I've sat in this office feeling stupid
because it's a week before the Marathon and | have to write a
news column that will appear (god willing) a week after it’s over.

Despite orders from the police that an in-
store performance would cause a riot of Biblical proportions, after
an autograph session, Bon Jovi retreated to a window overlook-
ing the front entrance of London’s Tower Records and manag-
ed to get through an impromptu acoustic version of ‘‘Wanted
Dead Or Alive”” before the gendarmes moved in and threatened
to haul them off to jail!. . . Whitesnake’s long-awaited new LP
Slip Of The Tongue will be out on Nov. 7 and has been preced-
ed by are-recorded version of their 1980 English hit, *‘Fool For
Your Lovin'."” The line-up is now official: vocalist David Cover-
dale, guitarists Steve Vai and Adrian Vandenberg (Vai played
all guitar tracks on the album; Vandenberg co-wrote most of the
songs but couldn’t play on the LP due to a hand injury, so they
say) and the legendary rhythm section of Rudy Sarzo and Tom-
my Aldridge. The band will begin an American tour in February
and will probably be on the road for most of next year. .. On
arecenttripto L.A., New York’s Law And Order staged a photo
session in Compton, widely-known as the worst neighborhood
in the city. ““We were driving around there and we saw this old
guy in his yard beating the grass with a whip. We figured, ‘Let’s
shoot here,” " one of them said. They shot for an hour-and-a-
half, and everybody piled into their two cars to leave. As the lead
car made its way down a narrow alley, the driver pulied over to
allow a police car to pass.

I C'est La Mort went "'CD only'" several months ago, so | feel like this qualifies me to respond to the problems many stations are having these
days keeping compact discs in rotation. (If they even make it that far!) Although there is still some hesitancy on the part of some DJs to play

| CDs, the main problem is, of course, theft. If a CD does manage to stay on the playlist for any length of time, it's usually because it's kept
under lock and key for most of the broadcast day, thus substantially reducing airplay. (Did your parents ever buy new furniture and tell you
you weren't supposed to sit on it? Same thing.) At the present time the chances are about 1 in 100 that a CD-only release will sustain any
significant charting. But at the same time we have a retail market that is demanding less vinyl and more CDs with each passing day. At the
moment, some labels, including C'est La Mort, are faced with a curious problem. Do we want to keep making records and see our acts on
the charts, or would we rather produce CDs and enjoy increased sales? | know it doesn't make sense, but we've all learned at some point
that the two don't always go hand in hand. Since my background is in radio, | still feel that airplay is very important to promote a new
release. But the point I'm trying to make is that this whole CD theft probiem is forcing many companies to reevaluate their policies on radio
promotion and the stations they service. Many labels have been very reluctant to send most of you CDs because of this problem, and the
only reason you're getting any service at all is because vinyl is still available. So I'm really curious about what some of you are going to do
when 99% of all the promos you receive are CDs. Are you going to let thieves decide what's heard on your station? Because that's what
they're doing. You're losing control, folks, and at some point it's going to cost you service from a lot of labels, especially the smaller indies

| that can't afford to send an entire box of 30, Just to make sure that one stays on the playlist. Many stations do not have this problem. Why?

Because they hire people who have a professional attitude about working at a radio station. | guess this is why they’ll continue to get ser-
vice. C'est La Mort cher.
