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YO LA TENGO 
Fakebook 
(Bar/None, cío Restless, 11264 Playa 
Ct., P.O. Box 3628, Culver City, CA 
90231-3628/213-390-9969) 
The two most dangerous characters in Hoboken, 
NJ, to wield a recording contract, Georgia 
Hubley and Ira Kaplan, enlist a few old pals and 
a few older LPs from their collection and come up 
with a definitive history lesson that glides down 
smoothly. Their fourth record, Fakebook, is 
as dissimilar to last year's President Yo La 
Tengo as the latter was from the path steered 
by New Wave Hot Dogs, and that's not ¡ust 
because of the 12 cover tunes herein (they cover 
themselves twice). We are taken to the bosom of 
Yo La's collective fireside faves, the band—which 
includes Dave Schramm on guitar, Al Greller on 
bass, and other celebs here and there—getting 
all soft and mushy and mostly acoustic. Selections 
are culled from the unlikely likes of the Flamin' 
Groovies or Daniel Johnston or John Cale or The 
Scene Is Now, all flickering warmly with equal 
amounts of relevance and reverence. Without 
prior knowledge, it's a head-scratching chore to 
thresh out the originals from the been-dones, and 
that's not ¡ust because of Yo La's Smithsonian 
range of musical taste. All the cuts amble by sen-
timentally and smartly, leaving you with the vague 
impression you've known these songs all along— 
Yo La not only manages to do heartfelt, thought-
out ¡ustice to their idols, but their own tunes radi-
ate ¡ust as lastingly and as deeply. You've got 
these: "The Summer," "Andalucia," "Speeding 
Motorcycle," "What Comes Next" and 
"Emulsified." 

IGGY POP 
Brick By Brick 
(Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, 
CA 90210) 
The Ig, the man, the myth, the legend. The two 
records he made for A&M raised a few eyebrows, 
questioning the Ig-ness quotient of that decidely 
hard rock music, which seemed forced for the 
Sultan of Slam. Iggy's music always has stressed 
raw power, and that power is still evident today, 
it's ¡ust that Iggy's now running the mile instead of 
sprinting the 50-yard dash. He's come to terms 
with his own maturity—it can't be easy maintain-
ing that true punk hellfire when you're 43—and 
seems more confident and comfortable with how 
and what he's singing about, which only adds to 
the appeal of this record. Perhaps it's because the 
tracks were done mostly live in two or three takes 
with producer and fellow Motor City comrade 
Don Was cracking the whip. Not one to mince 
words, Iggy's lyrics are gutter-level tough (he says 
"dick" and "fuck" a coupla times) and hit like 
darts with the sentiments brutally honest (dontcha 
love how he gets off on exposing phonies, trend-
ies and liars). Joining Iggy on this record are 
musicians as disparate as Slash and Duff from 
Guns N' Roses and Waddy Wachtel and David 
Lindley, as well as Mellencamp drummer Kenny 
Arnoff, B-52 Kate Pierson (a duet on "Candy") 
and John Hiatt (harmonies on his "Something 
Wild"). Hard rockers will head for "Butt Town" 
and "Home" with the loose, pop-smart "Starry 
Night," the Stones-y "Neon Forest" and the 
serenade "Moonlight Lady" offering a new look 
at our hero. 

808 STATE 
Utd. State 90 
(Tommy Boy, 1747 First Ave., New 
York, NY 101281212-722-2211) 
Cultivated in the underground clubs and ware-
houses, house music is sending a ¡etstream 
through the pop world breeze, and Manchester's 
808 outfit leads the fleet on its mission to transport 
the masses to the infinite bliss of space. House, 
especially the cyberpump hut that is 808 State, is 
about a collective consciousness, a multi-ethnic 
groove to be experienced and enjoyed by all 
tribes, turning the mind and body inside out and 
touching all the right pleasure zones to create 
a feeling of sexy togetherness. Basically an in-
strumental album (natural instruments as well as 
electronic), with a few obscure, treated samples, 
Utd. States 90 moves in a lustful haze and has 
the harsh delicacy of an instrumental New Order 
(Bernard Sumner has added his touch to some live 
gigs), as if the warm, sensuous Kraftwerk groove 
has acquired an appetite for amphetamine ec-
stasy. The 808 State greenhouse is also a techno-
mood swing, and as a home listening experience, 
the music serves more as a backdrop, a pulse, ex-
panding and contracting with a subtle determina-
tion to grab the attention briefly with sounds rang-
ing from kitsch '70s Ice Capades disco to exotic 
looping electronic gurgles. Rumor has it the band 
has been approached to compose the 1992 
"Olympic Theme." Hurdle to these: "Pacific 
202," "Ancodia," "Cubik," "Donkey Doctor," 
"Sunrise," "State To State" and "Magical 
Dream." 

BILL FRISELL 
Is That You? 
(Elektra Musician, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, 
New York, NY 10019) 
Like walking in a zen rock garden or becoming 
strangely entranced by an obscure foreign film on 
public TV, Bill Frisell's guitar playing occupies an 
eye-opening universe all its own. Whether it's 
glowing acoustic playing or his screeching, howl-
ing electric, Frisell's command of his instrument is 
sure and deft; a dense sonic mesh where genres 
and sounds collide head on and accident is often 
a factor to be planned upon, not eliminated. 
Though many may know Frisell from the pinging, 
twanging surf/cowboy movie soundtrack tones he 
most recently provided in John Zorn's Naked City, 
Frisell himself has quite a few years of his own 
work and a considerable reputation as one of the 
more individualistic six-string men to come along 
in some time. Much of Is That You? is about 
moods and moments, as Frisell broods and strums 
pensively or wrenches screams from his electric; 
at one point he strangles a near-impossible note 
from a shrill fire engine feedback whine through 
to violin-like Eastern raga that somehow ends up 
transforming itself into a Tarzan yell(!). Though a 
serious and quiet listen is in order to really ap-
preciate some of the more delicate passages, and 
there's not a lot of the out-and-out blowing and 
shredding that you'd expect, Frisell gives us a 
fragile musical innervision where the spaces be-
tween the notes are almost as important as the 
notes themselves. Top Cuts: "No Man's Land," 
"Half A Million," "The Way Home," "Twenty 
Years" and "Chain Of Fools." 
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UNCLE TUPELO No Depression 
(Rockville, P.O. Box 800, Rockville 
Centre, NY 11571-0800/516-764-
7938)—All spit, sandpaper and earnest-
ness, Uncle Tupelo is from exactly where 
you'd expect them to be from—St. Louis, as 
Midwest as the Midwest gets—and befitting 
their debut status, they set ab6ut cramming 
mountains, fields and streams of soulish en-
thusiasm into every song. Writing from per-
spectives both shotglass-narrow and wide 
open range-y, the Tupelo three sing stories 
of men who wear John Deere caps and 
drink American beer and sing it with indie 
rock on their sleeves and C&W in their 
hearts. You can practically visualize clods 
of dirt, they're so earthy, and you can bet 
when they dream at night, it's of Pete 
Seeger, Paul Westerberg, Michael Stipe 
and Gram Parsons all rising from their 
graves and doing a Monsters Of Sincerity 
tour. The thing is, the derring-do with which 
they unpolish the working dude pedestal is 
fired through with Real Stuff and an inside-
out comprehension of 50-some years of 
simple, genuine American music. They've 
tacked down the art of keeping ramblin' 
man tunes bone-marrow concise and with 
aorta gushes of impact, and Jay Farrar's 
voice is as gravelly, lonesome and long-
stretching as the country roads he sings 
about—like the Jayhawks with hotter coals 
beneath their feet. No Depression packs 
an aftertaste that resonates longer than 
Nutrasweet and is also a lot more filling. 
Cuts: the title track, "Graveyard Shift," 
"That Year," "Train" and "So Called 
Friend." 

REVOLTING COCKS Beers, Steers 
& Queers (Wax Trax, 1659 N. 
Domen Ave., Chicago, IL 60647)— 
For their first real studio LP, the Revolting 
Cocks present us with eight frightfully beat-
frenzied tunes that travel menacing new 
avenues as well as more well-worn in-
dustrial dance paths. Head Cock Alain 
Jourgensen has recruited fellow Ministry 
members Paul Barker and Bill Rieflin, and 
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Fini Tribe's Chris Connelly (for vocals) to 
round out the lineup. Beers oozes with 
filthy, syringe-filled menace that would 
wake a corpse—dance beats from hell 
gyrate alongside walls of guitar/feedback 
as Connelly rants and raves in the unin-
telligible industrial-ese that Jourgensen has 
made a trademark of his myriad outfits. Tho 
title track is itself an opus: The beginning is 
a surreal Tube Bar-like phone conversa-
tion between two backwoods types trying to 
figure out what the Revolting Cocks are; 
the conversation is quickly snubbed by a DJ 
scratching and a guitar wail that weaves 
in and out of both screamed vocals and 
sampled soul singing. Other tracks vary in 
their degree of full-on energy, with "Stain-
less Steel Providers" being the most dance-
able of the lot and "Get Down" ironically 
being one of the hardest, with a virtual 
explosion of electric guitar solos. While 
"(Let's Get) Physical" got the most atten-
tion because of Olivia Newton-John's dis-
approval, the track in its neutered form 
doesn't bite as much as the brilliant muck 
of "In The Neck" or "Razor's Edge." And 
lordy be! The Cocks (FCC fans can call 
them "Revco") are planning on touring 
so you can be sure to get your fill of this 
perfectly wretched (a compliment for them) 
material live. 

GREEN ON RED This Time Around 
(China/Polydor, c/o PolyGram, 
825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 
10019)—It's been eight years since Green 
On Red's debut Down There EP, and a 
long, strange trip it's been. From their 
early, swirly days of psychedelic fuzz 
through the booze-soaked C&W they've 
guzzled the past few years, GOR have had 
a rough time holding on to both labels and 
band members—the only constant being the 
voice/pen of Dan Stuart. And while their 
stateside popularity might have flattened 
out a bit the past few years (no doubt due 
to the difficulties mentioned above), their 
stature has boomed in Europe, which is 
where This Time Around was recorded 
and first released. Aided by biggest-shot 
producer Glyn Johns, Stuart and longtime 
guitar-sidekick Chuck Prophet have far sur-
passed their confused past couple of efforts, 
disposing of hackneyed histrionics and 
cliches, and delivering a superlative batch 
of sunbaked barrelhouse r 'n r. Stuart's 
eye for small-town personalities ("Rev. 
Luther"), loveless loners ("Good Patient 
Woman") and perennial vices ("Pills And 
Booze") is as potent as moonshine, and the 
assembled musicians bring Stuart's stories to 
life with genuine spirit and simpatico. This 
time around, Green On Red has not only 
outsripped their recent recorded spew, but 
have given all honky-tank bands some-
thing to shoot for. Top Cuts: "This Time 
Around," "Rev. Luther," "Pills And 
Booze" and "We're All Waiting."

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STEVE EARLE AND THE DUKES The 
Hard Way (MCA, 70 Universal City 
Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)— 
Getting to know Steve Earle hasn't come 
easy, but in sorting out his complexities 
over the course of the last four years, 
we've gained a trusted and very talented 
friend. Probing his mind as he's spoken it 
on vinyl has entailed, for instance, reconcil-
ing the rabble-rousing rebel with the well-
informed, socially conscious citizen; country 
breeding with street smarts; and to a 
greater degree, C&W with rock 'n roll. 
While Steve strikes these balances each 
time out, he's reiterated how difficult it 
can be to achieve satisfaction in the pro-
cess, and The Hard Way affirms Earle's 
search for peace of mind even now that so 
many of his dreams have become reality. 
Though it's a theme that crops up repeat-
edly on this new LP, Steve's vivid vignettes 
and portraits aren't in short supply either— 
the best, "Billy Austin," can be found on 
Certain Damage Vol. 29. Put aside 
the rock vs. country questions once and for 
all, acknowledge Steve's drawl as the most 
impassioned one you'll find today, and then 
see ¡ust how far he's continuing to stretch 
out on the Spector-esque "Have Mercy" 
and the gospel inspiration of "When The 
People Find Out." Having it all and still 
proclaiming "I Ain't Ever Satisfied" is just 
another score to settle, but if, as Steve sug-
gests, the only thing to do once one's 
dreams have come true is "find another 
dream," you can be assured that given 
his insight, that one will come true too. 

DAVID J Songs From Another 
Season (Beggars Banquet, do RCA, 
1133 Avenue of the Americas, 
New York, NY 10036)—Recorded 
over a two and a half year period, Songs 
From Another Season is a reflective 
and introspective album that delves into the 
emotions and mind of the artist. David J, 
current bassist for Love And Rockets and 
former Bauhaus member, has put together 
his third solo album, an atmospheric folk 
record that makes as much use of sound as 
it does the silence between the sounds. 
These songs are played acoustically—most 
of the instruments by J himself with help 
from Max Eider of Jazz Butcher and 
others—along the lines of the slower songs 

from L&R's Earth • Sun * Moon album, 
playing on the subtleties of language and 
music to create an imaginative and charm-
ing peek into the persona of this per-
former—try to imagine what's going on in 
his mind on "On The Outskirts (Of A 
Strange Dream)." Songs From Another 
Season is a collection that finds con-
fidence in J's recent success with Love And 
Rockets and tranquility in his self-per-
ceptions and joys of these impressions. 
Open your Season with: "I'll Be Your 
Chauffeur," "The Moon In The Man," 
"The National Anthem Of Nowhere," 
"Stranded Trans-Atlantic Hotel Nearly 
Famous Blues" and "Sweet Anaesthesia." 

ANDY PRIEBOY Upon My Wicked 
Son (Dr. Dream, 60 Plaza Sq., 
Orange, CA 92666)—The somewhat in-
glorious career of post-Stan Ridgway Wall 
Of Voodoo found the band's synthabilly 
colliding head on with the twisted visions 
of Ridgeway's replacement, Andy Prieboy; 
Andy's drawling nasal twang conjured tales 
of misfits wandering a tumbleweed-blown 
world of bus stations and backroads, kinda 
like a more deranged Sam Sheperd, or 
Nick Cave if he'd been raised in Las Vegas. 
On Prieboy's first solo LP, we get the full 
treatment: The musical backing is as weird 
and varied as the characters that inhabit his 
songs, keeping generally to countrified rock 
but delving into pastiches of near-novelty 
proportions. "Maybe That's Not Her 
Head," (sung in a thick Irish accent) is ap-
parently the pirate scene from an insane 
musical; "Joliet" might be from a 1920s 
horror film; "That Was The Voice" is a 
military drum-driven account of a skinhead 
gay-bashing incident that samples Hitler. 
Occasionally, the music is cunningly com-
mercial, like on the near-arena ballad 
"For Love" and the staggering "Tomorrow 
Wendy," a gorgeous ballad duet with Con-
crete Blonde's Johnette Napolitano that's 

vignette about a prostitute Andy knew 
who chose to commit suicide rather than 
deal with the horror of AIDS"; it contains 
some comments on religion that make XTC's 
"Dead God" sound like Jim Nabors. Some-
times this album is too extreme and diverse, 
but when Prieboy is on target, a major (if 
warped) talent is at work. 

BILLY BRAGG The Internationale 
(Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, 
New York, NY 10019)—Those expect-
ing another one man, one guitar album 

from England's premier political songwriter 
might as well stop here. Bragg's newest 
project transcends 200 years of political 
anthems and protest songs, sung with their 
traditional melodies and musical arrange-
ments, to remind us of the timelessness of 
the messages of "radicals" from various 
time periods. The title track, the national 
anthem of the Soviet Union until 1943 
(Bragg was labeled a communist by The 
Washington Post for singing this song on 
the steps of the Capitol during Earth Day!), 
"Blake's Jerusalem," a William Blake poem 
set to the music of Hubert Parry, and "The 
Red Flag," written by Jim Connell in 1889 
and set to the tune of the Jacobite air "The 
White Cockade," all were written in the 
Industrial Revolution era and show the ex-
ploitation of the workers and the environ-
ment by the capitalists. More contemporary 
are "I Dreamed I Saw Phil Ochs Last 
Night," a Bragg-penned tribute to the 
great American protest singer, and 
"Nicaragua Nicaraguita," the unofficial 
Nicaraguan national anthem that Bragg 
sings in its native tongue. Embodying both 
new and old songs of socialist liberation, 
Bragg proves that not everything changes 
in this ever-changing world. 

GEAR DADDIES Let's Go Scare Al 
(Polydor, do PolyGram, 825 
Eighth Ave., New York, NY 
10019)—Struck with a sense of deja vu? If 
not, you evidently missed out on Let's Go 
Scare Al when the debut first surfaced in 
1988 on Gark Records. Those of you astute 
enough to have sat up and taken notice the 
first time 'round can attest to the assured 
shuffle of the Gear Daddies' C8iW-folk-rock 
hybrid, a mix generally paced by slow, sol-
itary guitar strums and the doleful tones of 
a lap steel and dobro but leavened by the 
Austin (Minnesota, that is) band's undeni-
able earnestness. The sincerity is exem-
plified by the winsome vocals of Martin 
Zellar—who possesses a voice that seems 
vaguely reminiscent of the halcyon days 
of early-'70s radio stars like Bobby Golds-
boro—and his natural lyrical sense about 
plain folk in particular. Songs like "Heavy 
Metal Boyz" and "She's Happy" never 
made a better case for the contentment 
found in routine lives in mobile homes 
stocked with beer and Elvis memorabilia, 
while an empathetic turn is taken for girls 
repeatedly burned by guys in "Boys Will 
Be Boys," a track that's charm partially lies 
in the way Zellar can easily and unpreten-
tiously toss off the phrase "she's fucked 
again" in the chorus. Polydor no doubt has 
big plans for the Daddies' upcoming first LP 
recorded for the label, and if it delivers 
on a fraction of the promise this LP holds, 
that'll be the real scare. Top Cuts: "Drank 
So Much (Just Feel Stupid)," "Blues Mary" 
and the aforementioned tracks. 
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DATURA SEEDS Who Do You Want 
It To Be? (Toxic Shock, P.O. Box 
43787, Tucson, AZ 857331602-
325-8382)—The Datura Seeds are from 
Indianapolis, and most of the songs here 
were included on a demo tape we reviewed 
in Futures practically two years ago. We 
don't know what the delay was all about, 
but the sound of the Seeds hasn't dated 
much in the interim, owing mostly to a sort 
of Square Pegs-era squeaky charm that 
made the band sound like lost remnants 
of a Bomp or Beserkeley compilation all 
along. Immaculate pop sensibilities air-
cushion everything about the Datura Seeds: 
crisp n' crunchy guitars, three-part har-
monies everywhere you step, lead vocal-
ist/ex-Zero Boy Paul Mahern's nasal yip 
and melodies perfect for some goofy high-
school dance party circa 1984. The tightly 
constructed, ping-pong pace of the Datura 
Seeds bounces right back to the heyday of 
the Midwest geek, as personified by the 
Shoes, the Twinkeez, the Speedies, the 
Diodes and the Rubinoos (who were from 
the West Coast, but they had the right 
idea). We recall the original demos having 
a more tousled edge to them that seems to 
have been tidied up here, but hey, the rec-
ord moves too swiftly to go wimpy or stale 
and shouldn't offend either grunge extrem-
ists or more timid college types. The most 
hooks per minute are found on "S & P 
'69," "Circus Chameleon," "Amelia" 
and "Folk Thing." 

(DELIA fJELEllELOS Of lin 

GENE LOVES JEZEBEL Kiss Of Life 
(Geffen, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90069)—On their fifth 
album, Gene Loves Jezebel emerges with a 
new image, yet remains consistent with the 
sound that initially established this Welsh 
outfit. Despite the departure of founding 
member Michael Aston, GLJ leader Jay 
Aston's twin and co-vocalist, the group's 
signature ambient pop sound remains in-
tact on Kiss Of Life. With the focus nar-
rowed, the band produces an arena sound 
sure to please both 14-year-old mall kids 
and 22-year-old commercial radio wan-
nabes hungry to propel the next power cut. 
Sounding less goth-obsessed than the Mis-
sion U.K. and less bombastic than The Cult, 
GLJ walk a razor's edge between dance-
able pop and early '80s art rock. With 

crisp production from Paul Fox (XTC) and 
Tim Palmer (Bowie's Tin Machine), the 
Jezebel's sound has a glossy sheen that's 
radio ready, but not air-tight or sterile. Kiss 
these: "Jealous," "Tangled Up In You," a 
pop song with a ballad feel, and "Evening 
Star," a psychedelic jungle-rocker. 

DANZIG Danzig II—Lucifuge (Def 
American, 9157 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90069)—In 1990, a 
"punk legend" is as thankless a distinction 
as you'll find, and although the Misfits were 
America's best punk rock band, it's prob-
ably a heavy legacy for Glenn Danzig to 
carry. Over his 13-year journey through 
the horror business, his songs metamor-
phosed from the Misfits' blunt cartoons to 
Samhain's gore movies, and here the 
threatening-rock-with-class of Danzig-the-
band's 1988 debut is fully fleshed out. A 
dank bluesy influence makes thundering riffs 
crunch and groove as the band delves into 
more styles than ever before: acoustic blues 
("I'm The One") and a couple of almost-
ballads ("Devil's Plaything," "Blood And 
Tears") that briefly flirt with tenderness 
before the anger returns. Sometimes it 
seems that Danzig's trying a little too hard 
to be scary—the CD insert folds out into 
an upside-down cross—but the excessive im-
agery seldom interferes with the quality of 
the songs. Other torrid talismans: "Her 
Black Wings," "Long Way Back From 
Hell," "Killer Wolf" and "Pain In The 
World." 

ERIC B. 8n RAKIM Let The Rhythm 
Hit 'Em (MCA, 70 Universal City 
Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)— 
In the time between the last Eric B. & Rakim 

album in 1988 and the present, a lot has 
happened in the hip-hop world—from 
daisies to hip-house. Yet, the Long Island 
duo has come back for a third LP (making 
them veterans in the relatively young rap 
world) that seems oblivious to new tech-
niques and messages. By no means does 
that make the LP second-rate or dated; 
don't forget that these guys were inno-
vators of mid-'80s rap with their excellent 
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Paid In Full LP. On the Rhythm, Eric B. 
might not be running for president, but he 
still uses subtle samples, scratches and 
backing tracks to back up one of the pre-
mier voices and poets in hip-hop, Rakim. 
The R still makes the most complex and in-
teresting boasts, but despite the world view 
of "In The Ghetto," there aren't any new 
testing grounds for his muse; there are 
more good vocal hooks ("back to the lab" 
and "goddamn that DJ made my day") 
than meat to the rhymes. Cuts you should 
pump out include "Mahogany," a story 
about Rakim's adventures at the New 
York Palladium, "Run For Cover," "No 
Omega" and especially the DJ Mark The 
45 King remix of the title track. 

RALPH PETERSON QUINTET Volition 
(Blue Note, c/o Capitol, 810 
Seventh Avenue, New York, NY 
10019)—For a 28-year-old drummer, 
Ralph Peterson has already had a lifetime 
of experience, playing in a variety of dif-
ferent settings that have pushed the param-
eters of ¡azz drumming in a perpetual out-
ward direction. From his formal training 
with the Rutgers Jazz Ensemble to his stints 
with drum icon Art Blakey, trumpeter Jon 
Faddis and later with David Murray's 
"avant-gutbucket" octet, to his break-
through gig as the drummer for Blue Note's 
OTB, Peterson began to gravitate toward 
his current role as leader. Inspired by such 
free-swinging heavies as Blakey and Tony 
Williams, Peterson has turned a lot of his 
attention toward composing and has hit the 
mark on his second outing with a quintet. 
With an agile crew of Terence Blanchard 
(trumpet), Steve Wilson (sax), Geri Allen 
(piano) and Phil Bowler (bass), Peterson 
and crew concoct songs that are at once 
melodic, adventurous, freely swinging and 
popping with gusto. The arrangements 
avoid convention at every turn and pack a 
sense of surprise and suspense that'll keep 
listeners on their toes, but one that won't 
confront or alienate simply because of how 
melodic and rhythmic it all is—especially 
with Peterson kicking it out and pushing 
things as he does and the light 'n lively 
way Geri Allen rides the keys. Check 
"Sasquatch," "Volition" and the mysti-
fying, energetic drama of "Seven Of 
Swords." 

WYNTON MARSALIS Standard Time 
Vol. 3: The Resolution Of Romance 
(Columbia, P.O. Box 4450, New

New Orleanians Reginald Veal and drum-
mer Herlin Riley to ensure an appropriate 
amount of swing and strut. It's interesting 
to notice how the elder Marsalis behind 
the piano echoes his role in the family as 
teacher, guide and supporter—whenever 
the soloist hits a choice lick, Ellis is always 
right there to augment the sound with some 
complementing, supporting embellishment 
of his own. Standard Time Vol. 3 may 
lack the bravado of brother Branford's 
work, but just listen to Wynton's plaintive 
and swan-like muted tone on "The Seduc-
tress," and you'll hear why some people 
have long been saying that the future of 
jazz bears this prestigious surname.

MASTERS OF REALITY Masters Of 
Reality (Delicious Vinyl, 6607 
Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 
900281213-465-2700)—This album 
was originally released on Def American 
a year and a half ago to a completely 
baffled reaction: unfairly slagged for their 
late '60s influences, this Syracuse, NY, 
quartet's fusion of psychedelia and bluesy 
hard rock was so dense and diverse that it 
was nigh-impossible to get a handle on the 
band's direction. This re-sequenced and 
(slightly) remixed reissue presents the band 
in a more flattering and comprehensible 
light, exposing the carefully crafted song-
writing and the dense textures of guitars— 
this is probably Rick Rubin's most sophis-
ticated production. Throughout, there's a 
beat as brutal as any rap record, and Chris 
Goss' creamy-smooth voice and occasional 
country leanings make the contrasts even 
more volatile. Masters Of Reality still 
isn't an easy album to "get," but turn on 
"Sleep Walkin" and "Domino" to get 
heavy, "The Blue Garden" and the bizarre 
"Doraldina's Prophecies" to get psyche-
delic, and "The Candy Song" if you want 
to hear one of the greatest should-have-
been hit singles of the past five years. 

HIS NAME IS ALIVE Livonia (4AD 
(UK), do 4AD (US), 611 Broadway, 
Suite 311, New York, NY 100121 
212-353-3773)—The mythical-sounding 
title of HNIA's debut refers to, of all mun-
dane things, a suburb of Detroit. Lofty 

descriptives such as eucharistic, ephemeral 
and ethereal don't typically apply to Detroit 
area sonic emissions, and it's also beyond 
the norm when music that resides as stub-
bornly in the cumulus region does so with a 
lack of pretention. His Name Is Alive, com-
prised of head cheese Warren Defever, 
three women and someone named Jymn, 
swim in wafty techniques and somehow 
manage not to get drippy or uncomfortably 
derivative, a feat that requires considerable 
talent in itself. Vocalists Karin Oliver and 
Angela Carozzo stay in angelically high 
registers but don't go tra-la-la-ing off the 
deep end, their vocal swan dives never 
straying far from a firm melodic base. The 
underlying music, drifting levels of guitar 
distortion and tape-loop interruptions with 
nary a speck of percussion on the horizon, 
is broadly experimental, edging closer to 
the prog-rock domain of Can or the feed-
back ballet of Spacemen 3 than a Cocteau-
derived opiate. Alive manages to reconcile 
a wandering curiosity for dissonant fiddling 
with a predilection for dreamy, placid Am-
bience, to a degree that should astonish 
tastes that are typically more earth-bound. 
Top Cuts: "As We Could Ever," "How 
Ghosts Affect Relationships" and "Some 
And I." 

BOREDOMS Soul Discharge 
(Shimmy-Disc, JAF Box 1187, New 
York, NY 10116/212-334-4134)— 
If Rodin, Godzilla and Mothra formed a 
power trio, the ensuing cataclysmic melee 
would approximate that of the Boredoms' 
first LP. The Boredoms deconstruct and then 
annihilate rock music in comparable man-

ner to what John Zorn did to ¡azz on 
Naked City (Zorn knew a kindred spirit 
when he heard one and got Yamatsuko Eye 
to screech on that record), but they make it 
sound more like a slumber party of dada-
ists than an experiment with any planning 
behind it. There's a method to all the seem-
ingly haphazard and spontaneous bleats, 
bellows, crashes and squawks, with the 
various instrument-users clustering their 
sounds together then arching off into half a 
dozen separate trips. There's even rhythm 
coagulating out of the mayhem, which 
makes this about the most structured and 
disciplined glimpse of this Japanese outfit to 
date (we've seen a couple compilations and 
a 7" EP, with various personnel). With a 
sound staggering in its confusion (it's hard 
to tell, but we think the lyrics are in Japa-
nese), the Boredoms appear to think in a 
pattern exclusive to themselves and wreak 
havoc with ordinary musical implements 
in ways too creative to be thought up on 
purpose. Such as: "Bubblebop Shot," 
"Sun, Gun, Run," "TV Scorpion" and 
"Catastromix 99'." 

MICHELLE MALONE AND DRAG THE 
RIVER Relentless (Arista, 6 W. 57th 
St., New York, NY 10019)—Atlanta's 
Michelle Malone is a young, gutsy singer/ 
writer/guitar player who's as comfortable 
kicking out an Austin-flavored ballsy slide. 
rocker ("Battle Him Republican") as she is 
strumming a six-string and singing a stun-
ning ballad ("Sure Thing"). And while an 
occasional moment might lean too hard 
toward the trappings of once pertinent-now 
cliched rockers like Heart and Pat Benatar, 
there's enough firepower in her voice and 
drive in her band to constantly ward off 
any doubts that may arise. Her smokey, 
soulful voice soars over the music ("Black 
Cloud Song," "Funny Face") and leaves a 
shining string o' pearls in its wake, and 
when the music builds to stadium-sized 
climaxes, she matches the intensity every 
step of the way. "Big Black Bag" has a 
stinging guitar riff and a venomous vocal 
bite that recalls Patti Smith, which has little 
to do with the fact that Lenny Kaye pro-
duced this LP. Kaye's strength lies in his 
ability to get an accurate representation of 
the artist and by showing Malone in settings 
that balance the gritty with the polished, 
the southern/country rock bar-band organic 
feel with the over-the-top rock-bombast ap-

proach, we get a record from an artist and 
a band that has a good chance of making 
it to the top of the mainstream charts 
before anyone even gets the chance to call 
it a sellout. Top spins: the driving "Big 
Black Bag," "Funny Face" and the ballad 
"32 Seconds." 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Balkan: 
Mysterious Voices Of Bulgaria 
(Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverley 
Hills, CA 90210)—Most of us first ex-
perienced Les Mysteres Des Voix Bulgare 
of the centuries-old Balkan womens' choral 
music through the Nonesuch/Elektra albums 
of the same name from some years ago— 
we were left breathless by the eerie and 
haunting quality of their shimmering choral 
scintillations. Producers Phillip Eidel and 
Arnaud Devos, in seeking to score a film 
called Bunker Palace Hotel, were drawn to 
the music of Bulgaria, hoping to use its tem-
pestuous, emotive qualities to underscore 
the tensions and atmosphere for director 
Enki Bilal's vivid cinematic work. These 
recordings, the fruits of their intensive 
research and labor to complete the film's 
score, features a lesser known Bulgarian 
women's choir, the Ensemble Radio Sofia, 
whose rural-based style is more jagged and 
less smooth than most of the more familiar 
and accessible Bulgarian recordings, re-
placing the glorious sheen of those more 
polished records with an eerie, somewhat 
discordant vocal approach. As a soundtrack 
operating without its visual counterpart, 
Balkan presents to the mind's eye a dark 
and imposing milieu in which the entire 
tumultuous political and cultural history of 
the Balkan region is projected in the voices 

of its women—revolutions, wars, invasions, 
oppressions and tyrannies all flash by in 
their voices and the ominous orchestral ac-
companiment often clashing and swirling 
behind them. 

ISRAEL VIBRATION Praises (RAS, 
P.O. Box 42517, Washington, DC 
20015)—As reggae music heads towards 
its third decade, and more and more reg-
gae musicians find themselves spiraling 
toward international fame, it's easy for 
many to lose sight of the music's original 
foundations and origins—its roots in rasta-
farianism, spirituality and higher concious-
ness. Israel Vibration is wise and well 
aware of this truth of the music, and have 
not lost sight of what reggae can be in its 
purest, most simple and best form—music to 
groove the body and simultaneously elevate 
the mind. These three vocalists complement 

each other with their three radically dif-
ferent voices, with each one taking three 
lead vocals among the nine songs. The 
foundations of the Roots Radics' musical ag-
gregation provide a rock-steady backdrop 
for the Vibration's vocalizations—much the 
same crack reggae crew featured on the 
recent album by Lee "Scratch" Perry and 
their own LP under their collective name for 
Heartbeat. Listen to tracks like "Vultures," 
"There Is No End," "Real And Right" or 
"Try Again," and rediscover what reggae 
is all about—the way it was meant to be 
played and sung. 

STRANGLERS 10 (Epic, P.O. Box 
4450, New York, NY 10101-
4450)—Named so because it's their 10th 
studio LP, the Stranglers' latest concoction 
is a catchy, hook-filled record with just 
enough cheesy orgcn to keep it from being 
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ICKPOT . Continued 
just another British import. 10, their first 
studio album in three years, adds playful 
harmonies and jazz/funk embellishments in 
places not so obvious for a sound that's 
more honestly original than forced. Surviv-
ing the muck of the punk/new wave explo-
sion of the late '70s—they first formed in 
1975—the Stranglers combine the '60s 
flower power sound (paid homage to in 
a cover of ? & The Mysterians classic "96 
Tears") with mid-to-late period Damned 
(check out "In This Place") to create a pep-
py and gleeful keep-a-smile-on-your-face 
assortment with a haunting, echoing sense 
of mystery. With the persistence of a serial 
killer, these 10 tracks jump and curl with an 
odd touch of wry wit to keep us all on our 
toes—you'll find something different with 
each listen. Other Bo Derek favorites: 
"Sweet Smell Of Success," "Man Of The 
Earth," "Too Many Teardrops" and 
"Where I Live." 

SKINNER BOX The Playhouse (Tox-

ic Shock, P.O. Box 43787, Tucson, 

AZ 85733)—Hiding within this mystical 
and medieval woodcut cover lies some of 
the most exciting and fresh music we've let 
ourselves drift off to sleep or awoken to 
this year. Rubbing the too-much-sleep from 
their Bongwater-heavied eyelids, the var-
ious members of Skinner Box awake sud-
denly to discover it's well past tea time. 
The Playhouse itself is filled with a rich, 
echoing ambience that at times sounds a 
bit like what Big Star's Third might have 
sounded like had the band fallen into a 

rabbit hole and found themselves dozing off 
in a field of fluffy pollen-heavy poppies, or 
if Siouxsie And The Banshees had read lots 
of happy stuff like Lewis CaroII or Samuel 
Coleridge instead of morbid and theatrical 
things like Thomas De Quincey's Diary Of 
An Opium Eater—vocally, the singer 
does sound a little bit like Siouxsie Sioux, 
but don't let that scare you away; she's ac-
tually much closer to the dreaminess of Ann 
Magnuson anyway. As a whole, the LP's 
songs roll seamlessly into one another in 
waves, stream-of-consciousness style, per-
fect for staying in bed and floating up-
stream, but certain isolated and lucid 
peaks do stand out, as on "Red And 
White Roses," "Lotus Land," or "The 
Playhouse." 

KELLY WILLIS Well Travelled Love 

(MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza, 

Universal City, CA 91608)—Whether 

she's rocking out or closing the bar down 
with a smokey last-call ballad, Kelly Willis is 
a torch singer in the torchiest sense of the 
word—her songs are lit up with the same 
passionate flames that burn in the voices of 
torch 'n twangers like k.d. lang or Maria 
McKee, or even the most blessed of honky 
tank angels, the immortal Patsy Cline her-
self. With a voice that can slide an octave 
or two in ¡ust a few quick syllables, this 
Austin gal is knocking folks out of the seats 
of opry houses, clubs and music halls all 
around, and she turns it on full tilt on Well 
Travelled Love. Her backup band Radio 
Ranch shine behind her under the footlights, 
especially the dual guitars of David Mur-

ray's spunky electric leads and Michael 
Hardwick's sweet and starry pedal steel, 
and some wonderful (but sadly uncredited) 
honky-tonk piano fills. Lay yer lariat around 
these tunes: "River Of Love" (featured 
on Certain Damage Vol. 27), "My 
Heart's In Trouble Again," "Don't Be 
Afraid," "Looking For Someone Like 
You" and "Drive South." 

JOOLS HOLLAND World Of His 

Own (I.R.S., 3939 Lanicershim 

Blvd., Universal City, CA 91604)— 

Here's a guy who came up through the 
ranks of a successful "new wave" band— 
Squeeze—but whose real musical passion 
was rooted in American boogie-woogie, 
R&B, gospel and show music. Anyone 
who's ever seen Jools Holland perform or 
watched him co-host the Night Music show 
with David Sanborn knows what a flam-
boyant performer and eccentric personality 
he is. On A World Of His Own Jools 
lends his grand, high-flying style to a set 
that matches his Cotton Club sensibilities 
with an understanding of modern, neon 
pop that's long on snazz-pizazz and ideas 
that work in a modern pop context. Jools 
runs a golden thread through the history of 
American music, weaving his characteristic 
ragtime and boogie-woogie piano vamps in 
with punchy, New Orleans R&B horn blasts, 
some dixieland and jump jazz riffs, drum 
brushwork, hep-cat rockabilly slap rhythms, 
gospel soul undercurrents and even some 
string orchestration into a thoroughly en-
joyable pop revue that takes a page from 
the Cab Calloway and Dave Bartholomew 
stylebooks. Put a shine on those alligator 
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RAILROAD JERK RailroadJerk IT/CS/CD 
New Nrc quartet whose 'combination of that blusey, earthish,

F.U.C.T. Dimensional Depth Percep-
tion (Carlyle, P.O. Box 150708, 
Nashville, TN 37215/615-327-
8129)—If you like your dismemberment 
loud, brutal and insanely fast, then this 
F.U.C.T. splattering hatefest could be just 
the thing you need to perk up in the morn-
ing. Like all the greatest thrash blasts, DDP 
clocks in at ¡ust over a half-hour (32:19), 
and down to the last savage guttural grunt 
and throbbing speed riff, it's masterfully 
played and produced for the most harrow-
ing visceral impact—every instrument is 
agonizingly close-miked for maximum 
brutality upon intensive and repeated high-
volume listening. We'll be the first to admit 
it's pretty harsh stuff, not the sort of thing 
to segue out of the Sunday morning folk 
show, but this Tennessee power-combo 
from the other side rips and thrashes in a 
mighty psychedelic murk—kind of like a 
cross between a Pushead corpse sketch and 
Mickey Mouse with spirals scratched in his 
eyes. And what's even cooler about this 

band is that there're two ways to avoid 
saying anything naughty on the air—either 
read this band's name as initials, or clue 
your listeners in on what the name really 
stands for—"Forever Ungratical Corinaric 
Technikilation," and either way we're sure 
there'll be absolutely no confusion as to 
what it is you're talking about. They're 
from Nashville, but somehow we doubt 
they're members of the local musicians' 
union, and F.U.C.T. sees things with a new 
form of depth perception that'll not only 
wake the neighbors, but probably their 
ancestors as well. 

CHRISTIANS Colour (Island, 14 E. 
4th St., New York, NY 10012)—Lo 
and behold, the Christians release a second 
record and it is good. Their self-titled first 
LP was the best-selling debut in the history 
of Island Records and produced five hit 
singles in the U.K. The divergence of Col-
our, however, is that the political nature of 
the songs, written by Henry Priestman, has 
been subdued somewhat from their first ef-
fort in favor of spiritual songs of the heart. 
This is not to say the socio-political state-
ments have been left entirely. There is an 

undercurrent of concern for the human con-
dition on a few songs, most notably on "I 
Found Out" and "Community Of Spirit." 
The voices of Garry and Russel Christian 
are a perfect melding for their brand of 
funky pop, adding a ragged edge or soul-
ful sheen at the most appropriate moments. 
On Colour, they are aided by bassist Pino 
Paladino, drummer Steve Ferrone and the 
London Gospel Community Choir, who all 
help in the Christians' continuing develop-
ment of a rare fusion of melodic soul and 
jazzy pop with a conscience. Say Amen and 
check out these tracks: "Man Don't Cry," 
"In My Hour Of Need" and "All Talk." 

HANDFUL OF SNOWDROPS Land 
Of The Damned (C'est La Mort, do 
Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, New 
York, NY 100121212-777-0100)— 
Any radio station or club with a craving for 
gothic grooves will want to take note of this 
Canadian foursome. At times brooding, 
and at other instances pulsing with a dra-
matic urgency, this is the debut LP from one 
of Quebec's hopefuls; it's sung in English, 
surprisingly enough considering all that is 
going on in our neighboring northern Prov-
ince. A synth/natural musical blend—sort of 
like a poly/cotton fabric—it's comfortable, 
yet affordable for the trendy; it may not be 
music for the penny-pinch double-knit set, 
but it isn't out of the price range of any 
commercial station playing Xymox. Add 
these to your "yes" stack: "Gabrielle," 
"When Comes Day Light," "Scream Cry 
Or Fall," "A Miracle" and the title cut. 

LEGENDARY PINK DOTS The Crush-

Jthese minstrels' latest romp through the 
neitherlands—not to be confused with the 
band's motherland, The Netherlands— 
creates yet another smooth surface with 
which to tap your senses and behold splen-
dor. Over the past 10 years this band has 
had its share of ups and downs—including 
an unexpected cancellation of 1987's tour 
which resulted in half of the band splitting 
followed by an eviction notice forcing the 
remaining members to live out of a caravan 
for awhile—bouncing back in 1988 with the 
Golden Age LP and perhaps the most or-
nate spire of sound yet in the form of The 
Crushed Velvet Apocalypse. The 
band is experiencing a bit of a problem 
with gaining access into the States for this 
summer's tour, as the elitist attitude taken 
by the Immigration & Naturalization Ser-
vices has already thwarted the first few 
dates (a U.S. border problem with an 
alarming frequency). Until the mess is 
cleaned up, blessed deviants can kneel 
to the petroleum product, especially: 
"Hellsville," "I Love You In Your Tragic 
Beauty," "Just A Lifetime," "New Tomor-
row" and "Green Gang."

"PCHUNK ER 4f, 

SUPERCHUNK "Slack Mother-
fucker" (7") (Merge, Box 1235, 
Chapel Hill, NC 27514/919-929-
0711)—When Sonic Youth's Kim Gordon 
sang "the word is FUCK" this might be 
what she meant. There's real phonetic 
magic in the word "fuck," the "f" and 
"ck" consonants clicking gleefully off the 
tongue. Combine that with the consonental 
charge of "slack," and you have a phrase 
that's catchy as get-all and big fun to 
shout. Superchunk has more than backed 
up their verbal promise with as soaring a 
punk anthem as heard in years, the 'Mats' 
"Color Me Impressed" with the "fuck you" 
quotient turned up to 11. Look for an up-
coming Superchunk LP on the decidedly 
non-slack Matador label shortly. 

HAPPY MONDAYS "Step On" 
(12") (Elektro, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—In 
the same way that "So Alive" fueled the 
mainstream success of Love And Rockets, so 
too could this single, from one of X-static 
England's favorite dance outfits, run ram-
pant through America's collective pop 
yearning. This folk song, originally by John 
Kongos, was covered as part of the special 
new-Elektrans redo the old-Elektrans for a 
label anniversary package. As a pre-re-
lease single, this Mondays concoction 
smothered the U.K. charts and should really 
(we swear) do just as well here—heck, this 
is snappy, bouncy, slow and groovy, the 
perfect anecdote for a summer without 
enough punch. 

TEXTONES Back In Time (Demon, 
Canal House, Stars Estate, 
Transport Ave., Middlesex, Brent-
ford TW8 9HF, United Kingdom)— 
Now looky here, bucko, let's not forget 
how truly great the Textones were during 
the early to mid-'80s. Carla Olsen pre-
saged the guitar-wielding girls of the 

Bangles or (gasp!) the Go-Gos, pacing the 
same floors the Cowboy Junkies would later 
tread two years later, and out-twirling the 
Mekons at their own country Celtic folk-
punk hootenanny games to boot. Compiling 
all sorts of odds-and-sods outtakes, left-
overs, and the mandatory "we've got an 
hour of studio time left, quick, let's do all 
the cover tunes we know" binges, Back 
In Time documents a band that, believe it 
or not, existed for almost a decade with 
relatively not a whole lot of fanfare or at-
tention. Our personal favorites here include 
the soothing, shuffling "Trying To Hold 
On," the covers of "Slip Away" and 
Smokey Robinson's "I Second That Emo-
tion," and Gene Clark's guest vocals on 
"Jokers Are Wild." Listening to all these 
newly-surfaced outtakes, early versions, 
and scrapped session tapes, not only will 
you hear the entire recorded Textones out-
put (and their evolution from Rickenbacker 
twang post-punk to the flames of sublime 
country torch songs) in a different light, but 
you'll hear a lot of the other music from the 
period of their heyday in a completely dif-
ferent way as well. 

DEEE-LITE "What Is Love" (12") 
(Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, 
New York, NY 10019)—While Chill 
Rob G struggles with Snap for "The 
Power" to be supreme, a new breeed, 
Deee-Lite, is coming up from behind to 
take control of the club scene with this new 
single. Pounding a new beat bass line over 
a deadpan spoken sample of the title and 
a deee-licious diva, this has all the right 
grooves to move out of the club arena and 
onto your dial soon. Check out the B-side, 
"Groove Is In The House," a slower, 
psychedelic tune that shows the outfit's 
range. 

H.P. ZINKER "The Know-It-All" 
(7") (Matador, 611 Broadway, 
Suite 712, New York, NY 10012/ 
212-995-5882)—The heaviest Austrian 
duo to weigh in at under 105 apiece, the 
mighty Zinker have added a real meat n' 
potatoes drummer (David Wasik), with this 
single representing his vinyl debut, plus the 
first recorded examples of Zinker's new-
found Big Rock attitude, plus their last ap-
pearance for Matador before shifting over 
to Fire. Even though Hans Platzgumer will 
always sound like Elmer Fudd on helium, 
H.P. Zinker have arena in their souls, and 
could be the most insidiously groundbreak-
ing metal act ever to get their start at the 
CBGB Record Canteen. Both "Know-It-All" 
and "Sip Of Death" feature guitar pas-
sages (by Frank Puempel) that flicker across 
Jimmy Page-Tony lommi-James Hetfield

epochs of worthiness, whilst going through 
enough time changes to keep the Das 
Domen fan club happy. 

MY DAD IS DEAD Shine (7" EP) 
(Scot, P.O. Box 141161, Cleveland, 
OH 44114)—With the recent uncertain 
label status of one Mark Edwards, now's as 
good a time as any to clean the MDID 
house and proffer eight previously-unre-
leased/alternate take views of the Dad 
we've always loved. Actually, most of the 
cuts were recently done with the aid of a 
couple Prisonshakers after MDID's Euro-
pean tour of last year, with the revamped 
versions bearing radically little relation to 
the arrangements and feel of the old stuff. 
The difference of live musicians (opposed to 
the LPs' one-man shows) adds an angular 
aggression to some cuts, an emotional 
depth to others, and tightens the punches 
throughout, removing the brittle cool with-
out touching the delicate moroseness that is 
the charm of Mark Edwards. "Gone Gonna 
Rise," "Like A Vise," and "20 Yards 
Deep" all plunge the depths of power-
chord introspection, with Shine another 
in Edwards' streak of improving.

SCARLET DROPS Moose Power A-
Go-Go (P.O. Box 15983, Merivale 
Depot, Nepean, ONT K2C 3S8 
Canada)—This three-piece blusters and 
barrels from one end of the tape to the 
other with a ferocious digestion of L.A. 
glam-punk, sped-up country authenticity 
and Midwest guitar grit. Vocal leads are 
tossed back and forth—early X style—by 
guitarist "Dan" and bassist "Debbie" (this 
is a friendly, first-names-will-do type of 
demo), both getting as much scruffy high 
spirits out of their systems as their throats 
will allow, leaving no room for namby-
pamby ballads. Confrontational and carry-
ing on with an exploration of the various 
forms taken by punk in the mid-'80s, the 
Scarlet Drops pluck loose elements from 
Jason And The Scorchers, the Lazy Cowgirls 
and the Replacements' Sorry, Ma. 
without any overt cops. The burly, bar-
band guitar leads and rolling tempos add 
an earthiness that makes the Drops sound 
more like modern folkies drawing upon 
their natural environment, their own hoarse 
enthusiasms compensating and justifying 
their American music round-up. Jamboree 
picks: "Death Boogie," "Out Of Their 
Holes," "Heavy Cow" and "A Little Cunn-
ing." 

Is Hadji playing the tambourine?... 
Thundering out of the North Carolina scene 
comes JOHNNY GUEST, a tow-headed 
funk-rock quartet (naturally, their names 
are Johnny, Bandit, Dr. Quest and Race 
On Bass) with bigger and funkier johnsons 
than the Red Hot Chili Peppers and funnier, 
more sarcastic lyrics than the Royal Cres-
cent Mob. Though the songs aren't quite 
there yet (lots of emphasis on the "yet"— 
we get a feeling that there's lots more and 
better in the future), the band is tight, solid 
and as heavy as the magnet in a big bass 
woofer. Band Bio Quote Of The Week: 
"When we're not off battling energy mon-
sters or enormous four-legged eyeballs, 
we're laying down the most fervent dance 
music ever witnessed." For "serious book-
ing info" call the Questline at (919) 851-
5083. For for more information, write to 
M-80 Management Co., P.O. Box 33456, 
Raleigh, NC 27606... Is that on Random 
House or Red House?... Somewhere in the 
wilderness between a book and a song lies 
this intriguing and captivating demo tope of 
an excerpt from new novelist DEBORAH 
BERGMAN's latest work, River Of 
Glass (Deborah Bergman Music, 217 E. 
86th St., Suite 389, New York, NY 10028). 
A modernistic fusion of a spoken-word 
reading of her latest novel with a luminous, 
almost tropical-sounding instrumental bed, 
this excerpt floats along easily and in the 
process bridges the gap between those 
"Books On Tape" and recorded music. 
Without any precedents—other than per-
haps children's records—to actually include 
musical accompaniment to a spoken-word 
reading of an entire novel, Bergman and 
Swanberg could be on the edge of a new 
frontier indeed. What makes this five-min-
ute excerpt work so well is that the music 
was composed with the input of the author 
along with collaborator Chad Swanberg 
(whose name is involved with several cut-
ting-edge musical outfits on the cusp of the 
New York underground), so it's not one 
mind imposing musical ideas onto the 
thoughts of another. Also, it must be said 
that if the musical backbed were any less 
impressive in its own right—a deep and 
easy bed of congas and flute-like syn-
thesizers drench the narrative in a dream-
like, somnambulent fog—than a collabora-
tion such as this certainly wouldn't pan out 

so successfully. We only wish we could hear 
more... Here comes another person wear-
ing a Bart Simpson T-shirt... Wielding a 
funky, spunky backbeat and a cracking 
snare drum pulse that won't let up, 
GIMME THE GUN (do Jane Lipsitz, 
240 E. 27th St., Apt. 14J, New York, NY 
10016/212-556-6843) combines the incen-
diary beat and bass of later, larger-than-
life Gang Of Four with a polished form of 
urban funk-based melody that's thoroughly 
brushed with tinges of commercial potential. 
Still, their latest demo doesn't need any 
flashy packaging or 40-page press bio to 
pound its point home; as serious as they 
are solid, Gimme The Gun recalls a funkier 
version of the personal anthemics of East 
Ash, the Alarm or Wire Train. Having 
opened for the Psychedelic Furs and Tears 
For Fears, these New Jersey denizens 
sound on this too-short three-song demo 
like they're already confident and ready 
to handle a larger stage. Gimme The Gun 
plays well-presented music that will just as 
likely make you think and contemplate as it 
will make you sweat... Yo, just give me 
a guitar and a studio... From the hin-
terlands of Brooklyn comes Beat This 
(Brooklyn Beat, 335 Prospect Ave., Brook-
lyn, NY 11215), a thunderous and mighty 
compilation detailing the minutiae of the 
Brooklyn music scene. If you've ever seen 
New York's Village Voice and wondered 
who all those crazy-sounding bands adver-
tised in tiny print playing at clubs like Lau-
terbach's were, and what they all sounded 
like, well then skim into this mighty am-
bitious comp of Brooklyn-bred artistic out-
put. From the mighty silly (the Beatniks 
From Mars' "Where's My Beer" or For-
maldehyde Blues Train's "The Jake") to 
the ponderous and serious young talents 
like Medicine Sunday, Tornado Room or 
Friction—this collection has it all. A couple 
of the bands here have even managed to 
squeeze together enough nickels to release 
their own individual albums or singles— 
Chemical Wedding, the Original Rays 
and the notorious Jing—and there's lots 
of others (most notably Fields, Frank's 
Museum, Squirrels From Hell) that we hope 
will soon be able to follow suit. Until then, 
just pour yourself a big tall frothing glass of 
Brooklyn lager and dig in!

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BEACH BOYS Little Deuce CoupelAll 
Summer Long and Today/Summer Days 
And Summer Nights (Capitol, 1750 N. 
Vine St., Hollywood, CA 90028)—Sum-
mer's here and the time is right... CD number 
four in Capitol's tremendous Beach Boys reissue 
series finds our Cali heroes leaving their boards 
behind for deuce coups, 409s and custom ma-
chines, with the group riding the surfin' wove to 
its peak, then unerringly shifting gears and cap-
turing America's insatiable appetite for hot-rods 
(and Beach Boys records). Little Deuce Coupe 
was released only one month after Surfer Girl, 
and collects the band's best previously released 
cor songs ("Little Deuce Coupe," "409," "Shut 
Down" and "Our Car Club") and adds a quickly 
recorded batch of new dragsters for a concept 
record of revved-up American specificity. "Be 
True To Your School"—and especially the 45 rpm 
bonus version complete with marching band and 
cheerleading—is the early Beach Boys at their 
peak, as giddily cornball as a sack race on the 
Fourth of July, yet creatively and compositionally 
years ahead of the competition. With All Sum-
mer Long, the Beach Boys begin to subtly 
evolve and mature as their lyrics turn a bit more 
introspective and autobiographical. This isn't to 
say that they were ready to abandon their So Cal 
imagery; "I Get Around," "All Summer Long," 
"Wendy" and "Don't Back Down" are all won-
derful songs, as good as any in the annals of 
rock 'n roll. All Summer Long was the last 
studio album the Beach Boys would record before 
Brian Wilson quit the touring band and subse-
quently suffered a nervous breakdown. 

By late 1964 the Beach Boys popularity was at 
its height, and the pace and pressure of stardom 
was more than Brian could handle. Today was 
cut under the new arrangement, with Brian stay-
ing home and composing while the rest of the 
band supported the records with live shows and 
appearances (Glen "Rhinestone Cowboy" Camp-
bell briefly filled in for Brian). And while concert 
goers might have missed the absent Wilson 
brother, record buyers couldn't have been 
happier, as Today was the Beach Boys' finest 
and most fully realized release to date. Along-
side ingenious rave-ups such as "Dance Dance 
Dance" and "Do You Wanna Dance" were the 
ambitious and brilliant productions of "When I 
Grow Up," "She Knows Me Too Well" and 
"Please Let Me Wonder," amply demonstrating 
Brian's staggering songwriting and arranging 
abilities and deeply foreshadowing many of the 
"feels" and moods later employed on Pet 
Sounds. It's clear that Brian, while receding 
deeper and deeper within himself, was writing 
music of unprecedented depth and beauty. Sum-
mer Days, on the heels of Today, is a small 
step backwards, resembling All Summer Long 
more than the upcoming Pet Sounds. Still, it 
contains some of the band's greatest moments: 
"Help Me Rhonda," "California Girls" (Brian 
claims that the intro is the favorite piece of music 
he's ever written) and the gorgeous "Let Him Run 
Wild." Coming soon: Smiley Smile, Wild 
Honey and Party. 

MIDNIGHT OIL Midnight Oil; Head In-
pries; Bird Noises (EP); Place Without A 
Postcard and Species Deceoses (EP) (Col-
umbia, P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4450)—Even if Midnight Oil won you 
over straight away with their first American re-
lease, being a fan of the Australian band has 
always been akin to being a parent of a child 
adopted as an adolescent. The Oils had three LPs 
and one EP released in their homeland prior to 
10,9,8,7,6,5,4,3,2,1, and though many here 
may have been aware of said back catalog, the 
chances of finding it in a record shop were about 
as good as finding a koala in a local pet store— 
that is until now. Just as Columbia finally took the 
plunge here in 1983 with 10,9,8, the time is 
now apparently right, given the Aussies' steady 
success, to catch up on the lost years. So imagine 
if you will Midnight Oil—with the very same line-
up that recorded Blue Sky Mining except two 
bass player swaps—in the time frame of 1978-81, 
the span in which it released the first four records 
listed above. Seeming less influenced by punk 
than you might expect, the self-titled debut and 
Head iniuries nonetheless display a band seek-
ing to offer new musical hope, finding its feet 
while sparring with surfing rowdies in coastal 
swillin' shacks. Peter Garrett, though he'd already 
shaved his locks, hadn't discovered his presence, 
but his search is captivating just the same: a fal-
setto he toys with on many tracks can't be re-
conciled with his powerful impact today, but is 
striking nonetheless. As is the cose now, James 
Moginie, Martin Rotsey and Rob Hirst were 
equally responsible for the sound, which at this 
stage remained totally straightforward and devoid 
of any studio treatments. This approach works 
particularly well on the debut LP's lead track, 
"Powderworks," in which a thoroughly raw 
guitar lead sparks a fury, and two tracks in par-
ticular from the second: "Bock To The Border-
line," which flexes some of the muscle that would 
be a cornerstone of later efforts, and "Is It 
Now?" proof positive of maturing songwriting. 
Abetted by stronger production and vocal 

turns by Garrett, the four songs on 1980's Bird 
Noises EP carry them to a whole new plateau, 
with the high lonesome twang of the instrumental 
"Wedding Cake Island" adding a novel joy all 
its own. Place Without A Postcard, the first 
Oils record released by CBS in Australia (the pre-
vious three having been on the bond's own Pow-
derworks label), finds the band forging an even 
more boldly distinct identity, honing in on some 
now familiar targets like corporate greed and 
media mindwashing. Garrett's incisive voice es-
tablishes itself as a calling card, Moginie and 
Rotsey's guitars are more expressive, and the 
rhythm section provides a sturdy backbone. While 
we may now know the band's capacity for songs 
as winning as this album's "Brave Faces," "Base-
ment Flat" and "Burnie," such deft control of 
power and passion back in 1981 was a rarity. 
Last among the new stateside releases is Species 
Deceases, a four-song EP produced by the 
band and Francois Kervorkian that evidently 
was recorded prior to the Red Sails In The 
Sunset album. The short amount of time spent in 
the studio bashing these songs out belies the im-
portant message of the project—a pointed call to 
salvage the earth's environment. It was an effort 
that seemed apropos in its acknowledgment of 
the 40-year anniversary of the bombing of Hiro-
shima, and though laid down some five-plus years 
ago, seems ¡ust as relevant today, if not more so. 
Though it's not fair to size up any of these rec-
ords against any of Midnight Oil's latter four 
albums (those that have previously been available 
here), this is the fortunate chance to finally ex-
perience the entire Oil oeuvre. Years later, the 
wait has proven to be a long but worthwhile one. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
Both Capitol and EMI presently have fine 
archival compact disc series on the market. EMI's 
Legendary Masters Series (810 Seventh Ave., 
New York, NY 10019) is the more ambitious of 
the two, featuring artists who reached their 
heights of popularity while recording for the 
Liberty record label in the late '50s to early '60s. 

The compilations devoted to EDDIE COCHRAN, 
RICKY NELSON and SHIRLEY AND LEE ore 
the clear highlights (lesser discs feature BOBBY 
VEE and GARY LEWIS AND THE PLAY-
BOYS). Each of the discs offers a broad 
and generous selection of songs, copious 
liner notes and discographical information (the 
Ricky Nelson disc is volume one of a proposed 
two-volume set, so some of his hits will be found 
on the upcoming release). Capitol's Collector 
Series (address above) is a slightly more generic 
proposition, although the quality of music con-
tained therein is indisputably excellent. While 
ANY FRANK SINATRA Capitol collection is 
more than welcome here, this recent disc left us 
a little thirsty—a single CD is not nearly lengthy 
enough for a decent Sinatra overview. How 
about releasing all of Sinatra's Capitol's record-
ings on disc or as a box set as done in Europe on 
LP a few years ago? The same might be said for 
the MERLE HAGGARD comp; considering 
Haggard had 38 Top 10 hits for Capitol, a 
20-track disc barely scratches the surface of 
Haggard's remarkable Capitol output. Capitol's 
ESQUERITA CD is the prize at the bottom of the 
Cracker Jack box, a thorough and thoughtful 
best-of from Little Richard's role model, and a 
genuine untamed rock 'n roll wildman in his own 
right. 

In the jazz department, PolyGram (825 Eighth 
Ave., New York, NY 10019) continues to purge 
their vaults, spearheaded by jazz know-it-all Phil 
Schaap, and has re-released the 1959 work 
Gerry Mulligan Meets Ben Webster. Pro-
ducer Norman Granz enjoyed packaging like-
minded stars and hit on a winning combo with the 
younger baritone playing Gerry Mulligan and the 
more experienced tenorman Ben Webster, who 
had been ¡oining forces on their own before this 
record date was suggested. The result is a won-
derfully mellifluous record, highlighting the sweet-
toned beauty and effortlessness of both men's 
phrasing, especially Webster. The rhythm section 
of Jimmy Rowles, Leroy Vinnegar and Mel Lewis 
keep the proceedings moving at a most gracious 
gait. What makes this package appealing to 
those familiar with the orginal, which carried four 
Mulligan-penned tracks, are the five previously 
unreleased added tracks, three of which are Ben 
Webster compositions (the slow blues ballad "For 
Bessie," the suavely swinging "Faiista" and the 
finger-snappin' soul of "Blues In B Flat") along 
with Duke Ellington's "In A Mellotone" and Cole 
Porter's "What Is This Thing Called Love." Simply 
splendido. 
On the rock side PolyGram has unearthed more 

ALLMAN BROTHERS recordings under the ex-
cavation direction of Bill Levenson—a two-disc, 
90-minute live set from one of the Brothers' old 
haunts, the Ludlow Garage in Cincinnati in 1970. 
Those familiar with the early (1966-69) material 
that appeared on the Allman boxed set under the 
name Allman Joys know how raw and bluesy 
the band was in their earliest incarnation. Here 
the band retains those qualities, covering such ex-
tended blues ¡ams as "Statesboro Blues," "I'm 
Gonna Move To The Outskirts Of Town" and the 
44-minute opus "Mountain Jam," as well as such 
blues standards as John Lee Hooker's "Dimples'" 
Willie Dixon's "Hoochie Coochie Man" and Mud-
dy Waters' "Trouble No More." They also de-
velop other aspects of their sound that came to 
define "Southern Rock"—Gregg's soul/R&B organ 
riffs, the perpetual rowdy rumble of the two-drum 
attack and the rock 'n roll electricity provided by 
the dual guitar leads of Duane Allman and Dicky 
Betts. This extremely low-fi recording retains all 
the scraggly energy and spirit of what was hap-
pening in hippie rock circa 1970 and can be slot-
ted into the Allmans' catalog as a spirited dress 
rehearsal for one of the greatest live albums of 
all time, Live At The Fillmore East, which 
was recorded a little over one year later.

Goo is only the sixth album to debut at #1 on the 
CMJ Radio Top 100 (or what has just become 150) since 
the CMJ New Music Report debuted back in September of 
1982, and the first since R.E.M. accomplished the feat 
back in August of 1986 with Lifes Rich Pageant. 

Meanwhile, below the DGC tumult at the top—Sundays 
go 1-2 — the 4AD-Rough Trade LP by the Breeders 
makes an astounding leap, 76-4, and Ensign-Chrysalis' 
World Party holds steady at #5. Since no one has 
officially explained what that Sure Thing! is that's on 
the cover, the fact that past Thingls like Jesus Jones 
(145-7), Hothouse Flowers (#30 debut) and Boom 
Crash Opera (146-77) are showing impressive numbers 
should clear that up—i.e. they're LPs that will crush the 
competition on the charts. Muzzy Star (43-8) and the 
never-say-die Fugazi(13-9) albums round out the three 
indie releases that are in the Top 10, while Concrete 
Blonde, which seems headed for crossover, mainstream 
(whatever you wanna call it) success, leaps up 25-10. #1 Audience Response 

Other than Sonic Youth's mega-bow, 4AD-Columbia's 
Ultra Vivid Scene (#22), Polydor's Hothouse Flowers 
(#30), Alt. Tentacles' Jello Biafra With D.O.A. (#36), 
Mute-Enigma's Wire (#48) and Epic's Stranglers (#52) 
have the highest debuts on our illustrious Top 150. Just 
below the 100 mark on the chart, there are some inter-
esting things worth mentioning, too: two excellent reggae 
releases enter the chart—I.R.S.'s Pato Banton (#113) 
and Mango's Burning Spear (#129); one of the best 
singles of the Happy Mondays' career, "Step On," 
enters at #102 and should go higher; Atlantic's Sound 
Bites eclectic spoken-word compilation bows in at #111 
and deserves to go higher; the Soup Dragons' import 
12" enters at #128 and nabs the #1 Import slot. 

It might be the middle of summer, but there are still gobs

MAL WALDRON QUINTET The 
Seagulls Of Kristiansund (Soul Note, 
c/o NOWO, 67 Henry St., Englewood, 
NJ 07631)—Having ended his pacts with 
PolyGram for stateside distribution, the Italian 
jazz connoisseur Giovanni Bonandrini has 
taken his Black Saint and Soul Note companies 
across the Hudson to set up shop in the Jersey 
'burbs. Many of America's (indeed New York 
City's) most forward-thinking jazz musicians 
have reveled in the freedom and TLC of 
Bonandrini's embrace; in the process, these 
labels have been the nearly perennial faves 
of the Down Beat critics for the better part of 
a decade. Bonandrini's extended honeymoon 
with the musicians, as well as the critics, shows 
no sign of strain, if the current batch of titles is 
any indication. Among the latest offerings are 
a pair of duets (Paul Bley and Paul Motion, 
Notes; Jimmy Lyons and Andrew Cyrille, 
Something In Return), two quartet dates 
(Charlie Haden with Chet Baker and others, 
Silence; Teddy Charles, Live At The 
Verona Jazz Festival, 1988) and two 
full-tilt big-band outings (the Muhal Richard 
Abrams Orchestra, The Hearing A Suite, 
a deft blend of Afro-American and European. 
classical sensibilities; Sun Ra Arkestra, Hours 
After). Especially pleasing to this taste is 
pianist Mal Waldron's recording, recorded 
live at the Village Vanguard in Manhattan in 
September 1986 with drummer Ed Blackwell, 
bassist Reggie Workman, trumpeter Woody 
Shaw and tenorist Charlie Rouse (the latter 
two, regrettably, now deceased). An impor-
tant composer and pianist for Prestige Records 
in the '50s and '60s, Maldron felt artistically 
stifled in his native U.S. and, thus, expatriated 
to Europe; his yearly returns to the Big Apple, 
thankfully, enable aficionados to appreciate 
his evolving mastery. One such visit, in the 
summer of 1986, resulted in this 56-minute CD 
featuring three long Waldron originals. The 
pianist must be tired of being dubbed an im-
provising minimalist, if only because the term, 
redounding with connotations of non-swinging 
classicism, suggests limitation or repetitiveness. 
Point is, rococo flourishes and throwaway 
notes are anathema to his style. Let's say 
he's a resourceful pragmatist, a master of 
variation.

The guitar captain, Lee Ritenour 
makes an impressive advance (19-4) as does 
the Geri Allen/Charlie Haden/Paul Motian trio 
record (20-6), while this week's highest new 
entry belongs to the stellar new work from 
Wynton Marsalis (#8). Other new chart 

entries include the latest from Pat Metheny/

DUKE ELLINGTON Live At The 
Newport Jazz Festival '59 (Emorcy, 
do PolyGram Jazz, 825 Eighth Ave., 
New York, NY 10019)—There's no use 
speculating why it took 30 years for this 67-
minute recording from the festival on Inde-
pendence Day 1959 to see the light of day. 
The important thing is, it's out and it's glow-
ing. Maybe not as glowing as Ellington At 
Newport (Columbia CD), the 1956 concert 
at which tenorman Paul Gonsalves blew him-
self into eternity with 27 choruses on "Dimin-
uendo And Crescendo In Blue, - but great 
nevertheless. The maestro's 17-man swing 
machine rips through 11 numbers, among

cussion tour de force. Ah, you'll love this 
madly! 

MILES DAVIS Nefertiti (Columbia, 
P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4450)—Nefertiti, a classic from 
Miles Davis' '60s quintet and his last bona fide 
jazz masterpiece, is the hippest pick among 
the 20 titles reissued on CD and cassette by 
Columbia under the new "Contemporary Jazz 
Masters" banner. This new series, its covers 
trimmed in red, is not to be confused with 
the company's ongoing "Jazz Masterpieces" 
series, its covers trimmed in blue. Recorded in 
June and July 1967, Nefertiti is one of the 
most far-reaching, yet accessible, titles in the 
trumpeter's oeuvre, a statement of sharp, 
mesmeric clarity. Unlike Davis' 50s quintet 
with John Coltrane, which bathed medium-
tempo standards and show tunes in a blue-
hued pathos, the Davis quintet with Wayne 
Shorter (tenor sax), Herbie Hancock (piano), 
Ron Carter (bass) and Tony Williams (drums) 
specialized in breakneck tempos and often 
serpentine lines, many penned by Shorter, 
who is responsible for half of the six selections 
here. Less than two years before he crossed 
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WDPS, Dayton, 011/WEIU, Charleston, IL/WFMU, 
East Orange, NJ/WFTC, Seaford, NY/WHUS, Storrs, 
CT/WIDR, Kalamazoo, Ml/WJRH, Easton, PA/WKDU, 
Philadelphia, PA/WLOZ, Wilmington, NC/WMHB, 
Waterville, ME/WRKC, Wilkes-Barre, PA/WRUB, 
Amherst, NY/WRUW, Cleveland, OH/WSBF, 
Clemson, SC/WSIA, Staten Island, NY/WUSB, 
Stony Brook, NY/WVBR, Ithaca, NY/WVXU.

over into the idiomatic netherworld of ¡azz-
rock fusion, Davis was leading a unit whose 
laser-like accuracy and telepathic communica-
tion was announced on an earlier album with 
the same unit— E.S.P. The other Davis titles in 
the first batch of Contemporary Jazz Masters 
straddle the extremes of fusion: Filles De 
Kilimanjaro (1968, with much the same 
cast as Nefertiti except Hancock on electric 
piano) represents a transition step while the 
two-CD Pangaea (1975, issued for the first 
time in the U.S.), a stomping, discordant, tu-
mul-uous live recording from Tokyo, was the 
trumpeter's adieu before he started his five-
year sabbatical in 1976. The remaining titles 
in this series are essentially reissues of '70s 
fusion albums or best-of compilations drawn 
from Columbia's CTI holdings. Besides 
Nefertiti, the best programming options 
are Stone Flower (1970) by Antonio Carlos 
Jobim and Native Dancer (1974), Wayne 
Shorter's breezy compelling collaboration with 
Brazilian composer-singer Milton Nascimento. 
Much as Nefertiti is Davis' last great ¡azz 
album, Native Dancer is Shorter's last 
great album as a leader (Weather Report 
excluded). 

CHARLES MINGUS Mingus Plays 
Piano (Mobile Fidelity Sound Lab, 
1260 Holm Road, Petaluma, CA 
95454-1199)—An oddity in the catalog of 
Charles Mingus, to be sure, Mingus Plays 
Piano is a worthy reissue on CD at a time 
when the life of this volcanic bassist-composer-

The 
beats and sounds are a synthesized parade into 
the future which are primarily to be used as a 
dancing tool—but Utd. State 90 is also a crafty 
creation that can be used as a sort of soundtrack 
to one's mood or an ambience setter.

Kid Frost, who shares the some management as 
N.W.A., Eazy-E and Boo-Yao TRIBE., is a 
tough new rapper who creatively combines an 
obvious hip-hop foundation with latin rhythmic 
patterns to spread rap into a more multi-cultural 
level. Kid Frost and his debut LP, La Raza

MAXI PRIEST "Close To You" (12") [100 
BPM] (Charisma, 1790 Broadway, New 
York, NY 10019)—Maxi Priest re-emerges 
onto the scene with his first single since he in-
troduced himself to the U.S. in 1988 with his 
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soulful, reggae-styled remake of Cat Stevens' 
"Wild World." The first release from his new 
Bona Fide LP, "Close To You" has all the 
makings of a summer smash. The influence of 
Soul II Soul's Jazzie B. and Nellie Hooper (who 
produce part of the album) is the basis of the 
rhythm of this cut that has Maxi showing a 
powerfully soulful and exotic side to his vocal 
talents, which actually sound like Darryl Hall at 
times. Also added to the groove are '70: sound-
ing strings and light accents of worm, colorful 
keyboards. Also featured on the 12" is an array 
of mixes by Phil Bodger, Leo Grant and the par-
ticularly interesting mix, "Phil Chill's Rap Sensa-
tion Featuring Darren Deere," where the beat 
becomes more hip-hop edged while piano, 
scratching and a rap are added to give the 
listener something completely different.

Step to it! PHASE N' RHYTHM , "Swollen 
Pockets"/"Hook-N-Sling" [112/116 BPM] (Tommy 
Boy, address above) is a double dose of bouncy 
hip-hop beats and mixes on either side curiously 
titled after some sort of Chinese food. "Swollen 
Pockets" sticks to a bouncy 1-2 bop under loose, 
raw saxophone samples and fluid rhyming while 
"Hook-N-Sling" (with its "Fried Chicken," "Soy 
Sauce" and "Chop Stick" mixes) is a more force-
ful cut that pushes a hard groove and wee-ing 
guitar samples...Just dropped is PUBLIC 
ENEMY's "Brothers Gonna Work It Out" [108 
BPM] (Def Jam, do Columbia, P.O. Box 4450, 
New York, NY 10101-4450). The third single 
from the hottest LP of the year—which has had 
much of its heat dimmed since 2 Live Crew went 
under the microscope— shows the remix stripped 
of its bass line while Chuck drops new lyrics over 
the re-structured and spiced-up musical jams... 
Work it out... WHIZ KID WITH YSL's "Let's 
Get It On!" [108 BPM] (Nastymix, 800 Tower 
Bldg., 1809 7th Ave., Seattle, WA 98101) takes 
Marvin Gaye one step further by tastefully com-
bining a bouncy soul groove with clear rapping 
that's right on the beat and a chorus of soulful 
vocals to widen the variety. For the more rap. 
oriented, check out the "Hip-Hop" mix on the 
B-side...And now we hear from a voice from the 
past, ex-Beatmaster Glaze The Single Of The 
Moment is definitely DEEE-LITE's sparse "What 
Is Love?" [120 BPM[ (Elektra, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019) that employs new-
beat tempos and acidic techno-noise with vocal 
samples inlaid to excellent effect. The DJ test-
pressing has already conquered many of the NYC 
clubs; with the psychedelic B-side, "Groove Is In 
The Heart," (a serious DON'T MISS B that has 
Bootsy and Q-Tip guesting) the group should 
hit big with their World Clique LP due out 
soon... BEATS INTERNATIONAL has finally 
come out with a true remis for "Won't Talk 

About It" [112 BPM] (Elektra, address above), a 
song that was featured on Certain Damage 
Vol. 28 as well as on their great LP. Chief Inter-
nationalist Norman Cook remixes the A-side with 
added vocals from Double Trouble and minus 
Billy Bragg's vocals. While Frankie Foncett mixes 
one of the sparser B-side takes, Cook labors on 
with the Soul II Soul-ish "One Big Bad World 
Mix" and the bonus rasta track, "Beats Interna-
tional Theme," which has one of the wildest intros 
and outras—a sample of record static looped to 
the beat! This should give programmers a good 
reason to keep the Beats spinning or to go back 
to the LP...Yes, there's a review of the LP up 
above, but when a great import 12" comes in, 
it's worth a mention. I'm babbling about 808 
STATE's The Extended Pleasure Of Dance 
(EP) (ZTT (UK), do Tommy Boy, address above) 
with new versions of "Cobra Bora" (Call The 
Cops Mix —128 BPM), "Ancodia" (Taters Deep 
Nit Funky Beat Mix-112 BPM) and "Cubik" (128 
BPM). All tracks are choice cuts from the LP and 
the band makes them even more palatable for 
dance floors with these mixes...The new slow 
groove by the HAPPY MONDAYS called 
"Step On" [108 BPM] (Elektra, address above) 
has already won over the British with mega chart 
showings. The cover song (originally done by folk 
singer John Kongos) was done fo, Elektra's 40th 
anniversary boxed set—which still hasn't sur-
faced—and was released as a single. The piano 
fills and catchy melody make the single work bet-
ter than anything the band has done to date, but 
none of the mixes add much to the original. Up-
coming stateside appearances should help the 
band translate their U.K. success here... 
ADEVA's "Warning!" [120 BPM] (Cooltempo, 
do Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, CA 
90028) should definitely be heeded—she is 
headed for even more success with Capitol pick-
ing up her material for domestic distribution. Her 
cover of "Respect" was a signature version that 
ruled the clubs, and her down 'n dirty vocal style 
makes her the premier diva of house music; 
Adeva is to house what Aretha is to soul. Tony 
Humphries and Smack Productions give the New 
Jersey singer an even more Jersey garage 
sound—stripped-down techno backing tracks and 
more than enough room for heady vocal work-
outs...ELLIS D's "Just Like A Queen" [124 

BPM] (Minimal, do Quark, 212-489-7260) is the 
creation of New York house-dude Junior Vas-
quez; it's a thumping house tune with loads of 
samples, and soul singing deluxe—my fave mix is 
the "Acid Queen.". From the Luxa/Pan kitchen 
comes the latest from LEAD INTO GOLD called 
"Faster Than Light" [96 BPM] (Wax Tras, ad-
dress above). Wouldn't it be great to play in a 
hundred bands and have creative control over 
almost every project? Well that's basically the 
lifestyle of Alain Jourgensen, who actually gives 
the mid over to Ministry sidekick Paul "Pan" 
Barker for this quieter, yet still intense, tune.. 
We now return to our program already in pro-
gress...THE ADVENTURES OF STEVIE V's 
"Dirty Cash" [124 BPM] (Mercury, do PolyGram, 
825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019) is a 
David Morales-mixed house-rocker that uses a 
simple bass line and punchy grooves with scream-
ing saxes and better-than-norm vocals to make 
this one sink in...Potentially explosive BLVD. 
MOSSE's "All Praises Due To Outstanding"/ 
"Move To Something Funky" [108/112 BPM[ 

(Scorpio, 314 W. 53rd St., New York, NY 10019) 
uses '70s-influenced dance grooves with raw 
piano and vocal samples on "All Praises Due To 
Outstanding" while on the AA side, "Move To 
Something Funky" provides faster jams and a 
rougher, tougher groove...Bay Area rapper 
M-16's (a.k.a. Miguel Vargas) -A Meaner, 
Rougher Nation" [120 BPM] (Rock Fast, 3450 
3rd St., Bldg. 2A, Suite 300, San Francisco, CA 
94124/415-282-9381) borrows the Eagles' "Life 
In The Fast Lane" guitar riff with a vocal assault 
to sharpen up the hook.

STEVE EARLE AND THE DUKES The 
Hard Way (MCA, 70 Universal 
City Plaza, Universal City, CA 
91608)—In the mid-'80s, country music 
was generally stale, syrupy and strictly 
for the cocktail lounge set. Along came 
Steve Earle, pen in hand and guitars 
blasting away, causing more than a few 
to reconsider what country music could 
be. For album #4, Earle brings back his 
band, the Dukes (not that they ever en-
tirely left), and together they bring us 
another solid collection of stories and 
songs with Earle's special touch for life in 
small-town America. The Hard Way 
does show a couple of new musical sides 
of his vision; "When The People Find 
Out," for example, is an all-out rave-
up with full church choir backing. "Billy 
Austin," an anguished tale of a killer on 
death row—which can also be found on 
Certain Damage Vol. 29—is as 
stark and haunting a tune as any he's 
ever recorded and "Esmerelda's Holly-
wood," co-written with Maria McKee, 
starts off with a brooding guitar and 
finishes with an eerie off-kilter string sec-
tion scraping away into the night. On 
the other hand, songs like "The Other 
Kind" with its big guitar sound, and the 
easy swinging "Regular Guy" with a 
made for a sing-along chorus, recall 
Earle's tunes from the past. As a whole, 
though, The Hard Way shows that 
he's still got what it takes to thoroughly 
entertain, remaining true to himself, 
while taking country and rock to places 
they rarely ever go. 

UNCLE TUPELO No Depression 
(Rockville, P.O. Box 800, Rock-
ville Centre, NY 11571)—At times 
this trio from the St. Louis area rock in-
credibly hard, sending out big fuzzy balls 
of guitar through the speakers, while at 
other times they're intensely quiet, just 
some strumming and the lonely moans of 
lead singer/guitarist Jay Farrar. The pas-
sion with which Uncle Tupelo performs 
on No Depression is rare in a band 
¡ust releasing their first album. The song-
writing is unusual in that it mixes well 
played bits of Husker Du-like thrash with 
banjo, fiddle and -harmonica, ending up 
sounding like no American "roots" band 
you've ever heard. The quiet songs 
("Whiskey Bottle," "Screen Door") are 
neat little glimpses of Americana, where 
you can almost envision these three guys 

hanging out on a back porch, whooping, 
hollering and passing around the Jack 
Daniels after each song. Other suggested 
cuts: "Graveyard Shift," "Flatness" and 
"That Year." 

CHERYL WHEELER Circles And Ar-
rows (Capitol, 1111 16th Ave. S., 
Nashville, TN 37212)—Although 
Cheryl Wheeler is well known in folk cir-
cles from Boston to Washington to Los 
Angeles, with Circles And Arrows, 
her Capitol debut, she stands ready to 
break into the national consciousness. A 
blend of rock, folk and country, this is a 
finely crafted set of songs. It was pro-
duced by Kyle Lehning—best known for 
his work with Randy Travis—who adds 
his touch by allowing the simple melodies 
and feelings shine through, while per-
mitting Wheeler to display her sensitive 
lyrics and witty observations on the hu-
man condition. In a live setting, she's 
been known to be absolutely raucous, 
with her side-splitting asides and ram-
bling observations on everyday life; part 
of that comes through on "Estate Sale" 
(found on Certain Damage #29), a 
sing-along about the joys (!?) of going 
through dead people's houses. Also, 
don't miss the reggae-style rhythms of 
"Soon As I Get My Voice," reminiscent 
of Joan Armatrading at her funkiest; the 
lovely, haunting ballad, "Northern 
Girl"; or the straight-ahead "I Know 
This Town," that easily compares to 
Mary Chapin Carpenter at her rockin' 
best. 

JOHN HIATT Stolen Moments 
(A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., 
Hollywood, CA 90028)—Bring 
The Family and Slow Turning, John 
Hiatt's previous records on A&M are two 
of my favorite recordings of the past few 
years. He's got a marvelous way with 
words (as Bonnie Raitt said, "Who else 
would rhyme Queen Of Sheba with 
amoeba?") and his songs ore anguishing 
to listen to, being so full of the raw emo-
tions that few can express with such 
heart-rending realism. Overall, though, 
Stolen Moments is not up to par with 
some of Hiatt's recent output. Producer 
Glyn Johns seems to get in the way at 
certain points while Hiatt's touring band, 
the Goners, who added o rough-hewn 
feel to Slow Turning, have been re-
placed with a crew of crack studio cats, 
which may account for the lack of fire in 
some of the cuts. However, it does con-
tain some of those characteristics that 
make John Hiatt a distinctive songwriter 
and that will make me want to go and 
listen to it again. The superior song-
writing craft shines through, especially on 
the tracks "Real Fine Love," "Child Of 
The Wild Blue Yonder," "Through Your 
Hands" and "Bring Your Love Back To 
Me." 

PIRATES OF THE MISSISSIPPI 
Pirates Of The Mississippi 
(Capitol, address above)—This 
may be their debut, but the Pirates Of 
The Mississippi have the sound of a band 
with a great deal of experience. Take 
a pinch of some New Orleans funky 
rhythms, add o ton of guitars and some 
sweet and simple harmonies in a cogent 
mix and you get one of the finest new 
groups out of Nashville this year. From 
the opening track, a rollicking version of 
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Hank Williams' "Honky Tonk Blues," to 
the dueling guitars and fluid vocals of 
"Talkin"Bout Love" to the smoldering 
surf-inflected "Jolly Roger/Pirates Of The 
Mississippi," these guys let the boogie 
loose in a way that seems fresh and 
new, reflecting the best of the roots of 
country and spicing it with their own 
brand of rock 'n roll. "Redneck Rock N' 
Roll," an anthem with a very big beat, is 
the last track on the band's self-titled LP 
and it sums it all up pretty neatly. 

SHORT SHOTS 
Without a doubt, the best tape in several 
weeks is from New York City's GREG 
TROOPER (c/o Side One Management, 
1775 Broadway, 7th Floor, New York, 
NY 10019/212-307-1015). Recorded in 
Nashville with the help of Garry Tallent, 
who's worked with Bruce Springsteen 
and Steve Forbert, the tape contains 11 
gems from one of America's best un-
signed songwriters. Trooper is joined by 
the Roches with great effect on the an-
themic "The Heart" and Trooper's band, 
which features the multi-talented Larry 
Campbell, adds sterling touches to the 
remarkably upbeat "Perfect World" and 
the jaunty love song, "Ireland." This 
complete album looking for a label 
should be snatched up quickly by a 
record company with some smarts... 
The NITTY GRITTY DIRT BAND is 
back with The Rest Of The Dream, 
a fine follow-up to last year's successful 
Will The Circle Be Unbroken 
Vol. 2. Their cover of Springsteen's 
"From Small Things (Big Things One Day 
Come)" is a rave-up as is the John Hiatt-
penned title track. It's amazing, these 
guys have been around for 24 years and 
they continue to make interesting and 
vital music... The ASSASSINS, a 
Washington, DC-based group led by 
guitar ace/ex-Nighthawks Jim Thackery, 
has released Cut Me Loose (Seymour, 
134 Hudson Hills Rd., Pittsboro, NC 
27312/919-542-3096). It's their third LP 
and it's shot full of rhythm and blues, 
with slinky organ and horn arrange-
ments to offset the soulful vocals of Tom 
Lepson. If you're as much a sucker for 
big, bluesy soul and funk as I am, you'll 
want to check this one out... Speaking 
of down and dirty blues, do not miss the 
new one from ETTA JAMES: Sticicin' 
To My Guns (Island, 14 E. 4th St., 
New York, NY 10012). Recorded in 
Nashville with Barry Beckett—who also 
produced James' last record, the ac-
claimed Seven Year Itch—it's espe-
cially hot on the gospel-tinged "Your 
Good Thing (Is About To End)" and the 
sexy, smooth "The Blues Don't Care." 

Hi to everyone at the New Music 
Seminar who's reading this column for 
the first time. As you can tell, the title 
says "CMJ Country," but we at CMJ 
take a pretty broad view of what country 
music is today; it certainly doesn't have 
to come from Nashville, yet it does en-
compass blues, folk and other genres 
of traditional and not so traditional 
American music.

SOUNDTRACK The Mahabharato 
RealWorld, do Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., 
Beverly Hills, CA 90210)—"Everything in 
the Mahabharata is elsewhere. What is not there 
is nowhere." So goes Indian tradition and such is 
the story of this recording, an epic collection of 
music by performers and composers from Japan, 
Iran, Turkey, Denmark, India and France for a 
movie co-produced by English television, the 
Brooklyn Academy Of Music and a French film 
company. This is "world music" in its essence. 
While the traditions of the Asian sub-continent 
ore the inspirational basis of this work, there is no 
trace of actual classical Indian music, as all these 
pieces are improvised by the players, the whole 
work a cooperative venture where every musician 
is the writer. The Mahabharata is as modern 
as it is ancient, touching on arabesque, raga and 
modern synthesis to make its mark. The vocal 
parts are particularly magnificent; Shormila Roy is 
a remarkable singer of great range and intensity 
and anywhere she appears is a joy. "Bhima" 
features the growling vocals of Mamadou Dioume 
in a gutteral chant that breaks down into a cycli-
cal dance for strings and flutes and then crashes 
into an abyss of percussion and finally chanting 
again. An unusual ¡ourney, this one—take the 
trip.

TOURE KUNDA Salam (Disques Trema 
(France), do Musicrama, P.O. Box 1275, 
Long Island City, NY 11101)— The brothers 
Taure are back after setbacks that included losing 
band members to Paris' lambada craze. Probably 
the most famous band to come out of Senegal, 
with American releases going back more than 
a decade, their fusion of funk, folk and west 
African beats is more than welcome on my turn-
table again. Taure Kunda are Hamidou, lsmalia, 
Ousmane and Sixu Tidiane Taure, all singers and 
percussionists, backed by guitarist Yves Nd jock, 
real skins drummer Valery Lobe, some synths, 
bass and horns, including some real groaning 
saxophone from Ben Belingo. The drums are the 
heart of this recording—real drums, pounded and 
stroked, pulsing under the vocals with intense 
determination in "Dom" or forcing your feet to 
slide along on the groove of "Wayo O." Even 
the occasional intrusion of a programmed thump 
can't suppress the lively anticipation of this gang 
of beat masters. Other favorite cuts would include 
the rock-rooted "Coumpole" with its solid snare 
and kick drum rhythm and hot electric guitar. This 
is the feel that brought this band to the world's 
attention originally, and they're still kicking it out. 
And listen to the sambista inspired "Guerilla," 
their inspired answer to the lambada craze, fea-
turing some ¡azzy violin from Didier Lockwood. 
This is how it's supposed to be. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Say What? (Rounder, 
1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140)— 
From Shakespeare to Soweto, poetry and music 
have always been used to say the unsayable, to 
talk of sex, politics, drugs and the myriad other 
"unspeakables" that the society may have dic-
tated. Masters of calypso have traditionally told 
their stories in carefully worded slang and double 
entendre to avoid the wrath of authorities, at 
least until the record was already published and 
popular, when it was too late to censor. This con-
temporary set of soca tunes is musically satisfying, 
hot tempered dance music in the best tradition of 
Trinidad. The subject matter here, however, is 
strictly unpolitical. The more than obvious refer-
ences to Peter getting excited at carnival, and the 
play on pronunciation in "Town Man" where the 
accent makes it sound like tongue are for from 
poetic, but I suppose they could beat out the 
PMRC. This is a first-rate collection of singers, 
however, most of whom have not received great 
exposure in the U.S., so dig into the groove of 
the band and dance to the sounds of Poser, Bally 
and Plainclothes, each delivering solid songs with 
a sense of glee and devil-may-care that is sure to 
spice up a hot summer's evening.

ACOUSTIQUE, ACOUSTIC 
If you read this column regularly, then you know 
what a fan I am of acoustic instruments. There's 
no substitute for the human touch, hand on skin, 
string vibrations, lungs emptied to please the 
muse. No volume control can replace muscle for 
accent and power, silicon always loses to car-
bon... S.E. ROGIE's The Palm Wine 
Sounds Of S.E. Rogie (Workers Playtime, 71 
Collier St., London NI 9BE) is the first contem-
porary recording I've heard from this guitarist 
from Sierra Leone. In the '60s, Rogie and his 
band the Morningstars were local pop stars, 
cranking out a curious mix of African music and 
rock 'n roll, equally influenced by regional folk 
music and Chubby Checker. The music was called 
"palm wine" after the region's drink of choice, 
and it is intoxicating. Lilting, swirling guitar lines 
and Latin style percussion create an airy, joyous 
music, exactly like you'd expect to hear on a sun-
ny street corner in the lote afternoon. Rogie is a 
melodic, pulsating guitarist, his vocals are thick

and sweet, and "palm wine" music will leave you 
lightheaded and happy... You say you're into 
"roots music"? Master Of Turkish Music is 
as roots as you get. This is a collection of record-
ings from the golden age of recording, when 
mechanical recording techniques were giving way 
to the modern (1920s) electrical machines. The 
scream of the zumo, the pluck of the kanum and 
the stroke of the rebab show where the begin-
nings of the more ornate arabesque developed. 
Then there are the singers, some of whom have 
awe inspiring technique. This is acoustic music! 
(Rounder, address above)... I have only a 
cassette with no info to tell me the pithy details 
I need to make a page fill, but I can tell you that 
Eyuphuro is already one of my favorite African 
records. Although not purely acoustic (there are 
electrified guitars) the feel is true to the roots. 
Music from Mozambique has influences from 
both the Caribbean and Portugal, and the guitar 
style has a lot of European folk feel. MAMA 
MOSAMBIKI is heartfelt and easygoing and all-
around wonderful (Virgin, address above).

ISRAEL VIBRATION Praises (RAS, P.O. 
Box 42517, Washington, DC 20015)—If 
you're looking for one of the year's most distinc-
tive vocal performances and one of the best reg-
gae albums in recent memory, look no further. 

With Praises, a simply titled and humbly pro-
duced album, Israel Vibration continues to utilize 
to perfection their unique harmonizing, using 
three distinct and differing vocal sounds, with 
each member adding the tonal capability for a 
different feeling and range of emotion, and the 
others providing unobtrusive yet effective support. 
They put this triple-threat tactic to good use on 
Praises, making a solid and consistent album 
that displays their style of vocal interplay and 
strong dedication to delivering messages through 
their music. Produced by Doctor Dread and Israel 
Vibration, the Roots Radics' rhythm tracks provide 
the steady, pulsing groove underneath their 
alternately frail, high or gravelly vocals. When 
Augustus Pablo gets into the act, overdubbing 
organ and his trademark melodic° on "So Far 
Away" (though in the credits he's listed as 
guesting on "Liberation," a song that isn't 
anywhere on the disc at all!), the results could 
well be among the finest moments in reggae's last 
10 years. When you hear songs like "There Is Na 
End," "Real And Right" or "Try Again," you 
know you're hearing classic, unadorned, simple 
and true reggae just the way it wcs meant to be. 

PATO BANTON Wize Up! (No Compro-
mize) (I.R.S., 3939 Lankershim Blvd., 
Universal City, CA 91604)—Pato is back, 
and on his third LP the rising British reggae star 
shows why he's consistently been picked as one 
of the hottest new talents in the reggae world. 
Backed by the economical rhythms of the Studio 2 
Crew, Pato proffers up his views on timely issues 
like homelessness, crack addiction, war and dis-
harmony between races on nine originals and one 
cover. Focusing mostly on these themes of unity 
and concern for the future, Pato still can't resist 
reminding us that he was the one who two years 
ago sang "I don't sniff coke, I only smoke sen-
simillo," making a case for smoking "sess" this 
time on "Niceness." Sometimes Pato's band and 
production are a little slick, but on cuts that aren't 
going for such an obvious "hit single" sound, 
things can get really tasty. Even in the album's 
most saccharine moments, Banton's message 
gleams through, and even an unlikely cover like 
the Police's "Spirits In The Material World" fits 

in with Pato's vision and becomes its own distinct 
picture in his hands. Also try: "Give A Little 
Love," "All Drugs Out" and the house-flavored 
"Wize Up," which features a vocal cameo ap-
pearance from David Hinds of Steel Pulse. 

AH-SO-ME CHAT 
The mileage gets higher as we keep on keeping 
on during the "Sunsplash USA" tour. Yes indeed, 
greetings from the road once again!! I am very 
happy to report that after having written for CMJ 
for over seven years now, it's quite clear that the 
Reggae Route has established a tight, close-knit 
and sincere network. One of the nicest aspects of 
this road trip is hooking up with CMJ reporters, 
past and present, all along the way. For exam-
ple, Papa Pilgrim of KRCL in Salt Lake City was 
at the show at the Indian reservation in Hopiland, 
AZ. Afterwards, we drove from Hopiland all 
the way to Salt Lake, where the tour was next 

scheduled to perform. What a beautiful coun-
tryside we have—the West is so different from the 
concrete jungle of New York City!! Once in Salt 
Lake, I hooked up with Ken Quail, who used to 
be a reporter from WBGU in Bowling Green, 
OH, and is now with KRCL... Then in Denver 
there was some more "Reggae Route-style" 
hospitality. I went to the show with ex-DJs Mary 
Bowanni and Tim Johnstone, who's now with 
Virgin Records. They niced it up by supplying me 
with music for the road and a trip to the local 
health food store. . . In Kansas City, MO, I spot-
ted Scotty, the horn player formerly with the 
BLUE RIDDIM BAND and IDENTITY...In 
New Orleans, I spoke with Shepard Samuels, but 
somehow never got to meet him...And in St. 
Pete, WMNF DJ Cheryl Mogul was on the scene 
with her positive vibes. . . Miami was filled with 
"family" members of the reggae posse—Clint 
O'Neil and Eddie Edwards, Irie-Ites, Peggy Q 
and the Reggae Report staff, Gilly Dread and the 
Gong Sounds staff and more...And in Atlanta, I 
hooked up with Don Morgan from WSBF in Clem-
son, SC, as well as area DJs Papa Dave (WRFG) 
and Doug Engel (WRAS)... Believe me, seven 
weeks on the road is not easy and apparently 
homesickness can be a side effect. So, I give 
thanks to all who have helped to ease the 
pain!!... Meanwhile, the tour is doing ¡ust great, 
burning it up everywhere we go. Santa Fe, NM, 
was an exceptionally "irie" market. New Orleans 
was the closest to a real authentic JA Sunsplash, 
as it was held on huge fairgrounds ir the heat of 
the day with lots of vendors selling food and 
crafts. Hopiland, the Indian reservation in 
Arizona, was a special show. I got to meet the 
Cultural Connection posse, including Gerry, Tim 
and Ron. Imagine being amongst an auditorium 
full of native Americans as BURNING SPEAR 
sang, "Christopher Columbus was a damn 
blasted liar." It was heavy!! . . In other news, 
it looks like ASWAD will be headlining the 
"Reggae On The River" festival this August . . . 
BLACK UHURU was scheduled to do a Euro-
pean and African tour, but apparently there was 
some kind of trouble in Germany, so they ran 
home to Jamaica and canceled their plans . . . 
RAS Records held a party for ISRAEL VIBRA-
TION in honor of their new album, Praises, at 
Kilimanjaro in NYC on June 27... I'm out here 
until July 8, so I'm hoping to still hook up with 
you all. Wishing you the best—thanks for check-
ing in.

DANZIG Danzig II—Lucifuge (Def 
American, 9157 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90069)—If you wade 
through the legend/mystique that's made 
Glenn Danzig one of loud rock's most 
deliberately controversial and misunder-
stood figures, you'll find an incredibly 
talented singer/songwriter whose image 
often obscures the fact that he's mode some 
of the greatest rock records of the past dec-
ade. The relative merits of this LP against 
Danzig-the-band's 1988 debut has made 
for some pretty heated arguments over the 
past couple of weeks, here what I think: 
while the debut had some great songs and 
showed a lot of promise, the sound was so 
spare and stiff that the band sounded like 
they were wearing bondage gear (which 
we'll bet they were, but that's another 
story). A year and a half of touring has 
turned Danzig into a band that crunches 
and grooves, John Christ's thundering riffs 
synching perfectly with Chuck Biscuits' sur-
gical-strike fills while Glenn's voice roars 
and soars over the menacing melodies like 
a two-headed grafting of Elvis and Jim 
Morrison returning from hell. While there 
are plenty of tracks in Danzig's established 
style, there's also .a slide-driven spookabilly 
track ("777"), an acoustic blues ("I'm 
The One") and a couple of almost-ballads 
("Devil's Plaything," "Blood And Tears—) 
that show the scope of Glenn's songwriting 
talent—hey, Roy Orbison covered one of his 
songs. Yes, he's still scary, yes, the lyrics 
are about all kinds of unpleasant things, 
and yes, the CD-insert folds out into an 
upside-down cross. These are great songs, 
and that's all that matters. Wolf's blood: 
"Her Black Wings," "Long Way Back 
From Hell," "Killer Wolf," and the kindo 
Slayer-ish "Snakes Of Christ" and "Pain 
In The World." 

KILLER PICK! 

MASTERS OF REALITY Masters Of 
Reality (Delicious Vinyl, 6607 Sun-
set Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90028/ 
213-465-2700)—This remarkable and 
bizarre album was originally entitled The 
Blue Garden and was released early last 
year on Def American. It met with such a 
dismal response that the label abandoned 
an extensive promotion campaign after 
about three weeks. Unfairly slagged for 
their late '60s influences, the band's am-
bitious fusion of psychedelia and bluesy, 
ballsy hard rock was as baffling as the 
record's (former) pretentious neo-mystical 
cover: no song sounds even vaguely like 
another, making it very difficult to describe 
the band, let alone get a grasp on what 
they're about. Two factors make 1990 a 
much more promising year for the Masters: 
A) the album has been completely rese-
quenced and slightly remixed, making it less 
"difficult," and B) although the Masters 
sound nothing like them, the advent of the 
Black Crowes/Quireboys/etc. has brought 
the music of the late '60s/early '70s back 
into vogue, making the public more open to 
a record with those influences—in a bizarre 
paradox, the Masters were a retro band 
ahead of their time. ANYWAY, M.O.R. is 
nothing short of brilliant, and it's one of 
Rick Rubin's very best production jobs: the 
album packs a beat as hard and mean as 
any rap album, and Tim Harrington's multi-
tracked guitars are prize-winning experi-
ments in the science of the riff—it'll have 
you air-guitaring all over the place, but 
play with the balance knob and you'll 
realize that what sounds like one guitar is 
actually three. Throughout, Chris Goss' 
creamy-smooth voice (very like vintage 
Jack Bruce) changes personalities with 
every song. You should listen to the whole 
thing, but the Masters cross the loud rock 
path most distinctively on "Sleep Walkin'," 
"Domino," "Kill The King," "The Blue 
Garden" and especially "The Candy 
Song," a hit if we've ever heard one!!! 

KILLER PICK! 

EXODUS Impact Is Imminent 
(Capitol, 1750 N. Vine, Holly-
wood, CA 90028)—You all prob-
ably know the legend—Exodus was 
one of the first and most influential 
Bay Area Bash bands, Kirk Hammett 
left them to join Metallica, blah blah 
blah—but few people seem to focus on 
what really makes this band special: 
the H-Team. Exodus guitarists Gary 
Holt and Rick Hunolt are arguably the 
most lethal Jackson-slinging duo in the 
realm of thrash metal, their styles 
meshing perfectly into a six-string tag-
team that's simultaneously graceful 
and deadly: listening to them is like 
watching two fighter planes perform-
ing daredevil manoeuvres, with the 
rhythm section (featuring new drum-
mer John Tempesta) matching them 
note-for-note. Of course, it's all far 
beyond the "wonderful stupidity" 
(copyright 1990 Kevin Sharp) of their 
debut, and the band has matured on 
a lyrical level as well: the title track 
is a anti-drunk-driving song, and 
"Changing Of The Guard" is about 
the recent Rumanian revolution. Some 
of the songs are too long and Zet's 
voice can get on your nerves over the 
length of a 50-minute album, but this 
is as innovative an assemblage of 
riffs as you'll find anywhere. Fab-
ulous disasters: "Lunatic Parade," 
"A.W.O.L.," "Thrash Under Pres-
sure," the title track and especially 
"Objection Overruled," which is also 
featured on our awesome forthcoming 
CD compilation, ARGHH! It's A 
Loud Rock CD! 

IGGY POP Brick By Brick (Vir-
gin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly 
Hills, CA 90210)—After over 20 
very dangerous years in this dirty 
business, it's amazing enough that 
Iggy Pop is still alive, let alone rock-
ing. Iggy was the founder and front-
man of Detroit's legendary Stooges, 
who almost singlehandedly created 
punk rock's attitude and sound in the 
late '60s. Well, after years of just 
about every rock n' roll excess you 
can imagine, Iggy is back for his—let's 
see—fourth comeback, and his best 
album since 1979's New Values. 
While the album covers loads of dif-
ferent styles, the tracks that will most 
interest loud rock programmers all 
feature Slash and Duff from Guns N' 
Roses (and will be issued on a special 
four-track CD): "Home" and "Rock 

N' Roll" are best for the more com-
mercially-oriented shows, while those 
of you who can play anything you 
want should check into the hilarious 
"Butt Town" and especially "Pussy 
Power," which shows a side of both 
Iggy and Slash that we hadn't yet 
heard: the Ig pants a brooding lyric 
over a merciless riff that's enough to 
make you believe Slash when he says 
that Metallica's his favorite band (the 
song also featured on our awesome 
forthcoming CD, ARGH!!! It's A 
Loud Rock CD!!!). He's back, he's 
bad, and he's gonna kick your ass. 

DORO Doro (Mercury, do 
PolyGram, 825 8th Ave., New 
York, NY 10019)—Doro Pesch has 
always been regarded as one of the 
greatest hard rock vocalists—never 
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mind the "female" category, she holds 
her own among men and women 
alike. This second solo effort brings 
forth much more of her personality, 
and gives us a broader perspective on 
her music. Your pal and mine, Gene 
Simmons, managed to place his indeli-
ble producer's mark on the album via 
"Rock On," which is the very essence 
of the "metal chant song," not en-
tirely unlike a few Kiss tracks circa 
Creatures of the Night. As well 
as the commercial mainstays "Unholy 
Love" and "Only You," you'll find 
such treasures as a completely unex-
pected cover of the Electric Prunes' "I 
Had Too Much To Dream Last Night" 
(a bell bottoms and bangs sort of song 
if I ever heard one). More treats in-
clude "Something Wicked This Way 
Comes" and "Alive." (AM) 
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CHILD'S PLAY Rat Race 
(Chrysalis, 645 Madison Ave., 
New York, NY 10022)—Blue-
collar rock from this Baltimore based 
foursome screams "All hail the com-
mon man!" [Been reading Steinbeck 
again, Al?—ed.] Child's Play is a 
combination of Cinderella and pre-
Highway To Hell AC/DC musically, 
while thematically the band is repre-
sented by the track "Pay Your Dues"; 
the feeling behind it and other bluesy 
tales of woe, "Evicted" and "Damned 
if I Do," hints at life on the wrong side 
of the tracks. Contrary to the bulk of 
depressing lyrics, the music is mostly 
upbeat and has serious potential to 
kick butt live. Many of the tracks on 
the album seemed to imply overused 
video concepts, but there is some hope 
of something less trite in the ballad 
"Wind." (I really hope they don't 
blow it by shooting a cliche video full 
of slow motion clips of them backstage 
and on the tour bus!) Lastly, will some-
one please tell me why there is an 
amino acid by amino acid protein 
structural model on the album 
cover? (AM) 

CHASTAIN For Those Who Dare 
(Roadracer, 225 Lafayette St., 
Suite 709, New York, NY 
10012)—David T. certainly is one 

busy dude. Between his two sands, 
Chastain and CJSS, his solo work 
and helping out with vocalist Leather 
Leone's solo project, how does he 
have time to write and record con-
sistently amazing music? For Those 
Who Dare is another Chastain (the 
band) masterpiece. Musically, it calls 
up mental excursions into timeless 
forests which carry heavy mists and 
feelings of running, probably due 
to the urgency and mysticism of the 
music. The guitar work is as heavy as 
it's ever been, motivated by ambitious 
rhythms from John Luke He'Ipert 
beating those skins as if the animals 
that they cane from weren't yet dead. 
David Harbcur completes the rhythm 
section with inspirational bass playing, 
especially evident during the beaut-ee-
ful latin-type runs he does opposite 
some equally fine guitar work on 
"Secrets Of The Damned." The leads 
are consistently hypnotic, hinting at 
snake charmer capabilities. Leather's 
vicious vibrato assaults the I stener and 
cuts a path through the forest just wide 
enough to irvite one in over one's 
head. Suggested cuts to smother your-
self in: "Once Before," "Light In The 
Dark" and "I Am The Rain." (AM) 

TROUBLE TRIBE Trouble Tribe 
(Chrysalis, address above)—This 
made-for-MTV-metal is jam packed 
with sing alcng choruses and hooks 

that the masses will cling to raven-
ously. Aside from the hints of funky 
bass playing on "Back to the Wall" 
and the haunting "Cold Heart," the 
album is basically straightforward 
rock, complete with mandatory ballad, 
"In the End" (viva Whitesnake) and 
the equally inevitable cover tune, the 
Beatles' "Dear Prudence. "Overall, this 
collection can provide one with hours 
of fun, just in trying to pick out favor-
ite quotes alone. One particularly 
clever Paul Stanley-ism can be found 
on the tune "(Angel with a) Devil's 
Kiss": "Your love makes me scream 
and shout/Your laced candy's hanging 
out." lest your skill: Try to find the 
quasi-Spinal Tap quote. (Hint: It was 
said at the Bobbi Fleckman soiree.) 
(AM) 

DEICIDE Deicide (RC-Roadracer, 
address above)—Formerly Amon, 
it seems these boys are intent on of-
fending everyone without regard to 
living (and after-life) repercussions. 
Deicide means "to kill God and all 
that is holy"; apparently they're 
Satanists (or at least they aspire to 
be), but does that even mean anything 
now? Bassist/vocalist Glen Benton pulls 
off interesting arrangements for the 
most part, but at times he surrounds 
his vocals with more effects and toys 
than anyone could possibly know what 
to do with. Deicide musically attempt 
to set land speed records, and al-
though they do excel at high-velocity, 
their songwriting tends to lack focus. 
Bright notes hit big on good produc-
tion, overall brutality and attitude. 
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And while those characteristics alone 
do not neccessarily qualify greatness, 
Deicide could evolve into a true beast. 
Picks: "Lunatic Of God's Creation," 
"Sacrifical Suicide," "Blasphereion" 
and "Carnage In The Temple Of The 
Damned." (KS) 

BOREDOMS Soul Discharge 
(Shimmy Disc, JAF Box 1187, 
New York, NY 10116)—Japan's 
answer to the Butthole Surfers? Not 
quite sure about that, but we guess 
they're the closest possible com-
parison. After releasing a couple of 
tracks on the Japan Bashing Vol. 
I compilations, and the subtle beauty 
of Yamatsuka Eye's vocal tracks on 
John Zorn's Naked City, we 
found ourselves gushing for a full 
release. In all its glory, Soul 
Discharge lives up to expectations 
with spastic bursts of adrenaline plung-
ing into deep textures and complex 
rhythms. The Boredoms are masters 
of improvisation—thinking and lunging 
forth as if they were sharing the same 
brain—but they aren't just white noise. 
Everything is laid out in an organ-
ized fashion, even if the incoherent 
screams, squeals and grunts in Japa-
nese seem random. Plucks: "Bubble-
bop Shot," "Z&U&T&A," "TV Scor-
pion" and "Jup-na-keeeeeel." (KS) 

REVOLTING COCKS Beers, 
Steers & Queers (Wax Trax, 
1659, N. Damen Ave., 
Chicago, IL 60647)—Back in '88, 
Ministry released The Land Of 
Rape And Honey, an LP that found 
them mixing serious thrash elements in-
to a generally industrial-dance sound. 
Since then, virtually every project that 
head Ministers Alain Jorgensen and 
Paul Barker have touched has featured 
increasing amounts of metallic guitars, 
and here the two (amongst a host 
of rotating musicians/chemists) have 
spurred this aggressive beat into a 
throbbing offensive reality: screaming 
insults, sampling obscure noises and 

loads of nifty effects, while layering 
everything over a bruising electronic 
drum beat. Beers, Steers & 
Queers is the culmination of new 
material and a couple of 12" singles, 
and while a lot of this record probably 
won't fit into conventional hard rock 
shows, "Get Down," "Something 
Wonderful" and "Stainless Steel Pro-
viders" will raise the hairs of the more 
adventurous types. Even more offen-
sive than their moniker entails. (KS) 

Short Plays: 
SUICIDAL TENDENCIES "Alone" 
(5") (Epic, P.O. Box 4450, New 
York, NY 10101-4450)—A de-
ceptively quiet intro heralds the return 
of Suicidal, and just as you're starting 
to think, "The whole song's not like 
this, is it?", sure enough, the six-string 
wrecking crew comes in and kicks the 
living hell out of the song and the lis-
tener. This multi-dimensional track is 
arguably Suicidal's best single since 
"Institutionalized" and is a hell of a 
tease from Lights . . . Camera . . . 
Revolution, probably their best 
album to date. 

SOUNDTRACK The Adventures 
Of Ford Fairlane (Elektra, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, 
NY 10019)—We haven't seen this 
film and, ¡udging from the star per-
former, we don't want to, but this 
soundtrack features two unavailable-
elsewhere cuts that'll have loud rock 
fans flipping their proverbial lids: 
Motley Crue kicks in with "Rock N' 
Roll Junkie," an outtake from Dr. 
Feelgood that would've fit in 
perfectly on the album, and the first 
vinyl utterance from the mighty 
Queensryche since the epic 
Operation: Mindcrime LP. "Last 
Time In Paris" (not included on their 
forthcoming LP, Empire) is such a 
hook-laden AOR-ready track that it 
almost seems like a slap in the face to 
all who said they couldn't write hits. 
Featuring a driving riff and some chill-

ing four-part harmonies on the chorus, 
we'll be astonished if this isn't their first 
hit single! 

SAVATAGE "When The Crowds 
Are Gone" (12") (Atlantic, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, 
NY 10019)—One of the last and 
definitely one of the best "true metal 
bands," Savatage release this two 
song live teaser from their recent tour 
with Testament and Nuclear Assault. 
The thing that always seems to amaze 
us is their ability to adapt to virtually 
any live setting. Both of the live tracks, 
"Hounds" and "Of Rage And War," 
plus the studio single "When The 
Crowds Are Gone" were taken from 
their latest Gutter Ballet, and pre-
sent the band in their best light. (KS) 

INTRUDER Escape From Pain 
(EP) (Metal Blade-Caroline, 
18653 Ventura Blvd. Tarzana, 
CA 91356)—So Nashville's thrashers 
are back after being nominated for all 
sorts of local awards for best debut 
record, best live band and so forth 
with this five-song head kick. Some ob-
vious improvements lie in production 
and in a more comfortable feel to 
their style... a coming into their own. 
Jimmy Hamilton's vocals have im-
proved as well as solid guitar work 
from Aurthur Vinnett and Greg 
Messick. Intruder also hits closer to 
target with their cover of Chicago's 
"25 Or 6 to 4" than their previous 
cover of "Stepping Stone." Although 
the songs are a little long and still 
need work, Intruder has progressed 
and more than likely will continue to 
progress into a powerful thrash act.

AEROSMITH "The Other Side" 
(5") (Geffen, 9130 Sunset 
Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 
90069)—What makes this, the 17th 
single off of Aerosmith's mega-plati-
num Pump LP interesting is not the 
four remixes of the A-side, but the 
less-than-a-minute-long treat on the 
B: recorded live on Saturday Night 
Live, the band breaks into a surpris-
ingly tight (because they sound like 
they're laughing their heads off) ver-
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sion of the "Wayne's World" theme, 
complete with a Steven Tyler PSA at 
the end: "Don't forget to wear a 
rubber!" 

HEART OF DARKNESS Busted 
7" (Wrecked Records, 100 W. 
Hamilton Ave., State College, 
PA 16801)—Pressed on limited edi-

tion blue vinyl, this little gem from the 
heart of the Keystone State shows a 
more mature HOD ready to take on 
new territory with the heavy and hyp-
notic A-side, "Busted." Also included 
are improved, re-recorded versions of 
"Fast Breeder Reactor" and "Nasty 
Child," previously released on last 

year's demo, Wrecked. Not so ob-
vious influences include—but are not 
limited to—lggy and the Stooges and 
Celtic Frost. Improved, almost psych-
edelic guitar work, catchy bass lines 
and occasional tribal drumming are 
held together by the whinings of vo-
calist/guitarist Tony Begnal. No one 
else sounds like this man, perhaps with 
good cause, but notwithstanding, HOD 
remains a highly original underground 
act that will soon be infiltrating the 
better-lit areas of today's metal fringe.

FtCbCIIC TALK 
Whether you know it or not, this will 
be the last time the CMJ Hard Rock 
section will look like this. We could go 
into great detail about the changes 
we've got planned, but instead we're 
¡ust gonna let you be surprised—keep 
yer eyes on the mailbox around July 
20, or ask us for a copy at the New 
Music Seminar... The new Judas 
Priest album will be called Pain-
killer and should be out in Septem-
ber. Produced by Chris Tsangerides 
(Bruce Dickinson, Thin Lizzy), songs 
include the title track, "All Guns Blaz-
ing," "Hell Patrol," "Nightcrawler," 
"Leather Rebel," Between The Ham-
mer And The Anvil" and Metal Melt-
down"... In yet another complicated 
Metal Blade development, the label's 
non-WEA releases will be distributed 
by Caroline, the result of a newly-
signed three-year contract. The deal 
covers both a new artist program and 
existing catalogue: everything currently 
on Enigma and Restless will be on 
Caroline by the end of 1991. The new 
artist deal will commence immediately 
(with Intruder, Cannibal Corpse 
and Eviction) and will involve ten 
new titles per year; some acts will 
move to WEA while others will remain 
on Caroline... Ex-Surgery drummer 
John Leamy has joined the reconsti-
tuted Masters Of Reality, who 
also feature vocalist Chris Goss and 
bassist Goodge... Celtic Frost as 
well as Gamma Ray (featuring 
Kai Hansen of Helloween) will be re-
leased in the United States through 
RCA/Noise, although there is no con-
firmed date on either .... Obituary 
have finished recording their next 1p, 
Cause Of Death, with a probable 
release date in the fall. The album 
features a more mature musical ap-
proach with the two new members 
(bassist Frank Watkins and guitarist 
James Murphy) adding tasteful work. 
The album features a cover of Celtic 
Frost's "Circle Of The Tyrants" as well 
as: "Body Bag," "Dying" and "In-
fected" as well as a slew of other 
heavy treats. Guitarist Trevor corn-
ented on the record saying, "The first 
record was recorded on 8-track, this 
one is recorded on 24-track so that 
means it's three times as brutal." No 
shit! ... Carcass are no longer 
triplets, as they have added guitarist 
Mike from Sweden's Carnage (not to 
worry—Carnage still exists). On that 
note, it seems the lads are anxious to 
record and we might see something 
from them in the fall... Napalm 
Death have finished recording their 
next album, Harmony Corruption, 
tentatively set for release on Sept. 3.

Bruce Dickinson 
has recorded a cover of AC/DC's "Sin 
City" and will release it in the U.K. 
only (for now, anyway) as a B-side... 
Jon Bon Jovi's Underground record 
label's first two releases will be Aldo 
Nova and Richie Sambora. 
Pretty fuckin' underground, eh?... 
RC-Records have signed New Or-
leans based Exhorder. Their debut, 
Slaughter In The Vatican, will be 
recorded in Tampa's Morrisound 
Studios (Hm! Should call it "Morgue

Burns with a release date somewhere 
around September... Xentrix will 
release their second full length LP For 
Whose Advantage in August...

Now that 
Thelonious Monk and Chet Baker, both after 
death, have undergone larger-than-life video-
documentary treatments, the time is right 
for the unknowing jazz masses to discover 
Mingus, who died in 1979. Columbia's release 
of the two-CD Epitaph, a posthumous real-
ization of the composer's massive extended 
composition for 30 musicians (see Jackpot May 
11), and Fantasy Inc.'s forthcoming boxed set 
of Mingus' recordings for his own Debut label 
bode well for an upgrading of the fiery musi-
cian's historical standing. Mingus Plays 
Piano, a 1963 solo-piano work licensed from 
MCA-Impulse, is a fascinating—though hardly 
virtuosic—collection of "spontaneous compo-
sitions and improvisations," as the subtitle 
specifies. Mingus' ruminations on the stand-
ards "I Can't Get Started," "Body And Soul" 
and "I'm Getting Sentimental Over You" are 
juxtaposed with his originals "Roland Kirk's 
Message" and "Orange Was The Color Of 
Her Dress; Then Silk Blues," among others. 
Mingus' piano stylings hardly rival Erroll 
Garner's or Art Tatum's, of course, but they 
help to reveal the roots of his compositional 
and contrabass approaches. 

ON THE REISSUE FRONT 
In addition to Columbia's new Contemporary 
Jazz Masters series (see Davis above), Blue-
bird-RCA (1133 Ave. of the Americas, New 
York, NY 10036) Impulse!-MCA (70 Universal 
City Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608), Rou-
lette-Capitol (1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, 
CA 90028) and Savoy (160 W. 71st St., 
New York, NY 10023) continue to plumb 
their vaults for out-of-print, albeit classic, titles. 
From the Bluebird archives come two compila-
tions: The Bebop Revolution and DUKE 
ELLINGTON's Solos, Duets And Trios. 
Spanning 1946-49, The Bebop Revolution 
comprises 14 tracks from Dizzy Gillespie units, 
four from drummer Kenny Clarke & His 52nd 
Street Boys and one cut each from bands led 
by tenormen Lucky Thompson and Coleman 
Hawkins... The Ellington piece finds the 
maestro playing unaccompanied solos, trios 
(with Sonny Greer and Junior Raglin) and 
duets with his alter-ego Billy Strayhorn (on 
one piano) and the immortal bassist Jimmy 
Blanton. Solos, Duets And Trios, which 
covers more than a quarter-century (from 
1940-67), will prove a revelation to listeners 

familiar only with Ellington's orchestral mag-
ic . Impulse!-MCA has reprised JOHN 
COLTRANE's Live At The Village 
Vanguard and Live At Birdland, two 
early '60s sides capturing the tenorman at 
the peak of his powers... Speaking of 'Trane, 
Roulette-Capitol has made its first foray into 
the CD domain with several reissues: May-
nard '61 from trumpeter MAYNARD 
FERGUSON; The Complete Sessions 
from LOUIS ARMSTRONG & DUKE 
ELLINGTON; Trio Plays from BUD 
POWELL; Like Sonny from Coltrane; 
and Basie Swings, Bennett Sings from 
COUNT BASIE and TONY BENNETT... 
Like Sonny and one studio encounter 
(-Tenor Madness") notwithstanding, Coltrane 
and Rollins, the reigning tenor kings of the 
late '50s and early '60s, expressed great 
respect for one another but shared few en-
counters and stylistic similarities. Coltrane, 
at least during this period, was essentially a 
legato player while Rollins opted for a clip-
ped, staccato approach. 

AXES TO GRIND 
New compact discs from guitar players— 
covering all the idioms from real jazz to fusion 
to new age—keep pouring in, so here's a 
quick rundown. TUCK ANDRESS, one half 
of the popular duo Tuck & Patti with his wife, 
vocalist Patti Cathcart, has come out with 
Reckless Precision (Windham Hill Jazz, 
1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA 
90028), his debut as a solo artist. Loose, 
lively, funky, cut without any overdubs, the 
LP lives up to its name. The repertoire isn't 
likely to set mainstream ears ablaze (three 
originals, Michael Jackson's "Man In The Mir-
ror"), but Andress' renditions of "Somewhere 
Over The Rainbow," "Body And Soul" and 
"Manha De Carnaval" should be endearing 
to connoisseurs. A playing date and a 
keeper... Another keeper is Nouveau 
Flamenco from OTTMAR LEIBERT on 
Higher Octave (8033 Sunset Blvd., Suite 41, 
Los Angeles, CA 90046). Backed only by bass 
and percussion, Liebert plays with natural re-
finement and grace, letting his strings alone, 
without artificial color, evoke the passion and 
pristine clarity of Spanish gypsy guitar... 
GRANT GEISSMAN, a well-traveled ses-
sion guy of the fusion persuasion, opts for a 
lighter, more spontaneous approach on Take 

Another Look (Blue Moon, 209 E. Alameda 
Ave., Suite 101, Burbank, CA 91502), which 
finds him concentrating on the acoustic nylon 
guitar. Geissman, best known for his guitar 
solo on trumpeter Chuck Mangione's mega-hit 
"Feels So Good," welcomes David Benoit 
to the piano bench for their co-written title 
track... For Life Colors, his second pro-
ject for DMP (23307 Commerce Park Road, 
Cleveland, OH 44122), the follow-up to his 
Magic Fingers effort with keyboardist Andy 
LaVerne, guitarist CHUCK LOEB penned 10 
original tunes for a contemporary-styled unit 
comprising bass guitarist Will Lee, keyboard-
man Jim Beard, drummer Zach Danziger and 
vocalist Carmen Cuesta (the leader's wife). 
Percussionist Sam Figueroa and saxmen Mike 
Brecker and Bill Evans make guest shots... 
Electronic guitarist Chieli Minucci and percus-
sionist George Jinda, who record under the 
name SPECIAL EFX, give the electronic ef-
fects a rest on their new GRP (address above) 
title, Just Like Magic. Keyboardist Michael 
Bearden, drummer Omar Hakim and bassists 
Victor Bailey and Fernando Saunders comple-
ment the leaders on this pop-styled contem-
porary-jazz title, the most radio-friendly track 
being the topical "Jazz Lambada."... 
Another string player for GRP, the koto-
playing YUTAKA, has come out with a 
new one. On Brazasia, a contraction for 
Brazilian and Asian, Yutaka strums his koto 
like a guitar on outright groove pieces as well 
as wistful, atmospheric numbers with backing 
from acoustic guitarist Oscar Castro-Neves, 
percussionist Paulinho Da Corta, bassist Abe 
Laboriel and a horn section featuring trum-
peter Jerry Hey. Yutaka, like Special EFX, 
also throws in a lambada, "Lambada Nova 
(You're Good For Me)." Hey, why not? In this 
Don't Decade, when vogueing is in and pri-
vate vices are pooh-poohed, if you can't f••k, 
at least you can dance.

DRELLA: THE 
SAGA CONTINUES 
The White Light/White 
Heat-era lineup of the Velvet 
Underground reunited to per-
form one song, "Heroin," in 
Paris last week, the first time all 
four members have played to-
gether since John Cale left the 
band in 1967. The reunion took 
place at the opening of an exhibit 
entitled "Andy Warhol System: 
Pub, Pop, Rock," which is cur-
rently on display at the Cartier 
Foundation For Contemporary Art 
in Paris. Lou Reed and John Cale 
were already scheduled to per-
form five songs from their recent 
collaborative tribute to Warhol, 
Songs For Drella, when they 
were joined by Maureen Tucker 
and Sterling Morrison. While 
there is talk of Reed and Cale 
doing another performance of 
Drella in Japan, a more perma-
nent reunion is unlikely.

It looks like 1990 will witness the 
rebirth of true funk: Not only has 
The Time reunited, but ex-Parlia-
ment/Funkadelic bassist Bootsy 
Collins last week announced that 
the legendary unit will be re-form-
ing sometime this fall. Although 
many former members have 
turned up on Collins' records 
and recent concerts by P-Funk 
mastermind George Clinton, an 
album, tour and a documentary 
(directed by the Hudlin Brothers 
of House Party fame) are said to 
be in the works. "George and 
I have wanted to do this for a 
while, and the time just seems 
ripe," Collins told the Village 
Voice. However, it's unlikely that 
the project could get under way 
until Bootsy's Rubber Band com-
pletes its tour this summer. 

GETTING AWAY 
WITH IT LIVE 
Electronic, comprising New 
Order singer/guitarist Bernard 
Sumner and The The/ex-Smiths 
guitarist Johnny Marr, will make 
its world concert debut on Aug-
ust 4 at Dodger Stadium in Los 
Angeles opening for Depeche 
Mode.

PARENTS

Parent and retired school teacher 
Mary Morello is launching a 
group called Parents For Rock 
And Rap in Chicago. Morello, 
whose son Tom plays with Lock 
Up, says she was inspired to start 
the group after seeing a film 
made by the PMRC. "I think we 
have to be really careful about 
freedom of speech. It seems 
sometimes people don't notice if 
some of their rights are taken 
away." 

ROSES 
BUM-RUSHED 
Manchester press darlings the 
Stone Roses have had to 
cancel their scheduled U.S. tour, 
which would have been their first-
ever ¡aunt to these shores. Rumor 
has it that the band asked for an 
obscene amount of tour support 
money from RCA. 

LOUISIANA 
LABELING LAW IN 
LIMBO 
Louisiana senators have put aside 
a bill which would require the 
labeling of all music deemed 
"dangerous to minors," calling 
the wording "too vague." It is 
unclear whether the bu! will be 
rewritten or shelved, as the leg-
islative session ends at he end 
of the month. 

Richard Sohl, keyboardist for 
the Patti Smith Group, died on 
June 3 in Cherry Grove, Fire 
Island, New York. Sohl, 37, died 
of cardiac arrhythmia resulting 
from aortic stenosis, a long-term 
heart condition which had gone 
undetected. Sohl had also worked 
with Iggy Pop, Nina Hagen and 
again with Smith on 1988's 
Dream Of Life LP. Our 
deepest sympathies go out to 
Sohl's family, friends and fans. 

The Cure has announced the 
replacement of keyboard player 
Roger O'Donnell with long-time 
guitar roadie Perry Bamonte, who 
reportedly has never played key-
boards in his life. Apparently 
relations between O'Donnell and 
the rest of the band had been 
strained for some time when he 
left during rehearsals for The 
Cure's upcoming European 
festival dates. 

Contrary to U.K. reports, Mor-
rissey and Tom Verlaine will 
not be recording together, at 
least not in the near future. The 
two have been in contact, and 
were quite keen on working to-
gether, but word leaked out to 
the British press and the reclusive 
pair did not want to work under 
the microscope of the media. 
Verlaine's management did not 
rule out the possibility of the two 
getting together at some point, 
so keep your fingers crossed. 
Verlaine is also presently shop-
ping for a new record label both 
here and in Europe. 

Although their classic Apple-era 
material remains in legal limbo, 
Badfinger's later work has 
been compiled by Rhino into The 
Best Of Badfinger Volume 
2 (has volume two of a greatest 
hits album ever been issued be-
fore volume one?), which includes 
material from their two Warner 
Bros. albums (1973-74) plus unre-
leased tracks from their "lost" LP, 
Head First. 

Here's something to make even 
the most fanatical CD fan lament 
the demise of vinyl: In the run-off 
groove of Sonic Youth's Goo 

album, there are two of those 
legendary secret messages that 
only those of us who spend far 
too much time staring at records 
would notice. On side one, it says 
"Everything louder than every-
thing else" (Motorhead's motto!) 
and on the flip: "Tipper fucks 
Ozzy." Wonder if Mr. Geffen 
noticed? 

RECORD NEWS 
Matthew King Kaufman has 
decided to revive the Beserkley 
label, which, with a roster in-
cluding Jonathan Richman, Greg 
Kihn and the Rubinoos, was one 
of the few consistently interesting 
and entertaining American in-
dependent labels of the '70s. 

MIND OVER MATTERS 

George Will, As Ignorant As He Wants To Be

It's 12:15 on Sunday afternoon—still morning by the standards of anyone who relishes a Saturday night out or looks for-
ward to sleeping in after a hectic work week. A couple of bleary-eyed 

steps and a flick of the television switch introduces a few of today's most 
highly regarded commentators into the room. We're talking trustworthy 
folks, the learned likes of David Brinkley, Sam Donaldson and George F. 
Will. As is always the case before the close of This Week With David 
Brinkley, the esteemed moderator himself, Mr. Brinkley, chooses to ad-
dress a few odd topics, one of which is the furor over rap music and 2 
Live Crew. 
Everyone should start their day with a hearty laugh, and I can't think 

of a better one than the thought of hearing David Brinkley—though he 
admitted he's no expert on rap—trying to define it before opening up 
the topic for the discussion. To be honest, he acquitted himself admirably 
but then proceeded to ask the funk-meister himself, George Will, if he 
could comment more thoroughly on the furor regarding rap music and 2 
Live Crew. 

"In one quick minute, Middle America 
learned all they needed to know about 
the furor over rap music and 2 Live 
Crew." 

You can guess the rest. George Will half-heartedly proclaimed himself 
an expert regarding rap because he has youngsters and his home is 
wired for MTV, and I'll be darned if that upstanding champion of all 
that's conservative and correct didn't say that the 2 Live Cre•./ is morally 
unacceptable by ANY standards and that the arrest of 2 Live Crew mem-
bers for performing material from their Nasty As They Wanna Be 
album was justified. Cut and dry, black and white, in one quick minute 
Middle America learned all they needed to know about the furor over 
rap music and 2 Live Crew. 

All they needed to know? Of course that's not ALL. I'm not, however, 
going to bother to question Will's right-wing stance, nor congratulate 2 
Live Crew for selling millions of copies of an album that they have every 
right to record and sell, but that I personally find shallow and demean-
ing. That's right George, hearing some guy boast about what he'd like 
to do to some girl's ass doesn't get me off either. But if the discussion 
of 2 Live Crew on Brinkley did anything besides prove ¡ust how major a 
news story it had become, it established the fact that the biggest issue 
regarding music censorship now is firmly centered on 2 Live Crew, and 
that as a result, the most recognized name in rap music, notwithstanding 
M.C. Hammer's #1 LP, is 2 Live Crew. 
The furor over rap music and 2 Live Crew, rap music, 2 Live Crew, 2 

Live Crew, rap music... Doesn't anyone fear that rap music will become 
inextricably linked with 2 Live Crew in America's collective consciousness? 
Even though Will was kind enough to acknowledge that 2 Live Crew 
doesn't reflect all rappers, isn't there a concern—given all the justifiable 
attention afforded the arrest of Luther Campbell and Chris Wongwon for 
performing songs from their latest LP live—that rap music, which in many 
instances is the voice of young black America, will be forever mired in 
the case regarding As Nasty As They Wanna Be? That the ability 
of rap music to communicate important issues might be mitigated by 
hoopla over an album construed by many—and these folks aren't exactly 
reaching here—to be largely devoted to mindless sex and tastelessness? 
And as vehemently as I'd fight for the right of such albums to be avail-

able, and as important as the battle against censorship is, don't you 
think it would appear to be a more noble effort if the defense was some-
thing more than the right to say the word "pussy"? We'd like to know 
your thoughts on the matter, and if you care to address this or any other 
issue, write us do Mind Over Matters, 245 Great Neck Road, 3rd Floor, 
Great Neck, NY 11021 or fax us at 516-466-7159.

Amidst a gaggle of U.K. acts 
playing NYC in a two month 
period (Blue Aeroplanes and In-
spiral Carpets ¡ust here; Happy 
Mondays and 808 State coming 
soon), the Wedding Present's re-
cent appearances might have 
been the most eagerly awaited of 
the lot. They're a rare case in the 
British pop scene; a band that's 
consistently grown both commer-
cially and artistically without suc-
cumbing to the fickle whims of 
British pop-fashion or halluci-
natory smiley-face groovy-
grooves. A refreshingly ordinary 
looking bunch, they rely on layers 
upon layers of quick, repetitive, 
gtr-fueled outbursts, seemingly on 
the verge of mayhem, but always 
climbing and building to a furious 
yet controlled crescendo, like 
Glenn Branca ¡acked up on black 
beauties. Singer David Gedge's 
monochromatic warbles sound as 
if they refuse to leave his throat, 
unusually similar in tone to the 
scratchy guitar strain which pro-
pels their pop whirlwind. "Take 
Me I'm Yours" is the Wedding 
Present's shining light, a stunning 
revision of the Velvet's "What 
Goes On" which spins madly 
for 10+ minutes, locked into an 
impossibly quick rhythm. And 
although the band's breakneck 
pace and reedy vocals can wear 
thin, their Buzzcockian guitar gush 
is just too invigorating for us to 
nit-pick.

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CHICAGO BLUES FESTIVAL 
Grant Park, Chicago, 
June 8-10 

Sweet Home Chicago continues to 
thrive as the Blues Capital of the 
World, with both revered veter-
ans displaying the feeling and 
style that helped fortify the blues 
from post-war times through the 
formative years of rock 'n roll, 
and younger generation artists 
taking their cues from seasoned 
old-timers but instilling their own 
energy and influence on the 
blues—one of America's proudest 
musical artforms and premier cul-
tural exports. The festival, now 
secure with several corporate 
sponsors, gets steady coverage 
on local non-commercial outlet 
WBEZ 91.5, as well as having 
many of its main performances 
carried by various NPR affiliates 
coast to coast. The three-day 
event featured themes for two of 
the evening lineups held at the 
main stage Petrillo Music Shell, 
while the two smaller stages 
(Crossroads and Front Porch) pro-
viding a more casual, afternoon-
in-the-park intimacy, held its 
theme day only once as the Sun-
day Jamboree: Piedmont to the 
Delta Blues. It featured such 
finger-pickin' experts as Archie 
Edwards and "Bowling Green" 
John Cephas who later that eve-
ning held the large crowd's in-
terest with a set of stripped-down 
blues when ¡oined by his partner 
"Harmonica" Phil Wiggins. As 
for the evening shows, Friday was 
harmonica night, remembering 
Little Walter, Sonny Poy William-
son, Sonny Terry and all who 
have choked those reeds. Charlie 
Musselwhite turned in the best 
set of the night, stating his blues 
simply, showing great poise, 
'restraint and control as he 
sauntered through many songs 
from his new album Ace Of 
Harps. Saturday night offered a 
tribute to T-Bone Walker with a 
star-studded cast featuring Lowell 
Fulson, Otis Rush, Duke Robillard, 

Joe "Guitar" Hughes and the 
manic ¡ump-start horn-blowing 
of Mr. Grady Gaines. Saturday 
also featured sets by Kansas City 
piano jazz veteran Jay McShann 
and a set of soulful, uptempo R&B 
turned in by powerhouse vocalist 
Otis Clay, who got the crowd 
on their feet with the liveliest set 
of the night. Sunday evening 
brought the fest to a close with a 
sizzling lineup that kicked off with 
expatriate Luther Allison, who 
showed Chicago why they miss 
him so with a set of electrifying 
blues. Luther, who now lives in 
France, sports some of the most 
refined blues voices, combining 
bold strength and smooth sweet-
ness. His fiery band included his 
twenty-something year-old son 
Bernard who tore it up with rock 
'n roll abandon, as well as a solid 
command for the blues idiom. 
Steady Rollin' Bob Margolin 
warmed the crowd with a brief 
set of well-chosen blues, priming 
the audience for the playful show-
manship of Nappy "Lemon 
Squeezin' Daddy" Brown who 
strutted his stuff like a peacock 
flaunting his plumage, seducing 
the crowd by turning sexual in-
nuendo into captivating blues 
tales with a voice that carried 
down to the waterfront of Lake 
Michigan. But this evening would 
belong to Ruth "Bring The House 
Down" Brown, who in colorful 
floral print dress, proved to one 
of the toughest blues crowds that 
she could deliver the goods. It 
was as if she had something to 
prove, to stake her claim on a 
piece of blues history that so 
rightly belongs to her. Assured 
and defiant, Brown's blues 
seemed larger than life and she 
received a unanimous standing 
ovation for her effort. The night 
was capped off by a rousing set 
by John Lee Hooker who, with his 
Coast-To-Coast Blues band, Roy 
Rogers and several other guests 
including Willie Dixon, rocked the 
festival, bringing it home with a 
full-tilt boogie.
