PARIS 
The Devil Made Me Do It 
(Tommy Boy, 1747 First Ave., New 
York, NY 101281212-722-2211) 
In the wake of the huge popularity of Public 
Enemy, there have been dozens of militant rap-
pers who shun material items like gold chains and 
BMWs, and who have tried to mobilize the black 
community with both peaceful and violent ideas. 
While many of those groups have made their 
mark with extreme language or outlandish ideas, 
San Francisco native Paris takes a simple, straight-
forward message of militancy and places it over 
an insidious, growling bass-line that permeates all 
of the cuts on his debut LP. He literally wears his 
beliefs on his sleeve—there are brief biographies 
of Marcus Garvey, Elijah Muhammad, Malcolm X 
and other icons, along with explanations of the 
Black Panther Party, all in the album liner notes. 
Though Paris tells people who only want to dance 
to listen to some other music, his music is dance-
able, especially the guitar-driven "Break The 
Grip Of Shame," which segues brilliantly out of 
"Panther Power" with sound effects and children 
chanting right before the song kicks in. Paris 
wrote, produced, arranged and rapped all the 
tracks on The Devil Made Me Do It, and his 
hands-on approach keeps the samples to a bare 
minimum and the rhetoric blazing full-on. Though 
some musical variety might have made it a more 
diversified listen, that's not the point—Paris 
motivates with an authoritative voice that speaks 
to the underground rather than trying to pacify 
the masses. Rip these: "Ebony," "This Is A Test," 
"I Call Him Mad" and the title track. 

CHUCK PROPHET 
Brother Aldo 
(Fire, P.O. Box 800, Rockville Centre, 
NY 11571-0800/516-764-6200) 
Briefly freed of his duties in Green On Red, gui-
tarist Chuck Prophet has temporarily set out on his 
own, and in the process, put forth an album of 
such unassuming aspirations and heartfelt senti-
ment, that our faith in good al' bluesy American 
melancholy has been bolstered like it hadn't since 
the days of Danny and Dusty's Lost Weekend. 
Recalling the countrified, populist blues guitar licks 
and vocal interplay between Richard and Linda 
Thompson of days of yore, Prophet and vocalist 
Stephanie Finch drag us on a staggering trek 
through the same emotional junkyard that was 
the setting of, say, Chris Cacavas' last record— 
a sparse, reedy feel that evokes the honky-tonk 
melancholy of classic acoustic Stones, from 
"Jigsaw Puzzle" through "You Got The Silver" 
on to "Sweet Virginia." Finch's fallen-angel voice 
lends a much-needed softness to Prophet's 
hardened rock 'n roll posture, taking the songs 
out of the "songs-about-girls" gutter and turning 
them into real tales about real people, not ¡ust 
stilted portraits of bar-leaners and back-alley 
caricatures. Prophet & Co. rip through these songs 
with the same bottom-of-the-bottle gusto that im-
bued such classics as Pleased To Meet Me, 
Beggars Banquet or I Want To See The 
Bright Lights Tonight. Top Cuts: "Look Both 
Ways," "Rage And Storm" and "Say It Ain't So."

STELLA CHIWESHE 
Ambuya? 
(Shanachie, P.O. Box 284, Newton, 
NJ 078601201-579-7763) 
For the uninitiated, the mbira is a small sort of 
thumb-piano with metal keys that produces a 
distinctive thunking, plunking sound, and whose 
origins trace back to religious music from Bira 
rituals in Zimbabwe. Stella Chiweshe is an artist 
who is not just pushing musical frontiers, but one 
who pushes boundaries of gender as well—the 
mbira has historically been a male-dominated in-
strument, and even just the simple act of Chiweshe 
playing it is a considerable break with tradition in 
itself. Aided by the souped-up, modernized sounds 
of her Earthquake Band (including the rhythm sec-
tion from 3 Mustaphas 3), Chiweshe takes the 
mbira music of her ancestors and propels it into 
the future, giving the LP a modern sound that, 
unusually enough, isn't at all a compromise. 
Though anyone from Zimbabwe could probably 
tell you all about the mbira's spirit-summoning, 
pulse-like qualities, you can experience a mild 
form of its memserizing effects ¡ust by letting 
yourself get pulled into the music on this disc, 
feeling the escalating flow from "Chachimurenga" 
on into deeper and more intense moments like 
"Kasahwa" or "Sarura Wako." While something 
like "Njuzu" may not be exactly what you'd want 
to call a hit single, it's unarguably one of the 
greatest songs we've heard in ages—just listen to 
it a couple of times, and its hypnotic pulse is vir-
tually guaranteed to stick in your mind long after 
the disc is tucked back into its jewel box. 

MUSSOLINI HEADKICK 
Blood On The Flag 
(Antler-Subway, do Caroline, 114 W. 
26th St., New York, NY 10001/212-
989-2929) 
Mussolini Headkick, besides abdicating from the 
Wax Trax roster, has toned down its visual tactics 
(instead of the swastika crucifixion splashed all 
over the cover of their debut, they've opted to 
place their photo of the dictator's corpse discreetly 
inside the CD booklet) and stepped up the aural 
barrage to tip-top battle readiness. Whereas 
their debut was a bit soft at spots, the four angry 
Belgians keep their sound taut and clenched, each 
song a militaristic scrimmage featuring the highest 
Spartan discipline and precise usage of technology 
for maximum impact. Trim down Killing Joke's sec-
ond LP and make it even more dour, insert lyrics 
of sabre-rattling earnestness in every song and 
make all the rhythm tracks guillotine-terse and 
clangy, and there you have the Headkick dance-
floor manuever of intently pounding one message 
over and over into some poor cranium with merci-
less efficiency. Though there's lots of bands who 
employ humorlessness and a massive, robotic in-
strumental technique, Mussolini uses such tactics 
to summon all those stilted, grainy fascist horror-
visions of the past, rendering them too relevant 
to present experience for an easy listen. Digest 
these with your morning paper and coffee: "Holy 
War," "War Drum," "Empire" and "Cracking 
Up." 
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KILLING JOKE Extremities, Dirt 
And Various Repressed Emotions 
(Noise, 5 Crosby St., New York, 
NY 10012/212-334-9268)—Whether 
you're aware of it or not, you probably 
know London's Killing Joke. Ten years ago, 
the band's apocalyptic post-punk thrashings 
were blueprints of the noise-dance-metal in-
terface that would later be exploited by 
them and so many others, perhaps most 
prominently in the Ministry/Wax Trax! 
school. After increasingly weak commercially-
oriented albums, the band decided to take 
a break in 1987 (drummer Martin Atkins 
¡oining Ministry), and have returned with 3/4 
of the original lineup and their strongest LP 
since '83's Fire Dances. In many ways, 
this album picks up where that one left off, 
wielding a more coherent yet no less 
furious drum-and-guitar-heavy approach, 
driven by Jaz Coleman's inspired ravings 
and Geordie's roaring atonal riffs. And yes, 
even the most "accessible" material con-
tains lots and lots of angst. Hardly repress-
ed emotions: "Age Of Greed," "The 
Beautiful Dead," the funkier "Inside The 
Termite Mound," the noisy "Intravenous" 
and especially the single, the righteous 
"Money Is Not Our God." 

STEREO MC'S Supernatural (4th 
And Broadway, c/o Island, 14 E. 
4th St., New York, NY 10012)—No, 
the walls won't come tumbling down the 
way they might if you put ors a Public 
Enemy or Ice Cube record, but the irresisti-
ble bumping bass-lines and sticky-but-sweet 
grooves of the Stereo MC's further mark 
and delineate the other direction that rap 
music seems to be taking. Straddling the 
middle of rap's duality, the MC's offer 
loads of free, easy grooves and effortless 
rhymes that outline ideas without sounding 
too heavy-handed or preachy—it's a 
positive, relevant message that may not be 
mired in controversial allegations or 
sloganeering, but is significant (i.e. signify-
ing) nonetheless. Sure, they drop science, 
but it's philosophy and metaphysical 
astrophysics, not materialism and violent 
socio-political revolution. The Stereo MC's 
are conscious of a wide variety of tempos 
and styles—they kick reggae on "Declara-
tion," and best decry the value of funk on 
"I'm A Believer" and "The Other Side." 
Neither concretely street-hard or wispily 
flower soft, the Stereo MC's most often fall 
cunningly somewhere in the middle ground 

between rap's two predominant worlds, 
gentle but firm—a good analogue might be 
A Tribe Called Quest, whose positive-but-
conscious style is evoked on several cuts. 
Turn your ears on and treat them to "Ain't 
Got Nobody, "Set Me Loose" and 
"Relentless." 

HELMET Strap It On (Amphetamine 
Reptile, 2541 Nicollet Ave. S., Min-
neapolis, MN 554041612-872-
0646)—Helmet is of south Manhattan; 
ihey handle their guitars like The Thing (the 
comic book character, not the band) 
handles concrete enclosures; maximum 
damage is inflicted upon Page Hamilton's 
vocal chords; and descending atrophy, 
apathy, armageddeon, etc., is the prescribed 
tone—just about everything .you'd want 
from an AmphetRep band. As a matter of 
fact, Helmet dosen't strive toward innova-
tion, really; they hunker down deep into the 
roots of inner-city evil and with this debut, 
they've claimed their own little patch of 
hell. Like fellow cellar-dwellers Prong, 
Helmet is about the feel, claustrophobic 
and kettle-black, of all life's miseries packed 
into three minutes of doggedly fierce guitar 
riffing. Hamilton and Peter Mengede's 
monolithic guitar offerings ore of a more 
metallic nature than the aver age Lower 
East noise, with repetitive, indelicate chords 
of doom forming the main structure 'round 
which the incomprehensible yelling and 
army-ant rhythms fall in step. Invoking the 
existential without the intellect, Helmet does 
away with hooks and melody, the better to 
flex ham-handed intensity and control, 
embedding their gutwrenching, one-
directional siege directly upon the ab-
domino's. Songs about life in the city with 
no trees or windows: "Bad Moon," "Make 
Room," -Distracted," "FBLA" and 
"Sinatra." 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Gnawa: Music Ot 
Marrakesh (Axiom, c/o Mango, 1 
East 4th St., 3rd Floor, New York, 
NY 10012)—This is the first of two live 
recordings of Gnawai Ceremonial Trance 
Music in Marrakesh, Morocco. Bill Laswell, 
along with Richard Horowitz, Nicky 
Skopelitis and engineer Billy Youdelman, 
traveled to Marrakesh to capture this most 
fascinating event. Gnawa music is built 
upon elements from West African music, its 
structure utilizing pentatonic melodies and 
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et inighly syncopated rhythms. The Gnawa 
ceremony (derdeba) utilizes music and 
dance to induce a trance state in its par-
tiipants in order to placate spirits that have 
penetrated a certain place or person. The 
musicians start the derdeba by first playing 
music on the sinter, a three stringed lute-
Re instrument, and percussion is provided 
by hand-claps and the garqaba, which con-
..ists of double-hand cymbals of sheets of 
,ron and is played much like castanets. A 
percussive counterpoint, which is also the 
main sound used in the dance portion of 
the ceremony, is provided by the tbola, 
which are large, deep-toned drums that are 
struck with curved sticks. The complete 
derdeba may last from 9 or 10 in the even-
ing and go until dawn (sometimes even 
later) the following day. The quality of this 
field recording is extraordinary, with great 
attention given to the overall balance bet-
ween instruments and voices. The liner 
notes are provided by none other than Paul 
Bowles (of The Sheltering Sky fame).

JACKOFFICERS Digital Dump 
(Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, 
Suite 311, New York, NY 
10012/212-777-0100)—A collection of 
concepts set into motion by the beat. 
obsessed, house music aficionados the 
Jackofficers, Digital Dump is a col-
laboration between Gibby Haynes and Jeff 
Pinkus of the Butthole Surfers, and seems to 
be a tongue-in-cheek tribute to the in-
dustrial dance music scene, though what at 
first may seem just a joke ends up having 
musical validity worth a second and even a 
fourth listen. "Swingers Club" kicks off with 
the sound from the television show A Cur-
rent Affair, then explodes into a pulsating, 
aggressive inferno reminiscent of Front 242 
or Ministry. The Jackofficers sample many 
familiar sounds with strange twists, creating 
a sense of dark humor within every song. 
For example, the moaning woman on "An 
Hawaiian Christmas Song" is not exactly in 
the throes of passion—she is having a 
baby. Sometimes the clever humor is 
disguised subtly into the "Buttholian" view 
of many different styles and artists, from 
the soulful reggae beat of "Ventricular 
Refibulation," to the Herbie Hancock pulse 
of "Love-O-Manic," to the light acidity of 
"Time Machines Pt. 1 And 2" that pumps 
the volume beyond Mars. It seems as 
though the Jackofficers have been sitting 
alone in their Texas studio for too long, as 
they have managed to capture oddities 
most people would overlook. 

PARACHUTE MEN Earth, Dogs And 
Eggshells (Fire, P.O. Box 800, 
Rockville Centre, NY 11571-0800/ 
516-764-6200)—With a title comprised 
of words so firmly planted in the ground, 
the music on Earth, Dogs And Egg-
shells reaches far into the vast heavens 
that hang like a cloud above the Parachute 
Men's native Leeds. The Parachute Men's 
songs come from a familiar pop mold but 
belie the simplicity of their design through 
their understatement and through the 
vocals of singer Fiona. Fiona avoids the 

peroxide kitsch of many British female 
popsters by her straightforward approach, 
the warm tone in her voice and her sug-
gestive lyrics are more akin to the sultry 
Harriet Sunday than the bopping Andrea 
Bud. The music behind her stands strong 
too, its pop melodies peppered with shim-
mering mandolin and chiming guitars. 
There's an earthy, folky feel to the music as 
well, which connects them in some way to a 
Celtic past that lies beneath Britain's 
modern surface. "Every Other Thursday," 
which delights in the receipt of a bi-weekly 
dole check, is an effervescent dip .nto pop 
harmony, and "Don't Cry July" is another 
touching pop song all aglitter with guitar 
¡angle. Other picks include the sparse 
ballad "Never Alone," the fantasy world 
of "Dream of Kings" and the honest "Fear 
Of Falling."

BIG DADDY KANE Taste Of Chocolate 
(Cold Chillin', c/o Reprise, 3300 
Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 
91505)—With the ever-expanding world 
of hip-hop, it's more and more difficult for 
the old hands like Eric B. & Rakim, 
U.T.F.O. and L.L. Cool ito stay relevant to 
the scene. Although his last album didn't 
break much new ground, Big Daddy's back 
with a deeper, more ambitious effort. His 
lyrical prowess and ultra-smooth delivery 
were never in question, and he can't help 
but boast about them in the title track and 
in "Cause I Can Do It Right." But the sur-
prise comes when Kane acknowledges pro-
blems with violence and drugs in society 
("Dance With The Devil") and becomes 
more introspective with autobiographical 
raps like the Prince Paul-produced "It's 
Hard Being The Kane" and the excellent 
"Who Am I." The latter two tunes, along 
with "Mr. Pitiful," reveal a more open-
minded, sympathetic side of the usually 
hardened Big Daddy. Not only does the 
New York rapper look to his future, but he 
also brings Barry White on board for a 
lush, mellow, sexy duet that lends more soul 
to the LP than a trillion James Brown 
samples could. And Kane brings old-
schooler Rudy Ray Moore in on "Big Dad-
dy Vs. Dolemite" for an old-fashioned 
bragfest that is as coiorful and hilarious as 
it is repulsive—truly the roots of rap's 
intrinsic contradictory nature.

FOUR BROTHERS Makorokoto: The 
Best Of The Four Brothers (Cooking 
Vinyl, clo Atomic Theory, 2105 
25th Ave. S., Minneapolis, MN 
55406/612-333-7379)—Both new in-
itiates and longtime fans of the lively, 
popping, rippling rhythms of African 
highlife music certainly have a lot to be 
happy about of late—recent months have 
seen a substantial increase (mostly from 
relatively newly activated labels such as 
Stern's, Cooking Vinyl and Original Music) 
in African pop being reissued, released and 
generally made far more available to those 
stateside. It's easy to see why they call this 
music highlife—just one earful of the 
lightning-fast guitar runs, bobbing bass-
lines, fluttering high-hat fills and lilting 
dance beats of longtime highlife masters the 
Four Brothers could loosen inhibitions to the 
point where even the squarest of 
wallflowers might be seized by the irresisti-
ble spirit and suddenly get out there and 
cut the rug. Though some more info about 
where and when these recordings come 
from and why they were here would be 
nice, this almost-80-minute CD still provides 
a copious wealth of unshakeable highlife 
grooves. Though a listing of top cuts is ad-
mittedly a bit of a tongue-twister, don't let 
the titles of songs like "Uchandifunga," 
"Vimbayi," "Ndakatambura" or 
"Wapenga Nayo Bonus" scare you away 
from some of the most exciting and 
danceable sounds around. 

AREA Fragments Of The Morning 
(C'est La Mort, P.O. Box 91, Baker, 
LA 70714/504-774-8286)—In many 
senses, Area could be construed as a 
picture-perfect example of the sort of 
musical phenomenon that first led folks to 
dog the label C'est La Mort with its weary 
misnomer as a nascent stateside version of 
4AD, as this band was likewise at first 
pigeonholed somewhat unfairly as a pale 
Cocteau Twins or This Mortal Coil. 
However, that sort of ill-advised com-
parison is far too simple to do either band 
or label justice; it's not unlike comparing 
the Cowboy Junkies to Galaxie 500—while 
both may deal in mystery and hushed in-
trigue, their approaches and motives are as 
different as night and day. While mere 
Cocteauphile musicians may opt for lofting 
their musical ideals and visions high into the 
dizzying upper ranges of stratocumulus 
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elheights, Area employs a more humble, 
stripped-down, sometimes even slightly 
rural perspective that touches the same 
borders of sparseness and shadow as The 
Blue Nile or Eyeless In Gaza. Basically a 
collaboration between non-Sex Pistol Steve 
Jones (music) and Lynn Canfield (voice, 
words), the duo's music pits the airy 
lightness of Canfield's voice against the 
gravitational layers of instruments 
underneath. Jones was long ago involved 
in a band called Arms Of Someone New— 
a quiet, windswept sort of band whose 
wonderful records were often the merest of 
whispers—and this same sense of serenity, 
austerity and restraint lies at the heart of 
Area's music. Top Cuts: "Puzzle Boy," 
"Green Light," "All Souls," "Lifeline" and 
"About Time."

QUESTION ABU PlA.CliS AND TDINGS 

MOON Questionable Places And 
Things (Skyclad, P.O. Box 666, 
Middlesex, NJ 088461201-
968-0073)—This is Moon's fledgling 
effort—the two faces of the Moon are Mark 
Poole and Perry Kirk—they're from 
Granville, WV, and while this is a still-
developing Moon, there's enough quint-
essential Midwest personality and gusto to 
have us rooting for them. Moon could ¡ust 
as easily have sprouted six years ago, but 
their occurrence in this day and age 
doesn't count against them; for while they 
play craggy, warts-showing indie rock, the 
two are unnaturally appealing songwriters 
with quick, quaintly catchy songs that strike 
no poses, pull no punches and are obvious, 
memorable and witty in that unkempt, cuddly 
Midwest way. Toss enough Jaegermeister 
down the throats of John Felice, Shoes or 
Marshall Crenshaw, throw in some James 
At 15 naivete, and a fair approximation of 
Moon's wet-behind-the-ears know-how is 
reached. Not all their songs bring the 
band's scratchy attributes to the fore, but 
when it happens, it's like watching your kid 
brother hit a home run in Little League or 
something. Yes, they're that likable, and 
no, we're not implying they're too cutesy or 

immature. "Jane Roberts," "Brain Don't 
Fail Me Now," "The Broken Picture" and 
"The Never Room" are all satisfyingly 
chipper and gravelly without sounding a 
smidgen like all those Sincerity Jr. bands.

ANNE RICHMOND BOSTON The Big 
House Of Time (DB, 432 Moreland 
Ave. NE, Atlanta, GA 303071 
404-521-3008)—Anne Richmond Boston 
first came to our ears years ago as the 
memorable voice behind the soulful 
Southern rock of the Swimming Pool Q's. 
Their albums, like The Deep End or their 
self-titled A&M debut some three years 
later, were among the cream of the second-
echelon of Georgia pop from those heady, 
twangy, chiming days, and the Q's (with 
Boston) were among the first to pursue the 
music's inherent country roots and Macon 
soul influence (in concept and construct 
more so than directly in sound) and to 
unhesitatingly explore these leanings. These 
days, Boston and the Q's have apparently 
split, and she's charted a solo course, aided 
and abetted by various Georgia mates. 
Vaguely (but never overtly) Southern, 
vaguely country, Boston's high, well-
rounded voice oozes with roots and soul on 
cuts like -Dreaming, - -Learning How To 
Love You" (a John Hiatt tune), "The Soul 
Side Of Your Mind, - "Gimme A Room" 
and Neil Young's "When You Dance I Can 
Really Love. - This is unquestionably the 
strongest piece of Q-related product in five 
years, and shows that not only has Boston 
experienced a bit of an artistic rebirth with 
her new collaborators, but that to some ex-
tent the times and attitudes of the present 
have somewhat caught up to her musical 
ideas as well. 

BADGEMEN Kings Of The Desert 
(Paperhouse, c/o Fire, P.O. Box 
800, Rockville Centre, NY 
11571-0800/516-764-6200)—The 
story goes that the Badgemen were signed 
to the illustrious Paperhouse label after 

head honcho Dave Barker heard the bard's 
debut recording, a self-produced flexi of 
"Go Insane." Redone here as "Goin-
saneagain," it's a swirling psyche-trip 
through masses of thick guitar waves, 
relentless bass bops and drum rolls that 
pick up everything in their path, typical of a 
band like Loop. "Crystals," released as o 
7" in the U.K., is a fiery explosion of 
nouveau psychedelia that's fueled by a 
whirl of energy. These are great nuggets to 
chew on, though much of the LP explores a 
different territory. There are sharp, pop-
oriented songs like -The Secret Diary Of 
Jim Morrison's Bastard Son Aged 19 3/4" 
and "Extraordinary Girl," which cast a 
reverent glance back to the famed Nug-
gets days of yore but trod upon new 
ground and emulsify components of the 
past into a cohesive pop hope. Soft-spoken 
moments like "Cupid's Exploding Harpoon" 
and "False Yellow Eyes" say as much with 
hushed tones, resonant guitars and a 
feathery lull as the more ferocious songs do 
with wild ecstasy. Produced by the band 
and Mark Dawson, best known for his work 
with Bevis Frond, Kings Of The Desert 
is a must spin for those who groove on the 
forward-looking '60s retro-scene pro-
pagated by Spacemen 3. 

ELLEN JAMES SOCIETY Reluctantly 
We (Daemon, do Rough Trade, 
611 Broadway, New York, NY 
10012/212-777-0100)—Despite the 
implication of the album title, the Ellen 
James Society forthrightly pushes its almost 
stream-of-consciousness lyrics up front and 
cranks out uncommon, R.E.M.-inspired 
Southern rock, with clanging guitar often 
counterpointed by cello. Atlanta has pro-
duced its share of musical surprises—bands 
that don't sound like they come from 
Georgia—but EJ Society successfully incor-
porates abnormal, artsier arrangements 
and words, and blends them with the good 
parts of sweaty rock 'n roll. While the 
quartet co-wrote all 12 tunes, the songs 
have a personal nature that sounds 
autobiographical out of the mouths of co-
leaders Chris McGuire and Cooper Seay. 
Whether they're discussing a stressful love 
affair ("Tiger (By The Tail)") or self-
fulfillment ("Bring Me") or finding God 
("God In Heaven"), the group keeps a 
steady rocking accompaniment that seems 
to answer all of the lyrics' concerns—the 
uplifting music will solve everything. Amy 
Ray, of the Indigo Girls, who runs the 
Daemon label, co-produces the LP and ap-
pears on a few tracks, but Reluctantly 
We relies on the band's own electric, 
rather than acoustic, impulses. For a debut, 
Reluctantly We refreshes with tight 
playing and inspired lyrics—dig right into 
"Last Word Is Boy," "Weapon In Your 
Bed," "Bring Me, - -Motive- and especially 
the finale/opus "God In Heaven." 
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BUTTHOLE SURFERS The Hurdy 
Gurdy Man (EP) (Rough Trade, 611 
Broadway, Suite 311, New York, 
NY 10012/212-777-0100)—Together 
for one decade, the Butthole Surfers cannot 
be accused of lifelessness. Marking their 
move from Touch And Go to Rough Trade, 
this new EP stretches simple ideas into com-
plex creations. Donovan's "The Hurdy 
Gurdy Man" is twisted into two opposing 
directions: One track is bizarre yet strangely 
catchy with a play between acoustic and 
heavy, moaning guitar; and the other is a 
dance remix by Jim Melly. Taking another 
180 degree turn, "Barking Dogs" is full of 
evil, mystery and wonderment. There's 
more to come in January with the release 
of the Butthole Surfers' new LP, Plough. 

HAPPY MONDAYS "Kinky Afro" 
(12") (Elektra, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019)— 
Manchester ecstasy acid dance Hacienda 
trippy blah bluh bluurgh. This single

CODEINE Codeine (P.O. Box 2027, 
New York, NY 100091212-
228-5134)—These long and langourous 
four songs will eventually wind up on an LP 
c/o Germany's Glitterhouse, but for now 
these bottom-of-the-glass reflections indicate 
new hope for new traditionalists. Codeine's 
scathingly depressing songs have a guitar 
sound worth sinking some teeth into, reeling 

from the Mondays' soon-come third LP 
Pills 'N' Thrills And Bellyaches (a 
typesetting nightmare if ever we saw one) is 
less obvious but ultimately ¡ust as lasting as 
"Step On." With an unfortunate chorus of 
"I had to crucify some brother today" 
(you're the godfather of soul, Sean), the 
song hugs a soft mid-'70s disco groove, 
complete with funky backing singers and a 
way-trebly mix that makes the string section 
and textured acoustic guitars as prominent 
as the beat. The 12"—but not the 5"— 
includes a live version of the song recorded 
at the Sound Factory during the New Music 
Seminar last summer that we prefer to any 
of the many mixes we've heard. 

BEVIS FROND "Ear Song" (12") 
(Reckless, 1401 Haight St., San 
Francisco, CA 941171415-
431-8435)—Mr. Bevis/Nick Soloman is as 
exemplary, stylistically distinctive and 
unheralded a guitarist in England as Greg 
Sage is over here—so stick that in your hookah 

out slow, deathbed reverberations that 
achieve a certain subtlety in spite of their 
overwhelming bombast. Neil Young has 
written songs as movingly simple, though 
not quite so loud, and younger pups like 
Prisonshake and My Dad Is Dead have 
stuck themselves as deep in the hole, 
though Codeine wins hands down at whop-
ping the listener over the head with a 
shovel of bitter regret in their drawn-out 
delivery. Both the Sister Lovers-style 
unexpected pauses and the woe-is-me lyrics 
make their melodramatic, bottom-heavy 
pose—that of teetering on the brink of 
irretrievable despair—believable and graceful. 
It helps that Codeine doesn't overload the 
effects, but sticks to one or two expressions 
of bathos per song to elaborate on. We 
can't remember the last time we had so 
much fun wallowing in our sorrows, and 
Codeine can do the same for you as well. 
All four songs are an unparalleled feast of 
pity, so gorge on "D," "Gavel Bed," 
"Pickup Song" and "New Year's."

He's shy, distraught, he doesn't understand 
women, a little mixed-up, and that's just 
how we like our singer/songwriters... 
BULKHEAD fairly well leapt out of the 
demo-bag (get your own from Maven 
Management, P.O. Box 2311, Cambridge,

a mix of Dumptruck-ish bass-lines, the right 
amount of ring in the guitars, a little 
Galaxie-ish feedback wash, The Clean's 
sense of simplicity and brevity and who 
knows, maybe a little bit of Martin Phillipps' 
breathless rushed delivery—the singer's 

and smoke it. The two tracks on the A are 
lifted wholesale from last year's marvy 
Any Gas Faster, so unless you were too 
dumb to pay attention then, head straight 
to B and find four songs from a set per-
formed in Amsterdam last summer, with 
"Mediaeval Sienese Acid Blues" and 
"Radio Bloodbeast" reminding us of the 
gloriously improvisational Monterey Pop 
days but without all those silly nude people. 

KMFDM "Godlike" (12") (Wax 
Trax!, 1659 N. Domen, Chicago, IL 
60647/312-252-1000)—The tease 
from their forthcoming LP, "Godlike" is 
toughened up on this 12"-only version by 
virtue of Slayer and the same sample that 
put some pentagram power into "She 
Watch Channel Zero'?" "Friede" on the B 
isn't quite so grippingly apocalyptic, notch, 
but the hissy, serpent vocals and sinister, 
percolator drum track stir up enough busy 
feet and bad tidings to sneer at until the 
fuil-lengther arrives. 

trembling voice pegs the meters just about 
every time he gets excited about his par-
ticular topic. Filling every desperate minute 
of these three selections with as much 
breathless angst and pure pop beauty as 
possible, Bulkhead could be the greatest 
New Zealand band to ever be mistakenly 
born in Cambridge, MA...Encased in a 
veritable sarcophagus of nearly unopenable 
JetPak-padded enveloping that nearly 
rivaled King Tut's multi-layered death shell, 
we finally unraveled a copy of a demo by 
the notorious NERVE TWINS (c/o Wolfgang 
Productions, P.O. Box 44272, Milwaukee, 
WI 53214/414-342-8382), a decoratively 
beskulled six -songer with lots of heady wah-
wah oozing, sinsister insinuations and ¡ust 
enough retro testosterone metal-energy to 
suggest the bearded specter of one of Rick 
Rubin's creations in the Def American 
stable. Followers and fans of bands like 
Trouble, Masters Of Reality, the London 
Quireboys and all their ilk should get a 
load of these guys—they're a little more 
polished and a lot less wild and wooly 
perhaps, but still they wield their chops and 
licks with considerable aplomb. Plus they 
have a member named Beezer, which 
sounds to our addled ears a lot like 
Geezer, which immediately scores them a 
lot of points in their heaviness and 
hairlessness quotients, with their raucous 
cover choice of the Faces' "Too Bad" 
adding to the tally as well. D.I.Y. 
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MOT! 

RIDE Nowhere (Creation, 2nd 
Floor, 8 Westgate St., London, UK 
EC1/081-986-7190)—All talk of pop-
noise eruptions that veer from swooning 
guitar meltwork to fist-clenched r'n'r riff-
mania and back again used to center 
around Sonic Youth and Dinosaur Jnr, but 
after My Bloody Valentine opened new por-
tals into post-hardcore prog-rock, Oxford's 
Ride is the next band from this Atlantic post 
to genuinely forge new dreams from old. 
Ride's roots—young, literate, from a univer-
sity, green 'n pleasant town with a 
reserved, typically embarrassed English at-
titude to showmanship—dictate their ap-
proach; Nowhere is currently the last 
word in romanticized, dreamy fall-out, 
where beautiful noise is a safe haven, a 
world where articulation isn't necessary. 
Everybody knows this is "nowhere"—things 
"Decay," "Dreams Burn Down," we're 
"Paralysed." No solutions are offered, ¡ust 
a thick cocoon of acutely melodic drones 
and corrosive throbs wrapped up in layers 
of distorting pedal-power. Andy Bell is this 
year's guitar hero. Imagine nearly a whole 
Sonic Youth album of "Tunic" or 10 times 
"Freak Scene," from an English folk-rock 
ballad and Merseybeat perspective. 
"Dreams Burn Down" and "Seagull" are 
the uplifting "pop" segments, "Paralysed" 
and "Different Place" the slow, drugged-
out experiences, with "Polar Bear" and 
"Vapour Trail," the latter draped in 
suitably forlorn cellos, falling 
somewhere in between. Only Mark Gar-
diner's lost-in-the-cloisters choirboy tones, 
although a perfect mirror-image for the 
music, is cause for complaint, as you notice 
his limitations. Otherwise, Nowhere is a 
series of more thrilling adrenalin rushes, 
pinnacles and rock-in-overdrive experiences 
than we've any right to expect. A tiny 
Vesuvius in fact. 

THE GRID Electric Head (East-West, 
Electric Lighting Station, 42 
Kensington Ct., London W8 
5DP/071-928-2181)—Bewitched by 
luminous lights in nightclubs, on mixing 
desks and in the space behind your retina, 
Richard Norris is a pop/rock obsessive 
searching for psychedelic potency in dance 
music. Once pop-psych reissue label Barn-
Caruso's PR, Strange Things magazine 
editor and NME columnist (the Acid House-
d "Space Cadet"), Norris is now one-half 
of The Grid with ex-Soft Cell keyboard 
maestro Dave Ball, having made 1988's 
groundbreaking Jack The Tab project with 
Psychic TV's Genesis P. Orridge. Electric 
Head upsurps almost every available 
dance format—"Eclectic Head" in fact— 
from steely techno ("Intergalactica Elec-
tronica") to cheesy Euro-disco Hi-NRG ("A 
Beat Called Love"), world-beat ("Islamatron") 
and numerous house mutations, imbibing 

Kraftwerk/Can-style minimalism ("Driving 
Instructor") and Soft Cell-style glam ("Strange 
Electric Sun"). There's a clear sense of con-
trivance to The Grid; Norris could be 
accused of dabbling in theory, but the 
album benefits from his kitchen sink mentality, 
threading novel samples and Ball's stacked 
capabilities to stock up a psychedelic 
delicatessen that only blobs out when they 
try to mimic pop vacuousness. When they 
dream up luminous, dream-time soundtracks 
like "Floatation," there's no defense. An 
unlimited, dizzy flood of the imagination. 

CUD Leggy Mambo (Imaginary, do 
Brossneck Publicity, 6th Floor, 
Warehouse D, Metropolitan 
Wharf, Wapping Wall, London 
E11071-481-2172)—Cud has often 
been compared to the Smiths—as in deft, 
suave, melodic and precocious, with roots 
in spirited guitar-pop, and topped by a 
literate, opinionated lead singer in Carl 
Puttnam. That's just a guideline; the Leeds-
based quartet lacks the Smiths' unique 
disposition, intuitive versatility and ability to 
break hearts, while this second album 
reveals Cud should risk stretching out and 
falling forward; the delicate "Magic" 
shows they con diversify. But Cud possesses 
that urgent sense of NOW, even if NOW's 
baggy-dance injection still gives way to an 
insanely contagious, hip-swivelling shimmy 
that draws on twangy beat-pop and 
rockabilly rumble and the aformentioned 
slippery dance groove. Puttnam, mean-
while, prefers oblique speech and 
shadowboxing to outright defense; "Not 
Exactly D.L.E.R.C.," "Eau Water" and 
"Carl's 115th Coach Trip Nightmare" will 
keep you guessing. Head first for "Love In 
A Hollow Tree," "Now!," "Robinson 
Crusoe" and "Magic. - A leggy mambo of 
a pop record indeed. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
The usual late-autumn bonanza has started; 
an avalanche of records, shows, the "big" 
records, et al. As for the usual comeback 
reunions timed for X-mas, two stand out— 
Voice Of The People from another era, 
Paul Weller, is definitely being surreptitious; 
low-key shows, no advertising or news 
stories. The band is called The Paul Weller 
Sound—what will the ex-Jam and Style 
Council mentor pull out the hat now? Bets 
are that it won't be a Cure-style remix 
album. After an absence of 35 years, Ian 
Dury And The Blockheads are playing too. 
It's not the usual nostalgic pantomime 
slot—they initially reformed to play a 
benefit for the Blockheads' old drummer 
Charlie (who died of cancer ¡ust before the 
concert) and found an audience besides 
themselves with kindness and love. So 
they're off again. 

Barking mad Icelanders Reptile got the 
opposite reaction when an aborted U.K. 
tour ended up with them playing third on a 
goth-band bill in London. The only people 
to applaud after eight manic, majestic 
songs were the record company and jour-
nalists. Ever played to a bunch of zombies? 
That's what happens when you play to the 
sub-culture with the least (as in zero) sense 
of humor. That's also what happens when a 
bunch of barking mad Icelanders turn up 
on stage pretending to be airline hostesses 
apologizing for the flight's late departure. 
The sold-out crowd for the Cocteau 

Twins' fourth London concert at the Brixton 
Academy were rewarded with some "special" 
guests who turned out to be the Jesus & 
Mary Chain, Edwyn Collins, Roddy Frame 
and Ian McCulloch, who all did short solo 
shots, the latter three combining to croon

the Velvet Underground's "Pale Blue Eyes." 
The audience was found in various degrees 
of rapture, bliss and delirium... 

SINGLES 
Dance stances are so close to demarked 
sounds and styles nowadays that the fusions 
between house, hip-hop and Soul II Soul's 
patented dub-reggae-soul shuffle are as 
clearly defined as the singular genres/trends 
themselves. Which makes BOB's "Tired" a 
giant among short men, a mountain for 
Mohammed, a single that can't be demystified 
by pocketing. Is it indie-pop meets Philly 
soul? Is "Skylark" the kind of track Young 
Marble Giants would make in 1990? 
What's a folk song like "Time And Again" 
doing here? And did Bob really need to 
remix "Tired" for the clubs, a.k.a. "Tyred"? 
Isn't it great how we can still ask questions 
instead of giving answers? (House Of 
Teeth, 20 Stanley Passage, London NW1 
2655) ... "100% Seminal (apparently)" 
reads Paperhouse's sticker on the mailer 
that delivered TEENAGE FANCLUB's 
"God Knows It's True"; the same day, 
Sounds called TFC "by some margin the 
best pop band to emerge in Blighty in 
years." That's debatable, but I agree when 
Sounds describes their "Alex Chilton-meets-
Dinosaur 12-string glory." This isn't quite 
the ma¡estrial chord sequence "Everything 
Flows" was, but it's good enough for God, 
Mascis and me. Don Fleming twiddles the 

knobs again (Paperhouse, 339 Seven Sisters 
Rd, London N15/081-802-8696)... Part 
three in Clowfist's you-cover-my-back-
and-I'll-cover-yours; hypertensive Amer-
ican monochromania airs its graces via 
BASTRO's "Nothing Special" and MY 
DAD IS DEAD's "Flesh-Colored House" 
(Subscribe to Clawfist, 20 Hanway St., 
London WI) NORTHSIDE's "Rising 
Star" is an altogether more alluring lost-in-
space Madchester bliss-pop rally than their 
"Let's Take A Trip" debut, with rougher 
guitar and looser rhythm kilter than their 
Charlatans and High cousins. The Monkees 
play at Joy Division? (Factory, c/o Capers-
ville, see above)... All-girl BRIGHTON 
LIQUID FAERIES also improve on their 
premature Fundamental album, Eggshells 
And Snalceleaves, with the Milkstar 
EP, four slithers of buzzsawing post-Blondie 
pop-psych following a change of lineup and 
"direction." The Faenes now verge on 
poppier, see-sawing Raincoats/Slits tension. 
Next time, they could nail it (La-Di-Da, 57 
Davoignor Road, Hove, East Sussex, BN3 
1RA/0273-770- 699)...More recognizable 
Blonde-pop elevation: Cambridge-based 
CHARLOTTES have early Shop Assistants/ 
Primitives classicism in mind on "Liar," with 
a nod to the Jesus & Mary Chain's explo-
sive insolence in the guitar finale. Shocking 
Blue's "Venus" gets similarly engorged on 
the flip (Cherry Red, Bishops Park House, 
3rd Floor, 25-29 Fulham High St., London 
SW6 31H/071-371-5844) ... More recog-
nizable post-hardcore New Riders Of The 
Purple Sage blues-boogie! BLUEBIRD's 
Three Women EP is the proverbial cat's 
whiskers, with lotsa white-man moanin' 
'bout a "Woman" and a "Highway" ("it 
feels so good, I can't get enough"). Sons of 
The Cult arise (Dirge, c/o Real Time, 69

4AD Breaks Through ... Again: Pixies, Ultra Vivid 
Scene, Cocteau Twins, not to mention Dead Can Dance, 
all are recent 4AD successes, and the label obviously 
hasn't been resting on its laurels. This week, the critically 
acclaimed 4AD-Reprise Lush LP racks in the #1 Radio 
Breakthrough (#47 debut) as well as the #2 Adventure 
Pick. Following close on Lush's heels is the EP from the 
Pale Saints (#51 debut), which is the #1 Import for the 
second straight week—with an inevitably long run in that 
spot to come—while grabbing the #2 Breakthrough 
overall.

#99 (#8 Breakthrough), Disney's... er... Mickey 
Mouse's... er... Sub Pop's Thee Headcoats take the 
three-chord dive 89-41 (#9 Breakthrough) and Tommy 
Boy's Paris heats up the rhetoric 109-70 (#13 
Breakthrough). Look for all the aforementioned acts to 
keep making upward moves. 

Push It Along: There definitely isn't enough support for 
the following low-charters—Beautiful South (#115 
debut), Jellyfish Kiss (#135 debut), Falling Joys 
(#140 debut) and the latest Live At The Knitting Fac-
tory compilation (#142 re-entry). Also, where's Randy 
Weston, Monie Love, the Happy Mondays single, 
the new Bevis Frond EP, Happy Family, King's X 
and the Acoustic Music Project? Languishing just 
below the Top 150, waiting for MTV to put them in the 
Buzz Bin.

natural. With the influence of Afrika 
Baby Bambaata (Jungle Brothers) on the 
production controls of "Goin' Back To The 
Jungle" and vocal assistance on the raw 
funk of "Whatcha Gonna Do?" and its Jeff 
Beck-sponsored beat, the trio develops a 
more Americanized sound (compared to 
their EP) that applies samples and styles 
from various eras. You get '60s psychedelia 
(on the driving "Ain't Got Nobody"), '70s 
disco and soul (on several tracks, most 
notably "The Other Side," with its KC & 
The Sunshine Band rip and "What's The 
Word") and most abundantly, several '80s 
rap styles ("I'm A Believer," "Elevate My 
Mind"), while still offering those Euro-
warehouse dance nuances.

This 
precept underlies the success of drummer 
Paul Motion's second On Broadway 
quartet offering. Motion and his mates— 
tenorman Joe Lovano, contrabassist Charlie 
Haden and guitarist Bill Frisell—are too 
well-schooled and implacably individualistic 
to accept other's music, even time-honored 
standards, as givens, as immutable 
monuments. As such, Motion & Co. select 
tunes as much for their interpretive 
possibilities as for their inherent charms. 
Whereas Vol. 1 explored hitherto-
undiscovered interstices of music by Cole 
Porter, George Gershwin, Jerome Kern and 
Harold Arlen, Vol. 2 is a guidebook to 
familiar caves ("Body And Soul," "I Got 
Rhythm," "It Might As Well Be Spring," 
"Good Morning Heartache") that may 
yield new treasures to spelunkers willing to 
dig deeper. This they do with relentless, not 
to say wreckless, probing on Vol. 2. Pa-
tient listeners willing to invest an hour will 
be rewarded with an exhilarating adventure 
and perhaps a few musical gems.

On this live re-
cording, the group's fifth overall in a 
career that spans a decade and a half, the 
acoustic trio ventures forward, undaunted 
by wickedly fast tempos and atmospheric 
tonalities that might have frightened 
prehumans back to the treetops. But The 
Fringe has faced adversity of all kinds 
before, and they weather storms of their 
own creation (such as those on "Head 
Now" and "Shoot The Eighty") with in-
telligence, courage and the faith that 
sometimes a benign force governs natural 
selection.

This 10-LP/7-CD boxed set con-
tains the Parker music (mostly solos) that 
Benedetti, a Bird freak and follower (literal-
ly) to the exclusion of all else, furtively 
recorded on a reel-to-reel recorder in the 
late '40s. With the zeal of an apostle 
chronicling Christ's sermons, Benedetti cap-
tured 278 Bird tunes at various clubs in 
New York and Los Angeles. Among the 
tracks, presumed lost and only recently 
discovered, are 15 pieces the alto legend 
never formally recorded. These historically 
important pieces will be of prime interest to 
Birdaholics and bop completists, but Bird-
neophytes should prep themselves with in-
tensive listening to Parker's Dial, Savoy and 
Verve sessions before tackling this music, 
much of which will sound stark and dis-
jointed to the untrained ear... William

SONA DIABATE Girls Of Guinea 
(Shanachie, 37 Clinton St., 
Newton, NJ 07860/201-579-
7763)—The music of sub-Saharan Africa is 
¡ust about the most transcendental ex-
perience one can have. Its roots have 
spread into every style imaginable, from 
the rock of Youssou N'Dour to the bluesy 
folk of Ali Farka loure. Sono Diabate is no 
newcomer to the music world—she is a 
member of one of Africa's most prolific ar-
tistic families and a driving force in Les 
Amazones, the all-woman band of the na-
tional police force. (Can you imagine "Le 
Orchestre Nationale de FBI"?) While her 
work with Les Amazones is electric, dance-
inspiring grooves, on Girls Of Guinea 
she explores more acoustic sounds. Loosely 
based on the balafon and kora music of 
Guinea and Mali, these songs use the harp-
like effect of multiple guitars as their star-
ting point. It's a family affair, as well: Sister 
Sayon contributes vocals, and you get a 
rare earful of Sekou Diabate—the scream-
ing electric guitar behind the sound of 
Bembeya National Jazz—here contributing 
a dream-like acoustic. The added strings of 
Demba Camara on the 12-string gives this 
album a rich, full orchestral sound, even 
though all that's here is voices and guitars. 
Every cut on the album has something 
special to offer, and the total effect is ab-
solutely magical.

TONY BIRD Sorry Africa (Philo/ 
Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, 
MA 021401617-354-0700)—While 
there are inevitable comparisons between 
Tony Bird and Johnny Clegg—both white 
Africans trying to make music that is true to 
their roots—I have found Bird's few re-
corded outings to be far more satisfying. 
Maybe it's his choice of folk roots over the 
more pop/electric approach Clegg takes. 
Maybe it's his more outright lyrical stance. I 
know it's his voice, which is a higher 
pitched, insinuating instrument, that will 
either win you over immediately or demand 
you acquire the taste. Produced by Morris 
Goldberg, himself an African expatriate 
and a mean pennywhistle player, Sorry 
Africa is at once a scathing statement on 
current affairs around the globe and an 
affirmation that people can make a dif-
ference. Whether he is describing the 
beauty of the African continent or 
celebrating the liberation of Zimbabwe, his 
tone is assertive, positive and hopeful. The 
music is spirited, full of acoustic guitars, 
horns and percussion, and only once slogs 
into the overproduced schmaltz that marred 
some of his earlier albums. Choice cuts: the 
lively "Mango Time, - which treats us to the 
great bass playing of Bakithi Khumalo, 
escapee from Graceland and Laurie 
Anderson's last album; "Tssik, Tssik, Tsa," 
a lovely praise song to the people of the 
Kalahari; and the evocative travelogue 
"Rift Valley," describing the terrain of 
Malawi with an urgency and compassion 
that he hopes will help preserve the natural 
beauty of all our homelands.

entire history of the folk revival. What you 
get in this sampler is the Scandinavian 
equivalent. It's almost two and a half 
hours, 56 songs, of every conceivable 
acoustic crossover and traditional revival. 
There are the familiar fiddles, recorders 
and other wind instruments common in 
European folk. There are also lesser known 
traditions like bagpipe and harmonica. Solo 
singers. Horn players. Ancient instruments. 
Berimbaus! Synthesizers. It's going to be 
impossible to give you a full description, so 
I'll pick out ¡ust of few of my 50-odd 
favorites. Hedningarna performs as a trio 
on a keyed violin (I'm not sure what that 
is), a deep, multi-timbred tambourine and 
lute. "Polska Efter Pelle Fors" is a 
beautiful, mesmerizing blend of Swedish 
melody and Eastern rhythms. Former Abba 
member Benny Andersson ¡oins the polka 
group Orsa Spelman on a multi-accordion 
dance piece that sounds like a lush version 
of an old carousel song. One of the most 
adventurous numbers is "Polska Efter Lind-
blad," (about 30% of the tunes are "efter" 
someone) by Krickrot, a fusion of ¡azz 
vocals and traditional ideas. Piano, fiddle, 
double bass and the scat singing of 
Susanne Rosenberg create a new sound. A 
solo fiddle piece by KaIle Almlof opens the 
second disc. Intricate stylings and a lot of 
compassion for the music are evident in this 
all-too-brief example of folk fiddle at its 
finest. And if you've never heard Swedish 
fiddle tunes for harmonica, you haven't liv-
ed.

Leksand. There's even a cajun-like setting of 
a schottishe played on accordion and 
triangle. Traditional, folk revival and folk 
contortions are well represented on this 
wonderful set. 

DANIEL JANKE Big Dance (Scratch, 
P.O. 5381, Whitehorse, Yukon YIA 
4Z2, Canada)—When I first put Daniel 
Janke's Big Dance on the old digital-go-
round, I heard a fairly mainstream modern 
¡azz group, proficient but not too unusual. 
But about three minutes into the first cut, 
the groove broke down, music became 
sound, and sound chaos, and off we went 
on what evolved into a singular musical ex-
cursion. It seems that Janke is not only a 
good jazz pianist, but has a love of West 
African music, and a certain amount of skill 
with the kora. These songs are not African, 
but rather use the instruments and ethics of 
the music to create jazz. What he gets is 
sort of the inverse of Samite or Francis 
Bebey, moving his North American modes 
through the language of the harp of Africa. 
A beautiful example is the title cut, sung 
with a lot of soul by Holly Cole. The North 
African grooves blend seamlessly with the 
North American ones, and the overall 
sound is most satisfying. While it's not all 
perfect, it has a lot of promise for a young 
composer; he's at his best when he pays 
less attention to the roots of the music and 
more attention to the feel of the in-
struments. Janke is likely to create some

WHAT ELSE? 
At the center of Brazil Encanto is the 
seemingly simple writing talents of TICO 
DA COSTA, Brazilian guitarist, singer and 
composer. Hailing from the Northeast 
(home of the "forro"), his style has echoes 

of samba and bossa nova, but it stands out 
in its rejection of the overproduced ar-
rangements of his better known Rio artists. 
The record is at its best when you get solo 
guitar or voice and guitar. On cuts like 
"Puxa Vida," we hear a sensitive singer, 
and a virtuoso guitarist. The album is 
equally divided between these numbers, 
some larger studio pieces and a few live 
cuts. "As Vezes Choro" features flute, 
guitar, mandolin and tambourine—an in-
strumental as touching and revealing as 
any you've heard... lnkuyo is another in 
a recent flood of Andean music to hit the 
streets in the last few months. Musicians 
from Chile, Bolivia and California have 
joined together to pay homage to, and ex-
pand on, the ancient music of central South 
America. Most of the songs are by contem-
porary writers, including members of the 
group, but all are strongly tied to the 
traditions of the Inca, Colla and other in-

digenous peoples of the region. Their 
album, Land of The Incas, is on Fortuna 
Records, P.O. Box 32016, Tucson, AZ 
85751... Paris pop fusion is back with a 
vengeance! If you marveled at the guitar 
playing on Salif Keita's recordings, meet 
the fingers behind the licks: OUSMANE 
KOUYATE. His first solo album, Domba 
(Mango, 14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 
10012), is a chapter-one lesson in how to 
do it all: the roots of Guinea, the soul of 
American R&B, strains of North Africa, rock 
'n roll, even a little Oriental touch. It's a 
diverse, interesting and sometimes even 
original approach to Afro-European fusion.

CRUM! 

BRIGADIER JERRY On The Road 
(RAS, P.O. Box 42517, Washington, 
DC, 20015/301-588-9641)—Part of 
what has made Brigadier Jerry such a 
watched and sought-after figure in reggae 

is the relative scarcity of his recordings—it's 
not every day that he puts out a record, 
and his reputation continues to spread by 
word of mouth and print in the spaces 
between each passing release. Because of 
the relative infrequency of his recordings, it 

makes one turn an even more discerning 
eye and ear toward his art—like a quiet 
person at a party who doesn't enter much 
into the conversation but who finally 
silences the room when he speaks up and 
makes a particularly stunning point—you 
sort of have to sit up and take a little bit 
more notice when Brigadier Jerry finally 
does commit to wax. On The Rood 
is a superbly satisfying addition to the 
Brigadier's canon, a worthy heir to his 
reputation that lays his reggae heart on 
the line and shows it's still beating strong. 
Backed (of course) by the Roots Radics, 
he lays down some of his finest work to 
date, spelling out an honest and forthright 
cultural message that should not be missed. 

COMPILATION STASH 
A tip of the red, green and gold wool cap 
goes to Heartbeat Records (1 Camp St., 
Cambridge, MA 02140), who have rolled 
out two more in their Original Reggae 
Masters series, another set of outstanding 
-tribute- compilations of sorts, spotlighting 
a pair of reggae's outstanding pioneers 
over the years. The first we came across 
was Observer Station, a wonderful col-
lection shedding light on the often inscrutable 
figure known as NINEY THE OBSERVER. 
As producer and talent searcher, Niney 
(nicknamed for his quiet and reserved, 
watchful demeanor) has been involved with 
the music in a slightly behind-the-scenes 
role for almost as long as reggae music has 
existed. With a hand in so many important 
reggae recordings over the years, it's al-
most as if, today, Niney is living up to his 
monicker by keeping a watchful eye on the 
soul and heart of the music in the world to-
day as well. Superb! Also seek out the col-
lection dedicated to the work of DERRICK 
HARRIOTT, entitled Riding The Musi-
cal Chariot. Singer, producer, label 
manager and ever-eager talent scout, 
Harriot was responsible for hits like "Stop 
That Train" (yeah, you remember that one) 
and "Tonight," as well as the original ver-
sion of "Don't Look Back," later made 
famous by Peter Tosh. These two compila-
tions serve as wonderful retrospective looks 
at the works of two of the music's most in-
fluential figures, and look for even more 
equally wonderful volumes to continue roll-

ing out from Heartbeat in this series. 
Similiarly, RAS Records (address above) 

scores big again with a couple of compila-
tions that are also real winners. Look 
out for their newly founded Rewind! 
series, which starts off with The DJ's, a 
great collection of boasting and toasting 
from the likes of Sister Carol, Charlie 
Chaplin, Little Lenny and Eek-A-Mouse, 
among others. Meanwhile, its companion 
volume, Singers, spotlights many of reg-
gae's most famous voices from recent times, 
from groups like Black Uhuru, Inner Circle 
and Culture, to solo singers like Gregory 
Isaacs, Half Pint and Freddie McGregor. 
Couple these compilations with some of the 
continuing Mad Professor series of dubwise 
reissues, and you've got a little bit of 
everything—voices, music, toasts, spaced-
out dub effects, old sounds, new grooves— 
virtually everything to be found under the 
warm reggae sun. 

AH-SO-ME CHAT 
There's a new radio station in Jamaica 
that's all the rage. It's IRIE-FM, and it's 
an all-reggae radio station based in Ocho 
Rios. Turn your radio on at any time of the 
day or night and you'll hear nothing but 
reggae music. It's what many of us have 
dreamed of for years and right now it's a 
reality in JA. The station is very hungry for 
new music to play and you don't have to 

be on a major label to be a contender. 
Send your record, tape or CD to them in 
care of their U.S. mailing address: Grove 
Broadcasting Company/IRIE-FM, c/o DBS, 
370 N.E. 62nd, Miami, FL 33138. Tell them 
that the Night Nurse sent you... THIRD 
WORLD has been putting in some time at 
Grove Studios in Ocho Rios as they're lay-
ing down tracks for their next album. 
They'll be in the States doing some shows 
around Thanksgiving time in New York, 
Boston, Philly and Washington, DC... 
SHELLY THUNDER is currently in 
Kingston at Music Works studio, preparing 
for her next album.

Street in Miami Beach. For more details, 
check in with Gong Sounds at 305-378-
9243 ...

Lenny Kravitz ignores 
a thinly-disguised Motley Stue (of Torrid Records) to chat with two members 
of Mucky Pup at CMJ Metal Marathon. 
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EXPOSED! 
K I NG'S 

After three years of critics-favorite status 
and gradual momentum, it looks like King's 
X's time has finally come. Originally uniting 
in Missouri almost exactly ten years ago, 
Doug Pinnick (vocals/bass), Jerry Gaskin 
(drums/vocals) and Ty Tabor (guitar/vocals) 
toured the club circuits of the Midwest and 
South for years, playing covers and barely 
getting by. Five years ago, the band 
relocated to Houston, Texas, uniting with 
manager/producer Sam Taylor and 
deciding to "play what's in our hearts." It's 
a weird sound—grinding metallic riffs com-
bined with some of the most gorgeous har-
monies and melodies to grace a rock band 
in years—and it takes a while to make 
sense: after the initial shock of the band's 
sound has worn off, the songs begin to sink in. 
While their first two albums are brilliant, 

Faith, Hope, Love finds the sound and 
character of King's X finally focussing 
enough for mass-consumption: the record is 
breaking out at album rock and MTV, and 
the new songs make the band's already-
devastating live set twice as strong—as 
anyone who saw their set at CMJ Metal 
Marathon last month will know. After a 
brace of shows in Texas and in Europe 
(where they're playing two dates with An-
thrax and Iron Maiden—good luck, guys!), 
the band will begin a full U.S. tour in 
January. 

ARGH!!!: Reportedly, your new album is 
supposed to reach 100,000 units next week. 
Does that make you happy or nervous? 
Doug Pinnick: I'm happy, yeah, but 
we're not countin' our eggs until they 
hatch, or the chickens or... I'm really 
spacin' out here! Chickens till they hatch! 

How was the tour with Billy Squier last year? 
Was that the biggest one you've done yet? 
I don't think that was big. That was no dif-
ferent than the rest of the tours to me, 
'cause he wasn't really drawing tons and 
tons of people, it wasn't like big arenas. 
More people probably heard us when we 
opened for Cheap Trick and Robert Plant 
two years ago. I was told that people 
wrote letters saying that they came to see 
Billy and bought our album, but his crowd 
was really different, that yuppie pop crowd 
that he appeals to. They're in their 30s 
now, and they looked at us like "What in 
the world is this?" And then Blue Murder 
would come on, and they treated them just 
about as bad! 
Yeah, but you're probably used to that. 
We're used to people not liking us, but that 
just keeps you gain', keeps you feelin' that 
somethin's gotta give somewhere. 

How long have the three of you been 
together? 
Ten years this month. 

How different does the band sound now 
from eight years ago? 
It's the same except there's a whole lotto 
vocals. I was basically the only singer for 
years, and Sam suggested that the other 
guys sing. Sam has really helped us, he 
drives us to achieve what we really want in 
our hearts. He doesn't want us to give up, 
he makes us work hard. 

Are any of your really early songs on the 
albums? 
I can't remember! Well, we've got songs 
that were written from the beginning that 
we've pulled out in the past, like um.... 
heck I don't even know what the names of 
the songs are, I can't even think straight! 

Like "Moanjcim" and "Over My Head" 
are about six years old, "Everybody Knows 
A Little Bit" and "I'll Never Get Tired Of 
You" are old too. We've just grown and 
got to know each other better and learned 
things. 

What sort of covers did you used to play? 
We did anything from Bryan Adams to the 
Police, U2, Big Country, old '60s and '70s 
rock. Everything that they [the band's club 
audience] wanted to hear! But it was still 
King's X and they didn't like it. 
Even the covers? 
Yeah, we had a real hard time. We did 
covers the way we wanted to do 'end We 
don't copy very well. 

Who wrote the story that's tacked onto the 
Gretchen Goes To Nebraska lyrics? 
Jerry, our drummer, wrote the story, and 
we all write lyrics. 

"We're used to people 
not liking us." 

Are most of the songs written by one person 
or the band? 
Most of 'em are written by one person, and 
then they get re-transformed when tne 
whole band gets at it, and tears it apart 
and then builds it back up again. 

What do your friends think of the new 
album? 
Everybody likes it, but people won't tell me 
the truth, y'know? They either say they love 
it or they don't say anything, so I don't 
know what they're thinkin' • .. 

The only even remotely negative thing that 
I've heard is people complaining thot you 
don't sing enough. 
Yeah, lots of people have said that, but 
that's too bad! (laughs) We got two 
records where they can hear me screamin', 
and maybe on the fourth album I'll be 
singin' everything, who knows? I really 
don't care. We gotta do what we do. We 
can't put out the some record every year, 
because then they'd crucify us for that. You 
can't please everybody, just do what you 
do (laughs). 

How long have you been playing bass? 
Eighteen years. 

At your Marathon show I was above the 
stage and I'd never really watched you play 
so closely before—you're an amazing 
player! 

Oh man, thanks! Nobody's ever said that 
to me! 

Really? 
No, ever! Nobody's ever said that! I ap-
preciate that. 

Do you use many weird tunings in your 
songs? 
Just D-tuning. We tune the tune the [low] 
E-string to D on most of the songs. 

I hate to ask you this question, but how did 
the band come together? [He groans] I'm 
sorry! 
[Laughing] That's okay, it's not your fault. 
Urn... um... let me see. I moved to 
Springfield, Missouri to join a band with 
Jerry. I had been in Chicago and he had 
moved down to go to school with his wife, 
and ended up dropping out of school and 
joinin' this band. The band broke up as 
soon as I joined it, probably a week later, 
or something like that. And we met Ty 
about a year later, I think. 'Cause in that 
time Jerry and I joined another band, and 
we met Ty through that, and we left that 
band and joined up with Ty. 

And you called yourselves The Edge? 
Yeah. Ty's from Jackson, Mississippi. We 
had another guitar player with us in the

Just when you thought all was said and done for the top 
spot, Megadeth denies Slayer, hitting the top of the Loud 

100, Commercial, and College charts. However, Slayer con-
tinues the dominance on both the Audience and Retail charts. 

Will the battle confine? More than likely! Slowly sliding up 

the charts are Testament (switching places with Judas Priest 
at #3) and the Scorpions (from #11 to #8). The quest for top 
honors becomes yet more interesting with King Diamond, 

who made a strong debut at #13 last week; this week he 
continues, climbing to #10 while maintaining a strong grip at 
the top of the Adventure Chart. The top debut this week 
goes to Tesla entering at #20. Cinderella also debuts at #50. 

Tho' the Jersey Dogs fell last week, they make a nice leap 
this time from 43-30. Other leapers include Sepultura 36-25, 
Kinghorse 65-38. Chris Poland 56-40, and Reverend 76-42. 
Others entering and highly worth checking out include: 

Atheist (they will be hitting the road with Candlemass soon) 
entering at #71, Lunachicks at #82, Poison Idea at #83, 
Skinny Puppy #87, Afghan Whigs at #95, Goo Goo Dolls at 
#97, Sacrifice debuts at #100 (not to worry-all sorts of talk 

about an American deal for this record and perhaps a long-
term deal for Canada's premier thrash band), Trixter bounc-
ing from 96-68, Great Kat from 79-51, and Spread Eagle 

returns at 57. 
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DISHARMONIC ORCHESTRA Exposi-
tions Prophylaxe (Nuclear Blast, 
DR FRN STR 54, 7322 Donzdorf, 
Germany/(071) 622-9737)— 
Germany is known for producing some of 
the most brutally innovative and complex 
thrash/death metal bands. Kreator, Sodom, 
Destruction and others are still kicking up 
their share of dust (Kreator's new LP is 
possibly their strongest to date), but neo-
brutes Morgoth and Disharmonic Orchestra 
are shedding light on what could be the 
future of Euro-metal. Where Morgoth stick 
their roots in more traditional death-ly veins, 
D.O. fuse the speed of grinding brutality 
(although at times their slower moments are 
more effective) with more traditional Ger-
manic multi-complex/time-change themes. 
So frequent and erratic are their changes 
that at times they sound like some type of 
bastardized jazz fusion band! Exposi-
tions Prophylaxe showboats drummer 
Martin M.'s manic drum fills and rhythms to 
such extensive proportions that they could 
be the first metal band to use the drummer 
as the true focal point of the band—not to 
overshadow the talents of guitarist Patrick 
K. or bassist Dervio E., who hug the breakaway 
grooves like a tight glove. Add in orchestral 
samples and creepy intros and you've got 
one seriously twisted record. Lyrically, 
Disharmonic Orchestra lean towards a 
psychological Carcass with song titles like 
"Psychoanalysis" and "Onset Of Serious Pro-
blems," yet the true monsters "Sick 
Dishourableness," "Accelerated Evolution" 
and especially the instrumental 
"Hyophysis" will send your head reeling 
for days. (KS)

SCORPIONS Crazy World 
(Mercury-PG, 825 Seventh Ave., 
New York, NY 100191212-
333-8000)—For the past five years it's 
appeared that the Scorpions were growing 
old gracefully (kinda like a European ver-
sion of Kiss), using their iffy last couple of 
albums merely as springboards for their 
usual 18-month worldwide tours. Well, 
they're totally serious about this one: 
uniting with producer Keith Olsen 
(Whitesnake) and songwriting collaborator 
Jim Vallance (Aerosmith, Bryan Adams), the 
combination makes for a disc that's 
unashamedly "pop" but is a great rock 
album too: catchy riffs and harmonies drive 
home the strongest melodies yet found on a 
Scorpions LP. While they sometimes sound 
self-conscious under the big production (we 
hope that "Winds Of Change" is Klaus' 
last whistling solo!), this is their best album 
in something like eight years and deserves 
to win back as many old fans as new. 
Virgin killers: "Don't Believe Her," "Money 
And Fame," "Restless Nights" and 
especially the title track. NB: As on all 
Scorpions albums, in order to enjoy the 
music you must completely ignore the sub-
moronic lyrics. According to the credits, 
here it somehow took three collaborators to 
write gems like "Big time in Paris/It's c'est 
la vie for me tonight," "You know nothing 
about loving/You lost somewhere down the 
line," and "Oh yeah/She'll take you there/I 
think you know what I mean." Smell the 
glove. (JA) 

VARIOUS ARTISTS The New Wave 
Of British Heavy Metal (Metal 
Blade-Caroline, 18653 Ventura 
Blvd., Tarzana, CA 913561 
818-981-9050)—Compiled by 
NWOBHM die-hard Lars Ulrich and Ker-
rang! editor Geoff Barton, we guess the 
general theme/tying thread behind these 
bands would be metal-edged rock played 
through Marshalls at eleven. They've wisely 
limited the selection to bands that literally 
fit the title and time frame (1978-81, hence 
no Motorhead, Whitesnake, etc.), and if we 
tried to ¡ustify which bands should or 
shouldn't have been on this compilation 
we'd probably be here longer than it took 
Metal Blade to put it out, so we'll nail a 
few that we're chuffed about. Lez go 
mofo ...You know there's no way in hell 
that this comp wouldn't start with Birm-
ingham's Diamond Head, whose "It's 
Electric" provides a perfect introduction to 
the genre. Sweet Savage features a 
young Vivian Campbell and a vocalist who 
reminds us a lot of James Hetfield, and 
sound more contemporary than half of the 
new stuff we get. Can't say the same for 
Saxon, who've been rewriting "Motor-
cycle Man" for the past ten years! White 
Spirit sound exactly like Deep Purple, then 
Raven weighs in with the awesome 
"Don't Need Your Money"—their past few 
records have sucked but the first couple of 
blasts were great. Metal played with the 
energy of a punk band, which there's more 
than o little of in the title track from Def 
Leppard's self-produced and-distributed 
first EP, "Getcha Rocks Off" (at least until

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the Deep Purple-ish instrumental break). 
Weapon crashes in with the powerfully 
melodic "Set The Stage Alight," and 
then it's Samson's ghastly "Vice Versa," 
featuring a young Bruce Dickinson and 
some of the worst prog-rock musicianship 
we've ever heard. Things get dark with 
Witchfynde, Iron Maiden's amaz-
ing "Sanctuary" and Tygers Of Pan 
Tang (featuring Thin Lizzy/Whitesnake/ 
Blue Murder guitarist John Sykes). On 
disc two, Diamond Head appears for the 
second time with "Helpless" and since 
Metallica released a cover of it and two 
other D.H. songs, it's a pretty safe bet 
that Lars digs these fellas a bit. Witch-
finder General finds a place with 
their theme song. Although most of my 
pals can't stomach their whiney vocals, I 
always felt pretty strong about about the 
band. Venom hits hard with "Angeldust" 
and pretty much set an "anti-structure" 
in the lyrical field. Their blatant Satanic 
approach left 'urn laughin' all the way 
to the bank. Ya dude, Satan's cruel! 
When I think of Angelwitch, solid 
songwriting and originality are the first 
things that pop into my head. "Exter-
mination" isn't my favorite Angelwitch 
tune but it's top three fo' sure. The bit-
tersweet thing about most of these bands 
and recordings is the love and conviction 
in each: Most were self-financed releases 
that came straight from the heart without 
much concern whether masses dug it or 
not—for most of these bands the masses 
apparently didn't (I mean, when was the 
last time you had a discussion about A 
II Z or Hallow Ground?), yet in the 
same breath, as long as Mr. Ulrich re-
members...that's all that counts. (KS/JA) 

CINDERELLA Heartbreak Station' 
(Mercury-PG, address above)/ 
TESLA Five Man Acoustical Jam 
(Geffen, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90069/213-278-
9010)—Yup, these guys are nobody's 
fools, and in their own way, both are 
making very clever bids to double their 
audiences. Both of these bands are 
masters at stealing creatively from the 
past in a way that's obvious but not 
plagiaristic, and it seems that both bands 
have been inspired by the success of the 
Black Crowes (that early-'70s retro-
raunch sound is full on the nostalgia 
cycle right now). But where Tesla actu-
ally includes covers on its new LP, 
Cinderella practically samples classic rock 
songs. Heartbreak Station is an 
AOR programmer's wet dream. It's 
Cinderella's most roots-oriented album 
and by far their best: the use of horns, 
backing singers and acoustics takes away 
the bland gloss of their first two albums, 
and the band sounds like they're having 
more fun. That said, the album steals so 
much from early '70s classic rock al-
bums—the Stones and Zep in partic-
ular—that it makes the Crowes sound like 
Chuck Berry. We're talkin' full-scale 
organic sampling: "Dead Man's Road" 
reminds us of at least eight classic rock 
songs, including "Blaze Of Glory"! 
While we sometimes wonder how Tom 
Keifer can claim to have written these 
songs, even a first-class rock reconstruc-
tionist like him can't resist a knowing 
wink: on "Dead Man's Road"s 
Zeppelin-esque fade, the drum fills are 
so obviously Bonham-derived that it's 
hard not to laugh. We predict it'll sell at 
least five million. On the other hand, 
Tesla's Five Man Acoustical Jam 

captures a magical live acoustic set in 
PhiIly last summer, and sounds as real as • 
any live recording we've ever heard— 
you really feel like you're in the au-
dience. The band is loose and funny, 
tearing through covers (by AOR staples 
like the Stones, Grateful Dead and 
Creedence) as well as their own hits, 
laughing with each other and the au-
dience throughout. The shows were 
broadcast but were never intended for 
release, making for a great sense of 
spontaneity and inspired playing. We 
wouldn't be surprised if this is their big-
gest album, largely because the same 
moms and dads that overhear this or 
Cinderella or the Crowes and are reminded 
of the bands that they grew up on and... 
BAM! Double demographics! (JA) 

TIGERTAILZ Bezerk (Music For 
Nations (UK) do Maze America, 
96 S. Long Beach Rd., Rockville 
Ctr., NY 115701516-763-1358)— 
The last album from these British glam-
snot metal poster-boys didn't suggest 
that they were anything more than 
Kerrang! pinups, but don't be fooled by 
the flashy quality of this band. This is a 
well-thought out record with powerful 
hooks, arrangements (complete with 
strings provided by the London Sym-
phony Orchestra) and production, but 
most impressive is the band's progress as 
songwriters: although others have failed 
using only basic ideas, here crafty 
bridges add much needed relief from the 
see/saw structure. As expected, the lyrics 
are on a par with third-grade poety, but 
if you like girls, sex, and slick (record) 
production then Tygertailz will satisfy. 
Wag "Heaven," "Sicksex" and "I Can 
Fight Dirty Too." (R1) 

CANDLEMASS Candlemass Live 
(Metal Blade-WB, 18653 Ventura 
Blvd., Tarzana, CA 91356-41031 
818-981-9050)—Alongside St. Vitus 
and Trouble, we can't think of any other 
band that has blown the Black Sabbath 
doom thing into a progressive whirlwind 
quite like Candlemass. Like the afore-
mentioned bands, Candlemass has been 
hammering the heaviness for some time 
without getting anything near the 
recognition they deserve, yet with the 
sudden resurgence in retro-type bands, 
they're sure to get a bit of the spotlight. 
This album was recorded in Stockholm 
and released primarily to prepare for 
their first full U.S. tour and take ad-
vantage of the Warner distribution. 
Although normally live albums are 
"quick-bucks" or "contract breakers" 
and lack in production as well as general 
care, Metal Blade has done this one 
right and presents one of best releases 
of its kind this year. A definitive 
Candlemass collection, this will have 
longtime fans rolling in unholy ecstasy, 
but could break open a whole new au-
dience as well. Eternal doom: "The 
Wells Of Souls," "Solitude," "Mirror 
Mirror" and "At The Gallows End." (KS) 

MUCKY PUP Now (Torrid, 43 
Gramatan Ave., Mt. Vernon, NY 
10550 /914-664-3885)—Reportedly 
recorded on Prince's birthday (and 
mixed on Elvis' death day), Now finds 
Mucky Pup progressing into an im-

pressively tight rock band. While most 
other bands try to write "fun rock" with 
stereotyped progressions and ideas, 
Mucky Pup comes up with a variety of 
eclectic approaches. From rambling 
MTV-putdowns ("A Headbanger's Ball," 
featuring Homer Simpson samples) to 
crunch guitar instrumentals ("Face"), to 
the organ grind of "My Hands, Your 
Neck," Mucky Pup blurs and crosses all 
boundaries of musical style. While the 
approach is similar to others in this vein 
(mostly Scatterbrain), Mucky Pup's songs 
are well-written and consistently enter-
taining, and their off-kilter approach 
makes them impossible to stereotype. Dig 
"Three Dead Gophers" (with Biohazard 
on backing vocals) "Face," "Hippies 
Hate Water" and "Hotel Penitentiary." 
(RJ) 

DIRTY WHITE BOY Bad Reputa-
tion (Mercury-PG, 825 Seventh 
Ave., New York, NY 100191212-
333-8000)—Previewed on our first 
ARCH!!! disc last summer, this L.A.-
based semi-supergroup/refugee band 
unites legendary guitarist Earl Slick (who 
worked extensively with David Bowie 
and John Lennon) with former members 
of Giuffria and Autograph—and works a 
lot better than it might sound. Slick is un-
questionably the star of the band, his 
tasteful riffs and embellishments giving 
the sound an organic quality far beyond 
most albums in the AOR-rock style. Pro-
ducer Beau Hill sometimes glosses it up 
too much and vocalist David Glen Eisley 
can wander into excessive emoting, but 
we dig the raunch of "Lazy Crazy," the 
slow groove of "Soul Of A Loaded 
Gun" and the ballad-ish "One Good 
Reason." (JA) 

SISTERS OF MERCY Vision Thing 
(Merciful Release-Elektra, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 
100191212-484-7200)—Believe it 

or not, the kings of early '80s goth rock 
have re-emerged after three years with 
perhaps their best album yet, one that 
often as not fits into loud rock territory. 
New guitarist Tim Bricheno's tasteful riffs 
and textures give the band the kind of 
symphonic undertow that they used to 
get from real orchestras and choirs, but 
with little overindulgence and hyper-
drama (as always, vocalist Andrew 
Eldritch takes care of that himself). While 
"Detonation Blvd." and the dreadful 
"When You Don't See Me" conjure 
visions of Def Leppard and Survivor, the 
sulking "Ribbons" ("Love is a many-
splintered thing," Eldritch moans) and 
the bruising title track are among the 
best songs this band's ever done. (JA) 

SHORT PLAYS  
MELVINS "With Yo' Heart, Not Yo' 
Hands" (7") (Sympathy For The 
Record Industry, 4901 Virginia 
Ave., Long Beach, CA 90805)—THIS 
IS THE hardest slow burn ever to grace the 
grooves of any piss-tint wax...bar none. 
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Innovators of the Northwest slow-fuck/ 
groove thang and quite possibly the one 
band single-handedly responsible for the 
likes of Soundgarden, Mother Love Bone, 
Alice In Chains etc., the legendary Melvins 
return with somewhat of a colored vinyl 7" 
tribute to MLB's late lead singer Andy 
Wood. The A-side cover "With Yo' Heart, 
Not Yo' Hands" was originally recorded by 
Wood's pre-MLB band Malfunkshun, and 
combined with two equally strong fresh 
Melvins ditties and some sweet Brian 
Walsby artwork ...and ya got this year's 
boldest single. (KS) 

PRONG "For Dear Life" (5") (Epic, 
P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10019-44501212-445-4321)—Yet 
another awesome cut spewn forth from the 
mighty Beg To Differ LP, but what's 
really cool here is the B-side: a ferocious 
reading of the previously-unreleased 
"Defiant" from a January '89 BBC re-
cording that holds up to anything on the 
album. Simply brutal. (JA) 

MR. BIG Live! Raw Like Sushi 
(EP) (MMG (Japan), do Atlantic, 
75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, 
NY 10019/212-484-8200)—In the 
fine spirit of Cheap Trick's Live At 
Budokan, this six-song/30-minute EP in-
cludes a 12-page booklet with loads of 
color photos and personal messages 
from the band, and features six live 
tracks that the label has no plans to 
release domestically. The songs (all from 
the band's debut LP) were recorded last 
June at three different dates on the 
band's tour with Rush, and sets the band 
in a much looser and less contrived set-
ting than the album. Sheenan's motor-
cycle bass powers the songs and Eric 
Martin proves himself to be an im-
pressive live vocalist (although guitarist 
Paul Gilbert way overdoes it). (JA) 

THERION Time Shall Tell (EP) 
(House Of Kicks, Box 2140, 103 
14 Stockholm, Sweden/(046 08) 
791-8989)—From the same school as 
Carnage, Entombed and the Filthy Chris-
tians, these "brutal Swedish Vikings" 

excrete "fast, brutal, complex and 
creative grinding DEATH-METAL," or so 
sez the sticker on the cover. Inside the 
grooves, we'd say they were correct on 
all accounts accept the "creative" end— 
by all means we're not giving the 
Swedes the kiss of generic death, but 
their sound is obviously tapped from a 
Morbid Angel-meets-Celtic Warrior vein. 
Four songs total and well worth inves-
tigating. (KS) 

KMFDM "Godlike" (12") (Wax 
Trax, 1659 N. Damen, Chicago, 
IL 606471312-252-1000)—The 
Wall came down in Berlin, yet KMFDM 
is getting fried over a recent album 
cover that is as ambiguous as this multi-
dimension industrial-ish band.

Legendary producer Michael Wagener 
(Skid Row, Metallica, etc.) has just finished 
doing the debut LP from SAIGON KICK. 
Wagener dropped everything he was doing 
to produce this record on three days' notice 
(he actually flew to Miami to see them on a 
Friday night, and was in an L.A. studio pro-
ducing on Monday morning). With a few 
minor miracles this LP will be released on 
Third Stone through Atlantic Records by the 
end of February. Look out 'cause this is 
gonna be serious shit. This band is one of 
the biggest draws in the Miami/Fort Lauder-
dale area and their time has come to 
conquer America ... Next up CRYER 
heads into the studio with Jim Faraci 
(Poison, L.A. Guns, Ratt, etc.). These guys 
are a great straight forward Van Halen-ish 
metal group with lots of cool 
songs...Other Third Stone artists getting 
ready to record next year include DAVID 
ALEX-BARTON, who's coming off his film 
debut in the upcoming Stone Group Pictures 
film Hard Promises, and SEAN 
RICKMAN, who plays everything and 
writes surrealistic masterpieces that resem-
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beginning, but he quit about two months 
after the band was formed to go back to 
his girlfriend in Illinois. 

Very interesting. So were you still in 
Missouri or had you moved to Houston by 
then? 
No, we were still in Missouri. We moved to 
Houston five years ago. 

What sort of scene was happening in 
Missouri at the time? 
It was part of the new wave thing. Y'know, 
the Beatle-ish... 

Skinny ties? 
Yeah, we wore the skinny ties and the 
white shirts and that whole deal. Ty had 
short blonde hair like the Beatles, y'know, 
we did it all. (laughs) 

When's the first time you heard one of your 
records on the radio? 
I don't remember, because I've been re-
cording stuff all my life. I think it was when 
we were The Edge, actually, back in 
Springfield, they played a song off of one 
of our demos on the radio. A song you'll 
probably never hear (laughs)... 

What sort of scene is in Houston now? 
It's like any other city. You've got your 
quirky Faith No More/Red Hot Chili Pepper 
bands, and your metal bands. The thing 
that we don't have much here is the glam-
rock thing—Warrant, Poison and stuff like 
that, it's really not a big deal in Texas. But 
we've got everything else, the Sub Pop 
sound—and there's a new thing happening 
down here now: it's like everybody wants 
to sound like the Jimi Hendrix Experience. 
It's pretty cool, actually. All these guitar 
players whose dads grew up with Stevie Ray 
Vaughan and Johnny Winter are pullin' out 
these old Hendrix albums and gettin' the 
sound and everything just like him. It's pret-
ty amazing, I've seen several bands like 
that-1 can't remember their names, I'm 
sorry! 

Anything you've heard lately that you really 
like? 

I like Toy Matinee, and Jellyfish, 
Alice In Chains, um... There's a new 
band called Mind Funk, their record's not 
out yet but I heard some stuff by them 
that's really good. [See Minefield for more 
info—ed.] And there's another band called 
Tribe After Tribe that's coming out on 
Megaforce that I'm just flipped on. They're 
from South Africa, and they sound kinda 
like a Jane's Addiction/U2/Pink Floyd thing 
with this South African attitude, It's very in-
teresting, it's very emotional/spiritual— 
spiritual in the sense that it ¡ust touches you 
inside. I've listened to that demo I don't 
know how many times. And the Galactic 
Cowboys—my best friends in the 
wholeworldl—got signed to Geffen about a 
year ago, and their record'll be out in a 
couple of months. They re great, they 
sound like Black Sabbath meets Crosby, 
Stills, Nash & Young. Great four-part har-
monies and this unbelievable slow-drivin' 
Black Sabbath crunch. Really cool. 

"We can't put out the 
same record every year, 
because then they'd 
crucify us for that." 

Sounds almost like a more melodic Pantera. 
Yeah, they're like Pantera. I love Pantera. 
That's another record , play continually, 
and those are good friends of mine too. 
Yeah, I'm going to see them tonight. 
[Excitedly] You are? You gonna meet 'ern? 

Maybe... 
Please, tell 'em that Doug says hi, and that 
he misses 'em. I miss them, okay? [I didn't 
meet them, so there ya gol—ed.] 
How about Primus? 
Yeah, I love Primus. I got that about a 
week ago and I played 'em in my car and 
it rocked my brains out! 

Black Crowes? 
Yeah, I love the Black Crowes. In fact, I've 
gotta a poster of then that they signed for 
me. 

Did (Def American's) Clarissa Garcia send it 
to you? 
Yeah, she's sweet! 

Jane's Addiction? 
[Sighs] Um, I think it's a really good 
record, in fact I ¡ust played it all the way 
through yesterday. You gotta either love 
'em or hate 'em, and I'm trying to sort it 
out. 'Cause I don't hate them, I am really 
very intrigued and attracted by them, but 
I've never been able to really sit down and 
embrace what they're doing yet. 

Slayer? 
Yep. I got their new record. 

Okay, last question. Have you ever come 
close to breaking up? 
In the old days, all the time, because we 
were starving We ¡ust didn't see how we 
could survive as a band. We wanted to 
stay together, but it was so hard. We stuck 
it out anyway. We got fired a lotto times. 
We'd be out on the road playin' and club 
owners would say "No, you're not the 
right band." All the time. 
We never fit in. That was the whole 

thing. We never, ever could fit in. No mat-
ter how hard we'd try and try, we couldn't, 
and so we finally gave up trying. With Sam 
Taylor's encouragement—he said, "Just be 
yourself and screw everybody else. If they 
like it, they do, if they don't, they don't, 
but at least you'll be honest with yourselves 
and with them." So we said, "Let's do it." 

"It Makes Me Wonder" is the song that 
was born from that. It was a group col-
laboration, I think probably the only song 
we ever wrote together from scratch. That 
was a song that none of us would have 
ever come up with by ourselves, and that's 
been the foundation of King's X ever since. 

"We never, ever could 
fit in. No matter how 
hard we'd try and try, 
we couldn't and so we 
finally gave up trying." 

And things have gotten steadily better ever 
since? 
Yeah, every time it gets bigger and better. 
Every time we play a town we come back 
and there's more people. It continually 
grows, and that's the way we've always 
wanted it to be.

First, an apology to the college station K-
Rock ...My smarmy guffah was directed to 
those generic "Q" 102s or "Z" 103s or 

"K" one-oh-whatevers that grind these 
clever little nicknames into Arbitron repor-
tin' sheeps' heads...No direct connection 
intended. Last round out was fun, but con-
spicuous absense of the word "commer-
cial" may have left you suspicious. Com-
merciality is an odd duck in this "market." 
To some, it's a heavenly goal. To others—a 
scourge, a put-down, a sellout. Is college/ 
community radio commercial in the true 
sense and stretch of the word? In acknowl-
edging and participating in the American 
Capitalist mode, in promoting records—all 
of us in the "alternative" charts (whether 
he/she/we be major/indie, band/composer, 
PR/public service, paid/ volunteer) can't 
hide behind a mask of noble non-com-
merciality. There are too many motives out 
there to decipher. It's impossible to tell 
whether you'd be a DJ if you knew that 
there was NO chance to make a living 
in music (you mean, nobody told you?). 
Would I be doing this if it were not satisfy-
ing some twisted desire or motive (I'll give 
you a hint—it ain't ample cash ...)? Ego-
buffing? Resume padding? Potential earn-
ings? Rock fantasy? Idol worship? We 
create and reinforce this monster daily, so I 
hope that I was clear in my blather that in 
addressing only the major labels, my intent 
was not to lambast their $$ driven inten-
tions, nor to lamely defend the "indie-
cause" (which just don't exist, kiddies). No, 
elements of all of these things are sure true, 
but they aren't the sole driving problem. I 
think if we acknowledge that honestly, we 
are less deluded about out own goals and 
clearer in intercepting and working along 
with (and sometimes in spite of) the goals 
of others. Sure, it'd be nice if we didn't 
have to think about "selling," "bottom 
line," "cash flow," (French for "huh?" or 
viceprezquayle. But here we are. Ajesse-
freakin-helmspmrcblessamerica. So, to do 
what we want to do(I'm guessing that's to 
propel this music stuff...) and to possibly 
get some of our pennies recouped ("pen-
nies" is realistic), we participate in a system 
that is diametrically opposed to the ideals 
and principles we flaunt. Go fig. Or go live 
in a country that treats and supports its art-
ists like humans (and in come cases, like na-
tional treasures). OR, work to change this 
one. Support the arts, support public money 
for grants, understand a tax increase be-
fore you bitch about it (and conversely, 
before you support it. explore the anti-
censorship stuff, work for public humanities 
trusts and clue them into the real world and 
encourage big money resources to do like-
wise (hello, SONY?) . . .Good luck and 
please dialogue (CMJ!

My recent trip to the CMJ Marathon left me

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Label People at the event reminded me of 
Ronald Reagan more than anything else.

The guy who overcame 
the fact that he was born poor and stupid, 
that he never got an education, an ounce 
of compassion or a clue, but somehow, by 
virtue of his voice and his looks and his 
"hard work," he managed to become rich 
and famous and President of the United 
States.

ROUGH TRADE 
PACT WITH 
GEFFEN? 
According to a source at Rough 
Trade Records, the successful 
London-based independent label 
will soon announce a licensing 
deal with Geffen Records. The 
agreement would allow Geffen to 
license up to three Rough Trade 
releases per year for worldwide 
distribution. Rough Trade record-
ing artists Muzzy Star and 
Galaxie 500 are thought to be 
two leading candidates to be 
licensed by Geffen. In other 
Rough Trade news, Terry Tolkin, 
the director of A&R in the U.S., 
and Cathy Ellis, longtime retail 
promotion manager, were both 
laid off from their posts. 

MORE LAYOFFS AT 
ENIGMA 
On Nov. 15, Enigma Entertain-
ment laid off 27 of its employees, 
about half of the company's 
workforce. Enigma's joint venture 
and distribution deal with Capitol. 
EMI runs out at the end of the 
year, and the label is currently 
considering two offers for a new 
partner. The label stated that all 
of its bands will stay on Bill Hein's 
label, whether it will be called 
Enigma or not, and that no fur-
ther employee cuts will be made.

MUTE/ELEKTRA 

ELEKTRA MUTED 
As reported here earlier, Mute 
Records, the U.K.-based indie 
label, has entered into a licens-
ing, pressing and distribution deal 
with Elektra Entertainment. Nick 
Cove & The Bad Seeds, 
Renegade Soundwave, 
Inspirai Carpets, Fortran 5 
and Easy are the first artists 
lisenced directly to Elektra. 
Crime And The City Solu-
tion and Diamanda Golas 
will be released through a P&D 
deal, with promotion coming from 
Mute's U.S. office. The deal 
comes ¡ust as Mute's deal with 
Enigma Entertainment expired.

SOUND 
WAREHOUSE 
CLEARED 
Char ges against Sound 
Warehouse, the Dallas-based 
chain charged with obscenity for 
selling 2 Live Crew's As 
Nasty As They Wanna Be— 
making them the first music 
retailer to be charged on a cor-
porate level—have been dropped. 
This news comes two days after 
Dallas Assistant District Attorney 
David Pickett was defeated by a 
large margin in a race for District 
Judge. The chain already had an 
18-to-buy policy in effect for 
stickered product and had 
already agreed to remove all 
copies of the record from all 24 
of its Dallas area stores. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
Though Seattle indie Sub Pop 
Records' negotiations with CBS 
fell through, the label is report-
edly close to wrapping up a deal 
with Disney's Hollywood Rec-
ords...Big Chief Records, home 
of Agony Column, will now be 
distributed by Metal Blade, which 
has major-label distribution 
through Warner Bros. and in-
dependent distribution through 
Caroline... Elektra has signed 
the Merchants Of Venice, 
with Lone Justice's Shayne 
Fontayne . .. The latest LPs from 
Boogie Down Productions, 
Living Colour, The Time and 
UB40, and Van Morrison's 
The Best Of Van Morrison 
were all certified gold in Octo-
ber...There is a God! Producer 
Frank Farian has disbanded the 
German band Milli Vanilli, 
saying that frontmen Rob Pilatus 
and Fabrice Morvan didn't sing 
on the group's debut album con-
taining the hit "Girl You Know 
It's True." The two German heart 
throbs have since returned the 
1989 Grammy they accepted for 
Best New Artist, "which will 
preserve the integrity of the 
Grammy Awards and pro-
cedures," according to a state-
ment issued by Arista, the band's 
U.S. label.

N D OVER MATTERS 

Whadja Get In The Mail Today?

Sorne compact discs no doubt, maybe a few cassettes, even fewer releases on vinyl. Additionally, I'll bet, lots of other stuff 
characterized as "promotional items." Not merely the traditional— 

posters, flats and other stuff to adorn the walls—but salad dressing and 
inflatable toys for the bathtub. Dolls and "sex packets" (not necessarily 
in the same envelope). In short, enough crap to gratify ci Boy Scout sell-
ing "Tom Watts" door to door. 
A small independent label bemoaning the lack of funds it has to service 

these items is understandable. Or is it? One has to ask oneself, "What 
good is this junk?" OK, OK, plenty useful, I know. Not only are folks in-
terested in keeping you well-stocked with office supplies, but some are 
even willing to look out for your personal hygiene. Those helpful souls 
provide useful things like combs and dental floss for programmers who 
can neither decide what music the station ought to broadcast nor take 
care of themselves properly.

Though not naive enough to ask, "What does this have to do with 
music?," I can propose at least another way to spend money which, I'll 
presume, comes out of the pocket of artists (newly signed ones anyway) 
in the way of advance money. Shouldn't a distinction be made between 
such promotional items and a copy of the release being promoted? I 
must admit that I never realized the point in a Megaconglom Records 
sending 10 copies of a release to a station—unless the person sending 
them intends to win favor when the programmer gives one copy to a 
friend and hocks the rest down at the local used record shop. It has since 
dawned on me, however, that there is some genuine merit in sending 
multiple copies of a release to a responsible programmer who can be 
counted on to pass the extra copies on to air personnel. Facilitating the 
availability of a release within the station is a worthy means of ultimately 
gaining exposure for the music. If the record is deemed "good" by those 
whose hands it lands in, the mission is accomplished. If the record is in 
fact "crummy," there could be an unfortunate drawback (for everyone 
but the servicing company)—an inclination to play it anyway because it's 
free and the DJ is familiar with it. In this respect, I suppose, the record, 
cassette or CD is no better than your average promotional mug. 
Naturally, the bottom line is gullibility versus the desire to offer quality 
programming. But nothing that the postmaster delivers except more 
music—and perhaps a decent trade magazine—can ever help solve that 
dilemma.

Those expecting the mystique 
behind the Cocteau Twins' music 
to be revealed at their live show 
would have been disappointed; 
while we did gain a much-desired 
insight as to how the spacey 
grooves are created, their 
mythical artistic inscrutability 
thankfully remains. For a band so 
at home in the studio, where 
layers of sounds are easy to 
create and perfection is an at-
tainable goal, the Twins put on a 
remarkable, if not technically 
flawed, live show. On stage, 
Robin Guthrie is as much a con-
ductor as a performer, twiddling 
knobs on various high-tech 

JELLYFISH

A kaleidoscope, a drop of sun-
shine and a lava lamp seem the 
perfect accompaniment for the 
'70s pop-drenched resonance still 
faithfully (and, to some, surpris-
ingly) ringing in the ears of a fix-
ated crowd at New York's Mar-
quee. Jellyfish, with all their vocal 
splendor, potted plants and bub-
ble machines, effortlessly captured 
the spirit and musical characteristics 
of an all-too often looked-down-
upon era. Rather than mimic the 
predictably derivative nature of 
retro/nostalgia bands, Jellyfish is 
more of an anachronism and an 
apprentice combined. There are 
no pretensions, just a hauntingly 
intuitive nature to place them-
selves among the craftiest of the 
flower-power bands 15 years 
late. Every hook, riff, harmony 
and melody is deliberately and

machines and contributing soul-
wandering guitar solos, while two 
other guitar players set the stage 
with their soft, rhythmic strumming. 
Bassist Simon Raymonde was 
responsible for the dreamy pulse 
behind the music, gently nudging 
it into a beautiful surreality. And 
how could we neglect to mention 
chanteuse/muse Liz Fraser's voice, 
which was unexpectedly strong 
and soaring (and beyond that, 
essentially indescribable). While 
the early '80s agressive angst of 
the Cocteaus' music has mellowed 
with age, instead taking on the 
relaxed tone that began with the 
Aikea-Guinea EP and has 
brought us to Heaven Or Las 
Vegas, the struggle has taken 
on new dimensions and is now 
ironed out in more subtle ways. 

directly influenced by everyone 
from Badfinger to lOcc without 
plagiarizing or compromising their 
ability to write genuinely good 
songs. With all four bell-bottomed, 
color-clashed band members lined 
up at the front of the stage, the 
set showed echoes of H.R. Puff 'n 
Stuff meets Dr. Seuss, the drum-
mer standing and on lead vocals, 
and instruments fronted with 
stage props such as white picket 
fences, flowers and a purple 
paisley parasol. All, of course, 
culminating with a whimsical 
assertion of their very roots by 
performing period gems such as 
Badfinger's "No Matter What 
You Do," Supertramp's —The 
Logical Song," Wings' "Let 'Em 
In," a Styx/Dennis DeYoung 
mock-up of "Come Sail Away" 
and an Archies cover. Quite simp-
ly, this ensemble isn't made up of 
watered-down derivative stylings 
from concentrate. It's pure pop 
extract.
