RIDE 
Now  
(Sire, do Reprise, 3300 Warner Blvd., 
Burbank, CA 91505) 
The energy behind Ride's music is symbolized by 
the tremendous natural force in the ocean swell 
pictured on the cover of Nowhere. All the 
youthful exuberance of the Smile collection 
remains intact on Ride's true album debut, but 
enhanced production creates bigger and fuller 
sounds, sculpting their raw energy into suggestive 
textures. Nowhere glows with the same fiery 
guitar snarls as the debut EPs, but they're at once 
condensed into a cohesive album and spread out 
to explore vaster regions. The songs tackle per-
sonal tragedy with screaming guitars and sweet, 
youthful vocals, providing both reassurance and 
escape for the bruised and confused. The album 
feels melded together, its power smooth and con-
sistent, so that hazy crawls like "In A Different 
Place" and "Dreams Burn Down" come off as 
charged as the feverish pop tunes "Seagull" and 
"Taste." Andy Bell's guitars are packed under a 
vacuum seal, ready to explode into a cacopho-
nous frenzy at the slightest puncture, not unlike 
the sonic noise restructuring explored by label-
mates My Bloody Valentine. Jangly strums are 
followed by sonic booms, and the tension between 
the two is taut with glowing intensity, for an LP 
that'll sure be somewhere when the all-time Brit 
pop manglers are tallied. 

MEAT BEAT MANIFESTO 
99% 
(Mute, do Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, 
New York, NY 10019) 
We've heard this Manifesto before: The British 
outfit released a few 12" singles on Sweatbox 
(UK) (compiled on Storm The Studio), and 
more recently, the "God 0.D." and "Helter 
Skelter" singles on Wax Trax. The biggest surprise 
of 9 9 °/o is that a singles-oriented club group 
could make such a swaying, churning, percolating 
sound reverberate brilliantly throughout a 10-track 
LP. While we're told that MBM is a visually wild 
group live, with interactive theater, dancers, porn 
videos—the whole nine yards—we'll accept this 
recording as entertainment enough; the variety 
and skillful editing of the samples contained on the 
album make for both a danceable and listenable 
statement of intent. Composer/rapper Jack 
Dangers and guitarist/programmer Jonny Stephens 
deserve credit for creating such a likable mix of 
hip-hop, industrial dance, art rock and techno-
pop. While many groups have been invading/ 
pillaging all said genres, Meat Beat Manifesto 
seems to be the most serious about creating music 
that says "is" more than "trying to be." Included 
here is the amazing "Dogstar Man/Helter Skelter" 
single; the first Mute-Elektra single, "Psyche-Out"; 
the jazzy piano of "Hello Teenage America"; the 
tape-looped voices of "All The Things You Are" 
("You cannot petition the Lord with prayer") and 
"Hallucination Generation" ("Those innocent fun 
games of the Hallucination Generation"); and the 
bouncy, fast-paced finale, "Deviate." 

GODFLESH 
Streetcleaner 
(Earache, do Combat, 187-07 Hender-
son Ave., Hollis, NY 11423/718-740-
5700) 
Pain and suffering and unholy evil are common 
obsessions in music, their infinite forms taking on 
uncountable means and degrees of musical ex-
pression, particularly in the '80s, when the age of 
the antichrist really blossomed. Such themes are 
Godflesh's raison d'etre, and thanks to their 
single-minded dedication, Streetcleaner's 
depiction of eternal torment is so vividly per-
sonified it could rise up and take your nose off. 
The Swans, with their slow-dripping-razor pace 
and intensity, and psycho-sexual-religious lyrical 
axis, figure prominently as Godflesh mentors, as 
does Gore with their death-march drumming and 
guitar leads of encroaching doom. Godflesh 
carves their own little extreme by tightening and 
excising the fat from the mechanistic, slow-building 
sequences, the echoey vocal exhumations erupting 
forth for only a fraction of each song. Unerringly 
brutal while snaking along in a distant, dreamlike 
quality, Godflesh's ominously scraping guitars 
don't grate or diminish in authoritative horror, 
even at bonus-track-CD length—rather, you'll be 
tugged that much firmer into the vortex they call 
home. "Pulp," "Dream Long Dead," the title 
track and "Locust Furnace" leave the fewest 
lifeforms in their wake. 

RONALD SHANNON JACKSON 
Red Warrior 
(Axiom, do Mango, 14 E. 4th St., New 
York, NY 10012) 
Hard, sweet, fresh, fast, slow, melodic, noisy, 
bluesy and metallic—that will give you an idea 
about the musical world of composer and drum-
mer Ronald Shannon Jackson. His music functions 
much like an architectural piece; different elements 
are brought in but given enough space to breathe 
and set forth a distinctive shape. But the one thing 
this music brings, above all, is sincerity and pas-
sion. Accompanied by three guitars (Jef Lee 
Johnson, Jack DeSalvo and guest guitarist Stevie 
Salas) and two basses (Ramon Pooser and Conrad 
Mathieu), Jackson brings it full circle with this in-
tense, hard-edged musical unit. This music moves 
without ever resting in one place or going back— 
forward motion all the way. Shannon Jackson, like 
the late Art Blakey, conducts his band by giving 
cues and hints to his talented ensemble, while let-
ting them breathe through the music. Shannon 
Jackson's drumming never sounded better; you 
can hear the many nuances in his beautiful im-
provisational prowess and imagination. This 
record should not be relegated to the jazz bin 
only—music as fresh and original as this ought to 
be heard by everyone. 
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VERMONSTER Spirit Of Yma 
(Twisted Village, do Forced Ex-
posure, P.O. Box 9102, Waltham, 
MA 02254)—As in Yma Sumac, the '50s 
sensation with a million-octave range, an 
exotic if not altogether plausible royal back-
ground, and a freeform, wordless singing 
style. What the gang in Vermonster mean 
by "spirit" is an untamed note-for-note 
translation of all those extremities of emo-
tion that musician-types have. Folks from 
Crystalized Movements (Wayne Rogers and 
Kate Biggar) and Forced Exposure's own 
Jimmy Johnson apparently turned up at a 
studio one day and just let their guitars 
speak their minds; all four songs on the 
record start out simply enough before 
escaping into an unrestrained celebration of 
feedback semantics. Drop the needle down 
at most points on the record, and the four 
(with help from assorteds on bass, drums, 
etc.) will appear to be attaining an ultimate 
sonic climax, only they sustain and im-
provise upon it for the length of the piece. 
While every now and then o recognizably 
Crystaline turn of phrase emerges from the 
brave, headlong quests for the Utter in 
electric guitar, the Vermonster sound is 
characteristic mostly for its dense and 
abstract noisemaking. Owing more to jazz 
than to the freak-outs of '60s rock visionary 
¡am sessions, everyone plays as though they 
were one step from enlightenment, which 
can be rather liberating to listen to as well. 
We like "Rainy, Starless Night" and "Black 
Liquid Slowly Mummifies," the more ex-
tended of Vermonster's stuff. 

BIOTA Bellowing Room/Tinct 
(Cuneiform, P.O. Box 6517, 
Wheaton, MD 20906)—Assigning a 
genre to Biota's music would be nigh on 
impossible, like categorizing all the different 
organisms darting around in a teeming 
drop of pondwater under a microscope 
slide. Impossible to peg into holes of any 
shape, Biota inhabits their own sphere of 
sound, laboring painstakingly over months 
and months to create eerie, almost-ambient 
recordings of various intense studio moods. 
These two long, highly developed pieces 
are like minutely detailed cities teeming with 
tiny ideas—an ant farm of music—making 
up the sprawl of the musical Biotasphere. 
Random and chaotic forces are by no 
means the only ones at work in Biota's 

music, as complex structures emerge when 
one's gaze rises above the minutae of each 
smaller piece, revealing a larger blueprint 
of ideas of an even greater magnitude. 
Equally stunning are the accompanying 
graphics and illustrations in the CD booklet, 
images composed by Mnemonists, the 
visual-arts counterpart to Biota's audio art. 
Experienced in tandem with the open door 
of Biota's music, the effect is of a multi-
media presentation that far outshines more 
polished, pretentious, "artsy" efforts by 
other like-minded but less talented outfits. 
It's precisely the smallness and humbleness 
that makes the music of Biota so intriguing. 
In a world where the small, silent and 
delicate are often overshadowed by the 
loudness of big and hulking masses, Biota 
proves that often the softest and smallest 
of sounds can be the most evocative and 
compelling. 

CHAMPION JACK DUPREE Back 
Home In New Orleans (Bullseye 
Blues, do Rounder, 1 Camp St., 
Cambridge, MA 021401617-354-
0700)—And what a long, strange trip it's 
been. Champion Jack Dupree has for years 
been one of New Orleans' most famous ex-
patriates. Even though he now makes the 
city of Hamburg, Germany, his home, he's 
still one of the most revered and influential 
of New Orleans' ivory ticklers, ranking with 
Professor Longhair, James Booker, Fats 
Domino and Dr. John as one of the masters 
of the "New Orleans sound," a loping 
barrelhouse style of piano that simply 
doesn't happen anyplace else on the 
planet. You see, Jack tired of the lean 
times and laid-back, go-nowhere atmos-
phere of the Big Easy and left Louisiana for 
New York and then Germany way back in 
1954, but to quote the words of noted New 
Orleans music scribe Almost Slim, "you can 
take the pianist out of New Orleans, but 
you can't take the New Orleans out of the 
pianist." His triumphant return to the Cres-
cent City last May for the first time in 36 
years made him one of the celebrated 
highlights of the New Orleans Jazz and 
Heritage Festival amongst blues con-
noisseurs and cognoscenti. Though backed 
at times by an all-star New Orleans band, 
we'd have to say that this disc's greatest 
moments come when the band takes five 
and Jack and his European guitarist Kenn 
Landing tackle the blues in the inimitable 
solo Champion style of striding piano and 
bluesy vocals, as on "I Don't Know," 
"Broken Hearted," "Way Down" or the 
emotion-packed "Freedom." Spread the 
word—Champion Jack is back. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Ancient Heart: 
Mandinka And Fulani Music Of The 
Gambia (Axiom, cío Mango, 14 E. 
4th St., New York, NY 10012)—For 
a country that's barely larger than the state 
of Delaware, Gambia has left an indelible 
mark upon the musical consciousness of 
the world. Surrounded almost entirely by 
Senegal, and nearby neighbor to regions

such as Mali, Guinea and Guinea Bissau, 
Gambia can almost be viewed as playing a 
central role musically as well as geograph-
ically in the ancient yet still unfolding his-
tory of African music. While other musi-
cians such as Toure Kunde, Ali Farke loure, 
Youssou N'Dour and Feba Kuti may achieve 
some degree of fame outside their native 
continent, it is the Gambians who have 
been quietly making some of the finest of 
Africa's music, literally for centuries. The 
Mandinka and Fulani are two distinct ethnic 
groups of the population of Guinea (and 
many other African nations as well), whose 
particular musical styles and contributions 
are spotlighted here. The haunting, sub-
dued and sweeping music of the kora (a 
21-string predecessor to the harp and the 
lute), the balophone (a sort of wooden 
xylophone) and various hand-made per-
cussion instruments usually carved of 
mahogany, are layered so thickly that they 
seem to merge into a unified, deftly har-
monic and thickly rhythmic sound. Uninter-
rupted and unfettered, the music on this 
disc flows and unfolds like a long voyage, 
an immersing ¡ourney that takes us through 
the music of one of Africa's most artistically 
celebrated areas. 

BURNING RAIN Visions (Res-
onance, P.O. Box 549, Village 
Station, New York, NY 10014/ 
212-268-5051)—Burning Rain's debut is 
tucked deeper under the psychedelic carpet 
than the Cynics or even the Strawberry Zots 
(hah), with authentic sub-bootleg recording 
quality rendering them as far away from 
spiffy-clean Jellyfish-type revivalists as Bret 
Easton Ellis is from Herman Hesse. It helps 
to be an aficionado of the '60s garage-
band explosion, or at least remember the 
early '80s bands that emulated it, in order 
to appreciate the Burning Rain on its own 
terms, since the band wears its live-to-two-
track sensibilities like a big muddy halo. 
From Dallas, the band reaches the pinnacle 
of psychedelic revivalism: If we didn't know 
better, we'd swear we'd first heard them 
on Vol. 1 or 2 of Texas Flashbacks, 
judging both sound and the way they 
reconcile street punk/head case stances, 
tripping their faces off but keeping the 
sneer intact. Though we think we've heard 
most of these riffs and Farfisa tinkling (the 
Lyres couldn't get theirs to sound this 

cheesy) before, that doesn't matter, since 
Burning Rain's influences in question ripped 
them off from the Kinks, Stones, etc., as 
well. Burning Rain isn't going to win any 
accolades for breakthroughs in songwriting, 
playing or recording—but we doubt it 
entered their heads, for what they do is 
pay homage to and keep alive an indigent, 
albeit unrecognized, artform. Cuts: "Cello-
phane," "Peace Of Your Love," "Walk 
Like This" and "Visions Unearthed." 

FODAY MUSA SUSO The Dream-
time/SAMULNORI Record Of 
Changesi'KUSUMA SARI Gamelan 
Batel Wayang Ramayana/SHOBA 
GURTU Shaba Gurtu/KUDSI 
ERGUNER Sufi Music Of Turkey 
(CMP, 155 W. 72nd St. #704, New 
York, NY 100231212-769-9362)— 
Beyond the dense discographical labyrith 
of titles and a veritable minefield of tricky 
world-music pronunciations (not to mention 
a nightmare for our own CMJ database), 
CMP Records has released a stunning series 
of releases covering music from all over the 
globe, so diverse and disparate that sifting 
through them and listening to them all in 
sequence was a mesmerizing assignment 
that ultimately left our heads spinning. 
Well thought out, superbly annotated 
and thoroughly researched, this series of 
releases rivals any previous line of world 
music issues we've ever encountered (unless 
you count the entire Nonesuch back cata-
log of the '60s and '70s). 

Master composer and kora player Foday 
Musa Suso is no stranger to the recording 
medium—his three previous albums and 
work with Bill Caswell, Herbie Hancock and 
Philip Glass have made his name known as 
one of the foremost exponents of the kora 
(a gourd-shaped relative of the western 
lute). Perhaps his finest, most fully realized 
work to date, The Dreamtime is pre-
cisely that—a scintillating web of spangled, 
bejewelled kora lines rich in airy ambience 
(Bill Laswell's masterful production works 
wonders here). The percussion-crazed 
momentum of the group Samulnori is 
definitely out of the realm of the ordi-
nary—in fact, most listeners agree that at 
times, it borders on the brink of the mad. 
This Korean percussion ensemble sings, 
drums and hollers like a group posessed, 
rattling gongs, conjuring a dervish of often 
demonic-sounding riffs and stampeding tem-
pos out of their battery of various tuned 
and untuned percussion. With cuts averag-
ing 10 to 13 minutes and up, these thun-
derous Neubauten-meets-Naked City 
meditations are probably not suited for the 
squeamish or faint at heart. Slightly more 
soothing, the Gamelan music of Bali is 
among the Earth's oldest continuous musical 
lineages; documentation traces wayang 
musical performances back to about 907 
A.D., but the traditions were probably well 
in place by the time they became written 
history. This spooky, kalimba-driven music 
appears at first to be sprawling, chaotic 
and disorganized, but is actually densely 
and sublimely sculptured, like the patterns 
in sand raked in an Oriental rock garden. 
On the Indian subcontinent, Shoba Gurtu 

sings with a powerful mixture of strength 
and femininity that reminds these musico-
logically minded ears of an Indian version 
of the Bulgarian womens' choirs. Backed by 
a traditional ensemble of Indian musicians— 
sarangi, harmonium and tabla—Gurtu (who 
also, incidentally, is the mother of John 
McLaughlin Trio percussionist Trilok Gurtu) 
sings as few others do, with a power and 
conviction that transcends boundaries or ar-
bitrary categories. Likewise, Sufi Music 
Of Turkey spins tales of intrigue of the 
Ottoman Empire, as told through the eerie 
tones of ney flutes and rustic percussion. 
The sort of blending of the old with the new 
that CMP seems to be spotlighting in this 
fine series is certainly an area of explora-
tion that richly deserves following up—let's 
hope for more fine works from CMP in the 
future.

YO LA TENGO "Here Comes My 
Baby" (EP) (Bar/None, P.O. Box 
1704, Hoboken, NJ 070301201-
795-9424)—This is on outrageously 
generous promotion-only CD from 
Bar/None, from the resplendent Georgia 
Hubley watercolor cover to the bounty of 
previously unavailable live tracks. The 
bouncy "Here Comes My Baby" is taken 
from the acoustic Fakebook LP, while the 
six additional tracks, with one important ex-
ception, are Yo La at their electrically 
charged peak, from the name-dropping 
fury of "The Story Of Jazz" to guest 
crooner Chris Nelson's own "Let's Com-
promise" to Neil Young's "Barstool Blues," 
done the right way for a change. It's the 
version of Daniel Johnston's "Speeding 
Motorcycle," however, that'll ensure this 
EP's placement in the collector hall of fame. 
Performed live on the air at WFMU, with 
band in studio and Daniel himself singing 
up a storm by phone from West Virginia, 
it's a perfect moment—the kind that hardly 
ever occurs and even less frequently gets 
captured for public consumption. Let's 
speed some more. 

BARBARA MANNING "Don't Let It 
Bring You Down" (7") (Forced Ex-

posure, P.O. Box 9102, Waltham, 
MA 02254)—Barbara Manning is the 
owner of one of the most compelling voices 
in rock music today, as displayed on her 
recordings with 28th Day, World Of Pooh 
and on her debut solo LP on Heyday 
Records. Her simplistic approach—just 
layers of vocals, understated guitars, 
recorder and sparse percussion—is equal 
parts nouveau folk and D.I.Y. Amerindie-
pop. Both tunes here showcase Manning's 
voice, her songsmithing and her modest but 
moving delivery. She's the closest thing we 
Americans have to the amazingly powerful 
music to come out of that fertile crescent of 
creativity, New Zealand, and Manning taps 
many of the same tender nerve endings as 
her Zealie counterparts. Look for a new EP 
from her early next year. 

PRISONSHAKE "Almost Christmas" 
(7")/VARIOUS ARTISTS Gimme 
Some Santa (7" EP) (Scat, P.O. Box 
141161, Cleveland, OH 44144/ 
216-341-4843)—"Almost Christmas," 
which comes with issue #4 of Seven, the 
Scat Records quarterly fanzine, is quite a 
departure for a band whose past work is 

primarily '80s-style garage pop. The song is 
slow moving, like your anticipation for the 
holidays to be over, and wraught with 
emotional troubles, like your soul during the 
holiday season. It explores some of the 
same rocky gullies in a similar, textural 
fashion as, say, Galaxie 500, but with less 
crystalline sheen, and with vocals that sing 
rather than moan. The flip is more of what 
you'd expect from Prisonshake—including a 
great, sing-along chorus of "Hell, Hell, 
Hell,"—and it gives you an idea of how 
much fun the band is live. The rest of the 
package includes a fanzine with some in-
sightful reviews, a Prisonshake interview, a 
short story and a "swank" package (to 
quote the editor). Also on Scat is a 7" com-
pilation called Gimme Some Santa, 
(we think it shoulda been called "Let's 
Destroy Santa") which your family might 
enjoy looking at—the vinyl is gorgeous red 
and green marble—but probably not listen-
ing to. In the same spirit as Happy Flowers 
and Killdozer's cover tunes, Puff Tube's 
"Let's Shave Rudolf" makes "Grandma 
Got Run Over By A Reindeer" sound like a 
nursery rhyme, while Prisonshake's twisted 
skating anthem—complete with goofy organ 
and moaning horns—challenges the simple 
pleasures of the holiday season. Holiday 
greetings from Scat. 

IL»  IILJO IF& 
 JACKPOT! 

JAMES LEHMAN 11:16:64 (Extra 
Stimulus, P.O. Box 1054, Akron, 
OH 44309)—From the likable, easy-
going, non-psycho school of home tapers, 
James Lehman found he had a lot of time 
on his hands and put those hands to use 
writing and recording songs. Hanging 
around the house in Akron, Ohio, James 
had come up with a lot of neat stuff that he 
recorded from about '84 to '87, which he 

had then shelved to pursue his work with a 
live three-piece band. When that band split 
last year, James returned into his own 
personal tape vaults to cull together the 
material for this wonderful little treasure of 
unassuming brilliance. Even when Lehman 
can't resist flying off the handle of the 
multi-track on vocal overdubs 'til he sounds 
like the band Kansas, you gotta love this 
guy for his sincerity, wit and sense of 
humor. From the good clean fun of "Rock 
Fixation" to the early XTC-ish "Once 
Around The Park," the near-perfect pop 
of "Look Around" or the quixotic "Sun 
Storm," Lehman is smart enough that he 
can tear off in any one of two dozen direc-
tions, and good enough at it that he can 
usually pull us right along with him, too. 
With 22 near-miniature pop symphonies to 
choose from—no two even remotely alike— 
you can feel free to skip around with the 
random select button on your CD player. 
We guarantee you'll find something on 
here to grab your attention without having 
to look too hard, but we'll start you off 
with "Sad Happiness," "Too Much Noise," 
"Ever In The Daylight," "Hey Mom And 
Dad" or -Here Is Now." 

F.Y.I. 
The SWINGING STEAKS are of the 
C&W variety from the wild ranges of 

Boston, and they've rounded up three shit-
kickin' tunes on a self-titled demo (Thrust, 
P.O. Box 212, Needham Heights, MA 

02194/617-449-5023) that'll have our 
Horizons columnist waving his CAT hat and 
shouting "yee-haw" as soon as we let him 
hear it. There's no punk in this cow, as the 
fivesome swagger through two originals 
and one Dwight Yoakam song, both sorta 
moseyin', sorta swayin', and played with 
an impeccable mix of expertise and grit— 
that's what you get when ex-Del Fuegoes 
and ex-Basement-Tape-winners-The-Drive 
decide to form a group true to their 
western hearts. The Swinging Steaks write 
solid, traditional tunes with plenty of feet to 
stand on ("Bone Bag" and "Will You Ever 
Understand"); that and the impeccably 
earthy production render them radio-ready 
as is... FAQ is short for Foolish American 
Quartet, and for a band who has the God 
Bullies third on their thank-you list, the post-
punk power-pop is surprisingly polished and 
pro-sounding. Pre-pay (do Buck Two 
Eighty, P.O. Box 1614, Kalamazoo, MI 
49005/616-345-8527) has the spirit of the 
Descendents shot through and through with 
an abundance of springy melodies, not to 
mention truncated and trebly guitar riffs 
and an overall musical trampoline of high 
spirits. Like the Blisters, FAQ is most digest-
ible when sticking to short, slightly silly 
songs with the guitars up front, ragged har-
monies with speed a prime concern (some-
times they try funkier, more commercial 
material that doesn't ring quite as true). 
"Rules We Bend," "Stuff" and "Aerobics 
In Japan" are all good examples of the 
above.  —D.I.Y.

Softer Than Snow On X-Mas Eve: The reports for this 
first issue of '91 were taken back in mid-December, a time 
when many stations are either freezing playlists or off the 
air. Therefore, the inevitable seasonal drop in reports 
happened—only 591 this week. The result of that drop is 
softer charts in which one or two stations can conceivably 
move a record up or down considerably. 

Same Old Same Old: Despite the possible aforemen-
tioned disruptions, the top is still the top: Charlatans 
UK remains king of the hill, though they've dropped in 
many other trades; Red Hot + Blue stays in the 
runner-up position, with a #1 in the South and the #4 
Audience Response; and the Pagues cling to #3 for the 
second week. Rounding out the Top 5 are Sisters Of 
Mercy (6-4), which is only a hair behind the Pogues, and 
Lush (8-5), which is still getting programmers' kudos (#4 
Adventure Pick). Joining the top one-fifteenth of the Big 
Board are the Trash Can Sinatras (11-8) and the 
Butthole Surfers (16-9) single—which is also the 
highest charting independent. 

Beat-ing The Competition: For the second consecutive 
week, Mute-Elektra's Meat Beat Manifesto grabs 
the #1 Adventure Pick for their excellent body music LP. 
MBM's debut at #49 is the highest this issue, giving them 
the #1 Radio Breakthrough as well. Also making waves 
this week are Rounder's Brave Combo (#95 debut; 
#2 Breakthrough), Trance Syndicate's Pain Teens (#96 
debut; #3 Breakthrough) and Wax Trax's Front Line 
Assembly (89-47; #4 Breakthrough). KMFDM, which is 
also on Wax Trax, leaps up again (37-15) and grabs the 
#2 Adventure Pick—that bodes well for a possible Top 10 
entry next week. 

Better Late Than Never: A lot of releases have finally 
made their way to the Top 150 after a brief period of 
seclusion. Why ask why? Here are those late bloomers: 
Warner Bros.' Monie Love (#118 debut), the Byrds 
box set (#128 debut), Alias' Acoustic Music Project 
(149-131), Columbia's Darden Smith (#134 debut), 
Capitol's Maggie's Dream, Luaka Bop/Sire-WB's Tom 
Ze (#144 debut) and Warner Bros.' Gang Of Four 
retrospective (#150 debut). 

We hope you all had a good holiday. Back to the 
grind ...

The number of retail reporters fell to 125 this 
week, with the rush of the holiday season 
upon us, but we expect you'll all be in full 
reporting form on January 7. It appears that a 
solid wall has been erected, securing the top 
two slots for The Cure and Red Hot + Blue. 
Only two records moved up in the Top 10 this 
week, Jane's Addiction (5-3) and Deee-Lite 
(13-9), while the rest of the records do some 
minor shuffling. 
Due to a small smattering of new releases at 

the end of the year, there are only three new 
entries this week, and they're all independent! 
Wax Trax's Front Line Assembly begins a stay 
in the chart at #40, while two of Sub Pop's 
new 7" releases make respectable appear-
ances: Tad at #52 and Mudhoney's crooner 
Mark Arm at #68.

MOUTH MUSIC Puirt A Beul 
(Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf C-3G, 
Salem MA 01970/508-744-7678)— 
Of course, this record disproves all my 
theories about synthesizers and drum 
machines. Martin Swan and Talitha 
MacKenzie have created something new, 
using Talitha's love of the ancient singing 
style of Scotland—"puirt a beul"—and 
Martin's abilities on numerous instruments 
and devices. If there are comparisons to be 
made, I'd have to choose Ofra Haul's 
redeveloping of Yemenite songs or Salif 
Keita's reworking of west African rowing 
songs into things of technological beauty. 
In all of these cases, it is the power of the 
original material and the humaneness of the 
singers that make them work. Swan has not 
rewritten these old songs of work and love, 
but rather resets them in the modern world. 
In place of the sound of women beating 
cloth is a man-made machine thudding out 
the rhythm. Songs move from loud shouts 
to the whisper of a violin in a breath, never 
losing touch with the human labor and 
laughter that begot these songs in the 
ancient past. In the 20th century, we are 
creatures of communication, and our 
creative palate is the entire planet. It is 
from here that Mouth Music takes their 
pigments, sometimes a broad stroke of west 
African drumming or Celtic bodhran, other 
times a fine line of soukous or a wash of 
Scottish ballad. MacKenzie's voice is strong 
and beautiful, and in spite of the complex-
ities of the arrangements, rarely gets lost to 
the techno-wizardry of Swan's music. Each 
song is an individual portrait of life in Scot-
land—both historical and contemporary. 
Each song has joys and sorrows waiting 
to unfold. 

A NE W W ORLD IN A 
NE W YEAR 
I want to start the new year with a little 
note about this music, and what it means to 
me. Many times during the year, someone 
has called and questioned why I reviewed a 
certain record, and usually the conversation 
centered on whether or not it was "world 
music." I think too often, the term has 
been used to separate the listener from the 
music, rather than to ¡oin listener and music 
together. There becomes a sort of "cultural 
imperialism" that looks to other places to 
find what's new or obscure. It becomes a 
contest to see who can get there first. I 
know, I have found myself doing it. I listen 
to and write about "world music," the 
music that comes from the earth, not its 
corporations, from its people rather than 
its government or "culture." I don't trust 
culture, racial identity or national origin. 
These terms obscure reality. People know 
the land, but not the map, not the boun-
daries we arbitrarily set ourselves. If I write 
about an American artist, or a Canadian 
or an African, I try to see it as part of the 
whole continuum. We aren't separate from 
the rest of the world, and if we learn any-
thing from listening to music, or reading 
books or seeing art from other people, it is 
to find how much we have in common, how 
our rhythms syncopate and how our melo-
dies harmonize. Listening to "world music" 
teaches us to hear languages we don't 
know, and understand the hearts that speak

Well, welcome to 1991! A good start for Mr. 
Youssou N'Dour, who grabs the #1 spot again. 
It's also nice to notice the continual, yet gradual, 
ascension for the following arists: Tom Ze, Burning 
Spear, 3 Mutaphas 3 and the mesmerizing Gnawa: 
Music Of Marrakesh. Plenty of great releases that 
arrived at the very end of 1990 and have made it 

into our Top 25 chart: Gipsy Kings (#23), Tony 
Bird (#21), Foday Musa Soso (#17), Ancient Future 
(#16), Jahshaka (#15) and Jai Uttal (#9 debut). 
Plenty of great new releases.. and it's only the 
beginning of the year! (WORLD MUSIC REPORTS 
PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS) 

them. I find myself listening to things and 
wondering what the connections are with 
where I live—who learned what from 
whom. This last year has been a stunning 
one for international events, and whether 
cultural exchange had a part, it is hard to 
say. I do know that the world grew a little 
smaller in 1990, as it usually does each 
year, and many more Americans were at 
least given the chance to hear the rest of 
the world. If there is a mission, it is simply 
to listen, and really hear, what others are 
saying ...and singing. Some see the title 
of this column as new "World Music." I 
prefer to read it as "New World" Music. 

FODAY MUSA SUSO 
The musical journey of this musician is a 
long, artistically sweet one. In the '70s, he 
formed one of the earliest "world" music 
ensembles, Mandingo. Using young players 
from Chicago, he wed the music of the west 
African kora with the sensibilities of jazz, 
and produced some great jazz for the 
Flying Fish label. Later, Mandingo joined 
forces with Herbie Hancock for two electric 
albums that crossed synthesizers with 
African traditional. He has experimented 
with rock, ¡azz, folk and new age in his 
career, each time trying to forge a sound 
that he referred to as "Gamberican." After 
the letdown of his release earlier this year 
on Mango, Suso and producer Bill Laswell 
bring redemption for your ears in this 

beautifully done set of acoustic pieces. 
The Dreamtime (CMP, 155 W. 72nd 
St., New York, NY 10023) is dreamy, 
gossamer music. It drifts over the land-
scapes of New York and the Gambia, set-
ting moods rather than stating themes. The 
temptation to lump this with new age arts is 
strong, but only if you allow that there is 
good music in the genre, music that lifts the 
spirit and ignites it, rather than dulling it. 
There is remarkable power in the acoustics 
of "Fuladu." The deep-toned drums, me-
tallic percussion and scratchy fiddle are 
at once airborne in their complexity and 
grounded by the beat. Segue this with 
"Debo" from the album Jazz Africa 
(Verve), a collaboration between Foday 
Musa Suso, his band Mandingo, Herbie 
Hancock and master drummer Ayib Dieng. 
If you've got to fuse, this is the way to do 
it: live, in person, with a band that knows 
your every move. "Debo" is modern jazz 
flavored with Senegal and the Gambia. 
Carried on the same fiddle, Hancock's keys 
and the Mandingo ensemble, it roars and 
rocks with energy to spare, and yet never 
loses sight of its goal—communication. The 
four long cuts on Jazz Africa are bold, 
driving improvisations by some of Africa's 
and America's best musicians, given the 
latitude to really PLAY. And they just do it.

ABBEY LINCOLN The World Is Fall-
ing Down (Verve, do PolyGram, 
825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 
10019)—It is widely accepted that ¡azz is 
America's only indigenous music, but jazz 
surely is not the sole province of our 50 
states. Lest there be any doubt, just ask any 
of the countless jazz masters living in New 
York (the so-called Jazz Capitol of the 
World) how well they would survive without 
income from tours and recordings in Europe 
and Japan. Perish the thought! The growing 
internationalization of jazz has been re-
sponsible, in large part, for the banner 
year, both financially and artistically, that 
PolyGram Jazz enjoyed in 1990. If Poly-
Gram Jazz, part of the multinational Phillips 
International, had its "best year ever," as 
New York publicity manager Ben Mundy 
attests, much of the credit, musically speak-
ing, must go to the French Connection— 
producer Jean-Philippe Allard and his 
asssistant, Daniel Richard. Allard has been 
responsible for some of PolyGram's finest 
jazz recordings of 1990, all recorded 
in Paris: pianist Randy Weston's three 
Portraits titles, bassist Pierre Michelot's 
Bass And Bosses, guitarist Christian 
Escoude's Gipsy Waltz and vocalist 
Abbey Lincoln's The World Is Falling 
Down. Lincoln, quiet on the recording 
front for most of the '80s, rebounded late 
in the decade with Abbey Sings Billie 
(Enja), a tribute to Billie Holiday. On her 
new DDD effort, Lincoln adopts alternately 
down-home and cosmopolitan roles, writing 
and co-writing four of the numbers for an 
eyebrow-raising cast that includes alto sax-
ist Jackie McLean, brassman Clark Terry, 
bassist Charlie Haden and drummer Billy 
Higgins. Lincoln's vocal imperfections, 
especially her sometimes uneven intonation, 
are compensated for, if not masked, by her 
folksy phrasing; the net effect is honest, 
heartfelt and valuable, like scars in fine 
leather. Among the recommended cuts are 
"Hi Fly" (Weston's classic with words by 
Jon Hendricks), "How High The Moon" 
(the bop warhorse, which she sings mostly 
in French) and her self-penned title track.

ON THE CHART 
For the sixth week, Art Blakey d The Jazz Messengers 
sits atop CMJ's jazz mountain, looking to keep the momen-
tum up for the new year. Lots of action on the chart, plus 
a slew of new releases slated for early 1991, will make the 
job that much tougher. Moving up 5-2 is the Dave Holland 
Quartet, drummer Pheeroan aklaff charges 11-4, and DIW 
(Japan)'s Art Ensemble Of Chicago grabs high debut 
honors at #5. The holiday season brings out the Christmas 
feelings in all of us, as well as the labels, from whom we 

see a few compilations debuting this week. Columbia's A 
Jazzy Wonderland lands at #15 while Blue Note's Yule 
Struttin' climbs up the chimney to #21. Leading the re-
entry tip is the String Trio Of New York (#9), followed by 
two CounterCurrents-New World releases that have been 
hanging 'round for quite some time now: New York Com-
posers Orchestra (#14) and Jazz Passengers (#16). (JAll 
REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS) 

PHEEROAN akLAFF Sonogram 
(Mu Works, 1 II 4th Ave., #5A, 
New York, NY 10003)—In jazz, as in 
most every idiom, the most popular sounds 
(namely pop-fusion, or happy-jazz) tend to 
uphold convention while the cutting-edge 
stuff tends to upset it. And while ¡azzers 
with aspirations in pop take their cues from 
the marketplace, the artists of lasting impor-
tance peruse their souls instead of spread 
sheets. Drummer Pheeroan akLaff is clearly 
among the latter, although his compositions 
on Sonogram rival those of any fusion 
outfit for volume and intensity. As with 
drummer Tony Williams' quintet—for my 
money the most consistently expressive 
acoustic combo around—okLaff leads his 
band from the bottom up, suggesting, ex-

horting and driving John Stubblefield (tenor 
sax), Carlos Ward (alto), Sonny Sharrock 
(ferocious guitar) and Kenny Davis (con-
trabass and bass guitar) through five of his 
own pieces and Miles Davis' "Tout De 
Suite." Sonogram is avant-garde fusion, 
if you will, a hard-edged blowing affair 
that strikes a winning balance between 
ensemble and soloist, imagination and 
logic, intensity and sensitivity. Well done. 
While you're at it, check out Mu's other 
issues from Tom Chapin and the Lunar Bear 
Ensemble. 

HOLIDAY CHEER 
Columbia, Muse, Blue Note and PolyGram 
have issued holiday jazz CDs that are sure 
to help roast a few chestnuts and add some 
angle to the mistletoe dangle. A Jazzy 
Wonderland (Columbia, P.O. Box 4450, 
New York, NY 10101-4450) is a various-
artists package emphasizing the company's 
young talent, often in unusually delightful 
combinations. Songs by Nancy Wilson & 
Kimiko ltoh, Kirk Whalum, Richard Tee and 
Grover Washington, Jr. are adorned with 
too much tinsel for this taste, but Tony 
Bennett's rendition of "White Christmas" 
(with Dexter Gordon on tenor), previously 
issued on the singer's Irving Berlin tribute, 
has lost none of its magic. The best mo-
ments on A Jazzy Wonderland are 
reserved for the young traditionalists: Harry 
Connick and Branford Marsalis ("This 
Christmas" and "Some Children See Him"), 
Joey DeFrancesco & Dwight Sills ("Santa 
Claus Is Comin' To Town"), Monte Croft 
& Terence Blanchard ("0 Come All Ye 
Faithful) and Marlon Jordan & Delfeayo 
Marsalis ("The Little Drummer Boy," a 
hard-boppish delight with the seldom-heard 
Marsalis brother on bone)  . Yule Strut-
tin' (Blue Note, do Capitol, 1750 N. Vine 
St., Hollywood, CA 90028), its cover a 
clever photographic transposition of Sonny 
Clark's Cool Struttin' album cover for 
Blue Note in the late '50s, is another mixed 

bag of largely appetizing tunes. Alto saxist 
Bobby Watson, backed by his Horizon 
group, ingeniously rewraps "Jingle Bells" 
into "Vouncing Chimes"; pianist Joey 
Colderazzo ("God Rest Ye Merry Gentle-
men"), soon to be represented on his Blue 
Note debut, and Benny Green ("Silent 
Night") perform solo recitals, and Chet 
Baker's "Winter Wonderland" is reprised 
from his PrettylGroovy album of 
yesteryear on Pacific Jazz. The standout 
tracks, to these ears, are the two versions 
of the never-before-recorded Monk 
Christmas song, "A Merrier Christmas" 
(solo piano by Green plus a vocal version 
by Dianne Reeves), and "Jingle Bells," a 
newly unearthed track from the Count Basie 
Orchestra at Birdland ...From Muse comes 
Christmas With Etta Jones, a nine-
tune holiday platter chockful of blues and 
soulful solos from hornmen Johnny Coles, 
Bill Easley and Houston Person (the album's 
producer and the singer's stage partner for 
22 years) . . . That Holiday Feelin', new 
from the onetime Count Basie band singer 
Joe Williams, is arguably the best of the 
distinguished lot. Sincerity and gritty good 
cheer abound in equal measure, especially 
on the marvelous rendition of Thad Jones' 
"A Child Is Born," as Williams grooves to 
the accompaniment of the sure-fingered 
pianist Norman Simmons, guitarist Kenny 
Burell and a lively stable of hornmen, 
among them Al Grey, Clark Terry, Joe 
Wilder and Bobby Watson. Hope you had 
a Happy Holiday!

GANG STARR Step In The Arena 
(Chrysalis, 645 Madison Ave., New 
York, NY 10022) —It's been quite a 
turnaround this year for the Brooklyn-based 
duo known as Gang Starr. After a falling-
out with their old label, Wild Pitch, the duo 
took their show on the road, made ap-
pearances on "Back To Back Rhyming" 
from Lord Finesse's LP and soon thereafter 
caught the attention of Spike Lee. That 
resulted in a collaboration with jazz sax-
ophonist Branford Marsalis on "Jazz 
Thing" from the Mo' Better Blues 
soundtrack and an eventual deal with 
Chrysalis. Their second LP, Step In The 
Arena, borrows the more stylistically 
sophisticated, classier samples of jazz, 
funk/soul and straight-up streetwise hip-hop. 
DJ Premier's extensive musical knowledge 
helps him to create sparse beats that 
rousingly mesh with his distinctive samples, 
loops and scratches to create sharply entic-
ing bass-lines which range from early 
Motown funk on "What You Want This 
Time?" to hypnotizing jazzy textures. Over-
all, his DJ work is the perfect backdrop for 
G.U.R.U.'s lyrics that promote the group's 
positive philosophy in "Street Ministry," 
"Say Your Prayers," "As I Read My S-A" 
and "Precisely The Right Rhymes." Gang 
Starr reminds us ¡ust how creative and 
boundless rap can be. Also experience: 
"Step In The Arena," "Form Of Intellect," 
"Execution Of A Chump," "Beyond Com-
prehension" and "Here Today, Gone 
Tomorrow."

Jesus or 
Tackhead record, reach for the one that 
combines elements of all three. Meat Beat 
Manifesto's first Mute release, 99%, is a 
sonic and visual trip through the minds of 
Londonites Jack Dangers, Marcus Adams, 
Jonny Stephens and Craig Morrison; it 
delivers a pretty powerful punch in bridging 
the gaps that separate rap, industrial dance 
and other dance genres. Their beats are 
powerfully structured towers of techno-funk 
that transmit clearly, ranging from stiffer 
dance beats ("Psyche Out"), raw funk 
("10X Faster Than The Speed Of Love," 
"Dogstar Man"), to more futuristic hip-
hop grooves ("Now," "All The Things You 
Are"). Jack Dangers adds static rhymes 
comparable to those of Mark Griffin (MC 
900 Ft.

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CARCASS 
Symphonies Of A Demented Biologist 

From the Beatles' ear-length hair to the Sex 
Pistols' spiked hair to the Satanic rituals of 
Venom, England hasn't been what most con-
servatives would consider a "decent" influence 
on Middle America. With the current hate-
metal trend coined "grindcore," now is no 
different. 
Back in early 1986, the ashes of the leg-

endary British hardcore scene were washing 
away, with later releases from bands like 
Discharge becoming somewhat of a bad joke. 
Neo-bastardized British hardcore bands fike 
Napalm Death, Heresy, Extreme Noise Ter-
ror, Electro Hippies and Unseen Terror were 
destroying the extreme boundaries of hard-
core and metal while digging an original 
niche for themselves. Although most critics at 
the time perceived them as nothing more than 
noise, they served as a launching pad for the 
grindcore sound," popularised most effect-
ively by Earache Records, and long champ-
ioned by BBC radio DJ John Peel, whose 
weekly "Peel Sessions" have made him a 
midwife to literally thousands of bands over 
the past 25 years; many grindcore bands' 
Peel sessions have been released on the 
Strange Fruit label. 
At this time, Electro Hippies bassist Jeff 

Walker and Napalm Death guitarist Bill Steer 
combined with drummer/biology student Ken 
Owens and conceived the idea of a band with 
the ultimate death-rattle vocals, the ugliest 
lyrical theme, and the lowest-tuned sound to 
ever be considered: Carcass. Their debut LP, 
Reek Of Putrefaction, is an underground clas-
sic that presents the concept in its rawest and 
most agitated form, yet the band didn't seem 
completely satisfied. Both Walker and Steer 
left their other bands, and a more concen-
trated effort was mode for the follow-up, 
Symphonies Of Sickness, an album that not 
only pre-sold 26,000 copies in Europe alone, 
but set an extremity so far out there that one-
upping seems highly unlikely. (Both albums 
have been released on one CD.) With such 
numbers, it was inevitable that the virus would 
finally see the light of day, a.k.a. America. 
That day has finally come. After long negot-
iations over the Earache catalogue, this month 
Combat Records presents you, Middle Amer-
ica, with your worst nightmare. 
ARGH!!! caught up with Walker, Owens 

and recently-added guitarist Mike Almot (ex-
Carnage) on their "Nauseating North Amer-
ican Tour" with Death and Pestilence to chat 
about Carcass's crushing extreme. 
"As far as describing the music, it's partic-

ularly heavy," Ken says. "I think it's extreme in 
the fact that it has strange vocals, low tuning, 
super-fast and slow parts—we alternate vel-
ocity and even throw in some classical 
melodies. It's hard to describe!" 
Mike continues, 'When we're writing new 

material, we do everything to be as original 
as possible just to give it that extra twist to 
make it completely different from everything 
else. There is too much stuff around now that 
all sounds the same, it would be stupid to get 
inspiration from the latest death metal records. 
We try to get inspiration from all kinds of 
music, even from rap music—ha ha—al-
though it doesn't really come through." 
Like a Pungent Stench record? "Ah now," 

giggles Mike. "We won't go that far. But you 

know what I'm saying." 
"Strange" vocals? Quite an understatement. 

Carcass took the experimental vocal work of 
Massacre and distorted the sound to a near-
uncomprehendable belchin' mess six feet 
under. 
'Well, on the first album we were pretty 

naive," reflects Ken. "At the time it was only 
1987, we were just 17 years old and of 
course we wanted to be the heaviest band 
around. So we were fiddling around in the 
studio and we were wanting something a bit 
odd, a bit different than what had been used 
before in that particular metal genre. And 
the harmonizer just seemed to appeal to us 
'cause it was totally mad and sounded 
brutal." 
"On the second album, we didn't use it all 

that much," says Mike. "In fact, it's almost all 
pure vocals, but we do throw it in every once 
in a while." 

"I'm especially interested 
in the digestive system." 
There is no question of heaviness consid-

ering their early vinyl ventures, yet a three-
piece can only make so much noise. Hence 
the addition of new axe-grinder Mike. "It 
makes it twice as heavy, I guess," shrugs 
Mike. Ken adds, "On he albums we obviously 
put several guitars down, several parts, har-
monies and lead guitar. I mean, live it was 
completely lacking. We've always wanted two 
guitars. We're writing the new material with 
two guitars in mind." 
Since the recording of Symphonies, the 

band recorded two songs for a compilation 
on the Brixton-based Pathological label. The 
frocks were recorded with a minimal budget, 
but came across heavier than anything they've 
laid down yet. Yet most impressive is the 
growth in songwriting that has progressed 
with each venture. "Yeah, obviously produc-
tion has played a major part," revels Ken. "I 
think we've learned through studio experience

what we want to do in the studio. We want a 
cleaner sound, but that's only because it's go-
ing to show off the music more. I mean, just 
because it's cleaner doesn't mean it's less 
brutal." 
As a whole, Carcass is a band, with all 

members contributing their share of material. 
Yet the media seems to perceive the band as 
"Bill Steer from Napalm Death's band," or 
even worse, a Napalm spin-off project. 
"He was in Napalm," Jeff interjects vehem-

ently, "I mean, he's a bit of a name. So now 
they ultimately call Carcass a Napalm spin-
off." 
"On the first LP," Ken explains, "Me and 

Jeff each wrote a third of the music and the 
lyrics, and on the second I wrote a third of the 
music, while Jeff wrote all the lyrics." 
Jeff, still squirming about, says, "That's the 

way it is. They want a spokesperson, but all 
they do is ask about Napalm." 
Mike odds, "I think Bill's a good frontman 

in some ways 'cause he gives the press the 
bullshit they want, I mean he can talk for 
ages. We all do interviews now, but I think it's 
turning more towards Jeff. Now that there are 
four of us, Jeff stands in the middle and has 
sort of become 'the frontman.' I suppose it 
comes down to something a bit different when 
everyone in the band can handle interviews." 
"That sort of annoys me in way," snarls Jeff. 

"I mean we never wanted Lars Ulrich in the 
band—pst one person to speak for the band. 
The problem is, all four of us have different 
ideas about the band. Bill is being treated as 
a frontman yet he doesn't behave like it. I wish 
he would so I wouldn't have to stand in the 
middle of the stage and take all the flack!" 
For a second, I thought I had stomped onto 

their soft spot, but Jeff ruined it by laughing 
the whole issue. 
Mad jokers they are. And while their 

imagery and mortician-esque lyrical content is 
partially due to a vegetarian attitude, it's 
mostly jus' to razz everyone off, and, com-
bined with their slaughterhouse-esque album

Most of the top-
slotted bands remained top-slotted, with the 
exception of the top slot, once again! Although 
Megodeth took the top of Commercial and Retail, 
this time of year proves more than just a Holiday 
Season as Slayer's Seasons In The Abyss prevails 
over Megadeth for the Loud 100 (topping the 
Audience and College Charts, to boot!). King 
Diamond finally breaks through the Top 10 (#11-
8), while Tesla inches up as well (#10-9). In the 
leaps and bounds category, Bad Religion pole-
vaults from 52-26, that Led Zeppelin box set 39-
19, as well as a strong re-entry from Slaughter's 
studio LP at #34. Top debuting honors goes out 
to that lovable teddy bear Tod, whose 7* drops 
in at #52. Sonic speedsters Atheist once again 
capture the top Adventure Pick, with Canadian-
based Dyoxen breathing right down their backs. 
If you're not on it, get on it: Kinghorse is bold as 
fuck, as are Winter and Helmet. If your kick is a 
little more commercial: Lethal, Dirty White Boy 
and Jetboy should do the trick. Hope everyone 
had a safe holiday, cause this next year looks to 
be fairly relentless in the aural sense. later! 
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GO M M Streetcleaner (Earache-
Combat, 187-07 Henderson Ave., Hollis, 
NY 11423/212-740-5700—Hailing 
from Birmingham, the some iron-clad 
British city that hatched Black Sabbath 
(Godflesh bassist G. Christian Green is 
rumoured to own Geezer Butler's old 
amps), this industrial-grudge outfit rivals 
Sabbath in both menacing attitude and 
general heaviness, yet sound nothing like 
them. Green and guitarist Justin Broad-
rick (ex-Napalm Death and Head Of 
David) cite obscure avant music like Last 
Exit, Coil, Casper and Peter Brotzmann, 
but that only says a little about Godflesh's 
experimental feedback, samples, mono-
tone drum machine programs and slow n 
repetitive grinding riffs that feel like a 
building collapsing on you. Street-
cleaner is just over an hour of serious 
hate n' angst that could easily be the 
soundtrack to the Roman Inquisition or 
the current Saudi Arabian day camp 
crisis. Godflesh is Earache's most unique 
band (with the exception of new signees 
Mighty Force, an acid band from 
Manchester), and even though some 
metal programmers just won't like 'em, 
they could be the heaviest. Justin calls it 
"intentionally damaging music, an ex-
cessive sound," but says it better in 
"Christbait Rising": "Don't hold me back, 
this is my own hell." Tracks that'll stick 
your head through a wall include "Like 
Rats," "Christbait Rising," "Life Is Easy" 
and "Suction." (KS) 

NAPALM DEATH Harmony Corruption 
(Earache-Combat, 187-07 Henderson 
Ave. Hollis, NY 11423/718-740-5700) 
—In one form or another, Napalm Death 
has been breeding their strain of indus-
trial metalcore for almost a decade, with 
various members departing into such 
diverse bands as Head Of David, Ca-
cass, Godflesh and Cathedral, and new 
members from Terrorizer, Righteous Pigs 
and Benediction. A stylistic change is 
inevitable with such an unstable Pi neup, 
and after their first two releases (Scum 
and From Enslavement To Obliteration) 
and a slew of EPs, the band had run its 
initial sound to a logical conclusion. 
Opting for heavier guitars (courtesy of 
Jesse Pintado and Mitch Harris) and 
gutteral death-ish vocals from Mark 
"Barney-boy" Greenway, Napalm have 
wholeheartedàl, shed their harcicore 
inhibitions an plunged head-first into a 
metal plasma pool equal to past jaunts 
only in extremity and social content. 
Napalm has made a drastic change in 
their sound and it goes without saying 
that they'll lose some of their core 
following, yet I personally feel that the 
band has taken somewhat of an unnec-
cessary beating from fans and press 
alike. If you're fan from the post, I 
implore you to listen OBJECTIVELY. If this 
happens to be your first Napalm whirley, 
prepare yourself for a serious skull crush-
er. Harmoniously abusive tracks include 
Inner Incineration," "Unfit Earth," "Suffer 
The Children" and "Hidding Behind." (KS)

DROP HAMMER Mind And Body (Red 
Decibel-Twin Tonr 2541 Nicollet Ave., 
Minneapolis, MN 55404/612-872-
0646)—Michigan-based Drop Hammer 
first saw print in these pages with a 7" 
single released way back when Red 
Decibel was kickin' up its first nubile dust, 
and this album proves that the single was 
only a small piece of what the/re all 
about. The band has graduated from the 
Mid-Western school of post-metal, 
grooming sounds from Last Crack, Rap-
scallion and the Coup De Grace. 
Although "formula hard rock" they are, 
the band's energy and conviction far 
exceeds many. Vocalist Scott Carlson 
roars from a blood curdling screech to a 
melodic lull, while guitarist Tracy Kerbuski 
explores shades similar to Mind Over 
Four's Mike—not necessarily in sound but 
in a sensible/erratic approach. Seem-
ingly the only weak spot in Mind And 
Body lies in a less-than-convincing 
production that lacks the proper punch 
this band deserves. When they're on, 
Drop Hammer combine commercial 
ounds with a hard edge and pop 
sensibilities very well—given a proper 
budget and right producer, the sky is the 
limit.

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WEEN God Ween Satan—The Oneness 
(Twin \Tone, 2541 Nicollet Ave. S., 
Minneapolis, MN 55404/612-872-
0646)—This is one of the most amazing 
albums I've heard all year, and the only 
reason it's not a pick is because only a 
few of its 26 songs can be considered 
loud rock. Tranforming parody into an 
art form, Ween are like rock versions of 
computer hackers: two suburban kids 
who watch too much MTV and smoke 
too much pot turning their talents toward 
drawing silly but brilliant graffitti on a 
fascinating variety of rock icons (Spring-
steen, Prince, Jethro Tull, power ballads, 
metal, punk, gospel and reggae are just 
a few). They scream, swear and sing in 
ridiculous voices, but Gene and Dean 
Ween are extremely talented musicians 
and songwriters: no two songs sound 
alike, and nearly all of them are 
impossible to get out of your head after 
three listens. At First, there may be a 
temptation to write Ween off as a 
joke/novelty act, but the/re NOT: 99% 
of the novelty bands in the world only 
know one joke; Ween sounds like they'll 
never run out of them. Ween is a bionic 
Spinal Tap, and you and your listeners 
can enter their realm by infecting your-
selves with 'Wayne's Pet Youngin'" 
"Nicole Common Bitch," "You Fucked

Complex meters, fast-changing tempos, 
and more adventurous harmonic work 
barely existed during the New Wave Of 
British Heavy Metal (when this album 
was recorded), and not only was Angel 
Witch among the first to explore these 
territories, but they are one of the few 
bands of that era whose writing skills 
and production stand the test of time. For 
a highly worthï retro ride, check out 
"Angel Witch, "Sorcerers," "Confused" 
and "Angel Of Death" (NOT the Slayer 
song!).

BRUTAL TRUTH Birth Of Ignorance 
(Demo Tape) (available for $3.00 from 
Scott, 37-54 81st St., 48, Jackson 
Heights, NY 11372)—Brutal Truth 
features bassist/vocalist Danny "Boy"

EARACHE DOMESTIC 
RELEASE AVALANCHE 
Before we start, ARGH111 would like to 
make one thing clear. There are a lot of 
Earache albums reviewed in this issue, 
but we're not doing it for political or 
payola reasons. We're doing it because 
these albums represent some of the most 
innovative and exciting music to come 
out of Europe in the past decade. Pro-
duction nightmares have bottlenecked 
these releases for so long that most of 
the bands have already finished new 
albums. Amid the dozen-or-so domestic 
Earache releases scheduled for the next 
few months, we hope you'll take the time 
to give each one its proper shot. All of 
the following albums are available c/o 
Combat, 187-07 Henderson Ave., 
Hollis, NY 11423/718-740-5700. 

Since Napalm Death and Godflesh are 
already picks in this issue, we'll start 
with MORBID ANGEL's Altars Of Mad-
ness. Originally hailing from the hills 
North Carolina, the band recorded and 
abandoned their Abominations Of Des-
olation LP due to its less than convincing 
production, but on the strength of the 
tape-trading scene, the band has earned 
quite an underground following. With 
the release of Altars Of Madness, the 

band had upped their sound into a new 
level of heaviness, while maintaining 
their highly Satanic stance. Compro-
mise? Not even a thought! Also new to 
the fold is drummer Pete Sandoval, one 
of the swiftest and most precise drum-
mers I've ever seen. Vocally Dave 
"Vinnie" Vincent rasps with vengeance 
and conviction equal to guitarist Trey 
Azagthoth's riffs. Key in on "Immortal 
Rites," "Visions From The Dark Side," 
"Chapel Of The Ghous" and "Blas-
phemy." The band is currently planning 
to re-record older material along with 
new stuff for an album late this spring. 
Blasphemy at its negative extreme... 
ENTOMBED was formerly known as 
Nihilist (Sweden), and released only one 
demo to my knowledge (Only Shreds 
Remain), yet to this day it still appears 
on the Metal Forces Readers' Demo 
Chart—that alone sparked Earache to 
run with the ball. Upon it, )riginal 
release, Left Hand Path was the first of 
the Earache roster to 9arner ARGH!!rs 
illustrious "Killer Pick, and a wise 
choice it was. Entombed mix ultra-heavy 
drum work with Z-tuned guitars, and 
although that may seem less innova-
votive, the refreshing angle lies in their 
ability to lay the sounds down with ex-
cellent musicanship and song structuring. 
Dig into "Left Hand Path/Drowned," 
"When Life Has Ceased" and "But Life 
Goes On." At recording time, the 
average age of this young outfit was 17, 
so I'm sure we'll hear plenty more from 
these fellas... CARCASS features lyrics 
like, "Grimly dic up the turfs/To remove 
the corrupted stirs/Try to contain my 
excitement/As I desecrate graveolent 
crypts." Quite honestly, the English 
humor swings far above my head, yet 
these mortician school drop-outs have 
been splattering their sick humor for 
about four years now. Symphonies Of 
Sickness is their ultimate extremity to 
date—if ultra-low tunings, blistering 
chops and snail's-pace necrophilic 
vocals do much for you, check 'um out 
(and check out my interview with them in 
this issue's Exposed). Exhume "Reek Of 
Putrefaction," "Exhume To Consume," 
"Empathological Necroticism" and 
"Cadaveric Incubator Of 
Endoparasites." The band is currently 
working on material for a new album to 
be recorded this summer. (KS)
