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SCREAMING TREES 
Uncle Anesthesia 
(Epic, P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4450) 
The Screaming Trees have kept thier music sound-
ing as fresh as the sunshine over the course of six 
LPs without affecting change of any fundamental 
sort. This may not be testament to genius, but it is 
to their position as staunchly old-fashioned crafts-
men caught amongst an assembly line of trend-
hoppers. With seven rings around their trunks, this 
LP is flush with their standard consciousness-
elevating guitar flights of fancy, with Mark 
Lanegan's lonesome coyote howl cutting through 
all the sonic whoosh. There's nothing shaved 
down, no melodic or amplific excesses tempered 
for that major-label crossover effect—such a thing 
would be akin to asking a Rabelaisian painting to 
trim down for a Cosmo spread. Anyone weened 
on classic rock should have no problem sidling up 
to the Trees' sound as is, because no matter how 
formidable or acidic the guitar solos get, the lush 
melodies render the band familiar and 
unthreatening—the Screaming Trees are closer to 
the extravagance of Cream than they are to most 
of their peers. The Trees' writing is on a jet-stream 
level of consistency, with no snags or stillborn 
moments, the gradual strengthening and broaden-
ing of the Tree songwriting wingspan (the main 
criterion to distinguish their LPs) bringing them to 
maximum air-speed velocity. Arboreal swingers: 
"Bed Of Roses," "Caught Between" and 
"Something About Today." 

AMBITIOUS LOVERS 
Lust 
(Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New 
York, NY 10019) 
In 1984, the Ambitious Lovers gave us Envy; in 
'88, they bestowed Greed upon us; and 1991 
brings us Lust. The duo of Peter Scherer and Arto 
Lindsay continue to deliver their urbanized/ 
jungalized mixture of sounds and grooves with 
Lust; their juxtaposition of the electronic and the 
organic, the noise and the melody, is brought to 
the fore on the Lovers' latest. Lyrical themes 
range from romance to cynical attitudes to, you 
guessed it, that rawest of emotions... LUST! The 
cast assembled here reads like the who's who of 
the forward-thinkers in the Downtown/Loisada 
scene (a dreadful, but appropriate term): bassist 
Melvin Gibbs; Brazilian percussionist Nana 
Vasconcelos; drummer Tony Lewis; guitarist Marc 
Ribot; and guest appearances by Nile Rodgers; 
vocalists DK Dyson, Lorelei McBroom and 
Brazilian tropicalista Caetano Veloso. Their sound 
is a collision of Brazilian-laden melodies and 
rhythms with the funk from our urban jungle. Their 
cover of Jorge Ben's "Umbabarauma" is a 
definite highlight along with "Tuck it In" and 
"More Light." They also cover a beautiful tune, 
"E Preciso Perdoar," written by the bossa nova's 
greatest voice, composer Joao Gilberto. Bassist 
Melvin Gibbs shines throughout the album (watch 
out for his band Eye And l), laying down, along 
with Peter Scherer and Tony Lewis, an infectious 
groove that will, without a doubt, make you 
move. 

MOUTH MUSIC 
Mouth Music 
(Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf Bldg., C-3G, 
Salem, MA 01970/508-744-7678) 
Comprised of vocalist Talitha Mackenzie and in-
strumentalist Martin Swan, this duo achieves the 
surprising fusion of ancient Scottish roots (as in 
bagpipe-styled melody lines and cyclic, chanted, 
round-robin song cycles) with an almost African 
polyrhythmic base, and throws a whole slew of 
high-tech modern sounds on top. Mouth Music 
crafts a totally modern and individual identity out 
of disparate and seemingly unconnected 
elements—a blend that is as masterfully and 
meticulously contructed as a watchmaker's in-
tricate apparatus or an architect's model of a 
small city. Sometimes Mackenzie's wordless ar-
ticulations sound like a more Beat Box-friendly ver-
sion of Elizabeth Fraser's stuttering and breathless 
trembling and fluttering ("Co Ni Mire Rium," "Air 
Fail A Lail 0"), while at other times the music 
crowds to the center ("Martin, Martin"), hypnotiz-
ing the listener with its exotic and densely woven 
strands. The dual effect is one of perfect synthesis 
and selection—on "Bratach Bona," the vocals 
recall the maturity and range of a Scot-influenced 
Kate Bush emoting over a slightly westernized 
hybrid of African ¡it and other "worldbeat" 
sounds. There's so many reference points and sub-
tle, unplaceable memory-triggers that every time 
you hear it, chances are good that something new 
will leap out, whether it's in the soaring vocal 
madrigals or the vaguely Kraftwerkian synthesizer 
beds laid underneath. Open your ears, people, 
'cause here come the Mouths. 

POP WILL EAT ITSELF 
Cure For Sanity 
(RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, New 
York, NY 10036) 
In the manic recesses of the pop world, there lives 
a curious foursome from the English midlands 
who've mutated their guitar grebo into a hip pop-
pie blend of musical insanity. On their fourth 
album, PWEI eeks and tweaks all known 
technology to produce an album of wonderous 
sounds, well-placed and sometimes humorous 
samples, conflicts and revelry, and even finds 
room for some serious thought-provoking 
messages—think about the ramifications of "The 
Incredible PWEI Vs The Moral Majority." Pro-
duced by Flood (Nine Inch Nails, Depeche Mode), 
Cure For Sanity is high-powered, club-ready 
and relentless in its quest for the ultimate beat, a 
beat that is juiced and abused for maximum sound 
extraction. Take this album into a small dark 
room, turn the volume up a bit, and you are 
bound to start seeing those little sound demons 
pouring out of the speakers. They might not get 
any awards for their .Brit-white-boy rapping, but 
PWEI presents their wares in such a manner that it 
really doesn't matter—it gives their brash sound 
that much more strength, which is perfectly 
summed up in "Very Metal Noise Pollution." Also 
check out the World Cup soccer anthem "Touched 
By The Hand Of Cicciolina," "Nightmare At 
20,000 Feet," "X, Y & Zee" and "92 F (The 3rd 
Degree)." 
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DIVINYLS Divinyls (Virgin, 9247 
Alden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 
90210)—Before you put this one on, be 
sure to practice safe listening, as the first 
Divinyls record in three years is bound to 
spread some sort of rock 'n roll epidemic. 
Christina Amphlett and Mark McEntee, the 
principal partners in this love nest, twist and 
grind a suggestive and sultry web of playful 
tunes that, once you get below the surface, 
explore the darker regions of love and all 
of that crazy feeling's emotions. Formed in 
Australia 10 years ago, the Divinyls quickly 
made a name for themselves behind 
Amphlett's quite distinctive trilling, a voice 
that so easily stands out in a crowd. Some-
where between Patty Smith and a rugged 
South Seas pirate, she calls like a temptress 
who has sold her soul to the dark side, just 
waiting to lead her prey down the same 
path filled with danger and unexpected pit-
falls. Guitarist McEntee stands by as the 
black cat, assisting in cooking up a brew 
that will catch you with either its snarling 
fury or its alluring acoustic melody. As 
cohorts, the Divinyls have whipped up a 
potion that is quite potent, quite emotional 
and quite perilous. Tops: "Touch Myself," 
"Need A Lover," "Follow Through," 
"Make Out Alright" and "Lay Your Body 
Down." 

BITCH MAGNET Ben Hur (Com-
munion, do Skyclad, 6 Valley 
Brook Road, Middlesex, NJ 08846/ 
201-968-0073)— With a near-impene-
trable and enigmatic past history (one EP, 
one LP and about a zillion different cities of 
residence) and yet another LP sleeve bear-
ing virtually no information about the con-
tents inside, it's clear that Bitch Magnet isn't 
at all about image or attitude, or even 
simple things like names, faces or dates— 
they're in way way deeper than that. Using 
a relatively quiet year to grow further into 
their already Herculean sound, El Puta 
Magnetic() have now expanded and ex-
pounded by leaps and bounds, stretching 
out the songs to match the band's oft-
overwhelming intensity and sheer guitar 
firepower. Impossibly fusing the sounds 
of Big Black and '73 King Crimson, the 
B-Mags add a progressive, almost art-rock 
corollary to the standard guitar-wielding 
rock theorems, and reach startling results— 
side two works both as individual songs and 
as a nearly all-instrumental suite in itself. 
Ben Hur? Of course, it's an epic. True 
Magnet-heads should also seek out the 
limited 7" (labeled as "Dubious Marketing 
Idea #12,469—These songs are early 
material and rock accordingly") to catch 
the raw fury and sheer power of the early 
Magnet in action. BM deals heavily in 
guitars, reveling in them the way people 
haven't since Land Speed Record, 
Red, Bad Moon Rising or the Racer 
X EP. Production credits? Band photos? 
Personnel listings? Who needs 'em? Bitch 
Magnet sure doesn't. 

PETER AND CASPAR BROTZMANN 
Last Home (Pathological, do 
Revolver, P.O. Box 421410, San 
Francisco, CA 94101/415-695-
1637)—Most musicians play their horns 
as if it were something pleasurable or en-

joyable for them to do; visually, however, 
Peter Brotzmann often appears to be 
wrestling with his horn as if he were pain-
fully trying with great force and discomfort 
just to physically remove it from his mouth. 
Those familiar with the elder Brotzmann's 
long career of noisemaking (such as com-
prising one-quarter of the Jovian jazz 
quartet Last Exit) may already know that his 
son Caspar is m..  ally a chip off the old 
block—he wrest', n with the guitar as if it 
were his nemesis, locked in brutal, high-
volume hand-to-hand combat, straining 
to vanquish his dark wood and wire op-
ponent. This duet album, recorded in five 
agonizingly hot and stagnant days in 
Brooklyn last summer, unites the European 
father and son in a wrenching, throat-
clutching, intro-familial musical duel. The 
younger Brotzmann pummels his guitar into 
submission, wrenching out chords and ham-
mering leads of industrial strength, while 
his father, red-faced and reeling, staggers 
about the studio with his horn clenched un-
comfortably in his teeth. Electricity crackles 
and burns as Caspar's guitar dives like a 
Stuka bomber out of control, while his 
father's piercing horn jags and runs crum-
ple the stricken fuselage into shards of unin-
telligible, twisted metal. Like father, like 
son: Last Home is a white noise counter-
part and complement to the canons of 
Borbetomagus, Christian Marclay, Last Exit 
or the Metal Machine Musics of the 
world. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Heaven & Hell— 
A Tribute To The Velvet Under-
ground (Communion, do Skyclad, 
6 Valley Brook Road, Middlesex, 
NJ 08846/201-968-0073)—It's some-
thing of a wonder that the debt indie music 
owes to the likes of Bobby Sherman and 
Shonen Knife has been acknowledged with 
a covers comp before that of the VU leg-
acy, but at long last the heady task has 
reached fruition. Seeing as it's quite difficult 
to screw up a Velvet Underground song, 
and at least half of all bands in existence 
have at some point included a VU tune in 
their repertoire, and that the Velvets' debt 
to rock music today is so pervasive that it's 
practically redundant to announce it, it's 
understandable why culling 10 tracks might 
be a bit difficult. As far as overall tribute 
togetherness goes, this one falls somewhere 
in between, lacking the rarefied discretion 
of The Bridge but avoiding the muddled 
half-assedness of the Stones comp. Happily, 
there's only one band that takes the myna 
bird approach to Lou's and John Cole's 
vocals ("Lady Godiva's Operation"), and 
in the case of the Screaming Trees, Nirvana 
and the Telescopes, it's worthwhile just 
hearing another available recording from 
them, tribute or not. While we are mystified 
as to the whereabouts of Galaxie 500 (if 
anyone should be on.this...) most tracks 
are fine examples of *a band adapting a 
chestnut to fit their sound instead the other 
way 'round, and we've all played the 
originals to death anyway. 

FRONT 242 Tyranny (For You) 
(Epic, P.O. Box 4450, New York, 
NY 10101-4450)—Some things in life 
are a given: Christmas with the family, 
snow in Alaska, Gerard's rhetoric in 
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"Goo Goo Dolls got heart; this here's one real great rock 'n' roll band."

Dialogue, and the repetitive WHUMP of 
industrial dance music. Yet, after a decade 
of garbled, unintelligible vocals and grind-
stone mega-beats that plod along like 
Frankenstein on crutches, the industrial 
oeuvre lately has been reaching beyond its 
expected norm. Nine Inch Nails pried off 
the cobweb-filled lid with a more techno-
pop approach, and you can add Belgian 
bombers Front 242 to the list of artists tak-
ing an "industrial lite" tack—not only are 
the beats of Tyranny slowed to dirge pro-
portions, but the vocals are—gasp!—down-
right understandable at times. No, there 
aren't any feel-good pop songs to compete 
with Gloria Estefan, but "Rhythm Of Time" 
and "Gripped By Fear" have an introspec-
tive, melodic side that will no doubt convert 
those who've cottoned their ears to the 
Wax Trax ilk. Richard 23 and Co. bow into 
the major-label ranks (fifth album overall) 
with the usual samples-from-hell montage, 
but the use of ethereal synths, thoughtful 
lyrics and a wide variety of tempos and 
moods make it a more palatable effort than 
the industrial set would have ever fathomed. 
Cut and paste: "Sacrifice," "Trigger 2 
(Anatomy Of A Shot)," "Leitmotiv 136" 
and "Tragedy (For You)." 

TERMINAL CHEESECAKE Angels 
In Pigtails (Pathological, c/o 
Revolver, P.O. Box 421410, San 
Francisco, CA 941011415-695-
1637)—The new year is yielding to a 
British invasion of labels like Creation, 
Earache and the new kids, Pathological. 
Heavy and primitive, Terminal Cheesecake 
blasts out a gamut of songs that mystify 
and twist the elements of grunge, industrial 
and punk. "Unhealing Wound" moves 
through the chaos of pulsating rhythm and 
tickling chords. "Turkish Glass" daunts you 
with layer upon layer of buzzing insects 
and whimpering alter egos, dropping you 
down and leaving your mind and reason 
behind. Terminal Cheesecake blends the 
sounds often associated with the RRR or 
Ladd-Frith labels (Smersh, E. Lund, Sleep 
Chamber, Brian Ladd) and the sonic sounds 
of Helios Creed, the Powderburns and 
early Spacemen 3. Their cover of the Res-
idents' "Hello Skinny" is a sharp knife—

quick and painless, sweet and deadly. The 
liner notes recount the life of Dan Crane, a 
paranoid, schizophrenic, serial killer who 
murdered his victims in order to avert 
prophecies of great natural disasters com-
ing from the voices inside his head ("Track 
9" could be a view into the psychotic 
underworld of the deranged mind). To 
some, murder decreases natural disasters, 
to others rainbows shine of brilliant color, 
and some dance to the searing noises of 
Terminal Cheesecake. 

DR. JOHN & CHRIS BARBER On A 
Mardi Gras Day (Great Southern, 
P.O. Box 13977, New Orleans, LA 
70185)—There have been many who felt 
that Mac ''Dr. John" Rebenack has traded 
some of his authentic New Orleans soul for 
an almost Vegas-like penchant for showbiz 
glitz and Hollywood glam. But in the Good 
Doctor's defense, hailing from a city with a 
legacy of outrageous costumes and colorful 
carnival eccentricity, it really isn't much of 
a stretch to jump from performing R&B 
dressed in full Indian regalia—loincloth and 
all—to playing the blues wearing a silver-
sequinned suit and top hat. For a man 
who's no doubt spent some memorable 
carnivals at the helm of some outrageous 
celebrations, Dr. John outdid even himself 
on this 1983 recording, taped live at trans-
planted festivities held at London's Marqee. 
Even with all the distance from the epi-
center of the Gras, the Doctor and krewe 
give the party a relaxed, high-stepping, 
raw 'n squawky Dixieland feel, where 
freeform merriment and good cheer 
abound. Mixing his own classics ("Big Bass 
Drum," "Such A Night," "Right Place, 
Wrong Time") with perennial carnival and 
Crescent City classics ("Iko lko," "Stack-A-
Lee") into an imitable good-time program, 
perhaps the album's most eloquent moment 
comes when the Doc returns to the piano 
one more time for -Memories Of Smiley" 
in tribute to the late great New Orleans 
pianist Smiley Lewis. It's genuine New 
Orleans stride piano, and beyond the se-
quins, masks, confetti and special herbal 
elixirs, nobody else out there can play it 
quite like Dr. John can. 

DEVINE & STATTON The Prince Of 
Wales (Rockville, P.O. Box 800, 
Rockville Centre, NY 115711516-
764-7938)—Guitarist Ian and vocalist 
Alison, respectively, lead this gypsy-like 
band of wayfarers through nearly 40 
minutes of simple, crystalline acoustic pop 
music. Simple is the key word here. From 
the arrangements on through the delivery, 
the music created by Devine & Statton finds 
a calmness and solitude that gradually whit-
tles away at your emotions, only to have 
the pieces fall back right into place, leaving 
you more soothed. The light acoustic strums 
are joined by gentle electric solos, tuba-like 
bass, and some smooth accordion and 
violin that give the whole composition that 
outdoorsy European beatnik cafe feel, all 
the while fronted by Statton's saintly se-
ductive crooning. This is minimalism at its 
barest—not a single note is wasted, not a 
single feeling is discarded, and not a single 
idea is misplaced on this collection of songs 
that is suave, collected and patient enough 
to work. The Prince Of Wales is an 
uplifting re-introduction to the voice of 
Alison Statton (remember the Young Marble 
Giants in the early '80s?) and the subtle 
charm of Ian Devine's songwriting and 
playing. Get lost with: "Like A Blind Man," 
"Ugly Town," "Under The Weather," the 
rendition of New Order's "Bizarre Love 
Triangle" and "Break Up Your Heart." 

PITCHFORK Eucalyptus (Nemesis, 
c/o Cargo, 5718 Lamas St., San 
Diego, CA 92122-3014/619-535-
0418)—For all the evil that New Day 
Rising has wreaked upon impressionable 
minds, it has provided the motivating spark 
for a few bands (like this one) that makes 
all the clueless imitations worth sifting 
through. Pitchfork resembles those vener-
able Minneapolitans more in spirit and aim 
than actual sound, going to all lengths of 
domineeringly loud guitar and unrestrained 
bellowing to reach the Brave Idealist dwell-
ing within the unsuspecting listener. An en-
viable effect, indeed, and one all the more 
impressive because Pitchfork is really ¡ust a 
humble foursome who recorded this record 
and then broke up in order to follow such 
pursuits as playing softball, accompanying 
a college-bound girlfriend and smoking pot 
(shades of the Descendents' first split). 
More warm and personal-sounding than 
Honor Role, less mawkish than Scream, and 
more aggressive than Nice Strong Arm, 
besides being adorably self-effacing, Pitch-
fork's musicianship isn't astonishing, but the 
heartstring intuition behind it is, the songs 
lapsing into idyllic reflection or a clawing 
panic of chords with equal forthrightness. 
On ''Placebo, - ''Twitch - and "Rana," 
Pitchfork makes over-emoting and discord-
ant guitars sound sparkling and wonderful 
once again, and we think the world would 
be ¡ust a bit sunnier if they got back 
together. 
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JICKPOT EXTRA! 
MONSTER MAGNET "Murder" (7") 
(Primo Scree, do Caroline, 114 W. 
26 St., New York, NY 100011212-
989-2929) —This long-awaited second 
single delivers blasting guitars, distorted 
vocals and whining riffs as promised. 
"Murder" is an excellent example of the 
masterful way Monster Magnet can pull 
you under with a simple line of eight notes 
strung together with psychedelic merriment. 
On the flip, with an intro reminiscent of 
early Mudhoney, "Tractor" builds into a 
frenzy of big hair (see fro on cover), large 
spirits and massing sweat. Overall, a 
serious contender for the best single of 
1991 (so far). 

DARKSIDE "Sweet Vibrations" 
(12") (Beggars Banquet, 274 
Madison Ave., Suite 804, New 
York, NY 10016/212-889-9595)— 
Featuring two members jettisoned from the 
original incarnation of Spacemen 3, this 
U.K.-only 12" single (a slowly dying breed, 
indeed) proves that there's more to these 
former Spacemen than just hashish hush 
and creepy monotone organ ragas. These 
reverb-soaked, guitar-laced meditations on 
a pulsing groove are some of the heaviest 
sounds of the recent epoch—just check out 
the dark and slightly sinister Beach Boys-
in-the-underworld feel of the long ending 
coda to "Sweet Vibrations," or the heavy 
riffing of the song's head to see what we 
mean. John A. Rivers' production (Love 
And Rockets) adds space and luster to the 
gleaming sound: Look for the full album ex-
perience to roll out of a cloud of smoke in 
late January. 

FREAK WATER "Your Goddamned 
Mouth" (7") (1 1/4 York, P.O. Box 
146472, Chicago, IL 60614)—You 
may remember Freakwater—singers/gui-
torists Janet Beveridge Bean (of Eleventh 
Dream Day) and Catherine Irwin—from 
their self-titled LP of 1989. But if you don't, 
this 7" is a great way to get acquainted 
with Freakwater's interpretation of tradi-
tional American music. Irwin's own "Your 
Goddamned Mouth" is a loping ballad of a 

lover's drunkenness, textured by the warm 
slide guitar provided by Matthew O'Bran-
non. On the flip, Freakwater turns Black 
Sabbath's "War Pigs" into a bluegrass 
freak-out war protest song, highlighted by 
the twists and turns of Irwin's and Bean's 
darkly evocative voices and the acoustic/ 
slide guitar jam in the middle. 

SMASHING ORANGE "My De-
ranged Heart" (7") (Ringers Lac-
tate, P.O. Box 5012, Long Island 
City, NY 11105)—Hailing from the 
same sleepy town in Delaware that silently 
spawned Tom Verlaine and Richard Lloyd, 
Smashing Orange shares less with any 
stateside cohorts you could mention than 
they do with bands from celebrated labels 
from other continents like Creation, 4AD 
and Flying Nun. Combining breathy male/ 
female vocals and the adrenalin rush of 
melodic distortion found in bands like the 
Pale Saints, Lush and the sensual guitar 
histrionics of My Bloody Valentine, the 
Orange has turned in two impressive brush-
strokes that instantly define them as a ser-
ious force of extraordinary strength and 
power. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS The Estrus Lunch 
Bucket (7" box set) (Estrus, P.O. 
Box 2125, Bellingham, WA 982271 
206-647-1187)—An incredibly gr00000vy 
mass of covers and originals complete with 
trading cards, this is a collection of Seattle 
junk and that way-cool retro stuff which 
rocks your proverbial socks off. Honestly, 
every track here is a keeper, so it is hard to 
single them out. The Game For Vultures, 
Marble Orchard and Monomen tracks are 
strong follow-ups to their previous Estrus 
releases. Gas Huffer (ex-U-Men) sings 
about "Psycho Devil Girl" and K.P. "Elvis" 
Kendell of Girl Trouble sways cool sounds 
that would make the King proud. Seaweed 
injects rockin' complexities to the originally 
quirky and simple "Bewitched" by Beat 
Happening. Wrapping it up, there's a 
Billy Childish cover by the Young Fresh 
Fellows—this Lunch Bucket is enough to fill 
you way past dinner. 

UNCLE TUPELO "1 Got Drunk" (7") 
(Rockville, P.O. Box 800, Rockville 
Centre, NY 11571-08001516-764-
7938)—An ode to the bliss of drinking 
away your sorrows, "I Got Drunk" extracts 
the youthful exuberance and rousing coun-
try twang of their debut LP, No Depres-
sion, and funnels it into a song full of pick-
ing 'n strumming and lots of other things 
they call fun in Belleville, IL. Tupelo's cover 
of the Flying Burrito Brother's "Sin City" 
on the B-side may not be as inspired as the 
original, but Jay and Jeff's warm voices, 
and Jay's expressive strumming and har-
monica playing give it a charm and move-
ment of its own. 

ACCIDENTAL TRIBE "Aurum" (7") 
(Noiseville, P.O. Box 124, Yonkers, 
NY 10710)—With the screaming raspi-
ness of the Cynics and the heavy feeling of 
that indie scum rock thing, Accidental Tribe 
grinds out three bubbling tunes on pretty 
piss-colored vinyl. "Hookin' (For Your 
Works)" has continuous rat-tat-tat machine 
gun drums played by Dinosexgodrockget-
downloverules, and "Squid Juice" investi-
gates dirgey blues. Then this trio pounces 
with "Some Mojo Alien" that leaves you 
curious for more. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS From Twisted 
Minds Come. .. (Noiseville, P.O. 
Box 124, Yonkers, NY 10710)— 
From New York, the rudeness capital of the 
world, comes this nationwide survey of the 
latest in this season's unruly, obstreporous 
and underproduced. Roughly possessing 
the same aesthetic and discreet charms of 
Amphetamine Reptile's trailblazing Dope, 
Guns series, Noiseville's compilation is 
valuable for several reasons: for eager 
young faces, Coz The Shroom and the 
rickety pop of "Glory! Glory!" that's some-
where between Amor Fati and the Buzz-
cocks; ST-37's "Retz" track that reveals 
them as up-and-coming heirs to Subway 
Sect/Scars nonsensical finesse. And as far as 
relative old-timiness takes us, there's Bullets 
For Pussy (Drunks With Guns' new lineup), 
the haphazard but incredible Action 
Swingers and the always reliable Surgery 
and Pocket Fishrmen—making the whole 
record an adventure.

ESKIMO Jack (Eskimo/Longpig, 
P.O. Box 20255, Oakland, CA 
94620-0255/415-824-4028)—Eskimo 
is an offshoot of the burgeoning and well-
noticed Bay Area funkish scene—like many 
a band composed mostly of Berkeley High 
alumni, the members have a background 

colored by the mid-'80s Two/Tone craze. 
The band is a multi-cultural, dance-oriented 
springboard for further explorations into 
more experimental ¡azz, funk, Caribbean 
and African waters. Eskimo distinguishes 
themselves from other funkateers by the 
plain fact that funk is but a splotch on their 
palette; they dive headlong into a cartoon 
pastiche of avant-jazz looney tunes, paddl-
ing nonchalantly through minimal structure 
and maximum eccentricity. All the music 
herein rambles and snakes around David 
Cooper's snazzy instrumental touches like 
marimba and vibraphone, usually lacking 
any clear-cut destination, but what with 
five-way sax lines and an effusively restless 
bass, Eskimo has a toot of a time getting 
wherever they're going. The band mixes 
elements of Fish & Roses, the Bonzo Dog 
Band and a toy xylophone orchestra; 
sometimes whatever melodic or harmonic 
form they possess slips out of their grasp, 
but for sheer noodly enjoyment, play 
"Monkey Fu," "Hypothetical Situation," 
"Canine Etiqutte" and "Clark's Monkey."

The toe bean connected to the foot bean, 
the foot bean connected to the leg 
bean .. From out in the land o' beans, 
California country, we've ¡ust stumbled onto 

HILL OF BEANS (Burlap Sack, 1836 S. 
Beverly Glen Blvd. #1, Los Angeles, CA/ 
213-281-9547). Not some mere refried ver-
sion of neo-folkie ensembles like Uncle Ban-
zai or Two Nice Girls, the Hill are two ex-
ceptionally talented guys who augment 

strummy acoustic guitars with a display of 
wit and humor that's certainly impressive, if 
not bordering on the downright eccentric. 
There's a rapport between the two Beans 
that's easy and free, like an acoustic set by 
They Might Be Giants at Newport Folk 
Festival, or the demos Ween might bring 
back from a cottage in Bron-Yr-Aur. Com-
plete with cover shot to rival Roger Daltrey's 
historic bean-bath on The Who Sell 
Out, these Beans are defintitely worth a 
spin, especially on "Down And Out," 
"Satan Lend Me A Dollar" and the ex-
tremely unusual but friendly song "Magic 
Toe."... Rook moves four and takes knight, 
pawn takes queen, checkmate... There's a 
lot of interest happening in Alton, Illinois, 
as the latest demo tape from the BISHOPS 
will quickly attest (they're managed by 
Chris Copora, 1612 W. Fargo, 3rd Floor, 
Chicago, IL, 60626/312-274-1942). Their 
big, bass-heavy sound reminds us of the 
Godfathers or 13 Engines, with brooding 
lyrics and powerful songs that grab the 
listener with dark edges and a slightly 
disconcerting emotional tone. Bathed in 
a cathedral-like ambience, even further 
parallels might be drawn to the more an-
themic side of East Ash or even traces of 
grebo darkness lingering in the echo-heavy 
ambience. With the mix of songwriting and 
sound, this demo reveals itself over time as 
posessing many layers, as different aspects 
rise to prominence with each repeated 
listen.  —D.I.Y.

LUI Hail The Frisians Free 
(Schemer, do Wayward, Unit 401, 
444 Brixton Road, London UK SW9 
8EJ/071-978-8611)—From flat Friesland 
in Northern Holland, Lul's diversive, semi-
improvisational outlook—rock-out-of-jazz, 
jazz-out-of-folk, I dunno—gathers up some 
almost forgotten strands of early post-
punkdom in a welcome reprieve from to-
day's slipped-my-disco aesthetic. The chain. 
link encapsulates the seriously unrecognized 
avant-rock luminaries This Heat and early, 
pre-electronic Scritti Politti ('79-'80), and 
further back to Robert Wyatt's work with 
Soft Machine and Matching Mole, even 
down to those shared vocal, nasal drones. 
Friesland is a strongly independent region, 
which Lul mirrors via the album title, although 
free from exactly what is hard to ascertain; 
it might well be authority, from the grind of 
order and articulation, of routine and tradi-
tion. The lyrics are obtuse, in the manner of 
cut-up methodology, and you can't predict 
any chord changes ("B M. Silverlake" and 
-Alternative And Groovy" go through 
more changes than there are seasons). For-
tunately, Lul is anything but a mimic, ad-
ding post-hardcore guitar tension/texture 
and glimpses of pure-pop frailty to the 
rapid tempo/textural shifts; "Rocky Organic -

employs a similar guitar-siren drone effect 
as Sonic Youth and My Bloody Valentine 
but the vocals and melody churn just as 
much, making a whirlpool of a song to drag 
you under. "Last Words Of Skipper Cordisto" 
and "Spurwing Plover"—also a single— 
submerge brittle melodies under sliding 
plates of almost power-trio grunge, but rather 
than surface like early Dinosaur, the effect 
is more slippery Pere Ubu. All hail inno-
vative Industrial Art-Rock! The CD includes a 
version of Gang Of Four's "Anthrax" too. 
This is Lul's third album, so there's plenty of 
background scenery to lap after if you're keen. 

REPTILICUS Crusher Of Bones 
('8)))), do Wayward, address 
obove)—No, the label isn't a drunken 
New Year typing mistake. Not to be con-
fused with Reptile, whose real Icelandic 
name would be Dinosaur (although Rep-
tilicus is from the same country), this debut 
passes on the Sugarcubes' Life's Too 
Good debate, since it's near-perfect music 
to crush bones to. Still, like the Young Gods 
and Ministry, Reptilicus fuses synthetic 
power with melodic glory, pitting grinding 
versus majestic/symphonic electronics, gut-
teral, inflamed vocals against rifling, 
mechanical beats (but played by a real 
drummer). A punishing, vengeful agenda, 
made by men with impeccable table man-
ners (that's Icelanders for you), Crusher 
Of Bones is one subtle step up from elec-
tronic body music with less stress on the 
disco inferno, although "Snakes," "Sluice," 
"Call Me Jesus" and "Whasington" are all 
recommended three-min call-to-arms for a 
Viking's the-weekend-starts-here manifesto.

But at last Al Jourgensen has a dependable 
playmate. At the opposite end, the lengthy 
"Pirate Paradise" and "Ointment" (11 
mins) are dense spreads of looping, shud-
dering collages, the latter foraying brilliant-
ly into Fourth World techno-beat territory, 
something like Jim Foetus playing Dennis 
Hopper running up the jungle in Coppola's 
Apocalypse Now. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Heaven Or Hell— 
A Tribute To The Velvet Underground 
(Imaginary, 28 Hopwood Ave., 
Hopwood, Heywood, Lancashire, 
OLIO 2AX/061-643-2895)—Blimey, 
talk about tradition, and the passion therein. 
The songs/sentiments are untouchable; the 
task of emulation out of reach, we're talk-
ing drooling tribute. The VU legend is 
rock's most endearing and enduring—so 
say addicts of art, intrigue, drugs, sex, vision, 
poetry, aaahh, and never has a Zeitgeist's 
sound and vision stayed so intact. But sod 
notions of truth and time, these chords are 
easy to play. The fact everyone's learnt life 
via the VU blueprint is why Heaven And 
Hell is Imaginary's best "tribute" yet in a 
patchy series. All three teething disciples of 
the VU's web of gossamer pop and disso-
nant noise—Chapterhouse ("Lady Godiva's 
Operation"), the Telescopes ("Candy 
Says") and Ride ("European Son")—pay 
respectful, if polite, debts, but the temperature 
rises when the VU's reckless, unrestrained 
spirit is harnessed, rather than the musical 
form itself. The Motorcycle Boy brings out 
"Run Run Run"s irresistable, twitchy dance 
undertow; Nirvana and Buffalo Tom respec-
tively turn "Here She Comes Now" and 
"All Tomorrow's Parties" from heavenly 
ballad to slow-burning rock hell; while ex-
House Of Love guitarist Terry Bickers and 
Bradleigh Smith—now known as Levitation— 
layer "I'm Set Free" with banks of refracted, 
frosty guitars and harmonies, almost match-
ing the original's emotional candor. So, not 
great, but surprisingly listenable. Imaginary 
has already planned another two VU 
volumes, so much do bands want to pay 
tribute and play those crushing chords. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
How went it for you? At the end of 1990, 
our economic recession digs in deeper-
11,000 businesses closed in the "pros-
perous" South-East alone—which the music 
industry couldn't escape. The usual late-
autumn season of shows (NME was running 
six pages of live ads each week in Nov/Dec) 
have scraped after less pounds out of less 
pockets since the great concert slump before 
World War I. Why, even new Mancunian 
pop-brat "sensation- NORTHSIDE was 
forced to cancel their London show because 
of poor ticket sales. The press release still 
reported the band had to stay over in 
America to negotiate record contracts with 
Geffen into the wee winter hours. Laughed? 
I nearly bought my own beer. The same 
week, the same venue that Northside pulled 
out from because of a mediating request 
from President Bush and Saddam Hussein 
was in venomous disagreement with new 
Rough Trade signings CARTER THE UN-
STOPPABLE SEX MACHINE over T-shirt 
fees, who's-ripping-off-who etc., etc....this 
is called X-mas cheer. Other happy-holiday 
news; X-mas specialist DEICIDE was at-
tacked on stage in Bradford (where most of 
the anti-Salman "Satanic Verses" Rushdie 
protests and death threats eminated from) 
by fervent "Christian bastards" (quoth 
bassist Glen Benton). Then there's reggae 
star SHABBA RANKS, whose in-store 
signing at London's Tower Records led to 
4,000 pounds worth of damage—crowd 
unrest, a fleeing star, pilfered CDs, a 
cavalcade of police vans, dogs and horses, 
Margaret Thatcher coming down in a

Yup, Manchester 
once again (Blip, c/o Red Alert, 23 New 
Mount St., Manchester, M4 4DE/061-953-
4068)...Likewise SKULLFLO WER, who I 
reckoned was a raw, humongous Sonic 
Youth On Acid until it dawned on me the 
four-track Xaman was an album at 33 
rpm. Now it's Butthole Business, as in raw, 
quaking effects/treated guitar sorcery. LP of 
the 45 column (Shock, c/o Wayward, see 
LP reviews)...There are few good singles 
so close to X-mas, but more exceptions are: 
MEAT BEAT MANIFESTO's "Psyche-Out," 
best described by its subtitle -Sex Skank 
Strip Down." More electro-body-dub for 
the midnight hour (Play It Again Sam, do 
PR/PD, Panther House, 38 Mount Pleasant, 
London WC1X OAP/071-837-9322)... 
HARBOUR KINGS's four-track Shoot 
The Breeze EP, maintains the Sheffield 
quartet's transplanted forlorn-in-the-USA 
guitar chimera, especially "Pass Over," six 
minutes of aching "Green"-ery and a 
cover of Grant Hart's "Every Everything" 
too (Fire, 339 Seven Sisters Road, London 
N15 6RD/081-800-9989)... Last, FIVE-
THIRTY's mod pop-psych formula mustn't 
rest its laurels on updated Who/Jam Brit-
invasion dynamics. The seriously cute "Air 
Conditioned Nightmare"—extremely Small 
Faces—or the blues-breaking "The Thing 
That Turns You On"—an extremely young-
gun, white Hendrix—are spoiled because of 
it, but "Judy Jones" is the one; an un-
dulating Beatles/Chris Bell/Big Star ballad-
cape stained with wah-wah watercoloring 
that breaks into a dream-pop center and 
out the other side with another blossom-fall 
of pedal effects. They might be giants (East-
West, The Electric Lighting Station, 42 Kens-
ington Court, London W8/071-938-2181). 
Also look out for new KITCHENS OF 
DISTINCTION and STRAITJACKET 
FITS albums (both brilliant) and OCEAN 
COLOUR SCENE, who might steal the 
Stone Roses' glory while the latter contest 
more ridiculous, delaying label battles. 
Rumors have started turning into fact, but 
relaying them wouldn't be much of a 
gesture of good will, wouldn't it?

As Boring As We Wanna Be: While there was a slight 
increase in reports this week, the results are mainly the 
same. For the 10th week (counting the three frozen charts 
during Christmas break), Charlatans UK is at the top 
of the game, holding tight at Retail (4-3) and grabbing 
the Top Cut with "Then." As Red Hot + Blue tumbles 
down from the second slot to #5, that allows the other 
front-runners to nudge up one spot each: Sisters Of 
Mercy (3-2), which is led by a #1 showing in the 
South; Lush, with its domestic debut LP; and Happy 
Mondays, which is led by a #2 in the East. 

Industrial Revolution: The majors have picked up on 
industrial dance music's popularity (Front 242 to Epic, 
Meat Beat Manifesto to Mute-Elektra), and this 
week's chart is chock full of the Euro-beat body music. 
New to the Top 10 this week is Wax Trax's KMFDM 
(14-8), with a #4 in the West; as a relatively new release, 
it has a chance to knock off some the older entries above 
it to contend for the Top 5 next week. Meat Beat (22-11) 
has been a steady climber and is knocking on the Top 
10's door. Somehow, someway, TVT's Nine Inch Nails 
is still making gains (20-12) with its new single, "Sin"! 
"Get Down, Make Love," leading the way. Nettwerk-
Capitol's Skinny Puppy (24-21) shows signs of life after 
peaking previously at #6. 

Add Industrial: RCA's Pop Will Eat Itself takes a bit 
of an industrial approach to hip-hop; their single climbs 
50-38 with the LP soon to come. Food-SBK's Jesus 
Jones also has elements of industrial, and their single 
gains 57-47 with an excellent LP on its heels. Other 
industrial-strength charters: Wax Trax's Front Line 
Assembly (60-53) and Rough Trade's Jackofficers 
(70-52). 

Reincarnated: With the current lack of new releases, 
programmers seem to be going back and giving some 
older releases new life. Among those are 4AD-Elektra's 
Pixies (54-49; previously #1), with the "Allison" single 
(1:17 long), Epic's Screaming Trees EP (84-70; #24 
peak) and Vaughan Brothers (109-82), Matador's 
Superchunk (137-91) and Mute-Elektra's Crime And 
The City Solution (103-92). We only wish that re-
porters hadn't given up on King's X (stalled at #98), 
Darden Smith (lounging at #146), Tom Ze (peaked at 
#144), the Neighborhoods (peaked at #113), Brenda 
Kahn (peaked at #139) and Brand Nubian (peaked 
at #132). If you've put the aforementioned in mothballs, 
for shame! If you've never heard them, check 'em out.

The tug-of-war continues: Jane's Addiction and 
Red Hot + Blue swap the #1 and #2 positions, 
leaving Jane's on top, while the next two pairs of 
LPs do the same dance. Morrissey (11-10) and 
Deee-Lite (12-8) both re-enter the Top 10 after a 
short absence; and with so few new releases out, 
there's few other changes up top. 

Upward surges this week come from Bet 
American's Black Crowes (24-14) again, Sire-
Reprise's Ride (28-19; #1 In-Store), Priority's Ice 
Cube EP (31-20, already certified gold), Island's 
Drivin' N' Cryin' (43-28; #2 In-Store) and Shimmy-
Disc's Rutles Highway Revisited (55-39). 

Since there's only three new entries this week, 
we might as well mention them all: Former Byrd 
Roger McGuinn flies in with his solo effort on 
Arista, landing a mighty respectable #27 debut 
and #3 In-Store charting. Columbia's C & C

boost from MTV's Buzz Bin. 

The new releases should start kicking in with 
the coming weeks. Look for some chart action 
from the Sting CD single (album out the following 
week), Chickasaw Mudd Puppies, various titles in 
the CBS Post Modern Pioneers series (Dictators, 
Only Ones, Dave Edmunds, etc.). Chameleons 
UK (Peel Sessions) and the Manchester: So 
Much To Answer For compilation.

DIGITAL UNDERGROUND This Is An 
EP Release (EP) (Tommy Boy, 1747 
First Ave., New York, NY 101281 
212-722-2211) —The Bay Area bombers 
are back with a full EP's dose of their 
patented heavy foot-stompin' funk that 
retains all the ingenuity and animation 
that Sex Packets introduced. Being the 
closest thing to a rap version of Parliament 
(while borrowing all of their grooves), D.U. 
includes two remixes of Packets songs: 
"The Way We Swing," which is layered 
with new samples over the same swinging 
groove, and "Packet Man," which features 
remixer C.J. Macintosh flavoring it with 
heavy synth and horn samples, giving 
Humpty and Shock-G's trade-offs a new 
polished R&B feel that's quite a contrast 
from their usual funky cadence. Featured 
new cuts include "Same Song," whose 
simple beat floats along under heavy 
Parliament sampling and a host of rapping, 
and the hilarious "Tie The Knot" shows 
their creativity with slapstick rhyming be-
tween Humpty and Shock-G over acoustic 
piano and a dried-up and slowed-down 
variation of Public Enemy's "Brothers 
Gonna Work It Out" beat. Also included 
is the thick and oozing groove of "Nuttin' 
Nis Funky" and more creative animation 
on "Arguin' On The Funk" where Shock-G 
and Humpty argue over the group' sin-
fluences. It's a refreshing release from one 
of last year's biggest and most original 
acts. 

ADAMSKI Doctor Adamski's 
Musical Pharmacy (MCA, 70 
Universal City Plaza, Universal 
City, CA 91608) —The U.K.-based 
keyboard wizard Adamski (a.k.a. Adam 
Tinley) returns to American club hotbeds 
with yet another offering of his masterful 
manipulation of sounds and beats with feel-
ing and atmosphere. His second LP, Doc-
tor Adamski's Musical Pharmacy, 
follows up 1989's underrated Live And 
Direct, overflowing with imagination and 
unstoppable house and hi-NRG landscapes. 
Although this LP features 14 tracks that 
mostly blend with one another, there are 
some fascinating cuts that demand atten-
tion, especially the futuristic re-creation of 
the Doors' classic "Soul Kitchen"; "Space 
Jungle," which is a newly crafted mix of 
Elvis' "All Shook Up" complete with driving 
house rhythm; and the unexpected "I Want 
You Back," which drops a techno hip-hop 
beat and features legendary rapper Kurtis 
Blow delivering the vocals. For the more 
dance-oriented, try: "Flashback Jack," 
"Future Freak," "Everything Is Fine," 
"N.R.G. Symphony In F Minor" and 
"Over Killer." 

TYRONE SHOELACE "Where's The 
Bass?" [108 BPM] (Tripindicular, 
P.O. Box 40580, San Francisco, CA

This crossover cut is razor sharp on hooks, 
appeal and fun. . More West Coast heat 
is delivered in GERARDO's "Rico Suave" 
[120 BPM] (Interscope, 10900 Wilshire 
Blvd., Suite 1230, Los Angeles, CA 90024/ 
213-208-6547). This bilingual hip-houser of-
fers us a steamy dance 12" with an array 
of mixes that touches on bright hip-hop as 
well as burning house rhythms...

KASSE MADY Kela Tradition 
(Stern's, 598 Broadway, New 
York, NY 10012/212-925-1648)— 
No sooner had I dubbed his last album 
one of the best of 1990 than I find Kela 
Tradition, the new album by Malian griot 
singer Kasse Mady. In a turnaround that a 
number of African artists have made re-
cently, Mady has chosen to turn to more 
traditional instrumentation, emphasizing the 
balafons, strings, drums and voices of his 
west African country. In his case, it was an 
excellent decision. The band includes Mama 
Sissokho, who contributes the thick-sounding 
strings of the nkoni instead of his usual elec-
tric guitar. Together with two slightly proc-
essed guitars, they create the repetitive 
swirl of the kora. The heart of the music 
here is once again the bolafon, the wooden 
marimba of west Africa. All this plucking 
and pounding forms a trance-like breeze, 
the gentleness of the individual instruments 
coming together in a sweet but powerful 
whole. This sparser acoustic setting only 
helps to ignite Kasse Mady, truly one of the 
great voices of the world, and we hear him 
really open up, creating crystal clear mel-
ody and blistering chants. The strength of 
thousands of years of tradition blossoms in 
every phrase; Mady is not a prisoner to his 
past, but rather uses his forbearers' work 
as an old vessel to contain new wine. As he 
proves here, he is no slave to the present, 
either. Whether he works in the high-tech 
studio setting of Fode or the earthy en-
virons of Kola Tradition, Kasse Mady is 
the very definition of "new music from an-
cient roots."

JOAN LA BARBARA/JOHN CAGE 
Singing Through (New Albion, 584 
Castro #515, San Francisco, CA 
941141415-621-5757)—In o 19/2 
article in the Village Voice, Tom Johnson 
described John Cage: "Composers have 
imitated him, critics have made fun of him, 
intellectuals have bandied his theories 
about, thousands have read his books. And 
now that his 60th birthday is approaching, 
people seem to be interested in listening to 
his music." After almost 20 more years, 
they still imitate, make fun of, bandy 
about...and listen to, the music of John 
Cage, without a doubt the most enigmatic, 
energetic and influential composer of the 
American century. Cage believes that all of 
us make music, with our words, our foot-

steps, our industry, our breath and even 
our silences. In Singing Through, Joan La 
Barbara has chosen vocal pieces from four 
decades of his work. Cage composed by a 
system he described as "writing through"— 
picking texts as diverse as the poetry of e.e. 
cummings, Joyce's "Finnegan's Wake" and 
a glossary of English and foreign geography, 
and finding the inner melody and rhythm. 
The pieces La Barbara presents range from 
the simplest of songs to the most complex 
of Cage's constructions, but each one ex-
hibits both artists' remarkable capacity for 
wonder. She sings concisely, without embellish-
ment or self-consciousness, understanding 
that her voice is the instrument for Cage's 
compositions. She sings as a co-conspirator, 
not as an interpreter, "singing through" 
the pieces in much the way that Cage wrote 
them. Don't mistake clarity for formality or 
care for complacency. These songs are pre-
sented with passion bred by understanding 
and love of the music and the composer. In 
the middle of the century, someone dubbed 
this "new music." On the eve of John 
Cage's 80th birthday, it still is. 

MANDINKA AND FULANI GROUPS 
Ancient Heart (Axiom, do Mango, 
14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 
1001 2)—Delving even deeper into the 
roots of the music of Keita, Mady and 
Toure, this album features performances 

by two distinct groups from Gambia, one 
representing the Fulani people, the other 
the Mandinkas. The more familiar of the 
two is the Mandinka group, an unusually 
large ensemble of koras, balafons and per-
cussion. This music is the foundation for the 
work of popular African artists like Foday 
Musa Suso and Kasse Mady, a shimmering 
outpouring of notes produced by hammer 
and hand on string and gourd. Because of 
the size of the group (14 musicians and 
singers) the effect is unusually lush on some 
cuts and occasionally more than a little stiff. 
Far more satisfying are the rougher Fulani 
pieces. The central instrument of most of 
these is the nyanter, a wonderfully coarse 
fiddle-like string instrument. Accompanied 
by flute, and backed by drums and singers, 
the music of the nyanter is enigmatic, pro-
ducing a gentle melody with a harsh tone. 
The final cut on the set, "China Product," 
featuring one voice and one fiddle, is a fid-
dle breakdown that rivals anything from the 
early days of Opry. Both styles offer a look 
at the basics of west African music, an in-
troduction to the music of the professional 
griot and the nomadic minstrel. 

AND MORE AND 
MORE . . . 
"The undisputed originator of world beat!" 
Honest, that's what the label says. And 
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InlYonn N1 ., 
with a nod from no less than Joe Higgs, 
who am Ito quibble, dubious though the 
title may be. Culling African, reggae, 
Caribbean, jazz and blues for his inspira-
tion, DAN DEL SANTO has put together 
a hard-hitting band that takes no prisoners 
in their quest for righteousness. Don't ex-
pect subtle allusions or poetic nuances—Del 
Santo lays it out bare. "That's No Way" is 
an indictment of macho posers everywhere. 
He speaks about apartheid ("Desmond 
Tutu"), economic politics ("Capitalist Men-
tality") and general apathy and oppression 
("No Way"). You'll hear echoes of Carlos 
Santana and Thomas Mapfumo, but this 
large band of drums, guitars and horns 
imitates no one while paying tribute to 
the spirit of the whole world. Off Your 
Nyosh (Flying Fish, 304 W. Shubert, 
Chicago, IL 60614/312-528-5455) is 
righteous without being self-righteous... 

The folks at Global Village (P.O. Box 2051, 
New York, NY 10025) want to open your 
back door and show you the world. Their 
mostly cassette catalog features Balkan, 
African, Spanish, Greek, African-American 
and Appalachian music, made here in 
America. One of the most recent is by the 
MENHADEN CHANTYMEN. The songs 
on their album, Won't You Help Me 
To Raise Them, is every bit as powerful 
as Black Mambazo's a cappella offerings, 
and rooted in similar economic, cultural 
and political soil. The group hails from the 
fishing shoals of North Carolina, and sing 
the work songs of the black fishermen who 
were forced to haul the nets and row the 
boats. Like the whaling songs of early New 
England, they were syncopated and slow, 
used to pace and make bearable the heavy 
labor. They drew on African and white 
gospel music, and are as powerful as any 
singing style around ...You owe yourself 
a few minutes with KATE & ANNA 
McGARRIGLE's new album on Private 
Music (9014 Melrose Ave., W. Hollywood, 
CA 90069/213-859-9200). This Canadian 
duo has been making memorable music for 
two decades, and Heartbeats Acceler-
ating continues that tradition ....Fans of 
old time American music, take note of the 
soundtrack from the Ken Burns film, The 

Civil War, featuring great brass bands, 
fiddler 1st class Jay Ungar, Russ Baren-
burg, etc. (Nonesuch, do Elektra, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019). 
Up and coming: At long last, The River, 
by Malian guitarist ALI FARKA TOURE 
(Mango, address above) is going to hit 
your mailbox this week. PLAY IT! It is 
beautiful and challenging ...Mango is also 
getting new albums together from DANIEL 
PONCE, RAY LEMA and an acoustic-
roots album of the remarkable voice of 
SANOUGUE KOUYATE, produced by 
Salif Keita ...Dance crazies will revel in the 
weird idea of a 12" scratch dub of OUT-
BACK, the digeridoo and guitar duo from 
the U.K., playing that funky hollow log 
thing on Hannibal Records!. .. Further 
down the road is the release of a collab-
oration between NUSRAT FATEH ALI 
KHAN and Brit composer/musician 
MICHAEL BROOKS which may well 
herald the final fusion: electro funk Sufi 
devotional music.

CRUClit! 

BUNNY WAILER Gumption 
(Shanachie, 37 E. Clinton St., 
Newton, NJ 07860/201-579-7763)— 
Like any of his greatest albums virtually 
back to the start of his career with the 
Wailers, Gumption begins, rather literally, 
with a call to arms of sorts: After a mock 
trumpet fanfare, Bunny Wailer takes a 360-

degree look around at the state of reggae 
music and asks the literal and rhetorical 
musical question, "Who is going to be the 
ruling sound of the '90s?" What doesn't 
need to be said is that Wailer, who helped 
found the base upon which the music was 
built, also defines the pinnacle of that sound 
in the present and paves the way to the 
future. Gumption is a surprisingly light 
and classic-feeling album, with sparser pro-
duction and instrumentation (there are 
maybe half as many instruments per track 
as on most reggae records these days, it 
seems!), a seemingly stark contrast at times 
to the heavier, fuller, echo-laden sound of 
1989's stunning Liberation. The tempos 
here are a little faster, the vocals a little 
livelier and more topical, and Wailer con-
tinues to push the music to new frontiers. 
For all this forward-mindedness, Bunny still 
reaches deep into the roots of his past to 
an old Wailers' song penned by Bob 
Marley in the late '60s: While some might 
expect him to grab for safer, more 
recognizable popular tunes to cover, 
Wailer instead revises an older, lesser-
known song, "Pieaka 'Bus Dem Shut." Not 
¡ust state of the art, but state of the artistry. 

FIRE 'EM UP 
First of all, thanks to all of you who waited 
out the long cold spell and the winter 
drought which resulted in the lack of a reg-
gae column. Once again, let me stress that 
we are up and at 'em again, ready to take 
your reports and publish your playlists — 
have no fear, we're not going anywhere. 
To kick off the new year it seems, Profile 
Records (740 Broadway, New York, NY 
10003) has come along with another Best 
Of Reggae Dancehall Music compila-
tion, this time presenting us with Volume 
Two. Admittedly, a few months have gone 
by since we've heard these hits by the likes 

of Freddy McGregor, Shabba Ranks and 
Barrington Levy; they still sound fresh and 
interesting when presented as a program 
here. .. It seems hardly a column goes by 
without some new slew of reissues showing 
up to shed new light on the music's deep 
origins and past history. Two of the latest 
releases from Heartbeat (1 Camp St., Cam-
bridge, MA 02140) definitely warrant 
serious attention and appreciation. Placing 
us smack dab in the middle of reggae's 
earliest days (well, maybe just a little 
before), Fire Down Below and 
Original Club Ska show us the music 

that came ¡ust before reggae flowered onto 
the scene, captured in the process of transi-
tion in all of the wonderful grainy, low-fi, 
bass-heavy sound of the times. Including 
early tracks from Burning Spear, Winston 
Jarrett, the Skatelites and the Wailers, there's 
no artificial sweetening, no tweaking or 
mixing necessary, ¡ust good ole rocking ska 
recorded in all its tinny glory. Fans of last 
year's Scandal Ska soundtrack will dig 
this slightly deeper dive into the music's 
early days, a tonic that works as a great 
bracer between flurries of newer, flashier, 
more technically proficient reggae releases 
ahead in the coming months. Compilations 

like Fire Down Below ¡ust prove that no 
matter how unbelievably far today's tech-
nology may go with samplers, synthesizers 
and machines beyond the wildest dreams of 
many who made the music a mere two 
decades ago, they still can't synthesize the 
sound of a heartfelt singer. There's still no 
substitute for raw emotion and earnest, 
sincere musical talent, vision and feeling.

DEF LEP 
GUITARIST DEAD 
Founding Def Leppard guitarist 
Steve Clark died in London on 
Jan. 7. Officially "on leave" from 
the bond's recording sessions in 
Ireland, Clark, until recently, had 
been undergoing treatment for 
alcoholism at a Minneapolis re-
habilitation center. Lep vocalist 
Joe Elliot said last week, "Steve 
joined me and Sav [bassist Rick 
Savage] to Form Def Leppard in 
January, 1978. He was a really 
quiet, shy, humble, nice, gentle 
sort of bloke. He was a very 
creative person and we'll de-
finitely miss his input. We were 
due to continue recording our 
new LP today, but obviously that 
isn't going to happen. It was a 
pleasure to know Steve for 13 
years and I'll miss him like a 
brother." An unconfirmed rumor 
pegs ex-Thin Liz_zy/Whitesnake/ 
Blue Murder guitarist John Sykes 
as Clark's replacement. 

NIRVANA INKS 
WITH GEFFEN! 
At presstime, rumor had it that 
Geffen has won the intense bid-
ding war over Seattle's Nirvana, 
one of the most buzzed-about 
bands of the past year. It is not 
yet known how this will effect Sub 
Pop Records' (Nirvana's former 
label) efforts toward a major 
distribution deal. The band has at 
least an album's worth of new 
material, much of it previewed 
last year on tour and on an 
awesome demo. The demo also 
contained new versions of songs 
previously released on Bleach, 
the band's 1988 debut LP, sug-
gesting their presence on the 
band's major label debut (pro-

bably on Geffen's sidekick label 
DGC) as well. 

FETID FRENCH 
AGGRAVATION 
French industrial metallers 
Treponem Pal have completed 
work on their second LP, to be 
released on RC-Roadracer in the 
middle of next month. The band 
takes its name from the French 
word for "syphilis," and their 
music is almost as brutal as the 
name. Aggravation is an even 
more brain-melting experience 
than their debut, and features a 
marked improvement in the 
band's sound, probably due to 
producer Roli Mosimann (former 
Swans drummer who's produced 
everyone from Young Gods to 
The The) and a slightly reshuffled 
lineup: guitarist Michel has com-
pleted his obligatory military 
service and returned to the fold, 
while ex-Celtic Frost drummer 
Steven Priestly filled in at short 
notice—he's not joining the 
band, but he did a killer job! The 
album includes nine orginal 
tracks and a cover of Kraftwerk's 
"Radioactivity." Look for a fea-
ture on the band, including an 
interview with vocalist Marco 
Neves, in our next issue. 

LOUDER 
THAN BONE 
Lovegarden is the unofficial 
name of a side-project involving 
Chris Cornell and Matt Cameron 
of Soundgarden with members of 
Mother Love Bone. The project is 
a tribute to former Love Bone 
singer Andrew Wood (who died 
in April), and sounds "ethereal, a 
lot like An , according to The 
Rocket's Jeff Gilbert. The band 

has already played three shows 
and an album—possibly on Sub 
Pop—is said to be scheduled for 
the spring, which more than 
likely pushes the target date for 
the next Soundgarden album 
back to the fall. We think 
"Bonegarden" would be a better 
name. 

HALLOWED 
SKELETOR BENEFIT 
A benefit was recently held in 
Atlanta for original Hallows Eve 
guitarist Skeletor, who had the 
great misfortune to be shot in a 
local 7-11. The show included 
Nihilist, Necropolis, Dark 
Overlord, Ghost Story and the 
Hallows Eve's new lineup, and 
raised close to 4,000 dollars for 
Skeletor's costly medical bills. 

KURDT 
CATCHES FIRE 
Hall Aflame is a new band 
featuring ex-Metal Church 
founder/guitarist/songwriter 
Kurdt Vanderhoof. Hailing from 
Aberdeen, Washington (home of 
Nirvana and the Melvins), the 
band also includes vocalist Ron 
Lowd, bassist Brian Smith and 
drummer Tom Weber.

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Brand New World Exclusive 
If you don't know Spinal Tap, you're in the 

wrong business, pal. 
More than just a rock-business satire film—a 

"mockumentary," if you will—This Is Spinal Tap 
is a way of life, one that made its mythical 
subject into one of the most influential rock 
bands of the '80s. 
Released in 1983, Spinal Tap's cinematic 

legend goes thus: David St. Hubloins and Nigel 
Tufnel had been friends and songwriting 
partners since they met as children ("We're 
exactly the same age, but not the same month or 
years) in the London district of Squatney. After 
busking outside subway stations as teens, the 
pair formed a series of bands in the early '60s— 
among them the Originals, the New Originals, 
the Dutchmen and the Thamesmen—before they 
became Spinal Tap and added bassist Derek 
Smalls (formerly with England's pioneer all-white 
Jamaican showband, Skaface). The band hit 
paydirt in 1967 with the single, "Listen To The 
Flower People" (on Megaphone Records). After 
the follow-up single, "Again With The Flower 
People," Hopped, Tap metamorphosed into a 
heavy rock band, and rA_lOCIs_ several albums  
through the late '60s and '70s, among them 
Blood To Let, Silent But Deadly and the triple-
live Jap Habit. The Film documents the ad-
ventures of the band on its increasingly un-
successful U.S. "comeback" tour. 
The idea for the film was conceived in 1978 

by actors Michael McKean (ex-Laveme And 
Shirley), Christopher Guest, Harry Shearer and 
Rob Reiner (ex-All In The Family) as a bit on the 
satirical TV show, The TV Show. Once they'd 
decided to spin the idea into a film, McKean, 
Guest and Shearer recruited a drummer and 
performed several L.A.-area shows (including 
some dates with Iron Butterfly!) as a legit rock 
band to break in their characters. After a series 
of interviews and live dates (including an op-
Dearance on Saturday Night Live) to support the 
.1m and soundtrack album, the three returned to 
more orthodox acting gigs in theater, film and 
television—Shearer's voice can be heard every 
week on The Simpsons, and he even does a 
weekly radio show on KCRW/Santa Monica. 
But Spinal Tap is a way of life, and aH three 

have donned their wigs and resuscitated their 
characters for interviews sporadically over the 
years, most recently in 1989, when their album 
was released on CD in Europe. Well, Polymer 
Records has finally gotten around to releasing 
This Is Spinal Tap domestically on CD, and 
fittingly enough, the band didn't know! Last 
Wednesday, the three met in L.A. to discuss the 
matter with their manager, and after months of 
pestering said manager for an interview, 
ARGH!!! was unexpectedly informed that David, 
Derek and Nigel were holding on line #7. With 
no preparation whatsoever, we grabbed a tape 
recorder and picked up the phone; the hilarious 
result—the first interview with all three members 
of Spinal Tap in five years—is printed here 
almost verbatim. While only a cassette (any 
backers out there?) could truly do this interview 
justice, to set the mood, here is a rough guide to 
Spinal Tap's accents: "way' is pronounced like 
"wye," "great" like "grite," "all" like "oos.v1," 
"find" like "kind," "player" like "ply-ah," 
and best of all, "thank you" is pronounced like 

"fank-yew," and can sound like it's taking on 
a different meaning altogether. 

ARGHIII: So what has the band been doing for 
the past few years? 
David St. Hubbins: Well, we've all like sort of 
gone our separate ways, yknow. I've become a 
real sort of house husband lately, been living 
very happily in the San Gabriel Valley. Jeanine 
[his girlfriend in the film] and I finally tied the 
knot egally— 
Congratulations! 
DSH: Thanks very 
much! And I've 
been managing 
and producing 
some demos for 
local hard rock 
groups, y' know, 
young kids. It's 
amazing: they keep coming, you can't stop 
them, they're like flicking termites or something! 
It's been very gratifying to know that they're 
familiar with our history, what we mean and all 
that. And the other two have been doing various 
things in the meantime.

Along with 
vocalist/guitarist Ben McMillan and drum-
mer Norman Scott (both of Skin Yard), 
Gruntruck submerged into a basement and 
drilled out sounds quite the opposite of their 
day-gigs; to be quite honest a few notches 
above. I'm not bagging Gruntruck's source 
bands—both are quite exceptional at their 
styles—yet the fusion of the obviously dif-
ferent perspectives makes for an explosive yet 
far more cohesive sound. To pinpoint their 
sound into a less general area than "Seattle," 
I'd say they take the Sabbath-esque ap-
proach (more than Alice In Chains yet less 
than Trouble) into the garage in a way that's 
not exactly original, but seldom is derivative. 
Inside Yours is a slow-drivin' dirge led by 
emphasized power riffs and a steady rhythm, 
leaving the vocals to an almost subliminal 
existence. Although Gruntrack bares the tag 
of side-project and can only only be worked 
on while all aren't busy, it's certainly more 
solid than most veteran acts today! Burn 
these fuckas': "Not A Lot To Save," "Paint," 
"So Long," "Buried," "Melt" and the title 
track.

WRATHCHILD AMERICA 3-D (Atlantic, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019/ 
212-484-8200—After hearing and seeing 
these guys for the first time, I was and still 
am amazed at how well they play together. 
An eclectic band that uses elements of 
thrash, speed, progressive and melodic 
without being limited by any of the forms, 
on 3-D Wrathchild's swift and abrupt 
changes (both rhythmic and melodic/ 
harmonic) are much more developed, fol-
lowing a strong natural progression from 
their first album. Although the sound ba-
sically remains the same, producer Alex 
Perialas has given the band a different and 
more adventurous dimension. Brad still isn't 
the most tuneful singer in the world, but he's 
become much more effective as a vocalist, 
and overall the band has developed a much 
stronger sense of hooks and songwriting 
structure, as shown by the way accessible 
party anthems "Surrounded By Idiots" and 
"I Ain't Drunk." Although Wrathchild has 
always used its instrumental complexities 
much more effectively than most metal 
bands, this album expands their possibil-
ities into an even more multi-dimensional 
sound. The wrath on America continues 
with a more adventurous and more 
commercial album than their debut. Also 
check out "Forever Alone," "Spy," 
"Draintime" and "Desert Grins" (which 
always looks like it says "Groins" at first) 
for further evidence.

And thus marks the re-
turn of Diamond Dave, whose very name is the 
definition of arena rock. While 1988's Sky-
scraper explored musical terrains that would 
have left Van Halen stranded in the desert, A 
Little Ain't Enough picks up right where Eat 
'Em And Smile (not to mention 1984) left off, a 
near-hour of his inimitable breed of everlastin', 
ass-kickin', rip-the-ragtop-off rock n' roll that's 
missing from just about every other band in 
commercial hard rock today. Dave has re-
cruited a cast of thousands for his most com-
merdal outing to date, including the remaining 
members of his last touring band and guitarists 
Jason Becker (ex-Cacaphony) and Steve Hunter 
(ex-Alice Cooper), and wrote songs with all of 
the above, as well as Robbie Nevil and ex-
Giuffria/Dio guitarist Craig Goldie. While Bob 
Rock's (Motley, The Cult) mainstream pro-
duction takes off a bit too much of the edge 
sometimes, el' Leather Cheeks could be singing 
about Buddhist philosophy and we'd still feel 
like we were at a wild high school party. Hang 
'em high, Dave: the metallic "Lady Luck" 
(which sounds like a Dio song!), the beefy 
"Hammerhead Shark," the bruising "Baby's 
On Fire," the ballsy "Last Call," "Showtime" (a 
note-for-note rewrite of "Hot For Teacher") and 
especially the ZZ Top-ish "Sensible Shoes."

THE THROBS The Language Of Thieves & 
Vagabonds (DGC, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90060/213-278-9010) — 
Although a very different incarnation of the 
Throbs released a very weak album in Canada 
a few years back, this is the band's real debut. 
At this lineup's first gig in July '88, the Throbs 
were one of the funniest bands I've ever seen, 
with frontman Ronnie "Sweetheart" Collie (the 
only surviving member of the original band, 
and a born star if ever we saw one) laughing 

at their mistakes and proving himself to be an 
expert at crowd-baiting. Signed almost imme-
diately, in the ensuing months the band honed 
its sound to the raucous yet precise grunge of 
its icons, the Stones, the Stooges and the Dolls. 
Uniting with producers Bob Ezrin (Pink Floyd's 
The Wall among many others) and Dick Wag-
ner (Alice Cooper, Lou Reed), the band's sound 
is put in a more impressive and commercial 
setting, the deft use of echo making the -Throbs 
sound different where so many sound the 
same. There are some debut-album flaws, but 
the Throbs have proven themselves to be a very 
promising new act. Shake the skulking "Ocean 
Of Love," "Underground," the "Sweet Child"-
ish "Only Way Out," "HoneyChild" (a 
megaballad of Poison proportions) and 
especially "Rip It Up." (JA) 

ANGRY Blood From A Stone (Mushroom, c/o 
Philip Marlowe Produdions, 10 East Ontario, 
#804, Chicago, IL 60611/312-482-8823)— 
The term "Aussie Rock" summons images of 
AC/DC, Rose Tattoo and the like; bottom line, 
not a very pretty sight. Yet the aforementioned 
bands received success on their strength of their 
music alone—remember the days when a good 
song was a good song and a good band got 
all the breaks? Angry Anderson has had his 
ups and downs, and finally the small tattooed 
one unleashes a solo venture (accompanied by 
a who's who in rock) that should put him back 
on target. Unlike other failing dinosaurs, 
Angrys solid hard-rock formula remains in 
style as much now as it did in Scarred For Life-
era Rose Tattoo. Produced by Beau Hill, Blood 
From Stone was originally recorded for Atlan-
tic, but until a different Stateside distributor is 
found, it will sadly remain import-only. Dig 
your nails into "Bound For Glory," "Wild 
Boys," "Bom To Survive" and "Bad Days," but 
avoid the cover of Steppenwolf's "Born To Be 
Wild." (KS) 

WWIII WWIII (Hollywood, 500 S. Buena Vista 
St., Burbank, CA 91521/818-560-2670)— 
World War III includes two veteran members of 

Dio and two L.A. scenesters. That's not the most 
promising of all possible backgrounds, but this 
album gradually grew on me until I was com-
pletely and brutally climaxed—I mention the 
climax because this band is about one thing: 
sex. Dio veterans Jimmy Bain and Vinny Ap-
pice mesh with maniac vocalist Mandy Lion to 
create a big, heavy, brutal sound. Recorded, 
mixed and mastered in just four weeks, most of 
the songs are straightforward (no complex 
tempos or technical wizardry), but if you listen 
to WWII just once you'll miss what this band 
has in spades: longevity and a lot of potential. 
Feel the power of 'Time For Terror," "Love You 
To Death" and "Call Me Devil." (RJ) 

BATHORY Hammerhead (Noise-RCA, 5 
Crosby St., New York, NY 10013/212-334-
9268)—Satan by his side, Quorthon was part 
of the foundation for death metal as we now it 
today... so, what's this about a change? In-
deed, with the release of Hammerhead, it 
seems he's taken the Bathory concept far away 
from the clutches of death metal. Unlike his 
counterpart, Cronos (who has opted for a 
glamish, sex, drugs and rock n' roll style), 
Quorthon has shifted his style into an odd 
Nordic fetish with an epic/powerful/goth feel 
in songs that make Metallica's seem short. If 
that ain't enough to turn heads, the man has up 
and dropped the raspy growls of past... gasp! 
But wait, the picture I just painted may sound 
uglier than it actually is! Besides the obvious 
boldness of such a drastic change in direction 
so late in his career, Quorthon seemingly has 
made a natural progression in sound, one 
that's as—if not more—uncompromising than 
older material. While the production could be 
better and some of the thematic material is too 
far out for me, Hammerhead stands as one the 
most interesting releases this year. Light my 
hellfire: "Baptised In Fire And Ice," "One Rode 
To Asa Bay," "Valhalla" and "Father To Son" 
(probably Quorton's best song to date). (KS)

In related news, Lee forms 
Cathedral—a heavy riff laden-slow-as-fuck 
doom band—with former members of Acid 
Reign... 
Seattle splatter-kings the Accused sign to 

local hip-hop independent NastyMix Records... 
San Fran cartoon-funksters Primus sign to 

Caroline and release Frizzle Fry, only to turn 
around and sign to Interscope for the follow-
up... 
Epic signs N.Y.C.'s Cycle Sluts From Hell... 
Sodom welcomes guitarist Michael Hoffman 

(ex-Assassin) following the departure of Frank 
Blockfire to Kreator (the second guitarist to 
leave Sodom for Kreator!)... 
Mother Love Bone vocalist Andrew Wood 

dies of a heroin overdose on March 18. A 
completed but oosthumously released album, 
Apple, shows he band's true abilities and sheds 
new light on the magnitude of the tragedy. At 
current date, a side-project of sorts is in the 
works called Lovegarden with members of 
Soundgarden. An album is expected shortly, 
possibly through Sub Pop. Soundgarden 
vocalist/sexy man Chris Cornell marries his 
long-time sweetheart/manager Susan Silver... 
Whiplash officially calls it a day following the 

departure of bassist Tony Bono, who has 
formed a band called Into Another with former 
members of Underdog and Bold. Drummer Joey 
Cangelosi relocates in Florida to join the newly-
reformed (definitely just as a band!)

Louis Carrisalez singing—to quite a decent 
response. Chuck then has the nerve to try to 
rejoin Andrews and Butler, but is firmly (to say 
the least) rebuffed... Canada's premier thrash 
metallers Sacrifice release their first LP in years, 
titled Soldiers Of Misfortune. At press time 
rumours seem to point the band in the direction 
of a new record deal with Metal Blade...

Wamer Bros...Dee Snider's Desperado are 
dropped by Elektra two weeks before their 
album was to ship, but the LP will be released 
through Metal Blade-WB...

legal nightmares than your worst enemy de-
serves, the Cro-Mags finally call it a day... 
Obituary welcomes guitarist James Murphy and 
bassist Frank Watkins, and record this year's 
most brutal death metal LP, Cause Of Death... 
Carcass are no longer a trio, welcoming ex-

Carnage guitarist Mike Almot... 
RC-Roadracer sign Deicide, Exhorder, 

Immolation and many other death metal bands, 
including Cerebral Fix, who odd the Sacrilege 
(U.K.) rhythm section, bassist Frank Healy and 
drummer Andy Baker... 
Ex-Grim Reaper guitarist Nick Bowcott forms 

Barfly with former Toxik vocalist Charles Sabin 
and sign to RCA... 
Led Zeppelin gets together for an impromptu 

jam at Jason Bonham's wedding...After both 
Doves go through a period of "cleaning-up," 
Megadeth settles on a stable lineup, with ex-
Cacophony guitarist Marty Friedman and 
drummer Nick Menza. The band releases what 
many consider the comeback of the year... 
Fifth Angel breaks up... 
Leeway finishes their second LP, titled 

Desperate Measures, quite a dandy offering 
that shows the band growing even more. At 
press time, the band and Murphy's Law are 
negotiating a release from Profile Records to 
sign with an undisclosed label... 
Jane's Addiction scores much publicity over a 

controversial album cover that depicts a naked 
Perry Farrel with naked women. The band wins 
no friends in Philadelphia, walking out in the 
middle of a lackluster gig... 
Judgement day: Combat wins +e bidding 

war over the Earache catalogue. At press time 
much of Earache's material is finally seeing the 
light of American pressing plants for the first 
time. Mark my words, these bands will be 
huge... 
Noise Records announces a new distribution 

with BMG...Heavyweights (literally) Mammoth 
break up... 
The year of re-issues finds catalogue items 

and box sets from the likes of Motorhead, 
Tommy Bolin, Alice Cooper, Deep Purple, 
Samson, Manowar, Jimi Hendrix, Led 
Zeppelin, Iron Maiden, Sepultura, Uriah Heap 
Angelwitch and Metallica... 
Guitarist Mike Torroo attempts to reform 

legendary San Fran thrash-bastards Possessed. 
In more tragic news, ex-Possessed bassist/ 
vocalist Jeff Becerra was paralyzed from the 
neck down in a recent shooting incident... 
The "Clash Of The Titans" tour invades 

Europe with Slayer, Megadeth, Testament and 
Suicidal Tendencies. Several masochists are still 
working on staging a "Clash" U.S. tour...

Demolition Hammer signs to Century Media 

to join the likes of Morgoth... 
The state of Kentucky sees metal releases 

from both Lethal and Kinghorse (both releases 
excellent, but nothing alike)... 
Iron Maiden signs to Epic records and 

release their best LP in years, No Prayer For 
The Dying... 
Legendary power-metal outfit Armored Saint 

suffer a tragic IcAs when guitarist Dave Pritchard 
dies after a long battle with leukemia. The band 
replaces him with two guitarists: founding 
member Phil Sandoval and Jeff Duncan (who 
toured with the band in '88 and '89).

epic tale of blood, guts and the forked one 
down under with Seasons In The Abyss... 
Destruction records Cracked Brain for Noise 

while outsted bassist Schmier pieces together his 
solo project Curse... 
Epic signs Katmandu, featuring members 

of Krokus and Fastway, and release a self-
titled debut... 

Vivian Campbell leaves the Riverdogs... 
Following Voivod commitments, drummer 

Michel "Away" Langvin joined up with Men 
Without Hats on a Canadian tour and recorded 
with the safety lads. Voivod is currently working 
on material for their next LP... 
London change their name to D'Priest and 

sign with Noise... 
Faith Or Fear are dropped from Combat... 
After a bidding war that browned even the 

hardest A&R reps, the Red Hot Chili Peppers 
signed with Epic... 
Hardcore vocalist Roger Miret is released 

from the Rikers Island stripey hole and reforms 
legendary hardcore outfit, Agnostic Front. 
Reportedly, our tattooed bad-boy was sacked 
and framed on a bad deal, forcing authorities 
to drop all charges. At press time, the band is 
currently finishing up a successful U.S. tour and 
will likely enter the studios for a new LP through 
In-Effect... 
Shotgun Messiah vocalist Tim Tim or Tom 

Tom (or Bubblegum) receives the boot. The 
band has replaced him with an undisclosed 
vocalist and are set to record their next LP for 
Relativity...

Dave of Head Of David and Justin of 

Godflesh form a brutal side project called 
Sweet Tooth and release the Soft White 
Underbelly EP through Staindrop-Earache 
(through Combat here)... 
Thee Hypnotics are involved in a car 

accident in Minneapolis following a gig. 
Drummer Phil Smith's injuries force him to be 
hospitalised for six weeks... 
Def American falls out with distributor Geffen 

after the latter's refusal to release a harcicore 
rap LP by the Geto Boys. Labelhead Rick Rubin 
will likely sign a deal with Warner Bros... 
Big Chief signs deal with Metal Blade, which 

will see releases going major through Warner 
Bros., independent through Caroline... 
After taking a much needed vacation, 

Metallica entered the studios toward the end of 
the year with producer Bob Rock and begin 
recording their follow-up to And Justice For All. 
Reportedly, the songs are much shorter and 
recording is going well... 
White Zombie signs with Geffen and begins 

their major debut with producer Jim Thidwell 
a.k.a. Foetus... 
Alice Cooper begins recording his next LP at 

Ocean Studios in New Jersey with producer/ 
songwriter Jack Ponti. Meanwhile, big and 
beefy manly ex-Coop guitarist Kane Roberts is 
set for his second solo release early this year 
through Geffen... 
Sepultura drummer Igor Cavalera is rejected 

by the Brazilian army for having "too many 
tattoos" and continues, along with the rest of the 
band, to enjoy quite a good year. The band has 
finished work on their next record, Arise, which 
will see release in March... 
After a somewhat mediocre release, Exodus 

plan to release an album of unreleased and live 
material featuring original vocalist Paul Baloff...

Brit-warriors Bolt Thrower finish 
recording their third LP War Master and are set 
for a domestic release through Combat. It is 
rumoured that a "Grind Crusher" tour will take

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1 990 RE GUR GE

Although ARGH!!! debuted in the middle of 
this year, it was basically born in April, 1987, 
when I became CMJ's "Hard Rock Coordin-
ator." At the time, two strains of loud rock 
were battling for the top of these hallowed 
charts: Thrash (a.k.a Metallica and its grisly 
godchildren) and L.A.-styled Aero-Zep glam 
metal (ditto Motley Crue and Whitesnake). The 
traditional gothic sound that had given heavy 
metal its name (Deep Purple/Rainbow-styled 
"progressive" bands epitomised by Yngwie) 
was on the wane, and Motorhead and Bad 
Brains had just begun slow but ultimately 
successful come-back/recognition-of-influence 
campaigns. The thought of merg-ing metal 
with rap, harcicore, industrial or "alternative" 
stylings was still in infancy, but the bare bones 
of "heavy metal"'s future could be found in 
three artists: Reastie Boys, Bad Brains, and the 
Melvins (we'd include the early-'70s incar-
nation of the Rolling Stones, but more on that 
later). The seeds sown by the above artists hod 
taken root by the end of '87: Faith No More 
re-released "We Care A Lot" through Warner 
Bros., Napalm Death recorded its first Peel 
Session, and Soundgarden released the 
legendary Screaming Life EP. 
By 1990, virtually all genres had crossed 

paths, and the just-mentioned three bands had 
taken their particular thangs to logical if not 
lucrative conclusions. A full year after The Real 

Thing was released, Faith No More and their pet 
fish became '90's breakthrough act, but as far 
as we're concerned, the day the album went 
gold marks the day that funk-metal died. Al-
though there's been an obscene wave of Red Hot 
Chili Pepper clones, the best bands of that 
particular strain have risen above and mode the 
elements fit their own style—especially Primus. 
On a deadlier tip, for two full years now, 

"Blood Guts & Kevin" Sharp has been defiling 
our earspnee with the most painful sounds yet to 
emerge from the war between human being and 
the electric guitar. And in 1990, we all realised 
he'd been right all along: the grindcore move-
ment came of age, extending its songs to near-
standard rock length and distilling its power into 
song-scopes of immense cerebrum-crushing 
intensity. As an official badge of honor, Earache 
Records (the figurehead of the entire grind 
movement) scored an American distribution deal 
with Combat, and a domestic Earache release 
avalanche is taking place as we speak. 
Likewise, the year began with Soundgarden's 

Louder Than Love still hovering in the Top Ten, 
as the band toured with Faith No More and 
Voivod—in retrospect, perhaps the most im-
portant tour of the year. The "altemametal" 
thong found its incubator in Seattle, with Alice In 
Chains, Mother Love Bone and Nirvana forging 
a common ground with Trouble and St. Vitus 
fans (bands that suddenly became "hip" this 

year after being branded as Sabbath clones for 
their entire careers), and countless other bands 
are breaking what little is left of the barriers 
between metal and "alternative." 
Although Metallica and Motley Crue again 

had their best years ever (both without releasing 
a new album), thrash and glam experienced a 
full-on menopause: precious few good bands of 
either genre debuted in '90, and most of the 
mid-level acts are dying on the vine, replaced by 
(or rapidly transforming themselves into) the 
fresher blood of grind and retro-A0R—the lat-
ter, paradoxically, became the "new" sound of 
album radio as the Black Crowes became the 
first truly "new" classic rock band. By the end of 
the year, Cinderella and Tesla showed that they 
had learned the lesson well, by either magni-
hying the Crowesy influences in their own sound 
(Cinderella) or simply by covering songs from 
that era directly (Tesla). Like the Zap-clone wave 
of four years ago, the bluesy sound of Bad Com-
pany/Humble Pie/Stones is merely the latest hot 
spot in the geologically predictable (a comeback 
after 20 years) waves of rock nostalgia. 
At any rate, ARGH!!! would like to thank all of 

you for your support in our first year. We've 
come a long way in the past six months, but this 
issue shows how far we can go. If you've got 
any ideas on how we can (cue cheesy sound-
track) serve you better, don't hesitate to let us 
know.

Derek Smalls: k km your real name, or did you 
change it from Jim? 
It's my real name! I swear! 
DS: [Snorts disbelievingly] Really. Well Derek's 
my real name, so there y'go. 'Ang on—see ya, 
David! It's the first time we've been in +e same 
room in about five years, I think. 
Like a Rolling Stones tour! 
DS: Well, there's no tour—actually, we just met 
about this, uh, DC or whatever it is. 
You mean CD? 
DS: What is it? CD? The electricity's different in 
this country, I can't figure it out. The voltage is 
different!

Have you heard it? 
DS: No! I mean I heard it the first time, but it's 
all digital these days. I'm sure it sounds better 
than evah—which is not very good! I remember 
what it sounded like at the time, and it doesn't 
represent what we would sound like now if we 
were playing now—which we're not, so what 
we would sound like now would be very quiet. 

Well, it's been awfully quiet. I already asked 
David, but what are your feelings on a reunion? 
DS: Well, I mean, David, /know, to be frank, 
has not had an easy time of it. I've been 
blessed, in a way, to be more directly involved 
with the music business over the years because 
I've done some work with—I don't know if you 
cover this area of the business—a very im-
portant Christian rock band called LambsBlood. 
And we've done some really interesting stuff, 
and been active, and done a lot of—I don't 
know if you know about the whole "Christian 
Headbanger Ball" thing that goes on, it's really 
quite exciting. There's a series of 'en) up and 
down the West Coast of North America, and 
across Canada, where they're very receptive to 
Christian heavy rock—as well they should be! 
So, to me, it's a little bit less like a... what do 
you call 'em? Life savers? Those things you 
throw out from the boat? But as I say, it's the 
first time the three of us have been in a room 
together in five years, and you never know what 
could happen. You don't wanna say "never," or 
"forever," or "always." There's a lotto words 
you don't wanna say, really. You don't wanna 
say "ninny"... 

Has your own material taken on a Christian 
bent? 
DS: Well, basically I joined the group because 
their original bass player backslid [in a moral 
sense], but since then I've tried my hand at a 
few things, just basically taking some of the old 
stuff I used to write about the devil and 
changing a couple of words. 

So we can look forward to things like 
"Christmas Without— 
DS: "Christmas With No Devil"? [Laughs] No, I 
mean, not stuff that has actually come out under 
the Spinal Tap, uh, roo—roob... 

Rubric? 
DS: Rubric, yeah. Or any brick, for that matter. 
But LambsBlood lost their record contract. The 
gospel hard rock record business is even more 
cut-throat than the real one, it Sums out, oddly 
enough. That's a very hidden secret of that part 
of the business. It seems all sweetness and light 
and good and blessings and stuff, but it gets 
very mean and down. 

Yeah, and what do you do when both sides 
have God on their side? 
DS: That's right, it's like a war: whose God is 
better? 

There's a rumor about a connection between 
Spinal Tap and "-The Simpsons"—can you shed 
any Ii9ht on that? 
DS: Uh, well, uh, only that if we were to reunite, 
our plan would be to go to double platinum too! 
That would be the connection I see. And when 
we 90 onstage we'd be more animated! 

Um... shit, I'm sorry, I can't think of a question! 
DS: You want me to just, like, answer a question 
as if you'd asked it, and you can think of a 
question later? Okay—It's been a long time, but 
I have every confidence that it will work out for 
the best. And then you can just put any question 
you like to that. 

Great! Well, I hope LambsBlood gets another 
deal. 
DS: Well, y'know, I do too. They're good lads, 
their hearts are in the right place... [quietly] 
they're not the greatest players in the world— 
Did that cause any problems? 
DS: I'm not the greatest player in the world 
either, so I fit right in! 

If Tap reformed I think the legend would grow 
greater than ever. 
DS: Well, it's funny you should say that— 
although I'm not laughing—because as we've 
heard about the DC—uh, CD—it begins to seem 
as if the success that's eluded us over the years 
might be dangling right within, or near, our 
grasp again, and the question is, Should we 
grasp it this time? Is it worth makin' one more 
try? You see all these other old-fart bands and 
they get up and prance around with their pot 
bellies, and you wonder, Do you look like prats 
if you do that, and if so, can you get paid good 
money to look like prats? 

"My amplifier goes up 
to 20 now. I'm working 
on one that goes up 
to 21, or perhaps 
even 22." 
David called the band's history a "cautionary 
tale"—do you think Spinal Tap's legend stands 
up to more than that? 
DS: Well, it stands UD to, uh, great gobs of 
scrutiny, there's no coubt about that. I think that 
there are right turns we've made, and wrong 
turns, and if at any point we could have told 
one from the other, we might have been in 
better shape than we are now! But y'know, 
here's what I think: We're all alive, right? [Long, 
classic Spinal Tap pregnant pause] I mean, not 
countin' the drummers. So I mean that counts for 
something, y'know. We coulda sold a lot more 
records and been dead! But who's to say that 
this is worse? Who's to say? 
What? 
DS: Who's to say? 
Who's to say what? 
DS: Who's to say that it's worse? 
Oh. That's true. 
DS: See what I mean? 
Yeah. 
DS: I'm not saying, I'm just saying, 'Who's to 
say?" But lemme give you to Nigel, 'cos he 
really wants to talk. 

Nigel Tufnel: Hall000? 
Hello, Nigel? This is Jem, I'm honored to be 
speaking with you. 
NT: Is your name wot? 
km. 
NT: You've got a cartoor prog-am, right? 

[Muffled screams.] 
NT: So you're Jem? Alright then. 

was just interested to know about the state of 
the band now that your album has been 
reissued on CD. 
NT: Yeah, that's brand new news for us. The 
shock is just sort of wearing off. I've not seen it, 
I've not heard it. It should be quite interesting. 
I suppose I'll have to get one of those new 
players that they put them in. 'Cos it doesn't 
work on a normal machine, I've found. You just 
hear a scratching noise. 
You tried it? 
NT: Well, not on the one that we've done, of 
course, 'cos I haven't seen it yet. But some-
one gave me a Harry Belfonte CD, and I just 
thought, Well, it's shiny and small, but don't 
hold that against it, y'know? So I put it on the 
old record machine and—nothing. Strange. So 
really, wet it means is shelling out about 300 
quid to get a machine so I can play and hear 
what it sounds like. So it's sort of good and load 
news.

What have you been doing for the last few 
years? 

NT: [Dreamily] Well yes, it's been a rather sort 
of idyllic period for me. I was conscripted by 
the Swiss Army for a bit. It was totally an 
accident actually, I was doing a days walk up 
in the Alps. And before I knew it, I was in with 
them, and all I really have to show for it is one 
'a them Swiss Army knives that they give you 
when you go in. It was all a buncha paper-
work; it was like a typo, really. 

So how long were you in the Swiss Army? 
NT: Oh, that really only lasted about three 
months. And since then I've been doing a 
number of retreats. I've been doing experiments 
with sonic vibrations and various things to 
increase loudness for my new amplifier, which 
Marshall released. It goes up to 20 now, it's a 
brand new one. And I'm trying to work on 
something that win even go more-21 or even 
22, perhaps. But one step at a time, as my dear 
ol' Dad always used to say. 

Are you still writing? 
NT: O000h, yeah! When you're a composer 
you can't just put a sock in your mouth and stop 
it! It just keeps gain' on and on. And I'll wake 
up sort of sweating in the middle of the night 
still, and jot down a few words and a couple of 
chords. Sure, that goes on and on. 

If the three of you were to 9et back together, 
what direction do you think the music would 
take? 
NT: Well, humanistic, first. And then after that, 
loud. Really, those are the main things. You 
know that famous quote: "'E doesn't sing to the 
sound of another drummer"? Well, we don't. 
It's hard to know where we would go really, 
except it would be forward, together, at the 
same time. And I always strive loud. And that's 
what we would do. But we've not really been 
talking in the last five years. It's just in the last 
ten minutes, in fact, that we've been in the same 
room. So you're sort of the first one that's 
getting the jump on it, so to speak. 

Did the split cause any acrimony between you? 
NT: No, no. My wife played no part in it at all. lN

Although they live a continent apart (she in 
Germany, he in the States), Barbara Den-
nerlein and Joey DeFrancesco have much in 
common: Besides bringing a shared sense 
of fun and adventure to their instrument of 
choice, the Hammond B-3, these youths 
aren't afraid to stake out new territory. 
While Dennerlein's Hot Stuff—a quartet 
date with guitarist Mitch Watkins, tenor 
saxist Andy Sheppard and drummer Mark 
Mondesir—lacks the low-down grit and gut-
bucket funk of her En¡a debut (Straight 
Ahead, which featured Ray Anderson's 
growl trombone), it is richer in idiomatic 
breadth and rhythmic and structural varie-
ty, tonal color and dynamics. Incorporating 
¡azz, rock, Latin and funk into her straight-
ahead blowing concept, Dennerlein main-
tains fidelity to the organ-jazz tradition—her 
reverence for the late, underrated organist 
Larry Young remains undiminished—despite 
the MIDI-triggered, contrabass-sampled 
sound she pumps out on her foot pedals. 
"Many of the Hammond organists [in-
cluding Jimmy Smith] play the bass line with 
their left hand," she told CMJ by phone 
from Munich. "I prefer to play the bass on 
the foot pedals, and to use my left hand for 
comping or playing in a block [-chord 
fashion]." Jazz radio will gravitate to her 
renditions of "Killer Joe" and "Seven Steps 
To Heaven," but to this taste the 1 0-minute 
title track is Hot Stuff's most enterprising 
piece. DeFrancesco's What I See is a 
departure from his two previous, well-received 
outings on Columbia for two reasons: This 
time out he showcases his working band to 
loose, spontaneous effect, and he displays 
his chops on a new instrument—the trumpet. 
As previously noted in this space (Nov. 23, 
1990), DeFrancesco sounds like Miles Davis 
not only because he idolizes the master, but 
because he uses one of Davis' mouthpieces. 
The youngster employs the cherished mouth-
piece on two cuts, "O.E.I." and "Don't 
Stop Now." When he isn't blowing mourn-
ful, blue-cool brass lines, DeFrancesco 
pumps up the jams on B-3 and piano on a 
variety of ballads and burners, originals 
and covers ("Dr. Jeckyl" and Thelonius Monk's 
"Rhythm-A-Ning"). Like Hot Stuff from 
Dennerlein, What I See is a rousing main-
stream date that could, with the right pro-
motional push, cross over into NAC formats.

Look 
for a serious rush on the top spot from this week's 
high jumper Marcus Roberts (22-5) in the weeks to 

come. And, watch out for the Brian Melvin Trio, who 
re-enter at #4 this week. Debuts this week include two 
from Contemporary: pianist John Campbell (#17) and 
brassman Tom Harrell (#22). Also debuting is yet 
another artist discovered by the Marsalis clan, 
vibraphonist/vocalist Monte Croft at #18. We'd like to 
welcome new reporter KKSF in San Francisco. (JAll 
REPORTS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS) 

whose own Manhattan Project album 
as a leader for Timeless has created quite o 
stir, will team up with the ex-Jazz Messenger 
pianist once again, and the bass chores will 
be taken by youngblood Chris McBride. 
Besides making steady rounds of duo and 
trio rooms in the Big Apple, Green has 
reinforced his solid rep around town by dint 
of his work in the Ralph Moore Quintet, on 
whose Furthermore (Landmark) he 
shines. Green, soon to be featured on re-
leases by Larry Coryell and Jack Walrath, 
lavishes praise on bassist McBride, who, he 
says, "swings like an old man but has the 
spirit and enthusiasm of a youngster."... 
Green's successor in the Jazz Messengers, 
GEOFF KEEZER, has cut a quintet CD for 
Japan's Somethin' Else label (affiliated with 
Blue Note in the States) with Billy Higgins 
on drums, Peter Washington on bass, 
Donald Harrison on sax and Steve Nelson 
(who appears on the pianist's two terrific 
Sunnyside dates, Waiting In The Wings 
and Curveball) on vibes. A Blue Note 
release is slated for next fall. Keezer, 
recently returned from a Japanese jaunt 
with the Jazz Messengers (with drummer 
Louis Hayes behind the skins), also in-
formed CMJ about his participation in a 
forthcoming CD tribute to the late Phineas 
Newborn. That date, also for Somethin' 
Else, finds Keezer and fellow pianists 
Harold Mabern, James Williams and 
Mulgrew Miller, backed by bass and drums, 
taking turns extolling the Memphis master. 
On "It Don't Mean A Thing (If It Ain't Got 
That Swing)," the Ellington classic, all four 
players take turns on the same piano...Joe 
Henderson, onetime employer of RENEE 
ROSNES (in his all-female backup band), 
plays dutiful employee on pianist Rosnes' 
new, second Blue Note offering, For The 
Moment (issued earlier in Japan on 
Somethin' Else). Rosnes, possessed of a light 
touch and a penchant for surefooted swing, 
revels in the company of nimble support-
men Ira Coleman (bass) and Billy Drum-

mond (drums). Rounding out the quintet 
is alto and soprano saxist Steve Wilson, 
who solos with arching warmth alongside 
Henderson on the nine-minute balladic title 
track. For The Moment is a straight-
ahead gem that merits immediate audi-
tion...Pianist MARCUS ROBERTS, who 
earlier this year left Wynton Marsalis' band 
after a six-year association, takes a quan-
tum leap straight ahead by taking three 
steps behind on his third outing for Novus-
RCA. Toward his avowed goal of becoming 
a "complete pianist," the Florida native 
decided to record Alone With Three 
Giants—a solo recital devoted to the 
works of Jelly Roll Morton, Duke Ellington 
and Thelonius Monk. The music of these 
"complete" masters of composition and in-
strumentation, according to Roberts, holds 
the keys to the development of jazz from its 
New Orleans origins through the Swing Era 
and into the age of modernism. "With solo 
piano," Roberts told CMJ, "you have com-
mand of all the elements of music: You 
have 100 percent control of the rhythm, 
100 percent control of the melody, 100 
percent control of the harmony, texture and 
dynamic range. I did this recording so I 
could address the piano separate from the 
other instruments in the ¡azz band."
