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BONGWATER

The Power Of Pussy

(Shimmy-Disc, JAF Box 1187, New York,
NY 10116/212-334-4134)

If you're familiar with the tradition of great male/
female teams of sex experts like Masters and
Johnson, you just knew that pretty soon the
Bongwater tandem of Kramer and Ann Magnuson
would get down to tackling the big 'S’ word on
a conceptual-LP level. Daves Rick and Licht of
B.A.L.L./King Missile fame sit in, providing a funky
pulse and the coolest guitar fanfare this side of
Ragged Glory, while additional guest ap-
pearances from Peter Stampfel and Fred
Schneider turn things into a crazy, hedonistic,
anxiety-ridden free-for-all that you’d naturally ex-
pect. Pussy is a romp through the roses, with the
band dropping names and copping licks that are
the components of the inimitable Bongwater
equation—a surreal, entropic montage of disem-
bodied ghost voices on answering machines, ab-
surdist quotations swiped from the used-record bin
of Kramer’s subconscious (Sister Sledge, ’| Am
Woman,”’ Dudley Moore’s “’Bedazzled’’ and even
""Roundabout’’). Like your favorite Mothers al-
bum, Trout Mask Replica or even Double
Bummer, Power is one of those bold and rare
albums where individual pieces stand out, but
when they’re joined together, form something far
greater and grander. Our favorite reproductive
parts: “’Great Radio,”” "’Obscenity And Pornog-
raphy,”” ““What If'” and all of side two, especially
the nine-minute Magnuson opus, “‘Folk Song.”’

DINOSAUR JR.

Green Mind

(Sire, c/lo Warner Bros., 3300 Warner
Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)

Three years, three bassists and countless side-
projects after the release of Bug, Dinosaur Jr.
pharaoh J. Mascis has solved the ““band’’’s per-
sonnel problems by playing virtually everything
himself and emerged with the most far-reaching
Dino LP to date. Those yearning for the crunch
and snarl of the last two albums won't be disap-
pointed, but the rage is distilled—older, wiser and
somehow more (ulp) “adult.”” The acoustic mind-
set and arrangements briefly explored on Bug
are fully fleshed out, and the graceful, looming
melodies rise more distinctively from pulverizing
pedal-mess and bass-lines than ever before. The
inevitable follow-up to ““Freak Scene’’ is "'The
Wagon,”’ but it’s actually one of the less dis-
tinctive songs on the album: the vaguely funky
““Muck’” is J's disco song, “’Flying Cloud’’ sounds
like an outtake from Led Zeppelin IV and the
stirring “‘Thumb’’ probes previously uncharted
waters in the realm of hypno-riff. Green Mind is
a more mature take on a band that still retains its
primal urgency, offering the best evidence yet of
this awkward, deadpan dude’s rare talent. Other
fury things: “’Puke & Cry’’ and ""Water.”
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JESUS LIZARD

Goat

(Touch And Go, P.O. Box 25520,
Chicago, IL 60625/312-463-8316)

In the time between the Lizard’s last EP and the
unfurling of a second full record, the four have
kept in perpetual motion, relentlessly touring back
and forth over the country and releasing a single
that tore the insides out of a couple Chrome
songs. Though 1989’s Head LP and last year’s
Pure EP were raging furies on their own, this
record finally shoots the Lizard into a sphere
eclipsing their past and its references {(i.e. Scratch
Acid, Big Boys, Rapeman). The record doesn’t
loosen up, relax or wander during the 40-some-
minute prowl, with guitar, bass and drums all up
to lethal and merciless efficiency, the guitar func-
tioning as a sheet-metal coating atop the mili-
taristic encroachment of the rhythm section. The
music itself is impressively unhumorous, which is
why it’s a good thing to have Yow’s vocals roller-
coasting up one side and down the other. Show-
man supreme, he mumbles a blue streak of para-
noia and generally serves as the lightning rod for
out-of-control emoting, a looseness denied by the
relentlessly brusque instruments. Actually, if it
weren’t for Yow’s rambling schizoid blues, the
anti-humanist flight of the Lizard would bear
closer kinship to scary, extremity-embracing metal
bands like Treponem Pal than to any fellow indie-
ans. Jesus Lizard is one of the few that can match
the blunt power of the best metal bands under its
own terms. Lizardspeak: “'Then Comes,”” ’Nub,”’
*Seasick”” and “’Karpis”” are the most poignant,
but everything’s here’s worth tussling over.

DANIEL ASH

Coming Down

(Beggars Banquet, c/o RCA, 1133 Ave.
of the Americas, New York, NY 10036)
As a member of Love & Rockets, Tones On Tail
and Bauhaus, Daniel Ash has always been an
originator, an enigma and a voice of the mystic
and the unknown. His laid-back vocal style pits a
certain acoustic dreaminess against a brewing
starkness just waiting to explode—as it does after
the ’Blue Moon’’ intro into “’Coming Down Fast,”
only to implode again on the album’s closer
"’Coming Down,”’ the reprise to the opener. With
the angelic backing vocals of Natacha Atlas add-
ing sensuousness to the slower Earth*Sun*Moon-
like mood, the LP showcases sounds ranging from
shades of the blues to the Steely Dan-ish tune
""Walk This Way’’ to the "’So Alive”’-like *’This
Love,” all with Ash himself handling most of the
instruments. An air of familiarity is added by
Rockets-mate Kevin Haskins on drums and key-
boards on a few songs, as well as longtime pro-
ducers John A. Rivers and John Fryer. Like David
J’s album from last year, this side project not only
showcases Ash’s individual talents as both a musi-
cian and a songwriter, but gives Ash the oppor-
tunity to pursue more self-reflective and engross-
ing ideas without the restrictions of the band. Also
check out the eerie version of the Beatles’ ’Day
Tripper’”” and the Dave Brubeck Quartet’s {though
popularized by Peggy Lee) ’“Me And My Shadow.”’

TWO NICE GIRLS Chloe Liked Olivia
(Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, New
York, NY 10012/212-777-0100)—

Austin’s Two Nice Girls has to be one of

’

the more “‘alternative’” bands on the scene
today, with their unusual blend of folk
melodies, angelic harmonies and left-of-
center attitude. Take a song like “’For The
Inauguration,”” which takes a harsh look at
the policies and rhetoric of President Bush,
pointing out in delicate harmonies all the
rights he’s stripped from us {especially
women), and concludes with the unforget-
table line, ’Don’t we all deserve more than
a kinder and gentler fuck.”” Their combina-
tion of immediately attractive voices and in-
your-face lyrics {'The Queer Song”*’s “’I'm
gonna tell you how it’s gonna be/Soon
you’re gonna be fucking me’’ to a Bo
Diddley beat gives you an idea) is different
enough to turn heads, but it's done so well
on a musical level that even skeptics will
want to listen to what they have to say. But
Two Nice Girls really shines when their
lovely songwriting, gorgeous voices and
beautiful arangements stand out, as on
“’Eleven’’ and “’Rational Heart.”” “’Princess
Of Power’’ begins as a beautiful ballad,
with the usual harmonies and delicate
acoustic guitar pickings until some raw
power chords take over, transforming the
song into one of the most sanguine expres-
sions of rock angst we’ve heard in a while.
Chloe Liked Olivia is remarkable for its
simultaneous subtley and urgency, melding
the caustic wit of a liberal with the finesse
of a fine musician.

NICK ROBERTSON Bullet Proof Boy
(Charisma, 1790 Broadway, New
York, NY 10019)—He’s scruffy, he’s
skinny and he sings beautiful, deep songs
about his life and the way he sees the
world. Nick Robertson, a Scottish new-
comer, mines the same vein of spiritual
blues and soul-based music as the likes of
early-"70s Van Morrison, Tim Buckley or
mellower Graham Parker (with maybe even
traces of Phil Ochs or Nick Drake’s lighter
style thrown in as well), painting a broad-
skied vision full of swirling, Celtic-tinged
melodies and literate, stunningly poignant
imagery. Though his voice lacks the power
and impact of Van the Man at the peak

of his metaphysical powers, the simpler,
cleaner lines of songs like “’Love, Life, And
Happiness’” or “’Slice Of Heaven”’ still paint
vivid pictures and express deep-running
emotions. Producer Pat Moran (who's worked
with such disparate yet soulful performers

CM)
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as lggy Pop, Edie Brickell and—gasp—
Robert Plant) keeps things simple and gives
the arrangements and playing a down-to-
earth quality. Robertson is able to wield
near-magical powers in song, and portrays
the grandiose out of a few simple, sketched
details. Though this debut is surprisingly
solid throughout, standouts would have to
include “’Show Me A Sign,”” “’Pride And
Joy’’ (with guest vocalist Maria McKee)
and “‘Punch A Wall.”

HAVANA 3 A.M. Havana 3 A.M.
(I.R.S., 3939 Lankershim Blvd.,
Universal City, CA 91604)—Date-
line Havana. The time is around 3 a.m. A
crowd has gathered by the sound of a riot.
(And it was a dark and stormy night too!)
The crowd is finding out that the hubbub
concerns a new gang of leather-clad, bike-
riding troublemakers who are sending out
the message that they are taking over this
town. Led by Paul Simonon, an angry man
who has a penchant for smashing bass gui-
tars (this is his first real project since the
demise of The Clash), Gary Myrick, a guitar
slinger who used to lead a gang known as
the Figures, and Nigel Dixon (who created
a Whirlwind in the late ‘70s), a rockabilly
ruffian with a bold voice, Havana 3 A.M.
plays a street-smart bluesy and twangy
brand of rock ‘n roll with a vast resource
of great experience. They know when to
rumble. They know when to be sensible and
tell a story. They know when to let other
voices be heard—from Spanish/Mexican to
reggae to Nashville/Memphis. They know
how to write songs that call to action in-
stead of letting listeners just sit back and
enjoy. From the opening screeches of the
stolen car taking off on ““Joyride’ through
the rest of this self-titted debut, Havana 3
A.M. lives dangerously close to the edge,
and shows that these veterans still have a
lot of life worth livin’. Also dare to tangle
with “’Reach The Rock,”” *’Blue Motorcycle
Eyes,”” “’Blue Gene Vincent’’ and “’Death In
The Afternoon.”’

CANNONBALL ADDERLEY Radio
Nights/EDDIE HARRIS Tale Of Two
Cities/LES McCANN Les Is More/
RAHSAAN ROLAND KIRK The Man
Who Cried Fire (Night, clo Virgin,
9247 Aiden Dr., Beverly Hills, CA
90210)—Producer Joel Dorn (Neville
Brothers, Roberta Flack, Bette Midler) and
Virgin Records have just ventured in what
should be one of the most promising new
labels launced in 1991: Night Records.
After screening over 200,000 hours of live
taped recordings, producer Dorn came up
with the base for what the label will show-
case: live music. If these four releases are
any indication of what’s in store, be ready
for one hell of a musical journey. The Can-
nonball Adderley release, Radio Nights,
was recorded within the last week of 1967
and the first week of 1968 at the legendary
Half Note in New York City, as well as at
the Keystone Korner in San Francisco. It
features two of Cannonball’s strongest
musical units: his quintet (with Sam Jones,
Louis Hayes, Nat Adderley and Joe
Zawinul) and his sextet (with Roy McCurdy,
Charles Lloyd, Zawinul, Jones and Nat
Adderley). Of particular beauty on this re-
cording, aside from Cannonball’s usual alto
eloquence and swinging musicality, is Joe
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Zav nul’s pianc playing—his piano intro

n "‘The Little Boy With The Sad Eyes’ is a
moving and somber statement which quickly
transforms itself into a burning quintet jam.
Edd.e Harris” A Tale Of Two Cities
features recordings from Joe Segal’s Jazz
Showcase in Cnicago (19B3) as well as the
Keystone Korner in San Francisco circa
1978. This incredibly talented and influen-
tial tenorist {though unfortunately much
underexposed) showcases his blistering and
fluid tenor sound on such classic Harris
compositions as “Chicago Serenade’’ and
“lllusionary Dreams’’ (featuring his pio
neering work with the electric saxophone).
Check out Harris” scatting on Sonny Rollirs’
““Sonnymoon (For Two).”” Les McCann's
Les Is More features recordings from
various clubs throughout the States as well
as interview excerpts. On "’All The Way,"”
we are offered a special appearance by
vocalist Roberta Flack, discovered by
McCann, who oided her signing to Atlantic
Records. Also fectured is McCann’s in.
famous ‘jazz joxes’” and ¢ gorgeous

medley, “‘Les By Night,’’ featuring vocalist
Carmen McRae’s beautiful rendition of
“’Satin Doll.”” The Man Who Cried Fire
allows us to get @ glimpse into a whole
universe of music in the form of Rahsaan
Roland Kirk. His performance of “‘Bye Bye
Black Bird"* (which features an incredibly
funny Miles impersonation during the intro)
is one of a multitude of special moments on
this wonderful release. Roland Kirk the wild
blower, Roland Kirk the soulful balladeer—
it's all there and much more.

SPOONER The Fugitive Dance (Dali,
clo Chameleon, 3355 W, El Segun-
do Blvd., Hawthorne, CA 90250/
213-973-8282)—Now that “artists’” like
Vanilla Ice have mantlepieces adorned with
awards recognizing their vast talents, don’t
you think it’s time the world recognizes a
band who can write its own really good
hooks? The Fugitive Dance, the third
album from Wisconsin’s Spooner, centers
around vocalist/guitarist Doug Erickson’s
songs, which sparkle with energy and
beautifully knit structures—they’re fueled

by o focus that makes many cuts possible
singles, similar to the simultaneous commer-
cial success and songwriting integrity dis-
played by bands like the Smithereens and
Squeeze. Hooks are embedded in each
song as naturally as beer is brewed in
Milwaukee, giving each tune an intrinsic
and immediate appeal. Keyboards flesh out
the songs, adding texture and depth while
avoiding any retro leanings. An expert pro-
duction job is provided by Erickson and
druminer/keyboardist Butch Vig, who's also
produced bands like Killdozer and Urge
Overkill, though that tidbit won’t give you
much clue as to Spooner’s ouevre. The pro-
duction is polished, brightening the songs’
implied vigor, though not so shiny as to
leave the music flat. Take out those dancing

shoes and shimmy to the dreamy ballad
""Sleep Out Under The Stars,”” "Tomarrow
Never Comes,”” “‘Burn It All Down’’ and
the title eut.

RIFLE SPORT Primo (Big Money
Irc., P.O. Box 2483, Minn=apolis,
MN 55402/612-827-7500}—Rifle
Sport just plugs away, year after year,
while other co-founders of the Midwestern
glut of gloom re-channel their sound or
vanish entirely. If you count Brick Layer
Cake, Arcwelder and bassist Flour’s soio
projects, the Rifle Sport-associated releases
alrost outnumber the seven that RS have
unobstrusively released. Althougk, mood-
wise, Rifle Sport recoras are categorically
one unbroxen grey smear from one side

to the other, this venture is o bit more ex-
treme, creeping into near-gothic deptns of
alienation, with an abundance of stirring
guitar clarion calls. The combinaticn of the
twe make Rifte Sport as absorbingly bleak
and solid as ever—halfway between Bastro’s
ancd Die Kreuzen’s rhythmic stress vs. moody

For the best
intros to the many-faceted universe of Rifle
Sport, we select ““Jobs,”” “’Kings And 1,"’
’Sun In Sky’’ and “’Exploding Man.”’

NUMB Christmeister (Oceana-
Onslot, 430-943 W. Broadway,
Vancauver, BC, Canada V5Z
1E4/604-736-2801)—After a long
hiatus, a lineup change and a slight re

imanages to deftly cross several borders
with an appeal that goes out to many
related and not-so-related genres. Like a
Southern version of Tracy Chapman on
some tracks and a less polished k.d. lang
on others, Farr crafts songs that are per-
sonal, heartfelt and honest, all with a de-
livery that will leave a lump in your throat
and a hint of a tear in your eye. Her
quivering voice draws you deeper into its
web as she reaches a pinnacle, and leads
you into its solemn depths when a song
makes a sudden, and not always pleasant,
realization. The songs themselves are sparsely
crafted, most just with Farr’s vocals and her
acoustic guitar. A banjo, accordion and
strings give a down-home, Southern feel to
songs like “"Wondering,”” “'This Is The Life”
and “'In The City.”” Wandering succeeds
in exposing these experiences through a
mirror that reflects pain, hope and a lot of
desire, and is a fine introduction to a new
artist with a lot on her mind. Also check out
"Turn Around,”” “"Chained’’ and "’It's Not
Right.”

GRAHAM PARKER Struck By Light-
ning (RCA, 1133 Ave. of the
Americas, New York, NY 10036)—
’Don’t judge a record by its cover’’ is one
way to describe the latest release by that
old howling wind Graham Parker: dumb

album cover, great songs inside. Fifteen,
count ‘em, 15 no-nonsense numbers. One
is rarely caught off guard by his albums,
mostly because Parker seems to be unaf-
fected by any trend known to man. There
are no hip-hop beats, no sampling and no
extended dance remixes. Parker delivers
these songs with his pure-breed rock ‘n roll
instincts, with lyrics that show he hasn’t lost
touch with the outside world one bit. Case
in point: “"Over The Border To America,”’
a combination slap in the face/pat on the
back to American culture—""Now don’t
make us out to be peons or fools/We're in-
to Zeppelin and Paula Abdul.”” On ""Weep-
ing Statues,”” he puts everything about so-
called miracles and Elvis sightings to rest,
"’But statues only weep for some/And Elvis
just shows up when he’s hungry,”” and of-
fers romantic advice for those involved with
material girls on “"She Wants So Many
Things'": **. . .get up and run.”” Despite his
flawless wit, he’s no slouch with the moody
ballad. “*Strong Winds’* and ""Guardian
Angels’’ let that scratchy, but cool and per-
sonal voice come through. And "Wrapping
Paper’’ is one for the vaults—a classic that's
sweet, lyrically taut, bordering on honky-
tonk—and shows what a pussycat Parker
can be. Others with that Parker spark: ‘“They
Murdered The Clown’” and ""That’s Where
She Ends Up.”"

direction of sound, Numb is back to inject
neo-hipster electronic industrial dance music
into your jugular. The Canadian trio’s first
record, released on Edge Records in 1988,
delivered an anti-emotional wave of mass-
ing machinery and titillating feelings of at
mospheric occurences (similar to the back-
ground music of Aliens). Then Numb ex-
perienced a transformation: Blair Dobson
replaced the original vocalist, bringing a
passionate, aggressive, sometimes bloody
style that permeates the entirety of
Christmeister. Add Don Gordon and
Dave Hall on distorted guitars and pumping
electronic percussion, and Numb presents
forceful manipulations insightful of an evil
world. ““What,”" “’Cash’” and ""Frantic’’ are
laced with the influence of Alien Jourgensen
and the posse of guitar distortion industrial
bands such as the Young Gods, Ministry
(Land Of Rape And Honey period),
Front 242 and early Severed Heads. These
songs boogie through your veins with preci
sion; then the serum affects your percep-
tions, and Numb drops you into ““Balance
of Terror,”” “’Christmeister’’ and “‘Flesh.”
These sonic, new age departures clearly ex
emplify how Numb moves toward a feeling
in their music rather than a defined state-
ment, especially on “"Christmeister,”” which
leaves you lonely and abandoned in the
forbidden caverns of an industrialized
society gone wild

GHOST RIDER “'Ride’’ (7"*)
(American Frequency, P.O. Box
100270, Brooklyn, NY 11210)—
With screaming, ear-piercing feedback that
sticks to you like Psychocandy many
years before, side A takes you for a
"’Ride’’ straight up an unforgiving motor-
cross pathway. Then, reminiscing along

the fringes of Zev and Boyd Rice, the B,
"’Destructox Fury,” reveals an evil pre-
historic beast. Ghost Rider destructs your
chemical pathways and pleasantly scratches
the chalkboard, making AF 01 {first record
on label) welcome in the land of noise.

SOUL ASYLUM Something Out

Of Nothing (EP) (A&M, 1416 N.
LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA
90028)—One of the spiciest cuts from
Soul Asylum And The Horse They
Rode In On, ""Something From Nothing,”’
has a backwards feeling, Zep-like funk beat
rippling through it and that hook-laden,
hair-waggin’ groove that we’ve come to
expect from Minneapolis’ finest. Among

the B-sides we find the band paying
homage to ‘60s chanteuse Lulu, with a
moving rendition of 'To Sir With Love,”" a
longstanding live favorite of the band. The
other two cuts, live versions of “'Freaks’

and ’Marionette,”’ begin to capture the
sweat, hair and guitar licks which make
Soul Asylum’s live show such a gas, but
we’d cap that by saying that nothing beats
the real thing.

CRAWLSPACE/MOOSEHEART FAITH

but-ominous trances. Beating most of the
paisley-goth relics at their own game, Swirl
Happy mixes their darks and lights best on
"’Reach Down Inside,”” “"Just Then,”
’Pigeons’’ and “‘Sunset.”’

Clocking in at 110
BPM, "'Caution’’ sways to wave-distortion
drums and repeated edits that set you in
motion for the powerful surprise on the flip.
*’Antiplastik’” blasts with screaming sirens,
rapping that parallels MC 900 Ft. Jesus and
a sense of immediacy that set preparations
for Caution: Do Not Play, their new LP
to be released in February.

JELLO BIAFRA ‘’Die For Oil Sucker’’
(7*’) (Alternative Tentacles, P.O.
Box 11458, San Francisco, CA
94101/415-541-5305)—What makes
Jello Biafra a useful oratory talent is that,
unlike other “’politically aware’’ rock artists,
he does more research than lip service.
Because of this, he’s almost always reliable
for presenting a little-known and startling
tidbit of information on whatever current
event he’s discussing. While the war is pro-
viding more avenues for sickeningly ex-
ploitative self-promotion than any global
crisis of our time, Biafra is one of few
clamoring voices with something to say that
isn’t straight from the front or editorial
pages and he presents his opinions with his
usual zing.

of sheer rawness and pure untargeted
rebellion to the proceedings here, the kind
of unposed, rowdy rock ‘n roll attitude that
makes you realize that these guys would be
doing this stuff in somebody’s garage or
basement, regardless of whether anybody
out there besides their irate next door
neighbors were listening or not.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Soul Hits Of The
‘70s—Didn’t It Blow Your Mind!
Vol. 1-5 (Rhino, 2225 Colorado
Ave., Santa Monica, CA 90404-
3555/213-828-1980)—The inexhausti-
ble pursuit of nostalgia can often go a long
way toward ruining what once were per-
fectly wonderful songs, irrevocably reducing
brilliant, three-minute musical moments into
sneaker commercial fodder or smarmy
China Beach backdrops. Equally pathetic
and misguided is the tendency to elevate
mediocre (at best) hit material into post-
modern kitsch; the all-too-common-now-
adays idea of a band covering some crap
song from the ‘70s is about as original and
inspired as “"colored vinyl.”” The latest
Rhino undertaking, Soul Hits Of The
*70s..., avoids the aforementioned in-
herent problems in chronicling any post-
r'n’r time period, through the absence of
any single, dominant focus, the lack of pop-
culture overkill and, above dll, through the
overall strength and quality of the music.
Even with many of the superstars of the
Soul era missing in action here (no Sly, Al
Green, Jackson 5, Marvin Gaye, Stevie
Wonder or Ohio Players), the Rhino series
convincingly builds an argument for the
soul music of the ‘70s being at least the
equal of the decade prior, and conclusively
cements the notion that the black music of
the 1970s was the most meaningful and
life-affirming popular music of its era. Blow
your minds: The Friends Of Distinction’s
"’Grazing In The Grass,”’ Eddie Holman’s
""Hey There Lonely Girl,”” Chairmen Of The
Board’s "'Give Me Just A Little More Time’’
and the Delfonics "’Didn‘t | (Blow Your
Mind This Time)”’ from Vol. 1; the Honey
Cone’s "‘Girl It Ain’t Easy,’’ the Five
Stairsteps” "'O-O-H Child”’ and Freda
Payne’s immortal “‘Band Of Gold’’ from
Vol. 2; Charles Wright’s ’Express Your-
self,”” the Floaming Embers’ “'I’'m Not My
Brother’s Keeper’” and the Spinners’ glo-
rious “’It’s A Shame’’ from Vol. 3; King
Floyd’s "’Groove Me,’’ Staple Singers’
""Heavy Makes You Happy’’ and the
Chi-Lites’ "’Give More Power To The Peo-
ple’” from Vol. 4; and the Honey Cone’s
“"Want Ads,”” Jean Knight’s ‘’Mr. Big Stuff’’
and the Undisputed Truth’s *’Smiling Faces
Sometimes’’ from Vol. 5. And there are 10
more volumes still to come.

NEVILLE BROTHERS Treacherous,
Too! (Rhino, address above)—While
the absolutely crucial Treacherous com-
pilation focused on the more well-known
saga of New Orleans’ musically famous
siblings, its companion piece centers on
some of the less familiar (read: cooler)
regional hits and should-have-been-hits of
the celebrated Brothers Neville. It's a well-
known sad story that much of the Nevilles’
great music falls into that latter ““shoulda-
coulda-woulda’’ category of great lost hits,
but at least Too takes steps to right some
of those wrongs, its bulk coming from late-
‘60s and early-'70s sides featuring various
solo outings, often with the legendary funk
machine of the Meters in tow. Our only
gripe has to be that this CD is, if anything,

a little too even. Maybe it's just hearing
them after so many cool vintage tracks and
knowing there’s so much more great stuff
still lingering in the Josie, Minit, Specialty,
Capitol, Polydor and Par Lo vaults, but it's
a shame to see 20 minutes squandered

on inferior Nevilles’” moments like the
Nevillization 1l or 1987’s Uptown,
regarded by almost everybody as the ab-
solute nadir of the Nevilles’ career. But
among the 13 absolute keepers, there’s
plenty of crucial Neville history preserved
here, like “‘Skeet Skat,”” “"How Many
Times,”” “’Your Time’s Up’’ and Cyril Neville’s
sensational lost B-side, ““Tell Me What's On
Your Mind.”

MILES DAVIS Agharta (Legacy, clo
Columbia, P.O. Box 4450, New
York, NY, 10101-4450)—Sometime
after February of 1975, Miles Davis walked
out on jazz. At the time, he was disgrun-
tled, disillusioned, misunderstood and in
fairly poor physical health—not only from
his own notorious personal abuses and ex-
cesses, but also from hip and ankle injuries
sustained in a car crash. But man oh man,
his music was something else. Like the
challenging, African-inspired soundscapes
of his other Japanese-import-only 1975 LP
Pangaea, Agharta is a groping, reach-
ing set of wildly funked-out and purely
emotive playing that shatters any and all
boundaries it hits—funk collides with cool;
Hendrix hits Stockhausen; and industrial
slams into free jazz until Miles seems to be
making up an entirely different and uncom-
promising kind of music that’s all his own
creation. While the LP’s afternoon "'mat-
inee’’ set is slightly lighter and more lyrical
in tone, the album’s companion piece,
Pangaea, recorded at the evening con-
cert, reflects a deeper, more somber, for-
bidding tone and content—it’s almost as if,
as darkness descended on the Osaka
Festival Hall, Miles became more disturbed
and convoluted as the sun sank and the
shadows lengthened. When Miles walked
out on jazz, things changed (just look at the
next 15 years of the music’s history to see
how), but right before he left, he was still in
a class—make that a world—all his own.

YARDBIRDS The First Recordings
(Optimism, 6355 Topanga Canyon
Blvd., Suite 309, Woodland Hills,
CA 91367/818-346-6286)—In the
beginning there was the blues and, in one
of the true flukes of music history, about a
decade later there were scores of mop-
topped English art students fumbling on
guitars and harps, struggling and ex-
perimenting with the sounds they heard
from America an ocean away. The Yard-
birds were among the first wave of British
blues bands, and these 1963 recordings are
among the first to hint at what would follow
from that initial British blues boom (stuff like
Cream, the Stones, the Who, Zeppelin and
just about everything else was only three or
four years away). The Yardbirds, on First
Recordings, rumble through young,
energetic and well-meant covers of blues
chestnuts (strangely, whoever put the sleeve
credits together figured out that Billy Boy
Arnold wrote a nugget like *’| Wish You
Would,’” but missed/didn’t want us to know
that Chuck Berry penned “’Let It Rock’’ and
Bo Diddley did "“Who Do You Love”’).
Though the liner notes claim that these
early Clapton solos—many of which are ac-
tually barely discernable—herald “‘the be-

ginning of an important epoch of British
and international popular music,”” they may
be a little on the zealous side; the true
manifestation of Clapton’s Godhead was
still a good two or three years away. Still,
these recordings are seminal enough to
make them a worthy addition to anybody’s
collection.

THE DAMNED Machine Gun Eti-
quette/Best Of The Damned
(Emergo, 225 Lafayette St., Suite
709, New York, NY 10012/212-
219-0077)—Machine Gun Etiquitte
was The Damned’s second-best record and
the last we saw of them as punks through
and through. By 1979, the blizzard of
Damned lineup changes was well under
way (as exquisitely detailed in Jack Rabid’s
liner notes), and though the 12 original LP
tracks are as rough and ready as the black
and white basics of their debut, the sound
of Machine Gun is luxurious by com-
parison, the band for the first time finding
a penchant for gorgeously catchy melody
(“"Love Song,’” "’I Just Can’t Be Happy To-
day” and ‘“Smash It Up’’ especially) and
fairly posh production (aided by Roger
Armstrong) that had been previously sped-
over in the punk rock repertoire. Also,
Dave Vanian discovers what a strong tenor
can do to enrich a louder ‘n faster rant;
along with Glenn Danzig, he was one of
punk’s transformant voices, until Goth got
the better of him. Best Of is a reissue of
the first of many, many Damned retro-
spectives, and while the bulk of it covers
Machine Gun and the singles littered
around it, its superiority (so far as Damned
compilations go) is by virtue of including
"’Jet Boy, Jet Girl,”” ""There Ain’t No Sanity
Clause’’ and "’Wait For The Blackout,”” and
in being a generally tighter Damned sum-
mary (at what is arguably their best period)
than future collections.

CHAMELEONS UK Peel Sessions
(Strange Fruit, c/o Dutch East In-
dia, P.O. Box 800, Rockville Cen-
tre, NY 11571-0800/516-764-
6200)—Let’s get the obvious and oft-
stated out of the way immediately: The
Chameleons were shamefully overlooked.
But if all the world could repent tomor-
row—something that this 12-song overview
can ensure in 49:36 flat—it still couldn’t
reunite a band that didn’t so much sever
ties as slash them with the regard and
regret of jilted lovers. This is worth noting
since the Peel Sessions isn’t merely the
sole posthumous release all four members
have consented to (at least two other proj-
ects have been stonewalled by litigation)—
it's the only decision that they’ve been in
agreement on at all. That ought to speak
the merits of this, among the first domestic
releases of the live studio recordings made
at the behest of Britain’s Radio One leg-
end, DJ John Peel. Three dates {one as ear-
ly as August ‘81) bear witness to the com-
mand the Chameleons had in articulating
the anger and anguish of the human ex-
perience. Nascent versions that differ
somewhat lyrically with those that would
later appear on the first and second LPs
provide insight into the dynamics of the
songwriting, but it’s the long- overdue of-
fering of “'The Fan And The Bellows’’ which
sums up what the Chameleons were capa-
ble of—music that makes the mind and the
heart meet in the pit of one’s stomach. A
powerful reminder of a monumental band.

665, Boston, MA 02129/617-581-
6939)—With its burgeoning coffeehouse
scene, Boston and its environs have been a
fertile center of new acoustic music for quite
some time. Resume Speed is yet another
example of the quality and quantity of the
skilled songwriting craft thot’s coming from
this area. End Construction Productions is

a collective made up of four new artists:
Brian Doser, Jim Infantino, Ellis Poul and
Jon Svetkey. In o sensible move, they've
joined together to get their music out, play-
ing on each other’s tracks and supporting
themselves and other musicians in other
ways—further proof that there is strength

in numbers. Each is represented by four
songs and it’s difficult to pick o favorite or
to find a weak link. Two of Infantino’s songs,
“Supermen’’ and ‘‘Serious Guy,’’ are fas-
cinatingly different. The first is a serious,
somber-toned look at growing up; the latter
is a lighthearted, exotic-sounding tune filled
with irony. Doser’s “‘Lullabye’” is o mar-
velously touching take on some well trav-
eled territory, while Svetkey’s “Television”
is a fine upbeat rant on the human condi
tion in the ‘90s and Paul’s *’This Old Car”’
is a hypnotic story of a rusted hulk.

If you're familior
with Uncle Bonsai, the Seaitle group that
disbanded last year, then Andrew Ratshin
is a name you might know, as he was their
principal songwriter. Always one for a
different take on things, he’s formed the
ELECTRIC BONSAI BAND, which is
neither electric nor a band; it’s just him and
a guitar on | Am Joe’s Eyes (Yellow
Tail, 9102 17th Ave.

The first thing that jumps out at
you when you put NATALIE FARR's de-
but, Wondering (Baited Breath, P.O.

into her world. Like the best country songs,
Farr’s are simple yet expressive and strike
a vniversal chord. Give a listen to /In The
City’” with its contrasting banjo lines, the
upbeat pop of “Chained’’ and the ex-
quisitely moody title track for a toste of an
interesting and potent new talent. .. Those
of you who remember the ‘60s and what
Paul Simon snidely referred to as “’folk

The two women/two men lineup uses shim-
mering harmonies ond ringing guitars that
immediately bring to mind the Mamas And
Papas, but they are more than just a throw-
back to the hippie days with an updated
sound. ““Hurry,”” "Thought | Heard My
Name’’ and the title track are standouts and
good places to start to explore with these
kids. .. In o similar but slightly more quiet
place, you’ll find DEVINE & STATTON.
The Prince Of Wales (Rockville, P.O.

764-7938) is perfect for those seeking some
solitude from o weary day; the LP is filled
with soothing accordion, gentle fiddles and
sweet guitars that surround the silky vocals
of Allison Statton. Cozy up to “"Under The
Weather,”” ““We Deserve It,”” “Like A Blind
Man’’ ond an amazingly gentle cover of
New Order’s "'Bizarre Love Triangle.”

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LONDONBEAT In The Blood (Radio-
active, c/lo MCA, 70 Universal City
Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)—
The latest export in the new British soul
renaissance, which brought us artists like
the Chimes, Lisa Stansfield and Soul Il Soul,
is the four-man musical collective of George
Chandler, Jimmy Chambers, Jimmy Helms
and Willy M.—a k.a. Londonbeat. Although
the group is based in the U.K., the group’s
members come from the U.S., England and
Trinidad, which gives them a wealth of
styles and influences. Their second LP, In
The Blood (their first LP, Speak, was
never released stateside), captures a sense
of traditional soul through rich, seamless
multi-layered harmonies ("“A Better Love,’
“It's In The Blood,”” "’She Broke My Heart
(In 36 Places)’) that are spread over
warm, heartfelt pop melodies and brightly
produced rhythms. Their first single, "'I've
Been Thinking About You,” has topped
dance charts all over Europe with its steady
pop/house groove while other tracks on

In The Bload are stylistically ingenious,
giving listeners a better understanding of
the group’s talent—which goes deeper than
your average brainless club hit. The first
half of the album sticks to more dance-
oriented songs that are more vocally im-
pressive than rhythmically challenging,
while there’s an interesting soulful rework-
ing of Bob Marley’s ““No Woman No
Cry.”” Deeper into the album, the group
presents harder/funkier cuts like ““She Said
She Loves Me.”” By the end, tender pop
ballads are delivered with soft harmonies
and sweeping soundscapes. Listen to “'Cry-
ing In The Rain’" with its weeping dolphin
samples and the acoustic “This |s Your
Life,”" both of which help put Londonbeat
atop the new breed of soul music.

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FRANK MORGAN A Lovesome
Thing (Antilles, c¢/o Island, 14 E. 4th
St., New York, NY 10012)—Until his
Antilles debut last year, Mood Indigo,
the alto saxist Frank Morgan showed little
sign of sentimentality. Lyricism, yes. Sen
timentality, no. Morgan’s professional and
personal turnaround in the mid-"80s—from
junkie and convict to free man and media
darling—has been widely chronicled. (What,
however, has not been sufficiently credited
is the support of his former record label,
Contemporary, which released a bunch of
fine Morgan albums before he jumped ship
to Antilles.) Maad Indiga bore the first
trace of Morgan’s sentimental bent, in the
form of a brief spoken passage, and his
wistfulness continues on the opening cut
here, "When You Wish Upon A Star.”
Morgan’s fluid melodiousness hasn’t dimin-
ished with age, as he amply proves on this
55-minute, John Snyder-produced outing.
Throughout, Morgan’s robust tone and ver
tical flurries on alto and soprano are sup-
ported—more like directed—by the center-
ing play of pianist George Cables (who
shines), bassist David Williams and drum-
mer Lewis Nash. Much ado will be made
about the guest appearances by trumpeter
Roy Hargrove (the brash, crackling young-
ster who plays on three cuts, most notably
Wayne Shorter’s " Footprints’’) and vocalist
Abbey Lincoln (who graces two tunes, in-
cluding the sweetly anachronistic “"Ten
Cents A Dance’’), but, to these ears, Cables
is the linchpin, much as he has been over
the years on albums by hornmen like Sonny
Rollins and Dexter Gordon. A Lovesome

VINCENT HERRING Evidence (Land-
mark, 10th & Parker, Berkeley, CA
94710)—Evidence documents the con
tinued, auspicious progress of one of New
York City’s most hard-blowing young alto
saxists. Following his 1990 debut for Music-
Masters, American Experience, which
he recorded over a four-year period with
several sets of personnel, Herring has af-
filiated himself, fittingly, with Landmark
label head and producer Orrin Keepnews,
who worked extensively with the altoist’s
principal influence—the late Julian "*Can
nonball’”’ Adderley. Herring’s connection to
the Adderley legacy remains constant: As a
member of several years’ standing with cor-
netist Nat Adderley’s group (soon to be
represented on Landmark), Herring has
prospered alongside fellow saxist Sonny
Fortune, gaining invaluable side-by-side
soloistic impetus and challenge, and perfor-
ming the Adderley brother’s vaunted hard
bop and soul-jazz repertoire with distinc-
tion, despite the inevitable comparisons with
his idol. On Evidence, Herring continues
to challenge himself by working alongside
players of greater experience: trumpeter
Wallace Roney, pianist Mulgrew Miller,
bassist Ira Coleman and drummer Carl

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DANIEL PONCE Chango Te Llama
(Mango, 14 E. 4th St., New York,
NY 10012)—Cuban percussionist Daniel
Ponce has a knack for mixing Latin ideas
together and coming up with something
new yet comfortably familiar. In the same
cut he can achieve the groove of a small
conjunto with the power of a big band. He
mixes local Cuban styles with the jazz of
New York into a sort of “"Mambo "90s,””
quaint yet up-to-date. It is the Latin jazz
cuts on Chango Te Llama that are his
most distinctive work. Not merely content to
smooth out and popularize the music of his
home, he chooses instead to take the feel
of rhumba and mambo and ignite them
with complexity and spirit.

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LAST POETS Freedom Express
(CelluiOid, 330 Hudson St., New
York, NY 10013)—Before the press
agents discovered rap, there was a music in
the cities of America that expressed raw,
reality-blitzed emotion. Growing out of the
soul-soaked R&B of the late '60s, fueled by
cultural consciousness, black American
poets were taking to the streets with a
message. Mobilizing this movement were
the Last Poets, who fused all the disparate
elements of Harlem culture into a hammer
of fire. While rap has gone on to good-
time-hammertime and sexually explicit
stupidity, the Poets deliver that oft-promised
"“’righteousness.’’ Their stories are of dirty
subways, gang violence and gritty, honest
relationships, without the sugar coating of
fancy dance steps or porno cover-ups.
Better still, they opt for musicians for their
music, a solid blanket of drums, horns
guitars and electronics that breathe rather
than blow. You may not be able to boogie
down to ""Freedom Express,’” but you sure
can groove. "'Tough Enough’” is no “’look
at-me’’ video boast, but a call for indi-
vidual action against the violence in our
world. People like Afrika Bambaataa,
Grandmaster Flash and KRS-One owe a lot
to the strength of the Last Poets’ vision and
funk. And you owe it to your listeners in an
age where honesty and values are only
marketable quantities on the TV screen.
