BLACK SUN ENSEMBLE 
Elemental Forces 
(Reckless, 1401 Haight St., San Fran-
cisco, CA 941171415-431-8435) 
If Queen had tagged along with the Beatles and 
Mia Farrow to bask in the Maharishi's aura, the 
resulting spiritual adventure would have its sonic 
sibling in the revamped, ever-profound Black Sun 
Ensemble. #1 Black Sun Jesus Acedo is now to be 
referred to as Dagan, and he allows the otherwise 
entirely new lineup equal roaming privileges, with 
bass, drums and a second guitar painting their 
share of the desert tableau. As ever, Black Sun 
urges us to envision herds of mustangs charging 
across the Arizona mesa, or at least reinstate the 
notion of the Middle Eastern desert as a place of 
romantic, forbidding mystery, instead of just an in-
convenient place to send Marines stomping onto 
land mines. While Acedo's solos seem to sprawl 
across entire continents, and the band shoots for 
no less than the moon and all the stars in the sky 
with each exotic ramble, they need never be ex-
cused for their ambitions, "Mezcal Morning" be-
ing exactly how Perry Farrell must hear his own 
band when zonked on acid. No matter what un-
translatable mediation they undertake, BSE re-
mains untouchably pretty (blowing away any 
New Age treacle), and "Running From The Sun," 
"Cherokee Mist," "Leviathan Song" and "Shifting 
Sands" all accomplish with guitar what Savage 
Republic does with percussion, though you'll find 
no stone drags wherever you wander. 

FLAT DUO JETS 
Go Go Harlem Baby 
(Sky, 6400 Atlantic Blvd., Suite 220, 
Norcross, GA 300711404-263-8491) 
After wowing the listening world with their debut 
LP, Flat Duo Jets have teamed up with producer 
Jim Dickinson at Sun Studios to shake out Go Go 
Harlem Baby, a fine lesson in why rock 'n roll 
spooked the hell outta parents across the nation 
when it was first born and why it continues to 
enrapture sick-minded kids to this day. The band 
toured the country last year with the Cramps, cnd 
we have a feeling that in the process of sharing 
tapes and equipment, the Jets absorbed some of 
Lux & Co.'s raunchy spirit. The raw intensity of 
rockabilly burns deep in the hearts of guitarist/ 
crooner Dexter Romweber and skins-man Crow, 
and while the method to the Duo Jets' madness 
may be borrowed from another time in musical 
history—just as bands like Dinosaur Jr. and 
Spacemen 3 borrow from an earlier time—the 
final product sounds as fresh and spirited as their 
contemporaries. Rockin' picks include the "Flat 
Duo Jets Anthem," the title track, "TV Mama" 
and the bar-stool blues of "I Don't Know." We're 
also entranced by two instrumentals, "Harlem 
Nocturne" and "Stalkin'," and we suggest "You 
Belong To Me," a spooked melancholy ballad 
that's a likely candidate for the slow-dance scene 
in the next David Lynch film.

CARMEN McRAE 
Sarah—Dedicated To You 
(Novus, c/o RCA, 1133 Ave. of the 
Americas, New York, NY 10036) 
No matter who or where she turns her talents to 
next, every song that Carmen McRae sings these 
days sounds as if it's made out of gold. The rich 
and expressive sounds of her voice have charmed 
listeners for years, and it only seems to be getting 
better as the singer enters her fourth decade of 
singing. Her Carmen Sings Monk album from 
last year was hailed by many as a masterpiece of 
interpretation, and went on to become a resound-
ing smash—not just on the critical level, but ulti-
mately becoming one of the best-selling Novus 
albums of all time as well. For this follow-up, the 
singer turns her attention to the voice of the late, 
great Sarah Vaughan, one of the classic, quintes-
sential jazz singers of this century (not to mention 
a voice to whom McRae is often compared). These 
14 pieces present McRae at her unequivocal best: 
the stunning "Block Coffee," the mesmerizing 
"Poor Butterfly," the utterly unforgettable 
"Misty" and "Dedicated To You." Her voice 
soars effortlessly through these songs, reverently 
adapted and appraised by the Shirley Horn trio 
behind her, proving that it's no hyperbole when 
the same sweet statements people used to describe 
Sarah Vaughan keep cropping up when they talk 
about McRae—her talent is that great, and in a 
class by itself. 

VIV AKAULDREN 
Vivian's Fountain 
(Resonance, P.O. Box 549, Village Sta-
tion, New York, NY 10014/212-268-
5051) 
Speaking in terms of physical actuality, the three 
people who have invested eight years of their time 
and energy in Viv Akauldren reside in Michigan. 
Musically, they've set up residences in obscure 
and exotic spaces, dimensions and times, which 
are spat back through the speakers with the 
garish, fish-eye surreality of the plastic cover to 
Her Satanic Majesties. With the exotic opiate 
allure of a scene from Christiane F. (or Scary 
Monsters), Viv Akauldren has lost all previous 
LPs' inhibitions and dances a mad sabre dance of 
cool hypnotica, its wailings to the goddess of art-
school psychedelia falling between a stoner nebulum 
and a Middle Eastern hoedown. This third LP 
blossoms with prog-intellectual organ fills, with as 
much frontal-lobe flexing as Wire's Ideal Copy, 
but Deb AgoIli's percussion preserves the band's 
more pagan leanings as well. Many of the songs 
absolutely beg for a dry-ice machine, but some-
how this isn't the least bit bothersome, as the maze 
of multi-galactic jams hovers between the prog-
schmaltz of Hawkwind's Quark, Strangeness 
And Charm and any of Can's scientific trances 
(and "Sweet Soul Gift," for one, has the auto-
drone charisma of Kraftwerk). Add to this Jeff 
Tarleton's wicked Robert Smith imitation, and you 
have a band fascinating for their amalgam of con-
tradiction. "Drawn," "Horizon Escape" and 
"Time Table" leave the swishiest trails behind.

BOOGIE DO WN PRODUCTIONS 
Live Hardcore Worldwide (Jive, c/o 
RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, 
New York, NY 10036)—Does the 
world really need live rap albums, or has 
the business of rap caught up with the 
business of rock (Kwame's Greatest Hits 
can't be far behind)? Regardless, this first 
live rap experience on record (not including 
2 Live Crew's Live Is What We Are) 
showcases both the strengths and weak-
nesses of live hip-hop. On the positive tip, 
KRS-One has always been a strong per-
former with a clear, strong voice; his im-
promptu, improvisat:onal raps and eye-
opening speeches put the competition to 
shame. His crew of DJ Kenny Parker and 
D-Nice, too, mixes in special effects (sirens, 
gunfire, etc.), rasta beats and interesting 
samples throughout the four sets highlighted 
here—from Cuando and S.O.B. in NYC; 
and from London and Paris. Unluckily, Ms. 
Melodie and Harmony were never given 
much time on the recording; the latter's 
strong vocals are usually an excellent 
counterpart to KRS'. Also, the call-and-
response parts and many of the reggae 
songs wear thin through the 23 tracks in-
cluded here. Overall, though, the selection 
of tunes and the heavy science dropped by 
KRS-One are enough to make the experi-
ment worthwhile. Check out "Stop The 
Violence," "House Nigga's," "Jack Of 
Spades" and "Ya Know The Rules." 

DOGBO WL Cyclops Nuclear Sub-
marine Captain (Shimmy-Disc, JAF 
Box 1187, New York, NY 100161 
212-334-4134)—Dogbowl was the 
musical muscle behind King Missile (Dog Fly 
Religion) before the band shed its canine 
half, leaving Dogbowl free to bury his own 
bones and man his own submarine. Dogbowl's 
second LP features 19 songs that construct 
a model of urban psychedelia, with enough 
lyrical and musical hooks to convert the 
most unabashed Shimmy un-fan. Dogbowl 
understands song structure well enough to 
manipulate it, leading you, the unknowing 
listener, on a wild trip through a wonder-
land as envisioned through the warped 
glass of a one-eyed metal monster. Organ 
and brass are important sonic enforcements 
to the mind-expanding sound of Dogbowl's 
music, coloring in the unearthy mood 
created by the words, vocals and guitar 

lines. When we closed our eyes, we heard 
Galaxie 500, Monty Python, Love and 
Azalia Snail, but it probably depends on 
the way the air smells in your town. While 
Dogbowl sings "It's true that I don't know 
the difference between inspired lunacy and 
stupidity" on "Lovebomb," we think he 
does. Picks: "You Hit Me Over My Head," 
"Swan," "Silkworm Exploding," "Love 
Bomb," "Alice Mary" and the hit-to-be 
title track. 

RADIATORS Total Evaporation 
(Epic, P.O. Box 4450, New York, 
NY, 10019)—Their devoted fans call 
themselves Fish Heads, and it's not just 
a play on the Greyhaired Dead's skeletal 
family of fans: Radiators' audiences all over 
the country are among the most dedicated 
and loyal bunch you'll find supporting any 
band. Catching the groove of a good Rads' 
set on vinyl is an elusive task, but here Jim 
Dickinson and his crew tackle it nobly, 
resettling the Rads to Memphis for what 
turns out to be their most successful bout of 
recording yet. While each of the two pre-
vious albums for Epic have had their var-
ious highs and lows, Total Evaporation 
represents a more consistent level of quality 
for the band—let's just say it'll be a lot 
harder to pick which tracks from this LP 
would go on a Rads' best-of comp 10 years 
from now. The inner secret to the band's 
strength and durability is their give-and-
take musicianship and above-average songs 
(particularly Ed Volker's oft-underrated 
lyrical skill), and an unmistakable, tight-but-
loose groove that's as indelible a signature 
as a greasy fingerprint. Stretch out with 
these: "Soul Deep," "Party 'Till The Money 
Runs Out," "Never Let Your Fire Go Out" 
and "Let The Red Wine Flow." 

HENRY KAISER Hope You Like Our 
New Direction (Reckless, 1401 
Haight St., Son Francisco, CA 
94117/415-431-8435)—Of course, a 
Henry Kaiser Band with a defined direction 
is counter to the basic idea of his musical 
travels. The "direction" is only an attitude 
of openness, diversity and spontaneity, 
which distinguishes his style. Not only does 
Kaiser guide you down musical paths, he 
guides you in the proper method of con-
sumption in order to achieve maximum en-
joyment. On this project, Kaiser works with 
27 established artists, the most notable 
composition being "Rock On," a nine-
minute duel of rich rhythms, disjunct sax 
and flurrying guitar, spontaneously created 
in the recording studio, capturing the im-
provisational essence of Heart's Desire. 
Sampling his off-beat sense of humor and 
prolific use of guitar-type instruments, 
"Windham Hell" peers into the campy 
world of evil easy-listening, performed on a 
MIDI-guitar (it sounds like a weird piano). 
A mystic violin, courtesy of David Balakrishnan, 
enhances "Annihilation In Allah," with the 
dancing electric and acoustic guitar of 
Kaiser and the soulful vocals of Richard 
Thompson. San Won Park brings the mys-
teries of the Orient to "Hurum II" by 
chanting and playing the kayagum, as

Kaiser's guitar screams against the calming 
atmosphere. Wrapping it up with a Beef-
heart cover, Hope You Like Our New 
Direction can be added to the top of the 
mile-long, ever-growing discography of this 
complex musical personality. 

LOKETO Extra Ball (Shanachie, 37 
E. Clinton St., Newton, NJ 07860/ 
201-579-7763)—Look out for Loketo, 
the hottest exponents of sizzling soukous 
music, full of bouncing, popping melody 
lines, loads of fun call-and-response vocals 
to work the crowd, and vitalic, pumping, 
bustling basswork. The title refers to a 
bonus round in pinball, and with Diblo 
Dibala's guitar ricocheting around in the 
mix, that's what it sounds like—lots of 
bumpers and flippers, flashing lights and 
space-age sounds. Perhaps best of all, in 
an important new stylistic innovation, the 
tacked-on Parisian horn and synth flourishes 

are fortunately limited to brief ejaculations 
at the beginning of each track; once this 
seemingly obligatory intro is dispensed with, 
it's pure Diblo and Loketo from then on. In 
the center of the mix is the ever-present 
guitar styles of Diblo's lightning-fingered 
guitar wizardry, a player reknowned for his 
unmatchable crystalline tone and his bright, 
shining melodicism. Tilt? Never. Extra cuts: 
"La Joie De Vivre," "Pardon" and "Cyndi'"s 
vocal flourishes, which are absolutely other-
worldly—not ¡ust as in First, or Third, but 
way beyond. 

UNCLE GREEN What An Experiment 
His Head Was (DB, 432 Moreland 
Ave. NE, Atlanta, GA 30307/404-
521-3008)—The South has definitely 
been doing some musical rising of late, and 
Uncle Green is the latest foursome to grab 
the spotlight and move out from that 
Georgian corner of the country. Originally 
from New Jersey and now based out of 

Atlanta, Uncle Green uses influences from 
both regions to brew a hybrid that doesn't 
quite fit into any pigeonholes from either 
area. More Beatle-esque and Squeeze-
influenced than R.E.M.-ish or Feelies-like, 
Uncle Green layers thick beds of guitars 
with hippie-ish percussion and a stream-full 
of harmonizing hooks. A nice mix of witty 
and ironic lyrics gives What An Experi-
ment His Head Was its edge, while ex-
perimental musical sounds from a sledge-
hammer/dumpster combination (on "Jack-
A-Drum") and a mellotron keep these guys 
from straightening out their lightly twangy 
attack. The follow-up to their successful 
1989 debut, You, What An Experi-
ment expands the band's domain with 
some controlled chaotic rock 'n roll that 
packs a stiff uppercut without flailing wildly 
into thin air. Begin your Experiment with 
"I Always Knew You'd Come To Me," "I 
Don't Wanna Know About It," "Like Today," 
"I Don't Know (I Just Wish)" and "I Won't 
Let It Drop." 
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GOODBYE MR. MACKENZIE Good-
bye Mr. Mackenzie (MCA, 70 Uni-
versal Plaza, Universal City, CA 
91608) —Even in alternative circles, this 
is a pretty strange-looking band. The six 
members have a Euro-stylish flair to them, 
but also look as if they were recently taken 
in for questioning. The band and album 
name comes from the concept of being the 
last person left on Earth saying goodbye to 
the world; it's fitting since the band's songs 
have a "we've been through a lot" feeling 
to them. Maybe they haven't lived through 
the apocalypse, but goodness knows what 
happens over there in their native Scotland. 
The steady rocking "Blacker Than Black" 
makes for a fine single and opening track 
to whet your palate for the remaining 13 
songs. Though their lyrics at times paint a 
bleak landscape ("Death is a pony/That's 
waiting for me"), the musical soundscape is 
never bare. The backing vocals and con-
stant keyboards supplied by the female 

members of the band lay a smooth back-
ground for the fiercely dominant guitar 
sound of John Duncan. Co-songwriter/ 
singer Martin Metcalfe's voice is always 
limber and passionate, replete with nuances 
to add anger to songs like "Goodwill City," 
and a certain somberness to the closer, 
"Toungue-tied." 

IRMA THOMAS Live! Simply The 
Best (Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cam-
bridge, MA 021401617-354-0700)— 
Down in New Orleans, some folks call her 
the Queen of Soul, and she's been con-
sistently considered one of Louisiana's most 
precious musical treasures for most of her 
30-year career. Though her newer material 
suits her strong, tough voice ¡ust fine, we've 
got to admit we're a little partial to hearing 
the lady go for these older, classic tunes, 
recorded live at Slim's in San Francisco. 

Technically speaking, somebody should 
give Scott Billington some sort of National 
Treasure or America's Coolest Live Roots 
N' Blues Producer award for his fantastic 
concert recordings of Mardi Gras Indians, 
the Rebirth Brass Band and the Dirty Dozen— 
he's done another fine job here, capturing 
Irma and her band in perfect clarity, in all 
their glory on a hot, smoky stage, free of 
the tacky studio overdubs and misguided 
session ideas of so many current recordings 
in the genre. Just check "Time Is On My 
Side" (in a version almost as definitive as 
Irma's original), "Hip Shakin' Mama," "It's 
Raining" and "Second Line Medley" to 
hear why she's considered the first lady of 
New Orleans soul and the queen of R&B. 

ROY HARGROVE Public Eye (Novus, 
do RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, 
New York, NY 10036)—Listening to 
Roy Hargrove unleash his gorgeously peal-
ing trumpet tone, playing perfectly sculpted 
lines, is quite an experience. Realizing that 
he is able to do that with such authority 
and confidence at age 21 is downright mes-
merizing. His notes always sound lyrically 
correct, with an uncanny sense of melody 
and consonance. Public Eye is Hargrove's 
second release for the Novus label, follow-
ing his fine debut, Diamond In The 
Rough. What is most impressive about 
Public Eye is the caliber of Hargrove's 
compositions; they possess a crystal clear 
spontaneity and hip elegance, combining 
tonal beauty and freewheeling energy into 
powerful and striking music. His band is 
no less stellar. Longtime friend and bassist 
Antonio Hart (age 22), pianist Stephen 
Scott (age 21), bassist Chris McBride and 
legendary drummer Billy Higgins combine

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their efforts to deliver a triumphant record-
ing. Check out Hargrove's interpretation of 
Kenny Dorham's "Night Watch" and his 
own "Spiritual Companion," and you'll 
understand that this crop of young giants 
can really cook in their own ¡uices. 

PAUL LEARY The History Of Dogs 
(Rough Trade, 611 Broadway, New 
York, NY 10012/212-777-0100)— 
Paul Leary is famous for his Butthole Surfer 
membership, for owning the reknowned 
dog, Mark Farner (who makes her cover 
model debut here) and now for this solo 
effort, as the Buttholes compete with the 
Screaming Trees and Kiss for number of 
simultaneous solo outings. Sporting the 
same unmodulating buzzsaw production os 
Piouhgd, with guitar and automatic snare 
wrangling for space on the high end, the 
songs emerge as scrambles and segments, 
some of the formulant ideas more substan-
tial than others, but none lingering past 
natural expiration time. Many selections 
(esp. "Apollo One") sound like the Butt-
holes imitating ZZ Top contributing to the 
Roky Erickson compilation, or else like ex-
cerpts from "Human Cannonball" if said 
tune lasted four hours. What makes History 
Of Dogs wiggy and worthwhile are the 
aggressively oddball guitar leads that form 
noxious clouds in the middle of all the 
songs, and the Addams Family synth/organ 
fills that give the impression that Leary 
recorded the whole LP under the influence

of a full moon. The songs themselves seem 
more like excuses for Leary to trundle out 
some wonderfully dotty passages he must 
have storing up for some time, these slices 
of madness worth the trip: "He's Working 
Overtime," "The Birds Are Dying," "Fine 
Home" and "How Much Longer." 

JOHN S. HALL & KRAMER Real Men 
(Shimmy-Disc, JAF Box 1187, New 
York, NY 101161212-334-4134)— 
Inside, the poems of John S. Hall (King

the studio, danced around, recorded a rec-
ord, then went home. C (crazy) L (lonely)

(stupid): childish playfulness, and disjunct 
coordination, running all over the place, 
tripping on imaginary stones, falling down, 
down, down—ouch.

The aim is to please both 
the spirit and people's social awareness, 
and if you find your toes tapping while 
learning more about Haitian culture and 
experience as you read the lyrics (English 
translations are enclosed), then Boukman 
Eksperyans is doing its job masterfully.

M-1 ALTERNATIVE Aviary (C'est 
La Mort, P.O. Box 91, Baker, LA 
70714/504-774-8286)—Aviary is 
long and deliberate, but as it closes, you 
don't realize that so much time has passed. 
This mysterious San Franciscan duo creates 
an acoustic industrial wall that's built by 
mortar mixed with equal parts Cocteau 
Twins/Dead Can Dance sheen, New Age fu-
sion photogenics and pretentious, but not 
distancing, Ian Curtis-like articulation. First 
featured on Doctor Death's Vol. I in 
1986, and on Vol. IV last year (they also 
had an independently released LP in 1988), 
M-1 Alternative produces soothing pop 
music that adds tranquility to the changing 
of seasons. Electronic (and acoustic) sounds 
are laid together and against each other, 
as the budding flowers try to push away 
the frozen remnants of another harsh 
winter. What surfaces in the end is a non-
confining hybrid that approaches a state of 
full bloom, though a few leaves tend to 
hang on a little too long. Nevertheless, a 
firm nest is planted on Aviary, so test 
your wings with "Tearhouse," "Play," 
"Juliet," "Ghetto" and "Reclaim." 

QUEST Of One Mind (CMP, 155 W. 
72nd St., #704, New York, NY 
10023)—This is an album with a mixture 
of steamy contemplation and voracious 
ferocity. Of One Mind is Quest's (drum-

mer Billy Hart, soprano saxist David 
Liebman, bassist Ron McLure and pianist 
Richie Beirach) seventh recording to date 
and its first for CMP. This is a group of 
seasoned and talented musicians who 
use their ensemble sound as a setting to 
develop powerful and passionate musical 
conversations. Both the compositions as a 
whole and individual solos within the pieces 
seem to stem from the same thinking and 
emotive content. Billy Hart's drumming, 
loose and vigorously buoyant as ever, 
blends and complements perfectly with 
pianist Richie Beirach's chords of liquid 
dissonance. Dave Liebman brings in an 
arsenal of infectious (and sometimes hum-
mable) melodies that can suddenly make a 
sharp turn disregarding bar lines. The loose 
sense of structure, which can fall away in a 
matter of seconds, is essential for a unit of 
this nature, where the spirit of collective 
freedom reigns. Special praise should go 
out to bassist Ron McLure, working in a 
propulsive non-linear way, darting in and 
around the suggestions of chord progres-
sions. This is intelligent and open music for 
all sorts of minds.

VOLCANO SUNS "Blue Rib" (7") 
(1/4 Stick, do Touch And Go, P.O. 
Box 25520, Chicago, IL 60625/ 
312-463-8316)—Lo! The triumphant 
phoenix-like rising of Boston legends the 
Volcano Suns! Not that their previous 
larking-about on SST was an embarrass-
ment (the double LP had its moments), but 
here the band really gels. This time we're 
treated to swells and ebbs of battering 
chorus and delicate verse, guitarist Dave 
Kleiler's sputter and plink moving the Suns 
into sparkling new dimensions. "Open-
ings," the non-LP side, is a deliberate, 
bullying rant weighted down with a "We 
Will Rock You" heavy drumbeat, Peter 
Prescott's bellowing delivery reinforcing his 
tirade upon indie-scene silliness. 

UNREST "Yes She Is My Skinhead 
Girl" (7") (K, P.O. Box 7154, 
Olympia, WA 985071206-786-
1594)—When you drop the needle on the 
latest Unrest record or catch them live, you 
never know what aural form the thoughts 
of bandleader Mark E. Robinson will take 
on. Here we're treated to the scarcely 
revealed pop side of the band. "Skinhead 
Girl" recalls the simplicity and weathered 
jauntiness of The Clean or the intensity of a 
less polished Straitjacket Fits or Galaxie 
500, which might be related to the fact that 
Kramer remixed the single. The hyper and 
melodic guitars give this song immediate 

appeal, while the lyrics make it one of 
the more twisted love songs we've heard 
recently. 

SNEETCHES "She Does Everything 
For Me" (7") (Bus Stop, P.O. Box 
3161, Iowa City, IA 52244-31611 
319-337-8429)—The Sneetches have 
already proven themselves top-of-the-heap 
at churning out whimsical but solidly con-
structed effervescent pop tunes that harken 
back to the halcyon days of AM radio but 
don't mimic the formula to the point of ex-
haustion. On the A-side, there's a bouncy 
take on the Zombies' "She Does Every-
thing," with the Sneetches picking up the 
melody, taking it for a merry ride and add-
ing some soaring backing vocals. The flip 
finds our heroes doing Neil Young's "Fly-
ing On The Ground," which, in Sneetches 
tradition, is much more bouncy and 
cheerful-sounding than the lyrics might 
indicate. 

GLORY BOX "Raining Embers" 
(7") (Mouth & Villie, 6 Dwyer St., 
Clifton Hill, Victoria, 3065 Australia/ 
034-195-137)—A box full of glory, but 
more innocent than the kind of glory boxes 
drunken sailors discuss on the high seas. 
Close to Bus Stop, Picture Book, Sarah (UK) 
bands, like drinking a warm cup of hot 
chocolate, sweet; yet, with vocals by 
Matthew W. Aston that move away from 
that 000-baby-baby pop sound toward the 
ever-so-deep-and-creamy thing. "Raining 
Embers" reminds one of the Wedding 
Present, marshmallows, Choo Choo Train, 
stars, December snow and the Go-Betweens. 

SEERS "Psych Out" (5") (Relativi-
ty, 187-07 Henderson Ave., Hollis, 
NY 114231718-740-5700)—Psych-
edelia, psychedelia, psychedelia... Bristol, 
England's Seers serve up its brand of wah-
wah funk on its debut U.S. release. This 
quintet, led by a vocalist named Spider, 
spins a web of hooky garage threads with 
soulful backing vocals, smooth Happy 
Mondays-meets-Bowie refrains, and a 
never-say-die rhythm attack. The title track

It all sounds sur-
prisingly solid for having been "recorded 
in Hell," as this California powerdrill-trio 
pummels their way through nine songs with 
nary a runt or reject in the batch. Overall, 
their vocational specialty does seem to lie in 
crunging, killer choruses and dark, David 
Lynch-like (Eraserhead, not Julee Cruise) 
riffs, but only by calling one song "Tremen-
dous" do they stretch their Pixie-fication a 
bit too far. Some tracks do sound like they 
might be earlier material, which holds them 
back a bit, but time and experience will 
forge their fierce pincer-sound and peculiar 
lyrical bent into sharp weapons that they'll 
wield with deliberate skill and menacing 
power. Our faves: "Cola Time," "Into 
Blind," "Bad French," "Skyscraper" and 
"Dharma."

the perfect roll-the-top-down driving music 
for the upcoming summer months. 

LOUDSPEAKER "Pray" (7") (Sym-
pathy For The Record Industry, 
4901 Virginia Ave., Long Beach, 
CA 90805/213-423-0281)—NYC 
noise band, long hair, heavy, loud, giants 
looming overhead—the whole bit. Mean 
gashes in your neck, "Pray" for relief in 
vain, side A masses in ultimate gravity, 
the vocals of Matt Borruso are mean 
and growling. "Pulp" (no relation to the 
Godflesh song of the same name) prowls 
with fuzzy strings and wah-wah pedal 
madness. Loudspeaker could make an 
awesome soundtrack to a Japanese monster 
movie, ahh, Godzeera! 

RAKE "Cow Song" (7") (L, 6124 
Dory Landing Ct., Burke, VA 
22015)—Weird and aggressive, is it 45 
rpm, really? Grinding scariness, scratchy 
guitar smash with heavy plunking bass, 
maybe Happy Flowers (for song titles), the 
Cows (for heavy bass) and a little Thinking 
Fellers Union (for strangeness), but more 
muddy and fucked up. The drummer ham-
mers it out and pulls Rake away from any 
grunge bands, and on "My Fish Died," the 
entire band gripes and screams over a lost 
pet, scraping sandpaper all over their 
bodies, spewing blood. 

MIND SIRENS "Can See This Time" 
(7") (Jettison, P.O. Box 2873, 
Durham, NC 27715)—One tends to 
wonder if there is such a thing as the North 
Carolina sound, but if it conjures up that 
certain kind of pop that is slowed to a 
groovy pace, gutsy and innocent, melodic 
and friendly, then, need we say more? 
Their instrumental song is called "Instru-
mental," and starts soft, then turns on you, 
bringing you to a "Rollercoaster" of har-
monizing guitars (tiny bit like Teenage 
Fanclub). "Con See This Time" is smooth 
and catches you with the chorus but doesn't 
stagnate, more of a spring stream, fresh 
and flowing, bright. 

SMALL BALL PAUL, in addition to its 
provocative name, lets fly with mugs full of 
beery bar-band know-how, on the staunch 
do-or-die rock of its self-titled three-song 
demo (write to 7625B Wydown, St. Louis, 
MO/314-725-1239), from the gut straight to 
the dubbing deck. Actually, the band has 
stored a lot more punk rock feist in their 
long-term memory banks than most bands 
enamored of the Replacements and the 
Fleshtones. While vocalist Jeff Wendler has 
phlegm to spare, he makes up for his famil-
iar rasp with guitar leads that don't take 
truck from anyone and have no time for 
sentimentality. With lovably muddy produc-
tion ("Shitbrain" in particular), the tape 
sounds nearly like the good ol' days of Otto's 
Chemical Lounge or even Deep Wound... 
JERRY'S FIRST COMA, despite its grue-
some moniker, has a mild and honey-gooey 
approach to pop intricacies. Their demo, 
Cake And Edith Too (do Mark Bargeron, 
109 E. 66th St., Savannah, GA 31405/912-
354-8198), has a rather indecipherable 
mix, but it's no trouble catching those mel-
odies and hooks big as a cornfield. A little 
Mitch Easter, a little Connells and a little 
Pink Slip Daddy, they out-muscle and out-
write more successful sensitive-rock acts, 
"Sick & Tired" and "Burn My Bones" 
showcasing solid and unflashy penning/ 
playing capabilities.  —D.I.Y. 
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LEGENDARY PINK DOTS The Maria 
Dimension (Play It Again Sam, do 
PR/OD, Panther House, 38 Mount 
Pesant, London WCIX OAP/ 
071-837-9322)—Like recent Jackpot! 
nominees Tuxedomoon, Edward Ka-Spel 
had the good sense to abandon ship—in 
this case, England—for the Benelux's less 
congested hospitality, even though he's 
consistently held a definitively English 
tenure on psychedelia—namely the folk-
minstrel tradition, as typified and vindicated 
by Sir Syd Barrett. Ed and sidekick Phil 
Knoght's 12th in-exile release as the Dots, 
The Maria Dimension, is the epitome 
of "kaleidoscopic"; these subdued, glowing 
coals of electronics, electro-acoustic guitar/ 
sitar, brass, clarinet and voices ("sometimes 
from beyond," the sleeve says) come in 
pulsating colours, stained Eastern and Western, 
some with nursery rhyme fragility—side 
two's exquisite swooners "The Ocean Cried 
"Blue Murder" and "Belladonna" for 
example—while others spurt ultra vividly, 
like slow-motion fireworks, as on "The Third 
Secret" and "The Grain Kings." The nine-
minute closer "Evolution" connects heavily 
with Spacemen 3's luminous dream-drones 
(refer to "Ecstacy Symphony")—an insepar-
able chicken-and-egg situation here—as 
well as the post-Syd Barrett, space-chasing 
Pink Floyd, although to deny Syd Barrett 
isn't the Dots' ever-present watchman is to 
deny the Dots breathe oxygen (nb: vocally, 
Ed shares the same careworm quaver as 
the Only Ones' Peter Perrett, a Barrett 
disciple in his own right). But The Maria 
Dimension is such a personal mindscan; 
the likes of "A Space Between"s labyrin-
thal collage-50 pastel shades of baroque— 
or "Disturbance"s mantra-sonic undertow 
are legendary, flushed pink, unique. If the 
duo were "English"—oh, the irony!— 
they'd be crowned by front covers by now, 
guaranteed. 

808 STATE Ex.EI (ZTT, do WEA, 28A 
Kensington High St., London SW8/ 
071-937-8844)—Alongside Happy Mon-
days, the instrumentally based 808 State 
spearheaded Manchester's emerging House 
Nation, building bridges for dance beats to 
cross and fertilize—acid, techno, ambient, 
house, Italian Disco, Kraftwerk/Can's 
Krautock, Hi-NRG disco, et al, across the 
previous divide between black and white 
rhythm. Their second album, Ex.EI, keeps 
them way out in front; the album has al-
ready been likened to a dance-culture ver-
sion of American ¡azz-fusion giants Weather 
Report, whose progressive, polyrhythmic 
acrobatics were tempered by a stunning 
mastery of texture and tone. If "Techno 
Bell," "Lambrusco Cowboy" and "In Your 
Face" are almost ruthless circuit-boards of 
manic gadgetry, like a beat-friendly pinball 
machine, the keyboards keep dealing fasci-
nation, favoring the exotic, woodwind end 

of the bleep-and-booster sound spectrum, 
conjuring up filmic vistas of both tropical 
and urban paradises. "Spanish Heart," 
sung by New Order's Bernard Sumner, is 
disappointingly vapid Euro-disco—mediocre 
New Order, in fact—but the Raagman-
toasted "Leo Leo" is a manic, diversive 
update on Kraftwerk's "Autobahn," while 
Bjork of the Sugarcubes is captured in full, 
quixotic flight on Ex.EI's two best tracks, 
the jazz-inflected "Qmart" and the pop-
pier, lush "Oops." Ex.EI is simply hi-tech 
paradise, fertile and ambidextrous, neon 
and verdant, with all of dance's ephemeral 
catchphrases and stunts mercilessly edited 
out. The definitive '90s sound, no less. 

BASTI Basti (Way Cool, do Bad 
Moon PR, 19 All Saints Road, Lon-
don WI 1 1HE/071-221-9611)— 
Basti: curious name, even curiouser record, 
from East Anglia's curious flatlands. What 
about "Buddy," where a persistent chant 
of "He's my buddy with the three box 
hat," with the espirit of a particularly de-
ranged religion, punctuates Young Gods-
style keyboard stabs, wrapped in a neo-
Prince glam-funk structure played at half 
the right speed? With feedback to end. 
Before and after, the seven-strong band do 
battle with vocals (two; sandpapery), gui-
tars (two; wildish), drums (two; industrial-
funky), saxophone (one; parp!) and samples 
(several; stereotypical) in a strident post-
modern melt-up that can feel like a lack-
luster grab-bag of ideas without direction, 
Basti not being over-proficient in technical 
virtuosity and tight-taut funk, but tending 
to forge ahead with manic purpose on 
"Ro.Ro.Ro" and "Anytime." Basti's 
grooves don't usually hang around long 
enough to burn holes in the memory, but 
Basti can recall Slab, mid-'80s Brits who 
mined the heavyweight Material/Shannon 
Jackson funk/jazz emporium to boisterous, 
sometimes brutal effect, and even the 
chaos/carnival of the Buttholes (and not just 
because they have two drummers). Essen-
tially, Basti is more in the spirit of 1981 
than 1991—the primitive white rock/black 
rhythm friction, the industrial coating, jerky 
quirkiness, the naivety. See Gang Of Four, 
Pigbag, the Higsons, et al. Curious indeed. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
Saddest news of the week has to be the 
closure of the U.K.'s only trade magazine 
for the independent industry, The Catalogue, 
due to parent company Rough Trade 
Distribution's financial setbacks and current 
solutions. Time to trim the operation, it 
seems, even though the mag made a profit. 
Weird. In truth, the affiliation with Rough 
Trade led to a situation where "indepen-
dent trade" meant only Rough Trade-dis-
tributed product, leaving out product from 
all other distributors Pinnacle, APT, et al, 
which was ridiculous and misleading. Hope-
fully, if all independent distributors back 
The Catalogue, since there must be a need, 
and enough r000m, for the title, it would 
be more secure and all-encompassing—truly 
independent. Let's hope editor Richard 
Boon can take this one further. Happiest 
news of the week: cramming in two "secret" 
club shows in London—JANE'S ADDIC-
TION at the Marquee and one of R.E.M.'s 
two appearances at the Borderline (capac-
ity: 400). Popularity shouldn't be exclusive, 
but it's hard to know how else original, 
ears-to-the-ground fans—as well as the 
band—can retain that original intamacy. 
R.E.M.'s show was an especially breath-
taking one-off, where Peter Holsapple, 
Robyn Hitchcock and Billy Bragg added 
solo sets among various combinations of 
bands and guests. The first encore was 
Hitchcock's "Listening To The Higsons"—

"Screw," a fine, if 
baffling, attempt to parody the Pet Shop 
Boys' arch, Euro-disco gloss, is a solo single 
under the name BUBONIQUE (both 
Kitchenware, the Stables, St. Thomas Street, 
Newcastle-Upon-Tyne, NEI 4LE/ 091-232-
4895). . . London trio SUNCARRIAGE's 
"Sarah C.D." is a growing ¡oy—an SST-
style marriage of saw-toothed, sombre post-
hardcore with bluesy, boogie metal grunge 
and a penchant for rhythmic/tempo twists. 
A mild Black Sabbath devotion, perhaps, or 
even the Minutemen? (Wiiija, 130 Talbot

Best pure-pop 90 seconds this time out is 
EASY's "He Brings The Honey," from the 
vvhippersnapping Swedes' underrated (if 
still underachieving) debut album, given a 
softer, uh, honeyed, remix. Candyfloss with 
a hard center (Blast First, c/o Brassneck PR, 
D6, Metropolitan Wharf, Wapping Wall, 
London El 9SS/071-481-2172)...Just when 
you've been preaching to everyone that, 
no, really, honestly, this-is-the-band-most-
likely-to-and-rightly-so-right-now, they 
release their latest brilliant song as their 
major label debut.

ZZZZZZZZZZ: R.E.M. widens its overall lead this week, 
grabbing #1s in all regionals; that's the first time the re-
gions have been in agreement since Feb. 1 of this year, 
when the Charlatans UK topped them all. How strong 
is the album's popularity? In Audience Response, R.E.M 
leads the closest competitor (Jesus Jones) by an almost 
2-to-1 margin; "Losing My Religion" leads "Right Here, 
Right Now" on the Cuts chart by the same margin. What 
about at the bottom line, you may (or may not) ask? Its 
Retail lead is monstrous, with #1 reports at 116 out of the 
159 reporting stores. Oh yeah, there are other records: 
The runners-up stay in place—Jesus, Kitchens, Dinosaur 
Jr.—at 2 through 4, and the Feelies (9-5) give A&M a 
1.000 batting average in the Top 5. 

Broken Up And Breaking Through: Dedicated-RCA's 
Spacemen 3 post-break-up LP is this week's #1 Break-
through (#54 debut), and also grabs the #1 Adventure 
Pick. The second-highest debut goes to Columbia's 
Fishbone single (#76); could their national exposure 
on Saturday Night Live have helped? Coming in just be-
hind the 'Bone is the debut from Go!Discs/London-PLG's 
La's (#77), good for the #3 Breakthrough—the band also 
garners the #4 Adventure Pick. 

Interesting Indies: Sup Pop's dynamic duo of Tad and 
Beat Happening continue to make progress-27-19 
and 31-23, respectively, and #8 and #9 in the West, 
respectively and respectfully. Rough Trade's Nova Mob 
still has legs; after teetering in the 30s, the LP moves 
36-28. Other independents that deserve bold type: Alias' 
Hypnolovewheel (45-34), Wax Trax's Coil 12" 
(79-65), Merkin's Buttsteak (92-70), Atomic Theory's 
Boiled In Lead (80-71), Matador's (whose?) Teenage 
Fanclub single (131-99) and Roadracer's Treponem 
Pal (#137 debut). 

You Tell Me: Why are Happy Mondays (28-22) 
making a sudden comeback after a few weeks of decline? 
(A Top 40 push and new video for "Step On"?) Why is 
Sonic Youth (62-55) coming back from the dead? (The 
opening slot for Neil Young and supercool new punk-love 
vid?) 

Coming Soon: Matter Of Degrees soundtrack, 
Deadicated tribute elpee, Black Sun Ensemble, 
Consolidated, King Missile and Mercury Rev 
rev rev! 

CH ART On their 13th release, this 
time on Play It Again Sam-

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TOOTS THIELEMANS Footprints 
(Emarcy, do PIG, 825 Eighth Ave., 
New York, NY 10019)—No instru-
mentalist in jazz dominates his or her instru-
ment the way Jean "Toots" Thielemans 
dominates his. A perennial poll-winner, this 
Belgian-born, 68-year-old master of melody 
(who divides his time between his homeland 
and the United States, of which he is a citizen) 
doesn't dominate the chromatic harmonica 
so much as he caresses it. "Let me tell 
you," the genial Thielemans told CMJ the 
other day over the phone from Belgium, 
"the harmonica picked me [some 45 years 
ago]. Somehow, it's part of me. I have one 
in every room of the house, including each 
bathroom." In conversation as on record, 
Thielemans conveys a serene joie de vivre 
with an affecting, sometimes self-depre-
cating, sense of humor, and if he isn't a 
household name, he surely has a place on 
every serious jazz collector's shelf. Foot-
prints, his Emarcy debut, coming on the 
heels of his splendid soloing on pianist/ 
vocalist Shirley Horn's chart-topping You 
Won't Forget Me, should firmly establish 
him as a major leader in his own right. 
Never before have Thielemans' multiple 
talents (as a composer, harmonicot, gui-
tarist and whistler) been spotlighted to such 
fine effect, though his previous efforts Only 
Trust Your Heart (Concord, 1989), Af-
finity (Warner Bros., 1979, as a guest 
with Bill Evans) and Man Bites Har-
monica (Riverside, 1958, recently reissued 
on the Original Jazz Classics series) are all 
outstanding. Recorded over two days in 
mid-December 1989 in Manhattan, Foot-
prints teams Thielemans with pianist 
Mulgrew Miller (a worthy successor to such 
lyrically complementary accompanists as Bill 
Evans and Fred Hersch), bassist Rufus Reid 
and drummer Louis Nash. "We didn't look 
for complicated arrangements or putting 
the world on fire,'' he told CMJ of this 
11-tune, 50-minute program, "but rather 
for lovely renditions of standards." A 
breezy, continental mien envelopes this CD 
as Thielemans, inhaling and exhaling on the 
harmonica, alternately waxes melancholic 
or playful, combining fluid, fast-tempo bop 
lines with starkly beautiful melodicism. 
Besides two originals, Thielemans tackles 
Thelonious Monk's "Round Midnight—Good 
Evening Thelonious" (in which he quotes 
several tunes from the High Priest) and Erik 
Satie's "Gymnopedia No. 1" in addition to 
the ultra-lyrical "If You Could See Me 
Now" and "Laura." What rapture!

Week #6 (fourth consecutive) at #1 this week for the 
young piano wonder from Florida, as Marcus Roberts 
keeps his impressive lead at the polls. Chick Corea and 
Shirley Horn remain at 2 and 3 respectively, and the fun 
starts there. Barbara Denude plays her Hammond 
organ back up 12-4, while Bobby Watson and Dizzy 
Gillespie both make charges into the Top 10, 21-7 and 
19-8 respectively. The top debut goes to organist Joey 

DeFrancesco, whose third release enters at #17. Other 
debuts from guitarist John Scofield (#20), the African-
flavored World Saxophone Quartet (#21) and young 
trumpeter extraordinaire Roy Hargrove (#22) add more 
weight to the chart—no spring break here. Welcome to 
new reporters KCSU and WZLY. (JAll REPORTS PRINTED 
AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS) 

PICK TO CLICK 
Two former members of Free Flight, a jazz-
fusion band with classical affinities that re-
corded for the now-defunct Palo Alto label, 
have teamed up in a power trio called the 
OUTSIDEMEN. Bass guitarist Jim Lacefield 
and drummer Ralph Humphrey, ex-Free 

Flighters and now busy studio cats, got to-
gether with electric guitarist Mike Miller 
to cut Band Overboard (contact Jeff 
Couture, 4924 Kester Ave., #6, Sherman 
Oaks, CA 91403), a live, 24-track demo, 
before an audience at the Musician's In-
stitute in Hollywood. The nine selections, all 
group-written collaborations, are for the 
most part ballsy blowing numbers rich with 
ensemble interplay. The Outsidemen, on 
the basis of this sample, may be too hard-
edged, too real, for the contemporary 
labels that push the bland, safe, soft-core 
stuff that masquerades as fusion these days. 
But to a label that respects uninhibited 
musicianship and tight ensemble playing, 
the Outsidemen could be the ticket. 

THIS 'N' THAT 
Learson's Return, the second outing 
by the 19-year-old trumpeter MARLON 
JORDAN, takes its title from Wynton Mar-
salis' middle name. The album, expected 
from Columbia April 1, features six originals 
from the Nawlins youngster (in addition to 
interpretations of Delfeayo Marsalis' "Tweet" 
and Duke Ellington's "In A Mellow Tone") 
whose smoky tone impressed many listeners 
on his inaugural, For You Only. The im-
pressive tenor work this time out is provided 
not by Branford Marsalis but by an un-
known (at least to these ears) named Tim 
Warfield, who blows his butt off. The 
rhythm section is manned by pianist Peter 
Martin and vocalist Betty Carter's widdim 
wunderkinds, drummer Troy Davis and con-
trabassist Torus Mateen...Blue Note (do 
Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, CA 
90028) has issued the debut of pianist 
GONZALO RUBALCABA as well as 
"the first pure ¡azz recording" by vocalist 
DIANNE REEVES. Rubalcaba, a 26-year-
old Cuban, plays with fiery abandon— 
prodded by the forward-leaning bassist 
Charlie Haden and drummer Paul Motion— 
on Discovery, recorded live at the Mon-

treux Jazz Festival in 1990. A handful of 
Rubalcaba originals, including "Joao" (a 
nod to bossa-nova patriarch Joao Gilberto), 
are bracketed by treatments of Thelonious 
Monk's "Well You Needn't" and the per-
ennial "All The Things You Are." Reeves' 
I Remember is drawn from recording 
sessions on both coasts: The New York 
date finds her in the company of Charnett 
Moffett (bass), Mulgrew Miller (piano) and 
Marvin "Smithy" Smith (drums), supple-
mented by vibist Bobby Hutcherson and 
saxist Greg Osby, for renditions of "Softly 
As In A Morning Sunrise" and McCoy 
Tyner's "You Taught My Heart To Sing," 
the latter done for the first time with vocals. 
From the L.A. session comes "Afro Blue" 
and a charming reading of Stephen Sond-
heim's lesser-known "I Remember Sky."... 
BENNY GOLSON's long and varied 
career is on the upswing once again. 
Golson, composer of such modern-jazz 
classics as "Stablemates," "Whisper Not," 
"Killer Joe" and "I Remember Clifford" as 
well as the co-founder of the seminal hard-
bopping Jazztet, opened his two-year res-
idency at William Paterson College (Wayne, 
NJ) on March 10 with a sell-out concert at 
which he and the WPC student big band 
performed the world premiere of his ex-
tended work, "Stage Center." Over the 
next two years, as part of a residency con-
ceived by project director Dr. Marty Krivin, 
the 62-year-old scholarly swinger will per-
form concerts, conduct workshops and give 
lectures.

While many may look at 2 Live Crew's 
Live Is What We Are as the first live 
LP, 2 Live Crew's general respectability is in 
question. Recorded just before the release 
of Edutainment at two New York City 
night clubs (Cuando and S.O.B.'s), and in 
London and Paris, Hardcore showcases 
Blastmoster KRS-One leading his crew, 
which features DJ Kenny Parker and D-Nice 
on the turntables, through largely reggae-
styled jams loaded with call-and-response 
games and righteous philosophies with the 
always-pumped crowds. The Paris crowds 
are told to scream "I love rap!" while also 
being treated to a modified version of "Self-
Destruction." Also presented with spine-
tingling force are many of their classic jams 
including "Jack Of Spades," the slammin' 
"Criminal Minded" and "The Bridge Is 
Over." Tracks performed from the latest LP 
include "House Nigga's," a charged ver-
sion of "Ya Know The Rules" and "Breath 
Control." For all those who said it could 
never be done should think again because 
the first true live rap LP will be one all 
followers will be looking up to. 

PARIS "The Hate That Hate Made" 
[112 BPM] (Tommy Boy, 1747 1st 
Ave., New York, NY 101281212-
722-221 I )—One of the darkest and most 
focused voices of the past year is that of 
newcomer Paris. His chart-topping debut 
release, The Devil Mode Me Do It, 
was primed by the single, "Break The Grip 
Of Shame," and since taking the country 
by storm with his insightful messages and 
cut-throat delivery, he continues his march 
with this new single. Paris features a "Power 
Of God Mix" that sticks to his unique style 
of minimalism by not saturating the tune 
with samples. Featured on the B-side is the 
cut "Wretched" and an "AmeriKKKa's 
Most Wretched Mix" with a pronounced 
bass-line and some light synth sampling.

The New Orleans 
music scene is legendary, and we are lucky 
to be witnessing one of its many popular 
rejuvenations. Louis, The Kidd, The Wild 
Tchoupitoulas, then Dr. John, the NeviIles 
and now a whole crewe of young new 
voices, have all led the musical world 
through the carnival sound of the Crescent. 
There have always been New Orleans in-
fluences, and always New Orleans has ab-
sorbed and reinvented the influences of the 
world. On their second album, Rebirth is 
still leading the parade, a gang of teen and 
early 20s musicians with more talent than a 
mere CD can hold. They quote from their 
predecessors with ease, and paraphrase 
their peers with wild abandon. African riffs 
they heard from Masakela; Motown from 
their parents' collections; even insinuations 
of hip-hop and reggae are in here. New 
Orleans has stayed lean and mean by mov-
ing on constantly, looking back but never 
freezing up, and this band epitomizes that 
attitude.

SOLIMAN GAMIL Ankh (Touch, 13 
Osward Road, London SW17 7SS, 
England)—While there are musicians and 
composers all over the world that are using 
their traditional roots to make pop music, 
there are a few innovators who are reaching 
beyond the limitations of popular Western 
music, creating new hybrids.

After a long period of silence, just when I 
was sure that Givens had given me the 

wrong room number, a sluggish Andreas Kisser 
opened the door. Through eyes thick with 
bloodshot haze from the previous evening's 
activities, he smiled and hailed a good morning 
nonetheless. As I walked into the room, Max 
Cavalera ducked into the shower. I dropped my 
bock-pock. "Man, you look beat. What did you 
guys do last night?" Andreas explained that 
the real damage didn't occur at their first stop 
(Manhattan's renowned Cat Club), but at some 
late-night bar where half of Sepultura drank the 
bar under the table. Boys away from home 
certainly do play. 
They didn't always have the comforts of hotel 
rooms and nights in New York. Sepultura was 
formed in late 1984 by brothers Max and Igor 
Cavalera. The Brazilian city of Belo Horizonte 
offered some of the worst conditions a 
young band could have, but Sepultura's 
early days proved to be a stamina test that 
has mode them into what they are today: the 
next logical threat to the likes of Slayer and 
Megadelh. 
After inking a deal with the Brazilian 

independent Cogumelo, the original line-up 
(guitarist Jairo T. and bassist Paulo Jr. with 
Max and Igor on guitars and drums respect-
ively) released an album split with label-
mates Overdose. The LP featured a primitive 
sound similar to works by Hellhammer and 
Venom and, raw as it was, served as a base 
that established them in their own country as 
well as leaking into the underground 
worldwide. The following year brought their 
debut full-length album, Morbid Visions, 
which confirmed the initial expectations 
brought upon the bond, and was even 
released Stateside by New Renaissance. 
Yet the bond's previous work was 

reduced to primitive building blocks when 
Jairo was replaced by Soo Paulo guitarist 
Andreas Kisser, who added a tasteful dimension 
to 1987's now-classic Schizophrenia LP, which 
eventually led them out of the jungles of Brazil 
and into the cradling arms of a world-wide deal 
through Roadrocer (who recently made the 
album available domestically for the first time). 
After two years of 
negotiating and 
some of the weirdest 
recording tales one 
could ever spin, the 
Scott Burns-produced 
Beneath The Remains 
was one of Road-
racer's most successful 
releases to date—but 
the brand-new Arise 
leaves it in the dust. 
Clean as a whistle, 

Max comes back into 
the room, squeegee-
ing the water out of 
his ears as he recalled the early days when 
Sepultura belched forth their nubile vile. We 
listened to this style of music, and tried to do the 
same. I got a guitar and Igor always played 
drums, even when he was younger. Before he 
listened to metal he listened to samba and stuff 
like that. And Paulo lived in our neighborhood. 
in the beginning it was difficult, we had a 
fucked up garage, bad equipment..." 
"REAL bad equipment( Andreas kicks in. 
"We had no way of setting up shows," Max 

continued. 'We would go to a club and say

MELVINS Bullhead (Boner, P.O. Box 2081, 
Berkeley, CA 94702-0081/415-695-1154)— 
Bock in rock's Jurassic epoch, the Sabbath-
saurus stalked the earth, its dense, fuzz-laden 
riffs blanketing mass Americana with a sense of 
doom so pervasive that its ancestors include 
everyone from Swans to Napalm Death to 
Beastie Boys. Yet apart from those and a few 
other superior breeds, the progenitor species has 
been copied so wrongfully by so many that the 
"Sabbath sound' generally came across pain-
fully weak and directionless, until... The Melvins 
formed in '84 in Aberdeen, Washington, a 
dace, according to one local scribe, "Where 
there's nothing to do but drink fish beer and 
worship Satan.' They "created' the "Seattle 
sound" as much as anyone, yet have always 
risen above it by harnessing the heavy n' creepy 
Sabbath sloth without coming across as a clone. 
Vocalist/ultrasludge guitarist Buzz Osborne's 
twisted words seep seemingly from a realm 
beyond, while the rhythm section defies time and 
space, playing so slowly that the time between 
beats is ten times as bludgeoning as a dozen 
Metallirifflets. In a punk/metal/noise sludge-
storm of intricately throbbing splatterthud groove 
(almost every song is a first take), Bullhead still 
manages to make concessions to melody ("It's 
Shoved' might be their most "pop' song yet), 
but it's mostly slow as fuck, more complex than 
Chemistry 201, and as relentless as Poison 
Idea's Jerry A. at a pizza stand. With titles like 
if I Had An Exorcism,' 'Boris,' Anoconda,' 
"Ligature' and "Cow,' thirty-four minutes never 
seemed quite so long, but you'll love every fossil-
crushing second—even the drum solo! (JA/KS) 

SEPULTURA Arise (RC-Roodrocer, 225 Lafayette 
St., New York, NY 10012/212-219-0077)--
Over five years ago, when thrash was at its peak 
and virtually every album bore Don Kaye and 
Monte Conner's names in the thank-you credits, 
Don would rave endlessly about this Brazilian 
band called Sepultura. We heard the demo, we 
heard Morbid Visions and the original mix of 
Schizophrenia, but it wasn't until '89's Beneath 
The Remains and the band's subsequent tours 
that we realised how powerful these dudes really 
are—at the band's showcase at Metal Marathon 
'89, they were so loud, mean and fast that they 
literally almost made me sick! Well, two solid 
years of touring and the niceties of a red record-
ing budget (Scott Bums is again at the helm, but 
this time at Morrisound in Tampa instead of the 
Brazilian studio used for Remains) have done 
wonders, because not only is Arise by far Sepul-
tura's best release yet, it's the best album of its 
genre in memory, bar Seasons In The Abyss. Yet 
despite the deaner sound and the band's pro-
gress into more progressive and industrial dir-
ections, Arise is also one of the heaviest albums 
you're likely to find: they've refined the thrash 
approach into a power-groove rivalled only by 
Slayer and Prong. While the entire band has 
made great progress, we're most impressed with 
vocalist Max Cavalera, whose singing and 
command of English have come farther in two 
years than any tutor could have hoped. With this 
album, Sepultura has truly entered the big 
leagues—the whole album's great, but key on 
"Altered State,' "Infected Voice,' Dead 
Embryonic Cells,' the title frock and the single, 
"Under Siege,' (along with its B-side, a scolding 
cover of Motorhead's "Orgasmatron"). (JA)

Hungry, Reckless, And Willing (Noise-RCA, 5 
Crosby St., New York, NY 10013/212-334-
9268)—When we were puberty-era terrors, 
we'd blast Kiss Alive and jump around the 
living room with broomsticks when our parents 
weren't home. ROTA. sounds like they've 
never stopped. The second you hear this album, 
you'll realise what's been missing from "hard 
rock' since the ol' God Of Thunder got his 
hair-weave: FUN. Kick Happy is BIG bone-basic 
dumb-ass ROCK with three-chord riffs, hooky 
choruses and leads lifted directly from Space-
Ace circa 'Firehouse' (and with song titles 
like "Beer And A Girl' and "Mudflap Mama,' 
you know the lyrics are near Spinal Top's level 
of stupid genius). Yet as much as almost any 
band that's dared to make humor such a big 
part of their plan, ROTA. backs up the (affs 
with solid musicianship, punchy arrangements 
and switchblade-sharp hooks—indeed, 
producers should take note of this album's 
raunchy and inexpensive yet ultra-radio-friendly 
production: no sequencers and no keyboards 
more complicated than a piano, just like a '70s 
record oughtta sound. For indeed, this may be 
the first genuine '70s album the '90s have 
spewn yet, totally stoking our engines with 
visions of MC5, the Dictators, Slade, Rose Tattoo 
and Guns N' Roses as well as the greasepaini 
wonders. If you've ever played air-guitar to Kiss, 
Rights Of The Accused are your kings of the 
night-time world. Almost every track is a single, 
but start by shouting +ese out loud: "Give It All 
You Got,' "Drew,' Way Down' and anything 
from side two.

KING OF KINGS King Of Kings (DGC, 9130 
Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90069/213-
278-9010)--Combine a graffiti artist, a jazz 
guitarist, a progressive drummer and the 
influence of NYC and what do you get? An 
eclectic, artsy and progressive band blurring 
every restriction of style. King Of Kings is the 
creation of vocalist/bassist/keyboardist/song-
writer Desmond Horn: the son of a go-go danc-
er and a "criminal type,' he shows a maturity 
and vision of such depth and originality that he 
can't be overlooked, especially since he's only 
20 years old. With the legendary Roy Thomas 
Baker (Queen) at the production helm, the 
band's free-form approach finds them veering 
wildly from metal to ¡azz to Sanskrit mantras to 
stuff that bears 9 big "Progressive' mark—in the 
Yes/King Crimson/ ELP sense of the word. Occ-
asionally the band goes off the deep end (one 
song clocks in at 8:26, and the three-part epic 
"Dweller On The Seventh Floor' lasts for 13:42), 
but when King Of King's is in focus, it nearly 
fits through the eye of the needle. Try "Seasons 
Of Eve,' Montra," "The Awakening' and 

especially (the autobiographical ?) "Burning 
Horn,' also featured on ARGHIII It's A Loud 
Rock CD Vol. 4. (RJ) 

TYKETTO Don't Come Easy (DGC, address 
above)—Some of you old-timers might remem-
ber Save Your Prayers, the last album from ex-
UFO bassist Pete Way's band Waysted. It 
featured a powerful singer from NYC named 
Danny Vaughn and seemed well-poised for 
success until the band Raked and split up in the 
middle of a tour supporting Iron Maiden. Well, 
Vaughn's bock, this time with some high school-
era friends in an outfit that looks set to reap all 
kinds of precious metals. While this album 
might be a tad too commercial For many loud 
rock formats, Tyketto ¡ust does the CHR-metal 
thong so well that even Kevin can't deny them! 
Produced by Richie Zito (Cheap Trick, Heart) 
Don't C0rn• Easy features lush, melodic, vocal-
oriented songwriting with simple yet strong 
arrangements. But the most striking thing about 
this album is its ability to hold your attention, 
even though many of the songs are very similar. 

If you're looking for a commercial sound, this 
will definitely satisfy—we can already hear the 
girls screaming. AH ten frocks are strong, but 
we'll bank on "Forever Young,' "Burning Down 
Inside' and "Lay Your Body Down.' (RJ) 

GUARDIAN Fire And by. (Word, c/o Epic, 
P.O. Box 4.450, NYC 10101-4450/212-445-
5987)—After years, changes and enough 
problems to sink any band without a seriously 
higher purpose (imagine your album not being 
released until four years after your signing, or 
dealing with rumors that your band doesn't 
really exist, but are actually actors hired by the 
record company to create the image of a band), 
Guardian returns in strong form. Although often 
compared to Stryper, these veterans of the 
Orange County/LA are really a different brand 
of commercial rock. Fire And Love shows 
maturity in execution as well as concept, the 
band delivering quality melodic rock with a 
subtlety to their spirituality—never preaching,

MR. BJG Leon Into It (Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019/212-484-8200) 
—In the circles of guitar and bass heroes—i.e. 
music for musicians—nobody gets more re-
spect than Mr. Big. After the bond's debut est-
ablished them as a great songwriting outfit as 
well as a chops phenomenon, Lean Into It 
should send them to the commercial success 
they deserve. The overall sound is still within 
the powerful bluesy/rock style, but with a 
stronger emphasis on hooks. The flashy play-
ing is still there, but is more effectively integrat-
ed, the vocal lines blending and complimenting 
with guitar and bass. Eric Martin's vocals are a 
little smoother this time around (and his song-
writing skills have developed a lot), while Paul 
Gilbert's guitar work underpins and shines. 
Billy Sheehan seems a little more restrained, 
but his powerhouse bass always pulls the 
songs through. If "Alive And Kickin'," "Dad-
dy, Brother," 'Never Say Never' and "Green-
Tinted Sixties Mind" don't take these guys to 
superstardorn, nothing will. (RJ) 
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THE ACCUSED Straight Razor (EP) (NastyMix, 
800 Tower Building, 7th & Olive, Seattle, WA 

98101/206-292-8772)—Seattle's legendary 
Accused decided to bring bock a little 
something from their last European tour... in 
the shape of this seven-song EP, featuring a 
live track, four new and two older studio 
tracks, and a new crummer, all of which 
tighten up their full-throttle grinding splatter 
rock. Where the LP took a stab at the Who 
classic "Boris The Spider," Straight Razor digs 
into Lynyrd Skynyrc's "Saturday Nita Special," 
but we prefer "Corpse Walks," and "Down & 
Our and the newer tracks "No Hope For 
Relief," "Blind Hate Blind Rage" and the title 
track. (KS) 

CRAW1PAPPY Temple Body (71 (Blackout, 
PO Box 544, Yonkers, NY 10710/914-793-
4107)—This here new 7" from New York's 
post-hardcore/metalcore features two tracks 
that continue the sounds first heard on Crawl-
poppy's self-titled EP, originally released late 
last year. Although certain late-era Block Flag 
bits are scatter  here and there (especially the 
"Slip It In"-ish B-side), "Temple Body' is hard 
street grit most worthy of checkin' out. (Oh 
yeah, Helmet drummer John Stonier sits on on 
this one.) (KS) 

NAPALM DEATH/GODFLESH/ NOCTURNUS/ 
NAUSEA (me Channel, Boston, MA, March 
24)—Probably the best of the first four "Grind-
crusher" shows hit Boston on one of the Chan-

nel's Sunday matinees, so I'll stick to this par-
ticular show and spare you the grisly first-gigs-
of-the-tour nightmares that occured on the first 
three dates. Although not officially on the tour, 
New York crust-rockers Nausea put on one 
superfine set to kick the show off. Sci-fi tech-
speedsters Nocturnus entered and were 
received quite well by the predominantly punk 
crowd, although there was a mix of just about 
every type of extreme fan. (Of the three bands, 
Noctumus have been the most consistent, in 
terms of tightness and sound.) To give 
Godflesh time to program their brand-new 
drum machine (the old one died at the 
beginning of the preceding night's set), 
headliners Napalm Death stepped into an 
earlier time-slot, full-on wired as both the 
crowd and the band went for a serious siege. 
Plucking mostly from their more hardcore 
blast past while tastefully picking some of 
their more metallic moments, I'd say Napalm 
have just the right set list for this tour. If you're 
not familar with their older material, be 
forwamed: there is nothing more extreme. 
Finally, the moment of truth came for Goclflesh, 
who had not made it through a complete set 
since they'd arrived in the country (a day later 
than everyone else due to a canceled flight 
and technical difficulties). I must say, their 
four-song/45-minute set was far more worth 
the wait than I'd ever expected. If you like 
the record, they will destroy you in a live 
setting. At the end of the day, pound for crush-
ing pound, riff for painfull riff—you just ain't 
gonna find anything heavier or more damag-
ing than this tour. As for me, I think I'm gonna 
go to sleep. (KS)

We had to discover things that probably would 
have been easier with a producer, but we had 
to find our own way 'cause there were no pro-
ducers in Brazil. Besides, even if there were, 
we didn't have any money. IF you listen to the 
albums now, it's kind of weird, because they 
sound totally like shit, but the feeling of the music 
is there. We still play some of the songs live." 
Andreas odds, "At the time, in Sao Paulo and 
Rio, if somebody didn't like the record they 
usually changed their minds totally after seeing 
us live. The songs were good." 

I mentioned that that period was a pretty 
primitive time. You could listen to Hellhammer's 
EP now and say that it sounds like shit, but 
there's more feeling in those twenty painful 
minutes than most well-produced records. Max 
agreed, "I understand that, 'cause I think a lot 
of people care more about the feeling than the 
recording. I think the overall goal in music is to 
trigger some kind of response. If you can get 
that across, you've made your point." 
Through the lean years, Sepultura knew that 

they stood apart from the rest. "I think a lot of 
bands should take their stuff more seriously," 
Max says. 'We believed two years ago that we 
could make it outside of Brazil and play here and 
we did. We were the first ones, maybe be-cause 
we were the only ones that really believed we 
could do it. The rest were like, 'Ah, we're never 
gonna get get out of here. It's gonna be hell 
forever!'" 
Andreas adds, "There's a point where you 

have to choose the band or work or school. We 
all four left work and school to work all day in 
the band." 
"We dropped everything and a lot of people 

though we were nuts," Max smirked. "They said, 
'They're crazy, dropping work and school for 
this shit! They're going nowhere!" 
Andreas affirms, "Our parents gave us great 

support with that. A lot of bands there don't have 
the balls to do something like that and that's why 
they never grow up." 

"We took that risk," Max says. "It might not 
have worked and we would be totally fucked 
now, with no school or work we'd be... I'm not 
gonna say bums, but definitely near that! We 
feel like what we are doing is pretty cool for the 
other bands. Although we are the only ones so 
far, it's cool that it happened with us, 'cause we 
don't have an attitude to become arrogant. We 
help a lot of the bands there, they are friends of 
ours. Like R.D.P., which I think will be the next bo 
be most known here and in Europe. There is a 
band that our ex-guitar player put together, 
they are called The Mist, it's in the some style as 
to what we are doing. Chakal, Dorsal 
Atlantica... 
"There are a lot of good bands there," 

"I feel you have 
to go through 
the shit." 

Andreas says, "But they need to have more con-
fidence. They think that they record an album 
and poof, we are a band. They don't go after 
more shows and they don't trade tapes. I don't 
know, maybe they're too lazy.' 

Well, lazy bands don't play the Rock In Rio 
festival, one of the world's largest. And this 
year, standing out like a stubbed toe, Sepultura 
played the first set of a day featuring Megacieth, 
Queensryche, Judas Priest and Guns N' Roses. 
How did it go? 

"Beautiful!" Andreas grins. "It's weird," says 
Max. "Especially in Brazil, in our hometown," 
Andreas furthers. "Playing a big festival it was 
great. The sound was shit, but the feeling was 
there." 

Max confesses, "Yeah, we didn't have a 
sound check, not even a line check—just plug in 
the guitar and go. It's like, let's pray! It was 

cool, the crowd was incredible. I don't know, 

the other bonds put on a better-sounding 
show, but in terms of feeling, I think ours was 
real intense. Even with shit sound, all the 
people pogoed, like five or six thousand 
people just smashing up in front. You see all 
the media freaking out, 'cause they're used to 
pop shows and people clapping. To them it 
was like one big fuckin' fight. It wasn't—the 
crowd was just having fun—but they'd never 
seen that. After we played, they put a Brazilian 
rock n' roll guy on—really famous, he sells like 
a million copies. And when he got on stage 
people started throwing shit at him! They didn't 
want him, they wanted heavy shit and wonted 
us to play more. I think he lasted one song and 
a half." 
"I guess he just was on the wrong day," 

Andreas offers. 
There can be little doubt that Arise is the 

band's greatest achievement to date, perfectly 
poised to capitalise on the considerable buzz 
built by the band's years of hard work. Max 
says, "We toured for almost two years, then 
went to Morrisound in November. It was our 
first time recording out of Brazil. After Beneath 
The Remains, we got more popular so the 
label really got behind us for this record. Then 
we came bock over to the States to do a tour 
with Obituary and Sadus in December. That 
was a su rise for us, 'cause we didn't really 
have anything new out—they put out 
Schizophrenia, but that was from '87. We 
didn't expect to pack places, but we sold out 
some really cool places. After two years of 
Beneath The Remains, we had more people at 
the shows than before. Like the first tour, I'm 
not gonna say it was weak or anything, but I'd 
say in some parts of the country not many 
people showed up just 'cause they hadn't 
heard of the band before. But it was cool, we 
had fun, it was different. I feel you have to go 
through the shit. It's good for experience; it 
gives you a different perspective. We went 
through much harder times in the beginning, 
so for us it wasn't all that bad." 
Indeed, today is definitely theirs for the 

taking; a day that seemingly is pointing the 
proverbial success finger right in the face of 
these four youngsters. As for future plans, 
although the band didn't make it onto the 
Slayer US tour, rumours flourish that that bill 
may see the shores of Europe. Afterward, 
plans will be made for something here in the 
States. Until then, as for myself, ample stereo 
time shall be spent with disc inside.

 CRUM! 
Code Of Practice, in which one of the 
most famous mouths in British reggae rolls 
out a record chock full of rapid-fire toasts 
and boasts. His bouncy, airy, high-velocity 
style is immediately identifiable once you 
lock in on his breathless, non-stop delivery 
and cunning, barbed wit. Wordwise, Papa 
Levy turns in some of his strongest writing 
to date, tackling all sorts of topics from 
drugs to politics to other rappers, scoring 
with insightful jabs, taking on all corners 
and annihilating the competition. Listen 
to "Ackle & Bother Them," where Papa 
strings together an unbelievable number of 
rhymes, until it seems that virtually every 
line of the four-minute song ends up 
rhyming. The Mad Professor, in his usual 
top-notch production role, throws in just 
enough space-age samples and snippets of 
hi-tech wizardry to keep things interesting 
without overpowering the whole LP. Hats 
off to both the Professor and Papa for a 
superb reggae effort. Try "Dash It Way," 
"Speed Rap" and "Ackle & Bother Them." 

ISRAEL VIBRATION Why You So 
Craven (RAS, address above)—At 
long last, this country is treated to the 
domestic release of Israel Vibrations' Why 
You So Craven album. In a world where 
many reggae titles drift in and out of print 
and are only sporadically available any-
way, we're glad that RAS is exhibiting such 
a commitment to these important singers 
and their work. And what a treat Why 
You So Craven turns out to be, full of 
the light and lilting vocals of this celebrated 
Jamaican trio. Though you might argue 
that some of the production comes through 
as a little tinny and thin when compared 
with last year's Praises, it's o bit of an 
apples-and-oranges complaint— we're sure 
that audiences here will be glad to have 
this music any way they can get it. And, 
you know, it just wouldn't be a worthwhile 
reggae release without some sort of inex-
plicable packaging mystery: Speaking of 
apples, who is the enigmatic "Apple" and 
why is he or she credited with liner notes 
which do not appear anywhere in or 
around the CD's packaging? Hmmmm 
Our favorite vibrations: "Universal Father," 
"Highway Robbery," "Morning Light" and 
"Smack Right Jam." 

RASTAFARI ELDERS Rastafari Elders 
(RAS, address above)—To say that 
this record is slightly different from your 
average reggae release would be a mis-
statement entirely. There is more going on 
in this stunning release from RAS than one 
finds even in many of the most spiritually 
inclined reggae records. These are actual 
recordings of the Rastafari Elders of the 

Nyahbinghi Order, staunch followers of 
Hale Selassie I, among the most serious and 
learned exponents of Rastafarianism in the 
world today. Interspersing their percussion-
based, chorally structured songs (if they 
sound familiar, it may be partially because 
many African-American spirituals have been 
re-written and re-arranged to fit the philosophy 
of the Rastafari) with detailed, poetically 
charged descriptions of their faith and 
views, the Rastafari Elders have recorded 
a profound and moving testimony to their 
deep and uncompromising religion. Like 
other celebrated recordings of important 
music such as that of Tibetan monks, Sufi 
music, or even the recordings of African-
American spirituals and worksongs from St. 
John's island in the Carolinas, these songs 
are truly something that must be heard to 
be fully appreciated. 

AH-SO-ME CHAT 
New York was really hot for award shows 
as the 3rd Annual New York Reggae 
Awards took place at the Palladium on 
March 10 and the First Annual Caribbean 
Awards were at the Apollo on March 14. 
At the Palladium awards, there were many 
dancehall Dons on hand, including SHABBA 
RANKS, SUPER CAT & NICODEMUS, 
NARDO RANKS, LADY G, KRYSTAL 
and BRIAN & TONY GOLD. It was an 
interesting contrast when the rootical BURN-
ING SPEAR won the Nelson Mandela 
Award for conscious lyrics and was there in 
person to accept it from JACK RUBY's 
son, Clive, who presented that particular 
award ...Meanwhile, uptown at the Apollo,

CLARENCE LEO 
FENDER, DEAD 
AT 82 
Guitar innovator Clarence Leo 
Fender, who invented the revolu-
tionary Stratocaster guitar, passed 
away on March 14 in Fullerton, 
CA, at the age of 82. Fender, 
who suffered from Parkinson's 
disease, died on his way to a hos-
pital, though the exact cause of 
death wasn't immediately known. 
The Stratocaster, which was intro-
duced in 1954, revolutionized the 
guitar industry because it was the 
first electric guitar which could be 
mass-produced, making it afford-
able yet still providing on ex-
cellent sound. Fender also de-
signed the Telecaster and electric 
bass guitar. 

KING BISCUIT 
GOES DIGITAL 
Live recordings from the King 
Biscuit Flower Hour, a weekly 
radio show which has featured 
live rock recordings since its in-
ception in 1972, will begin to ap-
pear on compact disc, courtesy of 
DCC Compact Classics. Artists 
featured on the Flower Hour over 
the years include Elvis Costello, 
Roiling Stones, The Who, 
The Clash, Blondie, David 
Bowie, The Kinks, King 
Crimson, Talking Heads, 
Patti Smith, Suzanne Vega 
and Tom Petty.

The Ballad of Giant/Rockville Records 
by Debbie Southwood-Smith, Rockville Records 

I'm not convinced that I have any particular point to 
make. Therefore, I won't try to hype you into thinking I do. There is 
definitely a story to be told and quite possibly a lesson to be learned. 

In as much as every picture tells a story, every story paints a picture. 
This is frustating story, a sad picture. Break out your tissues. 
Three years ago I was hired by, what was then, Giant Records. I 
moved to New York from Boston. It was an exciting time. The gig was to 
run the Dutch East-affiliated label and develop new bands. The kind of 
bands that could eventually strengthen distribution because more than 
2,000 people know they exist. The kind of bands that simply have to end 
up on a major label, but shouldn't be on one to begin with. The key 
word here is "develop." Due to circumstances wildly beyond our con-
trol, that became nearly impossible to do. 
Giant Records (now known as Rockville, which is another story for 

another time and probably has a completely different lesson) went 
through a few transitions. Much like me, it gained attention, grew up, 
had high expectations and ultimately had its heart broken. What we 
hoped to accomplish was to sign some great bands. We managed to do 
that. Then we wanted to raise venture capital and develop the bands. 
Then we wanted to affiliate the label with a major label which would 
help finance and distribute Rockville's artists. We didn't manage to do 
any of that. 
Somehow, this always seemed like a reasonable goal. Sure it would 

take hard work, organization, dedication and cooperation from everyone 
involved, but so what? We signed Big Wheel, Uncle Tupelo, the Hill 
Tops, Texas Instruments and licensed projects like Anna Domino from 
Crepuscule and Nikki Sudden from Creation. We worked really, really 
hard. We solicited good radio play and great press. We sold very few 
records. 

. . If there is a lesson, it would be 
something corny like 'follow your 
dreams' or 'be true to yourself. " 

We had limited financing, limited distribution and limited manpower. 
Eventually, we ran out of money and we ran out of time. I think I ended 
up exerting so much energy on the day-to-day business of running an in-
dependent record label that I put the future on hold. The politics bet-
ween the owners turned bad and the economics of the situation were 
worse. I could blame the state of the industry as a whole, or tell you 
horror stories about major-label A&R people, or blame Reaganomics and 
the war. However, I don't think any of those things played a significant 
role in the fall of Rockville Records. Simply put, we didn't beat the clock. 
The story is coming to an end. The bands are free agents. I thank them 

all. They're some of the greatest bands around. Jeff Pachman will do his 
best to rebuild an economically sound record label. Hopefully, he'll learn 
from my mistakes. I wish him the best of luck. I'm heading to Central 
America to reconstruct after all this deconstruction (recently someone 
pointed out that if I were a Tarot card I'd probably be the Tower). I'm 
proud to have been a part of this and I am so sorry it didn't work out. 
Forget what I said about this lesson. Or, if there is a lesson, it would 

be something corny like "follow your dreams" or "be true to yourself." 
Something like that. There isn't a lesson here, because I could very 
possibly be convinced to do this again someday. Hindsight is 20/20 and 
with a second chance I bet I could make it work.

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AMBITIOUS LOVERS 
S.O.B., New York City, 
March 19 

Spring has almost arrived in New 
York City; New Yorkers are slow-
ly shedding their many layers of 
thick garb even though the freez-
ing temperatures are not com-
pletely gone. On March 19, the 
Ambitious Lovers, led by Arto 
Lindsay and Peter Scherer, brought 
their version of hot, anti-freeze 
music to the shores of Manhattan. 
This avant-funk-hip-hop-bebop 
unit played a week-long series of 
shows in various clubs around 
town (Knitting Factory, Parallel, 
tramps and the Lonestar Road-
house) culminating with their per-
formance at S.O.B. Keyboardist/ 
producer Peter Scherer and 
Danelectro plectrist Arto Lindsay 
directed the flow of funk, noise 
and tropical melodicism like two 
maestros. Throughout the set, 
consisting mostly of material from 
their new release on Elektra, Lust, 
bassist Damon Banks locked into 
a wicked groove with drummer 
Tony Lewis, while Lindsay and 
Scherer dropped in little ear 
cookies of skronk guitar and thick 
synth bass-lines. The setup worked 
extremely well: Arto's voice, 
superbly augmented by vocalist 
Audrey Merril, flexed itself from 
aggressive numbers like "Lust" to 
a warm and inspired reading of 
the bossa nova anthem, "E 
Preciso Perdoar." It felt like 
summer had already arrived in 
New York City. 

DANIEL PONCE 
S.O.B., New York City, 
March 8 

Visceral, funky, no-compromise, 
hot swing may describe what the 
music was like at S.O.B. on this 
particular Friday night. It come 
courtesy of one of the hottest con-
geros to walk this planet, Daniel 
Ponce, who immigrated to the 
United States in 1980 from his 
native Cuba. After his initial work 
with Poquito D'Rivera and Eddie 
Palmieri, he established himself as 
the top congero in New York 
City, collaborating with such 
diverse artists as Bill Laswell, 
Laurie Anderson and Nona Hen-
dryx, to name a few. His latest 
outing on Mango is entitled 
Chango Te Llama, which com-
bines his Afro-Cuban heritage 
and jazz. For this particular per-
formance, Ponce assembled the 
top salsa/Latin-jazz players in 
Manhattan, most notably vocalist 
Milton Cardona, trombonist Papo 
Vasquez and pianist Oscar Her-
nandez (who also produced the 
album and currently acts as 
musical director for Ruben 
Blades). Ponce is a player with 
enough musical authority and 
brilliance to let the music breathe 
and shine on its own without the 
need of showy solos. Drawing 
mostly from his latest outing, 
Ponce whipped up a concoction 
of jazz, salsa, merengue and all 
different types of rhythm, which 
all came together naturally and 
effortlessly.
