AMERICAN MUSIC CLUB 
Everclear 
(Alias, 374 Brannan St., San Francisco, 
CA 941071415-546-1863) 
We can only speculate if American Music Club 
has named its fifth record after the same rotgut 
that Geta Boy Bushwick Bill claims drove him in-
sane, though an apt, more subtly destructive 
drinking mood prevails over this LP, as AMC 
refines and lends a sophisticated air to the role of 
self-pitying drunk. Mark Eitzel wrestled life out of 
some of these same mullings on his live acoustic 
disc last spring, but these fuller versions cast more 
striking shadows on Eitzel's gaunt, flat-voiced and 
unsparing musings—a near VH-1 production layers 
on filaments of gentle backup instruments that, 
instead of glossing up Eitzel's woes, make them 
even more pained by avoiding some kind of good 
al' r 'n r catharsis. In particular, the tasteful slow-
dance/bloodletting of "Why Won't You Stay" 
and the mandolin pitter-pattering on "What The 
Pillar Of Salt Held Up" juxtapose outer glamour 
and respectability, gouged and haunted soul into 
torturous soft light. "Miracle On 8th Street," "The 
Dead Part Of You" and "Ex-Girlfriend" pull del-
icate and lulled strings that could quite possibly 
coax the hordes to accept Eitzel's scab-tearing 
and punching at ghosts; never before has AMC 
attempted intricacy and understatement to this ex-
tent, catching the listener off guard for a wrench-
ing psychological workout. 

SISTER DOUBLE HAPPINESS 
Heart And Mind 
(Reprise, 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, 
CA 91505) 
After a long-unchallenged supremacy among San 
Francisco's black-clad pool-hall contingent, an un-
justifiably obscured 1988 debut on SST and subse-
quent burn-out and break-up (which found singer/ 
songwriter Gary Floyd's occupations ranging from 
bartending to Buddhist monk), the original four 
members are back breathing as much smoke and 
burning as much rubber as in their hell-ridin' past. 
While their first record stalled almost as often as 
it rattled and roared in unmuffled celebration of 
road warriordom, the band's grown up just enough 
to work the '70s cliches out of its Detroit-derived, 
Southern-ripened (Floyd and drummer Lynn Perko 
embarked upon the rock life with the Dicks, who 
were one of TX's earliest and finest punk bands) 
gristle-grinds, and as before, the lyrics aren't ex-
actly party paeans. Hence the gruffly drawled 
tenderness of "Dark Heart" and "Sailor Song," 
both as hangover-sympathetic as gusts from 
"Sweet Talker" (redone from the first LP); "You 
Don't Know Me" and "Don't Worry" are prime 
movers of snakebite 'n motorbike ignition. With 
guitarist Ben Cohen's high-horsepower sputtering 
leads and Gary Floyd's spotlight-hogging lone-
some whiskey yodel, bands from Big Chief to the 
Bogeymen owe a little something to the Double 
Happiness engine design, with a heart like a 
wheel and a conscience that goes beyond the 
standard rock fare. 

SEBADOH 
Sebadoh III 
(Homestead, P.O. Box 800, Rockville 
Centre, NY 11571-0800/516-764-6200) 
Sebadoh has always been somewhat a mystery to 
many of us. Formed by Lou Barlow when he was 
still playing bass for Dinosaur Jr., the project 
originally consisted of lo-fi tapes made by Lou and 
his friend Eric Gaffney in their bedrooms—moody, 
emotive, consistently unpredictable. Since then 
there have been a few singles, most notably 
"Gimme Indie Rock l a caustic commentary on 
the origins of Dinosaur and the current indie rock 
mentality. Sebadoh III, which sees the addition 
of a third musician, Jason Lowenstein, is the most 
coherent, listenable and fully realized Sebadoh re-
cording to date. The album should satisfy Sebadoh 
fans who have come to appreciate the disturbed, 
challenging nature of their ever-changing sound 
and the depth of emotions they cover, and win 
over new fans with its undeniably catchy riffs and 
lyrics. In making what is easily their most accessi-
ble album, Sebadoh has not abandoned any pre-
vious musical identity it had, but rather has ex-
panded upon the very ideas that caused them to 
rock in the beginning. "The Freed Pig" and the 
Minutemen cover "Sickles And Hammers" are 
easy starting points, but there's several other high 
points on this 23-track, 63-minute disc, such as 
"Violet Execution," "Scars, Four Eyes," "Truly 
Great Thing," "Hoppin' Up And Down,' "Ren-
aissance Man," "God Told Me" and "Hassle." 

FUDGE TUNNEL 
Hate Songs In E Minor 
(Earache, c/o Relativity, 187-07 Henderson 
Ave., Hollis, NY 11423/718-740-5700) 
Fudge Tunnel, a Nottingham trio reportedly un-
aware of their name's ramifications, are blessed 
with virtually inborn grind faculties, their debut 
one of the broader manifestations of the Earache 
credo. Guitarist Alex Newport, drummer Adrian 
Parkin and David Ryley were already well-
schooled in the crustaceous riff alchemy of their 
hometown label and its roster of blunt-axe 
scourges, this enamoration providing them with 
a fluency in unceasing and awesome riff terror, 
and as such can focus on a wider spectrum of 
rock tactics with an unstoppable cement truck of 
monochord sludge. Combining the numbing gui-
tar/bass onslaught of the likes of Godflesh with the 
hook-punctuated riffarama of Motor City-by-way-
of-Seattle rock legend, Fudge Tunnel write as 
redolently teenage rock 'n raunch tunes as any 
Nirvanagarden but then deliver with a heavy iron-
fortified splat, any '70s smudges flattened under 
by a leviathan rhythm section. Fudge Tunnel bore 
a hole straight into the shriveled heart of rock n' 
roll, injecting a lethal shot of lead with "Boston 
Baby," "Bed Crumbs" and "Spanish Fly" up-
dating the rock basics for a doomier tomorrow.

HOLE Pretty On The Inside (Caroline, 
114 W. 26th St., New York, NY 
100011212-989-2929)—Hole is a half 
boy/girl four-piece from Los Angeles, has 
not been together all that long (one pre-
vious single), will undoubtedly draw SY/ 
Babes comparisons, and true, similarities 
exist besides the obvious (blonde lead 
vocalists). Lead Hole Courtney Love (not to 
be confused with the K recording artist), 
however, wins out over any foxcore com-
parisons by dint of her threatening and 
charismatic presence. The themes of fucked-
up childhood and sexual psychoses are 
harangued and obsessed upon to concept-
LP levels, and while Courtney and Kat 
Bjelland may have the same cathartic 
motivation, Courtney's is a more real-
sounding revenge. Her vocals either cajole 
or (and here's where Lydia Lunch growing 
up at the Galleria becomes feasible) be-
come an instrument of messy retaliation— 
scary, uninhibited and spraypaint-splattered 
over the record. Rumbling behind is a slow 
and laborious clot of rhythm, the instru-
ments clunking heavily into line, and aside 
from icy dissonance during the break, most 
songs roll emphatically onward as under-
current to Courtney's tirade. Dragging all 
the trauma and deviance behind Middle 
America's iron smile into gory view is a 
venerable punk pastime, and Hole (along 
with co-producers Kim Gordon and Don 
Fleming) leaves more fistfuls of hair and 
teethmarks than most in our post-Darby 
age. Cuts: "Teenage Whore," "Good 
Sister/Bad Sister," the title track and 
"Clouds." 

WOLFGANG PRESS Queer (4AD 
(UK) c/o 4AD (US), 594 Broadway, 
Suite 612, New York, NY 100121 
212-274-0101)—Mick Allen, Mark Cox 
and Andrew Gray return with their first full-
lengther since 1988. They surface from the 
silky new wave blast of Birdwood Cage 
into the smooth, groovy and light urban 
pulse of the 90s. Most ears will automatically 
stash this record in the club/dance cate-
gory, which seems easy, but as one reaches 
through the coconut fragrant fog machines 
and blinding colored lights, the sophisti-
cated outlines of Queer begin to take 
shape. Wolfgang Press has become smoother 
and more crafty, using the current tech-

nology and trendy sounds to better express 
themselves. Mick Allen's voice is cool and 
sly with the engaging smile of Harry 
Connick Jr. and the heavy mystery of Nick 
Cave on "Mama Told Me Not To Come" 
(a Three Dog Night cover that appeared as 
a 12" earlier in the year). The bass creeps 
along adding depth to the reggae-like 
rhythms of "Riders On The Heart," the 
piano/synth haunts "Louis XIV," the sweet, 
sexy, repetitive movements wash over 
"Dreams & (And) Light," and "Fakes & 
Liars" expands the original ideas of the 
"Kansas" 12" to create the most intriguing 
piece on Queer. 

TITANIC LOVE AFFAIR Titanic Love 
Affair (Charisma, 1790 Broadway, 
New York, NY 10019)— Let's get the 
obvious Replacements comparisons out of 
the way. Saying they sound so much like 
the Mats is not to dismiss TLA as pure 
mimicry; this is what a band from Cham-
paign, IL (not unlike Minneapolis) is going 
to sound like. You can never really hang 
your hat on which Westerberg song they've 
traced, which is a good thing—their 11 
originals come from their own vibe and 
the bright, dual guitar/vocal play of Jay 
Bennett and Ken Hartz. TLA reminds us of 
what parts of Don't Tell A Soul sounded 
like—a hook-laden, cleaner, friendlier Mats, 
coupled with a healthy dose of '70s guitar 
rock. It's those familiar riffs that have 
catapulted them to major label status for 
their recording debut, without making those 
dirty, flawed, but perhaps useful, charming 
little indie albums. Like a less mainstream 
Black Crowes, TLA is one of the finer bands 
that is strongly reminiscent of other Amer-
ican guitar heroes, but, with songs so solid 
and above average, they're impossible not 
to like. In Love With: "Oh," "Only In The 
Past," "Stumble Crumble" and "Happy."

Jackie 
McLean is a master improviser and an in-
fluential composer, and his passionate, 
charged and anguished alto sound seems to 
touch every part of you. Rites Of Passage 
features Jackie's son, Rene McLean, on 
tenor, alto and soprano sax. It's interesting 
to listen to father and son complementing 
and unlocking the 10 captivating composi-
tions found in this recording. Rene McLean 
brings a roundness and almost predatory 
rhythmic feel to his father's vigorous sound. 
Composing six of the 10 tracks found on 
Rites Of Passage, Rene seems to ex-
plore a diverse and seamless flow of 
musical ideas, drifting from the bop of 
"Rites Of Passage" to the ballad "Destiny's 
Romance," in a display of consummate 
musicianship. Jackie McLean hits the right 
spot with this one, particularly with this 
quintet grinding out great music in such an 
articulate and purposeful fashion.

SATAN AND ADAM Harlem Blues 
(Flying Fish, 1304 W. Schubert, 
Chicago, IL 606141312-528-5455)— 
Satan and Adam: the music is as inevitable 
as the name. Adam (his real name) plays 
the harmonica. Satan (probably not his real 
name, but that's all anybody knows him 
as) plays what sounds like six instruments 
simultaneously—guitar, hi-hat cymbals, tam-
bourines, wooden kickboard, while singing 
hoarsely in a seriously deep and bluesy 
voice. The two met on 125th Street in 
Harlem and have been playing together for 
tips and change ever since. It's blues so 
unbelievably raw and real it's hard to even 
describe it fully: Satan sounds like the heaviest 
and scariest parts of Robert Johnson and 
Muddy Waters reincarnated as a whole 
band and then somehow crammed back 
into the body of one man, and Adam fills in 
some piercing harmonica wails that seem to 
come from the same dark, primeval place 
as Shakey Horton or Little Walter's. So it's 
not that much of a surprise that "I Want 
You" is undeniable, urgently insistent blues 
as potent as anything by Hook or Lightnin' 
Hopkins, while "Sweet Home Chicago" 
and "Don't Get Around Much Anymore" 
show a vast knowledge contained in the as-
toundingly versatile, library-like repertoire 
of this hurricane-like combo. 

SNEETCHES 1985-1991 (Alias, 374 
Brannan St., San Francisco, CA 
91505/415-546-1863)—With their last 
two Alias albums, Slow and Sometimes 
That's All We Have, the Sneetches 
have shown their exceptional ability to 
write and record songs that build on the 
¡angle and hum of '60s pop and the gutsy 
melodies and energy of '70s power pop. 
With 1985-1991, Alias gives us the op-
portunity to look a little farther back into 
the Sneetches' rich catalogue and teases us 
with a few new songs as well. The first 
eight songs represent the band's debut 
album, Lights Out! With The Sneetches, 
which was previously only available as a 
U.K. import. Here, in remixed form, the 
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Only one song from this album was 
clean enough to be on the radio. 
But we can't remember 

if this was it.

songs show the band's attention to their 
craft even from early on, when the band 
was just a duo of Matt Carges and Mike 
Levy. The cover versions included here in-
clude "He's Frank" by the Monochrome 
Set, which shows the band's more ferocious 
side, the Raspberries' "I Wanna Be With 
You," which they recorded with Shoes for 
Pravda's K-Tel tribute and the Easybeats' 
"Pretty Girl." But don't skip the originals, 
which all seem to float above the ground, 
buoyed up by a lofty air all their own. 
Tops: "Only For A Moment," "I Need 
Someone," "No One Knows" and the new 
cuts "Daisy" and "Looking For Something." 

SEA WEED Despised (Sub Pop, P.O. 
Box 20645, Seattle, WA 98102/ 
206-441-8441)—Hailing from Tacoma, 
WA, Seaweed is a 5-piece that embraces 
the Northwest sound ('70s hipster grunge 

rock) along with the metal side of Black 
Flag and the pop in every golden-boy indie 
rock band of late. Early singles released on 
Leopard Gecko and K Records were mas-
terful constructions of musical hooks built by 
two guitars, both rounded with distinctive 
feedback reminiscent of early '80s punk, 
along with the former rhythm section of 
Alphabet Swill. Then there is the distinctive 
voice of Aaron Stauffer, who bellows mas-
culine cries with high overtones that imprint 
on the memory. Despised allows Seaweed 
to expand with better production, yet it still 
keeps the loose feeling of a rock band hav-
ing fun. Each song moves through catchy 
phrases with a big stadium sound that 
scoops you up and turns your hair long. 
Although often compared to Mudhoney, 
Seaweed stays away from the heavy blues 
of superfuzz blasting and instead tosses in 
punk-goes-metal antics. From the one/two-
note guitar solo that peaks "Stale" to 
the singable tune of "One Out Of Four," 

Seaweed swing a pocketed sound into a 
subtle new direction. Rock on with "Rethink," 
"Selfish," "Patchwork" and the reap-
pearance of "Inside." The CD has extra , 
songs, so tough luck on vinylphiles. 

LAURIE FREELOVE Smells Like Truth 
(Ensign, do Chrysalis, 645 Madison 
Ave., New York, NY 10022)—A 
complete 180 on the sound spectrum from 
the Voice Farm song that shares her name, 
the debut from Austin, TX-based Laurie 
Freelove is a folk/pop odyssey with psychedelic 
fringes and other-worldly sound effects. 
Vocally reminiscent of Sinead O'Connor 
and a rougher Joan Armatrading, Freelove 
proves she is unafraid of experimentation 
on Smells Like Truth, owing much to 
the influences of Laurie Anderson and Peter 
Gabriel. The other main influence here is 
her first hand view of much of the world;

NUSRAT FATEH ALI KHAN Shahbaaz 
(Real World, c/o Virgin, 9247 Alden 
Dr., Beverly Hills, CA 90210)— 
Though there were a handful of purists 
who inwardly cried "foul" at his last al-
bum, Musst Musst, a modern and tech-
nological attempt to infuse Qawwal singing 
into other types of more Westernized music 
(we felt it to be a daring and superbly suc-
cessful venture for such an established tra-

ditional artist), there are few if any who will 
be able to find any fault in Shahbaaz. 
For the unfamiliar, qawwall music is the 
music of the sufi tradition of Pakistan, a 
deeply spiritual whirlwind of complex music 
and passionate singing—so uplifting and 
dynamic that its premier vocalists often 
have been known to induce states of utter 
trance and religious ecstasy in their listeners 
and themselves. Imagine music so lyrically 
and verbally challenging that RealWorld 
does not even attempt to translate the 
songs literally for the usual world music 
lyric translation sheet—they are so full 
of complex spiritual and lexicographical 
resonances, densely woven meanings and 
even intricate and elaborate puns, that they 
defy simple transference from one language 
to another. Shahbazz is a qawwall state-
ment of the highest order, and when de-
livered by Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan's power-
ful, soaring voice, it's a sublime and un-
forgettable experience of the first magnitude. 

ANTONIO HART For The First Time 
(Novus, c/o RCA, 1133 Ave. of the 
Americas, New York, NY 10036)— 
Embodying the classical jazz essences of 
learning and experience, 22-year-old alto 
saxophonist Antonio Hart plays with jazz 
tradition and seeks to further advance its 
principles. As many young players trace 
roots back to Charlie Parker and the hard 
bop movement of the '50s and '60s, so 
does Hart, but he doesn't stop there, as 
earlier altoists like Johnny Hodges and 
Benny Carter have as much influence on his 
tone and voice. His debut as a leader, For 
The First Time shines with ages of ex-
perience as Hart plays assuredly on up-
tempo numbers (the self-penned "Majority," 
"Big H.M." and "K.Y.H.," and the 
familiar Sam Jones composition "Del 
Sasser"), and balances that with extraor-

dinary proficiency for such a young age on 
the ballads (the George Gershwin standard 
"Embraceable You" especially). Featuring 
trumpeter Roy Hargrove, whose quintet 
Hart plays in, pianist Mulgrew Miller, 
bassist Christian McBride, Art Blakey disci-
ple Bill Pierce on tenor, drummer Lewis 
Nash and fellow Baltimore native Thomas 
Williams on trumpet, Hart has assembled a 
powerhouse band for support as he mani-
fests himself through his playing, writing, 
inventiveness and studiousness as a young 
man to keep an eye on. 

CARNIVAL ART Thrumdrone (Beg-
gars Banquet, c/o RCA, 1133 Ave. 
of the Americas, New York, NY 
10036)—The second American band signed 
to London-based Beggars Banquet (Buffalo 
Tom were the first), Carnival Art are a 
quartet from L.A. who don't neatly fall into 
that city's scene categories. The L.A. under-
ground sounds are there, as the volume 
first points out and the semi-glam power 
chord delivery seconds. However, lots of 
quirks and vocal shoutings a la the Pixies 
and Minneapolis rebellion a la the Replace-
ments and Soul Asylum keep Carnival Art 
from being just another band from La La 
land. Their upbeat debut is filled with many 
images from looking out the window, obser-
vances about their hometown, and a few 
fantasies for good measure, as Carnival 
Art's songs exaggerate for the sake of fun 
in using parody to the max. They create 
characters like "Mr. Blue Veins" about a 
nasty next door neighbor, "Backyard King" 
about a local kid who bullies the neighbor-
hood and other figures who paint the anti-
Christ to Mr. Rogers with enough humor to 
not take too seriously. Homey also plays: 
"Hammer And Nails," "Blind," "Wrestling 
Swamis" and Syd Barrett's "Octopus."

DAS DAMEN High Anxiety (EP) 
(Sub Pop, P.O. Box 20645, Seattle, 
WA 98102/206-441-8441)—Das 
Domen strays even further from their early 
'80s maw of chaotic time-changes and 
guitar strings flying every which dissonant 
way—for five songs at least, the chords are 
kept powerful and free of grime or grunge, 
and harmonies are in unprecedented abun-
dance. While "Chaindrive (A Slight Return)" 
indulges in curdling indie-label-therapy 
screams and choppier, capsizing guitar 
leads, even that follows a fairly straightfor-
ward path, while we are left to bask un-
impeded in the lazy-day summer sparkle of 
"The Outsider" (in which our heroes thrill 
to a Buzzcocks circa-that-red-EP beat), the 
FX whirrings of "Thrilled to The Marrow" 
and the disarming, almost baroque and 
Kinks-y delicacy of "Silence Sings You." A 
little older, a little mellower, and getting a 
little more adept at melody and 3-part har-
monies, Damen finally show the Beatles-
loving side of their musical upbringing, and 
the little round collars and just-below-the 
ears haircuts suit them fine. 

RIDE "Kaleidoscope" (5") (Sire, 
c/o Reprise, 3300 Warner Blvd., 
Burbank, CA 91510)—In three minutes, 
"Kaleidoscope," taken from the album 
Nowhere, captures the pure essence of 
Ride: It comprises a careening melody 
backed by an unrelentless rhythm section, 
a dark cloud of guitar mayhem, and lofty 

vocals and harmonies floating somewhere 
above the tumultuous mix. Rounding out 
the disc are six live tracks, which were 
recorded in Los Angeles during the band's 
first U.S. tour. Out of the studio the tex-
tures are a little less tame, with guitars 
wailing and screaming across album tracks 
like "Seagull," "Dreams Burn Down" and 
"Nowhere," which here becomes a full 
seven minutes of blissed-out guitar buzz. 
"Vapour Trail" and "In A Different Place" 
show a less angry Ride, focusing more on 
mood and melody. 

ST. JOHNNY "Velocity" (7") (Bill 
Whitten, P.O. Box 231536, Hart-
ford, CT 06123-15361203-224-
1217)—Four songs with two real killers 
on the B-side. Heavy feedback is further 
muddled by low-fidelity production which 
helps to ground this record in the essential 
muck. The vocals are pop-Dino Jr. and N. 
Carolina substantial, the bass is round, with 
chords stretching, and the guitars are a 
loose battle of crazed energy. Topping it 
off, the cover depicts two Betty Boop/Archie 
cartoon children playing with handcuffs... 
naughty, naughty. 

DYLANS Godlike (EP) (Beggars Ban-
quet, cío RCA, 1133 Ave. of the 
Americas, New York, NY 10036)— 
Taking the sap out of pure pop and putting on 
a jangly happy face instead, Sheffield, 
England's Dylans strum four hum-along 
melodies on their debut EP, produced 
by John A. Rivers (Love And Rockets, Darkside) 
and John Fryer (Daniel Ash, Jesus Jones). Lac-
ed with some nifty sound effects, a relaxing 
organ stream and a dreamy, laid-back air (the 
scratch & sniff sticker on the cover does 
wonders too), Godlike induces a comfortable 
response that ¡ust floats through the speakers 
like a smooth shot of your favorite vice. Led by 
the title track and "Lemon Afternoon, - this 
precursor to their scheduled fall LP reaches 
moments close to its title, and leaves you spin-
ning long after the CD has stopped. 

ERECTUS MONOTONE Cathode Gum-
shoe (7" EP) (Merge, P.O. Box 1235, 
Chapel  Hill,  NC  275141919-
829-0711)—Erectus Monotone's second 
single shows an energetic young band toying 

with melody and noise, as if they're throw-
ing a bunch of things against the wall, 
curious as to just what would stick. For all 
the wrestling they do with their own con-
torted melodies, the band somehow emerges 
victorious. This little disc's sound may not 
be fully "realized" or "even," but captur-
ing that disjointed state of mind is what 
songs like "The Day The Sharks Flew," 
"Old New" and "The Big Race" capture 
best. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Illuminations 
(Axiom, c/o Island, 14 E. 4th St., 
New York, NY 10012)—Over the past 
year or so, Bill Laswell's Axiom Records has 
consistently offered excellence and insight in 
presenting its unique vision of music, culling 
from sources all around the world as well 
as out of the base axis of Laswell's favorite 
New York studio haunts such as Platinum 
Island, Sorcerer Sound and BC studios. 
What makes Illuminations rise above 
the mere label comp designed to peddle 
its wares is a matter of presentation: geo-
graphically and stylistically, it roams and 
flows from Mohammed Abdel Wahab to 
Material to Gnawa music of Marrakesh 
and Shankar, all with a seamless unity and 
movement that's marvelous in its gentle in-
genuity. Not only are we presented a view 
of Axiom's first releases, but we are given 
a preview of Axiom future, including the 
new Material single, a pulsing, poignant in-
terpretation of the P-Funk classic "Cosmic 
Slop." 

CHAPTERHOUSE "Falling Down" 
(5") (Dedicated, cío RCA, 1133 
Ave. of the Americas, New York, 
NY 10036)—"Falling Down," one of the 
more luscious, addictive cuts from Chapter-
house's debut album Whirlpool, has a 
vicious, danceable groove backed by funky 
guitars and a tangle of boyish harmonies. 
"Something More," also off Whirlpool, 
is produced by Robin Guthrie and is ac-
cordingly built around guitars that shimmer 
like raindrops and a nearly psychedelic 
weave of lush vocals and thick layers of 
guitar strums and screams. Of the two non-
LP tracks, we like "Satin Safe," which has a 
recurring, mind-numbing riff broken up by 
dreamy fits of spacey sonic exploration.

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BEST KISSERS IN THE WORLD Best 
Kissers In The World (Best Kisses 
In The World, c/o Beat Vision, 1574 
SE Lexington St., Portland, OR 
97202/503-234-2300)—When attempt-
ing to bring back the power pop that so 
refreshed radio in the relatively yawnsville 
'70s, success hinges on A) being able to 

distinguish between the timeless and the ¡ust 
plain embarrassing in disposable radio fodder; 
B) using tougher post-'70s influences so as to 
keep it simple but not sappy C) how loud the 
guitars are turned up. The Best Kissers, from 
Seattle, steer clear of schlock, are on a retro-
scale between Green and the Pooh Sticks, 
and have cuddly/snarly guitars that sound 
like Ride or the Telescopes on a Heart-
breakers fix. "Start All Over Again" and 
"Resolution" have a sing-songy infatuation 
with vocal hooks, the singer's ebullient 
chirp matching 53rd & 3rd artists or the 
smilier faces on Sympathy F.T.R.I. for punk 
urchin appeal. While the songs stretch fur-
ther than the three-minute norm, strategic-
ally placed harmonic lifts keep the tunes 
sewn up neat and compact. Meanwhile, the 
guitars bleat and blare like a Hooked On 
Dictators/Thunders/Ramones Philharmonic, 
with a nervy worship of the Guitar Myth— 
the Best Kissers resemble the electrical side 
of Nikki Sudden, the best and coolest of the 
old-style rocker sycophants. On songs like 
"Take Me Home" they even meet the 
highest hurdle, the long-droned ballad, for 
total teenage opiate fun. 

F.Y.I. 
Their story is written in the stars: Originally 

an obscure and oblique band named the 
Public Bulletin who decided a few years 

after college that they missed the limelight, 
limosines, screaming girls at airports and 
such, they later re-formed with Brian Sokoff, 
former lead singer of Austin band the 
Urge, and called themselves HEY ZEUS. 
Swimming Lessons (Big Real Manage-
ment, 507 E. 54th, Austin, TX 78075/512-
371-7075), despite their bio's fierce denial 
of any Austin/New Sincerity connection, is 
pure and electric pop that conjures glory 
days of Doctor's Mob and Zeitgeist (er, we 
mean the Reivers), but evokes Austin past in 
association, not just emulation. Those were 
all really cool bands that worked in thrift shops, 
pizza parlors and burger joints of the 
capital in those days, and Hey Zeus is of 
the same illustrious mold and bound for 
glory... Though we weren't familiar with 
MONET'S GARDENS, their new release 
on Imagine! Records (4432 Telegraph 
Avenue, Suite 83, Oakland, CA 94609/415-
530-7314) spotlights a growing, maturing 
sound, and will be sure to win them new 
followers. Lead guy Keith Silva did time in a 
band called Our Daughter's Wedding (they 
had a few albums on Capitol), and now he 
returns and realigns his approach with this 
likable, decidedly demo-esque recording. 
There's no telling where more experience 
and a little bit of polish will take this budding 
band.  —D.I.Y 
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VARIOUS ARTISTS The Kings And 
Queens Of Township Jive: Modern 
Roots Of The Indestructible Beat Of 
Soweto (Earthworks, do Cardiac, 
1790 Broadway, New York, NY 
I00191212-977-8020)—There's prob-
ably no series of African recordings ever 
released by an American label that's as 
consistently excellent or historically impor-
tant as Earthworks' Indestructible Beat 
Of Soweto series. Kings And Queens 
Of Township Jive, as the subtitle aptly 
describes, explores further the roots of the 
more popular mbaqanga music chronicled 
on the previous indestructible compila-
tions. It's fascinating (and probably shrewd 
marketing as well) how this series of com-
pilations seems to be unfolding in a process 
much like what happens as the casual fan 
turns into a more serious collector—first 
came the larger "hits" and more famous 
ensembles and now, with this volume, the 
series continues to delve further and further 
into the heart of African music, seeking out 
lesser known and deeper, more soulful, 
grooves. And like a collector, we're pretty 
much hooked op scouring the international 
bins in our favoeite record stores, and 
won't stop till we've got the entire series 
sitting on our shelves. Straight from the 
heart, soulful like the Stax box, you'd have 
to be a tone-deaf fool not to be swayed by 
(or find yourself swaying along with) songs 
like "Platform 15" or "Big Daddy," and 
groups like the Mahotella Queens, the Soul 
Brothers or West Nkosi. 

SOFT MACHINE The Peel Sessions 
(Strange Fruit, do Dutch East, P.O. 
Box 800, Rockville Centre, NY 
11571-0800/516-764-6200)—Ah! 
An outstanding Moog solo! And what's this? 
7/4 time, or is that 5/4? If you feel the need 
to indulge in a little bit of midsummer Eng-
lish psychedelic jazz prog-rock, settle down 
with a pot of tea and delve into this gar-
gantuan, day-tripping double-disc excursion 
into the world of the Soft Machine. How 
they fit this much music onto Top Gear is 
anybody's guess, but at least now, com-
piled in retrospect, it gives us new insight 
into the innermost workings of one of the 

more interesting bands during the heyday 
of dreaded English prog-rock. The nice 
thing about the SM was that they were 
largely instrumental and hence usually free 
from the many embarassing flower-hippie, 
screwball sci-fi or downright nonsensical 
lyrical discourses that mar so much of this 
(often deservedly) maligned genre. If any-
thing, that should help to rewrite the bum 
historical rap that the band has inherited: It 
was one of the more scholarly jazz-oriented 
and seriously musicianly of the many pro-
gressive bands, but unfairly was reviled 
for all the evils of its many contemporaries 
anyway. Extreme cultists will note that these 
are the only proper recordings of the large 
seven-piece SM lineup that toured Europe 
after its second album. Regardless of its 
noodly, spiraling solos that meander from 
flamenco to fuzz guitar to 7/4 time, this is 
fine English period rock, played by folks 
who generally knew their stuff and did it well. 
(On the some tip: While they're in those 
musty old vaults, the Strange Fruit folks 
really ought to pull the infamous King 
Crimson Peel session off the shelf—it's 
actually quite stunning. Hint Hint.) 

KEVIN COYNE The Peel Sessions 
(Strange Fruit, clo Dutch East India, 
address above)—The legend surround-
ing John Peel and Kevin Coyne's first demo 
tape has probably been repeated more fre-
quently in the last two months than it has in 
the 15 years since these sessions were laid 
to tape. The story goes that Peche, having 
lost Coyne's original demo and attached 
phone number, became so desperate at the 
loss of one of his favorite new disoveries 
that he took to plastering London with 
handbills urging the singer/songwriter to get 
in touch. It's a fitting story, as probably 99 
out of 100 ordinary music fans (or even 
people in the business) would most likely 
draw a total cipher when asked who he 
was. Well, in short, he was a horrendously 
underappreciated poet/folkie/jazzer/bluesman, 
long on soul and a Van Morrison-like spirit 
and passion in his gruff and gravelly voice. 
Notably, he was one of the few British 
artists (or from anyplace besides the rural 
South U.S. for that matter) who could take 
the blues and truly make it his own, writing 
shouts and hollers about decidedly local 
(and painfully relevant) subject matter— 
mental illness, coal miners ("The Miner's 
Song") and how the system conspires to 
grind ideas and people down ("Ey Up Me 
Duck"). And just hearing him make the 
transition on tape from lean, turtlenecked 
Nick Drake/Richard Thompson folkie-type 
into gruff, grizzled and wearied pub singer 
is itself almost as unsettling as the topics of 
his songs. Riveting stuff, indeed. 

FELA Original Sufferhead (Shanachie, 
37 E. Clinton St., Newton, NJ 
078601201-579-7763)—There's only 
one lela: From the stage, he's as potent an 
orator as Chuck D or KRS-One, plays crazy 
sax like Coltrane, has better dancers than 
M.C. Hammer, wears even cooler outfits 
than the Godfather James Brown himself 
and has more wives than all of them com-
bined. When he says shut up, crowds of 
thousands suddenly fall silent; when he kicks 
his humongous 25-piece band into gear, it's 
an incredible experience to watch them fol-

low his every flick of wrist or nod of head. 
It's no exaggeration to state that certain 
aspects of the government in his native 
Nigeria truly fear him—it reportedly took 
a thousand men to overtake his compound 
and arrest him in 1977, and later officials 
jailed him for five years on spurious currency 
smuggling charges. It's been a wild and 
subversive life for the man regarded as the 
founder of afrobeat, and it ain't over yet— 
he's currently on tour in the U.S. with the 
latest incarnation of his Egypt 80 band. 
These older recordings date from just prior 
to his 1984 arrest and imprisonment, and 
find the master in fine form: Though many 
of these titles have seen some form of re-
lease here, (mostly on the album Black 
President on Capitol), it's a-welcome 
sight to see them in stores anytime. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
While certainly not the ideal place to begin 
your obsession with Sandy Denny, SANDY 
DENNY AND THE STRA WBS' self-titled 

,...Xtrykodisc, Pickering Wharf, Bldg. C-3G, 
m, MA 01790/508-744-7678) is still 

worth pursuing, as is anything Denny wrap-
ped her voice around. Recorded in 1967 
(pre-Fairport Convention; Denny was only 
18 at the time), the folk-rock of the Strawbs 
is pretty mundane, recalling modern-day 
revivalists the Washington Squares, but 
Denny's golden throat turns the ordinary 
extraordinary. "And You Need Me," "All I 
Need Is You" and "Stay Awhile With Me" 
ring truest, and Denny's one original com-
position to the LP, "Who Knows Where The 
Time Goes," is the first-ever recording of 
what turned out to be Denny's best-known 
song, later successfully covered by Judy 
Collins...In other Ryko news, their upcom-
ing release schedule of reissues is a rock 
critter's wet dream. January will see the 
outing of one of the most visionary, vital 
LPs ever to be recorded (and never re-
leased). A founding member of Big Star, 
CHRIS BELL died in an auto accident in 
1978 after releasing an epochal single 
on Chris Stamey's Car label ("I Am The 
Cosmos" b/w "You And Your Sister") and 
recording a full LP which has never seen 
the light of day. Ryko has acquired the 
rights to release Bell's work, as well as the 
legendary 1974 recording of Big Star live 
on WLIR (now WDRE). Also up the road a 
piece is a full-scale assault on the hard-to-
find back catalogue of the SOFT BOYS. 
A Can Of Bees, Underwater Moon-
light and Invisible Hits will all be re-
leased on disc for the first time domestically, 
and plans also call for a greatest hits col-
lection, a live-Soft Boys CD and, poten-
tially, a disc of previously unreleased 
material compiled by the most famous of 
Boys, Robyn Hitchcock. Finally, Ryko's ac-
quisition of HannibdI Records will bring 
forth CD versions of both the Sdndy &only • • 
and NICK DRAKE box sets, possibly with 
extra tracks.... Not to be outdone, Heart-
beat Records is readying an incredible two-
CD set of classic ska from-the '6.0s4zed 
'70s. Lip up, fatty.

It's the first in-
dependent label to score a #1 since Feb. '88 (Firehose's 
If'n). Though the Pumpkins have a decent lead, the band 
doesn't have support across the board—Robyn Hitchcock 
And The Egyptians (22-3) is on top in the East (a re-
gional in which the Pumpkins are only #7) and Siouxsie re-
mains at #1 in the Midwest.

Texas Don't Mess 
W ith their spine-tingling harmonies, 

deceptively complex songwriting 
and bone-crushing power-metal 

riffs, "Texas" is just about the last word that 
comes k> mind when you hear the Galactic 
Cowboys. 
Yet Houston--the Detroit of the South—is 

the adopted home of this unlikely foursome, 
and the violently polarized city—where 
there's NASA-and-oil hyper-wealth, hard-
core poverty and not much in between— 
actually goes some way toward explaining 
the wild contrasts in the band's startlingly 
original fusion of metal and melody, crunch 
and caress. 
Despite the obvious Texas-isms in their 

name (taken from an old Dallas motorcycle 
gang fondly remembered by manager/ 
producer Sam Taylor, who also works with 

King's X), its interplanetary/earthy juxta-
position says a lot as well: simultaneously 
adventurous, commercial, ambitious and 
focused, the band's debut LP is a high-
speed ride through a multi-colored funny-
mirror musical universe that barely drops 
anchor in one world before it blasts off into 
another. Serious and silly (and usually both 
at the same time), one song is about a 
slaughterhouse worker who turns his 
sledgehammer upon the local population, 
one is about the captain of the Exxon 
Valdez, and another is about an astronaut 
whose oxygen supply is cut off—and 
they're all funny without being tasteless. 
And there's also a touching song about 
hearing the voice of God. 
Although the combination of harmonies 

and power guitars is similar in concept bo 

King's X (not to mention the Beatles and 
Queen), the Galactic Cowboys are both 
more fun and more extreme—imagine 
King's X on laughing gas with James 
Hetfield on guitar—and yet they're also 
more accessible. "Someone For Every-
one' and 'Speak To Me" are lighter-
waging ballads, 'Sea Of Tranquility' is as 
devastating as any power-thrash or 
grindcore song, and 'I'm Not Amused' 
incorporates a Hamenco guitar intro, a 
harmonica solo, a thrash part and the 
sound of a cow mooing into a six-minute 
song that's still a tight, exciting and 
concise—not lo mention great —single. In 
fact, the album's average song time is six-
and-a-half minutes. "They don't seem that 
long to us,' says Sonnier, 'because each 
has so many different parts. You can strip

METAUJCA Metallka (Elektra, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019/212-484-
7200)—How does one even begin to write 
about on album whose release rivals the 
arrival of baby Jesus and seemingly shows 
him up? [Easy flow—ed.] Although difficult to 
critique, the long-awaited follow-up to 
Justice... is as basic and punchy as they 
come, boded with fully-realised ideas and 
complete songs. Returning to the vibe of Kill 
'Em All, here Metallic° takes a slower, more 
mature approach to that era, streamlining the 
excesses of their last few albums without 
sacrificing the musical growth. Although much 
of this condensing was down to the band, 
kudos are due to producer Bob Rock, who 
has dropped the usual milk-crate drum sound 
for a larger-than-life punch, while adding a 
load of low end to the bass (as opposed to 
Justice's nonexistent bass sound, this album 
gladly destroyed eight sets of speakers when I 
was stereo shopping last week!). However, 
some things remain the same: track number 
four is a ballad ("The Unforgiven"—quite 
possibly their best song to date), and through-
out, they serve up more bold riffs than most 
killer bands could dream up in a career. 
However, most impressive of all is the growth 
in James Hetfield's vocals, which soar and 
roar from the gritty "Sod But True' to the 
belting "Holier Than Thou' to the gut-
wrenching ballads ("Nothing Else Matters" is 
one of the most disgustingly tear-jerking love 
songs I've ever heard). All said, with long 
player number five, Metallica shows abso-
lutely no signs of fatigue, and will be looked 
upon in years to come as the Led Zeppelin of 
our time. (KS) 

GALACTIC COWBOYS Galadic Cowboys 
(DGC, 9130 Sunset Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 
90069/213-278-9010)—Houston's Galactic 
Cowboys are a band consisting entirely of 
contrasts, and chances are you'll either love 
them or hate them. A wild combination of 
soaring four-part harmonies, power-crunch 
riffs, melodic rock and complex but fluid 
directional changes (not to mention silly 
voices, weird instruments, feedback, mega-
phone(' voices.., these guys obviously have a 
short attention span), the album is focused 
and accessible but also imaginative and 
daring—you honestly wonder how they 
thought of all this stuff. Although the combin-
ation of harmonies and power guitars is 
similar in concept to King's X, the Galactic 
Cowboys are both more fun and more 
extreme—imagine King's X on laughing gas 
with James Hetfield on guitar—and yet 
they're easier to "get": the lurch-riffing 
"Kaptain Krude" is a devastating dig at the 
captain of the Exxon Valdez, 'Pump Up The 
Space Suit" is 21st-century thrash-funk, 
'Someone For Everyone' and "Speak To Me" 
are lighter-waving ballads. Yet the two best 
cuts for loud rock radio are two total 
extremes: the devastating "Sea Of Tran-
quiliV would fit any thrash set, and the more 
'commercial' "I'm Not Amused" incorporates 
a flamenco guitar intro, a harmonica solo, a 
thrash part, a killer chorus and the sound of a 
cow mooing into a six-minute song that's still 
a tight, exciting and concise—not to mention 
great—single. A top contender for debut of 
91, by this time next year the Galactic 
Cowboys should be soaring. (JA) 

FUDGE TUNNEL Hate Songs In E Minor 
(Earache-Relativity, 187-07 Henderson 
Blvd., Hollis, NY 11423/718-217-3600)— 
The ideal packaging for this album would 
have been a frozen orange juice-type 
container that said "RIFF CONCENTRATE,' 
because these Fudgemen three have token 
air-guitar-inducing rock into a whole new 
realm. Hailing from Nottingham (home of 
their label, Earache), the "Sphincter Triplets' 
have learned well from their labeimates, 
but there's no way you could call them a 
"grindcore band: Fudge Tunnel strips 
"heavy metal" down to its most basic ele-
ment (the riff) and bottlers with very little else 
besides pummeling that riff to death before 
it's time to move on to the next one. Yeah, 
there are vocals, but the/re unintelligible 
and thrust way back in the mix—even the hi-
hat is louder, and as the band says in the 
hilarious liner notes, 'None of the lyrics on 
this record mean anything, so don't waste 
your time.' More than anything else, Fudge 
Tunnel sounds like a ferocious power-trio 
playing Godflesh songs: totally physical, 
brutally repetitive, and heavy as all fuck if 
you're looking for traditional verse/chorus 
songwriting you'll probably be disappointed, 
but look inside the riffs and you'll find a 
(name your favorite pop-metal band)'s worth 
of hooks lurking inside. "Respectfully dedi-
cated to Ted 'The Nuge' Nugent,' Hate 
Songs will clean out your system faster than 
Clorox. Get down with "Hate Song," Bed 
Crumbs,' 'Kitchen Belt,' 'Tweezers' and their 
covers of "Sunshine Of Your Love' and "Cat 
Scratch Fever.' (JA) 

CRIMSON GLORY Strange And Beautiful 
(Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, 
NY 10019/212-484-8200)—Many changes 
have taken place with Crimson Glory—the 
band that (along with Savatage) most people 
associated with Florida in less well-ground 
times—since their last outing. Not only are the 
masks gone, but the/ye switched labels, 
altered their lineup into a four-piece, and 
radically modified their sound into a more 
exotic, bluesy base with a little eastern twist— 
it's actually not that unlikely a move if you 
understand that they're a progressive band 
that has chosen to move on. The difference 
between this and the previous Transcendence 
album is a more relaxed, improvisatory feel: 
the influence of the '70s cornes shining 
through on tunes like "Far Away,' but 

maintains a more free-form emotion. This 
album's more contemporary feel shouldn't 
alienate any longtime fans that aren't still 
living in 1985: change is what the/re all 
about, so move forward with "Dance On 
Fire,' 'Promise land," Deep Inside Your 
Heart" and the title track. (RJ/JA) 

MUDHONEY Every Good Boy Deserves 
Fudge/Let It Slide (EP) (Sub Pop, P.O. Box 
20645, Seattle, WA 98102/206-441-8441) 
—Perhaps more than any other band, the 
Mudhoney of three years ago defined the 
'Seattle sound': formed from the faction of 
Green River that didn't go on to Mother Love 
Bone, the bond had the swishingest hair 
around, and their Stooges-through-a-vocuum-
cleaner snarl made for some electrifying live 

shows that spawned a whole new generation 
of rock photography in the process. But times 
haz indeed changed, m'am, and thankfully 
this band has too. While the basic Mudhoney 
school of songwriting remains essentially the 
same, the band has mode an impressive effort 
to branch out musically—it's not like they 
brought in the Seattle Gospel Choir, but 
acoustic guitar, keyboards, percussion and 
an altered production approach (a dead-on 
facsimile of Nuggets-ish '60s garage punk) 
gives the band a much-needed change of 
context. That said, they can still hock up a 
good-sized wad of spit, so plug let It Slide,' 
'Thom' and "Who You Drivin' Now?,' as

SKUNK Laid (Twin/Tone, 2541 Nicollet Ave., 
Minneapolis, MN 55404/612-872-0646)— 
Here's a li'l story about three Matts... The 
follow-up to their debut LP Last American Vir-
gin, Laid (gecklit?) is the swan song in the short 
career of Skunk, an aggressive rock band that 
thrived on hooks as well as distortion and grit. 
It's a sad tale indeed, 'cause this album finds 
the band finally outgrowing their Soul Asylum-
worship and gelling into their own thing. Be-
hind all the distortion and grit is guitarist/ voc-
alist Matt Sweeney, whose songs hold strong in 
most any format, yet were definitely heading 
into a heavier direction, showing all the pro-
mise and tenacity of some of the more pro-
minent cross-genre-bending alterna-metal 
things. On the other side of the coin is bassist 
Matt Quigley, whose songs are equally versa-
tile yet a touch more in the melodic pop end, 
ultimately resulting in the inevitable split and 
sadly no more distortion and grit. And while 
metal folk will probably rule out the gospel 
track and some of the poppier stuff, "Kome 
Klean,"Every Mother," Beauty Crawls" and 
"Girlfriend" should set the record straight. (KS) 

LUCY BROWN Lucy Brown (Megaforce-Atlan-
tic, 210 Bridge Plaza, Monalapan, NJ 

07726/908-972-3456)--One of Manhattan's 
biggest buzz-bands since they moved here last 
year, Lucy Brown is more of a manic energy 
than a funk band. Don't get me wrong, the 
funky bass lines and strong soulful bluesy 
vocals are here, but driven into a feeling rather 
than just a stereotype. Molded into shape by 
Joe Blaney (Prince, Keith Richards), the raw 
(perhaps underproduced) sound captures an 
intense live energy unlike anything I've heard 
this year. But the bottom line with bands of 
this ilk is, 'So what separates these groove-
funksters from everyone else?" Although they 
worship the Mothership a bit too much at 
times, Lucy Brown has a truly intuitive poten-
tial where others are just cribbing last year's 
trend. What should keep them afloat is their 
potential to develop and grow. Sail away with 
'Skybum,' "Nobody Home" and "Mold The 
Truth.' (RJ) 

REVEREND Play God (Charisma, 1790 
Broadway, New York, NY 10019/212-
586-7700)—Following a personnel shift 
that added Scott Ian's brother (drummer 
Jason) and left only one former member of 
Heretic in the lineup (there used to be three), 
Reverend returns with unquestionably its best 
LP to date. Produced by Michael Rosen (Testa-
ment, Exodus), the band serves up plenty 
of its familiar riff-heavy trod-metal fare, but 
branches into uncharted territory with a fistful 
of neo-ballads and even (I) a Creedence 

Clearwater Revival cover. Throughout, David 
-The Viking Of Heavy Metal" Wayne (as the 
bio deems him) shows a new depth to his usual 
primordial shriek, while guitarist Brian Korban 
lays down crushingly textured riffage. All hail 
'Heaven On Earth,' 'Promised Land" and 
'Fortunate Son.' (JA) 

STRYPER Can't Stop The Rock: The Stryper 
Collection 1984-1991 (Hollywood, SOO S. 
Buena Vista St., Burbank, CA 91521/818-
560-5670)—More than almost any band in 
recent memory, Stryper has been the victim of 
its own image. Although that image catapulted 
them to fame, it obscured the fact that on purely 
musical terms, they're one of the best com-
mercial metal bands of the past decade. This 
greatest-hits-with-two-new-songs LP emphasises 
the band's last two albums and barely touches 
at all on their first two (just one track from their 
comparatively heavy debut), and altho' it's a 
bit heavy on the ballads, it's still got loads of 
the band's classic '80s Eurometal crunch with 
their gorgeous massed harmonies and 
undeniable songwriting talent—archetypes 
aside, "Honestly" is perhaps the ultimate power 
ballad. We also plug "Always There For You,' 
"Two Bodies," and the two new songs. (JA) 

CLOCKHAMMER Clockharnmer (First Warning, 
594 Broadway #102, New York, NY 10012/ 
212-925-7220)—Veering between gentle, 
melodic lull and breakneck punk, Nashville's 
Clockhammer claims as influences *everything 
from Sabbath to Sinatra' and sounds like a 
combination of just about everything in 
between. Four of the tracks here were 
previously released last year on the band's 
debut EP, but the newer material finds them

To quote the bio, Texas-raised Ben Huggins 
(lead vocals/rhythm guitar) was weaned on 
bluegrass, spent years shoeing horses and is a 
former karate instructor. Done Sonnier (guitars) 
was once a percussion major in college in 
Louisiana and is a distant cousin of a well-
known country crooner. Missouri-bred Alan 
Doss (drums) studied the violin and piano be-
fore turning to percussion and playing punk 
clubs by the time he was 14. And Phoenix-born 
Monty Colvin (bass) was surrounded by gospel 
music while growing up and later earned a col-
lege degree in art at Southwest Missouri State 
University in Springfield—which is where the 
Galactic Cowboys' story begins. Well, sort of... 
Although Colvin and Springfield native Doss 

played the same circuit (which can't have been 
that big) at the same time, "Well, I didn't actu-
ally meet Alan therel" Colvin laughs. 1 knew of 
him, and I used to go and see him in other 
bands, but I never knew him. We got hired from 
different places to come to Houston and play in 
another band, but it didn't last very bag." 
Relocating to Houston in 1986 shortly after 

fellow-Springfieldions King's X did the same, 
Colvin (by now switched to bass) and Doss left 
the first-mentioned band that "didn't last very 
long" and united with guitarist/vocalist David 
Von OhJerking to form another the Awful 
Truth. Although together for just over a year, 
the band developed such a strong local and 
industry following that Metal Blade Records 
released the band's demos as a self-titled album 
(produced by Sam Taylor) shortly after the band 
split up. 
It was just differences of opinion on musical 

direction and how things should be run,' Calvin 
says. "Me and Alan still wanted to play togeth-
er, so we went our way and David went his. I 
wanted to go a little heavier than we were 
doing—I don't know if you're familiar with the 

Awful Truth album, but songs like 'Higher' 
and 'Drowning Man' were more the direction 
that I was wantin' to go into--thrash and 
metal influenced, yet open enough so that we 
could do whatever we wanted. When we 
started this band we just wanted to go nuts.' 
Huggins joined two weeks after Colvin 

borrowed his truck to lug his gear out of the 
Awful Truth's rehearsal space, and Sonnier 
followed soon after. Although Colvin wanted 
a group where every member sang, the 
band's breathtaking harmonies took even 
them by surprise. "During our first practice we 
were workin' on 'Why Can't You Believe,'" 
he says. "We basically just had the chorus, 
and we said let's all take a part and just see 
how this works—and when we did, it was so 
special: our eyes kinda lit up and we said, 
'This may be what we're lookin' fort"' 
Within three months of their formation in 

early '89, the band picked up the support slot 
on a King's X tour when the Masters Of 
Reality split up halfway through the schedule. 
With a repertoire of ten songs ("But theYre all 
so long that it was more than enough to do 
an opening set1"), the band suddenly found 
themselves playing before thousands in 
'major markets." 
'Usually the crowd started off with their 

mouths hanging open, not really knowin' 
what was gain' on, like 'What in the world is 
this? By the third song they were startin' to 
catch on, and by the last song they were with 
us—usually. Sometimes they didn't know if 
they were supposed to clap or not) But that 
tour really helped us to get tight, playin' every 
night and travelin' in a station wagon just 
helped us grow together as a band." 
The band signed with DGC shortly after 

and began work on album demos in Nov-
ember of '89. Apart from a couple of buzz-
building showcase gigs in England and the 
occasional show with King's X, the band 
spent the better part of the following year 
recording "around 20 songs' for the LP with 

Taylor. "We used a lot of the drum tracks and 
things from the demo because we just thought 
they were ready, and then spent several 
months recording and mixing, but we found 
out halfway through that it probably wasn't 
going to come out for awhile—because of 
things at Geffen and distribution and stuff— 
so we just took our time and did cello parts 
and whatever we wanted.' 
For all the band's strengths, that extra 

coloring-in is a large part of what makes the 
album so clever and enduring. Along with 
off-kilter instrumental parts, crazed voices 
and animal noises, one such embellishment is 
a snippet of the carnival music that opens 
Queen's 'Brighton Rock' 
"Y'know, I was totally unaware of that 

until just the other day! I had never even 
heard that song, and the other day Doug 
[Pinnick of King's X] gave me a copy of the 
album and we put it on and I went, 'Oh my 
gocil' I don't even know where we got that 
music, we just said, 'Hey, let's throw that 
on there,' so I guess by some weird co-
incidence..." 
The band's sense of balance is perhaps 

most dramatically brought out in the 
album's final track, "Speak To Me,' a 
sweeping, nearly-ten-minute-long epic 
about faith, that, in the context of the band's 
imaginative liner notes (the lyrics are written 
as letters from hilarious make-believe corpor-
ations and individuals) is presented as a 
message from the band. How seriously 
religious is the song? 'Um, well, let trie think 
how to answer that... I think it is a statement 
of hope. From my standpoint, it's a song 
about hearing from God, and we're ones 
who believe that he can speak to you. Ben 
and I actually collaborated on the lyrics, so 
I think it may have a dual meaning: from 
Ben's standpoint I think it's about your 
interpretation of dreams, but to me it's a 
spiritual song. it starts off with questioning 
and looking for direction, and by the end of 
the song there's hope.' 
Heady as that sounds, 'Speak To Me' is 

immediately followed by an unlisted song 
called "Jazz Odd Horsey': a deadpan 
recitation of a nightmarish school I;unch 
menu over a backdrop of rambling free-form 
jazz. "Well, that was Professor Finkenstein's 
way to say, "'Hey, lighten up! We're just here 
to have some fun!"'

WARREN SENDERS— My goals in com-
position for a mix of Indian and Western 
instruments are no different than my goals 
elsewhere: to write for individuals. I don't 
compose for the sitar, I compose for a 
sitarist... " Warren Senders sense of the 
world's music brings together the improvisa-
tional aspects of East and West, not to con-
vey a sense of "place" so much as time. It 
is the meeting of musicians, not cultures, 
that primarily colors his work. In a letter 
from his home in Pune, India, he talked of 
"world music." "Over the years I have fre-
quently been frustrated by the content and 
quality of 'world music fusion' projects, 
even those by presumed masters of tradi-
tional idioms... Lots of them are simplistic 
versions of one tradition or another, with a 
shiny new surface texture that conveys an 
attractive novelty. There's a lot of silliness 
in the 'jazz meets Indian music' area, 
especially with the opportunity to make 
cosmic New Age noises on the sitar and 
tabla and flutes and Tibetan bells. Fre-
quently jazz players are so intimidated by 
playing with 'great Indian masters' that 
they cop out and play ersatz Indian 
music... That is better suited for back-
ground use in an Indian restaurant." 
Senders music is a determined effort to 
avoid these pitfalls. Composer, bass player, 
and budding Hindustani vocalist ("After 15 
years, I'm still not at a professional level. 
If nothing else, Indian music teaches pa-
tience!"), Senders' music grows from his 
lifelong jazz experiences and his years of 
living Indian music. His new ensemble, Anti-
gravity, is unlike anything I have heard 
coming from a Western musician. There is 
not a trace of cuteness, no appropriate 
sounding phrasing or clever juxtapositions. 
These pieces are new, composed for the 
ensemble, and therefore neither Indo-jazz 
nor Amer-Indian pop. While Senders is 
learning the patience and quiet of Indian 
music, his Indian bandmates are acquiring 
a knowledge of the improvisation and lively 
spirit of Parker, Mingus and Ellington. The 
works I have heard on his demo tapes in-
clude gamelan structures for horns and 
bamboo flute compositions based on Indian 
tradition, but with a genuine swing like no 
other. Senders finished his letter: "I am a 
composer first. Singing Indian music, play-
ing Indo-jazz bass (or for that matter play-
ing Gershwin, Mingus or Western classical), 
it's all part of composition. I am trying to 
compose an approach to Indian music that 
is innovative, yet within the tradition... 
When I work on my original music, that's 
the time I try to build from the ground up, 
taking whatever I need to get the right 
sound. It's kept me out of trouble for 
years." His music reflects that spirit. Like so 
many of the world's musicians, he is living 
in multiple cultures. Unlike most, however, 
he is attempting to fortify and expand his 
music through his experience, not ¡ust 
amplify one culture to make it accessible to 
the other... Warren Senders has no 
albums currently available in the U.S. He 
can be reached through his American part-
ner, Norm Rosenfield (do NSR, Box 8912, 
JFK Station, Boston, MA 02114/617-523-
3637). Five years from now, all but one of 
you is going to be saying "We should have 
talked to that guy Senders!" In a summer 
of more doldrums than breezes, this music 
has given me a reason to have hope for 
the future of music on a global stage.

ON THE CHART 
Besides the usual flip-flopping between ZIggy Marley and 
Shabba Ranks, there's not too much difference between 
this week and last, with only one new entry in the Top 10, 
that being Kanda Bongo Man at  Further down, it's 
Yaml Bolo who makes the week's highest debut, coming 
in at #13. Other big jumpers include Steely & Clevie, 
whose Soundboy Clash rises 22-14, and the return of 
Daddy Freddy and Mikey Dread, Of all the activity on our 

charts, probably our favorite new entry this week is the 
stunning Illuminations compilation from Axiom—just about 
any and every cut on the sampler fits within the param-
eters of so-called "world music," from Simon Shaheen to 
Shankar to Material and on. It's good to see that radio has 
open ears and can still stretch parameters, open bound-
aries and defy limitations every once in a while. (WORLD

SHADO W Columbus Lied (Shanachie, 
37 E. Clinton St., Newton, NJ 
07860/201-579-7763)—Soca party! 
High-tech, soulful calypso is the catch of the 
day here. Defying all my prejudices, there 
is barely an acoustic sound to be found, yet 
Shadow pulls it off with a dynamic perfor-
mance with sly wit. In this kind of music, 
style is everything, and he has got it by 
the boat-load. Add his political barbs and 
this guy rocks not only the house, but the 
Senate, too. With 1992 looming on the 
near horizon, the title track should become 
the anthem for many of the cultures of 
America. In the grand tradition of Lord 
Kitchener and Sparrow, Shadow chides and 
pokes with ¡ive and jibe. 

JEAN-LUC PONTY Tchokola (Epic, 
P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4450) —Ponty's credibility as an 
artist certainly paid off for him this time 
around. Drifting into the "world" of 
"beat" with a fiddle on his chin, he has 
assembled an impressive Afro-Parisian band 
for his new album, spearheaded by gui-
tarist Yves Nd¡ock, whose credits include 
Kasse Made Diabate and Salif Keita record-
ings and concerts. The grooves are pure 
West African pop, skirting around soukous, 
mbalax, Malian kora lines and Feba style 

Afro-pop. It's primarily acoustic, even as 
far as Ponty abandoning his usual pro-
cessed electric violin on a number of cuts. It 
has premier musicianship, complex rhythms 
and does a good job of mixing Ponty's fast 
riffing with the more subtle west African 
feel. What it lacks, unfortunately, is fire. It 
moves along pleasantly enough, but only 
two cuts really jumped out and grabbed 
me. On the title song the interplay between 
the bass and violin, underscored by the 
repetitive balafons, is beguiling, but even it 
fell into the smooth trap of the rest of the 
album before it ended. "N'Fan Mot" came 
close to the drive he has been famous for 
in the past, based on the Bikutsi of Cameroon 
and fueled by the melodic speed of Ponty's 
improvisations. There's yet another version 
of "Yé Ké Yé Ké," the "La Bamba" of 
Africa. I really wanted to like this record, 
being a fan of all the musicians and styles 
this recording represents. But I can't help 
feeling that none of these musicians really 
clicked, really understood what the other 
was about, and were ultimately intimidated 
by one another's capabilities and styles.

FRANKIE KNUCKLES Beyond The 
Mix (Virgin, 9247 Alden Dr., Beverly 
Hills, CA 90210)—For those looking for 
something that will surely keep the bodies 
jackin' and the party rockin', you don't 
have to look any further than Frankie Knuckles' 
debut house-rocker, Beyond The Mix. 
Being a top club DJ in New York and 
Chicago for over 20 years, one of the top 
remixers in the biz and most importantly, 
one of the chief pioneers in the house music 
movement back in the mid-'80s, Frankie 
can truly be regarded as one of the most 
influential and vital figures in dance music. 
On Beyond The Mix Frankie utilizes all 
of his production/arranging savvy on an 
LP that shows his versatility in feeling and 
sound. Frankie's unequaled style is one that 
possesses true heart and soul—although 
geared for a hot 'n sweaty dancefloor, 
his tracks each have their own personality 
rather than running endless with stiff and 
tedious beats. "It's Hard Sometime" features 
Shelton Becton on vocals and is polished 
with genuine R&B and beautiful flute and 
piano, while "Sold On Love" emits a slow 
romantic vibe graced with the warm vocals 
of Lisa Michaelis. "Soon I Will Be Done" 
is a moving, gorgeous gospel hymn with 
an absolutely brilliant vocal arrangement, 
while just about all of the remaining cuts, 
including "Godfather," "Rain Falls," "Work-
out" and the smash "The Whistle Song" 
are custom-tailored for the body and feet. 

JUNKYARD Don't Sleep On Us 
(Llason, 9445-K (Rear) Washington 
Blvd., U.S. Rte. 1, Laurel, MD 207231 
301-880-6111) —There has been one 
style of music that people have long been 
sleeping on— the fun and trance- inducing 
groove of go-go. Native to the Washington 
D.C. area, go-go is deeply rooted into 
styles of funk, hip-hop, soul and touches 
of Caribbean flavors backed with plenty of 
percussion and sparse melodies that trans-
late into endless deep and funky jams. 
Touches of rap, singing and call-and-re-
sponse type vocals carry a party-like air 
about them and work well in the usually 
energy-packed live performances. Junkyard 
is one of the top authentic go-go groups in 
the D.C. area and Don't Sleep on Us 
will show, with one listen, that the art of 
go-go is deserving of much more attention 
than it gets. Listen to the cuts "Let Us Get 
Down" with its quirky pop melody, the 
down 'n dirty "Cold Crankin'," "Ha Ha, 
Yuck Yuck Yuck Ya," "(You're) Jigglin' 
Baby" (which has no relation to L.L. Cool 
J's cut) and the live "Take Me Out To See 
Junkyard" which was recorded in Wash-
ington D.C.'s Safari Club.

QUEEN LATIFAH will be 
out shortly and, while you wait for that, 
sink your ears into the latest from M.C. LYTE, 
"When In Love" [116 BPM] (First Priority, 
c/o Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New 
York, NY 10019). From the upcoming 
album, Act Like You Know, this cut 
shows off live popping bass and smooth. 
background vocals with some polished pro-
duction, but it isn't short on funky grooves 
and Lyte's commanding and positive vocal 
style.. GANG STARR comes off with a 
remix of "Check The Technique" [100 BPM] 
(Chrysalis, 645 Madison Ave., New York, 
NY 10022), which is highlighted with con-
cert hall-strings and bits of sax, while GURU. 
flexes his verbal muscle. Also check out the 
B-side instrumental "Credit Is Due"... DEF 
JEF returns with groovy basslines and sax 
on "Here We Go Again" [100 BPM] 
(Delicious Vinyl, 6607 Sunset Blvd., Los 
Angeles, CA 90028). On the B-side, 

-Brand New Heavy Freestyle, - Jef raps 
over the Brand New Heavies' "BNH" 
track ...Boston delivers another bomb with 
TOP CHOICE CLIQUE's "Scripture" [104 
BPM] (Phase 6, c/o Mass Bay Management, 
P.O. Box 12, Cohasset, MA 02025/617-
383-2853). Following up their "Piece Of 
Mind" 12", TCC rips a hard-driving funk 
groove on "Scripture" complete with a catchy, 
fuzz bassline and lightning-fast scratches 
which gives this cut real street appeal... 
Other notable releases include the STEREO 
MC'S' "Lost In Music" (4th 8. Broadway, 
do Island, 14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 
10012); HIJACK's "Daddy Rich (Part 1)" 
(Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Bur-
bank, CA 91505); and MELLO DRED's 
”The Dome" (House Of Abdul, Rt. 3, Box 
318, South Boston, VA 24592/804-753-
6736). .. And we can't forget that hot new 
children's rap album, The Adventures 
Of MC SKAT KAT & THE STRAY MOB 
(Virgin, see address above). To think a car-
toon character from Paula Abdul's "Opposites 
Attract" video got his own deal... his 
demos must have been slammin'. I can say 
one thing about it, it's better than Vanilla 
Ice's LP—and he's a living, breathing car-
toon character.

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JACKIE McLEAN QUINTET Rites Of 
Passage (Triloka, 7033 Sunset Blvd., 
#310, Los Angeles, CA 90028)— 
Jazzdom is rife with legends—flames that 
burned, ever so brightly, ever so briefly, 
before being snuffed out. What ¡azzdom 
so sorely lacks, however, is living legends. 
Thankfully, one of those living legends is 
alto saxophonist Jackie McLean, who, dur-
ing the course of a 40-year career, ever so 
colorful, ever so creative, has surely been 
burned but never burned out. As an arche-
type, this living link to Bird and Bud, Monk 
and Miles, Sonny and Bu, Mingus and 
Omette has been the moth, the flame and 
the candle. Having chosen light over dark-
ness, school over skag, commitment over 
cowardice, McLean has bypassed the blot-
ter of bebop's benighted, not only surviving 
but thriving—as educator (he's chairman of 
the African-American music department at 
the University of Hartford's Hartt School of 
Music), role model and artistic force. One 
listen to Rites Of Passage—a 10-tune, 
59-minute recording from the McLean quintet 
with son Rene (tenor, alto and soprano), 
Hotep Idris Galeta (piano), Nat Reeves 
(bass) and Carl Allen (drums)—makes abun-
dantly clear that Dynasty, the McLean 
comeback album of two years ago, was no 
fluke. Jackie Mac is back—and on the attack. 
Exhibiting the focus and fluidity that only 
a road-tested working band can muster, 
McLean's quintet roils and boils for an hour 
on original material all penned by the band 
members (two by Jackie, six by Rene, two 
by Goleta). The leader's acidic but noncor-
rosive tone and slashing lines are immediately 
recognizable on this studio effort. Nearing 
60, McLean has lost none of his powers to 
shock or to soothe, whether the music be 
earthy or exotic. What he sacrifices in won-
derment these days he makes up in wisdom. 
Rites Of Passage is hard-bop made by 
and for the thick-skinned but softhearted.

Just missing the chart this week—which was 
pretty static for the most part—are new efforts by Wynton 
Marsalls lone of his three Soul Gestures In Southern Blue 
efforts), Geoff Keezer and Candy Duller, but all three 
should have more than enough steam to break through 
next time. Welcome to new reporters WMKY, Morehead, 
KY and WRBB, Boston. (JAZZ REPORTS PRINTED AFTER

BY GOLLY, MORE 
FROM POLY 
PolyGram (825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 
10019) is gearing up for a heavy fall release 
slate. Coming in early October are: You 
Gotta Pay The Band (Verve), vocalist 
ABBEY LINCOLN's follow-up to The 
World Is Falling Down; a 1987 live 
session from Vine Street by singer JOE 
WILLIAMS; a second compilation of 
Cole Porter material, and a new TOOTS 
THIELEMANS recording, on which Shirley 
Horn (who does one vocal) pays back her 
harmonica-playing pal for his contributions 
to her chart-topping You Won't Forget 
Me. Lincoln, who was feted at Lincoln 
Center in early August along with Horn in 
a concert billed "Two Divas Of Jazz," is 
joined on her new one by pianist Hank 
Jones, bassist Charlie Haden, viola player 
Maxine (daughter of Max) Roach and 
tenorist Stan Getz (his last studio session). 

The resurgent Lincoln is also the subject of 
a new documentary by Gene Davis, who 
chronicles her career and offers footage of 
Lincoln recording You Gotta Pay The 
Band. JUSTIN ROBINSON, ex-saxist 
for the Harper Brothers (who intend to enter 
the studio this fall), has signed a recording 
pact with PolyGram. Expect these CDs Oct. 8. 

TASTY BITS 
Telarc (23307 Commerce Park Road, Cleve-
land, OH 44122), fresh off its Grammy for 
The Legendary Oscar Peterson Trio 
Live At The Blue Note, is preparing to 
release Lionel Hampton And The 
Golden Men Of Jazz, recorded in June 
at the same venue. Hama, the master of 
good vibes, was joined on the bandstand 
by a dream cast of contemporaries (average 
age 72): trumpeters Clark Terry and Harry 
"Sweets" Edison, tenormen James Moody 
and Buddy Tate, trombonist Al Grey, pianist 
Hank Jones, bassist Milt Hinton and drum-
mer Grady Tate. The expected release date 
is Sept. 23 ... PHAROAH SANDERS, the 
tenorman whose '60s excursions (often with 
John Coltrane) took him from terra firma to 
terra incognita, keeps his feet solidly planted 
on Welcome To Love (Timeless (Holland), 
do 157 Bleecker St., New York, NY 
10012). More deliberate and relaxed than 
its immediate predecessors, the worthwhile 
Africa and Moonchild, Welcome 
To Love is subtitled Plays Beautiful 
Ballads and finds the white-bearded one 
in the company of William Henderson, Staf-
ford James and Eccleston W. Wainwright. 
In the wake of BEBOP & BEYOND 
Plays Thelonious Monk (Bluemoon, 
209 E. Alameda Ave., #101, Burbank, CA 
91502), the combo of the same name turns 
its attention to another modern-jazz immortal— 
DIZZY GILLESPIE. Because the fabled 
trumpeter, unlike Monk, is alive and kick-
ing, Bebop & Beyond not only devoted an 
entire CD to his music, they invited him to 
participate. Among the Gillespiana spot-

lighted here are the well-known pieces 
"Manteca" and "Con Alma," along with 
such obscure things as "I Waited For 
You," a ballad crooned by the Dizzster 
himself. A tune from Bebop & Beyond 
Plays Dizzy Gillespie will segue smartly 
into music from Gillespie's recent Live At 
The Royal Festival Hall (Enja) and 
Rhythm Stick (PG/CTI)... Brian Bacchus' 
Antilles label (do Island, 14 E. 4th St., New 
York, NY 10012) enters the Latin-jazz 
arena with new releases from CHARLIE 
SEPULVEDA & THE TURNAROUND 
and STEVE TURRE (Right There). Having 
made immediate inroads into the main-
stream/traditional jazz market with strong 
titles by Johnny Griffin, James Clay, J.J. 
Johnson and, most recently, Tough Young 
Tenors, Antilles spices up its catalogue 
with entries by the high-note trumpet 
specialist Sepulveda (The New Arrival) 
and top-ranked trombonist Turre. Sepulveda, 
whose hard-hitting sextet has wowed au-
diences at Visiones in Manhattan, supple-
ments the Turnaround with a handful of 
special guests, among them the brawny 
tenorman Ralph Moore. Turre, equally at 
home in bop, Latin and avant-garde situa-
tions (which explains why he's topped a 
variety of polls in the jazz mags), is flanked 
by a core group consisting of pianist Benny 
Green, bassist Buster Williams, drummer 
Billy Higgins, violinist John Blake and cellist/ 
vocalist Akua Dixon Turre (his wife). Wynton 
Marsalis, Benny Golson and Dave Valentin 
lend a hand on various cuts. Sepulveda's 
The New Arrival hits in late August; 
Turre's CD is due Sept. 17...

Therefore here are some pointers of "track-
ing etiquette": 1. Do NOT ask me to report 
your records. Don't even mention report by 
name. Obviously that's what you'd like, but 
mentioning it will not help; 2. If you aren't 
satisfied with the rotation I give you for 
your record, don't complain to me or ask 
why it isn't doing better. The DJs determine 
rotation by playing the records—I just make 
them available to the DJs; 3. Don't expect 
me to remember every new release off the 
top of my head. I listen to hundreds of new 
records a week. However, if you give me a 
minute, perhaps ¡og my memory, it'll come 
to me ...That said, I'm sure some jerk will 
write their next Dialogue about that music 
director at WMUA who hates to take track-
ing calls—you know who you are—fuck off 
in advance...Before I go, a few releases 
that we've been digging: BLACK SUN 
ENSEMBLE, the JAMES BRO WN box 
set (thanks again Chris V.!), RAT AT RAT 
R, JAZZ PASSENGERS, MINGUS

The college panel at NMS was not a college 
panel. The supposed/theoretical philosophy 
of college radio is to support artists that 
would otherwise not receive support be-
cause of the established constraints and 
restrictions put upon commercial radio/Top 
40. In addition to that, an important part of 
college radio is that it gives the STUDENT a 
chance to get experiences in radio that she/ 
he would not be able to receive elsewhere. 
Where were the college students sitting on 
the college panel? There were people from 
college radio—but not college students. This 
question was brought up from the crowd 
but was maneuvered around by the pan-
elists. Most and almost all stations MDs are 
college students getting experience, not 
non-students sitting on their MD throne for 
a period of X+ years. If it was to be a 
true college panel there should have been 
realistic representation from college station 
MDs, not people worried about keeping up 
good relations over the years to keep their 
job.

A decision on the controversial 
new visa laws restricting the entry 
of foreign entertainers was de-
layed until April 1992.

MI N D O VER M ATTERS 

The Difference Between Free Speech and 
Hate Speech

Ifound myself in a unique position recently. The New Music Seminar College Radio panel was full of the usual complaining from 
all sides with little done to actually solve problems. The panel turned 

toward the lack of rap played on college radio, which in turn moved 
toward homophobic and misogynistic lyrics. Although I was going to ask 
another question, I decided to put my two cents in on our station policy. 
My quote, which ended up in Billboard and the Village Voice, stated that 
"We have a policy that any music that is blatantly offensive to any group— 
whether it's N.W.A. or the Dead Milkmen's 'Bitchin Camaro'—if it's of-
fensive, we won't play it." This response prompted cries of censorship 
and a sudden need to defend myself and my station's position. I finished 
by stating "There is a difference between free speech and hate speech." 
Unfortunately, I should have realized from attending similar panels that I 
would not have the opportunity to explain my position. Hence this column. 
Why is our banning of certain songs from our airwaves NOT censor-

ship? The answer, which seems cut and dry to me, is not so obvious to 
others. Censorship involves direct action to stop a person or group from 
saying their viewpoint. By creating this policy, our station DOES NOT 
say that these artists can't speak their mind. All it does is state that our 
station will not give these artists a platform to state their views which are 
blatantly offensive to many members of our audience. If a white suprem-
acist came to your door and asked you to display a big "DOWN WITH 
BLACKS" poster on your front lawn, as an educated person you would 
politely decline. Yet it seems that when a CD is sent to our station that 
contains lyrics promoting gay bashing, such as last year's Audio Two 
album, and we decline to play it based on that, we are called censors.

Our station has a responsibility to the community to be conscious 
of what we play and not promote negative stereotypes and outdated 
values. One criticism is that we should ¡ust put the album/song in ques-
tion into the library and let the DJ decide. Our station is not a small 
100-watt station. We broadcast 5500 watts and our signal reaches over 
50 miles away. Being the only modern rock station (as well as the only 
station with large hours of urban and jazz), we get a listenership that is 
by far large and not exclusive of the campuses in Ithaca, New York. Our 
listeners don't listen for the particular DJ and his style, but rather for the 
music and the station itself. Therefore, if a potentially offensive song is 
played once by one DJ, it is not a reflection of the views of that person, 
but rather the station itself. As a staff member of the station, I don't 
want a station image supporting homophobia and misogyny. 
All these arguments seemed clear-cut enough. However, seemingly 

"politically correct" people would call this action censorship, which 
means they, in turn, would support these outdated notions. Record com-
pany promo people have openly criticized our station for this policy. Yet 
this policy is only enforced on a handful of songs. It would be nice to 
think that our audience is educated enough to realize that some of these 
songs may be satirical in intent but, unfortunately, that is not the case. It 
is time to realize that as broadcasters, you have a responsibility not to 
continue promoting myths that should have left the human race long 
ago. I never thought I'd have to write this column, but it's time you put 
your right mind over the matters of First Amendment waiving. Just be-
cause I support every artist's right to free speech doesn't mean I have to 
give them a soapbox to stand on.

JIMMIE DALE GILMORE 
Bottom Line, New York City, 
August 6 
It's easy enough to refer to Jimmie 
Dale Gilmore as a country singer, 
but such nomenclature only serves 
to pigeonhole his craft as well 
as limit his potential audience. 
There's so much feckless Nashville 
slop that passes as country music 
nowadays that it's hard to believe 
that not too long ago country 
music boasted as many genuine 
visonaries and heroes as any 
American musical idiom. Only a 
teeny-tiny handful of such stalwarts 
are living and breathing today, 
and Jimmie Dale may be first and 
foremost. Gilmore's C&W roots 
run deep, but it's his deft grasp of 
Tin Pan Alley-styled American pop 
and that silken Texas voice that 
carries his music far above any 
other current practitioners. Gilmore 
could sing the CMJ New Releases 
section and it would be music to 
these ears, and he never sounded 
better than on this particular 
evening, supported by a pair of 
talented guitarists (particularly the 
jackrabbit-quick Jessie Taylor) and 
spurred on by the possibilities of 
his new Elektra Nonesuch LP, 
After Awhile. "Tonight I Think 
I'm Gonna Go Downtown" was 
perfectly mysterious and mes-
merizing, an instant standard; 
"Don't Be A Stranger To Your 
Heart," "Treat Me Like A Satur-
day Night" and "Chase The 
Wind" merged the spirit of Gram 
Parsons and the soul of Willie 
Nelson without necessarily trying. 
And while Gilmore's grasp of the 

blues was assured and genuine, 
he positively glowed on the coun-
try corn of David Halley's "Rain 
Just Falls," a sweet, simple, beau-
tiful song that floated through the 
evening air on gossamer wings. 

GERI ALLEN TRIO 
Village Vanguard, 
New York City, July 23 
Geri Allen's pianism seems always 
to reach for a new plateau of ex-
cellence. Her angular, jagged 
runs, combined with her uncanny 
melodic sense, proves what a 
vital and energetic force in ¡azz 
she has become. For this week-
long engagement at the Village 
Vanguard, Geri Allen was brilliantly 
backed by bassist Anthony Cox 
and drummer Pheeroan aklaff. 
This trio unraveled an evening of 
cohesive and adventurous music, 
playing its way into a swinging 
and funky spell. Anthony Cox is 
a superbly delicate and refined 
bassist who instantly switched to 
a fierce and bewitching bottom-
provider. Drummer Pheeroan 
aklaff achieved a striking effect 
by creating stick-tangling rhythmic 
gems full of life and crazy mo-
mentum. Allen's compositions 
navigated through various emo-
tional shifts, from temporary 
serenity to blowout power. 
Whatever the circumstances, 
whatever the environment or 
mood, this trio never seemed to 
go wrong. What they conveyed 
musically was devoid of excesses, 
saying it just right.
