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PIPES OF PANIC:
MASTER MUSICIANS OF
JAJOUKA

In Morocco, musicians are mystics and healers. In the
village of Jajouka, in the foothills of the Rif mountains,
the sound of the Master Musicians is said to have
strange powers—it can heal the sick, it can induce o
trance. In another time, the word magic might have
been used to describe it.

Bachir Attar is the current leader of the Master
Musicians Of Jajouka. He inherited the title in 1981
from his father, who had inherited it from his father,
and so on, back through the centuries. “Jajouka

music, it goes back for thousands of years, but we
know exactly 600 years, to the time of Islom, because
the music is a gift for one family, my family, Attar. The
village is big, but one family takes care of this music,
from father to son, and the gift is special for us.”

The Joloukon musical mystique has captured the
attention ot Westerners in modern times, ever since
Brion Gysin, a comrade of Williom S. Burroughs aond
Paul Bowles, first heard the Master Musicians at a fes-
tival in the mid-'50s. Since the early '70s, the Master
Musicians and/or their leader have appeared on
recordings by the Rolling Stones, Ornette Coleman,
Nicky Skopelitis and Elliot Sharp, as well as in the
recent movie version of Bowles’ novel The Sheltering
Sky. Recently, Stephen Davis, author of both Hammer
Of The Gods and an acclaimed biography of Bob
Marley, has taken on the Moroccan mystique in his
latest book, Jajouka Rolling Stone. But in retrospect,
perhaps the Master Musicians’ most important and
profoundly influential audience was Brian Jones, the
most mystical and musically talented of the Rolling
Stones, who came tfo Jajouka shortly before his death
in 1969.

The spectacle of a blond-maned English rock star
in an outrageous mink coat traipsing through the
remote Jajoukan foothills was not lost on the young
Bachir Attar, then the son of the Master Musicians’
leader. Later, it would make him want to bring
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Jajouka and its music to the outside
world. “This was in ‘68, when | was
like five years old. And | had an idea,
when Brian Jones came. Somebody
comes in the village with long, big
hair, wild. He was moving, and he
was dancing, and he was taping, he
was like a wild man. This influenced
me, to get the music of Jaojouka
pushed, to bring it to the Western
world. | thought, "Maybe you can
meet people who will understand this
music.” Because the music of Jajouka,
it can go with jazz, with blues, with
rock and roll, with anything.”

In 1991, producer Bill Laswell trav-
elled to Morocco to record
Apocalypse Across The Sky
(Axiom), with liner notes by William S. Burroughs.
Later, in New York, Laswell produced Bachir’s first
solo album, The Next Dream (CMP}. Bachir says,
“The Next Dream, | made for communication, to
make people feel and understand Third World music,
and for what traditional music means. Traditional
music can be strong, | think. We are one blood, one
human being, only the language and religion differ.
We are all the same feeling.”

At the Aid El Kabir, the high feast of the Muslim
calendar, the music of Jojouka blares into the night,
all night. A boy dressed in goat skins leaps, dancing,
switching the air with a stick. He is Bou Jef;ud, Master
Of Skins, Father Of Flocks. Later in the night,
entranced by the hypnotic sounds of Jajoukan music,
he may dance through hot coals, chasing onlookers
madly with his switch. Clearly this is something very,
very old, and very special. It's ot the heart of what
being human is olrobout, what separates us from the
nature around us. Outside Bou Jeloud’s cave in
Jajouka, Morocco, something older than all of us lives
on. —James lien

Essential New Music
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MARK LANEGAN Whiskey For The Holy Ghost (Sub
Pop, P.O. Box 20645, Seattle, WA 98102/206-441-
8441)—Mark Lanegan and his whiskey-beaten baritone are bet-
ter known as the emotive vocal and songwriting components of
the Screaming Trees, a band whose hard and swirling rock has
always boasted a depth most bands hope to achieve on just one
release. Whiskey For The Holy Ghost is the long-awaited fol-
low-up to Lanegan’s solo debut, 1990's pensive, heart-wrenching
The Winding Sheet. We'll forgive the three-year wait, because
this set of domp, Northwestern blues is as potent and fraught with
emotion as anything Lanegan’s recorded. Liner note readers will
find big rock names
such as J Mascis, Tad
Doyle, Jack Endino and
Mudhoney’s Dan Peters
in the fine print, but
really this is Lanegan
and collaborator
Mike Johnson’s vision:
Johnson’s warm
acoustic and electric
guitars bathe Lanegan’s
songs in sympathetic
swaddling, merging the
punch-inthe-stomach
ache of traditional
blues with the weepy,
blue-eyed soul of the
Trees’ rock 'n roll. The
heavy rhythms and vociferous guitars of “Borracho” make it
natural for Trees fans, while the slow progression of “The River
Rise,” the tender vocal interplay and percussion of “Riding The
Nightingale,” the delicacy of “Sunrise” and the cinematic scope of
"Beggar’s Blues” are subtler but equally powerful.

MATERIAL Hallucination Engine (Axiom, c/o Island, 400
Lafayette St., New York, NY 10003)—With a sound like
distant rumbling thunder, the Hallucination Engine appears on
the horizon, an amazing futuristic hybrid machine of high technol-
ogy and potent shamanism. Who's at the helm of this awe-inspir-
ing device2 None other than bassist/producer/visionary Bill
Loswell, who first formulated Material as an exploratory super-
group some 15 years ago. The Material map of the world con-
nects points in India, America, Africa, Europe and interstellar
space, exploring the underlying universal links between trance
musics of the globe, from heady dub reggae, '70s space funk and
Indion raga to the
tranced-out chillout
rooms of underground
techno clubs. While
most of the pieces are
anchored in Laoswell’s
gargantuan basslines
and monolithic rhythms,
¥ it's guitarist Nicky
Skopelitis who's the
glue of this music, his
shimmering riffs making
the other guest instru-
ments—Shankar's elec-
tric violin, Jihad Racy’s
ney flute, Wayne
¥ Shorter’s sax—stand
out like jewels in the
firmament. Each musician adds something unique: Sly Dunbar's
mesmerizing drum passages, Simon Shaheen’s oud and Bernie
Worrell's keyboards, with only o monologue from William S.
Burroughs breaking the instrumental stream on "Words Of
Advice.” In o weary world that increasingly seems as if every-
thing’s been tried and done, few endeavors in music have the
breadth of vision of Bill Laswell’s Material, which continues to find
and define the new frontier. —James lien
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UNSANE Total Destruction (Matador, c¢/o Atlantic, 75
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—With o sur-
rounding history as volatile as this band’s, it takes a lot of power-
ful noise to live up to the hype. For some time, the band was more
renowned for its grotesque artwork and then the death by over-
dose of its drummer, Charlie Ondras, than its music. Total
Destruction, however, makes everything that's ever been said
about them inconsequential; the songs are blisteringly hard, a mix
of Big Black and The Fall force-fed through a blender. With the
addition of ex-Swans/Foetus guy Vinnie Signorelli, each aspect
of the music—Signorelli’s drums, Pete Shore’s bass and Chris
Spencer’s guitar and
vocals—is as forceful
as the rest, the four
parts staggering sepa-
rately, just barely in
control, combining to a
sweltering mass of com-
bustive noise. Rather
than write a standard
song of rise and fall,
Unsane grinds upward
to an eventual pinna-
cle, stopping short of

| an impfz)ding blast, per-
haps to avoid rock pre-
tensions. The sudden
stops and starts add o
lurching, drunken ele-
ment integral to the fiery ball, lending it an uncertain quality that
is a welcome relief from the overall heaviness. Try “Road Trip,”
"Wayne” and “5.0.5 * —Megan Mclaughlin

ST. JOHNNY Speed Is Dreaming (DGC, 9130 Sunset
Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90069)—Signed by Sonic Youth,
mixed by John Agnello (Dinosaur Jr., Screaming Trees), St. Johnny,
unsurprisingly, wears its influences with the same sloppy, lackluster
reverence as it brandishes for its torn jeans and stoineJ,/ wrinkled
t-shirts. But only the laziest critics could write the band off as the
sum of its collective record collection. St. Johnny is too lethargic to
be calculated, and even though vocalist/guitarist Bill Whitten com-
municates the cool, stoned demeanor of Thurston Moore and the
apathy of J Mascis, the band meanders at its own indolent pace,
ofi)gning itself with other so<called “slacker” bands not by intent,
but by circumstance.
For St. Johnny, giving
up is what it’s all about
(check out song titles
like "Down The Drain,”
“I Give Up” and "You
Caon’t Win"), and tak-
ing the easy way out
is?or preferable to
expending any energy.
On the group’s major
label debut, Speed

S A Is Dreaming, loud,
speedisdreaming drawling guitars and
endless curls of feed-
back tangle with

slurred vocals and stut-

tering drums, resulting
in an occasionally staid, but often staggering menu of tunes that
broach the usual agenda of restlessness, frustration and despair.
Especially impressive, in an idle, water-treading sort of way, are
“Turbine,” which layers a thrash beat and descending harmonics
over an ascending guitar riff, and ”I Give Up,” a melancholy cut
suffused with melody.

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FEAR ITSELF

CASUAL Fear ltself (Jive, 137-139 W, 25th
St., New York, NY 10001/212-727-0016)
—When Franklin D. Roosevelt stated, “We have
nothing to fear but fear itself,” little did he know
that Fear Itself would surface in 1994 as a trippy
hip-hop record from a Bay Area teenager named
Casual. Representing the tightly-bonded Hiero-
glyphics family of ortists, Casual {like his East
Ooakland counterparts) thirsts for and encourages o
renewed spirit within the hip-hop community where
MC battles of the vocal variety would determine
one’s level of supremacy and respect. Casual spills
a lyrically compﬁx blend of confident, self-vclitj:::t-
ing rhymes over an aggravated swarm of jozz-
rimed funk beds that pay particular attention to
Ercwny basslines and functional sampling. With
titles like "You Flunked,” "Get OFf It* and "This Is
How We Rip Shit” (featuring Souls Of Mischief),
Casual is constantly inventing new ways to dis his
competitors while reinforcing his own Kold claims.
Del The Funkyhomosapien flows over the crafty
"Who's It On,” as Casual saves a little time to
speak to his community on “Chained Minds”
(speaking out against black-an-black crime) and
"lose In The Eng," showing that he offers more
than tangled street wit cnc]gcnisticclly decorated
boasts. Have no fear on: “Me-O-Mi-O,” “That's
How ltIs,” I Didn’t Mean To” and "We Got It Like
That.” —Glen Sansone

AFRICAN HEAD CHARGE In Pursuit Of
Shashamane Land (On-U Sound (UK), P.O.
Box 1460, London N10 2DQ England/
fax: 081-883-0331)—Bonjo | A Bingo Noah

is the “Spiritualized Leader” og African Head
Charge, the Robin Hood of its {Adrian) Sherwood
Forest. Noah’s name, the Rasta-inflected lyrics and
titles on In Pursuit Of Shashamane Land,
and the bass-and-percussion groove of the album
make it easy to think that it’s a reggae record. It's
not. Noah and his seven-piece band have extract-
ed the reggae from dub to get a less culturally
loaded space on which fo build their sonic honey-
combs. What's left are only the formal elements of
dub: massive low-end bass, wide-panned stereo
separations, vocal fragments with echo and delay,
multiple layers of sound that fade out and in again,
the sense that something that would make each
track o “song” is being suppressed, the inversion

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of values of an ordinary mix. On “No, Don’t Follow
Fashion,” the group comes on like a Jamaican/British
Todd Terry Project, twisting a few splitsecond vow-
els every potential way, impaling them on o bed of
hi-hats, and pushing the whiplosi snare roll that pro-

els the track deep into the mix. “Pursuit” is hooked
Ey a wobbly, compressed chant in its background;
the development of the piece consists of its fat-as-o-
snake bassline being overtaken by a swarm of per-
cussion.

Sunset Bivd., Hollywood, CA 90028)—In
concert, Dallas’ alternative noise-maker Course Of
Empire has been known to pass out hand drums to
auvdience members mid—perﬁ)rmonce in order to
facilitate an element of unpredictability. Initiation,
the band’s first full-tength following last year’s self-
titled debut EP, expounds on this approach, mixing
a number of disparate musical elements into an
adventurous, coﬁesive whole. Vocal harmonies,
feedback loops, rapping and tribal drums are just
a few of the techniques that separate this group
from a gaggle of octLer alternative metal bands.
Employing a fiery, goforthe-throat cesthetic, Course
Of Empire lashes out with precise musical blows,
attracting curious listeners with its eclecticism and
power before ensnaring them in its sharpened
talons. Mike Graff's guitar playing ranges from
abrasive to mysteriously psychedelic, and Vaughn
Stevenson’s vocals run the gomut from airy to
aggressive. To its credit, Course Of Empire bal
ances might and melody in equal proportions,
bringing %oth alternative pop fans and metal afi-
cionados into the fray. Then there’s the aforemen-
tioned experimental musical element, which should
appeal to an entirely new confingent. By covering
oﬁthe bases without sucking up to any particular
demographic, Course Of Empire has the potential to
Initiate the masses.

VARIOUS ARTISTS California Dreaming: The
Ultimate Cyberhippy Experience (ffrr, c/o
LL.S., 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY
10019}—If there's one thing we've learned by >







now, it's that techna compilations are a lot like peo-
ple yau meet—it's not that some are any better than
the others, it's just natural that over the caurse of
time there'll be some that you seem to like better
than the rest. For us, California Dreaming is one
of the latter, successfully pulling together various
strains of California-bosed techno and projecting
from a vibrant and voried scene. Techno and its
ambient offspring are far more complex than simply
gurgling synthesizers and Germanic stomping
machine-beats—iust listen to the opening strains of
“Cantamilla” by Los Angeles-based Tranquility Bass,
the "band” which also landed the lead track honors
on Caroline’s first Excursions In Ambience
comp. Here, in an aural equivalent of a surrealist
collage, a Satie-like piano sample is melded to an a
copeﬁo Middle Eastern vocal line and a funky drum-
beat, creating an esoteric, ethereal sound that soars
miles above &e average techno fare of beats, blips
and beeps. Other high points include tracks like
“Transmit Liberatian” by Single Cell Orchestra,
which melds its ecstatic message to martial beats
and slowly-heightening electronic effects, Straight
Up Caffeine [actually the same two guys as
Tranquility Bass, but on a different wavelength),

the pumping disco of Aquatherium, and Young
American Primitive’s hypnotic “The Reality Of
Nature.” —James Lien

EGOMANIACS Fahy-Harley-Kramer
(Shimmy Disc, JAF Box 1187, New York,
NY 10116/718-768-2424)—Call it great aocid
pop—and it could only come from former Mabuses/
Assassins frontman Kim Fahy and friends.Fahy,
along with precision percussionist Jamie Harley and
ubiquitous producer/bassist/B-3ist Kramer, mesh an
eosﬂy fathomable yet experimental, Robyn Hitchcock-
styled pop sensibility with an unsettling, early
Floydish surrealistic coloration for the Egomaniacs’
debut, Fahy-Harley-Kramer. While eoch track,
for the most part, consists of a traditional guitar/
bass/drums setup with the occasional organ, it is
the Egomaniacs’ highly inventive usage of these
instruments that crogs Fahy-Harley-Kramer into
a diverse, psychedelically-tinged collection of mas-
terpieces. Thin, wobbly guitar leads a la Television
shimmer above a blanket of jangly guitar and eerie
backup vocals on "Your Lips Are Nuggets.” On
“Indeed, This Is The Creep,” a trippy Beach Bays-
like melody, complete with harmonies, swirls around
Kramer's swooping and ducking slide basslines. A
maijority of the songs on the album (mostly written
by Fahy} are brief enough to eosily entice even at
first listen, moking for a deliciously polatoble pack-
oge. The dense and often humorous lyrics, however,
deserve severol ploys in order to extract fully the
richness of their disturbing beouty. Frolic with the
rollicking “Your Sister” and the funky-poppy
“Mamma’s Collection.” —Aaron Clow

MEDESKI, MARTIN & WOOD It's A Jungle
In Here (Gramavision, 33 Katonah Ave.,
Katonah, NY 10536/914-232-1399)—

Pianist/organist John Medeski, drummer/percussion-

ist Billy Martin and bossist Chris Wood make up this
trio, which gives the term "acid-jazz" an entirely
new meoning. The three members, schooled in jozz
roots and heavily involved with the downtown NYC
scene, create groove after dripping groove on their
second olbum fogether. Rather than relying on pro-
grammed rhythms and somples, the trio shines

organically with live instruments, leaving room for
the members’ diverse influences and personalities to
beam through with smooth poise and a wealth of
possibility. From the jazz base, Medeski, Martin &
Wood add elements of funk, gospel, hip-hop and
R&B to It’'s A Jungle In Here with seamless
fluidity, exploring new options and ideas in tunes
from John Colirane, juju king King Sunny Ade,
Thelonious Monk and Bob Marley—the {otfer two
are linked on “Bemsha Swing-lively Up Yourself”—
along with seven rhythm-intensive originals. A four-
piece horn section and the presence of guitarist Marc
Ribot on several tracks help the already coherent
tunes to swing even more smartly, as highlighted

on "Moti Mo,” "Shuck It Up,” "Where's Sly2,” the
abovementioned and the title frack.—Andy Skibins

EDSEL The Everlasting Belt Co. (Grass c/o
Dutch East India, P.O. Box 800, Rockville
Centre, NY 11571-0800/516-764-6200)—
Coming from a wellestablished scene in a heavily-
classified area such as D.C.—when one can’t readily
be classified into one of its dominant genres (hard-
core, indie pop}—can make forging onto a national
scene a bit difficult. As Edsel releases its second
album, The Everlasting Belt Co., the band still

struggles with its identity crisis. Possibly hoping to
rectify the situation, Edsel has changed lobels and
abandoned its once one-dimensional rock attitude.
In the midst of change the band con-finues to play
forthright rock, but has made an effort to pay more
aftention to details in o way similar to bands such ds
Pavement or Codeine. Intriguing samples are inter-
spersed throughout the album, speckling the guitar
pop melodies, which are mostly accompanied by
droning, sluggish bass. This second album blushes
with a personality that Edsel’s previous releases
lack. Perhaps this confident show will garner the
band more attention and help it find its national
niche. Buckle up before you play “Our Drunken
Friend,” "Bone Tender,” "Buckle” or “Pell Confirms}’

SHREWD

A COMPILATION OF HZ WOMEN'S MUSIC

Purple. Shrew’d, released in time to celebrate the
100th anniversary of women's suffrage in NZ (the
first nation to allow women an electoral voice), is
a remarkable collection of mostly new material
recorded by some of the nation’s most interesting
female artists. All five of Look Blue Go Purple’s
members contribute to this eclectic collection: drum-
mer Lesley Paris organized the compilation and
drums on two tracks; Kathy Bull {recently of
Cyclops) recorded the sultry “Antarctic”; Norma
O’Malley, now of Chug, olzers the bristling
“Cruella,” softly colored with her vocals; Kath
Webster's "Easily Pleased” is wistfully tuneful; and
Denise Roughan, now of the 3Ds, closes the disc
with “To Sleep, To Dream,” an offbeat lullaby.
“Seas Of The Moon” is the work of poet Sandra
Bell, who has a solo album on Xpressway, and
whose work recalls the spacey, emotive tones of
Lida Husik. Sooty And Sweep's “Inch Deep” is
bristling, quirky pop, and Christine Voice, formerly
of Snapper, concocts “Beat The Bullet,” a strangely
hummable twisting of drum-machine rhythms and
noodly guitar. —lLlydia Anderson

M-3 Roger Miller Ben Miller Larry Miller
(New Alliance, P.O. Box 1389, Lawndale,
CA 90260/310-430-7286)—Through several
rojects, Ben, Larry and Roger {No Man) Miller
Eove been making music and noise for more than
20 years. The experimental recording approach
taken by the brotﬁers Miller under the M-3 moniker

encourages chaos, improvisation, discovery and
total freedom. The first three tracks begin with an
idea supplied by one brother, and is then refracted
by the total group, each member drastically influ-
encing the direction of the pieces by using contrast-
ing guitars and a variety oFsompled sounds. In
fact, all three brothers are credited as using sam-
ples, “found sounds” and guitars, and while such
technology may be of an advanced digital nature,
the mindset and delivery is more evocative and
purely primitive, recalling some of Elliot Sharp’s
recent work. Helter-skelter rhythms (when they
appear at all), fits of percussion and batches of
shrieks, squaks and plinks are the norm, resulting in
ieces that are unpredictable even upon repeated
l?srens. The fourth piece, “The Basement,” is an
equally misleading musical group improvisation,
while the remaining four fracks are solo pieces by
the brothers, delivered with the same vision and
enjoyable lack of resiraint. —Steve Ciabattoni

LIQUOR BIKE Lowborne (Merkin, 310 E.
Biddle St., Baltimore, MD 21202/410-234-
0048)—Afer releasing o few 7” singles and pop-
ping up on the occasional regional compilation,
these Baltimore boys release an album that may
finally put their hometown on the proverbial rock ‘n
roll map. Taking the lead from the wound-out guitar
slashings of ‘70s rock in much the some way as
Mudhoney, Liquor Bike pounds out angry, garage
“rawk” with the effective plow of a tornado through
a mid-western town. The sound is nothing particular-
ly new, but o band with so much manic enthusiasm
and such a rousing, violent spirit can’t go wrong in
our book. The working-class growl of vocalist/gui-
tarist David Koslowski adds additional grit and
darkness to the songs’ underlying pop layers, while
the band’s low-cutting buzzchords and rhythms
hammer these layers into anthemic brawls. Songs
like "Backbone,” "Martini” and "Creature” are
snarling punk workouts chock full of melodic ripples
and the occasional blast of disgruntled fury. "Train
Wreck” would sound more like a Chicago noise-
fest with its staccato chord slammin’ onc]grising
clamor if it weren't for the song’s aching chorus.

Clocking in at just over one halfhour, Lowborne
punches quickly, jabbing in all the right places and
throwing in hooks for good measure. And don't for-
get to check out the raucous cover of PJ Harvey's
“Sheela-Na-Gig” hidden ot the end of the disc. —
Colin Helms

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BHEKI MSELEKU Celebration (World Circuit,
c/o Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA
02140/617-354-0700)—As copies of South
African-born pianist and composer Bheki Mseleku’s
album cross borders and waters to arrive in the
United States, his artistic vision is also crossing
borders in a musical sense as well. Fans of Randy
Weston and Abdullah ibrahim take note: like those
two, Mseleku is another in a long line of musicians
who mingle the deep sounds of Africa with the ele-
gance and poise of modern jozz. The African influ-
ence goes further than just the song titles—names
like "Celebration,” "Angola” and "Blues For Africa”
may hint at what Mseleku’s doing, but in the music
itself, the strong rhythmic pulse, Mseleku’s sense of
melodic structure and the added interplay of Thebe
Lipere’s percussion portray a sophisticated vision of
the musical links between continents and cultures.
The Africa/jozz connection is perhaps underscored
most boldly on “The Age Of Inner Knowing” and
"Closer To The Source,” two tunes featuring guest
saxophone appearances by none other than
Courtney Pine, a musician Ees' known for his own
fusings of jazz and world music sounds. This album
is also among the first domestic issues on the World
Circuit label, o long-standing jazz and world music
lobel now distributed in the U.S. by Rounder, mak-
ing Celebration not just an important release in
musical terms, but a landmark event for jazz enter-
ing info the marketplace of the global village.

Cafe, oppearing both solo and with a backing band
in tow. Kray's songs, especially "Emptyland” and
"Clear,” survey a bluesy, introspective, almost
melancholic landscape, without jerking tears or bar-
tering in old weary cliches. Imagine a clear-headed
Mark Eitzel without the booze, or Walter Salas-
Humara of the Silos without his neighborhood fla-
vor, and you're close to gefting a handle on Kray's
budding vision. Not the most ambitious or lofty of
demos, but solid songwriting and playing make it
work, transcending the humble fourtrack demo qual-
ity and the occasional warbly spots in Kray's vocal
register. And here’s two ideas for Kray to contem-
plate: fleshing out the songs with suitably homespun
instrumental arrangements (fiddle, pedorsteel, man-
dolin}, and, possibly, looking for the right collabora-
tor or co-writer to bounce ideas off of, which might
yield even stronger songs and results from this up-
and-coming talent.

JODECI Diary Of A Mad Band (Uptown,
¢/o MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza,
Universal City, CA 91608)—1993 was
arguably one of the biggest years in recent memory
for R&B. As vocal groups have smeared the line
between hip-hop and R&B {something urban radio
has been consistently reluctant to doj and groups
like Zhane, Boys Il Men, Mary J. Blige, H-Town and
Silk reached gold and platinum levels, hip-hop
crews have even scored big with smooth infusions
of their own (case in point: 2Pac’s "Keep Your
Head Up”). In 1991 the Charlotte, Nortﬁ Caroling,
natives known as Jodeci released the multi-platinum
Forever My Girl, heralding the group as one of
the most gifted around. Not to be lumped into the
enormous quagmire of Timberlandclad groups,
Jodeci returns with Diary Of A Mad Banf,
reinstating the band at the top of its class, and
providing the vocal energy and acrobatics to whip
any Apollo crowd into an impassioned frenzy. Mr.
Dalvin, DeVante, Jo-Jo and K-Ci (two pairs o
brothers) incorporate their churchchoir upbringing
and effortless harmonizing with slow grinding
rhythms and occasional hardcore hipiop
workouts. “Feenin’” is styled with a sultry tempo
and Zapp-influenced vocal work {a la “I Wanna Be
Your Man”), while "You Got t" offers street-wise
rapping from Redman, establishing the street
integrity lacking with many R&B acts. Jodeci is far
from a soft, ultra-sensitive vocal group; sure they
may say, “l wanna faste your love tonight,” but, with
a foundation mixing the best of style, attitude and
vocal talent, Jodeci helps define the future direction
of soul and R&B with uncanny brilliance. Work it
on "My Heart Belongs To You,” "Ride & Slide” and
“Success.”

TARIKA SAMMY Balance (Green Linnet, 43
Beaver Brook Road, Danbury, CT 06810/
203-730-0333)—With its second album Tarika
Sammy proves that the Malagasy music boom is
not just a fad, but an indispensoﬁle and growing
part of the world’s musical heritage. This brilliant
quartet's first album of traditional songs, Fana-
fody, left no doubt about this. The group’s roots
music has grown new branches, and a parcel of
original songs make it clear that Tarika Sammy is
now a global musical force. This is not to say they
have opted for the synths and machines of some
other African musicians looking for a big score.
Quite the opposite is true. The group uses a score
of the ancient instruments of Madagascar’s many
communities, including valiha and marovany
harps, percussion, fiddles and flutes, to build its
ideas. Instead of the Mustaphas’ beat, Tarika
Sammy has invited a Malagasy rhythm section,
which adds punch without ever breaking the
delicate balance of the music. Balance is just
about the most exhilarating new recording | have
listened to in months. It can be full of energy,
driving and scraping along at warp speed on
"Roba,” or it can be slow and sinuous, like the
mysterious and bluesy “Anjara,” with its plucked
harp melodies underscored by a languorous slide
%‘uitor and slow, humid vocals. “Bekily” brings
the group’s singing into full focus, four harmonies
strong over heavy percussion and the scrape of
the fiddle. Tarika Sammy has also staked out the
higher ground of lyrical message, using its songs
not only as an invitation to the outside world, but
as a broadside for Madagascar. “Jijy” mixes local
rhythms with o spoken word, nearly rap-like,
missive on the wonders of Madagascar and the
need to preserve and improve what is great and
beautiful about the island. This is what Tarika
Sammy’s music is all about. This group is search-
ing for a way to take the music o?its home and
make it vital again, not for the purpose of an
international hit, but to remind its brothers and
sisters in the Indian Ocean just how important its
own corner of the world is. The group does it with
a rare sense of mission, a commitment to great
acoustic music with a local flavor and o deter-
mination to have the world see its country as
something other than an interesting crossroads
waiting to be hip. Tarika Sammy’s Madagascar
is alive, growing and demanding respect. As is
the band.

MARIA SPEAKS

some of my students are playing this style, this

“I play the melodies on the bass, instead of just
that ooom-pah pah, ocom-pah pah that you always
hear.

HIP YOUNG THINGS Roots’n Varies
(Glitterhouse, Gruner Weg 25, 37688
Beveningen, Germany/0521-23308)—This
sixdrack CD arrived with no press information
attached—just the silvery goods. It's just after
Xmas, with nobody fo call. We know they're
German, and a trio, and we find out that Roots’n
Varies is a finy, genuine pearl. It sounds like a
debut: self-ossuret? but naive, aware of its Hip
Young Thing-ness but mature and studious all the
same. It's a totally acoustic outing with brushes and
‘found’ percussion (deep-fat fryer included), with a
fluid, toughened strum, rough-cut, honeyed vocals
‘'n’ harmonies and a frayed, hurrying tension remi-
niscent of the Go-Betweens {*Cattle And Cane”)
and Violent Femmes (*Blister In The Sun”)—voices
from backwater lands more than vrban centers, but
still worldly-wise. Al six tracks come recommend-
ed, but standouts include “H.Y.T.,” jubilant gospel-
folk; “Summy,” a languid haze; the swinging
“Credits,” and a super-fine rendition of the Velvet
Under-ground’s “New Age,” played straight and
true but given a gorgeous piano/12-string coda
that sends us home hysterically happy.

MOMUS Timelord (Creation, 8 Westgate
$t., London E8 England/081-986-7190)—
Nick Currie, quite possibly the only man in
rock/pop society to take his nom de plume from a
Kafka novel, will always attract the same epi-
thets—wicked raconteur, gregarious wit, literary
folk minstrel reinvented as post-modern disco intel-
lectual and alkround agent provocateur with such
classics as “Murderers, The Hope Of Women” and
“Hairdresser Of The Devil.” Although he's pursued
a mostly dance-driven direction for the last few
years—imagine an existential, low-budget, book-
worm version of Pet Shop Boys for want of a better
description—Timelord is a mellower dreamscape
altogether, replacing abrasive angst, po-mo irony
and provocative sleaze with a kind of late-night
reflectiveness. Here, dance rhythms are gently
probing, glowing pulses behind sparse sequencer-
squiggle patterns, luxurious synth carpets and
feathery, cooing Momus vocals. The eight-song
result is a '90s, moon-age take on Currie’s folk-bal-
lad origins, and totally captivating. Sex, relation-
ships and the love/ego wars in between are given
poetic dissection in tracks like “Enlightenment,”
“Rhetoric,” “You've Changed” and “Christmas On
Earth,” four great reasons why Momus is one of
our finest, most literate of contemporary bards.

RPLA Metal Queen Hijack (EMI, 20
Manchester Sq., London W1 England/

sang, “it's a long way down rock ‘n’ roll.” James
Maker, Morrissey’s bosom buddy in pre-stardom
days and the Smiths’ go-go dancer for all of two
shows, later turned up fronting the underachieving
Raymonde, an alarmingly close Smiths impression-
ist which still possessed enough spirited verve of its
own. Eons later, Maker's on g\e make again as the
bequiffed, camp epicenter of RPLA, the world’s first
queer-cultural hard rock vision. Metallurgists will
appreciate the Cultalike execution, the anthemic,
bluesy, Stonesy swagger given a modern L.A. glam
veneer: guitars squeal and kiss skyward, drums
implode and the production gleams like chrome as
Maker triumphantly reaches tight-jeans heights with
exaggerated panache (he even sounds like lan
Astbury). On an ‘alternative’ fip, however, the idea
of RPLA appeals more than the actuality; despite
the cocksure momentum of “Last Night A Drag
Queen Saved Your Life” and the irresistible pomp
of “Unnatural Woman” and the lighter-waving
finale “Hold Back The Storm,” at no point does
RPLA incorporate the Warholian chic, ironic camp
flash or punkish shudder of the New York Dolls,
another probable RPLA role-model. The lyrics, how-
ever, can be pointed and acerbic, aware of subver-
sive cliche...It RPLA is a newly minted version of
Queercore, then Spud Jones’ Tongueman are old
hands, around since 1987, yet even marginalized
by the U.K. gay press for uncompromising musical
aﬁrasion—camp disco they ain’t. Cop This is a
compilation (1987-92) from two albums and two
EPs, coming on like a bastard, low-budget mar-
riage between Happy Mondays’ drunken logic and
the sandpaper-rough Bodybeat abandon of Ministry,
exploring a Genet/Burroughs-influenced maelstrom
of sex-'n’-death obsessiveness, a “gallery of
charmin’ loins.” Most of the production is too thin,
the ideas too stretched, the music too monotonous,
but the overall package has impact, tension and
vision. At heart, both Tongueman and RPLA take
risks, preferring provocation in place of comfort.

1993 REVISITED

In my 1993 ‘Best OF list, | knew | would miss out
on something, primarily LUSCIOUS JACKSON's
In Search Of Manny {Grand Royal-Capitol in
the U.S., Big Cat in the U.K.) mini-album—the epit-
ome of sassyhood, with consistently slinky melody,
lyrical sharpness, unpredictable, mood-swinging
tension (from uniquer; subtle—as in female—hip-
hop to funky flamenco to beat instrumental without
sounding like they were changing shirts), and a
winning what'sgoin’-an mix of subversion and hon-
esty. The post-'feminism’ feminists couldn’t have
found a finer voice in this exploration of sex,
dependency, anger and alive-ness. The BOO
RADLEYS' Giant Steps (Creafion-Columbia) was
a near-breathtaking 17-rack travelogue through
musical inspirations (Beach Boys, Beatles, Byrds,
Love) that always found its own voice—no mean
feat at all. Lastly, DEAD CAN DANCE's into The
Labyrinth (4AD-WB) was simply another of this
group's enchanting enchantments. On a dance tip,
there were outstanding contributions from BLACK
DOG PRODUCTIONS (Bytes) (Warp/ Wax
Trax!-TVT), BIOSPHERE Macrogravity (Apollo),
the APHEX TWIN's CD reissue of Selected
Ambient Works 85-92 (R&S (Belgium)), FLUKE
Six Wheels On My Wagon (Circa (UK)),
VAPOURSPACE Gravitational Arch Of 10
(Internal), TRANSGLOBAL UNDERGROUND's
Dream Of A Thousand Nations (Nation), the
SABRES OF PARADISE Sabresonic (Warp), the
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Excursions In Ambience—Volume One collec-
tion (Caroline}, the Manifestation collection {Axiom/
Island-PLG), the Rush Hour and Reactivate 8
compilations (React) and the Full On compilation
(DeConstruction).

”Locked Out”

(Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, CA
90028)—Together Alone, the fourth album
from Crowded House, has a few surprises for those
who dismiss the band as clean<cut, post-Beatles
pop for the VH-1 demographic. “Locked Out,” the
first US single and video, not only adds a groovy
Manchester beat to the mix, but also cranks up the
volume more than we’re used to from this band
which has also added an additional guitarist/
keyboardist to expand upon the quaint frio sound
that first brought them notoriety. The fast-paced
video does its best to keep up with the intensity of
the track, as band members race down desolate
roads, seemingly chasing the speeding camera.
The quick cuts, scrambling band members and
glimpses of femme fotales gives “Locked Out” both
an air of desperation and humor. The song itself is
the epitome of the three minute pop song (make
that 3:18 to be exact), reaffirming the band’s status
as masters of the game.

“Floorboard Blues”
uses these elements 1o paint a dark picture steeped in
danger and haunting images. This is the portrait of o
oung girl and the strange man who offers her a ride
Kome. She warns ”Checi under his floorboards,
Mama” and as her suspicions and fears grow we are
exposed to the disturbing thoughts that appear in her

mind. The video is o series of subtle images pieced
together slowly, lethargic pans and dramatic
lighting adding to the creepiness of the piece.
Reflections of the girl’s thoughts are captured in the
silhouettes that dri% across her face and appear in
the car’s windows with startling effectiveness, o
possible foreboding of things to come. We won't
reveal everything that happens in this video, but
let's just say that although “Floorboard Blues” lasts
only two minutes, the unsettling tale that it relates
lingers much longer in the mind’s eye.
