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First of all, what everyone wants to know about a long-dis-
tance interview with J;Knny Cash: No, he didn’t answer the
phone and say “Hello—/'m Johnny Cash.” Still, it is a little
disconcerting at first, hearing that low ominous voice over the
telephone, speaking from his Tennessee cabin, discussing the
weather or reading off the address for his House Of Ccs?w
management office.

“This is an album I've always wanted to do,” he says of
American Recordings. “l even had a name 25 years ago
for this album, it was going to be called Johnny Cash
Alone. Years later | thought about it again and wanted to
do an album like this, ont.?ccll it Johnny Cash Up Close.
But this same concept has been in my mind since the early
'70s."

About his first meeting with producer/label head Rick
Rubin, Cash recalls, “| liked the way he talked. Because right
off he said, ‘I'm familiar with most of your work, and you

know what you do best. And I'd like to talk to you about mak-

ing some records, and trying to get the best out of you, what-
ever you think that is.” And | saw that he was really serious,
and that he was interested in getting the real me on record,
whatever that is, for whatever that's worth...And the more we
talked about that, the more | realized that | might be able to
do that kind of dream album that I've always wanted to do,
where it's just me and a guitar singing a song to you—no
showbiz, no performance kind of a thing. Just to get real with
it, get intimate.”

Does Cash worry that some of his newer fans might miss
American Recordings’ themes of redemption and underly-
ing optimism, and overlook his deeply-felt Christianity in
favor of celebrating his legendary rebellious past? “Well, |
hope they don’t miss the redemption. Because the theme of
this album in my mind is sin and redemption, and redemption
is really the upside of it. The picture on the album cover with
those two dogs, | named them Sin and Redemption. And
Sin’s black with a white stripe, and Redemption, he’s white
with a black stripe, and so neither one is complete... My
redemption is not complete because I'm not perfect. I'm not
sanctified. | mean, God has redeemed me from that kind of
life that | sing about in those other songs, but | don’t close the
door on the past, because that might be a dangerous thing
for me to do, to forget what the past was like. To forget the
mistakes and the triumphs | had over pain and near-death so
many times. So | don’t want it to happen again. If | lose track
of where I've been, | might lose track of where I'm going.”

“I know what the hard times are like, what the rough life is
like, the bad life, but | don’t close the door on it. That there’s
redemption from it, and you can be 62 years old and let
God take control. | had triends who weren't so lucky, you
know. With all of our misguided energy, some of us hit the
tree instead of going around it.”

When Cash says something like this, you suddenly realize
that here is a man who really means what he says, 24 hours
a day; eamestly talking with a stranger about sin and
redemption at 10:30 in the morning is as important a part of
his being as all the legendary stories, hundreds of songs and
thousands of concerts that have made Johnny Cash a legend.
Being the Man In Black may seem to some observers like an
almost inhumanly full time job, but to Johnny Cash, it's not
what he does, it’s simply what he is. —James lien

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BECK One Foot In The Grave (K, P.O. Box 7154,
Olympia, WA 98507 /212-260-3389)—A question to those
who call Beck the very model of @ modern slacker: Just how many
full CDs, EPs and singles did you put out in the last nine months?
Recorded in two bursts just prior to the release of Mellow Gold,
One Foot In The Grave makes clear Beck's love for the bleak
and beautiful recordings of Mississippi John Hurt and other rustic
sliders and pickers by throwing in the occasional gospel or blues
song. Beck’s own songs never seem to be terribly profound
(though the media has made his “Loser” an anthem for the
anthemless) or terribly
musical for that matter,
yet they are among the
most candid and
enjoyable bits of guitar
and voice put fo tape in
recent memory. The
solo acoustic tracks
“He’s A Mighty Good
Leader” and “Hollow

1550, Burbank, CA 91505)—As traditional
hip-hop draws more and more on jazz rhythms (US 3, Gang Starr,
efc.), it seemed only inevitable that some Kiphop artist would cross
the line and make a jozz album. MC Q00 Ft. Jesus, previously
crossing borders with his style of angsthop, has done it, creating
what is essentially a beat-poet excursion against a cool jazz
backdrop. Like John Giorno or King Missile’s John S. Hall, Mark
Griffin {MC 900 himself) uses spoken word as his lyrical drive, but
instead of ranting or goofiness, Griffin achieves a Chandler-esque
feeling, with a litfle bit

of “Warm Leatherette”
ghoulishness thrown in.
The music is cool and
complex, the flute trills
of “But If You Go”
complementing the dual
vocals of Griffin and a
female vocalist.

FIFTH COLUMN 36C (K, address above)—The members of
Toronto's Fifth Column—musicians, fanzine writers and
independent filmmakers—could easily be categorized as
quintessential riot grrrls. But to confine them so quickly to such o
heading would be to deny them the boundless musical credit that
two previously self-released albums, To Sir, With Hate and All
Time Queen Of The World, along with their latest, 36C, have
proven they so richly deserve. While 36C is more slickly produced
than say, Hole or the Ramones, with crisp, clear vocals and
punchy, penetrating rhythms, its venomous defiance and
individuality stem from both its jarring yet infinitely listenable
arrangements, as well as its eerie and unnerving instrumentation.
Shimmering, cartoonish organ binds with searing, grainy guitar
resulting in @ concoction that sounds something like the Groovy
Ghovlies meet L7. It's

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RIDE Carnival Of Light (Sire, c/o Reprise,
3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—
Ride has changed its sound, and for a band with
such a recognizable sound, it's surely a sign of
growth. The band that once defined a scene of
shimmering atmospheres and wild guitar splendor
spawned so many copy-cat shoegazing bands that
even an above-average Ride record in 1994 could
have sounded passé, merely on the grounds of
overkill. Next to the band’s past work, Carnival
Of Light is o tamer, more iradifional record to say
the least, but to its credit, the band searches out new
strengths and dimensions instead of romping
through ferritory it's already conquered. The outlines
of the dozen songs on Carnival Of Light are
easily discerned in the past; their keener melodic
shape would have been buried under the band’s
former fuzzy aesthefic, while here a conventional
sense of rhythm guides them. Here Ride looks back
into dreamy folk {the Byrds ara referenced on
occasion) and eor?l psychedelic British garage
{check the cover of the Creation’s “How Does It Feel
To Feel?”) with strong results. These peeks back
have nothing to do with stoking a retro fire, as any
reference to the Faces and other lofty British names
is decidedly underplayed. Sing along: “1000
Miles,” “Endless Road,” “Birdman” and the
Creation cover. —Steve Ciabattoni

BORN JAMERICANS Kids From Foreign
(Delicious Vinyl, c/o EastWest America, 75
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—
Dancehall music has recently benefitted from the
inclusion of American soul and R&B in its mix,
softening the often inaudible melange of toasting
and body-rocking riddims {see Chaka Demus &
Pliers). While artists like Snow, Tiger, Barrington
Levy and Shaggy have allowed pop influences to
homogenize their dancehall for otherwise hesitant
listeners, the duo of Edley Shine and Natch [a k a
Born Jamericans) is a sound system which combines
Edley’s verbal attack, which sounds more like
rapping than toasting, and Natch's Dennis Brown-
inﬁuenced vocal support, which adds enough R&B
and soul spices to make Kids From Foreign chic
and memorable. If you listen long enough, you'll
find the group’s melodic hooks leave a lasting

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impression: “Cease & Seckle” has already found
many radio followers, while “So Ladies” and “Ain’t
No Stoppin’” are intoxicating dancefloor freasures.

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BOBBY SICHRAN From A Sympathetical
Hurricane (Columbia, 550 Madison Ave.,
New York, NY 10022-3211)—Bobby
Sichran’s music, to borrow from current ‘90s
samplecredit parlance, contains elements of hi

hop, folk, rock and funk music, all pulled together to
create something starkly innovative and genuinely
new. Entirely self-produced, From A d
Hurricane is a surprisingly confident debut album,
already showing the poise that other artists usually
build over the course of three or four records.
Playing guitar and singing in a mellow monotone,
Sichran builds on the tunky one-man slacker hip-hop
concept of Basehead and Beck, but instills it with a
fire and passion rarely seen in such bands—really,
the closest spiritual comparison we can think of is
Neil Young's 1969 selfitled debut. He may be
intelligent, but he’s no Bruce Cockburn with a
beatbox—he's as down-+o-earth as they come. On
the fitle track (in which he sings about hoping to get
a girl), his voice recalls Jonathan Richman’s way
back in his early, scruffy proto-punk days. Few
debuts truly follow througﬁ on hype, but From A
Srmpmhcﬁcal Hurricane marks the emergence
of a new artist that just might actually be here to
stay. Sympathize with: the fitle track, “Stray Dog,”
“Real Live Wire” and “Poison Arrow.” —James Lien

SAINT ETIENNE Tiger Bay (Warner Bros.,
3300 Warner Blvd., Burlanl(, CA 91510)—
After defining its dance/pop synthesis with its near-
perfect 1992 debut Foxbase Alpha, Saint
Etienne has focused on refining its heavenly sound.
On its third LP, Saint Etienne’s sugary hybrid
remains difficult to place in time: the trio’s love for
pure female vocal pop meshes seamlessly with
spacious electronic dance grooves, vocalist Sarah
Cracknell's honeyed vocals gliding efforflessly over
colorful synthetic waves of sound. Tiger Bay's
breezy singles like “Hug My Soul* and “Like A

>
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Motorway*” (which are both featured in original and
alternate mixes) have a ‘90s dancefloor savvy and
rise off the disc like effervescent bubbles. In between
weightless ballads like “Former Lover” and “Marble
Lions” mingle with largely electronic, mood-inducin
instrumentals such as “Urban Clearway” and “Cool
Kids Of Death,” adding vibrant stripes to the LP.
Also of note are the Ia—?a-los in “Pale Movie” and “|
Was Born On Christmas Day,” a chiming duet
between Cracknell and the Charlatans’ Tim Burgess.

PULP, HIS "N' HERS

PULP His ‘N’ Hers (Island, 400 Lofayette
St., New York, NY 10003/310-276-
4500)—Glomorous, theatrical and ever so suave,
Pulp specializes equally in melody and melodrama.
Fronted by Jarvis Cocker, a singer with more pout-
power than Suede’s Brett Anderson, Pulp plays lush,
orchestrated sagas that burn with luster and dribble
with lust. Songs like *Lipgloss” and “Do You
Remember The First Time” fill the band’s kitsch
quotient with Candida Doyle’s chirping keyboards
and Russell Senior’s Mick Ronson-inspired guitar
lines, stirring up comparisons to other British glam
revivalists. But while Cocker’s precious, English-
sounding vocals are reminiscent of Bowie, Pulp’s
eccentfricity defies categorization. Many songs on
His ‘N’ Hers, the band's first U.S. release, feature
a range of instrumental embellishments, including
violin, bowed bass, school piano, timpani and a
fire extinguisher. Cocker yelps his way through
“Acrylic Afternoons,” his voice sounding like air
escaping from a pinched balloon, while “Babies”
features a campy melody line and unusual keyboard
sounds. Then there’s “She’s A Lady,” a dark,
brooding number with a techno/disco beat.
Lyrically, Pulp traverses equally broad ground,
sarcastically declaring, “Oh and we like
women/Up the women we say/And if we get
lucky/We mighty even meet some one day” on
“Joyriders” and irreverently commenting “The
trouble with your brother/He’s always sleeping with
your mother” on the unnamed 12th cut. Also spin
“David’s last Summer” and “Have You Seen Her

COBRA VERDE Viva La Muerte (Scat, c/o
Matador, 676 Broadway, 4th Fl., New
York, NY 10012/212-260-3389)—Tucked
away in a cultural warp between the East Coast and
the Midwest, Cleveland remains shielded from the
trappings of the music industry or an overly efficient
and (locally) popular “scene.” While this gives a lot
of Cleveland bands their disfinct quality, an

unfortunate result is that some of the town’s most
talented musicians have unintentionally drified away
from activity. Such was the case with John Petkovic,
vocalist for the dissolved Death Of Samantha, who
was missing-in-action until he recently emerged to
create and front Cobra Verde. While the band is
actually 75% former Death Of Samantha (Petkovic,
along with lead guitarist Doug Gillard and drummer
Dave Swanson), comparisons to DOS prove
groundless. Viva La Muerte is a richer, more
infense record than the past work of the three. With
the low end beefed up by bassist Don Depew
(formerly of local metal legends Breaker), Cobra
Verde rocks harder than DOS did, and its songs
take on an epic, cathartic quality (“| Thought You
Knew What Pleasure Was,” “Already Dead”).
Petkovic’s vocals are deeper and fuller, while
retaining their characteristic drama, and Gillard’s
skilled guitar work stands out on every track,
notably the ending scorcher, "Cease To Exist.” The
return of these veterans is whole-heartedly
welcomed. Also recommended: “Until The Killing
Time,” “Give Me Your Heart” and “Despair.”

VARIOUS ARTISTS ReR Quarterly Sound
Magozine Volume 4 Number 1 (ReR, c/o
Cuneiform, P.O. Box 8427, Silver Spring,
MD 20907/301-589-8894)—Since 1985, the
British label ReR (formerly Recommended Records)
has released its Quarterly compilation/journal,
introducing listeners ta new experimental music and
oddball rock from around the globe (five continents
are represented on this one). Koongoortoog (from
Tuva) takes its homeland’s traditional instruments
and throat singing style info some definitely
nontraditional territory. N.O.R.M.A. (ltaly)
humorously hopscotches musical styles orvorious
cultures and centuries. The Kalahari Surfers (South
Africa) and Les Sales Combles (Switzerland) check
in with terrific examples of their idiosyncratic pop. If
you like Susanne Lewis (of Hail and Kissyfur], you
can sample her extremely different former band, (the
very Art Bears inﬂuencaJi A Thinking Plague.
Among the better-known names here are Biota, ReR
chief Chris Cutler with his early ‘70s bandmate (in
the groups Henry Cow and the Art Bears) Fred Frith
and John Oswald of Plunderphonics fome, who
rebuilds John Zorn/Naked City samples for listeners
with an even shorter attenfion span than Zorn
himself (47 samples crammed into 14 secondsl).
Because of the small size of the CD format (the
previous volumes were on vinyl), the accompanying
magazine (which always features fascinating
articles, editorials and illustrations) will be published
separately in the fall. —David Newgarden

MARILYN MANSON Portrait Of An
American Family (Nothing, c/o Interscope,
10900 Wilshire Bivd., #1230, Los Angeles,
CA 90024)—It comes as no surprise that Trent
Reznor's first signing fo his Nothing label is a band
like Marilyn Manson. This South Florida quintet is an
extension of all the black leather decadence that
NIN exudes in videos and live shows, but where
Reznor wallows in self-deprecation, Marilyn Manson
uses the ideologies of conservative America as
fodder for its acidic attacks. Granted, the shock
valve afforded by lines like “Who said date rape
isn't kind?* (“Cake And Sodomy”) provides a
typically perverse sting fo the band’s already
obvious sound, but “White trash get down on your

knees/it’s time for cake and sodomy* wastes no
time in asserting a catchy, albeit degenerate,
diversion to the caustic industrial-metal mix.
Portrait thrives on its Alice Cooper-ish flare for
blood-'n"-guts dramatics, from its explicit lyrics and
its musiccﬁ props (organ fills that wouldn’t be out of
place in an old Bela Lugosi flick frequent the same
space as blackened guitar jolts and fluctuating
screams) fo its more obvious nods at pop culture’s
desensitization of sex and violence (band members’
names include Madonna Wayne Gacy and Sara
Lee Lucas). The new American Gothic: “Get Your
Gunn,” "Wrapped In Plastic,” and “Dogma.”

FISHBELLY BLACK Fishbel

20740)—On the heady philosophical fip, it's

beginni;g‘to seem like so many of the supposed

jazz/hip-hop pairings crowding the bins these days
simply end up using a few scratchy old Blue Note or
Flying Dutchman sides for flavor, not really
capturing the essence or importance of jozz music’s
rich legacy (Branford Marsalis’ Buckshot Le Fonque
and Guru’s Jazzmatazz are two of the most notable
exceptions fo this unfortunate trend). This record,
like those two successful examples, pairs the
concept of jazz players with hip-hop’s new sounds,
instruments and technology and achieves quite
successful results—rarely has the excitement of hip-
hop dovetailed so seamlessly with the freedom and
flow of jazz. Fishbelly Black is a collective, largely
the brainchild of producer George Mitchell, wﬁo
brings together live saxophone, Hammond B-3
organ, drums and guitars, and pairs them with rap’s
beats, breaks and rhymes from four guest rappers.
Many of today’s jazz/hip-hop fusions may end up
sounding shallow, but this is not one of them; on a
deeper level, the true artists are using the new form
to make artistic statements that are more than just
the flavor of the month. Check the go-go-flavored
beat of “Spontaneous Combustion,” *Eight Ball”
and “Plum Wine,” and also be sure omfpeep the
non-P “Get Up, Get Down” single, which features a
cameo from none other than Roy Ayers.

MIRANDA SEX GARDEN Fai les Of
Slavery (Mute, 140 W, 22nd St., 10th Fl.,
New York, NY 10011/212-255-7670)—
Miranda Sex Garden has experienced the last few
hundred years’ worth of musical evolution in a very
short time. Originally an allfemale a cappella
madrigal frio, &e group augmented its sound with
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classical instruments, then added a male guitarist
and drummer, and is now collaborating with the
likes of Einsturzende Neubauten’s F.M. Einheit and
Alexander Hacke. With all that, the group sounds
awfully confident, even through its accelerated
changes. There’s a nod to the songs of the past in a
coldly two-stepping cover of Kurt Weill’s “Havana
Lied,” but other than that, MSG is living entirely in
the present while building its music out of the
instruments of many generations. Glockenspiel and
viola are comfortably nestled up next to industrial
drilling; delicate vocals coexist peaceably with
battering drums. Tracks like “Cut” and “Serial
Angels” can be loud and chaotic, but their chaos is
always somehow stately, even composed-sounding.
Paris of Fairytales Of Slavery are elegantly
filmic instrumentals; in others, Katherine Blake’s and
Donna McKevitt's voices wordlessly trace jagged
lines around each other. Somehow, the album’s
broad-scoped approach not only comes together but
sounds like that's how it was always meant to be.
Check out the above, plus “Intermission” and “Peep
Show.” —Douglas Wolk

Junkfuel

FRETBLANKET Junkfuel (Atlas, c/o A&M,
1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA

90028)—Fretblanket is one of those rare bands that
manages to blend guitar noise with pop nuance in a
way that sacrifices neither might nor melody. Credit
this to both the group’s upbringing and its ?r/cgile
emotional state. Born in Britain but raised on
American indie rock, Fretblanket piles on the power
chords in a way that would make Hisker Di and
Dinosaur Jr. proud, but it can’t escape its roots,
causing numbers like “Song In B” and “Now We're
30" to resonate with the loose groove and catchy
hooklines of fellow countrymen like Ned’s Atomic
Dustbin, Bivouac and Mega City Four. For
Fretblanket, contrast and conflict are the most vital
ingredients for creative expression. “Junkfuel” mixes
soaring harmonies with Will Copley’s searing vocal
rasp, and “I'm Going To Buy A Hang Glider” layers
diving, dirt-encrustec?guitcrs over an infectious sing-
along melody. But the highlight of Junkfuel is
unquestionably “Twisted,” a savage soulrending
saga of vitriol and vengeance that features an
imposing twin guitar assault and tormented vocals:
“She’ll wait for me fo turn my back/Twist the knife
then hit the sack.” Much of Fretblanket’s strength
springs from its relative inexperience. None o? the
members had played in any other bands, or even
seen a live gig before they formed Fretblanket. As a
result, Junkfuel bubbles with restless discovery,
bounding from track to track with pained
exuberance. Fuel your engines and fret no more.

BLACK/NOTE Jungle Music (Columbia,
address above)}—For a young jazz group that
names itself with an Afrocentric turn on “blue note,”
one that begins its debut release with the scratchy
recording of Malcolm X intoning “It's time to stop
singin’ and start swingin’,” Black/Note is surprisingly
less revolutionary and more traditional than one
would expect. The fact that revolution is considered
something of a tradition to the hard bop they play is
another matter. The disc’s 11 tightlycoiled tracks
draw on the history of bop as that of an urban folk
art, imbuing the group’s honest love for the sound
with a workman-like charm. Even though you won't

find a hip-hop beat until the last track {and at that
it's a remix), the record’s impeccable sense of cool
is in many ways closer to acid jozz’s club dynamics
than the ruminations of contemporary jazz. Still, it's
an earnestness, a desire to be another strong link in
the chain, that sets this record apart. Its easy to see
that Jungle Music is just the beginning for this
group, but it is, for all its passion tempered with
purpose, a welcome introduction to Black/Note.

GUMBALL Revolution On Ice (Columbia,
address above}—As Don Fleming’s lengthy
career has progressed through his various bands—
the Velvet Monieys, Half Japanese, B.A.LL., and
now Gumball—his music has gotten poppier and
poppier. With Revolution On Ice, recorded in a
church in Woodstock, New York, Fleming and his
righthand man Jay Spiegel have been rejoined by
vitarist/keyboardist Malcolm Riviera, meaning that
three of the band’s four members are now Velvet
Monkeys veterans. And while parts of the album are
poppily nostalgic for the early days of punk {*'77
and things are looking bright/Punk rock heaven,
CBGB's on a Friday night”), the band hasn't
abandaned its lo-fi, lo-budget roots. “The Boat

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Race” has its borders guarded by some spiky guitar
barbed wire, and it's followed by “Trudge,” a
garbled hardcore shudder, and the Farfisa-fied
oddity “She’s As Beautiful As A Foot.” For the most
part, though, Revolution On Ice is pure pop for
now {and then) people, with Fleming’s tangy guitar
and voice drawing on the power-pop tradition of
Rockpile and the Strawberries as much as it does on
recent guitar-pop. Also chew on “Gone To The
Moon” (not the Fastbacks song) and the “Lovie
Louie”-by-way-of-“Ana Ng* baunce of “Free
Grozin'." —Douglas Wolk

LOCUS SOLUS Waverly (Grass, c/o Dutch
East India Trading, P.O. Box 800, Rockville
Centre, NY 11571-0800/516-764-6200)—
Like quiet rock bands such as Codeine and Slint,
Locus Solus generates emotion without making a lot
of noise. Simultaneously purging its aggressions,
while taking care not to wake up the neighbors, the
sounds on Waverly are thickly layered and
melodically simplistic. Sister-era Sonic Youth
influences abaund, as circling guitar melodies send
the listener on a lilting journey through a dimly lit
world. The opening frack “Mm" sefs the fone, its

lulling guitar quietly accompanying the raspy and
somewzot obscured vocals. The subsequent tracks
continue in a similar low-key vein, almost bleeding
into one another, creating a continuous trip. From
the almost organ-sounding guitar solo on the opener
to the lounge sounds of “Habanero,” Locus Solus
exercises its self-control, only occasionally stepping
out of its selfimposed bounds, while it creates a
blurry and moody sound. —Bryan McNomara

SEESAW ...And The Head Popped Off (EP)
(Simple Machines, P.O. Box 10290,
Arlington, VA 22210-1290/703-276-
06802—The eight-song debut from this Omaha-by-
way-of-Chicago band qualifies Seesaw for a spot in
the blossoming genre of slowpoke rock, amongst the
sleepy beats of Low and Codeine. Unlike those
groups, however, Seesow includes the occasional
trot-paced song to get the blood fllowing, but does
eventually revert back to more melancholy rhythms.
It's the ups and downs of the rhythms and song
structures that make the band’s name so
appropriate. Because of the do-it-yourself
production, enhanced by simplistic guitar strums,

“Marizane Of The Alien Christ” is like
liquid Bowie mixed from powdered concentrate, an
ingenious distillation of “Starman,” “Five Years,”
and oh, maybe a bit of “Width Of A Circle.” In a
weird and unexpected sort of way though, we've
got to hand it to Visconti and Marizane for dusting
off those old string charts and recording tech-
niques, which, in a way, reveal how integral these
factors were to Bowie’s magic. Even with the
(much) lesser songwriting material proffered here,
this demo still winds up an entertaining listen.
Recommended for curious scrutiny.

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VARIOUS ARTISTS The Specialty Story
(Specialty, c/o Fantasy, 10th And Parker,
Berkeley, CA 94710) [cat. no. 4412]—If
you're already familiar with the legendary story of
Specialty Records, home to Little Richard (“the
quasar of rock”), Art Neville, Lloyd Price, Larry
Williams, Guitar Slim, Sam Coo(e’s early gospel

ears, and dozens of other R&8B, gospel and blues
Kitmokers, then flipping through this box set and
lavish booklet will geﬁike reading a high school
yearbook—you'll be filled with the same kind of
warm nos;r ic glow as you thumb through page
after page of the unfolding saga of one of the
greatest independent labels in the history of
American recorded music. You'll relive the story of
Uloyd Price actually breaking into tears while
singing “Lawdy Miss Clawdy* at the end of an oth-
erwise terrible audition session for Art Rupe, the
wild piano-banging tales of Little Richard, or how a
young gospel singer named Sam Cooke cut some
amazing spiritual material before finding fame as
one of rﬂe greatest voices in secular soul. Of all the
small independent labels during the rip-roaring
'50s, Specialty was arguably tge most important of
them all, with the possible exception of Sam
Phillips' Sun Records. While Sun might have given
rock 'n’ roll its face and upturned snarling lip,
Specialty gave it the beat, the beat, the beat—
pounding, driving, unrelenting, and swinging,
more often than not provided by the key New
Orleans and Los Angeles session cats who were
the chief architects of rock and roll. Box set compil-
er and Specially reissue king Billy Vera is not only
a vigorous researcher and c?istin vished blues
scholar, he's also a tremendous fan, who's includ-
ed such overtheop Specialty gems as Joe Liggins’
“Rag Mop,” and Litle Richard's incredibly koo?(y
last outing for Specialty, the awesome *Bama
Lama Bama Loo” (where a frenzied Richard takes
the big backbeat back from the Beatles and uses it
to whup them on the head).

Of course, Specialty not only broke new ground
musically, but on a less distinguished note, accord-
ing to Richard and others on Sl,he scene, the label
also pioneered many of the entrepreneurial, and
even potentially exploitative, practices of the
record biz. From assuming control of publishing
credits for ifs artists to such advanced record-biz
tactics as reissuing the same Little Richard material
over and over again with different titles and different

covers throughout the ‘60s and '70s, Specialty pio-
neered techniques that record labels are still follow-
ing to this day. Nonetheless, on the strength of the
music and the incredible quality and respect given
to it by this reissue, this is a monumental story in
American music, at last fold in full. Though it's actu-
ally smaller than either of the Stax bax sets, it's an
epochal slice of R&8 history.

TIM BUCKLEY Live At The Troubador 1969
(Bizarre/Straight, ¢/o Rhino, 10635 Santa
Monica Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90025-
4900/31 0-474-4773)95«“. no. 71663}—
Though he has been lauded in certain circles, Tim
Buckley remains a largely unsung hero for someone
who contributed so much to song. Unlike many
stars who fizzled out early, leaving only a small
body of work behind, Buckley (luckily for us) is sur-
vived by nine studio albums and 1990’s breathtak-
ing double-disc Dream Letter, a live recording
from 1968—quite remarkable for a vocalist/song-
writer/musician who burned out at 28. There's
always a certain morose quality listening to
unearthed live performances of an artist who's had
a tragic death (Buckley died of an alcohol/heroin
overgose in 1975, ironically after having taken
steps toward cleaning up his act), yet Live At The
Troubador expands our knowleJlge of this impor-
tant artist and reveals his love for the improvisation-
al process, in which jazz thythms and guitar leads
played an essential role. While it’s not quite as
impressive a pockage as Dream Letter, lacking
the earlier performance’s intimate, yet crisp sound
reproduction, Live At The Troubador remains
impressive. Buckleys voice soars—as it nearly
always did—careening towards life’s sweetness
when it was able, and plummeting towards its dark-
er moments for the remainder. Though he was gift-
ed with a dynamic vocal range, Buckley’s most
impressive attribute was how he used his skills,
extracting a vast spectrum of emotions from his
soul, as i?the painful removal of his ghosts was
necessary fo avert further suffering down the line.
When he wails “I'm so happy! I'm so happy! I'm so
happy!” at the start of “I Don’t Need It To Rain,”
his voice approximates the voltage of an electric
shock, evoking a frighteningly real barrage of emo-
tions. Collectors will enjoy 319 two previously unre-
leased tracks on this 78-minute disc, but we'll all
grow from experiencing Buckley as he was on
stage in 1969. —lydia Anderson

VARIOUS ARTISTS The Swingtime Records
Story (Capricorn, 120 30th Ave. N.,
chville, TN 37203/615-320-8470) [cat.
no. 20242}—Capricorn Records continues to
unfold its extensive reissue program, having previ-
ously covered small independent R&B and blues
labels like Fire/Fury, Jewel/Paula and Scepter/
Woand. This set focuses on Swingtime, a seminal
R&B label that was home to some of the greatest
R&B and jump blues of the erq, featuring a roster
that included Lowell Fulsom, Charles Brown, Jimmy
Witherspoon and a young Ray Charles. One can
feel that even before his legendary tenure ot Atlantic
Records, Charles’ primordial blues groan was
already perfected, and we're reminded here that
his warm and heart-rending voice had already been
warbling its way off old 785 and 45s for some fime
before he belted out *What'd | Say” or “My Bonnie.”
Even in the rather primitive quality of these early
‘50s recordings (such luxuries as stereo and multi-
track tape were still a few years away), this two-CD
set is still a very strong testimony to the impact and
importance of Swingtime Records. In a word,
Mmmmmmm. —James Lien

RAVI SHANKAR Transmigration Macabre
(C-Five, P.O. Box 328, Maidenhead,
Berkshire $16 2NE, U.K.}—Submitted for your
approval: Transmigration Macabre has got to
be one of the most unusual curios to come out in
recent memory, and a confirmation of our hopeful
belief that these days, virtually anything interesting
could end up re-released on CD by somebod
somewhere, as long as there’s no major labe
involved. This unusual Ravi Shankar vehicle was the
original soundtrack to an obscure British art film
called Viola. In the movie, the central character is a
man possessed by the notion that his recently-
deceased wife has come back to haunt him in the
form of a disturbing black cat that seems to pursue
him relentlessly. The music from the film score fol
lows the man’s subsequent descent into madness,
and the titles of the individual pieces—“Madness,*
“Fantasy” “Anxiety,” “Torment,” “Submission*—
demonstrate the tone and fimbre and psycho-delic
nature of Shankar’s accompanying music. Far from
the typical ‘60s Indian curry-flavored soundtrack
fare {see the little instrumental snippets between
songs on the Beatles' Helpl), it's instead a fairly
demented piece of work—horns blare, tympani
thunder cacophonously, sirings groan, while our
main man Ravi spins out webs of tormented melod:
on lots and lots of echo-drenched sitars. Not exach/
indispensable stuff, and not likely to set any sales
records up against the Rolling Stones catalog, but it
is a deliciously twisted and delightfully strange litile
disc nonetheless. —James Lien

AHMAD Ahmad (Giant, ¢/o Reprise, 3300
Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—On his
first single, “Back In The Day” (which is featured
three times on Ahmad), South Central's Ahmad
vividly raps (with a warped, Pharcyde-like flow}
about his younger days of innocence as if he
wished he were still in junior high doing
homework, and not suffering from the onxiewf
growing up into a mature, productive adult. Well,
as eloguent and informed as Ahmad sounds, he is
still only 18 years old, even though he raps like a
hardened vet. With a versatile delivery, Ahmad's
raps stay within familiar surroundings arising from

is personal life experiences. Having grown up
during the hardcore explosion of the late ‘80s,
Ahmad is grounded enough not to berate listeners
with wonh?ess fantasies, as if his hardcore
hometown is going to dictate his rap style. Instead,
his stories are couched in playful, uptempo fun
beds, which includes everything from Long Beach-
funk on “You Gotta Be...“ to Parliament-sampling
on “Can | Party?” to brilliant, L.A. electro-funk on
“The Jones'” to background vocals by Roger
Troutman on the danceable “We Want The Funk.”
This is one of the most unpretentious rap records
ever to come from the hardcore capitol of the
world. Also freak the funk of: “Touch The Ceiling,”
“The Palladiuvm” and “Ordinary People.”

WERLA PIERCEKING OF THE HONKY.TONK

WEBB PIERCE King Of The Honky-Tonk
(Country Music Foundation, 4 Music Sq. E.,
Nashville, TN 37203/800-255-2357)—
Between 1952 and 1959, Webb Pierce was among
the most popular of all the “hillbilly” singers, with a
total of 13 number one hits, more than any other
country artist of the time, including Hank Williams,
Ernest Tubb and Lefty Frizzell. While Pierce’s star
may have tarnished a bit since his heyday, King
Of The Honky-Tonk compiles all his c{\cmop
pers, as well as a few of his other top 10 hits and
two previously unreleased tracks, and it's as delight-
ful a coltection of country music you're likely to hear.
All the tracks are remasters taken from Pierce’s
recordings for the Decca label, which have been out
of print for a shamefully long time. Immaculately
packaged with detailed notes on each track, a brief
chronicle of Pierce's life and rare photos of Pierce in
his trademark, lavishly detailed Nudie suits, King
Of The Honky-Tonk is a must for any country
music fan. Top Of The Pops: “Broken Engagement,”
“There Stands The Glass” {recently covered by Ted
Hawkins), “In The Jailhouse Now" and “Honky Tonk
Song.”

SARA HIGKIVIAN

SARA HICKMAN Necessary Angels
(Discovery, 2052 Broadway, Santa Monica,
CA 90404/310-828-1033)—The story of how
Necessary Angels came to be releosegis an
extraordinary display of one person’s perseverance
and ingenuity, as well as a great tale of love
between an artist and her fans. Sara Hickman had
released two moderately successful albums for
Elektra and had recorded and completed a third
when the label dropped her. She came up with the
idea of buying the unreleased tapes from the label,
but was presented with a demand for an amount

beyond her means. Hickman decided to go to her
fans to try and raise the funds needed to %uy back
her songs. The response was incredible. Hickman
collected enough to get back the tapes, record sever-
al new songs E)r Necessary Angels and make
donations to the Romanian Orphan Fund. As for
the music, this is surely her most substantial collec-
tion to date. With a pleasing combination of quiet
acoustic musings and bright pop melodies,
Hickman proves she has the uncommon ability to
tell stories in creative ways with witty lyrics and an
attractive, adaptable voice. Necessary Angels
indeed: “The Best Of Times,” “Room Ot One's
Own,” “Shadowboxing” and “The Place Where
The Garage Used To Stand.”

SHORT SHOTS

Here are four new records from four singer/song-
writer types, each with a distinct voice. MICHAEL
JERLING's second for Shanachie {37 E. Clinton
St., Newton, NJ 07860/201-579-7763), New
Suit Of Clothes, shows why he won the “New
Folk” competition at last year’s Kerrville Folk
Festival. Jerling’s songs present a widescreen view
of the human condition and he masterfully utilizes a
broad range of musical styles (country, blues, folk)
to their utmost effect. From the twangy introspection
of “Time To Begin Again” fo the sultry mood of
“Shadowland” to the bounce and swing of “Save
Me” to the New Orleans R&B flavored “Katy's
Stroll,” Jerling has delivered a touching and enjoy-
able set that's sure to garner the wider audience {\e
deserves...Dos Records (500 San Marcos, Austin,
TX 78702/512-322.0617) has just released Stray
Dog Talk from Austin’s DAVID HALLEY domesti-
cally. Originally available only in Europe, it's a
brilliant set of roots rock from yet another member
of the Lubbock, Texas, songwriter set. This version
of Stray Dog Talk has been resequenced and
re-mastered, and a track has been added (“Hard
Livin,” a top 10 Country hit for Keith Whitley),
making it more special. Highlights include the ethe-
real “Rain Just Falls,” the stecagy rockin’ “Live And
Learn” and the guitar anthem “Opportunity
Knocking.”...Also from Austin, by way of England,
is JAIN MATTHEWS, who's had a long history of
singing other people’s songs, dating from the days
when ﬂe was a founding member of Fairport
Convention. Since he moved to Texas in 1989,
Matthews has been inspired fo write more songs
and his falents are evicﬁantly flourishing in the heat,
if The Dark Ride (Watermelon, P.O. Box
402088, Austin, TX 78704/512-458-6275) is any
indication. Matthews’ tunes mix traditional British
folk and Texas-style acoustic storytelling. Standout
tracks include “Gir! With The Clouds In Her Eyes,”
co-written with Horizons fave Michael Fracasso,
“Ballad Of Gruene Hall” and “Davey's
Stung.”...DAVID KNOPFLER is best known as a
founding member of Dire Straits with his brother,
Mark. Since leaving that band in 1980, he's
recorded six solo albums, only a couple of which
have been released in the U.S. On The Giver
(Mesa, c/o Mesa-Bluemoon, P.O. Box 5510,
Glendale, CA 91221/818-841-8585), he man-
ages to recall the ebb and flow of his former band,
while adding a captivating, eerie undercurrent.
With their simple melodies, sharp wordplay and
stark instrumentation, songs like “Domino” {not the
Van Morrison song), “A Father And A Son” and
“Mercy With The Wine” draw the listener into
Knopfler's refined and spiritual world. One of the
mo[sr soothing and surprising records of the year,
so far.
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ROOTS AND BLUES

After making a stab at the Nashville sound, JO-EL
SONNIER returns fo the sound of his heritage with
Cajun Roots (Rounder, 1 Camp St., Cambridge,
MA 02140/617-354-0700). He pays heartfelt trib-
ute to the likes of Iry LeJeune, Nathan Abshire and
Shorty LeBlanc, wim a collection of songs in French
aided by a group of some the best musicians from
Southwest Louisiana, including fiddler Michael
Doucet from Beausoleil. Familiar tunes such as
“Church Point Breakdown,” “Evangeline Special”
and “La Chere TouteToute” are given sincere and
authentic renditions. One of the top Cajun releases
of the year...West Coast bluesman/harp player
JAMES HARMAN is back with Cards On The
Table, his third for Black Top (P.O. Box 56691,
New Orleans, LA 70156/504-895-7236). It's an
entertaining set of horn-filled swing and greasy
grooves. Harman again shows why he’s considered
one of the prime harmonica players of our day on
“Temporary Blues,” which features a guest turn by
Anson Funderburgh, “Don’t Spoil My View" and
“Three Way Party.”...Fans of serious blues guitar
are sure to enjoy Trouble Man, the second album
from JIMMY THACKERY AND THE DRIVERS
(Blind Pig, P.O. Box 2344, San Francisco, CA
94126/510-526-0373). Originally a member of
the Nighthawks, Thackery has been thrilling audi-
ences ?or a long time wiz his guitar histrionics,
which are unlike anybody else’s playing in today’s
blues scene. Check out “Don‘t Lose Your Cool,” his
tribute to Albert Collins, the flat out rockin’ “Hang
Up And Drive” and the funky title track.

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IT'S THE LOUD ROCK REPORT

KYUSS
Sky Valley
(Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York,
NY 10019)}—Venturing through the expansive,
rocky terrain of Sky Valley is a lush musical
experience you'll never forget, as Kyuss takes you on
a mesmerizing three-part trip through thick
soundscapes of searing guitar grinds and massively
heavy drum blows, all wrapped up in a shimmering
cloak of spirituality and psychedelia. The Kyuss
legacy began years ago in the desolate canyons of
Palm Desert, where the guys would get together and
pound ‘em out during nighttime generator-driven
parties under the stars. Now, with the aid of
production fools and major-label support, Kyuss' free-
flowing, heavy sound of sludgy desert rock comes
blasting through the speakers. After the demise of the
band’s original label Chameleon Records, parent
company Elekira picked up its option on just one
band—Kyuss. The band draws you into a heaving,
swirling pool of torrid grooves and sultry grinds that
will leave you breathless with dizzying bliss. The
foursome is already electrifying today’s hard music
scene with the powerful, adrenalin-fueled rhythms
and vibrating melodies of Sky Valley. Take a whiff
of “Gardenia,” sweat along with the surging intensity
of “100°," cleanse your mind with “Demon Cleaner,”
or just relax and mellow out with the bluesy “Space
Cadet.” Also check out “Supa Scoopa And Mighty
Scoop,” “Asteriod,” “Odyssey” and “Whitewater.”

GLAZED BABY

Karmic Debt

(Red Decibel, 2217 Nicollet Ave. S.,
Minneapolis, MN 55404/612-872-0646)—
Hailing from Providence, Rhode Island, hard-rockin’
trio Glazed Baby has released a string of 7 singles

over the years, but this is its first fulllength. Karmic
Debt is simmering with heavy, amped guitar riffs,
slamming drum beats and chaotic, clamoring noise
bursts. Glazed Baby could be the bastard, mutant
child of White Zombie, the Butthole Surfers and
Helmet, with its enormously powerful rhythm section,
distorted vocals, crazed spurts of scratching, grating
noise and thick, grinding guitar crunch. “Anais
Anais” has a slow, vacillating groove that churns
around an industrialtinged metallic backdrop, while
“Under Nancy's Boot” speeds along the same
rambling route as the Zombiefied “Thunder Kiss
‘65.” Karmic Debt is a very diverse first offering,
each song relying on a different sound and tempo; a
track could bring an out-of-control, freaky attack of
noise and sonic sounds (“Michael Meyers”) or an
eerie, dreamy instrumental (“Red Room”). Also check
out the caterwauling “Handgun,” the drunken slam of

While the Barbed Wire
Dolls viewpoint is staunchly feminine, their music is
solid enough to eradicate any gender-based
categorization. Most of their tunes are about
relationships {you guessed it, failed ones), and the
Dolls’ female perspective enhances the songs’
impact. {It's also interesting to know that the Dolls
came together when they lived in a house with their
boyfriends, all of whom were in bands that practiced
in the basement.) While the band’s sound has been
described as Black Sabbath meets the Go-Go's,
many of the songs on Esoterica swing more than
Sab ever did, so let's just say Kiss crossed with
Belinda and co. instead. The lyrics have a Chrissie
Hynde-ish quality to them; the Dolls are not too tough
to admit that they love guys, they just seem tired of
constantly having to put ‘em in their place. They
don’t get preachy, either; they just tell it how it is. A
lot of these tunes are really catchy, but guys and gals
alike should check out “Sweating Like A Parrot,”
“Misguided Young” and “Spiritual Breeding.”

After the
release of the band's sarcastic first 7, “The PMRC
Can Suck On This,” which was followed by a line of
equally energetic, biting fulllength LPs, NOFX has
released yet another gem of an album with Punk In
Drublic. NOFX incorporates a variety of different
musical styles into its mix of music, including reggae,
oi and even calypso and opera, but never loses the
amped pump of attitude-laden, aggressive punk rock.

103, Norfolk, VA 23502/804-455-
8454)—Sea Of Souls will cause more than few
bodies to sway and buck in a wave of fervor with its
debut album, Titanic. Crashing in from the sun-
drenched dunes of Virginia Beach, Virginia, Sea Of
Souls’ Titanic blends straightforward rock ‘n’ roll
with a thicker, dirgy grind that will satisfy pop/rock
lovers, along with alternametal/ grunge lovers. The
album opener, “N-Anger,” blasts with sharp,
blistering guitar riffs, a low-riding bass line and an
extremely infectious chorus, while “D.L.G.” delves into
a more flowing, mainstream rock sound.

After fronting Iron Maiden
for more than a decade, Bruce reached a point where
he felt it was time to move on, develop something
new and turn a brand new page in his musical
career. Following his first solo effort in 1990,
Tattooed Millionaire, when he was still very much
part of the Maiden ouffit, he decided to part ways
with the band in order to produce something totally
new. Now, four years later, Bruce is on his own and
back rockin’ hard in a big way. “Cyclops,” the first
single from his second solo offering, Balls To
Picasso (which, by the way, is brimming with fierce
originality and some killer heavy tunes!), highlights a
spiritually heavy groove with haunting, devilish
overtones. Bruce recruited a local L.A. Latino metal
act, Tribe Of Gypies, to record the album with him
and producer Shay Baby (who's engineered albums
for Whitesnake and Foreigner). The band’s musical
diversity adds a soulful rhythm to Bruce’s hard rockin’
crunchy style. Check out “Cyclops,” and prepare to
be crushed by Balls To Picasso {on your desks in a
few weeks).

With the coming of summer, the temperature isn’t
the only thing sizzling. New releases and preview
tapes, Erond-new offerings and reissues, are piling
ur like dishes on my desE, so here’s a brief
cleanup, er, rundown of some tasty stuff. Alex
Merck Music (156 5th Ave., Suite 408, New York,
NY 10010/212-807-9707), which issues
fusion/funk on its Lipstick label and straightahead
jazz on Jazzline, has come out with two fine
platters on the latter. Drummer CAROLA GREY
displays aptitude and attitude (streetwise boldness)
in equal measure on Noisy Mama, an energetic
straightahead date with a raw, edgy urban
perspective. The leader, who is closely attuned to
the tonal possibilities of the skins, powers a group
of players who respond splendidly to her
aggression. Ripsaw tenorman Craig Handy,
trumpeter Ralph Alessi, pianist Mike Cain and
bassist Lonnie Plaxico aren't the least bit cowed by
Grey's extroverted direction. Grey exhibits a sure
feel for swing, with admirable hand-speed, and,
also to her credit, she steers clear of false drama.
A nice surprise. Tenor saxist BILL SAXTON, an
inside-outside player seemingly caught in the Lost
Generation Syndrome (he's too old to be young,
too young to ﬁe old), returns with a vengeonce
and a.varied program on ATYMONY (And The
Young Musicions Of New York). With the
proper promotion and some choice gigs in New
York, Saxton should regain some rig% | visibility.
ATYMONY, a studio recording from Germany,
finds Saxton’s foursome (Carlos McKinney, Piano;
Omar Avital, bass; Noel Parris, drums) in peak
form, captured while on tour of Europe. Saxton
manifests both control and tonal subtleties on a
variety of woodwinds clarinet and flute besides
tenor, alto and soprano saxes), and by linking up
with a young-blood band, he pulls off a nihp if-you-
can’t-beat'em-join-"em coup without diminishing his
own originality and devotion to swing one iofa.
Touche! The leader’s six originals [especially the
blistering 3:45 “Pyramid Power”) provide many
programming opportunities for jocks whose taste
run to deep-toned tenors and hard-driving swing;
the late tenorman Clifford Jordan's “Bearcat” and
the Ellington ballad “In A Sentimental Mood” (a bit
longish at 7:48 but a sterling vehicle for Saxton’s
soprano) are also eminently play-worthy. Nice
job... Speaking of tenormen, the up-and-coming
NED OTTER is about to issue his second, self-
produced effort as a leader, The Right To
Know. The New York-based Otter, schooled by
fellow tenorman George Coleman, penned five of
the eight compositions and welcomes back on this
unflinchingly straightahead date most of the
players who contributed so strongly to his debut,
Focus.

Count on New York to keep everyone on his toes
with at least two records a week that justify the
dance mythology of the city. The peerless folks in
Smack Productions, who, along with the
Mentalinstrum crew, are the best East Coast
producers of any stripe, contribute two immaculate
mixes to SPRING's “Independence,” which leaps
like a salmon in season. The way the Smack folks
can increase the bass line tension ‘til you think it'lf
snap is exemplary, and makes so many lesser
producers seem almost complacent.

PANTERA “5 Minutes Alone” (EastWest
America, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York,
NY 10019)—With a band as sonically annihilating
as Pantera, a video of performance footage just
wouldn’t do justice to the intense punishment these
guys inflict on their instruments. Enter “5 Minutes
Alone,” which focuses more on those brutal pluckings
and smashings that provide the band’s wallop than
on the typical posturing that goes along with music
this heavy. Like the eye of a microscope, the camera
careens down the neck of a Pantera guitar, following
the bending and wriggling strings that produce the
jarring riffs and notes of the gods and watches as the
drummer’s stick and fist approach their target in the
cymbal’s reflection, helplessly preparing for the
shuddering blow. These detailed shots of the band'’s
power keep the viewer focused on what is actually a
fairly long video. (CH)

What better way than
to film your latest video on the streets and in the clubs
and practice spaces that birthed your sound in the first
place? Though simple in its scope, “Off The A List” is
Surgery’s visual tribute to the New York City
toughness of its sound, offering glimpses into the
graffitied holes and neon-bathed environments that
breeds the city’s music scene. (CH)
