Polkacide.

ESQUIVEL! Space Age Bachelor Pad Music (Bar/None,
P.O. Box 1704, Hoboken, NJ 07030/201-795-9424)—
Mix up a pitcher of martinis, pop some Esquivel on the hi-fi and—
W-O-Wl—instantly transform any apartment into a swinging space
age bachelor pad. Party music2 Unequivocally, especially if you've
invited Peter Gunn, Elizabeth Montgomery and George Jetson.
With surprises at every turn, the music often sounds Iife a
soundtrack to a wacky old cartoon (which it isn't). Mexican
bandleader/arranger Juan Garcia Esquivel released dozens of
"easy-istening” albums from the late ‘50’s through the ‘60, but
e was quickly forgotten as
his records fell out of
print and were never
repressed until now {this
best-of collection
licenses recordings from
RCA). Esquivel took
ﬁopulor standards, big
and jozz, latin
rhythms and novelty
camp, and radically
mutated them, utilizing
hairpin mood shifts,
unusual instrumentation
and extremes of volume
and pitch. Moaning

trombones, screaming

woodwinds, exploding
trumpets, cascading piano and rasping percussion, along with
dozens of odd souncﬁ {theremin, jews harp and harpsichord, to
name just o few) and delightfully cornball “zoo-zoo-zoo-zoo"
wordless singing jump from one stereo speaker to the other in
insanely excessive crosschannel panning and echo. Listening with
headphones is a mind-altering experience. Esquivel created music
that was simultaneously easy listening and experimental, old-
fashioned and futuristic, but above all, very, very cool.

crowd at a big<ity mid-sized venue. With no
hoppening shows to go to on weekends and no
scene fo hang out at, what else do these ouffits have
to do but drink until they collapse and practice until
their fingers bleed? And in the case of Forestville,
California’s Bracket, most of whose members are
under legal drinking age, all that's left to do is make
music. And what music it is. Bracket makes quite o
compelling racket on its debut record 924
Forestville Street, culling elements of punk and
pop fogether in a speedy, adrenalized and neoflr
wrapped pockage of sound. Drawing on youthfu
aggression and smallown restlessness, the group

lays buzzing threechord riffs strung together with
ﬁook—filled refrains and bubblegum ﬁormonies.

TENDERLOIN Let it Leak (Qwest, c/o

with Gray Ginther's trashy, feedback-ridden guitars,
and at times the band sounds like an experienced
blues band. When listening to Let It Leak, one can
almost hear ghosts of Stevie Ray Vaughn in Ernie
Locke’s vocals. “One Kind Favor® ong “Daddy Was
A Clydesdale” are among the blues-infested tunes
on the album. The heavier songs include “Time
Bomb* and “Supernatural Bologna.” Locke also
plays harmonica on the rockin’ *Kitchen Floor.”
Tenderloin gives Locke’s vocals a rest on two of the
13 tracks thot make up Let It Leak. These two
instrumentals are as different as night and day:
*{Puffed) Wheat Ball* is fun, loud and obnoxious,

4607 )—There have been a couple of earlier CDs
collecting Tall Dwarfs’ old EPs. Tﬁis isn’t one of
them; rather, it's a brand new, hourdong Tall Dwarfs
album, divided into three EPs with separate titles.
Whatever—any excuse for a new Tall Dwarfs
record is a good one, and the Dwarfs seem most
comfortable sequencing songs in the 20-minute
structure of an EP (e.g. "Foltgng," *Ain’t It Funny”
and “Our Advice To You" all sound like record-
closing songs, and end the three EPs).

It's got
guest performances by a couple of Pavement-boys
on two tracks {including the terribly silly “Post-
modern Deconstructivist Blues”), and a wide variety
of the Dwarls’ alwaysdiverse sonic textures, weird,
burbling rhythm tracks, and, of course, those
amazing melodies. —Douglas Wolk

PORK Strip {(No. 6, P.O. Box 3306, New
York, NY 10185/212-260-3389)—If we
didn’t already know that the group was from Austin,
Texas, after listening fo Strip we might guess that
Pork was a product of Olympia, Washington's punk
rock scene. The band’s spit-in-your-eye attitude
conjures images of Olympia’s Bratmobile or
Frumpies, while Strip’s lofi grooves and covers of
old garage tunes add fo the band’s West Coast
sensibilities. In the vein of traditional punky-pop
arage, the guitar chords are few and the hype
?orge. Pork’s technical approach might be minimal,
but the girls’ disposition makes up the difference.
Their degbut album reveals the scrapes and bruises of
a young band, still a bit awkward and perhaps a
bit shy ("Oh Connie®), but Pork manages to come
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through with a forceful rock groove on a majority of
the tunes. The album’s raw and rough noise is only
natural from a group with only a few singles fo its
name, and of course it's the ad-libbed-sounding
tunes that give punk rock its good name. Pork’s best
pieces include a cover of the Coasters’ "I'm A Hog
For You,” "The Sweeter The Better,” and "Spineless
Wonder.” —Dawn Sutter

APOLLO 9 Nothing Matters (Trixie, P.O.
Box 379373, Chicago, IL 60637/312-493-
67 16)—How many cooks make the best possible
broth2 Apollo 9 knows the answer. Nine people,
including two lead singers, a violinist or two and o
trumpeter, play on Nothing Matters, usually all at
the same time. Whitney Jackson’s pure, silky vocals
play off Soren Davis's tormented growls and chokes,
while the instrumental army chugs along like a
Midwestern tornado. Davis and bassist Scoft Sendra
are veterans of a bunch of little-known, but excellent
mid-Michigan bands, including the notorious Snake
River, and Apollo 9's been a local favorite for years
on the strength of its superb live shows. What brings
the whole unruly melange together is Davis’s fresh,
charming songwriting, which can sound like
grinding midtempo punk, old-time hillbilly music and

a lost Motown hit all ot once, and which consistently
gets across genuine emotion. When Jackson sings
“It just doesn’t feel right/It just doesn’t feel right/q|
guess I'll step out for a beer,” it’s heartbreaking.
This is as distinctive and memorable a debut album
as we've heard in o while; in places, it's still a litfle
rough around the edges, but parts of it have been in
the can for over two years, so the band promises
new recordings soon. Check out “Satellite,” *1 Ain’t
Leavin’,” "Stupid, Stupid” and the wrenching closer
“It Doesn’t Matter.” —Douglas Wolk

G.W. McLENNAN Fireboy (Beggars
Banquet, 274 Madison Ave., Ste. 804, New
York, NY 10016/212-889-91 10)—After o
distinguished career with the Go-Betweens, Grant
Mclennan released a fine solo LP, Watershed, in
1991. His latest, Fireboy, continues the solid
stretch of work with 13 steady-sirumming songs that
balance acoustic and electric guitars about as well
as possible. As always, his voice is confident, and
his guitars and vocals both shift gears from a
smooth folk tone to a grittier one when the tempo
picks up. A memorable Mclennan song relies on o
structure that is sometimes no more complex than o
threechord folk ballad. For example, “The Dark

Side Of Town” is guided by chords that could just
as well accompany a nursery rhyme, and the Jork,
menacing "The Pawnbroker” uses a repeating five-
note bass line throughout. These naive setups
encourage Mclennan to craft melodies and fext of
sterner stuff. What result are songs that stay in your
head for days and are worthy of further
consideration. Might we suggest: those mentioned
above, plus “Lighting Fires,” “Whose Side Are You
On?” and "Bathe (In The Water).”

But wait a
minute: what makes Derrick Shezbie unique is that
his style of jozz is not the big-suited child prodigy
bebop that's getting so played out and tired by
now, but something far more invigorating and
down-home than what we're usegto hearing from
the average well-dressed teenage jazz musician.

LEAVING TRAINS The Big Jinx (SST, P.O.
Box 1, Lawndale, CA 90260/310-430-
7687 )—While grace might not be the defining
term for the Leaving Trains, their remarkable
longevity after six records remains no less than o
spectacle. Always submerged in some kind of chaos
{their claims of widespread blacklisting and physical
threats ot shows have never been held in question},
the Leaving Trains have managed to stagger on,

with vocalist Falling James serving as the unlikely
anchor to what's become a rotating cast of band
memnbers. Amidst this natural disarray, the Leaving
Trains give us The Big Jinx, another dishevelled,
scowling entry into their already impressive catalog
of antitsocial records. Falling James’ howling, spat-
out vocals hit the hacking and slashing music head-
on, making for a listen that's anything but subitle,
ond that's precisely the point. The real surprise
comes when the Trains try their hand at a ballad or
two {"A Woman's Clouds,” “Stowaway”}; though
completely uncharacteristic, these tracks allow the
band to stretch out a bit, showing more groove and
cohesion than one might normally expect from such
inveterate punks. No need for alarm, however,
because the Leaving Trains won't be going soft
anytime soon, not while they can still croni out these
punk anthems while wearing dresses: "Go A-Fuckin’
Head,” “Ice Cream Truck,” "Can’t Afford To Die”
and “Osmosis.” —Cheryl Botchick

ZEKE FIDDLER Waterproof (spinART, P.O.
Box 1798, New York, NY 10156-
1798/212-343-9644)—Zcke Fiddler wos

undoubtedly weaned on all the right college radio
staples: His debut album Waterproof leaks
enough Dinosaur Jr., R.E.M. and Meat Puppets to
warrant its own carrier-current transmitter for its
tasteful nods to college rock’s heyday alone. In fact,
Zeke was able to convince J Mascis himself to
smack the skins on a few tunes here, and with help
from two members of New Radiant Storm King
{bass, guitar and backing vocals), Zeke has created
the kind of record he hos been playing out on
Western Massachusetts campuses for tie past few
years. Although Waterproof has the sound of o
completely fleshed-out band effort, Zeke’s voice and
guitar are the main aftraction, sculpting bittersweet
strains of emotion with every rumbrng lick and
carefully applying a sensitive creak or lazy groan to
every lyric. Rejection and self-pity are h|s meat and
potatoes, as much a part of each song’s underlying
melancholy as the occasional jangly guitar texture.
As fine an example of any of You’re Living All
Over Me’'s influence on the western hemisphere:

But it doesn’t; what
Justin Broadrick and Ben Christian Green's
longstanding project has done is much more subtle
onc?ingenious than that. The duo has taken the
techniques and aims of france techno—heavily

electronically processed sound, repetition without
melodic variation, the icy bliss-aut of a good rhythm
track—and thrown in the gnawing, claustrophobic
menace of postgrindcore metal. ?he four tracks on
Merciless aren’t songs anymore; they're the
corpses of songs from earlier Godflesh records, dug
up, hacked apart and reassembled bit by bit into
dirtcold, pounding monsters.

manages to stand out from the rest by means of
skilled songwriting, @ mature and practiced sound,
and a slowly growing D.1.Y. catalogue. Earning
bonus points for the swank, hand silk-screened
jacket, this seven-song EP clocks in at nearly 40
minutes, making it eligible for full-length LP status.
Hugh works within a six-to-seven-minute song
structure, moximizing the contradiction between its
lumbering, pensive verses and the noisy, cathartic,
angry choruses they erupt into.

A
modest bit of instrumentation, fleshed out with o
grab bag of sounds comprises this five-track effort,
which toies its artistic inspiration from the Muppets
and answering machine messages. “Song Of The
Moth Man” is the most “song”-oriented of the
bunch, almost achieving a sense of cohesion. The
radio-unfriendly “Candy Ass Motherfucker” shows
how the band handles writer’s block, alternatin,
between 10 seconds of playing and a playful “fuck
you” for over two minutes. If it sounds slightly
moronic, well, it is, but that's part of Shriek’s charm.

Punk is a tag stuck on just about any band that
plays heavy rock and doesn’t make any money. As
the D.LY. ethic experiences a resurgence in the
'90s, too many average, samey and generally
uninspiring bands get away with mecfiocrity
because they're “hardcore.” Luckily, once in a
while a decent band in the low-profile college
circuit actually records some worthwhile stug. And
this bring us to emily (c/o Rent to Own, P.O. Box
1138, Notre Dame, IN 46556-1138). On this
demo, recorded live ot the WVKC studios at Knox
College, in Galesburg, IL, emily exudes the joyous
spirit of punk rock—no budget, no career plans, just
a bunch of kids beating up on instruments they
saved up their Christmas and lownmowing-job
money to buy. with strong nods to punk stalwarts
like Fugazi, emily proves to be far more competent
than those straightup 4/4-time punkers that all the
brothers mosh to at trat parties. Despite a really
spotty production, the music’s power shines
through, especially on the punchy “Bannana 6"
[sic] and the emocore-ish “Cold Beer.” The melodic
“5(Frialator)” even calls to mind the genius of Agent
Orange. Tight, but stilt punk enough to miss a note
here or there, emily shows all the signs of band
with a bright future. —D.LY.
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EASY The Sun Years and EGGSTONE
Somersault (Soap, P.O. Box 3271, London
SW2 1AQ, U.K./071-738-6112)—Dve to
legalities, the Swedish label Snap has changed its
name to Soop, which misses the metaphorical
attributes of the original name. Snap/Soop’s pop-
driven rock manifesto is exemplified by Popsicle’s
epic debut album Lacquer from last year, but
Easy runs a very close second, with the same end-
to-end manic pop thrill. The quintet was originally
signed to Blast First, until that label’s business
wrangles upended the band’s progress, but not
before its debut album Magic Seed signalled a
‘C-86'-era indie-pop rumble. After Easy’s two year
absence, the “Never Seen A Star” single indicated
that @ more dream-pop propulsion was now at
work, which the aptly-named The Sun Years
confirms, a surfeit of fuzzier, dream-cake guitars
breaking through a warm, ‘Sun years’ glow, as
John Holmlund’s Americanized, lazy-choirboy
drawl adds more distinct character. On “In Black
And White” {the new single, replete with sirings),
"Someone’s Mecca” and “Never Seen A Star,”
Easy has harnessed a pure-pop energy that
radiates a contempora sycﬁ«pop wobbliness,
while there’s a danceadelic laxity to the summer-
shimmering “Listen To The Bells” and bluesy thrust
to the title frack. Imagine if the Charlatans had
really developed the potential of their earliest
singles; Easy as that. By comparison, Eggstone
falls more in line with the ‘60s beat-pop era, on
both rocker and ballad fronts, with more crisply
defined edges—think Merseybeat/Beatles and
‘new wave'/XTC {especially vocals and harmonies),
maybe even “Aztec Camera meets the Monkees
meets the Small Faces, “according to one pundit's
description. “I's Not The Rain” and the gorgeously
featherlight “Good Morning” shows that the sun
shines bright on Eggstone foo. The trio is as
accomplished onc? pop-intuitive as Easy; which one
turns you on depends on personal taste, but both
bands unquestionably administer the right stuff.

NECTARINE NO. 9 Guitar Thieves
(Postcard/Nighttracks, Electron House,
Cray Ave., Orpington, Kent BR5 3PN,
U.K./0689-870622)—After a notable absence,
the man for whom the word ‘maverick’ was
invented, ex-Fire Engines/Win mentor Davy
Henderson, returned with Nectarine No. 9. The
band’s evéning sessions on the national 1FM were
deemed better than the Sea And Three Stars
album, so here they are. Henderson’s perverse-pop
aesthetic—whether angular or gooey in melody,
the sign reads ‘terrorist at play’—gets further
fractured, as ideas are quickly unveiled, chopped
about, even quickly dropped, in pursuit of fresher
thrills. Album tracks like “The No You Mean” and
“22 Blue" are joined by new songs like “Frownland,*
with its speeded Halloween-y vocal, and a cover of
the Velvets' “Inside Of Your Heart,” with filmic-style
incidental links recorded for this album. The result
is like some chemically imbalanced party, where
the guests include Kenneth Anger, Andy Warhol,
Marc Bolan and Eno—the art-wave/punk antics of
1976 and 1980 link arms with more contemporary
sample-based chaos-scapes, but are also akin to
the alien headiness of Eno-era Roxy Music.
Nefarious drugs or not, the result is like a 1994
Smile—more paranoid, mirror<cracked versions of
candyfloss pop. Overground meets underground,
but certainly no middle ground.

OVER
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PSYLONS Gimp (Thunderbird, Cranford
House, 24A Longley Road, Rainham, Kent
MES8 7RU, U.K./0634-261559)—With a
triple-guitar arsenal, Southern England {Portsmouth)
quintet the Psylons channel almost as much
electricig as its near-namesake structures. Though
the band has been around since 1986, it's only
released a six-track cassette before this debut
album. Produced by Jim Shaw of the Cranes, the
114rack set shows an epic guitarscape in the
Bunnymen/Chameleons/Into Paradise/Sound
mold, but with the monochrome flux of Wire and
Sonic Youth. The result, in fact, bears little
resemblance fo any potential influences, working
up its own sinewy, panic-station tension—not just
because of its budget, Gimp could have been
recorded in a damp air+aid shelter—amplified by
deep, ominous vocals and the dense, straining wail
of those guitars. “Scrap Brain® is the most agitated
churn, a cover of Syd Barrett’s “Late Night” the
calmest, the rest rumbling around somewhere in
between, with “Bug,” “Blind,” “Runner” and
“Come Around” the most addictively unnerving.

Get Gimped.
PLUS, ALSO, TOO

After two albums of nearly-there potential,
STRANGELOVE truly arrives with “Time For The
Rest Of Your Life.” It's an epic, ambitious track,
with the anthemic aura of Scott Walker or the
Doors, welded onto sturdily quivering guitars and
fearsome, baritone vocals, both of which walk a
dynamic tightrope between clenched-teeth rock and
interludes of suspended animation, with more
peaks than any one song should rightly contain.
Strangelove treats Bob Dylan’s “Motorpsycho
Nightmare” with methodical sparse dexterity,
sounding like prime The The, while the necgy
seven-minute “It's So Easy” is a sublime piano-and-
voice ballad that is more gripping for not
overplaying its anguish. A detinite single of the
year (Food, 20 Manchester Sq., London WC1A,
U.K./071-486-4488)... ECHOBELLY just got ifs
first music-press cover (Melody Maker] in time for
its third single. Like Gene, the influence of the
Smiths is more of a positive push toward greater
things than a negative drowgock, and “| Can't
Imagine The World Without Me* (about the
universalism of individualism), is a sashaying,
fierce litle number, with a slow, dreamy, brass-
decorated middle eight and a climax where Sonia
Aurora-Madan triumphantly bellows “me, me, me,
mel” “Sober” is a delicate, touching ballad that
wavers a litfle too close to Sonia’s Mancunian idol
{the end is pure “That Joke Isn’t Funny Anymore*),
while “Venus Wheel” is a roughed-up rockabilly-ish
dash. It's interesting how Asian-born Sonia has so
successfully harnessed the generically white indie-
pop preserve; with a mission of sorts that embraces
racism and sexism, she is one of Britpop’s more
vital new sparks {Fauve, Queens Studios, 121
Salisbury Rood, London, U.K./071-372-3959)...In
1992, SWALLOW got signed to 4AD, almost as a
replacement for the departing Cocteau Twins. The
band has since severed links and secured new
ones with Rough Trade, and its Hush EP is
immeasurably better than the underachieving debut
album; the electro-pop languor is more exireme,
precious, daring, quixotic and intoxicating, as if
Swallow had swallowed some deadly nightshade.
The effect seeps through as the songs get
progressively sleepier and treaclier, ending up at
the opiated version of Steve Miller's “Dead Mary”
{Rough Trade, 66 Golborne Road, London W10

FATIMA MANSIONS have pursued
an abrasive, confrontational front with new wave-
style dynamics but “Humiliate Me”—a free one-
sided 7“ single in a rubber sleeve given away at a
recent London residency—is more like a garage
Metallica with Coughlan’s vocal reaching parched-
throot punk proportions. A messy, funny, thrashy,
bloody, toke-no-prisoners kind of single. No label as
such, but try Kitchenware at {091} 232-
4895...GARP is a Rage Against The Senser
Peppers prototype, living in garageland on an
electronic fip, so a bit c%ser to a Nine Inch Nails.

Coll him a hip-hop historian, intellectual or
progressive thinker: StepSun Music President Bill
Stephney is a key figure in today’s hip-hop
hierarchy. Starting as a Frankie Crocfc;r-wonnobe
at WBAU, where he introduced the hip-hop format,
Bill has left deep footprints wherever he has
worked. In 1985, he founded CMJ's Beat Box
section, giving hip-hop its first national chart
{shameless plug), before moving on to work for Def
Jam during its Eeydoy. While at Def Jam, Bill
conceptualized Public Enemy {and supervised
production on the first two albums) with friend
Chuck D. before lounching the now-defunct SOUL
Records with Hank Shocklee. Today, he's ot the
helm of StepSun Music, home of artists like
missjones, Troubleneck Brothers and Paul
Mooney. Just as Public Enemy is getting ready to
release its sixth album, | recently kicked %ock with
Bill about the early days of PE, and how it all
started.

“One of the things | did write about in the next-to-
last or last issve | did for CMJ was that | was
leaving to work at another label and one of my
dreams was to put together a group that could
combine the politics of The Clash with Run-D.M.C.,”
recalls Bill. “While | was ot CMJ, they [Chuck and
Flavor Flav] were pretty much together in that the
existed as Spectrum City—and they had a recorcr
out on Vanguard called ‘Check Out The Radio.’
What happened was it turned up in the 25 cent bin
within a couple of weeks. Chuck and Flav had
done this freestyle tape called ‘Public Enemy No. 1"
that [Dr.] Dre fof Yo! MTV Raps fame} played on
WBAU. It gets great response—it's on top of the
break beat, ‘Blow Your Head' by the JB’s—and Dre
brings it up to Rick [Rubin]—Dre had signed to Rick
already as an artist, and he [Rick] had loved this
other tape that Dre had done called, ‘Knowledge
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Me," which is now the basis for ‘Born To Roll’ by
Masta Ace. Rick loves it, he loves Chuck’s voice.
Of course Run, D[MC] and Jay are saying that this
guy is the second coming—everyone's goin

crazy. Now Chuck didn’t want to go rhrougi the
whc?; Vanguard Records experience again—he's
a very competitive guy—and didn’t want to see his
records in the 25 cent bin again, and essentially
didn’t want to be a rapper anyway, he wanted to
be a radio guy because he was still doing his
Super Spectrum Mix show on WBAU and wanted
to try and take that commercial radio station. So
Rick comes to me and says what can we do to sign
your boy Chuckie D2 He didn’t want to do it, he
didn’t want to become a rapper—he didn’t want to
be marginalized.

everything. At that point, they were with it, Chuck
and Flavor signed, except we didn’t have o name
for the group. | told them to come up with a name,
and one day | came back to the studio, | looked on
the board, and they had ‘Public Enemy’ up there—
which of course came from the Freestyr; record
they had done. So it was pretty easy for me—
mister Media Rationalization: {mockingly) ‘Oh, of
course all black males are public enemies in 1986-
19871 So it was pretty easy to work it. And also
with the CMJ background, and other writing | did,
| was able to work in the whole ‘alternative’ thing
and come up with some of the rock ‘n’ roll
theatrics, and combine it with some of the stuff we
were doing. So, at least, the band had a little bit
more of an alternative tilt to it than most rap ﬂ

{the band’s seventh LP, and first one produced solely
by the bandy} is definitely a cut above the rest and is

sure to make many a metal-lover’s mouth water. This
is fast-riding/fistin-the-air/head-banging music at its
best, clooked in dorkness and permeated thraughout
by o very heavy, funky bass line. Proving his vacal
diversity, Bobby “Blitz" Ellsworth takes it a few
octaves lower on this album, and even sneaks in a
few growls and snarls. “Fast Junkie” careens out-of-
control dawn a path of inescapable destruction,
through intense, wailing guitar bursts and thick
power metal grooves.

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different versions of previously released tracks. The
remix thing is, of course, nothing new in loud rock
these days, but Godflesh brings its own slant to this
art form; the first three cuts, “Merciless,” "Blind” and
“Unworthy” (all from the band’s last album, Pure},
are not merely remixes, but “biomechanical mixes”
of the original versions. Rather than using the
popular technique of extending o tune and adding
more drum beats, Godflesh breaks down each tracks
to its components, and then reconstructs the song in a
whole new way. The other selection, “Flowers,” is o
more conventional “trance remix” of an older tune,
"(Don’t Bring Me} Flowers.” While old-school metal-
heads might snicker at the merging of heavy rock
and techno-type stuff, there are some very inferesting
things that have been done recently in this subgenre
by Nine Inch Nails, Ministry, Sister Machine Gun
and others, not to mention some hard rock tunes
which have been remixed with great results
(KMFDM'’s work with White Zombie and Living
Colour comes to mind). If you are still unfamiliar with
this type of music, Merciless is a great place to
start. —Brian Ives

The Bell Witch (EP)

is needed here...King Diamond has already made
his indelible mark on the metal industry witK his
unforgettable charisma and brutally evil ways.

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You can toke MOSE ALLISON out of Mississippi,
but you can’t take Mississippi out of Mose Allison.

Alfter “44 years in this deal,” the 66-year-old
rroduct of Tippo, Mississippi—who has actually
ived on Long Island for decades—is seeing his
perseverence pay off with a strong resurgence in
popularity. With a new Blue Note CD, The Earth
Wants You, and o sackful of reissues on the market
or soon to be, the hip, white-haired composer,
pianist and singer is a prime candidate f:)cr>
apotheosis with an MTV crowd that has embraced
Tony Bennett as the epitome of Cool. Indeed,
Allison’s bracingly avuncular wit and wisdom
{delivered in a deadpan voice at once contrasted
with and complemented by a buoyant, bluesy sense
of swing) cou& provide the perfect sop for a
nihilistic, under-25 Generation X in need of
collective consolation after its hero, Kurt Cobain of
the grunge group Nirvana, sought his reward not
with a song but with o shotgun. {Hey, Allison’s new
disk is |iver enough that the X—sters could mosh to
it—pass supine bodies overhead from person to
person—in a club while their homebound parents
nosh low-fat food to it.)

Neither a fuddy-duddy nor a fossil, the social
commentator/satirist whose song "Your Mind Is On
Vacation {But Your Mouth Is Working Overtime)”
never fails to elicit laughs takes exception, mildly, in
a soft-spoken drawl, to the “cynical” and “caustic”
labels offixed to his image. What's more, he no
longer performs “cottonsack songs” such as
“Parchman Farm.” Explains Allison: "I quit doing
songs bosed in that sharecropper sociology. The
cottonsack era has been gone a long fime. If you go
down to the Delta now, if's completjy different.
There are no small farmers anymore. There are big
farms with machines and chemicals and all that.”

The small farmers may have vanished, but their
wisdom remains. The sly misdirection underlying the
Southern farmer’s adage that prompted Allison to
write “I Don’t Worry About A Thing” {"because |
know nothing’s going to be all right”} is alive and
well, sort of, in fze ﬁﬁe track of The Earth Wants
You: If you feel neglected by someone you
love/Even get rejected when push comes down to
shove/You think nobody gives a damn about what
you're going through/But one thing you can count
on/The Earth wants you.

Sounds cheerful, eh2 But these seemingly
depressive words are deftly counterbalanced by o
haﬁ-Cubon, half-Cojun bounce accompaniment, o
“Cajun boogie-woogie” Allison says is traceable to
rhyths played in the *50s by pionist tloyd Glenn.
“It's meant to be humorous,” Allison says. “That old
ironic approach—that stoic, rural farm-person
understatement—is all part of it. A lot of people
mistake that for cynicism, when it's octuoﬁy funny, o
joke, to me. A lot of people tell me that my songs
Love made them Feerbetfer in bad times.
[Songwriting] is my own theropy. By writing about
your leelings, you can get a release from them. And
there’s no way in the world you can [perceive]
something as cynical if it swings.”

Swing has always been the thing for Allison,
whose pianistry is an amalgam of interlocking

“because if | had done the sort of stuff they
sometimes wanted me to do [including o disco
album], the records probably wouldn’t be reissued.”

YOUSSOU N’DOUR The Guide (Wommot)
(Chaos, 550 Madison Ave., New York, NY
10022-3211)—I admit to having something that
sits on the border of ambivalence and disdain
whenever Youssou N’Dour releases another
recording. It's partially a knee-jerk reaction to the
homogenization of pop music around the world,
partially the fact that I have such a passion for the
mbalax music he made in the past. A Youssou
N’Dour album is “an event” in the world of world
music, and therefore impossible to ignore. Writing
a review of The Guide becomes an exercise in
restraint and re-examination. | thought since there’s
already been o glowing review of the album in the
Jackpotl section, I'd just ramble through some
tracks and see what's up. | put the CD player on
“random” and here’s some of what we get:

"Leaving” starts off the record, a piece of pop
mbalax that exemplifies all that's right about this
music. Solid, unique rhythms on voice and drum,
accented by crisp horn lines and some great,
swirling rhythm guitar. N’Dour’s voice is
restrained, sweet and punchy.

"Without A Smile” is a serious letdown, a
schmaltzy ballad with few dynamics to offer the
ear. Nice drumming underpins a pat sax solo by
Branford Marsalis.

“Undecided” is programmed out of the race.
Another standard bit that would be ignored if it
wasn’t coming from an African source to give it
some pop PC.

“Mame Bamba” goes back to mbalox in a cooler
but no less driving groove. Simplicity brings
strength fo this tune, and the oddition of good
English lyrics {an improvement over the last album)
gives it additional punch. “Love One Another”
stays in the same vein, with some nice funky
touches in the chorus to accent his voice.

"Chimes Of Freedom” (yes, the Bob Dylan song)
is given a dramatic reading by N'Dour over live
drum and synth tracks (including o good accordion
sample) that not only picks up Dylan’s folksy
sound, but echoes traces of Salif Keita and Celtic
folk-rock. An excellent cut, if only for its unique
take on a great, familiar song.

“Generations” falls into the hit-seeking-missile
category, with an overdose of standard pop riffs
on keyboards. “Seven Seconds,” a duet with
NeneK Cherry (who also contributes to the writing
credits), follows suit. Top 40 is Top 40, and | can't
take this kind of nonsense, no matter how good the
singers are. It's a fine song that gets lost in o
morass of pop triviality.

The remainder of The Guide’s 15 tracks go
through similar paces, some lovely and original,
some dull and insignificant. As on his other major-
label releases over the last few years, N'Dour is
struggling with musical demons and angels, torn
between being the innovative African musical
creator and the popular international rock star. |
hope for the former, every time.

The credits read
"Recorded ot Penthouse Studio, Kingston, Jomaica,
Mixed at Penthouse Studio, Kingston, Jomaica”—
the lack of remixers and stateside overdubs shows
how honest Terror Fabulous’ debut is. East West
has given the green light to real Jamaican reggae,
whatever its sound. It's just a hope, but maybe the
term “crossover” might someday really mean
something other than changing the sound to make it
more palatable, and maybe Terror Fabulous will
someday be hailed as the first Jamaican artist to
cross over on his own, tough, real Kingstonian
terms.

COCOA TEA Can’t Live So (Shanachie, 37 E.
Clinton St., Newton, NJ 07860/201-579-
7763)—Cocoa Tea's latest CD follows up earlier
Shanachie efforts, such as last year’s Authorized
and his collaboration with Dennis Brown and
Freddie McGregor. He sings his heart out on these
11 Gussie Clarke-produced tracks. Some are
stronger than others, but all display his vocal style
in top form. Furthermore, even some of the songs
that start out kind of ordinary build up to

extraordinary conclusions, or grow on the listener
with repeated listenings. A good example of this
would be "Can‘t Live So,” which starts out as a
fairly typical electronic track, but by the time it
reaches its conclusion, with Cocoa Tea repeating
the hypnotic refrain of the song’s title, it’s gotten
under the listener’s skin and emblazoned itself into
memory. The same thing happens in “She Is So
Faithful,” “Burn It Down” and "The Mood Is Right,”
which all show Cocoa Tea in fine form.

The playlist reported should
accurately reflect the entire radio station’s programming—not one particular program—and should include ALL TYPES OF MUSIC presented (not necessarily rock
only) and ALL FORMATS represented (albums, EPs, 77 and 12" singles, imports, tapes, etc.). We want an accurate list of what current releases have been played on
your station for the week—either a direct count or a reflection of rotation. The CMJ Radio Top 150 is album-oriented, so if you must report album tracks, be careful NOT

Basically the reason | am
submitting my first Dialogue is due to the fact that
my station, like many other college stations, plays
many unsigned local bands. Yet there is no
listing for those, so in turn | am forced fo include
in my top 35 lists many of the bands that I play
that are not under contract. This is not fair to the
signed bands that get bumped by the locals, but
it is unfair to the local bands because they are
not given a forum of their own. I know it would
also be of great service to many record
companies because it would enable them to see
bands that are getting airplay and exposed to
the public. Bands such as LEIGON and THE
REIGN, both from the Bayside and Bellrose,
New York area get so much airplay on WQCC
that bands like SMASHING PUMPKINS get
outplayed and are therefore lower on our top 35
listings. The solution fo this problem can be
handled by the college stations if we get together
and tell the CMJ editors to start a listing for local
unsigned bands. This would be a boon to the
many local bands that rely on college radio for
airplay. New York has many stations that most
likely play a lot of the same local bands. Where
would COLLECTIVE SOUL be without college
radio while they were unsigned?
