PRIMUS Tales From The Punch Bowi

Primus has always been like a circus clown car: It
comes barreling in with an assortment of amusing,

hyper-real sounds that will either make
you smile or give you the chills. The Bay
Area trio has earned acclaim for its
originality and wit, garnering a massive
following since its inception in 1989.
While Pork Soda helped to break Primus
into the mainstream, Tales From The
Punch Bowl may be the band’s most fully
realized effort to date. The songs still
incorporate the band’s trademark slap-
bass and mosh-able rhythms, but there is

a great deal more diversity. Relying less on over-amped
bass, Primus is now integrating its rubbery bass sound

further into the overall mix, showcasing
guitarist Larry Lalonde's playing to a
greater degree. In addition, singer/
bassist Les Claypool’s vocals are less “in-
your-face,” all of which shows a better
balance between the three players.
Thankfully, the band’s maturity has not
been at the expense of its enthusiasm:
these punk-clowns are more promising
than ever. Roll with the punches:
“Wynona's Big Brown Beaver,” “Glass

Sandwich” and “Southbound Pachyderm.” JENNY ELISCU

The first time we listened to Songs Of You & Me, New
Zealand legend Chris Knox’s fifth solo album (he’s also made

records with Toy Love and Tall Dwarfs), we
found ourselves immediately singing along
with nearly every song. Were these re-
recordings of old songs? No, they're all new,
but we'd seen Knox play them live once, a
year ago, and hadn't been able to forget any
of them. “Hey hey, internal decay,” he sings
on “Vol Au Vent,” and that's him all over—he
plays the role of the grizzled but cheerful oid
guy who's been weathered by the world,
which he basically is. His songs can face down

the worst things the world has to offer, from clueless, priapic
teenagers (“A Song To Welcome The Onset Of Maturity”) to

incapacitating disfigurement (“Sympathy For
The Cripple”) and come out setting it to a
jaunty and hopelessly memorable melody,
some homemade percussion loops, a few
fuzz-guitar chords and maybe some
rudimentary Omnichord pionks. (The best
things in life—love, mostly, as far as Knox is
concerned-—get the same treatment.) ...You
& Me is divided, as its title suggests, into ||
songs about other people and 10 about
himself, and nobody gets spared the bite of

Knox’s lyrics, least of all himself: He can take it. Try all the

above, plus “Instant Mashed Potato,” N.Z. single “One Fell

Hector Zazou’s new release does not reveal his musical

talent as much as his talent for creating musical frames
for his guest portraits. Songs From The Cold Seas is an
accurate description of its contents: The songs

themselves all reference bodies of water,
filling up their allotted space as the water
does, leaving no room for anything else.
Zazou’s music is rhythmic and tribal, yet
also clean and cold, the contrast of which
creates an oddly comfortable whole. His
guest vocalists, including Virttind, Bjork,
Siouxsie Sioux and Suzanne Vega, to
name but a few, mesh perfectly with the
songs Zazou paints around them; it’s
obvious that once Zazou collected his

guests, he sat down to create music specifically for their
voices, rather than writing the songs and trying the

shoehorn the vocalists into them. The
helpful liner notes interpret the songs
(half are not in English), which makes the
themes of water and loss more clear: this
is a marvelously executed concept album.
As might be expected, Bjork’s song,
“Visur Vatnsenda-rosu,” is the most
successful because her voice is so
daringly brilliant; Lena Willemark’s
“Havet Stomar” is another gorgeous
moment. Zazou has constructed an

entire mood with his new record, and proves himself to
be a consummate creator, pulling together voices and
music in a thematic whole.

BOREDOMS Chocolate Synthesizer

Anyone who thinks all Boredoms records sound alike isn't

listening carefully enough. Listen through
the screaming anarchy on the surface of
Chocolate Synthesizer, and you'll hear the
most complicated, unified and virtuosic
record the World’s Weirdest Rock "N’ Roll
Band has made to date—the Boredoms are
finally using their unmatched gift for
fragmentation for something other than its
own sake. The title, for starters, is probably
an (anal-by-anal) goof on the Chocolate
Grinder from Marcel Duchamp’s La Mariée,

another great piece of High-Modernist art that appears
completely random until you investigate its internal

systems. There’s a 17-note theme that
keeps turning up in one drastically mangled
form or another all over the album, until the
closing “Nowdom Go Synthesizer Way
(WHY?)" pounds the notes out of it and
melts what'’s left down into hardcore. Most
of the mutant grooves the band develops
here are allowed to live a natural lifespan;
they build and metastasize into each other,
and recur within songs and from song to
song. And the band’s voices are a perpetual

wonder, doubling instrumental lines, imitating absent
instruments, shrieking, babbling and making lots of noises

previously alien to recorded larynxes—see, for instance,
Yamatsuka Eye’s reveille-call on “Tomato Synthesizer” or
the thing that sounds like an underwater army chorus on

songs, it's impossible to miss the enthusiasm and joy, the cre-
ative rush that sweeps through the music. It’s a sense of
abandon that is thoroughly refreshing. You can't write songs
about stray kitties and fascinations with peaches, for exam-
ple, if you worry about what someone else might think about
you're doing. The music itself is as idiosyncratic as the subject
matter; the band shares but five strings between its three
members (two-string “basitar” and three-string “guitbass,”
with Love Battery and Skin Yard drummer Jason Finn credit-
ed with “no-string drums”), and the odd combination fur-
thers the original sound of the band's stupendous melodies.
Don’t be surprised if a day or two after hearing either
“Feather Pluckn,"” “Peaches,” “"Body” or “Naked And
Famous,” the song sets up a permanent residence in your
head, or if in a year, this band is one of the biggest things in
rock.

The 29¢th album in |7 years by The Fall, both the most icono-
clastic and the most workmanlike band of its kind, is a turning
point for the group. The first big change is that guitarist Brix
Smith, ex-wife of lead language poet/enunciator/wild card
Mark E. Smith, is back in The Fall
after five years away, and it’s a shot
in the arm for the group. Brix is all
over the excellent Cerebral Caustic,
writing the music for a third of the
songs, chirping along on “Feeling
Numb" (a whomping swipe at
Prozac), screaming the nail-raking
chorus of “Don’t Call Me Darling” and taking a crack at the
bubbly “Life Just Bounces,” re-recorded from a 1990 B-side.
The band’s longstanding Scanlon/Hanley/Wolstoncraft instru-
mental axis, here supplemented by another returned prodi-
gal, drummer/keyboardist Karl Burns, is now so powerful and
smooth it's almost mechanical. So to keep things interesting,
there's big change #2: a newfound fascination with layered
samples from non-musical sources. For the most part, the
samples provide subtle texture and flavor, only peeking out
on their own at the beginning and end of songs, though they
take over the bizarre “Bonkers In Phoenix.” Smart and acid:
all the above, plus the Frank Zappa cover “I'm Not Satisfied,”
“The Aphid” (a nature documentary turned into a new
dance...), “The Joke” (“five years in a PC. camp-uh!”) and the
half-played, half-collaged memorial “Pine Leaves.”

John Davis’s music has already reached public consciousness
through his solo material on the Shrimper label, along with
his recordings with the Folk Implosion, a duo comprised of
Davis and Lou Barlow that’s known for its sculpted, emotion-
ally-packed lo-fi gems. Davis jumps
head-first into lo-fidelity with Leave
Home, a loose collection of songs,
spoken poems
noodling. The irony built into this
album’s title underscores the ten-
sion inherent in this sort of project:
while the disc proudly proclaims
that it was “made at home,” the album’s title fights against it,
exposing the conflict in playing deeply personal music for a
public audience. That said, Leave Home works both as a key-
hole peek into a very interesting, oftentimes musical mind,
and as a record worthy of a careful listen in a quiet room.
Songs such as “Always All Time Disco,” “Wipeout Tonight”
and “Tug Of War” are marked by memorable melodic hooks,
Davis' whispered vocals floating atop a hand-tapped and -
strummed musical backdrop, while on “Everyone Go” his
voice sounds positively pried out of himself, like a stubborn
hangnail refusing to abandon its post. And the earnest
expression of “Home Sweet Home,” among others, is posi-
tively heart-pinching.

The third point is that Costello’s taste
is wide-ranging and particular, so that he chooses to
cover songs by Willie Dixon, Mose Allison and Randy
Newman.

The 7"
consists of four cover tunes, the bonus CD includes guest
performances by Joost Visser, Barbara Manning and Tall
Dwarfs, and the EP features “International Airport,” an
enthralling |2-minute excursion blanketed by the warm
drone of a '60s Acetone organ, the only overt reminder of
Yo La Tengo throughout these inspired and original
recordings.

Two years ago Thee Speaking Canaries, fronted by Don
Caballero drummer Damon Che, released their debut
album, The Joy Of Wine, a moody, much more casuval
album than this follow-up. On
Songs For The Terrestrially
Challenged, Che’s guitar lines
leap out of the previously even-
tempered and foggy mix to
assume full floodlight status. In
fact, all 13 cuts here revel in the
electric glory of a plugged-in
guitar worked by knowing hands, and that's what guides
the songs to their ultimate conclusion, rather than a sim-
ple melodic hook or hummable chorus. This makes the
75-minute album a dense listen, but it also promises more
after repeated listens than the chunks of sounds that ini-
tially grab the ears. Songs such as the eight-minute
“Terrestrial/Famous No Space” might be quite a commit-
ment in air-time, but once you immerse yourself in the
viscous threads of Che's guitar lines, studded with nubbly,
Van Halen-esque chops, you may not want to climb out of
the muck and mire. For a shorter (though not necessarily
lighter) dose, try “Houses And Houses Of Perfectness,”
the angry “Super Hit” or “El Rancho” (and Van Halen afi-
cionados might want to check out the Canaries’ take on

First there was the innocuous term “acid jazz,” which
could not be accurately defined by the styles it fused, but
rather by the feelings and attitudes it encompassed.

on the map (Japan, America,
France, Brazil, Italy), it picked up
new influences, new rules and
new methods like flypaper.
Along comes yet another label:
trip hop. It would be incorrect
to confine trip hop music to a
single definition, but it embraces all of the sounds joined
under the acid jazz umbrella—hip-hop, jazz and various
other urban sounds—along with occasional dub-oriented
vibes and loose, un-anchored song structures. Trip hop
could very well be a reaction to acid jazz's global appeal;
in many ways, it marks an evolutionary stage that will only
be expanded. The opening to Ute's “Give It” creates a
dark, jazz-haunted landscape for the rhythm and trumpet
improv to wander, while the ragga-funk of Diferenz’s
"Mind Movement” is driven by fat, stand-up bass and
muted trumpet work in the spirit of Miles. While the cuts
featured on Abstrakt Workshop don’t have much of a “live”
feel (and there’s no singing), they utilize a structured, intri-
cately layered feel to achieve their results.

Although historically overshadowed by other festivals like

Woodstock and Monterey Pop, Watkins Glen was the
.. ] biggest rock event ever in

terms of attendance, which

was estimated at nearly
600,000. Held at the Grand
Prix racing grounds in upstate
New York in July of 1973, it
was a one-day event that
featured an at-the-time dream
combination of the Grateful Dead, the Allman Brothers
Band and The Band. This disc is taken from the most
complete available tape of The Band’s set that day, which
featured lively performances of tunes from other
songwriters besides the standard Robbie Robertson and
Bob Dylan songs the group had become known for. At
the time The Band was recording Moondog Matinee, its
album of cover tunes, so versions of Chuck Berry’s “Back
To Memphis” and Stevie Wonder's “Loving You Is
Sweeter Than Ever” made it into the set. It's also notable
for a poignant take of “| Shall Be Released” with Richard
Manuel on vocals and an especially funky version of “Up
On Cripple Creek.” It's curious that Live At Watkins Glen
is seeing the light of day 22 years after the fact, but it's
worthwhile not only as a document of a landmark event,
but because it provides a telling snapshot of one of the
most important groups of an era.

This series is right in line with what Rhino Records is best
at doing: putting together entertaining overviews of par-
ticular genres of 20th century music with informative
liner notes, rare photos and
nearly complete recording
information. The five vol-
umes of Hillbilly Fever! are a
bountiful history lesson in
country music, certainly
unmatched in scope by any
recent set with similar inten-
tions. With only a couple of exceptions. these would be a
good starting point to building a country music library.
Volume |, subtitled Legends Of Western Swing, aptly pays
tribute to Bob Wills, Milton Brown and ali those they
influenced, including Spade Cooley, Cliff Brunner, Curly
Williams and Leon McAuliffe, on cuts recorded during
swing's heyday from 1932 into the late '50s. Volume 2,
Legends Of Honky Tonk, could have, and probably should
have, been a two-disc set. The inclusion of certified clas-
sics from Ernest Tubb, Hank Williams, Lefty Frizzell and
George Jones makes the set hard to find fault with, but
honky tonk is the core of country; a few prime latter day
artists (only two tracks from the '60s are included) are
unfortunately squeezed out. Legends Of Nashville, Volume
3, is a surprisingly varied affair that hits all the high spots
from Red Foley, Kitty Wells and the Lauvin Brothers to
Ray Price and Patsy Cline and a bunch more, including
Little Jimmy Dickens, whose 1950 hit gives the series its
title. Volume 4, Legends Of The West Coast, stakes out an
impressive breadth, covering the music of cowboy stars
like Gene Autry and the Sons Of The Pioneers to the hill-
billy sounds of the Maddox Brothers & Rose and
Tennessee Ernie Ford to the source of the Bakersfield
sound, Buck Owens and Merle Haggard. The last vol-
ume, Legends Of Country Rock, pays obvious tribute to
Gram Parsons, who makes an appearance on tracks by
the International Submarine Band, the Byrds and the
Flying Burrito Brothers. The inclusion of the Marshall
Tucker Band and Seatrain (with Peter Rowan and Richard
Greene) seems curious when the Eagles, who remain an
undeniable influence on the Nashville sound of the '90s,
are excluded. /M CAUGIUR!

Eisewhere, Lightnin’
delivers more of his inimitable, personal blues, with the
distinctiveness of the titles generally corresponding to
the quality of the songs: “Selling Wine In Arizona,” “Up
On Telegraph Avenue,” and the topical “Please Settle In
Vietnam" and “Hurricanes Carla & Esther” are pure
undiluted Lighntin'.

Several years ago, we fell in love with (Jean-Marc) Zelwer's
La Fiancée Aux Yeux De Bois, a lyrical and lively album of ba-
let and film music deliciously flavored by Eastern European
musical traditions.

(crisp pizzicato strings along with clarinet and accordion
played by the composer), but it's a much more complex
work.

Many years ago there began a
small revolution in what was to
be called “world music." It came
when a remarkable musician dis-
covered that in an East-meets-
West musical collusion, East need
not be sublimated to the 4/4
beat. In the case of violinist
Shankar—who wired up a unique
double-necked violin and joined
forces with John Mclaughlin in
Mahavishnu and Shakti, then
moved on to even more radical
music with Caroline and the
Epidemics—sublimation was
never the issue. This master of
south Indian classical music
understood the richness of his
tradition, and realized that the
same Improvisation and creative
drive that inspires it could rein-

vent Western jazz and rock.

It's all the more remarkable
when he reaches into the strict
cycles and structures of Indian
music and produces a work like
Raga Aberi. Here is a work that is
mostly improvisation, and yet
stays strictly within the bounds of
tradition. The complex interplay
between Shankar and the two
percussionists, Zakir Hussain
(rabla) and Vikku Vinayakram
(ghatam: clay pot), brings a life
and energy that a contemporary
audience rarely associates with a
highly-structured framework.
Then there is the instrument
itself, a double-barrelled electric
violin that brings with it both out-
rageousness and nuance. It is
perhaps this (coupled with an
overwhelming virtuosity) that
brings this piece to life, giving it
new dynarnics, strange low-end
rumbles and vibrant electronic

highs.

Reacting against the narrow politics of the now highly
commodified rave scene in Britain, the organization sought to return
the "rave” movement to its more spontaneous origins. With the
establishment of the Planet Dog label in 1993, the ethos of the
Megadog parties has been captured on wax. Previous Planet Dog
releases, from two former Ozric Tentacles members, now known as
Eat Static, as well as proclaimed ambiert doodlers Banco De Gaia and
the mysterious Timeshard, appeared on U.S. shores in obscure and
expensive import shops. Now, North Carolina indie rock outpost
Mammoth has seen fit to license a batch of Planet Dog tracks for this
nifty compilation. The groups listed above are featured here, each with
four or five previously unreleased efforts. In a sense, the release of this
collection on Mammoth comes as no surprise; as ambient music and
more experimental, less dancefloor-driven techno reaches a U.S.

Dixon's penchant for lo-tech, grimy electronics is
evident in all his work. Here, he sets the acid controls to full flange and
doesn't let up any slack on the percussion either. This is as naked and
cerebral as you're gonna get in the Motor City right now. Dixon isn't
afraid to let the squelching dynamic sounds of the Roland 303 get
completely out of control, while the distorted kick drum moves at a
hypnotic pace. If you like your techno hygienically produced and clean,
this isn't the record for you. Brilliant.

It's been a while since NovaMute
released a compilation licensed
from premier Berlin techno
label, Tresor. This superb
collection is worth the wait.
Culling tracks from not only
Berlin's most progressive
producers but also the most
imaginative minds in Detroit, this
collection is a true state-of-the-
art manifesto. The album opens
with the sprawling, distant epic,
“Domina” by Domina (a k a
Maurizio and Carl Craig), one of
the most hauntingly original
techno records of 1994. This
long out-of-print gem is worth
the record's price alone.
Subsequently, the listener is
plunged into the analog
maelstrom of Jeff Mills’
apocalyptic “Solid Sleep” and
Joey Beltram's “Ten Four,” two
raging Roland 909 upsetters.
One of Detroit's most creative
minds at the moment is Robert
Hood, whose domestic EPs for
his own M-Plant imprint have
gained him international
recognition (the latest is
reviewed below). Hood
contributes two elliptical,
translucent pieces here, “The
Rhythm Of Vision” and “The
Protector,” the latter recorded
under his Vision pseudonym.
Hood's incandescent, whispering
synth lines move across the bass
line with the grace and menace
of a sidewinder in the desert.
Other, and by no means
insignificant, tracks included here
are D] Hell's raw "Allerseelen,”
remixed by Jeff Mills, and highly
regarded Motor City engineer
Daniel Bell (a k a DB-X), whose
“Science Fiction” is a chilling,
stark piece of techno.

Following an unexceptional debut
album, Juvenile Hell, a few years
back, New York's Mobb Deep
(Havoc and Prodigy) have literally
grown up to become the preferred
hip-hop group since dropping the
single, “Shook Ones Pt. |1." The
standards by which a group or
artist earns its hardcore badge of
legitimacy has changed quite a bit
in recent years. It used to be artists
would talk about how many body-
bags they've filled, or how much
they don't give a fuck. But as Mobb
Deep demonstrates, realness is
expressing a condition or mind or
lifestyle without relying on artificial
imagery or wailing voices as the
selling point. The dramatic
“Temperature's Rising” goes deep-
er than any anti-cop track we've
heard in years, and even challenges
the morality of its listeners: “From
windows | see lights flashing and
maybe/Someone’s takin' pictures/
You know who that be/Police
lovers and neighborhood snitches.”
The crew is as creatively deadpan
as Nas, while their ability to com-
municate despite the slang, and be
so absorbing despite being so
pedantic is a tribute to the richness
of their rhymes, which never go
anywhere they haven't been to in
real life. “Eye For An Eye” (Your
Beef is Mines) features Wu-Tang
Clan's Raekwon and Nas on the
mic, but the track tends to spin its
wheels and offer little support.
Conversely, “Drink Away The Pain
(Situations)” opts for an alcohol
escape (I think the whole world's
going insane/l fill my mind up with
liquor and drink away the pain")
from life's struggles with
metaphorical cleverness and also
benefits from guest vocals from Q-
Tip. Although there are better
records, The Infamous will be
famous for its candor and its ability
to be appealing without necessarily
trying to appeal. Get lifted:
“Survival Of The Fittest,”
“Q.U.—~Hectic" and “Cradle To
The Grave."

message and mind set of the Black Panther

the Black Panther Party is no longer active, hip-hop artists
are among the few public figures conveying the feelings of
the inner city and helping to inspire people to fight for equal
rights. If the Panther Party still existed, we'd expect to hear
tracks like Chuck D.'s "Pride,” Jeru The Damaja’s
“Frustrated Nigga” and 2Pac’s “Throw Ya Hands Up” to be
ringing from its headquarters, while artists like Kam and
KRS-One might be its strongest supporters. While the only
thing missing may be a cut from Paris, reporters have helped
Pump Ya Fist gather momentum, as it marches from #38 to
#14 after a couple mediocre weeks on the chart. While it

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MARVIN GAYE The Master 1961-1984 (box set)
Motown, 5750 Wilshire Bivd., Los Angeles, CA 90036

His voice trumpeted with heartwarming passion, it cried
with pain and sent a numbing chill up your spine when his
butter-smooth tenor caressed melodies like nobody else.
Underneath such love and talent, Marvin was victimized by
demons within himself and his only way to combat them
was through song—that's what made Marvin's music so
beautiful, so connected, and so full of fiery spirit. Perhaps
Smokey Robinson said it best in the liner notes to this four-
CD collection: "I think the driving force behind Marvin
Gaye'’s immense talent was his pain. | think Marvin was a
soul that was basically in pain.” This “pain” has been
documented on 27 albums during his lifetime, and
countless posthumous releases and retrospectives.
Somehow, fans of his music can never get enough. Last
year, Motown serviced The Classics Collection, a boxed set
containing Trouble Man, Let’s Get It On, | Want You and a
CD of unreleased material called Love Starved Heart. The
Master is more for the Gaye completist, as it traces
Marvin’s unending string of hits, duets and most meaningful
work. Packaged similarly to Motown’s recent Smokey
Robinson and Temptations collections, The Master [961-
1984 is made even more desirable by the high quality digital
remastering, and the inclusion of 21 rare and unreleased
recordings. As far back as 1962 (“What Do You Want With
Him” ) tracks are rediscovered, while there's even a duet
with Kim Weston pulled from the vaults entitled “l Couldn’t
Help Falling For You.” In the post-What's Going On years,
as Marvin's social and political senses were heightened, his
music reflected its own changes. Disc three contains
standards like “What’s Going On,” “Mercy, Mercy Me" and
"“Inner City Biues (Makes Me Wanna Hollar),” as well as
some dusky gems from that era. The gospel sweetness of
“Piece Of Clay” is great, but the politically-active “You're
The Man - Pts. | & " (which sounds like it was written with
Richard Nixon in mind) is as close to perfect as anything in
this collection with its silky, intricate funk patterns and
Marvin's effortless soul stylings. You'll never hear a line like
“Don't give us yo' peace sign/Turn around, rob the people
blind" sung with such soul from a voice so rare.

€ BONUS BEATS ] England's jAMIROQL!AI 'has
— recently released his first
single from Return Of The Space Cowboy, entitled “Space
Cowboy” (WORK, 550 Madison Ave.. New York, NY
10022-3211). His soul-funk is
the kind made out of organic
materials, and the jazzy pop of
“Space Cowboy" illustrates
this approach very well. The
only disconcerting point is that
the stateside remix by David

Morales (who is a fine dance
remixer) shows the disparity between club scenes here
and in the U.K., and also America’s tendency to fit in and
conform instead of lead in this genre. The “Classic Radio
Remix” is pumped full of sterilizing agents found in less
adventurous and highly disposable dance-pop groups,
while the “Classic Club Remix” is more soul-less remixing
that tears the heart out of the original, leaving it suitable
only for a suburban, all-ages disco.

While distinctly American in nature, Billy Pilgrim’s sophomore effort,
Bloom, is not specifically a roots or Southern rock record, and that's a
large part of its appeal. Andrew Hyra and
Kristian Bush, who comprise Billy Pilgrim,
harmonize like no other group around
today, and their pop songwriting
sensibilities are augmented this time with
an all-star backing band, including the E-
Street Band's bassist Gary Tallent,
Nashville's top guitar slinger Richard
Bennett and Sonny Landreth on slide, with the Heartbreakers' Mike
Campbell adding his guitar on a few tunes. Melodic hooks fill nearly
every song, from the burning lead track “Sweet Louisiana Sound” to
the tense ebb and flow of “Watching” to the breezy “Falling Apart.”
Bloom is an apt title for this one; Billy Pilgrim is in full flower, thriving
and ready to burst all over the radio.

Belew, the Roches, Marc Cohn and Jimmy Webb. The strength of the
songs and performances, along with the fact that all of the artists
donated their royalties, time and recording expenses, and the label
will contribute 100% of its net profits to Nilsson's pet charity, the
Coalition To Stop Gun Violence, makes For The Love Of Harry a
worthwhile cause and a thoroughly charming set of memorable music.

KIM RICHEY Kim Richey

Mercury, 825 Eighth Ave., New York, NY 10019

Like Mary-Chapin Carpenter or Matraca Berg, Kim Richey is part of
the Nashville scene, but she's not just another country singer who
can sing an interesting lyric and catchy
melody. A protegée of Bill Lloyd and
Radney Foster, she writes songs with a folk-
rock edge similar to that great duo at its
best. Richey's voice forcefully expresses
the deep emotions in her songs with a keen
wail or a startling whisper, as the tune
requires. When she proclaims, “That's
exactly what | mean” you believe her, but she can also play the slinky,
vulnerable type, as she does on "Can’'t Find The Words." Other
highlights include the ringing guitars and killer hook of “Here | Go
Again” and the smoldering “That's A Lie." With the help of some of
Nashville's top session players, Kim Richey has produced a cagey mix
of traditional and contemporary suburban-style country music that
stands as one of the best records to come out of the Music City
machine in quite awhile.

$30,000 check and a trip to Copenhager: for a grand concert with a Danish
group, sometimes the Danish Radio Big Band—include pianist Muhal Richard
Abrams (1990), tenor saxist Dave Murray (1991) and alto saxist Lee Konitz
(1992). Denmark’s own Storyville Records has released CDs by all of the
above, and now come newly issued titles from 1993’s winnes, pianist Tommy
Flanagan, and 1994’s, drummer Roy Haynes. (Both are available stateside
c/o Dr. Jazz Operations, 242700 Eastwood, Oak Park, M| 48237
800.955.4375.) Flanagan's Shenanigans, recorded live on April 2, 1993, for
Danish radio, is a 70-minute showcase for the Detroit native's mastery of and
majesty on the piano. Five tracks, among them “Let’s” (composed by the late
Thad Jones, another Motown native, who spent many years in Denmark),
document Flanagan in his best-known setting, the trio; he’s joined by Lewis
Nash, his regular working drummer in the U.S., and Jesper Lundgaard, one of
Denmark's foremost contrabassists. One track, Quincy Jones’ “For Lena And
Lennie,” augments the trio with Danish tenorman Jesper Thilo, and three
others unite the trio with the six-piece Windtet from Denmark. Master stick-
man Haynes has been lauded in this space of late for his Te-Youl recording for
the French Dreyfus label (¢/o Koch Intemational, 2 Tri-Harbor Court, Port
Washington, NY |1050-4617 516.484.1100), a lively quintet date with Pat
Metheny (guitar) and Donald Harrison (alto) on the front line. Haynes is now
70 years old, but his recent output reveals no diminution in the drive and
intelligence he has demonstrated over the decades with the likes of Charlie
Parker, Sarah Vaughan and Thelonious Monk. His My Shining Hour title for
Storyville, recorded live last year over three days in three Danish sites, teams
him with pianist Thomas Clausen’s Jazzparticipants, a trio consisting of the
pianist, bassist bulwark Pedersen and the big-toned Swedish tenorman Tormas
Franck. The quartet is captured in fine, limber form on John Coltrane’s
“Bessie’s Blues,” Hoagy Carmichael’s estimable ballad “Skylark” and Monk’s
“Rhythm-A-Ning,” all of which are highly airplay-ready... Like Storyville’s
Jazzpar titles, France’s Dreyfus label (address above) has also distinguished
itself with releases by American jazz masters. Benny Golson, the tenor saxist
and one of jazz’s most illustrious songwriters, heads a foursome on Live, a
straight, bop-down-the-middle date cut in lealy in 1989. Golson's hearty tenor
is centered in the mix and buoyed by a stalwart American rhythm section
comprising pianist Mulgrew Miller, bassist Peter Washington and drummer
Tony Reedus. Two of Golson's best-known tunes, “Along Came Betty” and *|
Remember Clifford,” are given robust workouts, but equally palatable
(though on the long side, at |0-minutes-plus) are the evergreen “Sweet And
Lovely” and Tom Mcintosh’s “The Cup Bearers.” The other new Dreyfus
offering, Gitane (meaning Gypsy), by the duo of bassist Charlie Haden and
acoustic guitarist Christian Escoudé should be of especial interest. The

bassist’s two Quartet West albums, along with the older The Montreal Tapes
(@l Verve), scaled the CM] charts last year. Gitane, though stripped-down and
more mainstream/traditional by comparison, should find favor by dint of its
sincerity and unself-conscious swing. A studio recording from Paris in 1978,
Gitane is a high-definition (deep lows, pristine highs) tribute to Django
Reinhardt, the Belgian-born Gypsy guitar legend who formed the Quintet of
the Hot Club of France in 1934 with violinist Stephane Grappelli. Reinhardt,
who died at 43 in 1953, is remembered on his well-known compositions
“Bolero,” “Nuages” and the Bach-derived “Improvisation.” Pianist John
Lewis’ “Django” and Haden's “Gitane” (Escoudé is also a Gypsy) are reveren-
tial treatments and not at all out of place on this engaging session,

No pianist on the New York scene, or through-

out the world for that matter, is more sought-
after than Kenny Barron. Though virtually every nonpianist/leader seeks
Barron as a sideman for recording or gigging purposes, Barron manages
nonetheless to record on his own as a leader at least once a year. His latest
Gitanes/Verve platter (¢/o PolyGram, 825 8th Ave., New York, NY 10019
212.333.8000), Wanton Spirit, aligns him with two old hands at rhythm who
also happen to be world—class improvisors: contrabassist Haden and drum-
mer Haynes. A studio outing cut last winter in Brooklyn, Wanton Spirit docu-
ments Barron's sparkling fingerwork on a Steinway concert grand. Equal,
three-way conversation is the order of business on the Tom Harrell ballad
“Sail Away,” Dizzy Gillespie’s “Be-Bop,” two Duke Ellington numbers and
such pianist-written tunes as Billy Strayhorn's “Passion Flower,” Herbie
Hancock’s “One Finger Snap” and Richie Beirach’s “Nightlake.”
Invigorating...Pianist Harold Mabern has devised a soulful stew of a style that
is highly conducive to horn players. For his new Legendary Pioneers of Jazz
effort for Columbia/DIW (550 Madison Ave., 26th Floor, New York, NY
10022-321 1), The Leading Man, the Memphis native and New York City resi-
dent forms a close-knit pocket with drummer Jack DeJohnette and bassist
Christian McBride or Ron Carter. Mabern’s trio, which unto itself is a moving
listening experience, is supplemented on various tracks by alto saxist Bill
Easley, trumpeter Bill Mobley or guitarist Kevin Eubanks. To this taste, the
Eubanks track, a remake of guitar master Wes Montgomery's “Full House,” is
especially recommended for airplay.

Emerging from the harsh urban streets of Los Angeles, the

government, Fear Factory has
turned its trepidation into
aggression with its second release, Demanufacture, an
inspiring musical saga which leads an unnamed, enigmatic
hero on a rousing journey through 11 songs wrought with
piercing determination, heavier-thar-hell rhythms and
intricate lyrics. Although Fear Factory pounds out a crushing,
brutally scarring hailstorm of sound, it is not without
originality, imagination and diversity. Demanufacture
devastates the senses with a bold amalgamation of abrasive
electronic sequencing, blazing guitar riffs. spitfire percussion,
relentlessly pounding rhythms, thick grooves and agitated
vocal howls mixed carefully with progressive, powerful
harmonies.

DOKKEN Dysfunctional

Dokken has returned after a hiatus which seems to have
mended the disagreements between bandmembers. With a
new label and a new album, Dysfunctional, Dokken
generates many different sounds, while still keeping its
historic sonic marriage intact.
Propelled by the virtuoso rhythm
section of Brown and Pilson,
Lynch’s clearly evident guitar skills
and Don Dokken's confident
delivery, this album is by no means
a lackadaisical attempt to grab a
piece of the past and milk it for all
it's worth. On the contrary, it’s a collection of fierce rockers
and lovingly constructed legatos. “Too High To Fly,” the first
single, shines with a Jim Morrison influence but the clear-
eyed vision is 100% Dokken. Some songs are dark, but
where previously the darkness led you down a road with no
return, now there’s hope and a realization that if you don't
grab a chance at your destiny when it’s staring you in the
face, it could very well be gone (“Inside Looking Out” and
“Long Way Home"). The good news is that Dokken's been-
there-done-that attitude about being trendy or cruisin’ in the
“fad band wagon” prevents it from worrying about re-
establishing acceptance.

Qozing back onto the death metal scene after a two-year
recording hiatus with new drummer Doug “Bones” Bohn
(ex-Social Disease) in tow, Long Island's Suffocation offers
up its third blood-soaked body of
work, Pierced From Within
Musically translating a series of
hate-filled, demented emotions
into thick layers of violently
aggressive, extreme sound,
Pierced From Within reeks with an
