“Oh, to be the state of the art/of boho/alt/Nobody
loves you better than yourself” — that line, more
than any other on Ain't My Lookout, is what'll get the

Grifters tagged as this year’s
Pavement, and for good reason. “Oh,
to be the sunshine on your ass,”
continues “Boho/Alt,” “l once
mistook you for a gas.” It’s obvious
that after seven years, four albums
and numerous 7" waxings, these
Memphis troubadors have hit cynical
and musical paydirt, every bit as
aware of their place amongst the
indie-rock constituency as they are

the absurdity of its importance. The Grifters play
rock 'n’ roll because it’s interesting to them, and if
you see it as anything more than that, expect a scowl|

everytime. Thing is, Ain't My Lookout,
for all its subtle nose-thumbing, ends
up accomplishing way more than the
band would probably care to admit
to: adventurous rock constructions,
by turns unassumingly concise and
powerful or artfully rag-tag,
referential, but ultimately self-
contained within their own clearly
defined universe. After sucking up

MIKE JOHNSON Year Of Mondays

AIMEE MANN /’m With Stupid

Aimee Mann’s bad side is one place you don’t want
to be. Since her first albbum as leader of 'Til Tuesday
in 1985, Mann has been steadily sharpening her

daggers as both a songwriter and
pained examiner of various crooked
relationships, which she attacks with
vindictive determination. Her long-
awaited second solo album, I'm With
Stupid, sees Mann reaching new levels
of misanthrope. She concocts her
most lethal dose of lyrical venom for
what seems like a perpetual stream of
fucked up relationships, although she
saves a few drops for the music

industry (“Sugarcoated”). Despite being so bitter and
acerbic (she makes Alanis Morissette’s hysterical fits
seem shallow), Mann has penned some of her most

tasteful pop arrangements (“It’s Not
Safe”), with the help of producer John
Brion (ex-Grays/Jellyfish). The first
single “No Choice In The Matter,”
buzzes with a jaunty, jangly melody
that shows I'm With’s preference for
less of the retro-artsy pop of her solo
debut, and more fresh, hearty pop
hooks (“Long Shot”). Juliana Hatfield
sings backup vocals on two of the
album’s best tunes: the elegant,

melodious “Amateur” and the three-quarter bliss of
“You Could Make A Killing.” As evidenced on
“Superball,” Mann can bounce back; she’s been

forced to do it from cancerous relationships, and
now her career has bounced back better than ever.

Mike Johnson is a recent Northwest musical find
whose work has gone generally unnoticed. His solo
material has stood in the shadow of his more widely-

heard work with Dinosaur Jr. and
Mark Lanegan. And while it's true
that Johnson wears the influence of
his collaborators on his sleeve, a keen
ear will recognize the turnabout
influence that Johnson has had on his
collaborators. Where his first solo
album Where Am [? was one-
directional, here Johnson explores the
tangents of that record, resulting in a
fuller, richer album: Year Of Mondays

combines the lost and distraught biues of his work
with Mark Lanegan and his first release with the full-

on rock choruses and power chords
of Dinosaur, Jr., although the album’s
multi-faceted nature also suggests
comparisons to singer/songwriters
such as Leonard Cohen, Nick Drake
and Mark Eitzel. Varied song styles
and a string quartet enhance the lush,
textural quality of Year Of Mondays,
begging the listener to step inside
Johnson’s dark thoughts — pour a
drink first, because it’s a little

The Cardigans’ Life is the freshest unabashedly retro pop
collection since Saint Etienne’s Foxbase Alpha. But where
Saint Etienne welded well-chosen samples into their mix,

rl this Swedish quintet plays it
straighter, employing all manner
of live instruments, including

( horns, strings, nifty percussion
(chimes, hand claps) and organs.

At the helm is sweet-voiced

chanteuse Nina Persson, whose
lilting, suggestive coos often recall

the Sundays’ Harriet Wheeler, lending the album a decid-
edly British indie-pop feel. The Cardigans’ stylish amal-
gam is encapsulated by Life's opening cut "Carnival,”
which is cleverly arranged with male backing vocals,
swingin’ hand claps and a wonderfully cheesy synthetic
string part, capped off by Persson’s strongest vocal per-
formance on the disc. Though certainly the album’s shin-
ing star, the song is by no means a summation of the
Cardigans’ well-fashioned repertoire: this first U.S.
release also boasts the delicate lounge-y pop of
“Gordon's Gardenparty,” decorated by brushed drums, a
hushed flute line and finger snaps (with Persson singing
about “bubbly pink champagne on ice”), the sparkling
choruses of "Daddy’s Car” and "Fine” (the latter with its
twangy, garage-pop guitar lines and a warmly buzzing
Hammond organ), and the crisp guitar pop of "Rise &
Shine,” which has a strong Sundays/Everything But The
Girl feel to it. Persson stretches out on the sultry "Happy
Meal,” on which she almost snarls, proving there’s more
to this undeniably cute band than sugary songs and artful
arrangements.

THE EX Mudbird Shivers

Now in its 20th year, the Dutch musical/political collec-
tive The Ex is still growing, maturing, learning and blow-

53-year-old experimental percus-
sion legend Han Bennink (!), who
sings on most of Mudbird Shivers
(*") and turns out to have a voice
exactly like Captain Beefheart’s (!!!). The band has a dev-
astating sense of rhythm and a far-reaching lyrical intelli-

gence: on "Only If You Want 3,” the percussionists and
guitarists flutter barely over the surface of something,
only touching down and ripping into it a few times, while
Bennink, singer G.W. Sok and drummer Katrin Bornfeld
trade off vocal drones and lyrics inspired by a Dada text
and an Emma Goldman quote. And when the six of them
bear down, as on the battering "Embarrassment” and
“Former Reporter,” they’re Hurricane Ex, an irresistible
force. The Ex play with traditional music (“The House
Carpenter™), guitars and basses as percussion, free noise,
political commentary, Beefheart-style vocal surrealism
("Don’t mystify, make a maxnix mix,” goes Bennink’s
black-snake moan on “Hunt Hat™) and about a million
other things, all with a conviction that’s absolutely
thrilling — even when they're making sounds that
nobody’s ever thought of making before. Also try
“Thunderstruck Blues” and the slyly political “Things

For All Seasons, Butler's first in what we hope will
be a long series for Atlantic, is a solid, straight-ahead jazz
outing that bristles with energy, and even though it only
displays one facet of Butler's myriad talents, it’s simply
one of the finest, purest, acoustic jazz albums to come
out in many a moon. Check how Butler funkifies Antonio

Carlos Jobim's "How Insensitive,” how he marries old-
style ragtime fills with trilling classical flourishes to punc-
tuate "St. Louis Blues,” or how his rippling, percussive
piano strokes dance with the drummer’s hi-hat on the
title track: these are details that sparkle in the ear, the
difference between the very good and the great. Last
time a blind pianist on Atlantic straddled the line
between pop and jazz, he was called "The Genius,” and
using that word to describe Henry Butler would not be
that far off the mark.

ANTONIO CARLOS JOBIM

The Mon From iponemo

Like the work of John Lennon, Mozart, or
the little old lady who wrote “Happy
Birthday,” Jobim’s music has become so
immensely pervasive that one can hardly
even measure his impact. His melodies —
who doesn’t know "The Girl From
Ipanema,” after all — have become so ubig-
uitous that they are literally like the air,
everywhere around us, which would no
doubt please him greatly. The Brazilian com-
poser, multi-instrumentalist and chief archi-
tect of the bossa nova played a monumental
role in the development of Brazilian music,
and this multi-CD set may well be the defin-
itive testimonial to his genius. The first disc
is devoted to classic vocal renditions of his
most popular tunes — “Desafinado,” “The
Girl From Ipanema,” “One Note Samba”
and "Aguass De Marco” (most famous for its
use in a vintage Coca-Cola commercial).
Disc two consists of instrumental perfor-
mances, including Stan Getz's famous ren-
derings of Jobim’s music that helped launch
the phenomenally huge bossa nova craze of
the early '60s. The third disc puts instru-
mental performances side by side with vocal
versions, offering a different perspective.
Especially enjoyable are the three live tracks
from Jobim’s performance at Verve's 50th
Anniversary Concert at Carnegie Hall in
1994. Also of note is the wonderful packag-
ing, a lavish spiral-bound booklet with
entrancing photos and a unique CD-holder
design (they fit into little die-cut slots that
look like Origami constructions), which
make the total package as memorable as
the music it holds.

The Polydor Anthology

When it comes to warm, tasty guitar play-
ing, Harvey Mandel had it in the bag.
Mandel, a San Francisco-based guitarist, was
one of the primary artists of the late '60s
who came up through the burgeoning "FM
underground” scene. His albums largely
consisted of long instrumental tracks satu-
rated with layered guitar overdubs, seem-
ingly made for late-night radio play. He
never really transcended the genre, proba-
bly because he was such a musician's musi-
cian — the later stuff on the second disc,
with vocals and more hook-driven riffs,
actually ends up being not quite as exciting
as the earlier instrumental fare. Other than
the vibrant music found on this two-CD ret-
rospective, Mandel’s greatest claim to near-
fame was being on the short list for the
Rolling Stones after Mick Taylor’s departure
(that’s him on "Hot Stuff” on Black And
Blue). But these recordings — many out of
print since the early '70s — show him to be
a far more complex and talent, deserving far
more credit than just as a footnote in history
that is the session musician’s lot.

The Dutch phrase for free improvisation
translates literally as “instant composition,”
which may have something to do with the
disproportionately high number of first-
rate improvisers from the Netherlands: the
idea is not to make a bunch of random
noise, but to play and compose at the
same time. Hence the title of Instant, cred-
ited to THE EX & GUESTS (Ex, PO. Box
635, 1000 AP Amsterdam, Holland). The
stalwart Dutch band joined forces with
master improv-percussionist Han Bennink
(of the Clusone Trio, the Instant
Composer’s Pool and many other pro-
jects) for an album of songs, Mudbird
Shivers (see this issue’s Jackpot!). For
Instant, the group (with Bennink, but with-
out singer G.W. Sok) also invited clar-
inetist/saxophonist Ab Baars, trombonist
Wolter Wierbos, harmonica player Han
Buhrs, cellist Tristan Honsinger, and drum-
mer Michael Vatcher for two CDs worth
of short (averaging 2 1/2 minutes), terrific
small-ensemble improvisations—two
solos, a quintet and lots of duos and trios,
with a wide, delightful variety of textures.
Virtually all of them could reasonably be
called compositions, with direction and
instrumental interplay; the most immedi-
ately wonderful are “Knit Knack & Zoom”
(where somebody’s guitar comes charging
in halfway through with a very different
idea of what the piece should sound like)
and the percussion/sax groove "If The Hat
Fits The Suit,” but there are lots of pleas-
ant little surprises, and none of the tracks
even sticks around long enough to get
dull...Five siblings, ranging in age from
grade-schooler to adult, make up the band
DANIELSON. They live in southern New
Jersey, and they’re Christian, but they
don’t make it clear what type: Their first
album, A Prayer For Every Hour (Tooth And
Nail, ¢/o New |erusalem, PO. Box 225,
Clarksboro, NJ 08020), consists of 24
“prayers” that actually sound more like
daily affirmations set to music. And what
music! Probable oldest brother Daniel
Smith leads his sisters and brothers
through a land of twisted pop songs that
can sound like Pavement on one end—low
fidelity, dry voice and all—and as out there
as Steve Turre or Milford Greaves on the
other. Smith narrates, sings awkwardly, and
nearly preaches in the midst of the music,
with a jumble of recommendation, happi-
ness and helpfulness. The idea isn’t to con-
vert, merely to comfort. With its cute jum-
ble-collage cover (glitter and glue every-
where), A Prayer... looks like a twee-pop
album. But when Smith’s younger siblings
start banging on bells and singing the cho-
ruses in high, squeaky unformed voices, it
becomes transcendent, otherworldly.
Although its environment seems to be a
creative vacuum, the band is making a
strange, joyful noise to fill it...

Robert Ward is a remarkable bluesman.
Walking the line between soul and blues,
Ward uses his

Page) to maximum soulful effect. At his
best, he comes off sounding like Otis
Redding and Steve Cropper combined —

one minute he’s in testifying soul man
mode, then instead of dropping to his
knees and mopping his brow, he’ll bust
out a blazing, soulful guitar solo that’ll
blow the wigs off the ladies at the rear
tables. But on record, at least, he’s best at
the slow stuff — the timeless slow stroll
of a tune like “Silver And Gold” could
have been written anytime from the late
'50s ’til now, and guess what, it's a Ward
original, not some cover of an old Stax B-
side or obscure Southern soul staple. It's
blues and soul from the inside out, and
Robert Ward knows his stuff cold.

All hail Henry Qualls, one of the greatest
blues finds in recent memory. Qualls has
been indifferently playing around Elmo,
Texas, for years, but he’s only recently
been discovered by outsiders, mostly
through the diligent searching of the
Dallas Blues Society, which has started a
new label dedicated to unearthing under-
appreciated Texas blues stylists. Fans of
the real raw deal will stand up and salute
Qualls’ charismatic debut, beaming in
appreciation for the real lowdown road-
house blues (our favorite story from his
press kit involves an incident at the Fort
Worth International Airport, where
Qualls, ever the bluesman, was discov-
ered attempting to go through a metal
detector with .22 bullets in his pocket, en
route to a blues festival in Europe.).
Mostly it’s just Qualls and his guitar, with
occasionally a small rhythm section and a
second guitarist known only by the name
of “Hush Puppy.” Qualls’ somewhat slop-
py but endearing slide work has earned
him the nickname around the CM] offices
as the CeDell Davis of Texas. Amazing
stuff, some of the best in many a moon.

Early 1996 is turning out to be the
period of what could be called
“ceaseless energy” music. It’s as if the
last two of cabin fever have
ended and the dancefloor ecstasy has
begun. This little (or rather, huge)
number is put together by the reliably
inventive D| Romain and Matt Keys,
who've recorded a string of singles
for various NY house labels in the fast
year, but nothing that even hinted at
the explosive power of “Digest The
Music.” This povwemonse samples
the jagged adges of LNR's epochal
“Work It To The Bone™ and Marshall
Jefferson's “Move Your Body" over a
drum pattern so dense you'll never
be able to fight your way through it,
Of late, the best New York
hardhouse has been turning to its
past for inspiration. Atmosphere's
recent "007" record on Odyssey
tweaked Todd Terry snippets like a
madman. Romain and Keys do the
same here, as discordant whistles
blast in the distance while muffled
shrieks and snares collide in mid-mix.
“Digest The Music” also serves as a
potent coffee substitute.

For those of you familiar with the goings-on at the Deep Dish label in
Germantown, Maryland, the above compilation will come as no surprise.
The Deep Dish team of Sharam and Dubfire is just about the hottest
property in house right now, doing remixes for everyone on earth. Their
highly successful Yoshitoshi imprint has given space for other producers such
as Jean-Philippe Aviance, Hani, and Paul Hunter (from Paris, New York, and
Scotland, respectively) to air their considerable talents, Sharam and Dubfire
clearly have as good an ear for A&R as for production. With this release,
they've mixed down a bevy of their label’s hits, and though | normally steer
well clear of mixed CDs, this one deserves endorsement for its mesmerizing
rhythmic drive and sonic freefalls. Alcatraz's “Give Me Luv” and XS's
juddering, ecstatic "Phantasy Tribe” are two of the standouts here, but the
entire collection will not stop moving. The heart-stopping reinterpretation of
XS's "Phantasy Tribe” on the new single from Jean-Philippe Aviance is backed
with the deep, moody “Geraldine” and represents the next highly anticipated
wave of Yoshitoshi releases.

I'll welcome any corrections and objections to the statement that Homebrew
is the first American full-length drum and bass record. But Jake of Subtropic
is actually a British ex-pat living in San Francisco, so | suppose the point is
moot, but nevertheless this record is quite significant, and virtually
unimaginable even a year ago. This is certainly no hardstep rinse stuff, rather
it's more in the style of Photek, Alex Reece, and Wax Doctor, three British
drum-and-bass producers who display a greater affinity for techno’s complex
narratives than for old school hip-hop and dancehall. Like the best drum-and-
bass music, the 10 tracks here find their tension in the opposing forces of
breakneck percussion and languorous, stow building bass lines combined
with swirling analog synth effects. It's the slow/fast contradiction which keeps
everyone, if not on their toes, then at least on the edge of their seat.

The name Masters At Work hasn't turned up often here, but it must be said
that Kenny "Dope” Gonzalez and Lil' Louie Vega are two of New York’s
most respected and long-standing house artists. They’re nearly approaching
sainthood in the eyes of most househeads. Only their work of late falls into
domains that can't be characterized by older notions of "house music.”
"Mind Fluid” is just such a record. This single is as similar to the last Nu-
Yorican Soul record as chalk and cheese, and it’s certainly going to win the
Masters a lot of fans they might not previously have acquired. In fact, it’s
hard to imagine this record alienating anyane passionate about underground
dance music. The thick, slo-mo “Chemidub” is going to be an instant hit with
the legion fans of Floridian funky breaks, while the serpentine, fluid "Ambiesh
Mix” is a deeply bassed, nearly beatless excursion. The A-side’s "Nu Yorican
Soul Shock Mix" has the crowded club ambience of mid '70s Kool & The
Gang and Earth, Wind & Fire albums with lush, upswept bass lines and
dizzying horn blasts all clocking in at an epic, disco-length eight minutes, 30
seconds. Kenny "Dope” and Louie Vega are certainly not going to suffer the
fate of some of their less talented peers, who seem to have been releasing
the same record every two months.

sponse. Like other Quango releases, Yoices is a nice sampling of the sort of
DJ-driven ethno-mixage that's been kicking around Europe without always
making it across the Atlantic.

If you've enjoyed Stern’s wonderful Women Of Mali series, here's a treat: a
male voice in the same tradition, that of the Bambara people of Mali's
Wassalou region. This is modern electric music with a strong dose of tra-
dition, one of the more fluid integrations of trad and modern sounds that
I've heard. On this album, drawn from several earlier Diabate releases,
the interplay of old and new is especially apparent on tunes featuring gui-
tarist Saffre Coulibaly’s earthy arrangements, with their mesmerizing
cyclical rhythms and prominent use of traditional instruments.
“Namawou” and “Massassi” are especially entrancing Coulibaly cuts. Of
the less overtly “rootsy” stuff, “Louanze” nicely captures the trad/modern
feel, and the crisp production also puts qhe spotlight more squarely on
Diabate and his lovely vocal chords.

This is one of three new releases in the Hemisphere series, alongside a
solid Thomas Mapfumo retrospective and a great live recording of Astor
Piazzolla’s New Tango Sex-Tet. Yosefa is a gifted young Israeli singer
whose style is more fluid than flashy. Her arrangements have a Middle
Eastern feel reflecting her Moroccan/Yemenite background, not unlike
what we heard from Ofra Haza a while back. Beware: there’s a dance-y-
MOR production esthetic at work here that may or may not work for
you, although | think that the Mid-Eastern motif plays quite well in the
percussion-propelled “Compassion” and “The Orchestra Replies.” Also
check out "Taj Mahal,” which hints at an Indo-Israeli fusion.

It may be tricky to get a promo copy of this last one, but | felt this disc —
recorded in 1991 but never before released outside of Asia — deserved a
special mention. Very little Indonesian pop of any kind makes it to the
U.S., not to mention regional styles like the Western Javanese “Pop
Sunda” developed by singer Kurnia in collaboration with Japanese produc-
er Makoto Kubota. Here they’ve found a way, via special tunings, to mix
gamelan — traditional pitched percussion music — with western instru-
ments to form a truly distinctive pop hybrid. And the most amazing hybrid
of all is the tune “Si Kabayan,” a maniacal melange of gamelan, dangdut (an
Indian-and Arabic-influenced pop style) and cheesy "50s-style rock 'n’ roll,
featuring a wicked rock guitar-style solo played on a traditional Indonesian
fiddle. Yikes!

Whenever | try to write about the
renowned Pakistani devotional
singer Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan, | find
myself playing up the “hot™ side, as
in: “Nusrat drove the audience into
a frenzied state with his vocal py-
rotechnics,” or perhaps “we stood
in awe of the sheer power of Khan's
enormous voice.” Indeed, Nusrat
packs more vocal firepower than
any other popular Pakistani singer.
The reason he became famous in
the first place, before Gabriel,
Vedder, Buckley or anyone else had
ever heard of him, was because he
revved up the traditional style of Sufi
qawwali singing and playing to suit
modern Indo-Pakistani tastes. But to
his credit, producer and guitarist
Michael Brook is intrigued by anoth-
er side of Nusrat. As on their previ-
ous collaboration, 1990’s Musst
Musst, Brook has moved Nusrat
from his traditional setting — har-
monium, percussion, hand claps —
into electronic and dance-based (if
not exactly “dancefloor”) music. But
while most dance-oriented remixers
connect high-octane dance beats
with Khan’s high-octane vocals,
Brook showcases Nusrat’s "cool”
side emphasizing more delicate,
subtle elements of his singing, com-
plimented by a mellow groove. The
two albums have a similar ethereal
feel; what makes Night Song distinc-
tive is its overall cohesiveness, al-
though what it may lack as a result is
any one compelling track. The effect
of Night Song is a bit more like
Khan's “traditional” music: you just
get into the groove and let the spirit
overtake you. Still, | do have a few
favorites: "Intoxicated” has a pleas-
ant liit reminiscent of some Musst
Musst songs; “My Comfort
Remains” builds nicely around a
Pyrolator-esque mechanical rhythm;
and | can’t resist "My Heart, My
Life,” because how many South
Asian singers open a song with a

solo on the West African kora?

Pop queen Aimee Mann could
well be the subject of a case
study on persistence in the face
of adversity. There are scores of
artists now resting in a tomb
somewhere marked “V.ctims of
Overnight Success,” yet Ms.
Mann has not only kept that
final nail from being driven into
her coffin (following the demise
of 'Tit Tuesday), but also contin-
ued to appear atop critics’ top
10 lists, almost in spite of those
who have tried to wrest cre-
ative control from her grasp
over the years. Given the suc-
cess of the Melrose Place single
“That'’s Just What You Are,” her
latest, I'm With Stupid, is poised
to take her a step further — to
public acclaim. Whereas the
ultra-layered arrangements on
her solo debut, Whatever, often
fought for attention with her
actual songwriting, the embell-
ishments on ...Stupid have been
kept to a minimum — a crisp
guitar hook here, an organ or
Mellotron bed there — bringing
clearer focus to each song’s lyri-
cal message and structure.
Guest appearances by Juliana
Hatfield, Bernard Butler and
Glenn Tilbrook, among others,
round out the mix. If you're
looking for pure pop with a sav-
age bite, this is about as good as
it gets.

DAN BAIRD Buffalo Nickel

The songs on Dan Baird's second solo album are every bit as ferocious as
a starving wolverine. The MTV-generation may remember Baird as front-
man of the blues-rock band the Georgia Satellites playing "Keep Your
Hands To Yourself" on the back of a flatbed, but even though that was
over |0 years ago, one thing hasn't changed: Dan Baird’s piston-pumping,
American blues-infested rock packs a mighty wallop. He's as unassuming
an artist as you'll see, the type who sports frayed flannel shirts, pumps his
own gas, and could care less who's topping the charts, but can rock with
more heart and soul than anyone out there. Baird hasn’t changed his
approach to rock 'n’ roll since forming the Satellites in 1980, although he
has added to it, nearly perfecting it here. Baird’s influences run the gamut
of classic American rockers on the Brendan O'Brien-produced (Pear| Jam,
Neil Young, Bob Dylan) Buffalo Nickel: Baird respects his rootsy progeni-
tors, including The Band, Hank Williams Jr., and NRBQ, and fashions their
influences into burly, well-written, and unforgettably hooky bar-room
rockers, much the same way Led Zeppelin took Willie Dixon’s “You Need
Love” to monster-rock stardom as “Whole Lotta Love.” The album’s first
track, “Younger Face,” finks a big, powerful hook with his snarling, Dylan-
esque vocals that speak about growing old in a young person's business
("Kinda strange now, you don’t matter”), and rabid rockers like
"Cumberland River,” the unstoppable “On My Way,” the Dave Edmunds-y
“Lil Bit," the cover of “Hush" (featuring author Joe South) and the blatant
Zep-riff on “Hit Me Like A Train” are enough to make you kick off your
shoes and dance 'til dawn. GLEN SANSONE

The release of Brain Junk by Connells guitarist and frontman George Huntley
doesn’t mark the launch of a new solo career (the Connells are still ripping it
up), but more resembles a quiet cup of coffee away from the hustle-and-
bustle of being in one of the rock world's better live acts since 1984. The
pared-down, unadorned designs of songs such as "Harry Lee” see Huntley
reflecting back on his life as a young kid growing up in Raleigh, North
Carolina, as well as contemplating his present life. Drawing on his John Prine
influence, Brain Junk’s dozen songs are sweetly melodic, employing simple
structures and subject matter, and an elaborate host of vocal harmonizing,
especially on the opening track “Freeman,” which harkens back to the high-
pitched, rolling melodies of Don and Phil Everly, and the mournful strain of
“I'l See You There,” the album’s brightest moment. Also try: “One Good
Reason,” “Tammy,” “Stand Up Man" and "Ever Want Me To.” Gs

Those who know the Subdudes will welcome Primitive Streak and hail it as
a brilliant breakthrough, but it also provides the newcomer with the per-
fect opportunity to jump on board. This New Orleans-via-Colorado quar-
tet uses accordions, piano, rootsy guitars, and homespun tambourine and
percussion taps to create a truly distinctive sound. Note the drums, or lack
thereof — Steve Amadee plays a tambourine and percussion, but no trap
drums in the traditional bass-snare-toms configuration. They've been com-
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pared to The Band, Ry Cooder and John Hiatt, but to these
ears, the Subdudes’ music is closer to the moody atmospherics
of Morphine, or the hoodoo humidity of Dr. John's spookiest
sides. Streak to “All The Time In The World,” “Break Down
These Walls,” “Why Do You Hurt Me So" and “Too Soon To
Tell,” the last of which features some blistering slide guitar from
Bonnie Raitt.

The trio known as the Shivers, made up of a husband and wife,
plus a drummer, don't really come from anywhere; they just sort
of roam around the country in a 24-foot camper, writing on the
road and schooling their three children along the way. The
band's latest, The Buried Life, is a dark, spellbinding, largely intro-
spective work stuffed with tales of bad dreams, spirits and
mountain fog. One word of warning: listening to it might be
enough to scare you out of that cross-country trip you've been
dreaming about taking since you were |5. It's a scary world out
there in Americanaland. While most of the Shivers’ sound is
based in country music, it also stretches into some heavy folk-
rock on “Stranger,” as well as into Chris Isaak territory, complete
with shimmery guitar on the unforgettable "Cannonball.”
Guitarist Carey Kemper and bassist Kelly Bell share vocal duties
throughout, with Kemper's deep country yawl adding an even
gloomier sense of foreboding to the most eerie, somber num-
bers.

LOU REED Set The Twilight Reeling

Lou Reed's work has always been difficult; his tough honesty,
unprettied subject matter and visceral lyrics have made him a
vital songwriter for almost 30 years. Set The Twilight Reeling, his
first album since 1992's Magic And Loss, is 3 much more rock-
centric affair than his recent outings, capturing Lou and his band
playing a rock hybrid live in the studio. The result is a warm-
sounding album centered around Reed’s acerbic words (check
"Sex With Your Parents Part |l (Motherfucker)”) and the warm
dynamics of his guitar, which careens, dives and screams on the
nearly-eight-minute workout “Riptide.” New York City remains
a rich subject for the longtime native, as on the reminiscing
“Egg Cream" (a shorter version of which appeared on last
year's Blue In The Face soundtrack) and the groovy, horn-filled
"NYC Man." Also check out the catchy "Hookywooky" and the
delicate acoustic/electric guitar interplay on "Hang On To Your
Emotions.” Reed's grasp of many musical styles and his careful
blending of them into his familiar rock framework still sets him
and his music apart.

With a sup-
porting cast that includes organist Jim Gambino (Swinging
Steaks), drummer Woody Giessmann (ex-Del Fuegos) and
bassist Brian Karp (ex-Letters To Cleo), Geltman naturally
accommodates each song's disposition with her pliable voice.
With a fertile roots-rock foundation always near or at the fore,
her songs at times sound folky, country-ish, even punk-ish (*1
Got Somethin’ On You"), while her close, personal attachments
to the songs' subjects is always evident. The lush chorus of

Adventurous jazz needn’t be
inaccessible. Multi-reedman Ned
Rothenberg, a doyen of
Manhattan’s fertile downtown
scene, proves the point on Power
Lines, the name of his group and
this  absorbing listening
experience. A project of
Lines succeeds by virtue of the
Mondrian-esque melodic/
harmonic  linear gridword
achieved by the leader (also
sax/bass clarinet) in conjunction
with a string quartet, drums, two
brass and an additional woodwind.
This medium-sized chamber
ensemble stretches the tonal
envelope in spots, and creates, in
toto, challenging (yet engrossing)
designs that suggest high-level
improvisation. The ordering of the
voices in and out of the overall
framework is logical, balanced
and, true to jazz at its best,
pleasantly surprising. Power Lines
doesn't lend itself to simple, just-
slap-it-on airplay — some of the
tunes are rather long — but heard
in its entirety, thus allowing the
kinship of the Instrument families
(woodwinds, brass, percussion) to
manifest itself, this CD exemplifies
ensemble cohesion-through-
cooperation. The bass clarinet/
violin pas de deux on the opening
selection is deftly framed by
tuneful ensemble sections
enlivened by pizzicato strings and
Glen Velez's captivating frame-
drum playing. Wayfaring jocks are
also advised to check out this
artist-friendly label's other fine
recordings, notably those of
trumpeter Dave Douglas and
reedman Marty Ehrlich, both of
whom contribute strongly to this
project.

TERENCE BLANCHARD The Heart Speaks

Taking a break from his strong New Orleans-laced, hard-bop quintet
offerings of the recent past, trumpeter Terence Blanchard hooks with Ivan
Lins (who wrote all the music) and a complementary cast of the
composer/pianist’s fellow Brazilians, among them percussionist Paulinho Da
Costa and guitarist Oscar Castro-Neves, Samba and other native Brazilian
rhythms underlie the leader’s broad, enticingly inflected brass tonalities.
Blanchard and his working jazz rhythm section (Ed Simon, piano; David
Pulphus, bass; Troy Davis, drums) cross idioms easefully, without commercial
compromise, in the company of the Brazilian players. Easy on the ears, light
on the feet, The Heart Speaks is a delightful, welcome addition to the
Blanchard corpus. The tracks sporting Lins’ vocals are naturals for airplay.

Miles Davis is the honoree on three straight-ahead titles recorded earlier this
decade for the Japanese Alfa label and now readily available in the U.S. for

the first time (via Evidence,
@LES WEOTID S ) address above). Composer/tenor
saxist BENNY GOLSON and trumpeter FREDDIE HUBBARD often
crossed paths with Davis over the years, while drummer CARL ALLEN,
the youngster of the lot, honors the late trumpeter by fashioning a tight-knit
ensemble sound (Davis’ cachet on his classic LPs) contrasting fight and dark
textures with eerie shadowing (another Davis trademark). All three CDs
contain songs written by or associated with Davis, but in each case the true
measure of the tribute is an original composition written by the leader.
Golson, employing the sextet setting of the Jazztet — the seminal hard-bop

unit he co-led for many years with trumpeter Art Farmer — enlists
trumpeter Eddie Henderson, trombonist Curtis Fuller, pianist Mulgrew
Miller, bassist Ray Drummond and drummer Tony Reedus for 1993's |
Remember Miles. Davis’ jaunty “Four” and two of his most-beloved ballad re-
creations, “‘Round Midnight” and “Bye Bye Blackbird,” highlight this 64-
minute disc, though it is the Golson-penned “One Day, Forever (t
Remember Miles)" that merits the closest airplay attention. Hubbard's Blues
For Miles, a quartet date from ‘92 with himself as the principal soloist, strives
for, and achieves, the sort of intimacy for which Davis was unsurpassed.
Hubbard, heard exclusively on muted horn, is in excellent form, his
technique melding cohesively with that of pianist Billy Childs, bassist Tony
Dumas and drummer Ralph Penland. *I'm A Fool To Want You” and
“Autumn Leaves” will find favor with Davis devotees, but it is Hubbard’s own
“Blues For Miles (Hip-Hop Bop)” — Penland’s drumming is colloquial and
swingfully loose but certainly not mechanized in the hip-hop sense — that
emerges as the clear-cut, up-beat airplay choice on this 57-minute session.
Drummer Allen has made his mark in the ‘90s as the first-call stickman for
such extroverted leaders as Hubbard, Jackie MclLean and George Coleman,
among others. In addition, on his own, often with the production company
he heads with Vincent Herring, he has crafted several tasteful projects under
the banner of MANHATTAN PROJECTS, the latest to reach these shores
being The Dark Side Of Dewey (Davis’ middle name). This *92 date positions
alto/soprano saxist Herring up front with then-22-year-old trumpeter
Nicholas Payton (prior to his debut for Verve). The classic quintet
configuration — Davis’ format for both his mid-'50s band with John Coltrane
and the mid-'60s unit with Wayne Shorter — is completed by the aforesaid
pianist Miller and contrabassist Dwayne Burno. “All Blues,” “My Funny
Valentine,” “Dear Old Stockholm” and *Just Squeeze Me” evince, with
subtle ensemble twists, Davis’ majestic understatement and lyrical brilliance.
Yet, as with the Golson and Hubbard efforts, it is the leader's own offering,
the 7:34 title track, an interestingly structured number featuring Herring on
soprano, that stands out as the programming pick. Cue up “One Day,
Forever” (Golson), “Blues For Miles” (Hubbard) and “The Dark Side Of
Dewey” (Allen) for a winsome thematic tribute to Davis.

messages also call for strength in
the black community. The most
overt example is their cover of
Bob Marley’s “No Woman, No
Cry,” while the sheer weight of
their rhymes is most evident on
cuts like “The Beast” and “How
Many Mics,” on which they

demonstrate blinding rhyme skill
and a knack for uncommon
similes (" get innervisions like
Stevie"). just when you thought
rap might be losing its edge,
along comes a group which
righteously and beautifully
refocuses hip-hop back to its
essence.

He didn’t earn the title
Godfather of Rap for nothing: in the early-to-mid-'80s,
Bambaataa was connected to some of the most important
music of the time, including the quintessential *Planet
Rock,” “Looking For The Perfect Beat,” “Unity” (featuring
James Brown) and the first Time Zone release, "World
Destruction,” featuring Johnny Lydon. In 1996, as hip-hop
sits on the edge of the 2!st century, Afrika Bambaataa and
his stable of artists dubbed Time Zone are here to lead us
on Warlocks And Witches... Steeped in true hip-hop diversi-
ty, this 22-track party on wax brings together an endless list
of lesser-known MCs rapping in the name of the almighty
Zulu Nation and displaying a caliber of rhyme skills that’s
been lacking in recent years. No image, no marketing tricks,
only the street-core essentials: a love of the mic and the
desire to rip it up. Bambaataa, George Clinton and the P-
Funk Horns come together on “This Is The Time Zone,”
and "Unity Part 7” is one of the most infections jams in the
set. Straight from the underground, “Throw Ya Fuckin’
Hands Up” features female MC Queen Asia, who throws
down with the force of 100 men, while “Fugitive” (featuring
Arthur 4X, D’Amazin’ and Queen Asia) rocks a funky, heavy
bass line and tambourine loops. Teach the world, save plan-
et rock: “One Time 4 Ya Mind,” “Keepin’ It Real,”

the acid jazz arena with the release of The Acid Jazz Test
Part 1, it has, thanks to its reputable techno/dance catalog,
benefited from reputation alone. Without disregarding the
sheer quality of its subsequent acid jazz and rare groove
compilations, Moonshine achieved broad critical and radio
attention for its releases, something which has unfortu-
nately eluded many other labels with similar compilations.
The Acid Jazz Test Part 4 (Moonshine, 852S Santa
Monica Bivd., Los Angeles, CA 90069 310.652.814S) is the
latest piece of the puzzle, stringing together || savory
new funk-filled jams kicked off by Jhelisa’s sly interpreta-
tion of Steve Miller’s 1977 cut "Fly Like An Eagle,” and
rounded out by Moonshine’s own Broun Fellinis on the
heavy, polyrhythmic swing of “Soulogik Syntax,” taken
from its album Aphrokubist Impravisations Vol. 9...New
Breed (134 W. 26th St., Ste. 770, New York, NY 1000t
212.255.0627) has long been a part of the acid jazz upper
crust when it comes to its stylin’ compilations and, more
recently, single-artist releases. The latest smack of vibes
and jazzy funk comes in the form of HUSTLETRON's
album Stereo Viewer. Hustletron, which has appeared on
past New Breed compilations, is the brainchild of Hal Lee,
a master of audio manipulation and imagination who con-
structs a variety of sonic textures and grooves out of a
wide-array of sounds and samples. Most impressive is his
ability to bind all of his ideas and far-out samples by a sin-
gular rhythm, whether it’s the old-school, hand-clap on
"Moonshine” or the spacey, techno-brushed “Leisure
Suit.” New Breed has also issued Fat Jazzy Graaves Volume
13, as well as the latest installment of Loungin’ Vol. 2, fea-
turing a great cool-down cut by Alex B. called “Tanya,”
and the live jazz of Beats Of San Francisco’s “Introspection
Section.”...Retro-junkies and lovers of lava lamps, fake fur,
shag and the like, will rejoice when they wrap their paws
around the latest three volumes of Rhino’s Smooth Grooves
series (Rhino, 1063S Santa Monica Blvd., Los Angeles, CA
90025-4900 310.474.4778). The CD retrospective for the
sensitive type, up to Volumes §, 6 and 7, is steeped in the
softly-lit, undulating grooves and sexy moods of the 70s.
Volume § is highlighted by the incomparable Teddy
Pendegrass (one of the biggest R&B sex symbols of the
'70s and '80s) and Stephanie Mills on the Peabo Bryson-
penned cut “Feel The Fire,” while Volume 6 features
smooth grooves from Bobby Womack, the O’Jays and the
Dramatics' “Be My Girl.”

Miss You.”...Rhino has also reissued a retrospective disc by

Magic. The Philadelphia group was probably best remem-
bered for its soft and dreamy 1974 smash "Sideshow™
(which paralleled the sound of Philly counterparts the
Stylistics) and, to a slightly lesser degree, the cut "Three
Ring Circus,” completing the group’s second circus-orient-
ed hit...Rounding out this week’s parade of past hits is the
two-CD compilation commemorating BET’s (Black
Entertainment Television) 1Sth anniversary. BET's I5th
Anniversary Music Celebration (Rhino, address above) kicks

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Getting The

There is a tendency to view hip-hop as something happening now. People say, “Rap is blowing up in the '90s,”
or magazine articles will tell the story of "Fifteen Years Of Hip-Hop History.” Some artists are in such a
rush to get paid and to inflate their own egos that they lose sight of the larger picture completely. But many
artists see certain elements in hip-hop as part of a larger spectrum of African-American history, the current
voice in an ongoing expression of the concerns and frustrations of African-Americans that stretch back
through time. They see hip-hop as being connected to other artistic forms, such as soul music, jazz,

blues, the poetry of Langston Hughes or the fiction of Ralph Ellison. In celebration of Black History

Month, CM] asked four rappers and musicians to offer their thoughts on where they thought hip-hop

fit into the larger picture of African-American expression in history.

Charlie jurassic, of the group Jurassic 5, starts out by linking the old-school flavor of his group’s music O U r
to the feeling he got from early hip-hop he heard sitting on a park bench in Chicago. “Our group
was inspired by Grandmaster Flash, ‘The Message,” and stuff like that, from a time when quote-

unquote ‘knowledge rap’ was acceptable,” he relates. "One day we were at the park, and it
was the debut of Grandmaster Flash’s ‘The Message.’ | heard that song, and it made me say,

‘If | could rap, | would do exactly what they do.’ That song shook me up so bad, | felt the 4 H n

anger and the sorrows of the people, the urgency we felt in society. ‘I think I'm going I |

insane/l might hijack a plane!™ he laughs, quoting from memory. Asked about the roots

of hip-hop in African-American history, he takes it all the way back: “In my opinion, it

goes back to when tribes would communicate with each other through drums. And

how, when slavery kicked in and when the slaves were brought to America, the

drums were outlawed. | think that rap is just a gang of steps after the struggle, C
you understand. Now we get a chance to put messages and words and vocals e e

on those drums that were outlawed for so long.” And, Charlie agrees,
today's rappers are able to express things that it would not have been

possible for African-Americans to say a hundred years ago. “We do kind
of have a debt to pay to that.”

"{ worked five long years for that woman/And she had the nerve to put

me out,” went the lyrics to a popular blues song of the '50s, and many saw

it as an allegorical statement on America’s treatment of blacks after WWI,
when African-American servicemen returned from putting their lives in the

line of fire only to find the same segregated, oppressive conditions they had
left behind. What the bluesman said in code, rappers can now spell out more
directly, but it is still a voice for their concerns and protests, an outlet for them
to make their feelings heard. “Black news reporters,” says Fashion of the

ace in

Beatnuts, summing up his view of what rappers are. “Hip-hop has taken young

black males’ views and feelings, and put them to a mainstream level, and let the rest
of the country know how we're feeling, what we're thinking about, what we’re doing

in these ghettos, you know what I'm saying? Without that music, | doubt that would

have ever happened. It has also educated many of us, because we've learned a whole lot

about our culture: jazz, through sampling or whatever, poetry, and what have you. The

Last Poets,” he says with a grin, acknowledging that group’s early political and poetical
influence on rap. "It has also shed light on our situation to a lot of white Americans who did
not have any real feeling for our situation,” he continues. “It doesn’t just let them go to the
TV screen and see us get arrested. Maybe they've listened to the KRS-Ones, and the Public
Enemys. Maybe they’ll see there’s more to it than that. I'm glad we have the KRS-Ones,

because | know that KRS has opened up some young kids’ minds during his career to being very

political, very opinionated, very strong-willed, whatever. Being proud of who they are, no doubt.”

Ali Shaheed Muhammad of A Tribe Called Quest tries valiantly to fit the big picture into a short answer.

“This can get wordy...hip-hop is so important, so big because it’s truthful. We're speaking about all the
pains and sorrows and trials and tribulations that have led us towards black-on-black crime, drugs, or what
have you. And it’s just like straight-up truth, there’s no hiding it. It can no longer be tucked under the
carpet. It expresses things the same way as blues, as funk music, as tribal stories, the Africans who told
stories through generations. ft's been transformed from this kicking around on the straight beat to using jazz
influencing R&B and whatever. It’s going to continue to evolve to the next level and still be hip-hop.”

Perhaps unconsciously, jazz saxophonist Branford Marsalis hints at hip-hop’s connection to history when asked

how he became involved with hip-hop: “Before Public Enemy, | didn’t really listen to rap. If | wanted some words,

I'd go get a Langston Hughes book off the shelf. But then | realized this brother was saying something. And the

energy level was exciting." Maybe that’s it: just as with the poetry of the blues or the artistry of a Miles Davis solo,

maybe the real message of hip-hop is that there's always something important to be said.
