His venture with Psyche, “Imminent
Attack,” opens the disc with an eight-minute wash of abstract
synth tones and piston-like snarework; his piece with Funki
Porcini, “Z Cars,” thrusts some vibrant bebop into a dense
cross-pattern of air-raid percussion; “Good Morning,” crafted
with Ninebar’s Kraut, is a surreal cut-up of industrial-like
hammering, ominous sci-fi atmospherics and some other-
worldly rthythm structures that rival those on the Aphex Twin’s
most recent outing. Other collaborations to lend an ear to
include Flavornaughts and Simmonds’s “Childhood,” on
which muted jazz, trip-hop groove and lackadaisical soul
mingle to evoke an ethereal, early momning dream state, and
Digidub and Resonator's “Residub,” which takes hints of reg-
gae and dub and filters them through a thick wall of hazy
electronic residue.

Known for its captivating live performances,
Lawrence, KS, quartet Panel Donor approaches rock as a
lacerating libera-
tor, in need of
being deconstruct-
ed it for its own
good. The band’s
third full-length
release evokes
unsettling emo-
tion, creating a
sense of anticipa-
tion in the listener
with every sonic
flourish on the
record, whether it’s through the disturbing scuzz of guitar
feedback or the ring of glancing blows to a hi-hat.
Sonically, Panel Donor is an offshoot of the Archers Of
Loaf/Polvo family, with its warbling guitar sounds wrung
from fretiess necks and bolstered by explosive rhythms.
The band does not follow the rigid verse and chorus struc-
ture of most pop songs, and rhythmically, the songs stop
and start like a New York cabbie. An analogy from the
world of visual arts might be early Jackson Pollock: dis-
turbing, colorful and mesmerizing. Brandon Aikin’s phan-
tom vocals slide to find the right key, full of emotion and
eerie character. Guitarist Jeremy Sidener (formerly of
Zoom) is a student of the Verlaines school of tonal preci-
sion, as his six strings chime in over Aikin’s vocal contribu-
tions. The opening track, “Ana/Kate” gains whirling musi-
cal momentum like a gust in an alley, kicking up leaves and
discarded fast food wrappers, only to fade down into a lit-
tered calm. Also check out the dreamy title track, the
intense “Word That Won’t” and the wild “S.S. Itari Is
Mixed Up And Blind.” DAVID DAY

Lebanese-born oudist Rabih Abou-Khalil has been quietly
releasing a string of masterful albums for well over a
decade now. His work has consistently sought to create
common ground
between the Arab
musical milieu of
his roots and the
more global musi-
cal world of today,
incorporating ele-
ments of jazz and
western music.
This slow-but-
steady progress
may not cater to
mass communica-
tion world music trends and marketing, but artistically, it
is certainly paying off. Khalil’s music forges a blend
between East and West that is not patronizing to Arab
music — it isn’t some kind of watered down “belly danc-
ing” music — and it’s also not shallow or simplified
because of its contact with the West. This album, record-
ed with an unusual ensemble — harmonica, tuba, and
two drummers playing exotic instruments such as rain
sticks, gourds, and a large tambourine — is full of unusu-
al and pleasingly innovative sounds, like music that
Henry Threadgill might bring back from a Middle
Eastern vacation. Exploratory and yet rooted in tradition,
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Rabih Abou-Khalil is not about making compromises. Top
cuts: “The Sphinx And I,” “The Happy Sheik,” “Son Of
Ben Hur” and “Elephant Hips” (which musically evokes
the sound of an elephant walking!).

But even
if you can’t tell a
Kurzweil K2000
from an Oxford OSCar, you'll still find Mass Hystereo to
be a worthy release for its enthralling experimentation
with funky techno breakbeat rhythms and sonic textures.
“Multitrack Mother” progresses from a simplistic acid-
techno beginning to an aural assault of cosmic communi-
cation. The title of “Acid,” meanwhile, speaks for itself.
Like Hardfloor heard through the ears of the Chemical
Brothers, the track is an intense layering of Roland 303
noises and melodies intertwining with a funky infrastruc-
ture of beats and bass. “1,2,3 Go” continues along the
same sonic patterns as the aforementioned, but “Warm
Up” provides the EP’s most intriguing and most
digestible offering: a subtle mixture of analog synthesizer
instrumentation, hip-hop breaks and sampling. Mass
Hystereo is a four-course meal varied enough to satiate a
diverse range of palates.

Led by Moon Ska founder Rob “Bucket” Hingley, the
Toasters have attained legendary status simply by virtue of
having been one of the few outfits to have had the tenacity
to keep releasing albums to skank by, even during ska’s
lean years. Yet, at
the start of the cur-
rent ska resur-
gence, it seemed as
if these veterans
had been caught
off guard. The
aptly titled Don*t
Let The Bastards
Grind You Down,
however, is a disc
that speaks vol-
umes about the
band’s stamina. The Toasters have finally hunkered down,
leaving their experiments in dub behind and side-step-
ping the ska-punk trend to deljver their best album of
characteristic pop-spiked ska (although they do slip in a
little bit of swing on “Rude, Rude Baby”). Don't Let...’s
17 tracks are presented with precision, skill and great
gusto. Showcasing the diversity of the band’s sonic pal-
let, the disc includes everything from up-tempo songs
like the title track, to slower, more somber, tunes like
“Daddy Cry.” Of course, the band doesn’t forget to throw

in a few deftly executed instrumentals, such as “Jackie
Chan” and “Big Red.” As you would expect from the
torchbearers of American ska, the Toasters have not
failed to include each of the distinct facets of their sound
here: the souped-up rhythms are maintained with care,
melodies bounce along smoothly, while the brass section
plainly enjoys spinning out jazzy solos.

You have to respect a band that captured its first recording
on a boom box. During the few years since the band’s
inception, the two founding members of Gritty Kitty, Polly
Hanson and Jason
Taylor, have per-
fected a girl/boy,
call-and-response
vocal style backed
by a sugary pop
sound. The duo’s
songwriting talent
was recognized
early on, leading to
its inclusion on
several compila-
tions and 7” sin-
gles. The duo soon grew to a four piece, and the full,
fleshed-out band has finally released this, its debut CD.
Gritty Kitty has not lost sight of what has gotten it this
far in its career, however, and Mistaking Airplanes For
Stars is replete with its trademark vocal stylings. With
bouncy guitar strumming and pure pop rhythms backing
them, these sung stories (the lyrics appropriately punctu-
ated with “ahhs”) leave a sweet taste in your mouth.

The members of the worldwide techno community have
often been described as the Deadheads or neo-hippies of
the 21st century.
It’s an appellation
that many “ravers”
brush aside with a
pretentious scoff,
but as the techno
culture progresses
and becomes more
refined, the simi-
larities between
these two seeming-
ly disparate groups
£row more numer-
ous and more obvious. Early on, the comparison was based
on the nomadic tendencies shared by the two camps, com-
bined with their shared fondness for funny-looking clothing
and psychoactive chemicals. But today, the music favored
by the two groups is also beginning to develop shared
attributes. Take Medicine Drum’s Supernature, for exam-
ple. The trio of producers on this disc take the mesmeriz-
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ing, acidic swirls of techno and layer them over live drum-
ming and more Middle Eastern-flavored vocals and instru-~
mentation, producing a sound that is both as earthy as it is
cosmic, and as retro as it is futuristic. Fans of artists like
Loop Guru and Deep Forest will hear obvious similarities
to those two, but this unit is playing a slightly different
game than that of its forerunners. Comprised of ex-mem-
bers of Banco De Gaia and Eat Static, and a current mem-
ber of the “Return To The Source” crew, Medicine Drum
meshes the energy of “goa trance” with the sonic elements
of “world-techno.” The unit succeeds in making melodic
ambiance out of techno mayhem, and listeners can expect
to find themselves becoming lost in its driving rhythmic
pulse and kaleidoscopic soundscapes.

DON KING One-Two Punch (Knockout)

Don King was an avant-garde jazz combo from New York
that created an intriguing, thythmically adventurous sound
that had Iittle in common with rock music. Originally
formed as a trio in 1981, the group (composed of Mark
Cunningham, Lucy Hamilton and Duncan Lindsay) would
eventually grow to include two additional percussionists, one
being Duncan’s brother Arto. Although One-Two Punch
(Knockouy) is actually a re-issue of the long out-of-print, clas-
sic downtown 12” EP (originally titled simply One-Two
Punch) first released in 1985, it includes five additional previ-
ously-unreleased tracks. If you're looking for a comparable
vibe, think mid-'80s Test Dept., especially during those seg-
ments when Cunningham’s trumpet and Hamilton’s clarinet
create abstract, but
lovely, clarion calls
to accompany the
polyrhythms.
Interestingly, the
group’s three per-
cussionists  are
absent from the
final four tracks
here, but are
replaced by Bill
Perry on drums and
Tony Maimone (of
Pere Ubu) on bass. With horns helping to create Don
King’s distinct sound, these recordings show the group
moving from the awkwardness of “no wave” toward a
more refined, funkier — yet noirishly so — aesthetic that
is reminiscent of other bands still working today, such as
some of Thrill Jockey’s more experimental bands. In fact,
the group’s sound seems years ahead of its time, provid-
ing listeners no obvious clues that might help date the
material. Of the four final tracks, the pretty and moving
“Summertime” closes the CD with subdued dignity and
grace. Of the first six, “Tanjura” provides a rambunctious
good time, while “Marco Polo” sounds like the battle cal]
of some lost tribe of warriors. With renewed interest hav-
ing been created by the Liquid Liquid reissue, Don King
provides further fruits from the same scene that should
also resonate with today’s audiences.

The Seven Steps To Mercy is the first solo recording from

(he also made a
brief appearance on
a 1996 Afro Celt
Sound System pro-
ject), but also
because this will be the first time many of these ancient
Celtic songs will have been heard outside their country of
origin. O Lioniird, long considered an Irish national trea-
sure, works within a centuries-old vocal tradition, breath-
ing life into the sacred songs of his ancestors with a voice
as pure, exalted and haunting as the countryside from
which they were born. Given that our grasp of the Gaelic
tongue leaves a bit to be desired, we’re left to listen to The
Seven Steps To Mercy on a purely visceral and emotional
level, absorbing the inherent beauty in the tone, texture
and strength of O Lioniird’s voice, deeply affecting
despite our inability to understand the meaning of the
lyrics. Combined with the subtle arrangements and ambi-
ent sound work of producer Michael Brook, O Lionaird’s
deep, unwavering voice takes on a tone here that evokes
an era long gone by, that remains undeniably timeless; a
rich, droning landscape of evocative words and images.

9 Songs Of Ecstasy is a project paradoxically melding the
old and the new to create something that is distinct from
either. French composers Simon Cloquet (a classical com-
poser/pianist with a masters degree from Juilliard) and Eric
Calvi (a jazz gui-
tarist who’s devel-
oped a keen inter-
est in sampling)
worked together on
this project to cre-
ate music that,
while it retains the
majestic, sweeping
beauty of classical
music, has been
given a much-
needed facelift by
its incorporation of trip-hop beats and an understated and
judicious use of samples. The voice of Catherine Bott
provides the lynchpin that holds the project together and
prevents it from deteriorating into a sprawling mess of
well-meaning, but misguided, intentions. Acknowledged
as one of the foremost practitioners/interpreters of early
vocal music, Bott’s otherworldly voice conjures up
images of children singing in the church choir loft or
cloistered monks chanting their monastic dirges. Her
mezzo-soprano voice sounds eerily akin to those of the
castrati singers of medieval times who, before puberty
set in, were bereft of their manhood so that their vocal
range would remain in the upper registers. Together, the
three create a seamless and timeless body of music that
should appeal to fans of both Portishead and traditional
choral music alike. For contemporary ears, tracks like
“Campus Stella/Field Of Stars” and “Through The Seas
Of Fire” will probably be best received. Those looking
for somewhat less perkily modern-sounding material
should turn to the ambience of “Land Of Ecstasy” or the
choral “Ceremony.”

Mayfield’s Superfly album. Listening to it
25 years later, its stronghold as the album
of the genre (and some of the most easily
identifiable funk cuts in the lexicon)
remains unchallenged. Though other
black artists contributed scores and
soundtracks to “blaxploitation” flicks of
the *70s (Issac Hayes’ Shaft, for instance),
Superfly is an entirely different type of
album: His peers merely wrote
instrumental tracks to back the flicks’
action, while Mayfield crafted a
collection of songs that served as
individual character studies of the
principal characters in this politically-
charged, cautionary tale of a movie. But
even without the cinematic story to go
with it, Superfly the album is a flawless
snapshot of black ghetto life and urban
danger from the opening, frantic beats of
“Little Child Runnin’ Wild” to the
rattlesnake-like congas in the taunting
“Pusherman” to the cocky groove of the
title track. This set includes a second disc
of as-yet-unissued additional tracks:
Completists will appreciate the
instrumental film versions of some of the
album’s more popular songs, while cuts
like a demo version of “Little Child...”
called “Ghetto Child” and an instrumental
studio jam called “Check Out Your Mind”
give the development of this historic
album more depth and context. Plus it’s
absolutely inspiring to hear Mayfield
speak on two PSA-type radio spots
current to the film: “I’m so glad that I’ve
got my own, you know? So glad that | can
see. I've got a natural high. The man
can’t put no thing on me.” Curtis was the
real badass.

Sometimes, the only thing that will do you
is to get religion and get right for a while.
The sacred steel phenomenon has been one
of the greatest roots music stories of recent
times — an entire genre of African-
American spiritual music that had existed
undetected by outsiders for decades in
certain denominations of Pentecostal
churches in rural Florida, the primary
instrument of worship is the pedal steel
guitar. And what a sound it is — this
unusual instrument offers up soaring,
warbling, theremin-like melodies making a
joyful noise in worship. It’s frankly amazing
that an entirely unique category of music
could go undetected for so long. (The can
of worms was spilled when a local music
equipment retailer told a Florida folklife
researcher that he’d always had a steady
stream of African-American customers
buying steel guitar parts and supplies).
Aubrey Ghent is one of the practitioners to
step into the limelight, and these wonderful
recordings are worthy of the Arhoolie
name. In Ghent’s two hands, old, rugged
hymns, such as “How Great Thou Art” and
“Just A Closer Walk With Thee,” are
transformed into soaring testimonials. Also
note the lack of bass guitar, making this
music perhaps a distant cousin to the hill
country music of North Mississippi, and
also a descendant of the Jamaican
nyabinghi music as heard recently on
Wingless Angels.

Arhoolie founder and leader Chris
Strachwitz is not just an archivist, folklorist
and record label maven — he’s an avid
collector of vintage recordings himself. This
compilation of early Cajun music is a delight
to hear, and the fact that these recordings are
transcribed from discs in his personal
collection makes the listening experience all
the more interesting. At times, it feels like
you're in Strachwitz’s living room sitting
around an old Victrola, as he pulls out rare
shellac discs and plops them on the
turntable. There’s Luderin Darbone & The
Hackberry Ramblers, who are still the oldest
active Cajun musicians going today. Also
check out their recent recordings on the Hot
Biscuit recording company.

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BAYAKA

When | first heard Louis Sarno’s recordings
of the BaBenzéié Pygmies (or Bayaka, as
they call themselves), ] began to understand
why he left his life in the Western world to
live with them in the forests of Central
Africa. Two years ago, when he was briefly
in New York, 1 was lucky enough to work
on his book, Bayaka, which accompanied
Sarno’s first proper CD of BaBenzélé
music (Ellipsis Arts). He’d brought with
him even more music and nature sounds
he’d “gathered” in the forest. I was sitting
on the floor with the headphones on,
listening, utterly amazed. 1 had always been
a fan of traditional African music, but this
stuff hit me in a different way. The music
was joyous, surprising, funky, playful and
moving, but what’s more, the performances
were unique. These were not recordings
made by someone who zipped into the bush
to record a few tunes and then popped right
back out (although I'm grateful for those
contributions to world music, as well).
Sarno was able to record music that the
Bayaka shared with him. No
ethnomusicologist or missionary was ever
welcomed so deeply or so warmly into this
cooperative and charming cuiture before.
Sarno was able to record during rare funeral
services in which even Bayaka men did not
participate. He was also there at three in the
morning to hear Contreboeuf strolling
about, playing his flute to no one except the
crickets that provided a bed of percussion.
Talk about “keepin’ it real”: this is a culture
has been making music in harmony with
the forest for a few millennia. Sarno’s
recordings of both their songs and the
music of the forest (produced and mixed by
legendary nature recordist Bernie Krause)
illuminated that perfectly. The Bayaka’s
music sounded as natural echoing through
that dense forest as did the whir of bugs and
birds and the breeze that joined the music
on the sound canvas. To the Bayaka, music
was not just entertainment. It was a
necessary ingredient to life. Their music is
often dismissed as primitive, but the
gorgeous, echoing rounds the women sing
as they gather wild mushrooms, are quite
complex in their beauty. And forget about
sampling the vocals; it’s those intricate
polyrhythms the Bayaka crank out on their
drums that are just begging to be sampled
by electronica’s next innovators. For more
information on the Bayaka and their music,
go to www.wildsanctuary.com/bayaka.html.

If the recent American issue of Wimme Saari’s self-titled

It’s to the
credit of both the singer and musicians that the music never
imitates folk. never emulates more popular pop styles and
always strives for its own sound. This honesty may hold it
back from mainstream popularity, but it thrusts it forward as
art, and that is the far better course.

Via L. Luciani, 7-00197, Roma, Italy cnimusic@alt.it
Venexia is a celebration and a remembrance, a
commemoration of the fall of the Venetian Republic in
1797. Like the city it honors, Calicanto’s music is
cosmopolitan, a blend of Mediterranean cultures with a bit
of an eastern attitude. Calicanto has spent a number of years
exploring, expanding and sometimes exploding the music
of its native Italy through the use of both folk instruments
and modern technology (the latter used very lightly on
Venexia). Its music
relies heavily on
the raspy tones of
the bagpipes and
the windy pull of
the bellows, adding
percussion from
Mediterranean
Europe, North
Africa and the
Middle East. The
string instruments
used include mandola and double bass, and the melodies
are carried on whistles, flutes and a lot of clarinet. The
lead vocals on many of the band’s tracks are provided by
percussionist Rachel Colombo, whose unadorned style
fits the mood perfectly. Calicanto may be looking back
200 years, but it is living in the present, and its music
expresses that particular kind of dual existence that all
good folk artists should live.

Please pardon the effusive nature of this lead
review. [ am absolutely bowled over by
Mammas’s rich texture — made from four
female vocalists — and by its impeccable
arrangement and production by French
musician Philippe Eidel. Spanish vocalist
Equidad Bares has been praised in this
column before for her warm, yet slightly raw-
edged, voice and her formidable abilities asa
writer. Italian Lucilla Galeazzi is new to me,
a wonderful singer who uses an ornamented
vibrato against a simple, folky sound. Hayet
Ayad is an Andalousian singer born of
Algerian parents in Strasbourg; deep tones
and a passionate delivery are her hallmark.
Yiota Vei comes from Greece and is by far the
most dramatic of the quartet of singers that
form the core of Mammas. They are brought
together by Philippe Eidel, whose production
credits include a recent Khaled album and
soundtracks for filmmakers Peter Brook and
Eric Rohmer. He has assembled a remarkable
orchestra of both modern and ancient
instruments, from a full string section to
hurdy-gurdy (Guy Bertand is outstanding!),
accordion, saz and tanbur; from woodwinds,
electric guitars and bass to frame drums and
castanets. The production is nearly flawless,
creating a swirling series of Mediterranean
patterns that frame the singers, bringing them
to the fore or pulling them back into complex
layers of sound. The voices are used
individually and in combinations of two to
six, fashioning unique sounds for cach and
every track on the album. Themes of passion
and mythology are portrayed in sweeping
songs that have roots in tradition, but are
unbound by convention. What all this comes
down to is a new and unique image of a
“Mediterranean culture” one that derives its
power from various regional sources, but one
that rises above any specific ethnic or
national identification.

This is an impressive, if somewhat unfocused, collection of
music from Tibet. Recorded in the U.S. and seemingly
made with the “blessing” of the Dalai Lama himself, it is a
chance to hear a wide variety of secular folk music from
this inaccessible land. The recording opens with a stunning
lha-mo (opera) song, sung solo in a wide open and strong
voice, and then followed by a lush drinking song with a
female chorus and
an ensemble of
strings. There are
pieces known as
gar, traditionally
performed only in
the court of the
Dalai Lama, and
here in the title
piece we are
presented with a
raucous work in

that style written for percussion and raspy horns. Dhama
Suna includes appearances by the infamous monks of
Gyoto, performances of aristocratic court music for
zithers, and formalized versions of work songs. Perhaps
the most interesting of the styles here is nang-ma,
performed on dulcimer, lute, two-string fiddle and a
transverse flute. It’s unusual in that it is played primarily
in unison, with only small deviations by the musicians to
ornament an important line or to underscore the vocal
part. As a whole, Dhama Suna merits many listens to
unlock its beauty and to lead the listener to an
understanding that goes beyond the individual tracks.

I wanted to end this special edition of New World with a
flashback to one of the seminal series of recordings in what
has come to be “world music.” When Trevor Herman |
collected and released these albums of South African
township music from the 1980s on his Earthworks label, it
pretty much created the “world” genre with music that
demanded a bin of its own in the record store. Here was a
rock solid collection of folk, jive and groove that told the
world what South Africa already knew: This music could
absolutely rock you to your bones. It introduced us to
Mahlathini, the voice of mbaganga. His groaning style, an
outgrowth of a gimmicky style developed by studio producers
in the *70s, became a respected and important sound, and
with the Magaona Tshole Band and the Mahotella Queens, he
became one of South Africa’s most unique artists. It was our
first taste of the Zulu neo-traditional style of acoustic
guitars, bass and drums, often with fiddle or accordion,
brought to life here by the amazing Moses Mchunu, whose
“Qhwayilahle” is still one of my all-time favorite recorded
works, with its grinding fiddle (reminiscent of a good Holy
Modal Rounders
set) and thumping
bass line. And it
was the proving
ground for the
classic vocal sound
made famous by
Ladysmith Black
Mambazo, whose
mix of traditional
choral music and a
touch of American
gospel laid the foundation for Graceland a few years later.
The Indestructible Beat Of Soweto is world unto itself, and
is still one of my most frequently visited recordings, both at
home and on the air. It sings of a time filled with political
unrest and cultural hope. It is one of the few compilations I
would ever call “perfect.” In closing, | want to remind you
that it’s not what songs you play on the air, it’s how you
play them. Be honest, and demand honesty from the
recording artists you broadcast. 1 believe that if roots and
world music on the radio stands for anything, it is that need
to give your audience a chance to hear something
important, beautiful, even fun — something that defies or
ignores the marketplace, that lives for its own power. These
charts should reflect what’s best for your audience, not
what’s best for the wallet of a record company or even the
success of an artist. We are radio, and we are here to serve
an audience, not to sell it something. Be honest. O

1997 was a big year for Ozzy: Nearly half a
million people attended his wildly successful
Ozz-Fest package tour (marred by only one
riot and one governmental protest); he
launched his own label, Ozz Records, and he
managed to escape any of the tragedies that
have typically plagued his 20-plus year career
as a metal legend. Now he’s rounding out the
year with the release of The Ozzman Cometh,
his second “greatest hits” compilation. The
collection covers every phase of the Ozz’s
phenomenal career, starting with his carliest
Black Sabbath days with the inclusion of rare,
previously-unreleased basement tapes of
“Black Sabbath,” “War Pigs” (with slightly
different lyrics to boot!), “Fairies Wear Boots”
and “Behind The Wall Of Sleep.” The album
also gathers three classic hits from his brilliant
1980 solo debut, Blizzard Of Ozz, as well as a
best-of sampling from his other '80s releases:
1981°s Diary Of A Madman, 1983’s Speak Of
The Devil, 1986°s The Ulrimate Sin and 1988’s
No Rest For The Wicked. The set even includes
a live track of “Paranoid,” recorded with
Ozzy’s original guitarist and legend-in-his-

Tears, with a live version of the Grammy-winning song
“I Don’t Want To Change The World,” and two beautiful
songs from 1995% Ozzmosis, the wonderfully whiny “|
Just Want You” and the recently-completed “Back On
Earth.” (The CD’s liner notes relate that the music was
completed two years before, but that he recorded the
vocals — which center around someone dying — on the
day that Princess Diana died.) Through all of Ozzy’s
musical trends (from Sabbath’s sludge rock to his all-out
glam metal of the '80s to his early *90s synth-laden
work) and work with guest musicians (Iommi, Rhoads,
Jake E. Lee, Zakk Wylde and Steve Vai) his distinctive
genius always shines through.

Impetus, a reissue of Clutch’s 1993 Earache release, cap-
tures the Maryland-based band’s energetic, metallic hard-
core in its earliest form, the kind best experienced by its
psycho live shows. Two extra tracks not on the original
EP are included here: a demo version of “Impetus,” and
“Pile Driver,” a track from the band’s 1991 debut 7” orig-
inally released on Inner Journey Records. The band’s
frontman, Neil Fallon, usually begins his shows standing
perfectly still at
center stage in the
dark, staring like a
madman at one
point in the audi-
ence as he slowly
raises the mic to
his lips before
unleashing a pos-
sessed croon that
explodes into
coarse yelping. He
re-enters this trance mode several times throughout the
band’s performances, effecting massive pit action each
time. Unfortunately, Clutch’s later releases devolved into
more bluesy, psychedelic areas, lacking the intensity that
the band’s live performances (and this EP) contained.
After problems with its former label Atlantic, Clutch is
now currently signed to Columbia. Hopefully, the band’s
new home will give it the snarl of its early days.

Bush League Records (a tiny indie out of New Jersey that
has lifted baseball icons for its logo and cover art design)
has hit its first home run with this solid compilation of
17 up-and-coming artists. Each of the bands gathered
here grew out of their respective home-state hardcore
scenes, but their heavy, unique sounds defy any particular
categorization. The gray and white cover sets the album’s

Loud Rock Interview

ROTTING CHRIST

Rotting Christ has proven itself to be an admirable mem-
ber of the European, and more recently, American metal
scene of the past ten years. The Greek band was formed
in 1988 as a black metal outfit, set to battle all forms of
religious dogma. With its fast, violent and abrasive sound
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bolstered by pulsating beats, the group managed lavishly
textured melodies while remaining incredibly aggressive.
Quickly moving to the forefront of the Greek metal scene
with its two highly sought-after LPs only issued in
Greece (1993°s They Mighty Contract and 1995’s Non
Serviam) and one EP (1991°s Passage To Arcturo), the
band was signed by Century Media last year, The domes-
tic release of last year’s Triarchy Of The Lost Lovers set
off a string of positive response this side of the Atlantic,
winning over unsuspecting listeners and journalists by
melding epic riffs with melancholic melodies, Phoning in
from his home in Greece, the band’s hyper frontman
Sakis talked to us in his thick accent about the band’s
»new Century Media album, 4 Dead Poem: “Because of
our name,” explained the songwriter/vocalist/guitarist,
“people expected fast, aggressive black metal. The new
album is not fast,
but still wvery
aggressive and
dark.” In fact, the
band’s moniker no
longer seems to
fit the almost
gothic bent of its
rocking, epic
songs, which at
times are shame-
less sing-alongs.
“When people hear the name they think corpse paint,”
notes Sakis, “but our music is more artistic...atmospher-
ic...poetic. That’s why we cleaned up the logo and adopt-
ed an almost gothic look.” Although it’s mellowed out
from its earlier days, RC could never be accused of “sell-
ing out.” “We still give many props to our black metal
roots, and we still don’t write about love or saving the
planet,” defended Sakis. “Metal music is different; it has
to be aggressive. Everyone has these feelings and they
have to be communicated through something.” Rotting
Christ has succeeded in making a record that sits com-
fortably alongside the work of the bands Sakis sites as his
faves: Marilyn Manson, Dimmu Borgir and Samael. 4
Dead Poem also appeals to audiences who appreciate, in
Sakis’ words, “music that trips your mind and is easy to
listen to, like Dead Can Dance.” RC has already barreled
through two European tours this year (playing over 40
shows since A Dead Poem’s release), many with fellow
metal melody-makers Tiamat, but has yet to bring its
dark metal show to this side of the Atlantic. “Too many
problems and not enough money,” explained Sakis. “We
hope to get over there soon.” O

The San Francisco Bay Area became the
epicenter for American counterculture in the
late *60s. Despite the fact that its legacy is
more likely to be recognized on the bumper of
a Volvo than anywhere else, the sensibility
hasn’t vanished entirely; it’s just become more
diffused. Thus, the musical renajssance taking
place there now comes from a number of
different directions: David Paul’s pioneering
indie hip-hop organization, Bomb Recordings;
Mike and Jody McFadden’s Luv 'n
Haight/Ubiquity Empire; the famous turntable
tricks of Q-Bert and the Invsibl Skratch Piklz;
the Hardkiss collective, and the quiet, but
effective, work of the Silent imprint, to name
but a few. Silent’s recent collaboration with
San Franciscan electronic culture magazine
XLR8R has resulted in a couple of terrific
releases. The latest is this collection of
homegrown drum 'n’ bass which makes it clear
that US. d 'n’ b is no longer the pitied and
unimaginative offspring of its U.K. parent. The
opener, “Stratocruiser” by Sharp Scientific,
dispels the myth in a heartbeat. Produced by
the underrated Jason Mouse and Steve Baron,
the track is a twisting and turning percussive
melodrama with enough suspense and mystery
to keep you listening to the very end. Stretched
out over one side of vinyl and pressed with
great attention to sonic punch, this track is the
standout. “High Steppin’” by High Steppers
has a deeply wound, taut bassline and flattened,
metallic snare hits which keep jumping
through the calm surface of the mix like fish in
a salmon leap.

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While “greatest hits” collections don’t usually garner a full review in this column,
VELVET ACID CHRIST’s Church Of Acid (Pendragon, PO. Box 388, Yardley, PA
19067 215.428.4972 pendragl@aol.com) is an exception to the rule. This domestic
release is the band’s U.S. coming out party — its earlier recordings never got released
anywhere and until now, this one was only available through import on Germany’s
Offbeat Records. Born in 1990, V.A.C. is the moniker of Bryan Erickson (a k a
Disease Factory) and his revolving door of contributing guests. While residing in the
Colorado Rockies would have proven a geographical disadvantage for many musi-
cians of this genre, Erickson managed to catch the attention of Front Line Assembly’s
Bill Leeb, and the rest, as they say, was all
downhill skiing. Featuring material from
V.A.C.s three unreleased albums — Fate,
Pestilence and Neuralblastoma — Church
Of Acid is sure to build quite a congrega-
tion on its own. Strong tracks include
“Hell One,” “Let’s Kill,” “Dead Flesh” and
“Hullucinagene.”... ACUMEN NATION’s
More Human Heart (Conscience, 7 W.
22nd St., New York, NY 10010
212.675.5008 info@nevprop.com) is the
third album from the Chicago-based quar-
tet, known simply as Acumen until a legal
battle earlier this year. The title of the
band’s new album, More Human Heart, exemplifies the band’s use of more promi-
nent, raw, gut-wrenching guitars, creating a living, breathing, soulful sound. While
the electronic elements remain, they are not as close to the forefront as they were in
AN earlier releases. A slew of varied influences, from Jane’s Addiction to Ministry,
flow through More Human Heart, but electro-purists need not be afraid. If tracks like
“Unkind,” and the mad jungle maelstrom “Fuck Yer Brains Out” do not satisfy, then
try the accompanying CD5 Unkind. It features remixes of “Unkind” and “Revelations
Per Minute,” plus an unreleased version of “Queener” and a cover of Icicle Work’s
“Whisper To A Scream.” In addition, try the Oscillator mix of “Unkind” by Sister
Machine Gun’s Chris Randall, the Revolution Pollution Mix of “Revelations Per
Minute” by Martin Atkins, and various remixes by Acumen Nation side project, DJ
Acucrack...Originally hailing from the world of visual arts, Terminal Sect’s Colin
Schwen has taken his talents from the field and transposed a unique visual character
into his musical compositions. Splinter (Metropolis, PO. Box 54307, Philadelphia, PA
19105 215.248.7488 mmahan@voicenet.com) is the debut release from his PORCU-
PINE DEFENSE side project, With paintbrush in hand, Schwen sketches dark, loom-
ing, and scathing soundscapes (“Desideratum,” “Ice Age™) as well as sharp dance
tracks characterized by contorted vocals, complex beats and rhythms, and layers of
electronics (“Friction,” “Conversations With the Dead.”) ...Comprised of former
members of Apparatus, LIQUID SEX DECAY (MJ-12, P.O. Box 196, Elizabeth Sta.,
Charlotte, NC 28204 704.372.9661
mj 12recs@aol.com), brings us its self-titled
debut album. An electro-ambient-industrial
trip, all tracks on LSD contain barren back-
drops — simple and consistent rhythmic
structures with minimal background ele-
ments. In some cases, looming melodies
and low-end bass tones add soothing effects
before they vaporize into thin air. Our
favorites include “Dr. Who?” and “Pins and
Needles.”...Both a composer and a sound-
designer, DREW NEUMANN has devel-
oped quite an impressive resume. After cre-
ating a plethora of musical compositions
for computer companies and major television networks around the world, it’s no wonder
that Tone Casualties took note and released Eye Spy — Ears Only: Confidential (Tone
Casualties, 1259 North Highland Ave., Hollywood, CA 90038 213.46.0145). As the
soundtrack to MTV’s popular deon Flux animated series, Eye Spy is 2 CDs worth of
majestic and emotive soundscapes sure to please any fan of film score or experimental
electronic music. Short Circuits readers should try “The Torturer,” “Computera,”
Marche,” and “Gravity.”... ROIR has just re-released 2x4 (ROIR, 611Broadway, Suite
411, New York, NY 10012 212.477.0563), the classic live album from
industrial/noise/avante-garde mistros EINSTERZENDE NEUBATEN. Recorded in
Europe from 1980-1983, 2x4 was previously available on cassette only. Now it’s been
remastered for your listening pleasure. Both old and new fans should 1) grab head-
phones, 2) close door tightly, and 3) indulge... Speaking of indulging, Toronto’s DHI
(Death & Horror Inc.) brings us Transmissions From The Chemical Land (Van Richter,
100 S. Sunrise Way, Ste. #219, Palm Springs, CA 92262 760.320.5577 vrichter@net-
com.com), a collection of material from its debut album Machine Altar Transmission and
the Chemical Land EP, in addition to songs previously unavailable on CD. VICKI AUBIN
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DEANNA KIRK Where Are You Now

Deanna Kirk managed to secure a record deal
through a fairly unorthodox series of events:
Her early performances captured the attention
of the producers of the Bolshoi Ballet, who
loved her performances so much that they
decided to finance Kirk’s own Manhattan ciub,
Deanna’s. It was there that she played more
than 1,000 shows, slowly building an audience.
Tragically, the nightclub burned down a few
years ago (and is going to finally re-open in
1998), but not before she became a downtown
favorite and was snatched up by Blackbird as
the label’s flagship artist. Kirk is a
singer/songwriter and pianist who has more in
common with the sophisticated, subtle styles of
classic performers like Judy Collins and Joni
Mitchell than with newcomers like Tori Amos
or Alanis Morrisette. Armed with a dry and
understated voice similar to Heather Nova’s,
Kirk has the ability to write songs that are at
once personal and universal. “Carousel,” about
a past relationship, relates a larger truth about
life and relationships outside its personal
connotations, as Kirk sings: “And I’m riding
the wheel with you by my side/And we only
are on for a very short ride.” The bratty and
charming “I Want It Now” is an uptempo pop
number that describes a society overtly
oriented around the rat race of life. Where Are
You Now is a big step beyond Kirk’s previous
releases, partly due to the continual maturation
of her songwriting, and partly because of the
enhanced sonic landscape created here by
producer Kevin Bents. Be sure to listen to the
jazzy, Nina Simone-esque “If Not For Love,”
as well as “No Ghosts Allowed,” “Marianna
Came To” and “When Love Comes Around.”

Compilation Short Shots

Compilation albums pop up in spades during the holiday
season (‘tis the season of gift giving, you know), and one
of the stronger volumes aimed at the AAA niche this year
is Live On Letterman: Music From The Late Show
(Reprise, 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91505
818.953.3596 geekrock@muail.repriserec.com). During the
years that David Letterman has been doing his late-night
shtick, his musical guests have included some of rock 'n’
roll’s brightest newcomers and most prominent icons, with
the occasional unusual pairing. On this CD, the emphasis
is placed on more recent performances (nothing prior to
1993). The strongest track here may be Aretha Franklin’s
rocking “Think,” which she delivers with the energy of a
teenager. Lou Reed’s “Sweet Jane” is another standout,
partly because music director Paul Shaffer was smart
enough to leave Reed’s crunchy guitar up front in the mix.
Some of the more unusual pairings on the album work
surprisingly well: Lyle Lovett and Al Green doing Willie
Nelson’s “Funny How Time Slips Away” sounds as soulful
as it does country, while Elvis Costello and Burt
Bacharach deliver a moving ballad with their co-authored
“God Give Me Strength.” You might assume that a
performance joining the Irish powerhouses of Van
Morrison, Sinead O’Connor and the Chieftains would
click instantly, but it never does, and the Dave Matthews
Band suffers from an out-of-tune horn section. But these
minor duds are more than balanced out by stellar

performances from Jerry Garcia with David Grisman,
Sheryl Crow, Paula Cole, Jewel with Flea, Rod Stewart,
R.E.M., Lenny Kravitz and Patti Smith (who turns in a
gut-wrenching “Who Do You Love™)...On the Americana
side of collections, you may remember last year’s Revival
compilation, which introduced many notables such as Six
String Drag and the Backsliders. Revival II: Kudzu And
Hollerin’ Contest (Yep Roc, PO. Box 4821, Chapel Hill,
NC 27515-4821 919.929.7648 redeye202@aol.com)
similarly mixes the new with the established in
“y’alternative” music. Trailer Bride’s sound evokes bleak,
spaghetti-western images of dusty ghost towns; Drive By
Truckers, featuring Patterson Hood’s raspy vocals, turns in
a deadly country two-step; Mercury Dime’s hooky country
rock is definitely not to be missed. and Noah, with his
banjo and deadpan vocals, creates music informed by the
old timey backporch sound of his great-grandparent’s
generation. Other standout tracks include those from the
Burnley Brothers, the Tremblers and Gladys. As an added
bonus, Revival II also features previously unreleased
songs by two of the No Depression scene’s more familiar
acts: “Busted” by Whiskeytown, a hilarious 96-second
complaint about having a cigarette stolen, and
“Christopher Columbus Transcontinental Highway” by the
Continental Drifters, one of the album’s best cuts. O

The oldest record store in the Northwest, Music
Millennium has risen from obscurity to become
a record retailer of national repute. “We're a
very pro-active store,” explains 27-year retail
veteran and Music Millennium manager Terry
Curricr. “We are always trying to create exciting
things for both the customers and the
community.” The store sponsors film, Celtic and
blues festivals; it throws Customer Appreciation
parties with clowns, magicians and spin-the-
wheel discounts, and at NXNW, it paid for
shuttle bus service. “We like to give people an
opportunity, to act as a springboard,” Currier
says. “We do anything we can to help the local
music community.” With sound systems in both
its Portland locations, in-store performances are
at the cornerstone of Music Millenium’ appeal
— last year it had over 200. As Vice-President
of the CIMS (Coalition Of Independent Music
Stores), Currier helped instigate a national
debate about used CD retailers in defense of a
comment made by one Garth Brooks. After
Brooks denounced used CD rctailers, Currier
held a “CD BBQ” with Brooks's latest release
on the spit. “I took [the barbeque] on a tour,”
Currier says. “We set it up with nine record
stores from Canada to San Diego.” A few weeks
later, the record industry backed down from its
negative stance on used CDs.

Press up that linen suit! Pin those grapes into
your hair! Led by Roberto Borrell, this 11-
piece, San Francisco-based band is dedicated
to preserving the jazz-tinged, percolating
ballroom music of old Cuba from the '20s,
’30s and 40s. They're especially interested in
danzon. a ballroom style that developed from a
Cuban cross between European and African
music, blending Afro-Caribbean percussion
with charanga instrumentation. And what
phenomenal music it is: Latin jazz big band,
with, oddly enough. a strong resemblance to
klezmer in its more passionate moments. It’s a
joy and a real delight, the kind of record that
playfully reminds one of the connections
between music across oceans, cultures and
centuries. From a jazz perspective, this record is
mind-blowingly monumental, since it’s probably
very much the kind of music that Dizzy
Gillespie, Mario Bauza and his pals heard when
they were slumming around in New York’s East
Village inventing Afro-Cuban jazz, and many
Cuban musicians and rhythms crossed directly
over into the jazz world at that time. But
Danzonemus has such universal appeal. it'’s not
hard to imagine this music appealing to fans of
Raymond Scott’s crazed cartoon music, patrons
of the Buena Vista Social Club, hippie klezmer-
heads, and serious Latin jazz mavens alike.

In the roaring ’70s, back in the days of wide
brimmed hats, bellbottoms, and unbuttoned
shirts, Argentine-born saxman Gato Barbieri was
the undisputed king of Latin-flavored, easy-
feeling, make-out jazz. To me personally, Gato
was always a bit of a hit-or-miss proposition:
great hat and shades, cool album covers, killer
song titles, some interesting rhythms, a few great
solos, but somehow the whole package would
never really deliver the knockout punch
expected. This reissue of Gato’s first two
Impulse! albums (originally known as Chapter
One and Chapter Two) pleasingly proves my
impression wrong, at least as far as his early
career is concerned. His reign as king of make-
out jazz was still a ways off when the 36-year
old Barbieri first entered the studio for ABC-
Impulse!: “Encuentros” lifis off and ascends into
squalls of noise, bells and percussion, evoking a
Latin version of Pharoah Sanders with its
rippling crescendos, as does “Memphis Soul
Stew,” with Gato introducing each instrument as

Few people realize that the cream of Jamaica’s session
musicians — the ones who played on literally thousands of
reggae, ska and rock steady recordings from the late *60s until
the present — very often consider themselves to be jazz
musicians, not ska or reggae artists. Take guitarist Ernest
Ranglin, whose recent albums for Island’s Jamaica Jazz label
have been funky, perky, but overall jazzy affairs. Coyabalites
is an all-star ska/reggae project teaming the aforementioned
Ranglin with other reggae notables such as Justin Hinds (of
the Wingless Angels), Vin Gordon, Glen DaCosta and David
Madden of Bob Marley’s band. A couple of the cuts have
vocals, but the instrumental ones will segue surprisingly well
into jazz programming. Think of it as ska with an upright bass
and an acoustic piano, or as jazz with a ska beat, and it all
makes sense. Recommended.

You’ve got to hand it to Hamiet Bluiett for undertaking a
jazz tribute to Nat King Cole without even inviting a piano
player. Nevertheless, rather remarkably, the venerable
Bluiett ends up offering a heartfelt tribute to Cole’s trio,
with his robust baritone sax taking the place of the entire 88

keys of the piano. The CD is superb overall, but one cut of
particular and immediate note is the version of “Route 66,”
reinterpreted as a cross-country journey set as a jazz poem.
(Dig how when they get out west, the percussionist comes
in with Indian tom-tom beats, or how Hamiet’s sax
impersonates car horns to represent the freeway.) It’s
remarkable: The kind of unexpected cut that can make a
good jazz show into a truly great one, and one of the main
reasons why Makin’Whoopie is a real keeper.

Legendary producer Alan Douglas recently revived his
Douglas label, and now he gives us this wonderful archival
recording of the Modern Jazz Quartet from some of the peak
years of its existence. After nine steady years together at the
time of this 1963 recording, the interplay between John
Lewis’s piano and Milt Jackson’s vibes is gentle and sensitive,
with each instrument deeply interwoven and resonating
sympathetically with each other. Add to this Connie Kay on
drums and the sturdy wood sound of Percy Heath on bass and
you had a simpler, better mousetrap, a jazz ensemble capable
of great expression with just its four component parts. This is
indeed one of the finest recordings of the MJQ available,
lovingly remastered onto HDCD by top-notch engineer Mark
Linnett. (When it comes to converting analog source material
to disc and keeping acoustic sounds as natural as possible, to
my ears HDCD is the way to go.)

Although the idea of the mix tape is far from
new, the concept of the commercially-
available (read: non-bootleg) mix tape on CD
is a more recent phenomenon. Of course, the
leader of the pack, well over a decade ago,
was Mr. Magic and his popular Mr: Magics
Rap Attack compilations on the Profile label.
DJ Red Alert was soon to follow with his
multi-volume series on Next Plateau, which
took Mr. Magic’s “distinct” tracks a step
further by creating a fully mixed, simulated
Red Alert radio show, cutting up the tracks
and including voice overs and even promo
spots. Jump ahead almost a decade and you
reach Funkmaster Flex (a modern-day carbon
copy of Red Alert), whose two volumes of
The Mix Tape have been very popular,
exposing the world outside of New York to
the best hip-hop radio on Earth. In Flex's
wake, many similar collections have popped
up, and they’ll undoubtedly continue to
emerge. The new Haze Presents New York
Reality Check takes Flex's (and Red Alert’s)
formula and wunearths some great
underground hip-hop, all of it mixed by the
infallible DJ Premier (no stranger to the mix
tape world himself). Though spearheaded by
graphic designer and streetwear mogul Eric
Haze, this show really belongs to Premier
and Payday A&R man Mr. Dave, who appear
to have done most of the crate excavation
personally. Most of the tracks are much older

DJ Babu's new “official mix tape” has an almost identical
vibe to Haze Presents..., and is another excellent trip into
the underground mix-tape world. Babu, a member of Los
Angeles’s Beat Junkies DJ crew and a name you’ll be
hearing much more of in 1998, presents his own cut-n-
scratch versions of New York underground classics, and
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tosses in some dope artists from the West Coast and
Canada along the way. While the Huze compilation
contains a couple of tracks that are less than exemplary,
everything on Babu’s list is as good as gold: Rasco, Mr.
Complex, Siah & Yeshua Dapo Ed, the Visionaires,
Company Flow, Kool Keith and even above-grounders
with street cred like the Jungle Brothers and Camp Lo.
I’m not even going to try and win you over by talking up
this content. Just suffice it to say that this is an album that
anyone down with the underground would be a punk to
pass up. Look for future installments in this series from
more dope Dls.

Nexx Level might be the best underground label you
haven’t heard of yet. But if the label name is new to you,
the talent roster certainly won’t be: Seemingly helmed by 3

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producer D/R Period and the duo of Trigger Tha Gambler
and Smoothe Da Hustler, the label’s first several releases
have been top-notch. and they seem to be very intent on
keeping the quality and the quantity flowing at a steady
pace. Representing under the moniker the Smith Brothers,
Smoothe and Trigger have put out two how many times
does he use their platters so far. “Smith Brothers” is an
excellent update/cover of BDP’s “I'm Still #1” with com-
pletely different lyrics and some precise and catchy new
edits. As shown on Smoothe’s 1996 Profile LP, the duo’s
lyrical chemistry is highly flammable, using aggressive,
urgent and captivating words and metaphors that are
never less than impressive. Also on Nexx Level is
“Broken Language Pt. 2,” an update to Smoothe’s
smokin’ breakout single from his debut. The music here
is mostly the same as that on the original, but re-edits and
modified timing make it new enough to be worthy of
interest, and the pair’s Howitzer flows make it clear that
they are still on the scene. Trigger Tha Gambler’s “Make
A Move,” produced by Kenny Gee and including appear-
ances by Smoothe and DV (alias “Khrist,”) and the B-side
“Tha Anger” (produced by D/R), are both massive, with
thumping, funky beats and bangin’ lyrics. The whole
posse represents on the single “Past The Basic” and
“Don’t Sleep On.” Everyone takes a turn Nizam,
Retsam, Papoose, DV, Pain, Rhyme Recka, Golden,
Smoothe and Trigger — and the results are proof that
Nexx Level is on some seriously next shit.

The Doxxmen are a new crew on the underground scene,
but with the skills they show on their new single you'd
never know it. Sure, the production is a little muddy and
obviously not done on 96-track digital, but for all those
who claim to “keep it rcal” despite their big budgets and
flashy videos, this just goes to show that true talent does,
and always will, shine through. Hailing from Brooklyn’s
Cooper Park housing projects, this duo, made up of rap-
pers/producers Magnetic and Duinar, gets it on from the
first couple of seconds of “Magnetic Attrack,” which has
their mellow styles gliding peacefully over a hard, murky,
stark beat. With things like well-placed sampled strings
and the effect of a Big Ben-sounding clock gong, the little
touches in “Magnetic Attrack” make it all the more inter-
esting. And the B-side, “Spontaneous Combustion,”
should certainly be shouted out as one of the coolest
underground tracks of the year. With a mixture of crazy
keyboard sounds and the clean snap of drums, the faster
flows of both Magnetic and Dumar work well, freaking
the words to “Top Billin’” and creating general chaos.
Underground skills at their finest.

There must be something about the air up here in New
England, because it seems to be breeding some pretty
twisted and inventive rap crews. In addition to the
Boston-bascd Rebel Alliance Crew (including 7L &
Esoteric, the Architects Of Intellect, Virtuoso and Mr. Lif)
and Brockton, Massachusetts’s Cooler Than Smack, add
to your list of must-hears a bent quartet who go by the
name Megabug. Hailing from New Hampshire, the
group’s recent EP is bugged-out, dusted and definitely
open-ended. Though they are clearly influenced by Kool
Keith and all his guises (especially Dr. Octagon), rappers

Dr. Doo and Nabisco The Alien Deity and DJs/producers
Dee Rock and Active have created a fresh sound that is
much more than simple emulation. Their rap styles are
ultimately rooted on Earth, although space is a place that
is frequently visited. “Project One” has an ominous, com-
puter-bleeped beat that is highly hypnotic, due in part to
the varying sound-quality which fades in brightness at
times, making for a dreamy, yet chaotic soundscape. The
lyrics explore worlds of chemical formulas, space travel
and general dustedness, and both rappers have clearly got
skills. “Psychological Bugs” takes a departure from the
Kool Keith-ness, mixing vocal samples with a pulsing
bass and decidedly funky beat, again utilizing in-and-out
production haziness with more present-and-future lyrics.
“Cookin’ Up Ya Brain” is pure musical madness, dis-
cussing the pain of dealing with moronic behavior in oth-
ers over a fast and relentless track, punctuated by sample
stabs of Kool Keith repeating the song’s title. Although
many Ultramagnetic references may jump out at you,
don’t be fooled: Imitation is still the highest form of flat-
tery, but this crew also has a style that is all their own.

If you ask me, Chicago still has the most underrated hip-
hop scene in the country right now, and this new joint by
Ill State Assassin crew member E. C Illa proves why
we’ve got to change that underrated status right away.
Taken off of Illa’s upcoming LP Power Moves (his third
release in three years), there are two distinct flavors
shown here. “Old School Tactics” is a straight-up
Mantronix-style Linn drum monster jam, with a super-
thick acid bassline that will make your whole body
quiver. Produced by the Legendary Traxster (who
worked his magic on Do Or Die’s smash hit “Po Pimp”)
and featuring rapper Rhymefest and cuts by DJ Boogie
Boy (of the X-ecutioners crew), the overall style is a mix
of both old school and new school, and of East and West
Coasts. Aside from having one of the best beats of the
year, the lyrics are up-to-par with the rhymes of any
other undergrounder out there. “Hustler’s Party” and
“Makin’ History” are the flipside of E. C’s style (as well
as the flipside to the single), with a decidedly West
Coast/southern feel and slower beats. The lyrics are still
on the highest level, and “Makin’ History™’s Chicago
pride and nice anti-wack rapper stance add to the contin-
uing promisc of E. C.

I began to raise my eyebrows as | opened the press kit
for the new R&B/rap duo Nadanuf. But 1 soon remem-
bered that one should never judge a group by their CD
cover. After a full spin of the album 1 still wasn’t 100%
sold, but there are just too many redeeming qualities
about this group to ignore it altogether. The first mis-
conception (for me, at least) about this Cincinnati-
based duo of Skwert Diggety and Phor-One-One was
that they were some kind of mutant cross between Salt-
N-Pepa and the Spice Girls. Not so: The lyrical content
is surprisingly serious and poignant (i.e. much more on
the Salt et al. side of the spectrum). While they let their
voices loose on a couple of songs, their main attack is
on the rap side, and they are pretty damn impressive
within a rap/R&B context. The album’s concept. style
and content has been overseen by fellow Cincinnatian
Aaron “Baby Boy” Griffin, and additional production
on Worldwide is provided by a crew which includes
Livio Harris, Def Jef, Griffin, Howie Tee and Soul G.
The music as a whole can’t really be pigeonholed,
becausc for every pop success like “Worldwide” there
is a hard-edged track like “Many Emcees” to tilt the
scales. The first single from the album is a well-done
remake of Kurtis Blow’s disco rap classic “The
Breaks” with an appearance by Mr. “If | Ruled The
World” himself. As with most of the “tribute” songs
here (including “Caravan Ride,” a remake of the Isley
Brothers’s “Caravan Of Love” and “Good Life,” a
remake of the Crusaders’s “Street Life™), Skwert and
Phor-One-One lay down their own original raps over
the song’s music, and it has just enough of the old and
the new to make it interesting. The quirky pop/R&B of
“Single Life (remix),” done up nicely by Def Jef and
Baby Boy, is also interesting, with personal lyrics that
were “inspired” by the TV show, on whose soundtrack
Nadanuf will soon appear. Rounding out the must-lis-
ten items on the R&B side is “Like I1)” which is catchy
and lets their lyrics flow through nicely. The real sur-
prise on the album, though, is in Nadanuf’s ability to
hold their own in the “reality rap” game, with nice
work on darker, more serious hip-hop tracks like
“Talkin® Shit,” “Many Emcees (Madd Drama)” and
“Under Pressure” While all of these are well-done, a
big problem is in the irreconcilable dichotomies pre-
sented by the duo here: positive vs. negative lyrics,
tough vs. cutc image. In the end, this is a good first
effort, and if Nadanuf chooses a more focused and
consistent route in the future, it could indeed achieve
the status of which the album title speaks. O

Even the music of Bach and Beethoven would not have been the same
without the influence of Greek and Arabic music theory and instrumentation. Change is good.

Jazz is very successful with straight-ahead jazz and smooth jazz, so we discussed the idea of
expanding our format coverage. In our discussions we recognized that world music is one of the
most neglected formats as far as radio promotion is concerned. By the first quarter of 1997 our
World Music Division was operating full steam ahead! The future: When Tad Hendrickson andl
spoke about this writing, he said that he wants me to bring up something that will help the
development of the CMJ New World chart, The main thing that I would like to suggest would
be for the stations to take their reporting status very seriously. There are about 80 or so stations
that do report on a weekly basis, but there are close to 300 CMJ New World reporters. The CMJ
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New World chart is the only real radio airplay world chart. This precious chart needs your full
support! We at New World *N' Jazz, as well as many other promoters and record labels, keep a
close eye on who contributes a weekly playlist. These are the stations that make a difference.

Ned Sublette, Qbadisc, New York, NY 212.294.7175 Qbadisc releases music from Cuba.
Music from Cuba is truly alternative. It exists outside of the norms that apply to almost every-
thing else. No country has music like Cuba has, period. Physically, Cuban popular dance music
is more fun than rock 'n’ roll and at the same time it has a jazzy sophistication and a deeply-
established tradition of virtuosity that pretty much humbles anyone who comes into contact
with it. Cuban music isn’t another interesting detour — it’s one of the basic musics of the world.
Cuba’s been officially considered an enemy country by the United States since 1962. Regardless
of what you think of the Cuban government, the embargo is a failure and does nothing but make
life harder for ordinary Cubans. You can’t travel to Cuba except under very specific conditions.
Cuban artists can’t play here except under very specific conditions, and it’s a crime in the U.S.
to pay them fees for performing. We can’t legally cause new recordings to be created or sign
bands like we could with anyone else in the world — we can only license already-made record-
ings. The US is the only country that imposes these rules. If we were Canadian, Mexican,
Spanish, Japanese, then no problem. Commercial Latin radio will not play music from Cuba.
Will not play it. There is a very unsubtle boycott of the music. Meanwhile, Cuban music is the
happening Latin music and everybody knows it. Imagine then how important college radio is. I
urge you: Play Cuban music. Because it’s the greatest music there is and listeners can’t get it
anywhere else. And don’t just ghettoize itina two-hour-per-week Latin music slot. Work it in. It
sounds good next to anything.

Jeff Luaka, Luaka Bop Records, New York, NY, 212.255.2714 Luaka Bop sees a new
American nation emerging. One that so far has been successfully suppressed and
ignored. We are becoming a nation whose most important export is not a commodity,
but Culture and Entertainment. We export American Mythology. Everything from
the Marlboro Man and James Dean to Puff Daddy and Jack Kerouac. We are the

world’s entertainer. While we also export lots of other stuff, what makes music a different

kind of product is that it gives sustenance in a way that Coca Cola does not. We are the tit
that the world sucks on. Or one of many. A huge breast that squirts out powdered milk,
peanut butter and jelly, Big Macs, Coke, Marky Mark (OK, “Mark Wahlberg”), and disco
remixes.

A lot of that grinding rebellious how! we hear is an expres-

sion of loss - a bunch of babies crying at their loss of power, hegemony and assumed dom-

inance. A desperate din, a sonic wail, trying to stop the Puerto Ricans, Koreans, Japanese,

African-Americans, Guatemalans, Saudis and Mexicans from taking over. Ironically, college

radio often perpetuates the myth of White Middle Class America. An America that no longer

exists. Luaka Bop sees a new nation emerging and we have to start from scratch.

distribution of 3,000 posters featuring the song’s lyrics, which repeats the “smack my
bitch up” phrase more than a dozen times. Prodigy’s Liam Howlett has discounted
NOW’s contentions, suggesting the phrase means to “do anything intensely” and has no
misogynistic intentions...San Francisco-based alto saxophonist, Calder Spainer, 32,
was killed December 4 in an auto accident as he was returning home from a Bay Area
gig. Spainer is most known for his work with the Charlie Hunter Quartet, with whom
he toured and recorded... Michigan State Representative Dale Shugars is currently
working on concert-related legislation that would not only label certain rock concerts as
“offensive” and off-limits to minors in the state, but would also fine and/or jail concert
promoters who let underage patrons into their shows. Shugar’s bill would apply to
concerts “the average adult person” would consider inappropriate for minors: those
containing dirty language, simulated sex acts, nudity and drug use. “If a rating system
had been established 40 years ago, no one would have been able to see Frank Sinatra,
Elvis, the Beatles, the Rolling Stones or Alice Cooper,” said Pearl Jam manager Kelly
Curtis, who told E! Online that the band would flat-out not tour in regions which
imposed such systems...On December 2, a fan died at a Rolling Stones concert in
Pontiac, Michigan after falling on his head from the venue’s second level. According to
the Billboard Bulletin, Eric Zylema, 31, was drunk when he attempted to dance on a
railing 23 feet above the arena’s floor during the end of the band’s set in the 80,000-
capacity stadium. The band had no knowledge of the accident at the time... American
disco legends the Village People were denied the right to perform at a beach party in
Myrtle Beach, South Carolina because the beach’s developer doesn’t want to be linked to
a gay rights festival promoting their appearance. Negotiatons were already in the works
for the May 2 concert when Burroughs & Chapin Co.
Inc., owners of a restaurant and entertainment complex
near the beach, vetoed the concert. Nightclub owners had
already put down a deposit for the event, and festival
organizers and gay rights organizations have threatened
to organize a boycott against Burroughs & Chapin, whom
Cathy Renna, a member of the Gay & Lesbian Alliance
Against Defamation, has called “aggressively
homophobic.”...On November 27, Icelandic chanteuse
Bjork was admitted to a hospital in Reykjavik, Iceland
where she was diagnosed with a routine kidney infection.
The singer has been discharged and is in no immediate danger, but has canceled all
promotional commitments and concerts until after the holidays...Eighties new wave
sensation Bow Wow Wow had reformed after a decade of idleness and will tour North
America this winter. The quartet, including original lead singer Annabella Lwin and
bassist Leigh Gorman, has acquired a new drummer and guitarist and will rock venues
across the country with *80s hits like “I Want Candy” and “Go Wild In The Country.”
The comeback began with a gig in Kansas City, Missouri on December 16.

“Think global” is sort of an unspoken mantra at World
Cafe Productions, a website that gathers information on
world music (including record labels) and cultures,
while promoting the fusion and evolution of music and
world cultures through the use of new technology (see
the site’s “New Native” section). A good place to start at
this earthy, elegantly designed site is “Future Culture,” a
section that offers links to a quiz challenge, an amazing
feature that provides comprehensive links to every
corner of the world, and a thumbnail list of cultural traits
(you can save this for the end of your visit). The “New
Native” area, although wonderfully conceptualized, falls
a little flat due to many non-working links. The idea is to
offer the user the ability to travel the world to discover
the traditional music from each selected region of the
map. There is also a feature called “Fusion,” which
highlights artists, such as Jai Uttal, Dead Can Dance and
Ben Harper, that have integrated different ethnic sounds
into their music. If you’re looking to explore further, the
“Labels” area provides a list of 18 links that span a
variety of musical genres. The only thing really holding
this site back, as with many sites, is its upkeep: it’s
ironic that, for a site that intends to link and celebrate
world culture and music, its very own hyperlinks
sometimes stall the dream. GLEN SANSONE

World Café was born in the early part of 1991 as part
of Philadelphia non-commercial radio station WXPN’s
regular programming, and has evolved into a nationally
syndicated program. In the early *80s, WXPN had a
great deal of success with the Triple AAA format, and
as the station’s listenership and fundraising success
increased, the show’s producers decided to offer the
then-burgeoning show to a national public radio
audience. Currently the program is produced live-to-
tape at 'XPN, from where it is nationally syndicated to
nearly 100 non-commercial radio stations from New
York City to Guam. The format is based on a
philosophy of mixing acoustic music with world beat,
reggae, folk and blues. “World Café spotlights rootsy,
folky, worldy artists,” explains Bruce Rancs. He also
says that the show's mission is “To entertain, educate
and engage.” Almost every day of the week, live in-
studio interviews and/or performances are featured on
the program. Past guests have included: Baba Mal,
Ladysmith Black Mambazo, Loreena McKennitt and
Angelique Kidjo. Some upcoming guests include
Norma Waterson and Martin Carthy, and Sounds Of
Salsa From Around The Globe. If you're unfamiliar
with World Café, you may want to tune into your local
public radio station and take a listen the week of
December 22 for the show’s annual “best-of ” editions,
including interviews, in-studio performances, special
features and more.

RITA MARLEY

Rita Marley is known foremost as
the wife of Bob Marley and the
mother of his children. And yet
while she maintains a role as the
matriarch of the reggae
community, she also has a musical
career as part of the vocal group I-
Three. An unflagging campaigner
for the memory of her husband,
Rita has also taken on other
causes. Her latest project is Natty Queen Divas, an album
compiling tracks from female Jamaican reggae singers.

CMJ: How did the Natty Queen Divas collection
come about?

The project was meant for Japan only. 1 was approached by
a Japanese promoter to do a label deal. Dahima Mathews
of Tuff Gong suggested doing a compilation; therefore, we
decided to get all the renowned female reggae artists
together. This was a dream that 1 had in mind for some
time; however, 1 did not know when it would happen, due
to the finances that it would take to do such a project.
When the Japanese people approached me, 1 thought it was
a blessing, so [1 thought], why not do it for all markets?

Was there an intended objective?

There was no objective. Since we had this idea in mind a
long time ago, it was just a matter of coming up with the
finances. Japan happened to come into the picture at the
right time. The best way to do it was to put the best of the
female reggae artists together. There is no other group of
females that have been able to come together with such a
compilation! We need to focus on the females in the
music...Sometimes we are forgotten. There are several
great female artists; we are not just here to make babies. I
think that's what they feel sometimes.

Has the project and the response lived up to your
expectations?

1 do not have an opinion at this moment since it is early in
the project...Only time will tell. I am very sure that the
publicity we are getting now and in the future will help
bring attention to this great compilation. We are looking
forward to (hopefully) getting a nomination at the
Grammy Awards next year!

With the same idea in mind, have yon thought about
doing a Natty Queen Divas tour?

Definitely. We are looking forward to this! Never before
has reggae gone on the road with females. There is a new
group of female artists in Jamaica called Girls Town, and
we have been talking about going on the road together. So
look out for us soon!

Tell us about your husband’s induction into the
Cannabis Hall of Fame.

Wow. Now that was something else. 1 am still high off this;
1 did not even take a puff and I am still high off this.
Cannabis all over the place. These millionaire dealers, all
young and white, free as a bird in the tree. “Legalize it” —
that’s what he (Bob) would say. Bob was the first recipient
of this award. 1 was proud to pick it up for him, since that’s
what he would have wanted me to do. We gave them “One
Draw” as a theme song; it was banned from certain radio
stations before. Now it’s on the charts.

You must be very proud of your children, which have
followed in the same footsteps as yourself and your
husband. Can you explain the feeling you get from
watching your children perform?

Great. 1 mean, sometimes 1 lose control. [ find myself
saying “unbelievable”: The girls look like the I-Threes and
Stephen and Ziggy both look like their father. All I have to
do is close my eyes and reminisce [about] the good old
times. I see my grandchildren coming on stage now: Three
generations of music. Unbelievable. Give God thanks.
Unbelievable [she says with a sigh]. 74D HENDRICKSON

A conversation with Keith Richards

Three hundred years ago, the island of Jamaica was infamous the
world over as a safe haven for pirates, who kicked back their
heels and lived high on the hog in Port Royal from the plunder
they'd gleaned from sailing the seven seas. So it’s somehow
fitting that a great swashbuckling English rock 'n’ roller like
Keith Richards — he of the skull ring, black boots, flowing
scarves and piercing black eyes — would ultimately land on the
shores of Jamaica and make it his place of choice to relax and
unwind. For the last 25 years, during his off hours away from
the Stones, Richards has whiled away many an hour in
tranquility at his house in Jamaica, playing music in his parlor
with an impromptu congregation of Rastafarian brethren who
hang around the yard of his white wooden mansion. Dubbed
the Wingless Angels, Richards produced and oversaw a
recording of their music (released on Mindless-Island last fall),
and it’s a startling and deeply-felt record of Rastafarian nyabinghi
drumming and chants.

Out on the road with the Rolling Stones, Richards recently
took time out to talk to CM]J in an exclusive interview. “Mr.
Richards” (as he’s known to hotel, limousine and charter airline
personnel the world over) was far from being besotten or
debauched into incoherency; in fact, he was graceful, funny and
inspiring to be around — although it was a little hard not to be
struck by the thought that perhaps the recycled blood of a 19-
year-old Swiss ski bunny was coursing through the veins of the
grizzled, leathery man sitting across the table, smiling and
leaning back in his chair. What follows are excerpts from a
rambling, thoroughly enjoyable conversation that took place in
one of the band’s suites in Philadelphia’s Ritz-Carlton hotel one
night back in November.

CMJ: 1 remember when the first rumors about this
record surfaiced — it was, “Keith’s doing a reggae
record.” And most people were thinking it’"d be
something like *“‘Cherry Oh Baby,” ‘“Too Rude,” or
your solo single, the cover of *“The Harder They Come.”
Keith: 1 know. I think the connotation is almost — to
everybody else outside of Jamaica — is that if you're making a
record in Jamaica, it’s got to be reggae, which, as you know, [
gave 'em a big surprise! I mean, it's an understandable leap of
thought. I mean, Keith [and] Jamaica, and given my own

preference for good reggae, there’d be an immediate leap, but
there was no way that I could say that that’s not true. You've
gotta wait until you hear it, you know, and then you find out
it’s something else!

Why don’t you tell us in a few words, for people who
haven’t heard it yet, what it is that we’re hearing.

It’s uh...these are African chants. They’re actually, the songs
themselves are bent from old English [and] Scottish hymns. It’s
what they heard. The beat that they had is a very ancient beat.
It's African in origin, and it’s related to the pulse of your heart.
It's just slightly under a heartbeat, and in a way — see, these
guys, 've known 'em for 25 years, and this is what we do.
When I go to Jamaica, this is what we do anyway, you know.
It was just that this time everything fell together and it got
recorded! But it is still my front room and it’s just an evening
with the boys, and see, these people have a big place for trance
in their life, you know, which is what a lot of us leave out,
because we don’t have time for it! But they introduced me to
the necessity for a bit of that in your life, and that’s basically
what they do. They're not professional musicians, although a
couple of them are well-known on the reggae front or [in] ska.
Justin Hinds for instance. Otherwise, this is what they would
do when they were finished whatever they were doing for the
day — whether it’s fishing, diving, hustling, screwing around,
whatever ~ they went back in the evening and this is what
they’d play. And I got invited in by them, in 1972, and I've
been living with them ever since. That’s my Jamaican family.
This is... In a way, it’s like a little peep inside the house when
I'm there. This is sort of what happens.

I understand that when you moved to Jamaica in 1972
and started hanging around with the Rastas, that some
of your neighbors at the time — and the authorities —
didn’t like the idea of you hanging around with the
Rasta brethren at all.

Oh no, we got raided several times! [laughs heartily] That's
when the family aspect came into it, because they arrested my
old lady, Anita Pallenberg at the time. [ had just gone back to
England. So they took the kids, Marlon and Angela, my son and
daughter who were just babies at the time, and they lived up in
Steertown with these people for about a month — two or three




weeks at least. And everybody’d say, [little old lady voice]
“Where are the children, eh?” And I'd say, “They're perfectly
safe, they're with family,” you know. And everybody else is just
freakin’ and saying, ‘Should we send out the police?” and I'd
say, ‘Naw, they're cool, no...’ trying to get people to
understand that way. So this is what I'm trying to say, you
know. And also, I ended up babysitting a lot of them, too, you
know! [cackles] It's a two-way street, that thing, you know!
But that’s the way it is with us.

Tell us a bit about what your intentions and
expectations are for this album.

I really thought, hey, this is really an ethnic thing — my gift to
folklore recording, or whatever. I'm not looking at this as a
Keith Richards album, I'm not aiming for the charts or
anything with this. Everybody should get a chance to hear it. I
know that they're feeling good down in Jamaica just that it’s
come out. 1 hear they're striding through the streets of Ocho
Rios 'cause it’s on the radio down there. That's what I wanted
to do for them: Have a full gloat, y'know! [laughs]

Whatabontdlesoundsofthecricketswehurontbe
record?

That’s my garden. Obviously, they’re the ancestors of the ones
that are doing it tonight, because they don't live very long.
There’s a lot of background orchestra there. [Richards stops to
take a drag on a Marlboro Red and then leans forward.] And
that's why 1 kept the ambient thing in there, with the talking
and the laughter, with the garden. So that you've got this feeling
of what was happening — you're in the room with a load of
guys, and every time the drum strikes, suddenly the mood
changes and they go straight away to this other place. That’s the
trance bit, and it's amazing to me this sudden change in
atmosphere: one minute it's just ‘ha ha ha’ [mumbles] ‘yeah,
yeah..." And then it's — boom! [slaps palms together] As if a big
breath has been taken and they all come together. Those drums
do resonate right inside your bones. To the marrow, you know.
People come knocking on the door sometimes — hotels, you
know — and you say, ‘uh-oh,’” y’know. [little old lady voice
again] ‘Tumn the music down!” is the usual cry. And sometimes
[with Wingless Angels], it’s ‘Can you tum it up just a lictle bit,
because it's putting me to sleep!’ So it’s a healing music as well.
And it’s very good horizontal, if you get my drift.

Now one thing about the beat: When I heard it I felt
that it has that stomp, and that really sounded to me
like Robert Wilkins or Fred McDowell.

And also the drums out of New Orleans, the marching drums,
the funeral drums. In a way the link becomes quite obvious. It's
just funny that the nyabinghi stuff just kept its course, ever since
they arrived there — you'd think it'd have been assimilated by
now. And at the same time — not forgetting that I brought in
the hints and suggestions of where the original melodies came
in with Frankie Gavin — the pipes and the fiddles and the
squeeze boxes just in the background [give it] a very country
church kind of sound. I think these hymns sort of stopped oft
all the way from England, wherever they were written, you
know, wherever missionaries went, they had their hymnbook
and stopped off. Hell of a way to distribute a song! [laughs] A
lot of the Wesleyan melodies — actually he only wrote words.
*Cause I found out that his organist was a guy named G. Isaacs.
No relation to Gregory, I'm sure!

What does the name Wingless Angels mean? There’s a
lot of emphasis in Rastafarianism on the idea of
separation, of wanting to go home but not being able
to get there.

It's brought from — it’s a kind of yearning for some identity,
some, you know... When they say they want to go back to

Africa, they’re not that dumb. It's not literal, That’s why I call
them Wingless Angels: The whole image is Mount Zion —
they're the lost tribe of Judah. They're just lost. They're
looking for home, so... We're always looking to go up,
brothers, but we ain’t got no wings! And then the name came
to me, because we're the wingless angels! So they come out
with cracks, like “Yeah, the wings are probably in customs in
Kingston, they need to be paid off, right!’ {long laugh]

[At this point, as I sat across from the most famous of the
Rolling Stones, a thought struck me: 1 suddenly wanted to
know what Keith Richards’ definition of “home” was. After
all, he’s a Rolling Stone, world famous, with palatial houses
all over the globe, two families, Swiss bank accounts, power,
everything a rock 'n’ roller could ever dream of, and yet a
million miles removed from the blue-collar rebellious
schoolboy from Dartford that he was in the early '60s.
Where does he call home? I asked him point blank, and I
think the question rattled him. He suddenly looked down at
the floor and started squirming in the plush hotel chair, and
when he looked up, his eyes were wet.]

So what is Keith Richards’ definition of ‘home?’

I'd have to say... Man... 1 guess I'd have to go with ‘it’s
where the heart is,’ you know. I mean, when I stay in a
hotel, it doesn’t look like this room here. I move the
furniture around, put the beds in different places, put scarves
over the lights. If I've been there a week it looks like I've
been there for a year! But it’s hard, you know, on the road
like this, being away from my family and all. But I think of
the old days... [mumbles] Sailors, whalers, you know, being
away from everybody for three, four, five years, man. Okay,
where would I go when I really need to go somewhere?
Jamaica, yeah. [long pause] Yeah. Yeah. That's where I run
to at the end of a tour. And that's where you're at the end
of your... You're running on empty by then, and that’s
where you can tank up and replenish, and kick back. And if
the music wasn't even involved, they’re just a great bunch
of guys — a very tight-knit community up in Steertown
and, uh, incredibly African. It's one of those, you know —
you've gotta be there. Some of the things I've seen are
indescribable, really. I'll tell you one example — this is very
early on, in the '70s, '72, *73. And they had this little shack
where they’d play. It as more like a shed really, a big one.
And we were playing there, really going, the pipes were
going, you know, and a policeman walks in. And he sort of
walked up to the drums. You know, they didn't stop
playing, and he just stood there. And then they stopped the
song, and he looked at them, and he’s looking around, he’s
got the whole rig on, the gun and [mumbles]. And then
Locksie picks up the hammer and hits the drum one time,
buh! [Keith pops the mic with his hand] and the shock
wave, the guy dropped to the floor and stayed there for
about two or three minutes. And they didn’t do anything,
they just carried on smoking their pipes and spliffs and
ahhh... They just left him there. Until he came around, and
when he came around he got up and he took his uniform
off and he left with just his drawers on, he left the gun, the
badge, the hat, trousers, the boots, everything. So
[mumbles], this is the power of the thing, this is just one
example. Not the only one! [Long pause as he lights another
Marlboro Red.] And Brother Neville, [who's] the high
voice and those loud drums, that slapping thing: He’s my
brother. He lives at my house, takes care of my stuff there.
As he says to me when I'm down there — I'll say, ‘Eh, get
a passport, man, and come and see a bit’ — and he says, ‘Naw
I live in Paradise,’ he says, as he's painting the joint again. 'l
live in paradise. You go work for me. You keep me in
paradise.’ Okay, I get the picture.
