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Best Buy Withdraws Live Pearl Jam CD

Sony Music has taken legal action to stop retail chain Best Buy
from giving away a live Pearl Jam recording to customers who buy
Pearl Jam’s new video compilation, Single Video Theory. Claiming
that it learned of the advertised Best Buy campaign only five days
prior to its kick-off, Sony filed a lawsuit to halt the Minneapolis-
based chain from distributing the disc to customers. The 17-song
CD was recorded March 5 in Melbourne, Australia. Best Buy had

planned to give away 50,000 copies of the disc.

Option Magazine On Indefinite Hiatus

publication after its July/August issue, according to a letter
sent out by the magazine’s publisher/founder, Scott
Becker. Becker said the magazine is on indefinite hiatus,
but that he plans to revive the publication at a later date,
after time off for much-needed rest and re-evaluation of
Option’s direction, finances and focus. “The next step will
be to reinvent a company for the realities of 21st century
publishing,” Becker wrote. “That means taking a hard look
at what portion of our enterprises will remain print-

It's a good thing that midway
through the solo debut from Lau-
ryn Hill, a line from the album’s
first single, “Doo Wop” reminds us
that “Lauryn is only human.” The
album makes her sound like so
much more. On this ambitious col-
lection, Fugees vocalist Hill presents
a complicated, intimate portrait of
herself, dissecting her roles as lover,
mother, ghetto kid, superstar and
child of God. While there are
enough raps and hip-hop beats to
shake jeeps and keep Fugees fans
satisfied, Hill's debut concentrates
mostly on R&B and soul, blending
in a few unexpected instruments
(harpsichord, strings). The album
is definitely her show, but Hill also
recruits some considerable talents
to help out: rock god Carlos San-
tana adds his acoustic guitar to
“Zion” (a song written and named
for Hill’s son), soul man D’Angelo
duets with her on the sultry “Noth-
ing Even Matters,” and Mary J.
Blige adds vocals to “I Used To Love
Him.” Hill’s voice knocked the
breath out of all kinds of music fans
with the Fugees’ cover of Roberta
Flack’s “Killing Me Softly”; now
that she’s singing about her own
life and passions, she sounds even
more potent.

Varnaline truly comes into its own
on Sweet Life. After two albums and
an EP. Anders Parker (a.k.a. Var-
naline) has honed his bittersweet
rock 'n’ roll to a fine point, playing
up his taste for lilting melodies and
heartfelt emotion. One of Parker’s
strengths is his ability to sound sor-
rowful without seeming pitiful, and
here he hits the higher notes with
a soft. cautious tone that recalls
that of the Moody Blues’ Justin
Hayward or, at other times, the
plaintive tones of Michael Stipe.

Juliana Hatfield has been a consis-

tently creative and appealing song-
writer. Powerful guitar hooks, sing-
song melodies and her trademark
confessional lyrics are even more
confidently wielded on Bed, an
album recorded not only on a new
label, but in only one week. Free
of excessive polish and guitar
effects, Hatfield’s songs sound
more personal and intimate than
ever, though she still swings a
mightv axe.

i)igital Millennium Copyright Act Legislation
Changes Rules For Webcasters, 'Net Radio Stations

The House recently approved legislation, approved by the Senate last May and known as the
Digital Millennium Copyright Act, that will, among other things, have a dramatic impact on
Internet broadcasters and their costs of doing business. Internet broadcasters, or “Webcasters,”
like traditional radio broadcasters, already pay a fee to performance rights societies such as
BMI and ASCAP for the right to broadcast music over the Internet. The new Act, if signed by
the President, would mandate that a second such fee be paid not to songwriters, but to the
record labels that own the sound recordings of music broadcast by Webcasters over the Inter-
net. Owners of sound recordings, unlike songwriters, have never enjoyed copyright protection
for the public performance of the sound recordings that they own. At least not until the pas-
sage, in 1995, of The Digital Performance Right in Sound Recordings Act, which gave them
similar, though much more circumscribed, rights to those that songwriters have long enjoyed.
While arguably ambiguous, the 1995 Act did not appear to apply to Webcasters in light of an
exception to the Act’s coverage, which states that “the performance of a sound recording pub-
licly by means of a digital audio transmission, other than as a part of an interactive service, is
not an infringement...if the performance is part of a nonsubscription transmission.” In other
words, if visitors to your site are not paying to hear your Webcast, and individual songs can’t be
selected by them on demand, then you don’t owe any additional fees to the labels, just ASCAP,
BMI or SESAC. The RIAA did not understand the statute to be creating such an exemption,

| however, and in June of this year sent a letter
to most of the major Webcasters informing
them of the RIAA’s position. In last minute
negotiations just prior to the passage of the
new bill, DIMA (the Digital Media Associa-
tion), which notably contains no members
that are primarily Webcasters, capitulated on
the issue and worked with the RIAA to ensure
that this safe harbor for Webcasters would be
eliminated and that provision for new license
fees would be incorporated into the final lan-
guage of the statute.

Bedhead Calls It Quits

Lauded “slowcore”
band Bedhead has
broken up after
recording  three
albums and a hand-
ful of EPs and sin-
gles. Formed in Dal-
las, Texas, in 1992,
the band’s measured tempos and languid
melodies quickly established it as one of the
more notable purveyors of a slow yet dynam-
ic school of rock. With its five members now
spread over three different states and occu-
pied by various responsibilities (graduate
school, parenting, work, etc.), Bedhead said
that it has become increasingly difficult to
practice and to learn new songs, and that it
no longer had the desire to tour. “Bubba
[Kadane, guitarist] and I made music for
over a decade before Bedhead formed; in
some form we’ll continue,” said guitarist/
founder Matt Kadane. “I think all of us agree
that if it weren’t for the distance we would
have broken up and killed each other, in that
order, three years ago.” The band’s final 10",
“Lepidoptera/Leper,” will be released on
Trance Syndicate in October. For more infor-
mation on Bedhead’s breakup, visit its official
Web site at www.brainwashed.com/bedhead/
news.html.

Spearheaded by
drummer Rian Murphy
(Royal Trux, Palace),
Chicago’s Chestnut Station
hearkens back to a classic era of

pop music in which AM was just as important
as FM, and you could hear good, uplifting
music on your car radio. The band, which also
features members of Eleventh Dream Day and
Masters Of The Obvious, recently released its
debut EP on Drag City.

Many of the songs on the EP seem to deal with
personal, nostalgic feelings. Do you feel like it has
that “looking back” quality?

Rian Murphy: It has to do with looking
backwards to a certain degree. I find it easier
looking back. I don’t know if it’s easier; but I
find myself facing in that direction. The project
was named after a movie house, which has
since been torn down, and earlier it was a train
station on a street. But the idea of a chestnut
heing an old favorite, that idea - it’s telling, you
know? It’s funny, the way that they'll rip down a
reatly old movie palace called “the Rivoli” or
something, and in the place of it, they'll'put up
the “Rivoli Square Shopping Mall.”

Unlike a lot of “retro” music, Chestut Station seems
inspired not so much by particular albums, but
more by the philosophies behind those old records.
We were over in Europe sitting in the van. We
were examining everything about certain
music — and [ don’t mean listening, I mean
talking, discussing — and we went over every
Kinks album: the strong points, the weak
points, what could have been improved, where
we all agreed. The production, songs,
sequence, everything. On the Chestnut Station
record, things like the first song, or “True
Identity” might have been inspired by the
Mamas and the Papas, or the John Phillips
record, Wolf King Of L.A. The idea was 1o write
a song almost as a business proposition. Like
getting into the business of selling scripts for a
living. Offering entertainment vehicles for
profit. That was the intention and the gamble,
you know, to have our own little songwriting
house turning out those sorts of singer-
songwritery things, which other people could
also cover - you don'’t really see that anymore.
And to get buck to the idea of jukebox music,
or a bubblegum song — inscrutable but
predictable. Something that’s unique and
thought—provoking but also generic in the best
possible sense of the word. so that people can
relate. The moment where vou don’t have to
think so incredibly hard about it. I'm happy to
carry the flag at this point for two- to three-
minute melodic experiences.

to hook up with some of the planet’s most talented people.” The artist-friendly label is
the ideal place for a band that is known for calling its own shots, such as usually refusing
to pose for photographs. Belle And Sebastian did pose for some non-traditional
promotional photos to promote the upcoming album, and Matador will be lining up a
few press interviews. Cosloy explains: “We are here to represent Belle And Sebastian (and
all of our artists) in the way they see fit. If the group have their own opinions about the
music press and the way they choose to communicate, we’ll do our best to handle it the
way they want.” The eight-piece combo has earned a rabid following after releasing only
two albums (plus three U.K. EPs). Its rare debut album, Tigermilk, was recorded in only
three days and released as a project for a music class at Glasgow’s Stow College. Its follow-
up, If You're Feeling Sinister (first released on The Enclave and picked up later by
Matador), not only topped many critics’ year-end lists, but also struck a special chord
with fans as well. Cosloy says part of that album’s appeal was the combination of the
band’s musicianship and razor-sharp wit. “It would be a lie to claim that every great
album eventually found its natural audience...but every once in a while, it happens,”
Cosloy says. “And on the aesthetic side, this is a group that puts a lot of thought into how
their records sound and how they look. Each record released — the past three singles,
especially — have had the sense of an ‘event,” whether that’s intentional on their part or
not.” Cosloy also credits the staffs of Jeepster (the band’s U.K. label), the Enclave, indie
promotions company Autotonic and loyal college radio fans with Belle And Sebastian’s
success to date. The Boy With The Arab Strap, recorded by Tony Doogan with help from
Wille Deans and Dave Naughton, features songs penned by Murdoch, as well as
contributions from Stevie Jackson, Isobel Campbell and Stuart David (whose new band,
Looper, recently made its 7” debut). The album’s title takes its name from one of the
several standout tracks, a poppy piano number that namedrops that other Scottish band
signed to Matador, Arab Strap. (In fact, B&S’s Murdoch, Campbell, Chris Geddes and
Sarah Campbell have all helped with Arab Strap’s prior recordings.) Belle And Sebastian
will return to the U.S. for a series of East Coast dates this fall. The band keeps its fans
updated on current happenings at its comprehensive Web site,
www.totalweb.co.uk /belleandsebastian/.

Relapse was founded last February by two
former clerks from Columbus, Ohio,
record store Dan Dow’s Used Kids: Anna
Shelton and Jerry DeCicca. “It’s a long
story as to why we even opened in
Albuquerque,” says Shelton, Relapse’s
buyer. “Most of the record stores out here
are really expensive. We're pretty much
the cheapest one around.” Opening a
record store in an unfamiliar city has been

difficult, according to Shelton. “The best
thing that happened was when people
started writing letters in to the local paper
and they did an article on us. It was so
complementary about the store and Jerry
and I. That was real nice.” After the
interest generated by the article, people
began searching out the store and
discovered that it had a lot to offer, in
particular a wide selection of music at
reasonable prices.

For every person who points out that Crit-
ters Buggin is a dumb band name, there
are two or three who will note that this trio
makes a helluva name for itself with its
multi-lingual instrumental hybrid.

Diablo Guapo (Homestead)

David Grubbs bashed out his most impassionat-
ed, life-affirming music during the transition
period between his punky Happy Cadavers/

Squirrel Bait youth and the quiet post-rock of

his now-defunct Gastr Del Sol. Bastro material-
ized around 1986, when Squirrel Bait dissolved,
and Grubbs relocated from Louisville, to DC
for college. An early incarnation called Dolcino
found him ditching Bait’s power melodies in
favor of angular, hyper-dissonance set to a post-
Big Black electro-beat. After Dolcino became
Bastro, Grubbs recorded the one-man-show
Rode Hard And Put Up Wet, a 1988 EP. Bastro’s
master piece, however, is 1989’s Diablo Guapo, a
near-perfect bullet train fueled by formidable
clamor and anthemic chords, sharp intellect
and visceral thrills. Backed by ex-Bait mate
Clark Johnson and drummer extraordinaire
John McEntire (Tortoise, the Sea And Cake),
Grubbs draws an asymmetrical math rock blue-
print at near-speed metal velocity. Recorded
primarily by Brian Paulson, with help from
Steve Albini and Mark Edwards (My Dad Is
Dead), Diablo Guapo is raw, complex and
thrillingly relentless. Protracted guitars slice
steel beams of tili-a-whirl rhythm and gruff,
abstract anti-poetry about bourbon, hoosiers
and a mighty “Can of Whoopass.” “Guapo”
and “Flesh Colored House” blind with BPM-
defying slams, the latter boasting an electric
drill solo by Whitehouse’s William Bennett. A
revved-up reading of Phil Ochs’ “Prettv Smart
On My Part” blurs just like a Bastro original.
And the closing “Shoot Me a Deer” (recalled
from a single when ex-Bait/Slint drummer
Britt Walford was on board) simply scorches its
riffs atop a megaton gallop. The album'’s lyrics
and vibe evoke a time and place long gone —a
pre-grunge Anytown, USA, where insular hard-
core kids matured and imposed prog time
changes and grizzly, thoughtful Americana sen-
timents onto an arty noise guitar racket. Greats
such as Bitch Magnet, Honor Role, early Slint
and even Rapeman practiced this provincial
slice 'n’ dice, but Bastro took speed and preci-
sion, if not listenability, to new heights. The trio
macde one more album, 1990’s worthy but clini-
cal Sing The Troubled Beast, before mellowing
and transmuting into Gastr del Sol shortly after
Bundy Brown (Directions in Music, Torioise)
replaced Johnson. For those seeking proof that
the fathers of post-rock used 1o actually rock,
look to Diablo Guapo. — Jordan N. Mamone

Flamenco From The Prisons Of Spain: Two Cries For
Freedom. In a sort of real life version of Jailhouse Rock,
two singers were culled from of a pool of 150
incarcerated musicians. Antonio El Agujetas, who hails
from a family with a long flamenco tradition, is 12
years into a 15-year sentence. José Serrano is 18 years
into 25-year term for homicide, a crime for which he stills claims innocence (Gypsy
tradition dictates that the youngest of a gang take the fall). Literally in chains for
their recording session, each artist was backed by some of the finest Flamenco
guitarists, clappers and shouters (jaleo) in the world. Each winner received 5,000
pesetas and a reduction in his sentence...A more traditional recording session
took place when Zap Mama’s Marie Daulen played two songs with organic hip-hop
artists the Roots at Campo Studios in New York City, for Mama’s upcoming release
on Luaka Bop. One of the songs, “Rafiki,” incliudes raps from Black Thought,
leader of the hip-hop combo. Luaka Bop’s Jeffrey Kav claims that the new songs
are a continuation of Daulen’s work with Michael Franti of Spearhead.

Crank! Records was officially launched in 1994
when it released the debut 7" from Lawrence,
Kansas, band Vitreous Humor. Approaching its
fiveyear anniversary, the label has released
albums from Boys’ Life, Mineral, Cursive as
well as a variety of compilations and 7”singles.
Recently, the indie released Posthumous, a
compilation of early Vitreous Humor material
that was well received by some commercial
radio specialty programs. On August 25,
Crank! will release Mineral’s End Sere-
nading, the group’s last album for the label
before it begins its tenure with Interscope
Records. CM] recently spoke with Crank!’s
ouwner, Jeff Matlow, from the label’s office in
Santa Monica, California.

What were you doing before you started Crank!?
Immediately before Crank!, I was at Scotti
Bros. Records. Before that, I was at A&M
and EMI.

What did you do at Scotti Bros.?

Tried to get out! (laughs) We had Truck
Stop Love. That’s how I started Crank!,
through Eric Melin of Truck Stop Love. At
Scotti Bros., I was doing A&R, I was
managing the studio. I was doing some
production. I did all the things that nobody
else wanted to do. My business card had a
lot of slashes on it. At A&M, I was in the
distributed label department. A lot of tape
listening. Retail, advertising, press — you
name it and I was involved with it.

Then you founded Crank!...

September 2, 1994, the day I left Scotti
Bros., one of the happiest days of my life. I
was having lots of problems trying to get
bands signed over there, and I was having
lots of problems trying to get a job anywhere
else. Eric from Truck Stop Love was friends
with these guys [in a band] called Vitreous
Humor and I wanted to sign them to Scotti
Bros., but for one reason or another, they
didn't want to sign them. So I tried shop-
ping them around to other places, nobody
wanted them, so I quit my job and released
the record myself.

And the exclamation point?

That was in honor of Métley Criie. It’s one of
those, well... I'm not going to tell you that
story. It’s too embarrassing. But it’s there for
a reason.

Did you come from a background in college
radio?

No, I was a pop kid. All the indie label owners
that I know now, it seems they all grew up
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(John Ritter and Matlow)

up with Neil Diamond and shit like that.”

with punk. But I didn’t know punk. I grew up
with Neil Diamond and shit like that. Billy
Joel, Elton John. The first concert I went to
was Billy Joel. When I was at A&M I got more
in tune with college radio. I was at A&M with
Soundgarden, [when] Louder Than Love was
released. That was 1989-90. I'm 31. And I'm
getting married in five days.

What’s the most satisfying thing about having
your own label?

There’s a lot of satisfying elements. Like I still
get blown away when some kid, somewhere,
sends a note, or calls up, just to say how much
they love the records. Because it’s such a
personal thing for me. I put out records
because I love the records and want to have
them in my collection. I got an email from
Austria today, and one from Czechoslovakia
last Thursday. That blows me away.

What's the most frustrating thing about running
your own label?

When it comes to radio, I'd love to be able
to compete commercial-wise, but [I] just
can’t afford it. To work a record to
commercial radio is one good way for me
to go out of business really fast [laughs],
because it’s so fucking expensive. And
there’s a lot of radio and press that don’t
pay attention to indie labels. With the last
Vitreous Humor record we were getting
some really good commercial play. And
we were trying to [get] it out of specialty
and into regular airplay. Some of the
stations I talked to, no matter how much
they liked the record, said they “just don’t
play music from indie labels.” Which, to
me, is bullshit.

Are there any misconceptions about the label?
Yes! WE ARE NOT AN EMO LABEL! Put
that in big letters. We can’t stand the term
“emo.” I get hives. It keeps me up at night.
And people classify all our music into this
one genre and I don't even know what the
hell it is! But I guess a couple of our most
widely-known records — the Mineral and the
Boys Life record — people combine those
sounds and say we’re like that. Vitreous
Humor becomes, “Oh, they’re just an emo-
rock band.” [One of our new bands is] really
pop. And there’s Fireside. But for some
bands, that’s fine. Some bands fit into what-
ever genre it is. But I'm not just about one
sound. I have different tastes than that.

What’s this pop band all about?

I can’t say. They are unknown, they are
between 17 and 19 years old, and they write
some of the most amazing choruses that
anyone’s going to ever hear in their life. Not
that I'm biased or anything.

So what’s going on with Mineral?

Well, the Gloria release will come out
October 20. That’s the two guys from
Mineral. When we released The Power Of
Failing, lots of major labels really liked the
band all of a sudden. There was a bunch of
buttock-kissing going on. I realized, from the
moment they quit recording that album, I
realized Crank! could only take the band so
far. And no matter how much I wanted to be
with them, they were going to outgrow me.
So they ended up signing with Interscope,
under the condition that they could release
one more record with Crank!. And they
recorded the record and broke up, so the
band members are still obligated to Inter-
scope. So one of their future albums could be
on Interscope. But it was one of those rare
things where everyone came out very happy.
Interscope is a very good label. The people
over there are wonderful people. The band
knows that, and they want to be on the label.

What are you listening to now?

The new Knapsack record. I like that a lot.
KFI, it’s talk radio out here. Phil Henry.
Everyone that lives in the L.A. area should
listen to Phil Henry at 7:00 PM on KFI AM.
He puts Howard Stern to shame. He’s a
more mature Howard Stern. We listen to
KXLU all the time, nonstop KXLU. And
Sunday’s Best, a new band out of L.A.

Who’s playing Jeff Matlow in “Crank!: The
Movie”?

I got into this argument before. I wanted it
to be Tom Cruise. But, however, the sad
thing is that it would probably be Mr. Bean.
Or Martin Short. I look at my life, and I
realize it’s Martin Short.
