Sony, Time Warner Acquire CDnow

Following weeks of speculation surrounding the potential suitors for Internet music retailer
CDnow, Sony and Timg Warner have announced that they will acquire the Jenkintown, Pennsylvania-
based company and merge it with music club Columbia House. which is jointly owned by Sony and
Time Warner. CDnow (www.cdnow.comn) shareholders will acquire 26% of the new, still-unnamed pub-
lic company, while Sopy and Time Warner will each retain 37% of the CDnow/Columbia House ven-
ture. Colubia House, which runs its own online retail site Total-E (www.totale.com), will continue to
operate as a membergonly music club, selling mail-order music and videos. CDnow will remain an
online music retailer that purchases inventory from distributors and from record labels. Some indusury
insiders have questiongd whether or not CDnow will receive special price breaks when it purchases Sony
and Time Warner relegses. The resulting company will be promated through Sony and Time Warner’s
existing Web sites, as well as on album covers, through elevision spots, and on inserts included in boxes

of Sony clectronic products. Sonv and Time Warner’s Web sites will also be

In late 1998, Macha's
imaginative self-titled debut made
fast friends with college
programmers and music fans alike.
Eventually peaking at #5 on CM[s
Radio 200 chart, the group's first
effort was throughly engrossing,
if somewhat hard-to-place —
few comparisons could be drawn to
its eclectic mix of Indonesian-
spawned melodies, trance-pop
drones and driving polyrhythms.
Using zither, hammer dulcimer
and a number of other non-rock
instruments to create haunting
themes, these four guys from
Athens, Georgia, hardly seem like
they’re the type to make such
exotic music. But they are, and
they’'ve done it again. On a
number of See It Another Way's cuts,
Joshua McKay’s sensual voice leaps
out of the mix and forces the
listener to pay attention to the
band’s more traditional notions of
songform rather than to the
novelty of the combo’s unusual
instrumentation. For the most
part, though, this streamlined
affair is simply a tighter, more
focused and better produced
extension of Macha’s first album,
These Southerners have artfully
refined their innovative, yet
accessible Indo-rock.

BASEMENT JAXX
Remedy (XL-Astralwerks)

While the glitz and gaudiness
of disco provided a perfect
backdrop for the hedonism of late-
"70s dancefloors, the form’s late-
'80s descendant — house music —
served as a healing salve for
the repressive,  AIDS-phobic
atmosphere experienced by the
scene’s largely gay audience. It’s
no coincidence, therefore, that
British house duo Basement Jaxx
have entitled their debut full-
length Remedy. The pair's music is
an antidote for ennui, using
hedonistic, ass-wiggling enthusiasm
and idealistic, “ain’t-no-mountain-
high-enough” lyrical proclamations
to recall the liberating spirit of such
early NYC house heroes as Todd
Terry and Master At Work. But
what makes the Jaxx so compelling
is its  flair for  musical
experimentation and exhibition,
which randomly juxtaposes the
pair’s more unusual influences
against one another. Flamenco
meets electro, techno battles
Timbaland, divas wail above echos
of Daft Punk, etc. The
soundclashes are then wrapped
around soulful, mature melodies
and funky, unrelenting rhythms.
Filled with both peak-time
anthems and post-party chill-out
grooves, Remedy is the most
interesting and accessible party
album of the season. It's a serious
dance record for those who are
wise enough not to take life too
seriously. — M. Tye Comer

MACY GRAY
On How Life Is (Epic)

Hollywood is where Macy Gray
recorded On How Life Is. It's also
where the 29-yearold singer
created her own late-night hang
The We Ours, where she and her
crew have been cooking up
nouveau R&B for the last few years.
Even with hip, well-tailored West
Coast production by Andrew Slater
(Fiona Apple), Gray’s much-hyped
debut oozes plenty of New York
groove and Detroit soul. The
music-writing credits for the
album’s lead single, “Do
Something,” boasts a whopping 13
collaborators, but unlike, say, over-
hyped movie blockbusters that
suffer from too many cooks and
too many rewrites, Gray's work
retains its soul. “Inevitably you're
gonna bite my style,” she sings, as if
smoke rings followed the phrase.
Gray, who penned the album’s
lyrics, establishes her command
with a voice that’s not so much
powerful as it is intriguing. Her
squeaky sly tone works just as well
on the smooth, Aretha-style ballad
“Still” as it does on the single-
entendre funker “Sex-O-Matic,”
which  features  guitar by
Funkadelic’s Blackbird McKnight.
The headlines for Gray will blare
“Next Big Thing,” but her sleek,
haute soul sounds like it’s been
here all along. — Steve Ciabattoni

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Kulanjan (Hannibal-Rykodisc)

Ry Cooder’s pioneering
collaboration with West African
guitarist Ali Farka Toure on the
1994 album Talking Timbuktu
effectively connected the dots
between American blues and its
ethnic ancestor. Kulanjan continues
to explore that lineage by pairing
blues icon Taj Mahal with a seven-
piece Malian ensemble that
includes ksra virtuoso Toumani
Diabate. Tne results are certainly
the revelatory equal of the
Toure/Cooder record. Diabate’s
2l-string harp-lute forms a sweet,
fleeting rhythmic counterpart to
Mahal’s luxurious, steel-bodied
blues crawl, while an array of finger-
picked harps and lutes add delicate
textures to the pair’s warm, acoustic
interplay. Both of the players’
respective styles blend into a
singular, slow. folk lilt, reflecting
glints of ancient, tribal melodies the
same way that sunlight flickers
across flecks of gold. On “Atanta
Kaira” the collective incorporates
Mahal’s gentle bend-and-slide into
the playful note sprinkling of a kora
standard. On “Fanta,” Taj’s ever-so-
careful piano synchs up ingeniously
with the xylophone-like riff of the
balafon. “Mississippi-Mali Blues”
takes the album’s most clearly
didactic stance, however, powering
Diabate’s dexterous runs with a
down ’n’ dirty blues progression.

RuffNation Teams With Warner

Former Ruffhouse Records CEO Chris Schwartz has teamed up with
Warner Bros. Records to start the RuffWorld Entertainment Group, which will
house the newly formed RuffNation Records, independent label RuffLife
Records, and music publishing company RuffSongs. Warner Bros. will distrib-
ute RuffNation worldwide; distribution for RuffLife will be handled by Alter-
native Distribution Alliance (ADA) and RuffSongs will be administered by
Warner/Chappell. Schwartz will serve as Chairman/CEO of RuffNation.

The 12-year-old label’s major-label partner was Columbia Records, until
Schwartz and partner Joe Nicolo shut Ruffhouse down in May. The two labels
had been working together since 1989.

“We’re offering partnerships with artists,” Schwartz told Variety. “This is
exactly what we did with Ruffhouse, but Warners is offering us a much broad-
er selection of tools. We have our own international operations that will allow
us to work with local repertoire in places such as France, the second largest
hip-hop market. The intention is for Ruffworld to launch records globally
rather than justin the U.S. because hip-hop culture has permeated the world.”

The label’s first releases will be issued this summer. Artists signed to the
label include Doc Holiday and Liz Leite, the latter of whom was in the duo
Major Coinz.

CDuctive To Make Catalog Availahle
Through CDnow

Independent music aggregator and distributor  CDuctive
(www.cductive.com) has entered into an agreement with online music retailer
CDnow (www.cdnow.com). CDuctive will make its catalog of independent
label music available through CDnow’s digital down-

C D N O W load store, which will be launched this fall. According

to the agreement, CDuctive will initially offer more

than 10,000 songs from 300 labels, and the company

will add new songs on a regular basis. CDuctive’s catalog currently features
more than 40,000 songs.

“We have very strong relationships with the finest independent music
labels in the entertainment industry, and this agreement confirms our lead-
ership in online distribution of independent music,” said Tom Ryan, co-
founder of CDuctive.

Foo Fighters Expected To Sign To RCA

The Foo Fighters are in final contract
negotiations with RCA, according to the
Billboard Bulletin. Sources speculate that
the band will release material on Roswell
Records, its own imprint, through the
major label. Dave Grohl’s outfit released
its last album, 1997’s The Colour And The
Shape, on Roswell-Capitol, but the band
ended its relationship with Capitol after
former Capitol President Gary Gersh left
the label. Gersh and John Silva manage
the Foo Fighters through their company Gas Entertainment. Guitarist Franz
Stahl recently exited the group. Grohl has yet to find a replacement.

Bumbershoot Lineup Announced

The lineup for Seattle’s 29th annual Bumbershoot festival has been
announced. From September 3-6, an eclectic range of artists from around the
world will convene at the Seattle Center. Bumbershoot 99 will commence
with a concert by R.E.M., which is stopping by the city on its North American
tour. The event will officially begin on September 3 with a show that features

Sony Said To Purchase
Fonovisa

Sony Music Entertainment is the leading bidder
for the purchase of the Latin music label Fonovisa,
according to Reuters. Sony reportedly offered $250
million for the Los Angeles-based label, which is
owned by Mexican broadcast company Grupo Tele-
visa. Fonovisa has been seeking buyers such as EMI
Group and the Universal Music Group, according to
the Los Angeles Times. Televisa officials did not con-
firm Fonovisa’s negotiations with Sony or Universal.

Two Fonovisa execs are currently under federal
investigation for having pulled off an alleged payola
scheme. Promotion Chief Jesus Gilberto Moreno
has been charged with paying a radio station $2000
to increase the airplay of Fonovisa’s artists. President
Guillermo Santiso and the label have also been
charged with tax evasion in conjunction with the
scheme. Fonovisa’s superstar artist, Enrique Iglesias,
signed to Universal in June.

Fred Durst Charged
With Assault

While Limp Bizkit’s laiest release, Sig-
nificant Other, remains atop the Billboard
Top 200 albums chart, the band’s leader
and newly appointed VP at Interscope, Fred
Durst, is bus\ taking on Minnestota security
guards. After Limp Bizkit's July 12 St. Paul
concert, Durst was arrested because police
claimed that he kicked a guard in the head.
The vocalist was released the next day on
$50,000 bail and the band made its Chicago
show that night, but Durst was later charged
with fifth degree assault and disorderly con-
duct. If found guilty, he could spend 90 davs
in jail and/or pay a $700 fine and endure
two years probation.

Michael Jordan, public information
officer for the St. Paul Police Department,
told SonicNet that the scuftle took place
when Durst’s stage guard attempted to
remove a fan from the stagc.

Durst old MTV News that he saw the
fan get thrown over into the barricade area,
where guards began to beat up the fan.
Durst added that his stage security guard
asked venue guards to let the fan alone and
was, in turn, attacked. Durst attempted to
call off the guards, but after his cries went
unheeded, he proceeded to kick a venue
security guard in the head.

Says Durst of his jail stay: “The police
officers were super killer in St. Paul. They
were so nice, I just hung out [with them] in
my cell all night.” At press time, no court
date had been set.

Chuck D Demands
Apology From Anti-
Defamation League

After catching heat from the Anti-
Defamation League for lyrics that allegedly
defamed the Holocaust. Public Enemyv’s
Chuck D. is demanding an apology from
the anti-Semitism  watchdog group. As
reported in CMJ issue #626, the song in
question, “Swindler’s Lust,” which appears
on Public Enemv’s latest album, There’s A
Poison Goin On, contains lyrics such as “Mo’
dollars, mo’ cents for the Big Six/Another
million led 10 bled claiming innocence.”
Chuck D. and Atomic Pop, the group's
label, claim innocence as well; Chuck D.
savs that the lvries concern the black com-
munitv’s abuse at the hands of the music
industry.

T want an apology now,” the rapper
said while promoting the record in Ger-
many. “For me not 1o speak out on the one-
sided persecution by the music industry,
not to use this platform, that’s bullshit.”

But Abraham Foxman, the ADL’s
National Director refused 10 budge, citing
Public Enemy member Professor Griff’s
1989 remark to the Washington Times that

”»

Jews were responsible for the “majority of

the wickedness that goes on across the
globe.”

“If he [Chuck D] didn’t intend to be
anti-Semitic, fine,” Foxman said. “l welcome
that. But in light of where he's coming
from, or where he came from before, this is
not a time that I should apologize 10 him.”

People who have
been reading the
last three years’
worth of CMJ
should be familiar
with Ken Vander-
mark, a reed play-
er and bandleader
who’s  currently |
involved in several §
projects, most P
notably the Van-
dermark 5 and
DKV. The former ensemble’s latest effort,
Simpatico (Atavistic), is currently a pres-
ence on both the Jazz and Top 200 charts.
The big news of late is that the MacArthur
Foundation has awarded the 34-year-old
Chicagoan with a Genius Grant — a five-
year, $265,000 benefaction, with no stn'ngs
attached. Vandermark is the youngest jazz
musician ever to have had this honor
bestowed upon him. He’s also the only
musician this year who has walked away
with one of the prestigious endowments.

Did vou know you were up for the award?
No. [ just got a call out of the blue, in the
middle of a tour, saving they picked me. So
it was kind of a shock, to put it mildly.

Is there an awards ceremony?

No. Basically they called me up and said,
“This is all you are going to hear from us.”
There was some paperwork [ had to send
in, but there is no responsibility whatsoev-
er. | could go 10 Vegas and blow it if I want-
ed to.

What are you going to do with the money?
One of the hig things [ want to do is get
the Brotzmann Tentet on the road in the
Unired States, and use a big chunk of that
morey to get those guys together to do a
10-day tour of major cities, and come back
to Chicago and record for a few davs. That
group is really unique. Each of the three
times we’ve plaved have been highlights of
my life. If we actually toured, it would be
kind of scary how good the group could
hecome.

Have friends been hitting you up for
loans?

[laughs] Actually, no. There’s been a lot of
jokes being cracked around here, though.
If one more person says something about
beir,g a genius, I'm going to lose my shit.

ASCAP Members Sue
Jukebox Company

Eight music publishing companies have
sued the Ohio-based American Coin
Machine Exchange for its failure to obtain
permission to use copyrighted music on
American Coin Machine jukeboxes. All
eight companies are members of ASCAP,
which, through the Jukebox License office,
licenses jukeboxes for the performance of
the rights society’s music.

The eight companies are basing their
lawsuit on the perceived theft of the follow-
ing tunes: Billy Joel’s “She’s Always A
Woman To Me,” Steve Miller’s “Fly Like An
Eagle,” Aerosmith’s “Crazy” and “Livin’ On
the Edge,” and Van Halen’s “Right Now.”

ASCAP VP of Licensing Vincent Can-
dilora said, “Jukebox performances of copy-
righted music clearly utilize the talents and
intellectual property of songwriters and
publishers every time a bill or coin is insert-
ed in to the machine. Infringing perfor-
mances such as those cited in the lawsuit are
unjust not only to the copyright owners, but
to the thousands of licensed jukebox opera-
tors who understand their legal and moral

obligation to compensate music creators.”

MTV And TCI
Officially Announce
Online Deal

MTV Networks and TCl Music, Inc.
have completed the online deal originally
announced by the companies in May. TCI
has acquired 10% of MTV Networks Online.
MTV Online has acquired TCI properties
SonicNet and The Box. The companies will
also develop a commerce-centered music
channel for digital set top boxes. MTV Net-
works also announced a 10-vear affiliation
with AT&T Broadband and Interactive. The
deal involves MTV, VH1 and Nickelodeon.

TCI Music, Inc., an audio and music
service company, is home to the digital
audio music service Digital Music Express
(DMX).

In additional TCI news, the company
has finalized a deal with Liberty Media,
which holds interests in communications
and Internet businesses worldwide. Liberty
Media will give its Internet and interactive
television properties to TCI Music, along
with the facilities to provide interactive
video services through AT&T’s cable sys
tems. Libertv Media will also give TCI cash
and notes equal to $150 million. TCI will
also receive equity investments in Liberty

(pronounced: fee-nix.tee-ex)
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Media’s Internet companies such as iVil-
lage, Priceline.com and Drugstore.com.
Liberty Media hopes to use TCI Music as a
vehicle with which to pursue interactive
programming.

TCI Music will issue $150 million
worth of stock to Liberty. After this trans-
action, Liberty Media will hold a 95%
equity stake in TCI. After the deal goes
through, TCI will be known as Liberty Dig-
ital, Inc. Shareholders will vote on the
deal on September 8.

Guided By Voices Debuts New
Sound On TVT Debut

By Cheryl Botchick

Dayton, Ohio’s Guided By Voices is no stranger to college radio. The band
has been using basements and four-track recorders 1o record its British
Invasion-inspired anthems. Its latest opus, however (Do The Collapse,
released by super-indie TVT), is a leap in many respects. The album was
recorded at NYC’s Electric Ladyland studios with a new lineup that fea-
tures original GBV bassist Greg Demos, foriner Breeders drummer Jim
MacPherson and guitarist Doug Gillard (Death Of Samantha, Gem, Cobra
Verde). Former Cars frontman Ric Ocasek produced the affair. Given the
group’s new home at TVT, 1999 may be the year for GBV to rise above the
underground. We spoke to Gillard recently about the recording process
and about plans for the release.

CMJ: Was it always clear that this album was going to be on TVT?

Gillard: Not at all. The original plan was to be on Matador through Capi-
tol. So Matador did agree to pay for the recording of the album, but their
relationship with Capitol was getting a little more tenuous and uncertain as
to its future. We sort of knew that, but we went ahead and recorded it any-
way, in the hopes that someone else may pick it up. Matador knew how to
market the band very well, but it seemed like {the band’s sales were] at a
plateau. So we thought we’d try something different.

What are your expectations for it?

We set a goal for this record — the management, Bob, all of us — that [Do
The Collapse] should come out on a major label. Matador would have been
happy to put it out themselves, but when you have a Ric Ocasek-producecd
album, why not, as Chuck Berry would say, “try for further.”

How did Ocasek get involved?
Bob was thinking of producers he might want to use when it was suggesi-
ed he should use a producer, and Ric was one of the top names on the list.

It turns out that Ric had also heard of the band fromn [Hole bassist] Melis-
sa Auf Der Maur. Hole did a song that Ric prodiced and she played Ric
some of the early records. And then sort of a phone relationship started
developing between Ric and Bob. They started talking about songs and
ideas, and Bob gave him demo tapes of just him playing acoustic and
singing these songs. So they bandied ideas back and forth.

What did Ocasek contribute in pre-production and in the studio?

Some arranging. “Hold On Hope” went from being area heavy, distorted
song to being a ballad! He lengthened a song or two. Maybe suggested a
beat for one of them that Jim wasn’t playing. As a producer, he had his
own engineer and an enginecr’s assistant, so he just sat back and closed
his eyes and went for the best take of the basic tracks. He totally went for
feel. The music and our parts remained ours, but obviously there’s some
keyboard ideas that you can hear that Ric played — on “Ieenage FBL,” for
instance. I used a lot of Ric’s guitars, too, actually. He got out his guitar
arsenal. So 1 got to use a lot of things that he used in the Cars and things
he’s acquired in his collection over the years.

What are the band’s plans for this album and beyond?

You never know. | don’t think Bob even ever knows. e lives for the
moment and goes with the feeling. But 1 think we’ll [at least] do another

record for TVT — they certainly want us to. It depends cn the life of this
record. If it goes fora long time and the singles do really well, we may have
to stay on the road for two years or something. You never know. They're
certainly trying for that. This label has been behind it 100%. Everyone
there, including [label president] Steve Gottlieb, is gung-ho about this.
And I'm surprise(l in some ways, because we all know that this isn’t the
genre of music that’s the “big seller” right now. But they re impressed by
our dedicated fanbase and our mailing list people and fanatics. We know
[Do The Collapse will] sell a certain amount — Guided 3y Voices ahways
[sells] a certain amount of records — but it’s going to be a lot more visi-
ble now. A lot more ads, a lot more touring. So we knowit’ll do better than
the last one or two [albuns].

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Sony, Time Warner (Continued from cover)
linked to the new company, which will focus
on selling compact discs and videos.

“The first business that will benefit the
most from the Internet will be the revolution
of music,” Gerald Levin, CEO of Time
Warner told the New York Times.

Michael Nathanson, Analyst for Sanford
C. Bernstein & Co. told the Los Angeles Times,
“This isn’t just two companies getting
together to create a start-up. These are two
ongoing operations with complementary
strengths. CDnow is a growing online retailer
and Columbia House has an established
infrastructure with a huge database of
customers.” Columbia House has a
membership base of 15 million.

CDnow, which was launched in 1994, is
the second-leading Internet music retailer
behind Amazon.com. The company has been
struggling to achieve profitability in an
indusury with substantially low profit margins.
The new, unnamed company is currently
without a CEO. Richard Wolter, CEO of
Columbia House, will remain in his position.
Jason Olim, CEO of CDnow, will run the new
company’s online retail division. CDnow
Chairman Jonathan Diamond will leave the
company to pursue other interests.

Malin said in the statement that the club
arose out of the Green Door rock and roll
dance parties thrown in city lofts. He told
CM]J that he was proud to have run a club that
gave people a place to hang out and play
music.

“We had all ages shows, we broke a lot of
bands and we had a lot of fun playing there,”
he said, going on to praise the club’s staff,
which he felt helped to make Coney Island
High a special place.

Coney Island High was the site of No
Doubt’s first New York date and it was host to
one of the Ramones’s final shows.
“Everybody’s bummed. Now there’s nowhere
to hang out,” Joev Ramone told SonicNet.

Dana McDonald, who booked artists for
the club, told CMJthat she has been “working
night and day” to move bands to other city
venues; some shows have been canceled,
according to the outgoing message at the
club’s answering machine.

According to SonicNet, D Generation has
been defunct since April; the band played its
last show that month at Coney Island High.
“It was time to shake something up and start
something new,” Malin said. That something
new is PCP Highway. Formed by Malin and D
Gen bassist Howie Pyro, the band, which is
currently recording its debut album, doesn’t
have a label yet. Rolling Stone reported that
Malin, Joey and CJ Ramone recently had
dinner with Hellcat Records and Rancid’s
Tim Armstrong.

D Generation formed in 1991 and
recorded three albums for two major labels.
Its eponymous debut was released by
Chrysalis in 1994, while 1996’s No Lunch,
produced by Ric Ocasek, and the 1999-
released Through The Darkness, produced by
Bowie and T. Rex vet Tony Visconti, were
released on Columbia Records.

necessary guidelines for consumer electronics
manufacturers and music publishers to follow
when they create SDMI-compliant devices
and applications. Applications that follow the
new specs will be unable to play pirated
music. As reported in CMJ issue #626, the
specs will be introduced in two phases. In
Phase 1, SDMI-compliant devices will be able
to play all digital music formats, secure or
unsecure. Phase 2, which is expected to begin
within 18 months, will employ new
technology designed to filter out pirated
music. The SDMI is expected to select a
filtering technology by the end of August.
SDMI-compliant portable devices from
Matsushita (Panasonic), Toshiba and RioPort
are expected to enter the marketplace this
winter.

Following the announcement, the
Universal Music Group (UMG) said that it
will make a wide variety of music available for
use in the new SDMI-compliant devices.
Universal is also developing software that will
be compatible with a number of other music
distribution systems.

“This is an important first step in
recognizing the tremendous potential of the
digital music market,” said Larry Kenswil,
President Of Global E-=Commerce/ Advanced
Technology for UMG. “Portability is essential
for acceptance of new digital forms of music.”

“The 1most viable thing about
Superchunk is the fact that they've lasted in a
format in which so many others couldn’t or
wouldn’t, whether it be succumbing to
superstardom or simply breaking up,” says
Martin Hall, head of promotion and publicity
for Merge. “Superchunk opted not to go
those routes. After their stint with Matador,
major labels courted [the band], and they
could have signed on, but they aren’t about
that. It sounds corny, but it’s true, and that’s
what I think should be recognized about this
band and this release.”

Noted Chicago producer/musician Jim
O’Rourke was brought in to produce Come
Pick Me Up. According to Hall, the
Superchunk/O’Rourke union proved to be
one made in heaven. “Jim brought to the
table a4 musician’s sensitivity, and I think Mac
really appreciated and enjoyed that,” Hall
explains.

Because Superchunk albums consistently
rank among Merge’s biggest sellers —
typically selling 30,000-50,000 copies — Come
Pick Me Up has been designated as the label’s
highest priority of the year. It will receive a
strong push at press and radio. Merge will
service the album to 300 college and non-
commercial radio stations — twice the
number of stations that it normally services. A
select number of commercial radio stations
will also receive the album. The record’s first
single, “Hello Hawk,” has already been
serviced to radio.

Superchunk is currently touring, and
the group will continue to do so through
the end of September.

Following the tragic and shocking death
of Morphine keystone Mark Sandman,
Don Rose, President of Ryvkodisc Records,
mirrored my feelings when he told Rolling
Stone that “[Sandman] was an American
original.” In many respects, Sandman, an
unflappable Boston bohemian who loved
Kerouac and patrolling the Boston club
scene by night, was exactly that — as origi-
nal as a Waits or a Cobain. When Sand-
man led his trio (drummer Billy Conway,
saxophonist Dana Colley) into a dark,
haunting swirl of swampy, jazzy low-
pitched rock (Yes's “Sharks,” for instance),
vou could tell it was Morphine after just
one note. While many bands today are
manufactured and produced to coalesce
into the latest radio and fashion trends,
Morphine developed its distinct sound
with very few outside influences — at least
none that were easily discernible. Such
distinctive music could only be achieved
through Sandman’s shadowy vision and
cool songwriting. The band drew its sup-
port from adventurous college radio pro-
grammers, word-of-mouth publicity, and
the fans it attracted at its incredibly pow-
erful, entertaining live shows. I saw Mor-
phine a few years back during a WFNX-
sponsored outdoor street festival. The
band came out and performed on a
flatbed trailer parked at one end of
Landsdowne Street, and the sedate audi-
ence seemed to explode when the three-
piece launched into the infectiously sexy
“Honey White.” To me, the most amazing
thing about that gig was watching such an
unorthodox and peculiar sound have
such an overwhelming effect on the
crowd. It made me appreciate the inde-
scribable power of music. Two bass
strings, minimal drums and a raucous
baritone sax over Sandman’s baritone
voice were all that Morphine needed to
defv the limits of rock. Mark Sandman
truly was an American original, and we’ll
not soon forget him or his rare and pre-
cious talents. — Glen Sansone

The Bay Area’s Weightiest Export Burns Red Hot | 3

Earlier this vear, when the groove metal titans in Machine Head
began recording their third full-length The Burning Red, they made a con-
scious decision to create an album heavier than a 10-ton hammer. That
decision has definitely paid off. The record is so over-the-top that it tears
its listeners limb from bloody limb. Hit “play,” and yvou'll be running for
cover from the exploding grenade that is the first few minutes of this fiery,
righteously indignant work. The Burning Red is arriving in stores just in
time to turn the thermostat up on the summer heatwave.

“We decided to take all the elements that had been Machine Head
before and magnify them,” says bleached-blonde, founding member and
frontman Robb Flynn. “If we were gonna do a hip-hop part, it was going
to be a full-on hip-hop part. If it was going to be melodic, it would be the
saddest, most beautiful melody. And if it was going to be heavy, it would
be the most savage thing we’ve ever done. We weren’t concerned with the
consequences, either.”

The spine-severing record is hardly the rap-core fodder played by
so many of today’s trendy, here-todayv-gone-tomorrow metal
wannabes. Variety and intensity characterize this effort, as does
surprisingly intelligent songwriting.

“We all went full power. For everything we record
ed, we acted like we were plaving Madison Square
Garden. We had to give it all, even if we weren’t
saving it, even if it was just a drum track,” says
Flynn.

The San Francisco soul-smashers
recruited producer Ross
Robinson (Korn,
Limp Bizkit,

Bfic' .adio History

Sepultura) to record their new endeavor. While the studio hand has
worked closely with Machine Head's label Roadrunner Records — he even
runs his own imprint through the organization — Flvnn and company. not
Roadrunner, made the choice to put the man behind the boards. Given
that union and the group's crossover potential, skeptics feared that the
next Machine Head record would jump on the bandwagon and adopt a
Korn-like sheen, but such was not the case. The Burning Red easily picks up
where 1997's visceral, gutgrinding The More Things Change. .. left off.

Machine Head also acquired a new guitarist for the occasion. Ahrue
Luster stepped into the fold, following the acrimonious departure of earli-
er axe slinger Logan Mader. The new recruit, who was an early supporter
and fan of the band, was a perfect fit for Machine Head. After all, he had
attended one of the group’s first shows back in 1992. Flynn attests that the
gelling process was simple since “we were friends, four people that
were gonna go all the way.”

As for the albuin sessions, Flynn

recalls, "It was a good experi-
ence for everyone all
around. Ross is a
unique, healthy,
smart individual.
He really pushes
10 gel pertfor-
mances

of vou. He’s a cross between a drill sergeant and
a therapist. He gets into your mind about why
you're doing this and what the songs are about.”
The music industry has been abusz

with rumors about Robinson’s techniques.
Insiders have claimed that the producer has lit-
erally jumped on top of musicians in order to
“help” them put every ounce of their souls into
their performances. Flvnn remarks, “1 would do
my vocal tracks at 11 at night, and he’d be in the
vocal booth. 1 would tell him that I wanted a fran-
tic sound. He’d pound my back, while the record
bution was on. Ahrue would be doing guitar
tracks and Ross would feel like he was holding
back too much and he’d take a can of Coke and
throw it at Ahrue.

He’d be soaked with Coca Cola. But nine times
out of 10, it would be the track we used because
it was on fire.”

Robinson helped Machine Head muster up
its emotional strength, but he never hampered
or obscured the band’s signature monster-truck
riffs, instantly identifiable guitar tones, and men-
acing, moshable solos that have been imitated by
many and duplicated by none. Terry Date
(Pantera, Deftones, Soundgarden) mixed the
finished product. Flynn says, “We had Terry mix
it because we thought the whole ‘Korn’ thing
would be an issue with stupid people [laughs].
With Terry, we retained our guitar sound with
that big rock production that he can get.”

The Burning Red also contains a smooth
cover of the Police’s “Message In A Bottle,” which
is so gorgeous that even Sting gave it the thumbs-
up, according to the European metal rag
Kerrang!.  On the surface, a cover tune might

seem a questionable inclusion. Machine

Head’s originals are so

thoroughly cranium-

crushing
that it’s

hard to imagine the boys taking on new wave
pop. But Flynn insists upon the merits of
“Message,” claiming that the Police are simply
another one of the band's atypical influences.
“We originally did it for a Bside. But we’ve always
done covers that your average rock band doesn’t
do. We did ‘Colors’ by Ice-T and ‘Negative
Creep’ by Nirvana to show the core of bands that
have affected our sound, which are punk rock
and metal bands. But there are also peripheral
bands that we listen to, whether people like it or
not. We threw [“Message”] on the record
because we thought we made it a Machine Head
song. So many covers are note-for-note. It’s cool-
er and more special to put your own stamp on it.”
Tighter than one of Pamela Anderson’s
tube tops, The Burning Red is Machine Head’s
crowning achievement. The fierce fourpiece
plans to “tour like there is absolutely no tomor-
row” in support of the opus. This Loud Rock
behemoth built its grass roots following as a
result of touring and non-commercial radio air-
play, so naturally, the band wants to annihi-
late as many ear canals as possible, live
and in-person, direct to the street-level
fans, who have been known to
quake in their boots from the
sheer chaos of Machine Head’s
shows.
These guys are definitely
striking while the iron is hot.
Burning red hot.

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INDUSTRY PROFILE

Interview by Kelso Jacks

Dan Mackta began his
career in the music industry
in 1984 as a DJ at WISV in
Morristown, New Jersey.
Since then, he has spent
time at WESU, WFMU and
WEVL (where he currently
volunteers). In 1992, he and
partner Vicki Wheeler
started Autotonic, an inde-
pendent radio promotions
company that is looked upon
by programmers as one of
the most trusted indies
working today. And one last
thing...Mackta is more than
a little sarcastic. You have
been warned.

Who was your competiton when you
started Autotonic?

There was the Want Adds, Triage, AAM,
AIM Marketing and a few others. We didn’t
feel like we were competing with anyone,
though. Our bag was getting people
promos of stuff they wanted from labels
they could never get a hold of. We weren’t
really doing the same thing as the other
companies, at least not at first.

What inspired you to start up an indepen-
dent college promotions company?

I was unemployed, but had been doing
radio for an indie label for a while before
and still had the database. Someone asked
me to track a record for them and
overnight I was an indie. All you need is
access to a phone and piece of paper to be
a college radio independent promoter.
Look at how many people claim to be one.

DAN MACKTA

Co-Owner, Autotonic

Why and when did you move Autotonic
from New York City to Memphis?

We moved in late 1994. We had been
working with the Grifters for a while and,
through them, had met a lot of folks from
Memphis. Our way of doing things has
never been incredibly profitable, and I was
losing money [doing] it in Manhattan. The
cost of living and running a business [in
Memphis] was so low compared to [New
York City]. Rents have been going up in
Memphis lately, so it’s not quite the value
that it was five years ago. But it really is a
great place if you're looking for a more
relaxed pace, which I was. Also, I really like
barbecue.

What's the biggest headache about co-
owning a company?

There’s no boss for my co-workers and I to
bitch about.

How has the world of independent promo-
tion changed since you first started?
There are so many more companies trying
to promote records to college radio now
than there were then. When I was a college
MD, there was already too much to deal
with. Now, forget about it. Plus, many MDs
are down on all independent promoters
because of the actions of a few self-serving
individuals. It's more competitive, but at
the same time it’s more obvious that certain
techniques of running a record up the
charts — without regard to actual airplay —
seem to work. It is discouraging that the
glut of promoted releases has made a lot of
MDs more apathetic than excited.

How would you like to see it change?
Don’t let the man bust our music.

Is college radio still a viable format for
finding an audience for new music?

Yes. It’s tough to generalize because there
are plenty of stations that probably couldn’t
get Britney Spears an audience outside the
20 kids in the campus mess hall. But the
stations that are consistently on the ball,
like WCBN, WFMU, WVFS, to name a few,
have a definite impact. I don’t know that
getting an audience for new music is neces-
sarily college radio’s mission, however.
What’s so great about something just
because it’s new? [ usually prefer to
promote reissues and collections. Ask
anyone.

in your opinion, what sort of music should
college radio be programming?

They should play the stuff I send them. But
my opinion isn’t actually too relevant. Every
station needs to decide for themselves. If
they make the wrong choice, I'll sic
Anthony Del Rosario, the other Autotonic
radio guy, on them.

What do you expect from college radio
programmers?
Very little. I am a realist.

How do you feel about the current trend at
many major labels in which college promo-
tion departments are shut down in favor of
contracting indles?

I didn’t know it was that widespread, but
any major label that doesn’t have their own
college person or department obviously
doesn’t care about the format. If they hire
an indie promo company in these cases, it’s
because all they care about is a chart
number. Not healthy. For college MDs, it’s
all about label identity and track record,
and without an in-house person, there is no
way to build that. That much being said, if
there are any clueless labels out there with
a ton of money who put out good records,
please get in touch with me.

How do you choose the bands and labels
that you work with?

I put the disc in, and if it sounds like some-
thing Fanatic would promote, I refer them
to Team Clermont. Then I try to convince
them that they should really be working
with S.P.E.C.T.R.E., as they are much more
“effective” than us. If the potential client
comes back to me a third time, I ask how
much money they have and take it all.

What would you be doing today if you had
not started Autotonic?
Leading my followers into the sea.

So Dan, what’s the next big thing?
Well, Kelso, I really don’t care.
