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Napster Files Opposition Brief Against RIAA

Napster fired back at the Recording
Industry Association of America (RIAA) in a July
3 opposition brief filed with the United States
District Court for the Northern District of
California, San Francisco Division. The belea-
guered file sharing softwar¢ company argued
that non-commercial sharing of music is “com-
mon. legal and accepted.”

The company also argued that the RIAA
claims that Napster is biting into profits are being
undermined by increased CD sales.

“Far from falling due to Napster, sales of CDs

Subscription Model Gains Favor

While legal guns blaze in scattered skirmishes across
the music dot-com landscape, the recent rallying cry has
been “subscription service,” probably as much in fear of
Napster as in affirmation of the business model. But nobody
is even sure whether a subscription model can survive, let

alone thrive, in the ever-chunging marketplace.

Sony and Universal Music Group (UMG) have said that
they think it can: last May the two companies announced a
Jjoint venture to develop a subscription-based service for dig-
ital music and vidcos. Sources close to Warner Music Group
{(WMG) have also intimated that they will soon be unveiling

a form of subscription service.

The brief seeks to refute the RIAA’s claims
that Napster is liable as a third-party for copyright
infringements by its clients.

Mwng (Flydaddy)

Super Furry Animals are first and
foremost music-lovers. Ergo,
those who love all kinds of music
will be the ones most taken by
this Welsh quintet's ebullient
charms. Sung in the band’s
native tongue, SFA's Mungall bui
jettisons the psychedelic pop of
1999's Guerrilla for a robust. nos-
talgic wrip through the "70s.
Despite a shoesiring budget that
necessitated a far less lavered
sound, there is no deficiency in
the production work, which
eftortlessly captures the intimacy
and impact of the music. Otten
utilizing extensive instrumenta-
tion 10 flesh out the album’s 10
umnes, SFA fashion delicate bal-
lads and sofi, demure songs that
reach for the orchestral grandeur
of art rock without sinking into
the often accompanying mire of
pretension and self-importance.

This gorgeous and unusual album
is a follow-up to L'Altra’s 1999 self-
tiled EP. but its expanded palette
gives a much sironger sensc of the
Chicago quartet’s capabilities.

The Mask (Blue Note)
While the so-called “Young
Lions” of jazz continue to
explore Miles Davis’s '50s and
early '60s work like curators
overseeing a museum exhibit, an
equally sizable and important
group enamored with Davis's
fusion work from the '70s is
beginning to surface. French
trumpeter Erik Truffaz falls
clearly imo the latter camp, sur-
rounding himself with confident
plavers who aren’t afraid 10 wurn
the volume up and the groove
out. But what makes The Mask
more than just a mere forgery of
the master’s 30-vear-old works is
how well the quartet has inter-
nalized Davis’ lessons and moved
on. This new fusion of jazz
grooves is updated with the pit-
ter-patter of drum 'n’ bass, a
loose funk vibe that hits on the
one but never gets in vour face,
and even subtle elements of hip-
hop.

Cuban Musm Thrlves In U.S.

In 1997, the
release of the
album Buena Vista
Social Club
provided a
glimpse into |
Cuba that didn’t
include cigars,
baseball or Fidel
Castro. The album
exposed the world to the rhythms of Cuban
son, a juxtaposition of African percussion
and Spanish guitars, and made world
famous artists that had been known only
inside Cuba for most of their lives. With
Buena Vista, Cuban music hit the American
mainstream for the first time in 40 years
and gained such popularity that the album
sold over one million copies and won a
Grammy for Best Tropical Latin
Performance. The album also helped open
the door for new musicians and musical
styles other than son as the American
appetite grew for sounds emanating from
the Caribbean island.

It is almost impossible to separate
Cuban music from the country’s political
climate. Despite the popularity of bolero and
Latin jazz in the '50s, the music’s popularity
in America suffered greatly after the
breakdown in relations between the U.S.
and Cuba in the '60s. For the past 40 years,
an embargo has barred Cuban musicians
from playing in this country and has
prohibited the sale of Cuban recordings.

In 1988, Congress passed a series of
modifications to the embargo, which
allowed Cuban musicians to perform in the
U.S. as part of a cultural exchange and
made Cuban music, books and films
available legally in this country. Cuban
music was again accessible to Americans -
but Americans weren’t necessarily
interested in it. It took the huge Buena
Vista hype machine to help awaken
mainstream American sensibilties to the
charms of Cuban music.

According to Danilo Lozano, music
director/flutist for the group Cuba L.A.
and a musicology teacher at Whittier
College, the timing is right for Cuban
music to be popular again. “Now you have
all of this stuff happening with Elian
[Gonzalez], and it just seems like there’s a
great deal of focus on anything which is
Cuban,” he told CMJ. “And of course that’s
to the great benefit of the music. You could
also say that the music in some ways has
made us more aware of Cuba.”

The music of the Buena Vista Social
Club is Cuban son — a combination of
African and Spanish musical elements that
has been around for years.

Buea Vista Social Club

“There’s more history to this music
then people can actually begin to
fathom,” said Vinnie Esparza of Ubiquity
Records’ Latin jazz imprint, Cubop
Records, “I think Buena Vista, if anything,
is just a little glimmer, a little glimpse of
what’s out there.”

What was new about the album was the
tremendous marketing push it received.
Buena Vista Social Club had a significant edge
over other Cuban music albums trying to
reach the mainstream: an Oscar-nominated
documentary of the same name. The film
provided a visual representation of the
island that had been considered off limits
for 40 years and finally gave them a glimpse
of wizened musicians like Ibrahim Ferrer
and Ruben Gonzalez. It established the
careers of musicians with decades of
experience. Before Buena Vista, Afro-Cuban
CDs were relegated to a miniscule nook in
record stores. Now, according to Esparza,
“there’s a lot of competition for shelf space.”

The music world has been saturated
with Cuban music over recent months.
There has been some speculation as to
whether the abundance of Cuban music on
the market will cause a backlash. Esparza
believes that people already think there’s
too much Afro-Cuban music out there and
that people are becoming jaded. Eventually,
he said, the mainstream penchant for the
music will fade and sales will drop off.

“I think a disc like Buena Vista
definitely opens up people to listen to
Latin music but I don’t know how much
research people are going to put into that,”
he said. “If anything comes out of it, the
one thing is that people are going to get
educated on this music and that can’t be a
bad thing. Even if it is one CD that they
bought, at least they bought something
that deserves the recognition that it got
[but] because it got such major recognition,
there’s going to be the inevitable backlash
and there’s no way around that.”

Ethno-musicologist Lozano sees the
Cuban craze as the “beginning of a
movement” not for Cuban music only but
for other Latin and Caribbean music as well.
Ten years ago, he said, he could never have
convinced a record label like his own
(Narada) to put out a Cuban record. Given
the current climate, however, the record
company actually approached him and his
band, Cuba L.A., in 1998 and asked the
group to record an album, with a follow-up
album due in August.

In addition to the numerous albums
paying respect to the more traditional
sounds of Cuba like son, a new crop of
musicians are emerging from the island
with new sounds and rhythms. Younger



bands like Los Van Van are turning
audiences on to the new sounds of timba,
an aggressive, horn-driven, more
technically advanced style that some
herald as the new salsa.

“The world is getting exposed to
Cuban music and they’re getting exposed
to stuff that has been around for hundreds
of years and they’re getting exposed to
stuff that’s been developed in the past five
or six years and it’s all happening at the
same time,” said Lozano. —Lisa Hageman

Loud Energy To Pay
Artists 100 Percent

LoudEnergy.com has announced a
plan to give all retail profits from sales of
affiliated artists back to the artists
themselves. The “artist rebate” is just
part of the site’s plans, which include
MP3 hosting, professional producer/
unsigned band interaction, chat rooms,
merchandising, and a record label,
LE Records.

Rather than engage in the kind of
cutthroat price competition that has savaged
margins at larger e-tailers like CDNow.com
and Amazon.com, LoudEnergy plans to
charge consumers more to purchase CDs
at the site. The expectation is that
consumers will be willing to pay a little
more for an album if they know that the
profits will go back to their favorite artists.

“What does an Internet company do to
really deserve an electronic transaction? It’s
not like we have brick-and-mortar stores all
over the country. All it is, is an electronic
transaction, and we’re getting a chunk of
change. So let’s throw that to [the artists],”
said John Maurer, co-founder of Loud
Energy and bassist for Social Distortion.

Since Loud Energy will buy the
records wholesale like any retailer, the
record labels will still make money and the
artists will still make money from their
mechanical royalty. But bands that sign up
with Loud Energy will also see $1-3 for
every one of their CDs that Loud Energy
sells, according to Loud Energy CEO Ruben
Lozano. So far only Social Distortion, Bad
Religion and Reel Big Fish have signed up,
and the site store won’t be ready until the
end of July, but there are more names to
come, according to Lozano and Maurer.

Even unsigned bands can benefit,
since Loud Energy will set up artists who
supply their own CDs with warehousing,
picking and packing services through their
partnerships, allowing musicians to cut out
the distributor and retailer, while Loud
Energy charges only the cost of the services.
The company expects to make money
through creative marketing.

“By doing something really cool and
innovative, we believe in the long term,
we’re going to be a company that can help
a lot of other companies reach the
consumers that want to buy their goods,”
says Lozano. “Music is the cornerstone of
people’s lifestyles, which is then about the

kinds of movies you watch, the way you
talk, the articles you read in magazines, the
clothes you wear and the car you drive.”
Other features of the site include a
catalog of MP3s, with favored selections
chosen by a collection of major and indie
label producers who have affiliated
themselves with the site in exchange for
equity in the company. Among the many big
names are Brad Wood (Liz Phair), Andy Gill
(Gang Of Four) and Ted Nicely (Fugazi).
“We’re hoping this consortium of
producers is going to be a new way people
can find their music” from musicians both
on and off Loud Energy’s site, said Lozano.

Pseudo Cuts Staff By
17 Percent

As June ended, nearly 6,000 people had
lost their jobs at over 80 Internet companies.
Fifty-eight of them had been working at
Pseudo.com, whose Pseudo Online Network
featured a loose confederation of ten niche-
oriented streaming video sites that provided
daily live content on subjects ranging from
hip-hop and video games to financial news
and sex. The move, which is designed to cut
costs and streamline production at the Web
site, comes just six months after former
CNN-FN executive David Bohrman was
named as Pseudo’s CEO and just over a
month after the site secured $14 million in
funding by the French media firm Defosses
International, among others.

Pseudo will move from a disjointed
scattering of live shows with individual
production staffs to a continuous live 12
hour programming environment from
noon to midnight with hour-long blocks
hosted by “EJs.” Production, design and
marketing will all be centralized,
according to Jeanne Meyer, of Pseudo.

This change reflects a trend in the
nascent world of broadband content
providers, where many sites have already
flamed out, like DEN, or drastically cut
back on staffs and production, like
FastTV.com and On2.com.

“Pseudo.com’s move to consolidate
content just speaks to the Internet
industry’s move to tighten its belt,”
according to Duy Linh Tu, President of
718Media, a Brooklyn-based multimedia
production agency that provides content to
broadband sites. “These days, less is more.”

“The move allows us to be smarter
about how we brand Pseudo,” Meyer told
CM], noting that it’s easier to effectively
brand one product than ten individual,
fully-staffed, nearly autonomous companies.

While some producers at Pseudo are
upset at losing their autonomy, Meyer said
the change was necessary. “We are a
business and in order to continue to grow
and compete and build our audience, we
had to change. Many of our competitors
did not recognize that soon enough, tried
to bite off more than they could chew and
have had to shut down or get out of the
original content business altogether.”

Your songs express bitterness towards women. Are
your lyrics based on your personal life experiences?
Oh yes, it's all true.

A big rock star like you is that unlucky at love?
(Laughs) Well no, because I've been going with the
same girl now for four years. | write my songs about
things that happened in the past. | just bear grudges.
I'm very excellent about bearing grudges. I never forget,
so |'ve got this whole back catalogue of horrible
experiences that | can write about.

Elephant Shoe, though mean-spirited at times, seems
less spiteful than the first two records. Have you
gotten happier?

Probably. | certainly was when we recorded it. | think
that | just wanted to try and do something a little
different. | wanted to see if | could use my talent to
express something a little more pleasant. | certainly do
sound awfully upset on the Philophobia album. This one
is certainly more optimistic. So, not happier, more
optimistic.

Would you regard your songwriting as a sort of
therapy then?

No, no. It’s much more childish than that. I'd call it
revenge.

Elephant Shoe has been out in Europe since the fall
of 1999, are you already planning the next album?
Aye. We've already almost finished the next album.

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Roni Size And
Reprazent Release
Second Album

Roni Size and his collective, Reprazent,
will release their much-anticipated second
album on October 3. Size and Reprazent
helped popularize the drum ’n’ bass sound
with their 1997 debut, New Forms.

The as-yet untitled release will feature
guest appearances by Rage Against the
Machine vocalist Zach De La Rocha,
Everything But The Girl’s Ben Watt, Wu
Tang’s Method Man and Rahzel of The Roots.

The band’s debut, featuring Size, DJ’s
Krust, SUV and Die, as well as vocalist
Onallee, won Britian’s coveted Mercury
Prize, presented to the year’s best artist. It
climbed to the second spot on the CMJ
RPM Chart and stayed in the top 200 for
27 weeks, thanks to its intense, frenetic mix
of live instrumentation and electronic
programming. That album’s success speaks
to the group’s ability to reach outside of
the dance communities and connect with
the larger alternative audience.

EMusic To Sell HP
Downloads For CD-
Writers

EMusic.com, the Redwood City,
California-based company specializing in
music downloads, will sell Hewlett Packard
at least $3 million worth of downloads that
HP will bundle with its CD-Writer products.

Customers who purchase an HP CD-
Writer between now and March 31 will be
allowed unlimited downloads on E-Music
for two months.

The HP deal will serve as a model for
similar programs and subscription services in
the future, said Steve Curry, spokesperson for
EMusic. “This is the first one that we are
doing,” he said. “This is the kind of thing we
could offer to other companies and will help
in future subscription plans.”

Additionally, the deal provides
significant revenues for the company —
which recently cut jobs in its L.os Angeles

office — and opens EMusic to new
customers who have expressed an interest
in downloads and burning CDs.

“HP research with CD-Writer
customers has shown that 80 percent of
our customers use CD-writers to burn MP3
files from the Web and to create custom
music CDs,” said Christy Tappy, marketing
manager for HP’s CD-Writer business.

Nine People Killed at
Roskilde Fest

Eight male concertgoers were crushed
to death on June 30 during Pearl Jam’s set
at the Roskilde Festival in Roskilde,
Denmark. One Australian man who had
been on a respirator since the night of the
concert, died the morning of July 5,
bringing the death toll to nine, according
to the Associated Press. At least 25 others
were reported injured.

The crowd, estimated to be between
75,000 and 100,000 people, reportedly
rushed the stage halfway through Pearl
Jam’s set, crushing those in front against the
stage and trampling others. The situation
was exacerbated by the day’s rainy weather
that caused people to slip and fall on the
ground. The band repeatedly asked the
crowd to move back and halted their set
after hearing of the incident. The Cure,
scheduled to perform after Pearl Jam,
cancelled its set out of respect for those who
died, as did Oasis and the Pet Shop Boys.

Pearl Jam has since released a
statement on its Web site, saying members
of the band are “devastated” by the events
that killed nine people. “There are
absolutely no words to express our anguish
in regard to the parents and loved ones of
these precious lives that were lost...Our
lives will never be the same, but we know
that is nothing compared to the grief of
the families and friends of those involved.”

Firms Make $20
Million Investment In
MusicBank

Bertelsmann Ventures, the independent
venture capital fund of media giant
Bertelsmann AG, is one of three firms that
have invested a combined $20.1 million in
MusicBank, a company that will allow
customers to listen to music online.

MusicBank is looking to deploy its
system, which would allow online access to
CDs that customers have purchased, by
September. Customers would gain access
either by purchasing music from a
participating retailer or by placing their CDs
in a disc drive, where a MusicBank
application would authenticate it. The
company is also looking into a subscription
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model, which would give users access to music
from a band or label for a monthly fee.

The company has secured a licensing
agreement for the recordings of BMG
Entertainment, the music arm of
Bertelsmann, and is pursuing agreements
with other major and independent labels,
said Pierce Ledbetter, founder and
chairman of MusicBank.

“MusicBank is a great concept,” said
Thomas Gieselmann, a partner for
Bertelsmann Ventures, based in Santa Barbara,
Calif. “They made a smart move to [create] a
business model that integrates the labels,
rather than antagonizes them,” he said.

In addition to the $7.1 million
investment from Bertelsmann, the company
also received a $12 million investment from
Atlas Venture and a $1 million investment
from Bonaventure Investments Ltd.
Ledbetter would not disclose the stake that
the companies have in MusicBank, saying
only that together, the investment represents
a minority interest.

About 70 percent of the investment will
go toward technology, 15 percent will go to
general and administrative costs and 15
percent will go to marketing efforts.

Bertelsmann Ventures recently set up
the $250 million Bertelsmann Ventures
Capital Fund II, which will target startup net
companies. The fund includes investments
from institutions such as America Online,
Stanford University, Sumitomo and
Beisheim Holding.

“We are not interested in companies that
just take offline models and put them online,
but rather in doing things online that would
not be possible in the offline world,”
Bertelsmann Ventures’ Gieselmann said.
Bertelsmann Ventures’ portfolio also includes
BeSonic.com, Riffage, and Evenbetter.com.

Ledbetter said that MusicBank is also in
talks with bands that have large collections of
live recordings about making these available
to fans as a subscription service. One possible
tie-in could be free access to recordings with
the purchase of a concert ticket, he said. This
would benefit the company by aiding in data
collection on clients, and could push ticket
sales for the bands, he said.

Bertelsmann AG recently reported fiscal
1999 revenues of $15.6 billion, up from
revenues of $12.7 billion the year before.
Bertelsmann’s fiscal year ended June 30.

AOL Secures Digital
Rights Partner

As the major recording labels begin to
launch their secure digital music
distribution services, digital rights
management companies are forging
partnerships with content production and
distribution companies as they jockey for
the position of the industry standard. The
latest deal involves America Online (AOL)
and rights manager InterTrust.

Deals have ranged from those that ensure
compatibility with popular player formats to
distribution agreements with majors, but in

making a deal with AOL, rights manager
InterTrust has definitely raised its profile and
increased the chances that it will become a
major player in the nascent field.

The deal will allow InterTrust to
package its music encryption software,
MetaTrust Utility, with AOL’s new 6.0
client software discs, to be released later
this year. The online service also promised
to integrate InterTrust’s system into its
Winamp music player, adding another
finished piece to the secure music puzzle.

“The biggest hurdle for a digital rights
management technology provider is
getting the technology installed,” says
Aram Sinnreich, consultant for Jupiter
Communications. “AOL’s distribution is
exactly what InterTrust is going to need if
it is going to be successful in the long run.”

AOL’s more than 23 million users will
have the option of accessing the technology,
but the deal is non-exclusive, meaning AOL
may yet announce additional deals with
other rights management companies. Nor
does this necessarily mean that InterTrust
will become the digital rights management
company for the soon-to-be conglomerate
AOL-Time-Warner-EMI, according to a
source close to both companies.

“For anyone to presume that Warner
Music group has changed policy with
respect to preferred digital rights
management companies as a result of the
AOIL. deal would be very presumptuous,”
said the source. The source confirmed that
Warner Music’s digital download plans do
not involve InterTrust.

MP3 To Begin Radio
Syndication

Continuing to usurp the roles of old
media companies, MP3.com announced a
deal with Cox Radio to provide hour long
syndicated broadcasts of MP3’s artists to 36 of
the company’s 81 stations. The broadcasts, to
be called “Best of MP3.com,” will be available
in eight different genres (alternative, college,
country, hip hop, hits, pop, rock and groove)
to fit different radio formats. Each program
is to be hosted by radio disc jockeys from top-
rated national stations.

“The combined audience of these 36
Cox stations in 17 markets is 4.3 million
listeners, representing an incredible
opportunity for digital artists to gain first-time
exposure to new fans around the country,”
said MP3 Chairman and CEO Michael
Robertson. “In return, Cox radio stations will
receive web enhancements designed to
increase each station’s unique users.”

MP3.com has been exploring a
number of different avenues including
subscription services, syndication into
stores and health clubs, as well as content-
providing partnerships with e-tail and
other ’Net sites since losing to the
Recording Industry Association of America
in court. Its stock, after pushing above 20
in mid June for the first time since April’s
Nasdaq crash — on news of an impending
settiement with the major labels — has sunk
back to around 13. Cox Radio is the
country’s fourth largest radio company
operating 81 stations in 17 largely southern
markets, including Atlanta, Houston,
Miami and Tampa.

K-tel Cuts Costs

K-tel International, based in
Minneapolis, took several restructuring
steps, including staff layoffs and closing its
German subsidiary.

The company is restructuring its U.S.
operations and eliminated 35 positions on
June 28, which will result savings of $1.7
million in the next year, company said.

The company closed its German arm,
Dominion Vertriebs GmbH, on June 30,
which resulted in the loss of 88 positions.
That subsidiary, which sold consumer
goods and music through direct
marketing, had generated operating losses
for the past two fiscal years. For the last
fiscal year, ending June 30, it lost $1.6
million on revenues of $16 million.

In an unrelated move, K-tel consolidated
its two U.K. operations into one facility in
April, allowing a cost savings of about
$500,000 per year, K-tel said.

Valley Media Cuts
More Jobs

Valley Media, a distributor of music and
video, has cut about 100 administrative
employees at its Woodland, California
headquarters.

CFO James Miller said that these
administrative cuts were across the board
in all departments.

Additionally, the company has reduced
the hourly operational staff in the Woodland
and Louisville, Kentucky distribution centers
by 70, and 60 open positions that had been
in the budget will not be filled.

The company had previously cut about
30 percent of its workforce since December,
mostly through attrition and the elimination
of seasonal and temporary employees.

The company’s growth over the past
years did not equal the rapid growth in the
several preceding years, leading to an
overstaffing situation, Miller said.

Elektra Launches New
Soul Imprint

Mona Scott, President of Violator
Management/AMG is getting her own
record label, Monami Entertainment. The
label, which will fall under the umbrella of
Elektra Entertainment, will concentrate on
“true classic soul.”

Over the years, Scott and Violator
CEO Chris Lighty have managed the
careers of artists like Busta Rhymes, Missy
Elliott, Mobb Deep and Noreaga. Last year,
Scott and Lighty released Violator: The
Album, a compilation of cuts by Violator
artists. A representative for Scott told CMJ
that Monami will be dedicated to Scott’s
personal passion: soul music. Scott hopes
to sign new artists who play “classic soul
with an updated sound.”

Monami’s first project is an album by 24-
year old Jamie Hawkins, an R&B artist whose
album will be released early next year.

Stones At Legal
Crossroads With
Johnson

The U.S. Court of Appeals for the Ninth
Circuit has knocked out the Rolling Stones’
main defense in the copyright infringement
trial over their recording of the Robert
Johnson songs “Love In Vain” and “Stop
Breaking Down.” The band claimed that they
had believed the common-law copyrights had
expired, but the ruling cited the 1996 Digital
Millennium Copyright Act, which clarified
the copyright laws, particularly with regards
to artists who had recorded before current
copyright laws went into effect.

The judgment was in favor of Stephen
LaVere, Johnson’s music publisher, and
pending the outcome of the case, which is
currently being litigated in a California
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courtroom, will set a precedent for any
future suits regarding the use of Johnson’s
music. While LaVere’s attorney Anthony
Kornarens said the Appeals Court’s ruling
makes it a foregone conclusion the lower
court will rule in his client’s favor, the
lawyer for the Stones promised to present
new arguments.

LaVere’s victory will directly benefit
Claud Johnson of Crystal Spings,
Mississippi, who was recently confirmed by
the Mississippi Supreme Court to be the
biological son and sole heir to the
legendary bluesman. As the legal heir,
Claud Johnson will be privy to Robert
Johnson’s estate, which is valued at $1
million and includes the songs in The
Complete Recordings boxed set. Claud was
declared the bluesman’s son in 1998, but
relatives appealed the decision.

LaVere, a music historian, is the court
appointed agent for Robert Johnson’s estate,
charged with the responsibility of collecting
royalties. Claud Johnson’s attorney, Jim W.
Kitchens, told CMJ that Mr. LaVere and Mr.
Johnson are friendly though he did not
mention any agreements between the two.
LaVere says that he had originally located a
half-sister of Robert Johnson’s in the *70s
and signed a contract with her to release
Johnson’s music. A dispute arose after that
half-sister left the estate to her half-sister and
a grandson. Later, LaVere was involved in
discovering Claud and revealing his
existence to the court, which led to the
recent litigation that established him as the
legal heir.

Those 29 recordings in the boxed set
are all that exist of Johnson’s legacy. They
were recorded in a seven-month period
from 1936-37. A Columbia Records
executive is rumored to have sought out of
the legendary guitarist in 1938, but found
Johnson had died earlier that year at the
age of 27. Recent advances in genetic
matching are worthless because Johnson’s
final resting place remains unknown. As
the Mississippi court said in its ruling: “As
far as we know, Johnson is buried ‘down by
the highway side, so [his] old evil spirit can
geton a Greyhound bus and ride.””

Furious Five Send
Message To Smith

Members of the old-school rap group
the Furious Five filed a lawsuit against Will
Smith on June 23, charging the former
Fresh Prince, his publishing company
Treyball Music, his label, Sony Music
Entertainment and “Will 2K” co-writer
Morgan Robinson with copyright
infringement and unfair competition.

The plaintiffs claim that Smith illegally
sampled a portion of the Furious Five’s
1979 song “Super Rappin’” in the song
“Will 2K,” a hit single off of Smith’s 1999
release Willenium. On the album, writers’
credits for “Will 2K” are attributed to
Smith and Robinson due to the fact that
the following lines are in both songs: “It
was a party night and everybody was
kickin’/The highs was screamin’ and the
bass was shakin’/And it won’t be long
before everybody knows/ That its 12:00
and the roof will be blowin’.”

The suit alleges the defendants “knew
or should have known that their packaging
credits were false and misleading before
copies were made available to the public.”
Plaintiffs, who have requested a jury trial,
are seeking general damages, an accounting
of defendants’ profits, reasonable attorney’s
fees and a trial by jury.

Bono, Pope Join Forces
To Help Third World

U2 frontman-turned-activist Bono has
joined the Pope, the Dalai Lama, and a host
of performers in calling for the G7 countries
to relieve the debt on certain developing
countries. They assert that the burden of
paying back loans has crippled these
countries’ ability to provide food, shelter and
clean water to their people. Bono, along with
Radiohead’s Thom Yorke, Van Morrison,
R.E.M., Madonna, Macy Gray, Oasis and
Peter Gabriel, are among the dozens of stars
urging their fans to send an email indicating
their support of the international debt-relief
campaign Jubilee 2000.

By sending an e-mail via www.
dropthedebt.org, supporters can join a
cyber petition started last year that now
numbers 17 million signatures. The e-mail
campaign is geared to coincide with the
upcoming G7/G8 Summit in Kyushu-
Okinawa, Japan on July 21-23, and calls for
the G7 countries to make good on
promises they made in June of last year to
cancel $100 billion in debts owed by forty
of the poorest nations. According to
Jubilee 2000, those countries pay more
than $8.6 billion in debt service each year.

A major hindrance to action has been
Congress’ refusal to honor President
Clinton’s promise of $600 million in debt
relief. According to a June story in the
London Times, America’s tardiness is holding
up contributions from other nations. The
EU has pledged up to $1 billion from its
European Development Fund — but only if
the US puts its money in first.

“Our legislators have once again
turned their backs on the 19,000 children
that die every day as a result of debt.
Where is the compassion in this
conservatism? Now, when the United States
is expecting an enormous surplus, is the
time to take action,” said Jubilee 2000 USA
National Coordinator, Dan Driscoll-Shaw.

Many members of Congress are
reportedly unhappy with the request for
funding because they believe it would
strengthen the role of the International
Monetary Fund, which has been heavily
criticized for how it deals with developing
countries.

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were made with the authorization of
copyright holders, Napster said. “While Sony
Music now claims that Napster is harming its
bottom line, Sony Electronics is seeking to
profit from the vast number of MP3s
currently available on the Internet,” the
briefing states.

Labels have encouraged Internet users
to download MP?3 files from their affiliated
Web sites, Napster argues. “By encouraging
the creation and copying of MP3 files ...
Plaintiffs have impliedly licensed such
conduct and have waived the right to sue for
it,” the brief states.

Napster contends that the court should
not issue an injunction against it because the
company has not caused any harm to the
record companies, and indeed has pushed
record sales. The company disputes a study
commissioned by RIAA and conducted by E.
Deborah Jay, PhD., president/CEO of Field
Research Corp., stating that many Napster
users have stopped buying CDs.

The company has been hit from all
side with lawsuits as of late, with the RIAA
suit as well as a suit from TVT, one of the
largest independent labels. Last month
the company brought attorney Boies on
board to boost its legal team. Boies prior
to this case was special counsel to the
Justice Department in its antitrust suit
against another beleaguered software
company — Microsoft.

already has a subscription-based classical
music service, just announced a plan to split
the profits with new artists who set up their
own subscription-based music channels.

XM Satellite has secured $250 million
in financing to continue their plans to
offer their $9.95 national subscription
radio service across the country, suggesting
that consumers will pay for somethmg they
can already get for free.

Last year, the preferred digital
scenario was the individual downloads for
a fee model, such as the one offered by
Emusic.com. In June Emusic admitted that
it too was looking into offering
subscription service. But it remains to be
seen if the subscription model is any more
viable than the individual download.

For the moment, the industry is
banking on it. In the wake of lawsuit-
related publicity, Napster’s use increased
77 percent in May over April according to
Neilsen/Net Ratings, and it is averaging
more than 500,000 unique visitors a day
according to the latest figures from Media
Metrix. In the absence of a secure system
for downloading music, the labels cannot
offer a clear alternative.

Plans by the Secure Digital Media
Initiative (SDMI) have grown to include
more than 200 companies, complicating
the task of creating a single standard.
Symbolic of the infighting is the fact that
Universal and BMG attempted to break
from the consortium to create a separate
standard with Matsushita and AT&T, a plan
that ultimately failed. Competing

standards only threaten to inhibit
transparency and ease of use driving the
consumers to MP3s and Napster.

Even when a security standard is
created, the chance of it surviving hackers
is probably remote. In June, hackers broke
the control code for the Sega Dreamcast
game CDs, which had been considered
one of the industry’s best-protected
properties. Add to that equation not only
Napster and Gnutella, but any number of
allegedly illegal trading sites. Melodicom
Partners, a music marketing company,
found that among the MP3 traders it
polled, two-thirds knew of at least a dozen
clandestine trading sites that they visited
regularly in addition to Napster.

For an industry faced with the
difficulty of putting the genie back in the
bottle, partnering with a company like
MP3 to provide a subscription service
could be a significant levee against this
wave of free music. As Michael Robertson
suggests in a letter posted on his site, a
“beneficial byproduct of a server-side
system [such as MP3] is that users are
never required to make their own MP3s
and the music can be streamed. This limits
the access to digital copies (or the need for
access), which reduces the likelihood of
illicit file swapping.”

However, settlement talks with MP3,
which started with deals by Warner and
BMG, have been stalled by Universal.
Universal’s Vice-Chairman of Music and
Internet Operations is Edgar Bronfman Jr,,
who promised to be “fiercely aggressive” in
protecting his company’s copyrights at
RealNetwork’s annual conference in May.
It’s been suggested that Universal, which
has been bought by Vivendi, a major
stockholder in Europe’s largest cable and
satellite TV company as well as Rubert
Murdoch’s BskyB Satellite company, will
use all that bandwidth to offer some sort of
streaming service using RealPlayer.

It wouldn’t surprise John Potter,
executive director of the Digital Media
Association (DiMA), a media trade group,
to suggest that an MP3 settlement may be
held hostage to Universal's individual
interests. In Potter’s opinion, the entire
RIAA legal strategy is a delaying tactic.
“The RIAA’s goal is to make sure that the
market doesn’t move so fast that the major
labels can’t catch up,” he said. “They are
putting the fear of significant litigation
costs in front of innovators.”

So instead of a subscription model
aligned with a number of labels, we may be
left with competing subscriptions offered
by competing labels — a road Future Of
Music Coalition’s Jenny Toomey suggests
we’ve been down before.

“The thing that then worries me also
is, how many subscription models can you
afford to pay for in any month,” the
musician and former label entrepreneur
said. “If you are going to have to make a
choice between subscription models, that
will narrow your access in specific ways.
And if these channels become narrow in
that way, they may establish the same kind
of monopolies that we see in the same



distribution channels for CDs, which
means in order to participate in the
subscription system you, [the artist], have
to pay money.”

Despite the current focus on the
subscription model, new models seem to
appear every day. Digital Payloads and
EverAd are two new companies that will
distribute proprietary software designs
that wrap around an MP3 and allow
commercials to be shown whenever an
MP3 is played.

“What I like about this fight,” said
Toomey, “is that it’s all so hypothetical
and broad right now. It all seems very
open, like there’s a whole lot of
possibilities.” —Chris Parker

Jimmy and Doug’s Farmclub operates an
entity separate from its mother label,
DreamWorks Digital A&R is an extension
of the company’s A&R department,
functioning much like dealwithepic.com,
the A&R site recently launched by Epic
Records U.K.

Luke Wood, an A&R executive for
DreamWorks, told CMJ that musicians are
no longer communicating with each
other or those in the industry through
cassettes and CDs but rather via MP3s. In
order for record companies to join the
conversation, he said, the labels need to
communicate in the MP3 language as
well. Wood doesn’t think that the
proliferation of these sites will be bad for
bands. “I think developing artists and
unsigned talent should go to every single
site,” Wood said. “It’s about the
opportunity to get as many different ears
to hear the music as possible.”

A hot topic on the Web site’s bulletin
board is the submission agreement that
artists must agree to before uploading
their songs. The agreement requires
artists to grant DreamWorks the “non-
exclusive right, for 18 months from date
of submission, to archive and broadcast
[their] material on the Internet.” Many
artists have expressed their fear of fraud
or theft of their intellectual property.

Wood explained that the terms of the
agreement serve only to protect
DreamWorks from liability as he
ultimately plans to implement “unsigned
streaming radio” to highlight what the
label sees as the week’s most worthy
submissions. The Web site will also feature
a “special song of the day,” which will give
bands a sense of what kind of music the
label finds exciting and give the
community a sense of feedback from the
label. “The only way we can do [unsigned
streaming radio] is if we have the rights.”

generally smaller comparatively to most
other labels, and that’s mostly because we
want the bands to make money. We don’t
want them to be rock stars,” said Giampino.
“I just look at other labels that are similar in
size to us and their ads are everywhere. |
think, This band cannot be making money,”
he said, referring to recoupment, by which
a label claims royalties against advertising
and other expenses.

Recorded in Chicago at Steve Albini’s
Electrical Audio studios, Lifestyle features
production from Heather Whinna, Albini’s
girlfriend, and more help on piano and
organ from Brett Grossman, who also
appeared on Blueblood’s “I Must Prepare
(Tablecloth Tint).” “[Blueblood] was a little
more low fidelity and wasn’t recorded as
well,” says Giampino. “For this one they
went back to a studio.”

With guitarist/singer Andy Cohen
relocated to Chicago for law school, the
band has had less opportunity to tour.
However they will be starting a four-week
tour in Minneapolis in September, during
which they’ll travel to the major northern
markets, including Chicago, Cleveland,
Detroit, Pittsburgh, Philadelphia, Boston
and New York City. A tour of the West Coast
will follow at the end of the year.

While shying away a bit from in-store
performances because of the logistics
involved during such a quick-and-dirty tour,
the band is welcoming the chance for radio
appearances, said Giampino. “Just give us a
call, we’ll setit up.”

Giampino also promises giveaways
through radio of tickets and albums. Some
MP3s from the album will be available at
Epitonic.com, and there may be a bonus or
live track available as an added value at
Amazon.com. “We’ve done it with Amazon
before the album comes out, to get a little
pre-response to it,” says Giampino. “We
might do it. Amazon does wonders for us.”

Bunbury throughout Europe in the early '90s, has brought things home with

intimate narratives and a stage show that would make even Tom Jones proud. Auseron, for-
merly of seminal postnew wave group Radio Futura, has turned his Juan Perro concept into
a vehicle to explore roots rock. WEA Latina will release his latest album Mx Hambre (DRO
East West) later this year. Opening act Hijos del Sol (Fonovisa), led by Al Borde! magazine
publisher Edgardo Ochoa, proved that it can play with the biggies with a dance-driven pan-
Latin, pop-rock sound. Look for the Hijos’ forthcoming release in late August...Should
Latin alternative music be sung in Spanish to reach a broader audience? Should there be
such a thing as the sub-genre called “rock en espaiol” (Latin alternative), or is that ghet-
toizing the musical form? These were just a couple of the questions that sparked heated dis-
cussion at the recent New York installment of Rock en N, a four-date promotional convention
put on by Spanish Society of Authors, Composers and Publishers (SGAE). SGAE is the BMI
or ASCAP of Spanish-language music — though, with some 58,000 artists in film, theater
and dance, the organization is more far reaching than its U.S. counterparts in protecting its
members’ intellectual rights. Highlights included SGAE president Eduardo (Teddy)
Bautista who moderated a roundtable discussion and industry Q&A that featured Luaka
Bop president Yale Evelev, Fonovisa rock division director Ricardo Ochoa, and Spin maga-
zine Senior Editor Will Hermes. Yale asked if there is anyone outside of the Latin alterna-
tive community really interested in CMJ's N Alternative. After listing off Luaka Bop’s Latin
alt roster that includes Si Sé and Los Amigos Invisibles, he went on to explain: “We don’t
want to pigeonhole our artists. We approach our artists the same way as all our artists — tour-
ing, reaching media and being organized.” Fonovisa’s Ochoa drove the point that the big
labels in the United States and in Latin American have no idea what to do with rock because
of a widespread complacency with traditional, popular music. (Continued on page 34)
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LOS AUTENTICOS DECADENTES
Hoy Trasnoche (BMG U.S. Latin)

Over the course of its 12 years fusing Latin fla-
vors with neon-lit city pop, Argentine super-
orchestra Los Auténticos Decadentes has always
focused on the importance of laughter as a
social icebreaker. A party in itself, the 12-mem-
ber group is led by singers Cucho Parisi and
Jorge Serrano, who take turns singing about the
twists and turns the heart takes just to keep up
with love, always filtering the reality of life
through humor and the absurd. The group is
part of what seems like a movement of Argen-
tine hyper-fusion absurdists, which includes Los
Fabulosos Cadillacs and Bersuit Vergarabat. Like
its best albums — 1995’s Mi Vida Locaand 1997’s
Cualquiera Puede Cantar — the group’s sixth
album Hoy Trasnoche is consistently fun, making
it one of the best trasnoche (all-nighter) party
albums of the year. Rooted in reggae and ska,
the group captures a sense of the nightlife in
Buenos Aires by bringing Argentine cabaret
antics and the milonga (a folksy precursor to the
tango) to the fore. The song “El Dinero No Es
Todo” uses cumbia beat and pre-programmed,
playful drum-machine rolls to drive home the
point: “I know it’s not everything, but I want
money.” Meanwhile in the Cuban son-driven “Te
Contaron,” the Parisi says, “It doesn’t matter
what others say/In life I need you to love me.”

NEWS The Peter Brotzmann Tentet + 2 recently finished a two-week U.S. tour.
CLALAA Including many of the same musicians that appear on the recently released
Stone/Water and the epic triple-CD released in 1998, the all-star line-up
featured the talented Joe McPhee (making a rare appearance on valve
trombone), group newcomer Roy Campbell, Ken Vandermark, Hamid
Drake, Mats Gustafsson and a host of Chicago and New York notables.
The group opened its tour in New York City on June 17 warming up
for Sonic Youth at the Hammerstein Ballroom, which has a capacity of
around 3,500. Other stops on the tour included Atlanta, Boston, San
Francisco, Portland and Vancouver, Canada. The group finished the
trek on July 5 with a three-hour performance at Chicago’s Old Town
Vandermark - School Of Folk Music. These shows revealed the Herculean dimen-
sions of this group as it went from large Sun Ra-like swing to some terse, hard-edged play-
ing that is the leader’s calling card — it seemed as if the players were integrating some of
Brotzmann’s own style into their playing. The combo was remarkably egalitarian in high-
lighting individual players amidst the group parts. It was obvious that all the players (most
of whom generally lead their own groups) really got into the group spirit of the event. The
band also did a three-day stint in the studio, recording material for an upcoming release for
Okkadisk, the label that released the group’s previous recordings. According to Okkadisk
label owner Bruno Johnson, the release will likely be a double disc, but based on these
shows it looks as if there could be enough material for another triple-CD. While nothing
has been decided at this point, there is also a possibility that live material from the Chicago
show will be used as well. In case anyone was wondering what MacArthur Foundation fel-
low Ken Vandermark was doing with his grant money, he used a portion of it to underwrite
the Brotzmann tour. The fact that Vandermark organized and financed this tour and
recording session says a lot about why the remarkably active and generous reedist won the
award in the first place. In other Vandermark news, Atavistic will release the Vandermark
5’s fourth album, Burn The Incline, on August 8. Expect a U.S. tour this fall.

Bebel
I Gilberto recently embarked upon her first tour ever. On June 28, the Brazil-
j ian singer returned to her homeland for a show in Sio Paolo. Back
in the Northern Hemisphere, Gilberto and her band toured the
U.S. and Canada from July 1-17, hitting a dozen cities along the way.
As the radio response to her chart-topping album Tanto Tempo would
indicate, Gilberto’s first tour was an unqualified success, selling out
clubs in most cities...Nonesuch has announced tour dates for a
number of its acts. West African artists Ali Farka Toure and Afel
Gilbertp Becoum will tour together from July 21 to August 11, making stops
in 14 towns. It is an extremely rare chance to see Toure perform —
in recent years the usually reclusive guitarist/singer has been more focused on his farm
than playing music. Bocoum has appeared with Toure as a sideman since 1991. Bocoum
released his debut, Alkibar, in 1999 on World Circuit-Nonesuch. Further down the road,
Cuban legend Compay Segundo will tour from August 25 to September 20. The tres player
has done a number of dates in the U.S. since the Cuban music explosion he helped create
as part of the Buena Vista Social Club. Any chance to see this great performer should not
be squandered. Fellow Buena Vista singer Omara Portuondo will do her first tour of the
States as a bandleader. American audiences who saw her with the Buena Vistas or as a spe-
cial guest on the Ibrahim Ferrer/Ruben Gonzalez co-bill of 1999-2000 know what an elec-
tric performer she is, but to say that this woman is anything less than a force of nature
would be an understatement. Portuondo’s tour will run from September 15 to October 28,
hitting 26 cities. .. Talvin Singh and Bill Laswell have teamed up for a project entitled Axiom
Tabla Project.

embraced the harder sounds of gabber and
experimental techno — provided by DJs such as
Lenny Dee and Panacea — in contrast to the
techno, house and trance focus of many Love
Parade DJs. At the same time the Germans loved
and fucked, Leeds, England, hosted its first Love

Parade. An estimated 300,000 people turned up
for the event which, held in the city’s Roundhay
Park, was more akin to a festival than an actual
parade. (The original plan was to host the
parade in the city center, but the location
changed due to the huge crowds expected and
the cold feet of local law enforcement officials.)
