The second full-length from the 
Causey compound is brimming with the band's capriciously eccentric new 

wave punk sound. The album opens with the unexpected, all-Spanish "Te 

Como Vivo" and goes on its wild, smirking way from there. Rabid synthesiz-

ers lead the charge, and the focus of most tracks remains fixed, naturally, on 

the Causey's goofy religious and political tenets, even while such as like "I 

Know Happy" betray a laughingly romantic side. Causey Vs. Eveything is 

always over-the-top and purposely 

inflammatory ("You're a Catholic/ 

You're a Jew/ Jehovah's Witness/ What 

you gonna do?/ You're gonna burn"), 

so we encourage the humorless to sim-

ply walk away. But if you choose to do 

so, then, in the almighty words of 

Causey himself, you're a sucker.

t's a tall order, but we urge you to look within your heart and forgive the 
New Pornographers' debut album's cover art — even that serene ram in the 

background. Just flip right past it to the disc itself, because Mass Romantic is 

an amazingly catchy pop-rock record. The band is technically a supergroup side 

project, combining former members of Zumpano, Superconducter, Limblifter, 

guest vocalist Neko Case and a couple of other Vancouver musical luminaries. 

But this collection threatens to eclipse the other work of all those involved — 

and that's no small feat considering their respective resumes. Together, they 

masterfully combine a scholarly interest in melodic, classic pop with pure sugar 

for a hybrid as strange as Guided By Voices crossed with The Sweet. Imagine an 

Elephant 6 band without the preciousness, or a snappy new wave band with a lit-

tle dirt under its fingernails. Or simply listen to the album's title track burst out 

of the speakers on the back of a hyper, bouncing guitar riff before adding a con-

trasting keyboard part and the soaring 

pipes of Neko Case (who sheds her 

country twang for this record, revealing 

surprising versatility). Talk about radio-

ready — Mass Romantic begs to be heard 

all over the FM dial.

guitarist Mark Lightcap, bassist Richie Lee and drummer Steve Hadley 

began applying their Southern Californian sense of pop ennui to the 

sonic precedents of the Velvets and early Pink Floyd. The trio's 1995 covers 

album I Guess I Would helped underline the country-rock languor beginning to 

infiltrate their melancholic, torpid approach, but subsequent recordings failed 

to add much more to the formula. York Blvd., the group's fourth proper full-

length, balances out the scales beautifully: Pastoral, sleepy-eyed harmonies act as 

a salve to the sly sting of the neo-psychedelic guitar lines. Agile, not-so-subdued 

rhythms force Lee's nocturnal vocals to find melodic high ground in even the 

most miasmic settings, and the trio's once-too-obvious clutch of influences has 

since gelled and faded into an indistinguishable stylistic backdrop. Check the 

surprisingly sharp-toothed "Wonderful World," with its crackling noise-rock 

undercurrent and 'luded harmonies, the 

blissed-out slide-squeal of "Like I Told 

You," or the chugging, cowbell-propelled 

"It's A Lie Sure, there are ample 

moments of slo-mo loveliness here as 

well, but it's on the more stylistically var-

ied — and upbeat — tracks that 

Acetone's long-simmering songwriting 

strengths come to the fore.

T
. he second full-length CD from the Shipping News is a collection of 
aural snapshots, a slide show of locations visited and experiences 

gained by the trio in the four years since its jarring, resonant debut. 

Each song summons striking visuals — empty carousels, teary departures, fig-

ures frozen in space — and the music is more measured this time out. "Actual 

Blood" unfolds spare and ghostly, its single guitar line threaded through surges 

of piano that rise misty beneath Kyle Crabtree's wavering, single-note vocals. 

The deliberate crawl of "Quiet Victories" and the harrowing, heartrending 

"How To Draw Horses" are delirious and restrained. The latter employs echo 

and delay, which causes notes to overlap, creating constellations of sound. Less 

successful are the band's experiments in dissonance: The opening "March 

Song" and the thunderous "Simple Halo," their odd chord formations colliding 

with off-kilter rhythms, seem almost deliberately difficult and inscrutable. The 

most successful songs on Very Soon are 

more about mood and ambience. And 

while this limits each track's stand-

alone individuality, it allows the songs 

to unravel like a story told by a weary 

friend, or a collection of photos in a 

ragged book. — J. Edward Keyes

In other Napster news, the 
company recently sued online 
retailer Sport Service after the 
latter used the Napster cat 
trademark on T-shirts and caps 
sold on its napsterstore.com 
website.

Shaver Loses A Son 
Country guitarist Eddy 

Shaver died in his sleep of an 
apparent drug overdose on the 
evening of Dec. 31. He was 38. 
Shaver was the son of 
singer/songwriter Billy Joe 
Shaver, performing with his 
father on six albums as the 
group Shaver. Shaver 
recently completed its third 
album for New West Records.

Music Syndicate Says, 
'We Put Out Records' 
Indie promotion company the 
Music Syndicate launched its 
very own label, We Put Out 
Records, with the Jan. 16 release 
of New Jersey band 
Cropduster's debut album, 
Drunk Uncle. The new imprint 
will operate as a division apart 
from the promotion depart-
ment. However, We Put Out 
Records will use the Syndicate's 
in-house resources to push its 
albums. Naturally, the Syndicate 
will continue to promote releas-
es from its other indie label 
partners. "We Put Out Records 
is our own little warehouse 
label," says the Music Syndicate's 
Tracey Mollis, keeping in mind 
her company's current digs in 
an actual warehouse. "We want 
to put out bands' records we 
really love and believe in, to help 
them out." 

Cropduster's Drunk Uncle 
is the only release currently in 
the We Put Out pipeline, but 
Mollis says wheels are in motion 
to build the company's roster. 
"We're talking to bands from 
every genre — pop, metal, hard-
core," she says. "We may also 
make partnership deals with 
bands to help them get their 
music out there." 

Ex-Dead Kennedys 
Members Win Suit 
Against Biafra 
A San Francisco Superior Court 
judge upheld a May 19 jury 
decision that found Jello Biafra, 
lead singer and head of the 
Dead Kennedys-founded label, 
Alternative Tentacles, guilty of 
fraud after neglecting to pay 
other Kennedys bandmates 
$76,000 in royalties over a 10-
year period. Biafra was also 
found liable for failing to 
promote the band's catalog, 
previously under the control of 
Alternative Tentacles. Biafra is 
required to pay nearly $200,000 
— including $20,000 in punitive 
damages — to each band mem-
ber. (Seeing as he is also Dead 
Kennedys member, Biafra will 
end up paying himself as well.) 

Per the court decision, 
Decay Music, the band's four-
man partnership, will now con-
trol the Dead Kennedys catalog. 
Decay Music operates as a 
democracy, so even though 
Biafra will have a say in the 
future of the Kennedys, he 
might just find himself outvoted 
three-to-one in all decisions 
made by the band. Ex-Dead 
Kennedys members hope to 
release digitally remastered 
versions of old albums, along 
with previously unreleased live 
recordings and home videos. 

And The Nominees 
Are... 
The National Academy of 
Recording Arts and Sciences has 
announced the nominees for 
the 43rd Annual Grammy 
Awards, set to air Feb. 21 to 
those television viewers with 
nothing better to watch. In the 
Best Alternative Music Album 
category, Beck's Midnite Vultures 
is up against Fiona Apple's 
When The Pawn..., The Cure's 
Bloodflowers, the Paul 
McCartney/Super Furry 
Animals concoction Liverpool 
Sound Collage, and Radiohead's 
Kid A. Best Rock Album nomi-
nees comprise an interesting 
mix of tastes and styles (and 
definitions of rock): Bon Jovi's 
Crush, Foo Fighters' There Is 

Nothing Left To Lose, No 
Doubt's Return Of Saturn, 
Matchbox Twenty's Mad Season, 
and Rage Against The 
Machine's Battle Of Los Angeles 
are all contenders. 

DreamWorks Makes 
Free Downloads A 
Reality 
The DreamWorks label has 
teamed with Listen.com to offer 
free downloads for a period of 
three months. And unlike most 
of the labels who offer down-
loads, DreamWorks hasn't 
rooted around in the back of its 
storage facilities to come up 
with songs by artists no one 
ever wants to hear from again. 
Some of the tracks available are 
an otherwise-unavailable live 
performance of Papa Roach's 
"Broken Home," a live version 
of Nelly Furtado's "I'm Like A 
Bird," and an outtake from 
Elliot Smith's recent effort, 
Figure 8, entitled "A Living Will." 

DreamWorks also plans to 
offer downloads of nine of its 
new artists, all slated for release 
this year. "We're eager to utili7e 
new ways to raise awareness of 
our artists," said DreamWorks 
principal executive Michael 
Ostin in a statement. 

The downloads will be 
available on the Listen.com 
website through January and 
the DreamWorks website 
through March 19. 

Just A Bite... 
Widespread Panic begins the 
new millennium with a new 
deal with Sanctuary Records. 
Under the terms of the agree-
ment, all future Panic albums 
will be released under the 
Widespread Records/Sanctuary 
Records logo.

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From 

King Crimson 

to Kriedler: 

Tracing 

prog-rock's 

fitful 

35-year 

evolution. 

By Jim Allen 

0  ne of the musical 
revelations 
unfurled at the 

turn of the millennium 
involved the notion that 
there's a coterie of cool 
indie-label bands whose 
roots lie in something less 
hipster-certified than such 
easy namechecks as the Velvet 
Underground, Big Star and the 
Ramones. That unhip some-
thing is progressive rock. 

It's important to realize 
that in the early to mid-
1970s, progressive rock was 
one of the only viable 
mainstream alternatives to 
the endless boogie of low-
est-common-denominator 
blues-rockers like Foghat 

and ZZ Top. 
In those benighted, 

pre-punk days, prog's 
sophistication spoke 
volumes to kids too smart to 
swill Budweiser to "Slow 
Ride." And they — along 
with their more adventurous 
peers who veered slightly 
left to prog's Germanic 
cousin, kraut-rock — 
grew up to embrace their 
geekdom. In the '90s, some 
went on to become archi-
tects of the new sonic vistas 
that genre-hungry rock 
scribes would christen post-
rock, math rock, space rock, 
and other monikers guaran-
teed to sprout beards at 10 
paces. 

For those unfamiliar 
with the origins of prog-
rock, it grew out of the psy-
chedelic sounds of '60s 
bands like Pink Floyd, 
Tomorrow (which included 
future Yes guitarist Steve 
Howe) and the Moody 
Blues. Prog-rockers mixed 
the structure and sensibility 
of European classical music 
with the sonically adventur-
ous, anything-goes maxim 
of psychedelia, the grand 
gestures of the nascent 
hard-rock sound, and a 
lyrical dollop of then-preva-
lent Eastern philosophical 
modes. In the first few years 
of prog's existence, its 
major practitioners (Yes, 
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Genesis, King Crimson, 
Jethro Tull, and Emerson, 
Lake & Palmer) shared a 
penchant for flashy displays 
of instrumental virtuosity, 
inscrutable fairy-tale lyrics 
and — to varying degrees 
— touches of classical 
grandeur and jazz-influ-
enced extemporization. By 
the mid-'70s, greater 
stylistic variation could be 
seen, as King Crimson 
explored darker, more 
angular improvisatory 
routes, Jethro Tull created 
something akin to rock 
madrigals, and Peter 
Gabriel led Genesis toward 
more involved, theatrical 
stage shows. 

Elsewhere, there was 
the lighthearted proto-
fusion of the Soft Machine-
centered Canterbury scene, 
the drug-fueled space rock 
of Hawkwind and Gong, 
and numerous other prog 
variants. By the end of the 
'70s, however, most of 
prog's front guard had 
either sold out to pop 
accessibility or been obliter-
ated by the arrival of punk. 
In the mid-'80s, Brits like 
MariIlion, Pendragon and 
IQ introduced neo-prog, 
which mated the influence 
of Genesis, Pink Floyd, etc. 
with a post-punk-derived 
sense of economy. But it 
wasn't enough to redeem 
the prog name that had 
been so tarnished just a few 
years earlier. 

So prog continued to 
fester as an underground 
movement, its new blood 
known only to the fringe 
cognoscenti, and its past 
titans relinquished to the 
moldy shelves of older 
siblings' (or former-hippie 
parents') LP shelves. 

Then, in the '90s, after 
guitar-based alt-rock played 
itself out, two related styles 
came to the forefront bear-
ing the promise of fresh 
sounds free of grunge bag-
gage: electronica and post-
rock. Each essentially disre-
garded most of what had 
occurred in the previous 20 

years or so, reaching back 
instead to the early '70s and 
further for inspiration. You 
can't help but hear German 
electro-shamans Tangerine 
Dream in the ambient synth 
shadings of Fuxa and 
Tomorrowland. Echoes of 
kraut-rock pioneers 
Kraftwerk have informed 
Kriedler, Trans Am, Mouse 
On Mars, and countless 
others. In England, 
Spiritualized has effectively 
channeled the spacey epics 
of early-'70s Pink Floyd, 
while Ozric Tentacles and 
Porcupine Tree have picked 
up where Gong and 

landscapes whose epic vis-
tas wouldn't have sounded 
out of place on Yes' Relayer. 
The Sea And Cake's blend 
of rock instrumentation 
with inventive, jazz-like 
structure sans virtuosic 
improvisation brings to 
mind early Soft Machine. 
Meanwhile, the Chicagoans' 
U.K. contemporaries in 
Pram were mixing the 
avant-garde grooviness of 
kraut-rockers Can with the 
synth-enhanced psychedelia 
of late-'60s cult heroes the 
United States Of America. 

While the modern 
indie-rock elite is 

fashioning new work that 
incorporates elements of 
progressive rock, there's 
also a huge subculture of 
bona fide contemporary 

prog-rock bands who wear 
their Yes and Genesis 

T-shirts proudly. 

Hawkwind left off, throwing 
in an ambient/trance 
electronic edge. 

In the avant-garde 
hotbed of mid-'90s 
Chicago, the genre that 
dared not speak its name 
seemed to be getting plenty 
of play as well. Soaking up 
the DIY vibe of the Drag 
City label and the free-jazz, 
post-Bitches Brew ground-
work laid by the likes of 
Fred Anderson and the 
AACM, as well as the 
prog/kraut-rock excursions 
of their youth, a generation 
of musical wanderers creat-
ed something (almost) new 
under the sun. Amid their 
Ennio Morricone spaghetti-
Western guitars, dub 
basslines and Steve Reich 
marimba ostinatos, the 
post-rock godfathers in 
Tortoise offered expansive 

Over the last few years, 
the post-rock world has 
grown in both numbers and 
visibility. It often overlaps 
with forward-looking elec-
tronic artists that have 
moved on from techno and 
other dance-oriented styles 
(To Rococo Rot, Mouse On 
Mars), and with the angu-
lar, rhythmically challeng-
ing, guitar-based style often 
known as math rock (Don 
Caballero, June Of 44). 

Touch & Go Records is 
a leader in the area where 
post-rock and math-rock 
converge. The label's pub-
licity director, Scott 
Giampino, believes Touch & 
Go act Don Caballero has 
been heavily influenced by 
prog-rock in the group's 
"non-linear song structure 
and latter-day (King) 
Crimson feel, especially on 

their latest, American Don." 
But he adds the following 
caveat: 

"I always thought 
prog-rock, while usually 
being very technically profi-
cient, was still very much 
human, earthy and warm. I 
think many adherents of 
math rock get far too clini-
cal and cold. It's not very 
groovy at all, is it? It's very 
much like a cold equation 
on a chalk board." 

Giampino also hears 
prog leanings in the dark, 
heavy, Middle Eastern-
tinged sound of Polvo and 
the Don Caballero offshoot 
Storm And Stress, and he 
points out that the mem-
bers of June Of 44 "admire 
the freeness of some prog 
bands, and, especially live, 
can stretch out in 15-20-
minute 'jams.' " 

While the modern 
indic-rock elite is fashioning 
new work that incorporates 
elements of progressive 
rock, there's also a huge 
subculture of bona fide con-
temporary prog-rock bands 
who wear their Yes and 
Genesis T-shirts proudly, 
carrying on the tradition of 
their '70s heroes without 
the slightest measure of 
ironic distance or 
postmodern genre-bending. 
United by the Internet, a 
vast underground of inde-
pendent labels, magazines, 
distributors, and festivals 
supports the hundreds of 
bands bent on taking 
virtually unreconstructed 
prog-rock into the 21st 
century. Spearheaded by a 
vanguard that includes 
Spock's Beard, Under-
ground Railroad and 
Sweden's the Flower Kings, 
prog marches proudly on at 
Pennsylvania's annual 
NEARfest, California's 
Progfest and other events 
around the world. 

Ken Golden, owner of 
Laser's Edge Records (home 
to some of the finest con-
temporary prog bands), 
believes these artists are 
motivated by "a need to 
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explore the limits of musical 
composition without any 
regard to commercial 
accessibility, creating com-
plex non-commercial forms 
of music that allow the 
artists to challenge them-
selves and the listener on 
both an emotional and 
intellectual level." 

"Many of the better cur-
rent bands use the parame-
ters that were established by 
the '70s prog-rock groups 
purely as a starting point 
and infuse their own person-
alities and style," Golden 
says. "For example, when 
they formed, [Sweden's] 
Anekdoten clearly had a 
musical link to mid-'70s 
King Crimson. However, 
their music was probably 
equally influenced by bands 
like Primus and Nirvana." 

Rick Eddy of A Triggering 
Myth, among the best of the 
new progressive crop, says he 
is attracted by "the open-
ended nature" of the music. 

"There are no rules, and 
you can use everything 
you've ever heard or experi-
enced — rock, jazz, classical, 
Indian ragas, Hungarian 
folk, African roots music, 
etc. Anything," he says. "I 
can't imagine ever running 
out of options." 

Between the forward-
looking artists who nod 
appreciatively in the direc-
tion of '70s beard-rock and 
those who reverently repro-
duce the prog sounds of 
yesteryear, could a major 
resurgence of public interest 
make prog hip again? It's 
doubtful. More likely than 
not, the hipper-than-thou 
clerk at your local indie 
record store still wouldn't be 
caught dead with a King 
Crimson album. But if 
someone slipped a Crimson 
cut onto a mix tape in 
between Godspeed You 
Black Emperor! and Don 
Caballero, he'd probably 
give a nod, secure in the 
knowledge that — like scads 
of other formerly déclassé 
genres — prog has come 
full circle.

Standards 
(Thrill Jockey, Feb. 20, 2001) 

The poobahs of post-rock 
follow up 1998's TNT with a 
characteristically eclectic 
fourth album. Everything 
from electric harpsichord to 
baritone sax is called into 
service to achieve the band's 
trademark blend of organic 
improv and electronic 
studiocraft. 

SEA AND CAKE 
Oui (Thrill Jockey, 2000) 

One of the few post-rock out-
fits to successfully incorporate 
vocals, the Sea And Cake 
offers the lush pop melodies 
and sophisticated harmonies 
that find befuddled rock crit-
ics reaching vainly for Steely 
Dan comparisons. 

JAPANCAKES 
The Sleepy Strange 
(Kindercore, Feb. 13, 2001) 

The warm, fuzzy face of 
minimalism is exposed by 
this Athens-based band. Steel 
guitar and analog synth vie 
with simple guitar patterns 
and earthy fiddle in a largely 
static but eminently poignant 
sonic patchwork. 

LABRADFORD 
fixed::context 
(Kranky, March 30, 2001) 

Produced by Steve Albini, the 
sixth album from these mas-
ters of moody soundscapes 
pares down the instrumenta-
tion employed on previous 
efforts. But Labradford 
makes up the difference by 
enhancing the organic atmos-

pheres with deft electronic 
processing. 

CHICAGO 
UNDERGROUND TRIO 
Flame Thrower 
(Delmark, 2000) 

The brainchild of Isotope 
217's Rob Mazurek, the Trio 
is in fact a quartet on this 
recording (Tortoise/Isotope 
guitarist Jeff Parker pops in). 
Flame Thrower is a thrilling 
summit meeting of free jazz, 
electronics, post-rock, and the 
avant-garde. 

FROG-ROCK 

WHITE WILLOW — Sacrament 
(Laser's Edge, 2000) 

This Norwegian band's 
acoustic guitars, flute, and 
lulling female vocals mark it 
as sort of the Mazzy Star of 
the new prog scene, but 
Sacrament's synths and elec-
tric guitars kick in often 
enough to charge things up. 
Rock madrigals that don't 
sound like Jethro Tull — who 
woulda thunk it?

TRANSATLANTIC

Perhaps the 21st century's 
first prog supergroup, 
Transatlantic includes mem-
bers of Marillion, Spock's 
Beard, Sweden's Flower Kings, 
and Dream Theater. Despite 
the presence of so many 
neo-proggers, the album

MTV2's relaunch stresses an increased "college radio" focus highlighted by the 
return of 120 Minutes and Amp. By Lisa Hageman 

O n New Year's Eve, 
MW relaunched its 
much-talked-about 

but rarely viewed sister channel 
to an increased audience. MTV2 
kicked in 2001 with a new logo, 
new programming and an 
"Instant Gratification" capability 
that allows viewers to pick the 
videos they want to see via the 
MTV2 website. 

Thanks to new deals with 
Time Warner cable, AT&T and 
Comcast, the station now 
reaches 30 million homes. 
While MTV2 had been slowly 
expanding its audience since 
October, station brass consider 
the 30-million mark a mile-
stone. 

With the relaunch, MTV2 
alerted fans to its commitment 
to new music by emphasizing 
up-and-coming acts. Some of 
those featured so far have 
included Mudvayne, Jill Scott, 
Lifehouse, and Good Charlotte 
— artists not generally consid-
ered MTV staples, but whom its 
sister station intends to sup-
port. Working the motto that 
everything old is new again, 
MTV2 also laid claim to Amp 
and 120 Minutes, two shows 
MW retired in the spring of 
2000. 

For those old enough to 
remember that MW was once 
about videos, 120 Minutes was 
the channel's bastion of new 
music. First airing on March 10, 
1986, the program championed 
the likes of Depeche Mode, 
R.E.M., Sinead O'Connor, Nine 
Inch Nails, and Nirvana before 
the rest of the world had caught 
on. But as MTV's programming 
schedule became more crowd-
ed, the show was often pre-
empted and relegated to late-
night slots, eventually getting 

pushed out altogether. The 
same happened to 120 Minutes' 
electronic and dance counter-
part, Amp, its buzz slowly and 
steadily dying down after it ini-
tially aired on Dec. 9, 1996. 

"The choice to bring 120 
Minutes back really is about 
bringing back the name," says 
David Cohn, general manager 
of MTV2. "120 Minutes had a 
great heritage as a new-music 

community that we want to tar-
get is the college students who 
are not just passionate and 
committed to music as a domi-
nant piece of their life, but who 
tend to be very adventurous in 
their taste!' 

To build a base of viewers 
in the all-important 18-24 
demographic, MTV2 has target-
ed cable providers and satellites 
that broadcast to campuses or

show on MTV. It makes a lot of 
sense that it's on MTV2 and, 
perhaps more symbolically, that 
it's on at a prime-time slot 
[Sundays at 8 p.m. EST]. For us, 
it is kind of a mainstream show 
and not to the left of our nor-
mal programming." 

The idea that videos by 
bands like At The Drive-In 
won't be elbowed out of rota-
tion by teen pop stars is a 
refreshing concept, especially to 
those who see MW as the tele-
vision equivalent to commercial 
radio. "Playing new artists, play-
ing new music, is really our top 
priority," says Cohn. 

"I think people have often 
— certainly in the early days of 
MTV2 — considered us the 
college radio television net-
work," says Cohn. "The core 

in college towns. MTV2 is cur-
rently beamed directly into 
dorm rooms at 100 colleges 
nationwide, and Cohn says he 
hopes to see the number 
increase over time. 

Those at the labels are 
among the many who consider 
MTV2 the "college radio televi-
sion network!' For some, expo-
sure on the station — like that 
on college radio — will help 
generate an initial buzz for acts 
that don't fit the commercial 
mold. 

"Our videos do sometimes 
make it on MW depending 
upon how big the song is and 
how much MW believes in the 
artist/song," says Errol Kolosine, 
general manager of Astralwerlcs 
Records. "But for many of our 
artists, shows like Amp and a 

network like MTV2 are a real 
opportunity for exposure where 
they might not have a shot. It's 
my hope that MTV2 will prove 
a testing ground for some of 
the videos and artists that I 
speak of, and that it will lead to 
even more exposure on MTV." 

MTV2's rekindled relation-
ship with new music naturally 
means a fresh relationship with 
independent labels. "In today's 
world, there are fewer majors, 
but there are a lot more indies 
— and we want to make sure 
that we are dealing fairly and 
equitably with everyone," says 
Cohn. "But we don't necessarily 
distinguish that we need to be 
`x' percent major and 'x' percent 
indie. We're hoping to give 
everyone a fair shake, which isn't 
always easy. Those relationships 
with labels that have been less-
ened on MW will be revived 
with MTV2." 

Lesley Blealdey, executive 
VP of Beggars Banquet, says her 
label is looking to be heavily 
involved with the channel. 
"MTV2 provides an opportuni-
ty to get our artists out on a 
nationwide basis," she says. "It is 
an invaluable kind of exposure!' 

Adds Astralwerks' 
Kolosine, "MW is clearly not a 
video-driven network. They 
view themselves as a television 
network. There are more great 
videos being made than ever. 
And I think that, culturally, we 
need something like MTV2 
desperately. 

"As long as MTV2 contin-
ues to view its role as develop-
ing music, maybe we can get 
back to the days when MW 
wasn't influencing things on a 
mass pop-culture level, and 
back to when it developed new 
acts and music!'

the town's cultural 
ebb and flow. Each 
year, new freshman 

classes bring changing 
trends and tastes in 
music, food and fash-
ion, while at the same 
time, the locals keep 
doing what they've 
always done. Ithaca 
musicians like the 
Burns Sisters, Donna 
The Buffalo and Pete 
Panek And The Blue 
Cats have been playing 
acoustic folk, roots rock 
and Chicago-style blues, 
respectively, at the 
same venues for years 
now. Meanwhile, clubs 
geared toward younger 
crowds find themselves 
striving to keep up with 
ever-changing fads. 

The jam-band 
scene is really huge," 
says Trace Davis, who 
handles booking for ven-
erable Ithaca music 
spot The Haunt. "It 
used to be ska, but that 
tapered off dramatically, 
as it did on a nation-
wide basis. Heavier 
music is really in now." 

"Ithaca's definitely 
got its hippie roots. The 
college kids liven it up. 
When they go home, you 
can tell it's kind of 
hickville up here," says 
Chris Ward, co-program 
director/co-music direc-
tor for Ithaca College's 
WICB-FM. "For some 
reason, Ithaca loves its 
old-school local bands. 
You try to play the 
popular stuff and people 
call asking you what 
happened to the local 
music. You actually get 

phone calls that day. 
They don't let you get 
away with it. They want 
their local music." 

RADIO 
Ithaca College has two 
stations: WICB (91.7 FM; 

co-music directors Chris 
Ward and Andrew 
Steinthal; 607.274.1040) 
and 106 VIC (105.8 FM; 
music director Chris 
White). IC has one of the 
best TV/radio programs in 
the country, so the main 
objective of its two sta-
tions is to train DJs and 
other on-air staff for pro-
fessional careers. ICB's pri-
mary focus is mainstream 
alternative, favoring artists 
like 3 Doors Down, 
Everlast and SR-71. At 
5,500 watts, the station 
reaches a potential audi-
ence of 250,000. Every 
Tuesday at 9 p.m., ICB 
offers Homebrew, a show 
dedicated to the local 
music scene. A 30-second 
listing of local music 
events dubbed Concert 
Connection is aired four 
times a day, each soundbite 
followed by a track from a 
local artist. 

VIC runs even more 

mainstream: Recent Top 20 
artists include Matchbox 
Twenty, Lenny Kravitz and 
the Corrs. It can be 
accessed over the airwaves 
or through Time Warner 
Cable's free FM cable ser-
vice. 

At Cornell University's 
WVBR (93.5 FM; music 
director Josh Blackler; 
607.273.4000), the focus is 
on classic and modern 
rock, reaching an audience

Ithaca and its environs. 
Specialty shows include 
the Bound For Glory folk 
concert series, which has 
been broadcasting since 
1967, and Radio Free 
Ithaca, a show dedicated 
to local music.

Aside from the clubs,

In the past 
few years, Cornell has host-
ed Moby, Mobb Deep, 
Black Eyed Peas and even 
Bob Dylan. Recent IC 
headliners include Fuel, 
Nine Days and Eve 6.

A s a born-and-raised 
Clevelander, I 
admit to a bias 

toward Norton Records' Yeah!, a 
CD of once-thought long-lost 
recordings of 1966 garage band 
the Alarm Clocks. The trio was 
like so many at that specific time 
in American musical history — 
high school kids turned onto 
garage rock, growing their hair 
long, and unwittingly building 
the Nuggets legacy from the 
ground up. But this band in 
particular hailed from the blue-
collar Cleveland suburb of 
Parma, and was something of a 
mythical local legend back 

home. Norton's discovery of the 
tapes is nifty enough, but it's the 
liner notes that make the pack-
age irresistible. The band mem-
bers — now middle-aged men 
— had enough sense at the time 
to save every little scrap of 
Alarm Clocks memorabilia, so 
the CD booklet is filled with 
photos of band members posing 
on the front lawn, basement gigs 
with the local kids Watusi-ing 
away and, best of all, a genuine 
hate letter. Generally addressed 

Daft Punk 

to "Mopphead Sissy," it goes on 
to suggest that the band get 
itself "some falsys and a brazier 
& curies (sic)" so that it could 
"pick up a date." Genius! And a 

great snapshot of rock 'n' roll 
history. 

More personal bias had me all 
riled up to hear the new records 
from Buckcherry and Monster 
Magnet, a couple of favorites 
that made headway in the com-
mercial world with their last 
albums. Buckcherry's Time 
Bomb, due out March 27 on 
DreamWorks, delivers all of the 
tattoo-and-sweat goods, featur-
ing plenty of new material — 
especially the title track which 
cribs a particularly nasty N.W.A. 
lyric for its chorus — and a cut 
or two culled from the band's 
live set. Admittedly, the LA. 
quintet's got quite a hill to climb 
this time out — its smash sin-
gle, "Lit Up," is the kind of cut 
some bands struggle an entire 
career to produce, and 
Buckberry nailed it on its debut 
— but Time Bomb is a solid 
chuck of progress. Expect to 
hear from their photogenic 
mugs for much of 2001. 
Monster Magnet, on the other 
hand, has spent years making 
the long, slow, sludgy climb 
toward commercial success. 
Now marking 10 years together 
as a band, it manages the rare 
feat of maintaining its picky 
fanbase while appealing to more 
and more fans, and seems to do 
so with ease. God Says No (love 
the title!), due in early March on 
A&M-Interscope, is one heck of 
a manly juggernaut, and practi-
cally guarantees that the Magnet 
will remain on course with fans, 

not to mention com-
mercial outlets. 
Frontman Dave 
Wyndorf ain't getting 
any younger, you 
know! 

Most of the chatter 
about the early-2001 
Virgin Records release 
schedule centers on the 
new Daft Punk record, 
due at radio March 13, 

but there are quite a few other 
noteworthy items. With 
Immortal Records' new home at 
Virgin, Nashville alt-country 
rockers Bare Jr. get a second 

chance. Though the band's 1998 
debut, Boo-tay, delighted the 
handful of roots rockers that 
heard it, the album never 
reached as many ears at it

deserved. That may change with 
the Feb. 13 release of the band's 
Immortal-Virgin debut 
Brainwasher. Also slated from 
Virgin is a new, as-yet-untitled 
solo album from David Byrne, 
due in late March, and an 
upcoming live album from Ben 
Harper, also due on March 13. 
Comprised of two discs (one 
with Harper and a full band, the 
other comprised of Harper's 
solo acoustic work), Live is a 
treat for Harper's legion of fans. 
Even more interesting, however, 
is the fact that Harper's month-
long tour in anticipation of the 
release hits mostly college cam-

tour's opening act is rapper 
Mos Def's new rock band, 
Jack Johnson. 

Now that the lulling holiday 
glow has passed, many bands 
and labels are snapping to atten-
tion.

Unwound has finished record-
ing its new album for Kill Rock 
Stars, and it's going to be a dou-
ble-LP. Though the project, a 
year in the making, is still being 
mixed, a late-April/early-May 
release date is planned, along 
with a West Coast tour in 
February. Also from Kill Rock 
Stars is news that the Tight 
Bros From Way Back When 

are heading into the studio in 
March... Beloved loud rockers 
System Of A Down plan to 
hole up in the studio beginning 
in mid-February with producer 
Rick Rubin to record their 
sophomore album. With a 
release date of June 26 already 
set, and a confirmation as a 
band on the 2001 OzzFest line-
up, time is of the essence, espe-
cially since it's been three years 
since the release of its 
American/Columbia-CRG 
debut... Its release has been 
delayed numerous times, but the 
debut from Dave Navarro's 
new band, Spread, has finally 
been slated for an early March 
release on Epic. Featuring assis-
tance from guitarist Reeves 
Gabrels, Roy Mayorga from 
Soulfly, Leah Andreone, and a 
member of the band Jack Off 
Jill, you can guess Navarro's 
direction: dark, heavy, with a 
twinge of electronics...Though 
New Zealand's the Verlaines 
never experienced the success 
they deserved, band frontman 
Graeme Downes has remained 
active, if unprolific, guesting on 
the occasional record in the 
years since the band's last 
album, 1993's Way Out Where. 
Now Downes has signed with 
Matador, and will record a solo

D
ec. 12 at New York's 
legendary CBGB, 
WSOU and The 

Syndicate co-hosted a spectacu-
lar, underground metal show-
case. Even Sepultura skinsman 
Igor Cavalera was in the house, 
and check this out: He was 
wearing a black T-shirt with his 
last name embossed on it. Now 
that's bad-ass. 

Cavalera didn't travel all 
the way from Brazil for the 
show. He was in town mixing 
his band's forthcoming album, 
Nation. Sepultura is one of 
those heritage metal bands that 
reinvents itself with each new 
album. The down-tuned, Korn-
inspired rock of Roots is light 
years away from the insane 
speed-thrash of Chaos A.D., 
which is nothing like the bru-
tality of Beneath The Remains. 
You get the picture. With 
Nation, Derek Green is no 
longer the "new" guy. And from 
what I've heard of the new 
material, he has settled into his 
role as Sepultura's lead singer, 
as opposed to Max Cavalera's 
replacement. He sounds confi-
dent and assured. While 1998's 
Against felt somewhat pieced 
together, Nation asserts itself as 
coherent, heavy and flowing. 
The tribal rhythms that under-
line the Sepultura sound 
remain, but everything is big-
ger, louder and faster, with 
enough intensity to level a 
medium-sized country. 

Anyway, back to the show. 
100 Demons, The Year Of Our 
Lord, God Below, Blood Has 
Been Shed, Burnt By The Sun, 
All That Remains, God Forbid, 
and All Out War graced the 
stage. And with all those reli-
gious references, it sounds like a 
pretty holy night, huh? Unholy 
is more like it. 100 Demons 
hails from upstate New York, 
and from what I hear on the 
streets, these thugs are huge in 
Europe. With song titles like 
"Hard Surprise" and "Wake Up 
And Hate," you know this has 

got to be urban-esque thugcore. 
The Demons were followed by 
Boston's best-kept secret, The 
Year Of Our Lord. These cats 
play symphonic Swedish black 
metal. The baby-faced singer 
looks like he could be a 
Backstreet Boy — but with his 
shrill shriek, he beats the balls 
out of the Backstreeters. Its set 
was like a little slice of At The 
Gates homegrown on U.S. soil. 
I talk about God Below every 
other minute, so just know that 
the band's set was killer and 
singer Daniel Johnson per-
formed in the pit the entire 
time. God Below was followed 
by Relapse's newest act, Burnt 
By The Sun, which was, in a 
word, vicious. A band to watch. 

Moving on: New England's 
Blood Has Been Shed obliterat-
ed the audience, while All That 
Remains — original Shadows 
Fall singer Phil Labonte's new 
band — did a cover of 
Metallica's "Creeping Death!' 
Labonte prefaced the tune by 
saying, "This is by a band that 
used to be good." ATR is metal 
for those that love classic 
Metallica (as in, when Cliff 
Burton was still alive) and 
Carcass. God Forbid could 
hardly contain itself onstage. 
Guitarists Doc and Dallas, both 
NYC-area scenesters, were all 
over the place. GF looks like 
Bad Brains but sounds like old 
Sepultura meets Hatebreed. 
Singer Byron is just one big 
mass of ferocity, but offstage 
he's one of the nicest guys you'd 
ever wanna meet. 

Before headliners All Out 
War went on, singer Mike Score 
was fretting about his American 
Politics final the next morning. 
Still, he performed like a mad-
man, pacing and jumping. He 
even gave yours truly a shout-
out during the last song. All 
Out War's new album is com-
ing on Victory next year. We 
need more of the band's Slayer-
meets-Cro-Mags-core.

FREESTYLE FALLOUT 

I
have to admit I slept on 
the whole Freestyle 
Fellowship movement. 

When I arrived at the 
University of Southern 
California in 1992, the experi-
mental collec-
tive's debut, To 
Whom It May 
Concern, had 
already been 
available for a 
year. But I was 
a defensive 
New York 
transplant too 
wrapped up in 
promoting my 
East Coast 
heroes to even 
appreciate the 
merits of N.W.A.'s legacy, 
much less the bubbling 
underground L.A. scene. 

Once I was able to pull 
away from Black Moon and A 
Tribe Called Quest, my ears 
first traveled north, discover-
ing Souls Of Mischief and 
Saafir. By the time I was ready 
to listen to FF - I think it 
was that Digable Planets-
esque video with Stetsasonic's 
Daddy-0 that caught my 
attention — they already had 
a sophomore release and a 
popular open mic showcase 
flourishing right there in my 
college town. 

Even still, I fronted. 
Freestyle Fellowship and the 
gang down at Project Blowed 
seemed too pretentious, too 
artsy-fartsy for my tastes — a 
Leaders Of The New School 
knock-off with no beats. It 
wasn't until I heard 
Aceyalone's first solo album, 
All Balls Don't Bounce, that I 
started to understand what he 
and his crew were trying to 
do. The eclectic collection 
could have used better pro-
duction, but lyrically Acey 
was thinking outside of the 
beat box, toying with cadence, 
meter and delivery. His 
sophomore album A Book Of 

Human Language, a wholly 
abstract theme album, slaugh-
tered sacred cows of subject 
matter and immediately 
became one of my favorites. 
The Freestyle Fellowship legacy 

Aceyalone 

has always suffered from low 
budgets and limited distribu-
tion, but the first quarter of 
this year will see new material 
from the camp, including 
Aceyalone's third offering. 

Aceyalone Accepted Eclectic 
(Ground Control-Nu Gruv 
Alliance) Though this project 
is scheduled for release in the 
first week of March, advances 
have been available since the 
end of 2000. As its title sug-
gests, Acey's newest forsakes 
the slippery mad science of 
Human Language for more 
palatable song structure and 
standard first person boasts 
with his trademark idiosyn-

crasies thrown in for color. 
The production is easygoing, 
but it's far from commercially 
viable in today's market, leav-

ing it to Aceyalone's quirky 
worldview and wordplay to 
carry the day. 

A-Team Who Framed The 
A-Team? (MeanStreet) This 
collaboration between 
Aceyalone and longtime pa't-
ner Abstract Rude sees the 
former disappointingly play-
ing broke second fiddle to the 
latter. Abstract drips charis-
matic Cali syrup over rough-
hewn sketches like "Like That 
Like This" and "Slower Traffic 
To The Right," while 
Aceyalone — usually prone to 
exquisite pacing — struggles 
to keep up. 

P.E.A.C.E. Southern Fry'd 
Chicken (MeanStreet) This 
compilation of new material 
and previously-released 
(cult?) classics from Freestyle 

Fellow P.E.A.C.E. frequently 
epitomizes the inaccessible 
styles that permanently placed 

his bunch into the "alt-rap" 
category. Though P.E.A.C.E. 
likes to insist that he is a 
"Southwest rider" and use 
words like "gang bang," his 
off-the-cuff vocal manipula-
tion and purely percussive 
backgrounds are more appeal-
ing to spoken word patrons 
than hip-hop heads, much 
less the typical denizens of 
gangland L.A. But given a 
couple of universal grooves 
("Packedhouse," "Good 4 
Nothin"), P tones it down 
enough to deliver finished 
songs.

Krondon gripes, "Just looking for the money my hands get all itchy." 
But optimism surfaces with the single's second cut, "The Long 
Run." Over slightly peppier drums and a driving Latin-inflected 
bassline, Self Sci's own Chase Infinite suggests solutions: "Even 
though you might not/ Be in the right financial spot/ All depends 
on the plans you got." Gradually, the spirituality and foresight that 
listeners should expect from Self Scientific fully reveals itself Chase 
twists the final chorus thus, "When it's all said, when it's all 
done/Bring my people out of the dark and into the sun.., people, 
black people, my people."

Edan is kind of a geek. More than a 
tad infatuated with words, he dedi-
cates one of this single's supporting 
tracks, the pretentiously titled 
"Syllable Practice?' to "all of the past 
masters of lyrical construction.., and 

anybody that loves writing lyrics." His complex tongue twisters are 
clever at first listen but ultimately unsubstantial. Don't get me 
wrong, the standard indie hip-hop head may well fall for Edan's 
aggressive verbal masturbation. (Case in point, HipHopSite.com 
posted the entire first verse of the B-side's "You Suck" in their 
"Shining Stars" section.) But don't go searching for any deeper sen-
timents. Edan spits his heart out in the first few lines ("Questioning 
my passion is like asking Jesus/If the crucifixion hurt"), but by the 
end of the verse, he's making crude fart jokes. To his credit, he han-
dles production for all three songs on this vinyl, and while 
"Rapperfection" is a bit of static mess, "You Suck" is deliciously per-
verse in its haphazard reconstruction of one of those vaguely famil-
iar samples. Maybe Edan understands that sick and twisted 
metaphors aren't enough to carry a tune after all.

ANNOUNCED 

0  n Jan. 3, the 
National Academy 
Of Recording Arts 

& Sciences (NARAS) 
announced the nominees for 
the 43rd Annual Grammy 
Awards which, for the second 
time, includes categories for 
Best Dance Recording and 
Remixer of the Year, Non-
Classical. Won by Cher's 
"Believe" in 2000, the Best 
Dance Recording category was 
all but discredited this year by 
the inclusion of the Baha 
Men's jock-jam anthem, "Who 
Let the Dogs Out?" (OK, the 
hook might be catchy, but so is 
herpes. It's ridiculous to con-
sider it among one of the best 
of the year. Jennifer Lopez's 

Deep Dish 

"Let's Get Loud" and Enrique 
Iglesias' "Be With You" also 
received nods (zzzzzz...), 
while the inescapable "Blue 
(Da Ba Dee)" by Italian 
cheese-pop trio Eiffel 65 
stands out as the only instru-
mental nomination in the cat-
egory. If it were up to me, my 
vote would have to go to the 
last nomination, Moby's 
"Natural Blues," as it's the only 
one of the bunch that doesn't 
make my skin crawl. Plus, it's 
an innovative track that 
deserves the win. Perhaps its 
heavy incorporation of blues 
samples will help it — the 
NARAS committee loves 
old-sounding shit. 

Next up is the Best 
Remixer category. This playing 
field's a bit more even — but 
not by much. New York house 
artists Peter Rauhofer (who 

won the award last year and 
jacked-up Whitney Houston's 
"The Greatest Love Of All" for 
inclusion this year), Hex 
Hector (who smoothed out 
Madonna's "Music," among 
others), R&B producer 
Maurice Joshua (who 
reworked Destiny's Child to 
death), and L.A. mix-master 
Richard "Humpty" Vission 
(who also took on the Material 
Mom's "Music," as well as 
"American Pie") do battle for 
the statuette. My vote, howev-
er, would go to Washington 
D.C.'s Deep Dish, whose dark 
and dirty take on Madonna's 
"Music" (which was surpris-
ingly absent from the Best 
Dance Recording category) 

rocked harder 
than any other 
pop remix last 
year. It would 
have been nice to 
have seen Groove 
Armada, or 
maybe even 
Timo Maas, get a 
nod for some of 
their exceptional 
remix work. But 
hey, I guess we 
should be thank-

ful NARAS even recognizes 
remixing as an artform worthy 
of an award. Right? 

Elsewhere, Madonna 
received three nominations for 
her Music album, which fea-
tured six tracks produced by 
French house artist Mirwais 
and two by William Orbit. 
Music, the album, racked up a 
nomination for Best Pop Vocal 
Album, while "Music," the sin-
gle, earned a nod in both the 
Record of the Year and Best 
Female Pop Vocal Performance 
categories. Orbit's Pieces In A 
Modern Style, a collection of 
classical compositions given an 
ambient-electronic twist, is 
also up for a Best Instrumental 
Album Grammy. Expect more 
bitching and moaning on this 
page after the Grammy's are 
handed out Feb. 21 in Los 
Angeles.

Nothing Changes Under The 
Sun, the debut album from 
Englishman Andy Dragazis 
(Blue States a.k.a), sounds 
like the best album Air never 
made. That's not a rip on 
Dragazis per se; just a 
realization of the obvious 

affinity both outfits share for blissful pop melodies, cinematic 
symphonics, and sci-fi lounge music of the Esquivel-on-E variety. 
Though Dragazis pays homage to his influences in much the same 
way as his French counterparts (enough already about the Air), the 
album does exhibit moments of individuality throughout. The 
dusty guitar textures of "Arion" evoke images of post-modern 
space cowboys riding off into technicolor sunsets; "Stereo 99" 
matches a peppy waltz rhythm with lush and dramatic keyboards 
refrains; and the lackadaisical "Spit And Soar" boasts the dreamiest 
guitar melodies this side of Tortoise. There may not be much new 
ground broken on Nothing Changes, but Dragazis crafts an exquis-
ite album of romantic downbeat tunes that's easy on the ears and 
soothing to the soul.

I
n a move that surprised 
many in the jazz commu-
nity, Rob Gibson resigned 

as executive producer and direc-
tor of Jazz At Lincoln Center on 
Dec. 15. He had held the post 
for 10 years. In a statement to 
the Lincoln Center's board of 
directors, Gibson said that, in 
light of the 
appointment 
of a new 
chairman of 
the board and 
recent fund-
raising suc-
cess, the time 
was right to 
seek out new 
challenges. 
But with the 
construction 
of Jazz At 
Lincoln 
Center's new multimillion-dol-
lar home in New York City, the 
timing seems odd. Wouldn't 
Gibson want to see all that work 
come to fruition? Apparently, he 
felt his house was in good order. 
Longtime senior staffer Laura 
Johnson, Jazz At Lincoln 
Center's former director of 
education and performance, 
will assume most of Gibson's 
responsibilities as the new gen-
eral manager. "Rob has done a 
tremendous job in building this 
organization, and we are grate-
ful for his vision, his dedication 
and his talent that we received 
the benefit of over the past 10 
years," artistic director Wynton 
Marsalis commented in a pre-
pared statement. "In many ways, 
we owe our success to him. We 
are fortunate to have Laura 
Johnson to lead us as we pre-
pare to move to our new home:' 
Jonathan F.P. Rose, former 
chairman of the executive com-
mittee, became acting chairman 
of the board of J@LC on Jan. 1. 
Rose will be in charge of the 
move from Lincoln Center to 
the new Columbus Center. Also 
as of Jan. 1, J@LC's former 
chairman of the board, Gordon 
J. Davis, became president of 
Lincoln Center for the 

Performing Arts. • Strange 
things are afoot in Philadelphia, 
where local jazz figure Byard 
Lancaster was recently arrested 
for playing music on the street. 
Lancaster — a saxophonist and 
educator who has performed for 
presidents Bill Clinton and 
George Bush, as well as three 

Jamaican prime ministers— 
has taught at Berldee School of 
Music, Harvard and schools 
throughout the U.S. He's played 
with John Coltrane, Lee 
Morgan, Abdullah Ibrahim, 
Kenny Clarke, Afro-beat legend 
Fela Kuti, and countless other 
jazz musicians. Philadelphia 
police were apparently unaware 
of Lancaster's resume. The 
musician has been ordered to 
appear in court on Jan. 11. He 
faces up to 90 days in jail and/or 
a possible penalty of $400.

• In the better-late-than-never 
department, Columbia has 
finally chosen to service David 
S. Ware's Surrendered, which 
came out last May.

Ware 
is currently working on a new 
album for the label, and believe 
it or not, it will feature Matthew 
Shipp using an electric key-
board, a first for the band (or 
anyone else on the label for that 
matter). A recent gig at New 
York's Knitting Factory featured 
the new-look Ware quartet, 
though things turned comic 
when the saxophonist decided 
to take the new keys for a spin. 
Suffice to say, Ware's perfor-
mance nearly rivaled drummer 
Milford Graves' performance at 
Vision Fest a few years ago, 
when he played piano with both 
hands and one of his feet. 
Apparently Shipp was so 
appalled with his boss's key-
board skills that he made Ware 
promise to never do it again.

Truly on the outer fringes of 
improvised/avant-garde music, 
New York's White Out (Ecstatic 
Peace!, c/o Smells Like Records; 
201.659.8956; info@smellslik-
erecords.com) hinges on the 
analog drone of keyboardist Lin 
Culbertson and the free-time 
drumming of Tom Surgal, the 
latter who has worked with 
Thurston Moore on a number 
of occasions. The duo ups the 
ante on Drunken Little Mass by 
bringing in producer/rising-
star-avant-gardist Jim O'Rourke 
to further mess things up. 
Culbertson and O'Rourke are 
constantly manipulating the 
sound of their instruments, and 
sometimes it's hard to figure out 
who's doing what. But whatever 
it is, it works. Oscillating sounds 
weave in and around drones 
and unrecognizable squiggles. 
Surgal's drumming is solid 
throughout, his odd accents and 
stumbling rhythms prodding 
his partners in their efforts to 
build an intricate, ever-evolving 
sound collage. 

Although reedist Peter 
Brifetzmann is well known for 
his intense style, his Shadows 
(DIW, do Koch, no servicing) 

should clear the cobwebs out of 
the ears of fans of Bffitzmann's 
most uncompromising music. 
Joined by noise guitarist Keiji 
Haino and drummer Shoji 
Hano for a live performance in 
Wels, Austria, the reedist goes at 
it full-bore for the most part, 
alternately sounding like a rabid 
goose and a junkyard dog as he 
rages his way through an hour-
long set. With the visceral 
impact of a car crash, Hano 
pounds his drums as if his life 
depended on it, and Haino's 
guitar work matches the intensi-
ty of the other two, pushing 
them with a nasty mix of dis-
torted chords and lightning 
licks. And while the results have 
all the intensity of a grindcore 
band, there's never any doubt 
that the three are a unit. 
Reminiscent of Thurston 
Moore's great Hurricane Floyd 
and Briitzmann's work in the 
group Last Exit, Shadows is 
something for folks who 
like their improvised music 
explosive. 

The Boxholder label has 
put out some great music in its 
short existence, and tenor saxo-
phonist Ivo Perelman's The Eye 
Listens (Boxholder; 802.457.8150; 
boxholdr@aol.com) is another 
solid addition to the label's great 
oeuvre of improvised jazz. 
Though he's been extremely 
active throughout the '90s, 
Perelman shows no signs of 
wear and tear on The Eye 
Listens. The saxophonist barely 
takes a break as he works 
through the 70-minute program 
with a soft lyrical style that 
makes his formidable chops go 
down easy. New York bassist 
Wilber Morris — who seems to 
be getting better and better with 
age — and hard-hitting drum-
mer Michael Wimberley fill out 
the trio, providing solid backing 
with their mid-tempo grooves. 
Highlights include the 
panoramic "A Night At The 
Opera" and the soaring title 
track. But there is wealth of 
good music to be had on 
this disc.

G uitarist Eddy 
Shaver died of an 
apparent drug 

overdose in Waco, Texas, on 
New Year's Eve. A student of 
Allman Brothers Band 
guitarist Dickey Betts, the 
38-year-old son of songwriter 
Billy Joe Shaver began playing 
the guitar at age 13 in his 
father's seminal country band, 
Shaver. The group scored sev-
eral hits in the '70s, including 
"I Been To Georgia On A Fast 
Train" and "Good Christian 
Soldier." Besides playing with 
Shaver, he performed with the 
likes of Willie Nelson, 
WayIon Jennings, Guy Clark, 
Kris ICristofferson, and 
Dwight Yoakam. Shaver 
recorded five albums with his 
father's band; a new release is 
scheduled for March 20. His 
funeral was held Jan. 4 at the 
Heritage Memorial Funeral 
Home Chapel in Waco. • With 
new bassist Tad Kinchla now 
an official band member, 
Blues Traveler will release its 
first studio album since 1997's 
Straight On Till Morning 
sometime in March. Kinchla 
— the brother of Blues 
Traveler guitarist Chan 
Kinchla — replaces original

Just What lime It Is (Palm) 
When Nichols stepped out as a solo 
artist in 1997 with Lover's Arms, he 
was embraced by the Triple A com-
munity for his stunning ability to 
write gripping songs in a style that 
was as much reggae as it was folk-
pop. Nichols' sophomore effort 
masterfully expands his world of 

influence, melding soul, li&B, pop, hip-hop, and folk. The gorgeous 
result on Just What Time It Is is a collection of ultra-hip songs that, 
at times, sounds like Ben Harper covering James Taylor. "Kissing 
Gate" is particularly Harper-like, its beautifully shaped, soulful 
melody artfully derived from a narrow range of notes. "Say Goodbye 
To Christopher" would come across as a straight-ahead JT tune if 
not for the hip-hop-influenced production of Tricky sideman 
Wayne Nunes and house DJ Ewan Pearson (a.k.a. Maas). Ultimately, 
though, what makes Just What Time It Is a standout release is not 
trendy production, but solid and meaningful songs delivered by an 
impassioned performer.

in the funk and the populist 
message of Fela Kuti. Antibalas 
also hosts its own weekly dub 
night at New York's No Moore 
Bar, which is arguably the only 
Afrobeat club night in the States. 
Undoubtedly doing its part to 
keep body temperatures warm 
during the cold winter months, 
the group will be on the West 
Coast Feb. 10-18, going as far 
North as British Columbia.

The other upcoming Lomax 
release, Caribbean Voyage: 
Martinique — Cane Fields and 

City Streets, features drum 
dances, work songs, quadrilles, 
and story songs, as well as urban 
styles like biguine and mazouk. 
On Feb. 27, Rounder will 
release World Library: 
Yugoslavia, a two-CD set that 
features music recorded by 
Lomax at a Yugoslav national 
folk festival in 1951. Also due 
on that date is an expanded 
and revised version of World 
Library: Romania, a sampler of 
Romanian peasant music from 
the 1930s. • On a final note, 
the intro to Christina Roden's 
interview with Youssou 
N'Dour in NMR #695 implied 
that N'Dour made his "preco-
cious debut" in the mid-'80s. 
While his first Western major-
label recordings were released 
then, he had already been a 
major star at home for a 
decade and a half.
