AESOP ROCK

Labor Days (Def Jux)

Labor Days may be Aesop Rock’s Def Jux debut, but this MC is hardly a neo-
phyte. With three previous underground releases to his name, Rock’s new
alliance with ex-Company Flow member EI-P will only change one thing about
this gifted lyricist: the size of his audience. For hip-hop fans who believe “sex”
has been rhymed with “Lex” one (or 1,000) too many times, the verses of this
NYC rapper/poet will provide more than enough to sink one’s teeth into. Rock’s
raw bass voice delivers dense, multi-layered verses drenched in metaphors and
symbolism that could prompt a semester of analysis by a collegiate English
class. “Well, it appears that the scars of learning have spoken/ Some are burning,
some are frozen/ Some deserve tall tales, some wrote ’em/ Some are just the
brutal repercussions of devotion/ Mine are all of the above because everything
leads to erosion,” he intones on “Battery.” Production by longtime collaborator
Blockhead is inspired yet minimal — only the flavor of the bass and drums are
altered from track to track, while strings and flute are added to accentuate
RocK’s lofty, almost mystical lyrics. The bottom line, however, remains the
rhyme: don’t sleep on this gifted wordsmith. — Lisa Hageman

CLINIC

Internal Wrangler (Domino)

Where have all the weirdos gone? Beyond their shticky clown masks and elabo-
rate hair extensions, most of today’s music freaks are hardly strange without the
aid of costumes. Thankfully, real eccentricity is alive and well in the flushed,
angular art-rock of Clinic. Frontman Ade Blackburn often channels Perry
Farrell’s madman, Ritual De Lo Habitual-era vocals, unleashing gender-bending
witticisms and quivering neurosis into his bandmates’ fuzz-coated swirl of junk-
yard drone. Blackburn seems to be bursting with a barely concealed sexual frus-
tration, which he uses to joyous effect on vampish punk-Western ditty “The
Return Of Evil Bill” and “The Second Line.” Headphones reveal other oddities:
monkey noises, fuzzy ocean waves and tin-can clanks penetrate Internal
Wrangler, which conveys the same weird yet enchanting chemistry as say, that
quiet kid in art class who always ended up painting portraits of grinning skulls
and pirates with women’s bodies. The nice thing, though, is that Clinic isn’t just
being strange for the sake of impressing kids who like to get their freak on; the
album is rife with emotion and a sincere desire for self-exploration. “I want to
know my body,” Blackburn pleads to no one in particular on “Distortions.”
Problem is, if he had himself figured out, Clinic might be normal. And that
would be very, very bad. — Kristy Martin

DEAD AT 71
Neil Cooper, founder of Reach
Out International Records
(ROIR), died Aug. 13 from
prostate cancer. He was 71.
Cooper founded his cas-
sette-only label in 1979, prima-
rily releasing live recordings of
performances of seminal punk,
dub and garage bands. His first
release by James Chance hit the
shelves in 1981, after which
ROIR became well-known in
the underground scene, releas-
ing cassettes by the likes of
Television, Bad Brains, Suicide,
Dictators, MC5, Lydia Lunch,
Skatalites, Mekons, New York
Dolls, and many more.
Cooper’s son Lucas assured
CM]J that his father’s vision
will continue. “I hope we do so

Cooper said. “Neil, we will miss
you very much.”

NABBED!

Hey music directors... ever get
the feeling that you’re just not
getting those records that were
supposedly “in the mail”? Do
your listeners ever wonder why
you keep spinning the same
discs over and over again?

For San Antonio’s KSYM, it
wasn’t just paranoia that had
the music department thinking
there was something rotten in
Denmark. On June 4, a San
Antonio College employee was
arrested for stealing the sta-
tion’s CDs.

According to the police
report, the suspect allegedly
picked up the station’s mail
from the post office, upon
which time he took a large por-
tion of packages addressed to
the station and put them in his
car. The suspect has been
charged with theft by a public
servant and is no longer
employed by the Alamo
Community College District.

“For years, every music direc-
tor before me has had to deal
with the headache of not receiv-
ing a good majority of the

music sent to us,” current KSYM
MD Sam Bayless told CMJ. “We
tried to explain it the best we
could, then low and behold
Occam’s razor [theory] proved
correct again.”

“This is fucking brilliant, this,” Collins remembers of the fateful day he and Burgess wrote
“Love Is The Key,” a jacked-up gospel pop tune quivering with seductiveness. “We played it to
the rest of the boys in England and two weeks later we were back [in L.A.].” Burgess, Collins,
keyboardist Tony Rogers, drummer Jon Brookes and bassist Martin Blunt moved the record-
ing session to producer Danny Saber’s digs, where they proceeded to lay out the excellent, tech-

nology-punctured soundscapes on Wonderland.

“It’s the record everybody always wanted the Charlatans to make,” Burgess admits. “It’s the
record we needed to make. All of our records sound a little different from each other, but this
is the first one that’s been a huge difference.”

Live, the Charlatans are still more than gracious hosts of a party none of their longtime fans
want to end. A sticky August show at New York’s Bowery Ballroom found the lads mixing it
up, inserting the Stones-meets-Aretha-meets-ODB flavor of its newer tracks, with classics like
the hometown hit “North Country Boy” and Hammond-saturated “The Only One I Know.”
“C’mon, luv, dance with me!” one pint-clutching ex-pat begged of his date, proving that
Wonderland really is the aphrodisiac Burgess hoped it would be. — Kristy Martin

Along with guitarist/vocalist Jason Reece, guitarist Kevin Allen and bassist Neil Busch,
Keely’s spent much of the past six years formulating Trail Of Dead’s rebellion. Having
weathered early setbacks, from getting banned by most of its hometown clubs to hav-
ing its equipment stolen shortly after its label, Trance Syndicate, folded, the band’s now
poised for a big payoff.

The release of the stately if sinister album Madonna built on Trail of Dead’s live rep-
utation, and the record became revered in Europe as well as in the U.S. This year, the
young group signed to Interscope, which plans on releasing the Texas bad boys’ next
full-length in early 2002 (an EP of new material will be serviced to radio next month).

When they take a break from working on their major label debut to play a CM]J show-
case, the guys from Trail Of Dead will likely dispel any notion that being aligned with
a monolithic corporation has changed anything about its unpredictable avenues of
artistic expression.

“We’ve always had that approach to the studio that the studio was its own format, its
own thing,” Keely explains. “Live, we do what we do.” Club owners and audience
members beware.

Greaney, who lgarned classical violin when he was six years old, hasa Wide-eyed view (limited bad ges; a rrive ea r|y)
of music and life that came at an early age. Stirred to pick up the guitar after hear-

ing Nirvana’s Nevermind for the first time, his goal became to make simple songs as
compelling as orchestral pieces. “We want people to hear our music 10 or 20 years
from now, and say, ‘Wow! That’s amazing,” says Greaney, whose sweeping, cherubic
falsetto recalls another of his influences, Billy Corgan. After forming the band with
his schoolmates, Greaney mixed his dramatic Camus-meets-James Joyce verses with
an lan Curtis-inspired emotional bravado to create rock that tortured the soul with

existential questions.

“When you’re writing about the human experience, you have to draw from
sources beyond your musical influences,” says the singer, whose pinched choirboy
vocals morph into ravaged wails during his live performances. “Technology may
advance, and the mind may as well, but it’s the common thread of being human
that doesn’t change.”

Greaney takes his position as rock star seriously (“We just want to make the best
music for our fans,” he notes) but tempers it with the bigger picture: “We’re only
important to those who want to see us as important.” So does “JJ” stand for James
Joyce? “It’s one of the reasons behind the name. But not saying what the name of the
band [means] lets us keep something for ourselves, and it preserves some of the
light-heartedness of rock music as well.” Here’s to youth. — Enrique Lavin

“We went down to New Orleans, rehearsed for three days, wrote seven songs and just
went out and played,” Claypool says. “The material we’re playing these days is much
more refined than those songs. But that was what it was supposed to be, which was a
‘SuperJam. You just kind of go out and start throwing spaghetti at the wall.”

The three felt a spark, and that spark ignited into The Grand Pecking Order (out Oct.
2 on Elektra), a 13-track headtrip that forges its own psychedelic sound while giving
a nod to each of its members’ full-time projects. Anastasio’s tripped-out guitar leads
serve as the perfect foil for Claypool’s vaudevillian vocals; Claypool’s popping, per-
colating basslines temper Anastasio’s flightier excursions; and Copeland’s unmistak-
able drumwork ties the whole thing together with a neatly syncopated — but clearly
warped — bow. Some songs even find the trio stepping out into realms the likes of
which none of them have explored before: the title track is an off-kilter, almost mili-
tary stomp far weirder than anything in Primus’s back catalog, while “Wield The
Spade” wraps Claypool’s subtlest bassline ever in a cloud of whispered vocals and a
snarly speech by Anastasio.

But with three distinct musical personalities, some toes were bound to be stepped on.
“Obviously I come from an area that’s different from where Trey comes from, and
Stewart comes from an area that’s different than the both of us,” Claypool notes.
“You've basically got three alpha dogs in the studio trying to make a record, so there
was a lot of tugging in different directions. But it was all pleasant tugging.” Expect
wild flights of fancy, possibly a few well-picked covers and some of the most surreal
jamming you've ever experienced. — Tom Mallon

When it comes
to twangified fun, that’s one
test the Derailers can pass with
flying colors.

Fernando Viciconte may not be
a household name, but the
Portland, Oregon singer has the
dynamic persona of a certified
rock star. Drawing on hard
rock, folk, pop and punk influ-

Fernando’s music has attracted a swarm of industry heavy-hit-
ters — including majors like Interscope and Columbia. Jaded by
major label bureaucracy, he shocked everyone by releasing his
latest effort, Dreams Of The Sun And Sky, on his own Domingo
Records. The labels hounding Fernando will be surprised by the
sound of Dreams as well — rather than rehashing the bluesy
hard rock sound of 1999’s Old Man Motel, he crafted a folk-pop
record that strays into pretty melancholia. Though most tracks
rely heavily on an acoustic guitar formula with only sparse piano
and horn accompaniment, it’s Viciconte’s somber vocal melodies
that steal the show.

(“Grass Cloud”). For those seeking an easy way in, the Allstars
pare things down to a simplistic melody on “Sunny Hours,”
which features guest will.i.am from Black Eyed Peas dropping
an upbeat message over a
wash of clean guitar riffs,
turntable scratches and a sly
burst of pedal steel.

Quentin Stoltzfus took a huge
risk when he emerged from
behind the drum kit of Azusa
Plane to sing and play guitar on
last year’s Mazarin debut, Watch
It Happen.

at writing and performing his
or her own songs, but everybody’s ready to pounce when the
result is, as expected, terrible. But Stoltzfus nearly blew every-
one away, displaying a remarkably developed psych-pop sensi-
bility. With A Tell-Tale Storyline, Mazarin has brought this proj-
ect out of the bedroom and into the world, catapulting the 27-
year-old Philadelphia songwriter up near the top tier of indie
artists. Augmenting his fluid, repetitive, New Zealand-type
strumming with electric squalls and earnest, confident vocals,
Stoltzfus sounds like he’s having fun, and it’s infectious. In
“What Sees The Sky,” his

Manuva, the alias of Rodney Hylton Smith, went on to work
with a handful of pals (23 Skidoo, Pharoahe Monch and
Leftfield among them) before returning to the studio to produce
Run Come Save Me, a defining next step in this MC’s musical
evolution. Drawing from the dubby surrealism laid down by Lee
Scratch Perry while allowing psychedelic orchestral sounds to set
the tone, Smith drags his South London drawl over the top of
the mix for a dancehall-inflected, tripped-out brand of hip-hop.
Though sometimes thematically cryptic (“Ital Visions,”
“Artical”), Smith opens himself up for a look inside, revealing
spiritual vulnerabilities (“Sinny Sin Sins”) and his pro-pot
stance. The velvety baritone of
MC Chali 2na (Jurassic 5)
drives the political “Join The
Dots,” a bonus that makes the
album’s already beefy tracks
into a full-on feast.

Slipknot is like a romantic rela-
tionship: at first, your object of
desire is what you see, but once
you get the nerve to talk to this
person, you may find out that s/he
is pretty and intriguing on the
inside as well. Sure, you can try
and write off Slipknot as some
marketing gimmick, given that the
band’s nine members wear grisly masks and orange boiler-room
suits when they perform. But listen to Iowa, the platinum-selling
band’s sophomore recording, and you’ll hear adept musicians
with genuine substance. Fusing nine instruments — including a
drum keg, DJ and two other percussionists — cohesively is no
small task. But Slipknot ferociously faces and defeats the chal-
lenge; every note of Iowa is more pissed off than anything on its
1999 boar-angry, self-titled debut. Head-bustin’ riffs and Corey
Taylor’s throat-destroying vocals blast more violently and
viciously than the slimy creature that exploded out from the
chest of astronaut Kane in the original Alien. Maybe there is
something otherworldly about growing up in them thar corn-
fields. Rip out your heart and take a bite with “People = Shit,”
“The Heretic Anthem,” “I Am Hated” and “New Abortion.”

Luckily
for the ballsy singer/guitarist, the fateful tape made it to
Durst, who quickly signed the band to his vanity label,
Flawless. Like most projects that Durst does A&R for, Puddle
Of Mudd is moody, commercially viable rock as opposed to
rapcore. Come Clean is packed with gloomy guitars and
anchored by undeniably good songwriting, ultimately present-
ing itself as a non-pompous version of Creed or a modern
take on the sludgy sounds of long-lost Alice In Chains. Listen
to “Drift & Die,” “Control” and “She Hates Me” and the
melodies and the lyrics will be stuck in your skull for weeks.
Expect a nation of Puddle Of Mudd fans to grow in the next
few months.

Disconnect Your Head

(Tommy Boy Silver)

On one hand, Disconnect Your
Head, the first full-length album
from England’s Rhythm Masters,
is nothing you haven’t heard
before. In fact, the crunchy, bass-
heavy brand of filtered disco and
fierce tech-house wielded on
many of the album’s tracks
sounds so familiar, you might mistake the juggernaut grooves as
outtakes from some lost Daft Punk or Basement Jaxx recording
sessions. But dig a bit deeper and you’ll really begin to discover
the elements that have distinguished the pair since its earliest
productions and remixes began surfacing in the mid-"90s. The
product is a culmination of Rob Chetcuti’s decades of training
as a classical pianist and Steve McGuiness’s wealth of experience
as a hip-hop/scratch DJ, resulting in an album of refined
rhythms and song structures that are as intricate and intelligent
as the work of their most powerful peers. The familiarity of the
duo’s funk makes the album an immediately palatable affair,
with “The Underground” providing a tough hard house work-
out, “Angels” going the soulful garage route and “21st Century”
unveiling nasty industrial hip-hop frequencies.

songwriting focus is thankfully just as well-grounded as it was
on Muddy Waters. Kicking up dust with rustic rockers like

shows he’s back in fine form after the mild disappointment of
his last “rock” album, 1997’s Little Head — which was more
goofy than gritty.

Barrier To Entry: Defining Latin Alternative Music’s Market
(Friday, Sept. 14 in Murray Hill A, 3:45-4:30 p.m.)
Rickymania and its ripple effects helped the media pin the so-
called Latin explosion to the long overdue realization about this
country’s growing Latin youth market. The projected U.S.
Census figures calculate that Latinos will become the largest
minority group in America by 2005. Lost in the mix, however,
was the fact that the much-hyped Latinization of pop culture is
largely based upon aiming English-language Latin music at
non-Latin audiences.

While Latin pop and traditional music took center stage, just
tune into commercial radio to see how much rebellious rock and
rap artists are ignored — all while significant developments
unfold in the genre. Still, what the actual Latin alternative market
looks like remains a mystery, even as clues continue to surface
everywhere.

Just look at the cities where the Watcha Tour hits. Tickets are
upwards to $40 at some venues, and these shows are selling out
for the most part. That means the concert market seems secure —
when there’s good promotion behind it. Radio programs in those
cities help in the promotion, but when it comes up to selling
records we remain empty handed. The labels are obviously not
doing something right (a gripe that doesn’t seem to age); and the
label people that have the know-how, don’t have the budget to do
it right.

Taking a theme that became abundantly clear at this summer’s
Latin Alternative Music Conference, I decided that an honest dis-
cussion (sans Latin boomerism) needed to take place about where
Latin alternative’s El Dorado is, and whether it actually exists. I'll
moderate a panel that, like last year, counts on some of the big
players in our industry.

>> Jose Bonilla: As marketing manager for Virgin Associated
Labels (Luaka Bop, Narada, Real World, Virgin), Bonilla is charged
to figure out how to sell albums as radically different as Manu
Chao and Lila Downs.

>> Andres Levin: A Grammy-nominated super producer,
Levin has produced the albums for artists as diverse Tina Turner,
David Byrne, Arto Lindsay, Gipsy Kings, Aterciopelados and El
Gran Silencio. Recently, he started an Afro-Cuban fusion band
called Yerba Buena (see below).

>> Brian Long: As senior director of A&R at MCA, Long has
the inside angle from the label that signed Puya about how a
major label views Latin alternative.

>> José Luis Pardo: Guitarist and main songwriter for
Venezuela’s Los Amigos Invisibles, Pardo will tell it from the
artist’s perspective.

>> Elena Rodrigo: An alterlatina veteran that’s worked her way
up from the grassroots level to a major label, Rodrigo is national
marketing manager for Universal Latino, which has such diverse
acts as Zurdok, Juanes and Orishas.

Immediately following the panel, there will be an informal,
20-minute meet-and-greet where you can exchange business
cards and continue the discussions brought up at the panel.

With a hybrid metal-reggae-
funk sound and socially con-
scious lyrics that deal with the
turmoil in their native country
and what goes on within, Los
Superlitio (Super Lithium) were
the local sensation at the last
two year’s South American
mega-festival Rock Al Parque in
Bogota. Emerging from a burgeoning rock/alternative move-
ment in their home city of Cali, Colombia, Los Superlitio
leapt out onto the national scene with its 1997 debut album
Marciana, which was re-mastered last year. Demorada, the
band’s second demo/CD-Rom made with the U.S. market as
its destination, features five new songs and two excellent
videos of the sextet’s live performances, including a song off
their second LP El Sonido Mostaza. Their sound is a mix of
Donna Summers-era disco synths, wah-wah guitar pedals,
robotic vocoders and DJ scratches plus a revved up sense of
tropical rock.

How many watts is your station? How
many people do you reach?

We're a 5,000-watt station. I know for
certain we reach all of the Baton Rouge
metro area and outlying suburbs. If I had
to guess, that’s a couple hundred thou-
sand people.

What's the station’s motto and/or your
personal programming philosophy?

The station motto is “your original alterna-
tive” due to the presence of a new com-
mercial alternative station in our market.
To that end, I am trying to widen the scope
of our sound so as to not sound so repeti-
tive, which was a problem for KLSU in the
mid- and late *90s.

What do you do to build your station’s
audience?

Try to balance playing acts people around
here already know with some newer stuff
that they should know and love.

Who are you most proud of bringing by
the station?

We had Low come in January when they
played in town. Alan, Mimi and Zak are
such good people that it is always a treat to
spend time with them.

Are you on the air? What kind of show
do you do?

Yes, I do the Indie Show on Wednesday
nights for four hours and I co-host The
Kitchen Sink (with my friend Zack) for six
hours on Saturday nights. The Sink is pure
free-form, and we actually won our time
slot in the last Arbitron ratings, beating out
every other station on the dial. Go figure...

What's the most fucked-up thing that
ever happened to you while you were
on-air?

One time the phone rang, it was another
DJ from the station calling to ask if T was
having sex in the control room because I
was playing the whole Godspeed You
Black Emperor! CD. Of course I wasn’t,
angel that [ am.

Does your station still play vinyl?

Yes, but we had to fight for it. Our studios
are getting a major upgrade and they tried
to get us to toss out all the vinyl we have
left, which is just jazz and blues, but it is
over 10,000 [albums] strong. We saved
’em, and the tables will be in the new stu-
dio in October.

Why did you go into college radio?

I turn tricks for music, so radio was a logi-
cal place for me. I still turn the tricks, but
yeah, the CDs are free now.

If you could see anyone live (dead or
living), who would it be and why?

Fela Kuti, without a doubt. I caught
Femi’s set at the jazz fest in New Orleans
last year, which is as close as anyone can
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get at this point. Fela did it right. Maybe
throw Miles on the bill for good measure.
And Glen Meadmore doing his entire
Chicken and Biscuits album for openers. I
would say Sigur Rés, but I got to see
them in Chicago last May.

Any shoutouts?

Just to the babies’ mamas and the babies’
mamas’ mamas. Keep ya heads up. Oh,
and I need to give shouts to Chris and
all of Team Polar and Wendy’s missing
chicken nugget.
