A New Morning, Changing Weather (Epitaph)

The influential hardcore band Refused imploded somewhere on tour back in
1998, but that didn’t stop the band’s frontman, Dennis Lyxzen, from rising
again with his hair on fire like some politically-charged phoenix. Lucky for the
musical intelligentsia, Lyxzen’s subversive views and clang 'n’ clatter musical
vision remained intact, stirring battle cries against the bourgeois and capitalists
on the (International) Noise Conspiracy’s debut, Survival Sickness. The resis-
tance-rock flag waves even higher on the proudly full-of-itself A New Morning,
Changing Weather. An amalgam of garage punk with a dash of Nation Of
Ulysses (T(I)NC even wears nifty homogenized suits like NOU, thus stamping
out notions of individuality in the hopes of making one look, for one people,
with one goal) and the rugged rock of The Who (“Breakout 2001”), A New
Morning sounds like it came straight from the ’60s. Keyboards fleck the pump-
your-fist chords and Lyxzen’s passionate vocal delivery, but it avoids the assault-
ing rhythms or stirring rallying cries you'd expect from such a strictly political
band (see the jazzy, pleasant “Bigger Cages, Longer Chains”). It may be T(I)NC’s
goal to subvert shallow expression and promote ideas through music, but the
band softens its stern ideology with a palatable, highly energetic sound. Killing
them with kindness, indeed. — Amy Sciarretto

BEACHWOOD SPARKS

Once We Were Trees (Sub Pop)

Time-warp back to the late ’60s country-folk scene, where Gram Parsons, the
Byrds and Buffalo Springfield are getting baked in the desert while simultane-
ously seeking psychedelic visions and musical inspiration. The guys in
Beachwood Sparks weren’t even a glimmer in the eye of their parents back then,
but somehow the Southern California band has gotten the hallucinogenic coun-
try sound just right on its second effort Once We Were Trees. Tracks like “Hearts
Mend” and “Old Manatee” have the rich vocal harmonies that capture the
essence of the twangy sing-along, as old time keyboard, banjo, slide guitar and
harmonica fill the out these modern country waltzes without a hint of irony.
That’s not to say that the band hasn’t tweaked the cowboy way; traditional
instruments are transformed with weird lysergic sound effects, and guitars occa-
sionally worm through the mix in a non-linear fashion that sends songs like
“The Sun Surrounds Me,” “Jugglers Revenge” and the title track into interstellar
overdrive. As sweetly surreal as a Dali painting, Once We Were Trees is relaxed
(maybe it’s the drugs), its panoramic sound and psychedelic effects gently
mutating together to create a real step forward for this relatively young band.

Atari Teenage Riot co-founder
Carl Crack was found dead in his
Berlin apartment on Sept. 6.

Under the terms of the settle-
ment, Napster will pay a whop-
ping $26 million for past unau-
thorized uses of published music
and an additional $10 million as
an advance toward future royal-
ties generated by downloads.

With synths under one arm and plenty of strobe
lights under the other, Omaha, Nebraska’s The Faint
is converting the black-clad whirr of ’88s new
wave to more than just a nostalgia trip. As a result,
the band’s label, Saddle Creek, is becoming one of
the indie landscape’s most formidable outlets.

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f there were a class reunion for new wavers, it wouldn’t be a
pretty sight. The Cure’s Robert Smith is plump and retired; Joy
Division’s Ian Curtis has been dead more than 20 years; and New
Order’s latest video features nubile young men instead of its members’
collective wrinkles and bald spots. It’s been a long, strange trip for the
band of misfits who spearheaded the 1980s new wave movement, a
synth-heavy brand of music that took its heart from punk but allowed
gender lines to blur and asked machines to do the lovelorn confes-
sional thing (perhaps sparing its heavily made-up spokesmen and
women the embarrassment). You have to wonder, if there were a 20-
year reunion for the Human League, Siouxsie And The Banshees,
Devo and A Flock Of Seagulls, would it draw half as much attention

as the scads of lunchtime ’80s flashback radio shows that play such
half-forgotten gems?

“I think everybody has a certain time of their lives that they’ll always
remember in a good way, a time that shaped their musical opinions,”
says Todd Baechle, the singer whose band, The Faint, is almost single-
handedly reviving — as well as tweaking — that beloved keyboard
brigade of long ago. “For me, it was in seventh grade, listening to

R.E.M.,, The Cure and the Smiths almost exclusively; I was like, “This
rules! I don’t need to hear anything else’”

Now an entirely new generation is finding sanctuary in a
mutation of new wave, thanks to The Faint’s hollow-bodied,
super-charged synth rock. The Omaha, Nebraska-based quin-
tet — which includes Baechle’s brother, Clark, on drums, chief

“I felt like we were in a comfortable place [when we started out],”
Baechle recalls. “We didn’t want to form a band so people could
just come to shows and say ‘Oh, there’s another band playing’ and
shrug. I think the songs I don’t get tired of are the ones that have
darker melodies. I've just kind of learned not to write such bright
songs anymore, but I still like them to be catchy. With keyboards

you can do a lot more and change the way the songs come out.”

If 1999’s sex-obsessed Blank-Wave Arcade was the group’s new wave

debutante ball, Danse Macabre is its key-to-the-city ceremony.

Baechle’s agreeable caterwaul penetrates to the core (think
Pornography-era Robert Smith and you're getting close) leading
the wall of marching synth banks into a massive robot-human

booty call just as the death knell sounds. It’s danceable, sure, but
in between the pulsing gallops of Daft Punk-meets-KMFDM glee
(“Let The Poison Spill From Your Throat”) and clacking growls of
synth and distorted guitar are some mighty morbid missives: a
lifeguard takes a nasty spill in “Ballad Of A Paralysed Citizen,”
while “Agenda Suicide” documents a nine-to-fiver’s dull last
moments of self-reflection. Not exactly the stuff of pop videos,
but check out a Faint show and you’ll see a mass of bodies

writhing on the dance floor, limbs painted in the red and green
glow of the band’s ever-present strobe lights.

synthman Jacob Thiele, bassist Joel Petersen and Dapose, a
former death metal guitarist who joined the group in January
— has seen its bloodthirsty new album, Danse Macabre, hit
No. 3 on the CMJ Radio 200 album chart one month after its
release. And though the band’s label, Saddle Creek, is typi-
cally known for its acclaimed stable of introspective indie
players (Bright Eyes, Cursive and Son, Ambulance), it has
recently viewed firsthand just how irresistible The Faint’s
sci-fi sounds can be. “[ Danse Macabre] is on track to be the
best-selling record for Saddle Creek,” label head Robb

Nansel notes. “We were initially just hoping it'd do as well
as the last Bright Eyes record.”

Live is where it’s at for The Faint, which is just wrapping a U.S.
tour with its orchestral pop labelmates, Now It’s Overhead (also
fetching plenty of kudos from audiences). According to Saddle
Creek’s Nansel, all the shows have been doing well, with word-of-
mouth adding momentum to the band’s fan base. Meanwhile,
England’s venerable NME mag has asked The Faint to play its
annual awards show in February, a gig previously shared by the
likes of future stars At The Drive-In and the White Stripes.

Rather than being the odd band out, The Faint embraces its
labelmates’ more traditional apparatus (Bright Eyes helmer
Conor Oberst actually started out in The Faint before split-
ting to do his own thing) while simultaneously recognizing
its unique position in a largely guitar-driven world. It’s not
easy for the band to comprehend why its new album is
doing so well; in fact, Baechle feels rather sheepish about all
the attention. “T think Conor is one of the best songwriters
I've ever heard,” he says emphatically. “I don’t figure that
we should ever be more popular than Bright Eyes.”

“I'm sure we’re not always going to be [getting this level of

attention], but I don’t care,” Baechle muses. “I'm in this forev-
er, making music and doing what people call art. If you spend
your life doing what you want to do, that’s great. But I think

most people feel trapped, like they have to work and make

money and buy things.”
The group’s core members got their start in 1994 in a rock

band called Norman Bailer, but they soon found themselves
craving something unique. In 1997, they transformed into
The Faint; soon after, added keyboards, a light show and a
sequencer abruptly targeted the eager young band as retro-
futurists with an appetite for industrial-goth’s underbelly.

Perhaps taking a page from his own morose lyrics, he pauses, then
says, “Life is not just an infinite number of minutes; it’s counting
down, and you just never know when [the big one’s] gonna hap-

pen.” You can almost see Ian Curtis grinning down from above
and nodding in agreement. NIIVIR

Also, the band
exiled Neil after his drunk
driving wreck, despite the fact
that the rest of the Criie was
partying like it was 1999
(albeit in 1989). Outrageous.
While the Criie might have
enjoyed platinum records,
flowing booze, a vessel of
groupies and insane sexual
activity, they paid for it in
their personal lives. An enter-
taining, quick read that sheds
a lot of light. And I heard they
“tempered” the raunchiness.
Are you kidding me?

yearly Woodstock-

style alternative rock
festival, Rock Al Parque, is cel-
ebrating its seventh edition,
Oct. 2-12 (www.idct.gov.co/
rockalparque.htm). Last year a
combined audience of nearly
200,000 converged to partake
in three days of peace, harmo-
ny and tolerance with 40
national bands and a dozen
pan-Latin acts on the bill.

I’ll never forget the simple
M.O. that one of the young
organizers told me during my
first day there: “Colombia’s
troubles are so overwhelming
at times that despair kicks in.
The youth of this country feel
so powerless that we don’t see

where the hope is in any of it,”
Rodolfo Blanco said.

“It comes down to either
putting a bullet in your head,
or taking action to make
things better. We’ve chosen to
make rock concerts to pro-
mote peace.”

In the wake of the traumatic
events of Sept. 11, many people
paused to take inventory of
their lives and what they’re
doing with them. I spoke to
several friends in (and out of)
the music business who felt
their work was pointless in the
face of such mind-blowing dis-
aster. All of a sudden one of
the biggest events of the year
for Latin music, the Latin

Polen (Funnel/DLN)

After a significant boom in the
Los Angeles indie rock en
espaiiol scene in the mid-1990s,
power-pop quintet Voz De
Mano emerged as a modern-day
INXS, becoming one of the key
groups to keep an eye on in the
ensuing years. On its second
self-released album, 1998’s Ruta
Satélite, VDM became a scene

sensation, not only for its engaging stage shows, but it smooth-
ness in integrating electronic dance elements into its melodic
rock. Three years later, the group remains on top of its game:
Polen is the group’s most accessible and solid work yet, moving
from harnessing fin-de-ciclo angst with a trip-hop feel on Ruta,
to a markedly zigzagging synth pop that deftly meshes dance
club nuances with guitar rock. Main songwriter/frontman Tony
Estrada’s voice often recalls the throbbing masculinity of David
Bowie and Miguel Bosé’s growling lyrics, switching from plain-
tive to a deadpan monotone. Rather than hampering its indie
sound, the increased use of samples and electronic gadgetry has
only filled out VDM’s melodic sound. And with Estrada writing
and singing in English, the alternative dance/rock song “My Self-
Destruction,” the group makes overtures to the murkier side of
the *80s. Sonically linked to synth pop trio La Ley, Voz De Mano
may find new fertile ground for Polen to help it grow, not only

Stateside but abroad as well.

The
reviews for the Watcha Tour
— good or bad — including a
public debate sparked in
Miami because of the con-
cert’s poor attendance, ceased
to come in. And the CM]J
Music Marathon, which
included a tremendous Latin-
alt presence this year, had to
be postponed and rescheduled
nearly from scratch
(www.cmj.com/ marathon).

I was reminded of the core
reason I got into journalism in
the first place, and the answer
was this: if something is not
right in the world, how can I

make it just little better?
Covering music touched the
activist in me. Helping to pro-
voke thought and encourage
dialogue through art and
music is one good that I can
contribute to.

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KNITTING FACTORY BACK IN THE SADDLE by Guy Compton, Freedom Fighter/Knitting Factory Marketing Director

n Monday, Sept. 17,

employees of the

area between Canal
and Chambers streets in Lower
Manbhattan were allowed admit-
tance back into their offices
following the Sept. 11 terrorist
attacks on the World Trade
Center towers. What Knitting
Factory staff found was a club
that had remained intact, but
an office without any technical
capabilities — no Web or
email access, no T1 line, no
long-distance service, and,
since we are located eight
blocks north of the pit that
used to be the World Trade

Center, no access to customers.

“What should we do?” we won-

dered. The area was still a war
zone, with caked debris,
National Guard reservists
marching by and suffocating
smoke blowing as the wind
changed. Is it right to even con-
sider putting on shows? Our
community resoundingly said
yes, and with estimates for
opening our club’s surrounding
area as far as one month out,
our economic reality didn’t
leave much choice. This compa-
ny has seen many challenges,
but nothing like this. So we
began circling the wagons.

By Wednesday, Sept. 19 we were
putting on shows again. First,
we sent employees out to circle
the perimeter and monitor the

variety of checkpoints. We then
posted the most navigable and
lax entry points to the venue on
our homepage, after hacking
into our site from the outside.
We carried our servers to our
server co-location and we rent-

ed cell phones for long distance.

We had made our facility avail-
able for all emergency workers
and used that connection with
our neighbors

a copy to every checkpoint on
Canal, so that anyone with ID
matching a name on the list
would be allowed entrance
(nice will call desk, eh?).

If you know our audience, you
know they’re New Yorkers to
the core.

Pianist Brad Mehldau returns to the Village Vanguard to produce
two full-length CDs that encompass a mix of standards and origi-
nals — as well as another version of Nick Drake’s “River Man.” The
lengthier format reveals Mehldau’s abundant keyboard chops: the
13-song program has an unrelenting quality to it, unfolding as he
continually attacks each idea, slicing through each theme until there
is nothing left. The longtime rhythm section of bassist Larry
Grenadier and drummer Jorge Rossy provide arching, ever-shifting
post-bop accompaniment that perfectly accompanies the pianist,
throwing him wrinkles of their own. Some of these tracks are too
long for typical radio airplay, however; Mehldau is nothing if not
verbose (a knack that carries over to his own liner notes), but a five-
song radio sampler does contain tunes under the six-minute mark.

Bill Frisell With Dave Holland And Elvin Jones (Nonesuch)
On paper this all-star trio is rife with possibilities: the cerebral, ethere-
al Frisell goes toe-to-toe with one of the baddest jazz drummers ever
and one of the best jazz bassists around. Surprisingly, Frisell pulls his
players into his own weird world, one where his guitars echo like
thunder on the prairie and emotional extremes (within the music)
are kept in check. Thus we get something more akin to Frisell’s Gone,
Just Like A Train or Good Dog, Happy Man than his jazzier side work
on Don Byron’s Rormance With The Unseen. Although the trio is a bit
underutilized, this is a beautiful-sounding recording, with exquisite
covers of “Moon River” and “Hard Times.”

This week we broke away from Mic Check’s
usual format to provide a space for Stevens
to comment on how his station dealt with
the events of Sept. 11.

Scott Stevens, who has been the World
Music director for two years at Olympia,
Washington’s only college community
radio station, has a weekly two-hour
show. Off the air, he trains volunteers
and takes care of general operations at
the station; he also works as a photogra-
pher and webmaster for a local real
estate agency. Stevens got hooked on
music as a teen after hearing Billy Joel’s
5214 gt Traveling through Europe,
Oceania and Southeast Asia, his eyes
were opened to different cultures outside
of the United States. Later, as an overseas
editor at Christian Science Monitor in
Boston, he wrote concert and album
reviews, which eventually led to a desire
to share his passion for diverse music
from around the world.

How did you, as a DJ, react to the
terrorist attacks?

It really didn’t hit me until I started talk-
ing about it on the radio. Still in a state of
disbelief after hearing the news, I had
rushed to the radio station, where my
wife and I made phone calls and searched
the Internet and compiled a list of local
counseling, spiritual and relief organiza-
tions that listeners might find useful. A
co-worker had been in tears when I
arrived, but only when I went on the air
to read the list we’d compiled did I feel
my throat constricting.

What did you do when you were on the
air for your show?

It was three days later and by then I had
already started reading reports of some
racist attacks against Arab-Americans. [
found myself empowered to help. What

better forum than this to promote some
sense of global unity, based on music,
spirit and peace? Focusing my show on
sacred music of the world, I started with a
piece of music recorded at the annual
Festival of Sacred World Music in Fes,
Morocco: Hamza Shakour playing “Sufi
Music of Damascas.” As the music played,
I felt a little less isolated. I knew that peo-
ple around the world were praying in their
own ways to find light and peace in this
dark week.

Did you get any listener responses?

I got a call thanking me for this selection
of music. Then another call from a
woman who was in tears. “I find this
music very upsetting,” she said. I gently
explained to her the theme of the show,
and hoped she would stay tuned. Between
songs, I talked about this call and my pur-
pose for the show. More calls followed,
evenly split between those who supported
my initial selection and others who
thought it was in poor taste.

What did you find was the heart of
your message, in retrospect?

After another day of reflection, I think it
comes down to distinctions. I understand
what the president meant when he said,
“We will make no distinction between the
terrorists who committed these acts and
those who harbored them.” But I believe
this kind of act requires us to make more
distinctions, not fewer. We need to make
the distinction between a very small group
of violent fanatics and those who look like
them, or come from the same nation, or
live in the same neighborhood, or profess
the same religion. A couple days later I
received an email encouraging me to play
Afghani music, and reminding me that
Afghani musicians are victims of the
Taliban, who ban their music at home. By
subverting what the Taliban had mandat-
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ed, we are encouraging democracy and
freedom through music.

Do you think those listeners who
called in protesting the Sufi music
were racists?

I don’t believe they were. But if they asso-
ciate sacred Sufi music with terrorism,
they have some distinctions to make. Syria
is as distinct from Afghanistan as Osama
bin Laden is from the mainstream of
Islamic thought. If you cannot separate
the work of poets and musicians from the
work of terrorists, then how can you dis-
tinguish your Arab-American neighbor
from suicidal maniacs? If you could make
the distinction between Timothy McVeigh
and Bob Dylan, but you can’t make such a
distinction this week, you’ve got some
racist issues to work out.
