Indecent Proposal (Blackground)

If indeed Indecent Proposal is Timbaland’s final album (he’s said he wants to
spend more time developing other artists), it’s one hell of a swan song — no
matter how much back-pedaling he does (he’s apparently not pleased with the
end result). The tiber-producer has upped the ante once again by pushing him-
self to find new sounds, new beats and fresh rhythms; the Far East-tinged “All
Y’All” boasts a thundering bass line that’s immediately recognizable when
booming out of a set of speakers from 15 blocks away, while “People Like
Myself” gets its inspiration from Native American rhythms. Guest MCs, many
of whom often outshine Magoo, include Jay-Z, Petey Pablo, Ludacris, Sin (who
sounds eerily like Biggie on “It’s Your Night”) and Mad Skillz.

Pretty Together (Murderecords)

You've gotta admire Sloan’s dedication to its vision. The Halifax-bred, Toronto-
residing quartet has stuck to its original plan, unusual as it is, to allow each
member to contribute songs. The result thus far? Five albums that’'ve mixed
giddy power-pop, spaced-out faux-metal epics and punchy arena rock, with
only occasional nods to stylistic cohesiveness (such as 1997’s handclap-ridden
batch of singalongs known as One Chord To Another). Album number six, Pretty
Together, splays out wider despite increased collaboration among the songwrit-
ers. The range runs from propulsive rave-ups like “If It Feels Good Do It” and

An itinerant singer-songwriter whose claim to obscurity was playing in a band
called Sunbrain in the early 1990s, David Dondero should make quite a splash
with this, his most high-profile release.

ROBBIE FULKS

13 Hillbilly Giants (Bloodshot)
Couples In Trouble (Boondoggle)

Equal parts self-deprecating standup comedian and wise-ass country charmer,
Robbie Fulks has built a thrilling discography out of sniping at Nashville with
the precision of a 12-year-old hurtling a baseball bat at a mailbox. A lanky per-
former with a friendly honky-tonk drawl that often veers into a shredding punk
sneer, Fulks seems to have reached a midlife crossroads on his two new releases.
When digested in one sitting, 13 Hillbilly Giants, a cover of seminal country
tunes with a family twist, and the self-released Couples In Trouble, a concept
album about relationships and obsession, seem almost inseparable despite their
disparate styles. Fulks is his usual giddy-up-and-go self on Hillbilly, a successful
collection of oldies that, despite an occasionally goofy reading, dwells on dark
themes: “Cocktails” is narrated by a boozehound who lost his family to the bot-
tle, while “Family Man” and “Act Like A Married Man” peruse the possibilities of
an altruistic life. But while Couples In Trouble — Fulks’ first effort for his own
Boondoggle label — is a starkly beautiful departure, his melancholic pieces
(“Anything For Love,” “My Tormentor”) still hone in on dreams of a life more

Canadian power-pop mainstay
Sloan released its sixth studio
album in October, though few
in the U.S. were aware of it. The
new set, Pretty Together, is
already a hit north of the bor-
der, but it’s getting a limited
release in the states. The band-
owned label, Murderecords, has
arranged for a run of about
10,000 copies for distribution
around the U.S. (via Proper
Distribution). After that run

sells out, the record will be out
of print in the U.S.

Sloan has a long history of
trouble getting its music heard
outside of Canada. The quar-
tet’s first three discs were
released on DGC. Citing a lack
of promotion from the grunge-
mad DGC, Sloan then signed to
an upstart American label, the
Enclave, that folded after releas-
ing the acclaimed 1998 album
One Chord To Another. Between
The Bridges, released a year
later, also received limited expo-
sure in the U.S., though the
band did tour in support of it.
The release of Pretty Together
coincides with a three-date tour
of the U.S., which wound down
with a Nov. 19 show at Bowery
Ballroom in New York City and
a Nov. 20 show at the Middle
East in Boston. The album takes
its name from an ofthand
Sterling Morrison comment —
“It’s pretty together” — heard
in the Velvet Underground’s

shagadelic “Temptation Inside
Your Heart.”

LOS ANGELES: SUD-
DENLY COOL AGAIN
It appears that the oft-maligned
city of Los Angeles is cool again,
based on the scheduling of sev-
eral key music events. The pre-
sentation of the Shortlist
Concert and Award Ceremony
took place Nov. 19 at the
Knitting Factory in L.A. Five of
the 10 finalists slated to per-
form: Bilal, Nikka Costa, the
Dandy Warhols, Talib Kweli and
Sigur Rés. Other nominees
included Air, Jay Dee, PJ
Harvey, Gorillaz and Ryan
Adams. The list, a sort of
American variation on the
Mercury Prize, is designed to
call attention to an album based

The judges then convene for
dinner — mmmm, dinner —
and emerge with their choice
before the show. The award,
officially dubbed the Virgin
Megastore Shortlist Prize For
Artistic Achievement In Music,
will earn the winner (not yet
announced at press time)
$10,000 in cash. And what bet-
ter place to spend that cash
than L.A.?

Relative Ways/ Homage (EP)
(Interscope)

By now, two albums into its
reckless run of a career, Austin’s
Trail Of Dead is probably just as
notorious for its instrument-
abusing live show as it is the fiery
post-punk squall of its recordings. It’s a blessing for the band (and
its new label home, Interscope), then, that the quartet’s new stu-
dio outings manage to uphold the promise of that incendiary live
energy. Released as a prelude to the Dead’s full-length early-2002
label debut, the four-song Relative Ways wraps up the band’s vary-
ing personalities in a succinct package: the opening title track
bolts an emo heartsong to thundering trapwork and ringing gui-
tar grooves; “Homage,” aside from its nicely ethereal breaks, goes
balls-out destructo garage wail, while “Blood Rites” one-ups its
predecessor with a hailstorm of roiling snares, fat-bottomed metal
pounding and kamikaze screaming. Just so no one mistakes the
band as pure sonic nihilists,
closer “The Blade Runner”
blends strings, alien tone sam-
ples and wind chimes into a
gurgling bit of ambient hor-
ror. Be very afraid.

When mainstream pop icons
(Britney, "N Sync) can cuddle up
to the artiest, critically acclaimed
beat progressivists (Neptunes,
BT), it begs the question: is
being “anti-pop” even necessary?

as evident on The Ends Against The Middle, a detour deeper into the
unapproachable Xenakis-meets- Tron avant-rap of the group’s 2000
debut, Tragic Epilogue. MCs Beans, Priest and Sayyid are still deeply
entrenched in a hyper-intellectual rap-as-concept-map ethos, but
their production has grown increasingly IDM-influenced, making
A.C. a perfect fit in its new home on Warp Records. “39303” starts
as brain-twisting hip-hiccup-hop that — after a swift kick to the
hard-drive — transforms into a free-flowing rhyme spree and con-
cludes atop a sparking pile of broken machinery in a sputtering,
minimalist squall. Opener “Tuff Gong” is two-part suite of cos-
mic slop, split evenly between foghorn funk and delinquent elec-
tro-googles. The Ends is dedicated to controlled chaos and the

Black Lipstick, an Austin-based

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15 YEARS OF NEW JER

SOU, the student-run, faculty-advised radio station at
))) Seton Hall University in South Orange, New Jersey, began

broadcasting way back in 1948. For the majority of its exis-
tence, it was just a typical college radio station. But it wasn’t until a
crop of students did some market research, discovered a niche
audience, and decided to use the signal to blast the New York met-
ropolitan-area airwaves with the hardest rock found on the FM dial
that WSOU became the source for Loud Rock.

Most college stations offer their listeners an alternative to main-
stream bought-and-sold rock, but have sparse audiences compared
to their bigger, corporate-owned siblings. WSOU is the exception to
that rule, spinning extreme and underground music while effective-
ly competing with modern rock stations in the country’s No. 1
market.

WSOU became the New York City area’s best source for up-and-
coming, as well as previously established, Loud Rock bands. Many
an industry insider has uttered the phrase, “You heard Korn and
System Of A Down and Metallica in constant rotation on WSOU
before WXRK (a.k.a. “K-Rock”) even thought of spinning them.”

What an enviable position to be in. At times, college programmers
across the country have expressed concern, wondering why so
much hoopla surrounds 89.5 FM. It’s simple: the reverence sur-
rounding WSOU endures because the station acts and runs like a
commercial station, giving its managers and its staff a quantifiable
learning experience while simultaneously affecting the musical cli-
mate. While many college radio stations enjoy a free-form approach
and don’t aspire to run like the commercial stations, by preferring
to be the anti-commercial radio station, WSOU is respected
because it never sells out despite being extremely successful. It’s still
a college radio station. But it’s a station with a mission.

Missi Callazzo, owner of Megaforce Records and original host of the
long-running “Monday Night Mayhem” black and death metal
show, looks back fondly on ’Sou’s tender beginnings. “It was a regu-
lar college alternative station. We played a lot of nothing,” she
recalls. “We had a little bit of this, a little bit of that and no one real-
ly listened to it. Until Dan Blackman, Phil Hardy, and Dan — I can’t
remember his last name — submitted a programming proposal to
the school. Once the university saw what they were doing and that
kids were getting a better education, they were supportive.”

One might be wondering how a bunch of students could persuade
Seton Hall’s powers that be to turn the station to a metal format, a
form of music that sounds nefarious and is often associated, how-
ever foolishly, with the devil. “On one level, metal has a relationship
with Satan when people have no understanding of the music,”
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Callazzo notes. “When you are between the ages of 14 and 20,
you're aggressive, full of anxiety. What is a more healthy way to
relieve anxiety? Fortunately, Seton Hall has been a progressive
Catholic university by being open to the music regardless of
whether or not the Pope likes it. The students are happy and mak-
ing an impact and getting the most out of their educations.” For all
of 15 years, Seton Hall University was indeed a progressive institu-
tion by allowing Loud Rock to be WSOU’s signature format.

WSOU Music Director Kal Elsebai

Anyone who visits the studio’s hallowed halls will see that the walls
are lined with gold and platinum plaques, ranging from Megadeth
to Linkin Park to Type O Negative to Disturbed to Kid Rock.

In the early-’90s, the suicide of a local New Jersey teenager who
was a heavy metal fan caused the community to put the blame
on music. WSOU came under fire, and its programming was
looked at under a microscope. The image-conscious school
pulled some of the metal in favor of another form of hard rock,
with more of a grunge and alternative sound surfacing during
the day, and the more extreme stuff reserved for the late and
overnight hours.

For many years, the station’s programming and rotation were
built upon a simple yet brilliant color-coded system which
allowed DJs to mix new music with the classics and avoid
repeats throughout the day. The stations innovative specialty
shows include “New Industrial Revolution,” a listen to metal off-
shoot genres like techno and goth; “Hardcore Reality,” which
blends new- and old-school hardcore; “Vintage *80s,” which
hearkens back to the glory days of (continued on p. 10)
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A lot of attention is paid to
the alumni of WSOU: while
several ex-staffers moved on
to radio promotions gigs in
the industry, many have
gone on to work at major
commercial radio stations.
We'd like to turn the spot-
light over to the current crop
of DJs and managers, who
are the legacy of the station
and the ones who are fight-
ing the good fight to keep
WSOU metal. Their respons-
es were truly inspiring.

The best thing that has hap-
pened to me hasn’t been meet-
ing any particular band
(although everyone I meet is
amazing) — it’s been meeting
the people at WSOU.
Everyone there is who I hung
out with in high school: the
outcasts, the geeks, the metal-
heads, the stoners. I found a
group of people that belongs
together, people who don’t
judge people by what they
look like, and who take a job
which doesn’t pay anything
more serious than their pay-
ing jobs. They have taught me
that there is shit more impor-
tant than money, more
important than my pathetic
little life — we make up a sta-
tion that so many people rely
on for entertainment, music
that describes our lives —
that it’s made me realize that I
am just a little piece in every-
thing, but an essential one. All
the thoughts that I don’t
mean anything to anyone
were blown away; not to
sound sappy as hell but every-
one is needed somewhere, and
even if [ need “a smile as my
disguise” I know its worth the
pain of being there, and worth
the effort of caring.

WSOU, when glam metal reigned supreme; “Street Patrol,” a forum
for local and unsigned hard rock acts; and “Under The Stars,” a
program that spotlights marginal metal like emo and screamo and
gives it a chance to be heard on WSOU’s airwaves. Obviously, the
station’s musical choices span the entire spectrum of Loud Rock.

By January 1, 2002, this will all be
a memory. Seton Hall’s leaders
now feel that heavy metal is incon-
sistent with the values of a faith-
based learning institution, and the
students are being forced to refor-
mat the station. According to
Professor Peter Reader, the chairman of Seton Hall’s Department
Of Communications, the administration has been uncomfortable
with WSOU’s metal format for the past 15 years and has simply tol-
erated it. The school’s top brass no longer want to be “the savior of
the heavy metal format,” according to Reader, who acts as a liaison
between the station and the university board.

“If we were a commercial station losing money, no one would ques-
tion [the format change],” says Reader. “But we’re providing a pub-
lic service to a niche audience. We’re sure there’s [another] audience
out there in this market of 100,000 people that is waiting for their
music to be heard”

Heavy metal is not pleasant on several levels, according to SHU
administration officials. “A large segment of the population cannot
listen to that format for more than 10 seconds without turning it
off. It’s abrasive,” Reader claims. “Take that abrasion on top of the
questionable, ethical value of the music. People can’t live with it.”

The students are now being asked to choose a new format that rep-
resents the whole university and its mission statement. A survey is
being circulated university-wide, and the results will assist in the
selection and implementation of the new format. Despite the fact
that reformatting the station is not the students’ choice, Reader
sounds confident that the station will be successful in launching a
new format. “If we are a successful radio station,” he says, “Then we
should program a new format and be just as successful. If a new
format is not successful, it’s the format that was successful and not
the station itself” Ultimately, Seton Hall wants WSOU to be per-
ceived as a station, then a format, not the other way around.

Seton Hall assistant professor
Michael Collazo (no relation to
former music director Missi) has
held the position of faculty advi-
sor and general manager for 16
years. He’s been with WSOU as
long as it’s been a metal station
and has mixed feelings about the
format change.

Members of WSOU’S current staff

“The students have done so much with the station and made into a
real competitor in the New York market, and everyone knows bands
they’ve broken that have become mainstream,” offers Collazo. “The
station has had a nationwide impact. So from that standpoint, it’s
hard to see a lot of that work go down the drain. However, the
owners of the station want to have a better image. They are dis-
turbed by some of the mail and the images that the groups WSOU
plays have on the websites. [There is a] litany of items they’ve been
disturbed about and want to go in a different direction.”
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Seton Hall doesn’t want the sta-
tion to go free-form; in fact,
they advocate a steady, domi-
nant format — as long as it’s
not heavy metal. While WSOU
filled the metal niche, it’s going
to have to find another genre of
music to represent, which might
be difficult. “If this was the mid-
dle of Kansas, [it would be] no
problem because there are so
many formats,” says Collazo. “In
New York, you’ve got 80 stations
pumping in: oldies, jazz, news.”

Some speculate that the university is looking to get positive pub-
licity in light of some campus controversies that have occurred in
the past few years. In 2000, one of the freshman dorms fell victim
to suspected arson. Three students perished in the blaze. Shortly
after that tragic event, a young student was murdered by her
boyfriend. It was revealed that she had actually begged a Seton
Hall security guard for help prior to her death; the only assistance
offered was a suggestion that she call the cops.

Nevertheless, controversy or not, it all boils down to the fact that
WSOU had a strong, influential run for the past 15 years. Whether
or not the next 15 are as successful in another format remains to
be seen. One thing is for certain: there are many metal fans who

will hate to see it go. NVIR

Advice for college-radio pro-
grammers: FORMAT YOUR
STATION, to some extent at
least. Block programming does
not lend itself to listenership,
especially in cases where the
blocks rotate and are inconsis-
tent. Formatting can be as simple
as all [whatever genre] from 10
a.m. until 6 p.m. Monday
through Friday, as intense as 24-
7. Take initiative and work to for-
mat your station to some extent
so that you can build listenership,
work with your school’s commu-

nication department heads so
that you can install a format that
will live on beyond your time at
the school. By no means am I
saying eliminate specialty pro-
gzamming; there is a time and
place for that. Your support for
these artists can go a lot further
than a chart position if the sta-
tion has listeners. Team with local
retail stores, get them to post
your playlist and hours of broad-
cast, and publicize the station at
local shows and all over

campus. Don’t be afraid to play
artists that have some commer-
cial success — these are the
artists that help the station to
sound familiar to the people you
are trying to keep listening in
order to turn them onto the new
bands you are championing.
Focus some attention on singles
or limited suggested tracks on a
record so that the songs become
familiar with your audience. Take
advantage of what labels are
offering you when it comes to
swag, run promotions that put
giveaways to good use. Interact
with your listeners, encourage
them to call, encourage them to
support the bands you're sup-
porting, to come to the

shows. Don’t be basic, create an

image for your station, an image
that doesn’t alienate people but
makes them feel like they are part
of something, because they are.

The format has endured because
there is an audience for it.

Relative Ways/ Homage (EP)
(Interscope)

By now, two albums into its
reckless run of a career, Austin’s
Trail Of Dead is probably just as
notorious for its instrument-
abusing live show as it is the fiery
post-punk squall of its recordings. It’s a blessing for the band (and
its new label home, Interscope), then, that the quartet’s new stu-
dio outings manage to uphold the promise of that incendiary live
energy. Released as a prelude to the Dead’s full-length early-2002
label debut, the four-song Relative Ways wraps up the band’s vary-
ing personalities in a succinct package: the opening title track
bolts an emo heartsong to thundering trapwork and ringing gui-
tar grooves; “Homage,” aside from its nicely ethereal breaks, goes
balls-out destructo garage wail, while “Blood Rites” one-ups its
predecessor with a hailstorm of roiling snares, fat-bottomed metal
pounding and kamikaze screaming. Just so no one mistakes the
band as pure sonic nihilists,
closer “The Blade Runner”
blends strings, alien tone sam-
ples and wind chimes into a
gurgling bit of ambient hor-
ror. Be very afraid.

“39303” starts
as brain-twisting hip-hiccup-hop that — after a swift kick to the
hard-drive — transforms into a free-flowing rhyme spree and con-
cludes atop a sparking pile of broken machinery in a sputtering,
minimalist squall. Opener “Tuff Gong” is two-part suite of cos-
mic slop, split evenly between foghorn funk and delinquent elec-
tro-googles. The Ends is dedicated to controlled chaos and the
art of noise — making these
rappers probably less concerned
about aligning with Cage than
aligning with John Cage.

Nitin Sawhney’s music is the
blueprint of a truly multi-cul-
tural society.

JANE SIBERRY

This odds-and-sods album confirms
Jane Siberry as an true artist of stature
and courage, one who always colors
well outside the lines. From the icily
atmospheric “She’s Like The Swallow”
(which originally appeared on Hector
Zazou’s Songs From The Cold Seas) to
a collaboration with Klezmatic Frank
London to kiddie tune “All The Pretty
Little Ponies,” recorded for Barney’s Great Adventure, Siberry
sparkles. Most stunning is a version of “My Mother Is Not The White
Dove,” with its eclectic mix of instruments complementing the airy
vocals; it doesn’t so much push at musical boundaries as soar over
them. And if you really need proof that Siberry’s a world-music per-
former, just listen to “Spade and Sparrow;,” recorded with Japan’s
Takafumi Sotoma. This is a City that shimmers with promise.

This three-CD box meticulously
details that transition, not only
with music, but also with a 96-
page book of liner notes. The 17
tracks include eight unreleased
outtakes, tracks from albums of
outtakes, a few songs from Filles
de Kilimanjaro and original cuts
from In A Silent Way.

Davis The Dark Prince sounds
as beautiful and mysterious as
ever, but change is in the air. The
sound moves from the early

track’s acoustic piano of Chick
Corea to a multiple-keyboard
approach with Herbie Hancock,
Joseph Zawinul and Corea on
electric keyboards and organ. The
rhythms then become more
vamp-oriented, and electric gui-
tarist John McLaughlin makes a
telling early appearance before
returning for BB. The production
methodology changed, too:
whereas early tracks are basically
whole takes, the later stuff is cut
and pasted together by producer
Teo Macero.

Even with the larger group,
Davis’s music remains skeletal
and beautiful. As opposed to the
roiling boil of Bitches Brew, In A
Silent Way, like its namesake,
truly was a quiet revolution.

Fred Anderson has been a local leg-
end in Chicago for years. He’s been a
mentor for different players on the
scene since AACM was founded in
the ’60s, but his full-time gig as bar
owner has kept him from logging in
miles on the road as a musician. By
the 1990s, the saxophonist’s fame
had spread beyond the Windy City due to a regular succession of
releases on different labels, most notably a duo album on Thrill
Jockey earlier this year. This time, out the saxophonist leads long-
time drummer Hamid Drake and bassist Tatsu Aoki through a
burnin’ set of improvisation live at the Velvet Lounge, a small but
comfortable jazz joint Anderson opened some years back. True to
form, the fiery tenorman blows long and hard, working through
gnarled leads with ease. Drake and Aoki provide a muscular plat-
form for Anderson to launch from — though both also serve up
some fine solos of their own.

It has taken many months of work, interspersed
with a few life-altering events, and wham-bam-

thank-you-mam, 23 year-old CM]J has entered a new realm of the
music business — music retail. CM]J Retail will represent the sales
activity of a select group of about 200 reporters that we consider
the “flashpoint accounts” in their respective markets. This report-
ing panel, which will contribute to our soon-to-be-launched Top
100 Sales chart, is comprised of single independent stores, small
and medium-sized chains, and chain stores located close to col-
lege campuses. With this issue we launch our Top 20 chart based
on sales information from One Stops, as well as a Major Chain
chart that breaks out the Top 10 debuts and Top 10 upward
movers at the big chains.

Our intent is to make CM]J Retail the first place the music business
goes each week to find out what artists are breaking and why. We
will show retail trends based on real information supplied by our
network of reporters. The information from our reporting panel is

Now, I wonder if I had
been deceived. Maybe it was my
fault for putting too much
belief in this band.

before determining if there will
be any change in how we pro-
mote their developing artists
in future. We certainly will
not promote any U2 product.
It seems each new day now
brings another move by a
label or distributor to sell in
advance of, or around inde-
pendent music retail. I expect
such moves to accelerate with
the launch of online subscrip-
tion services, which will prac-
tically require the lure of
early availability and exclusive
content to acquire sufficient
customers to be profitable. In
a rush to generate publicity
and short term revenue, all
these efforts, from Bowie's
early release to digital down-
load, to TV pre-street date
offers, buy it from VH1 for
early access, and exclusives
for one physical retailer, have
one thing in common. They
ignore the needs of the most
important link in the chain
— the music consumer.

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Controversy Erupts Over U2/Interscope/Best Buy Deal

major bunker-buster was dropped on the music retail
A community last week when it was disclosed that an

exclusive deal had been cut between Best Buy, Clear
Channel, VH1, DirecTV, Interscope Records and U2 for the band’s
upcoming live two-disc DVD titled Elevation 2001: U2 Live From
Boston (DVD $32.98 list price; VHS $19.98 list price). The DVD
will be broadcast on VH1 as a world premiere on Nov. 23 at 9 p.m.
ET, followed by repeat performances that weekend. According to
the band’s official website, the U2 premiere will also be available via
a non-exclusive radio simulcast available to any station wishing to
air the special program. During the month of December the con-
cert will also be aired a number of times on DirecTV.

U2: Business smarts or blatant sell-outs?

Inside sources say the deal was proposed directly to U2 and its man-
agement by the consortium of entertainment marketing partners
mentioned above (sans Interscope). When the deal was first pro-
posed it was under the condition that Best Buy would have a total
exclusive for the life of the DVD. Once Interscope was brought into
the picture, both label and management raised concerns as to how
other retailers would respond. These concerns led to the decision to
allow Best Buy an exclusive two-week window that would start on
Nov. 20, with the rest of the music retail community allowed to sell
the title starting on Dec. 4. The idea was to leave in place the full
amount of marketing funds so that all music retailers could benefit
during the holiday selling season. Best Buy, VH1, DirecTV, and Clear
Channel have committed to spending big bucks (the number of $10
million is being thrown around) to promote the DVD.

U2 was unavailable for comment, but Mike Linton, Senior VP of
Strategic Marketing for Best Buy stated, “Best Buy has been doing
these kinds of events all along. Last year we sponsored the Sting
concert in Central Park and during the summer we had a ‘Back To
School’ event with Moby. We will be doing a special "N Sync ‘Bobble
Head’ promotion for the new ’N Sync album, with $1 million of the
money raised going to charity. We want to connect our brand with

entertainment. Best Buy is the market leader in DVD sales and we
look at the U2 promotion as event marketing. We are creating
alliances with many different entertainment companies in order to
put on an event like this that has meaning for our customers.”

Here is a portion of the Best Buy press release that was issued on
Nov. 5: “As part of Best Buy’s dedication to bring music fans the
best in entertainment, the company has aligned with U2 for special
promotions this holiday season. Beginning Tuesday, Nov. 20, shop-
pers will be able to purchase U2’s DVD, Elevation 2001: U2 Live
From Boston, exclusively at Best Buy for the first two weeks of its
release. Best Buy will also offer the re-issue of U2’s Best Of 1980-
1990 limited edition two-CD set, which includes the B-sides.
Thanksgiving weekend, shoppers can add to their U2 collection
when Best Buy offers an exclusive U2 CD sampler free to the first
500 customers at stores nationwide on Nov. 24. The sampler
includes ‘Beautiful Day, ‘Gone, and ‘T Will Follow, previously unre-
leased live tracks from the DVD.”

One source also stated that the intentions behind this promotion
were to “blow up” a new configuration in DVD and that the bulk of
the promotion would be impacting in December. The music retail-
er would be benefiting from all this exposure and that would out-
weigh the window of exclusivity given to Best Buy.

The response from retailers has been swift. Tower Records report-
edly cancelled its order for the DVD and VHS, as did the Virgin
MegaStores. Glen Ward, President/CEO of the Virgin Entertain-
ment Group states, “This is a very serious issue that is irresponsible
on the part of all parties involved. It is a restriction on the market-
place and an unfair practice. We have invested many dollars and
support in promoting new artists and catalog and find this action
to be shortsighted by the principles involved. Virgin MegaStores
will not be stocking the new U2 DVD or VHS title. We have also
reviewed all other U2 product and we will not be featuring those
titles in our stores.”

Other accounts like Wherehouse have cut back their orders to the
bare minimum. As Don Van Cleeve, President of CIMS (The
Coalition Of Independent Music Stores) observed, “U2 fans are one
of the most street sensitive fans out there. If this band has a new
release, their fans want it the first week it’s out.” We at CM] felt that
we should give retail a forum to speak its own mind about these
events. Their comments start in the “Speak Out” section on page 46
and continue on the following page. — Mark Cope

DEATH OF A FAN
October 15 of this year was a
regular day for most people, but
a chapter in the music Book of
Life ended. John Candus, a life
long music fanatic, died at
Dallas’s Baylor Hospital of can-
cer. His story is not about sick-

ness but about a life of music. A
former retailer, John previously
spent many years at Disc
Records, a Dallas/Ft Worth
chain. He started as a clerk and
worked his way up the ladder,
topping out as the head of
operations. In a business filled
with accountants, lawyers,

bloodsuckers (this category may
take care of the first two), musi-
cian wannabes and celebrity
sponges, he stood alone. For
decades he has been there at the
beginning of many careers. At
48 he was long past the target
demographic.

John was an individual; he
hadn’t cut his hair or beard in 25
years and he never took a drug in
his life. Though his tastes were
wide, the focus for his musical
adoration was on four guys from
Rockford, Illinois: Cheap Trick.
He answered the call, “Hello
there ladies and gentlemen, are
you ready to rock?!” After years of
following the music, and the
band, John became known
among the rest of the crew as an
almost fifth-Beatle to Cheap
Trick. Whether riding on the U.S.
tour bus, taking photographs of
the band’s life onstage and off, or
flying out with them for a
Japanese tour, John was a wel-
comed part of their entourage for
many years.

But John wasn'’t in it to hang
with stars; these guys were his
friends. From the height of Cheap
Trick’s arena-popularity to their

less-than-sold-out shows of recent
years, John’s passion for the band
never wavered, never moved with
the ebb and flow of their popular-
ity. Five years ago the band con-
vinced John to handle their mer-
chandising, and the band never
left him. Rick Nielson, Bun E.
Carlos, and Tom Petersson, along
with RicK’s son Daxx, were at his
funeral for his final goodbye. Rick
Nielson asked the throng of
friends and family who gathered
for “A moment of silence for the
passing of our friend,” adding, “A
big part of Cheap Trick’s music
died with John.”

Many people collect the
music of bands only to waver
later, but few bands have fans
that span their career, and fewer
still collect a fan and friend like
John Candus. John was a life
long family man and is survived
by his wife of 27 years, Mindy,
and his 16 year-old daughter
Jennifer. Jennifer and Mindy
were both veterans of many
Cheap Trick tour dates them-
selves — truly a family affair.
